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“ The Bigotry of Breadth. ”

THE "British Weekly” used the above
title as the fitting heading of a brief
article dealing with the address de­
livered by Mr. T Rhondda Wil­

liams as Chairman of the Congregational
L’nion of England and Wales at the Spring
Assembly. The reports of the speech make
sad reading. The keynote of the address
was given in the opening sentence: "It
should be a truism that if the Christian
churches are to serve the needs of the
modern world they must know that world
—its prevailing modes of thought and its
prevailing methods of life; and they must
learn its language." The speaker went on
to $ay that '■the world will not accept Chris­
tianity ti]>on any external authority, not
even the authority of Christ: the only au­
thority over us must voice itself within us.
Ike more you reassert the other kind of
authority, the weaker you make the church
*n its appeal to the modern world." No
wonder the address has received wide dis-
uh-ion and severe condemnation.

Few persons would be disposed to deny
that sometimes the words of the hymns we
sing are unsuitable, and the saying of the
words by the ordinary Christian savors of
unreality or insincerity. But Mr. Rhondda
W illiams singled out one hymn. In his
pjea for "intellectual honesty" he is re­
ported as saying that "no man or woman
applying for a situation would Use such
words as 'I am all unrighteousness; false
and full of sin 1 am’." and that, therefore.
they must be insincere when sung in
churches. In reply, one might well express
a doubt whether the appropriateness of the
language which we u>e when we speak to
Goil should be tested by its efficacy as an
aid to employment. More seriously, we
may hazard the suggestion that he who
cavils at Charles Wesley's famous words
has yet to learn the Scripture doctrine of
sin.

A correspondent to the "British Weekly"
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well replies to Mr. Williams, as follows:
"Everyone knows the context in which these
lines occur:—

‘Just mid holy is thy Same,
1 am nil unrighteousness.
False and full uf sin I mu.
Thou art full of truth and grace.’

"The whitest handkerchief appears soiled
against a background of newly-fallen snow.
The saintlie-t of human lives shows stains
when contrasted with the one spotless Life.
Darc any sincere Christian, in the presence
of his sinless Lord, and with heart and life
naked beneath ‘that kind but searching
glance.’ use language differing from that
of Charles Wesley’s immortal lines—im­
mortal because bearing the impress of
spiritual honesty ?"

An editorial note in the same paper
similarly deals faithfully with the speaker:
"We. therefore, simply refuse to believe
that any thinking man such as he is would
stand by an illustration which has given
deep offence. In that illustration, mocking
the Catholic attitude of the human soul
face to face*with  God—from the dawn of
the moral sense to the latest of such utter­
ances in the most poignant literature of this
very moment—Mr. Rhondda Williams
<pi >ted ‘FaEe and full of sin I am,’ and
asked his hearers whether that was how
any of them would apply for a situation!
We will only say this, that, in our own
view, there is n > other final approach to
God. Even such an uncommitted student
of life a*  Stevenson declared that at best a
man could but hope to be ‘a faithful
failure.' ”

Abandoning the message of the gospel.
The simple fact i> that Mr. Rhondda Wil­

liams and a c msidviablc number of others
of like mind are willing t > discard wh.it
w< re to the a|x>« th of Chri i and the ap •
t lie church the fundamt utal di-ctriiio of
the Christian faith It is not -Amply that
tiny \ to prvs( nt in mu lent Lit gua ;c t" e
"li.'iiial me a:;r 1 lit rv may he need of
such a restatement of the faith as many 
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preachers ask for; and so long as it is "the
faith" which is restated we shall not object.
But when in the restatement essential truth
is omitted, or when there is a denial of what
Christ ur his a]x>stlcs taught, we are en­
titled to call a halt. It is distressing to
note the lightness, we might almost say
the wantonness, of the speech of professedly
Christian leaders when they talk to people
about the Bible and Bible doctrines. In
the case of Mr. Williams*  address the fund­
amental lack is an adequate sense of sin
and of the need of salvation. Obsessed by
a thorough-going evolutionary view, he so
attentuates the idea of sin as to rule out
the necessity of atonement. The believer
in the word of Cod can hold no parley with
anyone who acts thus. He who loses the
sense of the heinousness of sin, the value
of the atonement, and the necessity of con­
version. is out of harmony with Christ and
the Scriptures, and lacks the message which
the world needs. We do not say he cannot
draw crowds or give much helpful utter­
ance ; but he lacks the message of the cross
and of the gospel which is Cod’s power unto
salvation. A greater preacher than Mr.
Williams—the late Dr. J. 11. Jowett—said
of a greater preacher still: What was it
that made Spurgeon’s preaching so terrific?
Salvation to the uttermost, preached with­
out an "if” or a "peradventure" or a "per­
haps.” That was the secret of pulpit power.
Christianity and the modern mind.

