And if, as a consequence,
we did not feel in a new way our spiritual
unity, and did not realise a quickening of
our heart-beats, it would be strange. Not
so to feel would indeed be a misfortune.
But what is sought after is not mere sen­
sation. the froth and excitement of emotion
beaten up by some incantation. Certainly
enthusiasm is desired; but it is not enthus­
iasm divorced from knowledge and separ­
ated from purpose. \\ hat is hoped is that
a church month will inform the whole
membership of the church with enthusiasm
for the work the church has set its hands
to do. and with a purpose to do it well: and
this because the knowledge of it ami the
worth of it have been made known. We seek
enthusiasm, hut a sane enthusiasm. We
seek a fresh and a stronger impulse, not
in the way of artificial feeling, but in feel-
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and an Aim.
ing based on knowledge and engendered
by principle."
How to till the churches.

A Sydney minister writing in the “Sun"
newspaper recently sought to enlighten his
readers as to the adoption of methods which
would result in the churches being filled.
Mr. Hunter suggested no bizarre methods
or stunts, but gave just such advice as should
be accepted by all. No one will doubt that
the operation of the following, winch
briefly indicates Mr. Hunter’s plan, would
be effective:—

Let every professing Christian obey the
apostolic injunction, “Forsake not the as­
sembling of yourselves together." An
ounce of example is worth a ton of precept.

Let the average church-goer convey the
impression that attending church is worth
while; and he won't do this as long as he
is a once-a-wrek worshipper.

After having given the impression tliat
attending church is worth while. Id the
average church-goer do his best t<> persuade
others to put its value to the tot. The
gentle art of persuasion is mighty in rc.-ults.

Let each Christian witness for Christ.
“The early church was haunted and harassed
by cruel persecution. Her services were
held in secret. Her sanctuaries were places
of peril. Yet in spite of every disadvantage,
her members rejoiced and her persecutors
complained that her teaching spread like
wildfire." What was her method of pro­
pagation? Not public evangelism, but the
private influence of her members. The in­
dividual went after and captured the in­
dividual.

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The Efficacy of Prayer.
A study of some old, but ever-pressing questions.

In the oldest took in the Bible Job asks
some searching questions concerning prayer
that sound strangely familiar to our modern
ears. "What is the Almighty that we should
serve him? And what profit should we
have if we pray unto him?" (Job 21: 15).
Here is evidence that from the earliest ages
men have felt impelled to pray. And, also,
that even when the world was young, and
men were most prone to religious supersti­
tion, there were found nut a few who ut­
terly disbelieved in the efficacy of prayer.

Human nature is much the same, whether
3,oexj B.C. or to-day. While prayer is the
pivotal point in all religion, much scepticism
is expressed concerning it. Not in words
but in acts. Faith is not real until expressed
in actions; and in the same way unbelief is
displayed.

A careful canvass of average Christian
homes will show that prayer is much neglec­
ted ; private prayer is often cold and for­
mal; family prayer is found in few homes.
Why don’t we pray more? Do not our ac­
tions express a practical atheism which
Job expresses in words? His questions
might easily to* the expression of some "ad­
vanced thinker" in this foremost age in
history. We can imagine them being asked
by some "scientific caviller." Yet we find
them in the words of this ancient man of
faith, the man who could say, "Though he
slay me yet will 1 trust him." Let us be
humble and confess that these questions
ought to he asked. And ought to be an­
swered. For they go to the very roots of
life and to the gates of heaven. If prayer
be but an empty Firm the Bible is a tissue
of lies.
Why has prayer declined?

'Hie men of a couple of generations ago
conceived God as dealing directly in the af­
fairs of men, even to minute details. Every­
thing was regarded as coming from God.
In the funeral service, whether of a mother
having a young family, she herself worn
out with overwork and neglect; or of a
baby dying because of the sin or neglect of
it - parents, there was quoted those earlier
words of Job, "The laird gave, and the
l/»rd hath taken away." Conversion was
looked on as being the direct act of God.
Men agoni cd for weeks, for months, seek­
ing salvation. By thousand-- they lived ami
died out'ide the chunh because they had
been taught that they had to fed God had
pardoned them before they could accept and
obey him.

