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A Talk About the College.

H
OW is n person to write if lie lias the same

subject for over twenty years? How are
readers Io be interested in the one re­
curring theme? Or, are they interested?

Do people read our special literature issued la-
fore the offering days for our brotherhood work?
A little experiment might help in a solution of
this question to which somewhat contradictory
answers have been given. If some nonsense sen­
tences were inserted into this article, if some
even less worthy or more outrageous statements
than usual were made, how many letters of pro­
test would conic along to the publisher's office?
Ilcally, there is a temptation to find out even
by devious means how much reading is done.

We resist that temptation, however, and trust
our readers and the brotherhood to show in
other ways their sympathy with (he College and
their patience with our literature and appeals.
Even if they send no letters, of protest or ap­
proval, a continuation of kindly sympathy and
an even more generous contribution on October
G will more than make up.

Perforce College work goes on from year to
year in quiet, ordinary, uneventful ways. If
it did not, the churches might well be distrust­
ful, the supporters of the College be alarmed.
and the Board of Management be thinking of
drastic changes and needed reconstruction. The
absence of sensational experiences Is u good and
not an evil thing. We go quietly on, doing the
best we can.

all provide for their own cost of living and
personal expenses. The churches are not
asked for money for this purpose; else our
appeal would liavc to be for a very great sum.
Many students have a busy time to secure funds
to pay their way. The church appointments arc
the chief but not the only means by which this
desirable end Is secured. Many students —both
women and men—liavc to go out and work for
part time to enable them to continue in study.
When men and women are devoted enough to
give themselves to the service of the Master,
and arc willing to combine hard toil with study
so that they may be better equipped for ser­
vice, then manifestly they are worthy of the
sympathetic support of the churches. We should
be glad of the numbers of consecrated young
people who arc offering, and be more than will­
ing to give them the best possible opportunity.

It must be left to others either to praise or
to blame the College. Called into being to meet
a felt need, it has nt least in part fulfilled its
mission. Throughout the Commonwealth and
in distant countries former students acceptably
serve the churches. Our Foreign Mission work­
ers have been to a very large extent drawn from
the College. Many positions of trust are filled
by former students, who are commending them­
selves by their efficient service. The College
lias grown In favor, mid lias (he goodwill of the
brotherhood al large. For this we arc thankful.

There arc few changes nt Glen Iris. The
personnel of the College Board of Management
alters a little ns years go by; faithful men arc
selected by the Federal Conference to supers Ise
this our one Australian College. The Faculty Is
happily free from frequent changing, save from
the changes inevitable to the passing years. The
objectors of early days to a too youthful faculty
liavc received time's answer to their fears. There
arc four nicinbin of the teaching staff, viz, A.
It. Main, M.A. (Principal), II. T. Pittman, B.A,
DipJul., T. If. Seal abler, B.A, Dip.Ed, and J. S.
Taylor, B.A. These give instruction in a fairly
wide selection of biblical and theological r.ub-
jicts, practical church work, and supporting or
preparatory secular work. The courses of study
are ns follow:- The Principal conducts classes
in New Testament, Church History and Christian
Doctrine, Logic. Psychology. Mr. II. T. Pittman
Is in charge of Old Testament, New Testament
Greek, Hi rnu m idles and Exegesis. Mr. T. II.
Srambhr lectures on Comparative Ilcliglon, Mis­
sions, Homiletics, Practical Church Work,

Since its beginning, about 375 students have
been enrolled al the College. Some of these
were with us hut a little while. A careful study
made some time ago showed that of the 270
actually sent forth for service nearly GO per cent.
are accounted for In active service as preachers
or missionaries. Many others are, while giving
themselves to secular employment, also ren­
dering better service as officers, occasional prea­
chers and as workers in varying capacities In­
cause of the training they had at Glen Iris.

For this year J9 students liavc been enrolled.
with Slate representation as follows: Victoria,
17; South Australia, 9; Western Australia, 8;
New South Wales, 5; Queensland, 5; Tasmania,
1; New Zealand, 3; New Hebrides, I.

At the end of this year one lady student and
12 men expect to leave the College to enter upon
wider work. Some of these have already their
plans arranged. but most arc still open to re­
ceive engagements with the churches. The

Ail Mudtnts of course, whether with
or without remunerative appointment*. help
in church or school work. In addition to
these duties the students have their deva-
tloiial service#, lhe care of rooms and gar­
den, and their committee work to attend to.

Tlic relationship between the College mid the
churches implies consecration and co-operation.
Consecrated students dedicated to a cause, and
churches in concurrent mid conjoint effort with
them.
Consecration.

