The reason for our omis­
sion of it is simple and clear—the stanza
quoted seems to come very far short of the
faith and certainty which according to the
Scriptures the believer may enjoy. The
question, "Do 1 love the Lord, or no?”

‘'•'!e John's "We love him. because he first
loved iis" <>r Peter’s "Thou knowest that I
h'.c thee." The quavering doubt of "Am
* his, or am 1 not?" is in great contrast to
1 <■ confidence often expressed by New Tc<-
Ljnrnt saints.

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The Importance of College Training.
C. R. L. Vau tcr, M.A., D.D.

As a missioner, I have for twenty-five
years been in constant and intimate fellow­
ship with other preacher-. It is a privilege
not often enjoyed Io one in a settled minis­
try. A located cvammli-t in a city church
may meet his preaching brethren with fair
frequency, and once .1 year be associated
fora month or so with s me brother who
conducts a campaign for him; but the mis­
sioner has daily co . . .\ with other prea­
chers, who, one ait : tec other, pass in re­
view before him II, - • every kind. Some
are young and inex; < : icnccd, and some arc
seasoned campaigners; some are bundles
of energy, and some arc indisposed to labor;
this man tlares up as though he would set
the world ablaze and in a week the fire is
out. while that man is calm and deliberate
but never ceases to go forward; one is a
great orator, and another has no excellency
of speech; one is a good organiser and an­
other isn’t. Some are wise, and sonic are
otherwise.

Without intending to do so, a missioner
draws comparisons. And he asks questions.
Why has this man succeeded so well, and
why has this man nearly failed? Why docs
this one occupy a more prominent place than
his fellow?

I am convinced that the preacher of the
small congregation is not there because he
is less spiritual than the “big preacher."
Some of the godliest men I have ever known
are the obscure preachers. Neither is he
there because he is not elixjucnt. Among
the many I have known in the little places
are men who are born orators, while some
of the "biggest men" in the great city
churches arc poor speakers. Their sermons
arc good, but their delivery inferior.

I have in mind the preacher of one of
our greatest churches in America. It is a
church he made great. He preaches the
truth, and all the truth, but his voice is hard
"•nd his messages are delivered with ah-
'olutfly no attempt at 11 >wcrs of speech or
rhetorical flourish.

1 know several lazy men in the big
‘liurihc; ami many industrious mtn in the
Mnullcr. Energy is a gn at thing, but it is
not tin- greatest determining factor.

Since great success is achieved by men
not more spiritual than others who do not
ihnib m> high, and as some of the outstand­
ing’ preachers lack in eloquence and others
»n energy. I conclude that to excel in these
thmgs h nut essential to success. < >f these
three thing-, the greatest is spirituality,
f tit that ha- been sadly lacking in M>m«- who
readied the heights of j ulptt success.

have given up everything for Christ. They
are nearly all college trained. In the Stales
I have a friend who has steadily refused to
take a city church. He has always looked
for the hardest fields in the smaller places.
He is a college graduate, as is also his wife.
Furthermore, he always succeeded in a big
way. He is not different from many others.

In New South Wales I know a young man
who was trained in the College of the Bible
at ('den Iris. He went t«» a little church
with nine members. They had no building,
and no block on which to build. They had
twenty-five shillings in their treasury, and
they had been saving some months in order
to get that much ahead. They now have a
good, strong, self-supporting church, and
in the course of time will have their own
building. That young man faced discour­
agement and accepted heartache, and he did
it uncomplainingly. He was a hard student,
a good speaker and had extraordinary musi­
cal ability. He is big enough for any pul­
pit anywhere. He could have made, as a
musician, many time- the salary he received
as a preacher. But though college trained.
he was willing to sutler affliction with the
people «»f God. He didn’t dodge the hard­
est place. That ylmng man is Roy Grecti-
halgh. I do not mean to suggc-t that the
preacher who never went to college would
lie unwilling to do what he has done. I
simply wi-h to show that college training
did not lead him to reject a hard task.

