not infrequently suggested. \tl the really
important thing is to find out if the thing-
sttggcsted as a basis arc aulhori-cd by our
Lord, ami again, if the things to be omitted
arc or are not matter- concerning which
he has definitely revealed hi- will.

But for our belief in the l.< rd-hip and
Deity of Chri-t Jcstis, our Saviour, we
should have little it any interv-t in the ques­
tion of union. If we took the view of the
Scripture- which -omc advocate- of union
hold, we should have little or nothing to
say about cither the desirability or th<
basis of union. But. if we put tin. will of
God iir-t. then we should regard that will
m the ih-Hi—ion of terms. ‘1 he consent of
nun cannot be regarded a- a -alls factory
-ub-titute. I it atty wonder tliat, whtn m< n
will not accept the will of Christ or the
all-ullicient rea-oli for unity, they -liottld
l»e in great uncertainty a- to the basis?

WOOSTER. One of our oldest and best-

known preachers in N.S.W., Bro. William Henry
Wooster, fell asleep on the morning of Oct. I.
and his earthly remains were laid to rest on
Oct. 3 in Hookwood Cemetery.
