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Home Missions: What? Why? How?

I
T Ins been well said that "the church is

founded on a missionary conception.
The duty is not to be still, but to go;
the privilege i> not to be self-satisfied

with the appropriation of the truth, but to
make disciples and baptise them. Whenever
the spirit of missions wanes the church
weakens, and when it perishes the church is
powerless.”

There is one missionary command, to go
“into all the world.” The commission is
one, yet we find it expedient to consider its
application both to the home land and to
the regions beyond. At present Australian
disciples are specially considering the evan­
gelisation of the Commonwealth.
What?

Not the work in your own neighborhood.
Not that which directly is done for the
advancement of your local congregation.
But something that calls for a higher spirit.
•*nd a nobler generosity than that. It is
'•eking t<> win our country for Christ. It
15 sending into the neglected parts and the
I’.ukblocks the pure Gospel of Jc-us Christ.

It is an unfortunate thing that a good
deal of work that is tabulated under the
heading of home missions is not "mission-
3r> in the special scn'c in which we use
the word. Wr may read in our Confer­
ence reports of some thousands of pound-.
“!*d be Jed (y believe that we are doing very
''<■!! fur home missions. Yet a more care-
*'JI reading will show that the figures in-
'hidv much given by congregations towards
h eir own local needs and expenses. In
‘•uc sense this i-. home missionary work, but

are now concerned with the idea of car-
lns and providing for the needs of those
''-?’>nd our own neighborhood.
Why?

.*■ Because we ourselves owe much to
Mi-ions. We arc their product.

?1 e loving and sacrificial efforts of others
' r,'Ught us into contact with Christ. Let m> 

show that wc appreciate what the Go-pel
has done for us by giving it to our fellows.

2. The chief reasons for foreign mission­
ary work apply here, with perhaps just a
dash of self-interest added. With the move­
ment of population, a present gain else­
where may in the future strengthen the
church where we are. For city churches,
particularly, in addition to every other rea­
son, there is this, that some day converts
won in country places will prove a gain and
source of strength to them.

3. Our reputation and self-respect are
at stake. It will Ik- nothing short of a scan­
dal if this work is neglected. It were far­
cical to profess to be interested in world­
wide evangelisation if wc seek not our
neighbor's good. The light which reaches
farthest must shine brightest nearer home.

4. We have Christ Jesus' marching or­
ders. He said. Go. preach. We call him
Lord and Master. Why argue further about
it?
How?

I low shall we increase our missionary
zeal? What are the means for securing a
home missionary conscience and for -limit-
lating a great inlere.-t in the work?
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i. Knowledge. Would that every Chris­
tian would know (a) The needs of the
State; <b) the fields we occupy; (c) the
names of the workers; (d) the untouched
places; (e) the difficulties and encourage­
ments of the work. How many members
in the ordinary congregation could pass
a simple examination tn such a subject? In­
struction in these things, and not exhorta­
tion alone, would help much. Information
often becomes inspiration.

Sympathy. The workers who repre­
sent us, and who labor often in loneliness
and in face of much discouragement, fed
the need of this. In the isolated parts of
our own State, as well as in foreign land-.
the preachers thii.-t for human sympathy
and interest. Shall we withhold these from
them? Sympathy too wilt come from know­
ledge ami will manifest itself in practical
ways.

?. Prayer. 1’raver may be the surest
way of reaching the missionary with your
sympathy ami encouragement, it is a!->
a valuable means of soul-winning. and has
the example and precept of Christ and his
apostles. Of course, prayer, like faith, is
dead when alone. Prayer, says uric, “is nut
only the most practical form of co-opera­
tion, within easy reach of even the humblest
ami poorc-t; but it is the most powerful
and efficient form of co-opcratii -n. and
when faithfully used commands all other
sources of power.

“Defer not, (J our God,
M.ikc lure thine atiu of might.

Where'er the fool of nun iu» trod
Spread thou thy Go*p»l light.
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what a man hath, not according to what
he hath not. Is it not a delightful thought
to us that God who created and sustains
the universe is pleased to receive our gift
of love, and to use it and us as a means for
the winning of the world to himself? How
we should rejoice at the privilege he gives!

