W
E are the heirs of all the ages.

Taking advantage of the progress
already made by those who have
gone before, we strive on to­

ward better things. It is evident that, if
this is done, the men and women of the
future will be better than those of to-day.
It is also evident that Christ will wield a
more potent influence as men come to know
him better. In his poem “In Mcmoriam,
Alfred Tennyson wrote the following
stanza:

"Ring in the valiant man and free,
Tiie larger heart, tlic kindlier hand;
Ring out the darkness of the Inml,

Ring in the Christ that is to he.”
This suggests two texts of Scripture,

one from the first and the other from the
last book in the Bible. "The sceptre shall
not depart from Judah, nor the ruler’s stall
from between his feet, until Shiloh come;
and unto him shall the obedience of the
peoples be" (Gen. 49: 10). “And he that
sitlcth <>n the throne said, Behold, I make
all things new" ( Rev. 21 : 5 I.

Here are prophecy ami fulfilment. And
here is the realisation of the poet’s dream.
Both texts direct us to Jesus the Christ.
Christ has not only wielded power in the
past, but will secure an even greater recog­
nition of authority from humanity, so that
his future power will be the greatest.
“A Wonderful Way Is the King’s Highway;

Il runs through the Nightlands up to the Day :
From the Wonderful Was. by the Woiidciful IS,
To the still more wonderful IS TO BE —

Runs the King’s Highway.’*
Tennyson’s thought is that the Christ does

not belong to the past alone. Christ is also
the /mfr of the world—the goal of human­
ity. Does not the Bible present Christ al­
ways in advance of the ages, beckoning men
and nations forward to himself? Is he
not immeasurably greater than any concep­
tion of him that we can make? The fact
of his greatness is becoming more potent
in the world every day.

I. The Christ that Is to Be will Rule in the
Social and Industrial Relations of
Men.

Am I too lx)ld when I affirm that here
is the solution of the old problem of the
relation between capital and la!>or; that
here is the abolition of the barbarous ami
inhuman methods of strikes and lock-outs;
that here is the end of the doctrine that
the rights of property exceed in value the
rights of person? Let Christ come to his
own and he received by them, and these pro­
blems will pass.

The great question is whether the gos­
pel of Jesus is merely a theory, or whether
it is to be used practically. Was it his de­
sire to create a new social and spiritual or­
der called the kingdom of God, in which
the Father’s will should be done on earth
as it is in heaven, where we shall love our
enemies, clothe the naked, feed the poor,
minister to the sick ami wounded, and visit
those in prison?

The Christ that is to be w ill, by his power,
his personality and his principle', touch capi-
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tai and make it honest and kind; touch labor
and make it honest and reasonable; touch
education and remove its paganism; touch
politics and make justice and righteousness
supreme; touch men and make them chil­
dren of God. Men then will sec society,
not as partisan or sectional—a mass of un­
friendly, uiisympathising fragments—but
as a community of brothers, the kingdom of
God.

It is no empty vision, but is the rising of
the Sim of righteousness. A voice is heard
over the waves of unrest: “Peace, be still."
It stirs mighty hopes and inspires noble
efforts for the reign of him who will make
all things new.

II. The Christ that Is to Be will Rule in the
State.

The church and the state will be united,
nor will a state church be established, nor
will the churches, as organisations, enter
the political arena. Christ rules through
the spirit. His spiritual power will be felt
increasingly in all that the state undertakes
or establishes.

Already his power is manifesting itself.
How general in the world is the demand
that licensed sin shall be abolished and pub­
lic sin le wiped out! How strong is the
demand that war shall be banished! There
is an almost universal call fur righteous­
ness, honesty and justice in business. Thus
must Christ influence both the state and
industry. Christ is controlling the con­
science and life of men. He is a force
which can not be ignored. Let the unclean
man, he he politician, tradesman, profes­
sional man or artisan, tremble! He that
sittuth on the throne will make all things
new. He is to be King of kings and Lord
of lord'. Men will 1 e -■> dominated by his
influence that they will make and carry out
laws in accordance with hi- truth. The
Chrit that is to be will have dominion over
trade, politics and government. Li e what
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docs this word from Revelation mean : “The
kingdoms of the world are become the
kingdom of our Lord, and his Christ”; or
how explain this from Isaiah’s prophecy:
"Of the increase of his government and
of peace there shall be no end”?

