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IT WAS CRICKET
Just before Christmas Queensland played a Sheffield Shield match

against Victoria in Melbourne.
Now, cricket is a good Christian game. Its very name became

synonymous with Christian virtues such as honesty, selflessness, courage,
loyalty, and glory even in defeat. In fact, if anybody did something nasty
he would be cut down with the razor-edged phrase, “It’s not cricket!”

Then something went wrong with cricket. Its image today is slow.
boring, indecisive, and deadly dull. If today we say that something is not
cricket, we could mean that it is bright and exciting, the very opposite of
the way modern cricket is played.

Well, the West Indians proved in Australia that there is nothing wrong
with the game, and for a little while cricket again became king. But soon
it suffered a relapse. Teams were more interested in winning than in
playing. Batsmen were more interested in shipping time-tables to England
and Jamaica than in the scoreboard and their team. No one even bothered
to think of the spectators.

When Queensland played Victoria, cricket became exciting again.
Queensland won, but Victoria in losing gained more friends in the way
she lost than in a dozen victories where only cricket itself suffered defeat.

Since Christianity and cricket have been often related — C. T. Studd,
great missionary in many continents, graduated into the mission fields from
the England Test team; David Shepard, Test opening batsman, is now
playing so well for Christ in the Church of England — perhaps a parallel
between Christianity and cricket might be permitted.

Christianity has known some glorious days. Some were days of defeat,
but the witness in defeat became the inspiration for many victories. We
recall the enthusiasms of the first years of the church, the wholehearted­
ness of the Reformation, the followers of Wesley and Whitfield, the
glorious opposition to the devil given by the armies of General Booth, the
singing revivalists of Wales, the restoration movement eagerly assaulting
the walls of church division, and we may well ask how it has happened
that Christianity is regarded as slow, boring, indecisive, and deadly dull,
with very little concern for the spectators.

There is nothing wrong with Christianity. The thing is. we have not
been playing the game.

INTEMPERATE
Immediately Mr. P. D. Phillips, Q.C., had completed hearing evidence

in Victoria’s Royal Commission into the liquor traffic pressure was
exerted upon the President and General Secretary of the Victorian Tem­
perance Alliance to submit their resignations. This they did, and the
Alliance was called together in the middle of the Christmas rush to con­
sider them. The motion to accept the resignations was passed by the
narrowest of margins.

It is certain that many friends of the Alliance and of the Temperance
cause will deeply regret the loss of John Westerman and E. S. Sanders.

Although other issues were mentioned, there is no doubt that the
main question was the attitude of these two men to 6 o’clock closing. After
carefully examining all of the available evidence, they were convinced
that the hours of closing were largely irrelevant. The evils associated with
alcohol would be the same whether the hotels closed at six or ten.

The Royal Commissioner made it abundantly clear that he would
receive evidence from any source to the effect that later closing increased
the adverse effects of alcohol. Although there were strong statements on
this question, many of those who made them were unwilling to present
evidence in the one place where it could do any good.

It seems probable that later closing will be introduced, and it would
have been just as probable if Westerman and Sanders had been strong
for six. If and when later closing does come, all of the sociological, moral
and spiritual consequences of drink will be there to be combatted. Our
strength will be greatly diminished with the removal of these two men.

The V.T.A.’s action was a most intemperate disregard of their respon­
sibilities to the total community, and a wanton loss of two men of
capacity and integrity. The V.T.A. will come to regret the decision as
much as many of us regret it now.

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SAYING
GRACE

BY C. J. ROBINSON

We were discussing the giving of
thanks before or after meals. One of
the group at the meal table had been
called upon to offer thanks, simply be­
cause, being a visitor, she gave the rest
of us a respite from the formal “Your
turn to say grace.”

The visitor obliged with the usual:
For what we are about to receive, the
Lord make us truly thankful.

The discussion arose out of the use
of the words "make us”, and someone
suggested that it might be more appro­
priate to say “we are truly thankful."

There is probably nothing to choose
between the two expressions if the words
“make us” are not read as an impera­
tive, but as a plea for the recognition of
God’s bountiful provision for human
needs. What is of greater concern, how­
ever, is the sheer formality of saying
grace.

Edgar Guest, the American writer of
homely verse, has given us these lines
on Grace At Table:

Day in and out through weal and woe,
high gain or common place

At every meal our heads we bowed
throughout this simple grace.

“Be present at our table, Lord!” From
all that has occurred

And all the joy that we have known
—I’m sure he must have heard.

We wonder, sometimes, whether the
formal grace is heard any more than
the prayers with which Parliament is
opened.

At a ministerial gathering recently,
one member began to eat before thanks
had been given, and the grace that was
offered, went like this: For what we are
about to receive, and for what some
have already eaten, good Lord we thank
Thee. Was the omission of the grace
on the part of the one, any more
sacrilegious than the grace offered?

As a chaplain in the Forces, one was
often called upon to give thanks for a
meal in the Officers’ Messroom. Efforts
at varying the offering of thanks were

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met with the charge that the padre was
too versatile with his graces. It was
suggested that the most appropriate
grace might be: For this Mess, good
Lord, we offer thanks.

The question arises as to whether
the giving of thanks is offered out of
real gratitude, or out of reluctance to
omit it.

Why do we say grace? The word
“grace” has several meanings all of
which are related to the notion of
favour.

