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NOT SPIRITUAL ENOUGH
A correspondent wrote to take this editorial page to task because, he

says, not enough of the topics deal with spiritual things. On looking back,
it is noted that some of the topics considered recently have been bush fires,
the liquor inquiry in Victoria, the South Vietnam war, the U.S. racial
problem, and the Mt. Isa strike.

After giving the matter some thought, I have to say that I am
quite unrepentant. I am more inclined to be apologetic because of the
many other demanding themes that were crowded out because of time
and space. Still more am I inclined to apologise because I have not more
firmly and directly related Christ to these events in our world.

It would be possible, of course, to write and talk about such spiritual
topics as prayer, baptism and evangelism, without reference to the current
scene, but I doubt if it would be Christian. It would be most unlike “The
Australian Christian,” anyway. This journal has always had its heavenly
vision focused on earth and has tried to make Christ relevant to the
here and now.

Jesus was concerned about people and He was moved with com­
passion by their distresses. He could not have been unconscious of the
social, economic and political problems, which produced many of those
distresses. Jesus was a victim of religious persecution, but1, there were
social, economic and political forces which helped to fashion His cross.

Indeed, we must be careful not to divide life into separate, areas. We
cannot separate a man’s family from his community, nor suggest that
he can eke out his economic existence without reference to politics. Still
less can he make a special box in which he can keep his religion.

Religion is not a separate department of life. It is a part of the
whole of life. Our religion not only affects, it determines our place in
society, our wants and their fulfilment, our voice and vote for,the leaders
of our land.

The liquor problem is a religious problem because it concerns the
health and happiness of mankind. The South Vietnam war is, a spiritual
problem because it coukl engulf the whole world in conflict. The Mt. Isa

-dispute caused division among men who had been friends tynd filled a
Queensland town with bitterness and resentment. Divisions,! anger and
spite are spiritual issues. Bush fires are fanned by hot winds! into holo­
causts which destroy life and property. Surely this is a Christian concern.

The racial problem is the greatest moral and, therefore, religious
problem confronting the world today. A journal that is printed in the
south of the U.S.A, confines its editorials to what are supposedly spiritual
matters. Not one word has been said in the past few months when the
fors and againsts of racism were on everybody’s lips, and not'here more
than in the south. Could it possibly be imagined that Jesus would have
practised such neutrality or indifference? Racial oppression and dis­
crimination are affronts to the spirit of man and a denial of the freedom
which is the heritage of Christ for everybody.

If we exclude from our interest those very things that my st concern
the rest of mankind, shall we not lend weight to the charge that the
gospel is irrelevant? Evangelism, prayer and baptism are al] concerned
with eternal things. They do relate to the next world, but they concern
this world first. It is in this world we face their challenge, and in this
world seek to express their meaning. It is here that we hear the gospel,
and seek to live by it. It is here that we pray for God’s power to be His
faithful witnesses. It is here that we are baptised into Christ: Ithe Christ
who left that world to share man’s pilgrimage in this one.

Our judgment may sometimes be faulty, but at least let us try to
find the mind of Christ for the day in which we live.

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“The Cross f
... and Me!” T

Before the epic voyage of Columbus,
the men who drew the maps of the world
had the notion that the world was flat
and that it spun like a plate round a
centre post — the Cross of Calvary.
Geographically they were wrong, but
their insight was correct. For nothing
else has captured the centre of man’s
thought like the Cross of Calvary.

What was a symbol of death, defeat
and disgrace became the symbol of an
unconquerable faith with a limitless hope.
Yet as men have tried to explain the
cross, only a succession of theories, each
with its strengths and weaknesses, have
risen to confront each other. Most of us,
like Calvin in his Institutes (11, xii 4-6)
prefer to speak the facts of the cross
rather than to stress the theories. "We
know that Christ did actually come in
order to redeem us from sin, and that is
enough.” But it is not enough. We want
to know "How?” and “Why?” and "In
what way?”

Speaking with an intelligent young per­
son I stressed the great facts of our
redemption, and he replied, "So what?
What does it do for me?” . . . “What
does it do for me?” This would be one
of the most important questions we could
ask of the Cross. It is no use knowing
the facts of the Cross or all the theories
about the Cross, if you do not know what
it does for you personally. We know the
dangers of extreme emotional subjectiv­
ism, yet the Cross can only be understood
subjectively. It is only relevant when it
is subjective, when it means something
to me.

Karl Barth, in his “Credo,” makes much
of the statement that concludes the Hei­
delberg Confession, “But what doth it
help thee now that thou believest all
this?” The Cross must not only be a
matter of intellectual understanding, but
also of personal experience.

Probably no-one at Calvary on that
crucifixion day understood better how
Christ's death on the Cross was affecting
them, than Barabbas, whose place Christ
had taken. One poet had Barabbas say­
ing much later:—

G. K. Moyes Is minister of the Ararat church,
and minister-elect for - Cheltenham, Vic,

"I heard a man explaining
(They say his name was Paul)
How Jesus, on that fateful day,
had jiied to save us all.
I found it hard to follow
his fine-spun theory,
but I am very, very sure
He died that day for me!”

“For me.” Paul knew that too — "He
loved me and gave himself for me."
There was a personal, subjective experi­
ence and understanding of the Cross.
The Disciples were not dependent upon
understanding such scriptural explana­
tions as “Expiation,” "propitiation," “re­
demption,” “reconciliation,” "justifica­
tion” or "mediation.” Theologically they
may not have understood what the Cross
effected, but personally they knew. From
one of Paul’s richest passages (2 Cor.
5: 17-20) I am able to see what the
Cross effects ... to me!

1. The Cross Does Something
To Me

“God was in Christ reconciling the
world to himself" . . . this is the fact
of the incarnation and this, when I
ponder it and think of God in Christ
reconciling the world on the Cross, does
something to me. It evokes an emo­
tional and intellectual response to such
love.

“Died he for me, who caused his pain?
For me, who him to death pursued?
Amazing love! How can it be
That thou, my God, should’st die

for me!”
The gospel writers spend most of their
time on the death of Christ. Why? Be­
cause it did something to them! Call this
a moral influence theory if you like, but
when I think of God in Christ, the Cross
does something to me.

For one thing, it encourages my Chris­
tian life. It was Peter who said that
“Christ also suffered for you, leaving you
an example that you should follow in his
steps” (1 Peter 2: 21).

