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THE CHURCH SPEAKS
Wouldn’t it be lovely if we could ignore the world around us and

concentrate on church worship and Sunday School teaching? We can t
do this, and if we did there would be plenty to accuse us of being other­
worldly, irrelevant, and remote.

When an attempt is made to express the Christian viewpoint on
social and national affairs, there is usually an outcry of a different kind.
If the church speaks on a social issue like liquor reform, it is accused of
being a group of non-drinkers, arrogantly telling the drinkers when and
what to drink. If it speaks on a national question, such as Vietnam, the
church is told by many to look to its own field. Back to the cathedral
and the chapel!

What is the church’s field? Since it is concerned with the whole of
mankind, there is no end to its area of concern, ft is the church’s
business to consider what is going on in Vietnam. When the Anglican
Bishops and, later, the Australian Council of Churches, spoke their piece
about the explosive situation in South-East Asia, they were acting in
accordance with their great responsibilities.

Maybe the Bishops and the Council were wrong in their suggested
course of action. Even Prime Ministers and military leaders can some­
times be wrong in their judgments. If the Bishops and the Council are
in error, they err in the good company of U Thant, Secretary-General of
the United Nations, and Lester Pearson, Prime Minister of Canada. These
both made submissions similar to the Bishop s proposals which were so
severely handled by Sir Robert Menzies.

The press has been severe also. “The Bulletin.” in a cartoon and
editorial, took a strong line. The cartoon shows an oversized bully
jumping on his small, pathetic victim. Two bishops are looking on and
one says to the victim. “. . . and what steps are you taking for a positive
solution of this dispute?” The bishops are presented in appearance and
posture as ridiculously uninvolved and unrealistic. The imputation of
fatuousness is unfair. The journal’s editorial said, “. . . it is expected that
when such an illustrious body as the Anglican church engages in criticism
of the democratic cause, its criticism should be informed and balanced.
It is to be regretted, therefore, that the implied criticism of the American
purpose in Vietnam did not have the quality of realism.”

Does this suggest that U Thant and Lester Pearson also lack the
quality of realism and that their criticism is not informed and balanced?
How do we know that a democratic cause is at stake? There is no doubt
that the Americans have democratic objectives for the people of Vietnam.
and they would like nothing better than to leave the place self-controlled.
and free from a Communist threat from the north. But we do not know
how the South Vietnamese feel about the conflict. It would be difficult
to find this out. The bewildering succession of governments has been
due to the operation of various pressure groups rather than the will of
the people.

There are also other issues that complicate the affair. In the U.S.A.
itself there is much opposition to the American policy in South-East Asia.
One of the reasons Goldwater was defeated so decisively was the fear
that he would do exactly what is now being done in Vietnam. In South-
East Asia itself there have been demonstrations against the U.S. action—
in Laos, Cambodia and Japan. In Indonesia, also, which may have been
expected. It was not expected that Cambodia would break off diplomatic
relations with the U.S.A.

On one thing all sides to the dispute would agree: Australia is a
part of South-East Asia. We cannot escape involvement in one way
or another. We all had hoped that it would be in a way other than war.
Now that our soldiers are going to fight, we should not ignore other
possibilities of a solution. So far, the Viet Cong and their backers have
rejected a call for negotiation, but we should keep trying to persuade
them as well as the nations to find a peaceful solution.

The church has a responsibility to be informed and balanced in its
statements. It will not be enough to say that the present course is wrong;
we must continue to seek and work for a positive solution. No matter
how difficult and frustrating it may be, the prize of peace will be worth it.
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WHAT BOOKS
HAVE YOU READ
LATELY?

Upon the admission form for an
American university I was asked, with
all intending students, this title ques­
tion. I was feeling somewhat facetious,
so wrote down the Bible and several
other books, which included some pro­
vocative novels. At first the question
seemed a little immature for a Univer­
sity, because one could easily fake an
impressive list which could give you a
literary image. But if we take the ques­
tion seriously it can reveal the coverage
or lack of it in our reading.

Christians, if they are to be involved
at a level which is meaningful, need
not only to read “Good Christian Books”
(I’m not altogether sure what this
means) but also the significant ones that
are capturing the minds of people, for
it is in this context of interests and
environment that we are called to
minister.

Have you read lately anything about
the Negro in United States, and how
he feels? Do you ever wonder what
some of them think about white men?

I would suggest you read, “The Fire
Next Time,” by James Baldwin, which
is a Penguin Book for 4/6. For three
years I lived among Negroes and en­
joyed the experience very much, but
there is still this great gulf in how I
think they think and how they do in
reality. We are in Mr. Baldwin’s debt
for his devastating honesty in the baring
of his mind and soul.

It is of little avail for the Church,
and that means you and me, to think
we know the answers when sometimes
we don’t really knew the questions.
"Why the Negro Can’t Wait,” by Mar­
tin Luther Bung, and "Let My People
Go,” by Albert Luthuli, are important
books that need to be read by committed
Christians. It is only an informed mind
that can adequately understand.

Have you read lately anything about
the Church’s mission to the World? I
am confident that those who attended
the Victorian Conference were constantly
aware of the needs of our world. The
Evanston Report says to us, “The peo­
ple of God are in this world as the
Church, and they are never alone with
their Lord in isolation from the world. It
is the world he came to save. Without
the gospel the world is without sense,

but without the world the gospel is
without reality.”

If you believe this then the important
task of the Church is to come to grips
with the unique mission that is hers.
Peter L. Berger's book, “The Noise of
Solemn Assemblies,” shakes our very
foundations and helps us to see certain
irrelevancies, and ought to act as a spur
for us to be what God intended his
body to be. D. T. Niles once more
places us in his debt with his book,
“Upon the Earth.”

Colin Williams, with his books, “What
In the World” and “Where In the World,”
ought to be read. This Victorian is not
always popular because he calls for
major surgery in order that the body of
Christ might live. But we need to
remember Jesus never won any popu­
larity contest among the established
religious clientelle of his day.

These writers are unsettling, and if
you don’t want to be disturbed and
frustrated I would suggest that the
Beverly Hillbillies be your diet. The
Call of Christ is a serious matter and
those who have discovered Christ in a
very real way will want to share their
faith in an intelligible manner with
your workmates and those delightfully
refreshing pagans we all know and love.

Have you read any novels or plays
lately? I know many are -written merely
to arouse one’s sensual feelings. Yet
some of the most telling theological
writing is being done, not by the theo­
logian, not by the Christian layman, but
by the honest agnostic.

