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TELEMACHUS WILSON
Telemachus was the Christian who, in 403 A.D., climbed down into

the arena at Rome’s Colosseum, made his way between the fighting
gladiators, and called on them to stop killing in the name of Christ Jesus.
Telemachus was brushed aside, but he again forced himself between the
fighters. This angered the crowd of eighty thousand and voices were
heard calling for the spoil-sport’s death. The prefect in charge of the
games gave the appropriate signal, a sword rose and fell, and Telemachus
had given his life to stop the senseless killing of others.

Suddenly shocked into an awareness that they were responsible for the
death of this good man, the crowd fell silent. In a moment of truth
they saw the utter stupidity of killing for fun. The death of Telemachus
spelled the end of Rome’s gladiatorial contests.

The parallel with Mr. Harold Wilson may not appeal to everyone, but
it could mean that Wilson’s political life is endangered by his efforts
on behalf of peace as he seeks to mediate in Vietnam’s arena.

As we go to press, it has been suggested that the mission may be
called off for lack of participants willing to talk instead of fight.

We hope that it does go on. It may fail, but it will have been a
good try. Failure is likely to lead to a weakening of Wilson’s leadership
at home and his prestige abroad.

Of course, there are some who have questioned his motives. It
was suggested that Wilson dreamed up the whole thing in order to bolster
his government’s waning power. But there are always cynics who are
ready to think the worst of anyone. We expect that there were some
who accused Telemachus of engaging in cheap exhibitionism. Well,
Telemachus gained his objective when he lost his life. Whoever leads the
mission for peace, it is not likely to succeed until we are ready in humility
and sacrifice to pay the price of peace.

BLOOD AND FIRE
The nineteenth century was a great missionary era. Robert Moffatt

said that on a clear morning in Africa he could see the smoke from a
thousand villages where the name of Christ had never been heard. In
that same century William Booth felt the call of a thousand London
streets that had denied the name of Christ. In the century when David
Livingstone searched for souls in darkest Africa, William Booth wrote a
book called “In Darkest England and the Way Out.”

William Booth was the missionary who began in London in 1864 the
movement now celebrating one hundred years of devotion to the outcasts
of society. Driven by a hatred of dirt, squalor, and vice, he raised the
banner of “The Christian Mission” in one of the worst areas of the city’s
slums. In 1878 his mission became the Salvation Army and it demanded
a discipline and standard of service as rigorous as any Branch of Britain’s
armed forces. But its uniforms, military titles, and flags, were dedicated
in love to those whom the rest of society found most unlovable.

At first the Army was greeted with hostility by those it sought to
save, and with derision by the “respectable” churches. Gradually, how­
ever, it won its way by the spiritual quality of its Christian devotion.

Around the world today the Christian churches are joining to pay
tribute to a century of splendid witness, and we add our sincere appre­
ciation. But the Army is probably quite indifferent to praise; it will be
busy getting on with its war against vice and need. The only trophies
that it will cherish are those of souls saved and lives changed.

Our own poet, Vachel Lindsay, caught something of the spirit of
Booth and his Army when he pictured the General entering heaven. The
old soldier was banging his big bass drum and leading as weird a band of
Christians as could be imagined. They were the riff-raff for whom Booth
was prepared to die, and for whom his Master did die:

"Walking lepers followed, rank on rank.
Lurching bravos from the ditches dank,
Drabs from the alleyways and drug fiends pale—
Minds still passion-ridden, soul powers frail:—
Vermin-eaten saints with mouldy breath,
Unwashed legions with the ways of death—
Every slum had sent its half-a-score
The round world over. (Booth had groaned for more.)"

The Present
This Conference is an historic occasion

for us, with one hundred years behind
us. We now stand in a period of the
rapid secularisation of society. Man
progressively lives without the hypothesis
of an Almighty God. He questions and
distrusts religious feelings. Churches
seem unsure of themselves. They are
marked by timidity and fear.
Congregational Strength.

You can make statistics prove most
things, but I trust I am objective enough
in my judgment to make some com­
ments. This is what I see —

20 per cent of our congregations are
in the inner city or areas of tran­
sition.

22 per cent of our congregations are
small country churches under 70.

14 per cent of our congregations are
in new areas, without effective
ministerial leadership.

These add up to 56 per cent. 44 per
cent carry the main burden, but I be­
lieve it is less than 40 per cent of our
churches which show any real strength
or by another standard have over 100
members.

