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BREAD AND WINE : TOWEL AND BASIN
We always find Alan Walker stimulating and his word at the Men’s

Prayer Breakfast in Melbourne was no exception.
It was not that Mr. Walker told us anything new, but he has the

capacity for making familiar things more significant.
He reminded us that Jesus gave two sacraments into the hands of

his followers. The Bread and the Wine was one, the Towel and the Basin
was the other. In one sense we could say that if Jesus had not taken the
towel and basin he would not have been able to give the bread and wine.
They belong together, and the shame of the church can be measured by
the extent to which we have divorced the two.

The church is more than a worshipping church. It is also a witness­
ing and a serving church. The church that only worships is stunted.
Those who serve without recognising their service to man is also an
offering to God are also incomplete. We need both sacraments.

TWENTY YEARS AFTER
Yes, Heavenly Father, we do remember with sorrow what happened

in 1945 to Hiroshima and Nagasaki, and it is our earnest prayer that it
will never happen again. Of course, down here, we didn’t know any­
thing about it until it was all over. We really weren’t to blame.

No, we didn’t actually protest. You see, we had been praying to you
to give us victory and to end the war, and we thought maybe this was
your way. . . . No, we are not being facetious, and we certainly don’t wish
to offend. We do know that you wouldn’t want even the Japanese to die,
but it did seem a bit like an answer to prayer. Then, when our allies
explained it all to us, we thought that it probably was the best way.

It was without warning, we admit. But if our allies had announced
that they were dropping an atomic bomb and then it didn’t go off . . .
well, you can imagine how embarrassing it would have been! And you’ve
no idea how complicated this nuclear business is. In any case, Pearl
Harbour was without warning. Do you remember Pearl Harbour?

No, we don’t mean that the bombs were reprisals for Pearl Harbour,
and we know that two wrongs don’t make one right. But it must make
some difference when you realise the kind of enemy we were fighting.

Actually, the bomb was used to save lives. . . . Now, let us explain.
If we had to land in Japan and fight our way through the cities, the cost
in lives would have been much greater. The way we did it sounds bad,
we know, but if you take into account the lives that were saved, it does
take some of the wrong out of it, doesn’t it?

Well, yes, we did know that the Emperor and others in high places
were looking for peace, but they hadn’t done anything about it! And it
was no good letting them negotiate, they had to be made to surrender.
Otherwise they would not have known they were beaten. So we had to
hurry them along.

Was the hurry worth hundreds of thousands of lives? Yes, we think
it was. The reason we had to hurry was because of the Russians. If
we used the atomic bomb we could beat Japan by ourselves, but if we
tried an invasion operation, the Russians would have been in it. Well,
you wouldn’t want the Russians in the Pacific the way they are in Europe,
would you?

Oh, we know that you don’t have favourites, and that you love even
the communists. In fact, we’ve always admired the way you treat every­
one alike. But, really! the communists are atheists!

You see, it is all very complicated now. The world is a much more
complex place than it was when you created it. You’ve no idea how
difficult it is with markets, balance of payments, politics, nationalism,
spheres of influence, and so on.

Yes, of course, we do love other people, but that doesn’t mean we
can’t stand up for ourselves. And, after all, the Japanese started it. No,
we are not saying that to excuse our sin. We are just trying to explain why
the bombs were dropped. We did it to save lives. There was no other
way.

What about the cross? Well, oh, Heavenly Father, we do really think
that you just don’t understand us!
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PART I
There can be no doubt that one of

the greatest factors influencing the
“Australian Way of Life” since the
second World War, has been the estab­
lishment of the Television Industry.

As with all vehicles of communication
there are many things to applaud and
there are some things to deplore. Beyond
argument, however, is the fact that this
medium of communication reaches the
greatest number of people simultaneously
with a message — be it news, views,
advertising, entertainment, culture or
religion.

It is impossible to predict what efiect
this simultaneous exposure will have on
the life of the community. Advertisers
of goods and services are convinced that
the effect tends towards the stimulation
to purchase. They back this belief with
an expenditure in excess of £20 million
annually.

The recent promotion by an oil com­
pany of a national variety show brings
that company’s product to the atten­
tion of almost half the nation’s popu­
lation every week. I doubt if there
would be many people in Australia who
wouldn’t respond to an opening line in
a conversation like, "What do you think
of the Mavis Bramston Show”!

The Christian Church has a direct
involvement in television. In South
Australia, for example, there have been
two religious programmes a week, an
epilogue every night (with the excep­
tion of Sunday) since the commercial
stations commenced operating.

The programmes are produced by, and
presented under the direction of, the
Christian Television Association of S.A.,
which body represents all the churches
in the State, with the exception of the
two Lutheran Synods and the Roman
Catholic Church. Very cordial relations
exist with the latter bodies and there

are many occasions when a completely
ecumenical approach is made.

Churches of Christ have been in the
forefront of this Association and con­
tribute in manpower and money toward
its work.

v Similar Associations exist in other
parts of the Commonwealth, and all are
linked together in the Federation of
Christian Television Associations of Aus­
tralia. There is also a close link with
the World Association of Christian Broad­
casting, the Australian executive member
being the Rev. K. D. Seamen, the sec­
retary of the South Australian C.T.A.

The C.T.A. budget comes from its
member churches. In SA., the largest
denominations are the Methodist and
Anglican churches. These two provide
£5,000 of the £8,000 needed each year
for the production of programmes. Chur­
ches of Christ contribute £500.

The work of the Association is grow­
ing rapidly. In the four years I have
been privileged to be its Director, we
have increased the local production to
92 per cent of the total, and our com­
mitments have extended from two local
channels to twelve interstate channels
now showing some of our programming.
There will be even greater demands with
a new metropolitan channel in Adel­
aide in August, and a regional at Mt.
Gambier a little later.

