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UNION THROUGH DIVISION

It is ironical that the pioneers of our movement, with hearts set on
the unity of the church, should have felt obliged to add to the divisions.
This was not the first time that attempts to repair defects and amend
errors had further fractured the church. Luther’s reformation is an ob­
vious example. He did not intend to start a new church. He tried
desperately to effect changes from within the Roman Catholic Church, but
error was too strong. Truth had to make its witness outside the fold of
Rome.

John Wesley was also a reluctant leader of a new church. Wesley’s
impetus was a burning concern for evangelism, but the Church of England
was too apathetic. To his dying day Wesley thought of himself as an
Anglican, but in spite of his loyalty his followers of “the method” became
a new church. Again this was forced upon them. As Luther was ex­
communicated from the Roman church, so ^Wesley was banned from
Anglican pulpits. Wesley was too much on fire to wait for the non­
combustible bishops to catch some of the emotional fervour of the revival.
Ecclesiastical tradition was swept aside, apostolic succession was rejected,
and ultimately a new church was organised.

Just as Luther and Wesley had no thought of starting new churches,
so the Campbells and other leaders of the Restoration Movement directed
their efforts from within their churches. In “The Disciples of Christ,”
Garrison and De Groot tell us that when the decisive action was taken by
the Christian Association to constitute itself a church in 1811, “If their
relations with their former churches had been strained, they were now
broken. They had wished to reform those churches from the inside; now
they must do it from the outside. Contrary to their original desire, they
became a separate denomination, though a denomination consisting only
of one small country church with thirty members.” This tiny church grew
to number 200,000 members by 1860. It had then become a significant
church body, but it was another body!

In all these movements, then, there was no desire to increase division.
Divisions were forced upon the reformers because their churches were not
ready to receive new truth from God. How Luther would have welcomed
the readiness with which some Roman Catholics are willing to re-examine
their dogmas today. John Wesley would surely have been thrilled beyond
measure if the Anglican church of his age had shown the deep evangelical
concern that it is now exhibiting. The Campbells, and those who began
with them the Restoration Movement, would have felt their prayers
answered if there had been revealed in the early 19th century the passion
for unity that exists today among the great Protestant churches.

The reformers began new churches because they wanted something
more than unity. That something more was the Christ and the truth about
Christ. They would not accept a seeming kind of unity which denied both
the word and the spirit of the Lord.

Ever since the Restoration Movement began we have known division
as the scandal of Christianity. That is why we must take seriously the lead
given to us at the Federal Conference in 1964 to enter into discussion with
the Uniting Churches of Australia. It is possible that some will want to
move more quickly than the rest of us. There may be some who will
wish to move very slowly.

There is commencing in this issue a series of articles on the questions
of unity by men from all States who will express a wide range of view­
points. These will help us to think our way as a people toward Christ’s
will for His divided church in a changing world. If our great desire is
for Christ and for the truth about Christ, nothing but good can come of
our reasoning together.
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The Federal Conference of Churches of Christ in Brisbane, 1964,
resolved to seek status as observers at the negotiations of the
Uniting Church of Australia. This is the first of a series of articles
dealing with issues faced by Churches of Christ as they begin con­
versations. After four introductory articles, there will be three or
four articles each on such topics as Creeds, the Restoration plea,
the Ministry, Baptism, and other matters. They have been written
by different ministers from all Australian States. Asked to confine
themselves to a small space, they have done their best to compress
much into' little. They invite you, in charity, to take up the loose
ends of the dialogue. Readers of the "Australian Christian" are
invited to submit their comments in a spirit of earnest concern

for the well-being of the whole people of Christ.

NO. 1. IS THE CHURCH INVISIBLE? DR. K. R. BOWES (Vic.).

Sue went straight to the point with
her father. “You spoke about an invisi­
ble Church in our Bible Class discus­
sion this morning. Where do you find
that idea in the Scriptures?”

Mr. Brown had to think. He had
always used the phrase and had never
queried whether it was in the Bible.
So he got out his Bible concordance —
but the term just wasn’t there! Puzzled
by this, Mr. Brown tried to put off the
fateful moment of admitting to his
daughter that he was wrong by saying,
"I’ll look into it.”

And look into it he did. He examined
all the references in the New Testament
to the Church and found that in every
passage it spoke of a body that was
recognizable to all, that was visible. He
checked with his minister, and he came
up with the parable of the wheat and
the tares.

This suggested that there is some dif­
ficulty about deciding who are the real
members of God’s Church (a problem
produced by the presence of sin in the
Church), but at the same time the com­
mand of Jesus not to pluck out the 

tares makes sense only if there is a
visible Church from which people can
be plucked. So that passage really only
supported the idea of a visible Church!

But where did the idea of an invisi­
ble Church come from? Mr. Brown
decided to look at the beginnings of
Churches of Christ to see whether this
idea was a part of our heritage. He
found that the Campbells outspokenly
rejected the idea of an invisible Church.

Alexander Campbell wrote: “There is
but one real Kingdom of Christ in the
world, and that is equivalent to affirm­
ing that there is but one Church of
Christ in the world. As to an invisible
Church in a visible world, schoolmen
may debate about it till doom’s day, but
we know nothing of an invisible Church
in our portion of creation.” (Millennial
Harbinger, 1853, p. 106). The doctrine
of an invisible Church has no valid
place in our Movement.

If Mr. Brown had searched further,
he would have found that the idea of an
invisible Church was unknown until
Augustine, and that it did not become
widely accepted until Luther used it at
the time of his break from Rome. How­
ever, Luther did not use it to deny
completely that the Church was visible,
or that the Church ought to be visi­
bly one.

