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LET'S CALL OUR YOUNG MEN
Some time ago an article called “Ministers . . . where do they

come from?” reminded us that there just aren’t enough ministers
available. The article was a call to recruitment because almost
every church in almost every land is facing an acute shortage of
men for the ministry. Some churches put up with part-time
leadership, some are surviving interim ministries while they wait for,
or hope for, someone permanent to turn up, and some even do
without for a time so they can save enough to call the man they
feel is needed for their churches.

This shortage of ministers is likely to continue for some years,
at least, but this fact must not result in the lowering of acceptance
qualifications and training standards. The finest of our young men
are required for the ministry, and they must have the best possible
training and equipment. But there is strong competition for our
young men — and women. There are splendid opportunities which
do more than offer security and interesting occupations. They also
satisfy the service incentive which stirs our young people to seek
something purposive. Medicine, law, social welfare, science, edu­
cation, and others: all provide service incentives.

The church will never be able to match the highest rewards of
industry, commerce, and the professions, but the church can and
does still challenge young people with the greatest incentives of all.
The ministry is a call to high purpose. Our colleges, in fact, contain
such young men and women who have already accepted the ideal
of full-time Christian service and have cheerfully turned down
tempting opportunities for self-interest and self-advancement.

Fortunately, the financial rewards of the ministry today are
adequate to enable capable men to live and serve with dignity and
to meet the general and educational responsibilities of a family.
This was not always the case. Many a minister, who was ready to
make personal sacrifices for the sake of the Christ who called him,
found that his wife and children were also involved in the sacrifices.
This fact has made parents and church leaders reluctant to urge
young men to accept unnecessary burdens and unequal sacrifices. ■

A call to the ministry is certainly not to be determined by
financial aspects only. Young men will be attracted by the prospect
of becoming partners with Christ in seeking the souls of men, be­
cause they want their lives to count for something in God’s world,
and because they realise that the decisions which have the greatest
bearing upon human destiny are not those made in laboratories, at
launching pads, or at drafting tables, but in human hearts and
minds. The minister is God’s servant to those hearts and minds.

The potential minister is in our congregations. God may call
him without any effort on our part, but God may be seeking to call
him through us. The schools and universities may be counted on
to direct young men to almost any profession but the ministry. It
will be for the church, through parents, ministers and leaders, to
point to the target, give encouragement, and supply resources for
training.

If we are God’s agents in calling young men to the ministry, it
will follow that we are also God’s guardians of the way to the
ministry. This may involve us in some changes, for the candidate
may be sent to a ministry different from the traditional concept of
the preacher-pastor our forefathers knew. Today there is explora­
tion and pioneering in new forms of the old ministry.

For generations we have had ministers serving in Bible Societies
and Temperance organisations. Today we have chaplains in schools,
hospitals, industry and prisons. Ministers also serve in the fields of
radio, TV, church finance, social service, and church administration.
There was, of course, a diversity of ministry in the New Testament.
“His gifts were that some should be apostles, some prophets, some
evangelists, some pastors and teachers, for the equipment of the
saints for the work of ministry for building up the body of Christ.”
(Eph. 4: 11-12.) We may well see in this passage a flexibility of
ministry that will enable us to engage in thrilling experiments to
make the Christ relevant to our day.
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Christ is always calling young men
into active service. The College of
the Bible is an ever-open door of

training for all who would serve.

After nearly twentyone years as Principal, fol­
lowing six years as a member of the Faculty, one
may be permited to share some reflections.

In a recent Television interview I was asked
about changes and emphases in theological educa­
tion. One question raised an issue under discussion
in some quarters as to whether the theological insti­
tution is concerned with education or training. We
would not see these as alternatives. They belong
together.

While stressing the need of education in the
sense of providing knowledge or content, we would
be most emphatic in saying that education is a
means to an end. It is a necessary tool for ade­
quate leadership, witness and service. Glen Iris has
been unchanging in this emphasis.

Of course, no theological course alone makes a
minister, nor is the period of formal education and
training complete. There are things that can be
learned only in the university of experience. No
course can anticipate every situation that may arise,
nor can ready-made answers be provided for the
tasks and contingencies of the ministry.

With the extension of the course in recent years
the major changes have been in the increase of
Old and New Testament studies, Biblical and His­
torical Theology, Christian Education and Pastoral
Theology.

Affiliation with the Melbourne College of Divin­
ity and the inclusion of the Licentiate of Theology in
our Diploma course puts our College into line with
external standards and provides our students with
an acknowledged seal of formal training for the
ministry. Our course, however, goes far beyond the
L.Th. in its range of subjects and training. The L.Th.
is a two-year course and is included in our four-
year course.

