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REPORT ON SCIENTOLOGY
Scientology does not claim to be a religion, but there is no doubt that

many of its followers know it as their only religion. Their leader, Lafa­
yette Ronald Hubbard, is regarded with some reverence, and his writings
are given an authority that men of other faiths give to the word of God.

The Board of Enquiry into the doings of Scientology in Victoria
has been completed and a report presented to the Government. There
were 151 witnesses, four million words were recorded, and the cost is said
to be more than £50,000.

We learned that the gross income of Scientology in six years was
£250,000, and we also learned about pre-clears, thetans, implants and
E-meters, together with a lot of other paraphernalia that was more
appropriate to science fiction than to practical personality development.
But let us remember that Lafayette Ronald Hubbard, the founder of
Scientology, was once a writer of science fiction and he claims to have
visited Venus as well as Heaven. The latter visit “was dated at
43.891,832,611,177 years, 10 hours, 20 minutes, and 40 seconds from 10.2
and a half p.m. daylight Greenwich time, May 1963.”

Some of this may be entertaining, and expensive entertainment it has
proved for many gullible followers, but Mr. Kevin Anderson, Q.C., who
conducted the enquiry, was far from amused. He declared in his report,
“Scientology is evil; its techniques evil, its practice a serious threat to the
community medically, morally and socially, and its adherents sadly
deluded and often mentally ill.”

One of the reasons for the success of Scientology is that there are
many distressed people who are misled by its claim to be the world’s
largest mental health organisation, and that it can cure 70 per cent, of
man’s ailments.

There is the suggestion of the supernatural, there is the conjuring up
of events in previous existences, there is the claim to massive wisdom, and
all this is linked with the jargon of modern physics and the techniques of
modern psychology to give it an up to tomorrow appearance.

The dangers of Scientology were unexpectedly demonstrated when
a woman, chosen by Scientologists as a fit and proper subject, was actually
“processed” before the Board of Enquiry. Within nine days she was in
need of treatment from the Mental Hygiene Authority. This suggested
that Scientology practitioners are not qualified to detect instability and
not competent to protect those who placed themselves in the hands of
“the world’s largest mental health organisation.”

Restrictive legislation is now proposed in Victoria and, if successful,
will almost certainly be copied in other States. It will not be easy, how­
ever, to make effective laws. If the regulations are too broad, ways will
be found to evade them. If they are too narrow, they could hinder
community services now ministering successfully to the troubled. Then,
too, it is difficult to protect people who are willing, even eager, victims of
this strange cult.

Perhaps the best kind of restriction will be found in wide publicity for
the commonsense conclusions reached by Mr. Anderson, and a knowledge
of the evidence on which those conclusions were based. Nevertheless,
human gullibility being what it is, and profitable enterprises being what
they are, it may be anticipated that the scientologically ingenious mind of
Ron. Hubbard will not easily be contained.

STATIONS ARE FOR TRAINS
For years the churches have been involved in a programme of meeting

what was called “the worst refugee problem in the world.” This included
the attempt to re-settle the 8,000 refugees who had been Jiving in incredible
squalor at Calcutta’s Sealdah railway station since the partition of India
and Pakistan in 1947.

The Aust. Council of Churches announces that this multi-million
dollar project, in which the Australian churches played an important part
through Inter-Church Aid, has ceased operations. The refugees have been
re-settled and special projects still in hand by the Bengal Refugee Service
have been turned over to Indian church agencies.

It is a time for rejoicing that this long and difficult mission has been
successfully concluded.

Our summer visit to the “Queen of the
Himalayan Hill Stations,” 50 miles from
Red-occupied Tibet, never fails to fas­
cinate. Physically it gives freedom from
the almost unbearable heat of the plains.
Mentally it gives opportunity to catch up
on reading and current events from
about 400 missionaries on this hillside.
Spiritually by such an international group
through conferences, committees, work
projects and informal gatherings.

A number of missionaries here for the
vacation, having had personal experience
in fields other than Indian, have vast re­
source material to share. Through dis­
cussion we are able to compare our mis­
sion’s policies, programmes and techniques.
It has been interesting to note that
missions in India, perhaps isolated, geo­
graphically, linguistically and theologi­
cally, seem to be, more or less, faced
with the same problems.

Some years ago our own Indian mis­
sion was a victim of harrassment from
extreme right wing Hindu parties, or
left wing Communists, but today, with
some exceptions, missions and churches
in India are no longer so bitterly per­
secuted. However, in Asia and Africa,
it is the largest problem and most mis­
sionaries are reluctant to comment on
the situation. For this reason the prob­
lem is known to few “at home."

The tensions of the last decade, being
imposed on the church from without, were
somehow easier to bear, though the
heartaches we suffer today are due to
internal pressures, for the processes of
anti-colonialism and resurgent nation­
alism have not passed the Christian
Church.

We have not a problem with back­
sliding characters, as in India’s Caste­
based society they “have to be some­
thing”! Once having been ostracised
they would find it difficult, if not impos­
sible, to return to their former Hindu
or Islamic fold, and if they are of
Christian parents, it is most unlikely
that they would wish to choose another
community and be subject to its more
rigid codes and inhibitions.

Whereas, in the West, the Church’s im­
mediate environment is a secular society,
the church in Africa and Asia finds itself
within a “Christian community” and yet

the latter may often be very much insu­
lated both from the real life of the church
and from society as a whole. For this
reason, certain Mau Mau in Kenya,
Karens in Burma, Nagas in India, and
Simbas in the Congo, while perpetrat­
ing acts of extreme brutality, never
ceased to think of themselves as “Chris­
tians.”

We read of Congolese rebels who
butchered 14 missionary hostages and
then came back to those spared and
joined them in singing Christmas carols.
Many folk in Asia and Africa, perhaps
unconsciously so, have an apparent
“faith” that may not only be a-moral
but positively immoral and these people
constitute the greatest current mission­
ary problem. They manifest their asser­
tive designs within the church, in cam­
paigning for position, prestige, power and
property, the latter generally being in
the form of mission land and bungalows
and hardly a mission represented here
on this hillside is free of such political
intrigue which often culminates in drawn-
out litigation.

