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REUNION FOR LUTHERANS
At the town of Bethany, in northern South Australia, there was a

division in the Lutheran church 119 years ago. Two Lutheran ministers
had come from Europe to care for the colonists who shared their faith.
They each gained a personal following.

Unfortunately, the two ministers did not get along well together. They
also differed on matters of administration. To add to the tension, they had
opposing views about the millennium. The result of these differences was
a division in the church that lasted until last week-end.

Following a long period of negotiation, the two churches accepted a
basis of reunion, and on Nov. 28 they celebrated the removal of the
barriers. At the Adelaide Oval a crowd of more than 5,000 demonstrated
their new oneness. Another 1,000 shared in a thanksgiving service at the
Melbourne Town Hall.

Even at Bethany, the small town where the division began, there was
a thrilling renewal of the fellowship of altar and pulpit. The new-found
unity among tire Lutherans has doubled their strength in Australia and
they now number 180,000.

Whenever there is healing among sections of the Christian church it
is a matter for rejoicing by us all. It is also a thing of shame that the
reasons for division were so insignificant. Thousands of Lutherans were
quite unaware of the things that separated them.

Not all of the divisions between churches can be healed as fully or as
easily as this one. Some of the differences between the churches concern
fundamental matters of doctrine. But most of our divisions would shame
us into an immediate bridging action if we could be confronted with the
one Lord, or if we could become aware of the One world that will never
yield to a divided church. The success of the Lutherans in reconciliation
should stimulate our own conversations with our separated brethren.

SANCTIONS FOR RHODESIA
Very slowly the cumbersome international machinery for bringing the

Rhodesian rebels to their senses is starting to move. Whether or not
it will be effective may well depend upon the answers to three questions.

First, will sanctions be applied early enough? One leading Rhodesian
has said that the slow application of sanctions could consolidate the Smith
regime. Another report said that sanctions would not apply to goods
already on their way to Rhodesia. If sanctions are applied too slowly,
the Smith rebel government will gain invaluable time.

Second, will sanctions be effective? Since British and United
Nations’ restrictions were announced, Spain has placed an order for steel
with Rhodesia worth £500,000. Presumably, South Africa, Spain and
Portugal will provide outlets for other Rhodesian products, and these
countries may also supply many of Rhodesia’s needs. Self-interest makes
a formidable barrier to effective sanctions. It was a refusal of nations to
surrender vested interests that helped bring the League of Nations to ruin
in the 1930’s, and a similar threat exists today. The only way to make
sanctions effective against Rhodesia is to apply them also against those
countries which ignore the United Nations’ call for action against the
rebels.

Third, will the innocent suffer more than the guilty? The innocent
are the black Rhodesians, the white Rhodesians opposed to the present
illegal government, and Rhodesia’s neighbours. The latter are politically
independent but are tied to Rhodesia’s destiny because of electric power
and commercial outlets. The white minority group which so flagrantly
ignored legal and moral responsibilities to grasp their power will not
hesitate to use others as hostages to their considerable fortune.

It is this last question that will be of most concern to Christian people
throughout the world and it is of first importance that the innocent
receive all of the protection possible.

THE FREEDOM NOT TO DRINK

Dear Teenager,
As you grow older you will be called

upon to make many important decisions.
The most important thing you can do

is to commit all your life to Christ.
This commitment is the first of many
decisions you must make. Each one
is important. In each decision you
accept or reject Christ’s way.

One big question which will face you
later in teenage is whether or not you
will drink alcoholic beverages. You will
discover, all too soon, that apart from
drinks such as water, milk, milo, coffee,
tea and soft drinks, there are alcoholic
drinks . . . which in many places, such
as parties, weddings, clubs, work and
sporting groups, will be pressed upon you.
But I want to impress upon you that
you also have a legal right not to drink.

What Is Alcohol?
Is It a FOOD? Perhaps you have

seen the advt. which suggests “BEER IS
BEST.” In it a glass of beer is placed
in the middle of luscious food, and fruit,
suggesting its value far surpasses these
things. In point of fact there is little
protein value in alcohol . . . indeed,
constant drinking throws the whole
balance of diet out of line . . . ALCOHOL
does not store up calorie energy in the
body, nor is it capable of providing those
vital vitamins required for tissue build­
ing.

Is It a MEDICINE? Today liquor is
never prescribed as a medicine. It is
positively forbidden in cases of influenza
or pneumonia. It does not “cure” . . .
nor has it any real value in healing.
ALCOHOL is neither good food nor good
medicine ... IT IS A DRUG. Drugs
can be divided into stimulants and
depressants . . . some drugs act as a
stimulant on the nervous system. ALCO­
HOL has the opposite effect . . . in that
it has a depressing effect.

It could be ranked with ether and
chloroform ... in fact it has the ability
to make the body insensible and cause
stupor. In fact, both ether and chloro­
form are derived from grain alcohol.
Alcohol passes from the mouth to the

stomach and goes directly into the blood,
and then to the brain . . . passing
through the brain every twenty-two
seconds within minutes of consumption,
and when it hits- the brain causes stupor.

