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CHRISTMAS CAN BE LOST
The real point of Paul Kershner’s account of the year with no

Christmas (see page 3) is that Christmas can be completely lost even by
those who are frantically celebrating it. To observe the occasion is not
necessarily to observe the event.

We certainly do not observe the event simply by sending bundles of
Christmas cards, giving and receiving presents, having extended holidays
and increasing our budget for food. None of these things need spoil
Christmas, but there is no doubt that some of them or all of them are
offered as a substitute for the celebration of the true Christmas. Even
the special emphasis we give to the home and family, splendid though it
is, is only a by-product of Christmas and not its essence.

If we are to celebrate Christmas effectively we shall be reminded of
the pre-eminence of God. We shall realise that Christmas has evangelistic
significance. It is an opportunity each year to remind ourselves that we
must turn to God and receive His gift of Himself in the Christ. God must
be supreme in our lives or we cannot truly live. The Nativity is a
witness to this truth.

If Christmas is to have meaning we must accept its assurance that
God is available to those who seek him. This truth for the wise men is
true for us all. God was indeed seeking man through Christ but it is also
engaged in a great quest. The meeting point is in the Incarnation. Jesus
was called Emmanuel, meaning “God with us.” We are no longer obliged
to think of a remote God; He has come to share our lives. Because Christ
came, we have access to God, not only at the altar or in the Temple, but
in the market place and home.

A third great meaning of Christmas is that it points to the fulfilment
of something that God Himself set in our nature. Man is a spiritual
being, and the man who does not use his spiritual faculties is even less a
man than he who ignores his physical and mental capacities.

Although the Christ of Bethlehem points to the fulfilment of the
whole of man, we dare not leave Christ in the manger if we are to reach
maturity. Christ grew into the whole of life and He met its joys, sorrows,
and testings. Bethlehem is only part of the story of the Incarnation—
Galilee, Gethsemane, Calvary, the Garden of the Resurrection and Pente­
cost, are all needed to complete it.

We shall never lose Christmas or its meaning if we make it not only
the festival of the Nativity, but also of the Incarnation: the whole of
God for the whole of life.

TIME TO GIVE AND SHARE
Despite a long drought and sectional and seasonal setbacks, and

despite the undoubted fact that in every one of our cities there are cases
of genuine need — it appears on the surface that we have never had it
so good as at this Christmas time.

Our holidays arc longer, our wages arc higher, our boats, caravans
and trailers more numerous, our toys more expensive, our food more
plentiful, and our gadgets more exciting than ever before.

All this so close at hand may cause us to miss the signals for help
that are coming in from round the world. Asia is not the only place,
of course, sending out messages of distress, but because they arc our near
northern neighbours, it is good to listen to their cries for help. Our man
over there is the Rev. Alan Brash. East Asia Christian Conference Inter­
Church Aid Secretary. He writes to remind us that the average human
being there can expect to live only 30 to 35 years as a direct result of
not having enough food of sufficiently good quality.

One-half of Asia’s sick never get to hospital. Many who do go are
sure to die because they have insufficient resistance due to long-term under­
nourishment. Other factors are a high infant mortality rate, and active
tuberculosis — in Korea, thirteen people die every hour from TB.

Inter-Church Aid is a good way to give. It links your giving with
the witness of the Christian church to the God of redemption.

Christmas is a good time to give. Place a Bowl of Remembrance on
your table of plenty and supply the needs of others as an expression of
your gratitude to God for his many gifts to you.
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Those who have read the history of the
20th century are struck by a curious
circumstance. There was a year when
Christmas never came at all. Everyone
forgot it. No one seems to know which
year this strange omission occurred, but
it was near to the end of the 20th cen­
tury. Historians are silent as to the
exact date, as though they were sorry
for the happening, and the less said the
better.

