The “Australian Christian” has an Associate-Editor in every capital

city. One of his jobs is to arrange for articles to be written. Sometimes
he is supplied with a topic, often he is invited to choose one.

It so happened that in 1965 it was hardly necessary to ask the
Associate-Editors to arrange anything. Manuscripts just flowed in from
every State. The Editor's task was simply to find room for them.

It is a good thing to have this spontaneous writing, but it is important
also to plan for the magazine section of the “Christian” to have variety
and to have specialists writing on certain subjects.

The “Christian” is a newspaper as well as a magazine, and we have
been receiving more news than ever before. There have been up to 70
news items a week from the churches. This, too, is a good thing, but the
demands on space increased and some features were squeezed out.

We expect to have more room this year for special articles and human
interest features — without cutting down on the space for news. We
cannot enlarge the size of our journal. We are still desperately short of
subscribers and are losing money each week. One way to gain more
space is to drop the “Moments for Worship” page. There has been good
interest in this section and we make the change reluctantly.

The monthly women’s devotional programme will not be required now
that the C.W.F. Handbook is available to supply such orders of service.
There will, of course, be regular articles dealing with the life and work of
the women of the churches.

You will be pleased to know that the pens and typewriters of Dr.
D. W. Crowley, W. R. Hibburt, A. R. Jones, R. T. Pittman and C. H. J.
Wright will still be used to inspire, inform and challenge. In fact, the
pages of the “Christian” will be as crowded as ever. You will enjoy
your weekly visit with all of the churches in the Commonwealth, and
you will find 1966 a good year for “Christian” reading.

LOOKING FOR PEACE
As 1966 begins, the search for peace will commence again — more

desperately than ever, because the danger to the world was never greater.
This quest is man’s hardest and apparently the most hopeless.

There is something about peace that the world has not yet learned.
It is this: peace is not just a quest. You don’t find peace like finding
minerals or new knowledge. Peace is something that has to be made.
We talk about making war but we then speak of finding peace.

The answer is clearly set out in the seventh beatitude: “Blessed are
the peacemakers, for they shall be called the sons of God.” We shall
have to find the tools for making peace with the same enthusiasm we have
previously used for the making of the weapons of war.

We know that as it takes two to make a quarrel, it will also take
two to make a peace. Only the stupidly naive would pretend that peace
can come to our embattled world by quoting texts.

It is not enough to talk peace, peace has to be made. It is not beyond
our capacity, but so far it has been beyond our will. We can at least
start to become peacemakers by recognising that all men are our brothers.
We keep on saying that, but we shall have to live this truth. Then we
shall share our plenty with those who have too little. We do make a
token gift to the world’s needs, but our nation’s contribution is pathetically
inadequate. Not even the Christian community is giving as it has re­
ceived. Then, if we are truly serious about peace-making, we shall ensure
that our peace forces are at least as strong as our defence forces.

This sounds impracticable for our hard, realistic world, but none of
the “practical” solutions look like getting anywhere. Our super-arma­
ments are no more a guarantee of peace than were earlier proposals to have
no armaments at all. It may be impracticable to talk about peace-making,
but if we are on God’s side, and we should be, then there is a peace to
be made. The early Christians “out-thought, out-lived and out-died” the
early pagans. This must be done again.
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A YEAR OF TENSION
1965 was, like all years, a year to

remember. It will be remembered because
people were born, they married, they
died. Exciting things happened. There
may not have been so much general
joy as in other years, but there was
certainly less sorrow than other years
have recorded. No one word can tell
the story of any period of our complex
world, but there is one word that does
belong to the year that is gone. That
word is tension.

There was a great strain upon us all —
in areas international, social, political,
economic, educational and personal. We
were never off the rack of fear and uncer­
tainty. We were in a state of stress at
the end of the year as at the beginning.

The Christian antidote to stress is
peace. This does not mean the removal
of the trouble, but in seeing beyond it.
Christ’s strongest moment, and his calm­
est, was just before the Cross — after
he had accepted it — it was never
removed from him.

There is a danger that the followers
of Christ seek to evade the Cross. Too
many of us act as though we can sep­
arate ourselves from the world and with­
draw from its politics and hurly-burly.
We seek to enter our churches and, in

January: Sir Winston Spencer Churchill
died. He was a legend in retirement, and
when he died we lived again the fear, hor­
ror, tragedy, bravery and triumph of the
worst-ever world war. Churchill was
known in every land. For the British
Commonwealth, he was the leader of des­
tiny. Even for nations outside the Com­
monwealth, he became the spokesman
of a world striving for but never finding
freedom ... Do you remember these
January headlines?: "110 Killed on Roads
in Xmas-New Year Holidays.” “Eight
Died in Bushfire." “Indonesia Withdraws
From UN.” “Barassi Leaves Demons.”
“Mt. Isa: Unions Roused.” “N.S.W.
Speaker Resigns.”

February: The war in Vietnam took
a fiercer turn as the U.S. made heavy
attacks on North Vietnam in retaliation
for the bombing of a U.S. army bar­
racks. The experts kept telling us that
this was a war that no one could win,
but it was also the war that no one
knew how to stop. To make a move
for peace might be a sign of weakness
to encourage the other side to greater
war effort. So the thankless, hopeless
war dragged on — for Vietnam twenty
years of conflict was still not ended . . .
Do you remember these other items on
the front page: Organisers in W.A. were
seeking 10,000 signatures for a petition 

an atmosphere of false calm, sing and
pray and escape from the world we hate
and fear. Perhaps that is why the
church was so seldom on the front page
in 1965. When we did get there it was
often because church people did peculiar
things, we made news because of sensa­
tion rather than because of involvement.
The Vatican Council, which ended in 1965,
was always news, movements for Chris­
tian Unity were respected and reported,
V.I.P.’s like the Archbishop of Canter­
bury were pictured and quoted. The
Anglican Bishops who wrote to Sir Robert
Menzies also made news, and this was
because they sought to involve the church
in the things that really matter — the
things of justice and compassion.

Whether or not the Bishops were right
or wrong is still being argued, but even
if they were wrong in their recommenda­
tions for Vietnam, they were so right in
seeing the responsibility of the church
to speak to the heart of the world’s
dangers, troubles, sorrows, and sins.

