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GUIDELINES (1) God
The modern dialogue about God has been popularised by the

“Honest to God” debate, but it is certainly not a dialogue in which
the ordinary man can easily take part. The new concepts of God and the
terms in which those concepts are expressed tend to confuse those who
have thought of God in traditional personal ways.

A great deal of the new theology is concerned with the inadequacy
of those traditional views, especially the view that God is a Person.
According to the theologians who so strongly influenced the thinking ot
the Bishop of Woolwich, God is no longer to be regarded as a Person.
Paul Tillich said that all of the propositions we have made about God:
that God is personal, love, absolute, creator, that he is omnipotent,
omniscient, and omnipresent — all of these are symbols. There is. he
said, only one non-symbolic proposition which we make of God and
that is that “God is Being-itself.” God is not a supreme being, or the
supreme being, but simply Being.

The debate has undoubtedly exposed the fact that our propositions
about God have been inadequate and to this extent we must be grateful.
There are, however, at least two very important things to note. One is
that the new terms for God: Being-itself or the Ground of our Being,
suffer as much as the old. They are symbols we use for something
beyond our capacity to measure and analyse. The second thing is that
this kind of thinking must end in pantheism, equating God with nature.

In spite of some modern theologians, there is a very good reason
for thinking that God is personal — it is because we are personal. We
are thinking, feeling, purposive creatures. We believe that God expressed
himself in the person of Jesus, not because God is physical, mental, social
and religious, but because we are. Any other kind of expression would
have been less meaningful and unable to call forth our personal response.
The older theologians were well aware of their limitations in their under­
standing of God and they expressed this awareness by spelling “Personal”
with a capital “P”, or by saying that God is supra-personal — above and
beyond the limitations of our personality but understood through it.

There are many paths to knowledge. One is observation, and
another is reason. By observation and reason we learn something about
our world and ourselves and the Being who fashioned it and us. But
the knowledge gained in these ways is not enough. We need also the
revelation by God of himself. God did reveal himself in many ways,
but his ultimate revelation was through Jesus the Christ.

No man has seen God at any time. To say that “God is” cannot
help us much unless we can come to know the God that is. It is the
claim of Christianity that God can be known in Christ. As John Baillie
said, “The great fact for which all religion stands is the confrontation
of the human soul with the transcendent holiness of God.”

COUNTED BLESSINGS
The Baptist Church in Victoria has received an extremely large

bequest for Whitley College, the Baptist College of the University of
Melbourne. There were, in fact, two bequests from Alexander Crocket
and Miss Margaret Crocket totalling $840,000.

These splendid gifts will enable the college to increase its accommoda­
tion and to expand its ministry to the Baptist Church.

We congratulate our Baptist brethren in the good fortune that has
come to them, even though our congratulations are just a little tainted
with the sin of envy.

The generous gesture of the Crockets could well be copied by men
and women in other churches, including our own. It is important for us
to remember God in our wills. In the meantime, it is worth reflecting that
our present capacity for giving is not exhausted and that regular, weekly
sacrificial giving of ourselves and our resources is still the means of growth
for the church.
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IN THE SKY
(A) A NEW CREATION

In their short life they have been
called everything from “king-size filing
cabinets" to “20-storey pigeon roosts.”
These upward, sprawling concrete pinna­
cles which provide homes for an increas­
ing number in our cities, are hailed as
the answer to our suburban sprawl. These
giants are eventually planned to thrust
their limbs of concrete and steel some
30-storeys into the sky.

Progress associations, local councils,
churches, and outraged citizens have
fought a losing battle against their crea­
tion. But the powerful forces of politics
and economics have allied themselves
on the side of the creators of these
monsters, and they have come into being.
It is the inner city that is fast becom­
ing the playground of these new crea­
tures. Every acre of land that is cleared
for the erection of these standardized
units costs nearly 160,000 dollars.

It is reliably estimated that by the
year 2,000 (only 34 years away) Mel­
bourne’s population will be more than
five million. The only way in which
this can be done is by the super re­
development of much of the inner city.
These areas, within five or six miles
of the G.P.O., will see fantastic recrea­
tions of the entire landscape in the
immediate future.

None can doubt that the Housing
Commission of Victoria, which is re­
sponsible for the redevelopment, is faced
with a staggering task. While some,
including many church leaders, have
condemned the conception and birth
of these monsters, it does appear that
the latter half of the twentieth century
will see a decided increase in the num­
ber of flat dwellers.

Much of the criticism has been ill-
informed and unjust. Within the Com­
mission are men of integrity who are
only too well aware of these emerging
new communities. They have welcomed
any informed assistance that the church
could give; the tragedy has been that
the church has been largely unaware of
the whole process of urbanization. It
would appear that we, as a brotherhood,
are not structured to make any in­
formed contribution to the development
of these communities.

Our lack of structure may be due to
(1) historical tradition;
(2) numerical representation in

these areas;
(3) unawareness — it is 10 years

since all inner city chur-<
ches met;

— there is no constituted inner area
commission.

