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A GOOD YEAR FOR ABORIGINES
In the year that has just begun we expect that a big new step will be

taken by the Australian people to recognise that Aborigines are people.
They will be counted in the census and other measures will give them a
greater dignity in the community of which they are a part.

It will not follow automatically that white Australians will accept
the Aborigines as equals; there is a deep but false prejudice against the
dark people. Nor does it mean that all Aborigines are equally able to
accept and use effectively a full citizenship. The business of learning to
live together in a multi-racial state on a basis of mutual acceptance is
difficult and progress towards this ideal will be slow.

Our Aborigines Missions are small, but they are making a contri­
bution beyond their size and their influence is growing yearly. The
primary task of the Missions is to present Christ as Saviour and to make
available to all people the resources of God for daily living. But it is
not simply an other-worldly faith that is being presented. Our mission­
aries are also concerned with the practical everyday needs. There is a
healthy emphasis upon education, hygiene, social welfare, and the pro­
vision of a Christian home base from which Aborigines, and especially
the young people, can move into and find a real place in the 20th century
world.

If we were only interested in equipping an otherwise helpless people
with the capacity for living and working as a respected group in society,
we could be well pleased with the mission efforts. But our missions are
producing Christian men, women, and young people, who are making a
Christian witness that is a reproach to the rest of us.

Of course, not all who make a commitment to Christ maintain their
faith — but this is also unfortunately true of our suburban and rural
churches. Nor can we underestimate the influence of their own religions
which continue to call to the Aboriginal through all the avenues of
tradition and tribal authority. In “I, the Aboriginal,” Douglas Lockwood
presents the first-person story of Phillip Roberts, an aboriginal who won
his way to honoured citizenship in the Northern Territory.

Roberts said that he attended the mission Sunday School, was
baptised into the Christian church, but still has difficulty in reconciling
the Trinity with his belief in what the tribal elders taught him about
the Earth Mother and the Rainbow Serpent. His own father said, “I am
now a Christian. I believe that God made the world, the sea, the
animals, our own Roper River country, and all our people. I read the
Bible. I once believed that my totems, my Dreamings, the Frilled-Neck
Lizard and the Jabiru made the country and the kangaroos and the fish.
No more. I am a man of God.”

When Roberts reminded his father that he was also a High Djungayi
in the Kunapipi, Keeper of the Laws, a Judge, and a Priest, an Inspector-
General of the Ritual, the older man agreed. But, he said, “that’s
different.”

Roberts’ comment was. “The missionaries have been trying for half
a century to destroy our faith and convert the Alawa to Christianity.
There are a few who profess it. I am one. My father, Barnabas
Gabarla, is one ... a lay preacher. But the truth is that we have
accepted the alien faith so as not to offend white men who have been
good to us.”

These things are mentioned because we sometimes think of the
aborigines in the same way as fifth and sixth generation Christians with
a grounding in the Restoration Movement. We must not fail to recog­
nise that there are extraordinary difficulties facing our missionaries and
their progress in the face of them is the more creditable. The oppor­
tunities provided by the new Christian Centres in Norseman and Carnar­
von, “Fairhaven” at Esperance, and the itinerant evangelistic expeditions
offer exciting new opportunities along with our stablised children’s work.

In gratitude to the outgoing organising secretary, J. K. Robinson,
with confidence in the new leader, David G. Hammer, and, above all, with
our conviction that our churches are called to this great task by Christ
. . . all invite us to give full support to the work of Aborigines’ Missions.

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Sincere appreciation from the whole Australian
Brotherhood Is due to J. Keith Robinson as he hands
over the Federal Aborigines’ Mission work to D. G.
Hammer.

Early 1950 Mr. Robinson, then minister of Perth City
church, was asked to undertake the Federal organising
secretaryship of our aborigines work. The idea to him
was new. With some trepidation, but in faith, he
accepted the call. The Australian Brotherhood is
indeed indebted for almost sixteen years of unselfish,
patiently consistent and dedicated service.

The fields then were small, Brotherhood support
meagre, Government welfare only emerging and the
native people reticent. First years were occupied
steadily building up the children’s homes which, now
firmly established, have complete equipment for hous­
ing, feeding, schooling and training 235 children.

