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THE CAPTAIN DEPARTS
When Robert Gordon Menzies once returned to his old University

as a distinguished visitor I was among the undergraduates in the old
Wilson HalL The professors and Mr. (as he then was) Menzies entered
in solemn gowned procession with hoods of many colours representing
awesome learning. There was the usual early tension and the usual
gulf between the rostrum and the students until Mr. Menzies began to
speak.

He said that, as a student, he had appeared in a representative
capacity before the Professorial Board of his day. “They were, as I
recall, a singularly depressing lot.” The tension disappeared, the gulf
was bridged, and a responsive audience was ready for the Memzes
treatment.

This may be a trivial example, but it indicates the Menzies touch
in preparing the way for communication. Many preachers could learn
from him the great lesson that it is of no significance that your message
is important if you cannot communicate it.

Sir Robert is, without question, the most accomplished orator Aus­
tralia has known in this century. In fact, apart from Winston Churchill,
Menzies was the most significant spokesman of the British Commonwealth.
Sir Winston was on a bigger stage and appeared in an even greater drama,
but Sir Robert played his own role with consummate easy and efficiency.

As a brilliant scholar, barrister, orator, administrator and leader of
men, he could have been famous in almost any field. He chose politics,
and no other man dominated his profession so completely and for so long.

Big and solid like Australia itself, he was a romantic with a love of
history and a respect for tradition. He was wholly acceptable in Britain
when he was made a member of the Order of the Thistle, and elevated to
the position of Lord Warden of the Cinque Ports — honours not easily
gained by anyone, but truly earned by this Commonwealth elder states­
man. But he was also in touch with the new world represented by the
U.S.A. There he established close personal friendships with a succession.
of leaders and there was invited to give the Jefferson Oration, a significant
honour for the Victorian country boy who achieved international standing.

If he is proud — and some say that he is proud to the point of
arrogance — he can be justly proud of his contribution to Australia in
its period of greatest expansions. He gave stability and confidence to
a young country and helped her to achieve a position of respect and
influence among the nations of the world out of all proportion to her
size.

Although I have greatly admired Sir Robert, it is easy to point to
some faults. He did a great disservice to Australia in opening the door to
Government aid for independent schools. He lost some of his stature
when he made a brilliant, devastating and completely ruthless speech to
annihilate Dr. Evatt at a time when that leader’s powers were spent and
his authority in his own party was failing ... it seemed such an un­
necessary demonstration of power. Then, too, in his last international
gesture it was a bad mistake to rebuff not only African Commonwealth
leaders but Britain herself in refusing to take part in the consultation on
Rhodesia. The reasons he gave for his absence were probably worse
than the absence itself.

But even in his mistakes — and Sir Robert would be formidable in
his defence of his actions — it is not questioned that he acted in any
way but for the best interests of Australia as he saw them at home and
abroad. His honesty of thought and action was a splendid example in
the Parliament he dominated. His integrity is praised by his opponents
and acknowledged by the nation. In his eighteen years of office there
was no stain on him or on those he chose to be his fellow ministers of
State. We can praise this famous and honourable man and wish him
well in his retirement. Life may be less exciting for him, but so it will
be for us all now that he has left Canberra.

If life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness is the object of good
government, then Sir Robert has led us to a most favoured position
among the nations. If we have failed to become also a land giving moral
and spiritual leadership in a desperate world, this may not be Sir Robert’s
fault, but ours.

Not having had a "drink” for some
three-and-a-half years, a build-up of a
personal ego in this new-found approach
to living resulted in some strange
thoughts, reactions and happenings tak­
ing place in my life. A realisation of
the true nature of some of these things
is beginning to make itself known.

I am, at last, learning to accept these
happenings as part of a rich experience,
therefore I try not to justify or con­
demn. I have come to believe that God
in his wisdom and grace is unfolding
the truth so that I may be strength­
ened and aided in my search for a
more lasting and better quality of
“sobriety” than has been my good for­
tune to acquire.

What Is This Sobriety?
Prior to seeking the help of a fellow­

ship of ex-drunks (“Alcoholics Anony­
mous”) I understood “Sobriety” to be
that period of time that one abstained
from alcohol. I subscribed to the fact
that if I didn’t have a "drink” for three
days, then I had been sober for that
length of time.

In my new-found surroundings I came
to learn that this was not the case —
but, to get started on the road to
"Sobriety” it was imperative that I
put down the glass — I could not have
one “drink” — don’t pick up the first
drink — one is too many, and a 1,000
is not enough.

A simple statement, yet very true. It
was suggested that I need only prac­
tise total abstinence a day at a time,
in fact five minutes at a time if found
necessary. These short periods were cer­
tainly much easier to cope with than
a whole “life-time.” They had “been
through the mill” and each had found
the answer to a serious “drinking”
problem.

Like myself, all had been compulsive
drinkers: yet not only had they lost the
physical compulsion and the mental
obsession for alcohol, but they had lost
all desire to “drink” — they were con­
tentedly sober. Their happy demeanour,
their actions, their sense of humour, and
above all the personal concern for my
welfare and recovery was very pro­
nounced. Each possessed an individual
brand of Sobriety, but it all spelt
“Good.” (N.B. — Now I come to think
of it, we each had our particular brand
of “poison.”). '

I voiced my desire for some of this
“Sobriety” that they were handing out
to one another. “Stick around," they
suggested. Do just this, and think along
the lines you are now thinking, and,
well: “You’re Home on the Pig’s Back”,
“You’re half-way there, son!”, "You'H
make it!”, etc., were some of the re­
marks reiterated.

I think back now. What assurance!
What encouragement and even more,
the time, understanding, tolerance,
patience, and their keen desire to see
me on my way to Sobriety. I had
arrived at the starting point and for
once I really began to believe that I
would make it this time.

