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KILL THE UMPIRE!
The umpire in this case is the International Court of Justice which

has just brought down its judgment about South-West Africa. The
judgment was greeted with howls of rage by every African country con­
trolled by Africans, and with relief by the governments of South Africa,
Portugal and Rhodesia.

It is not only that these three unpopular nations have had a reprieve.
Even a villain is entitled to justice. If we are to live under law in this
world, we must respect the judgments of law. The thing that provoked
anger was that no judgment was given. Neither side won; it was not even
a draw — the game should never have been played! That is what the
judges said.

For months, foreign correspondents and world commentators have
been whetting our appetite for the momentous decision. “The Court
will decide whether South Africa has violated what has been described
as a sacred trust of civilisation by virtually annexing South-West Africa,
mandated to it by the League of Nations in 1920.”

South Africa claimed that the mandate lapsed with the collapse of
the League and that it is not answerable to the United Nations. The
Court was to rule on whether the mandate still exists and if South Africa
is obliged to account for it to the U.N. as successor to the League.

The Court sat for six years (repeat, six years!) and heard masses of
evidence. Then, after all of the expensive court procedure, the decision
was: Liberia and Ethiopia, who initiated the case “had no legal right or
interest” and therefore were not eligible for a judgment.

If this is the just verdict, and the Court is a Court of Justice and not
a court of morality, why did it take six years for the Court to discover
that it could not give a ruling?

It is no wonder that there is anger. In the explosive situation of
the African continent this alleged “retreat behind a technicality” could be
a provocation to a violent answer to the problem of South-West Africa.

We are not in a position to question the Court’s judgment, but we
are able to say that the world has been ill-served by the Court’s tardy
abdication of jurisdiction.

GUIDELINES (8) Confession
In the Restoration Movement, the practice developed of calling for

decisions to accept Christ as Saviour and to express that decision in a
declaration called the “Good Confession.” The form of the Confession
is usually based on Matt. 16: 16 where Peter declared that Jesus was “the
Christ, the Son of the living God.” Commonly, preachers borrow a bit
from Philip and ask the new convert, “Do you believe with all your heart
that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the living God?” For the purposes
of the evening service we are satisfied when the convert replies, “Yes.”

It is not necessarily within the situation of the evening service that
faith comes. Usually that is only the place where it is acknowledged
publicly. Faith can and often does grow in the life for many months or
years before it is expressed in this way. Also, it is important to remember
that confession of faith is not only related to a verbal response. To
say that we “confessed our faith at a certain time in a certain place”
would not have impressed the early church. Their confession was a
dangerous daily witness in a hostile world.

Like every public witness to Christ — including baptism and the
Lord’s Supper — confession is a symbol. It points to the mighty acts
of God performed in and through the life of Christ.

Indeed, the very phrase of which we are fond, the “Good Confession,”
was used by Paul about Jesus before Pontius Pilate. He was silent for
most of the time, and when he did speak he did not put into words his
divinity and lordship. But, looking back, we see that he never more
clearly expressed his divinity and lordship than in the events of his
betrayal, trial, and crucifixion.

His eloquence was not in words, but in his submission to the will of
his Father on behalf of mankind. The significance of our confession of
faith is not in the words we use but in our loyalty to our Lord and in
our service in the church and the world.

TOESIMNIT JOHNSON
(Washington, D.C.). At a recent cere­

mony in the White House, President
Lyndon B. Johnson was presented the
Citation of the World Convention of
Churches of Christ awarded to him at
the Seventh Assembly in Puerto Rico
last August. His pastor, Dr. George R.
Davis, of the National City Christian
Church in Washington, made the presen­
tation in behalf of the World Conven­
tion.

Five Citations were awarded at the
Puerto Rico World Convention. Others
were: Dr. Stephen J. England, President
of the International Convention of Dis­
ciples of Christ in the U.S.A. and Can­
ada; Dr. Martin Niemoller of Germany,

a President of the World Council of
Churches; Dr. Charles Clayton Morrison,
founder and editor for many years of
the "Christian Century,” a leading inter­
denominational church publication in
the U.S.A. (Dr. Morrison has died since
receiving the award); and, posthumously.
Dr. Jesse M. Bader, first President and
General Secretary of the World Conven­
tion of Churches of Christ for 33 years
until his death in 1963. Mrs. Bader
received the Citation in Puerto Rico.

Rules for the awarding of Citations
allow for only five to be given at each
five-year Assembly of the World Con­
vention to outstanding churchmen of the
world.—World Convention Release.

TOE EDOT » SOCIAL JUSTBCE
(Swanwick, England). The churches

may soon have to form an international
force to carry out co-operatively their
fight for ensuring social and economic
justice for the under-privileged, a World
Council of Churches official told repre­
sentatives of Christian relief organisations
from all parts of the world.

Dr. Leslie E. Cooke, Director of the
W.C.C.'s Division of Inter-Church Aid,
Refugee, and World Service, said he
thought that the largest issue for Chris­
tian aid in the next decade will be to
take a step beyond development aid, as
many analyses show that such pro­
grammes, both governmental and inter­
governmental, are failing to bridge the
gap between the richer and poorer
nations.

