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FIRE AT THE "BOOTH"
When last I visited the William Booth Memorial Home it was to

see one of our own church members. Like most others I took for granted
the service the Salvation Army gives to the homeless in our cities.

Through the fire and smoke that claimed the lives of thirty men, there
came a new awareness that the Army is the servant of all the churches in
its ministry of Christian concern.

This awareness made us one in sorrow through a major disaster ■— it
can also make us one in the work of rebuilding. The Army should be able
to look with confidence to the support of the whole community, and
especially the Christian community, as it builds a new home of compassion.

GUIDELINES (9) Baptism
It has been fairly easy for our people to win arguments and debates

about baptism, so far as the mode and subjects of baptism are concerned,
for our position has strong biblical support.

We could and did attack with success the baptism of infants and the
practices of sprinkling and effusion, but we were almost as often under
attack ourselves for having an extreme sacramental view of baptism.

Some churches hold the view that baptism produces a change of
nature; it is the means to new birth for the youngest child or the oldest
sinner. Alexander Campbell, who was so often quoted as our represen­
tative, took the position that baptism does not change the nature of the
subject, but does produce a change of state. Nature is changed through
faith and repentance; our relationship is changed through obedience.

The difference between these positions is not always easy to define
and the “change of state” was taken to mean that the water of baptism
is an essential means to the forgiveness of sins and the gift of the Holy
Spirit. So we were charged with accepting baptismal regeneration — new
life through immersion.

The language of our pioneers in trying to be true to the scriptures
did sometimes seem to suggest that water baptism was as important as
faith and repentance, but this position was categorically denied by
Campbell: “Who is a Christian? ... Everyone that believes in his heart that
Jesus of Nazareth is the Messiah, the Son of God; repents of his sins,
and obeys him in all things according to the measure of knowledge of
his will. ... It is the image of Christ, the Christian looks for and loves;
and this does not consist in being exact in a few items, but in general
devotion to the whole truth as far as is known.” (Alex. Campbell, 1837.)

This has always been our general position, and it is summed up by
Principal E. L. Williams: “We repudiate (the error of baptismal regenera­
tion). Neither do we speak negatively, saying that those who are not
baptised are not saved. This is something we must leave with God. Our
emphasis is upon a positive message. We are commissioned to say that
those who accept Christ in faith, repent of their sins, confess him, and are
baptised into him shall be saved. We dare not and do not preach less.”
(“A Biblical Approach to Unity,” p. 155.)

It is Christ who saves — not baptism. We have been far too
ready to stand aloof from those who have not been immersed — even
though their lives show genuine faith and true repentance.

Within our churches we have tended to make much of the external
witness and to place less emphasis upon the faith and repentance which
must precede baptism if the latter is to have validity. We can write down
a time and place for baptism but the pre-requisites — faith and repent­
ance — are not so amenable to bookkeeping.

Immersion in water cannot mean much unless it also means immer­
sion into Christ. All of our logical arguments based upon scripture will
fail to persuade unless they are supported by a new life in Christ. As
baptism points to forgiveness of sins, we should live as redeemed. As
baptism points to the gift of the Spirit, we should show the fruit of the
Spirit — love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentle­
ness, self-control.

Baptism will commend itself as Christ’s way, if the immersed show
themselves to be Christ’s people.
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“For heaven’s sake, let’s have a bit of
peace and quiet!” That is a familiar
request in the rush of modern life. Some
people only want to be left alone. But
salesmen, the radio, television, neigh­
bours, noise, all combine to see that we
are denied the peace and quiet we crave.

A young woman told a real estate
agent who was trying to sell her a
house, “A house? Why do I need a
house? I was bom in a hospital, edu­
cated in a college, courted in a motor
car, and married in a church. I get my
food in restaurants and delicatessens. I
spend my mornings at golf, my after­
noons at bridge, and my evenings danc­
ing and at the movies. And when I die
I will be buried from the undertaker’s.
All I need is a garage.”

We are hurried through life at a rapid
pace. A young Sydney resident was en­
tertaining an Indian student. They came
at peak hour to Wynyard railway sta­
tion on the city underground. Whilst
they were traversing a labyrinth of
escalators and passages there came the
rumble of an approaching train. The
young Sydneysider seized his guest and
whirled him, at a giddy rate, through
the remaining corridors on to the plat­
form, where they hurled themselves
through the closing door, and then lay,
breathless, as the train roared on its
way. When the young host could speak
he gasped out triumphantly, “Just saved
two minutes!” To which the bewildered
guest panted in reply, “What are you
going to do with it?"

