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THE VITAL GENERATION
N.Z. statistics show there is a marked decline in church participation

of those between 15 and 35. It is probable that a survey in Australia would
reveal a similar frightening position.

It is almost certain that the majority of those referred to are people
who have made commitment of faith and have become church members.
In other words, we can win them, but we can’t hold them. What we point
to in Christ is convincing and they follow him into the church as their
Saviour and into the world as their Lord. But what the new members find
in the church and life does not, apparently fulfil the promises made.

More attention must be given to the conservation of Christians. If
it is easier to gain a personal decision for Christ than it is to hold a
disciple, then, obviously, we must be prepared to spend at least as much
time, effort and money on conservation as we do on evangelism. Yet we
know that it is easier to gain support for an evangelistic programme than
it is to get effective support for a programme of conservation.

We teach the young and we comfort the aged. Without neglecting
these areas, the present emphasis within the church must challenge the
young adult to responsible witness and to show that the continuing
Christian walk is as interesting as its beginning.

U THANT DECIDES
The Secretary-General of the United Nations has announced that he

will not seek re-election to the high office he has held for five years.
This is not unexpected, although it is most regrettable. It is not

unexpected because he has been struggling with problems that have made
his life a nightmare of frustrations.

He referred to three areas of difficulty when he sent in his letter of
resignation which will take effect in November this year. One difficulty
is financial. One might think that the U.N. would be the last place to
find unfinancial club members, but some nations had real difficulty in
paying their way, some could but didn’t, and some powerful nations
aggravated the position either by delaying or by withholding payment of
dues because they did not approve actions proposed by the U.N.

A second problem was the continued absence of China from the
U.N. — and it is absurd to think of “two” Chinas in our world! The
presence of China, already powerful and destined to become even more
significant, is essential if the U.N. is to be truly representative. No
matter how difficult she proves to be at the forum, it is far better to have
China there than to treat her as an outlaw among the nations.

But the greatest factor influencing U Thant’s decision is undoubtedly
the international situation, especially the conflict in Vietnam. He thinks
that events there are leading us remorselessly to a major war, and the
sufferings of the people are “a constant reproach to the conscience of
humanity.” It was a tragic error, he added, to rely on force in “the
deceptive pursuit of peace.”

No one believes that Vietnam can be saved by military force alone,
and U Thant has been calling on both sides of the dispute to respect the
principles agreed upon at Geneva in 1954. He does not think that he
can justify his place as a leader of the world’s nations if he cannot com­
mand respect for the steps he believes are essential for world peace.

It is understandable, therefore, that he should resign, but it is regret­
table. He assumed office in the face of some opposition, especially from
Russia, but he has won the high regard of all nations for his impartiality
and genuine concern for humanity. He would probably receive unanimous
endorsement if he did offer himself for re-election.

Who will be the next Secretary-General? He will certainly not be
American, Russian or British. He will have to come from a smaller
nation, but small nations have provided some very big men to lead the
United Nations. Trygvie Lie came from Norway and Dag Hammarskjold
from Sweden. For the past five years Christians throughout the world
have been praying that God would guide U Thant, a Buddhist from
Burma.

The next man, whoever he is, will also require our continuing prayer
support. He will have problems to solve that will be beyond man’s wis­
dom, and he will have burdens to carry that will be beyond man’s strength.

Christian thinkers around the world

today are testing out a whole range of
new ideas concerning the dimensions of
the Christian faith. As our probing of
the physical universe proceeds we realise
how inadequate so much of our termin­
ology has been. Someone once said,
“Christianity always mistakes what it
says for what it means; and rationalism
runs after it, pointing out that what it
says is not true.” That too is an exag­
geration, but there is much truth in it.

I
For example:
The Bishop of Woolwich, John Robin­

son, may be wrong in many places, but
he is certainly right when he says that
it is misleading, to say the very least,
to speak of God being "up” in heaven,
when 12 hours later what we described
as "up” would now be "down.”

Far more important than the question
as to whether God is "up” or "down” is
the current interest in the question,
"What is God up to?” in his dealings
with the human race. Anyone who be­
lieves that God is still alive, and vitally
interested and active in the sphere of
human life, must be asking, “Where is
the hand of God to be discerned in the
upheaval of peoples and cultures taking
place today?” Something of the scope
of the canvas can be suggested by the
titles of two study programmes recently
sponsored by the World Council of
Churches.

The first is called "Creation, New
Creation, and the Unity of the Church."
The second is “The Finality of
Christ in an Age of Universal History.”
Dietrich Bonhoeffer claimed in 1944 that
mankind no longer wanted the tutelage
of the Church, and perhaps no longer
needed it. As churchmen we resist the
implication that we are redundant. But
let’s face it. We are entering an entirely
new era as far as the relationship of the
Church to the world is concerned. Will

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our ecclesiastical prophets of doom prove
right? Will a civilisation that has re­
pudiated the authority of the Church go
down to destruction? Or is the world­
society now so salted by God’s truth that
we should be looking for God’s action in
all sorts of unlikely people and places?

