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THE PRESIDENT COMES
There are many who are sure that the visit to Australia of the

President of the U.S.A, is a political gimmick on the eve of the U.S.
elections. Of one thing we can be sure. The journey was not inspired
by religious motives — the Federal Conference of Churches of Christ in
Australia closed two days before the President was due!

Although he is a member of our church fellowship in the U.S. (see
page 7), no one would expect him to search us out during his brief visit
down under, but if the opportunity came I guess we would not be above
taking advantage of it. And Mr. Holt and his party would be less than
human if they failed to get whatever political benefit they can for their
own electioneering.

But if Mr. Johnson did talk to us in Conference, he would find the same
mixture of acceptance and rejection that is apparent everywhere else.
World leaders naturally have strong supporters and strong detractors.
President Lyndon B. Johnson is an exception only in the exceptional sup­
port given by many people and the exceptionally strong opposition given
by others.

It is not easy to judge how strong the opposition is to Johnson
here in Australia. It may be easier to make an assessment next month
when the Government will see its own election result as endorsing or con­
demning its policy in Vietnam. It follows that, as Johnson is the world
symbol for a military solution in Vietnam, so an Australian government
victory will be regarded by many as a vote of approval for Johnson’s
world leadership in general and the Vietnam commitment in particular.
(Of course it is possible the election will be fought on decisive issues that
are quite independent of Vietnam.)

Certainly there will be protest banners and demonstrations against
the President when he arrives, if only to avoid appearing to agree with
him. And, as certainly, some of our own folk will feel a moral responsi­
bility to join the protesters.

It is not being too simple to remind ourselves that normal courtesies
to a visting head of State could well dictate the response we shall all
give. Many of us have questioned the justice of Australian involvement
in Vietnam, but Vietnam is not the whole world. We cannot escape our
own share of praise or blame, but when (or if) the Vietnam conflict is
resolved, the world will still go on, with its problems for Australia, the
U.S.A., and the rest of the world. President Johnson has no Jack of
other crises at home and abroad and would be thankful to be relieved
of the destructive menace of Vietnam.

We could well remember that Johnson is neither a saint nor a devil.
He is a man with a terrible burden of responsibility to carry.

SUBLIMELY RIDICULOUS
When a Sydney boy refused to take part in a school cadet exercise

he broke the rules and regulations of the school to which he was committed.
The school was justified in taking appropriate action and the matter
should have remained there.

To the amazement of the whole country, the Minister for the Army
used in Parliament information gained by security officials about the boy’s
mother and an organisation to which she belonged. This was bad enough.
It was made much worse when the Prime Minister himself defended the
Army Minister’s action and even went further by suggesting that the
matter had a bearing on the security of the country.

We would all applaud the important representatives of our nation
if they used valuable Parliamentary time to protect a boy and his family.
It is beyond comprehension that they should instead use that time and
place of privilege to defame a boy and his mother. We are also made
apprehensive as to the use which may be made of other information
gathered by the security agents.

When political leaders make an error of judgment, as they did in this
case, they would look much bigger people if they admitted it and apolo­
gised instead of making a defence that only adds to their folly. If Mr-
Holt’s discernment can be so defective about trivial things, we shall end
up by questioning his judgment upon the big issues.

THE REDEEMING
LORD

OK] RENEWAL
BY K. J. CLINTON

Our world may be divided into two
areas of need and despair today.
On the one hand, the cry goes up for
help from the two-thirds who endure
poverty, ignorance and despotism, who
are fighting a losing battle to stop the
population spiral, and who face insup­
erable odds in the struggle to improve
their economically underdeveloped count-
tries. On the other hand, a cry goes
up from the third, who enjoy unprece­
dented affluence, opportunities for edu­
cation and the benefits of our techno­
logical and secularized age, but who
nevertheless have been left with no
moral anchorage, no satisfying purpose
and no sense of wonder.

There seems to be no answering re­
sponse adequate to the situation, as the
contemporary scene seems to be charac­
terised by an insensitivity to the vastness
of the need, by an incapacity to act
and by a refusal to become involved
and take risks.

But there is a response. The Redeem­
ing Lord is the “Good Samaritan” who
took flesh and dwelt among men to
redeem them to himself. The parable
of the Good Samaritan answers the ques­
tion of the lawyer, “Who is my neigh­
bour?” But it also challenges the Chris­
tian church to see its role in this age.

The church needs renewal to enable
it to fulfil its servant role, to effectively
communicate the gospel and to authen­
tically be the People of God, in this age.

It is the Redeeming Lord who is

1. The Initiator of Renewal,
for renewal is ultimately the work of
God in Christ.

We have assembled in Federal Confer­
ence in the name of “Our Redeeming
Lord,” which is one of the many Bibli­
cal appellations of our Lord Jesus
Christ. It describes what he is and
what he has done. .

