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ALCOHOL HAS TWO FACES
No one else has remarked upon it, but it seemed to me that there

were two highly provocative responses to Alcoholism Information Week
and the launching of C.A.M.E.R.A. at the end of October.

One was an expensive lift-out newspaper supplement promoting the
image and interests of Carlton and United, and the other was the timing
of the announcement of the setting up of the new Courage Brewery. Not
that the breweries would think these actions provocative. "They never seem
to think that alcoholism is their problem, anyway. And now that alco­
holism is becoming firmly established as a sickness, the beverage from
which it gets its name is apparently to become even more respectable.

Alcoholism is a sickness. Dr. J. R. Moon said it “is an endemic
social illness of the first magnitude,” and “only an aroused community
conscience can deal with the scourge of alcoholism, an illness in which a
beverage becomes a poison to a . . . worthwhile segment of society.”

We go all the way with those who plead for compassion and support for
the alcoholic without moral censure and without treating him like a
criminal. There is a much better social (and religious) climate now for
the acceptance and treatment of an alcoholic as a real person.

This does not mean that we should look with affection upon the
beverage which is the chief means for producing alcoholics. Indeed, there
are two areas where immediate restrictive action should be taken. These
are in the realms of profits and advertising.

In addition to causing immense personality havoc, the cost to the
community is astronomical in terms of medical and psychiatric treatment,
hospitalisation, penal care, and work force inefficiency. Since the com­
mercial rewards are extremely high, the brewers and hoteliers should carry
a much higher proportion of the cost of the consequences of their wares.

The other major need is in the area of education. We shall make
no headway with educating the present generation in understanding
alcohol if the world’s most experienced and expensive advertising experts
are to be permitted to keep on promoting a desirable public image of
alcohol.

Alcohol has two faces and the face which the makers and sellers
always hide must be shown for all to see. This, too, will cost a lot of
money. Some of it must come from concerned people who will join
C.A.M.E.R.A. or support alcoholic foundations or temperance societies.
But this will not be nearly enough. A lot of it should come, and could
justifiably come, from those who profit from the sale of alcohol.

All of our resources, energies and efforts could be used up on the
treatment of alcoholics, but we must also find ways of reducing the
menace of alcohol through research, education and consultation. This
reduction will not be achieved unless there are enough people to care.

WHO IS TERTIUS?
I live right opposite an Anglican church, and a recent visitor looked

across and said, “So, that’s St. Chad’s!”
Yesterday morning I received a letter which said, for the umpteenth

time, “The best thing you write are the Letters from Tertius.” In the
afternoon a fellow on the phone said, “Tertius is a very good literary
device. You can say a lot of things you can’t say in an editorial. But
everybody knows it’s you!”

Then, today, at a wedding, someone called out, “Make way for
Tertius!” I turned round quickly to see who it was, and found that
everyone was looking at me.

It is most humiliating for me to have to admit it, but the writing
which has earned me the highest praise for my literary efforts is not written
by me at all.

All I do is correct the spelling when it needs it, and add a comma
now and again to the letters which come to my desk with no address at
all and with no signature, other than that of “Tertius.”

Of course, I have my own idea as to who he. she or it may be. But
I could be wrong. Others have been so wrong about me!

OUR REDEEMING LORD
IN MISSION

In the Book of Revelation we see the
glorious picture of the redeemed people
of God from among all nations sing­
ing happily to Jesus, “Thou art worthy
to take the Book and to open the seals
thereof: for thou wast slain and hast
redeemed us to God by thy blood.” The
reason for their great and abounding
Joy was, of course, the worthiness of
"Our Redeeming Lord,” which is the
theme of our Conference.

God Sent His Son to Redeem
the World

Both from the Old and New Testa­
ments it is clear that God chose his only
Son to be the redeemer of the whole
world. He loved the whole world and
gave his only begotten Son (John 3:16).
And, in order that people might believe
in him, God gave them signs, one of
which was that he would be born of a
virgin (Isa. 7: 6). At the appropriate
time Joseph was reminded of this sign
and was specifically told to call his
name, "Jesus,” meaning "Saviour” (Matt.
1: 18). And, we have evidence in the
Gospels that God was pleased at his
Son's work.

Although the Jews believed that the
Messiah was to come exclusively for them
Jesus made quite clear that his mis­
sion was to the world. Why, even John
the Baptist, who heralded his coming,
declared him as "The Lamb of God, that
taketh away the sins of the world.” Jesus
himself claimed that his fold extended
beyond the Jews, when he said, "Other
sheep I have which are not of this fold;
them also I must bring.” Moreover, when
he prayed to his Father, he said, “Neither
pray I for these alone, but for them also
which shall believe on me through their
word.”

Disciples Proclaimed Their
Redeemer

The early disciples of Christ, though
few in number, boldly declared Jesus
Christ as Redeemer of the world. Peter
is very emphatic when he says, “There
is no other name among men whereby
we must be saved.”

(Brief summary of the address
delivered at the Federal Confer­
ence, 1966, by Hariba Waghmode).

