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OVER THE SHOULDER
1966 was a splendid year statistically for “The Australian Christian”

in every area but one.
That the “Christian” is a brotherhood journal for the whole of Aus­

tralia was reflected in the topics that were dealt with and in the supply
of news and articles from every State.

There were 2,229 news items published, mainly from local churches,
but there were many general news items to keep us informed. One church
reported its news 28 times. On the other hand, there were 28 Victorian
churches which did not report at all.

There were 334 articles written by authors in every State on hundreds
of different topics. 1,073 were named as having joined our churches
through faith and baptism. There were 79 editorials and 46 “Questing”
answers. Tertius, whoever he or she may be, wrote 32 letters, and there
were 163 other correspondents who wrote letters to the Open Forum page.
120 obituary articles told of the faith and service of those who died after
living for Christ.

We feel some satisfaction, therefore, in the way in which we have
recorded the ongoing history of our churches. As we said, statistically
speaking, we had a good year. That is, in every area save one. Unfor­
tunately, that one is the crucial area of finance.

It was with great regret that the Board of Management decided that
the “Christian” would have to go fortnightly instead of weekly. But,
having accepted the inevitable, it is our intention to make our fortnightly
journal the best it can be.

Writing it and printing it is our business, and we shall work at it.
Reading it is the job of the members of the churches in order to keep
informed and in touch with the brotherhood.

One of our aims this year is to enlist every church officer and every
auxiliary leader as a subscriber.

Pass the word along!

DIDN'T KNOW IT WAS LOADED!
A few days ago Melbourne’s largest store was convicted of selling a

magazine containing obscene material.
We would be among the first to agree that our bookstalls are long

overdue for a clean-up, but we also acknowledge that there are many
censorship difficulties.

It is easy to set standards for size, shape and weight, but it is very
hard indeed to set acceptable standards for things that require value
judgments. It is more than likely that one magistrate would quickly
excuse what another would roundly condemn.

One most disturbing feature about the Melbourne incident was that
the salesgirl who sold the magazine was also charged in connection with
the offence. She was subsequently exonerated, but not until after her
name appeared several times in the daily newspapers.

It could quite easily happen that a sensitive Christian girl of the
highest principles would be unwittingly caught in a situation like this.

Usually, one can be charged with complicity only when there is
responsibility. If responsibility were required in this instance, the girl
would be obliged to read, in the boss’s time, all of the magazines she is
expected to sell.

If she were competent to draw the fine distinctions which are ex­
pected of a magistrate, and if she were capable of assessing the value (or
lack of it) of each magazine, she is unlikely to be found selling magazines.

In any case, if she reads all of the magazines on sale, leaving out the
foreign language journals, she would certainly have no time for selling.

All of which argues that a so-called Christian community is being
unjust in permitting police action against a girl who could in no way be
held responsible for the alleged offence.

A STOW IN DEPTH

1. "Come, Follow Me!"
The casual observer might be tempted

to assess the content of the Christian
life in terms of a response to God in
those areas of life that could be called
sacred — divine worship, private devo­
tions, Biblical study, personal witness,
and acts of love and service to one’s
neighbour.

This is sometimes seen as a distinct
segment of life — to be deferentiated
from other areas like eating, sleeping,
working, and recreation. These would
fall into the category of the “normal
life” as they are shared by the general
public, and thus need not be specifically
Christian.

As one grows in Christian insight,
however, one realises that behind the
outward actions and disciplines of the
Christian’s life lies a set of beliefs and
convictions about God, man, and the
world of human society, and about the
relationships between all these.

By meditating on the four gospels,
furthermore, one realises that following
Christ cannot be condensed into a sim­
ple Yes/No decision. The degree to
which we accept him, and are infused
with the magnanimity and love of his
Spirit, is a very significant thing. He
calls us, not merely to a quantitative
response in the sacred areas of life, but
to a qualitative commitment at all levels
of our personality, in every situation of
life. By his own criterion we know that
we are truly his people when streams of
living water are flowing from our lives to
those with whom we are interwoven in
the Intricate fabric of humanity.

2. "Launch Out Into the Deep"
Perhaps we should examine the ex­

pression “The Christian Life,” again.
Does it mean only the life of the Chris­
tian person — or should we also see
it in terms of the life of Jesus, the
divine flow of quintessential life, as it
is experienced in the Christian person?
If this be accepted, we must seek for
the specifically Christian content of life
in the intangible realm of values, atti­
tudes, and principles, as well as in

actions that are traditionally associated
with being Christian.

To assess the integrity of our rela­
tionship with God, we would do well to
examine the world of our attitudes.
Perhaps we may start with these exam­
ples:

(a) Am I thoroughly Christian in my
attitude to my work and employer? Work
can be an act of worship, for what we
offer to our employer we are also offering
to God. This is because the quality of
our work measures the depth of our
integrity. Shoddy or incomplete work
sabotages the prestige of the firm, and
therefore devalues the worker in the
eyes of God.

(b) How Christian are we in our
family-lives? This is a crucial focus of
attention in a society where the foun­
dations of the family appear to be
crumbling. Do we men assume the
Fatherly function of God with regard
to those he has entrusted to our care?
Do we all realise that a child’s capacity
to love grows in accordance with the
way that he is loved and treated by us?
Are our homes havens of peace and
sources of forgiveness and love, or do
they tend to incubate division, tension,
and conflict? The genuineness of our
home-life is a measure of the genuine­
ness of our Christianity.

(c) The whole range of inter-personal
relationships reveals the extent to which
we are sharing the divine life. Young
people — you are as sincere and as
honest with God as you are with the
members of the opposite sex, and with
your parents. Preachers and elders —
you are as moulded by Christ as are
your attitudes towards those who differ
from you theologically. Businessmen —
you are as Christian as your income
tax return and your dealings with peo­
ple in the trade and the general public
show you to be.

The spirit of kindness, tolerance, and
faith in the Eternal that we breathe
when we read the gospel accounts of
Jesus’ attitudes is the functional heart
of Christianity. The Christian life is a
life in the Spirit. The spirit in which
we do things is as important as what
we actually do. The attitude in which
our beliefs are held is as important as
the beliefs themselves. The concern that 
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we have for other people demonstrates
the extent to which we love God.

3. "The Fullness of the Stature
of Christ"

To be really mature in the Christian
way however, we need to invite the
Spirit of God to explore that level of
our existence that is even deeper than
our attitudes and values. This is the
innermost realm of our motives. We
need to expose ourselves to the pain­
ful scrutiny of a deeply moral question:
Why are we Christians?

The answers to this question are liable
to spread over a wide range. Some
people have adopted the Christian way
of life as a type of spiritual fire insur­
ance. Others hope thereby to stake a
claim to their advantage in the life
hereafter. In many of us, Christian
convictions have been born out of the
habits entrenched by a life-time of dis­
cipline; and there are hosts of other
reasons. We may discover, however,
under the searchlight of honest, God-
guided introspection, that some of our
motives are merely sophisticated reas­
sertions of our own selfishness — or the
desire to secure ultimate gain by the
means of temporary sacrifice. This is
the really deep water of being Christian.

What motives can be said to reveal
the Spirit of Christ in our lives to the
greatest extent possible? Jesus’ life was
characterised by a passionate love for
God, and for humanity. A love that led
him to the Cross. A love that gave
itself for the well-being of others. This
is something that can not be simulated
by anyone who is merely infatuated with
the man Jesus, or moved solely at the
levels of intellect or emotion. One needs
to feel the urgency, the crisis, the in­
tegrity of the Christ in one's bones.
This involves a sensitivity to the will of
God, coupled with a deep sympathy for
man in his moral dilemma, that together
leads us into roles of servanthocd,
reconciliation, and involved concern in
our relationships with the people of
the Twentieth Century for whom Christ
died.

Here is the real focal point of the
life of Christ in us — of the Chris­
tian life.

"SHARPIES . .
SICK OR SINFUL?''