Mr. Williams is obsessed with the neces­
sity of meeting or accommodating ourselves
to the modern scientific spirit. In Aus­
tralia recently a prominent leader has been
urging his fellow-religionists to regard "the
University mind.” The scientist, the uni­
versity man, the politician, the professional
or business man, the artisan, the wharf­
laborer and the crossing sweeper are all
alike in this that they are sinners in Cod's
sight and need a Saviour. All may find
their rest and full satisfaction in him. The
Gospel is adapted to the needs of all. Let
us get rid once and for all of the notion
that there arc special Gospels for special
sets of people. By all means •present the
message in such a way as to make an ap­
peal to all. But remember that if Christ is
lifted up, "he will draw all men" unto him­
self. We need not ask scientific or uni­
versity minds to pass the Gospel message
before we dare present it to others. Imagine
the Apo?tle 1’aul approaching the leaders of
thought of his day and getting their im­
primatur before he told of Christ and him
crucified! No; he proclaimed a wisdom
which the rulers of this world did not know.
We honor thinkers and scientists when they
speak of the facts or truth, within their
own sphere of knowledge. But what makes
them expert in the things of God? "Do
you sufficiently recognise," Win. Robert­
son Nicoll once wrote to a great church
leader, "that in the Bible there is told of
God oil that mortals know? That then- is
no .supplement to revelation." Nobody
knows how t<> be saved but as that is re­
vealed in the Scriptures. Christ is the only
way to God. The message which comes 
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from God is fitted by him to meet the needs
of the human heart, and. basically, the
needs of us all arc the same. We are
hungry and thirsty; we all need food and
drink. We have spiritual needs; and all
need the bread and the water of life.

The Ijondon "Christian," commenting
upon the demand of the Congregational
Chairman that the church should "get its
head out of the old traditional skin, and its
limbs free for a forward movement,” gives
some sentences which have our most cordial
endorsement: "In an age of popular indif­
ference, the demand should be for preachers
to become more decidedly tme to the

The Church.
Thos. Hagger.

The church occupies a prominent place
on the pages of the New Testament. This
would suggest that it is an institution of
importance. It was
Founded by Christ
(Matt. 16: 18) through his apostles on the
day of Pentecost (Acts 2: 1, 47; it : 15),
and so it is divine in its origin.

The foundation principle upon which the
church rests is the great truth that
Jesus is the Christ,
the Son of the living God (Matt. 16: 13-18).
'I his being so, it follows that no one can
be admitted into it until he believes that
truth. That truth is therefore the creed
and confession of faith of the church of
God.

Usually in the New Testament it is spoken
of as "the church," or "the church" in a
certain place. It is referred to as "the
church of God” (Acts 20: 28), and "the
church of the living God" (1 Tim. 3: 15).
The congregations into which the mem­
bers are gathered are called "churches of
Christ" (Rom. 16: t6), ami "churches of
God (1 Cor. n: 16). The members are
said to be "Christians," "disciples" (Acts
11 : 26), "saints" ( 1 Cor. 1:2), "believers"
(Acts 5: 14), "brethren" (Rom. 12: 1).

All through the word
The unity of this church
is stressed. "There is one body." said the
apostle Paul (Eph. 4: 4). And Jesus*
prayed that this unity might continue all
down through the centuries (John 17: 20
21) as a witness to the great fact that he
was the Sent of God.