Then came an age of Bible study. Men
broke from the traditions of their fathers
and read the Book for theniM-lvr-. They
ramc to re that revelation and not feeling
is the final '-eat of divine authority. They
saw in the conversions recorded in Acts 

that "God was not willing that any should
perish but that all should come to life.”

Endeavoring to get away from an over­
emphasis on prayer in conversion and in
relation to salvation men have swung un­
consciously to the other extreme and under­
emphasise prayer in relation to the spiritual
life.
What Is prayer?

Prayer is not a matter of locality, for
"God is within no walls confined." Nor
of posture, for we may stand, as did the
publican; kneel, as did Solomon and Daniel;
or prostrate ourselves as did Isaiah. Nor
is it merely a form of words. It is fre­
quently said that much public prayer gets
nowhere beyond the human auditors. Yet
I believe in words in prayer, for prayer is
more than a "spiritual exhalation.” Hosea
said, "Take with you words and turn to
the Lord.” And Jesus said, "When ye pray,
say."

But prayer is more than words. It
means so much more than asking God for
blessings. It is the communion of the soul
with God. It is religion—faith—in action.
"He that cometh unto him must believe that
he is. and that he is a rewarder of them
that diligently seek him." To the man of
the world it is incedible, if not inconceiv­
able, for "the natural man knoweth not the
things of the Spirit of God, neither indeed
can he know them for they are spiritually
discerned."

This communion is most real, and of all
things most precious. We all know men
and women who like Enoch have walked
with God, and like Moses have talked with
him. Men who have been familiar with
God. In such communion the soul may
adore, give thanks, confess sin, supplicate,
for all these things have part in prayer. But
when we pray, "what profit should we
have?"

The power of prayer.
Is it possible for human hearts present­

ing requests to achieve results affecting
the outer world, as well as the inner life?
It is one of the burning questions of the
day, ami involves tremendous issues.

Christ at the Grave of a Friend.
Accepting the Master’s Consolation.

On the occasion of the opening of his
mansion home a nobleman held a great re­
ception. /\fter dinner, when many guests
had lauded their host to the skies, one man
remarked, "Noble sir, in order that your
felicity should be complete, you require but
one thing, a very important thing." "And
•Abat thing is that?" asked the host. "One
of your doors must be walled up,” replied
the guest; "I mean the one through which
}ou will one day be carried to your grave.”
However forgetful of some facts we might
be, Nature is constantly bringing them to
our remembrance, particularly
The fact of death.

One does not live very long before he
has to stand at the grave of a friend, and
it is a soul-searching experience indeed.
Death stares us in the face; it cannot lx-
evaded. Both saints and scoundrels must
pan through the portal of the grave. The
loveliest human laxly returns to dust; ones
earthly honors and material riches are left
behind, as are the dear ones we love. Grave­
side scenes multiply in our memory as vyc
Rrow older, and at last we too lie down in
death.

But close to the fact of death we have
ll’-e fact of Christ. One of the choicest of
:s'l our cameos of Christ is that which
’■hows him at the grave of a friend.

When Jesus was engaged in the city of
Jerusalem, he usually spent the night at
the home of Man. Martha and Ixizarti- in
the near-by village of Bethany. The Mas­
ers intimacy with this trio is one of the
hn<-st stories of friendship in the world.

tried to prevent him, saying, "Master, the
Jews of late sought to stone thee, and goest
thou thither again?" But he carried out
his purpose convinced that he was perfectly
safe until his work was done and the Father
should permit his death. On the road, al­
though he knew that Lazarus was dead,
Jesus astonished the disciples by saying
that he was going to wake Lazarus from
sleep. When at last he met the sisters, both
of them said sadly, "Iz»rd, it thou hadst
been here my brother had not died." Among
the words of consolation which Jesus of­
fered were these: "I am the resurrection
and the life: he that believeth in me. though
he were dead, yet shall he live: and whoso­
ever liveth and believeth in me shall never
die." Then at his own request the Mas­
ter was taken to the grave.