It is demanded of a preacher that he be con­
secrated in the sense that his life should lie dis­
tinguished by piety. The old definition of the
qualities of a preacher will never become* ob­
solete—piety, natural ability, knowledge and
skill. "If any man base not the spirit of Christ
he Is none of his" ia true of ail Christians, and
wc cannot discriminate. But if differentiation
were permissible this text might apply more
specifically and forcefully to those who publicly
preach Christ. Influence, conscious or uncon­
scious, is ever silently working; unseen, un­
heard, persistent and resistless, like the electric
current it forces Its way. Example preaches
eloquently where words arc useless and some­
times liarmful.

Consecration has another shade of mean­
ing— tliat of dedication. It is asked of prea­
chers that they be prepared to cheerfully
accept the conditions of the Christ: "If any
nun will come after me. let him deny him­
self and take up his cross and follow* me."
This denial begins with most of our students
when they enter College; the decision to en­
ter the ministry being the making of the great
renunciation.

The refusal by the successful preacher of
sariuus opportunities of advancement and in­
creased emoluments not only will be made by
him. but expected ns a matter of course by
many who would regard such rejection by a
business or professional num as sheer
folly.

Also of what use to dedicate one’s life to
■ny vocation without being prepared to en­
dure? While, again, not desiring to make any
application of Scripture to one section any more
than to at), the preacher understands the con­
demnation of the ploughman who looks back, and
the urge of the exhortation to endure unto the
end.

Elsewhere the* needs of the Board, and their
urgency, arc shown. Those who have watched
the College of the Bible from its origin, and
arc familiar with the number and ability of the
men who have completed the prescribed course
ami taken the diploma, must conclude* that the
institution lias fulfilled and still fulfils a neces­
sary and important task for the brotherhood. It
but needs a reminder of the men Jost to Aus­
tralia who went to U.S.A. tor their education prior
to the opening of the College, to find proof of
the value of the enterprise in training and re­
taining our own efficient young manhood.

In the Pauline instructions concerning giving
in 2 Cor. 9. the gifts of the Christians arc called
"Your blessings" (Mar. B.V.). so named because
they brought blessing to both givers and re­
ceivers. One is reminded of Portia’s statement
tliat mercy is “twice blessed, it blcssctb him that
gives and him that takes."

Giving Is also called by Paul a sowing, evi­
dently to convey the thought that as a farmer
reaps more than he sows so docs the Christian.
This is an abstract truism which may find con­
crete expression when he who lacks ability anil
opportunity of preaching directly may do so in­
directly by proxy by contributing to tin* offering.
A well-known American preacher who spent a
few years in Australia stated that Ids education
liad been made possible by the assistance of the
parents of a young man whom they had designed
for the ministry of the Word but who had died.
They supported a substitute in the person of
the brother mentioned, ami thus they preached
the word not through their son but his
deputy.

"A cheerful giver Gad lovvth. Moreover God
is able to cause every gracious gift !•» suprr-
aboiind unto you in order tliat bavin,; in every
thing at every time every kind of sufficiency of
your own. ye may Im* supcraltoundlng unto every
good work; even us it is written Hi’ hath scat­
tered abroad, he hath given to the needy, his
righteousness abldcth to futurity. Now he that
Mipplicth seed to the sower, and bread for eat­
ing. will supply and multiply your seed for sow­
ing. and cause to grow your fruits of right­
eousness."

Henry Louis Smith is reported as uying: “The
Christian College is the manufactory which takts
the fin* st raw material the church can furnish.
multiplies its value a hundredfold. and returns
it to the church in a life-giving stream «>f intel­
ligent faith, trained power, and consecrated
leadership."

Education and Religion.
S. II. Mudge, President Old Boy’a Club.

The supposition tliat there must be an antag­
onism between education and religion is false,
for education lias proved itself a valuable ally
to the interpretation and promulgation of re­
ligion. Tile fear tliat education inevitably Lads
everyone to become mischievous critics, who by

“Sluuluw’d hint contuse
A life tliat leads melodious days,"

Is not Justified. We med to guard ourselves
against a hasty panic created by fear of Intel­
lectual rioting. The humility of mind and sin­
cerity of purpose characterising most education­
alists may be expressed by the words of Dr. A.
B. Bruce: “The question is, Have 1 seen Christ
and helped others Io sec him? 1 would rather
be one of the ‘babes’ to whom the things of the
kingdom were revealed tliau one of the ’wise
and prudent* from whom they wire hid. I would
rather be one of the ‘unlearned and ignorant*

.w men who. through companionship with Jesus,
had become imbued with his spirit
than one of Hie Sanhedrin who, with
all their learning, could see In Jesus
and his companions only u band of
bold, lawless, dangerous men, to In* got nd
of us soon as possible. I have been
trying all my life to sec Jesus ami to
show him; and if I have failed it
would Ik- small consolation to Ik- told
I have written with considerable ability."
To strike an attitude of defiance toward
all educationalist*. ami scandalise all
educational institutions, to say the hast.
is neither Just nor intelligent.