I believe that one reason for the strength
of the Church of Christ in America is that
they have always had colleges for the train­
ing of their preacher-. Alexander Campbell
was a man of foresight. At lhe very be­
ginning of the movement he e-t.ihli-bcd
Bethany College. It i- still doing a great
work training preachers. The College of
the Bible (Lexington, Kentucky 1. Hiram
College, Drake University, Eugene Bible
University, Eureka Cdlige, Johnson Bible
College. Cincinnati Bible Seminary. Texas
Christian University, Phillips University.
Milligan College and others have for many
years been available for young men study­
ing for the mini-try. Some of these now
teach doubts, but in the «>!d day- they were
all loyal to the Bible. Au tralia’s main h »pe,
so far a> the Clmnh of Chri-t is concerned,
i- the College of the Bible at Glen In-. It
teachv- loyalty. Il- training is the right
kind of training. .More money for main­
tenance and equipment, and rrmre mtn tor
training, means mure ami larger dimchis
and more soul- saved.

On June 30, 1928, the public debt of the Com­

monwealth, according Io the figures of the Federal
Statistician. Mr. Wickens. amounted to
£191,129,(100. Of this total £121,315,011 repre­
sented loans raised on behalf of the Stales.
Omitting this latter Mini, the Commonwealth
debt was £372.784.089, or £59 owing for every
man. woman and child in Australia. To this load
of debt must be added another £722,189,498, which
is the total owing by the combined Stales, or mi
additional £115 per head, reduced by sinking
funds to £112 per head. The combined Federal
nnd State debts amount to on Impost of £174
per head, of which overseas creditors are owed
£91 per head. In Australian savings tanks at
the same date was a totnl of £215,188,462, repre­
senting £34/4/10 per head of population, and
£15/18/- per depositor. With all our debts wc
have a liquor hill within the vicinity of
£34,000,000 annually, which is an expenditure of
£93,000 every twenty-four hours. Sonic day it
may dawn upon our business men and the Chris­
tian church and our politicians that prohibition
might "ruin" us in the same wonderful way it
has mined U.S.A.—“Spectator."

j-jch chapter of the Hook of (lie ltrvcl.ition ar-

rr»t» attention by sonic new anil vIshi concep­
tion. at once symbolic and prophetic. Among
nuny remarkable pictures, duminding inter­
pretation as they portray •‘things which must
shortly come to pass." there stands out (in chap­
ter 6) a phrase which i . perhaps ns striking ns
any to be found in the entire volume of sacred
Scripture. In a pas depicting the end of
the age of grace, the seer of Patmos foreshadows
the awful plight of such :<s have spurned the
divine overtures of merry. Conscious of im­
pending judgment. the chil.l.'cri of disobedience
make appeal to the hills and mountains to shield
them from—“the vvrat 1. • the lai mb.”

Here we encounter a ! which defies analy­
sis. Is it possible to Imagine anything less
aggressive than a landi'* \i. inspired writer in
the Old Testament, Imr.kncd with the sorrows
of the suffering Servant of Jehovah, compares
the submissive rcsi.'natimi of the persecuted
Saviour to that of **u lamb brought to the slaugh­
ter." Is not tliat the picture of our Lonl which
we most clearly grasp .mil retain? Uppermost
in our minds, as followers of (lie lain! Jesus
Christ, is that comforting and refreshing con­
ception of (he “meek and lowly" Saviour, as he
moved quietly among the thronging multitudes,
touching sickness into health, overcoming death
with life, speaking wools of gracious import.
and by gentleness of spirit winning the con-
fldencc and affection of little children.

It is of the essence of things that this should
be so, for the heart of the gospel is love. But
great truths have corresponding complements.
It Is line to speak of the goodness of God; but
thrive who would know the whole truth must
link that goodness to his severity. Mercy is an
attribute altogether divine; but it is set forth in
its full grandeur ns we see it outlined against
the Kick ground of omnipotent righteousness.
And so the tenderness of Christ, the meek, gentle
nature of the Man of Sorrows, must not lie al­
lowed to overshadow the solemn fact that there
is such a thing as “the wrath of the Lamb." We
tear very little about this subject to-day. however.

exponents of the new Ideas seem prepared to
admit, when they tell us that Hie Old Testa­
ment presents undeveloped and crude ideas. The
writers of the books were only just emerging
from paganism, and. as a natural result, their
thoughts about God were immature I Bluntly,
the prophets, wise men, and scribes of ancient
days arc not trustworthy Instructors; and their
feeble gropings after God can only serve us. in
this enlightened age, for purposes of comparison!