It would be well if we were all to pon­
der the Scripture teaching regarding the
honoring of God with our substance. He
who gives is blest. To him who gives up
shall a hundredfold be given. ‘'(live, and
it shall be given unto you” is a law of the
kingdom of God. Dr. A. T. Pierson has a
suggestive passage on giving. ‘‘An alter­
native and highly approved version of the
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Morr of Christ's sending for the ass's colt,
he says, “makes it read: 'Say ye that the
Lord hath need of him, and will straightway
send him back again,’ implying an assur­
ance that after he had made such use of
the colt as he required, he would return it
to its owner. However this be, there is no
doubt that God never allows himself to be
permanently our debtor. As surely as
vapors exhaled from earth toward heaven
return in showers to water the earth, so
surely do all gifts to God come back in some
form or blessing to the giver. ‘Give, and it
shall be given unto you.’ ’’

Let us give ourselves to the work of the
Master. 'Hie reward is sure.

Prayer and Pentecost.
In order to understand the significance

of Pentecost and the relation of prayer to
Pentecostal events, one must see the succes­
sive eras in the redemption of mankind.
The Trinity, as three persons in one arid
one in three, is a great mystery. Saint Pat­
rick’s shamrock does not help much; but
the Trinity as seen in three great successive
eras is quite clear. Three dispensations
correspond to the three persons of the
Trinity. There was first, the era of the
Father—that era from creation until the
coming of Jesus. There was, second, the
era of the Son—the earthly life and minis­
try of Jesus. There was, third, the era of
the Spirit, which era began on the Day of
Pentecost and continues, In the first era,
the era of the Father, God dealt with men
through the media of lawgivers, judges,
prophets and kings. In the second era, the
era of the Son, God revealed himself in the
flesh in the person of Jesus of Nazareth. In
the third era, the era of the Spirit, God
bears witness to himself through the Holy
Spirit.

Pentecost is in the era and domain of
the Holy Spirit.
The Spirit made Pentecost.

The disciple* did not plan it or arrange
it. Pentecost broke in astounding sudden­
ness and power upon the world, ami was
from first to last the work of the Holy
Spirit. This era or dispensation of the
Spirit was a frequent theme with Jesus He
indicated that in this coming time greater
works would be done. He told of the
Comforter to come. He said that the Spirit
would be a guide into all Huth, ami that he
would send illumination ami power from on
high. Jesti* created a great expectation in
the hearts of the di-ciplcs. I'.spi.cially was
this true ju*t before hi* departure. \t the
wry last moment he told them to wait in
Jerusalem for the coming ami endowment
of the Holy Spirit.

'I he interval between the a*ccii*i>>n of
Chri*t ami the advent of the Spirit was
spent by the disciples in praver. Their
only preparation for Pentecost was prayer.

They had no programme, no plans, and no
promotion. They waited for the day and
the Spirit in prayer. They were empty ves­
sels waiting to be filled by the Spirit. They
stood still to see the salvation of the Lord.

Empty, to he tilled.
I think this idea of emptiness is highly

important when we wait to receive blessing
from God. The Pharisee who went up to
the temple to pray missed this point. He
was full—full of himself, full of pride, full
of self-righteous egotism. No grace could
enter that choked soul. But the Publican
was empty. He claimed nothing. Destitute
of merit and empty of self, he cried for
mercy; and mercy flowed into his empty
heart. All true prayer is this emptying of
self that the Spirit may have access to the
soul. Prayer clear.* a way for the Spirit.
It casts out dead things that living power
may enter. Grace rushes into the vacuum.

For days the company of disciples waited
in prayer. They did not try to hurry the
Spirit. They did not work, they waited;
they did not plan, they prayed. They did
not let their own ability block the pow:er of
God. With these passive souls the Spirit
had a free hand. And that was Pcntcco*t.
I am afraid that the visible and spectacular
accompaniment* of Pentecost are mistaken
for Penteco*t itself. The tongue* of fire
were but symbols of the Spirit' The three
thousand conversion* were the fruitage and
result of Pentecost. These were accompani­
ments and by-product* of Pentecost. Pente­
cost wa* a Spirit-filled people.