III. The Christ that Js to Be will be a

Uniting, Controlling anti Conquer­
ing Power in the Church.

Heretofore small, narrow, sectarian views
have prevailed in and crippled the power
of the church. Partisan interpretations
have been given to that which should make
men free. This is passing.

The spirit of Jesus is coming to prevail
in the churches. The pride and influence
of party names are fading. The Name
that is above every name is being more and
more honored. "He that sitteth on the
throne will make all things new” in the
religious world by getting more of his Spirit
into the hearts of all people. "Unto him
shall the obedience of the peoples be." The
Authorised Version has it: "Unto him shall
the gathering of the peoples be." There is
both the promise and assurance of universal
dominion.

Is it not true that every year denomina­
tional barriers are being broken down more
and more? Every year we can sec Chris­
tianity growing closer to the mind of Christ
and becoming more inclusive. It does this
because men’s conception of Christ is grow­
ing bigger and greater in the churches.

As he comes to his own, and comes more
into his own, it must be that be will unite
in himself all the members of his body, the
church. That unity must come from a re­
cognition and a maintenance of his right
to control—to reign supreme. And where
there is unity in him there will be conquest.
In his prayer he petitioned the Father:
"That they all may be one . . . that the
world may believe." With the gathering
and the obedience of the peoples to him.
there will be the beginning of a new
creation. "If any man be in Christ, he is a
new creature."

Finally, the Christ that is to be will reign
in the life of each individual. To us is
the word: "It is not yet made manifest
v.hat we shall be. We know that, if he shall
he manifested, we shall be like him: for we
shall sec him even as he is." Like him that
sits upon the throne? Yes! Is he ruling
your heart and life, so that you arc like
him? If he be given the scat on the throne
of your heart, he will make all things new
in you. His love, his forgiving spirit and
his cleansing power will purify you and
remove all the evil that sin has placed there.

We desire to hear of thee wliat thou thinkcsl:
for as concerning this sect, we know tltat every­
where it is spoken against.—Acts 2H: 22.

The term "sect" in this passage is used
by the Jews with reference to the church of
which Paul was the great champion. It
was an unpopular party, being everywhere
spoken against. Four charges were brought
against it. Its members were guilty of
heresy. They worshipped contrary to the
law. They taught unlawful customs. They
were disorganisers—turning the world up­
side down. Unpossessed of numbers,
wealth, social standing’, or world influence,
it was the one body of which Jesus Christ
was the divine Founder and Living 1 lead,
and upon which rested God's approval and
blessing. Encompassed by enemies, and
fighting for its very existence, it was the
only right party; all others were without
the pale of divine acceptance.

Movements are often misrepresented be­
cause they are misunderstood. Ignorance
prevails whenever there is failure to inves­
tigate. Revelation calls for examination.
Conviction is born of knowledge. It is
truth which makes men free.

Christians gathered together in Churches
of Christ in these latter days suffer as did
those of the first century. They are spoken
against. Sometimes they are ignored, fre­
quently misrepresented. This may be due
to ignorance of the mission they seek to
execute, the message they present to the
world.

In many respects there is little differ­
ence between Churches of Christ and other
evangelical bodies. With them we stand
for the Fatherhood of God, the Divinity of
the Son of God, the Personality and Minis­
try of the Holy Spirit, the Inspiration and
Authority of the Scriptures, the necessity
for Faith, Repentance. Baptism, the Com­
munion. holy living. On many of the fund­
amentals of the Christian faith we stand
with them U|x>n common ground. Our
separation from those who love the Ixird
in other bodies is occasioned by the truths
upon which we differ. These are our jus­
tification for separate existence, and the
ground of our appeal to all to search the
Scriptures whether these things be so.
The mission of Churches of Christ
is expressed in Jude, verse 3. "That ye
should earnestly contend fur the faith which
was once delivered unto the saints." By
the term "the faith" we understand the es­
sential truths of the Christian religion as
revealed to the apostles, and now contained
for us in the New Testament. It is used a
number of times in the Acts and epistles.
"Priests were obedient to the faith” (Acts
6: 7). Elymas endeavored "to turn the de­
puty from the faith" (Acts 13: 8). Dis­
ciples were "exhorted to continue in the
faith" (Acts l.|: Churches "were es­