The English word is derived from the
French "grace” via the Latin “gratia”
from the Greek “charis” which has four
principle meanings. It stands for a
pleasing quality, gracefulness; for good­
will; for a gift; and for gratitude.

In theology, grace is the favour of
God freely given to men of faith. In
the New Testament it is God’s favour
bestowed because of his nature, and not
earned by merit or claimed as a right.

In English, the first use of the word,
as a recognition of the favour of God
in the provision of food, seems to have
been in 1225 A.D. Here is part of the
phrase in which it occurs: "owen graces
biore mete and efter, and mid a miser­
ere.” By interpretation, your guess is
as good as mine, but the plural “graces”
was used exclusively up to the 16th
century. . .

William Tyndale used the expression
grace in his translation of Matt. 26: 30:
“When they had said grace, they went
out.”

Apparently there has always been the
danger of formality in the giving of
thanks at meal tables; for Dryden, in
1680, wrote in his Prologue to Caesar
Borgia: “But mark their feasts. The
Pope says grace, but ’tis the Devil gives
thanks.”

This custom of saying grace is not
exclusively Christian, but surely, to the
Christian, it should be something more
than a mere formality, whether used
before or after meals, especially in view
of the Master’s example in John 6: 11.

The omission of the grace, because
of the danger of formality, will only
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make us insensitive to the manifold
Grace of God.

E. Stanley Jones tells of a girl who
told him: "We never have prayers or
grace in our house, and nothing has
happened yet." What did she expect
to happen? A thunderbolt? Stanley
Jones replied: “No, dear, nothing has
happened yet. Nothing — except deteri­
oration.” But that’s enough! Ingrati­
tude means slow rot.

We need to be reminded of our obli­
gations to the many who make our world
run smoothly — mothers, fathers, bus
drivers, lift operators, and the many
who make our daily food possible. We
need also to be thankful for the privil­
ege of living in a land of plenty, and
of being able to contribute to the wel­
fare of the community. We are spare
enough, God knows, in the use of the
magic words, “thank you!” How hurt
we are when our efforts for others go
unrecognised, even to a little expression
of gratitude! Then, surely, our gratitude
to God should not be a perfunctory
thing performed out of habit rather
than out of the spirit of true appre­
ciation of the goodness of God. But
how shall we express our thanks with­
out becoming formal?

I am well aware, painfully so, of the
attitude of many church members to
the use of written prayers, but the
fact remains that these same people
have no hesitation in using a fixed
form of grace at meals. For my part,
I cannot see any reason why written
graces cannot be used with the utmost
sincerity of purpose.

OURSELVES AND
Many Christians have been concerned

because non-Roman churchmen have as­
sociated with Roman Catholics in co­
operative enterprises, such as the Ecu­
menical Mission in Melbourne and the
Week of Prayer for Christian Unity,
Observers have been sent to the Second
Vatican Council, and in other ways there
has been fraternisation with Roman
Catholics.

There can be no question of seeking
to unite with the Roman Catholic Church
so long as that Church holds to those
beliefs and practices which we have con­
sistently regarded as erroneous. Let it
be said that this is the view of mem­
ber churches of the W.C.C. This posi-

tion has been expounded repeatedly by Dr.
Visser’t Hooft, the W.C.C.’s General Sec­
retary. "Union between Protestant chur­
ches and the Roman Catholic Church,
so long as that church remains as she
is, is not even a remote possibility.”

We recognise that there is no official
change of doctrine in the Roman Catholic
Church, but we welcome every indication
of a desire for reform within that
church, and the greater opportunities for
friendship and co-operation between
Roman Catholics and Protestants which
now exists in many places, and we need
to stress our responsibility to witness to
our faith with love and conviction in
all our dealings with Roman Catholics.

No matter what the area of rift, the
ministry of reconciliation calls for ven­
tures in faith, friendship and under­
standing. Christians are committed to
build bridges across all barriers. New
Testament Christianity demands that
we combine truth and love.

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WHAT IS HAPPENING
IN SPAIN?

(Madrid). Is the situation of Protes­
tant Christians in Spain improving? It
had generally been thought so, but re­
cent developments cast grave doubts on
the earlier optimism.

A draft bill concerning religious liberty
was presented by Fernando Mario Casti-
ella, Minister for Foreign Affairs. Even
though it was criticised by some of the
Spanish hierarchy, notably Mgr. Phil-
dainly Zapiain, Bishop of Las Palmas
(Canary Islands) indications were that
many of the hierarchy were in favor
of it.

These indications of favor, particularly
of Cardinal Bueno, president of the Span­
ish Commission at the Vatican Council,
are very significant. But recent develop­
ments in the actual treatment of Protes­
tants by State officials give cause for
concern.

Two pastors have been fined 5,000 pes­
etas (about $80) each for having dis­
tributed some copies of a Protestant
translation of the Gospels in the streets
of Cartagena (Murcia). They are: the
Rev. Luis Hombre, of the Baptist Church,
and the Rev. Joaquin Guerola, of the
Plymouth Brethren. While the provincial
authorities interpreted their act as a
form of proselytism, the two pastors
have appealed to the Minister of Home
Affairs, stating that since the literature
was a portion of the New Testament it
could not be termed sectarian.

The Ministry of Home Affairs has itself
been clamping down on Protestants by
suspending permits for new churches and
refusing authorisation to transfer from
old buildings to new ones.