As H. E. W. Turner writes: “No doc­
trine of the Cross . , . which does not

explain how the world is made better
by it, can claim to represent the fulness
of Christian tradition. Again, any theory
which separates the obligation of leading
a better life from the redemption brought
by Christ has small claim for acceptance.”

Another thing the Cross does to me, is
to undergird my Christian understand­
ing of suffering. There was no doubt in
the minds of the disciples that the suf­
fering of the Cross, while in the fore­
knowledge of God, was the result of the
sinfulness of men. Peter, on the day of
Pentecost said, “This Jesus . . . you cru­
cified and killed by the hands of lawless
men.” The passion of our Lord shows
how God will accept any Cross offered
to him and through it achieve his own
purposes. Supremely in the Cross we see
how “in everything God works for good
with those who love him” (Rom. 8:28).

“We may not know, we cannot tell,
What pains he had to bear,
But we believe it was for us,
He hung and suffered there!”

And when I think of that, the Cross
does something to me!

2. The Cross Does Something
For Me

“God was in Christ reconciling the
world to himself, not counting their
trespasses against them.” This was some­
thing done for me that I could not do

for myself. God refused to let my sin
stand between him and me, and because
of the sacrifice of Christ, he did not
count the trespasses.

"Bearing shame and scoffing rude,
In my place condemned he stood;
Sealed my pardon with his blood!

Hallelujah! What a Saviour!”
What happened there for me may be

described as "atonement,” “reconcilia­
tion” or “redemption,” but far more
simply it did two things for me.

It saved me from my sins. We might
ask why atonement was needed anyway?
Why was forgiveness not enough by
itself? Men have tried to explain the
difference between Holy love and Divine
indulgence by theories that centre round
such words as "ransom,” “sacrifice, “sub­
stitution,” and “satisfaction,” and there
are elements of truth in each of these
theories. But as Nels Fere has pointed
out in his book, “Know Your Faith,”
where he has taken every traditional
theory and demonstrated its shortcom­
ings, each of these vital elements of
truth are essential for a complete under­
standing of what the Cross does for me
in saving me from my sins.

It also saved me from my self. It is
my self which lies at the centre of my
sins, and it is my sins that make my
self what I am. But Christ has saved
me not only from my sins, but also from
my self. In Paul's words, “if anyone is
in Christ, he is a new creation; the old
has passed away, behold the new has
come" (v. 17).

Saved from my sins . . . and from my
self; that’s what the Cross does for me.

“He died that we might be forgiven,
He died to make us good.
That we might go at last to heaven,
Saved by his precious blood.”

3. The Cross Does Something
Throuah Me

“God was in Christ reconciling the
world to himself, not counting their
trespasses against them, and entrusting
to us the message of reconciliation.”
Jesus had said that when “I be lifted
up, I will draw all men unto myself."
But having drawn, he sends us forth
with the message of reconciliation. The 

dynamic of the Cross thrusts us into
the world with this message, “We be­
seech you, on behalf of Christ, be recon­
ciled to God” (v. 20).

"The acceptance of this ministry of
proclamation carries with it a position
of privilege and responsibility. For
through the Cross I am given the mes­
sage of reconciliation and the ambassa­
dorship of heaven. “So we are ambassa­
dors for Christ, God making his appeal
through us” (v. 20). This is a privilege
for we have become representatives of
the Most High, speaking on behalf of
God, urging all men to accept God’s
offered pardon. But there is responsi­
bility here also, for this has been laid
upon my heart, and like every candidate
for baptism in the Church of South
India, I must place my hand upon my
head and say, “Woe to me if I preach
not the gospel.”

“O dearly, dearly has he loved!
And we must love him too;
And trust in his redeeming blood,
And try his works to do.”

* * *

There were many people who saw
clearly what happened on Calvary be­
cause they were at the foot of the Cross,
“and sitting down they watched him
there.” But it is not enough to just
see what happens at Calvary. We have
to become involved. Personal involve­
ment will cost, but that cost is ths
cross we must bear if we dare to follow
the Master. ,

“Whenever there is silence around me
By day or by night —
I am startled by a cry.
It came down from the Cross —
The first time I heard it.
I went out and searched —
And found a man in the throes of

crucifixion,
And I said, ‘I will take you down,’
And I tried to take the nails out of

his feet.
But he said, ‘Let them be
For I cannot be taken down
Until every man, every woman, and

every child
Come together to take me down.’
And I said, ‘But I cannot hear you

cry.
What can I do?
And he said, ‘Go about the world —
Tell everyone that you meet —
There is a man on the Cross!”

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From Mangrove Swamp
To A City

A SIGNIFICANT YEAR FOR TOWNSVILLE, QLD.

Townsville — a century has passed
since Andrew Ball discovered the site
for this northern city and John Melton
Black laid its foundations. A century
out of mangroves and swamp to a thriv­
ing city of 55,000 people and growing
every year! 1964 was a significant year
for Townsville, but not only in civic
affairs and community history. 1964 was
a significant year for the Townsville
Church of Christ. The church lacks the
long history of the town, being in its
early thirties, and churchwise the sig­
nificance of the past year lies not in
anniversary but in achievement.

The year opened with the clear real­
isation that everything pointed to this
being a critical stage in the development
of the church.

Normal church life went on as usual
but there were extras. Frank and Win.
Beale and their family shared the last
weeks of their furlough with the church
and provided a tape of Frank Hunting’s
Conference Sermon to the Victorian and
Tasmanian Conference. This address led
to the rededication of life by one man
who subsequently became a deacon. This
was followed by that of another man,
who has recently been asked to join the
church board.

1964 saw the commencement of a Girls’
Life Brigade (3rd Townsville Company)
with an enrolment of 13 girls and three
leaders. A Boys’ Explorer Club followed
— the initial enrolment of four grew to
eleven, and three men served as lead­
ers. Twenty-four young people — many
of them fresh to the church circle —
became involved in the life of the church.

The distribution of weekly Bible Study
Notes, with a first issue of fifteen, grew
to more than forty each week, and
spread. Their use in a weekly meeting
for prayer and Bibla study by a group
of six or seven ladies brought far-reach­
ing results. In one session they faced the
question, “What are we doing for those
in need in the town beyond our church
fellowship? What can we do? ” From
this there sprang contact with the Geriat­
rics Ward at the Townsville General
Hospital and fortnightly visitation among
the elderly inmates began.