“Mother Courage,” written by Bertolt
Brecht, is the story of the 30 year’s war
during the 17th century. Europe was
ravaged and the dilemma of this woman
personifies the great paradoxes that face
ordinary people. The same problems
Mother Courage faced, we face, the same
contradictions, are ours. We are all
faced with the same dilemma of sorting
out priorities and not just a question of
right and wrong.

James Joyce’s book, “A Portrait of the
Artist as a Young Man,” is a very im­
portant book if we are to understand
the prodigal mind of youth which con­
fronts us each day in the streets of our
city, town, or Christian Youth Fellowship.

For those who are admirers of science­
fiction, C. S. Lewis’ “Out of the Silent
Planet,” has something very real to say
to us in a form which is very readable.
Oyarsa says to Ransom, the man from 

earth, who went to this strange planet,
“You began to be afraid of me before
you set foot in my world. And you have
spent all your time in flying from me.
My servant saw your fear when you were
in your ship in heaven . . . But you hid
among the hrossa and though they told
you to come to me of your own will you
would not.” Oyarsa is the great mind
behind life on this strange planet. As
you wander around the planet you see
yourself in a completely different light,
yet in truth just as we are in reality.
I think it is quite an important book
because it reminds us that no matter
what age we live in the same basic issues
have to be resolved.

Jean Paul Sartre's "Condemned of
Altona,” and Aldous Huxley’s “After Man
A Summer Dies The Swan,” are well
worth your time and money. These
writers, though they make no Christian
profession, portray the situation in which
God has called us to be living witnesses
to the truth about Christ and about man.

Reading can easily become a lost art
with all the pressures that bear in upon .
us. Right throughout the literate history
of man, God, by his Spirit, has chal­
lenged the truly sensitive spirit in order
that we might "dream dreams and see
visions.”

Literature Week is a special focus within
our brotherhood life to help us be more
adequate to share our faith. Our fore­
fathers were great readers. They pos­
sessed no lopsided library, but rather read
more widely, and out of this background
we see a high degree of evangelical
endeavour. I'm sure that if our herit­
age is valid God can stir us through the
minds of the great churchmen, the
social reformers, the novelists and the
playright.

I hope that if ever you have to fill in
a form dealing with your reading you
will be able to answer in the affirma­
tive, “Tve read lately . . .!"

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• CHRISTIAN LITERATURE

A minister was recently visiting the
home of a Senior English Master from
a State secondary school. He found him
engaged in his favourite pastime: read­
ing Donald Duck comics.

Modern literature is vastly different
from that of our fathers. They used
weighty volumes of wisdom with small
type, writers who were over-fond of many
words, covers that were dull and unat­
tractive. Today, books of this type lie
on our shelves to be removed annually
for spring cleaning.

Modern literature is prepared to catch
the public eye; a bright picture on the
cover, a writing style that is easy to
follow, illustrations to lighten the logic.
Yet Donald Duck and the T.V. seem
more popular than a good book.

Perhaps we are not all to blame. The
pressures of modern civilisation force
us to seek relaxation. It remains true,
"All work and no play makes Jack a dull
boy.” The English master loved good
literature, but needed time to relax.

I am concerned that in the midst of
our relaxing we forget the stimulating
of our minds, for congregational govern­
ment demands an informed membership.

We lay great stress on the priesthood
of all believers. With this privilege
comes responsibility. Authoritarian forms
of church government are far more suc-

’ cessful than we are amongst people who
are not prepared to think and study for
themselves. These people are ready to
accept the leadership of those who know.
We feel this form of government is wrong,
yet is it any worse than congregational
government by a people who are not in­
formed as to the facts of the faith, who
are not informed when they are ready to
vote on issues vital to the ongoing work
of the Church?

Certainly we need relaxation in our
reading. Certainly T.V. is relaxing, but
let us not forget our responsibility to
read books that contain information vital
to our knowledge of the onging work
of the Church. Be sure, our Lord will
not hold us guiltless if we dare to
come to any congregational meeting
uninformed about the issues on which
we are expected to vote, and direct the
work of Christ’s Church.

Certainly it was this lack of concern
to be informed that led to the bottle­
necking of Unified Promotion. I am
sure that many of those whose indiffer­
ence led to the breaking down of imme­
diate plans, did not even bother to read
what it was all about.

I am concerned that this same lack
of discipline in our reading will lead us
to lose the vision that made us a people.

S. K. Bannon, until recently minister of the
Berwick Church of Christ, Vic., is now Chaplain
of the Essendon Technical School.
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The lofty ideal that inspired Thomas
and Alexander Campbell to form our
movement was that of a Christian Church
united upon the basis of Scriptural
truth.

Today in Australia, the Methodist,
Presbyterian and Congregational Chur­
ches are studying a Proposed basis of
Union. Last year Federal Conference
voted that we study this challenging
statement, and next year vote as to
whether we are prepared to attempt io
enter into conversations with these
churches.

It is stated clearly in the introduction
to this Proposed Basis of Union that
these churches are seeking to find a
unity under God’s guidance which is
true to the teaching of Scripture. Surely
they are stating, in similar words, the
vision that inspired Thomas Campbell
to begin the “Restoration Movement.”

I am concerned lest our indifference
to reading this statement will lead us to
lose the Spirit of God upon our Move­
ment.

This year, in State Conference, we
could not proceed with Unified Promo­
tion, largely through indifference. What
answer will we give to Jesus Christ, our
Lord, if through this same indifference
to being informed, we are not ready to
vote regarding our relationship to the
Uniting Church of Australia.

Those who have prepared this Basis
of Union do not ask that we agree with
all they say. They do pray that we
will read it and prayerfully compare its
faithfulness to the Word of God. It
builds up our ego to read literature

supporting our existing views, but it
stimulates Christian growth to read litera­
ture that may even be opposed to our
views. What a shock it is, when we
find that the opposing view is more true
to Scripture thah our own. I must con­
fess the shocks I have often received
in this way.

The Proposed Basis of Union contains
statements that will startle you. Remem­
ber, as you read, that Jesus Christ
startled the traditional thinking of his
day, when he walked this earth, and it
is his Spirit at work in this move for
Christian Unity.

I am concerned that amidst the vast
amount of literature available we may
forget our Christian stewardship in
literature.

We talk about stewardship in relation
to our money, our time, our talents.
Christ demands stewardship of our read­
ing also. As there is a limit in our
busy lives to the total amount of read­
ing we can do, we must be selective.