As strongly as I can I affirm the
underdeveloped local congregation to be
one of the most significant problems we
have. In the State with the largest
membership, we have this tremendous
problem. Here we have a small congre­
gation trying to perform a multiplicity
of tasks, spreading itself thinly, with
inadequate finance for a basic pro­
gramme. Often lacking leadership. A
membership about 100 or less. Certainly
for the future we need a base member­
ship expectancy of at least 200.

Our actions reveal that we have been
trying to ignore this fact, to escape the
primary responsibility of a local congre­
gation. What is the primary responsi­
bility of a local congregation? Surely
the answer is obvious. We have wit­
nessed the continued nursing in our
midst of institutional structures. They
are ever needing more resources. True
our work beyond the local congregation
is an expression of the total mission of
the church, but there seems no end.

One day the chicken we have been
hatching may emerge and consume us
all. This brotherhood, Australia wide,
continues to promote institutional work
with seemingly little rationale or plan-
ning._______________________________

I travelled too widely last year not to
see the needs of men, but if the local
congregation is to be our basic structure
for mission, and I believe it will be for
many years to come, do not let us neglect
to pour the foundations better than we
have been.
Ministry.

What days we are living through! We
feel the increasing complexities of our
task, the specialisation we need. We
have left behind dogma of the past, we
face a fair amount of theological dif­
fusion. The ministry has passed through
great periods of self-criticism and theo­
logical change before — the controver­
sies of the 19th century, the fashions
peculiar to the decades of this century.
In some ways there are similarities, but
in a real sense I believe we do face
experiences unknown before.

We all face a rapidly changing ecu­
menical situation — a Uniting Church.
I well recall, as a younger man in
South Australian Conference, hearing an
address on the Uniting Church and re­
lated issues. As a younger man I looked
to my seniors for an answer as to what
will happen to us in this new situation.

I sense a restiveness in our ranks. I
recall talking to theological students in
the U.S.A, and sensing a restlessness
which surprised me. In reflection, I
could say then — thank goodness we do
not have this at home, but I see now,
what I did not see then. There is a
concern among us about the local con­
gregation, its role in mission and its
ability to fulfil that mission — a con­
cern about the possible need for chang­
ing structures. And in a changing world
the like of which we know, small wonder.

I do not presume to speak to my older
brethren, and perhaps I presume too
much to speak to my own generation.
but let us temper experiment, concern
or disappointment with patience and in­
extinguishable joy. There is not one of
us, pastor, teacher, Department leader,
who does not feel the winds of change
in his face — we have a great treasure,
a heritage in our hands at the moment —
our churches, our people. Our steadiness,
our convictions, will set the course as we
move into the future.

The Future
Australian Brotherhood.

Historically the States have competed
politically and economically, revealing all
sorts of complexes toward each other.
Religious life reflects this also. Our own
brotherhood manifests wide diversity.
Relationships are not always easy. The
future calls for great statesmanship.

The Ecumenical Situation.
The tide of denominational co-opera­

tion and union is running deeply in
our midst. I see ourselves in the “Wil­
derness” not unlike Israel of old. But
ours is also a pilgrimage of faith. There
are two exciting frontier ventures in
our midst.

At Hazelwood, Anglicans, Methodists,
Presbyterians, and the Churches of
Christ are jointly planning a new church
which is unique in Australia. Scoresby
Road is a new area, where folk from
other churches link with us in the local
congregation’s task, whilst retaining their
own identity with their own group if
they choose. They are Christians in
fellowship.

The Local Congregation.
Recent thought has examined the

congregation’s role in mission. New
structures must be encouraged to reach
areas of life untouched by the residen­
tial congregation. But the local congre­
gation will continue to be the basis
for mission. We must use the means
at hand to renew our congregational
life. Beyond methods, we need motiva­
tion. We settle comfortably and forget
the lostness of man outside of Christ.
Money will be well spent on experiment
and specialised leadership.

Many deplore slow numerical growth.
We may well face more losses and frus­
trations and feel the darkness of our
mission about us. The ministry evidences
concern for changing patterns in the­
ology, church structure and church union.
There are few who do not feel the winds
of change.