Commercial television channels in Aus­
tralia are required to devote 1 per cent of
programme hours to the telecasting of
“Religious Material.” They are also re­
quired to provide “reasonable facilities”
for the production of this material.

The churches, on the other hand, are
responsible for the production, personnel
and related cost of the programming.
This partnership between the church and
industry has proved to be the most effi­
cient and responsible method for carry­
ing out both the letter and the spirit
of the law.

Before a religious television programme
reaches your screen there are more fac­
tors than machinery and facility for
production to be considered. No matter 

how quickly the climate is changing in
Australia, the fact remains that the
churches are still divided, yet most of
them unite for the purpose of religious
television. What problems does this
relationship produce? Despite the fact
that the churches are better financed,
better housed, better equipped and bet­
ter staffed than ever before in this
nation’s history, few people are making
the positive assent to the Christian faith
which brings them into the life of the
church.

This obvious indifference of “the man
in the street” surely poses many prob­
lems for the “religious telecaster”?
Again, what effect is there upon the
nature of the message of the Christian
faith when it is presented in a medium
which is primarily used for entertain­
ment, diversion and escape? Religious
programmes are produced on small bud­
gets and are aired at "off peak” periods;
what, if anything, can the church do to
raise the level of expenditure for tele­
vision and convince the programme
manager that people will look at religi­
ous programmes?

These are just a few of the many
problems confronting the churches’ in­
volvement in this industry. We are part
way along the road in answering some
of them. I hope to have the oppor­
tunity of sharing these answers with
you.

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THE
“OVER 50”

FALLACY
BY WILKIE J. THOMSON

A short time ago I came upon a bunch
of preachers discussing their ages. They
were a strong, virile, intelligent and
capable lot, with experiences behind
them that should be invaluable in chur­
ches amongst its old and young. And
yet each one recognised that in the
mind of some diaconates they were get­
ting on to being "too old.”

What is this idea that is abroad that
a man over fifty, or even sixty, has
passed the zenith of his powers as a
preacher and leader in the church? In
casting my mind back over the years,
and remembering sermons that I have
heard, those that thrilled me most were
delivered by men well over their sixties,
and two of them by two of our own
preachers within recent years, both over
seventy . . . and they were talking to
young people, mainly.

I heard many preachers in my early
twenties, and the sermons I remember
best were given by men well over their
fifties, and one by a man over eighty.

"But this is a different age.” We quite
agree, but don’t forget that science has
helped to lengthen the life of men and,
in doing so, we find most men in their
fifties in their prime, and some even
so in their sixties.

“What’s a man’s age,” wrote Brown­
ing, "he must hurry more, that’s all.
Cram into a day what youth took a
year to hold.” Longfellow also had
something to say on this matter:—

"Ah, nothing is too late,
Till the tired heart shall cease to

palpitate;
Cato learned Greek at eighty; Sopho­

cles
Wrote his grand Oedipus, and Sim­

onides
Bore off the prize from his com­

peers,
When each had numbered more than

fourscore years.
Chaucer, at Woodstock with the

nightingales,
At sixty, wrote the Canterbury Tales;
Goethe, at Weimer, toiling to the

last,
Completed Faust when eighty years

were past.
For age is opportunity no less

Than youth itself, though in another
dress,

And as evening twilight fades away
The sky is filled with stars invisi­

ble by day.”
If you should still be unconvinced about

this matter of age and ability, let me
add a few more names from history.
Socrates gave his wisest philosophy at 70,
and Plato his best teaching after 60.
Bacon, at 60, did his best writing, and
Emerson his “English Traits," when 53,
and “Conduct of Life” at 59. Gladstone
was a potent figure in political and in­
tellectual circles when he was 80, whilst
Phillips Brooks was a powerful preacher
at 70. Victor Hugo wrote "Les Miser-
ables” at 62. Milton completed “Paradise
Lost” when he was 57, and “Paradise Re­
gained” at 63. Webster produced his
monumental dictionary at 70, and note
this one — Jules Verne wrote his imag­
inative stories at 70! Did you know that
Tennyson was 80 when he wrote "Cross­
ing the Bar,” and that Michael Angelo
completed his greatest work at 87?

By the time Adenauer, of West Ger­
many, had led his people back to pros­
perity after a most devastating war, and
living on the border of an implacable
enemy country, with the population con­
stantly fed with hostile propaganda, he
was 82. At the retiring age, 65, Albert
Schweitzer was barely known. Stanley
Jones, Harry Emerson Fosdick, Herbert
Hoover, were men whose works out-sold
as soon as they were put on the market;
books written after they had passed their
three-score and ten. In these years, also,
their advice was sought by the govern­
ments of nations. And around me I find
men, though filled with years, yet as un­
derstanding of youth and their problems
as they are of the aged.

A few years ago the United States
Department of Health made a number
of studies to ascertain the average num­
ber of cases of illness in the different
age-groups. One such revealed that the
average incidence of illness from all
causes was actually higher at 30 than at
50! Men over 50 lost fewer days of work
through illness than any age group.

The Bureau of Labour Statistics, re­
viewing the matter in regard to industry,
discovered that, excepting in jobs where
great physical strength was needed, older
men were “the cream of the crop.” They
have developed disciplined work habits
and the ability to concentrate. It was
found that the “over fifties" were able to
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do more and better work in a given time
than younger men. They are able to
draw upon accumulated resources of skill,
knowledge and experience, and are less
distracted by outside interests and influ­
ences. They are thus able to focus on
the work in hand. Preachers in their
later years have all these advantages,
with this additional one: time is more
precious to them, for they know that
fewer years are left them for active
Christian work.