The denial of a visible unity his­
torically arose only when men began to
glory in their divisions and to claim
that they alone were the only Chris­
tians. The idea of an invisible Church,
far from being a part of our tradition,
is in fact completely alien to it, and was
one of the ideas against which our
pioneers fought.

Sue was pleasantly surprised when
her father admitted that he had been
wrong. She was pleased that now they
had a Biblical foundation upon which to
build. As the Word became flesh, as
the invisible God became visible in the
body of Jesus, so the body of Christ,
the Church, must always be visible in
its holiness, its mission and its unity.
Sue knew this to be the clear testimony
of Scripture.

O WORLD NEWS

HOSPITALS NATIONALISED
(Rangoon). During the first two weeks

of July the Revolutionary Government
of the Union of Burma nationalised five
well-known private hospitals established
and operated here by various foreign
missions, and dispensed with the ser­
vices of the foreign doctors and nurses
on the staffs.

The first four hospitals were taken
over by the State on July 5. These were:
Seventh-Day Adventist Hospital, operated
by American S.D.A. Mission, and Rama­
krishna Mission Sevashram Charitable
Hospital operated by a mission from
India, both in Rangoon; the Ellen
Mitchell Memorial Christian Hospital of
Moulmein, run by the American Baptist
Mission, and the Namhkan Hospital of
Namhkan in Upper Burma, established
as a private hospital by the late Dr.
Gordon Seagrave, one-time Baptist mis­
sionary and well-known author who
died this year.

One week later the government took
over the Holy Family Hospital in the
Rangoon suburb of South Okkalana
operated as a Roman Catholic mission.

The "Working People’s Daily,” a gov­
ernment newspaper, said of the action:
“The ... big private hospitals nation­
alised recently enjoy a record of splen­
did service to the public. But the need
for their independent existence as non­
official institutions is fast disappearing
in a socialist state which has to be com­
pletely responsible for the medical and
social care of all its public.”—E.P.S.

RIGHTS OF MISSIONARIES
(Rawalpindi). Pakistan’s parliamen­

tary secretary said here that his govern­
ment has no intention of banning the
activities of Christian missionaries in
this predominantly Moslem country.

Such a step would be a violation of
fundamental religious rights guaranteed
in Pakistan’s constitution, declared Hamid
Rheza Gilani in answer to queries raised
in Parliament by non-Christian deputies.

VIGIL COMMITTEE

(Sydney). A group of Protestant min­
isters has formed the Canberra Vigil
Committee to disseminate church state­
ments critical of U.S. military policies
in Vietnam, which have the support of
the Australian government, and to urge
a negotiated peace.

Named acting chairman was Dr. Alan
Walker, head of the Central Methodist
Union, and a leading critic of Aus­
tralian policy in Vietnam. He said the
committee was established because of
the “spontaneous reaction throughout
Australia for informed statements on
Vietnam.”—E.P.S.

LOOKS AT TELEVISION
(PART 2)

MAURICE A. COOMBS,

When attempts are made to communi­
cate the Christian faith in a complex
medium like Television it is necessary to
approach the problem with a completely
open mind. But an open mind can easily
be a vacuum unless solid research is done
to give it a valid context.

When we ask, for example, “Who is
likely to watch a religious programme on
television?” the answer is not easy. It
is doubtful that the busy churchmen
will watch. Very likely the interested
churchman will be in the audience, but
because at least 80 per cent of the tele­
vision audience does not go to church
there is certain to be a considerable
number of these who “look in” on a
religious telecast. Interestingly he is
also likely to be the sort of person the
church has greatest difficulty in reaching
— fairly low IQ, average income and
limited interests.

A good deal depends on the time the
programme is shown. In S.A., for ex­
ample, there is a programme at 4 p.m.
on Sunday afternoon. For this the
audience is predominantly young fami­
nes, women more than men and very
few teenagers. Depending on the weather
the audience can be large or small
(although I doubt that we should regard
25,000 people as a small audience, even
if it is only about 5 per cent of the
potential!). There is another programme
on the other commercial station at 10.30
p.m. For this your audience includes
no children and there is a greater pro­
portion of men to women.

Planning for these two time slots
must obviously take into account the

nature and composition of the audience
likely to watch them. The over-riding
principle is, that, for the most part, the
audience has rejected the formal methods
the church uses to communicate the
gospel and, apart from a spasmodic in­
terest in “big name” preachers and
“spectaculars" of worship, they will not
stay long with religious programming
.which merely reflects what the church
does week by week in worship. This
is in no sense a criticism of this wor­
ship, it is merely to state that in this
context it is inappropriate.

Television is an entertainment medium
and the presentation of religious pro­
grammes must recognise this as the
fundamental nature of the medium.
Drama, documentary, music, dancing,
forum and magazine formats all can be
used as vehicles for presenting Christian
values and proclaiming Christian truth.

As long as the vehicle used is used
with integrity and is not prostituted
for the sake of the "message” there
should be no hesitation in experiment­
ing with all forms of presentation. In­
deed, I would suggest that the integrity
of the vehicle is itself part of the
proclamation, and the truth of the gos­
pel lies not so much in the words of
the message as in the total impact of
the programme’s ability to illustrate
honesty and value.

I believe there is nothing that does
greater disservice to the Kingdom than
the "contrived” drama, the “loaded”
documentary, the “dishonest” forum
which works on the principle that “the
end justifies the means.” There is no

doubt that the strongest vehicles of
communication in Television are in
Documentary and Drama.

I would think the weakest is preach­
ing unless you can convey that the
preacher is, in fact, addressing a fairly
large flesh and blood audience. In this
latter category, Dr. Alan Walker, Rev.
Gordon-Powell, Bishop Fulton Sheen and
Dr. Billy Graham have had notable suc­
cess. But these must be the exceptions
whose work is given greater impact be­
cause of its novelty.