Changes have been made in response to chang­
ing approaches in 'the on-going mission of the
Church without surrendering the time-honoured
basic subjects of any theological course.

There are problems which are as old as human­
ity, but rapidly changing patterns of life bring new
shapes to human problems and new problems of
ministry and communication. Old structures of
Church life are not serving as they once did in
communicating the gospel. How do we get along­
side people? How do we apply the abiding truths
of the gospel and the eternal principles of Christi­
anity in a restless and rapidly changing world?

Among students today we find a questioning and
a wrestling with unanswered questions. Those of
an earlier day were far more settled in a traditional
pattern of church life.

While we make no pretence to have all the ans­
wers to the problems of mission in the modern world,
we cannot escape involvement in the concern about
practicalities in theological education. A basic neces­
sity is that students and others be ready to accept
change itself — not change in the Christian mes­
sage in answer to human need, but change in our
application of unchanging truth.

We cannot live in isolation. Our original vision
as a people, and the pressure of inter-church en­
counter, challenge us to know both ourselves and
others, that together we may be a reforming move­
ment under the judgment and guidance of the Word
of God. This is why, over the years, there has been
increasing study of our historic witness in the light
of the New Testament and in relation to the ferment
of Christian thought and action.

Among those who pass through the College there
is a wide range of background, outlook, ability and
personality. One of the impressive things is to see
how some of limited opportunities before coming
to College, and sometimes of limited gifts as stud­
ents make the grade by reason of set purpose and
diligence. The College Faculty could write of so
many that they increased in wisdom and stature,
using “stature” in more than a physical sense. To
see this growth in students is one of life’s deepest
satisfactions. The whole brotherhood reaps the divi­
dend of a sound investment.

During a recent visit of some thirty students
to South Australian churches, a member of one con­
gregation remarked how moving it was to hear com­
mitted young people. As one reflects, probably the
deepest impression is that of commitment among
the steady stream of students who have responded
to the call to serve Christ.

May we all share in this commitment.

Traveller
A traveller sees many things. He may report

on what he sees, but the more significant thing is
the meaning in what is seen. It is a great privilege
to travel to many churches. One meets men with
whom you have trained in College. Numbers who
preceded you become far more than mere names in
a Conference Handbook, and then there is the ever-
increasing number of younger men whom you meet
in College as students, and who become your asso­
ciates in the succeeding days.

City and Country
The minister is so often your contact point with

the churches. But, of course, beyond the minister
is the church. Sometimes a church in a remote
rural area, a small town, a provincial city, a metrop­
olis. And how they vary. Churches are like people,
they have their own personalities — happy, sad,
eager, tired, friendly, cold, courageous, timid. In
the midst of all this stands the minister. He has
been called as a man of many parts, organiser,
teacher, pastor, preacher. The more one reflects
upon the demands made upon one personality, the
more one comes to appreciate his service. He is
called spiritually to sustain himself and his people,
and to ever keep before himself and his people the
real task of their mutual ministry. That is, to be
evangelists of the Good News of Christ.

To be an evangelist is to be a man of deep con­
viction about the truth which has constrained him.
He must needs sustain others, strengthen folk in
face of doubt, minister to needs, show the relevance
of the faith. He ever points to Jesus Christ as the
Way, the Truth and the Life.

The evangelist works in many different ways,
through different media. He will preach, teach in
groups, counsel folk with special needs, visit in the
homes. But always his purpose is the same — to
share with people, life lived in the sustaining en­
vironment of the Risen Christ. And beyond this he
has a concern for the total community. To bring
something of the savour of Christ to its life, to move
in the midst of men who make decisions which
affect the whole community and Indeed nation.

These things I see being done by our ministers,
both voung and old. I am sometimes deeply moved
by what I see achieved, over such a wide area of
activity.

Most candidates enter College with a simple
dedication to Christ and a desire to be used by him.
It is the College which unfolds the deep significance
of sin and the wide implications of salvation. It is
here that he grapples with the needs of people and
learns to minister to them. Here also he begins to
glimpse the world significance of his faith and the
need to attempt to apply it to all the areas of life.

But beyond all this the College will deepen his
understanding of his own faith, give him stronger
convictions and enable him to sustain himself at
deep spiritual levels for the evangelistic encounter
of later days.

Few men can stand the responsibility of minis­
tering without this basic preparation for their role
as an evangelist. Time and again in men with whom
you work, you see them, as one has put it, “granite on
fire.” And you see also the debt they owe to Col­
lege and lecturers, because their debt is your debt
also. To see a man serving as an evangelist means
that there are those behind him who have equipped
him for his task.