There is a strong feeling that the pro­
blem is the inevitable consequence of the
traditional pattern of missions, heavily
supported by Western finance but to cut
funds immediately would have a drastic

effect. It is not right for us to say that
we should never have poured so much
money into the mission fields for we are
morally obliged to share our blessings
with those less fortunate. Without Wes­
tern aid there could never have been the
Christian institutions which have pro­
duced so many outstanding national lea­
ders. No, it is not just a question of
cutting off Western aid, even though the
Indian Church has much to learn about
graciously receiving the gifts. Miss
Memory, a visiting U.S. journalist, has
triggered a lengthy press debate by her
criticism of the ingratitude that some
Indians have for the U.S. inspite of all
the latter has done to save India from
famine conditions and Red Chinese ag­
gression. Perhaps it is only natural that
the biggest trouble makers on most fields
are generally those who have received
the greatest blessings through the mis­
sion.

No, we must not say that our past
methods were wrong. The fact is that
the churches are no longer infants but
have become assertive and confident —
perhaps too much so. We are progres­
sively trying to devolve authority and re­
sponsibility. On certain Indian fields,
Mission-church tensions within the lea­
dership are so acute that some mission­
aries have already quit while others have
no desire to return from furlough. This
is a tragedy, for Western personnel are
still needed. We need men and women
from the West whose faith is “down to
earth”, free of colour complexes and at­
titudes of superiority who are willing
and able to integrate themselves in gra­
cious encounter on an equality with the
indigenous churches. Make no mistake
about this, the door to Christian service
and witness is wide open. Christianity
and Churchianity may have little appeal
but the thousands of Hindu students tak­
ing Bible Correspondence Courses reveal
a deep-seated hunger to know Ultimate
Reality. India and the world have heard
enough about Jesus Christ, too much, in
fact, the need now is that spiritually
hungry men and women may SEE Him
in a demonstration of dynamic Christian
living through your life and mine. To
respond to His Call will be to find with
us that, in His Strength, really there is
no problem at all — only a Challenge.

How much fun do you get out of life?
“Not Much!” I can hear someone say­
ing, "perhaps I could get more kick out
of life if I had better health, and if I
was of a different temperament, or if
my circumstances were more favorable.
There’s no fun in life for me.”

But our enjoyment of life is not finally
determined by such things as health and
circumstances. W. E. Sangster told how
once, during the war, he was talking
with a group of men in a large room,
when a friend of his entered at the far­
ther end. This man had a radiant
personality and the conversation of the
group turned to him. “That fellow
seems to be getting a kick out of life,”
one man remarked. “He does," said
the medical man in the group — and
laughed, “What a fine liver he must
have!”

“He has no worries, I expect,” said
another in the company, “I don’t sup­
pose he’s got a boy at the war.” “He’s
probably having a good time in busi­
ness,” said somebody else, “making a
pile.”

One by one they explained why the
man was getting such a kick out of
life. Then Sangster, who knew the man
intimately, said, “Well, he has reason­
ably good health,” he admitted, “but he’s
not making a pile! He’s a schoolmas­
ter. No! He has no boy at the war.
In point of fact he has three children.
One is normal, one is deaf and dumb,
and his only son is deaf, dumb and an
idiot. If you want to explain that man’s
fine quality of life, you must look else­
where.”

I know of a woman, a widow, a bed­
ridden patient in a nursing home. She
is paralysed and barely able to whisper,
she has such a smile and bearing that
she lights up the whole room. Many
friends call on her because of the joy
and lift she imparts. Some travel miles
to visit her and come back refreshed.
“She is so much fun,” they say.

I suppose we all want some fun out
of life, but we may differ in our idea
of what fun is. Right now I am think­
ing of fun as a proper adjustment to
life and its environs. “This is my Fath­
er’s world," and I am having fun in
his household.

Fun begins at home. We raise our
families for the fun of it. I know, of
course, that there is duty and obliga­
tion. Family life is not all a bed of
roses — there come worrying times,
when important decisions have to be
made — times of illness when we get
little sleep. But families can be such
fun! Unless our home becomes a place
of playing together and praying to­
gether, a place of laughter and content,
we are missing one of the best things
in life.

Church can be fun, too. For some of
us, our happiest childhood recollections
are of Sunday morning. Everyone was
home. We got dressed up in our best
clothes and enjoyed the fun of going
to church together and meeting our
friends.

Choir members, singing for the fun of
it, give a different meaning and flavour
to their anthems and hymns. The ush­
ers, who obviously enjoy the part they
play, make us more welcome and glad
we came. The minister who can lay
aside his trying burdens and seem to
say, “I do this not because of duty
or pay but because I find fun in serv­
ing God and you,” gives added meaning
and conviction.

Our giving to God can be fun, too.
In one of his letters the Apostle Paul
says, "God loves a cheerful giver. Actu­
ally a literal translation would be “God
loves an hilarious giver.” I once saw a
small book entitled, "Laughing through
Stewardship.” Most sermons on steward­
ship do not make giving money a laughing
matter, but it seems to me that unless
we learn to have fun in our giving to
God, we won’t be very generous and we
won’t get much good out of it.

I heard of a man who was converted
to tithing (giving one-tenth of his in­
come to God. On finding he had £20
instead of £2 each month for the
church, he suddenly had fun in his giv­
ing — he was "an hilarious giver.”

Dr. Fosdick wrote an article entitled
“Living for the Fun of It.” He told
of a track inspector near a college
campus, who saw a young man with a
crazy set-up of mirrors and asked what
he was doing. “Oh,” replied the stud­
ent, “I am measuring the velocity of
light.” The inspector, now suspicious,
asked, “Why in Hades should any fool
want to fuss with a thing like that?”
"Because,” the youth answered, “it is
such corking good fun.” That young
man turned out to be Albert Michelson,
Nobel Prize Winner, authority in physics.

You see, some good work comes from
necessity, some from money, but the best
work is always done for fun. And the
best Christian living is always done for
fun — being a good Christian is fun.
The New Testament word for it is JOY
— something deeper than happiness —
sheer JOY. Often you may have felt
you "ought” to be a Christian because
prudence demands it, or Christ com­
mands it, because it is your "duty” or
because it pays. But there is another
motive for following Christ — because
it is the "joyous” way, because it makes
something within you start singing and
dancing. A humdrum religion is no
religion at all. We have missed the
real thing unless we know the fun of
the faith, and the joy of the Lord.