Imagine your brain as a complex con­
trol centre, directing all the functions
of the body. As a person drinks, alco­
hol affects his brain in stages. The first
functions to be affected are: reasoning —
inhibitions — memory.

Next to be affected are:— eyesight
(which becomes hazy and double vision
occurs), speech (excessive talking, "thick”
tongue), hearing.

Soon muscular controls are affected
causing staggering and unconsciousness,
which leaves only the automatic pro­
cesses of breathing. We are told we are
to love GOD with ALL OUR HEART
. . . AND MIND . . . AND SOUL . . .
AND STRENGTH. How can you love
God with all your mind if the brain,
which is the material instrument of the
MIND has lost control through deliber­
ate self-infliction by the drinking of
ALCOHOL?

Then again, what do people mean
when they speak of moderation? One
person says, “There isn’t any harm in
a beer or two.” The makers of alcoholic
beverages like to advertise “That beer
is best,” "Drink for it’s a way of life,”
or “Wine for gracious living,” and liquor
is for “men of distinction,” but they
would never think of telling the real
facts:—

DO they tell that there are already
over 300,000 alcoholics in Australia, with
a further 200,000 moving up to take their
positions, making in all one person in
every 20 in our country who has moved
from moderation to become a problem
drinker?

DO our brewers and distillers tell us
that vice and alcohol are partners, that
immorality and crime go hand in hand
with liquor?

DO they tell us, on their wayside
hoardings, that of the seven to eight
thousand Court convictions in Western
Australia every year, 45 per cent are
direct drunken and idle and disorderly
charges, while over 75 per cent of all

charges are crimes committed under the
influence of alcohol?

DO they portray, in their lovely draw­
ings, that alcohol is a major highway
killer, a home destroyer, an economic
waster, a public enemy?

Abstinence or Moderation?
Why abstinence rather than modera­

tion? I wonder if you would take pleas­
ure in keeping a dog in your house
which only bit one or two in every five
of your friends who came to visit you?

No, young people, the Christian pro­
gramme requires really strong decisions —
backed by intelligent reasons. If you
claim your FREEDOM — NOT TO
DRINK — it is because:

You know alcohol is a habit forming
drug, and

You are determined to develop a
strong personality without crutches, and

You have no desire to squander either
time or money on non-productive and
injurious drinks, and

You have seen its injurious effects on
persons and families in community life.

Our community offers every induce­
ment to encourage young people to be
“social drinkers,” but it has no power
to determine who may become problem
drinkers, and it has no scientific cure
to help alcoholics. For these and many
other reasons you will not be a part to
encourage the liquor traffic, nor will
you influence others by your example.

The drinking of alcoholic beverages is
against Christian principles because:—it
tears down personality; it- harms the
body; it dulls consciousness of God:
it ruins my witness to others; it hin­
ders a Christian social order.

When you are asked at a social func­
tion, “What’s yours?”, just say “No,
thank you.” If someone gets cynical
or critical, just hold your patience. If
necessari’ give a brief affirmative reason
why not, but certainly there is no reason
to be apologetic — your stand is for
Christ and humanity. By making a
decided choice to say “NO” to alcoholic
beverages is one way of saying “YES”
to a fuller Christian life.

If you know South Australia at all,
then you -will be sure to know the name
of Lawrie.

Gawler-Williamstown were in Cir­
cuit in those days, and for the newly­
weds this was their first appointment.
Other ministries followed at Wudinna,
Tumby Bay and Kadina, and then
after a ministry at Kaniya (Vic.) the
Lawries returned for another seven
years to Kadina.

In 1963, the man who was probably
the best known country minister in
the State came to his first city ap­
pointment at Beverley, and it is with
this church he will be associated
during the term of his Presidency.

The “College romance” has stood
the test of the years and today four

sons (Graham, Trevor, John and
Paul), and one daughter, Beth, are
all active workers in the church. Two
of his sons have followed their father
into the ministry. Trevor is minis­
ter at Barmera - Moorook Circuit
(SA.), and Graham, on graduation
this year will commence a ministry
with the Mundalla - Wampoony -
Keith Circuit (S.A.).

Merv. Lawrie is a big man. You
don’t have to see him in a camp­
sized bed at Ministers’ Retreats to
notice this. However, his bigness is
more than physical. He has a heart
as big as man’s need, and a spirit
as big as the job in hand.

Together Merv. and Mercy Lawrie
have given themselves freely in the
service of Jesus Christ, and their
genuine interest and warm concern for
people have endeared them to people
right across the State.

This is why we feel his choice as
President of Conference will be a
popular one, and this man who has
served his home State so well, will
bring a depth of humility and dignity
to his appointment that will grace
the office of President.

All South Australians will join us
in this column as we express our
sincere good wishes to our new Presi­
dent of Conference. May God’s best
be his.