Although the records never say, there
are nebulous hints as to why everyone
forgot Christmas. If one looks closely
at commercial, religious, family and
national life that year he can find some
vague ideas. For instance, commercially
it was a time of tremendous prosperity.
Money was no problem. Everyone had
plenty. Stores were doing a phenomenal
business. Each week saw a new peak in
volume. There was so much business
proprietors began to be weary and long
for the good old days when there were
downs as well as ups, when customers
had to be wooed a bit. Apparently every
week was Christmas week as far as busi­
ness volume was concerned. This might
have led to forgetting the necessity for
seasonal efforts to spark business. So
Christmas went unobserved.

On the national scene it was a time of
great peace. Every nation had something
much better than the atom, hydrogen
and cobalt bombs. Not more than half
a dozen of these were needed. One
could destroy any continent. Our nation
had quite a sizable' stockpile of them.
But every other nation also had the
same weapon. Liberia and Nicaragua felt
just as secure as Russia and India.

No nation feared any other nation
since each was armed to annihilate the
other. Any imperative to long for peace was
unnecessary. The ancient hope for peace
on earth and good will to men appeared
outmoded. The national authorities sim­
ply forgot the necessity for Christmas.
Christmas was expendable.

Why the churches forgot about Christ­
mas is puzzling. One should suppose
this impossible as Christmas is presumed
to have some definite religious impli­
cations. But apparently the 20th cen­
tury was a period of celebrating special
days. This situation also existed in
religious organisations; there was a riot­
ous glorification of special days calling
for particular emphasis in the churches.

To name but a few: there was Lay­
men’s Sunday, Mother’s Day, Father’s
Day, Grandmother’s Day, Ministry Sun­
day, S.S. Anniversary Sunday, Church
Anniversary Sunday, Australian Rules
Sunday, Restoration Movement Sunday,
Aunties’ Day, Children’s Day, Youth

Sunday, Universal Bible Sunday, World
Order Day, Religious Education Week,
Universal Week of Prayer, Church and
Economic Life Sunday, Race Relations
Week, Brotherhood Week, One Great
Hour of Sharing Week, Rural Life Sun­
day, Church Vocation Sunday, Steward­
ship Sunday, Nature Sunday, Labor Day
Sunday, Reformation Sunday. To these,
in time, were added Stay-at-Home Sun­
day, Safe-Flying Sunday, and a host of
others.

There came a year when ministers
were so occupied with efforts involved
in celebrating these special days, and

lay people so intrigued in reading news­
paper accounts of them, that both min­
isters and people simply forgot about
Christmas. This was understandable,
as the Sunday nearest December 21 had
been set aside as Summer Solstice Sunday.

Everyone Was So Busy
Even though tradesmen, politicians

and religionists forgot all about Christ­
mas no one surmised children would.
For long the heresy had been widely
espoused that Christmas is mostly for
children. This, of course, is not true,
as anyone knows who grasps the mean­
ing of the Incarnation.

But that was how people felt about
Christmas at the middle of the 20th
century. One would suppose children
would never let the world get away
without celebrating Christmas — no
Santa Claus, no toys! But they did.

Why? Well, it appears that in the
last half of the 20th century there was
a vast discussion over juvenile delin­
quency. Everyone became concerned,
the courts, the homes, schools, social
agencies and churches. All grappled
with the problem. Children became the
major concern of society. All life was
geared to making children adjusted,
happy. Parents turned over their lives
to this objective. Their only concern
was, “What do the children want?”

The first half of the century was
known as the Woman’s World, the
second half the Children’s World. Child­
ren were catered to, their Interests
heeded, their- wants answered. So com­
plete was this effort that children had
everything all the time. Since they
always had their way and parents
couldn’t give them anything they didn’t
have, the children never asked about
Christmas. And for the moment they
didn't seem to miss it.

Decisive Reaction
And so came to pass the year when

there was no Christmas. The enormity
of this event — or lack of event —
is surpassed only by the decisiveness of
the reaction. The omission was not re­
peated. There was but one year with­
out Christmas.