The role of the church is not to leave
the world, our job is to love the world.
Love cannot simply look on, it must
share. Because God loved the world, the
Christ had to share its life. We can
never be close to Christ if we deny his
mission to serve and share.

seeking the release from prison of Dr.
Maurice Benn, convicted for the murder
of his son. The petitioners called it
mercy-killing . . . Anglican and Method­
ist delegations to the Australian Council
of Churches called for a covenant of
unity within five years . . . Australian
parachutists and commandos landed in
Borneo . . . Police persuaded the Vic­
torian Licensing Court to refuse liquor
booth licenses for the closing day of
Moomba because of teenage drinking.

March: The whole world was tense as
2,000 negro and white marchers faced 350
armed State troopers at Salma, Ala­
bama. Two days before, 80 marchers
were brutally injured by police with
clubs, whips, dogs, and tear gas. Now
the prospect of further and greater
bloodshed was fearful. The 2,000 in­
cluded men of many faiths — Protest­
ant, Roman Catholic, and Jew. They
were led by Dr. Martin Luther King, a
Baptist. The moment for that danger
ended as Dr. King said, “Return to
your church.” But the problem remained.
That night in Selma a Unitarian minis­
ter was murdered. The President of the
U.S.A, immediately stepped up action to
achieve civil rights, and gave a call to
the nation to end racial injustice . . .
On the front page: "Indonesia Seizes
U.S. Rubber Estates.” “Dawn Fraser

Barred For Ten Years.” Mackie: "A
Gunman and Gangster.’’ "Shock Labor
Win in S.A. Election.” "4,200 Youths To
Be Called For Army Service.” “Russian
Goes for Space-Walk.”

April: The Cancer Spreads. Suddenly
we weren't spectators in Vietnam any
more. Almost fifty years to the day
since Australian troops landed at Gal­
lipoli, Sir Robert Menzies announced
that an infantry battalion of about 1,000
men would fight in South Vietnam . . .
In Victoria, the long awaited Liquor
Royal Commission announced the long-
expected recommendation for later hotel
closing. The churches were still press­
ing for a referendum . . . Other items:
Nauruan leaders told a U.N. mission that
they wanted immediate independence
and did not want Australian administra­
tion . . . The Archbishop of Melbourne
said that the correspondence between
Anglican Bishops and Sir Robert Menzies
had done more good than harm . . .
Dr. Frank Knopfelmacher was rejected
by the Professorial Board of Sydney
University after being recommended by
the selection committee for a post there.

May: After being in office, for 24 years
the Labor Government in N.S.W. was
defeated by a Liberal and Country Party
coalition. Many political observers be­
lieved that the decisive factor was the
opposition leader’s promise of State aid
for church schools . . . Headlines: “Silent
Vigil for Peace; 2 Hours of Prayer Pro­
test.” “Doctors' Fees Rise.” “Aust.
Troops Sail for Vietnam.” "N.Z. Sends
Field Artillery Battery.” “121 Killed in
Sahara Jet Crash.” “Strong U.S. Bid
to End Vietnam War.” “Queen Eliza­
beth Visits Germany.” “Labor Opposes
Troops for Vietnam.” "Clerk Gambles
Away Employers’ £14,000.” “Last Tax
Return in £. s. d.”

June: Death in Asia. There were two
Australian casualties in South Vietnam.
It was an accident, but war makes these
accidents inevitable. At Bien Hoa air
base, a hand grenade exploded. These
were the first to die since the Australians
went to South Vietnam four weeks ear­
lier . . . Up with the Russians! U.S.
astronauts McDivitt and White made 62
orbits of the earth, and White went for
a 6,000 mile walk in space. This feat
was performed by the Russians earlier
in the year ... No Transfusion. An
Adelaide woman died after she and her
husband refused life-saving blood trans­
fusion following the birth of twins. They
took this stand because they believed
that it would be a mis-use of blood and
therefore contrary to God’s law. The
husband said he had no regrets! . . .

The crankcase housing exploded with
a bang. The pump was completely out
of action. He’d nursed the thing for
months. Now, through the ineffective­
ness of someone else, it looked as though
the situation could not be held. A jaunt
down the road to the nearest garage
was out of the question, for there
weren’t any such places. One of the
natives went to the nearest town and,
without any initiative at all, simply
brought back anything which took his
mind. Contact with the agent brought
the promise that they would stay open
on Sunday and help him with spare
parts. But they, too, had heard of
promises and pie crusts!

There was an atmosphere of despair
over the business. The crops should
have been in several weeks before; the
rains hadn’t come, and everyone had
reached the place where sowing was to
be put off until next year. Field after
field lay bare and cracked, inviting use,
but holding no promises. Foi- weeks the
sky had teased with an occasional show­
ing of clouds, then the sun had seared
all once again. If only that pump could
be repaired, then at least a crop could
be sown.

One could feel that the man was
crying on the inside. There he was,
a modern man in a primitive setting,
and only his ingenuity and his dog­
gedness stood with him. For days now
he had almost cut himself off as he
spent hour after fruitless hour down in
the well trying to mend the pump.

From all around he gathered bits and
pieces, enough to send an expert
mechanic raving, but sufficient to give a
handy man some hope. He came into
the house covered in grime and sweat,
unfulfilled man, for failure was meas­
ured again. And others who stood
around simply guessed at what was
happening to him.

So the battle went on, with the sun,
and the coming famine, winning hands
down. Still he went down the well.
Pieces that were never meant for one
another were somehow made to match,
rag and twine and insulation tape made
bulges where bulges should never be.

In ignorance, the bystander asked,
“Why not a new pump?” ‘‘Well, the
costs are prohibitive, we simply haven’t
that kind of money. Anyway, in six
months’ time the hydro-electric power
will come through here and we’ll have to
instal an electric motor. If we buy one
of these now it will be useless in six
months. This thing just has to work.”
And he turned to his spanners and task
once again.

Up at the village church they were
holding some meetings each night. He
came up wearily and sat in with the
native people, then afterwards trudged
back to the pump well. Those nearest
him had an idea that he was suffering,
but he had nothing to say. He quietly
went after success.

Last night it happened! It was a man,
fearful of another failure, who turned
the handle, inviting the pump to prove
him wrong! It turned sluggishly, coughed
and then began to run with a smoother
rhythm. The impossible had happened!
A turn of the cock and the water began
to rise and made its way through the
long pipes to the outlets in the nearby
fields. It was a happy man who sat
quietly on his haunches and watched
the water flowing and finding its way

into the wide cracks of the earth. Up
at the village church they gave thanks.
Maybe, in fact, he did offer his thanks­
giving there in the darkness alongside
the channel.