(B) FEATURES OF THE
NEW CREATION

The city is a complex. “It is a place
of noise, of assault on the ears by the
raucous voice of commercialism, by the
booming of exhausts, the rattling of
trucks, the clatter of trains, the throb-

bing of drills, the clanking of excavators;
there is no birdsong, there is no tran­
quility — for the transistor has inherited
the earth. Romeos, in our city will woo
their Juliets beside the garbage dump,
between the beer cans, at the bus stop,
in all the hallowed romantic recesses
of the city, the ten-pin bowl, the cafe,
the drive-ins . , .

“It is a place which proudly displays
the efflorescence of our material cul­
ture. It is a place of views, opinions,
controversy and creative thought, for in
it books are written and read, music is
joyously played, art flourishes, the thea­
tre grows strong, dances are danced,
poems are sung and dreams are dreamed"
(Australian Frontier Consultation Re­
port.)

Within this sociological paradox and
technopolitan complex the high rise
unit overpowers with its features.

(1) Population density: No other area
in the city is more densely popu­
lated.

(2) Economic status: All residents be­
long to a particular economic class.

(3) Anonymity: Tire resistance to in­
volvement in church and community
groups is nothing more than a tech­
nique for survival. Privacy is a
most desired after commodity.

(4)Mobility: Residents work, play, seek
entertainment all in different places.
The flat becomes nothing more than
a place for bed and T.V.

(5) Family life: Working mothers, in­
adequate playing space, boredom,
close confinement, are all threat-
ing the stability of the family.

It has to be admitted that in Aus­
tralia we are inadequately informed
about many of these features. Those
concerned with these developing com­
munities are awaiting the publication
of a sociological survey which was
initiated by the Brotherhood of St.
Laurence and carried out in a high
rise community.

(C) THE PLACE OF THE
CHURCH

The church is in a dilemma. Not
only does it not understand its function
and role, but it fails also to understand
the city. It is imperative that It discover
ways and means of coming to terms with
the modern metropolis. To do this it
will need to make use of every tool at
its disposal, whether provided by the
sociologist, social worker, psychologist,
town planner or theologian.

These perpendicular communities have
now, quite literally, become parishes in
the sky. With their immensity has
come the realisation that no longer can
the local congregation fulfil its mission
to these new and exciting worlds. Finan­
cially embarrassed, numerically small,
and theologically inadequate, the local
congregation has found itself unable to
respond to God’s call from the sur­
rounding community. All this has led
to the development of a strong princi­
ple of co-operation.

1. At the Local Level. A proposed
population of 4,000, housed mainly in
high rise towers of 20 or 30 storeys, has
challenged the churches of Flemington
to become mobile. For the first time
in their history they have begun to
examine God’s mission to the world.
It is slowly being realised that if the
Church is to be the "presence of
Christ,” then radical points of departure
will have to be initiated. Loving ser­
vice will be the driving force rather
than the constant talking which has
dominated so much of our witness.

2. At the City Level. 1965 saw the
creation of the Inter-Church Inner Areas
Commission, consisting of Anglican,
Congregational, Churches of Christ.
Methodist and Presbyterian representa­
tives. Specifically this Commission has
considered the place and role of the
church in the redevelopment of Carlton.
Here approximately 300 acres are to be
ultimately redeveloped, with an esti­
mated population of 30,000 people.

This Commission has unanimously
agreed to encourage the formation of
group ministries working from three
ecumenical centres. There is the strong
feeling that we cannot return to the
separate, competitive, denominational days
of our fathers.

Within the Commission are those who
are convinced that God is challenging
them to go forward with a will to break
down denominational barriers, “that the
world might believe.” On every level
of discussion and action there is ever
present the single purpose of discovering
the most effective way the Church might
deploy its forces in its assigned mis­
sion in, and for, the world.

The exciting aspect of these new com­
munities is the realisation that multi­
storey flats are pointing not merely to
an empty sky, but to whole new ways
of Christian ministry and service.

Ten o’clock closing was introduced in
New South Wales in 1955. However, it
is almost impossible to find reliable in­
formation about its effects on the lives
of the people in this State. It appears
that 10 p.m. closing has merged into
the way of life of the people of New
South Wales, and is no longer a con­
tentious issue.

Many, when questioned, are indiffer­
ent, whilst others hold strong views
concerning this matter. Consequently
opinions are often colored by personal
prejudice and emotionalism.

Figures show that, in 1963, road deaths
in N.S.W. numbered 900, and in 1965,
1,150.  Major crimes rose from 32,400
in 1962, to 36,570 in 1964. These facts
could be effected by changes in our
society, such as the increase in popula.-
tion, the increase in the number of
registered motor vehicles, increased con­
sumption of alcohol, which may have
occurred without 10 p.m. closing. Judge
Curlewis is reported to have remarked
to the effect that consumption of alco­
hol is a factor in 80 per cent of crim­
inal charges.