Out of this came the rapid developments of the last
four years. The teenage home at Carnarvon, increas­
ing opportunities for us to train and establish our
young people, Esperance hostel and evangelistic work,
Christian centres, widespread spiritual outreach, local
churches (Norseman almost entirely conducted by our
native people) and a radio ministry to the “Wongi” of
the goldfields and beyond. Meantime, a maintaining
of the causes at Fitzroy, Mooroopna and Balladoran.

Throughout these years members of the Federal
Board and State Committees have been gratefully con­
scious of the statesmanlike direction, clear insight in
perplexing situations and wise counselling given by
“J.K.” We also recognise the pastoral ministry exer­
cised to our 45 missionaries; encouragement, friend­

ship in difficulties, firmness when necessitated and al­
ways a readiness to listen. One missionary, expressing
gratitude, wrote that the covering letters were awaited
almost as eagerly as the salary cheque accompanying
them.

Mr. Robinson now- relinquishes the appointment to
enable Bro. Hammer, a younger man, to bring fresh
leadership to this ever-challenging work. The Board
herewith expresses Australian Brotherhood thanks for
the sixteen years of service, so much of which cannot
be considered as compensated with monthly salary.
These thanks were conveyed personally by Board
members and their wives at a combined function when
Mr. and Mrs. Hammer were also welcomed.

Mr. Robinson has commenced full-time ministry
with North Perth church and will be assisting with
Training Class lecturing and many Brotherhood acti­
vities, including assistant editor to “Australian Chris­
tian.”

« FEDERAL SECRETARY
D. G. HAMMER COMMENCES

Travelling by road and rail, David G. Hammer arrived in Perth with Mrs.
Hammer and members of the family on Jan. 13. He has taken up duties
as Secretary/Organiser to the Federal Aborigines’ Mission Board in suc­
cession to J. K. Robinson.

Mr. and Mrs. Hammer initially founded Carnarvon Mission in August,
1945. It is largely — perhaps solely — because of their unselfish, pioneer­
ing and tenacious spirit that we today have a field at Carnarvon. This
period was followed’by a brief term as Federal Secretary. At a later stage
(1955-1961) they returned to superintend at Carnarvon. These terms,
coupled with long-standing knowledge of'our Australian Brotherhood and
ministerial service with substantial churches, enable Mr. Hammer to
bring valuable experience to our Federal Aborigines’ Mission work.

However, since those earlier years, especially during the last four, exten­
sive and rapid developments have taken place as recounted elswhere in
this issue. Mr. Hammer comes to the full-time work of co-ordinating and
promoting these Federal operations. The Federal Board appeals for full
Brotherhood co-operation and especially an undergirding with prayer as
he, with Mrs. Hammer’s missionary-hearted support, takes up these duties.
They are settling into a conveniently placed home at 11 Conroy-st., May­
lands. This time, Maylands, Western Australia.

All interested friends will remember the
bare facts of the purchase by the Fed­
eral Aborigines’ Mission Board of the
large two-storied building set in half
acre of land in Esperance, as a home
for native girls. The need for this was
acutely felt, but the great success of the
project could not have been forecast.
Truly God has set His seal upon it.

There are three categories of girls at
"Fairhaven.” There are those who are
students and go to the high school, most
of them doing a domestic science course.
Then there are those who are in em­
ployment in the town, and board at
"Fairhaven." The third group are those
who work a distance out of town in
“live in” employment, but who make
“Fairhaven” their venue when they are
off duty. In 1965 there were seven
students, all of whom will be able to
enter employment in 1966, each one as
a qualified domestic. Three of them
have gained honours. Business people
and local residents alike highly com­
mend these girls for their behaviour.

What of the working girls? "Fair­
haven" has been a tremendous blessing
to them. Eleven girls have been, helped
to secure employment. The plan of the
“Fairhaven” staff,to integrate these girls
was to have them work half days in pri­
vate homes. A total of 787 half days
have thus been worked and the casual
employment with constant visitation of
the homes where they were employed
has helped the girls to grow into our
society in a natural way, and barriers
have been broken down. The girls have
been rotated and as a result they could
work for a different person twice in any
one day. Then, too, the employer is apt
to get different girls working in her
home at odd times and has thus become
very conscious of the ability of the girls
as a whole. Many hours have been spent
interviewing employers, and much has
had to be done to help the working girls
in their dress and regularity. Proper re­
cords of their assignments are kept and 

banking is encouraged to cover holidays,
sickness, taxation and clothing.

Some girls are in full-time employment
in cafes, retail stores and offices.