Here were ex-drunks helping other
drunks along the road to sobriety.
Physical, mental and spiritual wrecks
were slowly but surely recovering from
their malady. I witnessed the changes
that were taking place in the outlook
and appearance of many of the people
I fellowshipped with at various A.A.
meetings, without realising that to some
degree the same sort of thing was hap­
pening to me.

Many explanations were given at my
request: many suggestions were offered,
but perhaps the most important advice
I received was this: That I use the
simple prayer they themselves had adop­
ted and relied on to tide them over
difficult periods in the early stages of
recovery. This still holds good in my
case:

“God grant me the serenity to
accept the things I cannot change;

Courage to change the things I can;
And wisdom to know the difference.”

I had admitted that I was powerless
over alcohol, and once again my friends
insisted that if I wanted something
they had been able to acquire, then it
would be necessary for me to “Come
to believe” in another Power greater
than myself — One who could restore
me to sanity.

Months went by before I came to
realise that in that time I hadn’t had a
“drink" (nothing short of miraculous
for me!) No, I didn’t pick up the first
drink. At times I used all the fervour
that I could muster and recited the
“Serenity Prayer" — and it worked.
What else could I do, but hand my will
and my life over to a Power greater
than myself, God as I understood him!

Some of the Thoughts, Reactions
and Happenings

The spiritual aspect of the programme
of recovery wouldn’t do me much good
in my efforts to get sober and stay
sober. Hadn’t I already tried along re­
ligious lines and failed? I spent two
years attending a church, and what a
failure! It might be necessary for these
other people to obtain some deeper
understanding of the spiritual aspect,
but not me. Fortunately, their con­
tinued example and bearing “hit home”
and I "followed suit.”

Didn’t they say, “Don’t pick up the
first drink!” — that’s the answer to a
serious "drinking” problem. When I
look back I knew the first drink was
only the start of a real "bender” and
yet I never knew the answer to "that
one,” otherwise I wouldn’t be seeking
help now. How many times had I said,
"Never again”? But I always did.

Yet, here now, I am relying on a single
prayer, “'The Serenity Prayer,” and
strangely enough, I’m not “drinking”!
There must be something in this spirit­
ual aspect, particularly when coupled
with the therapy obtainable from people
travelling along the same road as myself.

I’ve come to believe that I don't
have to “drink” if I call on this help
when I’m really up against it — when
the physical compulsion and the men­
tal obsession is making^ its presence felt.
My belief is well-founded because it
works for me.

Having come to believe in this source
of Power that enables me to stay sober,
I begin to think of some of the many
problems that are beginning to show
their ugly heads — the backwash of my
compulsive drinking and its accompany­
ing moral degradation and shame. I
once again use “The Serenity Prayer”
and again it works. It’s beginning to
add up — there is a source of real
power to be tapped. I’m catching on
and it’s working for me. Once again
I find that somewhere along the line
part of my life has been handed over
to this Power and he is certainly mak­
ing a better "fist” of handling things
than I was ever able to do.

I’m still not “drinking” and some­
how things in general are looking much
better — particularly on the home­
front, at work, and the fellow up the
road from me is not such a bad sort
of an individual, really. At least, he’s
beginning to say “Good-day” n6w and
produces a smile occasionally.

I had quite a number of outstanding
financial commitments when I joined
this fellowship of ex-drunks, and for
some time past I had received all sorts
of nasty notes and threats of legal action
to repossess or sue for payments, etc.
Somehow I seem to have got around to
these people and either finalised payment
or made some sort of arrangement with
them. I think about some of these things
and I come to realise that, in fact, they
are really decent firms to be so consider­
ate and understanding. (I even received
a letter from one firm advising me that
I was now one of their accredited cus­
tomers, and as such I could have £1,000
worth of goods immediately (without
security) on a nominal monthly repay­
ment plan!)

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IF WEAR-WELL QUALITIES ARE WOVEN INTO THE
TEXTURE OF LIFE

Those whose years go back half a century compare present-day texture
of material with those of previous days. They claim that they lack the
wear-well qualities that characterised the garments of their parents’ day.
Cheap garments turn out to be dear garments if they prove inferior in tex­
ture. Experience teaches the housewife skill in judging texture. Manufacturers
endeavour to make up for texture deficiencies by employing attractive dyes
and pattern designs. The final test, however, is the wear-well qualities.

A business man who frequently was called upon to testify to an employ­
ee’s character and ability would include in his reference, "He wears well.”
Experience had taught him that certain men wear well, while others wear
out, despite early impressions. Life's test is the wear-well qualities. The
way of least resistance that besets so many lives is not fibre making, nor
is the yielding to discouragement or depression moods. To drift down stream
in the social currents may be very pleasant, but it is not until circumstances
cause one to pull upstream that one begins to make mental, moral and
spiritual fibre.

Benjamin Franklin, in his frank biography, relates an episode that belongs
to pioneering days when toolmaking was one of the blacksmith's tasks. A
farmer, receiving the axehead that he had ordered, revealed disappointment
because it lacked the polished finish of those from the distant city store.
Whereupon the smith promised to brighten it if the farmer turned the handle
of the grindstone. He responded by turning the handle vigorously,
but slowed down as the smith put more pressure on the axehead. The
more the farmer tired, the more the smith encouraged him to
continue. Finally the farmer confessed that after all he liked a speckled
axehead. His idealism wore thin and eventually wore out, as it does with
many when encouraging adversity. Tenacity of purpose weaves into the
texture of character the wear-well qualities.

Deficiencies in life-texture accounts for the appearance of delinquency in
middle-age and the aged — the querulous temper, the bitter remarks, the
growing dislike of the active, the envy that turns to bitterness and depression
to utter futility.