"It is estimated,” Dr. Cooke said, “that
in 20 years, five-sixths of the world’s
wealth will be in the hands of Western
— and mostly white — peoples, the min­
ority of the world’s population. Others
say that by 1980 there will be world
famine, of which the present situation
in India is a harbinger.”

He thought it was possible to anaes­
thetise Christians by engaging in great
aid programmes and thus dull their
sensitivity to questions of social and
economic justice.

"May it not be,” he asked, “that some

development aid programmes, including
those in which the churches have joined
as partners, are calculated to help main­
tain unchallenged the economic "status
quo” of the nations which engage in
them? How much are these programmes
calculated to buy off, or stave off, the
claims of the developing nations to
economic and social justice? To what
extent are the Western churches co­
operating with, and benefiting from an
economic imperialism as they once co­
operated with and benefited from a
political imperialism?

“Social and economic planning is a
feature of the developing countries. What
is the churches’ responsibility towards
this? At what points must they con­
form? At what points must they chal­
lenge?”—E.P.S.

UGANDA WELCOMES
CHURCH CO-OPERATION

Uganda’s Prime Minister, Apolla Mil­
ton Obote, has assured Anglican Arch­
bishop Erica Sablti. that Uganda welcomes
enthusiastically all co-operation of the
church in the work of the nation. He
said the great problems facing the coun­
try could only be solved by the co­
operation of all.—E.P.S.

HUNGARY CRACKS DOWN ON
FOREIGN CHURCH VISITORS

(Vienna). Hungarian authorities have
passed new and more stringent entrv
regulations for foreign pastors, mission­
aries, and other church workers.

According to reports received here they
will no longer be granted entry visas
or transit visas for private visits or as
tourists. The only exceptions will be for
visitors invited to the country by Hun­
garian church officials, or given special
permission by the governmental Depart­
ment for Church Affairs in Budapest.
—EJP.S.

THE PURGE IN CHINA
(Rome). “Fides,” the international

Roman Catholic news agency, reports
that "the long-prepared purge is now
taking place among leaders, and especially
among the intellectuals of the Com­
munist Party in China,” but states that
it has “no specifically religious char­
acter.”

The service declared that: "Christians
and members of other religions are not
specifically affected by it, though, like
everyone else, they are expected to ex­
amine their consciences to see whether
they too have perverse intentions deep
down ... It seems more likely that
the supreme authorities have enough to
do without worrying the Buddhists, Mos­
lems, and Christians, who do not form the
slightest danger to the regime.”—EP.S.

DROP IN CANDIDATES
FOR MINISTRY

(London). Churches in England are
faced with major declines in’ the number
of candidates recommended for ordina­
tion to the ministry, according to a
report to be presented to the Church of
England Assembly later this month.

The report showed that the Church of
England suffered a drop of 30 per cent
last year, as compared with 1964, and
that the figure was the lowest average
since the period 1958-62.

A similar situation, the report said,
exists hi other churches. Only 54 can­
didates were accepted by the Methodist
Church last year as against the previous
low of 84. The Roman Catholic Church
had 18, six per cent fewer men were in
training last year than the average over
the previous four years.—EP.S.

Using a
thought gleaned from the "Apostle of
Alliteration," Ralph Amos, of Victoria,
Mr. Burkhead said, “Let us use the
Mighty Moments of the Past to inspire
us to Mighty Moments of the Future."

For the Ministers’ Fraternal Assoc, of
South Brisbane, and on behalf of the
Methodist congregation, Rev. Moore said,
“Gone are the days of vicious compe­
tition betw’een communions. We rejoice
with your congregation on this day.”

In Berlin, from October 26 to Novem­
ber 4, 1,200 Christians from more than
90 countries will meet in the World
Congress on Evangelism.

The Congress is sponsored by the
Christian magazine, "Christianity To­
day,” which has a world-wide standing
among evangelical churchmen of many
denominations. The Editor, Dr. Carl F. H.
Henry, is Chairman of the Congress. Dr.
Billy Graham is Honorary Chairman.

Dr. Henry writes of the Congress:—
“The decline of evangelistic compas­

sion is the most crucial matter facing
Christendom today. The torchbearers
are vanishing. Our churches contain
millions of professing believers, only a
minority of whom are witnessing Chris­
tians."

"The overwhelming majority go through
all the motions of church work, yet they
go for years without ever leading a sin­
gle soul to Christ.

“The World Congress on Evangelism
in Berlin will bring from the ends of
the earth evangelists and churchmen,
increasingly eager to reach our genera­
tion with the gospel of Christ.

“It aims to bring to view a prospect
of peace and power, of joy and hope in
which men and women of all races and
nations can fully share.-”

Specifically, the Congress has a seven­
fold purpose:—

1. To define and clarify Biblical Evan­
gelism for our day. 2. To establish
beyond any doubt its relevance to the
modern world. 3. To underline its
urgency in the present situation. 4. To
explore new forms of witness now in use
throughout the world and new ways of
reaching contemporary man. 5. to deal
frankly with problems of resistance to
the gospel. 6. To challenge the church
to renew its own life through an inten­
sified proclamation of the historic faith,
and 7. To show the world in a fresh
and dramatic way that God is in truth
Lord of all, and that he saves men
through his Son.