A quiet Quaker once said, "Our lives
are so little, our ambitions so mean!
We are always so thronged and encom­
passed about with ant-like, hurrying
activities!” Many of us seem to be liv­
ing in that kind of anthill, rushing
about with tremendous activity, but far
too busy to ask ourselves just where
we are going, and why at such breath­
less speed.

This is also happening in the church.
“Is it true," a woman asked her min­
ister, “that heaven is a place where
there are no more partings?” The min­
ister replied, “My idea of heaven is a
place where there are no more meet­
ings!” It is not only the minister who
feels that, the layman feels it too.

A research director in New York re­
cently made a survey of 4.000 church
members. Among other conclusions, he
found “that the main stream of Chris­
tian laymen viewed the church as a
busy round of meetings, committee work,
telephone calls, planning programmes,
more of an organisational activity than
a spiritual or intellectual experience.”

Maybe it has not reached that stage
yet in our country, but sometimes one
feels we are heading that way. If re­
ligion, as someone has said, is what a
man does with his solitariness, then
religion is not getting much opportunity
with our ant-like hurrying activities.
Granted that the Bible is full of chal­
lenges to activity — building fighting
marching are constantly recurring words.

TAKE Iff EASY
But equally constant are words like

waiting, resting, abiding. "They that
wait upon the Lord shall renew their
strength.” “In quietness and in confi­
dence shall be your strength." Be stUl
and know that I am God.” That is the
Old Testament, and when you come to
the New Testament, you hear Jesus say­
ing, “Come ye yourselves apart and rest
awhile.”

During Christ’s earthly life, his day
was full of strenuous activity, but the
evening, or' the early morning, was
often spent alone among the hills. “And
in the morning, rising up a great while
before day, he went out, and departed
into a solitary place, and there prayed."

Most of us, facing the demands of
modern life, feel we have to do it all

ourselves, struggling and straining, when
we should be resting in God. House­
wives and mothers, business men, faced
cv ry day with all the tasks to be started
this morning and finished tonight, should
rest back more. Deliberately make time
each day when you can stop and com­
pletely relax in God. Let yourself go,
breathe deeply, smile, read over a hymn,
a prayer, a psalm, a passage from the
Gospels — you will find that in quiet­
ness and confidence shall be your
strength.

You won’t be wasting time. It will be
like putting the pendulum back on the
clock. You know what a clock is like
which has lost its pendulum, just a mass
of whirring wheels. But attach the
pendulum, and the result is a movement
which is peace — stable, restful, calm,
purposeful. You see the law of gravita­
tion has come into play, and that little
clock has been taken up into the mighty
movement of the universe, the movement
which rules the tides and the stars.
When we rest back in God, our lives are
taken up into the rhythm of the uni­
verse and given a new poise and peace.

Viney Longthorp, Director of Christian
Education in Vic.-Tas., has given us,
in his latest pamphlet: “The Lord in
His Beauty” (Provocative Pamphlet No.
136) what has been buzzing about in his
busy mind for some time now — an
appreciation of the vital contribution
that the Arts make to the visual and
emotional expression of Christian con­
viction.

Viney, himself highly creative, makes
a gentle but convincing plea that we
end our neglect of the Arts. He urges
us to enquire how we can effectively
and properly employ the Arts in their
various forms — paintings, poetry, drama,
music, architecture, in the service of the
church, and provides us with an inter­
esting list of books to set us on our way.

The Christian churches are passing
through a time of searching self-criti­
cism, and there is a real danger that
this can cause loss of confidence and
faith. The intelligent use of the Arts,
with their non-critical and aesthetical
interpretation of religious themes, helps
to restore the balance.