If man’s wrath can praise God, how
much more the sacrifice of those who
serve, although they know not the God
whom they serve? It is important that
we do not so misread the evidence of
God’s activity as to dismiss such people
merely because they "follow not with
us.”

n
Colin Williams has upset a great many

people by placing a large question mark
over the institutional life of the Church
— its ecclesiastical paraphernalia; its
boards and committees; its constitutions
and conferences; its auxiliaries and
training courses; and even that most
fundamental unit, the “local” church it­
self. Because, he says, localities (in the
sense of places where people happen to
sleep) are no longer important. Perhaps
he, too, exaggerates for effect. Many
people still do live out many aspects of
their lives in one geographical location,
and so far no real alternative to the
parish which has been suggested as the
focus of the life of the Christian com­
munity can be said to have established
itself as a satisfactory alternative. But
if the New Testament church did indeed
contain in essence all the elements which
constitute the Church, it is a healthy
corrective to be reminded that we can
still have the Church when it is stripped
to the bone organisationally, and even
when it doesn’t possess a building it can
call its own, as was the case in those
days.

m
“Demythologising” is a word to terrify

the timid, but it, too, “speaks to our
condition” today. Rudolf Bultmann, its
chief exponent, stresses that it is merely
a method which attempts to discern the
true message of the Bible behind the
thought forms of the times in which
the writings of the Bible originated.

This school of thought asks the ques­
tion, “To what extent does the Word of
God in the Bible come to us clothed in
language that reflects outworn and dis­
carded views of God and the world?”
No reader of this article, for example,
will call for an exorcist to cast out a
demon from a sick child. We don’t live
in that world any more.

The Bible itself engages in a mild form
of “demythologizing.” Peter, on the day
of Pentecost, quotes from the prophecy
of Joel. The things foretold in that pro­
phecy, he said, have come true today.
What things? Amongst those he men­
tioned were darkening of the sun and
turning of the moon into blood. Now
the moon did not turn into blood on the
day of Pentecost. What Peter meant was
that the spiritual revolution that was
taking place with the availability of God’s
Spirit to all men everywhere was as
great an upset in the realm of human
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affairs as it would be In the realms of
nature If the rocks of the moon were
to be dissolved and changed into blood.
Peter was demythologizing Joel by pene­
trating to the spiritual truth and ignor­
ing the literal meaning of the prophet’s
words.

Bultmann’s demythologizing is much
more far-reaching than the translation
of poetry into prose, which may be all
that Peter was doing. He claims that
we must expect the action of God in
and through the events of our common
life, rather than through miraculous
intervention.

Most of us can accept that without
entirely eliminating the possibility of the
miraculous, as he is inclined to do. He
goes further, so that any historical ele­
ment in the Gospels at all seems to be
in question and Christianity becomes
almost gnostic again in his hands. But
Bultmann does us a service in warning
us against mere credulity.

IV.
If we are to avoid the excesses both of

fundamentalism and of contemporary
existentialism and liberalism, we are
most likely to find sanity with those
who have a sound appreciation of the
wholeness of the Church. The Anglo-
Catholic scholar, Eric Mascall, is a
healthy corrective to Robinson, Bultmann,
John Knox and van Buren. His recent
book, “The Secularization of Christianity,”
opens with a fine chapter entitled “The
Changeless and the Changing.”

Mascall says, “How then is the theo­
logian to maintain his loyalty to the
revealed gospel, while at the same time
making every effort to express it in terms
intelligible to its hearers, and to help
them to see its implications for their
particular circumstances and situations?

It is, I suggest, by forming a deliber­
ate habit of loyal submission to Chris­
tian tradition, while at the same time
bringing to bear upon it all the critical
and interpretative gifts which God has
given him . . . (Theology) does not de­
pend primarily upon his personal men­
tal agility, but upon his union with God,
who is the Truth itself. Theology is
thus in its essence a function of the
Church as the Body of Christ, and the
theologian is a man to whom the exer­
cise of that function has been specially
committed.

M. Gilson has remarked that the ideal
theologian needs two intellectual quali­
ties whose combination in the same mind
is rather rare: a perfect intellectual mod­
esty and an almost reckless intellectual
audacity; and Fr. Charles Davis has well
commented that, while the combination
which is urged seems impossible, it be­
comes feasible if the audacitj- is referred
to the work of understanding, and the
modesty to the claim of certitude . , ,

“He may indeed hope that he will make
his own contribution to the great body
of Christian thought within which his
own thinking is set. He may at times
have a painful suspicion that the tra­
dition, as it has been presented to him,
is, in this or the other respect, distorted,
unbalanced, stunted, fossilised, forgetful
of its own past achievements or insen­
sitive to the needs and demands of the
contemporary world . . .