(a) Jesus Christ is Lord was one of
the first Christian confessions. When
the ancient Roman Empire was a dom­
inant world power and affirmed "Caesar
is Lord,” the early church had the
audacity to acclaim “Jesus Christ is
Lord.” The word “Lord” has rich con­
notations. The basic one is that of
sovereignty and authority, but it also

means one who owns something, and
so includes the idea of the relationship
of slaves to a lord. It is therefore
appropriate to speak of Jesus Christ as
our Redeeming Lord. To call Jesus
“Lord” is to state his rank. To call
him “The Redeeming Lord” is to state
his function.

(b) It is not only as “Lord” but as
“the Redeeming Lord” that he is the

Initiator of Renewal.
God heard the cry for help from the

Israelites and delivered them out of
their enslavement in Egypt. He made
covenant with them and called them
his people. They saw that they be­
longed to God and that he had been
their deliverer and redeemer.

In the crisis of the Babylonian exile
in the 6th century B.C., they again saw
that only as God redeemed and de­
livered them would they be restored to
their former land. "He will come to
Zion as Redeemer.”

It was within this frame of reference
that the early church saw Jesus as the
Redeemer. He shed his blood in order
that all who believed in him might be
redeemed. His death liberated from sin
which had enslaved men. This eman­
cipation was thought of as total and
final. Although possessed now, it was
yet to be fully realised and consum­
mated.

Although renewal ultimately is the
work of God in Christ, the Redeeming
Lord, we should next see that

2, The Experience of Renewal
is effected through the instrumentality
of the Holy Spirit.

The Psalmist sings of the creative and
renewing power of God through his
Spirit. Although the future act of God
in delivering Israel from Exile in Baby­
lon was thought of as an act of redemp­
tion, it is more frequently described as
an act of renewal.

In the vision of the valley of dry
bones, the word of the Lord came to
Ezekiel as a promise of revivification
and renewal. “I will put my spirit
within you and you shall live.”

The expectation of salvation was real­
ised in Jesus Christ, who established the
new covenant founded not on law but
on the Spirit, which motivates man
from within.

This salvation was radically new. The
end of the work of God in renewal is
a new world and a new creation. The
word “new” runs like a refrain through
the Apocalypse of John, climaxing in
"Behold, I make all things new.” This
renewal of all things however is still
to be consummated.

It is a present reality that we are a
new creation in Christ. By baptism the
believer is initiated into the corporate
body of Christ, into the fellowship of
the Spirit, “by washing of regeneration
and renewal of the Holy Spirit.” As
the Christian lives his life, his inner
nature is renewed daily by the Holy
Spirit. Thus renewal is a process also.
Therefore, renewal in the church is a
process by which the Holy Spirit con­
tinues to restore the church to its
intended unity of worship and fellow­
ship and its intended mission of ser­
vice and witness.

3. The Call to Renewal.
The Holy Spirit is constantly calling

the church to renewal as it bears wit­
ness to the gospel in every age. “The
intellectual, technological and sociological
revolution of our time confronts the
whole church with a task more chal­
lenging than any era since Pentecost.”

The church is called not to react or
retreat, but to be renewed, for the
dangers are greater within than outside.
Although a widely pervasive concern for
renewal exists in the whole church, there
seems little evidence of it in our midst.
We seem complacent and smug. We need
to put ourselves under the Word of God
with a radical responsiveness that God
may constantly judge our lives. “He
who has ears to hear, let him hear what
the Spirit says to the churches."

God calls this Federal Conference
gathering to renewal. God’s call is:—

(a) To know the reality of faith in
personal relationship with God. There
is a danger of talking about the faith
instead of experiencing it. There is a
danger of absolutizing our view of the
gospel that when we profess to be “con­
tending for the faith once committed
to the saints” we are in fact contend­
ing for our particular view of the gospel.

The Keynote Address at the Inaugural Dinner of

Brisbane C.A.M.E.R-A. Foundation.

The CAMERA. Foundation has come
into existence to bring together all men
of good will to find every possible means
of solving the many problems associated
with the human consumption of alcohol.

Even though they may have different
convictions about the personal use of
alcohol, if they are responsible citizens
with some concern for their fellow men,
CAMERA hopes to bring them into
the common cause of promoting sobriety
throughout the community.

The facts are that alcohol is part of
the Australian way of life, but its misuse
has created a great number of serious
community problems. These include alco­
holism, compulsive and other forms of
problem drinking, the easy acceptance
of drunkenness as fairly normal behav­
iour, the increasing road toll, deteriora­
tion through drunkenness of the native
peoples of Australia and New Guinea,
juvenile drinking, homes suffering or
broken through cruelty or poverty asso­
ciated with the abuse of alcohol, indus­
trial and commercial inefficiency through
excessive drinking, and many others.

In the past many devoted attempts
have been made to solve the many alco­
hol problems.

1. Fifty years ago Australia almost
introduced prohibition, and millions at
that time felt, in all sincerity, that this
was the best answer to the problem.
But the tide has run out strongly
against such an attempt being made
again.

2. Temperance movements have tried
to get as many people as possible, especi­
ally young people, to become abstainers,
believing sincerely that this is the valid
way to overcome the problems before they
arise. And there is no doubt, of course,
that a person who has never touched
alcohol will never become an alcoholic
or a drunken driver; and by and large
his health will be better. But in spite
of the energetic work of the Temper­
ance societies, the consumption of alco­
hol has increased and the number of
abstainers decreased in the Australian
community.