Paul, who was once the enemy of
Christ and his people, but now changed
and saved by the grace of God, boldly
proclaims, “I am not ashamed of the
gospel of Christ, for it is the power of
God unto salvation to every one that
believeth.” This is the truth and the
challenging message of Christianity to
the world for which Paul says, “I am
ordained a preacher and an apostle."

If the cross of Christ did not mean
redemption of the world, why would
disciple Thomas come all the way from
Palestine to India, facing perilous Jour­
ney on the way, only to encounter
martyrdom for his Christian faith?

Church Proclaims Her Redeemer
In establishing his church, Jesus wanted

to make her the vehicle of his Gospel
of Redemption. The evidence of his
redeeming power is amply seen in the
world wherever this gospel was preached
by his church. Changed lives of people
due to this gospel of Christ, speak clearly
of the power of God manifested in it.

Speaking about the Mission work in
India, I would say that a radical change
took place in the lives of men and
women of the criminal tribes and the
hill tribes when Jesus came into their
life. “If there be any man in Christ
he is a new creation." Again, our
Redeeming Lord gave a new ray of hope
and aspiration to those who were down­
trodden, oppressed and out-caste peo­
ple of India.

Those who sat in darkness for ages
not only received light, but also became
light for others through Jesus Christ.
Who has broken the shackles of bondage
of the womanhood of India but Christ,
our Redeeming Lord! Women like
Pandita Ramabai are a glowing tribute
to the power of the gospel of Christ.

Jesus said, "Suffer the little children
to come unto me.” When the children
of India began to come to Christ through
mission Orphanages and Children’s
Homes, the church of Jesus Christ began
to grow rapidly in India.

We also read that when Jesus healed
the sick and the suffering his "virtue"
went out from him. It is this "virtue”
again which is manifested in Mission
Hospitals in the healing ministry of the
church.

Christian educational institutions pro­
vide not only a strong Christian witness

in the high places, but also strong and
virile Christian leadership in the church.

And last, but not least, the gospel of
Christ is being proclaimed through the
printed word. The value of Christian
literature and Bible Correspondence
Courses is immense. Notable Christian
leaders have been won to Christ through
the printed Word of God and printed
presentation of the gospel.

Unfinished Task of the Church
Although much has been done in the

name of Christ, much yet remains to be
done. There are still new areas to be
evangelised and new people to be reached.
And the church faces new opportunities
of evangelism. In order to catch up with
the world and her population explosion
the church must use new strategies and
speedy methods of evangelism.

Use of Speedy Methods
The world is moving towards mass

education. Specially the backward coun­
tries want to step up their educational
plans in order to bring about their
socio-economic and political advances.
For this reason radio, television and lit­
erature are much in demand and are
much in use. The church can make
use of the same media to bring about
the spiritual advances in the life of man.

Use of New Strategies
There are some significant changes

which are taking place in the world.
First and foremost is the significant
growth of industries in the backward
countries of the world. Specially in
India, new industrial centres are devel­
oping. The church must focus her at­
tention on these new strategic centres
in her future plans for evangelistic out­
reach.

Second significant change is the growth
of a powerful student world which seems
to be neglected. We cannot afford to
neglect them any more if we want to
create a truly vigorous national church
in India.

Thirdly, we must watch the changes
that are taking place in non-Chrlstian
religions and their communities. This
calls for a review of our presentation of
Christian gospel to the present world
in a realistic way.

o CHRISTIAN WOMEN SERVING
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BY JEAN MILNE

"Don’t you find the work depressing?”
“Can anything be done really?”
“A friend of mine is going to your

place for treatment — I suppose that
means things are grim!”

"I’m sure if I thought I had cancer
I wouldn’t have anything done about
it.”

These are some of the questions and
statements indicating the misconceptions
of work in a specialist hospital, where
certainly many are extremely ill, and
others desperately apprehensive — but
there is so much more to the story.

A Cancer Institute is not, as might
be imagined, a place of gloom, or de­
pression or at best of forced smiles. On
the contrary, it is a place where, on
the whole, there is a remarkably happy
atmosphere. It may be described as a
place in which one may gain a true
sense of values because it is a PLACE
OF REALITY.

The conditions and prognoses of the
patients presenting for investigations
and treatment are widely varied. There
are those who do not have malignant
conditions, the many who have cancer
diagnosed in very early stages, while
others present in more advanced stages.
There is something to be oSered in
every stage. Many are being cured,
others are given extension of normal
life, still others are being afforded great
relief, while for some the care in de­
clining stages is the need provided.

The opportunity to provide this phy­
sical healing is increased by the pub­
lic’s greater awareness of the factors
leading to early diagnosis and the recog­
nition that something can be done.

To this end the Anti-Cancer Council
of Victoria implements its public edu­
cation programme in every way possible.
Literature is readily available with in­
formation about significant warning
signs, tests available for early diagnosis,

the causal relationship between smok­
ing and lung cancer, and some figures
indicating the surprisingly high cure
rate.

With this public education programme
and the effective treatment facilities
available, much is being accomplished
in the realm of physical care, but some­
thing else happens in this place of
reality.