Prevention
If it has been popularly thought that

delinquency has been caused by a single
factor, then it has been more popularly
supposed that it can be cured by a "one
shot” prevention programme. These pro­
grammes have included whipping posts,
finger printing, military service, the pro­
hibition of alcohol, coffee, tobacco, juke
boxes, the censorship of films, the abo­
lition of comics, the installation of
street lighting, and even one proposal
that parents should be prosecuted or
sent to prison.

Research has now indicated that delin­
quency is a complex phenomenon that
may be the result of a combination of a
variety of psycho-sociological factors.
Therefore, there can be no one all em­
bracing programme that will combat and
heal this thing, called juvenile delin­
quency.

It is my intention, only, to open up
some areas of discussion and point to
some of the directions that delinquency
programmes are moving.

(a) The Present Situation
The tragedy in Australia is that so

little research work has been attempted.
Generally it can be said that the adult
community has lost contact with the
Sharpie, the Mod, the Rocker, the Jazzer
— call him what you like. An isolated
report was made in 1956 by the Barry
Committee, but prior to this the only
analysis of teenage behaviour that we
have, was made in the 1940’s. As a
result, much of the basic theory and
practice of etiology, prediction and pre­
vention has been formulated in America
and England.

Our government controlled youth wel­
fare department, as far as delinquency
prevention programmes are concerned,
can hardly be described as having any
strategy at all. If there is any strategy,
it is bound up in the very doubtful
proposition that the more youth clubs,
and the more playgrounds a community
has, the less likelihood of anti-social
behaviour. This kind of thinking is
not the fault of officers within the de­
partment, they are severely restricted
by an uninformed government and a
generally apathetic public.

The church has also failed to realise
that their mission, In part at least, is to
the subculture of Sharpies, Mods, Rock­
ers, etc. :

. ’ a. The church in the main has Ignored
them.

b. The church has been fearful of them
. . . “it is true to say that at the local
level many churches are still terribly
frightened to get beyond the narrow
circle of young people whom they know
and can recognise, and whom they can
trust not to break windows and smash
the furniture.” ("Christian Comment,”
April, 1965).

c. The church rarely has encouraged
young people to train and prepare them­
selves for welfare work among teenagers.

d. The traditional ideas of faith have
been found wanting. Religion has be­
come a segmental experience. It has
been limited to personal values and per­
sonal salvation. To be effective our
faith must create values that spread be­
yond the individual life into social rela­
tionships and concern for the well being
of society as a whole.

(b) Directions for the Future
How can the church, which must be

the caring society, make contact with a
generation of young people that are now
three generations away from the church?

a. We have to ask local churches: Are
you prepared to turn yourselves upside
down? Are you prepared to have your
church structures destroyed, if neces­
sary, to find ways of identifying your­
self with this modern generation, at
whatever cost? Often a church has to
abandon its premises and go out to
where young people are, not as
commando teams of hot gospellers, but
in order to listen to the questions young
people ask, in places where they are
at ease.

b. Local churches will need to be in­
formed and aware of,

— teenage needs and activities in the
community;

— underlying causes of anti-scclal
behaviour, ’

— and attempts to prevent it.
Congregations seeking to work out the
incarnation of our Lord will be look­
ing for ways to be involved in community
youth activities, perhaps encouraging both
their youth and leaders . to take an
active part in them.

c. Attempts must be made to influence
local councils, political parties, and local
members, into setting up community sur­
veys of youth activities. At the sugges­
tion of the churches this is already taking
place in a number of communities.

d. Adventure camps, settlement houses,
work camps, neighbourhood centres, coun­
selling facilities, e.g.. Service to Youth
Council in Adelaide, street-workers, are
all attempts to bridge the gap between
adults and teenagers in a meaningful
way.

e. If it is our belief that the church
should point out to the community the
way it should take in the renewal and
restructure of society, then it is valid
for the church to attempt some pro­
grammes of prevention. It is valid for
the church to undertake any venture
to demonstrate the love and concern of
God for individuals.

One such programme that is attracting
a lot of attention at the moment is
the informal type of youth work that is
carried out in a cafe setting. In Ascot
Vale (Vic.) some initial attempts were
made in this direction. Both minister
and student assistant were involved in
contact work in cafes in the area. It
has meant late nights, many cups of
coffee, and much “hanging around" be­
fore any meaningful relationships have
been formed. The European Australia
Christian Fellowship, a programme spon­
sored by the Victorian Council of Chur­
ches, is operating at far greater depth
in its own cafe.

But let the individual or the congre­
gation or group of congregations be
warned they will need to understand
what they are attempting, they will need
qualified and sympathetic leaders and
above all, patience, courage, and a belief
in the sacredness of human personality.

Cafe-centred ministries will become
more numerous as churches seek to take
the gospel to our teenage subculture.

(c) Conclusion
When the Sharpie and the Mod clash,

when the editorials castigate and the
politicians thunder, let the church re­
member that behind the delinquent is
a person. That behind the mask is a
hurt and miserable child twisted by
violence, stunted by a lack of love,
frustrated and bewildered. Let the
church remember who they are, and seek
to understand why they drift, threaten,
attack and steal.

It takes money, time, thought, work,
love, patience, and that special creative
something which looks through the eyes
of a teenager as well as the eyes of an
adult, to reach the rebellious.

I wonder is it worth it all?
Or is the kid with a mask for a face

right after all — we just don’t
care enough?

SPIRITUALS
BY PRINCIPAL E. L. WILLIAMS

Christians frequently speak of spirit­
uality and refer to those who are
spiritual. This prompts us to probe
the meaning of spirituality. Who is
a spiritual person?

In one of his books, Dr. Stanley
Jones wrote: "When a group of Chris­
tian pastors in a certain city write
to me, before coming to them, and
suggest that I do not talk to them
about such things as forgiveness of
national enemies, but instead speak
to them of ‘spirituality,’ then I know
that the Christ of dogma is there,
but the crucified is not there.”

This suggests to us that we may
easily fall into the error of disso­
ciating spirituality from our involve­
ment in economic, social, political
racial and international problems with
their attendant, unpalatable problems.
However, true spirituality cannot be
detached from the rugged realities
of everyday life. The religion of the
Incarnation is a religion of involve­
ment and coming down to hard earth.
. Spirituality may be sometimes iden­
tified with involvement in spiritual
exercises such as prayer, Bible read­
ing, meditation and the like. We
would stress the importance of these,
but point cut that while they may
stimulate spiritual life and may some­
times express spirituality, such exer­
cises are not the ultimate in spirit­
uality. True spirituality cannot be
measured by the way we engage in
and the amount of time we spend in
praying, reading the Bible and medi­
tating.

True spirituality stems from the
Spirit. Back in 1843, in the Rice
debate. Alexander Campbell empha­
sised this point. “I would not, sir,
value at the price of a single mill,
the religion of any man as respects
the grand affair of eternal life whose
religion is not begun, carried on and
completed by the personal agency of
the Holy Spirit. Nay, sir, I esteem
it the peculiar excellence and glory
of our religion- that it is spiritual;
that the soul of man is quickened,
enlightened, sanctified, and consoled

by the indwelling presence of the
Spirit of the eternal God.”

The New Testament gives a clear
lead in Galatians 5: 16-25 concern­
ing the true spirituality which stems
from the indwelling of the Holy Spirit
and it is positively summed up in
what Paul describes as the fruit of
the Spirit. "But the fruit of the
Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience,
kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gen­
tleness, self-control."

We may say that true spirituality is
basically a deep loyalty to spiritual
values among which cardinal values
are honesty, truthfulness, purity, kind­
ness, generosity and the like. A truly
spiritual person will be easy to live
with, 'one who is in right relation­
ship with God and his fellow men.

First in the fruit of the Spirit is
love. In his exposition of 1 Corin­
thians 13, the late Dr. Drummond
said the spectrum of love has nine
ingredients: "Patience — love suf-
fereth long; Kindness — and is kind;
Generosity — envleth not; Humility —
vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up;
Courtesy — doth not behave itself un­
seemly; Unselfishness — seeketh not
her own; Good Temper — is not
easily provoked; Guilelessness — think-
eth no evil; Sincerity — rejoiceth
not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the
truth.”

Here is a picture of true spirit­
uality.