Being of divine origin, and having been
c tabhshed for a divine purpose, the church
cannot make its own conditions <>f
I erdiip. nor decide the time and nature of
its worship. A careful reading of the
second chapter of Acts will show that, after
men had
(iladly received the word,
"’•> «.r.- ml., ,1... dlurd ,
that, having come into Christ, they con­

tinued steadfastly in the apostle’s teaching,
the fellowship, the breaking of bread and the
prayers. For the purpose of breaking
bread in memory of Christ, the disciples
met on the first day of the week (Acts
20: 7).

Contrast all this with the Christian world
to-day. and you will notice that denomina­
tions have taken the place of the "one
body," that party names arc worn, and so
human creeds have taken the place of the
simple and divinely-given, that conditions
of membership in the various denomina­
tions have been decided by men, that, gener­
ally, the Lord’s Supper is observed atJest
frequent intervals than "the first day o'
every week.

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The Crescendo of Life.
A Meditation on Isaiah 40:28-31.

P. C. Bennett.

In the presentation of Christian evidences,
ihc|x)int is quite often made that the verac­
ity of the Bible is attested as conveying the
living Word of God because of perennial
applicability. The substantiation of that
point is illustrated abundantly in the passage
under consideration, for when the prophet
speaks of fainting, weariness and weak­
ness, he speaks of that which is our com­
mon lot. Signs are not wanting that in
many ages our own experience has been
paralleled in that of others: that sorely
tried individual Job complains, "My soul
is weary of my life": while the preacher in
the Book of Ecclesiastes pens the axiom
that “Much study is a weariness of the
flesh.” 

We, living so long after the recording
of words like these, realise anew that when
Isaiah spoke he delivered a message that,
while primarily intended for the people of
his own day, has its mission to our own
hearts whatever be the confines of circum­
stance. If you have known the enervation
of (he years, if yours is the exhaustion of
the demands of life, or if the ennui of
jonth has laid its captivation upon you,
then this prophet of the old dispensation
has somewhat to say unto you.

But have you read the passage yet? You
must, for it is vital to our meditation. Did
pat notice the striking contrast between
this dire need and the reservoir of power
available? We like tremendously Isaiah’s
me of the adjectival: this power, which is
'W, Jehovah, the Creator of the ends of

earth, is everlasting, which, interpreted
into terms of everyday usage, means that
juq whenever we need him he is there; no
matter when we live, nor how long we live,
lor what the hour of day or night, he

gives everything but punishment in over
measure." Think that over, and then line
it up with the promise that this power, this
personal, present power, will renew our
strength whenever we faint or weary or
fall or come to an end of our comprehension
of the scheme of things.

The crescendo of life.
Consequent then, upon the renewing of

our strength, we embark upon a transcen­
dent experience that we delight to think of
in musical terms, for in very deed it has all
the appearance of a crescendo movement.
Watch!

First there is the soaring as eagles. You
have heard the injunction, "Get above your
difficulty." Maybe you have had it: may­
be you have given it. It is u-eful advice;
for'when we rise above things, we acquire
a generosity and scope of vision that were
not previously ours. The proporti >n lent
l>y distance soon reduces our mountain of
trouble into the veriest hillock in a land­
scape of choicest coloring. Andrew Murray
tells us when travelling in Switzerland he
k.iw a splendid eagle secund to a rock with
some twenty or thirty feet of chain. "I here
was the king of birds," he writes, "meant 

to soar into heaven, chained down to earth."
Comment is superfluous.

Now the volume swells, and we come to
the running without weariness. That can
only be accomplished if you observe the
rule of the race: "Lay aside every weight,
and the sin which doth so easily beset

. run with patience." In order to
avoid the weariness therefore, run without
impedimenta, material, mental or moral, and
above all, run with patience.

Still the volume increases, for we are now
to walk without fainting. We are to climb
and build as we go, fashioning our upward
way on the truth of times that have gone,
climbing from dark to day. Disap|x>int-
ments may come, but retain the vision,
climb and build, never resting until the
shining towers of eternity reward your earn­
est toil.