At the grave of his friend 

"Jesus wept.”
Of course, we may be very callous as we
think of the Master’s tears. Like Balzac’s
chemist wh<» mocked his weeping wife.
"Ah!" he exclaimed, "tears! tears! well 1
have decomposed them. They contain a
little phosphate of lime, a little chloride of
sodium, a little mucus, and a little water."
Perhaps we have given little more thought
to the words, "Jesus wept," than to notice
that they form the shortest verse in the
Bible.

Some of the people around the grave of
Lazarus interpreted the tears as a sign of
the disappointment and defeat of Jesus.
Others regarded the Masters tears as evi­
dence of his gnat love for the deceased.
Their errors only added I'* the Master s
grief. The tears of Jem- at the grave of
Uazarus are the sign of his deep sympathy
with the bereaved. His who!, soul goes
out in comp3"ton toward them.
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How many of us in hours of grief had
been paupers indeed but for that "money of
the soul"! To be certain of the sympathy
of Jesus is always a comfort. Dr. E. Stan­
ley Jones tells of a Hindu who said, "The
thing that strikes me about Jesus is his
imaginative sympathy. 1 le entered into the
experience of men and felt with them. He
could feel the darkness of the blind, the
leprosy of the leper, the loneliness of the
rich, the degradation of the (xxir, and the
guilt of the sinner." Let us have it em­
phasised in our hearts to-day that we never
watch at the sickbed of a loved one or
stand at the open grave, but what Christ
is with us in sympathy, and ready to com­
fort.

At the grave of his friend Jesus said,
"Take ye away the stone."

This strange command reminds us of
a remarkable fact called "the economy of
divine power." Man must do his part.
This is noticeable in most of the miracles
of Jesus. The miraculous is kept down to
a minimum. He makes the wine, but the
servants must fetch the water. He feeds
the multitude, but the disciples must bring
the few loaves and assist in the distribution.
1 le raises the dead, but the hands of men
must roll away the stone. God and man
are fellow-workers, and when we fail to
deal with some stony obstruction which
we have power to remove, God is hindered
and we forfeit the opportunities of larger
and richer experience.

At the graveside
"Jesus lifted up his eyes and said,

Father."
There are places and times in life when

we enter into the feelings of the Psalmist
who said, "As the hart panteth after the
water-brooks, >o panteth my soul after thee,
() God. My soul thirsteth for God. for
the living God: when shall I come and ap­
pear before God?"

Borrow, the traveller, tells u< that while
he was in Spain a company of gipsies fol­
lowed him crying-, "Give us God." Whereat
he fumbled in his pockets and offered them
some coins. But they pitched these from
them. "Wc don’t want your money," they
cried, “give tis God."

That is the great need men and women
experience in time of bereavement at the
graveside, and no one ever satisfies that
craving but Jesits. He does make God real
and near to men.

Lastly we remember that at the grave of
his friend Jous called,
"Lazarus, come forth!"
Ami Lazarus his friend came out front the
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chcr named Isidore held the view that it
was the thought of calling his friend hack
to the troubles of this life that caused Jesus
to weep. However these things may be, it
is certain that the Master wishes his peo­
ple to see in the event a revelation of the

fact that he is the resurrection and the
life '; and also a pledge of the great day
t«> be, when the dyad in Christ shall rise
at the call of his voice. In this world, with
its sorrow and bereavement, God oilers to
men the consolation of Christ.

If the much-longed for revival
comes, with It inevitably will result the accelera­
tion of tlic extension mid enrichment of the
movement. In the homeland vve arc now working
hard in preparation for the Jubilee Celebrations
in 1931, which will actually take place during
my British Presidency."

The things which were to be permanent in the
church arc of such a nature that they have their
foundation in the eternal and spiritual. Having
noted in the previous study the things which
were temporary, we turn to the consideration
of those tilings connected with the day of Pen­
tecost and the Pentecost church which were to
Lepermanent. The same principles which deter­
mined for us the temporary will determine the
permanent—the nature of the tilings themselves;
the purpose they served; their continued appear­
ance in the church of the apostolic age; and their
Inculcation by the Hedy Spirit in his guidance
and instruction of the church.

The one and only purpose of the day of Pente­
cost was the setting up of the church and the
Introduction Into it of the Holy Spirit, by whose
guidance and power she was to fulfil her mission
of proclaiming the gospel of Christ to the whole
world. This, surely, forcefully reminds us anew
of the place and importance of the church in
the purpose of God. To avoid confusion, let us
state here that whenever the phrase “The Pente­
cost church" is used it has reference to all that
Is mentioned in the second chapter of Acts.