Education lias rendered its assistance to re­
ligion by iquipping the messenger. The words
of Cicero tliat "I hi re arc more men ennobled
by study than by nature," arc pndubly true
if limited Io aspirants for the ministry. Sir
Walter Scott tells us that early in life he was

disgusted by the vulgarisms of certain prea­
chers who gave him all the conceptions
he then liad of evangelical religion. Com­
menting on lids Dr. Austin Phelps soys,
“Who shall say how much of the sub­
sequent irrchgion of Scott’s life, his intense
worldlincss, his profuiiencss, his misrepresenta­
tions of Puritan ciiaraetcr, may have been trace­
able to that Iiirxh of his mind in the wrung
direction produced by the violence done to ids
scholarly tastes." Instances such as this make
Hie words of Dr. Campbell impressive, ill- raid,
“It is much better to write so as to make a critic
turn Christian, Hun to as to nuke a
Christian (urn critic." This advice applies
to speaking.

Scholarship has rendered invaluable In Ip in
the exposition of the Scripture*. Alexander
Campbell, writing on the meaning of baptism.
quotes over ninety authority*, Ik vide thirty-si*
ancknt versions, lie realised the* effectiveness

THE PREACHERS PREPARATION.

Increasing experience in preaching proves no­
thing so much ns the need for full preparation.
When 1 began twenty-five years ago, it seemed
a lot easier to preach than it docs now. It may 

not be hard to preach a helpful sermon once in
a while. But to preach year in ami year mil to
the same people is another matter. For. as every­
body know*, our preaching must lx- fresh, vital
and powerful, bringing real messages.

It is poor comfort to lie pointed to such men
us Moody, Wesley or Spurgeon, who seemed able
to preach endlessly ami effectively. These men
were fired with genius. They had captured that
elusive something that elevates a sermon into a
glowing, soiil-glnllng. heart-capturing discourse.

Few men can reach so high more's the pity!
But surely there is many a man wlm, if he will
pay the price, can deliver with unction Hie gos­
pel message ami appeal.

The price is not always easy to pay. and it
never is cheap. There is something, generally.
to lie acquired by reason of the passage of years.
A man ought to preach bitter as lie grows older.
mid usually he docs. Nothing can surpass sor­
row ami suffering as a means of mellowing a
preacher’s heart and softening his spiritual touch.
True feeling needs little elocution to find fitting
expression. Home-building and fatherhood also
play a part in preparing a man to preach. E'en
that poverty we all dread may add a discipline
to empower a preacher: if only that, by depriv­
ing a man of mans books, it drives him back l->
the one Book above all others.

For in any case, that Book must l.e pn-eminent
in both preparation and preaching. A pri'-icinr
—one of the most gracious personalities in oar
rank-__said to me recently, “I am coming more
and more t«« devote myself to the Bible and :i
concordance." It is not that lie is an “un-
cdncitcd" preacher <illnr. by a long way. lor
he trained in both English and An Iralim ml
lege s. He is a living refutation “f the unworthy
argument Hut a man. by g<di«g ty ...Ikgi. |..e,
his faith and gits puffol up with ptk.c. I lie
man wlm comes mit with an ug,.r,wnc liberal­

ism has usually carried It with him from his
opening sessions ul school, and lias usid his
scholarship to fasten and emphasise the precon­
ceptions of his Immaturity. The right school
stresses the right Book. There is no possible
question that our school at Glen Iris docs Hut.
Praise God we can be so sure of It I Because the
school is so true and thorough, it is not only a
blessing and a necessity Io us. it also justifies
and demands our most faithful support.

Jem thereupon “cast him out." Jesus, finding
him ami eliciting from him a further confession
of faith, eiicotiraged him, and condemned his
oppressors, with the following teaching.

Shepherd of the Sheep.
"Verily, verily. I say unto you. He that en-

tcrclh not by the door into the sheepfold, but
climbclh up some other way. the same is a thief
and a robber. Hut he tli.it cnlt-rclh in by the
door is shepherd of the shicp.” “This fold was
a common shelter where teveral flocks were
gathered promiscuously. Each shepherd had
a name for each of his sheep, and in the morn*
Ing would stand at the dour of the fold, and
call his own sheep by name, and they would
gather to him and troop forth after him to
the pasture" Thus it is Je-.us pictured himself:
"He easteth out his own sheep, he gocth before
them, and (he sheep follow him: for they know
his voice.”

The words, “he cr.iilh out his own sheep,**
doubtless referred to the recent excommunica-
Hon (described with the Mine Greek word) of
the man born blind. Jesus nose sass* that “the
time liad come for him to lead his flock out of
the theocracy “the fold" whose opposition to
him had now hardened." True “shepherd <if the
sheep," he liad come by the God-approved way
(“the door"), and been received and announced
by God's appoint id 'porter," the Baptist. But,
Io the harm of God's people, the Pharisees by
"some other way" had “established within this
spiritual fold an authority unsanctioned by God."
However, Christ's “own sheep" would not fol­
low these “strangers" “thieves and robbers."

The Door of the Sheep.