A fine, comfortable, flattering opinion for men
and women of the twentieth century ! True, Ab­
raham was known as the “friend of God," but
the Idea may be classed with myths. True.
Moses vvas a prophet “whom the Lord knew face
to face," but wjiat vise have modern men for
such a thought?

IL
So much for the Old Testament! There is no

thought of its authority, as confirmed by Christ
and vindicated in history. Yet we arc told that
in Hie Lord Jesus we have a reliable presentation
of the diameter of God ! Let the fact lie granted;
hut is it not sonicwli.it awkward to find tliat,
quite manifestly. Christ placed his seal upon the
essential teachings of the Old Testament? Where,
in any of the Gospels, does lie nullify the con­
ceptions put forward by ancient prophet*,
priests, and kings? (tn what occasion* did he
contradict or correct those ideas of the character
of his Father which find their fount and origin
In the much-decried Pentateuch? Or where arc
the records of his warnings against a too-lilcral
interpretation of, say, the Imprecatory Psalm*?

Far from setting aside the Old Testament, our
Lonl, both by words and deeds, emphasised its
fundamental teachings. Observe how by his pub­
lic utterances he accentuates the accepted ideas
of God's righteous anger with such as repudiate
bis laws and flaunt their iniquities in his face.
If Jesus Christ fairly represents his Father, whit
interpretation is to be placed upon his altit-.idv-
tovvard the Pharisees? How sternly he rebuked
them for hypocrisy! There was no veiled mean­
ing In such a sweeping condemnation as Hut
which he uttered when he declared: “Ye Pluri­
secs nuke dean the outside of the cup and the
platter; but your inward part I* full of ravening
and wickedness.’* And did he not denounce judg­
ment upon the oppressor: “Beware of Hie scribes,
which devour widows’ houses, and for a show
nuke long prayers; the same shall receive greater
damnation.**

Again, there could not have been any mistake
as Io our Lord's nnanlng when he delivered
solemn warnings such as those recorded in Matt.
2-k including these words; “Ye serpents, ye
generation of vlptrs; how can ye escape the
damnation of hell?" And what fearful penalties
did lie pronounce upon those who rejected his
Person! “Depart from me. ye cursed, into ever­
lasting fire, prepared for the devil and his an­
gels." Wr dn not slay to plumb the depth of
meaning: but who ran fail to be owed by the
force of language? Commenting upon our laird's
dinuncialion of the Pharisees. Dr. David Smith
•ays: "It is surely the most terrible philippic
that ever fell on human car*, all the more ter­
rible Hut it was uttered by lips which were of
wont so gracious.** The wrath of Hie Lamb!

Only on one significant occasion did the Lord

Jesus demonstrate in action his wrath with un­
righteous men, and Hut w is the Incident that
ha* come to lx- known as the Cleansing of the
Temple. It is noteworthy that it was nut sonic
gross Immorality Hut augend him. but rather
an act dishonouring to hl* I ath<r. I or j urpo'i*
of profit and gain to themselves, men had de­
filed the sanctuary of God In precinct* hal­
lowed by divine ordinance and saend a*- -lo­
tion. unscrupulous dialers were carrying on
worldly commerce, and the j <>r an I mi'iispeet-
ing worshipper* were Hu lr prey Die sight of
wholesale deception, on the part of the money

changers and nicrclunt, alike, aroused the In­
dignation of Hie Man of Na/arith; and in a ges­
ture of prophetic import be asserted judicial
authority and purged Hie Temple courts of traffic
that was congruous with that of a “den of
thieves.*'

Once, and once only, did our Lord demon­
strate' his power unto judgment. In the coming
day, however, he- will visit unrighteousness witli
judicial authority and power. Fore seeing Hit-
tragic event. John declares: “I saw the heaven
opened, mid. behold, a white horse; mid lie H1.1t
sal upon him was called Faithful and True, and
in righteousness he doth judge and make war.
. . . Out of his mouth gocth a sharp sword.
that with it he shall smite- the nations; mid hr
shall rule them with a rod of iron; he trcadith
the winepress of Hie fierceness and wrath of
Almighty God" (lies. 19: tl-ll).