Il may he that in our ambitions and plans
to repeat Pentecost. We are more concerned
about Pentecostal result* than Pentecostal
causes. We want the eloquence and the
thousand* of addition,, but are we willing
to tir-t make way for the Spirit into our
heart*.' We can have no Pentecost apart
hum the Spirit. Penteco*t wa* n< i the dis­
ciple*’ day; it wa* the Spirit’s Dav l'n-
!<-* the Holy Spirit h.i* a free hand with
u* there will be no Pentecost in „r
any oih.-r year.

Pentecost is not a convention, it is an illumi­
nation. Pentecost is not a revival, it pre-
cedes revival. We must not reverse the or­
der. 'fhe three thousand did not make
Pentecost; Pentecost made the three thou­
sand. W'e are planning to get three thou­
sand additions in order to have a I’cntccoiL
If we get Pentecost we shall have three
thousand times three thousand.

The church moving toward Pentium
should pray without ceasing; only so do we
invite power. The cleansed heart is the
platform of the Spirit. There is no other
preparation but prayer. W'e have sub'ti-
tuted money for prayer with indifferent
success. W'e have developed impressive «•
ganisations but the results have not beeny
impressive as the machinery. At intern-*
we are galvanised into spasmodic fervor >y
various devices, only to lapse again.
want to recapture the first line rapture, wt
want to see again the Flame and hear t
Tongues. This i* possible only on iliep-- ■
of the Spirit.

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Where Is Your Faith?

Such was the question that Christ put
to his disciples one day on the Sea of Gali­
lee. A howling wind, a lowering sky,
waves running mountain high, a boat
rapidly filling with water, and the Master
asleep in stern of the ship—all these fac­
tors for the moment weakened the faith of
the disciples, until in fear they cried out,
"Master, we perish!”

Quite calmly we may sit in judgment on
the disciples and condemn them for their
want of faith, but real genuine faith in
God is precious to-day even as it was in
the long ago. Again and again the Lord
commended those who displayed real faith;
in his eyes it was regarded as infinitely
precious.

The importance of faith.
Not only is faith necessary to salvation.

but it is also necessary after one has be­
come a disciple of Jesus Christ. The dis­
ciples in the boat with Jesus had accepted
him as their Lord and Master, but when
their faith was tested it faltered and failed.

A strong faith in God our heavenly’
Father and Jesus Christ our Saviour is
necessary if we would experience the joy
of victory. “This is the victory that over-
cometh the world, even our faith,” declared
the apostle John. Without faith victory
will not be ours. Of old God said to Is­
rael: "How long will it be ere ye believe
tnc?” And I believe that that is a question
God is putting to his people to-day. Israel
was not able to enter into the promised
land because of unbelief, and to-day God’s
people are kept out of many a promised
land through lack of faith. In the life of
each individual Christian and in each church
the measure of blessing will be according to
nur faith. ()n one occasion Jesus went
back to his old home town, Nazareth. It
was the place where he had grown up, and
we can well believe that he was anxious
that those whom he knew so well should re­
ceive the blessings that lay in his power to
bestow. But, says the record, “He could
not do many mighty works there because
°f their unbelief." In his own home town
the Lord’s ministry was hindered through
lack of faith. Something is radically
wrong if, day by day. our faith in God is
not growing stronger and stronger. It is
jls we trust him implicitly that Christ can
hless us and empower us for service.

Hindrances to faith.
Faith is most important, but the fact re-

ntains that faith may be hindered. The very
circumstances that surround us may liin-
'Icr faith. The howling wind, the surging
waters tb.e tosdng ship— all the-e factors
hindered the faith of the disciple-. And we
arc all influenced by circumstances. If
fl'c Weather is line, if no dark clouds ob­

scure the sun, our hearts arc hopeful and
our faith strong. But how is it whet
ness enters the home, and the sands of life
seem running to the end? How L it when
the barn is empty and the crops give no
promise? Some of u> still have to learn
that "all things work together for good to
them that love God, to them who arc called
according to his purpose."