tablished in the faith" (Acts 16: 5). Chris­
tians are "to stand fast in the faith" (1 Cor
16: 13); examine themselves whether they
be "in the faith"; come to the "unity of
the faith" (2 Cor. 13: 5; Eph. 4: 13); are
to continue “in the faith" and be "estab­
lished in the faith" (Col. 1: 23; 2: 7). Of
Paul it is written, "He which persecutcth
us . . . now preacheth the faith which
once he destroyed" (Gal. 1: 23).

"Contend” does not refer to wordy war­
fare, embittered argument, impious dispu­
tation, which are foreign to the spirit of
the faith, but rather to a soul passion as
we champion divinely given truth. Our mis­
sion is to give emphasis to the teaching of
Jesus Christ and his apostles. And that for
two reasons.
/. The Intrinsic Paine of the Faith.

It was "once for all delivered unto the
saints.” "The faith is complete in its con­
tents. To it nothing can be added. New
light, hidden riches, sweetest harmonics
may be found in it. Astronomers may dis­
cover worlds of light in the heavens but it
does not add to the universe. Every star
was there before astronomers lifted their
telescopes skyward. Astronomy may en­
large our knowledge of the heavens and
thrill us with new views of heavenly beauty
but it cannot create a new star. Music
cannot add a new tone to the scale. The
octave is the final measure of possible tones.
Gifted musicians may combine the tones
in new relations, and thus give the world
sweeter song and more thrilling melody:
but in all the witchery of music they will
never reach beyond the octave of tones.'
So it is with the faith. Theology cannot
add to it. It may gain in interpretation
But its principles arc enduring. The world
does not need a new faith, but there i;
urgent call for the acceptance and the bet­
ter understanding of that which has conic
to us out of the past, revealed through "the
Apostle and High Priest of our profes­
sion" and his chosen ambassadors. Human
systems are incomplete and variable. The
divine meets the need of changing times
and varying conditions. In that is its great
satisfaction and abiding power.
//. The Prevalence of False Teachers iind

Teaching.
This condition called forth the exhorta­

tion of Jude. Ungodly men had crept >n
who were enemies of the faith once de­
livered. Ami in succeeding centuries, even
among the most godly people, there have
been beliefs and practices which arc out <»•
harmony with New Testament teaching-

For this reason Churches of Christ have
rejected denominationalism. Not because
of any question mark against the lives <»’
those who love the Lord in these other com­
munions, but because denominationalism
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loo young to be the "faith once delivered."
h is since the Protestant Reformation of
L 16th century that denominational bodies
□ve come into existence. I he Church of

Christ goes hack 1,500 years beyond that

FCAi)d in important and essential particulars
denominational teaching and practice are
contrary to the teaching of the New Festa-
ment. Things which are vital to the exist­
ence of various bodies have no place among
the things divinely revealed. There is no
contradiction in the precepts and examples
of the New Testament churches, while
there is much diversity among churches of
the denominational world. And this in mat­
ters considered essential.

This mission allows the largest liberty
in matters of opinion, and in methods of
carrying on the work of the Lord. Where
the Spirit of the Lord is there is liberty.

The message of the Churches of Christ
is a three-fold plea, the emphasis upon a
triple truth.
I. The Sovereignty of Christ.

Of the Son God has said, “Thy throne, O
God, is for ever and ever.” It is the divine
will that in all things he should have the
pre-eminence. The Lordship of Christ is
expressed in three things.

(a) His Supreme Authority in Matters
of Religious Faith and Practice.—He de­
clared, “All authority is given unto me.’’
He never delegated that authority to courts
or councils of men. He gave to his am­
bassadors power. They exercised that by
divine authority. But they never usurped
the position of their great Leader.