Another difficulty placed in the way of
Protestants has been the denial, in Madrid
and Barcelonia, of their right to contract
civil marriages. Applications for marri­
age licenses have been held up for ten
or twelve months.

Worried by this situation, Spanish
Protestants declared Dec. 13 a Day of
Prayer for Religious Liberty. Special
intercessions will be offered that nothing
will prevent the State from promulgating
the law on religious liberty.

THE SCANDAL
The dream of Jesus was the fellowship and unity of His followers.

The apostle does not single out those who
took the name of Christ as being one whit better than the rest,
but condemns them all as being unspiritual and carnal, “as babes
in Christ,” walking after the manner of men.

Division is now
world-wide and established, each division loyally guarding its
traditions of overmuch infallibility irrespective as to whether it
has taken the name of Paul or Apollos or Cephas or Christ.
The scandal of the times is the schism of the church, in which we
are all involved.

MEN READING
In the Australian Churches of Christ — and the British — the
(Scripture) lessons have always been read by laymen who come up
from the congregation to perform this duty — a duty most expres­
sive of the fact that the religious liberty of the laymen, their release
from priestly domination, lies precisely in the Scriptures which are
in their hands and to which they have access. Their competency
to read Scripture is a symbol of the intimacy of their relationship
to God through the word which mediates between them.
The use of laymen in the Australian and British Churches of Christ
probably derives from the Anglican usage wherein a Prince Philip
or a Winston Churchill or the village grocer may have been asked,
when present at a service, to “read the lesson.” In the two former
instances the press will probably report the matter, which may
leave the impression that this is a duty reserved for the lordly,
whereas any literate believer of good repute is eligible for this
task.
What better way to demonstrate that Christian worship is the
work of the laos or people of God? ... It would require good
preparation in order to be done acceptably, but it would also help
the congregation to discover its own spiritual quality . . . And
why should not women also be included among the readers?

WHITE MAN'S PRIVILEGE
(Standerton, South Africa). An edit­

orial in a recent edition of the "Chris­
tian Recorder” calls for removal of that
legislation which has made a bad name
for South Africa. In commenting on the
government programme for “self-develop­
ment” the editorial says: “Whether it
be labelled ‘segregation’ in America or
‘self-development’ in South Africa — it
remains an act of the White man at­
tempting to retain the position of power
and benefit, to the exclusion of the Black
man. Whatever nice sounding name we
give we have things as they always have
been, because thus they have suited the
White man's advantage and position.”

Labelling the issue a moral one, the
editorial goes on to say that it cannot
be resolved by police action, but only by
legislative repeal of current laws. In this
way “South Africa can take a place
among the nations of the world that are
seeking to solve a domestic problem of
world proportions.”

CHURCHES AID YUGOSLAV
FLOOD SURVIVORS

(Geneva). — Churches in Germany
through their Bread for the World cam­
paign and Dutch Protestant churches
contributed $10,000 to aid the survivors
of floods which ravaged a part of Zagreb
and other areas in northwestern Yugo­
slavia in late October. An' estimated
10,000 dwellings were destroyed and some
40,000 persons were evacuated. The funds
were channelled through the Division of
Inter-Church Aid, Refugee, and World
Service of the World Council of Chur­
ches. The Dutch funds were gathered
in an appeal issued through a church-
sponsored radio programme known as
“Wild Geese.”

Church World Service, aid agency of
the U.SA. churches, forwarded 5,000
blankets by military air transport.

More gratifying,
however, was a recent invitation to at­
tend the Christmas Party of the Re­
tarded Teenagers.

The gaily decorated hall was little dif­
ferent from the set-up for any other
Christmas Party and the atmosphere was
just the same. It was the absence of
any apparent difference that was sur­
prising because of the 100 or so people
present, about 70 were retarded teen­
agers.

The young folk promenaded together
to the piano music and laughed loudly
at their unfortunate friends who were
caught in the "forbidden area” when the
music stopped and they had to drop out.
They did the "Hokey-Pokey” and no one
bothered when some put their “left hand
in” instead of their “right hand in.” A
few couldn't accomplish the “turn-a­
round” or other aspects of the game, but
all did what they could and no one
worried.

Father Christmas arrived as everyone
sang Jingle-Bells and all rejoiced at re­
ceiving an ice cream, a small present
and a hand shake from him.

A touching scene was the presentation
by the lads from the sheltered work­
shop of presents, made by themselves,
to some of the staff and committee
members.

The spokesman may have had some
difficulty in framing his words, but he
left no doubt as to his sincerity and
affection for those who work in their
interests. A get-together around the
piano to sing, quite capably, well-known
Christmas carols was a fitting prelude
to a sit-down supper. Parents and
friends enjoyed a quiet “cuppa” and
chat in the kitchen. I was introduced
to one man who has adopted two of
the retarded children who were present.
In the company of such people one can
only feel humble and proud that they,
as parents and friends, have refused to
“hide” their children away from the
community. They have fought for schools
and workshops and with patient love
and understanding they are endeavoring
to ensure that the children receive the
best training and every opportunity to
enjoy the social fellowship taken for
granted by all of us who have been
blessed with a full measure of mental
and physical health.

My visit to the Christmas Party
was not depressing — far from it. On
the contrary, I was uplifted by the
obvious demonstration of so much patient
love towards these less fortunate chil­
dren of God. If he has given them any

compensating gift for their affliction
surely it is that of simple trust.