Then there was stewardship — Teach­
ing of Giving! The Queensland Home
Mission Committee released their Direc­
tor-Secretary, Alex. Surtees, to head the
Townsville Campaign. Offerings of £7
per week at the time of the visit of the
then Federal Secretary, Stanton Wilson,
in August, 1961, had risen to £13 per
week by the commencement of the full-
time ministry in April, 1962. Giving con­
tinued to increase steadily, but always
there was the dream of subsidy reduc­
tion.

Then June-July, 1964, saw the “Teach-
ing-of-Glvlng” campaign. Pledged com­
mitments of £38 per week were returned 

and offerings soared above that figure —
a budget of £38 per week was settled
on and included a subsidy reduction of
£10 per week as from Nov. 1st — by
coincidence the very day Townsville
moved into its second century!

Gordon Stirling, with his humour and
“Faith at Work” arrived in September,
just prior to Federal Conference. For
ten days the pulse of the work quick­
ened — church life was stimulated as
people lived together, prayed together,
studied together and were challenged to­
gether. Fresh vision came, new insights
were gained as the old truths were said
in startling new ways. And there were
additions to the church.

Some gifts of money have been put
aside, over the period of a couple of
years, as a nest-egg towards a new organ.
“Faith at Work” provided the occasion
to “hatch the egg” and a new Hammond
Spinet electronic organ was purchased
in order to be available for the cam­
paign. Gifts in hand, and subsequent
donations, have left but a small debt to
be cleared from the full purchase price.

The Federal Conference Tourist invas­
ion hit Townsville: 269 tourists descended
on the town in one train load. They
were twenty-four hours late, due to a
rail strike, but that meant they were
Townsville’s guests for both services on
the Sunday. Over 300 broke bread at the
early service on Sunday morning — the
multi-purpose hall was never so “multi”
as on that morning.

As Townsville moved into its second
century in November, not only did the
Federal Home Mission subsidy to the
church fall by half, at Townsville
church’s initiative, and the direct subsidy
paid by the Queensland Home Mission
Committee cease entirely, but the debt
of £1,000, incurred to the Campbell
Edwards Trust at the time of the erec­
tion of the multi-purpose hall in 1962,
was eliminated entirely, leaving the
church but one outstanding property
debt of £500.

This account has said nothing of the
normal current of church life — nothing
of the growing Sunday School, nothing
of Christian Women’s Fellowship, and its
record year for activity and moneys
raised; nothing of the activity of the
Magnetic Island Camp site; noth­
ing of the visits by brotherhood
representatives and others; nothing
of the loyalty and devotion of the mem­
bership in witness, prayer and attend­
ance.

Now we are moving deep into a new
year. Ahead is the prospect of a new
ministry with all that that may mean
in fresh vision and emphasis and new
levels of life and commitment to which
the church may be raised. 1964 was a
significant year for Townsville, but the
best is yet to be.

WINDS OF CHANGE
ANNUAL WEEK OF PRAYER FOR UNITY

It’s a very ordinary phrase: “Winds of
change.” Mr. Macmillan used it in an
address in South Africa. It caught on
and now it keeps cropping up in all
sorts of discussions.

I use it — as others have in recent
years — to describe what is happening
in the field of Inter-Church relation­
ships. If we know our history (and by
"our” I refer to all churches) then we
know that often these relationships have
been virtually non-existent. Each church
has worked in isolation from others,
separated from them by a wall into the
building of which have gone all sorts of
human materials — denominational self-
sufficiency, pride in church tradition and
many others, both base and great.

But the winds of change are blowing!
In the last fifty years in different ways,
in different places and to different
degrees churches have become aware of
their basic unity. They know they all
come from Christ and they know that
all must express his purpose in the
world.

Along with this awareness has come
a quest for visible expressions of this
basic unity; that is, for a common
church life. We may disagree — now,

on what forms this visible unity should
take. But, if unity is God’s will, then
we have to be open to his leading,
believing that he will 'show us in the
future his purpose.

That is why every year there is held
throughout the world the Week of Prayer
for Christian Unity. Unity must start
with prayer and be continually nour­
ished by it. In this week Christians
in different traditions are invited to
pray that God will show his people the
unity which he intends for his Church.

Lunch-hour services will be held in

various churches in the city.
An open meeting of ministers and

interested lay people on Tuesday, May 4,
at St. Barnabas’ College, Belair, at

OPEN FORUM
CHILDREN OF GOD

To the Editor,
I don’t want to join in the Sir Winston

debate from the point of view of “vice
or virtue in a man of stature”, but I
am alarmed at an impression found in
the letter of David McCrone, “A.C.”,
27/3/65.

I don’t know whether he intended the
emphasis or if the printer made a
“bold” stab, but he says "we are ALL.
his children”!

There is no doubt or question in my
mind that at the outset — before the
fall — as God’s creation, we were in a
unique relationship with him. This was
sadly interrupted.

The reason Christ came was to bring
us a saving relationship with God which
action brings us into his Family. Paul
refers to the “children of disobedience”,
Eph. 2: 2, those who walk after the way
of the world and after the evil one. In
contrast to the children of disobedience
we have the expression constantly used
in the New Testament of those who are
“in Christ” as being the “children of
God”, Rom. 8: 1-17. Note also the con­
trast of Gal. 4: 1-7 “no longer servants,
but sons.”

That there is a time or a moment of
transition there can be no doubt. John
1: 12-13. All were created by God, but
only the man led of the Holy Spirit can
call God "Father”, because he is in
God’s family.

Unless we see that Christ came to
save man first and then to fit them to
live in harmony with God’s will our
Christian Education will be of a sub­
standard nature. We will simply be
building a crust over decaying founda­
tions — not only deceiving ourselves
but, perhaps, sealing that mistakenly
thought “child of God” for Hell.

BAPTISM.

C. R. Johnson wishes to “re-examine
our dogmatism" ("A.C.” 13/3/65) as to the
symbolic act of baptism.

Karl Barth says, “Baptism is holy
and hallowing, though we have yet to
see why and how far. But it is neither
God, nor Jesus Christ, nor the covenant,
nor grace, nor faith, nor the Church.
It bears witness to all these as the
event in which God in Christ makes a
man his child and a member of his
covenant . . .”