Provocative Pamphlets are a tremend­
ous help in keeping us abreast with the
latest thinking on a variety of Christian
matters of concern. As you begin with
a new zeal for Christian literature, ask
your minister to recommend at least one
stimulating book for your reading at
this time.

Remember: Your right as a member
of Christ’s Church to have a say in its
government demands that you be an
informed Christian.

Recommended for reading about this
time of the year particularly, as prepara­
tion for our remembrance of Pentecost, is
“The Promise of the Spirit,” by William
Barclay. This thoroughly Biblical treat­
ment is yet another gem from the pen
of the renowned teacher and expositor.

So reasonably priced (6/3), it solidifies
the subject for us, crystalising some of
the complications and bringing us face
to face with the many facets of the
truth concerning the Holy Spirit. And
let us admit it, this has long been
needed in a field where our thinking
has so often been vague and undefined.

To begin with the writer involves us
in an exciting rediscovery of those Old
Testament characters, the secret of whose
dynamic power lay in the fact that they
were men of the Spirit. Amongst other
things, these hardy men show us crafts­
manship, the gift of God to them, to
the train driver on the Queensland rail­
ways, to the busy executive, to the house­
wife occupied by her many chores, and
to all who wish to be instruments of
God’s Spirit in what they do.

There is a helpful exposition of sin­
ning against the Holy Spirit, and here

"THE PROMISE OF HIS SPIRIT"

By William Barclay.

Barclay’s interpretation is both comfort­
ing and solemn in its warning. Delving
into the riches of the fourth Gospel one
finds that "the beginning, the middle and
the end of the soul’s surrender to Christ
are the work of the “Spirit” (p. 45). Our
guide takes us on through the Biblical
panorama to examine the Holy Spirit in
the expanding Church, in Paul’s letters,
and in the Church today. Here is a
wealth of material indeed, on both the
personal and the corporate operation and
experience of the Spirit.

Constructively the writer draws us
from a crude literalism regarding Pente­
cost, reminding us vividly that it was
no “flash in the pan” event. Be it in
the immediate post-Pentecost days, or
today, the Spirit is necessary to the
Church, its message, growth, fellowship,
doctrine of conversion, indeed to the
unification of the whole of the Church’s
life.

Here then is a “meaty” book that in
itself will stimulate the reader’s spirit.

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THEY LOVE EXAMS.

NEW GUINEA

We are using the new school building
now. It is much more comfortable to
work in and much more convenient in
very wet weather, for the roof of the
old school, a thatch, leaked rather badly
during the last year of its existence.
The first school day that it rained the
children were quite startled by the noise
of the rain on the iron roof. Rain on
a palm leaf thatch sounds very different.

The children are very pleased with
the new building. The floor has yet to
be cemented, but it is in much better
condition than it ever was before because
it was levelled and had a few heavy
falls of rain on it before the new school
was erected. I now have the best work­
ing conditions of any teacher on our
mission. The smooth floor and an ab­
sence of interruptions from pupils mov­
ing from their seats to dodge the drips
in wet weather saves much time and
effort and makes the job less fatiguing.

The children are looking forward to
an exam, very soon. They love exams.
and are always asking me to give them
one. I don’t oblige as often as they’d
like. It is as easy to test spelling and
tables here as it is in Australia, but our
exams, always include a test in speak­
ing English, which is very tedious and
time-consuming from the examiners’
point of view, for every child has to be
examined individually. There are seven­
teen in Standard II, and seven in Stan­
dard I, and another eighteen in Pre­
paratory, so it takes quite a while to
ask each of them a mere ten questions
in English, and even this doesn’t mean
that I can examine everything they
have learned very thoroughly.

About a year ago copies of the four
Gospels in Pidgin English became avail­
able. Previously we had only the Gos­
pel of Mark in Pidgin English. If we
wanted to use any Scripture from any
other part of the Bible we had to
translate it ourselves first. There is now
a copy of the Gospels under every desk
in school, except for the Preparatories,
who are not capable of reading them.
Just about everyone in Standards I and
H can find John 3: 16.

The Pir Discipleship Class has been
in progress for about six months now.
A few adults have said they are inter­
ested in attending the next class, and
we pray that they will come when the
time comes. We feel quite concerned
about the majority of the present class.
It is not easy for them to make the
right choice for the things of God when
their parents are not interested in
spiritual things. If they don’t realise
the significance of their baptism, it will
mean no more to them than the Roman
Catholic christening they received as
babies. If they are half-hearted when
they are baptized they will be like the
ground where the weeds grew and stopped
the good seed from developing. To
become a Christian is a much harder
choice for them to make than it is for
a person from a Christian home, so we
want them to really understand to what
they are committing themselves.

Bond-Bowden Tent Mission
... Clovelly Park, S.A.

The singing of “To God Be the Glory”
was a fitting climax to what the Lord
had done during four weeks of mission.

Permission to use a strategic site was
withheld until the last minute. But
members prayed in faith and thanked
God when Amoco allowed us the full
use of a site situated almost on the
junction of two main roads. The will­
ingness of another petrol company to
transport, freely, the tent from W.A.,
and then later to return it, was another
evidence of the provision of God.

The earnest, Bible-based messages of
the missioner, Jack Bond, challenged
the church members, as he spared none
in his plea for all to be in right rela­
tionship with the Lord, and then with
one another. This resulted in 43 re­
dedications among those to whom the
Lord had spoken.

The evidence of great interest in the
tent mission was shown, in the sustained
nightly average attendance over one
month of 230. Church delegations came,
and returned. There were large num­
bers attending from the local district
and surroundings, and great interest was
shown by numerous people. Although
there were also 43 first decisions, few
were from outside the church, and this
has given church members an urge to
continue fervent and diligent in prayer.
The preaching of Mr. Bond also gave
all an added awareness of the lost state
of those outside of Christ.

The prayer fellowship was a heart­
warming time, as both Mr. Bond and
Mr. Bowden, the song-leader, encouraged
us to a 48-hour prayer vigil at the week­
ends, in which members pledged to
spend at least half an hour watch in

meditation over the Word and in prayer.
Not only members shared this time, but
also those from other churches and
church fellowships.

On the Lord's Days, too, many mem­
bers bypassed their evening meal to
spend the time in prayer at the tent.
This has brought a deeper fellowship
than ever before, as did the women’s
prayer meetings and men’s early-morn­
ing prayer times.