Great challenges face us, but in Christ
we have the guarantee that however long
the struggle the victory is sure.
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VICTORY IN LIFE MEETINGS

(Kalgoorlie, W.A.). A week of special
meetings was conducted by Conf. Pres.,
George Smith, with song leader J. Stew­
art, in the Kalgoorlie church from May
30-June 6.

Tlie mission with a difference proved
what it claimed, with a new slant of
appeal. The new man in Christ was
given a Bible guide to face his moral
responsibilities. The practicable impli­
cations of the Gospel’s standards were
presented to face life today.

Efforts to reach post-war migrants were
highlighted on the first Sunday, using
Mr. Smith’s recent chaplaincy experience.
The cripping effect of alcohol was openly
exposed. The road toll of broken lives,
the prison of selfishness, the problem
of escapism were disclosed. Teenagers
entangled with conflicting loyalties were
given solid guidance from Christ’s teach­
ing. A home-centred service reminded
all of God-given responsibilities. The
dynamic of God’s power to give us
the victory in life was positively pre­
sented.

Brotherhood projects and development
were highlighted through slides, night
by night. Statistics never reveal the
depth of the Spirit’s work, but there was
an average attendance of 81 and 5 de­
cisions were recorded. The local radio
and press coverage was excellent.

“FAIRHAVEN” MARYBORWM
(Qld.). Continuing the policy of pro­

viding Homes in Country Areas to en­
able our Aged friends to be cared for,
close to friends and loved ones, the
Queensland Social Service Committee
are commencing a project at Mary­
borough, costing £90,000. Plans for the
first phase, costing approximately £30,000,
have been completed by our architect,
D. Cranston, and tenders will be called
when approved by the Maryborough
Council.

The ground on which the Home is
being erected was donated by a Mary­
borough family. The Federal Govern­
ment are providing a subsidy of £2 to
£1 towards the capital cost, and the

State Government will completely furnish
the Home free.

The property overlooks the Mary River,
is three miles from the centre of Mary­
borough, and five minutes’ walk from
the Baddow church. The name of the
Home, “Fairhaven,” was selected by
popular vote of Maryborough members.

When the overall project is com­
pleted accommodation will be provided
for 70 elderly members, some of whom
will be given round the clock super­
vision by trained staff. To meet the
costs, opportunity is given to friends to
provide memorials to loved ones by
endowment or special gifts.

One of the most popular Radio inno­

vations of Churches of Christ over many
years was the commencement of Radio
Sunday School, which first went on the
air over Stations 6PM-AM on July 9,
1944. On July 11, this year, Radio
Sunday School celebrates its 21st Birth­
day. It has maintained great popu­
larity throughout its history.

The first “Uncle” and “Aunty” were
Uncle Mac. (A. A. McRoberts) minister
of the Maylands Church of Christ, W.A.,
and Auntie Ruth (Mrs. Digwood), also
of Maylands. By the end of the first
year there were 525 registered members,
and a large listening public. At the
end of the first ten years it had 3,433
members, was issuing 241 lesson books
quarterly and 500 children’s magazines.

Early in its history, Radio Sunday
School conducted its own seaside camps
for country members, which were held
at Waterman’s Bay.

After ten years of service, Uncle Mac
relinquished the task, which was
eventually taken up for seven years
by L. G. Cook (Uncle Lloyd), and over
the past three years by Geo. Smith
(Uncle George).

Today it has a birthday list of 1,300
members, scattered as far north as
Geraldton, east to Mukinbudin, and
south to Bridgetown. The listening audi­
ence, however, possibly totals many
thousands.

The session is designed to bring Sun­
day School into the homes of country
and city children, but it has maintained
a strong popularity with adults, especi­
ally the older generation.

The session is conducted from 8.15 to

8.45 a.m. each Sunday, and consists of
a session for juniors, and for intermedi­
ates, together with birthday calls and
news time, interspersed by favorite
hymns, where possible sung by local
choirs, or children’s groups. Occasionally,
visiting missionaries, or special guest
speakers, are invited to bring a message.

Successors to the task of “Aunty”
have been many. Currently, Mrs. Peter
Maiden (Aunty Margaret), of Scar­
borough, is fulfilling this task admirably.

Although this session is conducted by
Churches of Christ, it has a wide accept­
ance amongst Christians of all denom­
inations in its ministry. The Radio and
Television Committee, under whose aus­
pices the session is conducted, is appre­
ciative of the many letters of thanks
and gratitude which have come in dur­
ing recent weeks preceding the 21st
Birthday Celebrations.