Elderly elders and deacons often say,
“We must seek a young minister who
understands young people and can meet
their needs and their problems.” This is
generous of them, but it is fallacious to
assume that only young people can at­
tract the young. It has generally been
found that the most respected teacher
in a university is an elderly man, for all
are drawn to the intellectual and spiritual
man with broad perspective and mature
judgment.

This article is not written with the
intention of placing any relative value
of one age against another, so no one
should dip their pens in blood and reply
in that way. It is written to indicate
that what we call “old age” does not
mean that a preacher may not do a
greater work then than ever he accom­
plished in his youth.

Here is something that we of Churches
of Christ may learn from denomination-
alism — that is — the placing of young
preachers under the guidance of older
and experienced preachers in “circuits”
or "parishes.” It was something I wished
for devoutly when I commenced in full-
time work. On the contrary, I was given
an assistant whom I was expected to
guide in circuit work.

As churches, we often work at a loss
because we are unwilling to recognise the
potentialities in the preachers over fifty.

This age has not the new things to
give which so many people imagine — I
mean spiritually. The human heart is just
the same today as yesterday. Read of
the oldest piece of writing known to man,
cunieform script on a clay tablet, or turn
to Psalm 37, or some of the oldest pieces
of English literature, such as Piers’ Plough­
man. They all tell about people of the
writer’s day and each might have been
written today.

It may interest readers to know that
much of what I have written above, I
wrote years ago. But now that I have
come to the time when I do not seek
another pastorate, I feel free to make an
appeal to our churches on behalf of the
“over fifties.”

When a church seeks a minister it wants
a preacher, teacher, pastor, counsellor.
It takes a man of experience to possess
all these qualities — and most of all —
an experience with God.

PEACE MISSION

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“There is one universal passion,” says
Bernard Shaw, “it is fear.” How right
he is! We all know what it is to be
afraid. Fear seems to have infected all
of life with dreadful apprehension. A
writer on psychology declares that
"Everyone is living or working in fear.”
The head of the household fears for his
business. The clerk is afraid for his job.
The worker is afraid of his boss or
foreman. The salesman is afraid of his
competitor. Men and women fear they
may not make good. This man is afraid
some other man will do him a bad turn.
This woman fears that the thing she
craves may be denied, or what she
loves may be snatched away. Or we
suffer a hidden pain and fear it might
point to a deadly disease.

Nor does fear remain in the mind.
It scars the body. It heightens blood
pressure, weakens the heart, and plants
ulcers where we digest our food. When
fear really grips the mind, it can dis­
tort the loveliest things, and by some
twisted logic, turn even the truth against
itself.

A doctor was talking with a new
patient. In great alarm, the patient
mentioned a rare disease of the liver
and claimed to be suffering from it.
“Nonsense,” said the doctor, "you’re not
suffering from that. In point of fact you
wouldn’t know whether you had it or not.
It is a disease which gives no discom­
fort at all.” “That’s just it,” gasped
the poor patient, “my last doctor told
me that. That’s how I know I have it.
I feel quite well!” So Montaigne said,
“I fear nothing but fear . . .”, and
many would agree with that.

There is only one way to find victory
over our fears — that is to face them.
Fear is able to blackmail us because
it remains in the shadows. To bring it
out into the open, to look it squarely
in the face is to rob it of its power.

Francis of Assisi had a deep fear of
leprosy. One day, out riding, he saw a
leper coming toward him. He knew at
once his courage was challenged. G. K.
Chesterton described what happened in
his biography of Francis: “Francis saw
his fear coming up the road toward him
. . . For once in the rush of his life
his soul must have stood still. Then
he sprang from his horse and rushed
on the leper and threw his arms around
him. To this man he gave what money
he could and rode on. We do not know
how far he rode, or with what sense of
the things around him, but it is said
that when he looked back he could see
no figure on the road.” He could see
no figure on the road! That’s what
happens to our fears when we face them
with Christian faith and courage. They
vanish from sight.

The fear of the future, for example.
Sometimes we are so obsessed by what
may happen tomorrow we cannot live at
peace with ourselves today. How will we
manage when we grow old? Suppose we
become ill, or lose our job. What if the 
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one we love should be lost in an acci­
dent? Jesus would ask, "Which of you,
by taking thought, can add one cubit to
his stature?" No one, of course. It is
completely out of our control — and so
are the things we worry about so fear­
fully. We must live one day at a time.

Though the future be out of our con­
trol, it is not out of God’s. God is our
Father, and this is our Father’s world,
and as the old Negro spiritual puts it,
“He’s got the whole world in his hands.”
The Bible tells us, "Perfect love casts
out fear.” The sense of the tender, car­
ing love of God makes our fear of the
future vanish from the road.

Then there is the fear of failure.
Since our school days, when frequent
competitive examinations kept the spot­
light on the merit of getting ahead of
others, and the ignominy of failing,
many have been haunted by this fear.
Little children are taught in their child­
hood by ambitious parents that success
is a virtue, and failure a sin. Our
society gives its greatest rewards to the
so-called "successful.”

But suppose you were to take a pen­
cil and write a list of the things that
have caused you fear and anxiety over
the last few weeks. The list might in­
clude — making or losing money —
promotion in your work — whether or
not you are a social success, or whether
you can buy that new house in a bet­
ter locality.

But are these things as important as
we imagine? Because we place com­
fortable existence at the top of our
desires, we are vulnerable to fear — the
fear of failure. Jesus would say, “Fear not
them which kill the body, but are not
able to kill the soul; but fear rather
him who is able to destroy both the soul
and body in hell.” It is a good thing
to have money and the things money
can buy, but let’s check up every now
and then, and make sure we haven’t
lost the things money can never buy.

Then there is the fear of death. When
O. Henry, the famous short story writer,
lay dying, he said to the nurse, "Nurse,
bring me a candle.” “A candle,” she
asked, “why do you want a candle?”
"Because,” he answered grimly, “I’m
afraid to go home in the dark.” But
why should we fear? When we came
into this world we were not unexpected
and we were not unwelcome. Loving
hands made joyous preparation for our
coming and warm arms held us tenderly.