The churches will live with the other
vehicles for many years. It is here
that the problem of finance begins to
rise. Any religious programme will be
judged with the same standards as we
judge our Variety Shows,. Four Corners,
The Defenders, etc. The budgets for
all these programmes run into thousands
of pounds for a season.

In S.A. we have produced drama (High
Society, Kingdom and I, Keyhole Play­
house) each series costing many hun­
dreds of pounds. We have produced
documentaries (Focus 63, Impact, News
Desk), family shows (Light Time, Secret
World, Look), forums (This Matter Is
Urgent, On the Spot, Crossfire) and in
ail cases we have had to say, “How much
better it could have been if we could
have spent more money.”

This is not simply crying poor. The
church has many calls upon its meagre
resources and its involvement in Tele­
vision thus far is relatively great, but I
sometimes wonder if we have really
grasped the fact that on any Sunday in
this country there is the opportunity
available to bring the gospel and its
values to half the nation’s population,
and that lack of adequate resources
chokes off our efforts to do so effec­
tively.

There is still a lot to learn, there
are many problems yet unsolved — but
the Christian who watches T.V. can be
assured that efforts are being made to
cope, and Christian Television Associa­
tions round Australia would value your
prayers and practical support.

• OVERSEAS MISSIONS By JACK EDWARDS

FRONTIERSMEN
In a real sense the early missionaries

were frontiersmen who lived on or be­
yond the borders of civilisation. The
people of the New Hebrides have been
civilised in the sense that they have got
rid of barbarous habits, but they have
not yet reached an advanced stage of
social development. Because, as messen­
gers of Christ, we are concerned with
a full-orbed gospel, we are still frontiers­
men as we seek to enlighten these peo­
ple with a full knowledge of Christ, who
can change every aspect of their lives.

Our people have already crossed many
frontiers for Christ. Truly they have
been brought out of darkness into light.
Women are beginning to take their
place within the island life where be­
fore they were treated as workers and
bearers of children. What place then
has Ranwadi to play in helping them to
continue to cross frontiers for Christ. 

Our Pentecost people are divided
into two main language groups, and as
their children from these different areas
board together at Ranwadi, learn, work
and play together, it is helping them
to realise that truly they are brothers
and sisters in Christ. Further barriers
of misunderstanding are being broken
down as they learn English as a com­
mon language, and we find that many
of the South Pentecost children readily
learn the North language while living
together at Ranwadi over a period of
years.

The church life will be stronger when
these girls return to their villages with
an all-round Christian education and
become the Christian mothers of to­
morrow, who will bring up their child-;
ren in the love of Christ and read the
Bible to them. This was not possible

before, as the women could neither
read nor write.

The boys and girls receive daily Scrip­
ture lessons, and this instruction is
gradually bringing about changed lives
as in love they yield their lives to
Christ. Their reluctance to take advan­
tage of hospitalisation when sick is
being broken down as they see the dif­
ference medical treatment makes, for’
we are only two miles from our mission
hospital.

A further barrier was crossed this
year when the first Government trained
teacher for our mission began teaching
Grade 3 at Ranwadi this year. For
years our girls have trained and served
as nurses, but Roline is only the second
of our young women to become teachers.

Many frontiers remain to be crossed
for Christ, such as a higher status for
women, a more Christian outlook on
marriage customs, and a lifting of liv­
ing standards in the villages.

We trust that the school at Ranwadi
will continue to play its part in cross­
ing frontiers for Christ.

CHRISTIANS GO UNDERGROUND
AGAIN.

A return to the First Century church
mode of worship is planned for Twentieth
Century jet age travellers. This is the
aim of a London architect who has
planned a new underground church for
London Airport. The new church is to
be built for the joint use of the Angli­
can, Roman Catholic and Free Churches.

This sanctuary will be built nearly 20
feet underground. The church is de­
signed as one continuous volume con­
sisting of an irregular vaulted space.
There is no sharp distinction between
the three apses and no impression of
dividing the church into three. The
plan is such that seating can be ar­
ranged to focus on any of the three
apses. In order to give a feeling of per­
manence and timelessness the interior
design is robust and basic in character,
there being no applied decoration or
ornament. The walls and vaults are of
varying colors and textures. The church
will be fully air-conditioned, and this,
together with special reinforced con­
crete construction, and the absence of
windows, will make it soundproof against
aircraft and other noise.

This modern jet age church will, in
its very construction, have a close link
with the early church which met in
the catacombs. Seating will be for 200
and the "parish” will be made up of the
34,000 airport staff and the 9,500,000 pas­
sengers who pass through London Air­
port every year.

The cost of the project will be £100,000,
raised by public subscription. It is ex­

pected that work will begin shortly and
it is due for completion in two years’
time.

The page­
antry of the flags was a touching
moment as the flag bearers and their
escorts bowed and declared in their own
tongues, “Jesus Christ is Lord.”

Greetings from the Roman Catholic
Church were read, in Spanish and Eng­
lish, and it was as fine a statement as
one could wish to hear. How the winds
of change — or of God — are upon
our generation! The representatives of
World Methodism, World Anglicanism,
World Salvation Army, Greek Orthodox,
World Congregationalism, Lutheran chur­

ches, Japan, Philippines, East Asia, and
the World Council were there to say a
word. Even if “ecumenicity” was only
a meaningless word to some, the spirit
of ecumenicity was evident in a great
measure.

Government and local officials were
there, missionaries from around the world
were there, tongues and colors mingled
in an occasion which left no doubt that
the Lord was there also.