Occasionally I have pre-recorded Radio and Tele­
vision programmes which has given me the oppor­
tunity to be on “the receiving end” at a later date.
As a listener it has been difficult to reconcile what
I hear and see in a few brief minutes, with the long
hours of preparation which the programme entails.

After sixteen years of pastoral work, this year
has given me the opportunity of being on “the
receiving end” of the ministry.

Are we, as a people, taking our ministerial
supply too much for granted? Do we expect a con­
tinuous line of pastors and missionaries, ad infini­
tum, without questioning where the leaders of the
future are coming from? Are not the men of 1975
and 1985 to be the “called out” ones of 1965? What
positive plan has the local church to encourage it’s
youth to give serious thought to full-time service?

What teaching do we supply to our societies and
clubs to let them know of our College facilities,
educational demands and the high challenge of
commitment to service? Is this task left to a bi­
annual deputationist, or has the local Officers’ Board
a positive programme of service education? Where
are our future leaders to come from?

The obvious answer to our last question is “our
churches.” Yes, your church and my church. I was
17 years of age when a senior woman of my home
church talked me about the possibility of my con­

sidering the ministry as my life’s calling. That seed
later bore fruit, but to my knowledge I was the first
person ever to leave that church for full-time work
in its fifty years of history.

On the other hand, a small country church in
the West has the reputation of giving four of its
youth to full-time service in the first decade of its
history. Almost as soon as a youth leader is trained
to take up the auxiliary work in this church he
packs his trunks and sets out for training at the
College. One church’s loss has meant a brother­
hood gain.

Then again, how many of us who are on the
“receiving end” in a local congregation ever give
thought to the “making of a minister”? Service
for Christ is as demanding, if not more so, than
training for other fields of creative work. The
apprenticeship period of training for a trade or
profession lasts several years and makes big demands
in study, time and earnings.

How much more is this for the man who will
ultimately have the care of souls and who will be
called upon to speak and act as Christ’s personal
ambassador? Such a man cannot be content to be
a blundering amateur. His life and mind needs dis­
ciplined training. Such a line of thinking must lead
us to reciprocal sacrifice. One church I know has
done this and now budgets a handsome slice of
stewardship to the College work. The result of this
involvement gives them a personal and practical
interest in many students.

As far as God’s grace is concerned, we are all
on the “receiving end.” It is at this point we com­
bine — ministers and members alike — to make
more effective the sending forth of the “Word of
Life.”

I Am Speaking to You, Young Man!
But, come to think of it, I’m hardly the right

man to be speaking to you! I wear an overcoat
when it is raining, nowadays; and keep my slippers
handy in the cold weather! I preach sermons tell­
ing people to be the kind of Christian I have never
succeeded in being myself. I drink tea with the old
ladies, and find in them some of Gods greatest
saints — people who in loneliness, suffering and
poverty can look forward to death with a child­
like trust that makes me weep for very shame! A
MAN! ■— well, perhaps a member of the genus homo
(more-or-less) sapiens, but that is about all!

However, let me tell you, please, that the min­
istry is a man-size job and more. It is a job for a
man. with super-human strength; the kind of
strength that God alone can give (and, praise God,
does give) through the Holy Spirit.

1. The Prophetic Ministry.
We are often told that this is lacking in the

church of today, and needs to be recovered. “There
was a man sent from God whose name was John”
(John 1: 6). The man was, of course, John the
Baptist, and even apart from, his hairy clothing and
his ascetic manner of life, it is obvious that God
sent a man to do a man-sized job. He could rebuke
a king, and proclaim an unpopular message, and
face death unflinchingly. His was in truth a pro­
phetic ministry. The church needs men today who
will stand up for the truth of God, and proclaim a
whole gospel, cost what it will.

sized job. The church still needs am evangelistic
ministry, but it takes a man to do it!

4. The Pastoral Ministry-
“But thou, O man of God," wrote Paul, “fight

the good fight of faith’ (1 Tim. 6. 11, 12). Timothy
was a different kind of man. His was pre-eminently a
pastoral ministry. But as Paul saw it, the pastoral
ministry was just a little bit more than drinking
afternoon tea! It meant setting churches in order,
stamping out error, disciplining unworthy and unruly
characters in the church, and proclaiming a message
that would build up the church and thus provide
men for similar and other types of ministry. This
was a man-sized job.

Which is the most important type of ministry?
That is a silly question. God, through his Spirit,
gives differing gifts to men for the whole work of
the church. One has to find out the particular work
to which he ia most suited, and be man enough to
do a man-sized job in it. That requires the best
training that it is possible to obtain, intellectual
and spiritual. I can only thank God for the oppor­
tunity that was provided for me in the College of
the Bible to develop the small amount of ability
that was given to me.