Don’t ever belittle the story of Babel
in the Old Testament! Speaking one
tongue obviously caused much trouble in
that far-off day — speaking many tongues
today causes even more trouble! To the
tourist, that is! Wouldn’t it be a wonder­
ful world if everyone spoke English, and
all currency was, pounds, shillings and
pence — until February! Visiting Europe
with its babel of tongues and its vary­
ing coinage is possibly the best means
of appreciating that Australian idiom
that makes sense, and those “quids”
which really give values! Which all
means — we are in Europe.

Whilst not intended to be a spiritual
diary, this account of our pilgrimage may
yet contain overtones revealing inner
reactions. Let me talk about . . .
THE PEOPLE.

Our tourist bus drove us quickly across
Holland, from the Hook to Brussels, in
Belgium. The impression, on a Sunday,
was of abundance of green, quiet waters,
tidy houses and people going to church.

Of all the people we have seen there are
surely none like those of West Ger­
many. For sure, the tourist doesn’t see
it all, but enough to enforce some con­
clusions. The bounce back of Germany
since the war is phenomenal. Every­
where an industrious people appear to
be prosperous, well dressed and busy,
they are going somewhere. Huge fac­
tories never cease production, vast auto­
bahns thrust like the veins in a body,
the shops beggar description, and every­
one loves flowers.

Those who visit Switzerland always
end by raving about its natural beauties,
and with very good reason. The handi­

work of God here is beyond the words
of any save a poet. Towering mountains,
lush grass, animals bedecked with flow­
ers or tethered in barns adjoining the
house for winter, have been Swiss herit­
age for a long time.

Austria lost an empire, has known
two World Wars, and the forces of
occupation twice, in a mere 50 years.
But they still sing and dance and have
no difficulty in telling the world they
are happy. Their shops seem a little
better, their scenery a little lovelier and
their old world manners and habits a
little more lasting.

From nation to nation one moves from
politeness and ill manners, from a blank
stare to a smiling offer and help. This
is not to be critical, for after all, every
man has his own world which he doesn’t
like to have intruded upon. Even so,
people have so much in common that
one finally accepts the idea that people
are people and I’m people!

THE PALACES.
The past of Europe includes its pal­

aces, the present of England stresses
them. In both places the palace, either
in use or a museum piece, is a point
of real interest. In both places the
small boy in every man sees Robin Hood,
the Crusaders, or even King Arthur in
the suits of mail so much in evidence.
Anyway, what is a castle? A hunk of
old masonry, or a playground for the
imagining of the present and the dis­
porting of the "ghosts” of the past.
Some of them stand as landmarks be­
tween eras of history, others, like those
along the Rhine, are the fortresses upon
which hung the very existence of a peo­
ple. Legend and truth, misery and right­
eousness are all the ingredients of then-
story.

Windsor Castle has a pull like none
other, for here associations are part of
each one of us. Kings and Queens have
walked its halls and gardens. Warwick
Castle is a money spinner, but its treas­
ures of art are worth the money spent.
The Doges’ Palace in Vienna, the most
lavish art gallery one can see, where the
Doge and his Counsellors met to dis­
pense justice. Downstairs are the dung­
eons, with the "Bridge of Sighs” connect­
ing them to the upstairs galleries of
greatness. Incongruity is laid upon in­
congruity.

One palace worth a month of study
is the Art Gallery in Florence. The 

mind reels in this magnificent building,
which was once someone’s palace. Walk
along the wall and see the tombs of
Rossini, of Dante, of Machiavelli, of
Michelangelo! Upon the walls the mas­
terpieces of Botticelli, Da Vinci and
Michelangelo. In this one building it
seems that the choicest pieces of the
middle ages, the imperishables, have all
been gathered up and set down side by
side. Florence is a literal treasure house.

Let us not despise the palaces, even
though we may have reservations about
what went on in them. For all around
the palaces are springing up the apart­
ment houses where masses are herded
together and children play on landings
and small plots of "green.”

THE PONDERINGS.
If one is prepared to think at all

whilst tripping abroad, some things keep­
recurring — one has been a constant
companion with me. We visited Coven­
try and saw what happened there, we
visited Cologne, and saw what happened
there. Outside one hotel window wrecked
buildings are still to be seen, whilst in
London one comes unexpectedly upon a
quaint, grey, gutted church building.
"What does war prove?” If, as is sug­
gested, "we” didn’t bomb Heidelberg,
if "they” didn’t bomb Oxford, then who
is fooling whom? Entering one lovely
place I heard an American woman mur­
mur, “and only man is vile.” Sure he
is I The proof of it is all around us,
in the solicited and sold sin, to the
power mad fanatic who causes men to
divide into camps and learn war.

But, by the same token, man is won­
derful! All around us Is the proof of
it, in a field of millions upon millions
of carnations in Italy, to the largest
lawns in the world presenting the spirit
of the great artist; from the orphanage
that cares, to the landscaped terraces
of the Rhine, where man demands his
living from the soil, and then, in a fit
of madness, he destroys It all! But,
oddly, out of the ruins he builds more
terraces, plants more carnations, and
paints again.

Really, someone ought to get hold of
him and sort him out! And there’s an
answer there, too! Someone does, only
the currency of love runs too low in
this human market. Come on, church,
start telling about the Someone, and the
love! Quit some of the things you are
saying and seek this man out! It’s in
your hands!

The guest
lecturer for the “Joseph Whelan” Mem­
orial Lectures was K. E. Crawford, the
Director of the Department of Home
Missions and Evangelism in N.S.W. Mr.
Crawford’s theme was the vital issue of
“Evangelism Through the Local Church.”
He dealt with important aspects of evan­
gelism, such as — “What Evangelism
Involves"; “New Testament Evangelism”;
“The Local Congregations”; “Motiva­
tion"; “The Personal Requirements for
Evangelism”; and finally, "Methods of
Evangelism.”