WOMEN’S GROUP.
We now meet on Thursdays from 11

am. - 1.30 p.m This enables the women
to go to the bush in the afternoon. An
average of about 18 attend. We regret
to say there is still very little interest
in the devotions, although two or three
are showing much more interest now.

It has been a thrill to have Bagi and
Vamna leading the devotions at times.
Several times they have taken the meet­
ing when there has been a. hold-up in
the medical work, etc., but they have,
at the close of the meeting, come back
very upset because of the lack of inter­
est shown by the other women.
FOLLOW-UP CLASSES.

These are held each Tuesday night for
the Christians, and are conducted more
informally. We have been dwelling on
various aspects of the Christian life —
just what a Christian really is, etc. We
have been going slowly through the Ser­
mon on the Mount, applying it to our
lives and witnessing to others. This has
encouraged interesting discussion, al­
though there still seems to be marked
shyness. Time has also been spent in
training helpers, presidents, etc., for com­
munion. All Christians attend.
STUDY GROUP.

Prayer meeting and Bible Study is
held each Friday night. Throughout
the year we have studied the Gospel of
Luke. Again we would wish for more
discussion, but we pray that the Holy
Spirit will continue to give understanding
as they hear the Word. The women still
are rather shy praying in front of the
men. A new awareness of the meaning
of prayer is obvious. There is also a
new feeling of prayer truly being uttered
from the heart — not mere words. This
has shown us very clearly that the Holy
Spirit has been truly working within.
DISCIPLESHIP CLASSES
commenced last January following en­
quiries by several. Ten commenced —
seven adults and three older school
children. Six have dropped out — the
main reason being stated that they felt
they just weren’t ready to become Chris­
tians, and some had a real fear of
praying in public, or helping, etc. Even
after explanations, they had no desire
to return. Kulam, Soguni, Hosu and
Sapa remain in the class, but owing to
many things of which they are not yet
sure, classes will continue for some time.
TUNG CHURCH.

It has been a thrill to see all of the
Christians taking an active part in the
work and worship of the church. It
may not be long before one or two may
be willing to speak in Pidgin at a service.

There have been many evidences of
the Christians’ witness in the village and
elsewhere. We have also been interested
sitting in our home on Saturdays hear­
ing their witness to those of other vil­
lages who come to play football.

There have been disappointments, but
we thank God that even through these
heart-breaking times we have seen deeper
faith and a new awareness of Christ as
a result.

A Basketball Carnival CENTRE
SHIRSUPHAL, INDIA

Girls in brightly colored uniforms,
officials and spectators made up a total
of approximately 900 people at Perry
Lakes Stadium for the Churches of Christ
Girls’ Basketball Association’s Lightning
Carnival. But first a little background.

Churches of Christ in W.A. have
Girls’ and Men’s Basketball Associations.
There are 54 teams, divided into 8 grades
in the Girls’ Association, and 52 teams
in 7 grades in the Men’s Association.
In both Associations enthusiasm and
competition are keen.

Perry Lakes Stadium, in Floreat Park,
built for the Commonwealth Games, has
a splendid building devoted to basket­
ball. The main court is a magnificent
floor of polished wood; the other four
floors are bitumen. The gallery seats
over 1,000 people. The Men’s Associa­
tion plays all its matches in this build­
ing. The Girls’ matches are played in
various places, mostly in State School
grounds.

We went along to the Girls’ “Light­
ning Carnival” on a Saturday night.
This year it was confined to the junior
grades, but two senior teams played an
exhibition match. The order of the
evening was a complete round of matches
for a “premiership.” Each match was
of 10 minutes’ duration. The timetable
was strict, and run with clocklike pre­
cision from 7.15 p.m. to 9.45 p.m. Matches
were played on all courts simultaneously,
the one time-siren controlling all. Im­
mediately one set of matches was finished
the teams for the next set came on to
the courts. Umpires were waiting.

A few Saturdays later we attended
the Men’s Association’s Exhibition night.
On this occasion a full evening’s pro­
gramme was arranged, but not on a
premiership basis as with the girls. The
feature of this night was a match
between a representative team from
Churches of Christ and a team from
the Mormon Fraternity. The latter
were victors. The announcement of the
names of the Mormon players referred
to each as “Elder.” The general organ­
isation of the programme was of the
same high standard as that of the Girls’
Carnival.

We link these two fixtures together
for further comment. Total attendance was
about the same on each night; possibly
the Girls' night drew about 100 more
than the Men’s. As we mingled among
the crowd, going from one match to
another according to our reading of the
programme, we met a large number of
ministers and officers of our churches.
Parents and grandparents of the players
were present. Each team had its loudly
vocal supporters, but there were many
who were more neutral spectators.
Friendliness and fraternity were "on
tap,” and everyone drank freely of this
elixir of life.

They were nights of real sport, clean
competition, but none the less keen, no
gambling, no alcohol, no bad language,
a positive witness that sport of the
highest calibre can be had without the
things that weaken character. When
one realised that the great majority of
the players and spectators were in their
churches and Bible Schools the next
day, worshipping God, learning to follow
Christ, and serving him, the eyes were
lifted from the dark shadows that are
over the lives of so many young people
today, and saw the sunlight play along
the mountains of God.