Records indicate there was a Christ­
mas especially joyful and meaningful
the next year. It seemed that everyone
again hungered for the warmth and
lights, the gladness and truth which
now we feel to be a part of the Christ­
mas mood. Merchants again began early'
to decorate their stores. Clerks went
humming about their added duties as
though, despite their hectic jobs, Christ­
mas shopping had a different significance.

And national authorities appeared to
welcome opportunities to express good
will in the sincere belief that genuine
peace must spring from the basic atti­
tude of good will. Churches began, the
year after forgetting Christmas, to pre­
pare for it as if it wrere the clue to
their existence, the beginning of the
Christian year and climax of all their
proclamations.

And children, though they had many
things, became excited at the prospect
of Christmas coming. They sensed
Christmas meant simple gifts of affec­
tion, generosity, regard Tor others and
that God bends near to earth at Christ­
mas tide. With uncomplicated clarity
they sensed that without these qualities
it does not really make much differ­
ence how many things one possesses.
Without these qualities the world will
wear an ugly face and no music will
set the skies above to singing.

So from everywhere the longing for
Christmas swelled. People could scarcely
wait the coming of this gracious and
hallowed time of the year when the world
is strangely warmed and lighted. And
there were those wise enough in those
days to sense that Christmas has its
levels, and sad it is when not all levels
are seen and lived upon.

Three Levels
There is the level of good cheer. The

wayfaring man, though he be foolish
and flurried by many duties, knows
Christmas is a time of good cheer and
gathers round flowing bowls to celebrate.
The world at times is a darkened place
for even the most fortunate. A time
of gaiety and gladness must not be

re-assurance that Christmas presents to
a world suffering from a sense of in­
security. In this age of Sputniks on
the one hand, and Beatniks on the other,
the comforting Yule-tide Message of God’s
utter humility in Christ Jesus in taking
upon himself man’s sinful limitations,
should never cease to enthral us, all the
more so as modern science probes deeper
and deeper into the secrets of outer
space.

In “The Banner,” Harold Pluimer,
Director of Aerospace Education of the
U.S.A.F., has said that, “Our world is
but one of a billion such worlds, a
minor speck of cosmic dust caught in
the gravity of a minor star (the sun),
on the fringe of one of billions of
galaxies . . . When viewed in this pers­
pective, i.e., the insignificance of our
earthly abode, it seems logical to assume
that “we are not alone.”

Other scientists also are firm in their
belief that super-civilisations exist in the
vastness of outer space, and through
the U.S. “Project Ozma,” and other sim­
ilar probes, they hope to track down
radio signals believed to be coming
from possible intelligent beings on other
planets.

Is it not fascinating, if not terrifying,
to think of some form of rational life
trying to communicate with us from "out
there”? But how infinitely more thrill­
ing to realise that God has not been
without his probe projects. For ages
he had tried to make contact with us
and, finally, through our thick skins, he
“made it,” by becoming as nothing, a
mere dependent babe of humble stock
on a particle of cosmic dust! His sig­
nals have been monitored by his “born-
again ones” and his intimate presence
cannot be denied, even under torture,
by those sensitive to his frequency. To
be on his beam is to be attuned to an
experience beyond all the limits of time
and even space itself, and yet one firmly
anchored to the cruel realities of earthly
existence.

Such is the meaning of this festive
season to those humbly surrendered,
emptied of all self-reliance and utterly
involved in his sufferings through en­
counter with mankind’s miserable lot —
in the world but not of it!

We can never probe too deeply into
the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus, for
we can never fully fathom the deep
secrets of the human personality bur­
dened as it is with carnal weaknesses,
yet not without its infinite potentiali­
ties. This Christmas affords yet another
opportunity to really deny ourselves,
and in so living for others, to taste and
see that in our cosmic insignificance,
truly — we are not alone!