Said the bystander, ‘‘It looks as though
you are on your way.” “Oh, yes,” he
said, "as long as those bulges stay put
and pressure doesn’t become too much
for parts that shouldn’t be there. I
wouldn’t guarantee anything from one
minute to another, but I can see water.”
Any man would be pardoned if there
was a gleam in his eye and he seemed
a little jaunty. At any level here was
achievement.

This morning the natives went to
work. The crude ploughs are out, the
seeder is following, and behind them
the water is slowly catching them up.
The crop is being planted and watered!
And if this holds up for six months

mouths will be fed, and the seeming
miracle will pass into the stream of many
such miracles and become another inci­
dent to be remembered when the need
is there again.

It is a far cry from the quieter life
of a pulpit in Australia, where taps
turn easily, and pumps for water moved
out of the city years ago. Ray Veal
must have thought of this as he sat
there in the darkness last night and
watched the water 'flow, and heard the
chug, chug, of the pump.

Here was a man who faced his prob­
lems with a soul full of hope, and some
bits and pieces of tools and spare
parts which didn’t really belong to one
another.

WHITE HOUSE CONFERENCE
PROPOSED

(New York). Nearly 500 Protestant,
Roman Catholic clergy and laymen, at
a study conference here called by the
newly-formed Clergy Concerned About
Vietnam group, urged re-examination of
U.S. policy in the embattled country
at top governmental and religious levels.

In a resolution that declared "most
of us share the conviction that the con­
flict in Vietnam according to our re­
ligious traditions is not a just war,”
the conference called on President John­
son to convene a White House confer­
ence of scholars, religious leaders, and
Asian experts to probe U.S. policy.

The National Council of Churches and
leading Catholic and Jewish groups were
called on to form a special commission
on Religion and Peace. An immediate
goal of such a commission, it was stated,
should be to hold a conference on peace
along the lines of the national con­
ference on Religion and Race held in
Chicago by major religious organisations.

The conference brought together not
only speakers who questioned U.S. Viet­
nam policy, but also featured an address
by a defender of the Administration
position, Dr. Frank N. Trager, professor
of political science at New York Uni­
versity.—E.P.S.

WORKER-PRIESTS FOR
ENGLAND?

(London). The Bishop of Southwark,
Dr. Mervyn Stockwood, writing in the
"Catholic Herald,” has commended the
working priest experiment to be con­
ducted by the Roman Catholics in
France, and urges the Church of Eng­
land to follow their lead.

Bishop Stockwood complained that the
Church of England was the church of
the middle-classes in this country.
"When shall we attract the Socialists
and the trade unionists?” he asked.
"It is time we took a leaf out of your
book.”

He declared that the concept of Ang­
lican clergymen being Christian gentle­
men of the professional classes was 40
years behind the times. “I want men,”
he added, "to go in on the ground floor
and work out what it means to be a
priest in the harsh environment of in­
dustry and commerce, and within this
context to establish the Church and to
break bread.”—E.P.S.

The grand old man of the Queensland
churches, Lars Larsen, died on Dec. 6,
at the age of 88 years. Appropriately,
the end came quietly in his sleep. When
Mrs. Larsen called him on the Monday
morning he could make no response. He
had gone to be with Christ as gently
as he lived.

To few is it given to show forth the
loveliness of their Lord as completely as
did Mr. Larsen. As it was said of Jesus,
so it could be said of him: “He shall
not cry nor lift up, neither shall he
cause his voice to be heard in the
streets.” He was the true bond-slave
of the Master, a disciple who had no
demands to make of life or others. He
was happy in a quiet lot. Though not
strong for argument about policies, he
was perhaps as great a Christian states­
man as any, for he helped to shape the
finest tradition of all, and pointed a
whole family of churches in the truest
direction they could go. For long years
his steady example said to Christians:
“Follow me, as I follow Christ.” If he
had said no more, this would have been
enough.

He was a more complete Christian
than most will ever hope to be. In him
all the graces seem to have found a
lovely balance. We remember his beau­
tiful simplicity, his strength, his innate
dignity. Yet, perhaps it was his meekness
best of all we learned to love in him. He
was utterly selfless. In his many min­
istries he endured conditions that must 

have been often hard and depressing,
yet without complaint, and even with
gratitude and a sense of privilege. Yet
he was never negligible — always signifi­
cant! He stood for positive values that
were never more eloquently and strongly
affirmed than by his mere presence
among us. He was the kindest, most
gracious man in the experience of so
many.

He served a ministry in Maryborough,
Vic., and also rendered good service as a
chaplain. But his longest work was
given to Queensland, where he is re­
membered as an effective speaker and a
beloved pastor. It is fitting that he
should have been buried from the
little chapel at Mt. Walker, at the
heart of a district which he so richly
influenced for Christ. There he rests,
under the shadow of the hills he loved,
secure in the love of the people he
served, and in the respect of all who
knew him. We salute this life of rare
beauty and achievement and are com­
forted in knowing that "all the trumpets
have sounded for him on the other
side.”

To Mrs. Larsen, who shared his life
and service with steady devotion, and
to the family, our loving sympathy is
extended. May God grant them com­
fort in the affectionate remembrances
of so many, and a sense of pride and
joy in the knowledge of the Master’s
"Well done.”

ACCEPT "DEATH OF GOD"
(Atlanta.) Present-day theology must

look upon God as "the ultimate source
of a world of history which is now pass­
ing away,” the controversial "death of
God” theologian, Dr. Thomas J. J.
Altizer, of Emory University, told a
conference here on “America and the
Future of Theology.”

Such a conclusion necessarily results
if "the Christian God has become a God
of the past and our past is disintegrat­
ing under the impact of a revolutionary
future,” he told 300 theologians who
attended the conference.

Christians, in his opinion, must accept
God’s death and get on with their faith
in Christ, expressed in words and con­
cepts today’s world can understand.

At a gathering of religion teachers
from Roman Catholic colleges and sem­
inaries at Buffalo, another Protestant
theologian defended the "death of God”
preachers as men who may be mis­
taken in their theological views, but who
are "capable, sensitive, honest men re­
sponding to something deep in our
culture.”

They are reacting to the widespread
feeling that God has nothing to do with
anything significant in modern life, ex­
plained Dr. Harmon Holcomb, a profes­
sor at the Colgate Rochester Divinity
School. He made it clear, however, that
he was not a member of the "God is
dead” school.—E.P.S.
"DEATH OF GOD" DENIED

(Seattle). The Council of Bishops of
The Methodist Church has issued a
statement reaffirming belief “in the liv­
ing God,” and thus indirectly taking
issue with radical theologians who are
proclaiming “the death of God.”