Dangers of Alcoholism
Few of us need convincing of the

dangers of alcoholism as an illness,
its effects on family life, and the work
performance of the individual, which
has its effect on the national economy.
We would agree that when alcohol re­
duces the inhibitions and judgments,
it contributes to the road toll, crime,
teenage and adult delinquency, and
other serious social evils.

However, we must avoid confusing the
issues. The effect of alcohol and the
effect of 10 p.m. closing are two quite
different subjects. Many responsible peo­
ple in our community, amongst them non­
drinkers, make certain observations con­
cerning 10 p.m. closing.

We no longer experience the "six p.m.
swill,” which was unpleasant to observe,'
made travelling in public transport around
6 p.m. odious, and caused danger on the
road. Nevertheless this has been reduced
only, not eliminated. Since old habits die
hard, there are still increased numbers
who drink on their way home from work,
particularly during the summer.

Drinking has lost much of its compul­
sion due to the time factor, so in many
cases rapid consumption over a short
period has been reduced. Rapid con­
sumption caused drunkenness, since the
body metabolism cannot de-oxygenize
alcohol faster than 15 mgm. per hour. Ten
p.m. closing may mean equal or greater
consumption of alcohol for some indi­
viduals, but being consumed more slowly
4

it has less harmful bodily effects, hence
less appearances of drunkenness.

Hie Hoteliers’ Association has observed
that many suburban hotels with a good
day trade are virtually empty at night,
which would suggest that many drinkers
either drink at clubs, drink in their own
homes, or do not drink at all at night.

It is contended that after the closing
of hotels at 10 p.m., there are increases
in driving hazards, but on the other hand,
the hazard of the 6 p.m. period, when
the use of the road is at its highest,
would in all probability be greater if
hotels closed at 6 p.m.

Despite these aspects which we must
credit to 10 p.m. closing, there are other
effects, also, which have a subtle and
far-reaching influence on our community.

Youth in Hotels
In May, 1965 (7/5/65) the following

headlines appeared in the “Sydney Morn­
ing Herald” — " ‘Pops’ Followed Into
Hotels. Groups Attract Teenagers.”

These "Observations” have been com­
piled by CHARLES COLE, New South
Wales Director of Social Service and
Homes Department from reports of
recent investigations made under the
direction of such bodies as the N.S.W.
Temperance Alliance and other respon­
sible authorities.

Under these words, the reporter pro­
ceeded to describe a situation where
young people, many of them still almost
children, spend most of their spare
time each night in attractive lounges
provided by our hotels, entertained by
popular singing groups, and quenching
their thirst in a manner which would
horrify their parents.

Although the legal age for drinking
in N.S.W. is 18, there are numbers of
teenagers under this age who have al­
ready become experienced drinkers Part
of the reason for this is that many
hotels are no longer just places where
one goes only for a drink, for some
hotel proprietors go to lengths to pro­
vide the kind of entertainment that
will attract the largest, and most affluent
single group in our society, teenagers'
The "Pop" groups are the type of per­
formers the teenagers want, for theirs <s
the rhythm that stirs and excites. To
obtain this stimulation free of charge the
young people follow the artists into’ the
hotels, and, as stated in the "Herald"
article, "once there, they do not for long
stick to lemonade.”
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Women Are Also There
There are other effects, additional to

this attack on the vulnerability of adol­
escents and the resultant encouraging
of excessive drinking at earlier ages
than previously. These effects are not
confined only to teenagers. It is a fact
that the later hotel closing hours en­
able women more easily to accompany
their menfolk, or alternatively to go with
girl friends, or alone to the lounges.
It is argued by some that with the
presence of women, drinking takes place
on a civilised level, and thus gains the
restraints found among men in the
company of women.

On the other hand, the function of
alcohol in reducing self-consciousness and
lowering inhibitions, is readily acknow­
ledged. It follows, then, that this reduc­
tion of defences and self-control through
liquor, and aided by the atmosphere
created in these hotels, as discussed
above, will not necessarily mean a main­
tenance of restraints. As the "Sydney
Morning Herald” reporter noted, "Girls
are not long alone, and some go to these
places because they are likely to meet
men for whom self-control has no im­
portance or meaning.

Admittedly, if hotels were not open
at night, such behaviour could occur
elsewhere, but surely, as a responsible
society, we should be taking steps to
eliminate this rather than encourage it
in an atmosphere of approval.

Effects on Family Life
Inevitably family life is affected, too.

The unpleasantness of spending an even­
ing at home with a husband under the
influence of alcohol, through longer trad­
ing hours, has been replaced for many
wives with loneliness and responsibility
of children, and evenings at home alone.

Some say that these later closing
hours encourage family life because all
are able to relax at the hotel after the
evening meal. This may be true for a
certain group in our community, but
what are the effects on their children?
Often an older child is left in charge,
or a neighbour is asked to "keep an eye
on them,” or perhaps they are taken
with their parents and left in the car.