Mr. and Mrs. Roberts and Miss Else-
good have given themselves unstintingly
in all this counselling and training of
teenage girls, many of whom are con­
fused by this fast-moving world of to­
day. Mr. Roberts writes:

“Possibly we all are aware of the many
problems that surround our teenagers of
today. It must be recognised that they
are living in the most uncertain period
of the' age. As parents, we are faced
with such problems as the "Space Age”
to Decimal Currency. In so far as the
former is concerned, I had a quick look
at Speed Gordon’s Space Travel of 30
years ago, and I am quite satisfied we 

have not progressed at such an alarm­
ing rate after all. But, in reality, how
have our Native girls been able to cope
with the major problem of having to
accept, not by choice, but by compulsion,
the habits of our own society that by
no means commend themselves? For
instance, have we had an appreciation
of the difficulties that has surrounded
each girl in training? At their age in
the tribal groups they are learning the
finest arts of bush craft and hunting,
and spend long hours of memorising the
“Dream Stories” surrounding the history
of kith and kin. They know, too, that
the white teenage girl of today has little
to worry about so far as her domestic
training is concerned. They hear so
much of the 16-year-old of today, "going
steady,” living as an individualist, pocket
money, bank account, freedom of will.

They have heard much about total com­
mitment to Jesus Christ, yet they ques­
tion so sincerely and searchingly as they
are visited by, or as they visit, many
churches, and sense within themselves
something vitally lacking in understand­
ing. To quote a question put to me:
“Why can a white girl go to a stomp
dance and stay out nearly all night, then
go to the Communion table?” What
advice would you offer such an en­
quirer?

Despite all these barriers to real
spiritual blessing, our Lord has had His
hand on this work from the beginning.

Our greatest joy has been to see each
girl accept Jesus Christ as her very own,
and to see them seeking to encourage
one another in prayer, Bible study and
fellowship.”

The Children’s Homes at Norseman

and Carnarvon are a few miles out of
the towns. When a ministry began to
develop among the adult people outside
the Children’s Homes, the desirability was
seen of having some place as a Centre
for this ministry so that the adults would
not come to the Children’s Homes. Four
years ago we bought a property in the
main street of Norseman, and gave it
the name of “Norseman Mission Chris-'
tian Centre.” This was at first directed
by Mr. and Mrs. Roberts, then a young
native couple, Mr. and Mrs. A. Bonney,
were in charge, and now the work is
ably directed by Mr. and Mrs. K Steven­
son.

From this Centre has developed a large
Christian Centre Welfare work of a great
variety. Native people have been helped
on many matters, such as pensions, sav­
ing of money, clothing, housing, employ­
ment, and other necessary details of
community life, which would present
little difficulty to the majority who read
this, but to poorly educated, often illi­
terate people, are very real problems.

Time and again our missionaries have
stood by native people who had to ap­
pear in a court of law, helping them to
understand its processes and ensuring
that justice was done. Prison visitation
and after-care is an important ministry
faithfully attended to. Because of the
confidence that the authorities have in
our missionaries, selected native prisoners
are allowed out on parole under the care
of our missionaries. The majority of
these paroled prisoners have made good,
and many have come to a saving know­
ledge of Christ.

In the Centre there are dressmaking
classes, arts and crafts courses, and there
is now developing a sale of native arts
and curios. Mining rights have been
taken out on behalf of local native men,
who are to mine stone which, it is be­
lieved, will be valuable on the gem stone
market throughout Australia.

A very active Christian fellowship
meets in the Centre. This group oper­
ates as a church with its own officers,
the missionaries acting in an advisory
capacity. Early in the New Year a new
meeting hall will be erected next door 

to the existing building, and an expan­
sion of activities will be possible.

At Carnarvon the erection of buildings
for a Christian Centre, only one mile out
of the town, has commenced. The land
was given without cost by the Carnarvon
Shire Council and the Lands Depart­
ment. The buildings will cost an esti­
mated £17,000, £5,000 of which are al­
ready in hand. The work to be done
from this Centre will be similar to that
done at Norseman and will, we believe,
under the blessing of God, prove just as
valuable.

There is some justification for saying that the
ministry of the Gospel to people in outlying areas has
been the most neglected side of our work. Over the
past two years, however, both from Norseman and
Carnarvon, there has been a most effective penetration
into the vast areas of the outback. The superinten­
dents’ cars have travelled many thousands of miles
in this ministry, and Mission vehicles have also been
used extensively. South Perth Church, W.A., provided
a land rover especially for this work. The conversion
of Bob Williams, an outstanding native leader, and
other native leaders in both areas, has made entrance
possible into fields that before were closed.