Maturity is the effective result of experience. It can be reinforced by
observation. A belated maturity is obvious in many aging people. Processes
that aid maturity should not be delayed. To cultivate an ongoing maturity
was the concern of Paul and his fellow-labourers. Recent translations of the
New Testament (Moffatt, Phillips, Revised Standard Version and the New
English Bible) favour 'the use of the word mature in many instances, and
interpret Paul as aiming tq bring "every man to his full maturity in Christ”
(Col. 1: 28).

Church buildings ‘‘mellowed with the passage of time” are attractive
and impressive. There is a spiritual winsomeness about the aged disciple
mellowing with the passage of time.

Three publicans who knew me well in
my “drinking hey-day" have intimated
how happy and pleased they are to see
me ‘‘on the straight and narrow” —
and I know they are sincere in this
respect.

Yes, I think maybe I’m regaining
some of my self-respect and perhaps
even the respect of others. (A degree,
anyhow!)

Becoming aware of these happenings
I do find it particularly necessary to try
through prayer and meditation to im­
prove my conscious contact with God,
and seek the knowledge of his will for
me.

I am still somewhat of an infant in
this fellowship I refer to, and I am
aware that the quality or brand of
‘‘Sobriety" that I possess today is very
elastic. Much depends on the regu­
larity and sincerity of purpose in my
attending to the things of a spiritual
nature. Furthermore, it is important
that I be about the place to offer help
and friendship to some other “drunk”
who is seeking this something — Sobriety.
I must try at all times not to fall down
on my responsibility in this regard. If
ever I lose the "Gratitude Attitude" —
that is to God and the fellowship of
A.A.  — then II too shall be bereft of the
things that I value so much: Contented
Sobriety plus a degree of Serenity.

What Does the Future Hold
for Me?

I don’t really know. My hope and
prayer (God willing) — a lifetime of
trying to understand and putting into
practice the principles that enabled these
“others” to be used to guide me to
the source of Sobriety — God as I
understand him.

SINGLE WORLD BIBLE
SOCIETY RECOMMENDED

(London). Formation of a single
World Bible Society was urged here by
the Rev. James Roe, Asia secretary of
the British and Foreign Bible Society.

Mr. Roe claimed that the day of the
independent status of national Bible
societies was as dead as the day of
imperialism, adding that it would
strengthen individual bodies now if they
worked through one central organisation.

"The only kind of dependence today
is interdependence,” Mr. Roe said. “Even
‘United Bible Societies’ is, to my mind,
an obsolescent phrase. The plural form
is on the way out. The world, the Book,
the intention, the method — all are in
the singular.—E.P.S.

CHRISTIANS IN JAPAN
Japan’s Christian population now ex­

ceeds 794,586 according to figures just
released by the authoritative Kirisuto-
kyo Nenkan (Japan Christian Yearbook).
The Christian community is just over
eight-tenths of one per cent of the
general population, divided among Catho­
lic churches (333,265) and Protestant
churches and groups (461,321). The
194.826-member United Church of Christ
is the largest of the Protestant churches,
followed by the “Spirit of Jesus” group,
with 51,042. Japan has 5,967 Protestant
and 993 Roman Catholic Churches.”—
E.P.S.
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END OF A JOURNEY
REFLECTIONS BY E. P. C. HOLLARD

The magic carpet touched down at
Sydney Airport and the journey was over.
Within the gold mine of memory is now
stored the wonders of many things,
places and peoples. Some say, “What
was the most wonderful place?” And
the word Switzerland frames up in the
mind. They ask, “Wherein did you see
the worst?” And the word India springs
forward. And again, “Which people im­
pressed you most?” The mental sym­
bol Israel came without trouble. So
questions and answers are all ready to
be supplied.

The value of a journey is in the
items which keep knocking at the mind.
I cannot get it out of my mind that
a man in Hong Kong said to me, “The
best thing ever to happen in Australia
would be 1,000 Buddhist monks moving
in and getting among the people. The
churches would soon find out what
they have in mind.”

Horrified, I pondered, and then real­
ised how right he is. The point being
that in places where Buddhism and
Hinduism are virile the competition of
these religions brings the best out of
the Christian church.

In a place like Hong Kong the Chris­
tians live as though only a thin thread
separates them from oblivion. They are
active, earnest and enthusiastic. No
demand is too great, no sacrifice worth
another thought. This is life! People
do "odd” things, like giving up a job
and. taking a room among people in the
New Territories and teaching children;
like picking up deformed children in
the streets and caring for them and
preparing them for death; like the fel-
loW who was baptized on Sunday morn­
ing and on Tuesday night had gathered
up 60 relatives and witnessed to them.

The advent of 1,000 Buddhist priests
would present to Australians the picture
of their accepted “Chrisitan nation”
concept facing a threat. Many would
say, "What cheek! Coming here to
convert us Christians to heathenism.”
To which one might well ask, "What
Christians to what heathenism?” If
worshipping Christians is the indication
of the spiritual strength of our nation,
then statistics suggest that the Budd­
hists would soon have a field day!

One thing becomes abundantly clear
as the church is seen in some of the
"younger” and emerging nations, and
that is that in Australia we need a
Biblical doctrine of the church. The
church is strictly institutional and org­
anised. It has its patterns and pro­
grammes, its ministries and methods,
and from these it is not always pre­
pared to deviate. Things have always
been "done,” and the Scripture often
twisted to prove the point.

Is it not true that Australia has been
evangelised? Pulpits and radio, maga­
zines and television, church accommo­

dations and ministers are_ in abundance
from one end of this country to the
other. As far as primary evangelism is
concerned Australia has had a complete
dose of the medicine.

What then is needed? A revival within
the church! The church needs to come
alive, in fact, it needs a sense of the
Holy Spirit within it, in order that the
church might become a centre of life
and witness in communities where they
have been set. Whilst our spiritual
apathy continues, whilst we are not
really concerned for the conversion of
people, whilst we are not willing to
venture too far from sheltered shores,
then evangelism will slowly become a
dead word, and the church may fol­
low it.