Evangelicals of more than 30 countries
in Africa will be represented at the Con­
gress, and 20 countries in Latin America
will send representatives.

There will be delegates from Australia
and New Zealand, Europe, Korea, Japan
and other Aslan countries, the Middle
East, and Great Britain, as well as the
U.S.A, and Canada.

World church leaders on the Sponsor­
ing Committee of the Congress include
the Rt. Rev. Otto Dibelius, Lutheran
Bishop from Berlin, the Rt. Rev. Timo­
thy Dzao, Independent Church of Japan,
the Rt. Rev. Goodwin Hudson, Anglican
Bishop from London, the Rt. Rev. Chandu
Ray, Anglican Bishop from Pakistan, the
Rev. Gordon Powell, Presbyterian, from
Melbourne, and the Rev. Clyde Taylor,
Baptist, of Washington.

Christians throughout the world are
urged to pray for the Congress, and for
those who attend it.

Some say, in answer, that the villain
is the secular world with its apathy and
sin; others say the church is being killed
by irrelevant and archaic structures.
Still others say that the church is being
led toward crucifixion by God himself,
in order that she may possess new life.

“Who’s Killing the Church?” is a
collection of articles that have been
published in “Renewal,” over the past
three years. This magazine is published
jointly by the Chicago City Missionary
Society and the New York City Mission­
ary Society, and edited by Stephen Rose.

At the end of 1965, this magazine cul­
minated a three-year period of an analy­
sis of the weakness of the American
Protestant Church in its present form.
Now the time has come to develop a
positive renewal movement throughout
the church. With this aim in mind they
have endeavoured to develop a mani­
festo for the grass roots church.

1. Denominationalism
“We believe that denominationalism

is obsolete, both theologically and in
terms of the capacity of denominations
to organise the church in the most
effective and obedient manner! Further,
it is stated that if we are to be active,
willing and involved participants in any
renewal movement, then there must be
a real desire to forsake denominational
loyalty at every point where such loy­
alty is a barrier to the ecumenical wit­
ness of the church.

There is little hope in any renewal
movement which is aimed at restoring
the life of individual denominations. This
is particularly relevant to us in Australia,
where we are endeavouring to discover
our particular attitude to Christian rmion
in isolation from the rest of the Chris­
tian community. While we are content
to gather separately we will continue
to talk only to ourselves.

adults. And the moribund quality of
the instruction given to youth is par­
tially attested to by the vast numbers
of young persons who become disen­
chanted with the church when they leave
home.”

c. Abandonment — i.e., “the self giv­
ing of the church to the world.”

"This function embraces specialised
ministries aimed at making urban life
more human, involvement of Christians
in the social struggle, and the style of
life that ought to become the distinguish­
ing mark of individual Christians and
the church as an institution.”

A congregation is both theologically
and structurally irrelevant, if it cannot
maintain the ministries of chaplaincy,
teaching and abandonment.

3. Goals of the Renewal
Movement

The theological nationale for the
renewal movement is to be found in
Paul’s missionary methods, particularly
as they are outlined in 1 Cor. 12 and 13.
Here, Paul declares that the church is
the Body of Christ, and as such is made
up of many parts, each one playing a
specific function. Specialisation, defined
as, “the division of responsibilities so
that each function of the church can
be implemented,” is essential to a healthy
body.

However, in today’s structures we have
the absurd position where we have
dumped nearly every one of the tasks
that Paul outlines, into the job descrip­
tion of the modern minister. Is it any
wonder that there is a questioning of
the traditional role of the ordained min­
istry?

The effect of all this is seen in the
ever increasing numbers of men seek­
ing theological teaching positions, chap­
laincy appointments and administrative
tasks, rather than the "normal” parish
ministry.

There can be little doubt that, for Paul,
the primary expression of the Body of

Christ was the local church. But if it is
not properly equipped, then it becomes
Irrelevant and incomprehensible.

The manifesto goes on to outline some
specific courses of action. It is possible
for us to examine only one such specific
proposal. As virtually no single congre­
gation can support all three of these
ministries — chaplaincy, teaching and
abandonment — it is suggested that local
churches band together to form co­
operative ministries.

"Within a given co-operative ministry
a single facility would be used for the
ministry of chaplaincy . . . one would
be adapted for the teaching ministry
of the restructured church. In par­
ticular, every neighborhood would have
a full-time facility for the training of
laymen. The remaining buildings would
be sold unless they could be adapted to
the ministries of abandonment, Le., dir­
ect service to specific unmet needs in
the community. In no case should
church ministries of abandonment repeat
what the secular world is already doing.
Each neighbourhood would have a full-
time centre for pastoral counselling.

4. Conclusion
This manifesto is to be amplified not

only within the book, but also in future
issues of the magazine, “Renewal.” (Sub­
scription 3 dollars: "Renewal” Magazine,
19 S. La Salle St., Chicago, Illinois, 60603,
U.SA.).