A good example of this is to be found
in a recent book by the former Minister
of Education in Britain, Lord Eccles,
entitled, “Half Way to Faith” (Bles),
in which he tells how his father’s devo­
tion to fundamentalist religion and
his mother’s tragic inability to recover
her faith after losing her two eldest
sons at the war, drove him to complete
agnosticism. Eccles goes on to state
that by looking at the Evangelists as
artists, he has been moved to declare
that he is on the road to recovering a
faith in God. This response to the
artistic content of the Gospels, he says.
is the fruit of the labors of an old
Headmaster, who taught him how to re­
spond to the work of som'1 of the great
painters It is this kind of experience
that Viney wants us all to discover in
the best of Christian art.

Coventry Cathedral, England, must be
the kind of visible expression of Christian
conviction that Viney hopes we will be­
gin to employ. At least that is the
feeling one gets in reading the moving
account of its conception and construc­
tion, written by the architect, Basil
Spence, and entitled, “Phoenix at Coven­
try” (Fontana).

A quiet beginning was made at Shep-
parton, Vic., last Easter, with the use
of the color filmstrip, “The Life of
Christ in the Masterpieces of Art,” to­
gether with the World Record Club
release, “For He Is Risen,” and printed
responsive devotions, which were used
for half-hour devotions each evening
from Palm Sunday to Resurrection Sun­
day. The local Board of Officers re­
quested that this become a yearly event
in their congregation.

CHRISTIANITY'S 1,000 YEARS
(Warsaw). The 1,000th anniversary of

Christianity in Poland was commemorated
at a series of special services held in the
new chapel of the Baptist Church.

Participating in the initial service
were representatives of the Polish Ecu­
menical Council, including members of
the Reformed. Methodist. United Evan­
gelical, Adventist. Orthodox. Old-Catho­
lics, and the B. and F. B. S. Five hun­
dred persons attended.

A representative from the Orthodox
Church noted the changed ecumenical
atmosphere which made it possible for
him to enter a Baptist Church. This,
he said, would not have been possible
a few y°ars ago.

A feature of the celebration W’as a
Sunday worship service at which Dr. Gor­
don R. Lahrson, of Gm»va. representa­
tive cf the American Baptist Foreign
Mi«ion Societies in Europe, preached.

Preachers of past 20 Years

Dr. Martyn Lloyd Jones, now minister­
ing at Westminster Chapel, Buckingham
Gate, London, is a prince of expositors.
This trenchant, forthright Welshman
still continues to hold vast congregations
in thrall. He gave up a brilliant career
in medicine while still a very young
man, to become assistant to Dr. G. Camp­
bell Morgan, and has followed him in his
pulpit. Dr. Martyn Lloyd Jones, in these
days of' scrappy, ten-to-fifteen minute
"evaporations,” still regularly preaches
for almost an hour to some 2,000 people
every Sunday morning and night. In
addition, approximately 1800 eager, note­
taking students hang on his words each
Friday night. And the secret — the
Word of God, wonderfully, yet simply
expounded.

James Sidlow Baxter, who enjoyed a
remarkable ministry of 18 years with
the largest Baptist congregation in the
British Isles, at Charlotte Chapel, Edin­
burgh, is another expositor with tre­
mendous personal gifts of oratory. He
is now in California, and is regarded in
the U.S.A, as one of the outstanding Bible
teachers of our generation.

Townley Lord, formerly of Bloomsbury
Baptist Church, and George Beasley-
Murray, Principal of Spurgeon’s College,
are other English Baptists in the front
rank among preachers, while John Stolt,
of All Saints, Langham Place, London
stands high as an evangelical Anglican
with a message to proclaim.

When we cross the Atlantic, however,
the most notable American herald of the
gospel, of course, is Dr. Billy Graham.
Although there are those who decry
him, his record in the field of mass
evangelism is unsurpassed. Dr. Graham’s
preaching is simple, clear, and powerful,
in the strict apostolic sense of the word.
He frankly declares that "prayer" is the
secret of his preaching and its results.
Furthermore, tens of thousands can tes­
tify to the saving grace of Christ re­
ceived through the preaching of this
Spirit-filled champion of the Word of
God.

Among other North American preach­
ers of our day, who might have been
more prominent but for the towering
figure of Graham, is itinerant evangelist,
Leighton Ford.

But What Is Significant
Preaching?

It is preaching in which the Christ
of the Scriptures is lifted up. It is
preaching that is a “sign” — a sign
for men and women of today. It is
preaching with perspective, purpose and
power.