“What, I would maintain, he must
and can be convinced of is the truth

C. J. Dennis expresses this well in
his poem on “Wheat” —

When the setting sun is getting low
above the western hills,

When the creeping shadows deepen,
and a peace the whole land fills,

Then I often sort of soften with a
feeling like content,

And I feel like thanking Heaven for
a day in labour spent.

For many years I have tried to be a
Christian and claimed to be a farmer.

1. The Christian Farmer Looks
at Nature

To farmers long ago in the Jewish
dispensation there were issued some
rather striking words of promise and
warning. These are found in Deut.
11: 13-17. “And it shall come to pass
if you hearken diligently to my com­
mandments ... that I will give you the
rain of your land in season . . . but
take heed to yourselves . . . lest you
turn aside and serve other gods . . .
and lest you perish quickly from off
the good land which the Lord giveth
you.”

Many will say that the Old Testament
is out-of-date today, and that present-
day farmers are not affected by ancient
promises and warnings. I may go to
church every Sunday, but Joe Smith
works all day Sunday and never goes
near a place of worship, and he may
grow as good, or better, crop than mine.
Are we not told that the rain falls on
the just and the unjust?

But such a philosophy does not take
everything into account. All about us,
if we have eyes to see, the hand of
God is working through Nature. It is
literally true that on the land today,
as we sow, so do we reap. For instance,
in my district we have destroyed far
too many of God’s factories, the trees,
by which means the soil is aerated and
the underground saline springs kept be­
low the surface. We pay for our folly
by increasing areas of salty ground
which would not feed a rabbit. Again,
scientists tell us that it takes a thous­
and years to make a half inch of top
soil which can be blown away by a few
months of foolish farming.

2. The Christian Farmer Views
the Political Scene

I make no apology for referring to
the political angle, because it closely
concerns the Christian farmer. Some
people maintain that we should not sell
our wheat to Communist countries be­
cause they are our enemies.

Although the reasoning of such people
is superficial, they are, perhaps, more
consistent than governments which are
busily blasting and burning Communists
in Vietnam, and at the same time build­
ing up an increasing trade in wheat
with Communist countries.

I do not mind selling wheat to Com­
munists, or those of other political bents.
The command is “If thine enemy hun­
ger, feed him." Moreover, world trade
in desirable commodities is a God-given

churches.
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means of binding the nations together,
helping them to know each other bet­
ter, and, by increasing the sense of
mutual dependence, lessening the danger
of war.

3. The Christian Farmer Assesses
His Place in Life

By his occupation, the ■ constant need
to adapt activities to the recurring seas­
ons, the farmer becomes a part of, and
attuned to, the rhythm of the universe
as expressed in Gen. 8, “While the earth
remaineth seedtime and harvest . . .
and summer and winter . . . shall not
cease.”

For my father was a farmer and he
used to sit and smile,

Realizing he was wealthy in what
makes a life worthwhile.

Smiling, he has told me often, after ail
the toil and heat,

Lad, he’s paid in more than silver, who
has grown one field of wheat.

Wheat! Wheat! Wheat! when it comes
my turn to meet

Death, the Reaper, and the Keeper of
the Judgment Book I greet,

Then I’ll face them sort of calmer,
With the solace of the farmer,
That he’s fed a million brothers with

liis wheat, wheat, wheat.

One may ask, as well as in Vietnam,
was and is there any point in the war
in Korea, and in any war at all? It
has been suggested that one must know
the background history of Vietnam.
One must be aware of social and politi­
cal movements in order even to com­
ment, leave alone forming a judgment.

I disagree. Yet I would not resort
to argue from ignorance. Rather may
we look upon the conflict in Vietnam in
a general and comprehensive way.

One leading reporter and visitor to
Australia from India said that all wars
are ended at the conference table. No
matter how long the war continues, the
war ends at a conference table. It may
be added, and I think this of even
greater significance, that every war
begins at a conference table.

India, China, Vietnam, and others of
our Asian neighbours, are engaged in
an economic struggle of survival. Over­
population, lack of land and industrial
know-how, political and religious strife,
are all thrown together in a ferment.
This ferment breeds poverty, disease,
fear and insecurity. The question arises
of what may be the best way out of it,
or of what may be the best answer.

Communism and Capitalism are seen
confronted in the war in Vietnam. For
the sake of brevity, we may present
things rather simpler than they are.
America and Australia are in the fight
because Communism forced its help upon
Vietnam. We disagree with the ideas of
Communism, which may enslave the
whole world if left unchecked.