3. A number of excellent alcohol
foundations have been set up to study
the disease of alcoholism, its causes and
its cure. "Alcoholics Anonymous” and 
4

other excellent groups have sought to
play their part. But alcoholism in­
creases.

4. The churches have a number of
differing views concerning the consump­
tion of alcohol Some believe, with the
psalmist, that it is one of God’s gifts
to be used for the pleasure of men, but
not to be abused. Others have strongly
supported the temperance movements
in their quest for abstainers. Others
again have left the matter of alcohol
consumption to the consciences of their
members, while one or two denomina­
tions have virtually made abstinence
part of their membership basis.

However, all of the churches are
agreed on two things: 1. Sobriety is one
of the Christian virtues, from which
Christians must not depart. 2. Every
Christian has a responsibility for the
well-being of his brother. The chur­
ches are all very much aware of the
problems created by alcohol, and each
in its own way has sought to take posi­
tive action towards solving them. But
not a great deal of ice has been cut
in the community because so many have
the mistaken idea that the church wants
to sit in judgment on them, and have not
become used to the idea that the church
is concerned for their well-being as
whole persons.

5. Responsible citizens, by and large,
are aware of the problems created by
the irresponsible use of alcohol, and
would like to do something about it, but
they are not sure where to start.

There are so many voices and so many
people trying to solve the problem of
alcohol from so many viewpoints, and
with so many strategies, that there is
some working at cross purposes, and
some confusion, and not a lot of co­
ordination. Meanwhile many of the
problems are going unsolved, and vested
interests are making greater profits at
the expense, of the dereliction of some
of Australia’s best people.

So among the many voices and meth­
ods and strategies for solving alcohol
problems, C.A.M.E.R.A. does not come
as another voice, another method, an­
other strategy. CA.M.E.R.A. sets out
to try to bring together all of the forces
working for a solution to these prob­
lems into a common cause. C.A.M.E.R.A. 
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is an attempt to mobilise all responsible
men of good will, whether they be abs­
tainers or not, to look together at the
problems, and to see what they can do
together about meeting them at every
level.

C.A.M.E.R.A. contains the initials of
the words — Commonwealth Advance
Movement Encouraging Responsibility
towards Alcohol. The key word is re­
sponsibility. It means being responsible
to people — the people who are getting
hurt in one way or another by the
irresponsible use of alcohol. Responsi­
bility means men of good will and
concern, whether they abstain or not,
sinking their differences of opinion, to
come together to find solutions for the
problems of alcohol in those areas where
people are getting hurt. Methods and
theories and philosophies and opinions
are not important as people. It is in
the interests of people, that C.A.M.E.R.A.
calls the Australian community to be­
come more responsible towards alcohol.

C.A.M.E.R.A. is trying to bring all
people of good will together for three
major purposes. The first is Research.
This will cover research into the nature
and effects of alcohol on the human
body. There will be research into drink­
ing habits of the Australian people to
see where these may contribute to human
casualties. Much research, of course,
has already been done by alcohol founda­
tions and others, it is hoped that these
findings may be gathered and dissem­
inated. It is hoped that a great deal of
research may also be done on the sorts
of human and social problems that
themselves lead to problem drinking.

„ second major purpose of
^•A-M-E.R.A. is Education. This means
making the facts discovered in research
as widely available to the public as
possible. This will be through the
?a“ ?ledia' through public meetings,
through schools, homes, places of indus-

commerce, in one sense the
C.A.M.E.R.A. in the edu-

mnfi al- fleld could be likened to a
A°coho?nS natlon-wlde "Teach-In” on 

mmLi”0"' ^hat tlle splendid educational
tbe Heart Foundation has

caused many people to make adjustments 
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to their way of life in the interests of
their health and well-being. We know
that the imaginative educational pro­
grammes of the various cancer research
foundations have done much towards
encouraging people either to abstain
from smoking or to cut it down. We
believe that, similarly, when the Aus­
tralian people learn more about alcohol
there will be vast changes in our nor­
mal pattern of life, with people deciding
of their own free wills either to reduce
their consumption of alcohol, or to cut
it out altogether.

The third major purpose of
C.A.M.ER.A. is Consultation. Perhaps
the greatest barrier to responsible action
in relation to alcohol, is that the many
interested parties seldom sit down and
talk to one another. C.A.M.E.R.A. hopes
to promote this coming together for
dialogue at national and community
levels, bringing together representatives
from public health agencies, from in­
dustry and commerce, from citizen’s
organisations, and from the fields of
education, the home, the service clubs,
and from any other groups that could
have an interest in a positive and
responsible approach.

C.A.M.ER.A. does not propose to run
the consultations, but simply to encour­
age their existence. What will the con­
sultations do? The very fact that they
are held, and that responsible people
from various community groupings share
their insights into the alcohol problem,
will in itself be a great gain, quite
apart from any action that might be
taken. C.A.M.E.R.A. does not propose to
structure the consultations towards pre­
conceived action, but one can imagine
where some of them will come out. A
consultation might decide to run a local
"Teach-In” on alcohol. Another might
decide on an education programme in
local schools. A consultation might lead
parents of a given community to band
together in support of a common code to
prevent juvenile drinking, so that no
parent will feel coerced when his children

quote the hoary phrase, "All the other
parents let their kids do it.”