Apart from the physical condition
there is a new factor in the lives of
many of these people who are suddenly
confronted with real issues. No matter
how much one has thought about life
and death and potentially fatal illness,
something happens when this concept
becomes reality. If more of us had to
face those issues, more of us would
be "real people” with a clearer vision
of what life is really about.

Individual reactions to this new situa­
tion vary tremendously. So many seem
to be given a new strength to the extent
of being a source of blessing to those
who seek to minister to them. The
majority cope with this deep experience
in a wonderful way, but the outward
manifestations vary so that it is not
always easy to recognise the underlying
needs.

People Are Persons
So there is a particular service of

staff to patients in their emotional as
well as their physical needs. This may
be adequately provided simply in a
warmth demonstrated in the procedure
indicating the recognition of the patient
as a person with feelings. More fre­
quently the need is for the staff to go
beyond mere recognition and be con­
cerned for this real person, to be pre­
pared to listen, to be sensitive to the
needs of this individual.

In many instances, if the prognosis is
not favourable, the patient is aware of
the situation and is reasonably well
adjusted to it, but has to contend with
the strained attitudes of well-meaning
friends and relatives. As Mrs. E. once
said — she was having quite a happy,
normal day until she met her Aunt,
whose eyes filled with tears as she
greeted her. Mrs. E. knew that her antici­
pation of life was probably another few
years, and she was living this time as 
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normally as she could, but she reported
several instances such as this, and con­
fessed that these were her problems.
Her regular admissions to hospital for
treatment were happy occasions, both
for Mrs. E., and the staff. She was
able to talk without reserve to her
friends on the staff, who knew and
understood the whole situation, and
there was no need for any pretence.

This situation is an example of the
type of bond which potentially exists
between staff and patients.

Time and pressure of duties preclude
giving as much as one would wish in
so many cases, but there are greatly
valued experiences of relationships with
people in their time of need.

One recalls Mr. W., the young father
who confided, on the day before he
died, that he'd “had the time of his
life” this last three years — the years
of "normal” life he had been unexpect­
edly given during which he had been
able to consolidate his family’s welfare.

One of the most appreciated Christmas
greetings is the card and handkerchief
received regularly, for ten years now,
from Mrs. H., who is apparently cured of
what appeared to be an advanced stage
of cancer.

There are some patients with whom
one doesn’t have prolonged association,
but the recent eager confidence of Mrs.

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Continuous service over the years in­
evitably leads one further from the direct
patient contact to positions of adminis­
tration or teaching, presenting a new
challenge.

Young people come into the field
wanting to serve, and yet needing guid­
ance in this stage of life when so many
adjustments are necessary. Nevertheless,
it is a remarkably rapid transition from
the tentative new student to the respon­
sible person giving of her learning and
skill and concern for the most import­
ant person — the patient.

Because there is a "most important
person” in this field of work, there is
a potential danger of overlooking the
needs of the person working alongside.
Particularly in administrative and teach­
ing positions, it is so important to have
a "ready ear” for all with whom con­
tact is made in the work sphere.

This problem of lack of sensitivity to
the needs of ordinary people is a uni­
versal one, but perhaps it is highlighted
from the vantage point of one working
with sickness.

It seems that when serious illness

occurs so many people show they care —
this is the opportunity they have wanted
to give of themselves. But must it be
that this caring is expressed only when
life is threatened — when its impact
is, of necessity, less effective? Certainly
the needs associated with sickness are
obvious, but how many other needs
surround us unrecognised? So many are
trying to cope with life alone, needing
the concern of a person who is willing
to be available.

Considering again the patient who is
in this obvious position of need, the
service of staff is only part of the story.
Friends, too, need to recognise the vari­
ous ways of expressing care for the seri­
ously ill person, and to carefully and
prayerfully consider these.

Some of the questions one might
ask are:—

“Is this person already adequately
catered for spiritually and emotionally
by ministers, chaplains, regular hospital
visitors and family and close friends?”

“Is the patient lacking visitors, or on
the other hand perhaps needing all the
available time for family communion?"

OUR REDEEMING LORD IN
Finally, let us remember that ours is

a spiritual battle. “For, we wrestle not
against flesh and blood.” Our material­
istic strategy will not give us a decisive
victory in our spiritual warfare. When
Shivaji’s army won an important fort
from their enemy, they signalled their
victory to their master by lighting a
great hay-stack. The burning of the

hay-stack was only the sign of victory,
and not the cause of it. The victory
came because there were faithful, obedi­
ent and brave warriors who risked their
fives for their master.

So it is with us. The victory would
be to our “Redeeming Lord” if we are
faithful and willing to give our life for
our Master.

DISCIPLES TAKE NEW STEP
(Dallas). The Disciples of Christ, a

U.S. denomination that has considered
itself a loose brotherhood of worshippers
with all authority vested in local con­
gregations, has taken a first step to­
wards developing a representative church
government.

By an overwhelming voice vote of
some 10,000 people attending the annual
mass assembly here, preliminary action
was taken to bring the 8,000 congrega­
tions and almost 100 autonomous organ­
isations of the 1.9 million-member com­
munion together as a single church
organised at congregational, regional and
international levels.

The assembly also approved convert­
ing the annual mass meeting to which
everyone could come into a delegate
assembly in which each congregation
would be entitled to a specific number
of delegates.