“If from all thy good gifts O
Lord, I may ask but one, let that
one be the spirit of kindness!

“Let others have fame and fortune
and jewels and palaces, if I may but
have the kindly spirit! Give great­
ness and power to those that want
them, but give me Brotherly Kind­
ness! Make somebody else to be
comely of visage, if only I may wear
a kindly countenance.

“May I never wound the heart of
any faltering child of thine! Make
me to do the little unremembered
acts that quietly help without intend­
ing it. Grant me to bear about the
unconscious radiance of a life that
knows no grudge, but loves all men
because they are children of my
Father who loved them enough to
send his Son to save thein.” ., Amen.

AMERICAN BAPTISTS AND 1969
EVANGELISM CRUSADE

(Valley Forge, Pa.). The American Bap­
tist Convention’s General Council reaf­
firmed here its decision of last November
not to participate with other Baptist
groups in the 1969 “Crusade of the
Americas.”

It said that the denomination “will be
vitally concerned with evangelism dur­
ing 1969-71,” but this effort “will be
integrated into the major thrust of the
Christian Faith and Work Plan.” This
is the alternative denominational evan­
gelistic programme approved by the
General Council in November.

Spearheaded in the U.S. by the South­
ern Baptist Convention, the Crusade of
the Americas is expected to involve about
100,900 local churches and 15 million
Baptists in 26 nations.

An official of the Southern Baptist
Convention has indicated that Roman
Catholics will be invited to participate
in the Crusade.

“I think it would be marvellous for
Roman Catholics to take part in this
great evangelism activity,” said Dr.
Wayne Dehoney, immediate Past Presi­
dent of the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion.—E.P.S.

APPROVAL OF PRESBYTERIAN
CONFESSION

(Philadelphia). The Confession of 1967
has been approved by two-thirds of the
presbyteries or regional units of the
United Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.).

William P. Thompson, stated clerk of
the denomination’s General Assembly, an­
nounced that 126 of the'' 188 presbyteries
already have voted in favor of the new
creedal statement. Fourteen registered
negative responses.

The confession — part of a new Book
of Confessions which includes the his­
toric Westminster Confession and other
creeds — will go to the church’s 179th
General Assembly next May in Port­
land, Ore., for final consideration.—E.P.S.

GHANA BIBLE SOCIETY
(Accra). The Bible Society of Ghana

was inaugurated on Feb. 19 at a rally
held at the Black Star Square. The
Rev. A. L. Kwansa, said the Bible
Society “will help distribute the Word
of God without note or comment in
languages which all Ghanaians can un­
derstand, and also will sell it at a price
that everyone can afford to pay.” This.
he stressed, will advance the Word of
God.

It is Intended to encourage the for­
mation of Local Associations composed
of members who wifi help promote the
Society's objectives.

The Ghana Bible Society will be gov­
erned by an independent national coun­
cil composed of . 24 members, at least
half of whom will be laymen and rep­
resentatives of. every region in the
country, and as widely denominational
as possible.—E.PJ3.
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QUEST8NSLETTER FROM RHODESK
This letter came from two Church of

Christ missionaries in Rhodesia. As we
have not asked permission to print it,
their names are not given.

While Christians in New Zealand and
Australia are particularly concerned with
the Vietnam struggle, we find ourselves
in the second major trouble spot on
the earth —. besanctioned Rhodesia.
Three thousand or so of our people are
in prison, restriction, or detention, for
political reasons. The total is not pub­
lished, although 10 to 20 are taken
away every week. No names are given,
no accusations are made, no trials held
and, if later released, no compensation
is granted, although families may appeal
for government assistance while a hus­
band or father is away. Some of these
men would cause trouble if freed because
they are angry with present constitu­
tional conditions and the general attitude
and treatment they received from most
Whites. But others are active Chris­
tians and church leaders, taken away
because they are leaders and they dare
to criticise government policy.

I tried to visit a prisoner last August.
I took his sister with me, because she
had a cake for him. The African con­
stable at the gate of Gwelo prison was
obviously surprised to see a white man

wishing to visit an African prisoner,
and so he called the White Officer-in-
Charge, who permitted the girl to enter,
but not myself. “Why not?” I asked.
“You must get permission from the local
C.I.D. office first.” The local C.I.D.
office thought about the matter for a
while, and then decided I could not
visit the prisoner because he had had
one visitor already that week — the
girl I had taken there!

We arranged an evangelistic campaign
in September, and invited one of our
African ministers to be our guest
preacher. He agreed, but was taken
away the week before the campaign,
held for three weeks, and then released,
no reasons given. He was fortunate, as
many are held for up to 10 years. As
far as we' know there is only one white
man being held, a lawyer, who has won
many cases for African clients, and is
now in prison in almost solitary con­
finement conditions.

We are so concerned for these men
and their families that I have been
tempted to write another letter to the
newspapers, but the government censor
would not pass my last letter, so what
is the use. Your prayers for these peo­
ple and Rhodesia-under-sanctions, and an
illegal government, are badly needed daily.

AUSTRALIAN FILMS RAISE PRESSING ISSUES
(Melb.). Three television films made

for national screening in 1967 examine
questions of vital importance to the
modern church. Titled “THE EMERG­
ING PARISH MINISTRY,” “THE
CHURCH AND MENTAL HEALTH,"
and “CHURCH AND POLITICS,” they
are to be multiple-copied for release
on hire to local parishes. What, basi­
cally, is the mission of the local
church? Has the church of the twen­
tieth century something unique to con­
tribute to mental health? Where is
the Church’s place in political life? These

and other questions were posed to the
key men in each field as the cameras
moved around local parish, psychiatric
hospital and clinic, cathedral and con­
ference office.

Previewing audiences felt the issues
raised will provoke useful, certainly lively
come-back from church groups gathered
together to view and re-view.

Detailed publicity is being mailed to
most metropolitan and near-in country
parishes, and the Christian Television
Association is to handle bookings.

The place of the offering in our morn­
ing service has just been changed. We’ve
always had the collection after the
announcements which came after the
Bible readings early in the service. Why
change it?

I guess the change would not have
been made unless there was some pres­
sure to make it. This means that not
everyone was happy about its previous
position in the service.

In our democratic congregations we
often face the question of a clash of
preferences in areas where there is no
prescribed order.

No one would ever suggest that the
cup be taken before the bread in the
Lord’s Supper, because there is a clear
scriptural pattern for this ordinance.
There is no such provision for the place
of the offering. Therefore, we can apply
the rules of appropriateness and order­
liness.

Unfortunately, we tend to read into
our standing customs a binding authority
that simply does not exist.

My own preference is for the offering
to be regarded as a part of the act of
sharing with our Lord at his Table, and
for it to be received as soon as possible
after the emblems have been distributed.

The bread and the cup represent our
Lord’s gift of himself for us. They are
themselves a gift from God but they
point to a greater gift. Similarly, the
offering is not the whole of our giving
to God. It is a symbol of our self-sur­
render. We find this relationship of our
offering to commitment when Paul com­
mended the giving of the Macedonians,
“they first gave themselves to the Lord”
(2 Cor. 8: 5).

When we adopt this attitude we can
include the offering as a part of the com­
munion service. In the bread and cup,
Christ gives himself to us, and in the
offering we give ourselves to him. As
it is possible to eat the bread and drink
the cup “in an unworthy manner” and
not receive the redemptive gift of Christ,
so it is possible to place our money in
the plate without giving ourselves to
the Lord.

The bread and the cup are important,
but the gift of Christ is even more im­
portant. The giving of our offering is
important, but the giving of ourselves
has even greater importance in our
Christian stewardship.

May I remind you. however, that the
position of the offering in the worship
service cannot justify dissension. What­
ever is decided democratically should be
accepted by all. This question is in the
area of liberty.

to New Guinea on March 14. They will
be stationed at Bunapas, where Mr.
Sonsie will serve as a Technical worker
and Mrs. Sonsie as a nurse.