But stay, is not there an error some­
where? Surely it should be diminuendo,
and not crescendo. Isaiah started well
but ended lamely; he has come down the
scale, not gone up. Think again, for it is
really crescendo. Remember Bunyan's
Christian? “So I saw in my dream that he
went from running to going, and from go­
ing to scrambling on his hands and knees,
because of the steepness of the place." It
is comparatively easy to rise above your
difficulty—helps you to forget all about it;
it is harder to get down to earth ami run
alongside of it; but it is harder still and
noblest of all to plod on day after day with
all the old problems tugging at your coat
and trying to pull you back ami down, and
yet vou keeping steadily on, walking w ith­
out fainting. Is not that true? You know
it is. And the harder the walking and the
climbing the nearer we are getting to the
real heaven. There was no entering into
the joy for Christ until he walked the
blood-stained way to Calvary.

The Indispensable proviso.
We hope you have not overlooked some­

thing. This “crescendo" experience is con­
ditional: "They that wait upon the b»rd."
Are you willing to fulfil the condition?
Wait upon him at the table, the supreme
waiting place; wait upon him at the prayer
meeting, the easily neglected place; wait
upon him at the family altar, the often
overlooked place: wait upoh him in your
own private devotions, saying with August­
ine. "I sought thee at a distance, am! did not
know that thou wast near: I sought thee
abroad, ami behold, thou wast within me."

Fulfil the condition, ami then will come
the understanding of the essentia! truth
that for every circumstance of life there
exists the divine complement which hallows
trial ami sanctifies joy; that it is the intent
of the eternal that we advance from
strength t<> strength; that we a-cend by
successive plane-. to celestial l:cight>. th.4
the volume of life's harmony increases with
its augmented grandeur, until, con^-qm-nt
u|M>n <»ur wailing tqs<n the «»- rdina’ii u
of the divine conduct «r. there shall be the
zenith of life's crescendo. in the grand finale
of heaven's bliss.

S.A. PENTECOST AIMS.
At a recent meeting of our State Pentecost

Committee, Mr. II. II. Taylor was appointed pre­
sident. and Mr. W. I.. Ewers secretary for the
campaign.

The committee has sent out the following sug­
gestions to the churches:—

1. That we suggest to all our churches the hold­
ing of a simultaneous campaign, concentrating
on the Gospel of Luke in August, the Gospel of
John in December, and the Book of Acts in
May next. We urge the reading of these books,
a chuptir a day, during the months specified, and
lliat the messages delivered be taken from the
same books.

The opening statement of the Bible associates
the Spirit with God in the work of creation:
•In the beginning God created the heaven and
the earth. And the earth was without form
and void; and darkness was upon the face of
the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon
the face of the waters." Throughout tin- Old
Testament there are some hundreds of times
in which the word “Spirit" is used, hut only
about S3 passages in which the ‘•Spirit" in the
New Testament sense is used, in some of these
passages there is reference to him in creative
work, and in the continuance of life in all
nature; In some passages there Is reference to
him in relation to the movements of men; and
in sonic the reference is prophetic, telling of
the office he was to till, and the work he was 
Iodo in a coining age.

it is sufficient for our present purpose to re­
member that there is a distinct difference be­
tween the Spirit's work and the method of his
work in the days preceding Pentecost, and in
the days that follow. Gampbell Morgan, with
his usual clearness, says. “There is also this im­
portant distinction between the old and the new
dispensations. In the old the Spirit came upon
»nd filled men for specific work without refer­
ence to character. In the new, after the accom­
plishment of the work of the cross, this Is never
so. His filling for service always depends upon
his application of the work of the Saviour for
cleansing and holiness. Certain phases of Old
Testament Scripture reveal both the methods
ind character of the Spirit’s work during those
long centuries.

His presence would
md be intermittent, spasmodic as in former
ages, but continual. His work in relation to the
believer is revealed in these words: "He abideth
with you mid shall be in you"; "lie shall teach
you all things, mid bring all things to your re­
membrance, whatsoever I have said unto you";

into all truth"; “he shall glorify me" His mis­
sion tn the world is revealed in one striking sen­
tence: "And when he Is come, he will convict
the world of sin, of righteousness, mid of judg­
ment.”