The Gospel.
Into the hands of the church at the beginning

was placed the gospel of Jesus Christ. It was
the gospel proclaimed by Peter that called out
from the multitude in Jerusalem the 3,1)00 who,
with the other disciples of the Lord nt Pente­
cost, came into (he church and constituted its
first members. That the gospel was to re­
nnin permanently in (he possession of the church
is evident from its nature ami Its purpose. It
is her only weapon of warfare; it is her only
Instrument of toil in the fulfilment of her task;
it Is her only means of convincing men in res­
pect of Christ. In confirmation of this we have
the evidence of the Scriptures. Giving his lilial
command to the disciples, Jesus said. “Go ye
lolo all the world and preach the gospel." Philip
prcachcd the gospel to the Samaritans. Paul
*ri “Il Ids missionary tours preached the gospel.
The whole book of Acts Is authority for that.

In an unforgettable promise
Jesus projected the Spirit into the church for
all time: “The Father shall give you another
Comforter, Hut he may abide with you for ever."

Confirming his Master’s promise, with unwaver­
ing assurance, Piter announced the abiding pre­
sence of the Spirit: “For the promise is unto
you, and to your children, and to oil that arc
afar off. even as many us the Lord our God slull
call."

Running the line through the Acts, and the
Epistles, ami into the Book of Revelation. we
trace the Spirit’s presence every when*. Teaching.
confirming, guiding in the constitution of the
church. he is active in Acts. In the Epistles
(Jiristians are exhorted to “live in the Spirit.’’
to “walk in the Spirit." to “keep the unity of
the Spirit." and to "be filled with Hie Spirit."
In Revelation wc find him in persecution, com­
forting; in weakness, slrengthming; in Ignor­
ance revealing; and in death giving resurrection.

It is true that the miraculous power of Pcnti-
Cost passed away, but the indwelling Spirit, with
his Importation of power to live every day and
every hour for Christ, Is one of tin permanent
privileges of tin church. In the nine uf the
Spirit-filled and power-clad life w« mas isput
to enjov all that the primitive Christians in
Joyed.

The Lord'll Supper.
In the Pentecost church the members were

faithful in the observance of the Lord’s Supper.
IIliI ordinance had been placed there by (he
Lard himself. On the night of his betrayal he
instituted the ordinance In commemorate his
death. He commanded its observance in the
words: “Do this In remembrance of inc." Its
perpetual place In the church Is shown In apos­
tolic custom—the disciples met together on the
first day of the week to break bread. Its place
in the church is verified by Paul’s special revela­
tion concerning it, recorded by tils own pen in
first Corinthians, eleventh diopter.

Who can doubt that this ordinance, instituted
to commemorate the gnat central fact of the
gospel, the death of Christ, would remain as
one of the cherished things dear through all the
church age? “Since Ils origin." says one, “hun­
dreds of generations have passed away; many
systems have risen ami disappeared; nations
have been organised, flourished and broken up,
but this ordinance continues."

Prayer.
Prayer, mighty prayer, for ten days rising to

the throne of the Father, In the name of Christ
the Son, coming from hearts “of one accord."
prepared the way for the unspeakably singular
experiences of the day of Pentecost. Prayer,
mighty prayer, such ns could move the arm of
God, and move the wills of mtn. was tin* habitual
exercise of the first members uf the church.

(Luki- 10: 25-37.)

Aj Jesus drew near to Jerusalem,

A Lawyer Questioned Him,
“laying. Master, what shall I do to inherit eter­
nal life?” Strictly, “On having dune what work
dull 1 certainly inherit eternal life?" "And
Jrsus said. What is written in the law? Anil he
answered, Thou shall love thy God with all thy
heart, thy soul, *hy strength, thy mind; and thy
neighbor as thyself. And Je;,us said unto him,
Do this continually, and thou shalt live.” “The
lawyer no doubt anticipated that Jesus would
take off the edge of the hare commandment by
muffling it round with a number of observances,
explanations, and so forth. Hut he was stag­
gered by having the naked l aw thrust home upon
himself: That is God's law; you know it; hence­
forth do it. and thou slialt live.”