Once unto salvation he visited men, and per­
fected the work to which he set Ids hand. Once
again, but this lime unto Judgment, lie will come.
“The wrath of the Lambl" “Though Christ be a
lamb. yet he can be angry, even to wrath, and
the wrath of the I-a mb is exceeding dreadful; for
if the Itcdicmrr that appeases the wrath of God.
himself lx- our wrathful enemy, when- shall we
liave a friend to plead for us? They perish with­
out rcmidy, who perish by the wrath of the !(<-
dccmcr."

IV.
Such considerations arc not our natural choice.

They arc, nevertheless, in demand among those
who would hear strung and faithful witness to
thr gospel. While vve may udvisidly withhold
such solemn truth* from the fun front of our
message to the world, yet they are the indispens­
able Ivackgrviind if that message 1* Io be pre­
sented with force fulness and rial. Hut man
pleads Ixst thr divine love, who knows and be­
lieves in tlu- righteousness of God. I -or who can
strive more earnestly for the souls of men than
the Christian worker who lias awakened to “the
terror of the Lord"?

The
day of salvation Is yet with us. and merry holds
still in check the righteous judgment of GimL—

MARSHAL FENG POSTPONES PREACHING.
“Marshal Feng was sitting In this room a few

ilays ago. discussing the very points that you
have Just now raised." said my host, as he re­
filled my tea cup and placed some more sweet
cakes at my side.

I was sitting in Hie guest-room of a friend
in one of the ancient capitals of China, where
I was held up for a few days owing to the tem­
porary dislocation of the* railway system. My
host was a man whose intimate association
witli the work of the Christian church in China
was Mich ns to make any expression of opinion
on his part of great Interest and weight. Our
long conversation had been concerned with the
present conditions of China, the position of the
Foreign Missionary In relation to the church.
and the vexed question of wliat his immediate
contribution should now be to that church. “The
Marshal Is very approachable.'* he continued;
“he begged me not to treat him with ceremony.
iiut Io speak out my mind as man to man. I
seized the opportunity to enquire what was his
present attitude towards Christianity, for. as I
expect you know, many have said that he is no
longer a follower of Christ. He was obviously
glad Io answer my question, and did so by ask­
ing another. ‘What reply was given by Jesus to
the disciples of John when they came enquiring
If he were the expected Messiah?' I, of course,
n plh-d, •The blind receive their sight, the lame
walk, the lepers are cleansed, and the deaf bear,
the dead are raised up . . . ,’ whereupon he
saieL ‘Exactly, and I desire my Christianity to
be Judged by (he things I du. It Is so easy to
say, T nm a Christian.* but to HE one. that is
flu- med of to-day. I know it is freely said
th.it I have recanted. So be it. If my actions
Ik'IIu my profession then my profession Is of
little value."’ My friend added, “We Chinese
Christians all feel this to lie the hour fur action,
and for the postponement of preaching.”

As I left the railway line and took my long
call Journey through those provinces of inland
(.liin.i which come under Marshal Feng’s Juris­
diction. the slogan “Postpone Preaching” met
mr i very while. Passing through the lines of
his Nationalist Army I noted that its treatment
of the people was u nugnllicinl contrast to the
conditions which obtained under former military
rule. I saw soldiers giving bread to the needy,
helping travellers In distress, and dismounting
to assist peasants whose beasts were in difficul­
ties. I rejoiced In spirit to see* such evidences
of mutual goodwill in a country where* bro­
therly love* has been strictly limited to the*
members of vine's own family. A. Mildred Cable.