Further, faith is hindered when we trust
in human agency. From Genesis onwards
the Scriptures by telling illustrations warn
us against putting our trust in mere human
agency. The men of the world take stock
of material resources. They number men
and machines. They count heads: they ask
the size of the majority, and it they have

the weight of power with them, they think
they arc on the winning side. But the
men of the Bible reversed all this. They
fling scorn upon the weapons of the flesh.
Moses defying the might of Egypt: Gideon
with three hundred men charging the great
host of Midian; Paul on Mars Hill preach­
ing the resurrection to a sceptical and mock­
ing crowd; Jesus Christ in the garden and
on the cro.-s forsaken of al) men, yet con­
fident that final victory would be hi>-—all
these urge us not to trust in human might,
but in the power of God.

Again faith is hindered when we limit the
power of God. That is a striking expres­
sion used in Psalm 78: 41, "They limited
the Holy <)ne of Israel." Man limiting God!
Yes, man can and does limit the power of
Gud*. Through want of faith wc limit his
power in our own lives. We doubt G'th
ability, or wc doubt his willingness to help
us and we go on our way, weary and sick
and failing because we <!•» not rely upon
God.
Faith strengthened.

The faith of many a man who has put
out a trembling hand to grasp the hand of

Jesus has grown into a rock-like conviction
that nothing on earth could destroy. The
prayer, "Lord, increase our faith," .should
ever be upon our lips.

Faith will be strengthened by a more per­
fect. knowledge of faith’s object. Jesus
Christ is the author and finisher of our
faith, therefore, the more perfect our know­
ledge of him and his will the stronger will
our faith become. It is as we understand
the strength, beauty and power of his life,
and hi> readiness 'to help us at all times.
that we w ill be prepared to trust him more
fully.

Our Christian experience should streng­
then our faith. Like Israel of old wc may
have experienced sweetness and bitterness,
sorrow and joy, but cannot we say with
him: "God which fed me all my life long
unto this day.”

Faith will be strengthened as we rely
more fully ujion the |x>wer of God’s Holy
Spirit. In a day when hr was faced with
wl'.at to human eyes seemed an impossible
task, the word of the Lord came unto a
prince of Israel saying: "Not by might, nor
by power, but by my spirit, saith the Lord
of hosts . . . the hands of Zerubbabel
have laid the foundation of this house; his
bands shall also finish it." Jesus commanded
his disciples to “Tarry at Jerusalem until
ye be endued with power from on high.”
Clad in the power of the Spirit we will be
strengthened for service.

The Lord is standing saying: “If any
man hear my voice, and open the door, 1
will come in to him, and will sup with him,
and he with me." Those words form part
of a message addressed to a church of
Jesus Christ. Is it not terrible to think
that Christ may be hindered in his work be­
cause of our unbelief? That he cannot
work his will in our lives because we lack­
faith? We live as we have faith in Jesus
Christ, and he can use us and bless accord­
ing to the measure of our faith.

In many minds the thought of salvation is
generally associated with those whose wicked­
ness is extreme. The drunkard, the libertine, the
profligate, and the prodigal, are legitimate ob­
jects of rescue efforts and titling subjects to
uliom the gospel should Ise preached. Missions
to the slums arc quite in order and worthy of
support. But there are many who do not be­
long to the class who commit the grosser sins
of life. Many of these arc self-satisfied, and ac­
knowledge no need of a Saviour. Too fre­
quently they arc stumbling-blocks to the tri­
umph of Jesus Christ, for to them the sacrifice
of the cross was quite unnecessary.

To these the conversion of Cornelius has Its
special application and appeal. To human view
his life and conduct were beyond reproach. It
would almost seem ns if nothing more need be
done to make his life acceptable to God, and to
have favor with men. Acts 11: 14 is the key
to the story of chapter If). This Gentile soldier
was a
Good Moral Man.

His life in relationship to his fellows was
without blemish. Three facts are afllrmcd. He
was benevolent in that he gave much alms to
the people (10: ‘J). He was a friend to the poor
and needy. His name would be prominent on
the charity lists of his day. He was Just 110: 22).
His position gave him the opportunity for oppres­
sion and injustice. It would have been easy
fur him In take advantage of others. But he rose
above all temptation ami was fair and honest in
his dealings. He was of good report (10: 22).
Tlmsc who otherwise would have been his
enemies spoke Mill of him. They held him in
high esteem. Tin- moral qualities of the life
of Cornelius ore beautifully mirrored in this
threefold statement. But they were not suf­
ficient to save him. He still needs the words of
saltation spoken by the apostle.