Jesus Christ is not only the Founder but
also Head of the church which is his body.
It is animated and controlled by his Spirit.
He does not share his position with others.
bailure to recognise the supremacy of the
b»rd over his people is responsible for the
confusion which prevails among Christians.

fb) T he^ Lawgiver of the Christian
System.—From the holy mount the eternal
'Dice rang out, “This is my beloved Son
• • • hear ye him.'’ “In these last days
God has spoken through his Son.” Jesus
declared, “He that rejecteth me. and re-
ceiveth not my words, hath one that judgeth
nun. T|)c words that I have spoken the
sa,ne shall judge him in the last day.”

“Back to Christ” is the slogan of our
movement—the first part of our message
to men.

Our message also gives emphasis to the
fact of
//. The Supremacy of the ll'ord of God.

The Old Testament antedates Chris­
tianity. It contains the revelation of divine
dealings with patriarch and Jew. “The
things written aforetime were written for

our learning.” The things which happened
unto Israel . . . were written for our
admonition.”

The church existed before the New les-
lament. The latter was the outgrowth of
need. It preserved the oral leaching of
Jesus Christ and his specially chosen ami
ap[«>inted representatives. Fo-day there
would he no church if there were no New
Testament.

Churches of Christ accept the Bible as
inspired in its origin, authoritative m its
subject matter, and complete in its contents.
It is the only manual of devotion required
hv the individual Christian, and tile only
book of discipline necessary fur the church.
.Additions to this Imuk in church govern­
ment. subtractions from it. or substitutes
for it. are a reflection upon the Head and
Founder of the church.

This message—the plea for the supreni-
acv of the Bible—involve, the n-jnlion of
all human creeds, articles of religion, dis­

ciplines, confessions of faith, because both
unnecessary and divisive. What others
profess in theory we accept in actual prac­
tice, recognising only the word of God in
congregational and individual life.

The third aspect of our message is the
plea for
///. The Unity of God's People.

The trend of modern religious thought
and desire is away from distinctive denomi­
national tenets. Unity is a plank in most
religious platforms. Division is the scep­
tic's weapon of ridicule against the church
of God. In it the devil rejoices and the
heart of the Saviour of men grows sad. It
is always an occasion for rejoicing when
religious bodies give themselves seriously
to the problem of unity.

Churches of Christ have declared
(a) Division is Sinful.—It hinders the

answer to the Lord's prayer for unity. It
is contrary to the teaching of Scripture.
We are to “mark them which cause
division.” We are “all to speak the same
thing,” We are to “keep the unity of the
Spirit.” It is the great obstacle to the
evangelisation of the world, and robs the
church of power in its testimony for the
Lord.

(b) Opinion not Truth is the Great
Cause of Division.—Christians are separa­
ted by the things which are not found in
the word of God. The adoption of human
names, the introduction of human practices,
the observance of human forms, arc the
great barriers to unity. When men are
satisfied to let the Spirit of God teach them
through the Word division will cease.

(c) There is a Satisfactory Basis of
Unity.—That is by the restoration of the
New Testament church. Christ was speak­
ing for all time when he declared, “I will
build my church.” Denominationalism was
not in his mind or purpo.se. That is the
outgrowth of an incomplete reformation
begun by Luther. Restoration means to
have the church as Christ conceived it and
brought it into being. To get back to the
New Testament and find the church there
in its essential and abiding features. To
go back over wonderful centuries to the
church when it was not expressed by de­
nominations but by the one body through
which the great I lead would carry on his
great work in the world.

The church of the first century is suffi­
cient for the twentieth. If that were not
so it could not be divine. Only in the in­
cidentals docs it need to adapt itself to new
times and changing conditions.

And it is the only |X>ssible basis of unity
among the divided people of God. The
unity of denominations is impracticable.
But the unity of Christians should be more
than the drcam of visionaries—for it was
in the prayers and plan of the Ix>rd.