I was greatly impressed with the
excellent behaviour of the teenagers,
who readily responded to the requests
of those in charge.

Such parties provide an opportunity
for service for our talented church teen­
agers. I was informed that the re­
tarded youngsters really enjoy visiting
artists — and they can get “in the
groove” with all the modem teenage
music and really love it. I know some
youngsters with a “band” who have
promised to take their instruments along
to a party for retarded teenagers in
the New Year. Perhaps this could be
a challenge to teenage groups in other
churches throughout Australia to offer
their talents occasionally to the Re­
tarded Children’s Committee in the local
area. —R.JJB.

SPOTLIGHT ON . . .

Rep®^
Annual meeting time is a hard

time! Auxiliary secretaries and trea­
surers need to be hounded, last
minute sorting of reports, and then
at the meeting a long and tiresome
reading of them. And who can be
anything else but bored and frus­
trated. So some new ideas are long
overdue, and some churches are grap­
pling manfully with the Annual Re­
port problem.

Hawthorn, in Adelaide, has sent me
its report, and it’s a thrilling docu­
ment, as reports go! Done out in
well-stencilled sheets, pinned together
neatly, a cover which makes it look
like a booklet of importance. Inside
it makes great reading. The church
roll strength is set out with additions
and losses, and the church knows at
once what is its strength. Then fol­
lows a list of the Elders and Deacons,
plus the number of times they at­
tended meetings for the year. And
every report is numbered and fac­
tual. At the end is a Directory of
the church and a treasurer’s state­
ment understandable to the unini­
tiated, with last year’s figures set
against the current year. Altogether
a nice piece of work. In fact, an in­
spiration to church secretaries who
want to do a better job. And if they
would like a copy of this report, it
only takes a letter to this writer
and one will be forthcoming!

Behind this commercial for a church
report lies the fact that it came at a
time when I was reading a book
about "The Church and Public Rela­
tions” and a handbook full of hints
on how to put the church before the
public mind. And after reading how
to talk with an editor, what to leave
out in a church notice for the press,
how to use the telephone, what ought
to be said in church letters, and why
advertising is an integral part of life,
I thought to myself that church re­
ports ought to get a "face lift,” too.
And if our church reports are an
“image” builder, then the church will
soon fall apart! There’s an intensity
about the people who advertise the

soap, a dedication upon the faces of
the announcers who introduce the
the show, for this is life to them.
Ah, but in the church report any­
thing will do; so, loosely held to­
gether, without a cover, smudged and
badly roneoed, it finds its way into
the hands of the church member,
alongside the lovely colours and tints
of the paint adverts and the correct
dignity of the financial firms. And
who can fail to feel that this doesn't
rate much at all. The fact that it
is a report on the spiritual verities
expressing themselves in the life of
the body of Christ, that here is
accomplishment at home and over­
seas, that here is the story of souls
won or lost to Christ, that here is
a minister or church secretary pour­
ing out a challenge, this is overlooked.
For sure, this thrilling story of an­
other chapter in the Acts of the
Holy Spirit is worthy of better
things.

Now this public relations business
spreads a little. How we delight in
the advent of the weekly church
bulletin, neatly printed on those
coloured folders. A memento for
visitors, an introductory card for
callers on absentees, a tasteful way
to cut announcements out of worship
services, these folders have a ministry.

And a word about broadcast ser­
vices. Here is the church reporting
again. So, a service worked out to
the last word, one voice instead of
several conducting the service, spirited
singing by people moving from the
back seats, well-chosen and delivered
anthems and solos, a sermon which
is pointed and directed, are all means
of making the image of the church
attractive and meaningful.

And when we consider Jesus saying
“ye shall be witnesses unto Me” we
feel sure that witnessing involves giv­
ing out what has affected us. And
we give it out with all the best tech­
niques possible. So, a good church
report and a good life have a place
in public relations.

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REPORT ON EVANGELISM
-Three Churches Tried Dft!

BY E. P. C. HOLLARD

Two years ago at a Home Mission
Secretaries’ Conference, three churches
in South Australia were asked to under­
take a programme of visitation and
friendly evangelism. Edwardstown church
looked after "friendship evangelism,"
Brighton Gardens handled “visitation
evangelism” without any special services,
whilst Brooklyn Park used “visitation
evangelism" with a visiting preacher.

We report on all three and commend
the efforts to the churches.

BRIGHTON GARDENS.
Home forces were employed by C. H. J.

Wright, who trained his visitors. Dur­
ing the week prior to the actual visita­
tion two prayer meetings were held, at
7 a.m. and 11.30 a.m. For three nights
visitors gathered at the church for din­
ner. Then 28 people, two by two, went
to make 96 calls. Homes of school child­
ren, parents of young people were the
target. Both friendship and committal
were sought. The results are interesting.
The church will receive at least 16 mem­
bers. Some of these are first decisions
and transfers by people who have been
resident in the district. On Decision
Sunday at least 30 of those visited were
at worship. The school reached 329 and
170 were at the Table.

Those who did the calling found an
inner satisfaction in sharing their faith
and witnessing. They are sure that all
doors are still open, and they simply
must enter those doors again.