STRAIGHT TALK ON SMOKING.
To the Editor,

It is a little over twelve months since
Dr. Terry, U.S. Surgeon General, pub­
lished his report re the relation of
cigarette smoking to lung cancer, a
committee of ten foremost American
scientists found unanimously that cigar­
ette smoking was a cause of lung cancer
rjid contributed substantially to mor­
tality from certain specific diseases, and
to the overall death rate. A recent sur­
vey showed that 45 per cent of prema­
ture births was due to cigarette smoking.

When one sees the type of cigarette
advertising on T.V., depicting young lads
and girls going into ecstasies over cer­
tain brands of cigarettes, one realises
the callous indifference the manufac­
turers show regarding the health of our
young people. It is obvious that they
are out to induce them to contract the
habit, for their owm financial gain.

E. Foote, chairman of the U.S. National
Inter-Agency on “Smoking and Health,”
said, “It may be said with sureness that
cigarette smoking is today responsible
for at least 125,000 deaths yearly in the
United States. Knowing this state of
things, one wonders what the churches
are doing about it, and it seems to me
that the time has come for some straight
speaking on the subject. I have written
the Federal Minister for Health re T.V.
advertising, and he assured me he would
look into the matter and study the
points I raised, and that I could expect
to hear from him again later on. Seems
to me that when 125,000 people die every
year in one country from cigarette smok­
ing, Christian men and women of the
churches should do something about it.
Something would be done if many mem­
bers wrote the Federal Minister for
Health, R. W. Swartz, re T.V. adver­
tising.” —W. J. E. Lewis.

When Honesty to God Leads to the Confession
That Our God Is Too Small.

We are familiar with the size we
take in headware, footwear and gar­
ments. Ill-fitting footwear causes
pain, ill-fitting headwear and garments
mar our appearance and make us
objects of pity and ridicule. Ill-fit­
ting and crude theology distorts per­
sonality. What size do you take in
religion is a pertinent question. Honest
to God demands a conscientious
answer. A wrong size in religion
cramps one’s style and stunts Chris­
tian growth.

If angels dwelling in heavenly places
were asked to criticise our twentieth
century’ relationships with God, it
would not be surprising for them to
broadcast back, “Your God is too
small.” One of the most observant
Christian leaders of our day has
alerted us' to this fact in his book,
“Your God is Too Small.” Two
friends had listened to a sermon
that had a distinct Calvinistic flav­
our. One inquired of the other, "What
did you think of the sermon?” The
friend replied, “I think that God is
better than most people know.”

Jesus has given the human heart a
capacity for God. “God speaks to
one man in color, to another in sound,
to another in the beauty of children,
to another in the need of the world.
Jesus all through the centuries has
been making the human heart larger
and more human and more apt to
get hold of God and then to want
more of him. He has been, of all
beings, the most intelligent of God,
and most sympathetic with all God's
creatures; the greater interpreter, not
only for God, but of everything in
which God is interested, the bird on
the wing, the flower in the field.” This 

is the reasoning of T. R. Glover, in
“Jesus, in the experience of men.”

“You think as man thinks, not as
God thinks,” was Jesus’ rebuke to
Peter on one occasion when he dis­
closed his undersize appreciation of
God's character. Like Peter, our con­
cepts of God need constant checking,
lest we prove ourselves too little to be
worthy “stewards of the manifold
grace of God.” Jesus encountered
persecution when he told the religious
leaders of his day that their ideas of
God were too small and they were
misrepresenting God. The beginning
and end of all Jesus had to say is
God. He brought a new revelation.
He needed a new name for God and
gave us the name of "Father.”

Because our concepts of God are
small, our age has invented new
faiths, new deities and a new dox-
ology, “Praise science from whom all
blessings flow.” With these undersize
gods we are losing the assurances and
poise of the Christian faith. We live
in an age when the world is expand­
ing. God is not less essential but
more essential in a space age. A
knowledge of the magnificent spaci­
ousness of the outer world requires a
capacity for God as Jesus revealed
him, and a recognition of the spaci­
ousness of the human spirit with
qualities that are eternal.

“How great thou art,” the favorite
hymn in the Billy Graham mission
campaigns contains the upreach of the
soul necessary for true worship. Hymns
of this nature with objective theology
put a content into worship that
changes the size of the worshipper.

U.S. CHURCHES BACK
VOTING RIGHTS CAMPAIGN

(New York). Reports and official church
statements make it clear that the chur­
ches of the U.S.A, are solidly behind
the voting rights campaign now centred
on events in Alabama.

An official statement by the National
Council of Churches’ Commission on
Religion and Race says that “the spirit
of Selma” will endure only if church­
men across the United States continue
to press for both federal and local action
in support of civil rights, in the North
as well as in the South.

While expressing gratitude for the
widespread response made by churchmen
to the Alabama crisis, the statement des­
scribed Selma as “only a skirmish in a
larger struggle going on in the streets of
our cities and in our suburban back­
yards against the degradation of any
man in our society.” The statement
called for “the swift passage of the
strongest possible voting legislation” and
“federal procedures guaranteeing all citi­
zens the opportunity to exercise their
constitutional rights.”

Opposition from Methodist leaders in
Alabama to the participation of clergy
and others from outside the State in
the demonstrations has been expressed
in a recent statement issued by Bishop
Kenneth Goodson, of Birmingham, and
district superintendents of the Method­
ist Church in Alabama. They regretted
this intervention by outside clergy “whose
concerns we do not impugn, but whose
strategy we seriously question, as we
feel that many ameliorating efforts of
native churchmen, both lay and clergy,
will be readily handicapped by this tac­
tic.”—E.P.S.

BLIND JAPANESE
A blind pastor of the United Church

of Christ in Japan (Kyodan) is to visit
Korea at the end of March to study
social work there and to take part in
evangelism. The Rev. Yoshinaga Omura
is secretary of the non-denominational
Japan Council on Christian Evangelism
for the Blind, which sponsors the pro­
duction of tape recordings and Braille
publications, provides scholarships for
blind students, and tries to develop
friendly relations with Christians abroad.
The Women’s Department of the Council
last year sent Braille boards to Korea.
It is estimated that there are 220,000
blind persons in Japan, of whom about
3,000 are Christians—E.P.S.