Mr. Bond’s ministry was supplemented
by the gracious ministry of song-leader.
Bill Bowden. His warmth of spirit and
love for men and women paved the way
for the preaching of the Word by God',s
servant. He was assisted at the piano
by Mrs. Cunningham.

Many said, “We will never be the
same again.” "If any man be in Christ
he is a new creature," and this was the
testimony of many. "I have been a
respectable church member for 20 years,"
said one, “but now Jesus Christ has
truly come in and my whole life is
changed.” “I thank God for teaching
me how to pray,” testified another, whilst
one man said, “Before I liked everyone —
now I love you.”

We saw God at work, and a testimony
time held after the mission witnessed
numbers rising to their feet to praise
God. There were also several who dedi­
cated their lives to full-time service
for the Lord. The final thankoffering
amounted to £950.

Those blessed during this wonderful
time of mission are determined that the
blessing will not be lost, nor the chal­
lenge. Prayer-times will continue, Bible
teaching will be sustained, and converts
nurtured in love and fellowship.

AEROSPHERE CRUSADE AT KYOGLE
D. G. Willis, with the help of several

others, erected the big Aerosphere in
the town of Kyogle, N.S.W., just 40 miles
inland of Lismore, for a two-week cru­
sade. The possibility was discussed with
the elders of the Lismore church, and
the final decision and plans were car­
ried out by Mr. Willis himself.

Kyogle is a small town, with a popu­
lation of those settled in their ideas,
and who are strangers to the message
of the New Testament.

Mr. Willis planned the crusade, with
no support from a local church. On
the contrary, the local churches in­
structed their people to have nothing to
do with the crusade. Needless to say,
this helped the crusade along, as the
people came to see that which they had
been told to stay away from. There was
no permanent song leader, soloist or
musician. These positions were filled by
folk attending from the church at Lis­
more.

The site for the Aerosphere was the
best there could have been, right next
to the town baths and the Post Office.

Prior to the meetings, and also as
they progressed, the evangelist was in­
volved in a visitation programme to the
shops, private town homes and several
country places. No matter how it was
looked at, the prospects for such a mis­
sion did not look bright. Just one or
two families promised to be interested
at all in what was going to happen.

Prom a beginning that could have been
disappointing, with very small num­
bers attending, interest grew. Through
the first week,after-school“HappyHours”
were held for the children, when an
average of 60 per afternoon attended.

On the final Sunday night there were
30 local people in attendance. This was
good, very good, as one considers that
in the average tent mission, if there were
30 unsaved folk in attendance we would
be doing very well. This was the crown­
ing meeting of the crusade in all ways.
Up until this point there had been no
visible responses to the gospel invita­
tion, but on this night there were nine
who openly responded to the invitation.

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"SOUTHSIDE SWINGALONG"
AT ROCKDALE

Late last year the minister at Rock­
dale, N.S.W., C. J. Mackenzie, approached
the young people of the church about
co-operating with Sydney Youth for
Christ in a series of teenage programmes.
The purpose of these would be to reach
the unchurched teens in the area.

The young people received the idea
with enthusiasm. The Y.F.C. team, led
by Barry Frew, lost no time in arrang­
ing preliminary programmes to show us
what “Swingalong” would be like. Be­
ginning in February, and continuing
until “Swingalong” started in March,
Friday nights were devoted to training
sessions in which the Y.F.C. team passed
on to us their knowledge of contact­
ing and counselling teams.

During these weeks leading up to
"Swingalong,” 6,000 leaflets, as well as
posters and folders, were distributed in
the district, especially at the local High
Schools. These carried interesting slog­
ans (“Park your hoss and step inside
for a night in the wild west") and
designs, which were produced by Bill
Black, of YJF.C.

These certainly attracted some atten­
tion, reaching areas on the north side
of the harbour, and as far as ten miles
south of Rockdale. Statistics showed
that about 40 per cent of the audience
each night were non-churchgoers, and
many of these came back night after
night. About 1,200 were reached.

We feel that the main reason for
this was the professional quality of
the programmes, highlights of which
were "Folk Night,” "Rhythm Round­
up” and a "Hawaiian and Calypso
Night." Another reason for the large
attendances was the obvious sincerity
and devotion of the team, both musicians
who told about what Christ meant to

them as teens, and those who gave the
nightly "Sharp Talk to Teens.”

After the programmes, coffee and soft
drinks were available in "Teen Tav-
vern,” members of the Y.F.C. team
remarked that this idea was new to
them, and it proved a worthwhile inno­
vation, for it gave our young people an
opportunity to discuss the programme
and counsel the visitors.

The six “Southside Swingalong” pro­
grammes were a great spiritual enrich­
ment to the Rockdale church, especially
to the young people, and resulted in a
number of non-church teenagers com­
mitting their lives to Christ. Contact
with young people in the district will be
maintained by means of our weekly
"Southside Teen Club.”

This year’s Conference was indeed an
inspiration, and in all respects one of
the best for years. It was marked by
particularly large attendances, magnifi­
cent singing by both choir and congre­
gations, and an exceptionally fine pro­
gramme throughout.

Business sessions, at times well de­
bated, were conducted in a good spirit.
Reports showed growth in almost every
sphere, and indicated a bright future.
Addresses were of a very high order,
an outstanding contribution in this re­
gard being the messages from Stanley M.
Sewell, M.A., B.D., recently from Thai­
land, and en route to become Principal
of Overdale College in England. He and
his wife and four children arrived at
Fremantle on April 10, and thoroughly
enjoyed their stay in Perth before leav­
ing by the “Westland” for Adelaide on
April 15.

THE PROGRAMME.
Conference commenced with a review

of the year by the President, E. C.
Smith, the remainder of the evening
being a Social Service Rally. A very
fine audio-visual — “Investment in Ser­
enity” — showed the development of
Homes for our Aged Folk. An illumin­
ating address was given by Major Hun­
ter, of the Salvation Army. He is the
Superintendent of the Seaforth Home
for Alcoholics, and made some telling
points in regard to alcoholism in the
community. There are about 10,000 alco­
holics in Perth.

Business Sessions were conducted on
April 9 and 10. Saturday evening was
devoted to a Missionary Rally, the
addresses being shared by Sonny Graham,
of Norseman, and S. M. Sewell made his
first appearance. Sonny did particularly
well, and Mr. Sewell gave an excellent
missionary message, with illustrations of
his experiences in Thailand. Prior to
the meeting he showed some movie films
of the people of that country.