The session is maintained by the con­
tributions of members of the church,
together with donations sent in by lis­
teners. The approximate cost of run­
ning the session each year is in the
vicinity of £500.

Attempts will be made to widen the
ministry of Radio Sunday School by ex­
tensive letter writing in helping the
spiritual growth of young and old, and
in answering the problems of the peo­
ple. This ministry will entail the part-
time employment of a typist, and any
additional contributions from interested
friends would be gratefully received.

A RES LOOK AT

BY A. McK. SURTEES

Few words seem to be more open to
abuse than the word “evangelism.” We
talk about it glibly. The word is ap­
plied to all kinds of activities. We refer
to a “growing spirit of evangelism’’ and
it sounds good!

But what is evangelism, really?
The words from the New Testament

giving us the basis for this expression
carry only one thought: the good news
of the gospel and the telling of that
good news through the spoken word.

So when we talk about an “evangel­
istic" church we ought to mean a
church that is actively spreading the
gospel by word-of-mouth contact with
people. Yet I’m not at all sure that is
exactly what we do mean. So often,
I think it would be truer to say that a
church is “gospel-minded” than to say
that it is “gospel-spreading.” In other
words, evangelism is not an attitude,
but an action!

Let’s ask ourselves the question: What
is my church actually doing in the
way of evangelism?

At first, we might be tempted to con­
sider all kinds of activities as qualify­
ing under this heading. For example,
we have perhaps a men’s society which
seeks to reach out and to bring “men
from outside" within the influence of
the church. Maybe we conduct some
kind of social programme — bowls seem
to be a popular choice — and as a
result we are able to gain the presence
and interest of quite a number of non­
members.

So we say that our society is “evan­
gelistic.” But is it? What really do
we do to bring the actual message of the
gospel to those we have managed to
interest? Some brief “devotional” now
and again? But how "evangelistic” is
that devotional?

At the annual Preachers’ Camp con­
ducted at the end of April for the
preachers of our Queensland churches,
a session on evangelism was presented’ 

by the visiting Director of Evangelism
in Queensland of the Baptist Union (Mr.
Reg. Jarrett). Among other penetrat­
ing statements, he said he thought we
ought to distinguish between being
"evangelical” and “evangelistic.” The
first, he said, represented “the truth —
on ice”; the second, “the truth — on
fire!” Think about it for a moment.

He also stated that he had under­
taken some recent research for a paper
on evangelism. This had involved a
close and detailed study of the Book of
Acts. His conclusion? The church in
the present day could hardly be less
like the church of the New Testament
in the matter of evangelism!

This is a startling indictment. Yet
I can’t escape its truth. Having myself
come from a fresh look at the Book of
Acts, with our churches in mind, I’m
forced to agree.

Let’s get back to our assessment of our
church programme. In how many ways
and to what extent is my church tell­
ing the people the good news of the
gospel?

When it comes to actual activities,
let’s ask to what extent is each particu­
lar activity designed to bring the gospel
message directly to those it touches?
This men’s society, for example — how
long could a stranger attend without
being aware of the claims of Christ upon
his life, and understanding the way of
salvation? I venture to suggest that
in many an “evangelistic” church
a man might be a regular visitor to
such a society for up to five years and
still be largely ignorant of the gospel!

Don’t misunderstand me. I know very
well that we need to cultivate people.
We need to reach out and capture the
interest of the man in the street. But
isn’t it true that most times we just
never get beyond the cultivation stage?
Is it not a fact that much which passes
for evangelism in our church program­
ming is really no more than cultivation?
Oh, it's true we have the need of the
unsaved in our minds. We are even
honestly concerned about them. But we
go on being “gospel-minded” without
quite getting to be “gospel-spreaders.”

Taking the whole gospel to the whole world
is the task of the whole church.

Let’s try one more test. Turn to
the Book of Acts and search it thor­
oughly. Then take a piece of paper
(a small piece will do!) and list on it
every kind of evangelism you can find
in that Book which is still to be found
in your local church today. The result
could be most surprising.

Whether we like it or not, the fact
remains that sects like the Mormons,
and the Jehovah’s Witnesses, are far
closer to the evangelistic pattern of the
Book of Acts (practically, of course,
not doctrinally) than we are!