Will our Heavenly Father be less kind
than our earthly mother? When Jesus
spoke of the next world he used only
one image, and that was the image of
home. “My Father’s house,” he called
it. On a certain tombstone are the
words, “John - Father.” That is what
death is to a Christian. The father
calling his child by name and the child
answering, Father.

Perfect love casts out fear. When you
face your fears in Christian faith and
courage they will vanish on the road.

"RE-BAPTISM" OF PRESIDENT'S
DAUGHTER STIRS CONTROVERSY

(Vatican City). The "re-baptism” of
Miss Luci Baines Johnson, daughter of
the U.S. President, has had a “regrettable
effect" on the ecumenical movement, a
spokesman for the Vatican Secretariat
for the Promotion of Christian Union
said here.

Father Thomas Stransky, an American
member of the Secretariat, said the prob­
lem centred on the President’s daughter’s
baptism and not on her conversion
from the Episcopal to the Roman Catho­
lic Church.

“Baptism is assumed unless there is a
very good reason to believe an earlier
baptism is not valid,” Father Stransky
said. “Certainly baptism by the Epis­
copalian Church is a valid baptism. Nor­
mally a convert to Catholicism from the
Episcopalian Church would only take the
profession of the faith."

The Rev. James Montgomery, of Wash­
ington, D.C., who performed the "re-bap­
tism," while declining to answer specific
criticisms, said the rite was performed at
the express request of the President’s
daughter.

The Second Vatican Council’s Declara­
tion on Ecumenism underlines the validity
of non-Catholic baptism in several pas­
sages and speaks of the "one baptism”
as being the real ground of mutual
recognition between separated Chris­
tians.—E.P.S.

CHURCHMEN CRITICISE AUST.
FOR "ESCALATION"

(Sydney). A number of prominent
clergy here have written to Prime Min­
ister Robert Menzies expressing fear that
"Australia, through its Prime Minister,
is being led into a tragic escalation of
the Vietnam war.”

The text of the letter, which has been
distributed for publication throughout
Australia, said in part:

“The Australian Prime Minister has
said: ‘We are at war.’ We ask: Does
there exist in international law a state
of war?

“If so, against what government or
nation is it being waged? If we are at
war, by whom has it been declared and
when? Has the state of war been de­
clared by (the) cabinet, or it is a per­
sonal decision? We ask by what con­
stitutional right a Prime Minister of
Australia speaks in such terms?

“The Prime Minister has stated that
all peace rallies held in Australia have
been organised by Communists. As Chris­
tian ministers who have been active in
planning and conducting peace gather­
ings we ask: On what grounds does the
Prime Minister make such charges? Is
the Prime Minister attempting to silence
public debate and to regiment, by fear,
the free people of Australia? Does the
Prime Minister wish, as the leader of a
democracy, to discourage discussion of the
issues of foreign policy?”

Signers of the letter included: the
former Anglican Bishop of Armidale, the
Rt. Rev. J. S. Moyes; the vice-president
of the Congregational Union of Aus­
tralia, the Rev. J. Bryant; Dr. Alan
Walker, superintendent of the Central
Methodist Mission, and other Congrega­
tional, Baptist, and Presbyterian church­
men.—E.P.S.

Also expressing his enthusiasm
for the project, M. A. Coombs, Director
of the Christian Television Association,
said he was delighted that the very real
co-operation of the two production units
over the past years had meant that we
were in a position to deal positively with
the extra production load caused by
the new station. “It means that S.A.S.
10 is the first station in Australia (and
possibly the world) where religious tele­
casting will be presented as a com­
pletely ecumenical venture,” he said.

The new programmes commence with
the opening of transmission on S.A.S. 10.

Kenmore Christian College has just
succeeded in its first significant prac­
tical step. It has started a new church
in the area. For the time being, this
will meet on the College premises and
will be under the direction of the min­
isters and church at Albion.

The work was done by the students
themselves, who visited extensively in
the area. This is only one of several
projects that the students are busy in,
such as bringing to life and impact,
several of the smaller churches in the
area which have not been able to afford
ministerial help. It is hoped that the
Kenmore beginning will be just one of
many other churches that will be started
in the metropolitan area in the same
way.

The first half-year of College activity
has been very heartening. Almost all
of the students are now effective preach­
ers. Their morale is high and their
enthusiasm for Christ and his
church know no bounds. Most of
them now seem to be quite used to
the strenuous schedule of our twelve-
hour day which they found to be very
arduous at first. Indications are that the
enrolment next year will be heavy. So
much so that the Board has already

decided to go ahead with extensions to
the buildings.

Since we have now exhausted our loan
money we will operate on a pay as you
go basis. We believe that if God is
going to send us the students he is
also going to pay for the facilities to
house them. This faith has been vindi­
cated already in one magnificent gesture
by the Rosevale church who have guar­
anteed us £2,000, which they will pay
back themselves within the coming
months.

Gifts from other churches and indi­
viduals, though not of this magnitude,

have helped to get the new building
programme rolling. We expect that most
of the work on the extensions will be
done by our own students, under expert
supervision. Already laymen from as
far away as Victoria, have offered to
come and use their special trade abili­
ties for this purpose.

During the August vacation I will be
absent on an around the world tour.
My first stop is to be Ephesus, in Tur­
key, where I will be completing some
New Testament research. A little later
I will be one of the speakers at the
World Convention of Churches of Christ
in Puerto Rico.

What procedure Is adopted when mem­
bers transfer from one church to another?

There is a great deal of difference be­
tween churches in the way members are
transferred. In some cases there is abso­
lutely nothing at all done by the losing
church. In others the move is charac­
terised by tender loving care.