Let Australians be warned, that if the
next World Convention comes to Adel­
aide, that there are many things to
learn. For instance, start on time, make
sure that the venue is removed from jet
planes, secure a decent P.A. system,
and don’t ask the whole brotherhood
from around the world to speak on the
same session. Aside from that, we should
get along.

The World President, Dr. Francisco
Santando, arose to speak at 10 p.m.,
after half his audience had gone home!
Even so, those who remained were en­

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For the past twelve years all church
services, Bible School sessions, social
functions and meetings at Carnarvon
Mission have been held in the dining
room. This has meant that on Sun­
days alone all seats and tables have'
had to be moved six times. At present
approximately 16’0 attend each service
on normal Sundays, but on special oc­
casions the dining room cannot accom­
modate the number attending.

In 1958, the building of a chapel was
envisaged. The Men’s Societies of our
Australian churches caught the vision
and provided £1,500 towards the cost.
The money was handed over to the then
Superintendent at Federal Conference
in Perth in 1960. A church member in
Melbourne left a bequest of £500.

Plans were made in 1963 to remodel
the dining room-kitchen building to
serve as a chapel with annexes, and to
build a new dining room-kitchen block.
Inexplicably at the time, these proposals
received check after check, despite the
fact that building plans and specifica­
tions were made in some detail.

Then came a new development in our
mission work at Carnarvon, in the shape
of an expansion from the predomin­
antly Children’s Home work into the
community of adults in the town en­
virons and on the Native Reserve. The
conversion of Native leader, Bob Wil­
liams, and the subsequent impact on the
adult community, has widened the whole
concept of our work. We believe the
Lord has used this outreach work to
direct us to consider building the chapel
away from the Children’s Home.

With this in mind a site in the town
was sought, but for the few sites avail­
able and suitable, prices were prohibi­
tive. Most unexpectedly, the Shire Coun­
cil offered an area of land which had
been the old town Pound. The Lands
Department approved the transfer to us, 

and enlarged the area in order to give
it a better geometrical shape, making it
1% acres. It is on the main road, only
1% miles from the town. Thus a site
lias been provided at no cost, better
than any that could have been chosen
and paid for.

On this site it is proposed to erect a
set of buildings to be known as a
Christian Centre. Detailed plans are
completed for a missionary’s dwelling,
a hall and a chapel. The ground has
been levelled and a start is to be made
on the toilet buildings so that same
can be used by the builders as the
work progresses.

There are three groups of Christian
people in Carnarvon, owning allegiance
to Churches of Christ. There is the
main body at the Children’s Home, a
Native Church on the Reserve, and a
“white” church in the town. It is be­
lieved that the establishment of the
Christian Centre will eventually bring
all these groups together in a church
unique among our people in Australia.

It is planned that the Centre will
operate from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m. every
day. It will be a haven for Aboriginal
people, and any others who desire to
make it so; a Youth Centre for all
races and colors, and a Worship Centre
for all who are in Christ Jesus.

There will be land available, after the
erection of the buildings, for future
development. Costs are being carefully
analysed. In addition to the £2,000
held by the Federal Board, there is
£4,000 in a Trust Fund at Carnarvon.
When all is ready the call will go out
to the men of our brotherhood to pro­
vide as much voluntary labour as pos­
sible; to the whole church membership
of Australia to provide additional funds,
and for missionaries to devote their lives
to the work at the Centre. Watch for
the call! In the meantime, pray!

WORSHIP CENTRE OPENED
BROKEN HILL'S BIG DAY

(S.A. Conf.). Glowing tributes to the
beauty and design of the new Worship
Centre were paid at the three services
on Aug. 1. The Rev. G. Martin, Method­
ist, and chairman of the Ministers'
Fraternal, said, “the transformation is
almost unbelievable." The Mayor, G.
Dial, saw in the new buildings a strong
expression of faith by the church in
the city.

Eighty-five were present in the morn­
ing, when M. A. K. Crosby, S.A. Home
Missions Chairman, led the dedication
service. At 2.45 p.m., foundation member,
Mrs. H. E. Garner, turned the key, and
a programme of greetings, musical items
and speeches followed. Guest artists were
a male quartette from the Salvation
Army. In the evening, the minister,
R. C. Sack, preached on Unity, with
the theme, “Prayer and a Dream.’’ Solo.
ists for the day were Mrs. J. Schorn
Mrs. J. Stewart and W. Harris.

The alterations were designed by W.
Lance Brune, of Adelaide, and include
an acoustic insulated plaster tile ceiling,
set in a grill of gold anodised aluminium.
The walls are flush-jointed plaster from
floor to ceiling. A new platform is full
width, with the baptistery in a picture
framed setting, flanked by two dressing
rooms. Lighting is by two banks of
eight fluorescent lights, the baptistery
being lit independently. The color scheme
is parchment for ceiling, frosty lilac for
walls, seatone for baptistery and feature
wall, doors and platform steps are var­
nished, and all woodwork is white.

Much additional work was done by
members, and included new outer ent­
rance doors of wood, and inner self­
closing doors of glass. The platform
was vinyl-tiled and all pews painted' a
driftwood color. The floor has been
sanded and varnished, and all furniture
polished. This most harmonious wor­
ship setting was enhanced by the lovely
floral decorations provided by the ladies.

Tribute must be paid to members who
have given so much in time and money
to complete this project. A thankoffer­
ing of £240 has been received.

Possibly a fitting
comment to any sermon.

After church there was friendliness
and warmth of welcome. The Christian
atmosphere broke down all barriers of
an unknown language and unfamiliar
environment.

Civic leaders are honoring Brigade
with Civic Receptions, and with splashes
of color in parks and gardens through­
out Australia, depicting the Brigade name
or crest — window displays have been
arranged in countless shop windows
throughout the Commonwealth.