The best I could wish for you, young man, is
that God will lead you into a full-time service —
man-sized and more! “Neglect not the gift that is
in thee.” God needs men, fully equipped for today’s
tasks.

2. The Teaching Ministry.
This will always be important. The first great

teaching ministry in the church was performed by
a man who was chosen to serve tables. Stephen,
according to the Revised Version, was a man with
five great qualifications. He was a man full of
faith of the Holy Spirit, full of grace and power,
and possessed of a wisdom that could not be with­
stood by his hearers. When there was no other
way to circumvent his teaching, false witnesses were
brought against him. He was accused by liars and
put to death by prejudice.

But it took a real man to pray for the forgive­
ness of his enemies at the very moment of death!

3. The Evangelistic Ministry.
“I knew a man in Christ above fourteen years

ago . . .,” wrote Paul (2 Cor. 12: 2), and that man,
the Apostle Paul himself, hadn’t changed so much
over the fourteen years. He was a man who saw
visions. The man who engages in an evangelistic
ministry must be able to see visions.

Paul was a man in Christ who could not only
see the visions, but withstand hardship, plan stra­
tegic evangelistic and missionary tours, and open
up the great trade routes of the ancient world to
the gospel. He may have been small of stature,
as some think, with weak eyesight and frequent
illness. But whether these things are true or not,
Paul was a man, God’s chosen vessel for a man­ missionary volunteer group.

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Coming from the mission field back into the

student atmosphere, of College life has been stimu­
lating and challenging, yet not without its share of
frustrations. Most students enter College in answer
to a personal call, seeking preparation for service
and a broader concept of purpose and direction to
their discipleship. It has been my privilege to add to
an existing structure of practical service a lining of
theoretical knowledge.

To discuss one’s impressions is often difficult.
They are many and varied and often their import­
ance is disguised by their insignificance. A few
do spring readily to mind.

At first, knowing both the urgent constant
need for workers on the field, and the scope of the
task yet to be done, it was hard to sit week after
week at a desk. Impatience often obscures the
value of learning, yet to appreciate the need for
patience is one lesson of inestimable value.

Although impatient, and sometimes doubtful
of the worth of a year’s marking time, it was very
stimulating to hear the theory behind the known
and experienced practice of Christian endeavour,
and often surprising to realise the real doubts
which some, inexperienced, had concerning those
theories and practice.

Missionary experience, though enlightening many
aspects of College life, is narrowed by its own avenue
of service. Learning opens the gates to many roads
and encourages one’s deeper appreciation of other
people and the broad scope of their callings and
convictions.

Many people speak of the physical loneliness
of mission service. Any who would serve Christ
must walk alone with him. College community life
conditions and fosters men and women who are,
by humanity as well as calling, set apart from the
world.

College intercourse emphasised the difference be­
tween mission service among people to whom Chris­
tianity is a whole-of-life experience, and home
service among people whose religious experience
generally is exclusively class conscious and apart
from the everyday task of living.

Perhaps more important than all other im­
pressions has been the challenge of seeing oneself
reflected in other students. It is a revelation and
a comfort to see your own fears, doubts and prob­
lems crystalise in the affairs of others who walk
the same road.

Fellowship in Christ has a deeper, richer, truer
meaning experienced through and beyond the life
of the College of the Bible.

I humbly thank all who have made this oppor­
tunity available to me.

Williams, Lance Fisher wrote the follow­
ing letter. You can see that he was
basking In the joy of another profound
spiritual experience in our work for
native people in the Carnarvon area.

At the close of another Sunday there
is much cause for rejoicing. Truly it is
wonderful to see the mighty hand of
God at work in the midst.

Last Sunday morning was very wet
and the service (at Native Reserve) was
held in the bus. (Our own school bus).

Alice, whom I think you have met,
occupies a house on the opposite side
of the reserve to Bob. It was the worst
drinking place and brothel on the reserve.
Alice is known as one of the worst, and
had the previous day come out of gaol.
She has had many other sojourns for
drunkenness and abusive language.

She came to this service in the bus
and at the close, as we sang "All to Jesus
I surrender,” without any appeal for de­
cision, she came to the front of the bus,
tears streaming down her face, penitent
before God.

I spent a little time with her and her
husband one day through the week, and
this morning I was talking to Fred.

He said, “I never thought I would see
this happen, she has not had a drink all
the week. Last night we had a party
here, two dozen bottles of beer. As they
passed -the bottle around I had a drink
and passed it to her. She said, 'No, I
don’t want it. I’m finished with that.’ ”

Alice is still awondering what has hap­

pened, but she is going on confidently.
Pray for her and Fred. He said, "You
never know, I might do something too.”