The presentation of these lectures in­
dicated a prayerful concern on the part
of the Director, as he encouraged and
enthused his fellow-ministers with the
vision of evangelism through the local
church serving in the community. The
animated and practical discussions which
followed the lectures also indicated the
fervent desire of the ministers to make
the local church the real base of evan­
gelistic outreach. The lectures were
thought-provoking and challenging.

Principal A. W. Stephenson led the
Bible Studies on the theme, “Evangel­
ism in the Book of Acts.” He stimulated
the thinking of the men with studies on
the people and places involved in the
evangelism of the early Church, and
led our thinking on “The Evangelist and
His Message,” and “The Strategy of
Evangelism.” These studies were a real
unfolding of the Word of God from one
whose life has been steeped in the
Scriptures and is convinced of their rele­
vance to the modern situation.

Dr. A. G. Elliott introduced discus­
sions on “Christian Unity in the Con­

temporary World.” This survey first of
all presented certain aspects of the edu­
cational work of the N.S.W. Christian
Unity Committee in relation to the
principles of the “Restoration Movement”
and its implications in regard to the
developing union discussions between
Congregational, Methodist and Presby­
terian Churches in an effort to form the
uniting Church of Australia.

This led to an analysis of our dis­
tinctive teaching in the consideration of
such important matters as, “Why Res­
toration?” — “What are we Restoring?"
— and “How Shall the New Testament
Fellowship be Restored?” The outcome
of sharing in discussion on these issues
was a renewed dedication to our par­
ticular emphasis in this area of Chris­
tian activity.

Other participants were David Man­
sell, of Wollongong, who shared some
thoughts on the most effective ways of
commencing and maintaining a ministry
in the local church; Rev. R. Sprackett,
who gave an outline of the work of
Inter-Church Aid! and Mr. Alec Gilchrist,
Director of Campaigners for Christ, who
told of the success of “Operation Com­
bat Force,” which is proving to be a
new approach to evangelism.

The total impact of the “Refresher”
upon the ministers could be summed up
by stating that they went back to then-
respective churches enthused with a
greater realisation of the basic place of
the local church in the evangelistic
programme.

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ASAU REPORT

EVANGELISTIC. The greatest thrill
In our work has been the baptism of
three of the older men of the village.
These three are showing a desire to learn
more of Christ, and are growing In the
Christian life. The work of the church
is going ahead, despite its limited num­
bers, and prayer meeting each week
has an attendance of seven to eight,
with the majority of them taking part
in prayer and discussion.

Another night has been set aside for
informal discussion and help in Chris­
tian activity. The children also have
their night of singing and devotion, and
this is eagerly looked forward to. A
further discipleship class will be com­
menced.

During the year, as time permitted,
evangelistic patrols were made to Avan-
kun/ Daket, and also to villages up the
Sogeram River. Contact was made with
several villages, and a Gospel Recordings
phonette was placed in a sympathetic
village inland from the Sogeram towards
the Ramu. With insufficient opportunity
for follow-up, Avankun has taken an
S.D-A. teacher and the three boys we
had for school have returned. Daket
is still R.C. and has a Catechist there.

SCHOOL. The school attendance rose
to 32 pupils, four of these being resid­
ent students, but due to friction in the
village these four have left. The school is
progressing slowly, but with the new grades
is suffering from lack of trained per­
sonnel. We have Preparatory, Standard
1, and a higher class, which for want
of better definition has been termed
Standardly. Problems have arisen with
parents removing their children over
village differences, but these eventually
sort themselves out. Some of the older
children have shown a definite interest
in things spiritual

MEDICAL. The medical work has been
consistent, and an Asau lad went to
Tung to train as a doctor boy. He didn’t
stay long, but returned to the village.
He has been a great help in the medi­
cal work here, where he has been em­
ployed part-time. The folk still do not
like travelling to Tung for major ill­
nesses, but fortunately we have not had
reason to try to send many of them.

SUNDAY SCHOOL. This avenue of
service continues to prosper, and almost
all the children in the village, six years
old and over attend regularly.

WOMEN’S SEWING. This group has
been very attentive, with consistently
large numbers attending. A distinct
change has been noted in the attitude of
the women to spiritual things, and
several have shown their desire to attend
discipleship classes. The younger child­
ren, who accompany their mothers, are
silenced with toys from the school supply
during devotions and sewing. Devotions
are well received and the women enjoy
the teaching aids used. Garments be­
ing made include shifts and other items
of clothing. Excitement is high at the
promise of some future sewing to be
done on the hand machine.

Overall the work is going ahead, al­
though services have dropped and interest
in the mission has waned. Some of this
is due to the fact that some of the
Asau folk have taken to crocodile shoot­
ing. The lure of money is a great
temptation to these folk. Some of them
attended almost regularly the last dis­
cipleship classes. We hope, through the
coming year, to be able to bridge the gap
of indifference, and look forward eagerly
to the coming of a teacher to Asau to
enable more evangelistic work to be done.

PROGRESS AT TSUMBA
By FRANK BEALE.

The people have held much of their
early enthusiasm. This has helped to
make up for the small numbers. To
build the school one or two of the
fathers of potential pupils came from
Bamfu to work for a few days, but
most of the work was done voluntarily
by the village people, as there was no
money in the budget. The women
helped carry in timber, limbum and
morata for the roof, while the children
carried sand and dug and levelled the
area.

The enrolment has grown to 43. Some
of these are teenage lads who have had
one or two years at the government
school at Aiome. These would be ideal
candidates for the nucleus of a senior
training school if a primary teacher
could be located. There are probably
many such lads too old to go through
normal schools and reach secondary
level, who could go through a senior
school geared to teach, not only English
and arithmetic, but practical agriculture
or timber getting. It is possible that
many could become Christians in such
an environment and be a double asset
in their home village.

At present school operates three days
a week, with an extra half-day of
school gardening. As almost all of the
children live in the village, but 30 of
them come from five villages along the
Keram, there is a big need to ensure
adequate food. So far there has been
no problem.