We commend the Girls’ Basketball
Association for another outreach of good­
will. “Fairhaven,” the Home for Abor­
iginal girls conducted by the Federal
Aborigines Mission Board at Esperance,
has a basketball team playing in the
Esperance Association. Our Girls’ Asso­
ciation sponsored a trip to Perth for
the "Fairhaven” team during the school
holidays, arranging accommodation, and
organising a weekday match against a
city team, and also a special “Lightning
Carnival” among the senior teams for
the express purpose of giving the "Fair­
haven” girls an opportunity of playing.

During the winter months, basketball
is big news amongst the young people
of Churches of Christ in Western Aus­
tralia, and although sometimes one
wonders whether too much emphasis is
placed upon it, it certainly provides an
outlet for energy, and a means of real
fellowship and fraternity among the
young people of the churches.

On Oct. 17, nearly 30 from Baramati
boarded the train for Shirsuphal to
attend the opening of the Friendship
Centre/Library there. On the same train
there were also about 50 boys from the
boarding returning to homes, parents,
guardians or relatives for the Diwali
holidays — which further added to the
experiences of the journey!

During the early part of the after­
noon we inspected what used to be the
Mission School at Shirsuphal, but has
now been handed over to the Govern­
ment Educ. Dept. Then we went to see
the land still owned there by the mis­
sion, where there used to be a house
for mission teachers and workers. This
is now in ruins.

The site is right beside the railway
line on the Dhond end of the village in
a good location. However, the place which
has been rented for the Friendship Cen­
tre is right in the heart of the town
and only about a hundred yards from
the school, where Jonathan lives. He
is the Christian teacher in charge (one
of our mission lads). At present it is
planned to open the Centre for an hour
in the mornings, and an hour again in
the evenings. The afternoon programme
officially commenced at 4.30 p.m.

The Government doctor of the village
chaired the meeting, in which all the
teachers of the school (six, including
one who is a Muslim) took part, together
with village and Government officials
and representatives of the Baramati
church, and Hariba Waghmode repre­
senting the Conference.

The official opening was performed by
the Village Patil, who cut the ribbon
across the doorway. Cups of tea and
light refreshments were afterwards served
in the school. During this time, and
afterwards, a Bhajan (praise session in
music and song) was led by Parker (the
driver of the Baramati mission vehicle)
and some of the Boys’ Home boys. This
was brought to a very fitting close then
as Hariba brought a simple, but direct
and challenging gospel message.

Then, with Jonathan carrying the pres­
sure lamp, we set out at about 8.30 for
our twenty minute walk across the river
bed, through a bit of scrub and a pad­
dock, till we came to the railway station
once more.

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STETHOSCOPE CHRISTIAN
EXMRKNCE

BY CHAS. H. DOW
Four major check-ups were conducted

recently by 64 Christian patients, plus a
number of children who subjected them­
selves to self-examination under the
scrutiny of God through his Word,
through each other and the affairs of
the world of which we increasingly felt
we were a real part.

Our major purpose was not to be clever,
but rather to come to terms with the
fundamentals of the Christian faith.
Many of our membership in our churches
have never had the opportunity to sub­
ject themselves to a more detailed ex­
amination than ‘‘I was at church last
Sunday.”

The whole venture was a simple at­
tempt at exposing our membership to
a deeper understanding of “What it
means to be a Christian,” and how we
can better fulfil the implications of such
a question in today’s world with its new
frontiers and its stark realism.

The programme was varied. Each night
began with a "pot-luck" meal. People
brought their casserole dishes and their
desserts, which were then handled in
cafeteria style. The Dept, of Christian
Educ. was asked to come and share in
the leadership because some of us felt
that this was a much more significant
piece of work than a mere local activity.
It was an honest attempt to incorporate
the "decision makers” in a learning ex­
perience at a face to face level. The four
areas under examination were: a. Man’s
Predicament; b. God’s Action; c. What
is the Church? d. What does this mean
in terms of action?

A variety of paths were plotted by Mr.
Longthorp, and the resident minister.
They included an audio-visual, dialogue
between leaders, key-note statements and
questions of the leaders. These introduc­
tions formed the basis so that meaning-

ful discussions could follow. Local mem­
bers acted as discussion leaders, when all
members were urged to share their under­
standings.

Plenary sessions brought the discus­
sions to a close, and the Vespers, led by
Mrs. Morris, took the theme of the
evening and added greatly to the inspir­
ational impact of the sessions. A strict
time-table was adhered to in good faith
to the parents.

What were the results? I’m not sure,
except to be able to say that by personal
intimation and the evaluation sheets
there is a real desire by all to pursue
similar discovery sessions, for they met
a deep-felt need. Many saw the need
to be more incisive about what they
really believed. Glib answers were not
accepted because they were felt to be
meaningless for the unchurched.