(Geneva). Why was King Herod so
worried when the Magi told him of the
birth of the King of the Jews? Was it
just professional jealousy and the fear of
serious competition? There was another
reason. The child was not to be an ordin­
ary king. The priests and scribes told
Herod that this was to be the Messiah,
the special envoy of God. Herod was
afraid that God would interfere in his
life. That was the last thing he wanted.
So the dangerous baby had to be elim­
inated. When the great massacre had
taken place Herod would feel secure
again. He had firmly closed the door
for God.

But God returned by the back-door.
Joseph and Mary had taken the baby
to Egypt, and at the right moment
they brought the baby quietly to Nazar­
eth, where Jesus “increased in wisdom
and stature and in favour with God and
man.”

So the Christmas message is that God
comes to our world in spite of all at­
tempts that keep him out. When men
shout: “God is dead,” this can only
mean that he is not in the place where
they are looking for him. But he al­
ways finds an entrance, generally a very
unexpected, unobtrusive entrance. For
Christ comes without noise and the
Kingdom of God “does not come with
signs to be observed.”

Whether we will have a genuine Christ­
mas this year will depend on our readi­
ness to let God “interfere” in our lives
and on our ability to distinguish Christ’s
quiet voice of authority among the many
loud voices around us.—W.C.C.

There is a trinity of elemental joys
that give zest to life at every stage —
anticipation, expectation and realisa­
tion. Elemental joys are unmistake-
able if we recall the days and experi­
ence of childhood. To lose the sense
of child wonderment in the creative
activity about us is spiritual insen­
sibility.

To live through a Christmas season
with children is to observe the ele­
mental trinity in action. With what
eager anticipation they await the
coming of Santa Claus and his gifts!
Their minds become a gallery of
visual expectations. The joyous real­
isation becomes a never-to-be-for­
gotten experience. The art of being
alive is to streamline maturing years
with these elemental joys.

Operational anticipation injects a
zest into life’s purposefulness. Antici­
pation, expectation and realisation
heighten the significance of the
Christmas story. It features the
shepherds hastening to Bethlehem
to “see this thing that has hap­
pened, which the Lord has made
known unto us”; Anna, the aged
prophetess, returning thanks and
talking excitedly to all looking for
the liberation of Israel; Simeon, up­
right and devout, addressing God in
the temple and declaring what his
eyes had actually seen. Astrologers
from the East arrive in Jerusalem
anticipating the finding of the child
bom King of the Jews.

Operational anticipation maintains
a lively personal hope in every be­
liever; it manifests itself in every
aspect of the church and its mission.
“To wake up each morning with the
Christmas feeling, to believe without
a doubt that what lies ahead holds
all your heart desires is,” says Fran­
cis Cooper Thompson, “drinking of
life's sweetest nectar.”

Anticipation sets in motion the ele-

mental joy of expectation so pro­
nounced in children over the Christ­
mas season, and so evident on birth­
day occasions. This elemental joy is
detected in the psalmist’s affirmation,
"My expectation is from him.”

Life had so tutored tne psalmist
to know that his security and salva­
tion were beyond his own resources.
“My hope is in God,” is David’s
testimony. Such hope firms into
trust and such trust into divine ex­
pectancy. God delights in rewarding
great expectancy. In this assurance
William Carey challenged the Chris­
tians of his day to "Attempt great
things for God and expect great
things from God.”

Realisation is the reward of great
expectancy. This content of expect­
ancy is a requirement in our prayer­
ful approach to God. Jesus put it
into forceful words when he said, “I
tell you then, whatever you ask for
in prayer, believe that you have re­
ceived it and it will be yours" (Mark
11: 24). "If I touch even his clothes
I shall be cured,” was the expectation
of the woman who in so doing was
cured of her haemorrhages. Faith
and expectancy are partners. Real­
isation is the resultant reward of both.

The trinity of elemental joys set
in action the creative activity of our
make-up. We tasted these joys when
very young. Out of a few blocks of
wood we built wonderful structures and
performed engineering feats. With
clay, nature’s plasticine, we created
works of art, with clothes pegs and
some colored scraps of material we
created a beautiful doll, with four
table legs we created a house or a
fort at our will. May it not be that
the child’s ability to use the elemental
joys to shape life was in the Master’s
mind when he indicated that unless
we accept the Kingdom of God like a
child we will not enter it?