"In a day of confused religious phil­
osophies, some of them purporting to
be Christian,” such a reaffirmation
“seems urgent,” the Council declared at
its meeting here.

The bishops gave witness to "our
abiding faith in the living God, who is
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who
moves purposefully in human history,
and before whom each of his children
has inescapable moral and spiritual
responsibility.

"The ultimate meaning of human life
is to be found in the crucifixion and
resurrection of Christ because in him
is seen the God, alive and personal, who
continues to give himself for the redemp­
tion of his creation,” they affirmed.

“It is the existence of this God which
gives life its eternal dimensions and
which supplies power for the applica­
tion of the Christian ethic.”—E.P.S.

. August: Racial Violence Again. Trouble
broke out in a new area of the U.S., Los
Angeles, and shooting, burning, and riot­
ing, brought terror to Californian cities.

Churches,
stores, offices, and other buildings were
set afire throughout the long summer
nights. At least 31 lives were lost. This
riot emphasised the fact that the racial
problem is not only political.

There
is no question that self-interest on the
part of Rhodesia’s leaders prompted the
action which may yet turn out to be a
more serious threat to world peace than
either Vietnam or Kashmir. Mr. Harold
Wilson, Britain’s P.M., said that the Rho­
desian rebellion had been carried out by
a “group of small and frightened men.”
Smith is no Francis Drake. That re­
doubtable adventurer may have been
tacitly encouraged by the first Elizabeth
to commit a few acts of piracy in order
to benefit England. The second Eliza­
beth made it plain that Mr. Smith had
no support from the throne. She award­
ed a personal honour to Sir Humphrey
Gibb, her Governor in Rhodesia, whom
Smith had declared out of office. Head­
lines: “Rhodesian Police Shoot at Demon­
strators.” “Call to Mr. Calwell to Resign.”
"Police Charged With Corruption.” “Tomb­
stone of Africa-Asian World.” “15,000

wealth? This was a serious question
being asked by responsible leaders as
several members of the British Com­
monwealth of Nations broke off diplo­
matic relations with Britain over the
Rhodesian rebellion. Their complaint
was that Britain was not doing enough
quickly enough to bring about the fall
of the Smith regime. They wanted
force to be applied. Mr. Harold Wilson
argued that economic sanctions would
be effective and he went to the United
Nations to appeal for support in these
measures. But as the year was closing
Ghana and other African nations showed
that they meant what they said, and
embassies in Britain were closing down.
It would be ironic if the Commonwealth
should disintegrate over such a cause.

Dr. Lindsay John Michael was born
in North Perth, W.A., 58 years ago.
The family home has always been in
North Perth, and the family was asso­
ciated with North Perth church nearly
all of the church’s life. His parents
were devout Christians and brought up
their family in harmony with Christian
traditions and principles.

In 1931, he went to Melbourne to
study medicine, there being no chair of
medicine in the W.A. University at that
time. His purpose in fitting himself to
be a doctor was to be a medical mis­
sionary. During the course of his train­
ing, home on one of his vacations, he
told me of some of his difficulties in
seeing the course through, and said to
me, “If it were not being done for
Christ, it would not be done at all.”
Which means that in being a doctor he
had no thought of pleasing himself. He
graduated in 1936 and returned to W.A

In the meantime, another member of
North Perth church, Miss May Boston,
was also preparing herself for missionary
service by training as a nurse. She com­
pleted her training, graduating with the
rank of Sister.

In 1937, Miss Boston and Dr. Michael
were married in North Perth chapel by
James Gordon. On Jan. 3, 1938, they
sailed for India to commence their
missionary service together. About a
year later, just on the outbreak of the
World War, Dr. Michael became medi­
cal superintendent of the Churches of
Christ Mission Hospital at Dhond, India,
and also treasurer of our Indian Mis­
sion field.

Dr. Oldfield, who had been in charge
of the hospital, returned from fur­
lough, and the military authorities were
looking for all the doctors they could
find, and thought that two doctors at
Dhond Hospital was one too many. As
a result, Dr. Michael was called into
military service, but as he had gone to
India to serve the Indians he offered
himself to the Indian Army. He was
sent overseas from India early in 1944.

During the years in India, three child­
ren -were born to Dr. and Mrs. Michael.
Robert and Philip are with their mother,
but there is a little grave on Indian
soil where their daughter, Helen, was
laid to rest.

In Sept., 1955, after 18 years’ service
in India, Dr. Michael and his family
returned to W.A., and to North Perth.
In Jan., 1956, he joined the medical
staff of the Royal Perth Hospital, and
served there until the time of his death,
as one of the leading anaesthetists. He
was often called upon to work long
hours, yet found time to visit each
patient before the operation with a
personal word of comfort and assur­
ance.

Before and since his time in India,
Dr. Michael took a leading part in
the work and life of North Perth church.
From early years he was a B.S. teacher
and youth leader, ever on the alert to
win young people to Christ. He was a
first-rate lacrosse player and taught the
game to the North Perth young men, and
formed them into a team which had
considerable success.

The past few weeks at Dhond have
been most interesting. Tire people who
come and go are all so very different.
Today is Bazaar Day here, and so there
is a real rush. Besides, the people have
sown their crops and have time to be
sick again, and the past fortnight has
been somewhat hectic.

Tire other day I saw a man stagger­
ing in with another one on his back.
I don’t know where they came from, but
I saw them going again, later, piggy­
backing the patient down the stairs at
the railway station. I hope that their
village was not too far from wherever
the train stopped. I don’t know what
was wrong with that man, except that
he had a filthy piece of rag about his
leg when he came in and a clean white
bandage when he left.

There are many happy stories asso­
ciated with the hospital, and many sad
ones too. Like the young woman who'
was at the hospital a few months ago,
having her third baby, and who died
here this week, after taking acid, fol­
lowing a quarrel with her husband.

Life here is so hard for these people.
We wonder whether we will ever under­
stand the way that they have to live,
being so constantly on edge just to live
and get their daily food. Under such
pressures it is perhaps a little more
understandable -why such things happen
in an apparently happy home, but we
do pray for these people and trust that,
in such a situation, especially when the
home at least nominally owns the name
of Christ, as in this case, that the
reality of Christ and his promise of
care for those who seek after his right­
eousness 'will become very real to the
people. And we pray that we will real­
ise it more ourselves.

The work at the hospital is very de­
manding. Dr. R. Williams and Dr. T.
Thomas, never know when they are to
be called, nor when they will get home
for their meals. Dr. Thomas is now
taking out the mobile dispensary on
village trips, twice a week, and is hoping
to expand this work in the future.