However, it is more common for hus­
bands to leave their families at home,
either because of the wife’s dislike of
alcohol and all that it means to her
family, or because of her sense of re­
sponsibility, or for other practical reas­
ons. Either way, this means a disinte­
gration of family life and a strain on
marital relations. Ten p.m. closing has
not solved family problems resulting
from alcohol, but rather has changed
the form of the problem.

Social workers can testify to the facts
that much financial hardship, and even
poverty, is due to the indulgence in
alcohol of one or both partners. Of
course, this is not necessarily dependent on
later hotel closing hours. However, most •
people will agree that more money will
be spent in three hours, although it may
be spent more leisurely, than in half an
hour compulsive drinking after work
and prior to the 6 p.m. closing hours.

What happens in between State Con­
ferences? Departments and Committees
mostly go their own way, operating
within the framework of a constitution
which they aren’t always happy to look
at, they submit a written report to the
annual Conference, they listen to what
is said, noting the criticisms and the
like, and then on with the grind again.

Caught up with a circle of methods
which may not be changed from time
to time, they usually find little or no
time to look at themselves within the
framework of the whole brotherhood.

For instance, what does Overseas Mis­
sions know about Building Extension in
the Homeland? Wherein does Home Mis­
sions and Christian Education have a
meeting place? Their contact with one
another is mostly casual, and working
in almost watertight compartments they
become insular within the affairs of the
brotherhood. This should not be so, for
it defeats the purpose of outreach, and
it surely cuts across the best presentation
of a united effort.

Becoming conscious of this, the Gen­
eral Executive in S.A. called every Con­

ference Department and Committee
together to have a look at their work
as it related to the work of the others.
This would involve 123 people in the
State. That 60 per cent made them­
selves available suggests some interest.

The sessions were held on a Saturday
at the Unley church. State Secretary,
I. J. Chiveil presided, after the Presi­
dent, M. T. Lawrie, had led devotions.
Two major addresses by ■ K. D. Horne
and E. P. c. Hollard sought to face up
to a factual look at the brotherhood.

Statistics and figures over 19 years
were presented, the impact of the pi es­
ent in education and evangelism were
fronted, the easy acceptance of losses
and little concern for gains came in for
discussion, the possible relinquishing of
restoration for unity, the embracing of
new methods of Bible School teaching,
the use or misuse of stewardship, and
a number of other related items all
received their quota of attention.

From these addresses, both hard­
hitting and forthright, came a series of
group discussions. Tea intervened, and
then, after a further discussion on "What

did they say?” the whole group came
together again.

Like any session of its kind, red her­
rings and inconsequential things got into
the picture. How easy it is to think
that what we think is more important
than anything else! How easy to assess
a matter of minor importance as being
epoch making! It happened again, but,
a good chairman earthed it all the time.

The evidence of serious thinking and
a willingness to see one’s own Depart­
ment as part of another, became evid­
ent. Naturally this Conference could
not become a decision making affair,
but if it were a disturbing affair, then
it served its purpose. Out of it came
a demand for a continuance of the
pattern.

Next time there need not be any
addresses, but some weeks beforehand
there could be a series of questions for
Departments to look at, discuss, and then
to share in the get-to-gether.

This kind of Conference proved sev­
eral things. One, that our Departments
are not in competition with one an­
other; two, that too often they know
little or nothing about one another;
three, that even the most informed in
say, Home Missions, knows little about
Christian Education, and that the com­
munication between our Conference De­
partments and the local churches is
slight. People cannot be expected to
support things they know little about,
therefore Conference Departments not
only represent, they have a responsibility
to make known to the average member
just how that representation has been
attended to.

There’ll be a lot more of this!

LES. MOORE writes:—
1965 saw the fulfilment of the Year

of Evangelism among our Tasmanian
churches, and there is no doubt that
this was a successful venture. It seems
to me, that from this activity there has
developed for those who took part, a
much deeper conviction of the love of
Christ our Lord, and the task of the
Church in sharing this love with all men.

Each church taking part applied its
endeavours to the particular needs of
that church. One group saw the need
for membership visitation, whilst another
became deeply concerned with the call to
youth.

1965 also saw the first active use of our
camp site Bicheno, after some very use­

Wally, with
his wife and son, spent several months
in residence at the site, while directing
the energies and skills of the members
of the various working bees.

Bicheno is a good thing, but only the
future can tell how good. We must main­
tain the efforts of last year and ensure
both the security and quality of our enter­
prise. This is a true brotherhood activity,
and as such a joint step in our out­
reach into the changing pattern of life
about us. It is a task half-finished, and
therefore requires our continuing atten­
tion and assurance that it will not be set
aside nor forgotten.