As this work has progressed we have seen an amaz­
ing activity of the Holy Spirit, and conversions that
on the human level were impossible have thrilled the
hearts of all. The result is now that in many places
within a rough triangle, set from Meekatharra to Roe­
bourne to Esperance, there are groups of native people,
many of them illiterate and ignorant, who are yet 

trusting in the Lord Jesus Christ with a simple but
tremendous faith that is related to every aspect of
their living.

In some ways we, as a New Testament church, stand
at the crossroads. On the one hand we are jealous of
our prestige through a fine, highly-paid organisation,
and on the other hand there is a move of the Holy
Spirit which is imparting the wonderful gift of faith
into the hearts of men and women. Some people have
objected to the reporting of some of these conversions,
using the names of the people converted. However,
these very people expect their names to be used with
their testimonies, and when the daughter of one men­
tioned in recent reporting in the “Australian Chris­
tian” read the account to her father, he said, “Praise
God that is what I was, not what I am now.” These
people are so shining and happy in their faith that
they expect every Christian to be able to give a testi­
mony as to what Christ has done for them.

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CHILDREN’S HOMES
We began our work with the Children’s Homes at

Norseman and Carnarvon, and the work still goes on.
Over 200 children are cared for. Every effort is made
to enable the children to take their places among the
general community on an equal basis. Take school,
for instance: There are such things as clothes, books,
lunches, sports fees and uniforms and equipment,
help with home work, and everything else that is
needed for our boys and girls to participate as normal
students of the schools from the primary grades right
through to junior high.

Norseman has successfully tried the family group
scheme. Actual families are kept together as much
as possible, but also children of various ages are mixed
in the one group and accommodated in the one sec­
tion. At Carnarvon a special “teens” section was
created by the erection of a new building, where both 

boys and girls going to high school live as an entirely
separate group in the care of Mr. and Mrs. H. Fitch.

Carnarvon also has a hostel where another group
of working teenagers live, with Mr. and Mrs. R.
Schmitt in charge.

The Children’s Homes are in the nature of the case
institutions, but they seek to maintain standards
which would be considered satisfactory in any aver­
age Australian private home. The whole Mission
staff expects itself to keep the children well and happy,
and to train them in the best things of life. Each
home is a vital, pulsing unit — living, working, study­
ing, worshipping and playing together with the one
object of winning children to Christ and training
them for Christian living. It is practical down-to-
earth evangelism.

Norseman: The Mission church at the
Children’s Home. The church in the
Christian Centre in town.

Victoria: Mooroopna. There is also the
building in Gore Street, Fitzroy, where a

Estranged
parents are brought together, every
effort made to maintain the bond
between parents and their children
in the Children’s Homes, and par­
ents shown how they can measure
up to their parental responsibilities.
Mothercraft and Home Hygiene are
taught, and men encouraged to re­
main in their jobs. Visits are made
to the places where native people
work, and much goodwill has been
engendered between the Missions
and the employers.

WEB H WBW
By E. P. C. HOLLARD

The visitor to India had better be
prepared for shocks. Every precon­
ceived idea will be rudely supplanted,
any romantic feelings will be destroyed,
and the stark reality of it all will al­
most send one scurrying for the boat
or plane to get away from it. And this
isn’t to admit cowardice or squeamish­
ness; it’s simply that what one sees and
experiences is contrary to all that was
expected.

We arrived in India, not in the cool
of the morning, but the heat of mid­
day. And that is heat! As the bus
worked its tortuous way into this citv
of 4,500,000, sights are beheld which
have never been known before. Huge
apartment houses are no new thing, but
the hovels which crouch beneath them
are almost beyond description. No de­
cent Australian would house an animal
in them, and no council would permit a
fowl run in a back; yard like them. The
cry would be, “unsanitary, breeding dis­
ease, filth and stench.” Quite so, for
that's what this is. The shock is im­
mediate, and if one can get used to it.
then he can get used to anything at all.
In small, low humpies, made of bag, and
bound together with rope, galvanised
iron and plastic sheets, completely in­
adequate to keep out the rain or guar­
antee a fraction of privacy, these places
house families. No more than a few
feet apart, in some cases four families
living in one small area covering about
20 square feet, human beings are herded
together. One touch of fire and life
would be lost without possible hope.
Disease has a field day. And a few
yards away, sheltered and cared for,
were the animals! Also nearby were
pools of water, stagnant and smelly. In
them bathe children, the women wash
and the buffaloes join in.