Is it not; time that Churches of Christ
began to seek revival within themselves
before they become too involved in new
evangelistic thrusts and programmes?
If this is true, then it reveals that
something drastic has happened to them.
And only something drastic can help
them. The Great Commission has never
been withdrawn. Every neighbourhood
fence creates an arena in which the
Commission can be put to the test. If
Churches of Christ have any meaning
or mission then they need to re-dis-
cover the power which can push fron­
tiers aside.

The world is reeling before the speed
of human progress. The rising of new
nations, the social upheavals all around
the earth are having amazing effects.
Racial disturbances in one white nation
cause raised eyebrows in a colored
nation. Eastern areas are still being
affected by the fact that so-called Chris­
tian nations have twice battered one
another to death with shocking methods
and results. In some parts of Europe
desertions from the church are reach­
ing desperate proportions, and this has
discredited the whole church. Out of
Europe came the Reformation, and yet
it is estimated that 250,000 cities, towns
and villages in Free Europe have not
a place of Protestant worship. The
United States of America is seeing
something of a decline in the boom

which hit the churches a decade ago.
The grim story builds up around the
world.

But all is not lost. It is only a
cliche to thunder out that God is still
on his throne and he has the last word.
None would deny this truth, but to
shout it out in defiance and wait for
him to pull the sword from the sheath
is a sign of a faith that is unsure. God
has done what he could in Jesus Christ.
Redemption is a completed fact divine­
wise. “It’s over to you" is not a state­
ment from Deity in so many words, but
it still has the ring of authority in it.

Up and down among the nations are
those who will not bend the knee; there
are those whose prayer is for revival
within the church; some are disturbed
enough to throw down the gauntlet in
the name of Christ and jump the fence
into any coliseum.

For sure, it is a great time to be alive
— but alive to what! Alive to need or
to enjoy the latest gimmick? Alive to
serve or to rest close to the land? Alive
to God, or dead to man and his sin?
Thank God, young men are still pre­
paring to become ministers of the gos­
pel, old people are still praying after
years of active prayer. These can yet
hold the walls and damn up the trick­
les, but more is needed.

It isn’t enough to hold what we have,
it is vital to get out and attack. But
getting out can only be attempted with
confidence if the spirit within is pul­
sating and ready to burst into expres­
sion. Again, I say, the church needs
to be revived through the Holy Spirit
before she can attempt to handle the
twentieth century.

This is a "great big wonderful world,”
with some wonderful people in it, and
some wonderful opportunities shouting
to be seized. To see it is a privilege
not accorded to all, but all can catch a
vision from another, every man has a
torch of some kind he can pass on. In
this spirit we come to the end of a
journey and ask fellow Christians to
commence with us in the beginnings
of another journey.

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FIFTH NATIONAL
CHRISTIAN YOUTH CONVENTION

PERTH JAN. 9-16, 1966

Over 2,000 young people from across
Australia, and Including 60 overseas dele­
gates from Asia and the Pacific, invaded
Perth to attend this Convention. Prin­
cipally organised by the Methodist
Church, Presbyterian and Congregational
people also came from other States, and
in W.A. the invitation was extended to
include young people from the Church
of England, Society of Friends, Salva­
tion Army and Churches of Christ.

The Convention theme, “Come to Life,”
challenged all to do just that. Every
aspect of convention was designed to
stress the theme, from the morning wor­
ship, through studies and interest groups
to the evening rallies.

Perry Lakes Stadium, venue of the
British Empire and Commonwealth
Games, provided an ideal setting and
“home” for the Convention, which was
blessed with fine to hot weather every
day.

The official opening service was at­
tended by the Governor of W.A., who
read the lesson, together with other
civic and church leaders.

The Rev. Dr. D. T. Niles addressed
a congregation approaching 6,000, as
many congregations closed their even­
ing meetings to join in the service. Dr.
Niles is one of the "giants” of the
ecumenical movement. A Methodist
minister from Ceylon, he is Secretary
of the East Asia Christian Conference.
Apart from being a prolific author and
a dynamic speaker, Mr. Niles is regarded
as one of the statesmen of the world
church.

The weekday programme consisted of
morning worship and study groups, and
various tours in the afternoon. Interest
groups were conducted on such topics
as “The Challenge of the Sects,” "The
Resurgent Faiths of Asia,” “The World
Wide Quest for Unity,” "Revolution in
Asia” and "Aborigines.” Public rallies
at night rounded off the day’s pro­
gramme.

Other speakers at the evening meet­
ings included:

The Rev. Dr. Soritua Nababan. A
dynamic young minister of the Batak
Church of Sumatra, he is Youth Secre­
tary of the East Asia Christian Confer­
ence. It was gratifying to see the way

Dr. Nababan, and indeed all overseas
visitors, were so warmly received. His
interest group on “Revolution in Asia”
was well attended, as was a special form
session dealing with current Asian prob­
lems.

The Rev. Dr. Alan Brash. A Presby­
terian minister from New Zealand, who
resides in Singapore, and is Inter-Church
Aid Secretary in Asia. There would be
very few men who would know Asia
and its needs so intimately.

Drama played a part also. On the
Monday night, three specially commis­
sioned plays were presented on the topics
of vocation, chastity and Australia/Asia
relations. These were well presented,
driving home their important messages
and providing background material for
the daily studies.

Drama also played a part in the Con­
vention Study entitled "Come to Life.”
Each morning the day’s topic was intro­
duced by a brief play, followed immedi­
ately by discussion groups, and summed
up by D. T. Niles. The Rev. Mr. Keith
Carter, author of the study, handled the
summing up session after the final study.

Saturday morning was the occasion for
a service of communion, which was held
under the trees by Perry Lakes. This
very worshipful service was attended by
some 2,500 delegates and others. It was
great to share this solemn occasion with
members of other denominations.