The editors conclude in their initial
article, “that the ecumenical movement
must be local; the Body of Christ must
incorporate specifically defined functions;
and the renewed church must be faith­
ful to the Biblical reality that brings it
into being, as to the world that calls it
into service.

Above all, let us begin to substitute
concrete, positive proposals for the carp­
ing and backbiting that characterises
our existence in the outmoded denom­
inational church structure.”

GOSPEL movement
FOR INDONESIA

(Bandung). The response of a num­
ber of Indonesian Christians to political
turmoil and revolution of recent months
has been the formulation of a new
organisation to preach the gospel.

The movement, organised in January,
is called GERAPI — the Movement for
the Proclamation of the Gospel.

First major event sponsored by GERAPI
was a week-long evangelistic meeting
held here in the week preceding Pente­
cost, a time which coincides with an
Indonesian national holiday.—E.P.S.

Could we promote or even tolerate an
episcopacy? I believe that today ultra-
congregationalism is dying. it never
was, nor could it be, a workable form
of government for the whole church. It
is now losing its appeal for the majority
of people who have the total welfare
of the church at heart. It has allowed
division and/or a local papacy, and
does not help the church.

Some still cling to the “autonomy of
the local congregation,” which is not
the church, but a fragmented part of it.
The one church is not the collection of
separate churches, but the separate chur­
ches are the expression of the one
church in different localities. The word
“ecclesia” appears to be first used of
the one church, and is later applied to
the local church or an outcrop of the
one church in that locality, whether it
be a city church, or house church or
the church of an area” (Dr. W. Robin­
son).

The New Testament clearly shows that
there were bishops or elders appointed
and there were those who had the rule
over others and were to be obeyed- (Heb­
rews 13). So it is in any democracy,
for only those whom the community
elects and authorises have the right to
rule. Only the elected has the right
to call for obedience.

This makes commonsense, and doubt­
less, in the early church, the “bishop”
or “bishops,” appointed by the Holy
Spirit acting through the churches, were

democratically elected in that they had
the vote or voice of the members of the
church or churches within a city (Titus
1: 5).

It is generally conceded that within
the New Testament church there are
signs of “episcopacy,” "presbyterianism”
and “Congregationalism.” Jesus never
gave direction in relation to these things.

Alexander Campbell wrote much at
different times in relation to the elder­
ship, and it is evident that he did not
favor an ultra-congregationalism. To
quote: “We have yet to learn that the
two extremes of all sorts of government
are absolute tyranny and fierce democ­
racy.” And his hypothetical case of the
island of Guernsey shows that he favored
a gathering of all the elders of all the
churches in the island.

In the light of what has been said
so far, and our experience of the lack
of good government, the question arises
as to whether our people would give unpre­
judiced consideration to a democratically
elected episcopate, democratically con­
trolled, if its function, like that in the
New Testament, was mainly pastoral and
administrative. Why not? Being demo­
cratically controlled, it is within the
power of the congregation or congrega­
tions. A delegated authority over a
wider field than that of a house church
or local church would certainly make
for better order and government within
the church. We ought, at least, to be
prepared to give consideration to it.

HROMADKA RETIRES
Professor Josef L. Hromadka, 77, the

well-known Czech theologian, who has
been Dean of the Protestant Faculty of
Theology in Prague for 46 years, has just
retired. His successor is Professor Josef
B. Soucek, Professor of New Testament
Theology.—E.P.S.

"MANGGA"
BY D. G. HAMMER, Jnr.

At Chungribu there are two spheres of
witnessing — that done by the missionary
through his own consecrated life and
work among the people, and also that by
the indigenous Christians themselves.

I’m thinking particularly of the life
and witness of one such Christian called
Mangga. He was converted to the Luth­
eran faith while a doctor boy for the
government, but since retiring several
years ago returned to his village near
Chungribu. He desired to join the
church here and he and his wife were
acquainted with the stand of the Chur­
ches of Christ and were baptized. Since
that time his sincere Christian faith has
been a witness not only to indigenous
Christians, but also to any missionaries
who have come in contact with him.
His concern for the welfare of Christians
and heathens alike puts most Christians
in our churches today to shame.

On his Sunday to preach in some vil­
lage he is up at dawn and off along
the track to his service. Nothing will
stop him. During the recent floods,
while everyone remained in their houses,
he would slosh his way, knee-deep in
water, to church. He loves his Lord
dearly and, in his limited knowledge,
passes on this love that others too might
love him.

Each Friday he comes to a school for
pastors held here at Chungribu. As he
grapples with the scripture portions, and
tries to apply them to his own situation,
my heart goes out to him that I might

somehow be able to enlighten his mind.
His concern for others is most evident
at these times, and as we try together
to learn something more of Paul’s let­
ter to the Philippians, I cannot but see
this man’s life echoing the words of
Paul: “For God is my record how greatly
I long after you all in (with) the bowels
(the innermost being, the very heart
and affection) of Jesus Christ.”

At a recent annual business meeting
of the church here at Chungribu the
members honoured him by electing him
to the position of elder, and a more
fitting shepherd they couldn’t have
found. His whole life is a witness to
the transforming power of Christ, and
as Christians and non-Christians alike
are involved in cargo cults and spirit
worship, this beacon shines telling one
and all that the Christian life is more
than attending church, it is the indwell­
ing of the abiding Christ.