Perspective in preaching implies, as
Clowney (*4) says, the proclamation of
“the fullness of the gospel in a new
situation.” This is relevance in preach­
ing. This is what the preachers of the
New Testament Church were constantly
called upon to do.

It has been said that no institution
of modern times demeans itself so much
as the Christian Church. It is also as­
serted that this degeneration is largely
the work of undermining and destructive
criticism of preachers.

The pulpit, too, has been accused of
furthering division in the church. In
fact, it has been urged that had it been
left to the occupants of the pews, sim­
ple practising believers in every con­
gregation — denominational differences
would have disappeared long ago.

Whether this be true or not, the mod­
ern disparagement of preaching is all
too evident. It is openly alleged that
the days of preaching are over, that
preaching is no longer relevant to the
needs of men, and even some preachers
are beginning to believe this. Yet no-
one has come forward with anything to
put in its place. But this too is not
surprising, for the true preaching of
the Word will never be outmoded. The
Scripture has the answer for every
generation.

Purpose in preaching means preaching
for a verdict. This is authoritative
preaching, for whatever the theme, theo­
logical, ecclesiological or evangelical, it
must be a proclamation of the Word of
God, or it is not preaching at all.

The propagation of the results of so-
called liberal scholarship, with the ac­
companying inclination to disbelief of
the Scriptures is a veritable prostitution
of the pulpit. Professor Richard Niebuhr
has aptly satirised what goes on in many

churches today, when he says the pulpits
declare how “A God without wrath
brought men without sin into a Kingdom
without judgment through the ministra­
tion of a Christ without a Cross.”

This kind of thing, of course, is not
preaching at all. A man without con­
viction may be a competent speaker —
but he is no preacher. There is a
wealth of difference between “speaking’’
and “preaching.” As the present Arch­
bishop of York, Dr. Coggan, has well
stated, a Christian preacher is “a trus­
tee of the Gospel of Christ in his pres­
entation of the Written Word.”

Such presentation of the Written Word
implies presentation of the Living Word,
which was the purpose of preaching in
the New Testament Church. Peter and
John, Stephen and Philip. Paul and
Barnabas, as seen in action in the Book
of Acts, proclaim the wonder of the
Risen Lord, the Messiah, in fulfilment
of the prophecies of the Old Testament.
The victory of the Risen Christ is their
victory too. The glory of the Lord is
their glory also.

When most of us were still very youth­
ful, men like H. G. Harward, A. G.
Saunders, James E. Thomas and Jabez
Wiltshire stood in our pulpits and
our Australian brotherhood responded
with unwavering assurance to the trum­
pet call of the Lord through their faith­
ful ministrations of the Word. But as
Paul truly says, “If the trumpet give
an uncertain sound, who shall prepare
himself to the battle?” The Holy Spirit
is the secret of purpose and authority
in the pulpit.

Power in preaching, too, comes from
the Spirit, in the Word. From a wealth
of experience. Dr. F. B. Meyer urges us
to “Preach the Word, that you may have
power.” Meyer tells us that following his
experience with D. L. Moody in the
American’s first campaign in England,
his preaching was never the same. A
new note began to be sounded out. For,
in addition to the power of the Word
he proclaimed, Meyer believed he also
had, in a new way, the answering power
of the Spirit within.

The Holy Spirit is always the preacher.
Men are merely his chosen channels:
and this is what makes for Significant
Preaching.

It is a healthy sign, I think, in a
journal like the “Australian Christian,”
when the Editor and a contributor dis­
agree. I disagree with the Editor about
the World Court’s judgment on the South
West Africa, case. He seems quite het
up about it; I disagree — I think it
doesn’t matter much.

People who place high hopes on the
development of a system of world law
as a means of promoting world peace
and justice among the nations are mak­
ing a mistake. A system of law, as
Jesus pointed out, is an unsatisfactory
way of governing human conduct even in
a small community. AncUwe know this
from our own experience.

In its very nature, law attempts to go
beyond spontaneous feelings of what is
right and wrong and establish imper­
sonal principles. But, humans, being as
complex as they are, it must always be
crude and unsatisfactory. Law and jus­
tice are two different things. Try con­
stantly as we should to improve it, law
will always be a primitive approxima­
tion to justice and fairness, and often
will work out badly, even in a small
community. It cannot substitute for
concern and love.