The so-called Free World may see
Vietnam as a stepping-stone by which
Communism hopes to advance a step
further. Because of this, and only
because of this menace of Communism,
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may we say that there is a point in
what is happening in Vietnam. We may
regard our hand as being forced. When
Hitler’s Germany swallowed up neigh­
bouring countries, engaging in a total
warfare, disregarding international human
rights, someone had to be “His Broth­
er’s Keeper” and defeat Hitler.

However, Korea, and now Vietnam,
are not on the same scale of affairs.
Both are, or were, involved in internal
conflicts. Eisenhower’s crusade in Europe
may pass as such, but an American-
Australian crusade in Vietnam may
assume too much.

Simple calculation will make clear that
men, money and material, spent so far
by America and Australia in Vietnam,
would be more than enough to have
monopolised the greatest aid scheme
ever undertaken. Keeping in mind that
no war is declared, the Free Nations
would have won respect -and love had
they built up Vietnam as an indus­
trial country.

What has been happening, and is
happening in Vietnam, may not have
been and need not continue. Every effort
ought to be made to go back to the
conference table. We cannot ignore,
nor do I think that we can abruptly
withdraw, from the war in Vietnam.

However, we should always remember
that “war is a judgment upon us be­
cause we have been beaten in the
handling of human affairs.” Or, as
Pascal said, "Because men do not fortify
justice, they justify force.” Christ said,

Blessed are the peacemakers, for they
shall be called sons of God.” May
we learn.

Starring Anthony Quinn,
Jackie Gleason, Jack Dempsey and
Mickey Rooney, it tells of a “has been”
boxer who, in loyalty to a friend who
is a boxing promoter, agrees to stage a
come-back, to save his friend financi­
ally . . . and from a beating up. The
fighter’s defeat and breakup of his per­
sonality is unrelieved pathos. The final
scenes, where he engages in a sham
wrestling match, has the epic quality,
worthy of Lear, or the Mayor of Caster­
bridge. There are no fights shown in
the film, no garlands or kisses. Just a
man trying desperately to discover life.

It makes a good “starter” for a dis­
cussion series which would consider
inter-personal relationships, loyalties and
self understanding.

He
has written a book which, has helped
to make the Westminster Layman’s
Theological Series, one of the best
sources of material for leaders of Adult
classes. Here is doctrine without tears.

The book expounds the great themes
of the Bible on the meaning of life,
eschatology, human destiny, providence,
fate, eternal life . . . all the vast prob­
lems of existence. A recent book by
Paul Tournier suggests that man is chok­

ing with claustrophobia in his little
world. This book, which bids us to reach
out to wider dimensions, will be a help
to many.

This book is for Adults and Young
Adults. I doubt if our teenagers would
read even Shinn’s jaunty style — we -will
need to work one step back on this topic
with the young people. But the Adult
class should enjoy every minute of it.
It should be taken over at least seven
weeks.

FIRST QUARTER CENTURY
New Zealand Council of Churches

(Christchurch). The 25th anniversary
of the National Council of Churches in
New Zealand was marked by a two-day
consultation to consider the state of the
church and society.

“The ambulance mentality shown by
the churches to society” was criticised in
a provocative address by Dr. W. B. Sutch,
who described himself as a sympathetic
observer of church affairs.

With Mascall, I am far too cautious

and conservative to be a whole-hearted
disciple of Robinson, Bonhoeffer. Williams
or Bultmann. But I am grateful to them
for drawing our attention to the need
to be constantly thinking about our faith.

Such men are good for us. Many of
their conclusions will undoubtedly be dis­
carded. But they themselves will be
satisfied if they have stimulated us to
wrestle afresh with the task of transla­
ting the eternal gospel into an idiom that
will speak to men and women today.

Ray Vincent, B.A., Dip.Soc.Sc.

Ray Vincent, President of Conference
of Churches of Christ in Western Aus­
tralia, has had a lifetime association
with our churches. He was baptized at
the age of 9 by Dr. A. C. Garnett, in
the Grote Street church, Adelaide.

Following his graduation at Glen Iris
he commenced his first ministry with the
churches at Fremantle-Palmyra in 1935.
Later he served at Inglewood and Bun-
bury. During the war years he acted as
chaplain in a Hospital Unit in Queens­
land and Borneo. Upon demobilisation
he was, for five years, minister of the
Prospect church in South Australia. Dur­
ing his stay in Adelaide he qualified as
a Social Worker, then joined the Com­
monwealth Government to work among
newly arriving migrants to Western Aus­
tralia.

In 1958, a transfer was made to the
Department of Territories and centred
in Darwin, he filled the position of Ad­
ministrative Officer for Child and General
Welfare in the Northern Territory.

children. In 1962, he returned to Perth,
and is at present employed as Rehabili­
tation Officer for the Repatriation Depart­
ment.

Though not serving in the full-time
ministry in W.A., he has served an
interim ministry in many churches, more
particularly with the City Church.