C.A.M.E.R.A will definitely not try
to take the place of any organisa­
tions working in the field of alcohol
reform, research or education. Rather
it will seek to co-ordinate and stimulate
their various activities.

1. The Temperance Societies will go
on working in their own way for abs­
tinence, with their strong conviction
that alcohol free living is the ultimate
answer to the problem. Their partici­
pation in CA.M.EB.A. will not mean
that they will be compromising this
conviction.

However, in C.A.MEEA., with other
responsible citizens and groups who may
not share their conviction about abstin­
ence, they will work towards any possible
reforms or responsible actions that may
be able to be undertaken. For instance,
when the Australian Temperance Coun­
cil set up the machinery .that eventually
brought C.A.M.ER.A. into existence, it
was not changing its original position,
but rather it was deliberately seeking
common cause with all responsible men
of good will, desiring to co-operate with
all who will work for a sober society.

2. It is hoped that in C.A.M.ER.A.
the churches will 'apply themselves
similarly to encouraging a responsible
attitude towards alcohol, and will co­
operate with all responsible men of good
will, while retaining their own theolo­
gies of alcohol, and while remaining
true to their own consciences — and
working consistently towards the accepted
Christian goal of sobriety.

3. CA.M.E.R.A. does not anticipate
taking the place of the various founda­
tions or "Alcoholics Anonymous,” but
rather it hopes to use the findings of
their research, to publicise their work, and
co-operate with them in any way possible.

We believe that the drawing together
of responsible people in the work of
C.A.M.E.R.A. will cause the growth of
better attitudes towards one another, and 

that emotive name calling and suspicion
may give way to respect for each other’s
convictions and sensible co-operation in
every area of reform.

Those who do not necessarily go as
far as the temperance societies will come
to see these people as people of honesty,
conviction and concern for their fel­
low-men, and of worthy citizenship;
and not narrow-minded wowsers. Atten­
tion should be drawn to the fact that
the word Wowser, like the word
CAMERA, originally consisted of the
initial letters of a number of descrip­
tive words. The words were, "We Only
Want Social Evils Removed.”

And temperance people working shoul­
der to shoulder with moderate drinkers
in the common cause of responsibility
towards alcohol, will discover that they
too are people of conviction, with a
sense of concern for their fellow-men;
that they are people of integrity and
goodwill, and not the benighted dupes
of the grog industry.

The important thing is for men and
women of goodwill and responsibility
from the whole community and from
as many groups as possible, whatever
their private attitudes to alcohol, to
trust and respect one another’s integ­
rity and honesty of purpose, and to co­
operate in every way possible to com­
bat and overcome all of the problems
associated with alcohol, through re­
search, education, consultation and dia­
logue.

This is the aim of CAMERA. The
strength of CAMERA will be in its
branches in the local communities, where
study programmes will be undertaken,
and consultations organised, and recruits
enlisted. It is hoped to have 100,000
members of local branches on the basis
of membership of $2 per year, and
organisations at 25 dollars a year.
Branches will also raise funds for the
great educational campaign with the
idea of saturating the whole Australian
community with the relevant facts.

You have probably
seen one of the honorary doctors dash­
ing up the front steps with his stetho­
scope in his pocket, or a nurse hurrying
across from the nurses’ home to go on
duty.

Many times you will have seen ambu­
lances, with bells ringing and lights
flashing, turn into the hospital.

You know, of course, what it is like
in a hospital, for you are certain to have
visited a friend or relative at some time
and seen the doctors and nurses tending
the patients in the wards, but have you
been behind the scenes?

This opportunity will be given you on
Hospital Sunday, October 23, when Prince
Henry’s will hold “Open House.”

Between the hours of 2 and 4 pm.

tours of the hospital will be conducted
and visitors will be shown many of the
"behind the scenes” activities, including
the Occupational Therapy Dept., Physio­
therapy, Operating Theatres, and the
Nurses’ Training School, where films of
the life of a nurse will be screened.

In the Pathology Laboratory can be
seen the Auto Analyser which automati­
cally analyses blood samples — one every
minute.

The womenfolk will be particularly in­
terested in the Cytology Service, where
tests for cancer in women are carried
out.

The biology students will find much
in the cytology laboratory to interest
them, particularly the closed circuit TV
attached to the 1000th magnification
microscope.

In the Coronary Care Area, instruments

are to be seen which continuously record
the patients’ heart beats, blood pres­
sure and volume, to enable the nurses
to keep the patient under very close
observation.

The application of atomic energy to
medicine is demonstrated in the Radio­
isotope Laboratory.

The Red Cross library, the steroid
chemistry laboratory, the kitchen, X-
ray Dept., and Children’s and Adult
Wards will also be visited and mem­
bers of the staff will be available to
explain the operation of each Depart­
ment, and to answer questions. After­
noon tea will be available for a modest
sum.