A “Provisional Design for the Chris­
tian Church (Disciples of Christ)” will
be presented to the first delegate assem­
bly in St. Louis next year—EP.S.

DEMAND FOR BIBLE GROWS
(London). In Latin America the de­

mand for copies of a modem translation
of the New Testament in Spanish has
been so great that supplies were ex­
hausted within a few weeks in some
countries. In Africa the growing literacy
rate has produced an unprecedented de­
mand for the Scriptures. And in Asia 

the revision of some current Bible trans­
lations is urgently needed.

Yet the Executive Committee of the
United Bible Societies reported at a
meeting in Berlin in September that
projects costing £75,800 ($212,240) have
been eliminated from its 1967 budget for
lack of funds.

"It is most disturbing that work
should have to be curtailed at a time
when widespread opportunities are of­
fered for Bible work throughout the
world,” said Dr. Olivier Beguin, general
secretary of the United Bible Societies.
—E.P.S.

BAPTIST PRESIDES AT
LUTHERAN'S FUNERAL IN
CATHOLIC CHURCH

(Lens, France). A Protestant funeral
service was conducted in a Catholic
Church here for Mayor Ernest Schaffner,
who was a Lutheran and a Socialist
member of Parliament.

The Catholic Church of St. Leger was
offered by its pastor, Abbe Michel Bar,
to the Rev. A. Douliere, the Baptist min­
ister conducting the service, when it
became apparent that the only Protest­
ant Church in town would be too small
for the funeral.

The service was attended by Abbe Bar
and Bishop Gerard Huyghe, of Arras,
who had endorsed the priest’s “loan” of
the church. The congregation included
other Catholics, as well as Protestants
and government officials.—EP.S.

"Does talking tire the patient?”
“Might it be better to send a card,

or a letter, or some flowers rather than
visit?”

“Is the family in need of help in the
home — or perhaps an offering of home
baking?”

“Is transport for hospital visiting dif­
ficult for the family?”

These are some of the questions which
may need to be considered in the ad­
vanced cases, but this review of a Cancer
Institute should not conclude on the
theme of the advanced stage. In this
PLACE of REALITY there is so much
more hope being offered and being
realised, as hundreds who read this will
know — those who represent the thous­
ands who have faced these issues, and
yet have been cured.

The transition from the negative
queries opening this article, to the con­
structive questions of the conclusion,
signifies the positive attitude in this
sphere of service. Yes, there are darker
moments, but the light that emerges
from the darkness has a very special
brightness.

LITTLE RESISTANCE TO
APARTHEID FOUND IN
SOUTH AFRICAN CHURCHES

(Frankfurt, Germany). Only a min­
ority of the members in the churches
of South Africa oppose the official policy
of apartheid, Dr. Martin Niemoller stated
on his return from a preaching and
lecture tour of the South African Re­
public.

The governments’ apartheid policy is
expected to become more severe under
Prime Minister Vorster, Dr. Niemoller
reported, but there is no fear of armed
resistance by the Negro population.

The attitude of South African chur­
ches is to obey the law, which means
segregation even in the church. Al­
though it is permissible for a Negro to
attend a white church service, this sel­
dom happens, he said. Black and white
congregations have no contacts at all.
Pastors and church members who pro­
test must face reprisals.—E.P.S.

METHODS OF EVANGELISM
(Cochabamba, Bolivia). Methodist con­

gregations in Latin America have been
asked to restudy traditional evangelistic
methods, as a result of a consultation
held here.

In a heated debate the 60 participants,
representing all Latin countries except
Cuba, voiced two distinct points of view:

(1) Traditionalists maintained that
preaching is of prime importance, and
stressed personal evangelism and tradi­
tional structures in the church.

(2) Another group emphasised social
action, encouraging the church to enter
into the secular world and, if need be,
to change its own structures.

“Working toward conversion of the
individual isn’t enough,” said the Rev.
Emilio Castro, co-ordinator of the new
Provisional Commission for Evangelical
Unity in Latin America. “To love our
neighbor today means to be responsible
socially with all that this implies.”—
EP.S.
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IF ONE ACQUIRES THE ART OF TAKING MINUTE VACATIONS
Annual vacations are part of today’s pattern of life. These are considered

necessary compulsions to keep the body in repair, ease tensions, give relief
from routine and recharge nerve batteries. The long vacation is an eager
expectation. Vacations are expensive luxuries, especially for families. Why
wait for a long vacation when the tonic effect of vacations can be had daily
if the art of Minute Vacations is cultivated? Dr. W. E. Sangster, in a prayer
known as “Slow me down, Lord,” prayed,

“Teach me the art of taking Minute Vacations ... of slowing
down to look at a flower, to chat with a friend, to pat a dog, to
read a few lines from a good book.”

John Oxenham wrote his last book in his 89th year. Tire work of final
revision was slow and he was glad when completed. His daughter, Erica,
contributed an epilogue in w'hich she said, “Father felt his life work was done.
He felt as we used to feel before we set off (on holiday) all packed up ready
for the journey ahead ... A Long Rest, New Interests, New Friends and New
Work To Do.” This neatly states the fourfold anticipation of a vacation —
a rest, new interests, new friends and a new zest for work, or more succinctly
stated — a complete breakaway from present tensions, a mind free for new
interests and renewed for new tasks. Included in Dr. Sangster's prayer is
the petition, “Break the tension of my nerves and muscles.”