Overseas Mission Budget, 1967/68
At the Annual Meeting of the Over­

seas Mission Board, held in Adelaide,
March 3-4, it was decided that there
could be no increase in the mission bud­
get unless there is a greater response
from the churches. In reviewing giving
for the first eight months of this finan­
cial year, the Treasurer, R. K. Johnson,
advised that of the budget ($158,610),

$82,583 had been received for general
and $22,236 for capital, making a total
of $104,819.

This was practically equivalent to the
amount expected from the churches dur­
ing the eight months period, but the
figures were inflated to some extent by
large gifts (other than Wheat for India)
for special projects, which had increased
the receipts in the capital account. G.v-
ing for the general working account was
below that required, and the depletion
of funds in this account is a matter for
concern. It was reported that at the
end of February, the actual bank balance
for the General Account was only $8523.
At least $14,000 is required at the
beginning of each month for salaries
and field budget remittances, and other
accounts.

The Treasurer reported that while
$22,236 was given for the capital account,
most of this was for special projects,
and at the end of February the only
funds available in this account for any
purpose were $568.00

Unless there is an increase in giving,
the work in the fields must be restricted.
The Indian Conference has asked for an
increase of $4000 on the present budget.

These are days of challenge and oppor­
tunity. The world’s population is in­
creasing at an alarming rate. India
alone increases her population by one
million every month. Thousands in Africa
and Asia are becoming literate every
year. Old and new religions and com­
munism are making an all-out effort to
capture the minds of the great masses
of colored people. The Christian church
must avoid at all costs slackening the
tempo of missionary activity. We must
respond to mankind’s needs and Christ’s
command, and be ready today for today’s
work and enter today’s open doors.

Hudson Taylor said, "Let us make
earth a little less home-like, and souls
more precious.” We need to re-capture
that concern today.—R. McLean.

MELBOURNE PREPARES FOR THE
return of billy graham

The Crusade will be officially known
as the ‘‘Billy Graham Crusade — Vic­
toria,” and meetings are planned from
Feb. 23 to March 3 at the Myer Music
Bowl.

John Robinson is Crusade Director,
and a Central Crusade Office has opened
at 130 Bourke-st., Melbourne.

Keith Walker is Treasurer, and Sub­
committee Chairmen include Leonard
Buck (Prayer), Ralph Davis (Finance),
and Robert Coles (Publicity).

Dr. Morris said, “Our immediate ob­
jective is to obtain the support of as
many churches as possible. We want
this Crusade to be church-related. We
look to see people converted and brought
into the life and fellowship of the chur­
ches. Our first activity must be to
establish organised prayer groups and
to enlist prayer partners throughout
Victoria in the all important ministry
of prayer for the Crusade. Plans for
this are going ahead now.

“The success of the 1959 Crusade was
undoubtedly due to the faithful prayer
support given by thousands of Christians
all over Australia. In Melbourne alone this
resulted in more than 26,000 people com­
mitting their lives to Christ. Next year
we hope for an even greater response
despite the shorter duration of this
Crusade.”

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250th ANNIVERSARY
OF TAMIL BIBLE

(Madras). The 250th anniversary of
the Tamil Bible was marked with thanks­
giving services in many churches, dram­
atic performances and film-showings.

The first Tamil New Testament was
published by Bartholomew Ziegenbalg,
a German Lutheran missionary, in 1716.

In a special message issued in con­
nection with the celebration, Bishop
Lesslie Newbigin, of the Diocese of
Madras of the Church of South India,
writes: “This is a very significant event
in the history not only of South India,
but of the world-wide church. I believe
this was the first full translation of the
Bible into any non-European language
after the very early translations made in
the first centuries of the church. The
Tamil people have had the Bible in their
own tongue longer than any other peo­
ple of Asia.”—E.P.S.

CHINESE CHRISTIAN LEADERS
REPORTED DETAINED IN CAMPS

(London). A number of leading Chris­
tians in South China have been detained
and placed in an "indoctrination camp,”
according to a report in the "Church
Times.”

A correspondent in South-east Asia
writes that those imprisoned include the
Anglican Bishop of Fukien, the Rt. Rev.
Michael Kwang-hsu Chang; his two as­
sistant bishops, the Rt. Rev. Moses P. H.
Hsieh, and the Rt. Rev. Y. T. Liu; his
secretary, Mr. Yang Wei-Chung; the
Methodist leader, Dr. James L. Ding; and
other prominent Christians in the area.

They have been submitted to "the same
public humiliation meted out to other
real or supposed opponents of the pro­
letarian cultural revolution,” the paper
states.

“There is no indication that Chris­
tians have been specially singled out by
the Red Guards for persecution. They
merely suffer in the general onslaught,”
the correspondent states.—EJP.S.

W.C.C. EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
URGES PAUSE IN VIETNAM
BOMBING

(Windsor, England). The Executive
Committee of the World Council of Chur­
ches has called for the cessation of
bombing of North Vietnam as one of a
series of steps which could “break the
current impasse” and lead to "mean­
ingful negotiations.”

The Committee also said North Viet­
nam, “either in advance of or in response
to the cessation of bombing should indi­
cate by word and deed its readiness to
move towards negotiations.”

The Vietnam statement, with its sue
inter-related points, adopted by the
committee by a large majority, also
declared that “South Vietnam should
not oppose, but should move towards
negotiations, and should further agree
that the National Liberation Front (Viet-
cong) be represented at them.”

The statement registered the Commit­
tee’s "regret” over the resumption of
bombing by the U.S. and its "disap­
pointment and anxiety” at the failure
of the Christmas and New Year cease­
fire to lead to “meaningful negotiations.” 

jSowever, it said, "We still believe there
is room for cautious hope.”—EJP.S.

BROTHER LYNDON, ELDER
(U.S.A.). President Lyndon B. Johnson

was elected an elder at First Christian
Church, Johnson City, Texas. He has
been a member of the church there since
1923. It has been reported that the
position will be an active one, not sim­
ply honorary.

LIBEL SUIT IN SOUTH AFRICA
(Johannesburg). The Supreme Court

has begun hearing the libel case brought
by the Rev. Beyers Naude, director of
the Christian Institute, and Prof. Albert
Geyser, head of the Divinity Dept, at
Witwatersrand University, against Prof.
A. D. Pont, of the Afrikaans Univ.
of Pretoria.

The case arises from a series of arti­
cles written by Professor Pont.

Professor Geyser and Mr. Naude claim
that the articles describe them in deroga­
tory terms as supporters of Communism,
sabotage and war against their country.
Prof. Pont alleges he wrote the articles
without malice, that they were factual
and in agreement with the views of the
Dutch Reformed Churches in South
Africa. The plaintiffs are asking £20,000
($56,000) damages.—E.P.S.

GEORGE MacLEOD TO RESIGN
The Very Rev. Dr. George F. MacLscd,

who was created a life peer in Queen
Elizabeth’s New Year’s honours, has
announced his intention to resign in
September from the leadership of the
Iona Community which he founded in
1938. An eight-man committee has been
set up under the chairmanship of the
Rev. Dr. William Neil, of Nottingham
University, to consider the future cf the
Community, its plans, manning and
financial structure.
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TO FIND THE ANSWER.

To the Editor,
P. C. Williams, of Queensland, has

expressed his concern at what he calls
our “complacent denominationalism,” and
yearns for a return to “the rugged
individualism of Churches of Christ.”
I, too, am troubled by the sad statisti­
cal sheets presented year after year by
our churches. To skim down the cur­
rent Vic.-Tas. records and note that
communicants declined in 53 of the 134
churches reporting, and that S.S. num­
bers declined in 69 of 144 schools report­
ing, is rather dismaying to say the least,
But to imagine that the position can
be healed by a return to rugged indi­
vidualism is merely to add error to
complacency.

Surely it is time that we forgot the
frontier individualism which we inherited
from our forefathers, and listened to
the New Testament speak to us about
the Body of Christ. The fierce desire
for congregational autonomy, and the
domineering positions strong men have
achieved in many congregations, have
not worked to the glory of the gospel
at all — in fact, much to the contrary.

I suggest that the decline in evan­
gelistic fervour is not related to the
decline in rugged individualism, but
rather more to the fact that our lead­
ers have not clearly resolved what it
means for the church as a body to be
on mission.