This ministry of the Spirit Is dependent upon
the work of Christ, and could not Iwgin mid
proceed until Christ hail finished that work
and had ascended Io the Father. Christ finished
his work ami ascended on high, and the Holy
Spiril came to commence hh work. On the day
of Pi nticost the Spirit came as an outpouring
in fulfilment of divine promise by the pen of
Joel, and by the mouth of the Son of God. He
came as mi indwelling as the pledge of per­
manent personal possession. He came in power
in answer to the completed work of Christ.
From that dnv on Jesus was to dwell in human
hearts through Hie divine Spirit, mid through
him was to exercise his authority, mid adminis­
ter the affairs of the church. The Spirit's pre­
sence and work were a continuance of Christ's
presence mid work, with Christ no longer out­
side his follow, rs. to be seen by the eve. to be
heard by the car. Io be touched by the hand, but
dwelling within, the source of spiritual life and
pow.r, inward, heart-power. The truth lias been
poetically but correctly staled by one in these 

words: “As God the Son entered and won first a
mother's heart, that he might get a .standing­
ground from which to enter the heart of the
whole world; so God the Spirit came into the
souls of a few disciples first, only that he might
extend his sway, spreading from heart to heart,
entering, subduing, teaching and .sanctifying,
ever working for the glorious day when the sons
<»f God arc holy, ns the Father h holy.” Christ.
through the Spirit, entered within into the inner
life, to take possession of the heart he hail won.
of the soul he had saved, of the life he liad
claimed, mid of the will which to him had been
surrendered.

As the day of Pentecost was the beginning of
the Spirit's work In the new dispensation, what
he was on tluit day of beginnings, he was to lie
in mid to the church throughout the Christian
dispensation, though the nature of his work
would change sis the church developed. This.
we learn from the subsequent teaching of the
New Testament, as later the church began to
react to the influences of Pentecost, mid as the
events of Pentecost began to fashion the con­
stitution. and color the life of the church.

The careful Bible student will Ik* at pains to
distinguish between the Spirit mid hh gifts, be­
tween the giver and the gifts he bestows. With
this distinction in the mind there can be no con­
fusion. It should be noted, too, that Luke
docs not refer to the descent of the Spiril as n
baptism, though undoubtedly every feature con­
nected with it literally fulfilled the promise:
"Ye shall be hipthcd with the Holy Spirit not
many days hence." The fact that it Is not spoken
of In Acts 2, as the “baptism of the Holy Spirit,”
enables us to distinguish more clearly between
the Spirit and the power he imparts. Much
erroneous teaching has resulted from the failure
to discriminate between the Spirit mid the
Spirit's gifts. The presence of the Spirit was
manifested in the strange phcnoimna of “sound
from heaven as of rushing mighty wind.” ami
“cloven tongues like as of fire." The power was
manifested in the speaking “with other tongues.”
mid later in the miraculous doings ut the liands
of the apostles.

The Spirit that came Io the cliunh at Pente­
cost, and whose presence In the hearts of the
disciples filled them with divine power, can lie
seen fulfilling his mission In the work of the
apostolic church. And that, in complete lur-
mony with the precedent he set at the beginning.
With the book of Acts open before Us, we see
tin*  Spirit operating in the church and in the
Individual life. Says a recent writer, “A divine
alchemy changed the disciples from lead to gold.
Instead of misconception. Insight; Instead of
cowardice, courage; instead of a faith tint
groped, mid faltered, and perpetually lost its
way. a faith that laughed at impossibilities -md
said. 'It shall be done.'” And "In the church a
Spirit that meant guidance mid power for con­
quest was ever present."

A closing word may appropriately call our at­
tention to the fart that the teaching of Pente­
cost. seizing hold of the essential truth of the
Spirit, put the emphasis upon Hie Spirit's pre­
sence in the believer’s heart: “llcpint and be
liapthcd every one of you in the name of Jews
Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit." This same
point of emphasis is to be noted throughout
the whole of the apostolic teaching.