"Desiring to
justify himself," therefore, by showing tint his
question was not so easily disposed of as Christ’s
answer implied, he “said unto Jesus, And who is
my neighbor?"

Jesus Told of a Good Samaritan.
“Jesus rejoined, *A man going down from

Jerusalem to Jericho fell among robbers who left
him half-dead. . . . However a Samaritan
teaseller felt pity when he saw him; he went
to him. Irtiund his wounds up. pouring oil and
wine in them, mounted him on his own steed.
took him to an inn, and attended to him. Next
morning he took out a couple of shillings mid
gave them to the innkeeper, saying, Attend to
him, and if you arc put to extra expense I will
refund you on my way back.”'

OUR BIBLE SOCIETY ALLY.
One of the greatest of our allies is the Bible

Society, British. American and Scottish. The
word of (iod is now circulated in 614 languages.
During the Great War Bible societies were not
shut out from n single enemy country. Every
month the British Society sent £223 sterling
throughout the period of struggle, that supplies
of the Scriptures might be maintained in Ger­
many. Altogether the British Society has cir­
culated 396 millions of volumes, of which 109
million have been In the English tongue. The
Bible is Hie most widely read bool; on the earth.
During Hie recent revolution in China, with the
whole country practically in arms, the Bible
Society operating there issued each year nearly
ten million copies of the Scriptures. In all the
countries In which we have missions the Bible
Society has generously co-operated with our mis­
sionaries. They have sent colporteurs and is­
sued Scriptures to be distributed in our fields
nt a very low cost. Ou one itinerary our China
missionaries, although taking with them what
they thought to Ik* an abundant supply of the
Scriptures for sale, found their stock insufficient
for the demands of Hie purchasers.

A MISSIONARY FAMILY.
The Lord Mayor of London, Sir Kynaslon

Studd, was able to quote a remarkable family re­
cord when opening an i-xhibltimi in the city on
behalf of Foreign Missions. He said lliat 41
years ago last January bis brother. Mr. C. T.
Studd, and his companions associated in what
wire known as the "Cambridge Seven.’’ set sail
for China to engage In missionary work. All bin
one of that party wire alive to-duy and engaged
in missionary work. His brother-in-law. Sir
Montagu Biauclump. landed hi China some days
ago. and with his son joined the medical mission
working there. Coining down Io the present
generation, his own daughter was engaged in
medical mission work on the norlh-wrsl frontier
of India, and only recently had dealt with a ter­
rible case of hydrophobia. He added that he
w.is glad to find the churches of the city uniting
In the effort mi behalf of Foreign Missions.

What the Churches of Christ Stand For.
We reprint the following statement from the

Sydney "Evening News" of August 3:—
Churches of Christ, according to Mr. S. J.

Southgate—an cx-I’rvsidcnt of the Conference
both in New South Wales and Tasmania — may be
said tn be the pioneers of the much-discussed
and rapidly-spreading movement which has for
its aim the unity of Christians. This question
was raised by the Churches of Christ more than a
century ago. and has since occupied n prominent
place in their beliefs and teaching. Indeed, It
is in no small measure the ground for their exis­
tence to-day. 'Ibis movement had its genesis in
the closing years of the IBlh century, and the
opining ones of the 19th. ami almost simultan­
eously appeared and made Its influence felt in
England, Scotland, Ireland and U.S.A. The origin
of the movement wav the deep-seated conviction
of its leaders that sectarianism vias diametrically
opposed Io the teaching of Christ anil his apostles,
as revealed in the New Testament, and that the
sole remedy was the union of Christians on the
liasls of New Testament teaching and practice.
Restoration Plea and Union.