How many clothe themselves In the garments
of a moral life, and consider themselves fittingly
robed to be Includid among the saved! They will
point to their liberal gifts, to their honest deal­
ings, to the high regard of others, and resent
the charge that they need more in order to be
Laved. A man may be moral and not be a Chris­
tian: he cannot Im- a Christian and not be moral.

ties of life much to be desired; but they do not
save. More tlian these things arc necessary.

To Peter was given the “keys of the kingdom
of heaven.’' On the day of Pentecost he used
these to open the door for Ihe repentant Jews.
It was the divine purpose that “the door of
faith should be opened also to the Gentiles.”
Up to this stage In the history of Acts this had
not been done. Tills was due to failure to un­
derstand the world-wide scope of the great com­
mission. It was necessary that the apostles,
the early church, and the Gentiles, should each
conic into a clearer apprehension of the purpose
of the Lord as revealed in the gospel.

Acts If) reveals the preparation necessary to
bring the Apostle Peter and this Gentile soldier
together. Peter’s prejudice had to Jjc removed,
and new light and understanding given to Cor­
nelius. .Salvation on the divine side is now-
through the finished work of Christ. “Through
him is preached the forgiveness of sins.” “There
is only one mediator between God and man, the
man Christ Jesus.”

A comparison of Acts 10; 11: 1-18; 15: 7-11,
will show the steps taken in order that salvation
should come to this nun and his house.

The gospel was preached (Acts 15: 7). Peter’s
sermon covered the great fundamentals of the
Christian faith. It exalted Jesus Christ as the
only and all-sufllcient Saviour. Emphasis was
given to the death and resurrection of the Lord.
Through his name was preached the remission
of sins. This was In liarmony with Ihe terms
of the commission given to the apostles. Il
set forth the fact that the gospel is the power
of God unto salvation. The gospel was neces­
sary to the salvation of this man as it is to the
salvation of every one to-day.

Baptism was enjoined. The miraculous <k-
ments in this story u,rc ,10t essentials fa th
salvation of the Gmtiks. they were ncccswn
to prepare the nposlk-s and the Jewish Chrii’-
Hans to receive them as part of the household of
faith. At the close of Peter's sermon the Holy
Spirit came upon the household of Cornelius at
it di<l upon the apo-.tk -. nt the beginning-on ths
day of Pentecost. I bis was not a part of It:
plan of salvation. It was in order to convince
the Jewish church (Acts 11: 15-18). And it Jed
Peter to understand more clearly his laird's will
for those to whom he speaks.

Many plead for the Spirit’s baptism, and con­
tend for that as the gnat need, rather than the
observance of the ordinance of liaptisin. The
apostle looks upon this manifestation as prod
of the obligation to be obedient to the Lord'i
will as set forth in the commission. He then-
fore asks, “Can any man forbid water that these
should not l>e iKiptised who have received th;
Holy Spirit as well as we?" There Is no opposi­
tion, and “He commands them to be baptised la
the name of the Lord.”

These stories of conversion harmonise with
each other. In this there is a parallel with the
message of Acts 2. The same gospel message l»
proclaimed. The same terms of pardon arc
olveyed. The same blessed promises arc enjoyed.
There is no salvation out of Christ. Morality
and religion cannot save. Jesus does, but on hi*
own terms.

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Meditations on the New Testament Church.

It tool, a tremendous upheaval to disturb the
New restument church. And even when It was
disturbed It was never fatally injured. When
It was broken ’into fragments and scattered
abroad, each fragment gave strong evidence of
vigorous life, and soon began to take root and
grow in its new locality. It seemed possible to
shake the structure, but not to destroy it.

Investigation suggests that the phenomenon
was a matter of foundations. Thus we pass Into
the realm of stone and bricks and mortar In our
meditations. The New Testament church was
established upon so solid :i foundation that
nothing could disturb that, even though the
superstructure might be shaken from time to
time. If part of the building became displaced,
the foundation remained, and the building went
on anew.