This is our glorious message. The en­
thronement of the Son of God, the em­
phasis on the word of God, and the estab­
lishment of the church of God. It is a plea
for a Person, a Book, a society, it should
11* our possession, our passion, our practice.

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What Christ Thinks of His Own.
Ye are the light of the world.

The New Testament is the hook of light; one
of the special gifts from above. coming down
from tlic lather of lights, and one to which we
do well to take heed in these dark days.

The words of the psalmist. “Thy won! is a
lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path,”
may lx* applied with equal truth to the Word
•>l God as a whole. It Is so because it reflects
the divine radiance. God in Christ is the light
thereof, and the whole purpose of the light
and life-giving word is to "give the light of
the knowledge of the glory of God in the face
of Jesus Christ."

He is the Light of the world. So be said
himself, and, of course, we believe* him. At
least three times docs he so reveal himself, ac­
cording to the record of the apostle John. He
suggests that the very purpose of his coming into
the world is to give light. “1 am come a light
into the world, that whosoever helicveth on
me may not ualk in darkness." There is no
further need fur man to remain in darkness, with
all its dread and danger, for the “true light al­
ready shine tli.”

In the giving of sight to the eyes of the man
blind from bls birth, and light to his darkened
undetstanding, lie says, “When—or, ns you have
it in the A.VW us long as 1 am in the world, I
uin the light of the world.” Jesus but illustrates
the power at his disposal, anil in his possession,
lor the carrying out of the purpose* of Ids coming.

And yet again, we have it on record that on a
former occasion, nt u time, and under circum­
stances, which must base challenged the atten­
tion of his bitterest foes, ns well ns of his pro­
fessed friends, he gave expression to this tremen­
dous claim: "1 am the light of the world; he
that followith me shall not walk in darkness, but
stall lease the light of life.”

Now we are among those* who believe that this
is a tremendous claim which he* has Iriumptantly
sustained. John tin* apostle, the Apostle of
Light us of Lose, sums up the evidence of his
own time when he writes, "Many other signs
therefore did Jesus in the* presence of his dis­
ciples, which arc not written in this book; but
these are* written that ye may believe Itat
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that
lx lie sing ye may have life In his name," and
that but Mims up what he soys in the prologue
to that same Gospel, “In the beginning was the
Word, ami the Word was with God, and the
Word was God. The same was in the beginning
with God. All things were made by him; and
without him was not anything imide that is
made. In him was life, arid the life* was the*
light «f men. And the light shlniih In the
darkness, mid the darkness apprehended it not.”
“That was the true light." he says further on.
••which llghtith every man coming into the
world.”

Such, in part, is John's witness to Christ as
the "Light of the World.” and it may he .said
with safety that the witness of subsequent his­
tory supports the witness of John. "I mn the
light of the world.” That Is the high assump­
tion Jesus makes for himself. That is a claim
to Deity, for God is light, ami in him is no
darkness at nil. Jesus is one with tin* Father
in light us in nil else besides. Hut that is not
all. “Ye are the light of the world.” Ttat is
how lie describes those whom he* calls disciples;
those whom lie lias chosen ns his friends. Now
there* is a double* inference in these* sayings.
'Iliiir Is the inference that, somehow or other,
the world h In darkness mid in need of light.
“This,” nays a recent writer, "we* med to lay to
heart, for in these* elays we mt* apt to regard
such things as we* find in the* world as being the*
inesitable* result of the* existing order. On this
account we Incline to condone, apologise fur

nml explain away much that is in the world that
God calls darkness, and which but declares the fact
that the world by wisdom knows not God." Men
sit in darkness, and the best commentary on
that word, so it seems to me. Is found in Homans
I; 18-3*2. The most vivid and awful word pic­
ture of the senseless, darkened heart, sitting in
the shadow of death, that is to be found in the
literature of any age, or of any people. The
world is in darkness mid in need of light.

The other Inference is Hint In Jesus first of all,
and then in those who arc his, us they repro­
duce bis character, there is to be found ade­
quate power to dispel that darkness no matter
how dense it may be.