BROOKLYN PARK.
J. W. Lewis and his team launched

their campaign with a church dinner,
to which the speaker addressed himself.
An evangelism committee began to func­
tion, prospect lists formed and then the
minister trained 23 visitors. They went
out and called on 98 people. There was
a response of attendance from 51 of those
visited. The “climax" (whatever is a
climax in such work!) came in two ways:
five decisions were recorded before the
week of preaching, and I. J. Chivell was
called in for a week of meetings.

Here a different approach was evident.
The speaker stressed throughout the
“Mission to the Family" and nights were
set aside for men, women and young peo­
ple. Questions were submitted by the
people and frank answers given. In this
effort advertising was used unsparingly
through handbills, personal letters, can­
vas signs and invitation cards. During
the preaching week no decisions were
recorded.

Once again the visitors determined that
something had happened within them­
selves and they were willing to continue
serving.

EDWARDSTOWN.
This was a different approach. Through

some period the church has been using
“Guest Services,” in which members in­
vite guests to the evening service. This
has always resulted in splendid attend­
ances and much goodwill for the church.

Not a great deal of personal prepara­
tion of members was involved here, for
the desire was to see if members would
take this seriously, and to discover if
guests would bother to come out during
the week. Special prayer sessions were
convened and enthusiasm built up. One
week of special preaching on the theme,
"What do we really know about the
church?” was planned, with the writer
doing the preaching.

Sunday services were crowded, visitors
or guests attended, and then during the
week these attendances slipped away
alarmingly. However, by the end of the
week it became apparent that a further
week should have been planned, if not
preaching, then at least special visita­
tion. One young person responded to
the invitation. But, the emphasis here
was to inform the friends and neigh­
bours (plus church members!) what the
church was all about. In the strict
“evangelistic” sense as we have known
it, there was a changed atmosphere.

REACTION.
The three campaigns all bring some

reactions which might be noted —
1. The day of preaching missions as

we knew them many years ago, is strictly
limited unless a spectacular effort is
attempted, built around a "personality”
who knows how to use the techniques
of the modern approach to the mind
and emotions.

2. Church members as such are strictly
uninterested in missions unless there is
something within the preaching which
appeals to them. Now this may be some
special subject or possibly the preacher.
Life is too busy to plan for consistent
nights out to listen to some preacher.
(Of course, there is always the loyal
group who will support the effort irre­
spective of the preacher. This becomes
evident in the present concern regarding
Sunday night services.)

3. Is it wrong to state that the average
churchman simply has little real concern
for the salvation of other people? Is
it true that great basic themes like,
“While we were yet in our sins Christ
died for the ungodly,” or “I, if I be
lifted up, will draw all men unto me,”
and so on are not really meaningful to
the church.

4. It becomes apparent that the meth­
ods used by these three churches place

stress upon the ministry of the church
as members go out seeking people for
Christ. For too long the ministry of the
minister in evangelism has been over­
emphasised. An evangelistic people is
also essential.

5. Not every member can undertake
this specialised training and thus should
not be cajoled into doing so. There is a
core within the church which can and
will do this work. Therefore, they should
be continually used as the commando
force of the local church. Even so, a
stimulated membership will undertake
other functions to make a visitation cam­
paign successful. Prayer-groups, friendly
calls, extended hospitality involving tea
and church, are all possible to a large
group.

6. If we are going to use special preach­
ing in a "week of meetings,” then why
not extend that week of meetings to
say, seven Sundays without any through
the week preaching? This might have
the benefit of giving the “special preach­
er” an opportunity to work with the
resident minister through the week. If
Sunday services can be built up for
“specials” then a guest preacher for the
seven Sundays might well be worth­
while.

7. In spite of disappointments and
criticisms, this “home force” effort has
much to commend it. It emphasises the
ministry of the church; it enables the
minister to have a force of people within
who can evangelise at any given moment;
it can create a continual air of expec­
tancy through-the-year instead of the
isolated once-a-mission expectancy; it
can cut down on heavy expense accounts
for advertising which is not always worth
the money used; it shows the un-chur -
ched parents of children in the Bible
School that the area of concern from
the church includes them as well as
their children.

8. The old quip, “You’ll ask me to golf,
but you won’t ask me to church,” is
worth a lot of thought. Obviously mem­
bers of churches will talk about anything
under the sun except their faith. Many
are unaware of the delights to be found
in sharing something we should be sure
about.

9. Let us determine what we mean by
“friendship evangelism.” Do not mis­
use a word here, for “friendship" involves
us. The idea which might now be sug­
gested is that members might invite
another family to be their guests for
the Sunday. If the church service could
be held at 4.30 p.m. all could attend and
then go home to tea and spend the
evening to great profit. If it is a 7 p.m.

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Word Studies In The New Testament...
No. 10. ERR, ERROR ::: BY RANDALL T. PITTMAN

The English verb err' means “to wander; to wander
from the right way: to go astray: to miss the mark: to
mistake: to sin. ’ From the Latin errare, to stray.

In the Authorised Version “err” is a translation of
(1) apoplanao in 1 Tim. 6: 10. In the only other New

Testament reference it is translated “seduce” (Mark 13: 22).
The verb is found in the Septuagint. In Mark 13- 22 the
verb is active and meand “lead astray.” In 1 Tim. 6: 10, it
is passive in form, but has an active meaning, “go astray ”
The Revised Standard Version and the New English Bible sup­
port the meaning, “They have wandered from the faith.”
The verb is from apo, from; planao, lead astray. See (3).