BIBLE IN BURMA
Burmese Bible Society officials report

a total distribution of 153,180 Scriptures
during 1964 — almost double the figure
for the preceding year. Most of the
Scriptures and nortions of Scripture
were printed locally by the Society be­
cause of a government ban prohibiting
the import of materials from abroad.
The salesman in the Society’s Bible Van,
which goes all over the country, reported
“an extraordinary response from the peo­
ple and a hunger for the Word of God.”

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Ministers In Dialogue
BAPTIST —CHURCHES OF CHRIST MINISTERS CONFER

(Adelaide). The second get-together of
ministers of the Baptist Church and
Churches of Christ has just been held.
Over 50 from the two communions gath­
ered for a two-day Conference at the
Baptist Camp at Mylor in the Adel­
aide Hills.

The first camp several years ago was
more of a “skirmish” to get to know
one another. Since then casual contact
has been maintained, with a joint com­
mittee continuing. The present camp
was the outcome of their work.

Three chosen topics were "Church Gov­
ernment,” presented by Dr. C. Gibson,
the Baptist College Vice-Principal, and
S. Neighbour, our people. “Baptism”
was presented by K. Green, of the Bap­
tists, and G. D. Rose, from Churches CT
Christ. Then “The Lord’s Supper,” by
G. M. McAdam, Baptist, and D. G. Ham­
mer, of Churches of Christ. The closing
session involved a panel of L. G. Gomm
and C. F. Aldis, of the Baptists, and
I. J. Chiveil and E. P. C. Hollard, of
Churches of Christ.

The papers presented were simply a
statement of the present attitudes of
the two groups on the matters con­
cerned. In each paper there was no
intent towards provocation, but a simple,
and in all cases, scholarly statement.
Discussion periods afterwards were ani­
mated and forceful.

The attractive thing was the keen
brotherly spirit evidenced. Baptist min­
isters learned a lot about Churches of
Christ, and we did about the Baptists!
Several pointers are worth mention.

1. The area of ignorance about one
another was too great. However, this
was sorted out in a splendid manner,
with the result that areas of agreement
were rather speedily found.

2. This writer was impressed with the
fact that ministers of Churches of Christ

•have not departed from their New Tes­

tament position held by our "fathers”
through the years. An estimate from
participation in discussion indicated that
there is a solidity of opinion regarding
baptism and the Lord’s Supper.

3. Many of the Baptist brethren, par­
ticularly younger men, on hearing our
statements, found much to attract them.
By the same measure, the discussions on
“church government” gave food for seri­
ous thought from our end.

4. From both sides there was strong
evidence that appeals to "founding fath­
ers” and "our traditions” is almost a
dead letter. Strong emphasis was "what
does the New Testament have to say?"
True, Alexander Campbell got some
mention, but Paul got a lot more!

5. The Baptists, particularly the S.A.
brethren, have their own problems, and
discussions at the "Baptism” session,
and at the panel level, revealed that the
"open membership" question has to be
settled by themselves before much more
can be done.

It had been arranged that the same
papers were to be presented at a Lay­
mens’ Camp the week afterwards. How­
ever, this had to be deferred owing to
lack of response from the men of both
groups. The Committee is pushing on
and will soon announce several weekend
sessions and area sessions so that the
impetus will not be lost, and the men
who did register will not be disappointed.

All concerned with the Ministers’
Camp are very happy with the cordial
relationships and possible future. Even
so, wise thinking will reveal that haste
would be tragic. Years ago haste got
in the way of progress. It took hundreds
of years to create the disunity, it cannot
be undone overnight, or through a few
conferences. Much prayer, much hon­
est appraisal and a willingness to see
points of view will take time.

QUESTING

WITH

A. E. WHITE

I would like to have a worthwhile
prayer life. I realise that just saying
my prayers is not enough. When I try
any other kind of praying, my mind
wanders. I don’t pray for material things
because I think it’s selfish. I am hot
sure whether to pray for the safety of
my loved ones, because I don't think God
stops drunken drivers. In fact, I am
sure God knows my needs a lot better
than, I do, and I am happy for him to
direct my life. So what is the point of
my praying for things? Yet I know I
ought to pray, and I know that prayer
changes things, and I believe that prayer
should help me in some way. I have tried
different methods of praying and have
not found them to work very welL

In your question you managed to get
rid of most of the obstacles to prayer.
You have abandoned the idea that God
is to be used to shower us with gifts like
a wealthy and indulgent uncle. To know
God is not to be in a privileged posi­
tion to receive but in a privileged posi­
tion to give.

While it can be selfish and narrowing
to pray for material things for yourself.
it need not be. It cannot be said that
you should never ask for things for your­
self. In the example of prayer which
Jesus gave his disciples he included the
words, "Give us this day our daily bread.”
He gave it in the plural form, but indi­
viduals can use it, and it would not pre­
clude us from asking for other things.
We do not live by bread alone. To ask
God for our daily needs is to recognise
that he is the source of all that comes
to us.

It is, however, doubly rewarding when
we pray that others may have the material
things they desperately need. Doubly
rewarding, because God may help you to
answer the prayers, and because prayer
can change things for others. The
answers may not come in pennies from
heaven, but in the sacrificial sharing of
those who have with those who have not.
Prayer is not only communion and com­
munication between a person and his
God. Channels of grace can be opened
up for others.

It is also in order to pray for our
loved ones. Here again there are prob­
lems. We shrink from asking protection
for our own if this means special priv­
ileges which the un-prayed for cannot
have. But in the Garden before the
Cross. Jesus prayed both for himself and
for his closest friends. He went on to his
death and his friends to failure, never­
theless, his prayer was answered. (Next
week: more about prayer.)
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"SUPPOSE IT WERE MY SOUL!"
Within a few weeks 162 elders and 536

deacons in Churches of Christ in South
Australia will be studying a document
prepared by the Home Mission Depart­
ment. Behind this is an interesting story
of concern.

Through the years our churches re­
port an alarming set of figures in the
Year Books indicating a considerable
‘'inactive roll” and a grim story of
"revision of roll.” A sub-Committee
was set up to investigate the matter,
and have now prepared the mentioned
document.

It is often said that numbers aren’t
important. Accepting this as a fallacy,
on the grounds that each cipher rep­
resents a human soul, and that God at
least, is interested in human souls, the
Department believes that numbers are
important. Important enough for all to
ask, "Suppose it were my soul!”