On Sunday afternoon, one of the
largest audiences for several years heard
our guest speaker preach what many
regarded as the best Conference Sermon
for some time. It was well prepared,
very ably delivered, and certainly gave
food for thought as we were reminded
of the problems that face the church
and Christians in these very critical
modern days.

If this report appears to be filled with
superlatives, it is unavoidable. The
Youth Night programme was an out­
standing effort. A focus on Girls' Brig­
ade was followed by the introduction of
three young men who had, two days be­
fore, been presented by the Governor
with the Boys’ Brigade Queens Badge.
Then we saw “Let Us Arise and Work,”
an excellently produced play, rounded off
by a message from G. Carslake, of
Kalgoorlle.

The final evening meeting, on Thurs­
day, was well attended. The result of
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the ballot was declared and, by a happy
arrangement, the incoming President,
George Smith, was unexpectedly pres­
ent. He .had returned from England as
a migrant ship chaplain, and spent a
few hours in port on the night before
Conference commenced, but most of the
migrants disembarked at Adelaide, and
on arrival at Melbourne, the Immigra­
tion Department had arranged for Mr.
Smith to be taken direct to the airport.
Besides his introduction and response,
the programme also included recognition
of the outgoing Presidents of both the
General and Women’s Conferences, an
address by K. Turner (Inglewood) and
pictures of and commentary on, Home
Mission work by K. J. Patterson (Home
Missions secretary).

An inspiring Easter devotion held on
Good Friday morning brought the Con­
ference programme to a close. About
900 attended, and the address was given
by F. Rees (Fremantle).

3,273 to 3,333.
Aggregate membership increased from

5,352 to 5,456.
Bible School scholars exceed 4,000 for

the first time — total 4,064.
Offerings for all purposes exceeded

£100,000 for first time — total
£103,468.

Formation of native church at Norse­
man Christian Centre.

Bethesda Hospital extensions at cost
of over £100,000.

Flats and Homes now accommodate
60 aged folk.

Mutual Fund deposits total over
£15,000.

Outreach and Development contribu­
tions exceeded £7,000 for all
purposes.

Offering of £101/18/4 for Preachers'
Provident Fund at Conference
Sermon session, exceeded £100
for first time.

Conference Executive increased by one
— a Home Missionary Commit­
tee representative.

Executive representation on Home Mis­
sionary Committee reduced by
four, and elected members in­
creased by same number. Com­
mittee to appoint its own chair­
man, who previously was the
Conference President by virtue
of the Constitution.

Aborigines Committee asked to submit
to 1966 Conference a report on
discrimination.

World Christian Women’s Fellowship.
Concerning Haiti Project: the first book,
"Hygiene and Family Care,” is now pub­
lished and is being distributed to people
of Haiti. A book depicting the work
of C.W.F. in Australia during past five
years is almost ready, and will be taken
by Mrs. Wylie, Australian C.W.F. repre­
sentative, to the World Convention.
President expressed good wishes and
prayed that God’s blessing would be
with Mrs. Wylie as she travels overseas.

Treasurer’s Report. After drawing at­
tention to the report in the Conference
Handbook, Mrs. Gillespie stated that total
cash giving for past year was as follows:
Overseas Missions, £1,600; Home Missions,
£887; College of the Bible, £187; Abor­
igines, £362, and that £1,139 (including
proceeds from Choral Concert, £101, and
profit from sale of Miss J. Milne's
record, £177) would be given through
Golden Bags to Waterman Memorial
Chapel Building Fund at Monbulk. Over
£1,900 was also given to Social Service
from Annual Women’s Appeal. Atten­
tion was drawn to the fact that Affilia­
tion Fees are based on total membership
of church and not on C.W.P. member­
ship. Words of praise were given to
Tasmanian C.WT. for splendid contri­
butions.

MEW SOUTH
WALES

When the first Conference was held in
N.S.W., in 1885, it is on record that the
President, Dr. Kingsbury, was so stirred
by the message delivered that, at the
final session he was unable to express,
verbally, his thanks and feelings. Now,
exactly 80 years later, our experience
from this Conference was.almost th?
same. The President certainly was not
lost for words, but we were all aroused
by the challenging messages of Dr.
James Jauncey.

As an innovation, one speaker was
engaged for the Friday and Saturday
rallies and the Service of Witness. The
theme which permeated the messages
was a challenge to what the power of
God can do. Dr. Jauncey told us of his
humble beginnings, the problems he
faced, and the hopelessness he once felt.
These had not only been overcome but
gloriously replaced by abundant life in
Christ. The challenge came to each .-t
us that Christ can do the same for us
and make us abundantly useful. Un­
doubtedly the final rally — or Service
of Witness — was by far the best for
many years.

Such a challenge was but a fitting
conclusion to the other meetings of Con­
ference. Frank Hunting had. from his
personal observation challenged us to
our missionary responsibility. The devo­
tional messages of E. T. Hart, F. Ewers,
A. Rae and F. Stow also made a pro­
nounced contribution to the spirit which
pervaded our gatherings.

Mr. Hart had led us in an Onward and
Upward campaign throughout the year.
The result was that we came to gather­
ings in a spirit of expectancy, thinking
in a positive way of what God would
have us do. The business sessions were
better attended than for a number of
years. Much progress was reported to
the delegates.

One of the most pleasing steps taken
was the approval of the Social Service
Committee’s recommendations concerning
a 40-bed hospital for aged and chronic
cases. This is a most ambitious scheme;
however, the Social Service Department
had investigated the matter thoroughly
and thus were instructed to proceed with

the project. Another field of activity for
this committee was the emphasis on
industrial chaplaincy. We learned of the
need in industry for this avenue of gos­
pel witness and of our participation in it.
These two major items are set against
a greatly increased Homes programme.
The past year saw the opening at the
Home at Croydon and the preliminary
steps to the establishing of a Rest Home
at Thirroul.

We were thrilled to learn of the ad­
vances in the Home Mission field. Four
new churches — Engadine, North Turra-
murra, Dapto and Blaxland — are being
organised at the present time and should
all become operative in the near future.
One of these has already been received

into Conference along with two other
churches which the H.M. Committee
helped sponsor recently.

The heartening feature is that these
new churches have been made possible
by the assistance given from well estab­
lished churches. This is an example of
reel evangelistic zeal on the part of the
churches in this State. There are other
centres also marked out for develop­
ment in the near future. It is worthy
of note that 15 churches received help
from Home Missions in the past year.