So perhaps we might take a fresh
look at this matter of evangelism. We
might question our claim to be seeking
a restoration of the New Testament
pattern of the church and actually get
down to the practical demands of get­
ting the gospel to people — more and
more people by more and more means.

Until we do, we shall continue to re­
main in the static position which our
membership figures from decade to dec­
ade show. When we do, we shall see
some astonishing things happening.

And above all, don’t let us make the
mistake of thinking that this is a
challenge to the other fellow. It is a
challenge for every one of us — whether
we be preacher, elder, deacon, auxiliary
leader, Bible School teacher, or simply
a church member.

Yes, even if we be Home Missions
Director!

As you. my readers, consider the head­
ing of this article, you are no doubt
remembering some personal experience
with these young folk, especially in their
day and age. We are not able to side­
step the issue, for every day the press
has something to print; are they a
problem to our community, or are they
making an effort to find an adjustment
in society?

What are we doing as a brotherhood
about these boys, teenagers, and young
men? Is our attitude one of criticism,
or are we endeavoring to help in this
“growing up period” in the lives of
these young folk?

Some 30 years ago, the Conference in
N.S.W. were concerned about the neglect
of young children by parents and guard­
ians, and so a committee was formed
to find a suitable home for young boys,
and a boys’ Home was established, first
at Tempe, then Dundas, and finally at
"Dunmore,” Pendle Hill.

The oversight of this work has been
in the hands of a Boys’ Home Commit­
tee. Over the years this work has de­
veloped, with many problems which
have seemed insurmountable at times; but
with God’s help and some wonderful
women who undertook their care as
Matron, these confused and unwanted
lads have received love and under­
standing.

There has been one great problem.
When the lads were ready to face the
world, schooling finished, the question
was — Where do they go from here?
What was their future? This was a
burden on our hearts for years; they

couldn’t remain at Dunmore, and it was
difficult to find Christian folk able to
take these lads into their homes, and
as time went by the situation became
desperate.

So in 1962 we decided on a forward
move. A Young Men’s Hostel was our
aim; but through the wonderful leading
of God, a place was offered and the
Committee accepted the challenge with
much faith and very little finance.

Now here we are in 1965 with eleven
young men. Some come in need of a
home, and we endeavor to make a
real home in every sense of the word,
lads from all walks of life, students,
apprentices, and the lad ready to do
his best at whatever employment he has.

You may ask, is this work difficult?
In one sense of the word, yes. Have you
had nine teenagers in your home with
transistors, radios, tape-recorders? It
becomes quite a racket! Do we have
problem boys? Yes, we have had. Some
we have been able to have the joy of
seeing develop into Christian young men
taking their place in the work of the
church.

It is a thrill when these young men
come to us with their problems, their
joys, and the events of their day at work.
It is at these times we feel that an
achievement has been made as we try
to take the place of mother in their
lives.

It is with a humble heart that I
thank God for having chosen me to
this service for him, and I pray that
many young men will thank God for
the Churches of Christ Young Men’s
Hostel. So we look forward to a future
full of promise in fulfilment.

Our new minister has changed our
order of service. It suited us all right the
way it was. Do ministers have the right
to change things around?

You don't say how much of the ser­
vice was changed. Your question sug­
gests that you are considerably upset,
so I guess that the order of service was
also considerably upset.

I always counsel student ministers not
to make changes too soon or too drasti­
cally, if changes are needed. Any change
that is made is surely designed to im­
prove the atmosphere of worship. It
certainly does not aid worship if half
the congregation is irritated by, what
seems to them, unnecessary changes.

Now it is possible that some changes
are desirable. The order of service used
in many of our churches was established
over a hundred years ago and handed
on to us as though there was something
official about it.

There just isn’t any scriptural com­
mand governing orders of service. Paul
tells us that we should do things decently
and in order, but whether we have 3,
4 or 5 hymns, whether the offering comes
early or late, whether we have one or
two Bible readings, and if we have two,
whether or not they come together,
whether the office of president is given
to the minister only, restricted to the
elders, or open to anyone — these and
a host of other matters are not laid
down by any authority.

When the service in its present form
was introduced, it no doubt seemed right
and proper to those concerned, but that
in itself is no good reason why it should
remain unaltered. Indeed, there is no
strong argument for any fixed, unalter­
able order in which we express the vari­
ous essential elements of worship.