It is distressing to find that there is
often no effort made to ensure that folk
are both received and built into the new
church. This may be because the re­
ceiving church is indifferent. It may be
the fault of the transferring members
themselves. It is never easy to welcome
people who do not wish to be welcomed.
Far too often, however, the weakness is
in the losing church which does not give
adequate notice of the transfer.

All of the transfer problems will not
be solved by improved organisation, but
inefficiency will make it easier to allow
folk to drift away.

Suggestions:
1. SLx or eight weeks before the mem­

bers move, a letter should be' sent to
the minister of the receiving church.
This letter will indicate the new address
of the members concerned, the approxi­
mate time of their moving, and details
of the family. Service capacities could
also be indicated.

2. The week before the move, a letter
of advice should be sent to the secretary
of the receiving church, with a copy of
the letter going to the minister. This
should ensure opportunity for contact is
provided immediately the members do
transfer.

It may be practicable at this stage to
send also a letter of transfer. There are
printed forms available in every State.
But the members may not be ready to
be received into their new church. If
their new home is reasonably close to
two or more churches, the members
may not make a quick decision concern­
ing their new commitment.

3. About six weeks after moving, the
losing church should write to the re­
ceiving church minister or secretary,
asking if there has been an effective
reception into the new fellowship. A
letter could also be sent to the trans­
ferring members at this time, to wish
them well in their new church.

If the formal roll transfer has not yet
been made, the members could be asked
which church should receive the trans­
fer form.

AU this may sound like a lot of letter
writing, but It Is well worth writing
three or four letters to make sure that
Christian men and women are not lost
to the church.

Forward Move
Drumcondra had a forward move in

mind, but no financial assurance to make
it. The church accepted the programme
and God blessed it. The church was
now called upon to make the greatest
decision it had ever made — to move to
a new site, enlarge the buildings and to
build two tennis courts. Since that de­
cision was made and the location changed,
the church has gone ahead in a won­
derful way.

Review
Three years later the church, with the

three-year programme coming to a close,
invited Allan Avery to conduct a review
programme. He, with Kevin Harvey,
newly-appointed Field Officer, began this
two-week programme. The first pro­
gramme lifted the giving of the church
90 per cent, the review a further 25 per
cent, which now makes possible the
maintenance of the present programme
of the church, and also future develop­
ment.

Already on the part of some, their

renewed interest has been noticed. Since
the programme closed, on one night seven
made decisions. These included mothers
and fathers of two families whose young
people are in the youth group.

Norlane
One of the very heartening features

of the programme has been the great
response from the people of Norlane.
They increased their giving by no less
than 35 per cent. This now means that
they will be able to continue with assist­
ance from Drumcondra and the Home
Missions Department with a full-time
ministry. Much of this response is due
to the strong pastoral relationship that
exists between the minister, B. H. White,
and the church.

"India at First Glance"
BY ROGER RYALL

Readers will appreciate that my first
impressions probably will be somewhat
amended later by wider observation and
deeper understanding.

Betty and I, and our two children,
spent our first fortnight in India visit­
ing three of the main centres of the
Conference’s work (Shrigonda, Dhond
and Baramati) for a few days at each
town.

This article was written in the early
part of the language school “season" at
Mahableshwa, which lasts from March
to Maj’ (inclusive). The “first glance,”
therefore, has lasted about a month.

My early thoughts about India are
concerned with needs — the nation’s
needs, the church’s needs, and my own
personal needs at this stage. Before I left
Australia I knew that India desperately
needed food — increased considerably
in quality, and vastly in quantity. This
remains true, but the poverty of India
is not seen in its most acute form in
the area served by the Churches of
Christ Conference. Life in “village
India” is very simple by comparison
with the sophistication of city life in
Australia. I am certain that the com­
passionate Christ, of John 6, yearns over
the hungry millions of this vast land.

Another urgent requirement of India
is agricultural and technological advance.
When one begins to see how vast is
this need, one appreciates the efforts
of the Indian Government thus far to
grapple with it. Big strides will be
possible as opportunities for education
and scientific research expand.

I have begun to wonder whether the
needs of the churches here in Western
India are really very different from
those of congregations at home. My
observation to date has revealed at
least some of the basic needs. One is
for a renewed emphasis in the church’s
life on evangelistic outreach. Every
church member, once he has accepted
the salvation of God’s Son, is thereby
committed to a share in reaching others
for Christ. Prone-ness to lean on the
visitation done by the minister is not
confined to Australia.

Already one of my Indian colleagues
has expressed to me his joy at the way
some “lay” men and women are accept­
ing the responsibility to befriend people
in their homes and so to introduce them
to Jesus.

The churches here have a constant
demand, too, for trained leadership.
Pastors, teachers, writers of Christian

literature, nursing sisters — such trained
personnel (and many others) will always
be needed in the service of Christ from
the ranks of our Indian brethren.

I have always believed that a willing­
ness to spend time and trouble to fit
oneself for more effective Christian ser­
vice is an important mark of dedication
to Christ. So far, I have met many
choice Indian examples of this. I hope
that, under God, the church here will
nurture scores more for vital posts of
leadership.

My first few weeks in India have made
me appreciate needs that I have myself.
The Greek language has a very import­
ant distinction between two kinds of
patience — one word means patience
with circumstances, and another means
patience with people. In India, one
needs strong doses of both varieties!
Phil. 4: 6-11 indicates that the apostle
Paul had learned the secret.

A sound knowledge of the language
of the people is a “must” for effective
proclamation of Christ. We are set in
the Marathi-speaking area, but, of course,
Hindi has now become the official nat­
ional language in India. English is
deeply entrenched in educational and
official usage, but it seems likely that
Hindi will assume a greater importance
than it has now.