Federal Chaplain, Cliff Taylor, from
Chatswood Church of Christ, was chair­
man at the Jubilee Church Parade on
August 8 at the Sydney Town Hall. A
record attendance of Brigaders followed
a colorful march (to the tune of the
four leading Pipe bands in N.S.W.).
Lord MacDermott took the salute, and
the speaker was T.V. personality, Clif­
ford Warne.

WORLD EVANGELISM CONGRESS
This notable gathering, which will

draw leaders in Christian thought from
all parts of the globe, is planned to take
place in Berlin, Germany, in November,
1966. The principal theme for discus­
sion in this congress will be concerned
with aspects of Evangelism: how it
should be defined, and how it ought to
be practised in our modern age.

This gathering is being sponsored
by the American religious periodical,
“Christianity Today,” and it is expected
that some 1,200 delegates will be in
attendance for about ten days. Hono­
rary Chairman is evangelist Dr. Billy
Graham, and the chairman of the plan­
ning committee is Dr. Carl Henry, dy­
namic editor of “Christianity Today.”

The West Berlin Kongresshalle, which
will be the venue of this significant
conference, has an auditorium capable of
seating 1,264, in addition to modern
technical facilities for simultaneous trans­
lation of speeches. Four or five languages
will be recognised as congress languages.

Recognising that the primary task of
the church is to proclaim the gospel, the

originators of the congress have an­
nounced a Sponsoring Committee of 55
key evangelical leaders from some 20
countries to give attention to a Bibli­
cally-based programme.

METHODISTS OPPOSE UNION
(Leeds). Representatives of British

Methodists who oppose the proposed
terms for Anglican-Methodist union have
appealed to “Methodist people not to
leave the Methodist church now,” and
assured “all those who are disturbed by
the decision of the last conference that
this committee is continuing its work
and planning for the future.”

Dr. Leslie Newman, of Brighton, chair­
man of the group, said it was not against
union, but thought the majority report
did not provide the right way and that
the better approach would be union in
the first place with all the free churches.

The Methodist Conference, the church’s
governing body, meeting earlier this
month, indicated its readiness to seek
closer relations with the Church of Eng­
land.—E.P.S.

EAST ASIAN CHURCHES PLAN
TO END VIETNAM WAR

(Bangkok). Officers of the East Asia
Christian Conference have sent a letter
to the national councils of churches in
the U.S.A, and Britain suggesting a four-
point plan for seeking settlement of the
war in Vietnam.

They asked the council leaders to do
“all in your power to share with those
entrusted with the making of decisions”
in their country the E.A.C.C. proposals.

They said they had been heartened
by the increasing consensus of opinion
about Vietnam among Asians, and by the
fact that present U.S. policy has been
seriously questioned in the U.S.A., par­
ticularly by leaders of the church and
academic community.

The four points of the letter were:—
1. We do not believe that any viable

solution to the problem in Vietnam can
be worked out unless the point of de­
parture is the simple fact that Vietnam
is one country. The line of demarkatlon
between North and South Vietnam is a
cease-fire line only.

2. It is not possible to arrest a Nation­
alist Movement at mid-point. When the
French left Vietnam, some way should
have been found to set the whole of
Vietnam free.

3. As we see it, three things have to
be settled simultaneously around the
negotiating table:

— The Unification of Vietnam;
— The guarantee of true freedom for

all citizens in Vietnam, whatever
their religion or political conviction;

— The independence of Vietnam in
relation to its neighbours.

4. It may be that there will be need
for three parallel negotiations:

— between the contending parties in
South Vietnam;

— between South and North Vietnam;
— between all interested powers who

will guarantee the accords arrived
at in the previous negotiations.

It began this way . . . just 41 years
ago, August 4, 1924, thirty-six mem­
bers of the Church of Christ, Queens­
town, S.A., felt the call of God in
their hearts to constitute a new work
in the Cheltenham area. For a brief
time the services were held in the
Pennington Primary School until, with
the voluntary assistance of the men
of the Port Line Group of churches,
the present building was erected.

H. S. Watkins was one of the
thirty-six foundation members, and
today as an elder of the church, is
still actively engaged in the work of
the Lord. For 26 years he served as
secretary of the church, and for 20
years as Superintendent of the Bible
School, when for 18 years he con­
ducted the anniversary services.

Eventually he served in the three
major positions when, for a time,
it was necessary for him to carry
on as treasurer. In addition, he was
secretary of his Union, secretary of
the Port Line Group, and for many
years a tough man to mix it with on
the football and cricket fields. He
is a returned Digger from World War
1, and has indeed been a valiant
fighter for the Faith over the years
at Cheltenham. He has been ably and
lovingly supported by his dear wife,
who still continues to serve faithfully.

During its history the church at
Cheltenham has battled on bravely
in the name of the Master, despite
many set-backs which may have
proved fatal to less determined and
consecrated souls. She has seen ser­

vice from only three brief full-time
ministries in 41 years, which shows
what faithfulness and determination
has been displayed by those who have
stood by the church in that time.

In success or adversity the church
has continued a loyal witness to Jesus
Christ, and the promising work today
stands partly upon the foundation
that has been set down through these
years.

Today ... is a day of spiritual re­
awakening and re-vitalising for the
church at Cheltenham. It is a day
when enthusiasm for the things of
God is high, and opportunity for
Christ in our district is great. The
membership has doubled in the last
few years, and the spiritual life of
the church has been deepened tre­
mendously by faithful attendance at
the worship services, and by regular
study of God’s work at the midweek
fellowship.

With faith and courage going hand
in hand, the membership has striven
together to build our wonderful new
chapel to the glory of God.