We used the bus again tonight (Sun­
day), about 40 present, when another
“dead beat” woman accepted the Lord
as her Saviour. Four other real tough
gaol birds were present, two women and
two men, who have migrated from Norse­
man area. Real conviction and we look
for the Holy Spirit’s drawing them.

Can you visualise the conditions of life
in which Alice still has to exist? This is
not the first time she has tried. But this
is certainly a genuine expression of a
heart's desire to turn away from it all
and to walk in the pathway of the one
who said, “I am the Way.” Nothing
short of the Holy Spirit’s possessing and
enabling power will be adequate to meet
and deal with the satanic forces that
will be hurled against this benighted soul
and her companions.

Here is the appeal. If you and I believe
in the efficacy of personal, Intelligently
directed prayer that can successfully
invoke the interposing of Almighty power
from the resurrected Lord, to protect this
dear soul and shepherd her into the way
of the Lord, we are challenged to exer­
cise that prerogative right now and in
a continuing daily sharing of the battle
with her.

The information above invites us to
add the name of Alice to our prayer list.
Who knows! It may be a prayer of yours
or of mine which, at some critical mom­
ent, will be instrumental in defeating the
overwhelming powers of darkness and
of encouraging her in the Christian walk.

Whatever our walk of fife, sound plays
a great part in It. There are many
sounds here in New Guinea that have
become a part of our everyday lives —
sounds which are foreign to us in Aus­
tralia. I thought this month we might
think about some of these sounds —
welcome and otherwise.

The sound that prompted this came at
6.30 a.m. one Monday morning, when
the early morning stillness was broken
by the sound of the grass cutter as
Humawai got to work on the task of
cutting the air strip ready for Thurs­
day’s ’plane. We were still in bed, which
meant that any chance of those extra
few minutes sleep were banished. How­
ever, the noise brought a feeling of
relief as the mower showed that it was
going to perform as it should. A sigh
of relief is uttered, I think, every time
an outboard motor, generator or other
motor starts without the splutters that
indicate trouble of some kind. Especially
Is this true on the river after a broken
pin is repaired and the motor proceeds
on its way without further mishap.

Another very welcome sound heard
every day is the answering of a radio
call by one of our other stations. It is
indeed a blessing to have the trans­
ceiver, which has so often proved its
worth in daily routine and emergencies.

The silence of the bush is also broken
occasionally by the sound of gunfire -—
reminding us that these people are not
quite as primitive as we often think.

On all of our stations these things
mentioned above exist side by side with
things from the old way of life. To call
people together the hollow log drum
called a "garamut” is beaten. The noise
from these can be heard some miles
away and so they are also used to send
messages from place to place. They
are also used In sing-sings quite exten­
sively.

At night a new set of sounds takes
over. There are different birds and ani­
mals that stir when darkness falls. Added
to this we often hear the drums and
singing of the people as they perform
their sing-sings, either as a form of
social occasion or to mark some tra-

ditlonal occasion. These generally con­
tinue throughout the night and are
followed by a day of sleep and rest.
Lately, through the influence of Radio
Wewak (a pidgin radio station) sing­
ing to guitar music is proving more
popular.

Each day numbers of people pass
through our stations. School children
generally find something to laugh at —
if they aren’t laughing someone is
probably crying. Older folk have some­
thing to say, and with all of these
we have opportunities of speaking of
Jesus Christ.

Perhaps the most hopeless sound of
all is to hear these folk wailing over
the body of a relative. This sound
makes us more aware of just how hope­
less they are without the salvation
offered to them in Christ. It also makes
us realise more acutely what a glorious
hope we Christians have as we look
forward to life eternal.

On the other hand, a sound for which
we can praise God, is that of men and
women singing his praises and praying
to him as they have come into a per­
sonal relationship with Christ. Last Sun­
day three of the school children at Tung
were baptized and we certainly have cause
for praise in this.

There are many sounds which ever
make us aware that New Guinea and its
people have been created by the same

God who made us and redeemed us.
There are still thousands quite close to
us who have never heard of Christ and
who are giving us unlimited opportuni­
ties of preaching the gospel, by asking
for missionaries •— we often wish we
were like amoebas that can slip in half
so that we could reach out to these ones
who are seeking.

“. . . let us come into his presence
with thanksgiving, . . . for the Lord is
a great God, and a great King above
all gods.”

What is wrong with the front seats
at church? Why don’t church members
sit further to the front?