The women of Tsumba have been very
enthusiastic about their weekly meeting
and sewing class. The lack of ability
in Pidgin has not deferred those unable
to speak or understand and many are
progressing very well. Apart from one
young woman from Bamfu, who wanted
to be paid to learn to sew, they have
usually shown their appreciation by clear­
ing round the station whenever asked.

The local people have also been as
reasonably co-operative with medicine as
would be expected, but when people
come from further afield for treatment
the results are not so good. They usu­
ally depart part way through the treat­
ment after having assured us they would
see it through. The monthly average for
patients has been 87, with 483 treatments.

The brightest feature has been the
Sunday services. Because of the num­
bers of school children living in, the
normal Sunday morning is consistently
about 150 per cent to 200 per cent of
village population. It is usual for any
visitor to attend the service rather than
for someone to stay to keep the visitor
company, as has happened in other
places.

The afternoon services, while the num­
bers are usually lower, still average very
high. While for many attendance is
largely because of not wishing to offend
the missionary, or else a fear of God
punishing them if they don’t, the most
pleasing feature is that many do pay
attention. On one occasion parts of a
sermon were mentioned two weeks later
and the witness of some of the first
Christians has played a part in making
some spiritually aware.

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SPOTLIGHT ON S.A. . . .

South Australia was all sunshine for
the visit of the College of the Bible
students to Adelaide. The warmth
of lovely spring days was only matched
by the reception our S.A. brother­
hood gave to our College visitors.

S.A. has been closely associated
with our Federal College from its
very beginning, and with pride has
sent many of her sons and daughters
to Melbourne to train for the min­
istry. It is not strange to have students
home on vacation, and their College
friends are always welcome guests.

The State has deeply appreciated
the ministry of men trained at Glen
Iris, and has been happy to support,
financially, the work of the College.
But this occasion was different —
the College community came to Adel­
aide, and this made history.

There are 47 students in residence
at Glen Iris at present, and 35 of
these, with Principal E, L. Williams
and Dr. K. Bowes, came to S.A. at
the invitation of the brotherhood.

From the time of their arrival, until
their departure, the students and
the churches were involved in a non­
stop programme that left everybody
exhausted, but wanting to know
“when can we do it again?”
WHAT DID THEY DO?

The State College Committee ar­
ranged a splendid dinner at Edwards-
town and invited brotherhood rep­
resentatives to meet the students. The
Conference President welcomed the
visitors, and Student President, Jim
Dow, responded most appropriately.
This was a first meeting of hosts
and guests, and both parties liked
their first impressions.

Thirty-nine churches had guest
preachers for their Sunday services,
and one lady of a suburban church
expressed the feelings of many others
when she said, "This is splendid. I
have heard about the College, but now
the dedicated life has come alive.”

Almost 900 young people gathered
in three suburban churches for after­
church fellowship gatherings, and
guest comperes put the “Student on
the Mat" in a question time designed
to highlight the life of the College
and the work of the ministry. A
coffee and biscuit supper was the
setting for informal discussion.

A concert programme is strictly an
extra curricular activity for College
students. South Australians would have
been most disappointed if there had
not been a presentation of "Con­
cert ’65,” and the audiences that filled
Willard Hall to capacity on two nights 

were delighted with the programme
presented. The programme ranged
from a Comedy Opera to a deeply
moving religious drama called "The
Road to Damascus,” and the climax
of this presentation made a great
impact on the audience.

The Department of Christian Edu­
cation was host to the students and
over 80 young people, most of whom
were senior secondary school students.

A similar gathering last year brought
together 120 older young people, with
Dr. Keith Bowes. This year the
theme of the after-dinner symposium
was “Finding Your Pulpit,” and Mar­
garet Luhrs, Bill Compston and Colin
Dredge were speakers. Keith Horne
was compere, and Gerald Rose and
Albert Brown, of State College of the
Bible Comm, shared the programme.

Wednesday was "Tour Day," and a
party of students, with Ed. Ots as
guide, took in the scenery of S.A.’s
southern districts and beaches.
. . . And Now the Dust Has Settled?

It’s hard to believe it is all over.
Add to the “official programme” the
ingredients of golf, tours, visits to
brotherhood properties, suppers and
other informal gatherings, and it is
surprising just how much living can
be packed into five days. People will
be asking “what did all this accom­
plish”? These at least can be said:—

• For years S.A. has been proud
to be associated with Glen Iris Col­
lege. This was the first time the
College, as a community, came to
Adelaide, and for many people the
words "our College” have taken on
new meaning.

• Students are human beings and
they mixed and mingled most freely
with people of their host State. In
these young men and women our
people saw something of dedication
and high ideals and breadth of out­
look and ministry that gives us some
real cause for satisfaction as we think
of the work and witness of the church
in this age.

• Unfortunately, Dr. K. Bowes was
confined to bed with a virus influenza
during most of the visit. Principal
E. L. Williams attended all the gath­
erings, and spoke at some. Once
again we felt that image of trust and
confidence we have always associated
with our College faculty was strength­
ened by the Principal’s gracious spirit.

You once mentioned that you bap­
tized candidates in a kneeling position.
I have adopted this practice on occas­
ions. Unfortunately, one member has
claimed that there is no ' justification
for this method. Is there any record of
the early church using the kneeling
position, and do you know of other
ministers who use it?

Although I have searched, I have not
been able to find any early reference to
baptism in a kneeling position. Neither
have I been able to find any reference
to a backwards method of baptism.

There is certainly nothing in the New
Testament to indicate which method was
used, or indeed, if there was only one
method. Immersion from a kneeling
position is just as much immersion as
from any other position.

Churches of Christ have always argued
that where there is no method speci­
fied in the New Testament for obeying
Divine commands, there should be lib­
erty of action. There is abundant evid­
ence in the New Testament for immersion
as the mode of baptism, but no refer­
ence at all to the method.

Nothing of the symbolism of baptism
Is lost when a candidate is baptized
from a kneeling position. To me, kneel­
ing is a much more reverent position
than the other. It is more dignified and
quieter. I do know of other ministers
who use it. I have discussed the ques­
tion often and found that many minis­
ters prefer to use the kneeling position.