The experience revealed a serious lack
of understanding of the Christian faith.
It showed up all too clearly that we
cannot expect preaching to be the main
means of teaching, but that our wor­
ship services need to be strongly sup­
plemented by some experience where we
csn learn in a climate which allows for
both agreement and disagreement.

Fellowship increasingly became a fact
and not merely an overworked word.
Personalities were increasingly respected
because we shared ourselves with each
other. We bared our hearts so that
we might understand and be understood.
We disagreed in order to clarify and we
confirmed each other in the great tasks
that God has called us to do as part
of his Body.

The Future. No longer can we main­
tain the status-quo for its own sake.
Rather we felt the call to discover what
God is saying to his whole Church, and
we began to understand the call to be
faithful in the midst of a pluralistic cul­

ture. We began to see the need to gather
together in worship around the Table
of Love in order that we might be
scattered in the world which is God’s
creation.

What started out as Coburg’s attempt
at self-discovery, with the aid of the
D.C.E.,  became an experiment which may
be a useful means for others whereby
we will be able to fulfil the task that
God has laid upon the hearts and hands
of his disciples.

Whatever short-comings this experi­
ence may have had, there are real values
for any group who sets a similar course
of action. The degree of success that
was personally achieved was in proportion
to the sensitivity of each person listen­
ing to God through his stethoscope as
we placed the diaphragm for hearing
upon God's Word, his world, and on the
hearts of each other.

Mrs. Alice May Beer.

of Mrs. Alice May Beer, on Nov. 3, after
a stroke suffered two weeks previously.
She had been connected with the church
at Kyneton all her life. She grew up
in the B.S. and joined the church in
1919, being baptized by the late Harold
Saunders. In 1926, she married Clem
Beer, and together they gave a faithful
service to the church and the Lord Jesus
Christ, working in all the activities of
the church. Many student preachers
from the College have enjoyed a wel­
come in their home at weekends and
shared their hospitality. For many years
Mrs. Beer was the collector for the
church building fund, then newly erec­
ted, and was a tireless worker in the
Ladies’ Auxiliary.

This is what a prominent man has
said about our Australian ministers. He
continued, “Australians have lost the
ability to make sacrifices, and the expen­
sive buildings the churches are erecting
all over the place will indeed prove to
be expensive coflins.”

The warning . . . Expensive Coffins?
These are hard words! Yet are they
not likely to be true? The chief reason
for the church’s existence is evangelism
at which, this man states, the ministers
are not good. What is evangelism?

It means telling others that God
has reconciled the world to himself
in the death and resurrection of Jesus
Christ, and that men need this
reconciliation more than anything
else in the world.

Churches Do Die . . . unless ordinary
members can see the vision of the whole
wide world for Jesus, because what Christ
is and what he teaches only comes to
life in a missionary situation, that is
when it is being taken by you to some­
one else. The whole New Testament is
missionary literature designed to surprise
and change people’s lives. It is not
meant for the static worship of congre­
gations content to do no more than exist
within themselves.

Can We Go a Bit Further? The sac­
rifice necessary to right living in Christ
is the sacrifice of ourselves. This is made
when we declare ourselves to be Christ’s
witness to the new life he has purchased
for us by the giving of himself to die
upon a cross for the sin of the world.
Our sacrifice is to witness to his.

Those who care that their neighbour
should come to know Christ, care for the
world. In being missionaries here they
strengthen the hand of those whom God
calls to places far away. They are also
bound to them by giving, in prayer, and
out of their earnings.

There need not be "expensive coffins."
Let us look again thoughtfully and prayer­
fully at the Early Church as recorded in
the Book of the Acts of the Apostles.

11th CONFERENCE OF
DOCTORS AND CLERGY

(Vic.). The “Problem of Sexual Devia­
tions” met in the healing and pastoral
work of doctors and ministers was the
subject for a conference between the two
professions, held at Cheltenham, on
Nov. 5 and 6.

Dr. R. E. Seal, M.A., M.R.A.CP., Hon.
Psychiatrist to St. Vincent’s Hospital, and
Dr. J. R. B. Ball, M.D., Consultant Psychia­
trist to the Mental Hygiene Dept., spoke
of the causes of Homosexuality and its
personal and community ramifications, in­
dicating the agonising problems posed for
the sufferers.

A tape-recording was played of an in­
terview between a psychiatrist and three
male homosexuals in which the men
showed their feelings of loneliness and
hostility in being rejected by society
and the church and understood by neither.

The big question centred around the
attitude which the Church should take to
these people, exploring the ways in which
Christian people could the better under­
stand and help them. Emphasis too was
laid on prevention, by way of encourag­
ing father-son and mother-daughter iden­
tification and all good family relation­
ships.

Some of our members feel that oar
minister’s wife does not assist him
enough. Would you please say some­
thing about the role of the lady of the
manse?

It works both ways, of course. Some
ministers’ wives are so helpful that I
even heard it suggested that one minis­
ter was called so that the capacities of
his wife would be available to the
church!