BY DR. ARNOLD C. CALDICOTT

The announcement of the death of
Dr. Hendrik Kraemer, one of the great
strategists and statesmen of the mis­
sionary movement, and pioneer leader
of the ecumenical movement, on Nov. 11,
brought back stirring memories of my
association with him at the Ecumenical
Institute at Bossey, near Geneva.

On my desk I have the framed state­
ment, “No voeux et notre affection vous
accompagnent — vos qui avez suivi les
cours et pris une part active aux sem-
inaires et a la vie de la Communaut
de 1’Institut Oecumenique" ... signed
by the Director General H. Kraemer.
Inset is a beautiful photo of the Chateau
De Bossey. The building is not exactly
the same today, as it has since been
renovated.

The Ecumenical Institute is just outside
a small village called Celigny. The
Chateau De Bossey is set amidst glorious
countryside, not far from the French
Border, and from the lawns of the Chat­
eau one can see the waters of Lake
Geneva, with snow-capped mountains in
the background. The main buildings are
of the Napoleonic era, but of great in­
terest in the grounds is a 13th century
tower which was used as a retreat for
prayer. Not far from the Chateau, the
comfortable building known as Petit
Bossey was the residence of Dr. Kraemer.
Several privileged students were also
quartered with the Director, and on my
arrival in 1950 I had that privilege.

Dr. and Mrs. Kraemer were dearly loved
by the student body, numbering forty to
fifty students. Before going to Bossey,
Dr. Kraemer lectured at the Leyden
University in Holland. He spent years
in Indonesia in his early days, living as
Schweitzer did, away from missionary
compounds, adapting himself to the
natural habitat and environs of those he
sought to win to Christ. His lectures
were given out of the depth of personal
■experience.

At Bossey Dr. Kraemer lectured alter­
nately in English, Dutch and German.
It is not difficult to recall the deep gut-
tral expressions of his lectures in German.
He was proud of his Protestant heritage,
and in one of his lectures told of his
imprisonment during World War H in a
German concentration camp, how in a
heated discussion with a Cardinal he
declared “I am thankful to God for the
impoverished Protestant Church, because
the Church of Rome, with all its riches,
traditions and ecclesiastical trappings
doesn’t permit sufficient room for the
Holy Spirit to work — Protestantism has
always felt its need of God’s help, and
I am proud to be a Protestant!”

My main purpose in going to Bossey
was to witness to the cause of the Res­
toration Movement. I was able to pre­
sent books concerning same to the
library, and Dr. Kraemer made grateful
comments on the volumes presented.
Apart from stirring lectures on doc­
trine, there was another side to Bossey 

of my day — the lectures which gave
an insight into the life and working of
the Churches throughout the world.

Vigorous discussion followed these lec­
tures taken by eminent theologians,
among them. Dr. Peter Brunner, and
Bishop Stephen Neil. The latter said,
“I know of two groups who present the
Church of the New Testament in the
near simplicity of the first century, and
they are the Disciples of Christ and
the Brethren, but their services are im­
poverished because of lack of litur­
gy . . .!” Needless to say, I disagreed
with him concerning liturgy.

Dr. Kraemer readily assented to a
suggestion of mine that an Indian
churchman, Lail Din, whom I met en
route to England, be encouraged to at­
tend Bossey. Lail Din was a converted
Mahommedan, who had a fantastic
knowledge of the Bible. He was associ­
ated with the Brethren in India. He
came to Bossey and in lectures would
so quote chapter and verse from an
astounding memory, to support his ob­
jections and discussion, that he won
great admiration from lecturers and
students.

Lail Din presented a striking figure in
his national costume covered with a
leopard skin coat, more so when rising
to speak with his Bible open before
him, but never turning a leaf as he
quoted chapter and verse from many
sections of the Bible.