During this past week every bed in
the hospital was full — it is supposed
to be a 19-bed hospital, but I think I
heard mention of something like 41

patients, not to mention the relatives —
they are everywhere.

As we came home from Church this
morning one woman came up to Dr.
Williams and said that the medicine he
had given her boy had not brought his
fever down. Dr. Williams patiently ex­
plained the lad had had fever for eight
days. They had only brought him in
a day or so beforehand, and that his

Satan Loves Overseas Missions

Australia would shake with the power
of the gospel.

Let us make our daily prayer —
"Lord, lay some soul upon my heart,

And love that soul through me,
And may I gladly do my part

To win that soul for thee!”

So do I, but not for the same reason.
He is a genius. Who would suspect his
passion for missions? He has talent for
taking good things and making them
serve his evil purpose. Overseas missions
are a pet project for idling a lot of
God’s people.

His plan? You’ve heard it. “If you
can’t go yourself, send someone else.”
Doesn’t that sound good? To you and
me it is. But to Satan it has a different
slant. With it he can tranquillise one
Christian after another.

How? Simple. He gets our eyes off
our own sphere of influence and shifts
them to the global scene. If he can
fascinate us with reaching men in un­
touched areas, we happily ignore the lost
we contact every day for the glamour of
conquering new frontiers for Christ. It
takes something noble to cause God’s
people to abandon their first responsi­
bility, but he has it.

To understand how he gets away with
this, think for a moment on our own
sphere of influence. We all live in priv­
ate worlds. There are people we contact
and influence more than anyone else.
These are the ones we should reach.
In fact, this is the only world we can
reach. This is why Jesus commanded
each of us to “Go.” For every soul on
this earth there is a Christian who can
reach him better than anyone else. Jesus’
“Go Ye” calls that Christian into action!
That call is not transferable.

The foreign missionary obeys this call
from Jesus and travels the seas to a
new field. But once he is there, whom
will he reach? His own private world!
That’s all anyone can reach. It doesn’t
matter where he is — geography doesn’t
change it. Satan uses the glamour of
sending missionaries to blind our eyes to
the vital point of the Great Commission.
But Christ’s plan for world evangelism
requires every Christian to be a mis­
sionary.

Isn’t that tricky? Imagine Satan
using a vital thing like overseas mis­
sions to frustrate the plan of God. And
we fall for the suggestion. Listen to
it, “You have made a good investment
in overseas missions. You are doing
your part in fulfilling the Great Com­
mission.” There are missionary-minded
Christians who harken to that and relax.
They forget all about their own private
world. Trhe, a missionary goes to his
field and wins souls. But it is a tiny
loss for Satan. If he can get 109
people at home, for example, to support
this missionary and abandon their own
worlds in the process, he has lost one
private world, but gained 100. A
pretty good percentage?

If you doubt this, check up on it.
Ask a strong missionary supporter (1
hope yourself) is he reaching the lost
around him.

Now don’t misunderstand me. Over­
seas missions are vital. We need to
invest in them as much as possible.
But not as a substitute for personal
obedience to Christ’s command. We
should help others obey if they are
called to overseas fields. But if we
neglect our own private world in the
process, Satan has deluded us.

Overseas missions isn’t the only thing
Satan uses. Some are sidetracked by
thinking that their support of the local
church or minister can be substituted
for personal obedience to Christ’s com­
mand to be “Witnesses unto me.”

Both our church and minister may­
help us in winning our own private
world. They cannot do it for us. In
most cases they do not have contact
with most of the people we do. Until
every Christian begins to reach those
around him, we can't hope to fulfil the
Great Commission. Think what it would
be like if every Christian in Australia
caught the vision of reaching their own
private world for Christ. In no time

BISHOPS IN AUSTRALIAN
UNION

(Sydney). Creation of a system of
bishops is reported here to be the most
controversial issue in current moves to
unite the Presbyterian, Methodist and
Congregational Churches in Australia.

Reactions to the proposed basis of
union are being studied in Melbourne
by the Joint Commission on Christian
Unity. It is expected that there will
be strong pressure to postpone the ques­
tion of bishops until after the three
churches have united.

The role of a bishop in the proposed
Uniting Church would be that of chief
pastor rather than that of an admin­
istrator confined to certain territory.

This proposal has aroused great Ang­
lican interest. If the scheme for bishops
is deferred indefinitely or rejected, the
possibility of Anglicans later entering
the union is made more remote.—E.P.S.

Australian Anglicans talk
about unity, but often their actions belle
their intentions, said the Most Rev.
Hugh Gough, Primate of the Church
and Archbishop of Sydney, in an article
addressed to the entire church.

He said the church was spending
“labourious efforts” on Prayer Book re­
vision which would be obsolete if Ang­
licans join a united church and long
hours of debating purely Anglican con­
cerns, such as methods of electing the
church’s next Primate, the formation of
new dioceses, and regulations concern­
ing divorce.

The Anglican delegation to the Aus­
tralian Council of Churches meeting in
March of this year proposed that Aus­
tralian churches seek union by 1975.

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No. 25 — HELL ::: BY RANDALL T. PITTMAN

Considerable confusion of thought has been brought about
because of the narrowed meaning attached to the English
word “hell” in popular usage, which limits the term to a
place of punishment. In the day when the Authorised Ver­
sion and the creeds were issued, ‘'hell” denoted “the place of
the dead." As will be shown below, the Authorised Version
did not make any distinction between two very different
words. The English “hell" is from a root meaning “I conceal.”

In the Authorised Version, “hell" is a translation of
(1) hades in Matt. 11: 23; 16: 18; Luke 10: 15; 16: 23;

Acts 2: 27, 31; Rev. 1: 18; 6: 8; 20; 13, 14. In 1 Cor. 15: 55
the word is translated “grave,” but Revised Texts give the
Greek word thanatos, death. The Septuagint has hades in
Hosea 13: 14. which Paul quotes, and it has been suggested
that Paul deliberately changed the word to “death” because
he was writing to Greeks who would understand the word
“hades” in its pagan environment.

The Revised Version brings the Greek word across into
English as “Hades" in all passages. The Revised Standard
Version does the same, except that in Matt. 16: 18 it renders
the word “death” in the Text, with “hades” in the footnote.
The New English Bible gives "depths” in Matt. 11: 23; Luke
10: 15; “death” in Matt. 16: 18. Hades is common in the
Septuagint, chiefly' representing the Hebrew Sheol.