The rejection by Conference of the
Notice of Motion submitted by the
Executive is evidence that we as a
brotherhood are obviously not ready
or willing to take the proposed step.
Whether we ever do join the Tasmanian
Council of Churches will depend on
where we find the unfolding pattern and
purpose of our part in God’s plan for
his work. The important thing now and
always is to remain steadfast to that
purpose. To stick to past decisions and
determinations because they were right
at the time they were made is both
short-sighted and stultifying, whereas to

appreciate them for their worth, to see
their application to the future, and
boldly uphold or modify them is the
privilege and reward of a goodly herit­
age.

Finally, I must express my sincere
appreciation of the privilege extended
to me to serve as President of Confer­
ence. What little we may have done
has been achieved with the combined
aid of the Conference Executive, and
the ready co-operation of all whom we
have met while moving among the chur­
ches, and we thank them all.

If only the airstrip at Bunapas
was a reality instead of a dream of
the future.

Margaret and Alan Fletcher have set­
tled in at Asau. We have seen them
a couple of times and enjoyed wonder­
ful fellowship.

We have been teaching our folk the
important facts of Decimal Currency
and they are picking it up very well.
Most of the village folk are going to
be confused, but the children who do
go to school will be able to help them.

The cargo cult has grown very strong
down this end of i^ie river, and our
Christians are facing severe trials and
temptations, some are finding it very
hard. Would you please pray for them
that they may stand strong and be the
shining witness for Christ that the
people need?

We praise the Lord for the time we
had in Australia, the encouragement we
received as we visited the churches, for
refreshing of spirit, mind and body, for
new ideas, and for the renewing of our
call to the work here in New Guinea.

Preaching Opportunities in India
R. Ryall.

Since Marathi is such a difficult
language for any Westener, I must still
rely on an interpreter for some months
to come. Late last August I visited
Bombay to see some of our work there
at first hand. The membership of our
churches there is scattered, and the
possibilities for God’s Kingdom abound
on every hand.

OUSTING

WITH

A. E. WHITE

My husband and I disagree on some
matters of Christian practice on which
he feels very strongly. Mostly I am able
to keep my opinions to myself, but
sometimes in discussion with others I
am asked directly what I think. When
I state my views he feels that I am
letting him down by differing from
him and he gets quite upset by it. I
feel that to pretend I do agree would
be hypocritical. Would you please com­
ment?

Once upon a time a woman was
expected to spend her life in the back­
ground of a home, concentrating on
caring for the children and, above all
else, making her husband happy.

She was expected to defer to her
husband’s superior masculine 'intellit-
gence and to remain charmingly quiet
in company.

Something has happened to change
the little woman’s place in the world
and, however reluctantly, man has
come to realise that women can gain
university degrees, become doctors and
lawyers, run businesses, enter Parlia­
ment, write books on economics, physics,

and even logic — in fact to realise
that she has a mind.

Although the earlier inferior place
of women was long accepted by the
church, this inferiority was not sup­
ported by the New Testament. Differ­
ences are recognised by Christianity, of
course, there are racial differences, and
social differences, and differences be­
tween men and women, but there is a
higher equality that gives a person dig­
nity if his skin is colored, that makes
another free even while a slave, and
that makes men and women one in
Christ Jesus (GaL 3: 28).

When Paul, in places like Eph. 5,
speaks of the relationships between hus­
band and wife, I believe that he was
giving very good advice within a social
environment where woman’s place was
grossly inferior. But, even here, after
saying that wives should be subject to
their husbands in everything, he argues
that the husband’s love should be like
that of Christ for the church. This
sacrificial love of the husband for his
wife cannot be selfish, and there is
something selfish in a husband’s expecta­
tion that a wife should conform to his
views, or to expect silence if conformity
cannot be given.

Love does not necessarily mean con­
formity in all things. Where there is
oneness in Christ there will be a funda­
mental unity of love and purpose, but
there will still remain many areas of
thought and action where a wife should
be free to think for herself and to ex­
press her own views. Love means re­
spect and that includes respect for a
partner’s capacities and respect for her
integrity. We rob another of dignity
and all that makes a personality and
partnership so precious when one im­
poses his will upon the other.

At the request of the pastor, Balu
Bhonsle, I preached at two Sunday ser­
vices — one in an old village, and one
at his flat in the Bombay suburb of
Chembur. Balu took me to visit some
of the members’ homes and places of
work. It was a moving experience to
lead devotions in Christian homes in
Bombay; on every occasion I was very
ably translated by the pastor. Inciden­
tally, he is equally “at home” in Mara­
thi, Hindi and English!

All missionaries, especially the men,
share frequently in the conduct of Eng­
lish-speaking services at Mahableshwar.
There, one’s congregation is mainly fel­
low-language school students.

Our membership is with the church
at Dhond. I first preached to them
on Boxing Day at a Christmas service.
At least I was able to greet them in
Marathi, although the sermon had to be
in English! The service, was most fit­
tingly conducted by Kissan Ran Singh,
and it included the baptism and recep­
tion into membership of three young
people.