On our first evening we walked the
streets and saw human problems as
never before. Any man spits where he
pleases, handkerchiefs seem to be a
western luxury, and civic pride is non­
existent. When one is introduced to
the beggars it is a shock. We’ve all
known the fellow looking for a "hand­
out” on an Australian street, but never
little boys artistically "turning it on”
with the eyes as they thrust their hands
before you until the only way to remove
them is a brusque refusal. And then
you live with the thought that maybe
you ought to be ashamed of yourself.
And the old woman who obviously is
saying something flattering as she holds
out her hand. And then the leper who
rolls along the street cleverly balancing
his alms cup as the crowd opens up be­
fore him and closes after he moves on.
So one asks some obvious questions of
people who might be able to give some
answers, and the problems begin to
take shape. "What about these little
boys, does this have to happen?” “Oh,”
comes the reply, "they are trained to
do this. Fagan wasn’t the only one

with that idea. There’s someone to
whom they take the money and they get
an allowance.’’ “Well, what about the
places the people are living in, doesn’t
anyone care?" “Of course they care, but
there is nowhere to put them, and, after
all, the people are conditioned by eco­
nomics and religion to accept their lot.
So they carry on not knowing anything
else, and not many of them desiring
anything else." "Well, what about those
animals. Who counts most, animals or
people?” “Why, animals, of course. After
all, the cow is sacred and has right of
way all the time; the buffalo supplies
milk and must receive consideration.”

This matter is urgent!

Yes, there’s an answer for any question
one might care to ask. Only the answer
won’t ■ set the mind at rest nor make
one feel easy. I asked a professor about
controlling the population explosion, “Is
birth control going to solve it?” His
reply indicated that it is the only an­
swer, that means are available, but that
only a few people are willing to face
the situation.

We went to church. Australians will
recall with affection the visit to Federal
Conference of Mr. Bhonsle. To see him
in action is worth a lot. With Miss
Hazel Skuce as leader of a small party
of four we bundled into a Bombay train
and headed for the first meeting, about
20 miles out of town. Here Mr. Bhonsle
met us, and, of all things, escorted us
right into the middle of one of these
hovel towns! We squatted on the floor,
sang to a tiny harmonium played with
one finger (not an electronic to be seen 

anywhere)! They sang, and meant it.
I preached, the minister interpreted, and
then we went on a tour among some of
the homes of the Christians. Then to
the residence of the minister for dinner!
We’ve heard a great deal about the Bom­
bay property, the problems associated
with purchase, and so on. May I de­
scribe it. It is fifth floor living. Three
rooms set dead in the heart of apart­
ment houses and the hovel town. Life
doesn’t teem around it, it flows like a
stream. We had dinner, Indian food
cooked by as charming a housewife as
anywhere in the world. This is Mrs.
Bhonsle. She needs one subject for her
B.A. degree, like her husband.

Evening service was set for 5 p.m.
Around 4.45 p.m. they began to come in.
Some came 30 miles by train. (Read
that again! This was an evening ser­
vice!) Some paid almost as much as a
day’s wages to get to church. (Read
that again, too!) Women made the
services gay in saris of many vivid
colours. Little children were as clean
as new pins, and men dressed as men
the world over on a very hot day. They
kept coming until the small room held
over 60 persons! Over 50 took commu­
nion. .They all sat on the floor, Indian
custom. I then preached without any
shoes on. They ran out of communion
goblets and sang a hymn while some
were washed, and refilled. (See the
accompanying piece in bold type.) Now
this was an invasion as well as a ser­
vice, and yet the dignity and respect for
the minister’s home was preserved
throughout. The headmaster of a nearby
school was there with wife, a lady
medical doctor was present. I was
strongly reminded of the way in which
S.A. Home Missions commences new
churches!

One last word — to be a missionary
one has to be big-hearted, completely
sold oh the task, love God with all the
heart and mind and body, and love
people enough to look upon squalor, to
have little sense of smell, and to share
the heart of the Saviour. Nothing else
seems to matter. And maybe this is
why there aren’t enough missionaries.