We cannot overlook the wonderful con­
tributions made by the choir. Ably con­
ducted by Geo. Idle, the choir assisted
greatly in all the services of worship.

Churches of Christ young people who
shared in the Convention were most
grateful for the opportunity. It was not
just a Methodist affair. All participating
denominations shared — as delegates,
or in the choir, or as study leaders, or
as hosts and hostesses to interstate dele­
gates. It was truly an occasion without
denominational pressures and one to be
remembered for many years to come.

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(The following letter was received by Dr. L. V. Kirkpatrick, General Secre­
tary of the World Convention, from Garfield Todd, former Prime Minister of
Southern Rhodesia, and a missionary for the N.Z. Churches of Christ.
He was also a First Vice-President of the World Convention. Mr. Todd was
in the news headlines of the world when, just prior to the take-over of
Rhodesia by Mr. Ian Smith’s rebel government, he was placed under arrest.)

Dear Dr. Kirkpatrick,
I was delighted to hear from you, and thank you sincerely for the good

wishes you sent and the assurance of the prayers of the brotherhood at this time.
We have been grateful that the British Prime Minister has visited Rhodesia

and has seen for himself something of the problems here. He had not been here
before, and it was particularly' important that he should get some knowledge of
the relationships between black and white, and particularly the relationships between
the Rhodesian Government and the African people as a whole. Whatever lies
ahead, Mr. Wilson is much more knowledgeable and able to sum up the situation
than he was before his visit.

I was taken under police escort from the farm ta Salisbury, 270 miles away,
to spend some time with Mr. Wilson and Mr. Bottomley. There is an air of
unreality in this country today, and the things that are happening are beyond
our understanding.

I am afraid that there are some difficult times ahead, but I have much to
be thankful for in that I am restricted to my own home, with my family. This
is a great privilege, when one compares one’s lot with that of hundreds of others
who are restricted to camps in remote areas of this country, and are separated
from their loved ones.

We were delighted to know that the Seventh Assembly of the World Con­
vention) was so happy and successful It must have meant a great deal, not only
to the 5,000 people who had registered, but particularly to the work in Puerto Rico.
I am glad that Rhodesia was represented. The independent group arc doing a
very good job of work here, and I am grateful that they are sharing in the
World Convention.

I am also glad to know of Kingsley Dube and his wife, and of the good
impression that they have made. He was always a- very fine person and, of course,
we have known him since he was a little boy in one of the village schools., and
later at the Dadaya School. I am glad that he has been made a Vice-President,
and I will certainly let the news be known around here. It will, of course, be
disseminated also by those of our number who were able to attend the World
Convention.

I would have liked very much to have been present at the World Convention,
but perhaps we might be able to go to Adelaide in 1970. I would like to think
that our problems will have been solved by that time, and that wei will have set
out upon a road of hope and opportunity for the people as a whole.

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PARABLE OF THE BLACK-FACED BIBLE
Years ago I clipped a story of a clever Bible salesman.

It has taken all the years since for the real meaning of the
story to sink in. And believe me, now that the light has
dawned I find it full of meaning.

Reported by the Columbia University Press, the story
began with a publishing house overstocked with sheets of a
Bible edition printed up in an old-fashioned format and no
longer in demand. As the publisher was about to destroy the
antiquated Bibles, an energetic book salesman bought them
at a low price.

A year later the publisher met the salesman and slyly
inquired how he made out with all those Bibles, fully expect­
ing the salesman would admit to having taken a great loss.
“Sold them all in six months at $8.00 a copy, 50 cents down,
balance a quarter a week,” replied the salesman. “Had a
special set of illustrations made with all the characters in
black face. They were a riot in the black belt.”

When I first read this story I thought to myself “What a
charlatan that salesman was! Imagine duping innocent peo­
ple like that.” It just seemed a bit unethical — oh, more
than a bit. Positively dishonest.

Several times since I first clipped the story I have come
across it and read it over — always with the same reaction.
The salesman was a gyp artist. Nothing good to be said
for him.

And then, the other day, as I looked at one of the con­
ventional, rather insipid portrayals of the Christ, suddenly
a flash of insight came! Some salesman has done to us
exactly what the salesman did to the black belt years ago.
We have been sold a white Christ!

Before you read any further, let that sink in a minute.
Now say it to yourself: We have been sold a white

Christ, fair-skinned, blue-eyed, and the Son of a white God!
For aren’t all our childish imaginings centred around a
grand old white man as "Our Father who art in heaven”?
Clear back to Adam and Eve, the whole family line was
white. Ask Hollywood.

Or look at the press releases from Hollywood portrayals
of "The Garden of Eden,” or "The Ten Commandments,” or
"Samson and Delilah.” If we did not believe in a white God
and white Biblical characters Hollywood wouldn’t dare to por­
tray them that way. I do not expect to attend any showing
of Hollywood's latest Bible salesmanship — “King of Kings”
— but I am certain it will present a close-up of a fair­
haired, blue-eyed Christ.

By what right have we usurped our scriptural ancestors
and the Creator in person for our small minority of white­
skinned peoples in this world? The majority of the children
of our common God have well-tinted skins. So did the
prophets, no doubt, and little Isaac as he lay bound on the
altar on Mt. Moriah.

All color is a relative matter, of course, but we may be
very sure that one of our parlor-bleached skins from this
northern clime would be glaringly out of place in those ancient
days of sub-tropical sun, outdoor living, desert winds, and
the mixed bloods of a little land that was a bridge between
three continents.

Shall we look for a new artist of a new generation, who
understands the new day?—Franklin D. Elmer in "The Pulpit.”

Jesus said that “None shall pluck
them out of my hand.” Does this mean
once having been in fellowship with God
that nothing can break that bond?