Remember him in your prayers that
he will, continue to stand firm for the
Lord Jesus Christ.

CAN MASS EVANGELISM
DO HARM?

(Swanwick, England). To what kind of
community should the church ask men
to belong? was the question put to the
consultation, held here last week, called
by the World Council of Churches’ Divis­
ion of Inter-Church Aid, Refugee, and
World Service, to consider its work
during the next ten years.

It was asked in a paper read by Dr.
Robert S. Bilheimer, Executive Director,
International Affairs Commission of the
National Council of Churches, U.S.A.

“It is folly,” he said, “to seek to
answer man’s need for community with
an individualistic interpretation of sal­
vation. Much of the mass ‘evangelism’
now being carried on appeals to people
in these terms and is, therefore, likely
to do more harm than good.

“Failing to offer a form of community
that seeks to be adequate to our time,
this ‘evangelism’ offers instead a stone
and a serpent, not a loaf and a fish.
Furthermore, it is sheer disobedience to
offer a merely traditional idea of Chris­
tian community to people who are search­
ing for community in the societies of
our time.

“When our evangelism, whether in a
‘mass’ form or in a less spectacular
manner, offers an individualistic salva­
tion which then is to be worked out
within a community designed according
to an archaic pattern, the disobedience
is compounded.

“Nevertheless, our efforts to change
the forms of church life must be carried
on with the greatest delicacy lest the
refuge that people need be destroyed
with nothing put in its place. It is
irresponsible to experiment blindly, just
as it is irresponsible to cling uncritically
to traditional forms of community.”—
E.P.S.

QUESTING

WITH

A. E. WHITE

The other week we had young people
leading the evening service for the third
time this year. I think this is a bit
much. They haven’t the maturity to lead
the whole service. What do you think?

From the way you framed your ques­
tion, what I think is probably miles away
from your opinion.

You don’t say how young they are. One
of my favorite books reminds us that:
John Wesley was a student at Oxford
when he formed the Holy Club. John
Calvin, in his early twenties, was already
proclaiming his distinctive doctrines. Geo.
Whitfield, at 21, was moving England.
Jeremy Taylor, at 18, was holding men
spellbound in St. Paul’s, London. D. L.
Moody, in his twenties, was doing mar­
vellous work as an evangelist. Chas. H.
Spurgeon, at 20, was preaching in the
great London Tabernacle. Francis Clark
founded Christian Endeavour, and Geo.
Williams, the Y.M.C.A. in their twenties.

You might answer that your young
people are not Moodys, Spurgeons, or
Taylors, and my response would be that
you will never have effective leaders
unless they have a chance to try them­
selves out.

Perhaps your youth are younger than
these gifted people. Some churches use
even junior and intermediate youngsters
in leading services. I think that you are
very fortunate if you have them to use.
In church groups and in youth camps we
are often amazed at the insights and
honesty in the thinking and prayers of
youth. It is often a most refreshing
experience to have such young people
leading the whole church in worship.

Sometimes, the young people are im­
mature and inadequate, but I guess that
you have heard grown-ups who are im­
mature in spite of their years, and inade­
quate in spite of their experience.

Sometimes, young people are flashy
and exhibitionist. But you can find
these vices in older people, too.

Leading worship does require experi­
ence and the development of techniques
and our standards for all who lead
should be a great deal higher than they
are. But dedication is also a requisite.
When our young people possess this we
should seek to develop their capacities
for leadership.

When young people join the church
I think that it is good for them to have
a fairly early opportunity to take part
in the worship of the church. It does
the congregation good to hear young
voices reading God’s Word and to hear
them express themselves in prayer and
message. It is good also for young peo­
ple to learn early that they have more
than a listening role in the worship of
the church.

The girls wear
dark brown skirts, white blouses and
the same style sweaters as the boys.

According to Tom, The MTGG’s play
folk and modern music with a message
with such popular songs as “Do What
You Do Do Well,” negro spirituals, and
Peter, Paul and Mary songs forming a
great part of their repertoire.

• CHURCH AND LIFE . . . BY R. V. LONGTHORP

. . . . MTOWAWS?
The seven weeks’ discussion programme

which is the “hard core” of the Church
and Life Movement, ends early in Aug­
ust. No complete evaluation of Church
and Life will be possible until some weeks
after its conclusion, but reports to hand
from all States are very encouraging and
point to many excellent results. In par­
ticular the leadership of Dr. Edwin
Robertson has been an inspiration to
many — “the best thing that’s happened
to us for years,” said one enthusiastic
group leader.

It is certainly not too early to ask,
“What happens afterwards”? A listing
of some of the positive results already to
hand gives us a clear lead.

o In our churches and others, literally
hundreds of adults have experienced a
face to face discussion group. They have
never done this before. Further, many
others have had some training (admit­
tedly very incomplete) in group dis­
cussion leadership. Never before have so
many adults had the opportunity of
sharing their faith in such a manner.