At the international level, it is even
less satisfactory. We accept law, and
make it work well enough, in our nat­
ional community because, generally speak­
ing, we are a community. Most of us

don’t \yant t0 trample all over our neigh­
bours.

At the international level, on the other
hand, no one has been able to persuade
the nations yet that1 they shouldn’t
each pursue their own interests with a
total disregard for those of other nations.
And there won’t be an effective system
of international law until they — and
that means the citizens of the nations —
learn this lesson.

At the moment the nations view the
World Court with extreme suspicion. It
took six years to reach its present de­
cision — on only the first step of the
case — largely because each nation had
to be given the chance to prepare a
long submission on the matter and
which is complicated in law, if not in
morality — and to argue it out before
the judges. And each nation was dili­
gently studying the case, not from the
viewpoint of justice, but from the angle
of how its own interests might be affected.

The Suez dispute was an example of
the inadequacy of law. Britain had a
treaty — a contract if you like — with.
Egypt, which still had ten years to run
and therefore was legally binding. But
it had been signed when Egypt was help­
less, and was no longer just.

An effective system of world law will
come about after the nations learn not
to insist on the right to trample on each
other, not before. It will come when
the world is a community — when we all
think of ourselves as world citizens.

CHICAGO RIOTS UNDERLINE
URGENCY CHURCH AND
SOCIETY TALKS

(Geneva). The man who could not

come became a dramatic symbol of the
world’s search for new freedom and a
truly human society at the World Con­
ference on Church and Society.

The man is Dr. Martin Luther King,
Jr., U.S. Civil Rights leader and Nobel
prize-winner, who was forced to make
a last-minute cancellation of his visit
to Geneva because of race riots in
Chicago.

"If the church does not participate
actively in the struggle for peace and
economic and racial justice, it will for­
feit the loyalty of millions and cause men
everywhere to say that it has atrophied
its will ” he declared in a sermon filmed
in Chicago and seen by millions in
Europe over television.

Civil rights and the social revolutions
of these times, peace in a nuclear age,
man’s search for a new cultural ethos
the growing gap between the rich and
the poor: these were the concerns of
the conference.

410 participated from every Continent:
laymen from the fields of science, edu-
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cation, industry, research, politics, plus
church leaders and theologians.

The possibility before them was shown
by Dr. King when he said, "If the
church will free itself from the shackles
of a deadening status quo, and, recover­
ing its great historic mission, will speak
and act fearlessly and insistently in
terms of justice and peace, it will en­
kindle the imagination of mankind and
fire the souls of men, embuing them
with a flowing and ardent love of truth,
justice and peace.—E.P.S.

Will our minister be helped to do his
best if he is reminded, at every oppor­
tunity, of the methods and achievements
of his predecessors?

Fortunately, I have never suffered from
this kind of nostalgic persecution which
measures the present against the past. I
have heard enough about it though, to
be thankful I’ve missed it.

To criticise a minister and to judge
him against yesterday’s methods and
achievements is both unfair and unjust
— and that makes it un-Christian.

The position is made worse in that
some critics tend to polish up their
memories of the past while they dull
with depreciation the work of the pres­
ent. Antony said, "the evil that men do
lives after them, the good is oft interred
with their bones." In many cases, how­
ever, it is the weaknesses that are for­
gotten and the virtues are multiplied.

Furthermore, when a church has had
a number of ministers, it is probable
that they were of different types, each
with his own particular strength — maybe
one excelled in the pulpit, one an assidu­
ous visitor, one with a flair for youth
leadership, one gifted in public prayer,
and another with a fine teaching mind.
It is possible for the present minister
to be effective in all of these areas, and
still fail by comparison with the one
special talent of each of his predecessors.

Then, methods and customs change.
The things that brought a response a
couple of generations ago would not
necessarily work today. Sermons were
longer, gospel services attracted larger
audiences, and youth work was much
more strongly supported by the home in­
fluence. Even the extremely emotional
hymns and songs of a few years ago do
not carry the same appeal for today.
You can’t regain yesterday’s passion by
singing yesterday's songs, and today’s
minister could no more imitate all of his
predecessors than he could successfully
wear their clothes.

None of this is intended to suggest
that there is no room for constructive
discussion, or even criticism, so long as it
is offered in love.