During 1965 he attended the World
Convention in Puerto Rico, with his wife
and son (16). He was away from
Australia about eight months and at­
tended seminars on Social Work both in
England and America. This included work­
ing with our American churches, and a
four months’ stay in Kentucky. Philip
represented our Australian youth at
Puerto Rico, and Mrs. Vincent exercised
her platform ability on numerous occas­
ions.

The other members of the family are
Helen (wife of Dr. Donald Reid, of
Alice Springs), and Muriel, a trainee
teacher and organist.

o OVERSEAS MISSIONS

BY DICK and JOY WILLIAMS
Our annual conference was held Aug.

2-7, in Dhond for the first time in many
years. Looking at the books at this end
of another year, it is interesting to note
that there has been a further rise in all
figures, leaving us without any doubt of
the value of the medical work.

We sometimes wonder just how valu­
able the hospital is for evangelistic pur­
poses, but it certainly gives opportunity
for witness, and we now have a full-
time evangelist, as well as two Bible-
women moving among out-patients (often
a two to three hour wait), and speaking
daily with all in-patients. We cannot
estimate what seed has been sown or
how the Holy Spirit may work in the
hearts of those who have heard.

We average 75 out-patients each day,
6

25 in-patients. Our staff consists of two
trained double certificated sisters, Sister
Groves and Sister Hiwale, a national-
two nurses midwifery trained, and an­
other five girls untrained except what
they have learned from us. We are
not a training hospital. We have two
compounders (dispensers), one lab. tech­
nician, and two clerks-come-drivers and
one odd-jobs man, plus other cleaning
staff, etc. We miss Sister Walker, but
until December we have another double
certificated Indian Sister working part-
time till she goes to join her husband
who is studying in America.

There has always been a small leper­
colony in Dhond, and recently they were
moved from then- old dwellings to live
right outside our fence. Many of them

have it very severely and are presenting
a challenge. T.B. is also prevalent, and
we wonder if a speciality in that line
would be best. Meanwhile the present
hospital set-up keeps Dick fully occupied,
and Thornley hopes to expand village
work, but that has had to come to a
standstill during the holiday period of
both doctors, and now an even longer
delay because of Thornley’s illness. There
is no limit to the physical and spiritual
needs and we pray for guidance as we
consider where it is God’s will to have
us expand.

Yesterday a very poor lady came to
the women living in “shanty town” (the
hovels beside our fence next to the leper
colony). She was carrying a tiny baby
and leading a two-year-old child who
had only one eye. Most likely she had
breast fed him till the new babe arrived
recently, and now as she couldn’t afford
to feed him she asked them if they
would buy him. They, who live from
hand to mouth anyway, had to refuse, so
she offered to give him to them. Again
they had to refuse, and so she went off
down the road, and I saw only her re­
treating figure and heard the story.

One lady asked if he could have been
taken into our Boys’ Home, as they were
sure that the mother would just leave
the child to die or wander in the
streets and get whatever he could to live.
Our Boys’ Home in Baramati takes only
school-age children, and I know it is
full to overflowing already, so I suggested
they take the child to the local remand
home where the government looks after
such children. So one old woman picked
up her sari and ran (a rare sight in
India) to catch the desperate mother
to give her my suggestion.

Children from remand homes are taken
into our children’s homes when vacan­
cies occur. The desperate plight of this
woman is not uncommon and our insti­
tutions are like a drop in the ocean —
but every little helps. Giving of relief
food helps too in a crisis, but more
effort must be made to help India to
help herself, by the use of fertilizers,
irrigation and better farming.

Now that the monsoon has come the
Bima River is a raging torrent just
behind our bungalow — all this life­
giving water is rushing down to the sea
taking soil with it. We have had reas­
onable rains so far this year, and hope
that they will continue.

Continue to pray for Indira Gandhi,
our Prime Minister, in her leading role;
that poverty and illiteracy will be over­
come, and that the Indian church will
be revived. We know that Christ is
India s answer.

Victoria, as a State, is not at war, and
yet 980 of its citizens were killed last
year, the greater percentage young peo­
ple. Road deaths exceed losses during
two world wars. For every person killed
on the roads, twenty-five are injured,
some maimed for life. The situation
grows worse every year.

For some time now the alarming road
toll has caused great concern to our
Police Force, the Australian Road Safety
Council and many community-minded
people. Amongst this last group is L. J.
Spjuth, General Manager of Ansvar In­
surance Company. With the co-operation
of the Victoria Police, Mr. Spjuth arranged
a course in advanced driving for a selec­
ted group of young men. The course
was directed by Sgt. Mason and con­
ducted by Constable Soderstrom, with
assistance from other instructors of the
Police Driving School at Brunswick. Lec­
tures totalled 28 hours, plus 10 hours
of practical driving. It was my privil­
ege to participate in the course.