Prince Henry’s Hospital is deeply
appreciative of the financial assistance
that it has received from the churches
and church people of Melbourne every
year since 1873.

It is easy to write a man off, or down,
according to his willingness to believe
what we believe, or accept our causes.
And if the man is a leader in the world
eye, then he gets more than his share.
Even so, fair play and an appraisal of
all the facts is a worthy approach to
any person or institution.

President Johnson, of the United
States, is to be with us, and not every­
one will welcome him openly. His rep­
resentative capacity is vast. He heads
up the most powerful nation in the
world, and his words have the world
for an audience. This is responsibility!
Even so, he is a father, a churchman,
and a carrier of burdens.

In this latter capacity our sympathies
should be with him. What man can
step on to the world stage, accept all
the demands, and yet please the world?
The greatest Man failed to do that!

There is a side to the President’s
life which ought to be considered. It

was my privilege to visit the National
City Christian Church, where he is a
member, and to talk with his minister.
Out of that experience comes something
which ought to be clearly stated. On
Sundays, when in Washington, he takes
his place quietly at the Lord’s Table.
He bows his head in prayer, he has his
moments with God, he believes in the
same Father as those around the world
who are doing the same things. What
is in his heart only God knows, and he
has the final word on all the people
and all the Presidents and Kings.

Then the minister told something
which no press in the world would ever
want to publish. There is a phone line
from the White House to the minister’s
manse. And when the President has a
momentous decision to make, a statement
to utter which has world or national
implications, he phones his minister, and
before anything is said or done, they
enter the private chapel and the whole
matter is laid before God.

Even allowing that statistics are often
controversial and difficult to evaluate in
this field, alcoholism has been ranked
by the World Health Organization as
one of the four major health problems
of our time.

Despite confirmation of this judgment
in many countries, adequate community
facilities for an overall alcoholism pro­
gramme often developed with painful
slowness and with wasted effort conse­
quent on poor co-ordination of existing
facilities.

Many factors are responsible for this
situation. Most spring from lack of
community awareness and resultant pre­
judice. Alcoholism is seen as a self-
inflicted wound deserving of moral cen­
sure and punitive retribution.

In fact, alcoholism is an endemic
social illness of the first magnitude. The
alcoholic is found in all levels of society.
He or she is usually intelligent and
striving, but with an inability to relieve
tension that causes increasing and,

finally, compulsive dependence on alco­
hol and related substitute drugs. This
low stress threshold is usually produced
by environmental pressures over which
the unfortunate patient has little or
no control.

These patients require compassion and
support. They respond, in the main, to
a proper treatment approach. Their
recovery usually means an entire fami­
ly’s life is transformed. Anyone who
has assisted in such a recovery pattern
can testify to the deep satisfactions of
the effort.

Only an aroused community conscience
can deal with the scourge of alcoholism,
an illness in which a beverage becomes
a poison to a significant and worth­
while segment of society.

Here is a mere man before his Maker.

And whatever we may think or say,
compelled by our own bias or political
or even religious feelings, should be sub­
ject to the acknowledgment that another
man likewise has his personal relation­
ship to God. All the protest meetings
and flag burnings in the world cannot
remove Mr. Johnson from the orbit of
God.

As a member of our own brotherhood
he has a loyalty which links him to all
of us. There are moments during his
week when he is like us so much
that the only difference is the place
where he prays and the inner con­
flicts which make him another man.
May God bless him as he continues to
pray, to believe and worship, and to
involve himself with whatever he be­
lieves is God’s will for him.

Australians will make him feel kin­
ship in great causes. Some may not
want to share the fellowship of believ­
ing some things together. But honest
and sincere people will say, “Welcome,
Mr. President."

• AT THE PICTURES

TOE WBMH
(Dendy Theatre, Brighton, Vic.)

This film won the Screenwriters’ Guild
of America award, and took first hon­
ors for best film and best actor at the
Berlin film festival. It states and im­
plies many things which are preached
in sermons, but because of the excel­
lence of its double attack on sight and
hearing, may be far more memorable.

Rod Steiger is Mr. Nassaman, the
Pawnbroker, painfully having his iron
barrier against emotion prised from him
Without revealing too much of the story,
we may record some of the truths
demonstrated in a powerful, shattering
film.

— We are forced to identify strongly
with the characters so that we feel our
responsibility as part of the human race
for man’s inhumanity to man. We real­
ise afresh the tragedy of war, the hor­
ror of concentration camps, and the
hoplessness of life in large cities.

— How many of us do not surround 

ourselves with a shell so we will not
have to face our deep hurt, or guilt?

— How difficult it is for us to truly
enter into another’s experience and feel
as he feels! How our all-absorbing
little tragedies pale into insignificance
before those of our brothers!

— How often we close our minds to
the sin which surrounds us, and is in
us!

. — The pain of not being involved in
life is far more damaging than the
agony of living.

— We cannot entirely lay the ghosts
of memory.

— Those we think we have rejected
may cheerfully go on accepting us des­
troying our defences, and insisting on
our eventual response.