The minute vacation is a yielding of oneself to God's restorative powers.
In one minute the mind is capable of being flooded with gratitude, saturated
with fortifying truths and geared into hopefulness. Break-the-tension tech­
niques are as varied as are personalities, yet each capable of outwitting tension
and frustration. The practice of minute vacations is a rewarding discipline.

Tom has a rebellious spirit. By an act of will he had learnt to transport
himself for the space of sixty seconds to a surf beach and, in imagination,
watch the turbulent w'aves exhaust their fury on the seashore. Witnessing
the waves lose their fury has a quelling effect on his turbulent spirit and
he returns from his minute vacation calm in spirit.

When Milke finds the morning routine of house work drudgery she “packs
up” and steps out the back door for a one minute vacation in the garden.
The out-of-doors, the flowers, the colors and the birds cancel out drudgery
attitudes.

Mary, Millie’s next door neighbour, breaks her tension by peering out of
the sun room window, delighting in the grandeur of a large silver birch tree.
For one minute she reflects on, the sap rising miracle to produce a thing of
exquisite beauty. The new spirit that overtakes Mary enables her to find a
delight in the tasks awaiting attention.

Francis, a next street neighbour of Millie and Mary, confesses to fre­
quently taking a minute vacation at the piano playing any casual tune that
comes tq mind . . . the more casual the tune the greater the refreshment.

Bill wanted to be an engineer, but finds himself a clerical prisoner. He
gets the fret out of his system by letting his pencil glide to any scrap of paper
on his desk and draws a cross. Slowly, but thoughtfully, he prints the words,
"By this sign conquer.” Bill confessed to an intimate friend that this is often
the most rewarding minute in his day.

Tony, though ninety years, and slow of foot, is still mobile for a daily
walk. Observers remark that he never fails to stand for at least one minute
by a large poplar tree and join the tree in watching the world go by on a
busy highway.

Widow Smythe is sure she touches the hem of Christ’s garment because
of the inflow of virtue into her being in the minute she sets aside to tend
her pot plants.

Rob is typical of a growing company who saturate their minds with
scriptural texts, one of which they use to displace their current distress.
In Rob's case he finds a nagging temptation loses its power as he repeats
again and again Christ’s response to Paul’s petition, “My grace is sufficient
for thee.”

Without further testimony of the personal application of the Minute
Vacation, there is ample evidence that in this age of rush and tear God is
able to slow life down and give an inner calm to counteract tension and trans­
form dreariness into liveliness, ugliness into loveliness, fretfulness into hope­
fulness, and able to redeem life from the strain of small thoughts and self
interest.

“The truth is that civilisation collapses
when the essential reverence for abso­
lute values which religion gives disap­
pears. Rome had discovered that in the
days of her decadence. Men live on
the accumulated Faith of the past, as
well as on its accumulated self-disci­
pline. Overthrow these and nothing
seems missing at first, a few sexual
taboos, a little of the prejudice of a
Cato, a few rhapsodical impulses —
comprehensible we are told, only in the
literature of folk lore — these have gone
by the board. But something has gone
as well, the mortar which held society
together, the integrity of the individual
soul; then the rats come out of their
holes and begin burrowing under the
foundations and there is nothing to
withstand them.”—[Dr. Monk Gibbon in
"Mount Iola.”]

This is a day when we have false
prophets speaking of a new morality.
A lecturer in psychology in the Australian
National University stated that sex rela­
tions are “the healthiest and most im­
portant human sport,” and he added
that adultery has probably saved more
marriages than it has broken up.

Now he was quoting almost exactly
what Dr. Alex Confert has written in
his book, “Sex and Society.” Many
of these prophets have been shouted in
England and are being echoed out here.

This is the day for Christians to give
a clear moral lead here in Australia.
Young people especially are bewildered
and are searching for an ethic to live
by. There must be no uncertain sound.

The church has always taught that
sexual relations between two people
outside marriage is sinful. The British
Council of Churches’ Report reflects an
alarming lack of nerve when it refuses
to condemn adultery or sex outside
marriage as sinful.

Christians must have the courage and 

the nerve to face ridicule because they
uphold high moral standards. There
must be no defeatism. Surely the
majority of people in Australia do hold
high moral standards. Let us give them
a clear, unequivocal lead, based upon the
plain teaching of scripture.

The voices of the new morality must
be rejected. Their message is the mes­
sage of dissatisfaction, misery and even­
tual doom. The late Dr. J. D. Unwin
spent ten years’ research examining not
only the civilised societies such as the
Hellines, Romans, Moors, Anglo Saxons
and English, but also eighty uncivilised
societies. He wrote of his survey in a
book entitled, “Sex and Culture.” Sum­
marising his findings, Dr. Unwin (who
was not a Christian) wrote:

“Sometimes a man has been heard
to declare that he wishes both to enjoy
the advantage of high culture and to
abolish compulsory continence. The in­
herent nature of the human organism,
however, seems to be such that these
desires are incompatible, even contradic­
tory. The reformers may be likened
to the foolish boy who desires both to
keep his cake and consume it. Any
human society is free to choose either
to display great energy, or to enjoy
sexual freedom; the evidence is that it
cannot do both for more than one
generation.”