We have hesitatingly come some of
the way from an individualistic and
pluck-the-brand-from-the-fire sort of
evangelism, but have not yet come to
grips with the strategy of whole con­
gregation evangelism. We cannot act
effectively in evangelism as isolated
units, for the church is part of the
gospel — and we as a brotherhood have
not wholly accepted this.

Furthermore, on an inter-congrega­
tional level, we do not need a resurg­
ence of following prize preachers hust­
ling round from one congregation to
another, but things more in the line or
team ministries, total church programmes,
and a preparedness to take notice ot
people beyond local congregations.

I believe we ought to be mighty con­
cerned about declining numbers, but
let’s not look in the wrong direction
for a solution! —Alan F. Cant, Vic.

COMPUTER CHRISTIANITY.

When the recent Science Congress was
being held in Melbourne, one lecturer
showed how the computer was used to
mark out different soils of some land in
England. The data was fed to the
machine and the work was done. But,
there was a boundary in the land, some
of which belonged to another parish, and
the computer, not having done church
history, didn’t tell them that.

THE PLACE OF THE MINISTER.
To the Editor,

Like Malcolm Morton (in “A.C.”
March 4), I cannot boast Church of
Christ forbears. Mine were Roman

pertaining to it. Then came a sugges­
tion that I go along to the Church of
Christ, where my mother attended when
a girl.

However, for 47 years
now I have been one of the “funny peo­
ple,” and I have always thanked my Lord
that Mr. Harward preached a four­
square gospel that first visit, and made
no unkind criticism of “my” church.

I am sure
I am safe in saying that there is not
one line in the N.T. to substantiate the
idea that authority was ever given to
laymen over the minister. HE is God’s
mouthpiece, and it is only as we realise
this and subdue all destructive criticism,
that we can hope to reap a “Harvest."

o NEW TESTAMENT TRAIL (3)—

Light in the Darkness
ISTANBUL and the Patriarch ATHENAGORAS

ISTANBUL is one of the oldest cities
in the world. Originally founded as a
Greek colony by Byzos, King of Megara
in the 4th century B.C., it became known
as Byzantium. Not until Constantine
the Great made the city his capital,
however, did it renounce paganism and
become nominally Christian. This fam­
ous ancient centre, which has resounded
to the mighty preaching of John Chry­
sostom (the golden mouth) neverthelss
fell eventually to the Mohammedan con­
quest of the Turks in 1453. From that
day it has become increasingly given
over to Islam, and only with difficulty
has the Christian faith been maintained
as "a light in a dark place.”

Magnificently situated on the narrow
strip of water known as the Bosphorus,
the city which is also a port, commands
the Sea of Marmora on the south-west,
and the Black Sea on the north-east.
The delightful stream which the Turks
call the Golden Horn, separates the
suburbs of Galata and Pera from the
old town, while the Bosphorus itself
divides the European and Asiatic sec­
tions of this kaleidoscopic metropolis
of ancient and modern. No better ex­
ample of the changing fortunes of Con­
stantinople can be discovered than in
the famous church of St. Sophia (liter­
ally: the shrine of Holy Wisdom) which
under Ottoman dominance became a
mosque and is now a museum.

Today, Istanbul is the bustling home
of nearly two million people, and there
are so many interesting places to be
seen. The skyline of the city is dotted
with splendid palaces and bulging domes,
and is almost completely dominated by
the tall, graceful minarets of 'its 500
mosques. From the balconies of these
shimmering spires, five times a day —
at dawn, at noon, in the early after­
noon, late afternoon, and at sunset —
the “muezzins,” with their plaintive wall­
ing notes, call the faithful to prayer.
It is a strange and sobering thought
that in this city, that Constantine by
imperial decree made the capital of the
ancient Christian world, there are today
only a few dwindling churches in the
midst of a multitude of mosques! So
much for imperial decrees in relation
to the faith!

At Istanbul we toured the principal
buildings in the city, including the Blue
Mosque, Santa Sophia, the Hipprodrome,
the Basilican Cisterns and Dolmabache
Palace. We drove along the Golden
Horn, and the full extent of the Bos­
phorus opening on to a glorious view
of the Black Sea proved very rewarding.

Among other impressive places were
the Roman Aqueduct, the Covered Mar­
ket and the Ottoman Sultan’s Palace
and Treasury, built in 1468, while on .the 

Asian bank of the Bosphorus stands the
large Military Hospital, which has be­
come famous because Florence Night­
ingale made this building her head­
quarters as a nursing-post in 1854 during
the Crimean War.

One of the highlights of our short visit
to Istanbul, however, was the pleasant
contact our group had with the Turkish
Pariarchate, and our interview with the
Patriarch Athenagoras, the official leader
and spokesman of the Eastern Orthodox
Churches. Patriarch Athenagoras gave
us a very cordial and genial welcome,
especially when he realised that we were
all the way from Australia. He looked
very tall and straight, and clad simply
in black, with a long grey beard, as he
stood with outstretched hand to greet
us. His dark, piercing eyes smiled a

welcome as, in very good English, he
plied us individually with personal ques­
tions — about our religious and spiritual
interests and our national outlook as
Australians abroad.

The Patriarch showed keen interest in
Australia and in Australians, both “old”
and “new.” He proved himself to be
quiet conversant with our immigration
policies and was also not unfamiliar with
the problems of our native peoples. In
the course of a very hearty conversation,
he produced a boomerang and some
mulga-wood ornaments which had been
sent to him by Eastern Orthodox mig­
rants settled in Australia. He told us
a little of his early life, too. Though
bom in a tiny village in Turkey, he
spent much of his early days in country
ministries in Greece. Then, later, he
became Archbishop of the Orthodox
Communion in New York, U.S.A.. where
he remained for eighteen years. It was
in this experience, he said, that he had
learned so much of the English-speaking
communities around the world.

He spoke very highly of the Turkish
people, although it was evident that he
was speaking with considerable restraint
concerning the obvious friction between
the Greeks and the Turks, with particu­
lar reference to the Cyprus question.
Nevertheless, he obviously wished to con­
vey the notion that only spiritual per­
ception and kindly patience will solve
man’s basic problems.

Although he is obviously advanced in
years. Patriarch Athenagoras displayed
remarkable vigor, both physically and
mentally, as well as a commendable
alertness and whimsical humour. After
we had chatted informally for some

time, refreshments were brought in, and
it became evident that Turkish Chris­
tians are also very hospitable. Through­
out the interview, the Patriarch showed
a genuine friendliness, spoke at length
on the importance of mutual under­
standing between Christians of different
national backgrounds and traditions —
and made a special point of stressing
the wonder and joy of the fellowship
that is possible because we worship the
same Saviour and Lord. His genial
humour was further borne out when he
suggested that perhaps because of his
extreme age he might be pardoned for
regarding the gentlemen and the ladies
of our party, respectively, as the spiritual
“sons” and “grand-daughters.”

Further discussion on the spiritual
situation in Istanbul, and in Turkey
generally, made it fairly clear that while
a considerable degree of mutual respect
does exist between the vast majority of
Mohammedans and the comparatively
unobtrusive Christian minority — the
growth of the Christian community is
nevertheless frought with great difficul­
ties. It was evident that Christianity
was indeed “Light in the darkness.”
Some of our group of Australians couldn't
help being reminded of the relevance of
the passage in John’s Gospel, wlrch so
eloquently portrays not only the condi­
tions in Turkey, but also the situation
as we find it in so many areas back
here in our own land: “In. him was
LIFE: and the LIFE was the LIGHT'
of men. And the LIGHT SHINETH in
darkness; and the darkness compre­
hended (overtook) it not.”—John 1:4.5.

Finally, the Patriarch asked us each
one to pray for him in his task of
administration and spiritual leadership
among his people. He then graciously
posed with our Australian group for a
photograph, and we took our leave real­
ising that even amid the apparent
darkness of Mohammedan legalism, tra­
ditionalism and superstition, there was
being maintained constantly a light
shining in witness to the Christ of Cal­
vary, the Light of the World.