THE CONSEQUENTS OF THE CHRISM.
(Matt. 16: 13-28.)

W. Waterman.

■When Jesus came into the coasts of (aicsarca
Philippi, he asked his disciples . . Who
uv }c that I am?"

The Chrism.
"And Simon Peter*  answered. Thou art the

Christ, tlic Son of Hie living God." The truth
precipitated by this question in the hearts of
the disciples was the C.lirlstlmod and the divinity
of the Lord. A “Christ" Is one who has re­
ceived a “chrism" or anointing. The “Christ"
of Scripture is lie who. according to promise, was
»ct apart by nn anointing, to accomplish and ad­
minister the salvation of this world of sinners.
Isaiah had prophesied in these words: “The
Spirit of the Lord Jehovah is upon me; because
Jehovah hath anointed me to preach good tidings
unto the meek; he hath sent me to proclaim
the opening of the prison to them that are
bound, the year of Jehovah’s favor, and the day
of vengeance of our God." And. to point out
that he was this Anointed, and that his .anoint­
ing was at his leaptlsm ("when . . . the Holy
Spirit descended like a dove upon him"), Jesus
Immediately after his liaptism cites Isaiah’s pro­
phecy, and claims to be fullilling it. Peter here
was confessing what later he preached Io Cor­
nelius—"even Jesus of Nazareth. how that God
anointed him with the Holy Spirit and with
power."

The Consequents of the Chrism.
Men, when anointed, are anointed to some

purpose; and naturally we expect the Messianic
anointing to have some consequence for Jesus.
And indeed it has. First, in his approaching
undertaking: “Ami Jesus answered and said
unto Peter.

TALKS TO Bible School
TEACHERS. Worker.

5.—THE GRADED SCHOOL.
The graded system is a modern development.

The first Sunday School was just a gathering
of children taught irrespective of age. Then
experience showed the wisdom of dividing them
into classes, and then grouping the classes in
grades according to the recognised periods of
life. While there are many minor .systems of
grading, the general divisions are those adopted
in our own scries of lessons:—!. Primary, under
K years of age. 2. Junior, 9-13. 3. Intermediate,
14-16. 4. Senior, over 16.

The features of the system especially note­
worthy arc:—(a) The grading according to ages.
Along definitely scientific lines the children arc
grouped into periods where their thoughts and
outlook largely coincide. This involves (b) the
selection of lessons suited to these grades. Ac­
cordingly the younger children have more
general principles given in story form, the middle
grades have the simpler narrative portions of
Scripture, while the seniors advance to the doc­
trines of the faith. Arising out of this is (c) the
grading of methods, so we have our methods
in the kindergarten grades quite different from
the methods of tin*  adult classes. Hence also
there Is (d) a grading of supplies, the younger
ones being given a simple picture, the middle
ones living provided with home-work books.
while the most tliat is usually effective for seniors
is the suggestion of home study. Very few peo­
ple*  would at present dispute the value of the
graded .system, but we remember with interest
the*  criticism and opposition which were manifest
years ago when it was just Introduced.

The teacher’s altitude to the grades should
be both intelligent ami sympathetic. Some tea­
chers encourage the idea of advancing with the
scholars year after year, but this is not the*
most effective plan. The teacher should remain
in the giadc when the scholars arc promoted,
and therefore should not aim at exerting a per­
sonal attraction over the scholars, but rather n
spiritual influence. The children should lie Im­
pressed and inspired during the year they are
with the teacher so that upon promotion the
example ami influence of the*  teacher will have
lift its impress upon the scholar for life, and
the scholar Is fitted for advanced guiding by the
next teacher.