"This,*' says Mr. Southgate, "requires a restora­
tion of the New Testament church in its doc­
trine, ordinances, ami fruits, and this appeal
for a complete return to primitive Christianity'
is nude so often, and lias become so familiar,
tluit it is now widely recognised and spoken of
as ‘The Plea of the Churches of Christ.*

"Ihis Union Movement has many aspects, of
which the following may Ih* cited: In John 17
there h Christ’s great prayer for the unity of
bls prople; a unity like unto that which exists
bvtwicn Christ mid his Father; a unity which,
being organic and visible, should produce certain
result*., 'that the world may believe that thou
hast sent me.* Denoininationnlisin has failed to
show many of the acknowledged followers of
Christ, ami the world at large. Christ's Ideal of
an midhidid ami conquering church. More­
over. the waste of nun mid money hinders the
progress of the gospel because the average man
is confused beyond measure by the numerous
Mils mid their cuntlicllng doctrines. Churches
of Christ biliiic that this condition of affairs
can l»c mm died only by a complete return to the
simple, unifying Christianity of the New Testa-
im nt.”
Cardinal Creed.

“Nice curtly this pha Involves a rejection of
creeds, articles of faith, ecclesiastical pronounce­
ments, the juri'-diction of cliurih courts, and

continued membership in the church requires
continued well-doing. They teach that there
are two ordinances to be observed by the church:
one before church membership, the other after
It, viz, Baptism and'the Lord's Supper. Ibis
latter ordinance they observe every week, thus
following the example of the first-century church,
for which apostolic sanction is found in Acts
20: 7.

"They believe most sincerely in the personality
of the Holy Spirit, teaching that he plays n promi­
nent part in the conversion of men to Christ
through the Gospel, that he guides the church
and dwells in the heart of the Individual believer.
mid that by his operation men are enabled to
live well." again to quote Mr. Southgate.

“What Is called ‘The Plea of the Churches of
Christ’ Is not merely n system of theology, a
peculiar brand of religion, a set of rules or
principles to be followed slavishly; but an honest
and enthusiastic effort Io translate Into dally
life the life-making teaching of Jesus. Il Is mi
appeal, never more timely than to-day, to men
who profess Christ to make visible and practical
their unity of thought and purpose; a desire and
an intention so to apply the principles of Chris­
tianity to the every-day life of ordinary men ns
to enable them to make the most of life, to make
life easier mid brighter, and thus make the
world ii place in which it is good to live. Every­
thing In their programme has this end in view."

Thank God for the restlessness of life, for the

spirit within nun that does not let him be satis­
fied or rest content this side of the impossible!
Of course It is very disturbing; so much so that

often light against it ourselves, ami insist
tlul we are going to settle down ami leave well
enough alone and refuse to strive or worry or
struggle any more. But iu the end we generally
find that we cannot. And thank God when we
do find it so; for man's only place of rest from
the spirit that would drive him on to other and
greater ami more difficult things is hard by the
pbcc of death; that mo.4 of us cannot find It is
our hope ami our salvation.

Of course there is a discontent and a restless­
ness that is very vicious. Our age Is supposed
to luve more than Its share of it. but that may
lx? one of the many ill tilings charged against
our time that ought not to be so charged. Con­
tent is a very real virtue but a very’ difficult one
io keep in its place. Many of the people who
hive been held up before us ns shining illustra­
tions of the virtue ought to have been anything
else but content with the conditions and circum­
stances in which they found themselves. A good
many of the dark ages in the world's history
have been sleepy with content and the day of
better and brighter things only began to dawn
with the awakening to dissatisfaction on the part
of the people. If you wish illustrations of this
you can find it on nearly any |>agc of history.

Wc sometimes speak of it as one of the great
virtues of the Christian teaching and spirit that
it helps to make people content with their lot,
hut it has a greater virtue than that, in that it
often helps to make them very savingly discon­
tented. 11 is one of the marked qualities of the
religion of Jesus Christ that when once it has
got its grip on the hearts and lives of men it
has stirred them out of their ease am! comfort
and content to do liard and difficult and danger­
ous things of which they had never dreamed be­
fore. There is no more point In asking why
II should be so than there would lx? in asking
why the leaven is not content until it has spread
Itself into every last part of the meal in which
It has been placed. In both cases it is the inevit­
able that happens. It Is the great glory of our
religion not so much that it is a comforting ami
helpful ami uplifting thing but that it is a great
achieving thing and sends men and women out
discoid ent cd with all that ever has been to do
®nd to dare things undreamed of and untried be­
fore. If |t never sell! us out after that
fashion perhaps we ought to look into the mal-
,<r a little.—"The New Outlook.'’