Tlic foundation was built in by the divine
Architect himself. Man is given the privilege of
co-operating in the building of the superstruc­
ture. Thus it is possible to slukc the super­
structure built by man. but not the divinely laid
foundation. “Other foundation can no man lay
than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ” (1 Cor.
3: 11). Peter gives particular cmpliasis to this
fact, declaring that not only was the foundation
one fixed by God, but tliat it was selected and
placed by him after having been first rejected
by men (1 Pct. 2: 4).

It is something of a relief to feel that we
have no responsibility in regard to the founda­
tion. It Is such a vitally important part of the
building. Unless it were right, nothing else
could be expected to remain right. Possibly lie­
cause of Its vital importance, as much as for any
other reason, God set the foundation himself.

Re may some of us need to remind ourselves
that if we have no responsibility In regard to
the foundation, neither have we any right to
alter or modify it. The foundation Is there fur
us to build upon, not to discuss or criticise, or
to attempt to improve—as though that which Is
perfect could ever be improved.

Because God has himself sit the foundation It
Is eternal. It is there for all time, and beyond.
N<>t even the gates of hades can prevail against
it. nor against Hunt which is built upon it. The
building is safe, because the foundation cannot
be moved. The foundations of the earth and the
heavens shall be removed and perish, but the
divine foundation of the church of God rimains
(Heb. 1: 11). The Lord Jesus, who Is the foun­
dation <>f the church, existed before creation.
“All things were made by him" (John 1: 3). He
will survive all his opponents and enemies ar­
raycd against him; his enemies will be made
his footstool (Heb. 10: 13). “He must reign till
he hath pul all enemies under his feet" (1 Cor.
15: 25).

The foundation of the church is unchangeable.
It is "Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to­
day, and for ever" (Heb. 13: H). Some things
are endurable, yet subject to constant change.
It would be fatal to the safety of the church If
the foundation were Io change, even though it
remained in place. But it is eternally enduring,
and it endures unchanged. It is a great com­
fort to those who build, und a wonderfully bright
encouragement, to feel that that which is hullt
truly upon this foundation cannot be lost. Hullt
upon the foundation laid by God. Il will endure
as long as the foundation stands, through time
and eternity.

(Luke 18: 9-1I.)

Speaking before "certain which trusted in llicin-
sehes that they win righteous, and despised
others." Christ, in this parable, compared one
of them with one of (lie "sinners.’'

These two men lire shown to agree in some
respects and to differ in others. They agree.
first, in nature: they two were "men,’' and there­
fore sinful and in need of forgiveness. Nest.
in engagement; for both, in this parable, "went
up into the temple” for religious exercise, which
is commendable. And, again, in express pur­
pose—“to pray”; this, to propitiate God.

The men differed; first, in social and religious
status—“the one was a Pharisee, the other a
publican." They were a gentleman and an un­
speakable, a saint and a sinner. Again, in foot­
ing assumed before God. “The Pharisee, taking
his stand, said, ... I am not like the rest
of men, extortioners, unjust, adulterers; I fast
... I tithe. But the publican kept saying,
Sic the sinner!” Thus the Pharisee robed for
an angel, the publican discovered himself “the
sinner." Next, in suit: “the Pharisee these things
unto himself was praying. () God, I thank thee—
and I, not like the rest of men." am a saint and
nut a sinner. "But the publican kept saying. God
be merciful unto me!" He confessed utter spirit­
ual destitution, and threw himself altogether on
the mercy of God. And. they differ, last, in
power with God. Of the publican, Jesus said,
“I tell you, this man went justified rather than
not “more than" but "in contradistinction to”]

the other.*’
From this comparison we infer these lessons:
That community of need and spiritual privilege

will not justify our race. In these days men
deny God his Judgment Seat. It is superfluous,
they say, for. in virtue of their common need.
privilege, and dignity all men will be saved:
and this they prove with the weighty catch­
words, “the universal Fatherhood of God" and
“the universal Brotherhood of Man." But Jesus
tells its that of these “two men" of us, one was
not accepted by God.