Paul never forgot that mid-day experience on
the road Io Damascus, when a light aixive the
brightness of the sun shone round about him
and the risen mid glorified Redeemer was re­
vealed to him, in a radiance, which, while it
darkened his eyes, illumined his soul, and he
puls the situation very clearly when he says in
his letter to the saints at Philippi, “It is God
which worketh in you both to will mid to do his
good pleasure. Do all things without murmur­
ing* mid disputing*; that ye may be blameless
and harmless, children of God without blemish
in the midst of a crooked mid perverse genera­
tion. among whom ye arc seen as lights in the
world, holding forth the word of life."

What a high conception Christ has of those
who sit al Ills feet ami learn of him, who come
within the circle of his friendship; those to
whom he reveals the Father’s will; those to
whom lie gives a title which Is pre-eminently
his own. It means identification with him, the
closest possible relationship to him. Il means
"light in the Lord" issuing in a revelation of
the surpassing glory of the Lord, for it Is of
the scry nature of light Io reveal itself. What
did the coming of the light do for us at the dawn
of day? It brought into visibility things that
already bad material existence. By it we were
able to look into each other's faces, to behold
the landscape, the flowers of the field and all
lhe many-colored beauties of nature. And what
the sun does in the realm of the material, (hat
the “Sun of righteousness,” the "Light of the
world." docs in the realm of the moral and the
spiritual. He reveals the manifold perfection
of God Io lhe eyes of men, and he will do it
through us. if we will hut let him.

PiiiI in his second letter to the Corinthians
makes mention of two Gods: the “god of this
world who hath blinded lhe eyes of lhe unbe­
lieving that lhe light of lhe gospel of lhe glory
of Christ, who is the image of God, should not
dawn upon them," and “God. that said. Light shall
shine out of darkness, who shined in our hearts,
to give lhe light of the knowledge of the glory
of God in the face of Jesus Christ." There is a
line contrast here between the work of God mid
that of Satan. The former shines on the hearts
of nun mid lhe Light of the world comes in.
The latter blinds the ryes of oil men. In view
of this, is there any wonder that lhe passion
of Paul is*h» preach Christ Jesus as Lord? the
Lord of Light, the Lord of Life, ami the laird
of Love.

“Ye are Hie light uf the world. A city set
upon a bill cannot be hid, neither do men light
a candle mid put it under a bushel, lint on the
stand, uml it shilleth unto all that arc in the
house. Even so let your light shine before
min. that they may see your good works and
glorify vour Father which Is in heaven" (Mall.
5: ll-IG).

During a fog in a great city the other day a

blind man came home much rejoiced. “I have
been of use," he cried. "The people could not
see and L-guldcd them through the street, for I
felt the nearness of the houses they could nut
perceive.”]

In a letter from Dr. E. W. Burnham written on

the steamer "Santhia" out from Calcutta, dated
Dec. 17, just received by Bro. Win. Morrow, of
Dulwich, South Australia. Dr. Burnham speaks
of his visit, with Mrs. Burnham, to India, as
follows:—

“After a wonderful month among our mis­
sionaries in India we arc off for Hong Kong and
Manila, beginning the homeward journey. Wc
arc due Io reach Singapore Christmas Day ami
Hong Kong Dec. 31. We arc a week later leav­
ing Calcutta than wc planned, but wc found wc
would lune to omit seeing some important
stations if we left earlier.

Hughes had just returned from attending our
Missions’ Convention at Jubbulporc. Dr. Old­
field Is making progress with the hospital, and
is getting into the life of Dhond.

She keeps young and vigorous
and enthusiastic most remarkably. Ave. too.
have a line bode of missionaries in India, and 1
was impressed with their work and the spirit
in which they carry on. Their work is worthy
of the largest support.

PUBLIC HEADING OF THE SCRIPTURES.
Lord C tarn wood—who, as a brother of Sir

Frank Benson, may be presumed to know some­
thing about elocution—gives some excellent prac­
tical advice on public reading.

His first objective is clarity. “Every word,
if we liclicvr it to lx- ‘given of God,”' he says,
“should have its full value and emphasis.