(2) astokheo in 1 Tim. 6: 21; 2 Tim. 2: 18. The word
appears in' one other passage (1 Tim. 1: 6), where it is ren­
dered "swerve.” Stokhos was used of a target or mark. The
a negatives the root, so that the meaning of astokheo is
"miss the mark,” “fail.”

(3) planao in Matt. 22: 29; Mark 12: 24-27; Heb. 3: 10;
Jas. 1: 16; 5: 19. This word is used a number of times with
various meanings: “be out of the way”; “deceive”; “go
astray”; “seduce"; “wander.” In the active the word means
“lead astray,” “mislead.” In the passive it may be used in
the sense “be led astray,” but it also has the active sense

"go astray,” “wander.” Compare the English word "planet,”
which was once thought to be a wandering star.

The noun form is a translation of
(1) agnoema in Heb. 9: 7. This word is used here only

in the New Testament, and means "an oSence committed
through ignorance.” The verb agnoeo means "not to know."
The English "agnostic” is used of "one who holds that noth­
ing is known, or likely to be known, of the existence of God.”
The New English Bible renders Heb. 9: 7, "sins of ignorance.”
See Leviticus 16 for the Old Testament background.

(2) plane in Matt. 27: 64; Rom. 1: 27; Jas. 5: 20;
2 Pet. 2: 18; 3: 17; 1 John 4: 6; Jude 11. This word is
rendered “deceit” in 1 Thess. 2: 3; "deceive” in Eph. 4: 14;
“delusion” in 2 Thess. 2: 11. It is the noun form of the
verb planao.

Associated words are planetes, "wanderer” (Jude 13) and
pianos “leading astray," "deceitful” (Matt. 27: 63; 2 Cor.
6: 8; 1 Tim. 4: 1; 2 John 7). In Matt. 27: 63, pianos has
the article, which justifies the rendering "deceiver.” The
Revised Standard Version and the New English Bible render
it "impostor." In 2 John 7, antichrist is called ho pianos.
The New English Bible translated "arch-deceiver.”

service, then tea first and church after­
wards. And when the return invitation
is extended then the church family has
an open door through which to go with
friendship. This is easy, for ' it does
not involve the church family in too
much discussion, it is only a matter of
“showing hospitality” (good Scripture!),
and letting the Spirit of God take over
as and how he will.

10. In all of the churches mentioned
there was an evident delight in the souls
of those who visited. They had done
something for Christ, they had broken
through social barriers which seemed in­
surmountable, they had gone in the
name of the church in a way which

made the church their personal respon­
sibility. The good of this can never be
assessed.

All of this surely suggests that evan­
gelism never dies, but the methods by
which it is done continually change.
This is no compromise with society, nor
is it an aping of business technique. It
is simply making use of whatever is at
hand to propagate the Gospel of Christ
and fulfil the function of the church to
“make disciples.” Special preaching? Yes,
for sure. Special church witness? Of
course. Ordinary living? Yes, having the
end in view as we take our place in
the life of the church and community?
Is there any other reason for being
Christian?

DR. KING WARNS BRITAIN OF
GROWING RACE PROBLEM

(London). — Dr. Martin Luther King,
Jr., warned here that Britain faces a
radily growing problem of race rela­
tions, and suggested three steps to
overcome it based upon lessons learnt
in the United States.

First, he declared, “insofar as housing
is restricted, the ghettos of a minority
are allowed to develop, and you are per­
mitting festering sores of bitterness and
deprivation to pollute your national
health and create for yourselves a serious
situation in the years to come.

"Second, equal opportunity for educa­
tion, training and employment must be
available without regard to class or
colour. . . .

“Third, the principle of immigration
laws based on colour is totally out of
keeping with the laws of God and the
trends of the 20th century. . . .”

Dr. King, who was in London en
route to Oslo where he will be awarded
the 1964 Nobel Peace Prize, made the
comments in a press conference follow­
ing an evensong service at St. Paul’s
Cathedral.

In his sermon — the first ever deli­
vered by a non-Anglican at an evensong
service at St. Paul’s — Dr. King, a
Baptist, told the overflow congregation
that “the doctrine of black supremacy is
as great a danger as the doctrine of
white supremacy.

“All over the world as we struggle for
justice and freedom, we must never use
second-class methods to gain it. We
must not seek to rise from a position
of disadvantage to one of advantage,
substituting injustice of one type for
that of another . . . substituting our
oppression for another kind of oppres­
sion.”

His plea for moderation was inter­
preted by some observers as directed at
the activities of Malcolm X, the U.S.
Negro extremist leader, also in London
at the time.

(Melb.). The photo on the cover and

the following news item appeared in
“The Herald” for Dec. 15, 1964:—

“It was one of the grandest openings
in Melbourne rail history.

“The Premier, Mr. Bolte, drove a
highly-polished blue train for 10 yards
to officially open the first platform and
new track at the partly remodelled
Princes Bridge station.

Whsn an febitual
Criminal Changes

By A. R. JONES, A.U.A.,
Chaplain of Yatala Prison.