The document with this heading, sim­
ply faces elders and deacons with a
series of questions, propounds sugges­
tions and includes figures for the last
eight years for every church in the Con­
ference. An elder in each church is
being asked to head up a special meeting

with his fellow-elders and the deacons,
away from the confines of the regular
Board meeting and the church building.
At this meeting (or any number of
meetings which might subsequently be
called), careful and prayerful considera­
tion will be given to the document.
Assessment sheets will be filled in by
each elder and deacon and the com­
plete picture of thinking and concern
may become available.

It is not expected that all inactive
members will be reclaimed, that revision
of rolls will cease, but it is expected
that the loopholes through which peo­
ple "escape from the Kingdom" may be
blocked, that it may be made harder
for people to leave the church than at
present.

Time now will be the determining fac­
tor for results. It is believed that every
elder and deacon in the S.A. brotherhood
will undertake this with extreme urgency,
that it will not be shelved or passed to
a sub-committee.

After the passage of several months it
is hoped to publish further information
which may be of use to other churches
in the brotherhood.—E. P. C. Hollard.

A fence was built around a section of
water to deter any stray crocodiles that
may be drifting by. A small change
room was built and an arch over the
entrance into the water.

Christians from Tung and Bunapas
were present, as well as village people
from Unkanan, a village more than half
an hour’s walk away, and people from

Abegany, a village from beyond Tung
and Pir who had come to buy meat.

The Baptismal and Communion ser­
vices were conducted by John Bolton,
with several other missionaries taking
part. The baptisms were conducted by
myself, and I also spoke at the Com­
munion service. It was a thrill to see
the expression on the faces of the three
who were being baptized as they came
down into the water and rose again to
walk in newness of life.

At the Communion service, the first
in the church building at Asau, we had
fourteen communicants representing Tung,
Bunapas and ourselves. Some read the
Scripture lessons and various others of
the native Christians took part. In all
it was a great witness to the folk who
attended.

Bunapas is the site chosen for the
Paternoster Memorial Hospital which is
now under construction. We have ex­
perienced many setbacks in its progress.
Recently a change in the course of the
river upstream has made the current
wash away the banks of the original
site. This was considered a definite dan­
ger to the future of the buildings. The
decision was then made to move the site
to the position planned for houses and
the houses relocated. It was impossible
to foresee such a thing happening.

Word Studies In The iew Testament
No. 16 — FORBEAR

The Oxford Dictionary defines the verb “forbear”: abstain
or refrain from; not use or mention; be patient. The pre­
fix “for” is used in various senses, including abstention, and
the verb “bear” is the English form of an Indo-European
root, which gives phero in Greek and fcro in Latin, both with
the meaning “I bear” or "I carry.”

In the Authorised Version the verb "forbear” is a trans­
lation of

(1) anekhomai in Eph. 4: 2; Col. 3: 13. Elsewhere the
translations are: “bear with” (Acts 18: 14; 2 Cor. 11: 1, 4);
“endure” (2 Thess. 1: 4 in most Texts, but Vaticanus reads
enekhomai, I am loaded down with; 2 Tim. 4: 3); “suffer11
(Matt. 17: 17; Mark 9: 19; Luke 9: 41; 1 Cor. 4: 12; 2 Cor.
11: 19, 20; Heb. 13: 22).

The Cambridge Greek Testament gives the meaning of
Eph. 4: 2, "putting up with one another.” Phillips translates,
“making allowances for each other."

In Rom. 2: 4; 3: 25, a related noun, anokhe, is used of
the forbearance of God.

Both anekhomai and a'nokhe are compounds of ana, up;
ekho, I hold.

(2) aniemi in Eph. 6: 9. In the other instances of the
word, the translations are “leave” (Heb. 13: 5); “loose”
(Acts 16: 26; 27: 40).

Lexicon meanings of aniemi include: (1) loosen; (2)
abandon; (3) give up. The last is the meaning of Eph. 6: 9.
The New English Bible translates, “Give up using threats.”
A comment in the Cambridge Greek Testament is: “The
tongue is a real source of danger to the master. The servant
cannot answer back, and the master may be betrayed into
acts of cruelty to save his own consistency.”

In the Septuagint, aniemi is found in Deut. 31: 6, 8;

1 Chron. 28: 20, passages which are the background of the
gracious promise, “I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee”
(Heb. 13: 5).

The derivation of aniemi is: ana, in this usage “back”;
hiemi (found only in compounds in the “Greek Bible, but
common in the classics, “I send.”

(3) stego in 1 Thess. 3: 1, 5. Elsewhere translated “bear”
(1 Cor. 13: 7); “suffer” (1 Cor. 9: 12). The primary mean­
ing of stego is I cover, I protect by covering, especially to
keep water in or out. (The cognate noun stege means “roof.”)
Derived meanings are “ward off,” “bear up under,” "endure.”

The meaning of 1 Thess. 3: 1, 5, is obvious, but much
interest centres in 1 Cor. 13: 7. In view of the other word
meaning “endure” or “bear” (hupome'no) at the end of
verse 7, scholars have sought meanings keeping closer to
the root. The Revised Version margin gives “cover.” The
New English Bible renders, “There is nothing love cannot
face.” Dr. Schonfield translates, “Love is ever protective.”
Dr. Harnack took the meaning "of love that throws a cloak
of silence over what is displeasing in another person." In
an article in "The Expositor,” Feb., 1921, G. H. Whitaker,
under the heading, “Love Springs No Leak,” summarised his
findings in a concluding sentence: “It is quite possible that
stcgei is comprehensive, telling us that in all three ways, in
cherishing all that concerns its objects, in keeping their
secrets, and in holding in all words that would do hurt, love
is sure never to ‘spring a leak.’ ”

(4) pheidomai in 2 Cor. 12: 6. In all other instances it
is translated “spare.” These are: Acts 20 : 29; Rom. 8: 32;
11: 21; 1 Cor. 7: 28; 2 Cor. 1: 23; 13: 2; 2 Pet. 2: 4, 5. Both
meanings, spare and forbear, are found in Classical Greek.

(5) In 1 Cor. 9: 6, “forbear” is in the Greek simply the
negative meaning “not to work."

Minnie Lucy Dobson.