Most committees were able to report
a similar advance. The Department of
Christian Education now have their new
Director in full-time service. During the
year they also achieved a long-standing
ambition when a new camp site was
opened on the shores of Lake Macquarie.

In addition, the Bookroom has been com­
pletely reorganised, and should now serve
a more active purpose than it has been
doing.

The College Board indicated that their
course had undergone a reorganisation,
resulting in the work covered serving
as a preparation for the B.D. degree
of London University. This will enable
those who desire further study to be
well prepared for it. A part-time train­
ing course has been conducted this year
to help those people in the brotherhood
who feel the need to be better equipped
for their particular avenue of service.

Conference has been examining ways
of financing the expanding work of this
State for some time. As a result a
recommendation was brought to estab­
lish a Brotherhood Deposits Fund. This
will operate along somewhat similar
lines to those already existing in some
other States.

At the closing session a tribute was
paid to the leadership of Mr. Hart, as
President, and Mr. Crawford, as Secre­
tary. Both were given a presentation
as they relinquished these offices. E. T.
Hart now becomes Conference Secretary,
and Colin E. Bowser is the new Presi­
dent. Conference also appointed C. Cole
to the position of President-Elect and
P. Morton to the position of Vice-
President.

THEY SANG THEIR EASTER
I found something different when I

joined the Victorian Baptist Youth Choir
Easter Houseparty. Dominating the camp
programme was preparation for the per­
formance of the cantata, “Golgotha.”

The choir flew Dr. R. W. Beal from
Adelaide to direct the daily “workshops.”
Under his energetic direction, thirty
choristers learnt the whole cantata in
three days, as well as twenty hymns
from the new Baptist hymn book. "For
God is the King of the earth: sing ye
praises with understanding” (Psalm 47: 7)
was a favorite verse of Dr. Beal.

"Golgotha” is a modern expression of
the Easter story, in narrative and song,
written by Americans, Robert and Jeana
Graham. The climax of the camp was
the performance of the whole cantata,
in the hills of Healesville, on Easter
Sunday night.

A full programme was enjoyed by a
group whose welcoming fellowship was
appreciated by a stranger who belongs to
the Campbell Singers, our own recently-
formed youth choir. — John Oldfield.

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THE
COMMUNITY OF PEACE

BY J. E. BROOKE

On the fiftieth anniversary of Anzac
Day, in the midst of the memories of
war, the desire of everyone for peace
becomes the more poignant and passion­
ate. There is a special aptness, then, in
the Easter narrative in the latter part
of the twentieth chapter of John.

It tells how, after the triumph of his
resurrection, our Lord Jesus returned to
constitute and commission that group of
his followers which was to be the
nucleus of his church. The disciples
were huddled together behind barred
doors in fear for themselves from the
authorities who had slain their Lord.
Yet, in spite of the barriers, the risen
Lord appeared in their midst. He came
with the blessing of peace. Twice within
a few verses we read that he said to
them, "Peace be unto you.”

It was more than a mere conventional
greeting. It was a real conveyance of
the gift of his peace. So the church at
its very commencement became a com­
munity of peace. And this was to be
a very important part of its purpose
and programme.

The hearts of men everywhere long for
peace, and it is the mission of the
church, in its Lord’s name, to seek to
meet that yearning and that need. At
a time when people are heavy with the
memory and anxious with the dread of
war, we might well go back to that
Easter rendezvous, to receive afresh the
benediction of Christ’s peace, and learn
how to minister it for him to the needy
world about us.

1. A Proven Peace
Note, first, that the peace Christ gives

to his church is a proven peace. “He
stood in their midst and saith unto
them, Peace be unto you. And when he
had so said, he showed unto them his
hands and his side.” That is to say,
his wounds were to be the warrant for
his words.

All too often, our thought of peace is
unrealistic, because we tend to conceive
it in escapist terms as a sheltered thing.
We seek it in easy circumstances by
self-absorption, avoidance of adventure,
shirking of responsibility, and forget­
fulness of others.

Such peace, however, is too precarious.
It cannot be maintained. Sooner or
later harsh happenings crash through
the protective screen with which we
have surrounded ourselves, and with
the sinews of our souls slackened and
enfeebled by ease, we find it doubly
hard to face such adversity.

We need, then, a peace that is real
and strong. This is the peace which
Christ gives to his own — a peace that
is independent of circumstances, and is
prepared for any trial or demand.

"A peace there is, in sacrifice secluded,
A life subdued, from will and pas­

sion free;

’Tis not the peace that over Eden
brooded,

But that which triumphed in Geth­
semane.”

2. A Propelling Peace
Secondly, the peace Christ gives is a

propelling peace. “Then said Jesus' to
them again, Peace be unto you. As my
Father hath sent me, even so send I
you.” It is a peace, not so much for
enjoyment, as for service.

The great thing in our Lord’s eyes is
not only to have peace, but to give and
to make it. Some are always needing
to have a message of personal peace
preached to them. But true Christians
have such strong and secure peace that
they are able to forget themselves in
care for others. True peace is not
possessive and protective. It is not
hedged around with negations and safe­
guards. It is positive and out-going.
John Ruskin celebrated, “not the calm,
but the givers of calm.” Our Lord
blessed, not the peaceful, but the “peace­
makers.”

“As my Father hath sent me.” He
left that “Fair country where sweet
peace sits crowned with smiles, and did
in pure love descend to die here for our
sake.” “Even so send I you.” We are
to go forth from his presence which
is heaven itself, into a world which is
nearer to being hell. We are sent forth,
as he was, to give and to make heaven’s
peace.

It is our task to beseech men, and to
aid them, to be reconciled to God. As
Christians we are to live in a world at
enmity with God, for the purpose of
leading men to be at peace with him,
and with one another in him. Of course,
we can bring to men this peace, not
by any skill of diplomacy or charm of
manner of our own, but only by being
channels of God’s own love and grace.

At a great student conference in
America, at one session a Japanese stud­
ent showed a film of Hiroshima just
after the atomic bombing. When they
split up into discussion groups, there
was one group consisting largely of
Asiatic students. As they assembled, the
air was full of tension. Immediately, a
Moslem student from Afghanistan ad­
dressed the American leader, “Well, what
have you Americans to say for yourselves
now?” For more than half an hour the
American struggled to justify his nation,
but no one felt that he had succeeded.
The tension was heavier than ever.