The objective in a worship service is to
offer ourselves to God in response to
his coming to us. That is, to make God
real and relevant. If our services are
not doing this, then a change in the
order of service may help. But if the
leaders are uncommitted or incompetent,
and if the would-be worshippers are
flat and unresponsive, it is not the order
of service that needs changing, it’s the
people!

It may help if your church appoints
a worship committee to assist your min­
ister, first to study the meaning of wor­
ship, then to make it as meaningful
and significant as possible for all who
come to God’s house.

Almost certainly you will find that no
one static order of service will ever
satisfy your needs again. But, what­
ever you do, do in love and concern
for all.

Girls' Tea
With an eye to the future the

is wise planning for the leadership
of the future. The Women’s Presi­
dent, Mrs. J. Pallot, has set as a
motto for the year, “There remain-
eth yet very much land to be pos­
sessed,” and this was made the theme
of the approach to the young women.

Baptist Youth Group Visits
Christian Centre

A Baptist young people’s group was
conducted over the Christian Centre,
Perth, on May 23. The tour of in­
spection covered the main auditorium,
dining halls and smaller halls, the
various offices, the public address and
tape-recording studios, the bookshop,
and the City Church Sanctuary,
which, though part of the Christian
Centre property, is under the control
of the City Church, not the brother­
hood. A special feature was the ex­
planation by the Centre superintend­
ent (W. Calladine) of the worship
patterns of Churches of Christ. A
display of books in the foyer which
had been set up in association with
the Bookshop for Literature Week
attracted considerable interest.

Outreach
There’s an urge in our brotherhood

for expansion. It is pushing out the
walls. A small group meeting in the
Dianella State School is now a con­
stituted church, and is making plans
for a big building programme. Four
adjoining blocks of land were don­
ated, and an architect is to be en­
gaged to draw up a master plan.
The site is opposite the Dianella
School, and in the centre of a new
housing area.

Fremantle church Is sponsoring an
expansion into Hamilton Hill, a Fre­
mantle suburb. Land has been pur­

chased just behind a large new
shopping area. Over 70 scholars are
transported each Sunday from this
area to Fremantle Sunday School, and
a nucleus of church members live
there. Mr. Rees, Fremantle minister,
has visions of a large new cause being
set up here.

Nollamarra, with a Church School
that crowds out its building, is seeking
permission to commence Bible School
in the new Balga Primary School, two
miles from Nollamara church building.

Several churches have held or will
hold, in the near future, short-term
evangelistic efforts. They are not all
called "Missions,” and they do not all
follow a similar pattern, but all are
sincere efforts to reach the many so
near who need the gospel.

Outreach and Development
Fund

Some time ago churches pledged
themselves to specific contributions
over a period of two years towards
a fund for outreach and development.
From April, 1964, to May 20, 1965,
£4,949 has been received from this
source, £3,700 of which has been used
for Christian Centre debt reduction,
and £500 for land purchase. In ad­
dition, churches have contributed
£3,159 to the Christian Centre Fund,
£5,101 to Infirmary and Guest Homes,
£149 to Camp sites and £158 to
land purchase.

Circular Chapel
The Swan Cottage Homes Inc. has

built a "retirement village” for Aged
People at Bentley, a Perth suburb.
New contracts have been let amount­
ing to £182,776, to complete the
Homes and will include a circular
chapel. There will be no altar, and
no formal services will be held in the
chapel. It is intended for meditation
and for discussion of religious mat­
ters with ministers of the respective
churches. In addition to the chapel
the contractors will build 78 more
living units for the aged, and a resid­
ence, with therapy clinic attached,
for a nursing sister.—J. K. Robinson.

MEN AT BREAKFAST

is entitled to occupancy. On the death
of a member, or if he no longer desires
to remain in the home, the shares may
be disposed of by the directors and the
shareholder or his estate remunerated
accordingly. Thus the shareholders’inter­
ests are fully protected and the home is
retained for folk in similiar circumstances.

The advantages in fellowship and co­
operation are obvious, and it is expected
that further units will be erected at a
later time. The present six units have
already been taken by folk who are all
members of the church at The Patch.

July 4 — "WHAT ABOUT PURGATORY?”
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I was encouraged to go to the “work­
shop” by a well-prepared advertisement
which included the following:—

Contract: To construct a solid base
for effective Worship Services with­
in the Church.