Betty and I have made a start with
the Marathi language and, after 18
months, we hope to have sufficient grasp
of grammar, vocabulary and local idioms
to converse fairly fluently with the peo­
ple of the villages. Meanwhile, in the
bazaar (shopping area), we try to get
by with a mixture of English and very
scrappy Marathi.

My father first took me to Conference
meetings when I was a boy, and from
that time a love grew for the brother­
hood of God’s people. Now, as a man
in India, I still value greatly the oppor­
tunities of Christian fellowship which
are available to me — though they are
less frequent than they were at home
in Australia.

But, in the wider range of fellowship,
distance means nothing. For the fel­
lowship of prayer and of a common
Christian purpose leaps over oceans and
high hills. Betty and I yearn for your
fellowship. Brethren, pray for the Indian
church and for us. “Mission Prayer
Guide” and “Missionary News” both pro­
vide pointers to direct your intercession
with God — for the needs of India, the
needs of the church here and our needs.

Jecent chan>bers’s Dictionary gives
the derivation. Old English godspel (1), a translation of Latin
eyangelium — god, good (with shortened vowel being under­
stood as God), and spel (1), story.”

In the Authorised Version "gospel” is the translation of
cuaggelion, a noun connected with the verb euaggclizo, announce
good tidings. The first part of the word, cu, is an adverb mean­
ing “well"; the second part indicates "tidings.” "Evangel”
is the English form, slightly changed from the Greek.

In secular Greek euaggelion was used from Homer onward
primarily for “reward for good tidings," then generally for
“good tidings.” Sometimes it was used of a thank-offering
for good news. Usually the word was used in the plural,
whereas in the New Testament the word is always in the
singular. “The plural is found = 'good tidings’ in the strik­
ing calendar inscription from Priene of date about B.C. 9
with reference to the birthday of the Emperor Augustus.”

In the Septuagint euaggelion is found in the plural in
2 Kings 4: 10; 18: 22, 25 (2 Sam. in the English Bible).

In the New Testament euaggelio'n is frequently used abso­
lutely, that is, without any qualifying or descriptive words.
Revised Texts use it thus in Rom. 1: 16. where Paul says,
“I am not ashamed of the gospel.” Similarly in Mark 1: 15
we read, “Believe the gospel,” literally, “Believe in the gos­
pel.” There is only one true gospel, and hence the word
always has the article unless the reference is to "another gos­
pel” as in 2 Cor. 11: 4; Gal. 1: 6. There is one passage (Rom.
1: 1) where the place of the definite article is taken by a
descriptive phrase (see translation by Phillips).

Certain important words or phrases are used, in the Geni­
tive case, with euaggelion. The message is

(1) The gospel of God (Mark 1: 14, R.V.; Rom. 1: 1;
15: 16; 2 Cor. 11: 7; 1 Thess. 2: 2, 8, 9; 1 Pet. 4: 17. God
is the Source and Giver of the good news, but probably, as
the I.C.C. on "Romans” states, "All aspects are included in
which the gospel is in any way related to God and Christ.”

(2) The gospel of Christ (Rom. 15: 19, 29 in A.V.; 1 Cor.
9: 12; 2 Cor. 2: 12; 9: 13; 10: 14; Gal. 1: 7; Phil. 1: 27;

1 Thess. 3: 2). In Mark 1: 1 we have “Jesus Christ” and in
2 Thess. 1: 8 “our Lord Jesus Christ” (A.V. The R.V. omits
“Christ”). Christ himself is the gospel. “We preach Christ
crucified" says Paul (1 Cor. 1: 23). The gospel facts are
summarised in 1 Cor. 15: 3-5.

(3) The gospel of the kingdom (Matt. 4: 23; 9: 35; 24:
14). “Kingdom is a word which calls for fuller treatment,
but here it will be sufficient to define it as “royal dominion”
(Cremer).

(4) With a pronoun. Paul speaks of “my gospel” (Rom.
2: 16; 16: 25; 2 Tim. 2: 8) or “our gospel" (2 Cor. 4: 3;
1 Thess. 1: 5; 2 Thess. 2: 14). There is no arrogant claim
here. Paul simply shows the close relationship between the
message and the messenger.

There are other striking phrases: “the gospel of the grace
of God" (Acts 20: 24); “of the uncircumcision,” that is, for
the Gentiles (Gal. 2: 7); “of your salvation” (Eph. 1: 13).
Paul speaks of the “bonds of the gospel" (Philemon 13);
"the faith of the gospel" (Phil. 1: 27); the “hope of the
gospel” (Col. 1: 23); the “truth of the gospel” (Gal. 2: 5, 14;
Col. 1: 5). The writer of “Revelation" speaks of an "ever­
lasting gospel” (Rev. 14: 6).

The use of the name "Gospel” for a book does not appear
in the New Testament, though the way may be prepared for
it by Mark 1: 1. A second stage may be noted In the “Did-
ache” (15), “Do not reprove each other angrily, but quietly,
as you find it in the gospel” (translation by Dr. C. C. Rich­
ardson). Justin Martyr used the word in this sense (First
Apology 66).

Some comment should be made as to the places where
cuaggelion appears in the New Testament. It is found four
times in “Matt.,” eight in “Mark,” not at all in “Luke” or
“John.” It was used by Jesus. It occurs twice in “Acts”
(15: 7; 20: 24), once in 1 Pet. 4: 17, once in “Revelation.”
All other instances are in the Pauline writings. It should be
added, however, that the verb euaggelizomai is common in
"Luke" and “Acts.” Although John, in the Gospel does not
use the verb, the very heart of the message is seen in such
passages as John 3: 16. John’s great emphasis is on the love
of God which was manifest in the gospel.