Surely, as never before in her his­
tory, the church is poised for a
momentous step into our community.
With the full-time minister in 1966,
and a Home Mission support and sub­
sidy, the church is looking forward
with prayerful confidence that God
will continue to lead, and that great
victories will be won for Christ in
the years that lie ahead.

When a child is continually disturb­
ing a class at Sunday School, is it
reasonable to ask the parents to keep
him at home?

To ask the parents to keep a child at
home is a polite way of saying “We
expel this child!” When we do banish
a child from a Sunday School we are
also saying that we are defeated. We
remove the problem we can’t solve!

I have the utmost sympathy with
Sunday School teachers, who must rank
among the most long-suffering of mortals.
When they feel driven to ask a child
to leave, it would be out of concern for
other children ini the class. It can be so
frustrating when carefully prepared les­
sons for responsive children are spoiled
by the disruptive efforts of one scholar.

Like most questions, there is no easy
straightforward answer of the “this is
the thing to do” type. The appropriate
action in one case may not be appro­
priate in another. The reason for the
child’s anti-class behaviour would re­
quire to be explored. The child may
be too old, or too young for the rest
of the class, or perhaps mentally back­
ward or mentally handicapped. Maybe
the child is expressing in class some­
thing of a disturbed home life, and some­
times the child may be just naughty.

It must be admitted that some teach­
ers need more training than they pos­
sess in order to cope with some of the
situations that arise in class. Also, lack
of preparation for the lessons could
easily spark off the potential trouble­
maker. Sometimes the absence of
meaningful. activity causes children to
seek some other means of self-expression.

One teacher met her problem by
visiting the child’s home and establish­
ing effective relationships, not only with
the child, but with the child's parents.

There have been cases where a men­
tally retarded child has been assigned
as the sole responsibility of an assistant
teacher. In this case a child would not
even have to be removed from the class.

Christ receives all sorts and condi­
tions of people, and the Sunday School,
in the name of Christ, must be prepared
to receive all sorts and conditions of
children. Naughtiness in young child­
ren will never in itself be sufficient
reason for expulsion. It is amazing
what can be done by teachers who love
and are prepared to work to win the
confidence of the child.

I hate to confess this, but one superin­
tendent declared that I was the worst
boy in his school This was probably
an exaggeration, but I am glad they
persevered with me I

■ SPOTLIGHT ON VIC. . . .
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ARCHITECTS
Gone are the days when Christian

congregations were content with small,
box-like buildings as their meeting
places. All too often these were too
limited, lacked conveniences such as
vestries, and were inadequate for,
and sometimes a hindrance, to a
complete ministry to the community.

Not that many congregations did
not render excellent service and make
good nrogress in such “church homes”
and with such equipment. But this
was not because of such buildings
and equipment. Rather was it in
spite of them. Probably with the
best of these an even more excellent
and effective ministry might have
been accomplished.

The standard of all types of build­
ings, in city and country, has greatly
advanced in recent years. It is good
to see that the church is not lagging
behind in this regard, but is also
lifting the standard of her buildings.

Perhaps it should not be so, but
there is no doubt that an attractive,
well-maintained building makes a bet­
ter impression on the community
than a cheap, tumble-down, neglected
one. It is also likely that an invi­
tation to attend worship in the for­
mer type of building will be more
readily accepted than if the building
is one of which we could be ashamed
and for which we must apologise.

We read in this journal reports
from all States of the opening of new
buildings. Victoria provides her share
of such reports. Already this year
four congregations have embarked
upon, or have concluded building
programmes. These are Ararat (hall),
Carnegie (hall), Parkdale (chapel),

and Latrobe Terrace, Geelong-Thom­
son (chapel).

Three other congregations will soon
be commencing building operations,
viz., Ivanhoe-Briar Hill (chapel),
Shepparton (hall), Traralgon East
(chapel). All these structures are or
will b; of high standard and will com-
mend'the local church and brotherhood.

This would not be unique to Vic­
toria, of course, but we are singularly
fortunate in having amongst our
membership at least five architects
who are ready to place their talents
and services at the disposal of the
churches. They are Russell N.
Andrews (Blackburn), Walter G. Col­
man (Blackburn), Ray L. Drayton
(N. Essendon), Reg. C. Padey (Ash­
burton) and Ian J. Smith (Ringwood).

Undoubtedly much of the credit
for the advance in our building
standards must be given to the in­
fluence and work of these men. Their
training enables them to see the
potential in a building site and to
present a master plan of buildings
which makes the best use of the space
available and meets all regulations.

Churches which use these skilled
men will never have the expense of
shifting buildings to make room for
later expansion. Nor will they have
cause to lament ruefully on "what
might have been” if only they had
sought expert advice before com­
mencing to build.

For the help of our architect breth­
ren, and the dedication of their tal­
ents to the brotherhood, we express
gratitude to God who equipped them
and called them into his service.

The C.W.F. celebrated its
11th birthday with an Inter-Church
party on July 29; 130 ladies attended,
68 being representatives from other
women’s groups in Canberra . . .

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It was at Parkdale, Victoria. Our con­
gregation there was opening its fine new
chapel, which cost, with equipment,
£17,000. A brief ceremony outside the
main door preceded the turning of the
key and the entry of the congregation.

There followed a service of worship
and dedication, in which greetings were
expressed by civic authorities, local chur­
ches and the brotherhood. In represent­
ing the city, the Mayor delivered a mes­
sage. It was so challenging and relevant
to the situation in which the church at
large finds itself today that it should be
shared with others. Following is a
resume of the address:

I hope this congregation has not erec­
ted this building as an escape from its
responsibilities for the Christian well­
being of the community. For too long
it has been a dogma among some that
religion’s place is not in economics, local
or national government, or business. But
the church is not something apart from
the community. The early Christians had
a deep and serious concern about the
social environment.