I don’t know. In my case, it may be
that church members find that distance
lends some enchantment to the view.
Mrs. A. R. Main referred once to my
“peculiar type of beauty,” and I guess
I know what that means. However,
there is no doubt that members are
equally reluctant to move forward in
churches where ministers are more at­
tractively endowed, so I guess that it is
one of the peculiarities of people.

A minister has a view of this question
different from other church members.
When the first five or six rows of seats
are empty, there is a real barrier to
communication. He has to throw his
voice and his personality over a forest
of dead wood. I may be wrong, but I
believe that most ministers preach bet­
ter when they are close to the congrega­
tion.

We have to accept as fact that many
folk are allergic to the front seats. When
the church is near full, and there are

only a few places way down front, late­
comers are often seen to explore every
other possibility of a seat before reluct­
antly moving forward.

All kinds of attempts have been made
to solve the problem. In some cases,
ushers have roped off the back seats until
the front seats are filled. In others, some
back seats have been taken out. Such
efforts are often resented by those who
come early to church.

It is said that one minister designed
a church with no visible seats at all. As
the congregation arrived, an usher would
press a button and seats would be raised
from the floor, beginning, of course, at
the front. In this way there were no
empty seats and the congregation was
where it was most needed, at the front.
However, an equally ingenious churchman
Invented another gadget. Behind the pul­
pit there was a trapdoor with a time
device. At exactly 11.55 a.m., if the ser­
vice was not concluded, the floor opened
and the minister disappeared from view
and the benediction was pronounced.

You see, if the minister starts deciding
what is good for the congregation, we
can hardly protest when the congrega­
tion decides what is good for the min­
ister.

I feel that we should encourage folk
to move down to the front. They can see
better, hear better, and can participate
better if they are down where the action
is.

But we are not Justified in trying to
force, press, or trick people into going
where they don't want to go. When
the Bible tells us not to forsake our
assembling together, it does not insist
that we assemble down front. There
are not many privileges left to the human
race. One of them is that we can please
ourselves where we sit at church.
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SPOTLIGHT ON A.C.T. . . .

The Canberra church has 56 readers

on the Sunday morning Scripture
Reading Plan. Most of these attended
a Readers’ Refresher Course recently.
It was felt that readers would learn
more from one another than from a
carefully prepared lecture.

Therefore, the first part of the
course was broken up into small groups
to talk about morning readings as
they are at present, and how they
could be improved. When the groups
reported their findings it was dis­
covered that there was a great deal
of insight on the part of readers as
to what they were doing when they
read the Scriptures at the morning
service.

They also came up with some help­
ful suggestions for morning readers.
Here they are:—

1. Nervousness can only be over­
come by extensive preparation at-
home.

2. It is essential to know the mean­
ing of the passage. A knowledge of
background is more helpful still.

3. Elocuting and over-dramatisation
should be avoided, as should also the
flat voice and manner.

4. A conversational voice is desir­
able.

5. Read to the congregation, not
down onto the Bible. Go slowly
enough, to be able to look up. Mark
your place by moving your finger
down the page.

6. Emphasise the important words,
and make sure beforehand which they
are.

7. Use expression. Avoid the monot­
onous voice. Avoid dropping the voice
at the end of every phrase.

8. Most readers read too fast. Vary
your speed according to the expression
needed.

9. Indicate the version you are using.
Occasionally a single sentence intro­
duction is called for to put the con­
gregation in the picture. But this can
become dangerous verbosity unless care
is taken.

10. It is possible to detect the over­
confident reader who thinks he can
get away with poor preparation. The
reading does not ring true.

11. Speak up and out to the farthest
hearers.

12. Take your time going to the lec­
tern, and with the reading. Thus be
at ease.

13. Watch the punctuation carefully.
It helps you to get the sense and
convey it.

14. In preparing, read the passage
in several translations. This will help
with grasping its meaning, and will
also help to give value to the words
used.

15. It was felt that there was no
need for such ascriptions as, “May
the Lord bless the reading of his
word.” These have become cliches.

16. Pause a moment between an­
nouncing the reading, and the actual
reading itself.

17. Check carefully all pronuncia­
tions before reading.

18. Read with feeling. —G.R.S.

DOUBT
— BY C. H. J. WRIGHT

Can there be a God? If there is, can
he be good? Is there any meaning or
purpose in life? Many people, at some
time in life, find the foundations of
their faith challenged, and thev beein
to doubt. * B

There are some, of course, who seem
to be able to retain a child-like faith
right to the end, a faith which nothing
seems to disturb — like George Muller,
of Bristol, who never once appealed for
money for his orphanages, but all the time
maintained them solely by faith and
prayer. When he was once asked whether
he had ever doubted religion, after a
moment’s thought he replied, “Yes, I
once doubted for five minutes.”