Some have objected that a kneeling
baptism does not maintain the signifi­
cance of baptism as a burial and resur­
rection. Strangely enough, the catacombs
of Rome have revealed evidence that
some early Christians were actually buried
in a kneeling position. They felt that
even in death the attitude of reverence
and prayer was appropriate. Certainly
in baptism the position of reverent sub­
mission is appropriate.

Because this question is in the area of
liberty, either method of baptism is ac­
ceptable. If I were ministering to a
congregation where a majority were
opposed to the kneeling method, I should
almost certainly use the method desired
by that congregation. I would not wil­
lingly use an ordinance of the Christian
church in order to divide it.

However, I have not yet heard any
scriptural or any other satisfactory argu­
ments against kneeling baptism. I do
know some individuals who prefer the
backwards method, but I know of no
congregation that has by a majority
decision opposed kneeling.

fcfeh QUEENSLAND

BY Dr. DESMOND CROWLEY

A few years ago Garfield Todd, former
Churches of Christ missionary in Rho­
desia, and then Prime Minister, told the
European Rhodesians they were in dan­
ger of becoming a nation of neurotics.
Shortly afterwards his party ousted him
from the Premiership. His warning
seems to have been justified.

In his television interview in London
after his talks with the British Govern­
ment had ended in failure, Mr. Ian
Smith, the present Prime Minister, said
only independence would save "Western
Christian civilisation” in Rhodesia. This
is the language of the Klansmen. When
a man invokes Christianity to justify
racialism, there is something badly wrong
with his thinking.

The Rhodesian Government has spokes­
men in a number of countries, including
Australia, who do their best to cultivate
a more favourable public opinion about
its policies. At times they seem to
have some influence. Recently, for ex­
ample, an editorial note in a Sydney
newspaper appealed for a more sympa­
thetic attitude towards Rhodesian settlers;
it was pleaded that if we were in their
position our views would be the same;
and that, after all, British Government
encouraged them to go to Rhodesia.

Though plausible, this isn’t nearly good
enough. British Governments never told
the settlers they would be allowed to con­
trol the destinies of four million Africans.

One must sympathise with them, for
their situation is an anxious one — though
not nearly as bad as they paint it, and
they haven’t done much to encourage
Africans to show them goodwill when
they gain power, as eventually they must.
But sympathy does not mean support for
wrong attitudes.

It is frightening how completely men's
views can become distorted when self
dominates their thinking. It happens in
Mississippi, it happens in Rhodesia. Self
has various forms: desire to maintain
privilege, need for acceptance by one’s
neighbours, repressed realisation of guilt
in the unfair treatment of others. As a
result, good is seen as evil, evil as good;
guilt is projected upon innocents.

Above all, criticism and truth are forci­
bly silenced.

One man at least in Rhodesia, Garfield
Todd—there are a few more, but not many
— has the courage not to succumb to
the pressure of community attitudes, and
the balance to see things as they are.
So he is silenced — preventatively de­
tained on his own property.

God gave us mind, as part of the
sharing of his nature. It is one of his
most precious gifts, with tremendous
potentialities. And -when Jesus taught
that we must put self out of our lives,
this had relevance to our thinking. Self
in our thinking obscures and distorts
reality — and can result in misery and
bloodshed.

• CHURCH AND LIFE MOVEMENT

Six Hundred Leaders
More than 600 lay men and women and

clergy - have attended leader training
courses in the first two months of in­
tensive preparation for the Church and
Life Movement.

The Movement, a national programme
through which the churches seek to es­
tablish renewed contact with the whole
of Australian society, is being sponsored
by the Australian Council of Churches.

At least two courses for leaders in the
Movement have now been held in all
States, under the direction of the A.C.C.’s
lay training secretary, the Rev. Gordon
Beatty, assisted by the Rev. Peter Mat­
hews and the Rev. Gordon Riley.

By June, 1966, it is proposed to train
at least 10,000 people to lead neighbour­
hood groups of church and non-church
people. Each week between June 19
and August 6 the groups will meet to
consider their approaches to the daily
problems of living. They will also seek
ways by which they can assist their
communities, offices and factories to
become more sensitive to individual needs
and to the potential for more fruitful
contact between people.

The Australian Christian

The Church and Life Movement has
been most highly developed in Canberra,
where the churches have selected the
sites and dates for all training courses,
decided the location for hundreds of
group meetings next year and the selec­
tion of most leaders.

In New South Wales nearly 100 towns
and city suburbs have been selected as
the sites for training courses during the
next six months. In Victoria, the State
has been divided into regions each with
its own working panel responsible for
implementing the Movement.

In Queensland, training courses have
been held at Brisbane, Rockhampton and
Toowoomba, and a further special course
will be held at Townsville this month.
Regional panels are operating in the
three centres which have had courses.

In South Australia, laymen and min­
isters from all parts of the State have
attended the first large training course
in Adelaide, and courses are being pre­
pared for regional areas.

In Tasmania and Western Australia,
the first training courses have been fol­
lowed by the formation of panels which
are now planning further developments.

BIBLE READING — 1 Corinthians 16: 1-9.

DEVOTIONAL.
Paul is writing these words from

Ephesus, and we are reminded of two
people, man and wife, who move across
the background of Paul’s letters. I refer
to Priscilla and Aquila — just ordinary
people in many ways, but with a tre­
mendous capacity for friendship and
loyalty. Without their aid, Paul would
have been handicapped in perhaps the
most far-reaching contribution to world
history it was given to one man to make.

Aquila was a native of Pontus who
had made his way from one of the most
easterly provinces of Asia Minor to
Rome, and when expelled from that city
with his wife during one of the periodic
risings against the Jews, he had crossed
the Adriatic to Corinth. It was at Cor­
inth where they set up in business as
tent-makers that they first met Paul.
From Corinth they accompanied him to
Ephesus and remained there while Paul
went on to Palestine. There they took
part in the training of Apollos. It was
in their home in Ephesus that the
Church met, and in the salutations en­
closed at the end of the Roman letter,
it is suggested that Priscilla and her 

husband ‘‘risked their necks" to save
Paul’s.

The whole Gentile church had occasion
to be grateful to them, not only for
such an example of personal devotion to
Paul, but for their work in connection
with the establishment of Christianity
at two such important centres as Cor­
inth and Ephesus. It is because of such
people that doors are opened for the
furtherance of the gospel.