I seem to remember being asked some­
thing like this before, but I am quite
willing to air my rather strong views.
At once I must say that I refuse to
acknowledge the minister’s wife as be­
longing to some vague order of the min­
istry, whether it is higher or lower than
that of the minister himself.

The minister is called by the church,
his wife is not. The minister and his
wife are not to be inducted into a joint
ministry. The minister is called by
Christ, and represents the mission of the
church in evangelism, pastoral care,
teaching, and administration. His place
is in no way shared officially by his wife.

The word "officially” is important,
because it is obvious that a minister's
wife should share his commitment to his
Lord and the church. Indeed, a minis­
ter can scarcely succeed in his service
unless his wife confirms in her own life
the call he has received to the ministry.
I know a business man who will not
appoint a- man to a responsible position
in his firm until he has also interviewed
the man’s wife and received an assur­
ance that she will wholeheartedly sup­
port her husband. The businessman
knows that the candidate for office is
not likely to be successful if there is no
enthusiasm and encouragement at home.
Because of his involvement with the
ultimates in life, the minister is even
more in need of the active support of
his wife in commitment, prayer and
encouragement.

The first requirement of a minister’s
wife is that she be a true partner to
her husband — something that applies
to every wife. If a minister’s wife is
competent to conduct the choir, preside
at meetings, give addresses, teach or lead
in discussion, play the organ, or visit
the sick, then she should do these things
because she is competent and not because
she is the minister’s wife.

If, on the other hand, and for any
reason whatever, she feels inadequate
for or disinclined to accept any one of
these tasks, she need not be any less a
minister’s wife, or made to feel inferior
in any way.

Ministers' wives are family partners
and not ministerial colleagues.

Rights and Dangers of

No. 8 BY C. E, CURTIS (S.A.)

To deny the place of private judgment
would imply that we have an infallible
authority in the church or that Scrip­
ture needs no interpretation. The
moment we read the Bible we must
interpret it, and each person has the
right, under the guidance of the Holy
Spirit, to seek the living Word within
the written word.

"It is to men and women in the con­
text of their existence that the Word
of God in the Bible speaks. The light
which critical study’ can bring, the light
which comes from the mind and experi­
ence of the church, these illumine the
meaning of the Bible for those who
would understand it, but it is for them
that it speaks the divine Word of love
and judgment” (Peake’s Commentary).

There is a danger of finding in the
Bible what one desires, or what one has
been told he will find or must find.
There is also a danger in taking personal
experience and knowledge to mean per­
sonal authority to give judgment on
any Biblical question. While recognis­
ing many dangers and personal limita­
tions believers can give an authentic wit­
ness to the Truth they have seen and
known.

A quotation from the Proposed Basis of
Union of the Uniting Church of Aus­
tralia might help us. "The Holy Scrip­
tures of the Old and New Testaments
contain all things necessary to salvation;
they announce to us the name and tnir-

pose of God the Father, the Son and the
Holy Spirit, and declare the mighty acts
of God in reconciling the world through
Jesus Christ, who alone, without qualifica­
tion, can be called the Word of God.
The church's message is controlled by the
Word, spoken in Jesus Christ and medi­
ated through Holy Scripture, which is the
unique earthly instrument through which
the church hears the Living Word, and
the decisive measure by which her life
on earth is tested and through which it
is renewed . . . there resides in the
church a power of teaching and setting
forth the Faith.”

The church must witness to the Word
of God in Christ and what it teaches is
an enlargement, and interpretation, and
application of the Word of God in the
Bible. This teaching of the church is
drawn from the private judgment and
personal experience, not of one person
who might be mistaken, but from the
combined knowledge and experience of a
great company of believers, and presented
by those most qualified to do so. This
is not suggesting that the church is in­
fallible, but it does emphasise the belief
that just as the Holy Spirit guides indi­
viduals into ways of truth so he guides
the believing community for the benefit
of individuals.

We all need the guidance of the Holy
Spirit and the contribution and correc­
tion of each other in ell communions in
our continued search for the truth in
Jesus Christ.

"BELIEVERS" IN RUSSIA
(Moscow). A survey published by the Communist Party jour­

nal “Kommunist,” of workers in an industrial town showed that
10 per cent are "religious believers."

The magazine regretted that some members of the intelli­
gentsia — doctors, teachers, and engineers — have stopped
regarding religion as an ideological opponent and indicated that
questioning children at school about their families’ religious
practices has helped to direct the Communist Party’s atheist
propaganda.

The survey, in which participation was voluntary, was carried
out among 13,060 families, or approximately half the inhabitants
of the town of Shuya. Of those questioned, 10 per cent de­
clared that they were believers, but the investigators found,
after further questioning, that 8 per cent were waverers, and only
2 per cent were firmly convinced believers.—E.P.S.

CHURCH SCHOOL COLOR BAN
(Capetown). An African, an Anglican church warden and

school teacher who has been trying for several years to get one
of his three children into a white church school, announced
here he has given up “in despair” of all hope of succeeding.