And Dr. Kraemer, in the summing up
of the Bossey course, had this to say,
“With the presence of Lail Din, we have
learnt one tremendous fact, that we
today, as never before, must saturate
ourselves with the Word of God.”

Dr. Kraemer encouraged a group of
students to visit Dr. Karl Barth at
Basle, and arranged for the Institute
station waggon to take us. These two
men had the greatest admiration for
each other. The visit of Dr. Barth was
unforgettable, as also later the visit to
Dr. Emil Brunner. Before visiting Dr.
Barth, Dr. Kraemer saw to it that we
were well lectured on some aspects of
Barthianism.

Great in intellect, yet of average
height, but rather thin, with sharp
features and thinning white hair, Dr.
Kraemer was a humble and loveable
man. Sunday nights we would gather
in his home, enjoy supper and listen
to some tremendous theme relevant to
the Church of today. He had a graci­
ous humour.

Dr. Kraemer is now dead, but one can
picture him at the head of the table
during meals and the students rising
to sing the lovely verse for grace in
their own tongue,

"Know that the Lord is God indeed;
Without our aid he did us make;

We are his flock, he doth us feed,
And for his sheep he doth us take.”

A. E. WHITE

I have been asked to be chairman of
an important church committee, but
have had no experience. Can you suggest
some things that will be helpful? Part 2.

Use an Agenda. The agenda Is your
plan for action. Consult with your sec­
retary to ensure that everything is
included that ought to be included, and
that nothing is included that ought to
be omitted.

If you are starting a new project for
which a special committee has been
formed, you may start by inviting sug­
gestions from the members as to what
the agenda should include. The agenda
sets the general boundaries for your
committee’s work.

Don’t try to do too much at one time.
It is better to have two meetings than
one over-long session. Remember that
the committee members will already
have done a full day’s work. The de­
cisions of tired minds at midnight may
not be worth much.

On the other hand, if agreement on
important matters is near, it may well
be the right thing to go on.

Don’t Fuss with Rules. You will need
rules, of course, and the bigger the
meeting the more closely you will need
to stick to formal procedure. In large
gatherings you will be less flexible than
in small committee meetings where your
primary task in the small group is not
to keep a set of rules, but to reach a
decision that will be to the best advan­
tage of the church.

Sometimes you will need to have a
firm resolution to consider. You will
explore its possibilities, then accept it,
reject it, or suspend it while you have
a look at another equally clear course
of action.

At other times it will be better to
talk things through until the chairman
senses that the members are ready for
a decision. He then phrases a resolu­
tion from what has been said, and pre­
sents it for agreement. It may be that
further discussion will then be found
necessary, but it will carry the meeting
a step nearer the goal.

It is not always possible to get 100
per cent agreement, but this is desir­
able.

Don’t Bolt! Make sure that you don’t
take action for which your committee
is not qualified. Very often, a special
committee is asked to bring a recom­
mendation to the official board or to
a special or annual church business
meeting. If you do something without
authority, even if it is a very good
thing, somebody is very likely to say,
“It’s the principle of the thing . . .!”
Many a good course of action has been
spoiled by doing it the wrong way.

AVIATION AND RADDO
The following is an extract from the

report, "Responsibility in New Guinea,”
submitted by the team of seven, repre­
senting various Missions that made a
survey of the work of Missions in
Papua and New Guinea during June, 1965.
Missionary Aviation Fellowship.

New Guinea is a rugged country
where mountain ranges rise to 15,000
feet. These are cut by broad valleys or
narrow canyons. Where the country is
not covered by tropical swamp and Kunai
grass, there are impenetrable rain forests
or valuable mountain timber. Roads are
few. Yet travel is not quite the problem
it was in New Guinea. The government
and private agencies run regular air ser­
vices to the main centres.