In secular Greek Hades was used in Homer as a proper
noun, the name of the god of the underworld. Later it was
used of the place of departed spirits. It came to be used
also of "the grave,” “death.”

(2) geenna in Matt. 5: 22, 29, 30; 10: 28; 18: 9; 23: 15,
33; Mark 9: 43, 45, 47; Luke 12: 5; Jas. 3: 6. The word is
always translated “hell" in the Authorised Version, the
Revised Version, the Revised Standard Version, and the New
English Bible. Phillips has “destruction” in Matt. 5: 22;
10: 28; 23: 15; Luke 12: 5; “rubbish-heap" in Matt. 5: 29,
30; 18: 9: 23: 33; Mark 9: 43. 45, 47; and “hell” in Jas.
3: 6. Schonfield as “Gehenna” in all references.

The name “Gehenna” or its Old Testament equivalent
refers to a ravine which sweeps round the South West of
Jerusalem. It is the traditional site of idolatrous fire-
worship which began in the reign of Ahaz. After being dese­
crated by Josiah, it became a receptacle for the offal of the
city, and' in Jewish thought became associated with the place
of punishment of the wicked. In the New Testament
Gehenna is always used in a figurative sense, and only by
Jesus and James. It was associated with the consuming
agents, worm and fire (cf. Isaiah 66: 24). That references
to “everlasting fire” (Matt. 18: 8. etc.) cannot be taken liter­
ally is shown by' the phrase in Jude 7. Tire fires of Sodom
have long since ceased, but the eternal nature of the judg­
ment is in its result.

In 2 Pet. 2: 4, “hell" is part of a phrase which trans­
lated the Greek verb tartaroo, “cast down to Tartaros.”
The word is found only here in the Greek Bible, but the noun
tartaros appears in Job 40: 15; 41: 23. Tartaros (Latin
Tartarus) was a Greek name for the underworld, particularly
the abode of condemned souls.

FIRST FAMILIES AT CHURCHILL
(VIC.)

During November the first two families
moved into what will become the new
town of Churchill in the Latrobe Valley.
Constructed by the Victorian Housing
Commission, the town is estimated to
have 40,000 inhabitants near the end of
the century. Approximately 250 houses
will be included in the first stage.

Minister Appointed
Following a. Conference in 1964, repre­

sentatives of Anglican, Methodist, Pres­
byterian and Churches of Christ com­
menced planning for a co-operative
venture to serve the area. The culmina­
tion came in the commissioning of the
Rev. P. A. J. Arch, M.A., as the first
resident minister, on December 3, 1965,
in the Morwell Methodist Church.

Mr. Arch is an Anglican who has
had considerable experience overseas and
was, until recently, serving at Kaniva,
where he was president of a community
youth programme initiated by the Kaniva
churches. Mr. and Mrs. Arch were the
second family to move into the new com­
munity.

The church has involved itself at the
very beginning of community life and
the minister will be the first to wel­
come new residents. No building is
contemplated at present. Services will
commence in homes, and later in local
buildings as they become available. Vari­
ous experimental moves are projected.

Responsible Adventure
Preaching at the Commissioning Ser­

vice, the Bishop of Glppsland, Dr. D. A.
Garnsey, called the involvement of the
four churches a responsible adventure.
The move to Churchill reminds us of the 

essential unity of the church, and our
involvement together is a part of the
moving of the Holy Spirit in our midst.

We are beginning to repair the dam­
age of earlier years. Neither must we
add to the malignancy of division by
our pride and prejudice at this moment.
The New Delhi Assembly had called upon
the churches to take “responsible risks.”
This was a “responsible adventure” and
we must pray for one another at our
points of difference, that the church may
truly serve in this new field.

Wide Interest
Typical of the wide interest shown in

the move was the greeting from the sec­
retary of the Victorian Housing Com­
mission, congratulating the Co-operating

churches on this venture. Numerous
requests have come from overseas and
other parts of Australia for information.

RHODESIAN CHRISTIAN COUNCIL
(Salisbury). The Christian Council of

Rhodesia has reaffirmed its loyalty to
Queen Elizabeth II’ “within the Con­
stitution . . . accepted by the lawful
Parliament of Rhodesia (in) 1961” and
pledged itself “to work for the rapid
restoration of a constitutional govern­
ment in our land.”

It declared that it considered "the
proclamation of a new Constitution of
Rhodesia by a group of ministers, with­
out the assent of the Parliament or
Crown, to be an unlawful act, and any
further enactments of Parliament to be
unlawful unless confirmed by the law­
ful Governor.”

The Council expressed regret over “the
great blow delivered by this act (of
proclamation) to the concept of con­
stitutional law brought to Africa by a
Western civilisation nurtured in Christi­
anity.”

The Roman Catholic Church of Rho­
desia also bitterly criticised the govern­
ment of Mr. Ian Smith for seizing inde­
pendence, and warned that by its racial
policies it was courting disaster.

A pastoral instruction handed to
Catholic church-goers all over this
country recalled that their church had
already cautioned that “an immoral
state of affairs exists when nationalism
or race economics . . . becomes the
dominant norm of behaviour and is
placed above man.”

REJECTS SMITH GOVERNMENT
The Christian Council, in its state­

ment, also reaffirmed its loyalty to the
Governor of Rhodesia, Sir Humphrey
Gibbs.—E.P.S.

NO COMPULSORY BAPTISM
The Synod of the United Protestant

Church of the Palatinate, Germany, has
accepted a motion that infant baptism
cannot be compulsory and that where
postponement of baptism is requested
for reasons of conscience, the church
should not insist on infant baptism.
Many young pastors in the Palatinate
advocate adult baptism.

CHINESE ON ECUMENICITY
Replying to a published letter from

a reader, a newspaper of mainland
China has described the ecumenical
movement “as a plot hatched by the
United States to make use of the two
main parties of the Christian Church
for sabotaging national revolutionary
movements and spreading aggression
against other countries.” It added that
“in the present day the Roman Church
and the Protestant churches are ex­
ploited by the capitalistic countries of
the West as instruments to subjugate
the people and facilitate their acts of
aggression against other countries.”

Today suicide is a world problem. In
country after country the number of
people who no longer find life worth liv­
ing is increasing, in England and Wales,
almost as many people die by their own
hands, approximately 5,000 annually, as
d‘e,m I°ad accidents. In the United
states, 60 people commit suicide daily.
In Australia, the rate is increasing in
1961, 1,249 killed themselves.