I have taken opportunity to go on
medico-evangelistic trips in the ambu­
lance from Dhond. In the villages, one
sees starkly, many of the needs of India
— for food, for hygiene, for leadership
of integrity at every level of community
life, for family planning, for education,
for deep spiritual satisfaction.

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There are few practices of the Church
of Rome today in which the revealed
will of God is more flagrantly contra­
dicted than in the extravagant honour
shown to the Virgin Mary, who this
church teaches, is to be addressed as
“the Mother of God.”

Many sincere Christians consider it
uncharitable for others to object to the
offering of prayers, etc., to Mary, because
they say no harm is done by such acts
of worship.

On the contrary, a consideration of
the Scriptures, and an intelligent inves­
tigation of the facts will reveal that,
in popular practice, the Virgin has prac­
tically usurped the place of her Divine
Son in the scheme of redemption.

One of the prayers most used in the
Church of Rome is the "Ave Maria”
("Hail Mary”), which contains the words,
“Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for
us sinners now and in the hour of
death.”

The Rosary consists of 150 Ave Marias,
with a Pater Noster between every 10.
That is to say, 150 prayers to Mary
and 15 to the Holy Father.

Thus we see how large a place is
given to Mary in the worship of her
devotees. Let us then consider some
pertinent questions regarding the Vir­
gin Mary.

1. Is It Right to Pray to
the Virgin Mary?

The answer to this question must be
an emphatic "No,” and the following
are some reasons why this must be so:
1. Because worship belongs to God alone.

Jesus, when tempted by Satan to wor­
ship him, replied, "Thou shalt worship
the Lord thy God and him only shaft
thou serve” (Matt. 4: 10).

Scripture clearly /teaches that the
only Object of Worship is the true and
living God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

Nowhere are Christians told to worship
any other. Indeed, the worship of any
other is expressly forbidden.

Therefore it is wrong to worship Mary.
2. Because prayer should be made to

God alone.
Jesus said, "Pray to thy Father which

is in secret” (Matt. 6: 6).
Again, nowhere in Scripture are we

taught by command or example to pray
to any other — hence, not to Mary.

Mr. GavroS is minister of the Church
of Christ at Forestville, S.A.
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3. Because Mary was not sinless.
Despite the claims of the Church of

Rome that Mary was conceived immacu­
late (i.e., without sin),- which teaching
became a dogma of the Church of Rome
in 1854, the Scripture teaches that “all
have sinned.” Likewise, although there
is neither Scriptural nor historical evid­
ence to support its claims, they also
teach (as a dogma since 1950) that
Mary’s body was supposed to have been
taken up to heaven after death. (This
is called the “Assumption of the Blessed
Virgin Mary,” but it rests upon some
tremendous assumptions which are very
far from the truth.)

In her hymn of praise ("The Mag­
nificat”) recorded in Luke, chap. 1, we
find her saying, “My spirit hath re­
joiced in God, my Saviour."

Now, if she were sinless, she did not
need a Saviour. She was a sinner, and
as such is not worthy of our worship
or our prayers, any more than any
other true Christian who has "died in
Christ.”

4. Because to ask Mary to intercede for
us makes Christ’s intercession insuf­
ficient.

John declares in his first epistle, “If
any man sin, we have an advocate with
the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous."
With such an advocate why do we need
any other?

Paul reminds us, in 1 Tim. 2: 5, that
Jesus Christ is the one and only mediator
between God and man.

"For there is one God and one media­
tor between God and men, the man
Christ Jesus.”

To pray to Mary means we do not
consider Christ's intercession for us as
sufficient and capable of securing our
forgiveness.

Surely this is dangerously like blas­
phemy?

5. Because all true Christians are as good
as Mary in God’s sight.

In Mark 3: 31-35, we have the inci­
dent of Christ’s mother and brethren
seeking him when he was addressing
a crowd. Christ replied, “Who is my
mother and my brethren? . . . For
whosoever shall do the will of God, the
same is my brother, my sister and my
mother.”

Why then single Mary out and pray
to her?

It can be seen that the worship of
and prayers to Mary are both unscrip-
tural, unreasonable and undesirable.
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2. What Should Be Our Attitude
to the Virgin Mary?

In view of all that we have said, it
may be thought that we advocate com­
plete opposition to Mary.

This is not so!
Our attitude, as Christians, will ensure

that we honour the good qualities she
displayed, as we do with such people
as Moses, Ruth, David, Esther, Paul,
Lydia, Mary Magdalene, Alexander Camp­
bell, Mary Slessor, etc.

They all can teach us lessons to our
spiritual edification and we should thank
God for their lives and examples.

1. We should honour Mary for her purity.
In a day when purity is more and more

a subject for bad jokes, and morality is
fast being relegated to a place in the past
with such things as “button-up boots,”
we do well to remember that Mary was
a pure virgin, and we all do well to
emulate her purity, not only in matters
of sex, but also of thought and word
and deed.