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CHILDREN IN CHURCH
To the Editor,

Is our correspondent in “A.C.” Jan. 15
referring to pre-school children? As a
mother of three pre-school age children
I cannot agree that young kiddies learn
to worship God by sitting (?) through a
long and, to them, boring hour. Once
they are of school age it is another
matter.

I do agree with what was heard over
the A.B.C. if applied to mothers of very
young children.

Ib is true that many parents, if they
are honest, like to keep their children
with them as they are a source of amuse­
ment and help to “pass time.” How
many adults really discipline themselves
to listen to a sermon?

We do go to church to “give” to God,
but mother cannot do this while caring
for small children. She can very seldom
bow in prayer much less close her eyes.
Certainly it requires self-discipline and
self-sacrifice on everyone’s part to really
worship God, so as a mother of small
children is unable to worship, why make
it more difficult for others?

Unlike our correspondent, I do think
church creches are the answer. Here a
young child will give expression to his
natural desire to move and make a noise
without being made to feel guilty. At
Margaret-st., Launceston, where we
previously attended, they have a well-
equipped and properly organised creche.
Our eldest child came happily to church
each week and went with her brother
and sister into the creche. Every few
weeks she asked to come into church
with us. She sat quietly and observed
and later asked questions and repeated
much of what was said. She obviously
did not, as suggested by our correspon­
dent, feel that she had no place with
"the church at worship.” As there is

missionary in the villages may result in
far more than “a tiny loss” for him. If
a missionary is sent to these villages
and others, the sending and supporting
will be directed by the Spirit. Satan will
have no part in it.

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WHEAT FOR INDIA
By R. S. A. McLEAN

“Cloudless skies, warm sunny days,”
this is the kind of weather I experi­
enced during my recent five weeks’ visit
to India. Perfect weather, but it has
lasted too long.

Throughout the country, due to inade­
quate rains, the crops have failed. Last
year the crops were poor, but this year
there is, except in irrigated areas, a
complete crop failure and India faces its
worst famine for twenty years. I tra­
velled hundreds of miles throughout
Maharashtra and everywhere there was
evidence of crop failures, and India has
450 million people to feed.

It was pitiful to see the people coming
one after another seeking help, begging
for assistance. I remember one woman
whose husband had deserted her. She
had five young children to care for, one
of them a baby. Her total monthly in­
come was twelve rupees (approximately
£1/4/-) and she had six people to feed.
We were able to give her a little money
from relief funds and later in the day
she greeted me with a friendly smile as
she stood in the queue outside the ra­
tion store. There was another mother
whose husband had been unable to se­
cure employment. She said that the
children were at home crying because
there was no food. Another mother
wept as she asked for help for her
hungry children. All of these people
came for assistance the same morning.

A group of men came to see m<> at
Dhorja. They said that their crops had
failed and they were destitute. “We are
not begging for money,” they said, “but
give us some work to do so that, we
can earn a little to sustain our families.
A few days ago the Boys’ Home master
brought along a starving schoolboy for
a slice of bread and cup of milk.

This is Just the beginning. There can
be no hope for relief until the latter
half of 1966, and this will depend upon
the success of the crops. The Govern­
ment of India has forbidden restaurants
to serve rice and milk on certain days,
and hotels are forbidden to provide an
evening meal on Mondays. Everyone is
asked to “miss a meal” at least once a
week, but the very poor rarely know
when they will receive their next meal.

Being concerned about the situation,
Ray Veal and I called on officials in
Bombay to see if our Australian churches
could forward a shipment of wheat for
distribution in the area where our Mis­
sion is working. We were advised that
there would be no objection at all, but
to seek final approval from New Delhi.
We wanted to make sure that the food
would be available for distribution
amongst the village people in. our Mis­
sion area, and were advised that there
is no reason why this should not be
done.

As soon as approval is given by the
Indian Government, we hope to forward
at least 1,600 bags of wheat. We are
not asking for donations of bags of
wheat, as ths would be inconvenient for
collecting and shipping, but any help
to enable the shipment of wheat to be
purchased will be appreciated.

When I was in Bombay there was
nothing to indicate that there were only
three weeks to Christmas, but seeing
the stores in Perth and Adelaide stacked
with goods, and the supper tables at
numerous “end of (he year” functions
laden with food, ’ am reminded that
Christmas is almsot here, but I cannot
forget the people in India who would
gladly receive the “left-overs" from our
tables.