My answer is Yes — but! Nothing
can break the bond we have with God,
but as fellowship with God depends on
personal faith, no one person can know
how another stands before God.

There is sometimes evidence to be
seen, one way or the other. By this
person’s "fruits of the spirit” we find
assurance of his place with God, and in
that person’s wrong-doing we can see
so much that is contrary to all that Jesus
showed us of life with God, we are
justified in believing that he is not in
fellowship with God. We simply could
not use the powers of observation and
evaluation given to us if we are not
permitted to make such judgments.

However, we must stop short of abso­
lute judgment because we cannot know
anyone’s true nature or his place with
his God. Only too well we have seen men
of good reputation, and even high stand­
ing in the church, suddenly revealed as
evil hypocrites. Then, too, there have
been many men and women condemned
as evil by their fellows, including good
and responsible persons, subsequently
shown to be innocent. Men who have
been executed have been proved guiltless.
Simple folk have been put to death as
witches. Good men have been killed
for a blasphemy which was later shown
to be devotion to truth.

Therefore, if only God knows who are
bound to him, then only God knows if
this bond is broken.

We can argue, if we like, that those
who leave the fellowship of the church
have never really known the fellowship
of Christ, but this is only playing with
words.

My view of your question is that no-
one can come between another and God.
Fellowship with God is through faith
in Jesus, his Son. That bond is so
strong that neither death, nor life, nor
angels, nor principalities, or things pres­
ent, nor things to come, nor powers,
nor height, nor depth, nor anything
else in all creation, will be able to
separate us from the love of God in
Christ Jesus our Lord. Not even God
can break this bond.

But I can break it. I can be with
Jesus for three years, or twenty, or
fifty years, and then betray, deny, for­
sake, or reject Christ.

ABORIGINES' SUNDAY
A time for special offerings or for special

budget allocation.

Someone has said, "There is nothing
so powerful as an idea when its time
is come.” Sometimes this moment is a
long time coming, but when it comes
nothing can stop the idea from being
fulfilled.

The idea of a Youth Hostel in South
Australia was first suggested to the Nor­
wood church in 1950, when an 18-roomed
house fronting Magill Road, and back­
ing on to the church, came on to the
market for £8,000. It was suggested that
20-30 young people living in a hostel
nearby could give Norwood a future. But
the idea was deemed unworkable and
dropped.

In the same year the suggestion was put
to Conference, which thought it would
be a splendid idea, and agreed that in­
vestigations should be made. In 1956
the idea was suggested to Conference
again, and it was resolved to approach
the Government for assistance — but
the Government was not interested.

In the meantime, so many of our
young people were migrating to the city
for secondary and tertiary education,
and so many were being lost to the
church that accommodation in a Chris­
tian environment was a necessity. Con­
ference seemed apathetic. But there were
those parents who had young people
and they were concerned for their wel­
fare, and there was a handful of inter­
ested folk who were concerned enough
to offer help. One city businessman said
that he would back this project for £3
a week for three years. He was always
interested in the welfare of youth. It
gave encouragement and a spark of inter­
est was maintained.

Then in 1960 the Berri church, which
had a number of young people in the
city at work, or school and were con­
cerned for their welfare, decided to
come to Conference with a firm resolu­
tion that something be done and that
money be raised and a large home
purchased. Conference passed the reso­
lution, but resolutions are only a- green
light that you can do something if and
when you have the finance.

■ The Committee began looking for a
suitable home near enough to the city
to be suitable. They advertised, but
nothing suitable was available except
one large home — but the figure of
£17,000 was far beyond what the Com­
mittee expected to pay. Nothing else
became available and it seemed, as Con­
ference time drew near again, that there
would be nothing to offer.

It was then decided to ask the owner
of the one attractive home to give his
lowest figure, and to the surprise of all
he offered it for £10,000 — which in­
cluded a 12-roomed house and an addi-

tional block of land valued today at
£4,000. It is situated one mile from
the University and city on the main
north-east road.

Conference 1961 decided to purchase the
home, but funds had to be raised. A
few donations helped funds immediately.
One amonut of £750, and another of
£600, and the eager support of three
country churches, one of which raised
£365, and another £165, and the other
£65, and the State Government’s Ad­
vances to Student Hostels Act, which
had been recently passed — made a
loan available, enabling the Committee
to raise the required monies.

Three months’ work and the expense
of £3,000 on repairs, renovations and
furnishings, made the home ready for
occupancy by February, 1962 — when
20 girls came into residence. By the
end of 1962 applications were so heavy
that it was deemed necessary to add
more rooms. A larger laundry and
toilets were required, and so it was
decided to build on to the rear of the
present building and extend the accom­
modation to 30 girls.

In April, 1964, the new wing was
opened. Mrs. Killmier (Matron) and
Mrs. Chamberlain (cook), and Miss M.
Lawrie managed the home during the
first year and gave excellent service,
but it was realised, in addition to a
Matron, a manager was urgently required,
and so Mr. and Mrs. J. Searle were
invited to accept the position.

The present property is valued at
£25,000, and the brotherhood has an
equity in it of £8,000. Fees are kept
to a minimum, but made to meet
necessary expenses, including repayment
of interest and principal.

The Hostel today is meeting a very
real need. Parents are very happy to
know that their girls are in a Christian
home and under the supervision of a
Christian couple who know and under­
stand young people. They are grateful
for this service, but we turn away each
year more than we accept. What about
the others? What about the boys?

The idea has been fulfilled, but only
partly, because only part of the need
is being met. The Committee would
like to see the idea extended, and it
could be, if enough people cared.

The gift of a large home would re­
lieve the demand. A fund of £2,000
exists to provide a Boys’ Hostel, but
it’s only a portion of what is required.
The Government will assist again with
a loan if required — but perhaps this
is another idea and maybe its time is
not yet come.