• Many "outsiders” have been involved

are signs of a growing impatience with
the many trivialities which pass for
“church life.”

o Last, but not least, these group dis­
cussions have deepened inter-church
friendships. Churches have become the
more used to working with each other,
understanding and appreciating each other
better. Many are now clearly seeing
that the only way to get on with the
church’s mission, is to work on an ecu­
menical basis.

These are the kind of things which
the Church and Life Movement hoped
would happen. But we must wait for
the complete story.

However, the above trends already
give us a big measure of challenge and
opportunities. Churches should be alert
to the possibilities of commencing adult
groups; of helping their congregation to
share more creatively in the life of the
community; setting about doing much of
their work in full partnership with other
churches; of examining the effectiveness
of present structures of congregational life.

Those church agencies who have helped
organise this Movement — State Coun­
cils of Churches, State Councils and
Denominational Departments of Chris­
tian Education, and others, are planning
to give continued leadership to the local
congregation.

When we join together in the Service
of Thanksgiving which marks the con­
clusion of the seven weeks’ programme,
let’s regard it, not as "closing benedic­
tion,” but rather “an opening hymn of
praise” — when we ask our Heavenly
Father, "What’s next?”

in these groups. The exact proportion
will not be known for some time, but
over-all it may be one person in every
five. Again many churches have, for
the first time, talked productively to­
gether about the deep issues of life.

• There is evidence of a new awareness
by Christians of the church — world
relationship. The study material alone
would ensure this. Some groups are
already setting up organisations to deal
with community problems and making
plans to become more active in com­
munity affairs.

• Alongside this there is a deep ques­
tioning of the relevance of much of the
life of the local congregation. Pressures
for positive changes are evident; there

Twenty-seven Added to the Church at Thornbury.

Adventure
The church at Thornbury, Vic., has

had an exciting adventure. This church
has always had a strong preaching tra­
dition since the foundations were laid
some 45 years ago by the late Harry
Swain. Its strong congregations were
matched by the largest Bible School the
Churches of Christ have produced in
Australia. But like so many other sub­
urbs, Thornbury faced the reality of being
built-out so that new couples being mar­
ried had to move farther afield, leaving
behind an older congregation and New
Australians of other persuasions buying
up the old houses.

The gospel service has for years been
over the century, but the congregations
were made up of friends and adherents
who worshipped with us, yet who were
unwilling to accept the responsibility of
church membership. A list prepared
revealed 134 church members and 236
faithful adherents. In this situation we
conferred with the Home Missions De­
partment, and Kevin Harvey came to
plan with us a Programme of Planned
Evangelism.

Planning
The project was planned over a period

of twelve months and was due to climax
in a fortnight’s intense activity in the
middle of a Melbourne winter. Guest ser­
vices were arranged and these were
packed. Friendship visitors were com­
missioned at a special service, whose task
it was to get the people to the services
planned. They did their work very well.

Then came the first Sunday in the
final fortnight. Mr. Harvey led out in
a Men’s Breakfast, and won our hearts
right at the start. Then followed several
Coffee Hours and Informal Evenings, in
which the members of the church mixed
freely with guests in the delightful set­
tings of homes. Folk were introduced
who had been attending the same church
for many years, but who sat on the
other side of the building. One man
had identified a lady by a hat, but when
she changed her hat he had lost his
contact.

The young people of the church were
especially catered for in a Teenage
Jamboree, compered by Allan Rowe, and
the Hall decorated by Hugh Hince and
the Christian Endeavourers, resembled
Mt. Dandenong.

At all these gatherings Mr. Harvey
spoke simply and sincerely of our rela­
tionship to Christ and the Church. It
was not a preaching effort, but a shar­
ing together in a relaxed atmosphere.

Prayer
At 7 a.m. each day Prayer Sessions

were arranged in the attractive church

centre, warmed in the first place by the
oil heating unit, and then by the fel­
lowship of those who gathered. This
was a miracle, for in hours when it was
still dark, upwards of 35 gathered daily
for a fortnight to learn how to pray
together as Mr. Harvey led us in many
methods of meditation. These sessions
concluded with a Communion Service
on the final day, and we knew God had
something very special for us all to
receive.

In the last week a smaller group of
Commitment Visitors, trained by Mr. Har­
vey, went to homes of those whose inter­
est had been maintained throughout the
project to talk simply about commit­
ment of their lives to the Saviour. All
went with fear and trembling, for too
long has the image been understood by
the people that the minister is the pro­
fessional evangelist.

The commitment visitors were prepared
by a letter from the minister inviting
the people to receive the visitors as
guests. This they did magnificently, and
the last Thursday night was set aside
as the report night. All visitors reported
successfully that several had indicated
their intention to confess their faith,
and to be baptized and accept member­
ship, and that they were prepared to
witness their decision publicly on the
final Sunday evening.

Response
On each of the three Sundays, Mr.