A successful ministry depends not only
upon a man dedicated to his Lord, but
also upon a congregation committed in
loyalty and love for Christ and the
church. Such a congregation can make
its minister strong.

Where the past has been good, folk
should be grateful for it, but we should
not use it as a whip to flog the servants
of today.

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o SECOND OF THREE ARTICLES ON AUTHORITY

BY REX ELLIS

The word “exousia" is used 104 times
in the New Testament. It basically
means “authority” but is often translated
as "power” or “right.” There are three
facets to its meaning.

(a) It denotes the authority which
decides.

(b) It shows the authority which leg­
islates.

(c) It describes the freedom to act.

The Authority of God
Perhaps we ought to speak of the

author-ity of God, because it rests on the
fact that he is Author or Creator of the
Universe. Romans 9: 21, Luke 12: 5. and
Acts 1: 7 show this. These three verses
well illustrate the three aspects of author­
ity outlined above. God is the ultimate
source of all authority, but he grants the
authority to decide, to legislate, and the
freedom to act to others.

a. To governments. Romans 13: 1-3,
John 19: 11.

b. To Angels. Revelation 14: 18.
c. To Satan. Acts 26: 18; Colossians

1: 13; Luke 4: 6, 22: 53; Rev. 13.
d. To Christ. John 5: 27, 17: 2; Matt.

28: 18.
e. To the Apostles. 2 Cor. 10: 8, 13: 10;

Mark 13: 34; Matt. 10: 1.

The Authority of Christ
The universal authority of Christ needs

re-affirming today. This means that
there is no salvation outside of him.
God, in commending Christ, said, "Hear
him” (Luke 9: 35).

The Authority of the Holy
Spirit

The normal situation seems to be that
the Holy Spirit speaks through the Scrip­
tures. There are times though, when
he exercises authority apart from the
Scriptures (but never in contradiction
to them). Take the case of Philip, in
Acts 8: 28, or of Paul, in Acts 20: 22.
But this is clearly the abnormal. This
authority is, however, too often claimed
for what contradicts Scripture.

For us, the authority of the Holy Spirit
simply means that we must be guided
by him in every facet of our life and
yield all allegiance to him. Notice the
authority of the Spirit in the life of
Jesus himself. In the light of the author­
ity of the Holy Spirit, in evangelism,
we must beware of thinking that because
we build a mission station in a certain
spot, or organise special meetings, that
he is bound to act.

The Authority of the Apostolic
Band

References have been given above.
Their authority is, though, a delegated
one, and thus cannot be passed on by
them to others. A careful reading of
Acts 1: 15-26 makes it clear that God
chose Matthias, not the other apostles.
Only the One who gave them their
authority could give the same authority
to another. There is nothing in Scrip­
ture to suggest that God has arranged
a succession of apostolic authority; on
the contrary, there are indications
against this.

The Authority of the Eldership
Note 1 Thessalonians 5: 12, 13, 1

Timothy 3: 5, 5: 17, Hebrews 13: 17, Acts
11: 30, 15: 4-6, 20: 28. These refer­
ences show the authority of the elders
over all aspects of the work of the local
congregation (even distributing famine
relief!). No authority is given to deac­
ons (or deaconesses), committees, con­
ferences, the congregation itself, or local
or world councils. Deviations from this
would include any exercise of authority
over more than one congregation by any
person, persons, committees, conferences,
or any exercise of authority in a con­
gregation by anyone apart from the local
eldership.

a. Should deacons sit on the church

board?
b. Are church business meetings Scrip­

tural?
c. May we delegate authority to any

standing committee or conference?
d. Can our Conference, by a majority

vote, bind a congregation to something
against its will?

e. How far should we go in organising
missions, especially the type associated
with an elaborate station on the over­
seas field? ■

f. Must a Christian submit to the
authority of an atheistic or corrupt gov­
ernment?

g. May a congregation elect its elders
by a majority vote? If not, how should
they be appointed?

h. Are we splitting hairs with questions
of this sort, or are we allowing tradition
to guide us rather than Scripture?

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IS CWOSTIAN NOT
OVER-RAW?