The basic structure of the course was
as follows:—

1. Mechanical Theory — how a car
works.

2. Road Law — taught us more fully
the laws to which we should be driv­
ing. This proved embarrassing. Although
we held driving licences there was much
of the road law we did not know.

Try these two examples yourself •—
(a) When may you turn left from the

second lane of traffic?
(b) Can you be in the wrong if an­

other vehicle hits you when you are
travelling through a green light in your
favor?

(Answers at end of article. If you
were wrong a copy of the Road Laws
is 10c at newsagents and Police Stations.)

It was also clearly shown that know­
ing the laws is not sufficient. Every
user of our roads must apply them
consistently and conscientiously.

3. Road Craft — safe driving and
minimisation of wear and tear. This
was a subject new to us all. Its aim
was intended to develop a technique of 

driving so that the driver is always in
complete control of his vehicle. We
were taught the necessity of constant
concentration to observe every detail or
the road ahead, and assess potential
dangers, mental and physical fitness, and
a mechanically safe car.

These lectures could be summed up in
a “golden rule” for driving: "Be in
the right position on the road, travelling
at the correct speed, with the correct
gear engaged.” These were the most
important of our classroom lectures, and
the above is a very brief summary. How­
ever, copies of the Road Craft Manual
are available from technical bookshops
or the government printer at 45c.

4. Practical Driving — putting our lec­
tures into practice. This proved much
more difficult than anticipated, because
we had many bad habits to break. We
broke many traffic laws. All of us went
through a certain flashing red light. We
were late in braking. We changed gears
while travelling through intersections.
We depended too much on the other
driver doing the right thing.

5. Assessment — we were examined on
Road Law and Road Craft, and our
driving was given an overall average
mark.

Of the 20 or so people who started,
about half finished and passed. We are
now more aware of our responsibilities
on the road. As Christians, we must be
an example to all who drive, and do all
we can to make our roads safe. We
must endeavour to pass our knowledge
on to other young people, helping them
toward safer driving, so that they will
not become further cold statistics of this
seemingly one-sided war. 1966 will prob­
ably claim more lives than 1965. War
has been declared. It is time we com­
menced fighting back.

Answers: (a) When the inside lane
is marked, “Left turn only — either by
arrows or a sign.

(b) If the vehicle hits you from your
right you are both in the wrong. The
Road Law states that you must give way
to the car on your right at any inter­
section if there is danger of a collision.
Tough, but true.

RE-BAPTISM condemned
BY CATHOLIC PAPER

(Toulouse). The “Semaine Catholique"
published the following notice in its June
26 issue:

"In order to prevent any doctrinal or
pastoral errors in our attitude towards
those who have been baptized in the
Reformed Church, we draw attention to
the following points:

“When a Christian belonging to the
Reformed Church asks to become a
Catholic one must reflect with him about
this step, confirm it, and if necessary
purify his motives. Furthermore, his
entry into the Catholic Church must not
lead him to deny the truth whereby he
lived before; it must only help him to
accomplish it . . •

“It must be borne in mind that bap­
tism, even when administered outside the
Catholic Church, is an act of Christ . . .
there is no reason to baptize again, even
if certain conditions are imposed. That
constitutes a doctrinal error (Council of
Trent), a canonical error (Code, Canon
742), a pastoral error (Inst, of the Holy
Office, 1833), and an ecumenical error
(Parole et Mission, July, 1963).

“Lastly, we stress the necessity of re­
ferring every case to the diocesan bishop."
—E.P.S.

JAPANESE CALL
Largest Christian Denomination
Calls for Halt in North Vietnam
Bombing.

(Tokyo). The United Church of Christ
(Kyodan), 198,000-member Japanese de­
nomination affiliated with American Con­
gregational, Methodist, Presbyterian,
United Church, and Reformed groups,
has appealed to President Johnson for an
immediate halt to the bombing of North
Vietnam.

Asserting that attacks on the neigh­
bourhoods of Hanoi and Haiphong have
“trampled under” the desires for peace
“of not only the intelligent and well­
wishing people in Japan, but of all Asia,
and of all other parts of the world,” the
statement charged President Johnson with
having “destroyed by your own hand the
possibility of talking peace in spite of
all your official statements.”

The letter asked President Johnson
r unconditionally, please, to bring the
bombing of North Vietnam to a halt at
once, and continue to use all possible
means to bring about peace talks with
North Vietnam and the Viet Cong.”—
E.P.S.

W.C.C. Member Churches Asked

'Ouake Relief

The World Council of Churches has
cabled to the Turkish Prime Minister
expressing the heartfelt sympathy of its
members for all those who have suffered
so grievously in the disaster.

CHILD IN THE CHURCH.
To the Editor,

To my great surprise, the Church and
Life Movement has left with me a strong
awareness of the need in our brother­
hood for a ceremony to identify young
children with the church.