Technically the film is superb. No
word or action is superfluous, all are
fraught with significance. Mr. Nassa-
man’s confused memories are shown to

us as thoughts really occur-, sometimes
in interminably slow motion, sometimes
at regular speed, sometimes in sublim­
inal flashes. These memories are as
devastating to us as they are to him.

Those who look for it may see the
richness of symbolism. Mr. Nassaman
sees in the dead Jesus his assistant,
his own son trampled in the prison
train; the camera lingers upon hands
upon which drops of blood have fallen;
the pawnbroker accepts the assistant’s
sacrifice as it marks his re-entry into
the world of man, as our acceptance of
Christ’s sacrifice marks our entry into
the Kingdom of God; the self-inflicted
hand-wound seems to allude to the
stigmata of Christ, as he joins the
throngs in the street and symbolically
enters life again.

At times beautiful, at times horrifying,
at times searing, at all times the film
has the stamp of real action by real
people in the real world. Those who
enter into its experiences will find it
indelibly imprinted upon the mind, to
haunt and give us hope.—Helen M. Davey.

CLASS
M, NEW GUINEA

BY Miss D. HOWDEN

The Fir Discipleship Class is still in
progress and we hope to have some
baptisms in the near future. Recently
we went to Tsumba to witness the first
baptisms there. It is wonderful how
quickly the Tsumba people have re­
sponded to the gospel.

Last Sunday members of the Disci­
pleship Class helped with the church
service. Ginu John led, and Matm read
the Bible. Ginu John, his sister Ngnam-
bure, and Matm still attend discipleship
classes faithfully. We praise God for
the way these teenagers have grown
spiritually. The Holy Spirit has been
at work in them and now they under­
stand what their baptism and life in
Christ will mean.

The mother of two of our Tamnung
school children recently died. She was
only in her early 30’s. As the children
were going into school one afternoon,
we heard wailing from Tamnung. I
asked who was sick. They told me that
Sera and Par’s mother had had a bad
pain in her stomach that morning.
She had had a baby four days previ­
ously, so I hurried up to Tamnung
with some medicine. Wailing usually
indicates that a death has already taken
place, but I found her still alive. Every­
one glared at me when I arrived. They
were sure she was going to die. I gave
her a penicillin injection with our new
emergency kit syringe, and told them
to take her to hospital at Tung quickly.
After making the usual excuses, they
reluctantly made a stretcher and, after
even more delay, they jolted her along
the road to hospital.

At Tung our nurses diagnosed her
illness as pneumonia, and had no doubt
that she would respond to treatment,
but she died at two o’clock next morn­
ing. To us it appears that she just
lacked the will to live. No doubt she
believed a sanguma (sorcerer) was kill­
ing her, and the fact that her relatives
and friends believed this too, and wailed
for her before she died, wouldn’t have
given her much encouragement to live.

I went to the funeral later that
morning. The poor woman was buried
in luxury such as she had never known
in her lifetime. As is the custom here,
her relatives put their best clothes and
blankets into the grave. When she was
alive and able to feel, no one offered
anything to make her more comfort­
able on the stretcher.

But that seems to be the way of life
and death in New Guinea. It is not
hard to weep with those who weep, but
some of our reasons for weeping are
different from theirs. Since children be­
long to the family rather than to their
parents only, there seems to be little
domestic upheaval caused by the death.
The relations care for the children.
The two who come to school are still
well fed and the new baby is getting
bottles of milk from us.

QUESTING

WITH

A. E. WHITE

You wrote recently that ordinary peo­
ple have always had trouble with the
phrase, "Lead us not into temptation”
in the Lord’s Prayer. This includes me.
What does it mean?

It is no problem to people who say
the words without thinking of their
meaning. But such folk are wasting
their time anyway. There is no value
simply in “saying” a prayer. This is
the vain repetition which our Lord
condemned.

Those who think about the words may
find help in remembering that God will
accept the meaning we give to them.
Generally, this is something like, "Please,
God, guide me so that I shall not fail”
It is the thing in our minds that is
important. Our minds and our tongues
should agree, but if in our ignorance we
use the wrong words, God will hear the
right thoughts of our hearts.

The problem verse cannot be solved
simply by a more accurate translation,
because the word behind “temptation”
(peirasmos) is difficult to translate. Be­
cause there are different ideas in it, no
one English word can express them.

The word can mean “deliberately try­
ing to induce someone to sin,” or “to
test the quality of a person,” or “to
place someone in a difficult position
where failure is a real possibility.”

Some translations obviously ask God
not to tempt us, or not to test us, but
temptation and testing are inescapable
hazards in every life. They come to
everyone, as they came to Jesus him­
self. Almost certainly the model prayer
intends us to ask God not to let us be
tempted beyond our capacity to resist,
or tested beyond our strength to endure.

When scholars try to rewrite the
Lord's Prayer in modern, meaningful
language, they inevitably come up with
something that is easy to criticise but
hard to improve. The experimental
version produced by the Church of Eng­
land Commission is not likely to com­
mend itself to Anglicans, let alone the
rest of us. It gives “Do not bring us
to the ordeal,” a phrase from E. V.
Rieu’s translation. The N.EJB. says, “Do
not bring us to the test.”