A pamphlet which is readily available
in church book shops, “Christian Chas­
tity,” written by the Rt. Rev. Ian Shevill,
M.A., Th.D., is worth much more than
the price of ten cents.

Let Christians be very sure the rats
do not come out by showing that the
much abused salt has not lost its sav­
our, that the light still shines in the
darkness.

What About Team Ministry? QUESTING
Most ministers have said at some

time in their Uves, that they would
have appreciated another man able to
work closely with them through a par­
ticular period or problem. This is es­
pecially so for men straight out of Col­
lege, and the Team Ministry idea is an
answer to this need.

In a Team Ministry two men would be
familiar with the work of both churches
to which they were attached. Each would
periodically attend the board meeting
of the other church, and the two men
would meet regularly (weekly if possi­
ble) to discuss their work. In the case
of a meeting of experience and inex­
perience, this can be a valuable sound­
ing-board for the younger man, and a
stimulation to thought and spirit for
the older man.

Ministers can feel very isolated in
their problems, and with our usual sep­
arate arrangements no minister takes
much of an interest in another's work,
at least not on a sustained basis. With
a Team Ministry this is overcome, and
consultation means there can be a shar­
ing of'work, such as preparation of
study materials, youth meetings, joint
publications, hiring or use of equip­
ment, etc.

Such a scheme can only work, of
course, when there is genuine desire for
it in both ministers and both churches.
This has been the case with respect to
Mildura and Dareton. Each congrega­
tion is quite independent and engaged
its own minister, each being responsible
for salary, etc. Each church, however,
has been keen to have co-ordination of
work in every way possible.

While at Mildura as minister, A. Cant
assisted with Dareton before the arrival
of their own minister, J. Lowrey, and this
general oversight has- continued in co­
operation with the new minister. Weekly
consultations were held, and other co­
operation as suggested above has resulted.

Perhaps one of the most beneficial side
effects of the weekly meetings between
ministers has been the weekly meetings
between ministers' wives — because the
young minister’s wife often has a more
difficult job even than the minister in
sorting out her role and relationships.

Both Mr. Cant and Mr. Lowrey were
very glad that this arrangement was
made, and as Mr. Cant left for Black­
burn, to be replaced by Mr. Hamilton,
it is intended to continue the present
Team Ministry concept, trusting that it
will develop to suit the needs of the
personnel of the future.

When a member is transferred, an indi­
cation is given that he is in good stand­
ing with the church. What about those
who are not in good standing? — there
must be some — does the word go out
about them? Should not churches be
warned about the prickles as well as
the perfume?

The questions lately seem to refer
mostly to personal problems. I wonder
if it is because difficulties of personal
relationship become more obvious when
the church is facing times of testing,
such as confront us today.

There are some members who are,
unquestionably, a liability to the church.
They win no one to it, at least not
permanently. They do drive others away.
Their reputation inside and outside the
church is so bad that the news of their
impending departure may be received
with great joy.

However, when the transfer is made
it is likely to be effected by means of
the printed form without any comment,
and the receiving church is left to find
out the worst for themselves. When a
member is loved and respected, such a
transfer is likely to be accompanied by
a message telling of the qualities and
capacities of the member concerned.
Strangely enough, I have heard of some

who were no problem at all in their new
situation. They settled in and worked
harmoniously. They were like plants
that do poorly in one part of the gar­
den but thrive in another. A transfer,
accompanied by a warning, might have
prevented them from being accepted and
found acceptable.

On the other hand there are plants
that are prickly wherever they are trans­
planted. Ministers and elders have
sometimes complained that, because per­
sonality and even character defects have
been concealed, the members concerned
have been launched on a new course
of trouble making.

Since our responsibility is great, and
our judgment is not infallible, it is
easy to do the wrong thing — either
by speaking or remaining silent. If we
do speak, we must consider seriously the
possible consequences.

The familiar tests of Christian speech
could well be applied: Is it true? Is
it kind? Is it necessary?

It is in connection with the second
and third items that we have trouble.
We want to be kindly, but we also wish
to avoid being too timid in facing up
to our responsibilities. To do the thing
that is right we need to exercise both
Christian grace and Christian courage.



WORLD CONGRESS OF EVANGELISM

In the foyer of the Kongressehalle,
Berlin, where 1,200 delegates have gath­
ered from all over the world for the
World Congress on Evangelisation, there
is a vast relief map of the world. In
front of it a “world clock” set going
when the Congress opened, marks off
the number of children being born
around the world. The caption reads,
“Every second a fresh soul to win.”

This sense of urgency in finding a
way to reach more of the people of the
world with the gospel of Christ, has
brought 1,200 delegates from 100 countries
to Berlin.