The two articles on Peace and War,
by Stan Neighbour, were excellent, and
cost him a lot of research. However,
it is my purpose to show that pacifism
is the cause of all or most of our inter­
national trouble. In previous notes I
used the scripture, "Without the shed­
ding of blood there is no remission.”
To me, when it is paraphrased, this
means without sacrifice there is no free­
dom. By refusing to be implicated one
way or the other puts us with the “no
opinion" of Gallup.

I am not a warmonger, although I am
proud of having served in the 1st World
war. Moreover, I have done more for
peace than, perhaps, all the pacifists in
our group together. As Social Service
secretary, I was responsible for the
introduction to Conferences, resolutions
on peace, and you know how Conference
deals with the resolutions, as a formal
duty to be got over quickly in about
ten minutes. I submitted to Confer­
ence a Snowball Peace resolution wherein
our State Conference requested that the
resolution be referred to Federal Con­
ference, which, in turn, would refer it
to other Federal Conferences in Aus­
tralia, and our World Convention, for
reference to World Conventions of other
denominations. You can have your guess
as to what happened.

Pacifism is the cause of all our inter­
national problems. After the First World
War, President Wilson suggested the
League of Nations. It was scoffed at in
his own country, until he died of a
broken heart. It was ignored by nearly
everybody else, yet it was a great ideal.
I was keen on it, and belonged to the
Union, and lectured on it. Had all
nations been loyal, it would have been
the solution. However, because of the
isolationist and pacifist attitude of the
American populace, America refused to
join the League. The League had no
military power, but it had the power of
sanctions. Italy decided to acquire North
Africa. She bombed Ethiopia, etc., kill­
ing many innocent folk, and took pos­
session, where she settled her people.
The League protested, and finally im­
posed sanctions. Britain loyally withdrew
her goods to her loss of a good cus­
tomer, but other leading nations sup­
plied Italy with all she required. Those
sanctions would have disciplined Italy,
but Britain suffered by her sincerity.
So Italy had a great and simple victory
in defiant aggression. The League and
Britain had severe losses from which
they never recovered. The pacifist nation
got fat.

Seeing how easy it could be in a
world of inaction and fear, Japan sud­
denly had an "incident’’ in Manchuria.
Her army was sent there against the
protests of the League. Japan’s incident
brought about the invasion of the whole
of China, killing many people, including
missionaries. That exercise was a great 

victory for Japan and a further loss
for the League.

These things were a great inspiration
to the rising German Nationalist party.
They could see that no-action groups
and pacifists in the other nations pre­
vented any real opposition. So Germany
planned. They wanted to adjust some
losses of the First World War. The
German people were therefore easily led
and Nazism grew to be a monster. Hit­
ler and his leaders had no doubts about
the future, for Italy and Japan had got
away with only a token opposition. Tire
rest of the world were not prepared,
morally or physically.

Denmark, Sweden and Norway had dis­
armed, became pacifist, so Hitler simply
invaded their countries and used them
to manufacture for his forces. They
reluctantly worked for their enemy
against their friends.

Hitler took Austria and got away with
it. Then he sent “tourists’’ into Czecho­
slovakia. These "tourists” turned out to
be soldiers. The Government was taken
over. Everybody seemed to know what
was happening, but apart from League
protests, nothing was done. It then
seemed that Hitler was about to enter
Poland, ostensibly to retake the Danzig
Corridor which she lost after the First
World War. Britain warned Germany
that to enter Poland would be accepted
as a declaration of war. Hitler did
enter Poland, and Britain did attack
Germany, and we have the tragedy of
Dunkirk. Hitler took everything before
him. He slaughtered six million Jews.
Britain lost her status, lives and gold,
and looked like losing everything.

Russia, the opportunist, knew how to
bargain with Germany, later with the
Allies. Now she does not have to fight.
She gets others to fight for her while
she provides the armaments. She is tak­
ing her time by infiltration to achieve
her end. America was a mighty help in
defeating Communism in Korea and re­
storing South Korea to a great people.
Now she is trying to do the same in
Vietnam. By our pacifism and demon­
strations we definitely help the atheists
in their aggression.

The school provides training
in farm management and practice, to
slum-dwelling and orphan children.

Money given by Sunday School child­
ren to Australian Inter-Church Aid helped
finance its development in recent years.

The school operates on land given by
the Celyon Government. It has faced
considerable difficulties and a year ago
was extensively damaged in a cyclone.

Australian Inter-Church Aid is now
seeking five men to work for up to six
weeks on the farm. Each will be asked
to provide his own travelling and living
expenses. Accommodation will be pro­
vided.

Team members required are:
• An experienced contractor familiar

with timber clearing, tractor handling
and machine sawing.

• A builder to carry out and, in seme
cases, supervise repairs to buildings.

• A farmer with experience in maize
growing.

• An experienced well-digger and/or
adviser on water supply.

• A poultry farmer.
It is hoped that a team can be gath­

ered to arrive in Ceylon in the first week
of September, or as soon after as pos­
sible.

Daily, by letter, telephone contact or personal interview,
family and personal problems are brought to our notice. In
every situation something is done to lift burdens or find
solutions to problems. Often service needs to be extended
over a number of years, as was the case with a family of
seven, with an Invalid father. Regular assistance has been
necessary over several years. Two children have gained
scholarships and are now working. The problem from the
financial point of view is on the way to being solved.

Assistance is given by way of money and/or material
relief (3,682 garments were distributed locally during the past
two years, and 28,302 were sent overseas through Inter-Church
Aid.) An amount of $450 is paid annually to the Inter­

If we had not received bequests of $2,300
for Social Service in 1966, there would have been a deficit
of nearly that amount in this account. We cannot depend
on similar income in future years.

The rising cost of Homes’ maintenance is a constant
problem. During the past two years wages alone have increased
by $260 per week. The total cOct of maintenance for the
three Homes during 1966 was $175,141. ’Towards this amount
only $2,594, from personal gifts, and $917 from churches, were
r-'c-ived If we are to maintain our service in the Homes
for pensioners there is a need for greater support from mem­
bers and churches. If churches which use the budget system
would distribute according to the formula suggested by the
Conference Executive, and based on Departmental estimates,
the needs of all Departments would be met.

Gifts of $2, and over, to any of our Homes and Social
Service Fund are deductible for income tax purposes.—W. T.

TEN FINGERS FOR GOD
By Dorothy Clarke Wilson. $3.25. Hodder and

Stoughton Ltd.
As Dr. Paul Brand listened to the famed dermatologist

speaking of the skin problems left by leprosy, he found his
attention wandering. He was not interested in skin. He was
interested, very interested, in hands. He loved human hands,
and the claws and stumpy fingers of the leper victims drew
him irresistibly. He said to Dr. Cochrane, “You’ve been a
leprosy specialist all these years, and you say you don’t know
about hands! Surely something can be done for them!”

Cochrane exploded, "And whose fault is it that noth­
ing is done? Mine or yours? I’m a skin man. It’s you,
not I, who are the bone man, the orthopedic surgeon. There
are more than ten million leprosy patients in the world, but
not one orthopedic surgeon has ever studied the deformities
of leprosy."

Brand found it almost impossible to believe that,
although there were more deformed hands due to leprosy
than to polio, or road or other accidents, and with thous­
ands of orthopedic surgeons busy about their profession, not
one should concern himself with the hands of lepers. So
Paul Brand gave his ten fingers far God so that lepers
might use their hands.

He began his research in 1947, and brought hope and
rehabilitation to thousands. This book is the fascinating

story of his life and work. It brings to the missionary scene
a drama of real life that makes Dr. Casey and Dr. Kildare
look like pale imitations.

Major characters playing minor roles in this true life
story are Dr. Howard Somerville, Dr. Ida Scudder, and Paul
Brand’s mother. There is not much about Granny Brand,
but what there is makes the book good value in itself.

For those who have not forgotten that Jesus went
about preaching, teaching and healing (and also for those
who have forgotten) this is a book to read and keep. It is
also a must for church and Sunday School libraries.