COBURG (VIC.) HOLDS PARENTS’ NIGHT.
Coburg Bible School reports a scry successful

parents*  evening <>n the last Sunday In June.
“The purpose of the evening wav to enlist the
interest of parents, and to nITord an opportunity
for the preacher to talk to the parents on the
relationship of child and parent in the great work
of the Master. It was really the aftermath of a
very successful Sunday School anniversary.
Scholars of higher classes in the school repeated
several of the anniversary ley urns. We*  arc
pleased to say tliat this form of service more
than doubled our audience. We are hoping a
little later to adopt (he happy suggestion of our
Bro. Gale to maintain the interest by a big
Sunday School evening.’’

WHEN IS A SCHOOL NOT A SCHOOL?
It sounds like a conundrum. At first sight the

answer makes one resentful. But after reflec­
tion. with a knowledge of the present-day facts
in many schools, it comes scry near the truth.
It hurts to read the answer. It challenges: it is
not absolutely true; but, in humility, one per­
mits It to stand. The*  conundrum is: “When is
a School not a School?" The answer is: "When
it is a Sunday School." Cast your eyes around
next Sunday afternoon and notice: (1) Tliat
school opens late, and even then there arc many
latecomers; (2) That 20 per cent, of the scholars,
and some teachers, do not close their eyes dur­
ing prayer; (3) That many teachers in the
primary department (of all places) read the
story from the lesson book; (4) That in the
classes, whose ages run from 9 to 12, how often
teacher is struggling to interest bored children
—because wrung methods are adopted—methods
only suited lo ages above twelve*  years. Ths'ii
will you realise how nearly true is the answer
to the conundrum. At the next teachers*  meet­
ing |iut this riddle before the teachers as the
subject of discussion—but allow a full hour for
discussion.—W.G.

There is n certain charm in ocean travel. Tint
is surely so when the sea licliavcs and does not
work itself up into a frenzy. And certainly on
this voyage we have had no cause to complain ot
tumultuous waxes. We arc only three days' sail
from America and the great “Pacific” has Ikcii
true to its name. Calmness has reigned through­
out on the sea. Not that there lias been a
monotonous sameness. That can never be
where the sea reigns supreme. Sometimes then
is a sea of glass hardly a ripple on the water;
anon the breeze stiffens a little and the little
wavelets appear. Then the bosom of the gnat
sea heaves, and there is a swell. No. there is
no monotony. To good sailors there is even a
charm in seeing the great mountain waxes and
hearing the booming of the billows ns they dash
against the ship. Then one sees something ol
the wonders of the deep, and is led to think of
the greatness of God. “The sea is his and he
made II. He sitteth upon the floods. lie holds
the waters In the hollow nf his hand.” But an­
other charm in ocean travel is the opportunity
afforded one of viewing different places scparatid
by the sea. and in coming Into contact with
strangers or friends.

Our first port of call on the ship “Aorangi" was
Auckland. On board were Mr. and Mrs. Gibson,
Mr. and Mrs. Sharp. °f Melbourne, with our I wo
selxcx us members of the Church of Christ. The
brethren and sisters of the churches in Auck­
land, represented by their reception committee,
gave us n royal welcome. They motored us for
miles around the city, mid arranged a luncheon
fur us. We deeply appreciate the kindness mani­
fested by the brethren. Personally It was a Joy
for me to meet some whom 1 have known for
years, mid to meet others for the first time.
Surely one of tin- anticipated cliarms of the re­
deemed is that whin the voyage of life is over
they will meet on the golden shore the frit nds
of other days. The communion will be sweet
indeed. If there is one place more than another
where human nature displays its weakness it Is
on board ship. Some people seem to lose all
self-respect If they ever had nny to lose. This
is n good place to nail human nature. Here all
sorts of people meet. One has to choose his
companions. Bui. mi the whole, we had a tem­
perate class of people mi the “Anningl." I mn
writing this on an Aiiirrlr.in ship, where, of
course, tin re is no liquor bar.

Sailing from Auckland, our next port of call
was Fiji, til which the capital is Suva. Coral
reefs surround tin- islands. Indians nrc repre­
sented there in I IJi in large numbirn now. Be­
ing more intelligent mid business-like they over­
shadow the nvirage Fijian, mid one Is not sur­
prised to find that, apart from the Europeans
who arc in business, the Indians control most
of the shops.