That social and religious stains will not justify
us. That which is highly esteemed among men.
socially and religiously, is often abomination
In the sight of God. Men’s opinions d<» not fore­
cast God’s opinions.

That Hie externals of religion do not in them­
selves justify tis. whether they be active church
life, sectarian connections, or the mechanics of
worship. It h fatal to Ik- satisfied with churcli-
«"lng, with praying, witli reading, with com-
niunlng, though they do us m» good. God s
nirans to his glorious eml can become dangerous
substitutes for that end.

That a negative morality will not save us. Me

President Hoover Sends Greeting*.
A telegram was received from President Hoover

and Dr. Poling. President of the convention,
sent n message to the President of the Republic.
Several thousand delegates attended a sunrise
prayer meeting at 7210 a.m.; Homer llodchcaver
led the singing with his trombone. On July
I twelve thousand Endcavorers marched in a
monster parade through the streets under the
(tanner of the Prince of Peace.
Dancing Denounced.

“Dancing, even If properly conducted. Is md
a proper amusement for Christian Endeavor
members. Dancing contributes nothing that bene­
fits young people, ami raises more issues than
can Ik- answered.’’ This was the sentiment voiced
by Dr. Poling.

Plans are now under way to charter a special
steamer to convey al least one thousand Ameri­
can Endcavorers to the Berlin C.E. Convention
in July, 1930. The convention to mark the
flftlcth'nnnivcrsary of C.E. will be held in San
Francisco in 1931, Immediately after which the
World's C.E. Convention will be held In Australia.

E. P. Gates, general secretary of the Inter­
national Convention in Kansas, said: “There are
more C.E. societies in more churches
in more nations of the world to-day
than ever In-fore." Amongst those
who led in the convention we note
the following names of members of
American Churches of Christ: Dr.
Royal J. Dye. Miss Cynthia Paul
Maus ami A.'li. Corey, of the fnitcel
Christian Missionary Society, David
Owen, director of religious educa­
tion of Independence Boulevard
Christian Church, and E. P. Gates,
Convention General Secretary.

By reason of the rules or want of rules
of the various clubs and associations, the de­
partment cannot function on their behalf, though
representatives of some of these are members
of the committee of the department Itself.

The young people's organisations of the Pres­
byterian church in Victoria met recently to bring
their various movements into closer association.
It is hoped to merge Hie many “youth" organisa­
tions, without destroying their distinctive char­
acter. and no strengthen the effectiveness of the
young people of the church in the community.
nicy propose to have one badge and one name.

What is needed right now I* one organisation
for our own young people, that will cater in its
various sections for the juniors, the- adolescents
and what might Im- termed the young people. It
must Im- associated with our Conference Young
People's Department. It must liave for its aim
the extension of the kingdom of the Master
amongst the young, and the enlistment of its
inemlH-r* in seeking to reach the aims ami ob­
ject* of the restoration movement, (hie friendly
criticism of the existing organisations amongst
us is that are not pointed enough t>> achieve
much for our movement; they tend, by reason
of their regulations, to become exclusive and
self-centred; conference, us a conference, has no
control over or even voice In (heir operations;
there is no semblance of unity In the work
amongst our young people. The present condition
is far from satisfactory. We have Just drifted.

For the present it certainly Is desirable to
secure some co-operation of our existing institu­
tions with one another and with the conference
department, The Victorian Bible School ami
Young People’s Department welcomes construc­
tive correspondence, plans, or idea* on the sub-
jccl.-W.G.

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INTEIIESTLNC BEl'OllT FROM NEW
HEllRHIES.

A gentleman, living on the Island of Pente­
cost, sends us the following interesting report
of the opening of a new building. He writes:—
“I am sending you an abbreviated report of a
rhurrh dedication and meeting we had on Aug.
22 at the village <>f Lal-ani-bangcri, where my
wife and I attlcnd. Ihc teacher here. Torn
Shout, is greatly esteemed by his people, and
through his efforts several of the “busbies" or
heathen have come in and joined the little con­
gregation now numbering some thirty or forty
souls. This is quite a lot nowadays for this
village where the people are dying out fast. Of
course they must liave' a church or “school" as
the natives call It. Tom set to. and with the
aid of some of the others in the village built
a new church in two months, and a very credit­
able work it looked too. Posts were cut of
bush hardwood and dug in the ground, the wall
plates of the same material lashed to the studs
with strong native ropes. The roof was made
of bamboo rafters, on to which the natangora
haves which were sewn together by the women
and girls In the village, were securely fastened
by ropes made of creepers. Walls were made of
split luiinbou inlcrvvovcii into patterns as gener­
ally uved by the natives for covering their own
houses.