"Beading should he deliberate, hut not slow;
punctuation Is there for a purpose, and should
be observed; tone should he pleasantly natural,
not strained, and It should be remembered tint
a monotone Is closely allied both etymologically
and, In fact, to monotony.

“I do not advocate the dramatic. In my Judg­
ment the gnat drama of Holy Writ should be
allowtil to unfold Itself without undue elocution­
ary old.

“Above all, the Bible, whilst being treated with
the reverence due to the given Word of Al­
mighty God, should always Ik- treated as a
living Book. I he Bible Is not dead, dry-os-
dust history—Il pulsates with life, therefore a
manly tone should be Infused into Its public
reading.

“Lastly, no minister should attempt to read the
lesson without the most careful preparation.
Remember, God s Word Is far more important
than your own, therefore It should have at
least as careful thought ami preparation before
public utterance. ITitll you understand what
you arc reading you cannot expect your hearers
to understand It.”

I am sure that wc all would benefit by follow­
ing this advice, ami that our public worship
would he enriched immeasurably were wc to
put in into practice,—“Christian Advocate.”

I am pleased to write n few lines Io tell
you that it was resolved in the Conference of
the Australian Churches of Christ in India at
Dhond that thanks be sent to the Horne Board
of the mission for their helpful suggestions and
advice regarding the constitutions of our Indian
churches and of the Conference.

I therefore thank you on behalf of the Con­
ference and the churches for Hds.

Our Indian churches had no uniform constitu­
tions up till now. but two years ago the Field
Council was kind enough Io prepare suitable
constitutions for our Indian churches. They
were read in our last Conference and were sent
to the Home Board, mid the Home Board spent
their valuable time on those constitutions, and
then sent them to the Field Council.

The Field Council handed over them to me Io
read it in the Conference at Dhond on Nov.
22. 1928. We all agreed to the constitutions
with a few small alterations. They arc good
for our Indian churches, and henceforward our
churches will be established on that liasis. So
I thank you again for helping in prejuiring our
constitutions.

We pray that our Indian churches will grow
day by day witli your liclp uf money mid prayers,
and will try to stand on their own legs in (lie
near future. Though for Hie present the
churches arc very small in number; only a few
members realise their responsibilities; but in
lime to come we hope we will he able to do some
more effective work for our Master in tills area
In connection with the Australian Churches of
Christ mission.

The Victorian Department of Social Sen Ice

lias Ikcii commissioned by the Federal Confer­
ence to oct as an auxiliary to the Conference In
matters of migration. A scheme for migrating
Scottish lads, under sixteen years of age, lias
emanated from our Glasgow church. It Is pro­
posed to consult the brethren of the various
States, as far ns possible, with a view to mak­
ing a selection of a definite number, who will
come out by the same vessel.

Should all the States accept the quotas sug­
gested, it is expected that twenty-five lads will
arrive In the course of a few months. All will
be drafted into country homes and remain tinder
the supervision of the States’ Committees. Far­
mers and others who desire to lake advantage
of the scheme are invited Io get into touch with
either the State Conference secretary or the
secretary of the Social Questions Committee of
their own State at once.

Three of our prominent Glasgow brethren
have consented to act with the Labor Exchange
<if Glasgow with a view to selecting the right
type of boy. Thousands of Jails of Great Britain,
because of the continued industrial depression,
arc in a hopeless position, unless opportunity
offers abroad. The Empire spirit demands that
we give them a welcome wherever possible.
There Is, however, a stronger reason why we
should invite them. Few of the boys know any­
thing of the pha we advocate, and it is highly
proliablc that all, under the Influence of our
homes, would accept it. Thus a splendid oppor­
tunity offers to do a piece of evangelistic work.
’I here are many homes lluil have long sighed
for a boy, and here Is the chance to gratify the
longing. There is no financial obligation until
the lad arrives in the home.

City brethren of all States are Invited Io be­
come “Big Brothers’* Io the lads, both on ar­
rival and when plated in the country. This en­
sures each lad a friendship apart from that of
his employer ami family. It Is desired that all
interested would oct quickly.