“I am an alcoholic and 12 months ago
I was an atheist, but I prayed and
found God real.” Jack is an habitual
criminal. He has a long record. He
persisted in crime and at last received
the “key.” He will serve his sentence,
but will not be released until the auth­
orities are satisfied that he has been
healed of his criminal tendencies. This
is assured, for Jack has made a spiritual
discovery that has changed his life. He
is ready now for release, but the
authorities have yet to be convinced
that the change is real and permanent.
There is spiritual depth about Jack that
you rarely see in many Church people.
He seems to be on very familiar terms
with God. Recently he remarked, "This
‘bloke’ God works in different ways with
different people." He did not mean to
be irreverent. He just spoke about God
in his everyday language and he would
pray in the same terms. There is often
a deep sincerity in words we may feel
are too familiar. Jack is deeply sincere.
He often speaks of God’s guidance and
power. He is amazed at the way God’s
plan works. He tells of the opportuni­
ties to speak to others about his faith.

A Churches of Christ lad working be­
side him was so impressed by his simple
faith that he asked for the same ex­
perience. He had failed to find this in
his Church life, but here in prison he
saw it so real. He knew what he had
missed and asked to find it.

Jack attends the A.A. meetings in the
prison and tries to share his experience
there, but others do not understand his
spiritual insight and the truth he seeks
to explain to them. He has been read­
ing and studying the Christian way now
for 12 months. He appreciates good
books and has gained much knowledge
through his study.

Whilst in prison he has been be­
friended by a Christian family who re­
gularly visits him, and he says he has
seen Christ in these good people. Their
friendship has meant so much to him.
They have helped him to understand the
meaning of Christian love.

An habitual criminal finds it so diffi­
cult to adjust to new ways of thinking
and living and to accept new values,
that one realises the power of God’s
spirit in the lives of these men when
one changes. Jack is another miracle
of God’s grace and power, and while he
remains in prison will be a power for
good in influencing the lives of other
men.

"MOTHER OF GOD"?
BY CORA CONNELL

This is a title which, as applied to
Mary, has always seemed to me to
contain a suggestion of blasphemy. No­
where in Scripture is the title applied
or is there any claim made on her be­
half to it. That she was divinely used
and honored above all women has never
been questioned, but elevation to a
position which should attract adoration,
mediation on our behalf and an “almost
equality” with the Almighty himself
seems to be right out of character with
the pure, peasant maid who appears
to have been chosen chiefly for her
humility.

It would seem, on the surface, that
since Jesus proclaimed his oneness with
his Father, God — that he was God,
in fact — that it is logical to conclude
therefore that whoever was physical
mother to Jesus was also, in fact,
Mother of God. However, this is only
partially true, because at this point we
run up against the mystery which is
the Trinity. Christ did not ever claim
that all of the God-head (Father, Son
and Holy Spirit) was contained in Him­
self! Although He spoke quite plainly
when he said, “I and the Father are
One”, and, “Whoever has seen me has
seen the Father”, he still found it nec­
essary to inform his parents that he
had to be about his Father’s business:
he still found it necessary to draw
aside to commune with his Father: it
was a voice outside himself which de­
clared at his baptism, “This is my be­
loved Son,” and again at his trans­
figuration, “This is my beloved Son,
hear him”: and it was to a power out-

side himself that he cried in anguish
from the cross, “My God, my God, why
hast thou forsaken me?’

Understanding of the wonder and
omnipotence that is the Trinity — Father,
Son and Holy Spirit — is just beyond
the compass of our puny, human in­
tellect, despite the modern accumula­
tion of scientific achievement we have
managed to amass! And to claim that
one of us could retain her humanity
and yet achieve a quality to be matched
with the "Fatherhood” of God as "Moth­
erhood” of God, would appear to upset
the claim of Christ that the spirit-world
or "heaven” from which he came was
peopled by sex-less beings (Matt. 22: 29,
30).

No, human comprehension has to stop
short at the wonder of divine con­
trivance that, moved by love, caused
the God-head to stoop to reproduce,
through human channels, a part of him­
self, that would bring about not a
“Mother of God”, through whom human­
ity might have access to himself, but a
“Son of Man” who, through daily living
and the physical anguish of human
execution, burial and resurrection, would
achieve for mankind what he was in­
capable of doing for himself.

Surely the purpose of Bethlehem was
not to create a divine mother, for Mary's
humanity appears to have remained un­
touched and according to Scripture, she
bore other sons and daughters. The
wonder that is motherhood and that,
even in this day, is still a divine miracle,
was a part of the original creative work
of the Almighty.

Mary, “Mother of God”? Only in the
sense that she was the mother of his
choice to produce and nurture His “Son
of Man."

OPEN FORUM
THE CHRISTMAS BOWL.

To the Editor,
With reference to “A.C.,” Dec. 8, p. 7,

“The Christmas Bowl," I was particu­
larly impressed with the facts presented
which must make us all think at this
time of the year, when so much is
wasted.

But I believe that some facts were
overlooked by you.

I have before me the Project List for
the 1963 Christmas Bowl of Remem­
brance Appeal which totalled £200,000.
I noticed that of that amount about
£3,000 was spent on church buildings;
£5,400 was spent on various other build­
ings; £3,300 on the training of De­
nominational Theological Students;
£6,500 on church schools and institu­
tions; £3,000 on W.C.C. conferences;
£2,400 on items such as Radio and TV
broadcasting by the Belgium churches,
a “Services Bureau” in Melbourne, legal
protection for the churches in Italy,
etc. £15,000 were used in administra­
tion costs at Geneva; and about £20,000
in full-time workers throughout the
world, including Orthodox Priests in
Australia!