After ninety-five years of sorrow and
hardship, peace and hope, Mrs. Dobson
died on March 22 and was buried at
St. Kilda. Her faith was nourished in
the fellowship and service of Christ at
Montrose, Balmain-st., Richmond, and
for more than fifty years at Glenferrie-
rd., Hawthorn. Though unable to at­
tend worship for some time, she regu­
larly contributed to the work as “God
had prospered.”

What a vast field of endeavour is pre­
sented when you confront me with this
question.

I'd like to change the hearts of men
and women everywhere to have them
accept and practise the teaching of our
Lord Jesus to love one another . . .
And the only possible way I can con­
tribute towards any of these things is
by starting in on the one problem I
know best of all, and letting him change
me!

CONGO WORK CONTINUES
DESPITE CHANGING
CONDITIONS

(Coquilhatville, Congo). Disciples of
Christ missionary work continues in the
strife-torn Republic of the Congo. Lat­
est reports indicate that missionaries of
The United Christian Missionary Society
are continuing work in the Coquilhat-
ville-Bolenge area while others have
taken up duties at Leopoldville.

At Bolenge are Robert Tice, Lyle Bren­
neman, Bernard Davis and Donald Mc­
Millan. William Reed and Richard. Tay­
lor, field secretary, are in Coquilhatville.

The administrative council of the
Church in Congo, it was reported, voted
to withdraw Dr. Keith Fleshman and
Donald Angle from Lotumbe. They are
now in Leopoldville, along with Dr. Rob­
ert Bowers and Dr. Gene Johnson.

The area served by Disciples of Christ
in Congo has been the scene of military
struggle in recent months between the
central government and the Communist-
backed Rebels.—“World Call.”

ALICE IN PRISON
AFTER RELIGIOUS RIOTING

Alice Lenshina, of the banned Lumpa
religious sect, and eight of her followers,
were ordered to be detained in gaol by
a special tribunal in Lusaka, Zambia. The
order followed an appeal made by Miss
Lenshina and other Lumpa leaders
against their detention since last August
when they had surrendered to govern­
ment forces.—E.P.S.

(Jerusalem, Jordan). In 1960, a bold
venture began when four blind girls were
received in the Helen Keller Home here
which Miss Christine M. Holmes runs
for the Bible Lands Society.

The great idea behind the venture was
that these girls should be trained to
undertake work that would make them
self-supporting, and to encourage them
in every way to lead active lives as nor­
mal as possible. This was an entirely
new notion in Arab countries, where
the belief prevails that blind persons
are necessarily helpless, and so welfare
efforts on their behalf have tended to
shut them off from the rest of the
community.

Dependence was promoted instead of
independence. It was this that the new
venture set out to correct.

Quite soon the pioneers were joined
by four others and presently their num­
bers had increased to a round dozen.
In 1962, the first nine trainees to com­
plete their courses were granted certifi­
cates as skilled machine-knitters, brush­
makers, basket makers, or as expert in
some other form of handicraft, and able
to work in a factory or to earn their liv­
ing at home. They had also learned
Arabic Braille, to do all their own house­
work, and to manage their personal
affairs.

A milestone had been passed in the
history of welfare work in the Middle

East. Helen Keller, the famous advo­
cate of modern attitudes to the handi­
capped, visited the Home and consented
to be its patron.

The work thus begun has continued
to expand. A constant stream of girls
have been trained and set out into the
world where they are able to stand on
their own feet. A sheltered workshop
has been opened and this employs some
of those who have completed courses.
For others, a home industry programme
has been developed which provides those
who have returned to their families
with materials for their crafts and mar­
kets their products for them.

Other countries in the Middle East
are interested in this experiment and
are now looking to the Helen Keller
Home for a lead in devising ways of
helping the blind.

All this has meant that the centre
has outgrown its premises and made
necessary a big building programme so
that the work can be extended. A site
has been acquired about a mile away
and on this an up-to-date Home is
beginning to be built. This will be
carried out in two stages, and as soon
as the first phase has been completed
the centre will be transferred.

About one half of the blind girls at
the Home are refugees. Many of those
who have been trained have become the
only working and literate member of
their family. Malnutrition is the main
cause of blindness in the Middle East.
so some of these young people who may
have lost their sight through this cause
have been enabled to become the bread­
winners for their relatives.

After training the girls are encouraged
to return home and lead as normal a
life as possible. They are regularly
visited by members of the Helen Keller
Home staff, who bring them whatever
materials may be needed for their work
and collect their articles for sale.

Currently eight trained girls who were
not able to go back to their families
are employed in a sheltered workshop.
They live at the centre, but in a sec­
tion of their own, which is quite apart
from the rest of the building occupied
by those in training.

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TRENDS

To the Editor,
My friend, Dr. Caldicott, under your

heading "The Bells of Anglicanism’’
("AC.”, 27/3/65) makes vigorous pro­
test concerning certain trends as ex­
pressed by writers in your columns, and
suggests that they are influenced by
Anglicans. In fairness to Anglicans,
could I comment as follows:

1. Vestments for ministers were stand­
ardised in the fourth century and were
the normal simple dress of the day, con­
sisting of undergarment, tunic and cloak,
and have remained largely unchanged
since, mainly because ministers, being
conservative, do not initiate fashion
changes.

2. Anglicans do not eliminate baptism
from the plan of salvation, but believe
that it is for regeneration (see “Book
of Common Prayer").

3. The doctrine of ‘‘the priesthood of
all believers” really has nothing to do
with presiding at the Lord’s Table. If
it did. all would have the right to
preside, including the unfitted, and
women! We have always been selective
in choosing presidents. This goes back
to the early second century (“Letters
of Ignatius of Antioch”, 115A.D.).

4. Liturgy was used in the church
from earliest times and was taken over
from the synagogue. The Didache (which
almost got into the New T'estament
Canon), written somewhere between 95
and 115 AD., sets out a commonly used
liturgy for the Lord’s Supper. Liturgy
was almost certainly the church’s ans­
wer to the disorder mentioned in 1
Corinthians 11.

5. Discipleship classes before baptism
are also of early origin, being referred
to in the Didache. Catechumens or
learners were thoroughly taught before
baptism for the first five centuries. One
wonders if the slackening up and virtual
abandonment of such classes after the
fifth century, was in part the cause of
the developing practice of infant bap­
tism !

land!