Thep a little Japanese girl rose, and
in faltering voice began to speak. Point­
ing to a little Chinese companion, she
told how, when she first came to that
College she had felt embarrassed by
contact with one with whose nation hers
had been so long at war. But the spirit of
Christian love which the Chinese girl
had shown towards her had won her 

to be a Christian, too. As she sat down
in trembling nervousness and tears, her
Chinese friend threw her arms around
her and drew her to her. The tension
was broken. Christian love had shown
the way to peace. It is ours constantly
to foster the spirit that will make such
triumphs of reconciliation possible.

“The Son of God goes forth for peace,
That men like brothers live,

And all desire the others' good,
And others’ sin forgive.

He turns our spears to pruning hooks,
Our swords to ploughshares warm

And war no more its death-blast
brings,

Nor men their brothers harm.”
Martin Luther, though worn out and

ill, insisted on going to Eisleben, to
effect, if he could, a reconciliation be­
tween two brothers, the Counts of Mans­
field, who had quarrelled. He knew well
the risk he ran at this time of the year;
but “when Christ wished to reconcile
men,” he said, “he undertook to die
for them. God grant it may be so with
me.” And so it turned out. He suc­
ceeded in his mission, but the exertion
proved too much for him, and a few
days later he died.

3. A Powerful Peace
Thirdly, Christ gives a powerful peace.

"He breathed on them, and saith unto
them, Receive ye the Holy Spirit.”

Wd go forth to this task of peace giv­
ing and peace making, not in the strength
of our own human idealism, but in the
power of divine inspiration. If we were
dependent only on our own ideals, we
would soon be reduced to disillusion­
ment or despair. But, inspired by the
Spirit of God, whose fruit is peace, we
shall be pressed on to ever more pas­
sionate purpose.

There is no balm oh earth:
Nothing but strife and din,

Relieve us of our dearth,
Spirit of peace within.

Across the sky there dart.
Monsters of strident wing;

But still within the heart
The quiet birds may sing.

The flames of chaos roll,
Mocking our dazed replies;

But still within the soul,
May healing waters rise.

All outward spells are vain,
The victory to win,

Stir, quicken us again,
Spirit of life within!

One of the first great objectives of
the Australian soldiers at the Battle of
El Alemein was to take a hill called
“Tel el Elsa,” “the Hill of Jesus.” It
was a grim and terrible task, but once
accomplished, the way was open to a
decisive victory.

That struggle may be taken as a para­
ble of the fight for peace. If mankind
is to win the peace for which it so
greatly longs, it must first take “the Hill
of Jesus,” the hill on which stands a
Cross, and that Cross is only conquered
by capitulation, surrender, to the love of
God revealed in Jesus.

Let the church lead the way up the
Hill of Jesus, showing the world a proven
peace in the sight of his wounds, a pro­
pelling peace in the urgency of its mis­
sion, and a powerful peace in the pos­
session of His Spirit.

To the Editor,

Maj’ an "innocent abroad" reply to the
informed sagacity of M. E. Elliott (“A.C.”
17/4/65)?

1. I am amazed at the mental gym­
nastics which allow critics to observe
social changes in one State, and without
reference to other States, select one fac­
tor (i.e., 10 p.m. closing) from all opera­
tive factors as the prime cause of change.
Consider the change in social patterns
of living in N.S.W. brought about by
the increase in Clubs from 389 in 1952
to 1,226 in 1962, and by the gambling
machine, with expenditure of £M.200
a year. These factors do not operate
in other States and have no relation­
ship to hotel closing hours.

2. Obviously M. E. Elliott knows noth­
ing of the changing pattern of social
behaviour during the last 10 years in
Vic. . The enclosed tables will help to
show something of this.

3. What an amazing feat of athleti­
cism in logic for M. E. Elliott, in one
sentence, to criticise us for walking
"right into the Phillips’ trap by relying
on statistics which prove . . . nothing
conclusive," and then in the very next
sentence to state, “Statistics prepared
bj' K. Richardson . . . proved the oppo­
site.”

Again, M. E. Elliott innocently selects
one factor in ignorance of the vast
amount of study, research and informa­
tion considered by us. We talked to

dozens of Church and Social Workers
in all States. We sought evidence from
Church and Temperance organisations
without success, .so went after it our­
selves. Ultimately we listened to some
9,000 typed foolscap pages of evidence
and had the benefit of some 160 printed
foolscap pages of study material, now
published as an appendix to the report
of the Commission.

We were originally wrong in only one
point, in that we had said increased
hours means increased consumption. It
doesn’t; other factors operate in this
field, particularly economic ones.

4. K. V. Richardson submitted six pages
of statistical interpretation which he
confesses were hurriedly prepared, based
on the same material used by us and
prepared by the Research Director of
the Commission, from the Commonwelath
Year Book. One of his conclusions was
“one home in every 4 or 5 (in N.S.W.)
has a person in it who has been the
object of Police action for drunkenness.”

Perhaps M. E. Elliott would check
this out.

5. Finally, a comment on the extract
from the Report of the Licensing Bench.
There have been no recent convictions
of Licensees in Vic. for supply of liquor
to persons under 18. A clause in the
Act allows a very convenient escape
from this penalty. There is no provision
for penalty for failure to remove.

However, some interesting comparisons
can be drawn from convictions for "sly

grogging.” In Vic., many of these con­
victions are obtained against cafes and
espresso bars for supplying liquor to
young people.

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of the gospel were baptized forthwith
(Acts 2: 41; 8: 12; 8: 38; 9: 18; 16; 15;
16: 33; 18: 8). Some who already had
had evidence of God’s acceptance through
the bestowal of the baptism of the Holy
Spirit were required to be immersed
in water also (Acts 10: 47, 48).

It is noteworthy here that God's action
in bestowing the spiritual baptism did not
abrogate the Divine requirement for a
personal decision and obedience in, water
baptism. Some who were already recog­
nised as disciples, and were witnessing
to their faith, were led to baptism to
complete “more perfectly” their obedi­
ence and experiences of Christ (Acts
18: 24—19: 5).

While all this is not to say that
God is not able, nor willing, in his lov­
ing wisdom to save some without bap­
tism, it nevertheless surely leaves us
assured of two things:—

In his own plan God has ordained
that baptism should, along with othei
things such as faith and repentance,
“also save us” (1 Pet. 3: 21). It also
makes it clear that baptism is necessary
to round out and perfect our full ex­
perience of the grace of God. Some­
thing is bestowed in baptism which is
not promised in any other way.