Quality Specifications: The base is to
be built and assembled to accord
with our understanding of the
Master’s Plan and is to be fin­
ished off so as to be of real value
in its present day environment.

Material specifications: Material is to
be of top quality available. It
should come from minds which
have been prepared and seasoned
by prior study and thought. Mat­
erial should be free of such flaws
as fixed ideas, intolerance, impati­
ence, etc.

I was further encouraged by the state­
ment that there would be "benches
available for apprentices as well as
tradesmen.” Yes, I was encouraged to
go by the foregoing but I was com­
pelled to go by the handwritten foot­
note, "You better just be along old
boy or else!!”

Thirty others lined up to the benches
with me (perhaps they had received a
footnote on their letters too!). We were
detailed off into three parties, under the
direction of a foreman, and assigned our
allotted task.

Party No. 1 was assigned the job of
considering “the Aims of an Effective
Worship Service.” Party No. 2 was re­
quired to “Make an Assessment of Our
Present Worship Services," whilst Party
No. 3 was required to list “Aids to
Effective Worship Services.”

There is an old proverb that “The
workman who is always looking at the
clock will always remain one of the
hands.” This was not true of our 30
workmen because time has never flown
so fast.

In Party No. 1, it was a real experi­
ence to listen to each person express
his or her views on the real aims of a
worship service. It was a challenge to
grapple with this in one’s mind, to strip
off the veneer which rightly lends
beauty to worship, and to analyse the
basic aims of a worship service.

Without suggesting that we found the
right answers or all the answers, we
arrived at the conclusions that the aims
of an effective worship service are to
bring people to know God, to share ex­
periences of God, to acknowledge God
and to challenge us to more victorious
living. We considered that by coming
to know God through worship, we come
to know ourselves and to dedicate our­
selves. We also thought that an effec­
tive worship service should aim to make
us aware of our fellowship with our
brother and his needs.

Perhaps it would not be fair to ac­
quaint readers with the views of our
Party No. 2 in its assessment of our
present worship services or the views
of Party 3 regarding the aids to effec­
tive worship services.

The assessment showed up some weak­
nesses in our present worship services
and we hope to rectify these. Some ex­
cellent suggestions were given for aids
to make our services meet their true
aim. It was noteworthy that prayer
and preparation were high on the list.

This programme was designed as part
of our “Year of Evangelism,” and I
feel sure that this honest appraisal,
properly followed up, will contribute
greatly to a really successful year of
witness and advancement.

I can thoroughly recommend to your
church a "Workshop on Worship.” You
may surprise one another with the quality
of your own "bench work.”

CHURCHES PLAN TO TRAIN
TEN THOUSAND LEADERS

(Sydney). First steps in a programme
to train 10,000 Australians for leadership
roles in the Church and Life Movement
during 1966 have been announced by
the Australian Council of Churches.

The A.C.C.’s newly appointed Secretary
for Lay Training, the Rev. Gordon
Beatty, said that training courses would
start in Queensland in July and later be
held in all States.

The Church and Life Movement is an
inter-church programme of training and
group meetings designed to equip people
for their daily life as Christians — for
their work, leisure, community and home
life. Its climax will be a programme
involving 100,000 Australians in consider­
ation of their responsibilities in com­
munity and nation, scheduled June 19 -
July 31, 1966.—E.P.S.

MISSIONARIES SENTENCED
(Havana). Two American Southern

Baptist ministers have been sentenced
by the Havana revolutionary tribunal to
ten and six years in prison.

The Rev. Herbert Caudill, 61, superin­
tendent of the Cuba Mission of his
church’s Home Mission Board, received
the 10-year sentence. He had been
charged with espionage, counter revolu­
tionary activities, and illegal foreign
currency traffic. His son-in-law, the
Rev. James David Fite, 31, was sentenced
for illegal currency negotiations.

The two Baptist leaders were tried with
32 Cubans, most of them also Baptist
ministers, also on charges of subversion.
At least one Cuban pastor was sentenced
to 30 years in jail, it was learned. All
the defendants had denied the charges.

AUSTRALIAN CHURCH AID
TO VIETNAM REFUGEES

The Australian Council of Churches
has announced that it was giving
£3,000 on behalf of Australian churches
to aid refugees in Vietnam.