Mrs. Daisy Rosendale
Miss Daisy Armstrong became a

member of our churches in 1909, when
she joined the church at Harcourt,
Vic. When she came to Melbourne
she attended Lygon street church,
where she served actively, particu­
larly in Christian Endeavour and
Bible School work. She became kin­
dergarten superintendent there over
40 years ago. and wherever her mem­
bership has been since she has con­
tinued in that particular office. Today
she serves our Echuca church in that
capacity. Some, now grandparents
themselves, affectionately remember
their teacher of earlier years — either
as Miss Armstrong or Mrs. Rosendale,
for after his return from the First
World War she married Ernest Rosen­
dale. From Lygon Street they trans­
ferred to Balwyn, and some years
later to Echuca. They had two sons,
both of whom followed in their par­
ents' footsteps and are active in
church life in Echuca.

The Borough of Echuca had the
benefit of her charm and personality
during her late husband’s term as
Mayor, when Mrs. Rosendale graci­
ously took her place as Mayoress.
Busy as this office and many other
activities made her, she continued her
church and kinder work. How many
children elsewhere could claim that
the Mayoress was their Bible School
teacher? And what a witness such a
person makes to the world, of what
Christ and his church can mean!

In the local church Mrs. Rosendale
is always first to welcome visitors, and
it is rarely one can “vanish” without
receiving that welcome. Should one
do so her comment is “Oh, what a
pity.” It is just that, for that one
has missed the opportunity of meet­
ing a most gracious Christian lady.

Whilst all phases of church work
have been enriched by her service, her
specialty in Christian service has al­
ways been her kindergarten work.
When parents bring along their little
ones to commence Bible School in
Echuca today, they are thrilled to find
Mrs. Rosendale still at the helm, as
she was in their own day — they are
confident their children will be in
good hands.

Thursday mornings see Mrs. Rosen­
dale engaged in another form of
service amongst the young. For the
past 16 years she has taught Christian
education in the two State Schools in
Echuca. This means that dur­
ing that time she has contacted all
the Protestant children in the town.
As plans are made for religious in­
struction at the beginning of each
school year, the comment usually
made is, "Mrs. Rosendale is the best
instructor we have ever had.”

Mrs. Rosendale’s interest is not
confined to the local level. She is
both interested in and well informed
on all that is going on at the broth­
erhood level. The only time she has
missed a Victorian Conference was
when she was away in England; and
she has also attended most Federal
Conferences in the various States.

To all who have met or known
her over the years, her name brings
the picture of a very gracious lady ------
practising friendship — in the midst
of a group of happy children, telling
them Bible stories — in a State School
classroom, giving children Christian
education — in the porch of the
local church, a hostess in God’s house.

The years may be passing, but hers
is still an active life and appreciated
ministry — an inspiration to all —
a Living Epistle all may read.

BAPTIST ASSOCIATION
UPHOLDS SEGREGATION

(Memphis). The American Baptist Asso­
ciation has reaffirmed its stand in favor
of segregation.

A resolution passed by messengers
(delegates) at the annual meeting re­
iterated “our position as believing that
the segregation of the races in social
activities is of divine order.”

Messengers also directed the Sunday
School Committee to start "an adver­

tising campaign” to eliminate confusion
between the Association and the Ameri­
can Baptist Convention, because “er­
roneous identification is very detrimental
to the cause of Christ.”

The American Baptist Association is
a fellowship of independent missionary
Baptist congregations, largely in the
South, with a total membership of
655,000. The American Baptist Conven­
tion, which has more liberal theological
and social views, has 1.6 million mem­
bers—E.P.S.

SUNDAY IS FOR BREATHING.
To the Editor,

I desire to join issue with Ron Fergie
(“A.C.” 17/7/65). Christians must put
first things first on Sundays, as on other
days of the week, and to this extent Sun­
day School teaching, youth leadership,
attendance at worship services come
first.

Time not required for these activities
may be used in anything consistent with
Christian behaviour. There is no differ­
ence between the responsibilities in the
latter respect on Sunday and those on
other days of the week.

To say that Christians are bound to
observe Sabbath rules on Sunday is not
Scriptural. Christ was constantly criti­
cised by the Pharisees for his non-
observance of Pharisaic laws regarding
the Sabbath.

As to knitting and gardening, etc.,
being unwholesome, may I ask what then
is wholesome, and also whether your
correspondent seeks to impose Pharisaic
rules on Christians.

Those who hold strong views on this
subject could set a good example by
refraining from eating, sleeping, or
breathing next Sunday.

HONEST TO ROBINSON.
To the Editor,

I am sure that if he were to read the
paragraph, “Concern Over Bishop Rob­
inson” (“A.C.” July 24), Robinson would
be entitled to his own share of con­
cern. Did the contributor actually take
time off to see what Robinson has to
say, or did he consider that mention of
the word “atheist” in the title of the
essay is sufficient in itself to justify
immediate condemnation?

The fact of life which has been rec­
ognised by Robinson, and before him
by many greater theologians and philoso­
phers of our time, is that the church
has to a very great degree become irrele­
vant to the modern generation.

As a case in point, we may look at
the article, “What We Believe About
SIN” (“A.C.” July 17). For many Chris­
tians what was said in this article is
the predominant message of Christianity,
whereas it would, and does, strike a
responsive chord in the souls of only
a small proportion of people. For the

majority this idea of sin is unintelli­
gible, with its primary identification of
"sin” with “sins,” in turn identified
with non-conventional acts frowned upon
by respectable society.

To return to the point, Robinson is
aware of this type of teaching in
some sections of the present-day church,
teaching which is foreign to whole areas
of the community at large. In the arti­
cle, “Can A Truly Contemporary Per­
son Not Be An Atheist,” he has thus
given specific consideration to three
atheistic viewpoints which had led men
to question "the God of their upbring­
ing.”