So today Christianity should be more
than prayers, worship and sermons in the
church, cleaning and polishing the fittings
and canvassing the faithful. It should
be service to the world. Archbishop Woods
well said, “Christ is leading us out from
the church into the world. We are dis­
covering that God’s main activity is not
to protect his people, his church, from
this ‘wicked world,’ but to save the world
and to use the church to save it, even at
the cost of appearing to bring the church
to nothing in doing it.”

People who desire merely to stay be­
hind cloistered walls fail to understand
Christ’s purpose for the church and are
afraid of the hard lessons of their faith.

It is a rarity to find clergymen en­
couraging people to become councillors,
to join school councils, theatre groups,
football and cricket clubs, etc., or assist
at the opportunity shop, or aid the hos­
pital auxiliary. Church Boards, too, show
a lack of community sense in this regard.
This may be due to the fact that local
church leaders are afraid that the person
who assists God’s work, other than from
his church boundary, will be lost to them.
This is a mistaken conception. People 

who work in Council or community pro­
ject have a real chance to exercise a
Christian influence.

In local government there is a tremend­
ous opportunity for service and respon­
sibility on the part of the local church.
This is applicable also to participation
in local organisations which are part of
self-help programmes in community life.

There is no end to the forms in which
service presents itself. Church people
have a particular talent which can be
used in these spheres, but it is wasted
because the church doesn’t advise them
that this talent should be made avail­
able at all times for the advancement of
God’s work in the world.

As members of our benevolent society
move through the city those who seek
their help are amazed that enquiry is
made . regarding their church affiliation.
"What does that matter?” they ask.
“What does the church do for you?”
Could this be an indication that the
church has little contact with the life
of the under-privileged in the com­
munity? Does the church feel that it
does not have to accept responsibility
for thesa people because they do not go
to church? The mission of the church
should be to go out among these peo­
ple manifesting Christ’s love and care —
to be involved in bearing their burdens.

The church must win the right to
contribute to the life of the community.
To win this right it must gain the
respect and trust of those who direct and
work in the community. To gain this
respect the church should embark on a
carefully planned and sustained develop­
ment of personal relationships in all
spheres of community life. Once there
is respect and trust the key will turn
in the door and it will re-open and let
the church in to the fulfilling of its
mission in the world.

I end, then, as I began. I hope that
this congregation will not allow this
building to be a means of cloistered
seclusion and escape from reality and
responsibility. Rather, may this build­
ing be the hub of a vital Christian work
from which many will go out on a
mission of service to the community.
“Even the Son of Man did not come
to be served but to serve . .

BOYCOTT INEFFECTIVE
IN SOUTH AFRICA

(Nairobi). The East African nations
trade boycott of South Africa has been
unsuccessful, and may have strength­
ened the South African government's
position, the Rt. Rev. Leslie Stradling,
Anglican Bishop of Johannesburg, said
here.

The more South Africans feel the
rest of the world is against them, the
stronger becomes the support of some
members of the white population for the
present South African government, he
told a meeting.

He suggested that one way of creating
better understanding and removing pre­
judice would be to encourage greater
"coming and going” between residents
of South Africa and other nations.

“Target,” the East African Christian
weekly, supported the appeal for greater
exchange, and commented that a re­
thinking of the present boycott policy
is required, but added: “Our own view
is that if a trade boycott was universally
applied and enforced by the United
nations, then it might well bring the
fortress of apartheid crashing down —
even without violence. The diplomatic
efforts of African governments should
continue to be directed to this end.”

DIVISION.
To the Editor,

Eric Bollard's warning (“A.C.” 7/8/65)
“scandal of a broken brotherhood" co­
incides with extraordinary developments
in his State of S.A.

A church paper of a strong group of
churches in S.A. states, “The S.A. Chur­
ches of Christ Committee for the Pro­
motion of Christian Union wants to
know the opinions of the ordinary church
member to matters which will vitally
affect our future.

1. Overseas and Home Mission Depart­
ments already exercise a ministry similar
to that of a pastoral bishop. Would an
extension of this ministry, to include all
our churches, benefit them?

2. Have we anything to fear from a
united church that allowed both infant
and believer’s baptism?”

On the surface this would seem a
“feeler,” but they are the very things
which divided the Disciples of Christ on
the floor of Conference, back in the
1920’s. Thus we now have “the Inde­
pendents,” one million in membership.
If the current Disciples’ efforts in the
U.S.A, to merger the United Church
of Christ succeed, division could result
still further, for there are still many
conservative Disciples.

May such moves be rejected by all
Conferences, if they ever reach that stage.

Sercombe:—

“The correspondence from the S.A.
Committee for the promotion of Chris­
tian Union referred to in the above
letter, was sent out to our ministers
with the approval of the S.A. Executive
Committee, and was intended to stimu­
late discussion at the local level of the
kind of questions that may have to be
faced if we begin conversations with
other Churches. Dr. Caldicott has
headed his letter DIVISION, and has
spoken of ‘extraordinary developments.’
He speaks of a ‘feeler’ and Churches
being divided on the floor of Confer-
ance, and has linked us with the un­
happy experience of our American breth­
ren. He seems to be imputing sinister
motives, but his quotes are taken com­
pletely out of context. This is the sort
of thing that causes division. We should
never be afraid to discuss the implica­
tions of our faith and need to remind
ourselves that truth fears no investi­
gation.”