Such people are rare. Many of us
are doubters and believers in one. We
could say, with the father of the child
in the gospel narrative, “Lord, I believe,
help thou my unbelief." We have our
times when we are utterly sure of God,
other times our minds are clouded with
doubt.

Honest doubts are not in the least
sinful, although they may be very pain­
ful. Jesus treats with understanding our
intellectual imperfections as he does our
moral failures. He forgives the incom­
pleteness of our faith as he does our
failure and our sin. But we must make
sure our doubt is not a device subcon­
sciously designed to shelter us from an
uncomfortable challenge. It may not be
the doubt which has to be treated but
the moral failure underlying it.

The American theologian, Horace Bush­
nell, when at college, found much which
he had believed, in the simple, pious
home where he grew up, challenged. He
felt he must abandon the Christian faith.
He revealed his doubts to a friend, and
had many a discussion with him. Then
one day that friend said bluntly to him,
“Horace, are you living up to the level
of the truth you do see?” It was a
good question. Many make of intellectual
questionings an escape from involvement.

Sometimes we use our doubts to cover
up our timidity and our fear, to avoid our
taking place in the struggle. We should
honestly ask ourselves: Is God making

some demand of me which I am not fac­
ing? Is he asking some sacrifice I am
not prepared to make? Am I trying to
avoid tackling a habit that I know ought
to be dealt with? A good dose of spiritual
castor oil may greatly help our condi­
tion of doubt.

Some go through an intensive period
of doubt in youth. Perhaps they have
grown up in a Christian home, been
taught to go to church, say their prayers,
read their Bible, and because they love
their parents and respect their minister,
they have accepted quite naturally religi­
ous beliefs. Then they go out into the
world to earn their living, or they go to
the university, and make the shattering
discovery that many of their teachers
and workmates simply pooh pooh religion,
dismiss it as a childish superstition, and
doubt clouds the mind.

Middle-age can be a time of doubt,
when the shine has gone off things. Doors
we expected to open have remained closed.
Dreams have faded. Worry has succeeded
worry. A hard unsuspected blow from
life can bring the clouds of doubt around
us. A serious illness may come. Some­
one we love may die.

How may we dispel the clouds of doubt?
First we must face them coolly and
squarely. Do not pretend they aren’t
there. That will not work any better
than pulling the bedclothes over your
head if you hear a noise in the night.
You will still go on listening for what
you fear to hear.

One thing we can do is deliberately
to recall those shining hours when the
heavens seemed to open and the face of
God shone clear. When the fog settles
on a ship at sea and blots out every­
thing, the wise sailor will recall the
clear days when the sun sparkled on the
sea. He knows those sunny days will
come again. And remember that faith
needs fellowship to sustain it. We are
so made that in order to keep our beliefs
vital we need to associate with people
of like mind.

Remember, too, our faith is often at
the mercy of our moods and our state
of health. Even people of robust faith

may for a time lose hold on God when
passing through a sorrow that seems too
heavy to bear, or when in the depths
of post-influenza depression.

Take down the Bible and hear the
testimony of God’s saints and warriors.
Recall some saint you have known and
look on his or her face in church. Recall
the testimony of others — at their fires
yours will light again. Talk over your
doubts with someone who is qualified
to help and able to understand.

Finally, the cure to our doubt, as In
many spiritual problems, may be action.
This is especially true if our doubt rises
from a mood of depression rather than
real intellectual difficulty. When in a
mood in which religion seems hopelessly
unreal, and we wonder if we have been
fooling ourselves all these years, to sit
and stew over it will only make it worse.
Go and do something that takes you
out of yourself — go to see someone
who is lonely — or dig a sick neigh­
bour’s garden — or some such.

If we go out determined not to come
home until we have done something for
somebody the world and everything in it
will look different when we return.
Maybe the cause of our doubt is just
that we have not been putting our re­
ligion into practice. Christianity is
primarily a way of life, not an intel­
lectual creed. Jesus did not say in the
first place, “You shall believe this or
that”; he said, “Follow me.”

It may be thought that the Public

Over sixty people attended a recent
residential weekend conference, relating
to the responsibility of the Christian
Public Service.

Representation was from Common­
wealth and State Departments and in­
strumentalities. The fair sex numbered
about three (mind you — they lapped
up the resulting attention they got! —
especially in the phrasing of one motion,
where the word “man” was to be inter­
preted as embracing “woman”)!

It was organised by I.T.IM. — Inter­
Church Trade and Industry Mission —
which is officially (yes, officially) sup­
ported by ten churches — Anglican,
Roman Catholic, Presbyterian, Method­
ist, Greek Orthodox, Congregational, Bap­
tist, Churches of Christ, Lutheran and
the Salvation Army.