We can imagine this couple when
Paul first knew them, active, enthusias­
tic, full of delight in their new-found
faith, and only too ready to share their
home and business with a friend in the
Lord. It is this willingness to share
which is characteristic of Christian mar­
riage, and which helps it retain its
vitality and power. There is a refresh­
ing freedom and equality in their rela­
tions. They are fellow pilgrims, partners
in a grand adventure which they are
willing to share with others seeking the
same goal.

That Paul, on three occasions, mentions
Priscilla first, suggests that she was a
real personality in her own right. Pris­
cilla had a power to influence her
husband for good, and obviously she
exercised it without reserve. Today, when
numerically women are in the majority
in our churches, let us be conscious of
our responsibilities, especially as wives.
Christian women played a very definite
part in shaping the destiny of the infant
Church, and inspired by their example,
we must give God of our best, believing
he can use us to open doors for the
gospel.

"COFFEE HOUSE" MOVEMENT
(New York). There are more than 100

church-sponsored “coffee houses” in 42
States of the U.S.A., and the movement
would appear to have only begun, ac­
cording to a study made for the National
Council of Churches.

The Rev. J. D. Perry, jnr., Protestant
Chaplain of the University of Vermont,
who conducted the survey, predicted
that “as their image improves” these
cafes, which serve only coffee and soft
drinks, and usually have informal en­
tertainment, might within a decade
become "as numerous as Sunday Schools
or church suppers.”

He said most of those sponsored by
the churches, which comprise more than
half of the nation’s total, feature dis­
cussion and entertainment with empha­
sis on “the strong theological content
of contemporary . . . drama, poetry, and
folk songs.” Many are involved in the
race problem, and the majority of these
“half-way into the world” ventures
understand as "part of their primary
responsibility the promotion of rela­
tions, and even dialogue between diverse
and distinct groups of people.”—E.P.S.

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N.C.C. IN U.S.A. ASKS HALT OF
"SLANDEROUS" PHONE
MESSAGES

(New York). The National Council of
Churches in the U.S.A, has lodged a
formal complaint with the Federal Com­
munications Commission protesting
against anonymous recorded telephone
“hate” messages heard in some 35 States
under the title “Let Freedom Ring.”

The N.C.C.’s legal counsel, Mr. Charles
H. Tuttle, described the message as
“broadcasting interstate and intrastate,
anonymous, flagrantly defamatory attacks
and libels on individuals and institutions,
and sows fear, distrust, strife, and hate
through the communities of our land.”

While the N.C.C., which the messages
accuse of being “Communist" and foster­
ing “insurrection,” is itself a prime tar­
get, he said, other victims have been
"some of the most distinguished private
and public organisations and individuals
in our country.”

He said that ’phone numbers at which
the messages may be heard are unlisted,
but are made known in various ways. “By
the wide publicising of the unlisted num­
bers and, even more important, by the
refusal of the telephone company to re­
lease the name or identity of the sub­
scriber, secrecy as to the sponsorship is
protected, while at the same time that
very secrecy whets public interest and
curiosity.”—E.P.S.

I would like to change the attitude
many church people have "that any­
thing will do for the church.” Too often
the church is ready to accept inferior
and slap-happy methods which no busi­
ness organisation would tolerate. We
realise that the church is a divine insti­
tution, nevertheless, it still has to have
a certain amount of organisation and
presentation, and I believe that this
should be done to the very best of our
ability.

The world in general today is expect­
ing and getting higher standards in
education, organisation and presentation.
The church cannot afford to live in the
past, and only the best is good enough
for the work of God. Sometimes our
meetings and assemblies lack organisa­
tion, direction and decorum. Every func­
tion and every meeting, no matter how
small, should be conducted to the high­
est standard.

We sometimes scorn the ceremony and
ritual of others, claiming we like our
services and meetings to be simply and
easily understood, but too often we re­

place simplicity with disorderly hap­
hazardness. It is important that our
meetings be simple, but it is just as
important that whatever we do should
be done in such a way that it will
bring credit to God and his work.

We like to have the very best in our
homes, and we like our furniture and
furnishings to be of the best standard
possible, but when it comes to furnish­
ing our chapels, or providing any church
equipment, there is a tendency to have
something which is second-rate.

In this modern world of advertising
and promotion, when business houses
present their products in the most at­
tractive way in up-to-date methods, it
is no wonder that the church so very
often receives little recognition.

Gur women are very careful to wear
clothes that are up-to-date. We like our
car to be as recent a model as possible.
We are anxious to instal the latest
gadgets and appliances in our homes,
but when we come to the church, even
though it may not be said, we often
have the attitude "it is only the church
— anything will do.”

PEOPLE ARE PEOPLE.
To the Editor,

It is a cause for concern when one
sees in articles from your contributors
an unbiblical emphasis on men and
women, young people and boys and girls
as "souls.” This smells of a Victorian
theology that saw people as “souls” or
trophies for the Lord, and was quite
content to let their emaciated bodies
toil from daylight until dark in coal
mines and cotton mills, the profits from
their labours very often assisting toward
the enriching of the churches’ funds.

Jesus saw people as men and women,
boys and girls, and young people with all
of their sin, their needs, their joys and
sorrows and sufferings and, most of all,
their need to be reconciled to God, their
Heavenly Father. His ministry was to
the whole person, not to a depersonalised
“soul.” He looked upon them and had
compassion (loveliest of words) upon them,
healed their infirmities, drove out the 

demons that made them less than whole
and taught them the redeeming love
of God. Even in the words Jesus used
concerning the soul the emphasis was
on the man. The man losing some­
thing that was infinitely precious —
his soul.

The whole emphasis of the New Testa­
ment writers, Paul, Peter, John, was on
people as persons, their attitudes toward
each other, their behaviour and their
relationship with God.

Let us be concerned for people in
all of their need and minister to them
as people whom Christ loves and whom
we love and leave the trophy counting
to God who alone is able to assess the
results of our labour and love.

And this is also important, let us have
a truly Biblical theology.