J. S. Thomas, who has made three attempts to get one of
his daughters accepted by the all-white Anglican Herschel School
far Girls, to test the "sincerity" of the Anglican position that
racial discrimination in church schools is indefensible, said he
had abandoned plans to have his daughter, Rona, 9, enrolled
there. Another daughter, 13-year-old Nora, was denied accept­
ance in the same school earlier this year on grounds that she
failed the entrance examination.—E.P.S.

o RHODESIAN REPORT

CHRISTIAN RIGHT TO DISOBEY SMITH GOVERNMENT
UPHELD BY RHODESIAN BISHOP

(Salisbury, Rhodesia). The senior Ang­
lican bishop in Rhodesia, the Rt. Rev.
Cecil Alderson, in an appeal from the
pulpit of Salisbury Cathedral two days
after Rhodesia’s declaration of unilateral
independence, condemned the government
of Premier Ian Smith and declared that
Christians had a right, and perhaps a
duty to disobey its laws.

Addressing 500 worshippers at the
morning service, Dr. Alderson, who is
Bishop of Mashonaland, declared: “Nat­
urally we do not expect to escape the
penalities of disobedience, any more than
the apostles escaped when they pro­
claimed the truth against the Jewish
authorities’ injunctions.

“It cannot be required of a Christian,
as a moral duty, to obey laws unlaw­
fully enacted, but clearly their authors
will exact penalties for breach of law.

“I cannot think it would be right for
a Christian to break laws clearly de­
signed for the public good, such as traf­
fic and health laws. Much greater dif­
ficulties arise from laws designed to
subvert the displaced Constitution.

“Submission under protest may not be
enough then. There is a Christian right
and maybe a Christian duty, to disobey."

Speaking specifically of the unilateral
declaration of Independence, the Bishop
added: “I believe none of the conditions

of legitimate rebellion or other repudia­
tion of an acknowledged authority to
have been present; intolerable oppression
by a tyrannical power, well nigh univer­
sal agreement among the oppressed, ex­
pectation of rapid stability, the rapid
and marked benefits of the hitherto
oppressed, the impossibility of any other
course.—E.P.S.

PORTUGAL DETAINS PRIESTS
(Lisbon). Nine leading Roman Catholic

priests from Angola, all Negroes or mulat-
toes, have lived in forced residence in
Portugal for more than four years pre­
vented by the political police from re­
turning home or even going to Rome to
pursue their ecclesiastic studies, the “New
York Times” reports.

Angola is one of the three Portuguese
provinces in Africa in which the armed
forces are fighting nationalist move­
ments. The priests are presumably sus­
pected of having nationalist sympathies.
However, no formal charges have been
placed against them and they have not
stood trial.

Intercession by the Papal Nuncio in
Lisbon has resulted in the release from
prison of the priests who were detained,
but not permission for the priests to leave
Portugal or otherwise have their forced
residence edict lifted.—E.P.S.

INTER-RACIAL CHURCH SERVICE
(Jackson, Miss.). Galloway Memorial

Church, the largest Methodist Church in
Mississippi, admitted Negroes for the first
time after Bishop Gerald Kennedy, of
Los Angeles, refused to speak to a seg­
regated congregation.

Bishop Kennedy called the action of
the 3,000-member church “an encourag­
ing sign of a new kind of thinking in
the church in the Deep South.”

In 1964, ushers at the church turned
away a Negro bishop and a white bishop.
The incident involved Bishop Charles
Golden, of Nashville, and Bishop James
K. Mathews, of Boston—E.P.S.

DR. HENDRIK KRAEMER DIES
(Driebergen, Netherlands). Dr. Hendrik

Kraemer, one of the great strategists and
statesman of the missionary movement,
and a pioneer leader of the ecumenical
movement, died here on Nov. 11, at the
age of 77.

Dr. Kraemer had been the first direc­
tor of the Ecumenical Institute at Bos-
sey, near Geneva, a post from which he
retired in 1955. Since then he had been
writing and living in retirement.

A scholar of Oriental languages and
religions, he spent the early part of his
ministry working in Java, where he
translated the Bible and other Christian
writings into indigenous languages. On
the basis of this experience he wrote
“The Christian Message in a Non-Chris-
tian World,” a volume which has been
called “the most widely praised mission­
ary book of our time.”—E.P.S.

PEACE BUILDING
An editorial in “Renewal,” a non-

denominational Protestant monthly pub­
lished by the Chicago City Missionary
Society, proposed a one-year moratorium
on church building throughout America.
It suggested the money should be pooled
in a fund for peace, to be administered
by an interdenominational board.—E.P.S.
NEW BIBLE LANGUAGE

A tremendous demand is reported for
the new translation of the Bible in the
Tiv language of northern Nigeria. Within
three weeks 10,000 copies were sold and
15,000 more were ordered. Although there
are only 12,000 church members, 105,000
people attend the church services. One
recent service at Zaki Biam was attended
by 4,000 people.—E.P.S.