In the Highlands, the Sepik and the
Western District, the Missionary Aviation
Fellowship attends to the travel and trans­
port problems of missionaries, other than
Roman Catholics and some Anglicans.
Commercial air transport would seri­
ously curtail missionary outreach. This
group of pilots fly single-engined "Cessna”
planes. Their schedules are reliable and
they spare no effort to forward the
missions’ work. They are a mission.

The Missionary Aviation Fellowship is
the supply line of the missions in the
western half of New Guinea. While no
unnecessary risks are taken, no effort
is spared, for there is no lack of initia­
tive and courage. The church at home
should make more of its ministry of
intercession that the M.A.F. pilots and
maintenance staff may have the skill
and wisdom and faith which are funda­
mental to safety without craven fear.
Christian Radio Missionary Fellowship.

John Flynn’s great realised dream for
inland Australia is now part of life
in New Guinea. Mission stations talk
to one another on daily “skeds” moni­
tored by the twTo skilled operators of
the Christian Radio Missionary Fellow­
ship. These men are also maintenance
experts, to whom harrassed missionaries
turn when the radio transceivers get out
of order. This is not often. The latest

machines are comparatively simple, very
efficient and cheap.

The medical “skeds” are part of the
mission programme — as well as the
mission news service. There is a family
atmosphere about missionary life in
New Guinea. (Missionaries — listeners
to the “skeds” — knew more about the
movements of the team of seven secre­
taries than the seven did!). Each day
doctors from the mission hospitals are on
the air to give advice to nursing sisters
in isolated hospitals, or to missionaries
with a difficult medical case in front
of them.

A school teacher at Rugli — headquar­
ters of C.R.M.F. — conducts two school
classes daily for missionaries’ children.
These supplement correspondence lessons.
There are live Sunday School classes each
week. It was moving indeed to arrive
at a missionary’s home about 500 miles
from Rugli, to find two children sitting,
eyes agog, and ears glued to the trans­
ceiver which was bringing the daily les­
son from the charming teacher we had
watched at her microphone a week earlier.

We pay tribute to the staff of the
C.R.M.F. Our missions do little to assist
this work financially. Yet it would ap­
pear to be an elementary obligation.

Broadcasting.
An important new initiative was taken

recently in the setting up of an ad
hoc committee on Christian broadcasting.
It is representative of the Evangelical
Alliance, the Melanesian Council of
Churches, the Christian Radio Mission­
ary Fellowship and the New Guinea
Lutheran Mission (Missouri Synod) as
well as the Lutheran Mission, New
Guinea and ELOCONG. The committee
will work for united representations to
both the Australian Broadcasting Com­
mission and the Administration stations
in regard to adequate time for religious
programmes; and will develop the pro­
duction of high quality recorded pro­
grammes for transmission from those
stations. The latter will call for a
recording studio to be set up.

WOMEN.
To the Editor,

A. J. Eddy, in "A.C." Nov. 27, refers
to O.T. law as opposing women speak­
ers.

The emphasis on Christ as THE
authority, and the judge of all the ex­
perience of mankind, whether recorded
in the Old Testament or not, must surely
be accepted by us all. We would over­
come a lot of difficulties if we let Christ
have this place. This means, of course,
that we have the courage to put every
part of the Old Testament alongside
the values and spirit of Christ and let
him judge them.

To take a simple example in the story
of the tower of Babel (Gen. 11). With
such a primitive story we need . to

analyse the right from the wrong under­
standings of God, using the standards
of the Master. On the positive side
we find that God is interested in the
affairs of men, and that mankind could
never reach God by his own achieve­
ment.

On the negative side we find a God
who is unaware of earthly goings-on
until he finds time for personal investi­
gation, a God who violently opposes the
unity of mankind, and a God who
strangely objects to progress.

In the light of our knowledge of God
in Christ we judge some understandings
of the Eternal to be RIGHT and oth­
ers to be WRONG. No one does this
judging by himself. “The authoritative
interpretation of the Scriptures is found
in the fellowship of the church.”