Significantly it is manifested not so
much among the homeless and the poor,
but most notably in the ranks of the
middle-class and the well-to-do. Some­
times there is a suicide "chain reaction”
such as followed the death — appar­
ently by her own hand — of a well-
known star of the American stage and
screen. A few months later came the
death of her 21-year-old daughter, and
a few weeks after that the death of a
21-year-old friend of her daughter’s —
all from overdoses of sleeping pills. One
of the girls left a note which read,
"This is the best way out.” To what
terrible extremities a human life is
driven when such pitiful evidence of
failure in life can be described as “the
best way out.”

Somerset Maugham, in one of his
novels, made a character say, "If life
won’t fulfil the demands I make on it,
then I have no more use for it. It’s
a dull and stupid play and it’s only a
waste of time to sit it out." I wonder
just how many people there are who
want to escape from life, rather than
face it?

Charles Lamb said once that men may
be divided into two classed — those who
borrow and those who lend. They may
also be divided into those whose general
tendency is to try to escape from life
and those who try to stand up to it.

There is no hard and fast line be­
tween the two, of course; you can never
draw hard and fast lines in dealing
with people. Even the habitual coward
is sometimes brave, and there come to
the most courageous of us times when
we would like to escape.

We all know that mood when we
would willingly retire into a corner and
make ourselves blind and deaf to all
that goes on. There is always a part of
us that is afraid. Each of us does,
however, form what’ can fairly be called
a general attitude to life, according to
which we shall, when trouble and dif­
ficulty come, either run away and hide
if we can, or face them as best we may.

There are a number of ways in which
people try to escape. Some seek oblivion
in drink or drugs of pleasure. Some
shelter behind another person on whom
they can throw responsibility for any
decisions that have to be made, and
who can be a buffer between themselves
and a hard world. A headache may
save us from facing up to a difficult
situation, or more desperately, a nerv­
ous breakdown. The T.V. or the cinema

E3MPE
may provide an escape from life’s sor­
did realities.

But all of these are but temporary
expedients. One can’t always be drunk,
and the world looks worse still the
morning after. The ecstasy or drugs
brings its reactions, and the hunt for
pleasure gives place to boredom past
enduring. The person to whom one has
clung may die, or prove a broken reed
in a crisis, and what then? Escape is
a temporary thing. In the end reality
catches up with us and reality has to
be faced.

This is where Christian faith makes
all the difference; for the Christian
faith does not offer escape, It offers vic­
tory. It enables a man, not to run
away from life, but to conquer it; not
to meet it with mere passive endurance,
but to make something of even its dark­
est hours and worst experiences.

Have you noticed it is often the peo­
ple who have least to complain about
who complain the most, while those who
have most to complain about complain
least? A pinprick of trouble can reduce
one man to disgruntled hostility to life,
and a very avalanche of troubles can
leave another man with his courage and
cheerfulness unimpaired. There are the
people whom anything can knock out
and the people whom nothing can knock
out.

Remember what the Apostle Paul
wrote, “Hard pressed on every side we
are never hemmed in; bewildered, we
are never at our wit’s end; hunted, we
are never abandoned to our fate.” As
J. B. Phillips puts it, “We may be
knocked down, but we are never knocked
out.” What makes the difference in
people?

There is a story of a young violinist
who was received with thunderous ap­
plause everywhere he went. But envious
rivals spread a rumour that the young
player was not great himself, it was an
extraordinary Stradivarius violin which
he played upon which gave such mov­
ing tones. So one night in London the
young prodigy played his whole pro­

gramme through without leaving the
platform, and more than ordinarily
stirred his audience to wild applause.
Then he took the violin he had been
playing on all the evening, and smashed
it to bits across his knee and threw it
on the floor, and said, “I will now play
one number on my Stradivarius.” His
quality was in himself and not merely
in the instrument he used.

That makes the difference in people —
their quality is in themselves, in the
faith that upholds them, the God who
dwells in them. Not what life brings to
us — but what we bring to life in our
spirits makes the difference. As Paul
says, “With those who love God, he
co-operates in all things for good.”

AND WHERE TO STAY
To be part of an experiment is a

frightening thought To many it is need­
less and disappointing. To others it is
challenging. Recently, Belmont, Vic.,
church became part of an experiment.
Kevin Harvey, of the Dept, of Home
Missions and Evangelism, was the ener­
getic leader. He sums up the idea of the
programme as designed to help people
look upwards to God and outwards to
men.

The Aim
To rediscover the resources which God

makes available through prayer; to
strengthen the sense of fellowship within
the church and to challenge the church
to accept its task of mission in the local
community.

The Method
To involve people in small groups in

w’hich people were relaxed and willing
to participate in making their respective
contribution to the discussion.

Vital questions were considered. Early
morning prayer sessions; morning coffee
hours for ladies; evening house parties;
a men’s prayer breakfast; an evening
with the Board and their wives, and
another solely for young people. None of
these ideas is new or novel, yet the
approach was.

The 7 a.m. prayer workshops were a
joy. Have you ever sat down to write a
letter to God? We did! Have you
written down a list of names of people
for whom you have never prayed before?
It is a sobering thought. We did many
different things to discover vitality in
this area. These sessions were a joy
and most refreshing.

Small cells of women, 8-12 in number,
met for morning coffee, and in this re­
laxed atmosphere talked about God, the
church and their responsibilities as Chris­
tians in the local community. Many
felt as never before (including non­
members) that they could talk and share
their experiences of God.

The house parties were all by invita­
tion. People from the community par­
ticipated in the relaxed atmosphere and
felt quite at home. Questions were con­
sidered relating to our faith, purpose
for living, and the role of the church
in the community.

Board members were sobered into
reality when asked to write down an
appraisal of their growth as Christians;
new things learnt over the past six
months; time spent in prayer each day,
etc. We began in a small way to be
honest with each other and to express
ourselves.

Have you ever tried to express your
relationship with God with a crayon?
We tried! It was unusual, but most
stimulating as we listened to each
"artist” explain his piece of art.

The Results
In statistics, a total of 297 people

attended the various sessions, excluding
the prayer workshops. Approximately
110 members of a total membership of
128 atttended at least one meeting. 34
non-members were directly involved in
the meetings. 18-20 members attended
the early morning prayer sessions.

Already there are plans to continue
the programme into the new year. The
non-members involved will think more
as they share with Christian people who
are able to naturally share their faith.
There are results too, which will never
be outwardly seen. Individuals applying
their faith at work; individuals praying
with purpose; individuals wanting to
share then- experience.

Conclusions
1. That faith can be enjoyed, and

that it can be infectious, and this
we often seem to forget.