2. We should copy her faith.
Her faith was a very real and vital

thing, as evidenced by her reaction when
she was told by Gabriel the staggering
news that her child would be the Son
of God.

Then again, at the Wedding in Cana,
she believed her Son could do the im­
possible when she said to the servants,
“Whatsoever he saith unto you, do it.”

How real is our faith?

3. We should be as obedient as she.
When told she was to bear the Christ

child she replied, “Behold the hand­
maid of the Lord; be it unto me accord­
ing to thy word.” She was quite pre­
pared to do anything that God com­
manded. Are we? Or do we pick and
choose as to which parts of his Word
we will obey?

Prayers addressed to Mary or any
other of the so-called saints are quite
worthless, unscriptural and in direct
opposition to the teaching of the Word
of God and, therefore, ought to be
abandoned.

GROWING OLD
Her hair was white; her cheeks, though

pink, were covered with a network of
deep, criss-crossed lines. The little girl
who had come to see her pondered ah
this and then asked gravely, “Are you
an old lady?”

"No, honey.” Her eyes, bright with
an unconquerable spirit, held a twinkle.
“Not exactly. But I must say I’ve been
young for a mighty long time.”

More people are growing older today.
During the time of the Roman Empire
the average length of life was about 24
years. By 1,800 it was 35 years. By
1,900 it was 50 years. Today, it is about
70 years. Some authorities claim that
many children born today could have a
life expectancy of 100. The percentage
of elderly people in the community is
increasing all the time.

We have no choice but to grow older,
but while we may lose the outward
signs of youth, it is possible to retain
that same buoyant, hopeful spirit that
filled our earlier days. The capacity
for love, for companionship, for crea­
tiveness, for intellectual activity, for
many other of the plain, simple enjoy­
ments of life, need not diminish at all
with the passing of years.

But if we are to grow old gracefully
and happily, we must begin to practise
the art long before we reach old age.
We must set the course of our lives in
earlier years, and we must set it aright
if we are to reach the haven of a
peaceful and happy old age. The bad
traits we have in earlier days often
become more accentuated with the years,
and the inner conflicts which we have
left unsolved become an increasingly
heavy burden to us.

As we grow older, what kind of peo­
ple are we becoming? We ought to try
so to live that, upon attaining old age,
and looking back, we can successfully
subject our lives to three tests.

First: to be able to look back with no
regrets. The opening words of David
Christie’s lovely book, “The Service of
Christ,” are "When I look back to my
college days, over a stretch of mure
than 40 years, I feel that earth has
nothing to offer which I would accept
in exchange for those years." It is a
wonderful thing to be able to look back
over the years with that kind of satis­
faction.

Remember Paul, as an old man writ­
ing to Timothy, “I am ready to be
offered. I have fought a good fight, I
have finished my course, I have kept
the faith.” From the point of view of
the worldly man, Paul might have had
many regrets, for he had missed nearly
all the things for which most people
strive — power, money, position. When
he became a disciple of Jesus, he “suf­
fered the loss of all things,” but he had
no regrets because, as he said, “I count
them all as refuse that I may win
Christ.” 

This is the only way of living which
gives real satisfaction and brings you to
the end without regrets. It is living for
something, for Someone bigger than your­
self, for some cause which is lifting the
world to a higher level.

And here is a second test: a. character
that has mellowed with the years. Let
us take Paul the aged again as an exam­
ple. If a friend of his young manhood
had visited him he would recognise the
Paul he once had known. The same in­
tensity, the same passion, the same flashes
of fire would still be there.

But now there was a real difference.
Once Paul had been harsh and intoler­
ant, the typical persecutor and inquisitor
— but now there was about him a mel­
lowness and kindliness, a tolerance and
patience, a desire to understand that
had not been there in earlier years.

In the companionship of Jesus Christ
Paul had learned that though a man
were the greatest of preachers, "able to
speak with the tongues of men and of
angels,” though he was mighty in in­
tellect, able to "understand all myster­
ies”; though he were the most lavish of
philanthropists "bestowing all his goods
to feed the poor,” if he had not love,
it was worthless.

As we grow older, do our people find
us easier to live with? Do our friends
find us easier to work with? Are we
growing in understanding and charity?

And on the third test: Have we kept the
faith? Russell Lowell said of one of
his friends, “He had kept at evening
the faith of mom.” It is always a mov­
ing thing to see a young person pro­
fessing his faith, but then that young
person has not really been tested.

An old person has been tested, been
through storms, and in deep water, and
their testimony of the mercy, and provi­
dence and love of God is powerful and
convincing. As we grow older and take
our share of life’s dissappointment, sor­
row and rebuffs, are we as sure as once
we were of the love and power of God?
Paul the aged could write, “For which
cause we do not lose heart; but though
our outward man perish yet the inward
man is renewed day by day.”

It would be interesting to obtain fig­

ures on the increase of poverty result­
ing directly from alcohol since 10 pun
closing was introduced to N.S.W. Unfor­
tunately, no such figures are available,
and one can only speculate on this.