Be instant in season and
out of season, to reprove, rebuke, exhort
with all long-suffering and doctrine.”

Turning to the congregation, Mr. Baker
said that the people of God are to
receive the Word with diligence, and

for the Word is to be "at work in
them.” Finally, they are true custodians
of the faith, for they "hold the faith.”
The charge is that they should pray con­
tinually for their minister, who is chosen
for them in the Lord, and help him
forward in all the duties of his holy
calling.

In closing, Mr. Baker said that the
induction service, for minister and peo­
ple alike, does three things: It makes
us think afresh on the grace of God.
It provides an opportunity to rededl-
cate our lives, and it provides a new
beginning for everybody. An induction
day could start every person concerned
on a new and exciting path of service
and dedication.

Len. Beaumont.

Thoroughness, zealousness, forthright­
ness are but some of the terms used
to describe Len’s life of service for
Christ, his church and the community.
He was born in Wanganui, New Zealand,
and in the 1920’s left a lucrative posi­
tion to study at the College of the Bible,
and later at the Melbourne University,
where he gained his B.A. degree. Dur­
ing the 10 years of his stay in Aus­
tralia, he led ministries at Coburg and
Parkdale, where he gained many friends.
Upon his return to New Zealand, ser­
vice at a number of the churches in
Auckland and Wanganui areas followed.
Study in astronomy developed over the
years and he became renowned as a
lecturer and writer on the subject. For
over 20 years he wrote on this subject
under the name of “Sky Pilot." His en­
thusiasm led to the re-forming of the
observatory in Wanganui, and gained
for him the Murray Geddes Award from
the Royal Astronomical Society. He
lectured on the subject at the Auckland
University for a number of years. An­
other love was for his home land, and
he was ever willing to share her beaut­
ies with those he contacted in church
and civic life. He retired from active
ministry and public service in April,
1965, but in December was forced into
hospital for an eye operation. Compli­
cations which developed resulted in his
sudden death on Dec. 18, 1965, at the
age of 65 years.—A.J.
David Eli Neville.

On Christmas morning, the Mildura
brethren were shocked to learn of the
sudden death, as result of a car accident,
of David, only son of our esteemed
Elder, and Mrs. Whit. Neville. David,
aged 20, was one of the third genera­
tion of Nevilles who have given and
are giving sterling service to the church.
His grandfather was Eli Neville, an
early trainee of the College of the Bible,
who came with his family to Merbein
in 1916, and served faithfully, teaching
and preaching until his death. David’s
parents, moving to Irymple, transferred
membership to Mildura church, where
they are active in every avenue of
church work, so it is not surprising
that David too was connected with all
youth groups and church camps. On
leaving school he joined the Common­
wealth Bank in Maryborough, and later
Bendigo, being associated with the work
in both centres. He was held in the
highest regard by his banking colleagues.

Langley, of Bendigo, when the accident
occurred and both lads were killed. The
church extends their loving Christian
sympathy to Mr. and Mrs. Neville and
Glenys (Mrs. Harry Diggle), also to the
Langley family of Bendigo, remember­
ing with gratitude the short lives so
richly lived in the Master’s service. In
the absence of Mr. Cant in W.A., the
services in the crowded chapel and at
the graveside were conducted by Mr.

Smish Regime Cuts African
(London). Missions working in Rho­

desia have received orders from the
Smith government to reduce by 25 per
cent the intake of Africans into teacher
training colleges in January.

This is regarded at mission head­
quarters in London as “deliberately
putting a brake on such development”
and a blow at the emergence of an
educated younger generation of African
leaders.

Over 90 per cent of African education
in Rhodesia is managed by British and
North American missions, which are
being frustrated in every move they
make in the fields of higher education.
A latest is the subtle administrative
decision of the Smith government in
connection with the new mission-spon­
sored, multiracial Bulawayo Training
College.

The new order insists that Africans
enter the college at the end of their
primary course, and not their secondary
course, as Europeans do. This kills
the proposed plan to offer equality in
teacher training.

Only in two government schools are

Teacher Training
there sixth forms, and grants to the
churches to enable them to expand at
this level have been refused. A state­
ment issued by the Conference of Brit­
ish Missionary Societies said church
leaders in Rhodesia consistently meet
administrative obstacles in their desire
to hasten the provision of more places
at the higher level of school education,
obstacles which in any other African
country would be quickly overcome with
determination.”—E.P.S.

CHILDREN IN CHURCH.
To the Editor,

An interesting question arises from
your correspondent’s letter (“A.C.”
15/1/66) on children in church. Just
what is the place of children in this
primarily adult situation, the worship
service?

The child, up to the age of six, passes
through many different stages, but in
any of them he will be curious, restless,
uninhibited and vocal,with a short.span
of concentration, his routine upset on
Sundays, and becoming rather tired and
hungry towards the latter part of the
morning. Not an ideal worship com­
panion!

He cannot worship as we do, lack­
ing as he does language, knowledge and
experience. Yet, as your correspondent
ably argues, one must not prevent the
family from attending merely because
one (or two or three) members are likely
to disturb other worshippers. So, we
take him to church. Now, the most
we can expect is that he is learning to
regard church attendance as a natural
thing, learning the routine of the ser­
vice, beginning to respect our desire to
participate, and gradually applying our
explanations of each activity. He is
absorbing atmosphere, and this is wor­
ship for him.

A rare child may sit quietly all
through the service. Most are physically
unable to be passive for more than a
few minutes. It is here that the "scrib­
bling equipment, biscuits and lollies”
condemned by your nameless correspond­
ent are vital equipment. If we expect
our child to sit still, doing nothing, for
no apparent reason, each Sunday morn­
ing, he will regard church as a boring
place where parents are always tense,
cross, and frustrating his desires in
fierce whispers. The worship service
will become the occasion for mutual
resentment; far better for him to be
happily busy. We are not expecting
too little; we must retain a balance
between his level of maturity and the
opportunities of a non-child-centred
situation.