Harvey had been preaching faithfully
the gospel for decision. The last even­
ing, July 17, was no different except that
the weather had set all over the State
in a deep freeze. But the normal ex­
pectant congregation gathered early as
usual for prayer and then for praise.
The gospel invitation was presented, and
the minister was invited to lead the
church in an act of commitment. No
pressure was placed on those present. We

all knew the work had been faithfully
done, and during the invitation, twenty­
seven responded and came forward to
witness their commitment, fifteen in first
decision, and twelve baptized believers,
several who had been with us for years
were quietly received into the fellowship
of the church.

The congregation moved as a unit into
the School Hall for a Thanksgiving Sup­
per, when a presentation was made to
Mr. and Mrs. Harvey and family. The
Official Board wishes to place on record
its gratitude to the Department of Home
Missions for their vision in Programmes
of Planned Evangelism, and to Kevin
Harvey in his complete dedication to a
work which provides a fitting parallel to
Programmes of Planned Giving.

After a quarter of a century of preach­
ing, I want simply to commend to those
dispirited preachers who have tried every
gimmick to draw crowds to the evening
service, to try preaching the gospel for
decision. It has built up my congre­
gations in every pastorate I have held.
Thornbury is no exception. There is
something splendid about the statement
of Mark, when he says Jesus came into
Galilee, preaching the gospel of the King­
dom of God. Surely in this is our
precedent.

FULL RELIGIOUS LIBERTY
URGED FOR SPAIN

(Barcelona). Six Spanish Protestant
leaders and an R.C. priest have sent a
joint letter to the Spanish Government
Commission drafting a bill on non­
Catholic religions, urging that it contain
legal provisions guaranteeing full religi­
ous liberty for all persons.

The letter was drafted following meet­
ings held at the Ecumenical Centre here.
The letter said the signers were con­
vinced “that national unity would be
promoted by religious freedom.”

Protestant signatories were representa­
tives of the Evangelical Church, the
Seventh-Day Adventist Church, the Fed­
eration of Independent Evangelical Chur­
ches of Spain, the Evangelical Baptist
Union of Spain, the Reformed Epis­
copal Church, and the Society of Friends.

CURRENT AFFAIRS.
To the Editor,

Dr. Elliott’s comments on the 1954
Geneva Conference (“A.C.” 9/7/66) mis­
represents the situation. Therefore the
following should be pointed out:

1. The hostilities terminated by the
Conference were between the Vietnamese
and the French. It was a war of inde­
pendence to rid Vietnam of foreign
domination.

2. It was impossible for South Vietnam
to participate in the Conference. South
Vietnam did not exist, and as far as
the 1954 Conference is concerned, still
does not exist. The 17th parallel was a
temporary dividing line never intended
to create a STATE of North or South
Vietnam. The French were to conduct
their withdrawal from the South, while
the Nationals (Vietminh) were grouped
in the North. This was specifically a
temporary arrangement.

3. Britain and Russia participated in
the Conference simply as arbitrators.

To say that America or South Viet­
nam had no direct obligations in re­
garding the Geneva decisions is, in the
light of circumstances, quite meaningless.
Of course, we could always say that we
have no direct obligations to the Ser­
mon on the Mount — we were not there
— we did not agree to it.

Your contributor completely bypasses
the real issue of elections in Vietnam.
Of course, the Vietnamese would vote
for their national hero, Ho Chi Minh,
whatever his politics. The American in­
tervention in Vietnam is to prevent free
elections until the Communist cannot
win an election.

Your contributor says the problem of
Communist infiltration and aggravation
in South East Asia (Communist Sub­
version) is of vital importance to Aus­
tralian Christians. I can’t help thinking
that through Asian eyes (or African for
that matter) missionary activity must
appear to be the subversive tactics of the
West. “They send in their missionaries
to convert us to their way of life and
thinking — we are easier to exploit
that way.”

How anyone can say that it is morally
right, to batter people into submission,
to enable missionaries to take the gos­
pel to them is beyond my comprehension
as a follower of Jesus Christ.

NATIONAL SERVICE.
To the Editor,

As a Christian who recently registered
for National Service, I wish to examine
some of Terry Lane’s statements in “A.C."
July 16, and to speak for the sake of
young Christians who are deeply dis­
appointed with the public example of
a minister of the gospel.

Mr. Lane states the “conscription laws
are unjust” and that “a just law . . .
squares with . . . the law of God.”
Rather a contradiction, really, to what
we read in Numbers, chapter 1, where
“conscription” was by direct command
of the Lord. If it is suggested that this
was under the Old Covenant, then let
us compare it with Romans 13, remem­
bering that the latter was written, under
the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, to
Christians living under a government
which was antagonistic towards the Chris­
tian gospel and its implications. Before
embarking on any campaigns we need
particularly to consider the seriousness
of verses 2 and 5.

Secondly, it is a sad distortion of his­
tory which aligns an encourager of draft­
card burners with the faithful, Bible­
based witness of Peter and John, not to
mention “Shadrach and Co.,” whose
public example, incidentally, resulted in
a nation-wide reverence for the Lord.

I suggest that Mr. Lane interview,
with an open mind, some mature Chris­
tians who served in the two World Wars,
and who never found it necessary to 

compromise their Christian faith. In­
deed, among the trials of Army life, I
know of many who, instead of carrying a
chip on their shoulder, regarded it as
their mission station, and won some of
their comrades for Christ by their con­
sistent witness.