To the Editor,
There is much in Mr. Pigdon's article

in “A.C.” Aug. 13, with which all would
agree, and it is an important contribution
to the internal "conversation” which we
must engage in. There is need, how­
ever, to make a few comments on the
questions raised at its close.

The doctrines of conversion and the
new birth are held in common by all
Christians, and we could all name those
in other communions who believe and
preach them. We are not always in
agreement as to how the Holy Spirit
does his work in the lives of those who
are Christians, but that he is at work
creating new men in Christ Jesus, none
will deny.

Churches of Christ give special empha­
sis to the "decision” and believers’ bap­
tism as integral elements in the con­
version experience. We would find it
impossible to enter a union in which the
freedom to preach and practise what
we believe on these points was not
granted, or in which we were obliged
to baptize infants.

However, our presentation of these
truths would be tempered by an acknow­
ledgment that walking to the front of
a church, and immersion in water, are
not in themselves the essence of con­
version. They have meaning only in
as much as they are the outward mani­
festations of an inner acceptance of, and
submission to the Lordship of Christ.

The question of “re-baptism" is so
very explosive because to some it- would
seem that to insist on adult immersion
is to deny what they know Christ has
done for them already. As Luther used
to say, when faced with decisions which
touched the very heart of his Christian
obedience, “I am baptized.” He was
baptized into Christ, but certainly he
had not been immersed as an adult.
He could not belong to Churches of 
Christ.

The conscience of the individual to
follow Christ as he feels called must be
respected, but our presentation of the
Scriptural ground for believers' inuner-
slon would be such as to keep it in
balance with other Scriptural doctrines
and commandments.

Many matters would be left to the
decision of local congregations and fndi-
vidual ministers, it union with other
Christians could be achieved. The fre­
quency of communion might be such a
question, although it should be noted

(1) There Is a world-wide trend to
more frequent observance of the Lord s
Supper, seeing it as the central act of
worship for the weekly gathering of
God’s people.

(2) The Church of England would
certainly insist, with us, on weekly com­
munion. ' ,,

The use of the clerical collar and the
term “Reverend” would not be an issue
important enough to keep Christians di­

vided, and no one is likely to lay these
things down as requiring uniformity of
practice. Our ministers would no doubt
continue to do what they have always
done.

The question as to who conducts the
communion service is one of the most
open questions for discussion between the
various communions. Our attitude will
be more defensible when we exercise
much greater care than we do now over
the manner in which we conduct the
service. No one has a right to conduct
communion; and the church has an obli­
gation to call only those who maintain
the highest standards in leading the most
sacred act of Christian worship.

Finally, Mr. Plgdon asks about “our
standards of social behaviour.” I would
make two comments.

1. In Churches of Christ such matters
have always been left (theoretically at
least) to the conscience of individuals,
as no doubt they would be in a united
church.

2. In so far as they represent the
readiness of Christians to be disciplined
soldiers of Christ, such "standards” are
to be welcomed. But other Christians
find other ways of expressing this self­
discipline.

Many of the questions raised by Mr.
Pigdon cannot be answered satisfactorily
until we are so serious about the ques­
tion with which his article begins that
we go to our brethren in Christ to dis­
cover for ourselves whether we really
do need to stay apart.

BILLY GRAHAM SEES NEW
ECUMENICAL SPIRIT

(London). Dr. Billy Graham, the
American evangelist, said here that he
sees a new spirit in the world which he
believes can be attributed to the ecumeni­
cal movement. He spoke to the con­
cluding session of the summer meeting
of the World Council of Churches’ Divis­
ion of Inter-Church Aid, Refugee, and
World Service (DICARWS).

Dr. Graham had been conducting a
month-long evangelistic campaign in
London, at which he had preached to
congregations totalling one million peo­
ple. The DICARWS meeting coincided
with the end of the campaign.

“There is a new spirit of working to­
gether in the world, and this is true of
my own relationships with the churches.”
Dr. Graham said. He told the committee
that he was a man with an evangelical
message and an ecumenical heart.

Dr. Graham recalled that he had at­
tended the WCC’s Third Assembly at
New Delhi in 1961, and he hoped he
would have the privilege of being at the
Fourth Assembly at Uppsala, Sweden,
in 1968.