This in no way proscribes immersion
or rejects the efficacy of identifying the
believer with Christ in baptism. Rather
it fills the need of the young child to
belong, and commits the parents and the
church family to a promise to bring
them up as a child of God — the inherit­
ance of all mankind — and a believer
in Christ, the Way.

As a Christian parent, I have been
vaguely and uncomfortably aware of the
feeling that my children are rather
"suspended in space” until they are ready
to decide for themselves whether they
will believe and follow Christ or go their
own way.

As a result of reading "Man’s Need
and God’s Action,” this uneasiness has
manifested into a need for a ceremony
to give the children a definite relation­
ship and place in the church. To say
that we are bringing our children up as
Christians, and there is therefore no
need for ceremony or promises, negates
the need for sacraments at all, and this
would place us in a ridiculous position.
The ceremony seals the promises and
provides a criterion, as well as provid­
ing for the basic human need for positive
action and discipline.

The shallow view of salvation which
we seem to use as a yardstick just does
not come into the feeling of need in
this matter. It is not to assure our
children’s salvation that the need is felt
for them to be identified with the church
at an early age, but rather their need
to belong, to have a definite place therein,
and our needs for committal as parents.

This may seem heresy to many peo­
ple, nevertheless it is a disturbing thing 

to me, and needs to be said. Stalwarts
can take heart from the fact that I
found many opportunities in the group
to point out the shortcomings of denom-
inationalism, in itself partly a result of
stubborn views on sacraments.

“THE WORLD COURT.”
To the Editor,

Article 7 of the United Nations Char­
ter established the International Court
of Justice as one of “the principal organs
of the United Nations” similarly to the
General Assembly, Security Council, etc.

Article 92 states that the Court “shall
be the principal judicial organ of the
United Nations . . and form an integ­
ral part of the present Charter.”

Article 93 states “all members of the
United Nations are ipso facto parties to
the Statute of the International Court
of Justice.” (A publication by Rotary
International from U.SA. comments in
respects to this "any state, whether a
member of the old Court or not, could
submit a case to the Court” which sug­
gests conflict with the judgment de­
claring Liberia and Ethiopia were not
competent to plead.)

Article 1 of the Charter states, inter
alia, “The Purposes of the United Nations
are — to maintain international peace
and security, and to that end: to take
. . . measures for the prevention and
removal of threats to the peace, and for
the suppression of acts of aggression . . .
and to bring about by peaceful means,
and in conformity with the principles of
justice . . . settlement of disputes or
situations which might lead to a breach
of the peace.”

While the recent judgment may be
strictly legal, it departs very radically
from the spirit of the above, and is,
therefore, to be seriously deplored.

We accept the imperfections of many
aspects of “law,” and readily accept that
“it cannot substitute for concern and
love,” but in view of the continuing
international anarchy it is regrettable
that the Christian church should be led

The U.S. Charter is a quasi-legal at­
tempt to regularise international contacts,
it contains significant ethical and hu­
manitarian objectives. If the church
with her unsurpassed avenues for moral
education diligently advocated the spirit
of the Charter, crowning it with the
basic teaching of our Lord, the peoples
of the world could be awakened from
their complacent submission to the cur­
rent anarchy with its dangers to then-
physical, moral and spiritual well-being.

VIETNAM.
To the Editor,

L. O. Collyer ("A.C.” Aug. 13) thinks
that it is remarkable for a member of
a brotherhood “pleading the N.T. Chris­
tianity,” to appeal to the O.T. standards
for Christian citizenship, but to what does
he appeal for the standards expressed in
his letter? Certainly neither the Old
nor the New Testament.

Tire O.T'. is a revelation of the will
of God before Christ, and upholds war
on a national basis, as a punishment for
evil nations, and the N.T. is silent on
the matter.

Mr. Collyer’s standard appears to be
based on pro-communist propaganda
literature. He appeals to the social con­
ditions of people under "Western Free­
dom” to those under Communism, with
the suggestion that these favor the
Communist countries. This is very doubt­
ful, but material standards are not the
important standards of the Christian,
which are spiritual.

No enlightened person can claim that
Communism, which in all these countries
is anti-God and anti-Jesus Christ and
in which the State is supreme and
above God, is spiritually uplifting. It
is the duty of all Christians to unite
against this system which is trying to
impose its atheistic ideas on other
nations, before we become like the voice
of the peoples of Hungary, which were
silenced by Russian tanks, or like those
trying to escape over the Berlin wall from
this tyranny.

All Christians should obey the N.T.,
even above the authority of governments,
but on this subject the N.T. is silent.

Mr. Collyer suggests that the oppon­
ents of Communism refuse to discuss
what they oppose. Well, this is what we
oppose: The determination of Commun­
ists to destroy our “Freedom of religion,”
our “Freedom to choose our own gov­
ernment,” our "Freedom of speech,” in
exchange for which they offer a very,
very doubtful “Freedom from want.”