Although the conventional form of
the Lord’s Prayer is said in 1,000’s of
churches each week, it is doubtful if
our Lord Intended the prayer to be a
formal recitation. It was rather a
guide for our own prayers which, like
the model, should include adoration of
God, desire to do his will, recognition
that all our needs are supplied through
him, our need to forgive as well as to be
forgiven, and a prayer for protection
against the temptations and trials of life.

A» E0OCATOM
The problem of Adult Christian

Education is to find time and oppor­
tunity to get busy people together.
To meet this situation, in part, the
Canberra church is setting out to
take some Adult Christian Education
into the homes of its people through
a Bible Reading Fellowship. As many
people as possible are encouraged to
take part in their own homes, in
their own way, and at their own
time.

Notes are issued regularly to some
130 people. The studies are in the
Epistles. These are being studied
chronologically, or in the approximate
order in which they were written. The
relevant passages in the Acts are
taken up as well. This puts each
epistle into an historical setting. The
notes are duplicated in foolscap folder
form, and each contains notes for
from 10 to 12 days. Normally each
reading covers a short passage. The
notes comment on backgrounds and
meanings. Each day there is a ques­
tion set for thought, and perhaps
family discussion. The questions take

the main idea of each selection, and
seek to apply it to the real life situa­
tion in church or world or family
or personal life.

For those wishing to study and
discuss the Bible passages and the
questions more fully, there is a weekly
house party, held alternately on the
north and south sides of the city.
The notes are also taken by the
ministers into the homes of people
unable to attend services, or people
who are becoming interested, with an
invitation to participate.

Attractive covers have been pre­
pared for those wishing to bind their
notes. One of the elderly ladies,
Mrs. McNichol, punches holes in the
notes to simplify their binding by the
metal fasteners provided with the
covers. Inside the covers are printed
Bible references for use in times of
need, and Bible references on many
themes. On back cover suggestions are
made for the best use of the notes.
Isolated members, and some others,
have the notes posted to them.

Abraham ventured into a land “not
knowing whither he went.”

Every moment, day, month or year,
opens up a “no-man’s land,” virgin land;
presenting to us the invisible. We may
hesitate making plans, but we cannot
hesitate entering. Life won’t let us do it.
Some pioneers were rowing down the
River Murray. They were debating
whether or not to stop at Echuca. How­
ever, while they were debating the ques­
tion, they were carried past by the river.

Why are we undecided? Is it not
because we lack faith, courage, convic­
tion and ideals? An Englishman said,
“life is an affair of cavalry, a thing
to be dashingly used and cheerfully
hazarded.” To lose heart is to lose.
Indecision, in a time when urgent action
is needed, has crippling effects. While
debating, chances of life pass by. While
pondering, opportunities are lost. While
complaining, we become stale, ill and
wasted. Indecision results in boredom,
unhappiness and deadness.

The story tells of a soldier missed in
battle. He was found in a flower gar­
den. On being asked why he was not
in the front-line of action, he replied,
“Sir, I am doing no harm.” He was
tried, convicted and shot for desertion.
Are we contemplating, deciding, formu­
lating, while others dare to live and
follow their thoughts through to reality?

He who hesitates usually finds him­
self lowering his ideals, accepting the
second best, and becoming a man of
straw; lulling his conscience to sleep by
indulgence and ease; following the line
of presumption; disregarding courage
and endurance, and shirking from re­
sponsibilities. He is in the flower-
garden of morasses instead of in the
frontline of battle.

He may take the line of fatalism, hum­
ming the well known tune, “Whatever
will be, will be.” The early settlers
in Australia knew little or nothing of
that tune. A. B. Paterson writes:

They came of bold and roving stock
that would not fixed abide;

They were the sons of field and flock
since e’er they learnt to ride.

We may not hope to see such men
in these degenerate years

As those explorers of the bush — the
brave old pioneers.

’Twas they who rode the trackless bush
in heat and storm and drought;

’Twas they who heard the master-word
that called them further out;

"Twas they who followed up the trail
the mountain cattle made,

Mr. Setsman is minister at Gawler, S.A
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And pressed across the mighty range
where now their bones are laid.

But now the times are dull and slow,
the brave old days are dead

When hardy bushmen started out, and
forced their way ahead

By tangled scrub and forest grim to­
ward the unknown west,

And spied at last the promised land
from off the range’s crest.

O ye that sleep in lonely graves by
distant ridge and plain,

We drink to you silence now as
Christmas comes again.

To you who fought the wilderness
through rough unsettled years —

The founders of our nation’s life, the
brave old pioneers.

—(from “Pioneers”).
We can be such pioneers in the Twen­

tieth Century. We need faith; and what
is faith? “By faith Abraham obeyed
the call to go out to a land . . . and
left home without knowing where he
was to go. He was looking forward to
the city with firm foundations.”