This morning, at the opening convo­
cation, the flag of each country was
carried by a standard bearer and mounted
along the walls of the vast modern
Kongressehalle. Leading the procession
came the small, dignified figure of Bishop
Alexander Mar Theophilus, of India,
one of the most striking personalities
here. Wearing his robes of black over
deep pink, and a gold embroidered head­
dress, he carried the large Congress
Bible.

It was fitting that His Imperial Maj­
esty, Haile Selassie, of Ethiopia, should
have been asked to open the Congress.
He made a special one-day visit to
Berlin to do this. In his address he
said:—

"We are happy to be in this famous
city of Berlin, where Christian leaders
are assembled to consider ways and
means of spreading Christian faith
among nations. It has become a task
of paramount importance. We learn
from Holy Scripture that the first Ethi­
opian was baptized only a few months
after the death and resurrection of our
Lord. From then on, Christianity spread
steadily among Ethiopian people. How­
ever wise or however mighty a person
may be, he is like a ship without a
rudder if he is without God.”

A new hymn, "Macedonia," especially
composed for the Congress, was sung.

It is an exciting experience to be here
as part of this great gathering, where
the delegates, in national dress this
morning, ranged from a slim Vietnam­
ese in a long, blue silk gown, to a
North Indian American chief in tribal
dress, complete with feather headdress,
as well as many African and Asian church
leaders and evangelists, Anglican Bishops
and laymen and Protestant Christians
from many denominations.

Among Jewish and Catholic observers
at the Congress are Rabbi Arthur Gil­
bert, Director of National Department
Religious Curriculum Research, New
York, and the Rev. John Sheerin, editor
of the Catholic World Press.

Dr. Billy Graham, the Hon. Chairman
of the Congress, spoke in his opening
address on "Why, Berlin.” He said,
concluding it:—
10

"Today, if the Christian church could
be aflame with enthusiasm for the gos­
pel of Christ, with the spirit of burning
devotion to the Person of Christ, and
with an overwhelming passion for the
multitudes still outside Christ, we could
change our world. All is in readiness —
Breathe on us, O Spirit of God.”

Congress Chairman, Dr. Carl Henry,
Editor of "Christianity Today,” the religi­
ous periodical with the largest circulation
in the world, stated his view of the
urgency and timeliness of the Congress
when he said:—

"This may be the last time in human
history that disciples of Jesus Christ are
free to meet face-to-face on a global basis,
for such a goal. Even now some of you
occupy seats that were first assigned to
delegates unable to secure visas. Dele­
gates from East Germany could not
attend.” Dr. Henry went on to say —
“But we shall only reinforce a grave
misunderstanding if we congratulate our­
selves as members of an international
all-star team of evangelists. The Con­
gress brings us together in one hall, a
variety of races, nationalities and denom­
inations, and it also gathers a wide range
of viewpoints on its subject, “World
Evangelism.”

Facing the race issue, he asked:
“Dare we look for interracial teams

of evangelists who will circuit the earth
in courageous confrontation of whole
communities and nations set apart by
racial strife?"

The delegates are assembled, the main
meetings have begun. Now the real
work of this Congress begins. Much of
it will be in small discussion groups, in
Bible studies, in conversations between
people of different cultures. Everyone
here is praying for the guidance of the
Holy Spirit so that this may be a
mighty forward movement in the evan­
gelisation of the world.

WST IWWS M W

On Oct. 2 we witnessed the most won­
derful event in the history of Pir. Two
teenage boys gave themselves to Christ
in Christian baptism. They are John
(formerly called Ginu) and Matm.

Christians from Bunapas and Asau,
and missionaries from Chungribu, Tsum-
ba, Tung and Bunapas visited Pir for
the occasion. It is the second gather­
ing of missionaries we have had at
Pir, the first being Christmas, 1960, when
Tung and Pir were our only two cen­
tres of witness in New Guinea.

The Pir people, inspired by their coun­
sellor, Irumua, did quite a lot of prep­
arations for the event. It is wonderful that
they rose to the occasion, when normally
they do not rise to come to church.
The plaited bamboo walls of the church
building were repaired. A new platform
to replace the one that disintegrated
two years ago as a result of white
ants, was made for the pulpit and com­
munion table which Rex Chamberlain
is making.

The church was swept inside and the
grass was cut around it. The track
from Pir to Indo-opu was cut too, and
a bridge of logs was made across a
gully that was awkward to cross. The
undergrowth had been cleared away on
the slope near the bed of the river, and
another clearing had been made among
the trees a short distance away, making
a pleasant, shady open-air chapel. A
rough communion table had been made
from saplings bound together, and small 

logs had been arranged for us to sit on.
John, Matm, and Puki had made little
leaf huts for changing rooms.

The Pir people, the majority of whom
attend church only at Christmas and
Easter, witnessed the baptisms. We
were thrilled that quite a number of
the younger generation from Tamnung
were there too. Tamnung people hadn’t
been at Pir church services since they
re-started quarrelling about the owner­
ship of land two years ago.

John, Matm and Puki have witnessed
a Christian baptism before, but I do
not think any of the others have. Inter­
village misunderstandings are too long­
standing for Tung and Pir people to
want to visit one another, so conse­
quently Pir ' people have not gone to
Tung to see baptisms.