FOUR TO DAVID SHEPPARD
Four Booklets published by Scripture Union, and

released in Australia by Emu Book Agencies Ltd.
17 cents each.

These four booklets make for bright reading about sig­
nificant topics. They are written by David Sheppard, whom
we last saw in Australia as a member of the English Test
Cricket Team. The booklets are directed to young people
and they have been criticised for giving answers that are
too quick, too easy, and too smooth Maybe there is some
truth in this but when you realise that each booklet con­
tains only twenty-four pages, you cannot reasonably expect
an exhaustive treatment.

The titles are Working, Arguing, Loving and Belonging.
There are drawings and strip cartoons to get the message
across in the modern manner. The text is written in every­
day language. The discussions in the book are largely taken
from real life tape recordings of young people in the Sunday
Group at the Mayflower Family Centre in the East End of
London, where David Sheppard is an Anglican minister.

These are ideal for church bookstalls and for rein­
forcing the Christian way of life. They could also be left
for casual browsing at C.Y.F. meetings, and subsequent
discussion.

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FREUD PROVOKES A
LETTER

BY FRANK GRIFFITHS, W A.

Frank, to my beloved niece. Greeting.
So you have been reading Freud and

found what he has to say about sex
disturbing.

You are quite right in saying that the
Christian church has not yet faced this
knowledge. It is a price of learning
that all truth can disturb and will haunt
you until you face it honestly. That is
why I am glad you asked those questions.

At the risk of making it over-simple
I shall point out the two most startling
things in Freud’s thinking. First, there
is what he calls the Oedipus complex.
The basis of this theory is that there
is a strong tendency for a boy to become
jealous of his father, or conversely a
girl to become jealous of her mother.

The second startling thing is the way
he made clear the extent to which sex
influences every one of us. In fact he
often writes as if the whole of human
personality could be explained in terms
of the primal sex urges which he calls
the id.

Freud hotly denied this, but many
writers point out that he often wrote
as if it were so. Popular thinking assumes
that he did teach this, and it has had
a far reaching influence in the modern
attitude toward sex.

Let us look at the second point first,
the theory that every human urge and
motive can be traced to sex. It is, of
course, certain that sex has a very great
influence. That this was denied and
ignored for so long Freud called "the
great hypocrisy.” It is important to
note that his special work was the treat­
ment of mentally disturbed people. In
this treatment he developed the tech­

thought to another you will soon dis­
cover that you are thinking of some­
thing strongly sexual.

Two other things will probably impress
you. The sexual thought will have a
highly emotional content. Then you will
probably catch yourself out trying to
avoid thinking of something sexual.
Freud saw that this resistance is very
significant. It underlines the fact that
we are sexual creatures and all that
we feel and do is deeply coloured by
this fact.

It goes deeper and shows that sex
can be a problem. It is a problem so
great that it often takes control. In
many cases it is only overcome by a long
and bitter struggle, often to the point
of physical agony. This fight can be a
slow torture only fittingly described by
the words, “I am crucified with Christ."
Of course, there is nothing new in this,
as Paul said, “When I would do good
evil is present with me.”

But Freud was misled in his interpre­
tation of the Important facts he dis­
covered. Some think this is because his
experience was with abnormal cases. He
dealt with those in whose lives sex had
taken control. This was by dominating
the life or, in the more subtle and dang­
erous way, having been driven under­
ground. Unrecognised and distorted sex
took charge and destroyed the life.

He forgot that this need not be so
and was able to ignore those who had
learnt the art of controlling sex. That
is why he was able to assume sex as
the one factor in personality.

You can be like him and see men
and women helplessly driven along bv
the current of sex. He could do this

because he forgot the myriads who swim
against the stream of their own desires
and overcome.

There are those who get to the goal
of victory and purity and peace. It
must be confessed that this goal is
reached often after much pain and
struggle.

A Christian psychiatrist tells of a
young woman who came to him in great
distress. She found it very difficult to
control the mighty urge of sex. This
troubled her more because she was a
youth leader and felt that she was let­
ting her girls down. She was not as
good as they thought. He did not excuse
her failure. But he pointed out that
in her struggle and humility in judg­
ing herself she had underlined the great­
ness of human personality. She was
probably not as good as the girls thought
she was but she was certainly bet'er
than she thought herself. It is some­
where here that divine grace and help
turns a sinner into a saint.

With regard to what Freud calls the
Oedipus complex it is true that boy­
can come to have a jealous resentment
for their fathers, and girls for their
mothers. But it is certain that it need
not be so. Where children grow up in
an atmosphere of friendly love and
sharing it will not happen. When it
does it is probably but one aspect of a
total selfishness that ■wants everything
for itself, including the parent of the
other sex. That God was willing to
trust his Son to the influence of that
happy, holy home in Nazareth shows that
this need not be the result.

If we, like Mary and Joseph, love our
partner and our children in an unselfish
way they will catch this love and learn
it too.

It was Freud’s greatness that he
enlarged our knowledge. His limited
understanding seemed to lead him at
times to assume that love had to be
selfish and demanding.

In spite of Freud, Purity and Peace
are still found together. And a home
can still be the centre of health and
happiness and holiness.

The Lord bless you.
And help you to overcome.

nlque of psycho - analysis. This is large­
ly the method we now call “free
association.” It is simply to relax and
either to write down or say what comes
into the mind. One thought leads to
another, and Freud found that this led
back to material that seemed to give the
key to nervous tension leading to men­
tal illness. Much of this had long been
forgotten by the patient, but came to
light with this simple method.

Even more startling was the fact that
patients tried not to remember certain
incidents. Freud saw that this "resisted
material” was of great importance and
the real key to mental illness. And
almost always it was sexual in nature.
So far his real discoveries were as start­
ling as he thought they were and they
were unquestionable. He had discovered
that sex is a very Important factor in
human personality and that it can be
a very disturbing factor.

To prove this you would only have to
try the method of free association on
yourself. Think of any simple thing
and then as your mind moves from one

An Ashram is a community of Christian families. They have everything

in common, and at the same time they are on a mission. Now, in this
Ashram, in Delhi, a man was showing me around. He showed, me the farm,
the library, the place where they eat and have discussions. All is in a very
simple style. There are no chairs there, we all sati on the floor. Everything
is small huts. No air-conditioned rooms! Afterwards he took me to the
Chapel. In the Chapel I sat down to pray. I just wanted to say a word
of prayer for that community, and for myself, and for other concerns that
I had at that moment.

As I sat and looked, it was strange. There was a small wooden cross
actually hanging on a thin wire that was almost invisible and behind the
cross there was no wall. You know, I am used to thick walls behind the
cross. In our! churches there is not merely the walls, but there are so many
things in front of you that you are almost shut in. But in this Chapel, as
I looked at the cross I could look beyond, not to some flowers or some
gardens — there wasn’t any such thing. Not even a flower.

What I saw Avhen I sat in that pew was some dirty linen hanging from
the bathroom in the community place. I could see bedrooms, people walking
in and out, people with brooms dusting the path. And I could see the cattle
roaming around, the cows and the sheep and everything — I could almost
feel the cow dung — actually the smell comes right into the chapel! And
I could see people walking in the streets. “For heaven’s sake, how can I
pray in that kind of place? When I just look, I can even see' the cross is
almost submerged in the whole scenery behind — the dirty linen, the kitchens,
the farms, and the bedrooms and everything. No, I can’t pray in that kind
of place.”

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Some of us who have been brought up
religiously cannot escape the feeling that
doubt is somehow sinful. We get the
kind of guilty feeling we had when, as
little children, we first doubted whether
our parents really did know everything,
or were quite, quite perfectly good.

I do not believe honest doubts are in
the least sinful, although they may be
exceedingly painful, unless they are cither
the result of mental sloth which pre­
vents us from thinking things through
as far as we are able, or a defence
which we have set up to prevent the
impact of God upon some part of our
lives.