“Invitations were issued to all villages from
Ilanmalmat in the south to Runwaddi In the
north, and some 1511 people, led by their tea­
chers, turned up. Several days before, the vil­
lage people worked liard by clearing the ground,
and chaning up Hie place and erecting four
native ovens, where a whole bullock was to lie
roasted, and eaten with huge quantities of taro,
yams and breadfruit. The weather was beauti­
ful, and a general festive feeling prvcvailcd all
round. I took my wife and laborers with me,
and kI out about nine u.m. Arrived at the vil­
lage, we were cordially received by the people.
At 10.30 everyone was present, and, led by the
teachers, we joimd in a procession round the
church, singing the hymn, “Onward. Christian
Soldiers." My wife was the only lady who
imirrhid. and sin hd the singing. We entered
the church, which quickly Idled up. Many,
not being nbh- to gt t a place inside, followed die
proceedings from outside.

“Ihe tiachcr from Raiiw.idi, David llullakasso.
opimd the meeting by offering up a short prayer
and singing n hymn, after width he spoke*in
t.VI elk nt English, pointing out that they hadn't
come I hi re to eat and drink, but Io render
thanks unto God for hi. merries, who had
brought them from heathen darkness Into light.
and improved upon them io nincinbir this
i viry time they worshipped in this n< w place.
Then old Sanin n. from Itausyl, informed the
i ongrt gallon that he would call upon the in­
dividual tiiichirs to ghe their testimony. Sam-
•en *-ihl Ih. people regretted the absence of
their missionary. hid God will mvtr have ns.
Hi would stand by n-. cvtij if w. were •done. As
long a* the people tru’lid in him. they would
be *.if< ami liolhlng could harm them. David
Taint.nil gave u • hurl addri vs. taking as his test

heathens. Walter, of Lallas, then spoke. He
works there among the people in the hush, the
majority of whom arc heathens. Gradually, how­
ever. he is making an impression upon them. The
proceedings were closed by a prayer by David
Bullakasso, and the benediction and a hymn.
after which a collection was taken up at the
door,

“Dinner was served al 1-10 pan. to all present.
Some of Ihc eatables were consumed on the spot.
and a liberal portion allowed to be taken away
In baskets for those nt home. I couldn’t hut ad­
mire how exact each was portioned off to the
different villages and involuntarily the words
came into my mind, ‘Gather up the fragments,
that nothing be lost,’ inasmuch ns when all luid
been served there was literally nothing left
but the leaves in which Ihc food had been cooked.
No one was forgotten, even my own men and
women workers got their slmrc. It was a real
pleasure for us Io attend this meeting and sec
how well they had done, poor though they be."

'I’liis account is interesting as indicating that
owing to Hn>. MacKic’s absence In Australia, no
missionary has Ix-cn able to minister to the
Pentecost church for about a year, yet these
worthy Pentecost Christians have built a school
at their own expense to carry on the work.

S.A. CHURCH AND SUNDAY SCHOOL BUILDING

They wish to obviate
what is proving n serious difficulty in the way
of Home and Foreign Missions, the contraction
of crushing building debts al high rates of in-

It our S-A. brotherhood would consistently
contribute 1/2 per member per annum, the com­
mittee could profitably make tl.tMXi available at
3 per cent, every second year.

Fourteen per cent, of the churches last year
gave 63 per cent, of the offering. Had the rest
of the churches given ns liberally the committee
would have received the £500 asked for.

May we urge upon our total membership to
participate in the offering of December I? The
money given goes on penictu.il service. If the
I-ord should tarry, long after our personal minis­
try has closed on earth, this that we give will
go on Its way serving the generations of Chris­
tians yet to come.—J. Wiltshire.