The article asks, “Who cares?” Well,
I do, and I know a lot of other
Christians do. But we also care about
how the money is used. We can’t con­
scientiously give to a body that makes
“hand outs” to all sorts of things.

Besides this fact of misuse of the
moneys received, it is misrepresentation.
All the literature that I have seen in
connection with this appeal has the
picture of the little hungry boy that
we are all so familiar with. It is quite
a shock to find that only a portion of
the money received ever is used for his
benefit.

I shall look with interest to see if
what I have written above will be
printed in the “Australian Christian,"
and I know that others will be looking
also.

REPLY
. The above letter was referred for
comment to the Rev. Harvey L. Perkins,
Acting-Sec., Division of Inter-Church
Aid, Refugee and World Service. Mr.
Perkins replied as follows:—

Inter-Church Aid never gives "hand­
outs.” Projects overseas supported by
the Australian programme have to be
approved by the National Council of
Churches in the country and be listed
for support by the World Council of
Churches. Two of the criteria are that
an adequate measure of self-support be
available and that the project itself in­
crease the potential for self-support.

Inter-Church Aid also works within
defined areas of responsibility. Mr.
Hall's problem is that he has thought it
was limited to relief of the refugee and
the hungry. It never has been so
limited, and our promotion deliberately
establishes the breadth of the pro­
gramme. The "Christians Share” poster
shows five photographs — two are of
refugees, one is of a youth training
group, one of a worshipping congre­
gation, and one of an African driving a
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tractor. These photographs represent
the three main elements of Inter-Church
Aid — refugee service, the sharing of
resources between churches for their
worship and witness and freedom from
hunger. Mr. Hinton’s article on page
19 of the Nov. 24 issue of "The Aus­
tralian Christian” also represents how
the A.C.C. offers the Inter-Church Aid
programme to the churches.

To comment on the particular pro­
jects mentioned by Mr. Hall: To help
in the erection of church buildings,
schools and hostels is vital work for the
mission of the church, especially where
it is in an emigre refugee area, a grow­
ing African city to which the youth are
flocking from the tribal villages for
work, or a country where the church is
struggling to keep open a few schools
against tremendous Government pressure
to take them or close them. In build­
ing operations, the major proportion of
finance is loan funds, and I.C.A. grants
are of the "deposit” proportion.

Once it is accepted that Inter-Church
Aid means what it says — the sharing
of resources with each other by the
churches — Mr. Hall will not be con­
cerned that we are supporting theo­
logical training programmes in pioneer­
ing situations, legal protection and TV
and radio work for Protestant churches
in restrictive Catholic environments, and
the placement of doctors, nurses, tea­
chers and social workers in strategic
service with churches around the world.

I want to assure your readers that
Mr. Hall is mistaken that £18,000 was
spent on W.C.C. Conferences and ad­
ministration at Geneva. £3,000 for
Conferences refers to the meeting of
Asian and African Christians to tackle
their problems and tasks together. The
East Asia Christian Conference is sup­
ported from Australia by all the mission
boards of our churches, as well as by
Inter-Church Aid.

The £15,000 referred to as Geneva
administration is a contribution to a
World Council of Churches Service Bud­
get which covers refugee service offices
all around the world, scholarship, health
and Christian literature programmes,
work camp projects, and placement of
lay workers. Geneva administration is
a very small item in it. And let us not
forget that, although we contribute only .
£15,000 to that Budget, we receive
£66,000 back every year out of it for
the resettlement of refugees’ operation
in Australia.

Sir, it is fervently believed that this
young nation, and especially our political
representatives, would do well to heed the
great lessons of history, as were so aptly
stated by the late Sir Stafford Cripps:

“If man neglects the things of the
Spirit and puts aside the full armour
of God, He will seal the doom of future
generations.”
We therefore respectfully request that

these styles be reinstated in a revised
design of coins, whatever the cost. More­
over, we would be delighted to see the
Queen’s styles appearing (in English) on
the new notes of the decimal currency.

M.L.F. CONDEMNED
(Haywards Heath, England). — Prague

Christian Peace Conference leaders have
denounced plans for the NATO multi­
lateral nuclear force (M.L.F.) and called
upon all nations involved to withdraw
from the plan.

A message addressed by Conference
leaders to churches around the world
said the proposal “awakens the deepest
anxiety” and increases the danger of
the extension of nuclear weapons. They
said it would not contribute to military
security, but, on the contrary, would in­
tensify political tensions.

In another action the Committee
Working Party (executive body) sup­
ported Conference President, Dr. Josef
L. Hromadka’s position protesting nu­
clear testing by the People’s Republic of
China. At the time of the test Dr.
Hromadka told a press conference that
the Conference had repeatedly called for

ATROCITIES RECALLED
(Etchmiadzin, USSR). — His Holi­

ness Vazken I, Supreme Patriarch and
Catholicos of the Armenian Apostolic
Church, has declared 1965 a year of
mourning for his church and for the
Armenian people, and of prayer for
world peace.

A decree issued by the Patriarch re­
called that on April 25, 1915, a massacre
was started in which two million Ar­
menians were killed.

"The entire history of the Armenian
nation is a living monument to our
dead, who suffered martyrdom for the
sake of Christ,” the decree said. “As
Supreme Head of the Armenian Church,
we exhort you on this 50th Anniversary
to make 1965 a year of prayer for the
peace of the whole world, for brother­
hood between the nations . . . and for
the inward peace of all mankind.”