“Our practice" of the “common priest­
hood of all believers’’ has been sub­
jected to some criticism, and for good
reason; there are places where “our
practice” has not been scriptural. The
basis of the co-operative ministry is not
a universal “right” to minister but a
“gift” for ministry. To plead for the
Scriptures against man-made traditions
is not necessarily to argue for a one-
man ministry, though this would be
preferable to some ministries we have
known.

To the Editor,
I was most impressed to read Gwenda

Rogers’ article on the education of men­
tally handicapped children in your issue
of April 3. The employment of skill and
understanding in such work is realistic
Christianity, whether or not the agency
bears any direct church affiliation.

Addressing the National Rehabilitation
Conference in Melbourne (29th March -
2nd April) the N.S.W. Director-General
of Education, Dr. H. S. Wyndham, stressed
the need for a realistic approach to the
education of handicapped people. The
personality is paramount to the handi­
cap, he said, and education and treat­
ment must take care to direct correctly
their emphasis. Another point he made
was that a realistic approach must recog­
nise that some handicapped people would
never achieve a place in society and
their education must be directed toward
the development of their personal re­
sources. Their contribution was to be
made as adjusted people; society already
had too many "fit” misfits.

Monday, April 12. Luke 22: 1-13. He
went away and conferred with the chief
priests and captains (v. 3).

When temptation comes its result will
depend a great deal upon where we go.
Judas was “of the twelve." But being
counted as a disciple dpes not make
one immune from temptation. When the
testing time came he could as easily have
gone to Jesus. Instead, he went away
and conferred with the chief priests.
This was to feed his temptation and ta
make certain his fall. The word “con­
ferred” is the same word we use when
we talk of communion.

Dear God, when we are tempted, may
we commune with you and not with the
agents of evil? Amen.

Tuesday, April 13. Luke 22: 14-23. I
have earnestly desired to eat this Pass-
over with you (v. 15). I

Jesus was actually present with the
disciples when he first introduced the
Lord’s Supper. He is ! also actually
present when we observe i it every Sun­
day. John Keble wrote that the pres­
ence is “in the heart, hot in the hands.”
The emblems do not contain the Christ,
they simply point to hirp. Keble later
spoiled this thought when he altered his
phrase to “in the heart, as in the
hands.” We need care to ensure that
we do not lose his presence for any
reason.

Dear Lord, you are with us all of the
time, help us to be aware of this because
of the reality of your presence in com­
munion. Amen.

Wednesday, April 14. Luke 22: 24-38.
A dispute arose among them (v. 24).

That the disciples should quarrel at
all over their ambitions for greatness,
seems terrible to us. That they should
do it at such a time and in such a
setting seems unbelievably insensitive to
the unfolding drama of the Cross. Jesus
had just told them that one of the
twelve was a traitor. They were guess­
ing whom it would be, then they began
to argue about the chief] places in the
kingdom. They still believed that he
was to be king. But thd' kingdom they
had been building in their minds was
about to crumble.

O Christ, help us to find our place in
your kingdom, we care hot if our place
is high or low, so long as it is our
place with you. Amen.

Thursday, April 15. Luke 22: 39-53.
And being in agony, he prayed more
earnestly (v. 44).

Whenever we try to use words to
describe the agony of Jesus in the gar­
den we realise how inadequate words are.
This was a real battle which Jesus was
fighting, against a real enemy. He was
not play-acting. He was taking part in
a conflict which he could have lost. He
did not lose, because when everything
was pressing in upon him seeking his
surrender, he surrendered only to the
Father. When he rose from prayer he
was able to face with calm and courage
his betrayal by Judas and his desertion
by the rest of his followers.

O Lord, help us to prepare for our
cross by prayer and in our surrender to
God we, too, may bear it with courage.
Amen.

Friday, April 1G. Luke 23: 1-38. But
they all cried out together, “Away with
this man!” (v. 18).

There are so many villains to blame
while we are praising Christ. There is
Judas, the chief priests, Pilate, Herod —
and they are a sorry lot. But let us
not overlook the people. The people
had heard him gladly, rejoiced in what
he did, encouraged him with their en­
thusiasm, received healing and help from
him, and they had welcomed him into
Jerusalem as a king. Now the people
were calling for his death. Somehow, I
can’t believe that they had all changed
so quickly and completely. I rather think
that this crowd in v. 18 was a different
set of people. They sound like an org­
anised and trained mob, so well trained
that they all cried out together. If this
is so, we may still ask: Where were his
friends? Why were they not there to
vote for him? Maybe Jesus Avent to the
Cross because his friends were just not
there.

O Christ, our love for you is strong.
May we be there to stand for you, even
when crowds reject you? Amen.
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Saturday, April 17. Luke 23: 39-56. He
was a member of the council, a good and
righteous man who had not consented
to their purpose and deed (v. 50).

There was one to stand up for Jesus.
Not one of the Three, or the Twelve,
or the Seventy, not even one of the
Palm Sunday crowd. It was a member
of the Sanhedrin, the very council
which condemned Jesus. He' did not
consent to their purpose and d?ed and
it would have taken a brave man to
oppose these men. His vote was inef­
fective, because he was alone against
their natred of Jesus. But his stand
gave him the right to take in reverence
and love the body of Jesus. We read
that he was a secret disciple because
he feared the Jews, but fsar did not
stop him in this crisis.

Lord Jesus, we are sometimes afraid,
help us to find courage from you. Amen.

Sunday, April 18. Luke 24: 1-12. These
words seemed to them an idle tale and
they did not believe them (v. 11).

It seemed too good to be true. The
preceding days had been so terrible that
the worst of news would find acceptance,
but they could not believe that the hope
they were afraid to mention had been
realised. Yet, here was a group of
women who declared the tomb to be
empty and the Lord risen!

O Christ, by your victory over death,
lift us from our grave of moral dark­
ness and unbelief. Amen.

Monday, April 19. Luke 24: 13-27. Are
you such an isolated stranger in Jeru­
salem that you do not know what has
been going on there these days? (v. 18,
Schonfield).

Cleopas said this to Jesus! Are you
so ignorant that you don't know what
is going on? They did not recognise
this companion of the road. There must
have been some changes in the physical
appearance of Jesus. Notice, however,.
that they still believe in him . . . “Jesus
of Nazareth, who was prophet mighty
in word and deed before God and the
people.” They did not think that Jesus
had been an impostor or weak. They
thought only that evil had been toa
strong.

O Lord, if you come to us in the midst
of our affairs today, may we recognise
you, however you may come. Amen.