Accepting the Scriptures at their face
value, it appears evident that teachers
or preachers who minimise the import­
ance of baptism in, or omit it from, the
Divine plan of salvation, are to that
extent disloyal to the Lord, and bring
the authority of Scripture under a
measure of doubt. It would be well for
all of us, at all times, to prayerfully
ponder 1 Tim. 4: 16 — “take heed to
thyself, and unto the doctrine,” lest we
should be found to be "teaching for
doctrines the commandments of men”
(Matt. 15: 9).

Status seeking and pride of possession
are encouraged as legitimate goals, wor­
thy of human endeavour. Man becomes
important only in as much as he is a
“consumer.” Programmes portray phoney,
sentimental representations of life. The
whole outlook engendered is super­
ficial and unrealistic. It avoids questions
concerning man, his condition, predica-

ment, meaning and destiny. As such
this whole view of man is decidedly
un-Christian.

But what of the Mavis Bramston
show itself? I don’t think one should
condemn it purely because it makes jokes
about sex. There is no human activity
so sacred that it should be spared the
penetrating insight of humour and satire.
Rather, the Mavis Bramston show should
be taken to task for using sex (and
poorly at that) as a prop for an increas­
ing impoverishment of ideas.

To hold its audiences the Mavis Bram­
ston show has resorted to remorseless
"shock” tactics. It has increased the
use of ribaldry and ambiguity with re­
gard to sex. This is not humour nor
is it really necessary.

I refer to two letters in “A.C.” for
6/3/65. E. P. C. Hollard made a strong
protest about the Mavis Bramston Show.
Personally I have found this show very
amusing and thought-provoking and cer­
tainly does not justify the severe action
urged by Mr. Hollard. Several segments
of the show have been serious attempts
to alert people to the tragedy of war
and the problems of human relations.
May I suggest that these segments are
far more effective than most of our
preaching.

Like all of us, your correspondent on
Winston Churchill is entitled to his
opinion of this man who, for better or
worse, dominated a large part of the
20th Century. What does cause me con­
cern is the reasoning expressed in the
letter. To say that Churchill will best
be remembered for bombing German cit­
ies and resorting to the utmost violence
appears to be an unfair judgment of the
man. Several other quotes are also
lifted out of their context. Perhaps we
shall try and evaluate the good that
Churchill did as well as his human
failings.

DAY BY DAY THROUGH EPHESIANS

Thursday, May 13. Ephesians 3:11-13.
I ask you not to lose heart (v. 13).

Paul’s captivity was long and irksome.
His friends were anxious for him and
deeply concerned because of his continu­
ing suffering. In addition to the anxiety
for Paul’s person, the church missed the
inspiration of his leadership. Paul knew
something of the church’s longing for
him. So he asked them not to lose
heart over his suffering. His suffering
was for their glory and they should lift
up their hearts. If they loved him they
should rather boast about his suffering
on behalf of Christ.

Dear God. although we grieve over the
troubles that come to others, help us to
rejoice in their witness. Amen.

Friday, May 14. Ephesians 3: 14-16.
The Father, from whom every family in
heaven and on earth takes its name
(v. 15, N.E.B.).

In the ancient world, a tribe or family
took its name from a distinguished father.
In the Old Testament, we have “the
children of Israel,” "the sons of Aaron,”
“the house of David,” etc. Every family
in heaven or on earth takes its name
from the Father. We are all sons of
God. So often people are over-proud of
their family names. We can be justly
proud of ours.

“Our Father,” we say these words so
often. May we emphasise both words
and remember that as we are all your
children, we are all brothers and sisters.
Amen.

Saturday, May 15. Ephesians 3: 17-19.
To know the love of Christ which sur­
passes knowledge (v. 19).

How can one possibly know something
that is beyond knowledge? It sounds
like a contradiction, but it isn’t. The
word in the original really means “get­
ting to know.” If I study music, I can
know something about it, but the field
of music is too vast for me to be fam­
iliar with it all. What we know about
the love of Christ is wonderful, but we
know only a part of it. As Paul said in 

another place, "Now I know in part, then
I shall understand fully.”

O Christ, what we know seems so
much, but we realise (hat we are just
getting to know you. Amen.

Sunday, May 16. Ephesians 3: 20-21.
To him be glory in the church and in
Christ Jesus (v. 21).

The letter to the Ephesians is in two
parts. This passage concludes the first.
Paul has been focusing our attention
on the great doctrines of the church
and he ends with an appropriate song
of praise. All of the praise is to God
who is able to do more for us than we
can think of in our highest prayers.
The church and the Lord are joined
together in these verses. All that we
are is because of our union with him.

Dear God, we thank you for the in­
sight of Paul that teaches us so much
of you. Amen.

Monday, May 17. Ephesians 4: 1-3.
I, therefore, a prisoner -of the Lord, beg
you (v. 1).

After the profound teaching concern­
ing God and the church, Paul now turns
from doctrine to the practical life of the
Christian. Many of the early leaders of
the church knew about prisons from the
inside, but Paul was easily the best
known prisoner. All of the churches
knew of his bonds. But he never thought
of himself as a prisoner of the Romans.
or a prisoner because of the intrigues of
the Jews who hated him. He was a
prisoner of the Lord, and it was out of
this relationship that he pleaded with
church members to live lives that were
worthy.

Dear God, we know' our responsibility,
help us to fulfil it. Amen.

Tuesday, May 18. Ephesians 4: 4-6.
There is one Lord (v. 5).

Paul lists seven unities. One body.
one Spirit, one hope, one Lord, one
faith, one baptism, one God and
Father. These are bases on which the 
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unity of the church rests. The body is
the church. The Spirit is the life-breath
of that body. The church looks to its
hope, its goal. The one Lord is its head.
and faith is an active trust in him.
Baptism is the witness to our identity
with Christ. Then there is God the
Father — he is above all, and through
all, and in all.

O God, help us to fake these- unities
and make them ours. Not taking some,
and excluding others, but knowing that
all are essential. Amen.

Wednesday, May 19. Ephesians 4: 7-10.
To each of us according to the meas­

ure of Christ's gift (v. 7).
Yesterday, we saw the seven unities

that bind us together. Now we are to
learn that there is variety within the
church. We have all been given the
one grace, but we shall have separate
gifts to express that grace. But like the
grace itself, each gift comes from Christ.

Dear Lord, help us to be ready to
find our task and its resources in Christ.
Amen.