The Secretary of the Council's Inter­
Church Aid Division (the Rev. Harvey
L. Perkins) said that an emergency ap­
peal for assistance had been made to
churches throughout Asia by the East
Asia Christian Conference.

The appeal, initially for a minimum
of £10,000, would allow the Protestant
Church in Vietnam to undertake stra­
tegic services in pockets of acute suffering
beyond the reach of government relief
programmes.

Mr. Perkins said that churches in
some Asian countries, which still have
relations with North Vietnam, would be
able to help the churches in that part
of Vietnam to serve their congregations
rendered helpless by the w'ar. Australian
contributions would serve the same pur­
pose in aiding the churches in South
Vietnam.

He said that despite the political divis­
ions of the country, the Protestant
Church in Vietnam, both north and
south, w'as still organised as one church.

The Vietnam emergency appeal was the
third responded to by the Council in
the last fortnight. The others were for
the cyclone disaster in East Pakistan
and the rebuilding of a farm training
school in Ceylon.—A.C.C.

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CHRISTIANITY TODAY.
To the Editor,

In answer to Brian Davison (“A.C.”
19/6/65), I do not think the philosophy
of Christianity is a farce, but we have
failed to see its relevance to the world’s
need. Our Lord’s savage attack on
economic injustice and oppression in
Matthew 23 shows his concern that
Christians should fight these evils now, and
if this is to be done on a world scale
it means political commitment, not the
artificial separation of church and State
which has divorced the church from
ordinary life and brought it into con­
tempt.

Mr. Davison asks is there any way
of stopping Communism? Perhaps not
while we debate whether to support the
Christmas Bowl and leave the job of
providing basic food for the hungry to
the Communists. “Man does not live
by bread alone,” but until we are pre­
pared to realise that he does need bread,
we should help, not hinder the Com­
munists. Instead, we talk emptily of
freedom and raise no voice against our
government’s readiness to use conscripted
voteless youths as cannon fodder for
freedom in Vietnam (as if freedom mat­
tered while millions there starve?). We
are so busy fighting Communism, des­
pite the economic benefit it has brought
to the descendants of nineteenth century
Chinese who were bled white by capi­
talists, that we have no time even to
notice the greater evil of capitalism.

When has the church challenged the
evil and all important profit motive in

UNITY OR UNION?
To the Editor,

I wish to draw attention to two recent
statements in the “A.C.” The first was:
“. . . I am ... a member of the
invisible church, the body of Christ”
(Open Forum, June 12). The second
was: “Christian Unity rather than
Church Union, however, much more
nearly expresses the consistent aim of
Churches of Christ over the last hun­
dred years or so. Christ prayed for the
“Unity” of all Christians, ‘That they all
might be one’.” (June 19 - “Christian
Unity in N.S.W.”).

May I suggest that the above state­
ments consist of a spiritualising of what,
in both cases, in the New Testament
is expressed in organic terms. The New
Testament knows nothing of a spiritual
church apart from the followers of
Christ, both faithful and unfaithful,
who make up the Church of God, save,
of course, the dead in Christ.

For this reason the Apostle Paul is
deeply concerned about the physical
makeup of the several congregations
that he founded. “Because there is
one loaf, we, many as we are, are one
body, for it is the one loaf of which
we all partake,” was written to pre­
serve the union of Corinthian church
(maybe several congregations).

The historic position of the Churches
of Christ on both points is clearly put
by the late Principal W. Robinson, in
“The Shattered Cross” (page 82). "For
them the Church was an objective
visible society. For them the Church
was one, undivided, and universal, with­
out division of sect, nation, race, or
class. They argued that schism was
sin, and that all Christians should be

united in one body. Thus they pleaded
not for federation, but for organic
union.”

And the words of Thomas Campbell,
in his "Declaration and Address" of 1809:
“. . . has the Captain of Salvation
sounded a desist from pursuing, or pro­
claimed a truce with, this deady enemy
that is mangling his mystical body into
pieces?”, and, “. . . what should deter
us from the heavenly enterprise, or ren­
der hopeless the attempt of accomplishing
in due time, an entire union of all the
churches in faith and practice, accord­
ing to the word of God?”, and again,
“Instead of her catholic, constitutional
unity and purity, what does the Church
present us with, at this day, but’ a
catalogue of sects and sectarian sys­
tems?” Campbell on that historic
occasion, used union and unity inter­
changeably. He certainly meant denom­
inational union.