Consider this statement from Robin­
son’s essay: “the Christian should . . .
take atheism seriously, not only so that
he may be able to ‘answer’ it, but so
that he himself may still be able to
be a believer in the mid-twentieth cen­
tury.” Is it possible to read this
statement and still conclude that the
article is nothing but an attack on the
Christian church, a potential danger to
all into whose hands it may fall?

No, surely the time has come for
some head-pulling-from-the-sand, and a
recognition that there may well be in
progress a “New Reformation” (to quote
the title of Robinson’s book).

To draw an analogy with the “old”
Reformation, we of the Protestant
denominations should be thankful that
a certain German monk had little re­
gard for "episcopal responsibility” as it
was viewed in his day.

Surely
the Advisory Boards you quote in your
letter have the confidence of the brother­
hood, and are capable of making wise
decisions, and the “untrained men” in
South Aust, pulpits have all received
the endorsement of the Board.

I agree that academic training is help­
ful to all who serve, and it is good to
discuss salaries, but if the integrity and
motives of certain brethren are ques­
tioned I strongly protest that such a
letter should appear in the “Australian
Christian.”

Twenty years ago I stepped from a
business life into the full-time ministry
and through all the years I have never
been made to feel, in the company of
the “trained brethren” a sense of in­
feriority, or any indication that I was an
“intruder” or “not wanted.” I feel this
is also true of the other six brethren
in South Aust, who are classified by
the writer as “untrained.”

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Thursday, August 19. Psalm 1. In all
that he does, he prospers (v. 3).

No book has exceeded the Psalms in
appeal to Christians. Although Jewish
in origin, the Psalms have provided mar­
riage hymns, battle songs, pilgrim
marches, confessional prayers and church
praise in every country where Christianity
has taken root. This first psalm is re­
garded as an introduction to the book
as a whole, striking the keynote: those
who keep God’s law will find profit. The
Jews often thought that this meant
material or physical benefits. Christians
learned from Christ that the greatest
prosperity can be counted in other ways.
Dear God, they are truly rich who truly
know the riches of your love-. Amen.

Friday, August 20. Psalm 2. You are
my son (v. 7).

The first two psalms do not bear an
author’s name. They have been ascribed
in turn to David, Solomon, Hezekiah
and Isaiah. In Psalm 1 the conflict
between good and evil is represented by
two individuals. In Psalm 2 the conflict
is between kingdoms. The kingdoms of
earth are shown as opposing God, but
they will become the possession of Some­
one mentioned in v. 7. This Someone
is revealed at the baptism of Jesus when
these very words are quoted, “You are
my son.”

Our Father, we thank you for the
many promises of the coming of Jesus,
and for their fulfilment. Amen.

Saturday, August 21. Psalm 3. I am
not afraid (v. 6).

There are many fine things in the life
of David, but there are many bad things,
too. The bad things brought a terrible
harvest to his home and family, and
one of the heaviest sorrows he had to
bear was the rebellion against him by
his own son, Absalom. This psalm was
written as David fled for his very life,
but in spite of the danger, he still had
confidence in God. He would not fear,
no matter what happened.

Our God, we know that even the
wrongs that we do will not close the
door against your love. Amen.

Sunday, August 22. Psalm 4. Put your
trust in the Lord (v. 5).

Verses four and 5 contain what has
been called David’s “four acts of religion"
for his followers in the conflict with
Absalom. Be angry and sin not: His
followers had a just cause but they were
not to surrender to anger and be unduly
violent or cruel. Commune with your
own hearts: Self - knowledge comes
through self-examination. Offer right
sacrifices: The sacrifices are not slaugh­
tered animals or slaughtered enemies,
but the sacrifice of a surrendered will.
Trust in the Lord: There are some bat­
tles that cannot be won by a strong arm
or a sharp sword, but by trust in the
Lord.

Eternal One, we put our trust in you
for the conflicts of our day. Amen.

Monday, August 23. Psalm 5. Lead me,
O Lord, in thy righteousness (v. 8).

In the early part of this psalm, David
talks about praying. “Give ear to my
words . . . Hearken . . . mv voice shalt
thou hear.” It is not until v. 8 that
we learn the subject of his prayer: “Lead
me in thy righteousnsss." So often we
ask God to lead us in our path, in our
plan, to our objective. We seek to enlist
God’s aid in our efforts. True prayer
asks that we be led in his righteousness.

Dear Lord, we are sometimes afraid
to pray this prayer because it may lead
us away from our desires, but now we
do pray, Lead us in your righteousness.
Amen.

Tuesday, August 24. Psalm 6. Be graci­
ous to me, O Lord (v. 2).

This is called the first of the Psalms
of Penitence, psalms where David con­
fesses his wrongdoing and seeks forgive­
ness. At first glance it does not appear
to have any penitence in it. There is no

declared confession. Nevertheless, the
act of confession is implied. There is
strong grief indicated, and this grief
only makes sense if there is conscious­
ness of shame and unworthiness. The
closing words show the lifting of the heart
when forgiveness is experienced.

Lord God, we thank you that a prayer
of true confession will bring complete
pardon. Amen.

Wednesday, August 25. Psalm 7. If
there is wrong in my hands (v. 3).

We don’t know the historical setting
for this psalm, but we do know there is
a temptation to think that we are bet­
ter than we are. “If there is wrong”
David had failed often enough for us
to know that he would not have to look
very hard at his hands to find that there
was guilt. He would know if he had
plundered his enemy without cause. But
maybe his catalogue of error was greater
than he knew and his hands stained
with wrongs he hadn't even remembered.
When we look at our own hearts and
hands we soon find things we need to
confess. Let us be honest with God.

Heavenly Father, we may have grown
so used to doing wrong that we hurt
people without even knowing it. Help us
to find these faults and confess them.
Amen.