To the Editor,

In Honolulu, Mr. and Mrs. E. V. Law­
ton and I were met by Geo. Jacobs, min­
ister of First Christian Church, and
shown the city, the island, and, of course,
Pearl Harbour. In the U.S. I travelled
with 15 other Australians and the N.Z.
party from Los Angeles to the Grand
Canyon and on to Albuquerque. We spent
an unforgettable night in Las Vegas. We
were told that there are 7 miles of neon
lights on one of the casinos. The only
time the place closed down in the last 15
years was for two days when President
Kennedy was assassinated. We were sur­
prised to learn that there are 125 churches
there. We have quite a virile work and
not everyone gambles. Our assistant
minister there conducted 1,300 weddings
last year.

At Fort Worth I stayed with Mr. and
Mrs. Parr-Armstrong, who visited Aus­
tralia two years ago. They have happy
memories of their visit to us. I spoke to
the Adult Classes in South Hills Chris­
tian Church, preached at Boulevard
Christian in the morning, and at North,
Fort Worth Christian Church at night,
when three of our churches combined.
In Houston, I was met by Arthur and
Flo. Crouch, former Australians. They
were on their way to conduct revival
meetings in Missouri, so I travelled with
them by car for 1,100 miles. I caught
up with the Australian party again at
St. Louis, and we were shown over the
publishing house of the Christian Board
of Publication and the Bethany Book­
shop. ;

The kindness and consideration of our
American people to all of us in every
place is even more than we could
anticipate.

Thursday, August 26. Psalm 8. What
is man that thou art mindful of him?
(v. 4).

When did David write this psalm? Some
scholars argue that he did not write any
of the psalms until after he became
king. This may be so, but if it is, there
is still no doubt that he drew on his
experiences as a shepherd. This psalm
so naturally expresses his feelings when,
on one brilliant night, he saw the evid­
ence of the hand of God in the splen­
dour of the heavens. What could pos­
sibly cause the creator of such magnifi­
cence to spare time for man, so insig­
nificant?

Eternal Father, we do not know why
you should bother, but we have learned
through Christ that you do. Amen.

Friday, August 27. Psalm 9: 1-8. He
judges the world with righteousness (v. 8).

In the news just now there are refer­
ences to men who have spent long years
in prison for crimes they did not com­
mit. In another case, a severe prison
sentence was given • for a crime that
should have produced no more than a
fine. Man will fail as a judge some­
times because he does not know enough,
or because he is indifferent or cruel.
The psalmist reminds us that the Lord
is a just judge. We must continue to
strive for true justice for others as well
as for ourselves, but always there is the
assurance that God will be at the final
court of appeal.

Our Father, we are glad that you
know when we are truly innocent, but
we remind ourselves that you also know
when we are secretly guilty. Amen.

Saturday, August 28. Psalm 9: 9-14.
Those who know thy name put their trust
in thee (v. 10).

The name stands for the person, and
to know the name means to know the
person concerned. When we think of
a person’s name we think of what he 

is or what he has done. We do not
really know God by name if we know
nothing of his majesty, concern and love.
But we do know God by name and
nature. He has been made known to
us by his Son. The more we know him
the more we trust him. Someone has
said that “trust” comes from the same
root as “true.” True, truer, truest, trust.
Our name for God is truth. When we
know that name, God will have our trust.

O God of truth, we trust you in word,
help us to trust you in deed. Amen.

Sunday, August 29. Psalm 9: 15-20.
Higgaion. Selah (v. 16).

In the Psalms we often come across
the word “selah.” It is a Hebrew word
that means “pause.” The psalms were
used for singing and this pause was to
guide the musicians. The word should
never be spoken in the public reading
of scripture, but it could well help us
to stop to think about the meaning of
the passage. “Higgaion” means “medi­
tate.” Again it is an instruction for
the choir and instrumentalists and not
for speaking. The subject of this psalm
is the awfulness of evil and its certain
judgment. “Pause and meditate on these
things.”

Dear Lord, when we do stop to think
about evil and its consequences, we imme­
diately think about Jesus and his way to
forgiveness. Amen.

Monday, August 30. Psalm 10: 1-4. Why
dost thou hide thyself? (v. 1).

God does sometimes seem to stand
aside. When trouble comes we feel so
terribly alone. However, it would be
foolish to expect God to take the strug­
gle out of life. The butterfly has to
fight its way out of its cocoon to get
strength to fly, the plant has to struggle
through the soil or it will remain weak,
the child learns to walk through stumb­
ling and falling. But God is also near
bo help if we are tested beyond our
strength.
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O Christ, even from you God seemed
to hide- his face, but he was near enough
for you to commit yourself to the Father.
Amen.

Tuesday, August 31. Psalm 10: 1-8.
He sits in ambush in the villages (v. 8).

That this psalm has no title supports
the view that Psalms 9 and 10 were
once joined. Psalm 9 is about the
heathen outside the chosen people. Psalm
10 refers to the wicked inside. There is
always something more terrible about
the thief who is a supposedly loyal ser­
vant. So, too, with the wicked inside
the people of God. There may be some
excuse for those who are ignorant of
God, there can be none for those who
know him. The description of the wicked
man is terrible: “His mouth is filled with
cunning ... he sits in ambush in the
villages; in hiding places he murders the
innocent ... he lurks in secret like a
lion in his covet; he lurks that he may
seize the poor.”

Dear God, help us to be a part of the
answer to evil and not its cause. Amen.

Wednesday, Sept. 1. Psalm 11. In the
Lord I take refuge, how can you say to
me, “Flee!” (v. 1).

How often people run away from trou­
ble, only to find that they take their
trouble with them. A boy caught at
stealing, a man ridiculed for stupidity, a
domestic quarrel that is a community
scandal — liow' often it is said, ’’Let’s go
somewhere else and start all over again.”
The great trouble with running away is
that usually the trouble is not in the
place that is left, but in the person
that is leaving.

Eternal One, it is not always easy to
stay, but it is easier when we remember
that you stay with us. Amen.