Yours truly went along.
Barriers collapsed right, left and cen­

tre. It seldom occurred to wonder what
denomination your neighbour was in
study groups, discussion, etc. And it
was an enjoyable experience to have your

vegetables served by the Deputy Under
Secretary. Also to see in attendance
the Chairman of the Public Service Board
and the General Secretary of the V.P.S.A.

Fellowship was a practical reality
rather than a pious proclamation. That’s
not to say that everyone thought the
same, but the atmosphere was conducive
to frank discussion of views. What was
achieved?

1. Preliminary plans W’ere made for
possible development of Departmental
Study groups. A continuing committee
is considering these further. This has
proved workable in trade and industry,
with management and union approval.

2. A new concept of “laity” was
grasped by many — or perhaps just an
old idea being realised.

3. Joint action was seen as the only
sound basis for tasks by the churches
in trade, industry, the public service, etc.,
to avoid the natural suspicion of denom­
inational proselytizing.

4. It was realised that it would be
fatal to "pick and choose” in invitations
to any study groups, etc. for our agnos­
tic and atheist friends have just the
same right, and probably as much inter­
est, in discussing some of the issues
involved.

To the Editor,

Although I have only lived in New
Guinea for three months, I have become
concerned in our apparent lack of in­
terest in Church Unity. We find our
brothers in the Methodist, Presbyterian,
Congregationalist and Papua Eklesia
churches working hard for unity. They
are working hard for this, and from all
that I can gather are very close to suc­
cess. Many of the other churches over
here are sending observers to these talks,
but not the Churches of Christ. I know
that we have observers at the Australian
talks, but why not in New Guinea?

Do we believe that we already have all
the answers and are we waiting for the
other churches to ask us to take over?
Could it be that we are just plain lazy
and waiting for the other churches to
smooth out the difficulties? Sometimes
I feel that we are just not interested
in unity, despite our wonderful tradition.

I know that we do not build Churches
of Christ in the towns but only on the
mission fields over here. Can our self­
confident friends back home imagine our
shame when we attend these other

technology can create a world where
machine systems can produce undreamed­
of abundance” of both leisure and wealth.
Leisure and wealth for what? Around
us in Australia a pagan society is grow­
ing up. What are we doing about it?

One way to do something about it
is in the line of personal evangelism.
Pastors cannot possibly cope with the
problem alone. It is up to us, the people
in the pew. Students to talk to stud­
ents, business men to business men,
housewives to housewives. First of all —
to show friendliness, to offer hospitality.
Then when a bond is established the
way will open to deeper things, not for­
getting the matter of earnest private
prayer about the individual. There will
be disappointments, but there will also
be joy if only one soul had been "twice-
born.”

One way in which housewives can
function is in a weekly “Coffee-break”
in which neighbours can get together
and, in a relaxed atmosphere and man­
ner, discuss spiritual matters.

But all this requires both time and
thought. Christians are wise if they
simplify their lives and their homes so
that they have time to be “about their
Father’s business.”

Mr. Caldicott has surely been mis­
reported often enough himself to know
how little reliance can be placed on the
accuracy of press reports, and how neces­
sary it is to check those reports with
the persons alleged to have made them,
before accepting them at their face value
and using them as a basis on which to
establish a position.

My note to the "Sun” on the Half-
yearly Convention stated, “Christian union
will be highlighted at the afternoon ses­
sion. Speakers representing the Confer­
ence Christian Union Department will
inform regarding the ‘Uniting Church of
Australia,’ the title given to the pro­
posed union of Congregational, Method­
ist and Presbyterian Churches in Aus­
tralia. The relationship and responsi­
bility of Churches of Christ toward the
U.C.A., and the plans for the Depart­
ment for future participation in unity
discussions, will be presented. A panel of 

five, including Rev. R. Gordon and Rev.
R. Collard, Shepparton Methodist and
Presbyterian ministers, will answer ques­
tions from the congregation prompted
by the material presented by speakers.”

The “Sun” reporter rang to elicit fur­
ther information on what was happening
amongst us in relation to the U.C.A. I
informed him we had been following the
discussions closely and that we had been
invited to have an observer present at
future discussions. Further, that as a
people described as “the Church which
began to unite all churches,” we are
strongly in favor of Christian unity and
are most ready to participate in discus­
sions with U.C.A. with a view to finding
a basis on which it would be possible for
us to enter into unity negotiations.

Mr. Caldicott will agree that this pre­
sents a different attitude and picture
from that presented by the "Sun” report.