TELEVISION? SO WHAT!
To the Editor,

An article in "The Australian Chris­
tian” of Oct. 16, entitled “Television?
So What!”, was most disturbing due to
its complacency. The claim that Chris­
tian Television was “adding depth and
scope to the field of televison,” does not
agree with comment by the Senate Select
Committee into Australian Television
found in the Vincent Report. I bring
these comments forward, not to criticise,
but so that we as supporters of Christian
Television may demand a better stand­
ard of. programmes that will have more
relevance and appeal to the general
viewing public.

The Vincent Report appealed for
greater use of local resources in confron­
tation of speakers from different com­
munions to engage on a common sub­
ject, across denominational barriers.
Vagueness and tentativeness should be
eliminated from religious programmes,
since they cause people to reject the
programme as fumbling and of no help.
There is need for imagination in re­
ligious programmes, and for more drama
to be properly used and properly per­
formed.

The comment of the Vincent Report on
religious discussion programmes is disturb­
ing. Due to poor choice of members for
panels, the impression is given of back­
room theology rather than religion in
modern life. These comments should
not be ignored, but seriously considered,
if we are to continue working in the
highly critical and competitive medium
of television.

May I close with some sound advice
from the Vincent Report: "A religious
programme is as much ‘show business’
as any other performance on T.V.”

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Thursday, November 4. Acts 9: 1-9.
Who are you, Lord? (v. 5).

Until the murder of Stephen, the church
was strictly a Jewish affair. When the
disciples were scattered in the turbu­
lence after Stephen’s death, the church
began to reach out. Philip, for exam­
ple, went to Samaria. Next, there enters
into the story a man named Saul —
proud, ruthless, sure of himself on the
surface, but underneath he was deeply
troubled by his experience with Stephen.
Paul was ready to surrender to Christ,
and the time for surrender came when
he was actually on the way to persecute
Christ’s enemies. Man may appear to
be a great distance from Christ, but
Christ is never far from any man.

Dear God, we rejoice that the rebellious
Saul can become the missionary Paul.
May we also surrender to Christ. Amen.

Friday, November 5. Acts 9: 10-16.
Lord, I have heard from many about
this man (v. 13).

Ananias may well have hesitated. Bad
news travels far and fast and gets worse
as it journeys. News of Stephen’s death
had reached Damascus, and with it the
news that the arch enemy of Christ was
also coming there. It could have seemed
the height of folly to actually go to
Saul. Such an act could endanger oth­
ers as well as Ananias. But the Lord
made it clear that Ananias must go.

Dear God, sometimes we are moved to
do something that seems dangerous.
Help us to know your mind and then
act without fear. Amen.

Saturday, November 6. Acts 9: 17-19.
Brother Saul . . . (v. 17).

Once committed to the task of con­
fronting Saul, Ananias did not hesitate
— either in going or in going the whole
way. Saul had killed, imprisoned, tor­
tured — yet the moment he received
Christ, for Ananias he was a brother.
Earliei- we said that Stephen won Paul
for Christ. Nothing is taken from Step­
hen when we add that Ananias had
a part in the great conversion. As Paul 

himself said later, "one plants, another
waters, but it is God who gives the
increase.”

O Christ, we are glad that we, too,
can be instruments in your hand. Amen.

Sunday, November 7. Acts 9: 20-22.
Saul confounded the Jews by proving
that Jesus was the Christ (v. 22).

Paul made an immediate testimony in
the synagogues. These were the very
synagogues to which he had letters of
commendation as the scourge of the
church. Now, among the Jews, he de­
clared that “Jesus is the Son of God.”
No wonder that the Jews were astounded.
They could not withstand his logic, and
they were no match for his great en­
thusiasm in his new faith.

O God, we think of Paul proving as
true the very thing he had previously
denounced as false, and we see how
completely you can change us. Amen.

Monday, November 8. Acts 9: 23-30.
Barnabas took him and brought him to
the apostles (v. 27).

Eventually, Paul had to go back to
Jerusalem, the place where he had begun
his work of persecution. Not unnatur­
ally, the Jerusalem Christians, like those
of Damascus, were afraid of him. They
thought that this was just a trick of a
cunning enemy, who was pretending to
be a friend simply that he might trap
them. But again there was one who
was ready to befriend and accept Paul.
This was Barnabas. He enters the story
for the first time, but in a role that
was to endear him to the church in
every generation. Barnabas the encour-
ager, always ready to believe the best,
and to take any risk — if it was a
risk — for Christ’s sake.

O Christ, when we meet men like
Stephen, Ananias, Barnabas, and Paul,
we realise how much you can do with
surrendered men. Amen.

Tuesday, November 9. Acts 9: 31-35.
So the church . . . had peace (v. 31).

Persecution had scattered the church

and it was growing in a dozen new
places. The persecution died down.
After all, the chief persecutor was now a
Christian. Then, too, the Jews were
also having a taste of persecution. They
were massacred in Alexandria, and the
Roman Emperor was insisting on his
own image being placed in the Temple
at Jerusalem. This was enough to make
the Jews stop worrying about the Chris­
tians. So the church had peace and
was able to consolidate its gains
throughout all Palestine.

Eternal God, whatever the position of
the church, in peace or war, it can
become strong in you. Amen.

Wednesday, November 6. Acts 9: 36-43.
And he stayed in Joppa with Simon, a
tanner (v. 43).

Peter had not actually dropped out of
things. This passage must be read as
coming straight after Acts 8: 25. From
Samaria, Peter went back to Jerusalem,
and then to Lydda, where he healed
Aeneas. Next we find him at Joppa,
Jerusalem’s port, and there he healed
Dorcas. An interesting detail is that
Peter stayed with Simon, a tanner.
The trade of tanning involved continual
contact with animals, which were un­
clean by Jewish law. Peter’s Jewish
prejudices must have been breaking down
to permit him to stay in such a place
with such a man. But, under Christ's
guidance, Peter was almost ready to
break down the greatest barrier of all,
that between Jew and Gentile. Cornelius
was waiting at Caesarea, only 30 miles
away, and Cornelius was a Gentile!

O Christ, there are still barriers of race
and colour and caste to break down.
May we be ready to do our part. Amen.