CORRESPONDENCE COURSE
In Osaka, Japan, nearly 2,600 persons

responded to advertisements in the local
newspaper offering Bible study corres­
pondence courses.—E.P.S.

Thursday, Dec. 9. Acts 14: 19-23. Sup­
posing that he was dead (v. 20).

The pendulum swung again. The Jews
were so relentless in their opposition to
the gospel that some of them came from
Antioch and Iconium to Lystra and stirred
up the people to such violence that they
stoned Paul and left him for dead. They
dragged his body outside the city. Paul
soon recovered. There is no suggestion
that this was a miracle. Paul was not
dead, but he came so close to suffering
the same penalty he had once approved
for Stephen. If this had happened, he
would have joyfully received the privil­
ege of suffering for his Lord.

Our Father, we know that the gospel
came to us at great cost. May we be
ready to pay our share. Amen.

Friday, Dec. 10. Acts 14: 24-28. He
had opened the door of faith to the Gen­
tiles (v. 27).

A great amount of pioneer missionary
work is compressed into a few verses.
From Lystra the apostles went on to
Derbe, where they appear to have won
most of the town. Then they decided
to retrace their steps. The new causes
they had established needed strengthen­
ing. Despite the unpleasant experiences
in some of the towns, they revisited Lys­
tra, Iconium, and Antioch in Pisidia.
Paul made it clear that persecutions
would continue. They appointed elders
in every church. Then they went on to
Pamphilia, Perga, and Attalia. After
being absent for about three years they
returned joyfully at last to Antioch in
Syria, the missionary base from which
they had set out.

O God, we pray that we may be used
to open doors of faith in our day. Amen.

Saturday, Dec. 11. Acts 15: 1-5. Charge
them to keep the law' of Moses (v. 5).

Up till now God had been looked upon
as the privileged possession of the Jews.
God had chosen them, and they acted as
if they owned him. Down to Antioch,
then, came some Jewish Christians who
argued that the Gentile Christians should
also keep the law of Moses. That is, they
would have to become Jews as well as 

Christians. Greatly disturbed by this, the
Antioch church sent Paul and Barnabas
to Jerusalem to take up this whole ques­
tion with the apostles and elders.

Dear Lord, there arc some answers that
can be found only through the guidance
of the Holy Spirit, and we thank you for
the freedom the Spirit brings. Amen.

Sunday, Dec. 12. Acts 15: 6-11. We
shall be saved by the grace of the Lord
Jesus (v. 11).

Paul and Barnabas found a strong ally
in Peter. That influential leader had
already had to overcome his own preju­
dices, and he knew beyond doubt that
keeping the law could save no one. He
said that the Gentiles should not be sad­
dled with the burdens the Jews themselves
could not carry. Jew and Gentile could
together go straight to the grace of Christ
to meet their needs.

O Christ, we know that we cannot
earn your favour, but we do accept it as
your free gift. Amen.

Monday, Dec. 13. Acts 15: 12-21. My
judgment is that we should not trouble
those of the Gentiles (v. 19).

The speaker is James, the brother of
Jesus. Since the resurrection James had
gradually gained a place of leadership at
Jerusalem because of his goodness, his
prayerfulness, and his strict observance of
the Law. If he belonged to any party,
he was closest to the very Hebrews who
wanted to impose the Law on the Gen­
tiles. On any count, then, his view was
important. When he came out on the
side of Paul and Barnabas, the issue was
settled. Note, however, that James urged
the Gentiles not to flaunt their freedom,
but to use it to strengthen their bonds
with the Jewish Christians.

Our God. we thank you for the wisdom
which guided the early church. We, too,
need your wisdom for our day. Amen.

Tuesday, Dec. 14. Acts 15: 22-29. The
same things by word of mouth (v. 27).

To demonstrate their good will, the
church at Jerusalem sent two of its lead­
ers as official carriers of the views of the
apostles and elders. Although Barnabas 
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and Paul were given a letter making the
position quite clear, the presence of Judas
and Silas would count for a great deal.
They would make it impossible for any
to accuse Paul and Barnabas of incor­
rectly reflecting the views of the church.

Eternal Father, we value the conciliatory
spirit in the early church and pray that
our problems will also be resolved with­
out division. Amen.

Wednesday, Dec. 15. Acts 15: 30-41.
There arose a sharp contention (v. 39).

The unity of the church at Antioch
received a great set-back. Great doctrinal
questions had been settled without divis­
ion, but a personal issue broke a great
partnership. After deciding to revisit the
churches established on the missionary
journey, Barnabas wanted to take with
them Mark, the one-time deserter. Paul
refused, and the difference was so strong
that the two men separated and never
worked together again. We cannot say
that Paul w:as wrong even when we say
that Barnabas was right in giving Mark
his confidence. This encouragement may
well have saved Mark.

Dear Lord, we know that it is wrong
to quarrel, but we rejoice that even our
differences can be used for good. Amen.