2. The local church can do a lot
more than we imagine. There was noth­
ing in the programme we should not
have been able to do ourselves. But,
we never had, and it took Mr. Harvey
to show us how.

3. There are new and different meth­
ods of reaching out into the community,
and these must be used in conjunction
with the preaching of the Word.

4. We must also note that the Dept.
of Home Missions and Evangelism now
has a programme available to the chur­
ches which helps in total church in­
volvement and commitment.

5. We learned to relax in the presence
of God and let him lead us out into
the world and there to do the work
to which he has called us.

BAPTISM.
To the Editor,

J. E. Gough and A. J. Eddy, in “A.C.”
Dec. 11, seem to resent the use of immer­
sion. Is there reason for preferring
sprinkling and pouring synonymous with
their argument — it doesn't hold much
water!

I quote the authority of religious
leadership and scholarship in favour of
immersion. John Calvin (Presbyterian):
“The word ‘Baptize’ signifies to immerse.
It is certain that immersion was the
practice of the primitive church.”

Luther: (Lutheran): "Baptism is a
Greek word, and may be translated
’immerse.’ I would have those who are
to be baptized to be altogether dipped."

John Wesley (Methodist): “Buried with
him by baptism” — alluding to the
ancient manner of baptizing by im­
mersion.

Wall (Episcopalian): “Immersion was
in all probability the way iff which our
blessed Saviour, and, for certain, the way
by which ancient Christians received
their baptism.”

Brenner (Catholic): “For thirteen
hundred years was baptism an immer­
sion of the person under water.

Stoudza (a native Greek): “The verb

‘baptize’ has only one meaning. It sig­
nifies to plunge. Baptism and immer­
sion are identical. To say baptism by
sprinkling is as if one would say immer­
sion by sprinkling.”

Liddell and Scott: “Baptizo, to dip in
or under water.”

Robinson (Presbyterian): “To immerse,
to sink.”

Dr. Anthon: "The primary meaning
of the word is to dip or immerse.
Sprinkling and pouring are out of the
question.”

Bagster: “To dip or immerse.”
Greenfield: “To immerse, submerge,

sink.”
To say that immersion is not prac­

tical in cold climates is an expression
of frozen intelligence. It is also to sug­
gest that people in cold climates could
never have a bath. This is the atomic
age of heated water, as well as heated
argument. —D. H. Paddon, N.S.W.

OPEN FORUM

BAPTISM.
To the Editor,

In an age of enlightenment, I would
seek to be an encourager to those who
are discouraged by some folk who have
the knack of juggling with truth or
words.

Though some of the things J. E. Gough
(“A.C.” Dec. 11) says may be very true.
allow me to make some comments:

1. J. Pearce (“A.C." Nov. 27) used
“Member of the N.T. Church of Christ”
not "membership in the Church of
Christ."

2. I don’t know of any other N.T.
means of entering the Christian church
than by faith, and its activation, i.e.,
repentance, confusion, baptism. Do you?

3. Surely the word baptism means im­
mersion in the N.T., and is synonymous
and interchangeable, or has the Greek
language recently changed?

4. Not once is the word “baptizo"
translated otherwise in the Greek lexi­
cons. Suggest you read Liddell & Scott,
Grimm, Hastings, Dictionary of the Bible,
Encycl. of Religion and Ethics, Dictionary
of Christ and the Gospels.

5. Both the examples and the precepts
of the Book of Acts demonstrate this.
There were no un-immersed members of
the early church.

6. When the K. J. Version was trans­
lated in 1611 to translate the word bap­
tize, giving its literal meaning, immerse,
would have caused great embarrassment
and confusion in the Church of Eng­
land. This was a ministry supported
and controlled in England, by the gov­
ernment. King James instructed the
translators, not to translate the word
but to simply spell it with English let­
ters and let it go. So “baptizo” (Gk.)
was spelled baptize (Eng.). Before it
had been so translated the word had
never before appeared in the English
language.

There had been very little circulation
of the Scriptures among the common
people before the K. J. Vers, since the
scholars read the Scriptures in Hebrew,
Latin or in Greek. When the Revised
Version and other translations were
made, baptism had become such an issue
that no interdenominational group of

CHILDREN IN CHURCH.

To the Editor,
A recent letter read over an A.B.C.

women’s programme was from a person
who criticised mothers for taking their
children to church, amongst other places.
The writer claimed that such a mother
is thoughtless and selfish, as children
spoil the services for others, and the
mother herself is unable to worship
properly.

I could not agree more with the con­
viction that children should not be
dragged around anywhere — for the
sake of the child, as well as the mother.
But if a mother believes that she should
attend divine worship, and that her
children should accompany her, then
no one else has the right to exclude
them. The disciples of Christ once sent
the children away — and we all know
Christ’s reaction on that occasion!

If we believe in going to church, then
we must try to be mature enough to
accept the responsibilites that go with
it, and the spiritual growth of children
of the church is one of them.

What were our correspondent’s reasons
for going to church? If they included a
genuine desire to worship God, then
it should be her pleasure to see that
some mother, whose religion and wor­
ship apparently mean something to her,
is teaching her children that this is a
part of their lives as well. Given a
chance, and shown the way, a child
is just as capable of worshipping God
as any adult.

It is true that the mother is unable
to worship as fully as she would like,
but she must be prepared to make the
sacrifice for a few years, for the sake
of her children, for whom both she
and the church are responsible.

As for the people who find the ser­
vices spoiled by "thoughtless and selfish
mothers who bring their children to
church with them,” it might be well for
us to remember that we go to church
not to “get” something out of the ser­
vice, so much as we go to give some­
thing of ourselves to God in worship.
This is difficult, and requires self-dis­
cipline and self-sacrifice.

I don’t think that church creches are
desirable, as they are just another means
of creating the impression in the mind
of the child that he has no place with
the church at worship.

Please try to teach your children how
to worship. Don’t feel that you have to
entertain them by giving them scrib­
bling equipment, or biscuits and fruit
to eat, as some do. Help your children
to join in the service with you; teach
them to do what you do; explain the
various parts of the service, so that they
know what they are doing and why.

Above all, don’t try to bring worship
down to what you might think is
their level. The capabilities of children
are much greater than many adults
seem to realise. Give children something
that they can continue to grow into
throughout the whole of their lives.
Simplify Christian faith in your ex­
planations, by all means, but don’t make
it less than it ought to be.

I have known no greater joy than to
feel my children consciously and will­
ingly worshipping with me.