These are some observations of some
effects of 10 p.m. closing in N.S.W.
Some are good, some are bad. But it
is up to the individual to observe and
decide for himself, with an unbiased
mind, which is preferable.

What To Do
An answer would seem to be to out­

law liquor altogether. Since such leg­
islation would seem to be unlikely, we
ought to be doing something to educate
people to fully appreciate the danger
of alcohol to the individual and to the
society.

To this end it is encouraging to note
that trials are being held by the Foun­
dation for Research and Treatment of
Alcoholism in an effort to educate school
children on the dangers of Alcoholism.
These have been made possible through
a special committee formed of repre­
sentatives of the Education and Health
Departments and independent schools,
as reported in the Sydney Press.

Despite the advertisements to the con­
trary, alcohol is neither necessary to
the individual nor for the social occasion.

As Christians we should choose to
exercise this further restraint expressed
in 1 Cor. 8: 13, by the Apostle Paul,
"If meat make my brother to offend,
I will eat no flesh while the world
standeth, lest I make my brother to
offend.”

FORCE IN RHODESIA.
To the Editor,

L. O. Collyer appears to have misun­
derstood both my letter and Dr. Crow­
ley’s original article. I condemned not
only the use of force, but also the use
of sanctions as an “act of war-, unjusti­
fiable war.”

Mr. Collyer has been carried away by
his own imagination as a result of mis­
reading my meaning. The whole of his
letter is thus irrelevant to. the criticism
I made, except, as so often happens
nowadays, my queries brought forth the
stigma of "racial prejudice.”

In our brother’s last paragraph he
asks, “when will we Christian people
acclaim, and show, to the colored races
that we have no part in the political
and economic forces that deny them
equality with ourselves . . .?” A good
question, but why limit equality, etc.,
to the "colored races”? and how can such
a statement tie in with sanctions against
(the peoples) of Rhodesia?

I agree with the last three' points
of the World Council of Churches’
resolution on Rhodesia (“A.C.” March
3), the first two (sanctions) merely
kick the man we should be helping.

My last paragraph was misconstrued
altogether. The point I made and
make is this: Had Mr. Smith been a
black man leading a similar black
minority, his seizing of power would
not have invoked sanctions or the
attention of Mr. Collyer.

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o BEHIND PRISON WALLS

He Sets
the Prisoners Free

BY A. R. JONES, A.U.A.,
Chaplain, Yatala Prison.

Tony is very vague about the crime
that sent him to prison for life. His
mind seems to be a complete blank. He
can’t even remember other people being
present. It appears that his mind has
completely obliterated the whole horrible
event But it worried him. He had
come to the place of repentance and
faith and had found forgiveness, but he
was left disturbed because of this vague­
ness of the past and was often de­
pressed. He seemed to be so burdened
at times that it was difficult to feel that
there had been any deliverance at all.

One day the chaplain asked if the
sense of guilt was still there, or was it
self-pity? Was he sorry for himself
rather than sorry for what he had done?
It is often harder for these men to
forgive themselves than accept God’s
forgiveness, and only time and deepening
faith enables them to do it. He agreed
that self-pity was the possible cause of
his depression. He had been helped by
the talk and left the office saying, “You’ve
given me an anchor this morning to
stop the ship from dragging.”

Then one day two special visitors were
received. They were the crown witnesses
at his trial. They had come to talk with
Tony, and say how sorry they were that
they had to testify against him, but
wanted to clear up a few doubts in his
mind. Tony accepted their statement
and was no longer concerned about the
past.

On his next visit Tony’s happiness was
apparent. He had read Isaiah 42:7, and
in it, it seemed that God spoke to him
and showed him a new freedom that

even he in bondage could find. He spoke
about people being in bondage in their
own souls. He said that he could see
how easily people were enslaved to
things, but the Lord wanted them all
to be free. To the disciples Jesus said,
“Follow me,” and they left all to follow
Him.

They were free — free from self and
things because they followed Jesus. To
some others he said, “Follow' me” —
but they made excuses. They remained
in bondage. (1) Until we leave all and
follow Jesus, we are in bondage. When
we leave all and follow him we are free.
This is how Tony reasoned and how
he explained it all to the chaplain. He
had made a most wonderful discovery.

“Four walls do not a prison make,
nor iron bars a cage,” Tony said. He
was free and he wanted to share his
new freedom with every man in the
prison. Lifers are his special interest
because, he said, "They have a different
attitude to life.” (2) He knows that they
suffer much from a guilty conscience
and he wants to help them get on top
of it.

“A life sentence closes the door for
you. It shuts you off from the future.
You can see the mental strain in some
men’s faces when sentences are taken
seriously. I want to help these men
find this freedom.”

It’s over six months now since Tony
found his freedom and, although his
health has not been good, he has main­
tained his witness that Christ

"Breaks the power of cancelled sin.
He sets the prisoner free.”