If a creche exists, there is a danger
that he will begin to suspect that this
mysterious place is evidently unsuitable
for him. But he need not spend his
entire first five years in the kinder hall!
Perhaps a baby or toddler is at such
a stage of imbalance in his behaviour
that the church may perform a Chris­
tian service to parents and other wor­
shippers by caring for him for one
hour. But he is gradually able to sit
with parents for the first part of the
service, with his necessary equipment,
have his small share of our worship,
then retire to the creche.

Regrettably, most creches are short
of equipment, ideas and activities. Our
church is at present investigating ways
of making the time there a more creative
experience. Suggestions are (1) Have
separate areas for babies, toddlers, and
3-5s. (2) Use more supervisors. (3)
Have a semi-kindergarten-type pro­
gramme, with good materials — clay,
paints, blocks, books, sand, toys — and
smocks. Perhaps a story, a song or two,
quite informal. The supervisors could cope,
if we could find play-space and storage­
space! A little comment here and there,
about sharing, taking turns, thanking
God for a flower or a glass of water,
putting away toys in co-operation —
this is religion in life, and as such
meaningful worship at the pre-school
level.

The school-age child is' less restless
and more able to sit in church for the
whole period. He will increase in under­
standing, gradually discarding his props
(pencil and book), until he is worship­
ping with his parents, a joyful experi­
ence, as your correspondent suggests.

Until he is mature enough for this
we must provide activities suitable for
his stage of development, making possible
truly worshipful experiences in the whole
context of his life, at, not “down to,”
his own level. The biscuit, pencil and
creche are not mere entertainment, but
aids by which thoughtful parents lead the
child into a rich experience of full and
true worship. —Helen M. Davey, Vic.

TRADITION AND COMPROMISE.
To the Editor,

Mr. Bollard's letter (“A.C." Jan. 22),
does our quest for understanding little
service, because it is too sweeping in
its generalisations. The trouble with
“dogs barking” is that so often they
bark at their friends as well as intrud­
ers, because they fail to distinguish
between the two.

We have failed to understand the im­
port of Mr. Gough’s letter. He was not
debunking baptism, rather was he at­
tempting to save this important sacra­
ment from being merely equated with a
physical act. Alexander Campbell was
deeply concerned about this very prob­
lem, so much so that he was prepared
to go on record with a statement that
could be easily misunderstood by a legal­
istic interpretation. He claimed that he
would rather have fellowship with the
person who had experienced the inner
new life and not had the physical out­
ward act, than this process in reverse.
Campbell was not advocating a separa­
tion of the act of baptism from the
experience that ought to be a part of
baptism at its best.

We must never reach the stage when
we will become static in our understand­
ings and fail to see the constant need
for restatement. When a truth has
reached the mere cliche form then it
seems obvious that restatement is needed.
Christians are learners who are concerned
with truth, and the very nature of the
Christian pilgrimage necessitates him dis­
carding inadequate understandings if they
fail to measure up to the truth in Jesus
Christ. Dogmatism of the variety, "If
we are to give credence to the Gough-
Eddy school of thought, then it is time
Churches of Christ got out of business
and left the field to others,” reflects an
attitude which has little to say to our
brotherhood and to the Church of our
Lord.

Let us disagree, this is important in
search for .truth, let us bark to indicate
our seriousness, but don’t let us whine
because we will not only alienate, but
will never convince anyone, not even our
friends. We need the catalyst voices of
different opinions.

Because most of you will never experi­
ence the beautv of the surroundings and
atmosphere which is mine at present, I
put these thoughts on paper this even­
ing. My seat is a large white rock —
the only one on this wide, curved, peb­
bled beach — and ideally suited to mv
anatomy. Most afternoons find me here
at this time, if at all possible. I come
to replace the disappointments, tempta­
tions. limitations and frustrations of the
dav with the peace that only he can give.
Others, too, share this time with me, but
differently — three small brown bovs furi­
ously paddling a canoe trving to race
three others swimming, their shouts and
laughter blending with the soft lapning
of water on pebbles. Another boy. about"
12 years old. has just come down to
fill two old black kettles with salt water
for cooking — singing as he swings along,
“Mv Lord knows the way through the
wilderness, all I have to do is follow.”
Old Isaiah is sitting outside his house —
features quite immobile, he looks as if
he could have sat thus for a hundred
years. He never fails to remind me of
one of the prophets — his dear kindly
face, white hair and flowing beard. One
of his relations from a distant village
is staying here awaiting the birth of her
babv -— she has just waved two huge
cooking bananas at me indicating,
“These are for you.”

If I look behind me a dense semi­
circle of green meets the eye, extending

high into the sky, for the mountain
rises practically straight up from the
coast here. In front, as far as the eye
can see, stretches the waters of the
Pacific — not blue and sparking now,
not reflecting the gold of a glorious
sunset, but lying in shadows echoing
the mood of the sky, which is tonight
dark and foreboding. I think it will
rain soon. Ah. there through a break
in the clouds the evening star is clearly
visible! Darkness is descending rapidly
now, the blurred winging forms of two
birds can just be seen against the trees.

How brightly that star shines in soli­
tary splendour — transfixing my gaze —
lifting it from the gathering gloom.

I think of that star, nearly two thous­
and years ago, which led to One who
came to dispel the darkness of sin from
human hearts. In all this beauty "only
man is vile” — pray with me that the
Christ of Christmas will shine in all his
brilliance into the sin-darkened hearts
of our brown-skinned brethren.

On the still night air wafts a hymn
from young lips — it could hardly be
more fitting —

“Fair is the sunshine, fairer still the
moonlight

And all the twinkling starry host:
Jesus shines brighter,

Jesus shines purer than all the angels
heaven can boast.”