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® DEATH OF SLAVIC PREACHER . . .

JOHN WLADYSUIK
BY DR. A. C. CALDICOTT

Sixteen years ago the Slavic Church
of Christ first met in Geelong, Vic., with
John Wladysuik as minister. He was
born on July 23, 1904, in Kobryn,
Poland. At the age of 20 he was wonder­
fully converted to the Christian faith.
Previously he had no religious convic­
tions, and made a habit of going from
church to church, Roman Catholic and
the Orthodox Churches, listening to what
they had to say, and often as not the
last visit of the evening was the local
dance hall.

However, a friend of his suggested they
change the regular pattern of visiting
the well known churches and visit the
out of the ordinary. As a result, one
Sunday evening, in the summer, he went
to the Orthodox Catholic service of wor­
ship and then that of the Church of
Christ. Owing to the challenge he re­
ceived at the latter service, John Wlady­
suik faced the issue of God’s existence
as he had not done so previously. In
his room he challenged God with the
prayer, “God, if thou art, let me know
of thy existence,” and before he fell
asleep his room was filled with the
presence of the Lord, and he was told,
in no uncertain manner, “Read the Acts
of the Apostles, and that will suffice
thee.” Early next morning he immedi­
ately commenced reading the Acts of the
Apostles.

From that day on he was a student of
the Scriptures and frequented the ser­
vices. By the autumn of that year he
was baptized into Christ in the River
Muchawiec. Barely twelve months after
his conversion he began to be active in
the Church of Christ, spreading the gos­
pel and taking part in the services, as
well as going to the villages around his
home town preaching the news of Christ’s
grace. At 21, he was called into the
army for National Service, but being a
strict believer in pacifism he was im­
prisoned. In prison, he studied thor­
oughly the Bible. Impaired vision caused
him to be released from further obli­
gation to the Armed Services.

In 1928, John Wladysuik married Zena,

and was ordained into the ministry of
the Churches of Christ. His first ap­
pointment was pastor-evangelist to a
congregation of 12, of whom only one
was a man. He served for eight years,
leaving it with a membership of 150
members. Three other congregations had
grown in the surrounding district.

In 1935, he was sent as a delegate to
the World Convention in Leicester, Eng­
land. From that year to the beginning
of the war he was a director of youth
work, and also undertook an evangelistic
ministry in the most eastern part of
Poland, conducting in co-operation with
others, Bible study courses and courses
for potential choir leaders, these lasting
from six weeks in some places to three
months in others.

From 1929 to 1939, John Wladysuik
was a member of the Conference Execu­
tive. His activities were curtailed by
the Russian occupation in 1939, when
the chapel was closed by the authorities
and the members were dispersed. Several
of his Bibles were confiscated and his
faith was strongly tested in many ways.

From 1941 to 1944 John exercised a
part-time ministry in Kobryn. In 1944
he was given one hour by the Germans
to collect his goods and chattels and
was taken with his family to Germany
to a labor camp. In Germany the
amount of nourishment was little, and
the strain of twelve hours’ daily labor
was great. When the Allies bombed
Germany the family of John Wladysuik
would gather in the nearby woods for
prayer and Bible reading. Sometimes
outsiders wanted to be with Iris family.
because of the sense of peace filling their
hearts when waiting on God for strength.

With the American liberation in 1945,
John Wladysuik was allowed to take his
family to Belgium as a refugee. Once
again he became active in his preaching
ministry. He established a Church of
Christ in Belgium and labored as a pas­
tor-evangelist until 1949. As a displaced
person he came to Australia in 1950, first
coming into contact with Churches of
Christ in Australia at Wagga Wagga.
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where Wilkie J. Thomson ministered.
and proved of great assistance to the new­
comers.

From N.S.W. the family came to Vic­
toria and settled in Geelong, living
at first in a shed on a vacant
allotment, and later in their fine home
built by all members of the family with
their own hands. It wasn’t long before
church services were being conducted in
the Slavic tongue. The minister of the
Latrobe Terrace Church of Christ, R. J.
Anderson, gave ready help, and as a re­
sult the Slavic Church of Christ was
built up. It meets regularly in the Lat­
robe Terrace Chapel at Geelong each
Sunday afternoon. Since the arrival of
the Wlaydsuiks three small congregations
of the Slavic people now meet in Aus­
tralia, these being formed according to
various circumstances. George Wlady­
suik, after training at Woolwich, has since
been minister of the Slavic Church of
Christ in Sydney.

With the exception of the African
Continent, John Wladysuik has to his
credit converts in every Continent.

He died on July 9, in the presence
of his children. Services were conducted
by John Wladysuik’s son, George, with
brothers Ben and Boguslaw sharing the
meeting in Latrobe Terrace chapel. Apart
from a eulogy by the writer, the services
were in the Slavic tongue. Those pres­
ent will always remember the unaccom­
panied. deeply moving hymns sung in
the chapel and at the graveside. We
commend Mrs. Wladysuik, Ellie, and the
three sons to the gracious care of our
Heavenly Father who is the Gcd of all
comfort.