In reply, Dr. L. E. Cooke, Director of
DICARWS, and an Associate General
Secretary of the WCC, mentioned some
great evangelical campaigns of the past,
particularly that of Moody and Sankey,
and the effect these had had on such men
as John R. Mott and Wilfred Grenfell
in matching men and service.

Dr. Cooke said he had learned that
in his present campaign their guest had
been similarly concerned to convert men
to Christ and to send them to work on
the frontiers of God’s Kingdom in his
service. This was something that
DICARWS was also concerned with.

“We are engaged,” he said, "in encourag­
ing people and churches to go into the
service of Christ by serving those in
need. Our discussions in these meet­
ings have been about aid to be given to
those suffering from famine in India, to
refugees from the Sudan, and elsewhere,
and the like.”—E.P.S.

The future of Asau, in New Guinea,
is difficult to predict. As a mission sta­
tion there will always be a need for
medical and educational facilities. It is
centrally located between a number of
Catholic and Seventh Day Adventist vil­
lages, numbering about 500 people, and
provides their only present medical care.
Later, cases requiring hospitalisation will
be sent on to Bunapas — but there will
always be the need for an established
aid post here.

There will always be the need for a
primary school. Numbers are constantly
increasing. The time will come when
the number of classes is more than one
teacher can cope with, yet not suffi­
cient pupils to warrant two teachers.

There is a steady response to the gos­
pel, and a small church now estab­
lished. Pastoral care will be needed for
a long time to come. As past experience
has shown, this is more readily accepted
from men than from women. The out­
reach here is limited because of firm re­
ligious affiliations of surrounding villages.
The hope is that native Christians will
have more acceptable access and that the
outreach will extend through their efforts.

With church services, all-age Sunday
Schools, prayer meetings, discipleship and
literacy classes provided for, and the
medical and educational work, there is
more than one person could cope with,
yet not really enough to extend a mar­
ried couple.

NARACOORTE
About 350 stopped to tea, provided by

the ladies of the church, and although
this was more than anticipated, everyone
was able to obtain their fill with enough
over for supper.

The evening service was crowded. Won­
derful fellowship was experienced by all
who attended, and this fellowship flowed
over into the Sunday morning’s service
when again seating was taxed to the
limit.

Our sincere thanks go to all who
assisted in any way towards making this
opening day one never to be forgotten.
The floral decorations were a delight.
The surrounds of the church have been
gradually changing over the past weeks
by a large group of eager workers, and
the result is most pleasant and taste­
ful. Whilst it was sad to leave behind
many memories in our old chapel, we all
look forward to mighty things in our
new buildings for the Lord.

A week of meetings followed, with
Principal Stephenson as speaker. Special
guest artists attended, and with the
bright singing was assisted by the new
Hammond organ.

Considerations for more effectively and
efficiently using the Asau station as a
central school site have been unfavor­
ably received at Fir and Tung because
it is "across the river.” The proposed
down-river airstrip, situated midway be­
tween Bunapas and Asau, could perhaps
be maintained from this station.

Asau cannot conceivably expand.
Should mission finances warrant retrench­
ment of staff, Asau would be one of the
first considered. Its future expansion,
in terms of the outreach of the gospel
of Jesus Christ, rests with the native
Christians. They are so young in Christ.
They look to us for the milk and meat
of the Word. Can we continue to sup­
ply these things?

TOURING CAMPBELL COUNTRY
Twenty-eight persons, representing nine

States, left New York the end of July
for a three-week visit to the Campbell
country of Northern Ireland, and points
of interest in church history in Scotland
and England. The tour, led by Dr. Les­
ter G. McAllister, of Christian Theological
Seminary, Indianapolis, is under the joint
sponsorship of Christian Theological Sem­
inary and the World Convention.

The group visited Dublin, Armagh
(near Rich Hill and Ahorey, scene of
the labors of Thomas Campbell) and
Belfast and Ballymena in Ireland. In
Scotland they visited the Iona Com­
munity, St. Andrews (beginning of the
Scottish Reformation), Glasgow and Edin­
burgh. They worshipped with the Dal­
keith Road Church of Christ in Edin-
burgh. In England, the Lake District
was visited, as well as Birmingham (head­
quarters of the British Churches of
Christ), Stratford-on-Avan, Coventry and
London. In London they worshipped with
the Hornsey Church of Christ. The party
then returned to New York and home.