NO. 58 E. ROSS. MANNING

At the age of 87, E. Ross Manning
is still a tower of spiritual strength
to the church at Grote Street. As far
as health permits he is at every ser­
vice, he makes a point of speaking to
as many visitors as possible, always
with an encouraging word. From a
special roll he, and daughter, Mrs.
Joy, send out “The Grote Street
Messenger” to all absentees, as well
as seeing that the preacher knows of
those who are ill.

His mind is keen, and he partici-

sions. His voice is strong and his
prayers at communion and in prayer
meetings are an inspiration.

years.
Ross Manning was baptized and

received into fellowship with the Park
St.. Unley, Church of Christ, Dec. 21,

J 1899, during the ministry of J. C.
! Dickson, and transferred to Grote St.
| in 1892.

In 1897 he became Secretary of the
Y.P.S.C.E. and Secretary of the BS.,
1898 to 1904, during the superintend­
ency of Wm. Clark and of Richard
Verco. In 1904 he became supt. of
the B.S. and continued in this posi­
tion until 1937.

Mr. Manning has always been mis­
sionary minded, and this was empha­
sised in the B.S. by the Missionary
Birthday Box, when those having

; birthdays contributed one penny per
year of their age for Missions. The
missionary spirit was very active in
the school. Miss Rosa Tonkin was a
teacher of the Young Ladies’ Bible
Class before she went to China. Miss
Elsie Caldicott was both a scholar
and a teacher in the school before
going to India.

During his superintendency the two
story building was erected to provide
needed accommodation for the Bible
School, Kindergarten and Youth Clubs.
J. E. Thomas was then minister. The
upstairs hall was named Magarey Hall

in memory of devoted services of the
Magarey family.

Upon retirement from the B S. he
was presented with an illuminated
address, signed by Chas. Schwab and
Alf. Mercer, who continues as the
present supt.

Mr. Manning served the church as
deacon and elder, as well as being on
the committee of the Boys’ Club. He
gave his first address in Gillies St.
Mission Hall, at the age of 19 years,
and later became a frequent speaker
at Henley Beach church, when J. W.
Cosh was responsible for arranging
the plan for voluntary helpers. He
also took meetings at Milang, Pt.
Sturt and York churches.

He served on the new building com­
mittee as secretary from July, 1919
to September, 1926. The building, with
extras, was built and furnished for
about £7,000 and a few years later
was free of debt.

He was S.A. State Conference Presi­
dent, 1941-1942, and visited many
suburban and some country churches.

In 1902, Mr. Manning married Ethel
Ransley, daughter of Mrs. Mercy Dum-
brell, by H. D. Smith, in the old
church building. This partnership
was broken by the home call of Mrs.
Manning in 1960. To Mr. and Mrs.
Manning were born Ross James, Frank
Herbert. Dulcie (dec.). Mavis, Mrs.
H. J. Neuling, Jean (Mrs. Joy), and
Ralph. Ross and Frank both trained
for Christian service at Glen Iris
Bible College, and served as mission­
aries with RM.B.U. in Belgian Congo.
After 25 years in the Congo, Ro-=s is
now organising the National Bible
Society of Nigeria.

Frank, who married Helen Wilt­
shire, is now Australian Secretary for
R.M.B.U. and lives in Victoria.

We pay tribute to a man of out­
standing witness and influence for
the Lord, a man of faithfulness and
loyalty. We feel sure that many are
serving their Lord more earnestly
because of his inspiration. May there
be many more who will "follow in
his train.”

"BLACK POWER" IN U.S.
(New York). "Black power,” wiiich has

replaced "Freedom now” as the chant of
frustrated Negroes in the ghettoes of
U.S. cities, has brought expressions of
distress from whites and some Negroes.

Responsible churchmen, commenting
on the “black power" slogan, appear to
agree on several points: an explosive
situation exists; the frustration and even
desperation of the Negro masses is real;
if white had realised the seriousness of
the situation sooner, current widespread
unrest might have been averted.

Dr. Martin Luther King, in a seven­
column advertisement in the "New York
Times,” appealing for funds for his South­
ern Christian Leadership Conference,
reported that millions of Negroes are
frustrated and angered because "extrava­
gant promises made less than a year ago
are a shattered mockery today."

When the 1965 Civil Rights Act was
passed, it was proclaimed as an open
door to freedom, King noted. But the
smallness of the gains made in both
Southern States and Northern ghettos
led some Negroes to believe violence was
the only method to shock the white
majority and press it to come to terms
with social evil of staggering proportions.

“Black power” was an expression of
desperation which would vanish. King
said, when the Negroes were effectively
organised. Negroes had to acquire a
share of power, he stated, and the vast
majority would continue to go about
getting this without violence — "if white
America will meet them with honest
determination," King concluded.—EKS.