That call of God must reach our hearts
also. “Awake thou that sleepest and
arise from the dead.” “Son of man,
stand upon thy feet and I will speak
with thee.” Let us declare ourselves
for faith in a strong and clean life, a
faith that will not shrink. Throw off
every encumbrance. Run with resolu­
tion. Take your share of hardship. Keep
the rules. Quit you like men.

“Come, then, stiffen your drooping
arms and shaking knees and keep your
steps from wavering. Do not then throw
away your- confidence, for it carries a
great reward.”

On Sept. 5, at Launceston, Tas., there
died, in her 96th year, a remarkable
Christian woman in Mrs. L. E. Annear.
She was baptized at Margaret St. dur­
ing the ministry of Stanton H. Wilson,
about a quarter of a century ago, but
before this had been active in the
Methodist Church. She came from a
family that has given the church some
of its finest workers. Two brothers,
Charles and Ernest Nicholls, and two
sisters, Mrs. Cummings and Mrs. Porter,
all deceased, are still household names
in the Launceston church. Mrs. Annear
married in 1891, and had 10 children.
Many of these, together with their child­
ren, and their children’s children, as
well as nieces and nephews, are main­
taining the family witness to Christ.
Mrs. Annear was a modem Dorcas.
Her hands were never idle in the creat­
ing of things of beauty for the work
of missions and societies. At one time
she spent several months at Norseman
Aborigines Mission sewing for the child­
ren, and helping her daughter and son-
in-law, Mrs. and Mr. Griffiths. Her
residence in the semi-isolated area of
Blackwall, on the Tamar River, made
it difficult for her to attend services as
often as she would have desired, but
she never failed to express her appre­
ciation of the privilege of being at the
Lord’s Table. Our occasional visits to
her home were extremely rewarding, and
one came away feeling that he had re­
ceived more than he gave, so deep was
her love for Christ, and so simple her
faith. Her tired body was laid to rest
at Launceston Cemetery on Sept. 7. A
large crowd attended the services con­
ducted by the writer.—C.J.R.

Mrs. Evelyn Fax.

Sometimes we wonder how one per­
son can cram so much into one lifetime!
After 67 years of a full and Christ-
centred life, Mrs. Evelyn Fax, of Albert
Park church, in Adelaide, S.A. died on
Sept. 23, after a brief sickness.

About 12 years ago she, and her late

husband Len, moved to Albert Park, a
newly developing area. It was natural
that the H.M. Dept, should talk to Len.
and Ev. Fax about starting a church in
their home. Today’s great equipment
and splendid membership and school is
a fitting testimony. Another one was
in the refusal of the men in their street
to keep their motor mowers going after
10.45 a.m. on Sundays out of respect
to Mr. and Mrs. Fax and their church.

Around Adelaide today are a number
of elderly people who will miss her
ministry. As superintendent of the
prayer groups, she organised visits to
shut-ins for prayer gatherings, enter­
tained many of them in her home, and
left a legacy of good works in so doing.

The three Winner girls from Prospect
church have always been devout mem­
bers of the church, and can be found
working quietly at Koongarra Park and
Unley churches. Mrs. Fax’s three child­
ren simply followed the parental example
and after decisions for Christ, pro­
ceeded to spend their lives for the high­
est. Glenda (Mrs. Neville Coombe of
Prospect church, served as sec. of Wom­
en’s Conf.; Ron was first sec. of Albert
Park church, and is now waiting to
assist in commencing yet another church,
whilst Allan and his family are active
members at Chatswood, in Sydney. These
all we commit to the loving care of the
Father who has been their reality.

The large and representative group
at the chapel was a fitting testimony to
one whose life ever showed forth the
praises of God and made the abiding
person of Christ real to those with
whom she shared her life.—E. P. C.

OPEN FORUM
THE WAR IN VIETNAM.

To the Editor,
I accept the basic premise that the

fall of South Vietnam to Communist
influence would jeopardise the security
of the whole of South-East Asia, and
ultimately of Australia.

I would emphasise the need for eco­
nomic and political solutions to the tre­
mendous problems that exist in Vietnam,
but these solutions cannot be effected
without military security.

The gospel does not specifically lay
down rules for the conduct of the state?
We as individuals are commanded to
obey the government in all matters that
lie within its purposes — the govern­
ment exists to guarantee our protection
and welfare. As Christians we can in­
fluence the government to justice and
mercy, but once its decisions are an­
nounced, we must abide by them unless
its demands are contrary to our con­
science toward God.

Christians faced with conscription fall
into three categories:—

1. Those who feel that the govern­
ment’s demands on them are reasonable
and that “thou shall not kill" is a
prohibition of murder only.

2. Those who feel that they personally
can have no part of killing operations,
and who ofler instead non-combatant
service.

3. Those who feel that the government
has no right to engage in killing opera­
tions under any circumstances, and who
will not co-operate at all with the
State in this matter.

This last view seems to me to under­
mine the whole purpose and function
of human society and the State, and
a term of Imprisonment is not too much
for such conscientious objectors to pay
for their convictions. What would Christ
have done if conscripted? I believe he
would have chosen the course of non-
combatant service, as befitting his min­
istry of compassion, but he would have
gratefully appreciated the services of
the combatants who ensured the security
of society.