John Graham led the service beside
the creek, while Rex Chamberlain did
the baptizing. It was a very happy day
for us all. The people had helped to
prepare for it, and now they attended.
It was so different from two Sundays
previously, when I preached at Pir. The
people were having a "singsing,” and
the only ones who attended church were
an old lady, who doesn’t understand a
word of Pidgin English, two school child­
ren who speak Pidgin fluently, and three
other pre-school children who are not
of an age to be particularly interested in
what I am saying, even if they had
understood Pidgin.

As the boys went down into the water
we sang in Pidgin the chorus, What
can wash away my stain, nothing but
the blood of Jesus,’’ and as they left the
water we sang the chorus, “Happy Day,
Happy Day when Jesus washed my sins
away.”

The following communion service was
led wholly by indigenous Christians
from Bunapas. John Bolton preached,
and even those who rarely attend church,
listened well. For the communion, yam
was used instead of bread, and coconut
water instead of grape juice, since to
our people sago and yams are the staff
of life, and the water of a coconut is
the only pure fruit juice they know,
apart from that of sour limes. We
want them to continue faithful at the
breaking of bread, even in the absence
of Europeans, so it is necessary for
them to use emblems easily available
and meaningful to them.

CHRIS. EDUC. IN CHILE
For the first time in Chile’s history,

other churches, as well as the Roman
Catholic, will be permitted to conduct
religious teaching programmes in State
schools. Education Minister Juan Gomez
gave this interpretation of a government
decree after political opposition groups
had claimed it constituted an “imposi­
tion” of religious teaching. Senor Gomez
Millaf said the measure was exclusively
for students whose parents wished them
to receive instruction according to their
religious beliefs. There was no question
of providing such teaching only for
Catholics, as has been asserted, he said.
—E.P.S.

Dept, at various times, and
also served on the Advisory Board for
a period. In recent years, he has taken
a keen interest in the work of his son,
Lance, with the Federal Aborigines Board
at Carnarvon. Especially was this so
after his meeting with Bob Williams. It
was a great joy to the devoted couple
to recall the blessing God has showered
upon them through their sons, Theo.
and Lance, and their daughters, Avis
and Coree. How happy they were to
recount that all the grandchildren had
committed their lives to Christ, as well
as all their children.

When he died “rich in years” after
a brief illness, it was with the confidence
of one who had walked by faith and
who had peace with God through his
Lord.

Often
there would be as many as 15 or 16
people at the meal table.

Other quiet ministries included: wash­
ing the communion glasses each week;
preparing flowers for sick folk; writing
letters of comfort, encouragement, con­
gratulation, friendship, remembrance.
This latter seemed to be a special gift
developed over the years in spite of hav­
ing had no secondary education. Many
young people have thanked God for her
capacity for friendship and encourage­
ment.

Eliza Thomas was the only girl, with
four brothers, who were all workers in
Churches of Christ in various parts of
Australia, all of whom pre-deceased her.
James E. Thomas was well known
amongst us as preacher, teacher and
pastor; Alf. (W.A.); Frank (Vic.); and
Stanley (S.A.). The funeral service was
conducted by Horace Cave at the church
and cemetery.

INDONESIAN EVANGELISM
(Djakarta). — Reports from the Reg­

ional Council of Churches in Sumatra
and other sources indicate a sudden
surge of conversions and baptisms dur­
ing 1966 in the Batakland region on the
island’s north coast. This confirms ear­
lier reports of a successful mission effort
by the Karo Batak Church in Tigalinga.

Co-operative evangelistic work by 15
ministers from six churches, all mem­
bers of the Council of Churches in Indon­
esia, is expected to swell the number of
baptisms to 10,000 by the end of October.
The bulk of the conversions are among
members of the Simalungen-Batak tribe,
which numbers 350,000 and has its own
language.

Other parts of Indonesia, including
Bandung, have been the scene of recent
revivals. On January 25, 60 ministers
from 52 churches formed a revival move­
ment. According to the Indonesian paper,
“Ragi Buana”: "Every day 5,000 to
10,000 people gather in the market-place
in Bandung to hear the answer to the
question: Who is Jesus Christ? They
listen in order to believe in Jesus
Christ. Hundreds of Christian helpers
are there to help in giving the Chris­
tian message . . . 15,000 people have
already been baptized.”

In the Pak Pak-Batak tribe, a con­
tributing cause was the distribution,
more than a year ago, of Old and New
Testament passages, a short catechism,
and hymns in translation.—EP.S.

(Paris). A French priest has strongly
criticised Cardinal Francis Spellman,
Archbishop of New York, for his support
of UH. policy on the Vietnam war.

In an “open letter,” Abbe Albert Gau,
said that Roman Catholics should, above
all, speak the language of peace.

“For us as for you it is Christ who is
dying in the agonies and flames in the
rice fields and villages of these poor
Vietnamese people. There cannot be a
holy war” the priest wrote.

Cardinal Spellman when he addressed
the Veterans of Foreign Wars conven­
tion in New York in August, declared
that every person and country “has a
God-given right to protect and defend
itself and others against unjust aggres­
sion.”—E.P.S.