Doubt is sometimes a device subcon­
sciously designed to shelter us from an
uncomfortable challenge. It is not the
doubt which has to be treated, but the
moral failure underlying it. If we want
to deal honestly with our doubts we
may need to ask ourselves: Is God mak­
ing some demand of me I am not
prepared to face? Is he asking me to
put right something that is wrong in
my relationship with someone? Am I
trying to avoid tackling a habit I know
ought to be dealt with. Our doubts may
be the result of some moral failure —
or they may be the result of some dis­
appointment in life.

A young woman once came to me,
because, she said, she was losing her
faith in God. I discovered her real
problem was a disappointment in love.,
The doubt was but a symptom of the
ether problem.

But it is not always so. Sometimes
honest doubt is the central problem.
What can we say about that situation?
First, remember that all men of faith
had their problem of doubt. Jeremiah,
Job, Habbakuk, Nicodemus and Paul all
had their moments of uncertainty. One
of tire chosen twelve disciples was re­
nowned for his doubt — “doubting
Thomas” he has been called.

Horace Bushnell went through a period
in his life which he described as a time
of “agonies of mental darkness concern­
ing God.” Yet his sermon "On the
dissolving of doubts” is said to be one
of the greatest sermons preached in
America. Martin Luther was a man of
great faith, but once he said, "Some­
time I believe and sometimes I doubt.”
Doubts are caused by intellectual ques­
tions and by difficult experiences. These
men faced both, but came through it ah
to a deeper and stronger faith.

Second: Be as critical of your doubts
as you are of your faith. If you find
it hard to believe God created the uni­
verse, is it not just as hard to believe
the universe was created by chance?

A Dean of the English church has
told how once he was travelling in
26

Russia with a girl Communist, who called
herself an unabashed materialist. _ The
sun began to set over some snow-clad
hills, and both of them stood silent and
awed by the beauty of the scene. After­
wards the Dean asked the girl how she
fitted her feelings in the presence of
that sunset into her materialistic phil­
osophy of life. She hesitated, then con­
fessed she could not fit them in.

How could anyone fit into a material­
ist view of life what all of us feel in
our deepest moments? When we are in
love, when we hold our first-born baby
in our arms, when we are really stirred
by great music or great character, when
we read the Gospels and hear the voice
of Jesus. We feel “immortal longings”
in us, we are conscious of a “Presence
that disturbs us with the joy of ele­
vated thoughts.”

Third: When doubt threatens, hold on
to the surety you do know. “When you
sit stuck before a problem,” a maths.
teacher used to advise his boys, “begin
by putting down what you do know.”
Follow the faith you have. This was
the experience of Bushnell. He frankly
admitted there were many things he
did not know, but there were some
things he did know: truth was better
than falsehood, love was better than
hate, courage was better than fear.
Be faithful to what faith you have.

Fourth: When doubt comes, recall the
testimony of others. A traveller tells
how once he was in Japan for a month,
and always within sight of Mt. Fugi.
Yet he never once saw the sacred moun­
tain. It was the rainy season, and
thick clouds obscured all views. But, he
says, he never doubted the mountain
was there. Its snow-capped summit was
the motif of designs on china and fans
and screens. Hotels and tea-houses pro­
claimed their situations as commanding
fine prospects of it. Trips to it, and
arrangements for climbing it, were adver­
tised. It was impossible to believe so
many thousands of people had in so
many ways been victims of a delusion.

So surely it is impossible to believe
so many millions in so many different
ways and in so many different ages have
been victims of a delusion in their cer­
tainty of God.

As someone has said, “Carlyle may not
always have seen God, but he had no
doubt his old mother did.” We may not
always be certain of God, but Isaiah
was, Paul was, Francis of Assisi was,
Wesley was, Luther was, and supremely,
Jesus of Nazareth was sure of God. We
note his quiet certainty, his sure con­
fidence, his peace of mind even on the
night he was betrayed, and when we
look at him dying on the Cross, and
still saying, "Father,” we can doubt
no longer.

THE "CHRISTIAN" GOES

TO . . .

PART 1.
When we think of some places, we

tend to get a mental picture. Paris is
all artists and towers; London is Beef­
eaters and bridges; New York is junior
executives living it up. These mental
pictures may have little relation to
reality.

Take Mooroopna — some of us think
of a few gunyahs beside the Goulburn
River, a few coals under a gum tree,
and the remains of a roast snake meal.
All this a few miles from respectable
Shepparton.

Mooroopna, in fact turned out to be
an attractive town, equally as respect­
able as its younger, bigger and wealthier
sister across the bridge. It has a long
and progressive history. It was the
fifth of all the many towns of Victoria
to have its own treated water system.
When it installed its own independent
electric power plant, it was the small­
est town in the State to do so. Not
that it is tiny. According to the “POP”
sign at its entrance, it has 2,700 residents,
and on my first drive through its main
street I counted 40 shops after passing
the fine hospital.

My main interest was in the church
and the church people. We have a
reasonably good looking building in the
residential section, not far from the
centre of the town. It boasts a new
and attractive toilet block in clean, red
brick. Tyrell Turriff built it last year.
Tyrell is not a bricklayer, but has long
been a friend of the Aborigines, and is
a member of the committee which serves
them. When a fellow church member
heard that Tyrell was going to start lay­
ing bricks at his age, he said something
like: "If you’re game enough to do the
work, I’ll provide the bricks.” This kind
of faith would make us all wise.

Mr. and Mrs. Turriff lived in a cara­
van on the church property while Tyrell
worked on the job. He was pretty slow,
they tell me, but the job has a pro­
fessional finish. He organised a team of

C.M.S. men to pour the concrete foun­
dations and floor, Tyrell laid the bricks,
and put on the roof, and every Sun­
day he was back at his ’Teens class at
North Balwyn.

It was a job well done in the best
tradition of our movement, which has
so often translated compassion into prac­
tical everyday living. Familiar skills are
used and, if necessary, new ones devel­
oped, in all things giving the best to
the Lord.

No wonder the Mooroopna church has
a special affection for Tyrell Turiff.

In the Sunday School I found about
twenty children and five teachers. Some
are from Shepparton church, and they
provide transport from Rumbelara and
parts of Mooroopna, as well as leader­
ship for the school. Ken. and Gwyn.
Wittick are there, and Ross, and Perl­
ine. The largest class was of eight
primary department boys and girls taught
by Daisy Higgins. She is also the Sun­
day School and church organiste. Her
scholars were interested, responsive and
well controlled — although some came
from undisciplined homes!

Later, in company with Roy Clydes­
dale, I visited some of the homes. Roy
is an interesting fellow. He is one of
the town’s most prominent citizens, and
knows its history and its people. He
has always loved and served the Abor­
igines. A couple of years ago he con­
cluded his service with the Mooroopna
Water Trust and Sewerage Board, and
is now living in retirement. Retirement!
Now, that’s a funny word! I don’t know
what his official commitments were be­
fore he retired but if he did any more
than he does now, he was over-worked.

Officially, he is a part-time minister
(or should it be missionary), with the
Aborigines Mission Board. He deals with
the social, employment, moral and spir­
itual problems of the Aborigines. He
works long hours and has an amazing
capacity for work, physically and men­
tally. He is pastor, preacher, and gen­

eral provider. We wish him many more
years of fruitful retirement.

Roy took me to see Jeff and Bay
Atkinson. Jeff is the son of the late Eddie
Atkinson, the well-remembered, beloved
pastor to his own people at Mooroopna.
Jeff’s home is one of about seven scat­
tered through Mooroopna. Provided by
Aborigines Welfare Board, the house re­
flects the genuine efforts being made by
that Board to encourage full acceptance
in the community. The house is splen­
didly cared for, inside and out. The
furniture and furnishings are attractive
and tasteful. The garden was still a
picture of color and beauty, even though
the roses, which had been the prime
feature were finished.

Jeff is now a young looking grand-,
father, with a regular job with a box­
making firm. In his day he was a
well-known Australian-rules footballer,
and in one match kicked 26 goals!
There was a row of football trophies on
top of a cabinet.

The Atkinson home is often pointed
out as a success story of what the
Aborigine can do and be. Their home
and life can stand inspection. Unques­
tionably, they are an inspiration to oth­
ers. It is significant that this is a
Christian home. Jeff is a preacher and
leader and his testimony is strong for
