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COMMUNICATIONS
Sometimes late at night it was fun to switch the radio across to

short wave and spend an interesting hour listening to a dozen different
programmes in a dozen different languages — only one of which could
be understood.

It overwhelmed one to think of all of those words — spoken with
conviction, authority, or enthusiasm — pouring out across the world, but
no communication, at least in our case. Even the English voice could be
speaking of some incomprehensible aspect of classical music, or of some
alien sport like soccer or rugby.

Occasionally we would strike a religious programme and the best of
these were presented by movements with which we were often quite out of
sympathy. (Why is it that all the wrong people have the money to
propagate religion?)

Of course, we have religious programmes on radio and TV in our
own land. Some of them are pathetic. There are church people who are
happy so long as religion is given an airing, but it should be obvious to
everyone that it is not what goes into the air that is the measure of com­
munication, but what is received into the heart and mind of the target!

It costs money to talk to people in a million homes. This week, one
TV programme, which screens in both Sydney and Melbourne at a peak
viewing period, oilers advertising time at the “economy” rate of $814 a
minute! The one-minute film will previously have cost the advertiser
about $6,000 to produce. By contrast, the Christian Television Associa­
tion of Victoria receives only $28,000 a year for both radio and TV pro­
grammes and this means that they can’t use script-writers, professional
actors, or even buy film. The C.T.A. in N.S.W. receives even less.

We should be doing much more than we are to develop and use exist­
ing facilities. Christian men and women with particular gifts should be
enabled to master the techniques of a dozen new fields of modern com­
munication. Dedication and hard work will be needed, as well as money.
And we should make the best use we can of existing agencies such as the
C.T.A. It is unfair to ask the persons concerned to work for us in this
demanding field and then deny them the means of doing their job effectively.

Of course, in all of this we have been thinking of the means of com­
munication. What we have to say is even more than important than the
way we say it. We can never communicate something effectively unless
we strongly believe in it ourselves.

Religious communication in our day depends very much upon tech­
nical know-how, but it depends even more upon spiritual awareness and
an unswerving loyalty to the Christ of the gospel. If we believe that Christ
alone has the answer to man’s individual and social needs, we shall surely
find the means and make the effort to use intelligently every channel that
is open to the heart of man.

FROM YOUR POCKET
The Australian Churches of Christ made a quick and generous re­

sponse to the call for wheat and milk for India. Some of it was sent to the
world’s most hungry area, Bihar State, where Keith Skillicorn is an
Australian serving with our British missions.

On page 26 of this issue Mr. Skillicorn tells of the arrival of the
first consignment of Australian wheat — “grains are full and white” —
and boxes of milk.

It must move us to gratitude and humility to know that we have
been used by our Lord to feed the hungry in distant places. Maybe we
should have done more than we did, perhaps we can yet do more, but
we can know that from our hearts and pockets have come the means
of saving many lives.

There is a tragic note in Keith’s letter of appreciation. Despite the
huge mounds of wheat and 157 cases of milk, there is not enough to feed
the 60,000 people in the district. Some will die.

Then, inevitably, the food arrived too late for some who had already
“reached the point of no return.”

The Indian food problem is too vast for us to solve, but we are very
much a part of the answer.

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• NEW ZEALAND'S STEP IN FAITH

ACT
OF COMMITMENT

On the evening of May 10, New Zea­
land’s premier Cathedral at Wellington
was packed to the doors. As the TV
cameras whirred, the Governor-General
and his wife entered and knelt to pray
in the front row. Behind them sat the
Prime Minister of New Zealand, repre­
sentatives of the Government, and ob­
servers from the Roman Catholic, Bap­
tist and Lutheran churches, the Salvation
Army and the Society of Friends.

All was in readiness for an Act of
Commitment, the first service of its kind
held anywhere in the world.

As the organ played the introit, 150
Christian leaders from all parts of the
country filed into their places behind
the communion table. From one entrance
came the Anglicans, led by seven Bishops,
and resplendent in cassocks. By marked
contrast they were followed by represen­
tatives of the Churches of Christ plainly
dressed in dark suits. Then from other
entrances came the delegates of the Con­
gregational Union of New Zealand,
Methodists and Presbyterians.

Down the long aisle came the heads
of each of these five churches to stand
with their attendants in front of their
own representatives.

“Praise to the Lord,” we sang. “Praise
him in glad adoration.” The singing
literally thundered.

One by one the heads of churches
moved forward to lead the service from
behind the Lord’s Table. The purpose
of the worship was expressed by the
Methodist President of Conference:

"We have come together to worship
God, to give thanks for the way in
which he has led us, and to express the
trust that he, the God of our fathers,
has a new purpose for us in this land
and in this age.

“The churches to which we owe our
allegiance in Christ have been led to
the conviction that God’s will for them
is that they should seek union, for the
fulfilment of his mission in the world.
Holding this conviction, and in repent­
ance for the sins which divide his
church . . . (we) ... are assembled

together to pledge our churches solemnly
before God to seek together his further
guidance and resolve to follow it, in
firm confidence that in doing his will
we shall find our peace.

“God helping us we can do no other.”
The President of our own churches,

Keith Andrews, of Oamaru, read the
New Testament lessons from Philippians
2 and John 17. The sermon was an
outstanding exposition of Acts 10: 20,
from the Archbishop of Melbourne, Rt.
Rev. F. Woods.

The climax was reached with the
whole 150 representatives repeating to­
gether their vow of commitment:

"In our faith in Jesus Christ as our
one Lord and Saviour, and in our con­
cern to serve his mission to the world,
we now commit ourselves in a common
obedience to him, and offer to him our
utmost endeavours that by the Holy
Spirit we may be brought into one
church according to his will, to the
glory of God the Father.”

As we filed out to the night air we
knew we had heard the voice of God
in a new way, and were sure the Holy
Spirit was moving within the life of
our churches.

When His Grace began his message
he spoke of his sense of privilege and
suggested that this was a privilege
shared by the whole church in Australia.
He said that throughout his country
Christians of all churches would be
helped by what was happening in New
Zealand, and he was sure they would
be prayerfully remembering their breth­
ren across the Tasman.

He then delivered a message from
the heads of the churches in Australia
to be read at the service. It expressed
Christian love and assured us of your
prayers for the future. Unfortunately,
there was no greeting in the name of
the Australian churches.

The Primate of the Anglican church,
the Moderator of the Presbyterian
church, President-General of the Meth­
odist church, and President of the Con­
gregational Union, all sent messages.
There were five churches in the New
Zealand negotiations. There were four
Australian churches who sent greetings.

There was no greeting from the Aus­
tralian Churches of Christ.

After visiting Australia four times in
the last three years, I am left with the
unmistakeable impression that there is
a great deal of silliness in our attitudes.
Exceptions there are in many places,
but in general terms we have a long
way to go.

Is it not true that many of the Aus­
tralian brethren think we have become
almost heretical by becoming so immersed
in union negotiations? There are some
in our country who think this too, but
the great majority of our people are
absolutely committed to seeking more
visible union. You must respect our
integrity. Whatever your private feelings,
you must recognise that we are still
part of the same Body of Christ. Were
we not baptized with the same baptism
as you were? Do we not share in the
same loaf, Sunday by Sunday? Have
we not a common faith in one Risen
Lord?

My own view is that our New Zealand
brotherhood has been tremendously
strengthened by its participation in
negotiations for union. Deep and schol­
arly study of our traditional beliefs has
been forced upon our leaders, and our
understanding of baptism, the ministry
and the Lord’s Supper has greatly
increased. What is more, the prophets
among us see the eventual union as a
God-sent opportunity to proclaim our
understanding of the nature of the
church to a wider and more sympathetic
audience.

We are learning also. Other branches
of the One Church have their own treas­
ures which they bring to the discussions.
In Newbigin’s illustration we are the
merchantmen owning valuable pearls
who are prepared to bring our separate
pearls and sell them in order that we
might together purchase the Pearl of
Great Price.

Throughout this search, we need to
have the sympathy, the concern and
the prayers of the Australian brother­
hood. Without these our task becomes
burdensome and long.

We believe that in our Act of Com­
mitment we have lit a small candle, and
that it is always better to light a can­
dle than curse the darkness.

SEVENTH MY
ADVENTISM

Official beliefs of Seventh-Day Adventists are stated in one
of their publications of 1957, “Seventh-Day Adventists Answer
Questions on Doctrine.” This 700-page volume lists 36 articles
of belief, many common to historic Protestant creeds, others
peculiarly Seventh-Day Adventist.

For example, they affirm inspiration of the Scriptures;
the Trinity; Christ’s pre-existence, Deity, sinless life, atoning
death, bodily resurrection and ascension, priestly ministry and
mediation, and pre-millenial return; the virgin birth; Deity
and personality of the Holy Spirit; depravity of man; sal­
vation by grace alone through faith in Christ; regeneration
to new life; justification by faith; sanctification through the
Spirit.

Ihus, at face value, they are essentially Christian. But
certain distinctive doctrines cast some doubt on their ortho­
doxy.

DISTINCTIVE TEACHINGS
As the name implies, Seventh-Day Adventism has two

main aspects — a legal emphasis involving especially the
observance of the seventh-day sabbath, and a prophetic
emphasis relating particularly to the Second Coming of Christ.

While not pretending to be exhaustive, here is a list of
the major distinctive doctrines held, summarised as briefly
as possible:
Legal.

1. The Ten Commandments, God’s “moral law,” is for­
ever binding on all men (as distinct from the “ceremonial
law” done away with at the Cross). Mrs. Ellen G. White
(self-proclaimed "prophetess” whose writings under “divine
inspiration” formed the foundation of the S.D.A. belief in its
beginnings) saw in one of her many "visions” (admittedly
the result of a head injury in her early years) that the law
of keeping the sabbath was “not nailed to the Cross.” Obedi­
ence to the Decalogue, though not essential to salvation, is
the natural by-product of redemption as in Eph. 2: 10.

2. As part of the Decalogue, observance of the seventh-day
sabbath is insisted upon. Again, while ' “sincere Christians
who have not yet seen the light . . . are undoubtedly saved”
yet sabbath-keeping is the “seal of God” whereas Sunday-
keeping is the "mark of the Beast.” In view of Rev. 14: 9-11,
with eternal doom for those with the Beast’s mark, the ex­
planation is given that Sunday-keeping as a test has been
deferred for the present "until the decree goes forth causing
men to worship this idol sabbath.”

3. Certain items of food and drink are forbidden, based
largely on prohibitions in the Mosaic Law.
Prophetic.

4. The S.DA. Church, particularly in Mrs White, has been
given a special “Spirit of Prophecy" enabling a distinctive
prophetic ministry for the latter days. Added to the Scrip­
tures (though admittedly not ranking equally with them) this
means that S.D.A. teachings have a most thorough and
detailed coverage of every known prophecy of the Bible.

5. The Second Coming of Christ was first set for October,
1843, and later amended to October, 1844, by William Miller
(an avid student of Bible prophecy who formed the Millerite
movement from which Mrs. White later emerged as leader of
present-day S.D.A. doctrinal teaching). When he proved
wrong, he admitted his error and faded from the scene. To
salvage matters, there developed the doctrines of the “heavenly
sanctuary” and the “investigative judgment.” Though some­
what obscure, these teach that Christ did in face “come”
in 1844 — not to earth but to the “second apartment” of

the heavenly sanctuary (which he entered from the “first
aPnH?rentin God’s books, the life records of all mankind are
written. ’ Thus, in heaven since 1844, Christ has been inyes-
tiaating” these books and “cleansing the sanctuary — blotting
out the record of sins of those saved by his blood, amd deter­
mining who are “worthy” of eternal life. The result will be
revealed at his actual return to earth. It seems fair to assume
that it is within this framework that insistence on keeping
of the law and the sabbath are imposed on Christians to
ensure their “worthiness.”

6. Linked with the work of Christ in the sanctuary is the
teaching that Satan is the “scapegoat” referred to in Leviti­
cus 16. Earlier statements that Satan is thus our sin-bearer
have recently been modified or explained because of the
obvious reflection on the atoning work of Christ. Satan is
now said only to bear the ultimate penalty of his responsi­
bility for the sins of the whole world. He still remains the
“scapegoat" of Leviticus 16.

7. In death, righteous and unrighteous alike are com­
pletely unconscious (in "soul sleep”) awaiting resurrection.
At Christ’s pre-miller.nial return, the righteous dead are raised
(and the living translated) and granted immortality. After
the millennium, the unrighteous are raised to join with Satan
in a final revolt which ends in their annihilation by fire into
"non-existence.”

SCRIPTURAL ANSWERS
The foregoing S.D.A. teachings conflict with certain clear

statements of the Scriptures.
1. Note the conflict in stating that the Decalogue is not

kept in order to be saved but as a fruit of regeneration, a
“mark of true obedience.” This suggests that absence of this
obedience indicates a lack of salvation (and this applies equally
to sabbath-keeping). The Bible indicates the Decalogue was
a covenant peculiar to Israel (Neh. 9: 12-15), neither given
to the earlier "fathers" (Deut. 5: 3), nor in force after Christ’s
death (Heb. 8: 7-13; Gal. 3: 17-25).

2. The sabbath in particular was a special sign to Israel
(Ex. 31: 13-17; Deut. 5: 12-15). Significantly, with every other
aspect of the Ten Commandments re-introduced (and greatly
expanded) into the N.T., sabbath-keeping is not. Similarly,
in a vast catalogue of sins specifically referred to in the N.T.,
sabbath-breaking is never once mentioned. Rather, sabbaths
are deplored (Gal. 4: 10-11; Col. 2: 16) and are left to indi­
vidual conscience (Rom. 14: 5-6).

3. Prohibition of food or drink is definitely ruled out by
1 Tim. 4: 1-5, and cannot be a matter of judgment (Rom
14: 2-4, 6, 14; Col. 2: 16).

4. The “gift of prophecy” as an added revelation to that
of the Scriptures is squarely condemned by Rev. 22: 18-19.

5. The completeness and finished nature of Christ’s aton­
ing work is clear from a multitude of Scriptures such as
John 5: 24; Heb. 1: 3; Heb. 9: 11-12; Heb. 10: 12-14.

6. Satan could hardly be our “sin-bearer” (Lev. 16: 21)
in the light of such passages as Isa. 53: 6; John 1: 29.

A GROWING CHALLENGE
The S.D.A. movement has shown phenomenal growth.

Some statistics in 1960 recorded 12,500 churches with 1 155 000
members: 1,500,000 Sabbath-school members; 6,000 ordained
ministers; 1,400 missionary workers; 44 publishing houses pro­
ducing literature in over 200 languages, 385 periodicals, over 60
new books a. year; 3,000,000 enrolled students in free Bible
courses; in U.S.A, alone, radio programmes on 860 stations and
TV programmes on 153 stations.

“Although difficult to attain, church
unity is most desirable. Unity is the
will of God; discord among those who
believe in Christ; is a scandal to those
who do not yet believe in him. Every
Christian can make a contribution to­
wards reunion, and he should make it.
He can help the cause of unity by desir­
ing unity, by prayer, by good example,
by opposition to evil — over all of which
should be abiding charity.”

These words, typical of any one of
the founders of the Restoration Move­
ment, are not quoted from the Camp­
bells or Barton Stone. Nor are they
from Harwood or Hagger, Scambier or
Main. They were spoken by the Roman
Catholic Primate of Australia, Cardinal
Gilroy, on his return from the Second
Vatican Council.

"All talk and no action” is a common
attitude toward the cause of unifying the
church. But there is evidence of some
movement, actually under way, towards

Unity In Our Time.
The quotation above is one piece of

evidence; a recent sociological survey
provided another.

Dr. J. J. Mol, Fellow in Sociology at
A.N.U., Canberra, was commissioned by
the Australian churches "to examine
the forces which fashion the attitudes
of members of our churches to: (a)
members of other churches; (b) partici­
pation in common action with members
of other churches."

On the point of group loyalties, he
found that members of the Christian
denominations were “not only loyal to
the faith, but to the facets of the faith
— organisations, vestments, buildings;
even furniture (pulpits, communion tab­
les).”

Conservatism — unqualified opposition
to unity — is greater among people in
rural N.S.W. and Victoria than in the
capital cities; and bears little relation
to the age of the person. And, contrary
to his expectation, Dr. Mol found that
church-goers were generally less opposed
to unity than non-church-goers. He
spoke of a “groundswell” of ecumenical
concern within the churches, and though
declining to make predictions, suggested
that, if the rate of the past five years
was sustained, the unexpected or “mir­
aculous” may well happen within 20

years in the relation between Catholics
and Protestants.

Was the visit of the Archbishop of
Canterbury to Rome just a P.R. stunt?
Or the prelude to deep and harmonious
relations? Geoffrey Sambell, Co-adjutor
Bishop of Melbourne, doubts the church’s
ability to pull off the first, and believes
firmly in the second. He cites as evid­
ence the Commission of 18 theologians
to investigate the common ground and
separation of the Anglican and Roman
churches.

He also sees dangers though: What
is to be the form of union? Organic
or federal or more loosely spiritual?

“We can do away with biShops,” he
says, “but there must be order — some
order of the ministry.” Relating to
forms of worship he said, “Many present
Presbyterians would be as horrified as
my Presbyterian forebears if I appeared
in one of their churches in a cape and
mitre.” These are real differences, but
we cannot have unity without the com­
mon experience of worship.”

As a step to unity he, Bishop Sambell,
sees the need for local church councils
to let the rank-and-file Christians get
to know each other, worship and study
together, and seek forms of joint action
to express the church’s mission.

Father John Cowburn is a Jesuit —
Professor of Philosophy at Loyola Col­
lege, Watsonia. He sees the events fol­
lowing Vatican II. as a new chapter in
the ancient history of the Roman
church. “Catholicism is suddenly aware
of changes everywhere,” he says. “Change
has been accepted, and there is a recog­
nition abroad of the need for adap­
tation.”

He went on to say that Catholicism
now saw itself differently — "The struc­
ture is still there, but the old monar­
chical view has given way to that of a
community of believers— there is a
completely new emphasis.” And as for
unity in our time, John Cowburn be­
lieves that history has its own pace, but
he sees a convergence under way —
in the liturgy, in the attitude to scrip­
ture, and in the joint service of man­
kind.

"Christian unity is primarily about
people who are not alike. “God’s pur­
pose in Christ is to unite all mankind."
“We are accepted, not because we are
acceptable, but because Jesus Christ has
said ‘Yes’ to us . . . consequently we

have to say ‘Yes’ to one another . . .
(yet) we live as though we are a set
of separate clubs, not one family . .

These are the words of George Yule,
Professor of Theology at Ormond Col­
lege, a Presbyterian.

“A divided church cannot hope to
preach reconciliation to a divided world.”

He too sees the way to unity through
“a joint seeking of the fulness of the
Faith of the Church” — and locally
this means the denominations worship­
ping, studying and serving mankind
together.

Is there a groundswell towards unity?
“Yes,” says George Yule, “the vast

majority of Christian people are want­
ing to come together, perhaps not all
for the right reasons, but nevertheless
all feeling towards this right reason of
reconciliation.”

These interviews with Dr. Mol, Bishop
Sambell, Father Cowburn and Professor
Yule were made by Douglas Tasker in
the Christian Television Asscciation pro­
gramme, “Unity In Our Time” — a
programme which in itself is perhaps
evidence that the tide is running. This
programme was shown first on GTV9,
Melbourne, and later in other cities.

EXHIBIT AT GHANA FAIR
(Accra). An estimated 35,060 Christian

books and booklets were sold during the
19 days of the International Trade Fair
held here recently.

In addition, more than 1,000 Bibles and
portions of Scripture were given away
as prizes to those who correctly answered
questions about what they had seen at
the exhibit sponsored by the Christian
Council of Ghana.

“Christian Witness in Ghana” was the
title of the ecumenical display in the
Africa Pavilion, the most impressive
building at the fair.

More than three-quarters of the £2,000
needed to pay for the churches' exhibit
was raised in Ghana and the remainder
in Britain.—E.P.S.

QUAKER SHIP AT HAIPHONG
(Philadelphia). A Quaker group’s effort

to carry medicine and medical supplies
to the North Vietnamese has been suc­
cessfully carried out.

The 50-foot ketch, “Phoenix,” arrived
in Haiphong on March 29, carrying
$10,000 worth of medical materials con­
tributed by Japanese physicians in Hiro­
shima.

The “Phoenix" crew was headed by
Dr. Earle Reynolds, American owner and
captain, who lives in Yokahama.—E.P.S.

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ME LAKES? FAMILY
DKI ME WOE»

The family that started in 1866 with
25 lads — Dr. Thomas John Barnardo
called them Iris “street urchins” — in
a disused donkey stable in Hope Place,
Stepney, has now increased to over 9,000
girls and boys. Since that memorable
date just over 100 years ago, more than
169,000 children have been admitted. Dr.
Barnardo was himself personally respon­
sible for rescuing from want and dis­
tress over 60,000 children before he died
in 1905 at the age of sixty.

Thomas Barnardo was born in 1845 in
Dublin. Not far away the family’s lucra­
tive business of furriers was well estab­
lished and stands to this day.

At 21, Barnardo volunteered for work
with the China Inland Mission. To pre­
pare for this post he was sent to the
Whitechapel Hospital in the Mile End
Road, right in the heart of the pest-
ridden slums of the East End of Lon­
don. He soon realised that his work
lay, not in China, but right in this
squalid area where children and adults,
irrespective of age, lived and died in
conditions in which “you would not
house a dog.”

With the voluntary support of thousands
of fellow-helpers, the Dr. Barnardo Homes
flourished. Today there are well over a

hundred branch homes, hospitals, schools,
convalescent homes and hostels. In the
United Kingdom children in care can
be taken from babyhood and include
spastics, invalids, chronically sick, edu­
cationally retarded, mentally sub-normal
in hostels and approved schools, but the
greater majority are normal healthy
children.

The Barnardo Organisation receives
children irrespective of race, color or
creed under its Charter, "No destitute
child ever refused admission.” All child­
ren are brought up in the Protestant
faith. There is an agreement with both
Jewish and Roman Catholic churches
to bring to their notice children of these
faiths who need help. Barnardo's wilL
of course, receive them if no other
arrangement can be made.

Dr. Barnardo did much to stimulate,
encourage and eSect the migration policy
of the British Government. Barnardo
girls and boys whom Barnardo thought
would have greater opportunities away
from Britain were offered the chance
of migration. Under the Barnardo
Scheme over 32,000 were first sent to
Canada.

Migration to Australia began at a
later date. The first party arrived in

Six hundred teenagers were present
at the IMPACT Programme conducted
by the Churches of Christ Dept, of
Christian Education, at Nicholas Hall, on
May 13. The meeting titled “Morality
for Modems,” combined pop music, live
and recorded, discussions and an address
from the Rev. Alan Walker, flown to
Melbourne especially for the programme.

Alan Walker clearly stated for teen­
agers the case for chastity before mar­
riage. He made five points in his case:

1. Chastity rests on the Christian belief
that personality is sacred. Immorality is
colossal selfishness. It means using an­
other’s life, another’s body for self­
gratification.

2. Chastity is the expression of lov­
ing, of loving deeply. If a boy only
loves a girl casually, then to take her
physically is immoral, it is an offence
against true love. If he does love her
deeply, enduringly, he will respect her
too much to impose anxiety and guilt
on her. Chastity is the expression of
caring — of caring enough.

3. Personal freedom demands chastity.
In 1965, 15,531 unmarried mothers in
Australia lost their freedom through un­
chastity. Many thousands more young
people were forced to marry before they
were ready. Freedom in choosing a
career, when to marry, when to have a
family is a precious freedom. Sexual
licence before marriage often means sac­
rificing these freedoms.

4. Unchastity means injuring a child
who may be born. There is no cer­
tain way of preventing conception. It
is no act of love to a child to deny it
a stable home in which it should be
bom, to make it illegitimate.

5. Love is more than sex. Sex within
marriage is one of God’s wonderful
gifts, expressing and strengthening love.
Sexual fulfilment comes as part of the
range and depth of love found in the
permanent relationships of marriage and
the home.

The IMPACT Programme, which is de­
signed to give honest answers to some
of the vexing questions facing teenagers
in society is being used by many local
groups as a study experience for their
members.

On May 19, the same Programme
was taken to Echuca, Vic., where about
100 young people from Echuca Church
of Christ, and surrounding churches,
braved the rain to see the programme.
Entertainment was well catered for by
the “Idlers Five,” and a well informed
and interesting talk was given by Neil
Gilmore, from Brighton.

In both of these programmes the film,
"From Generation to Generation,” which
is one of the best contemporary sex
education films, was shown.

IMPACT is proving to be a very suc­
cessful joint C.E.-C.Y.F. Programme.
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1921, and the first girls in 1923. Since
that date over 3,500 girls and boys have
come to Australia under the Scheme,
proving first class citizens in the ever­
expanding Australian community.

In Australia the work in our Homes
is mainly associated with normal child­
ren from broken homes, usually over
three years of age. They all remain
under the care and supervision of the
Organisation up to the age of 21 years,
or until restored to their own families
or adopted.

Some of the children are orphans, but
a greater number are from unhappy
homes, cruelly ill-treated, neglected or
abandoned Many of the children, on
admission, have personality problems
which frequently occur in the sort of
background which first brings them to
the notice of Barnardo’s. The stable
influence of our Family Group Homes
and professional and medical care soon
works wonders.

In N.S.W. alone there are now some
10,000 children living away from their
homes for a variety of reasons. The
State cares for about half of this num­
ber, but the remainder look to the
voluntary agencies.

In 1960, Barnardo’s decided to open
the Homes to Australian born children
in need of love and affection which, in
turn, brings security. There are now
over 300 children in their care, the
majority of whom are Australian born.
Children are still continuing to arrive
from England.

The time has come for us to extend
the Child Caring Services if Youth is
to be saved from the results of parents
living in an affluent society. To extend
these services Barnardo’s invites every­
one to provide a little for “The Largest
Family in the World. ”

THE JERUSALEM BIBLE
$11.70 — Barton, Longman and Todd.

I had heard of efforts to produce the Jerusalem Bible
when I was in England in 1960. At that time I was sur­
prised to learn of the growing interest Roman Catholic
scholars were showing in the Scriptures. I was told of a
group of French priests who had undertaken the task of
translating the Bible into French from the original languages.
These priests had made Jerusalem the main centre for their
work, and so the name “Jerusalem Bible” has been given
to their volume.

In addition to the very fine translation of the Scrip­
tures, introductory notes were written for each of the books
of the Bible. Then a series of comments on various pas­
sages of Scripture were added as footnotes. The extensive
range of the work undertaken in preparing these notes could
not be given in detail for cost reasons, but a summary of
such notes now appears in this volume.

Tire whole volume was produced in French, and was
given such a good press report, and was of such value, that
an English priest, Alexander Jones, who is well known in
Australia, decided to produce an English edition.

Because it was not satisfactory to translate the Bible
text into English from the French, it was decided to make
a new translation from the original languages into English,
but its notes, etc., are translated from the French.

The publishers of the Jerusalem Bible, while partly
Catholic, are in the main Protestant.

Although some of the familiar passages may seem
strange to ears that have become accustomed to the Author­
ised Version, nevertheless the Bible as a whole reads very
well indeed.

What interests me, however, are the various notes on
the great doctrines of the church. What would the writers
have to say about “justification by faith”? Well, here we
have R.C. scholars setting out in a clear style teachings that
have be?n familiar to Protestants for years. Then the notes
on “the kingdom of heaven,” “the Holy Spirit," and many
other themes are of value to any Bible scholar.

When the writers deal with the subject of church govern­
ment, then we find a R.C. bias. Peter, and those who follow
him, are given the first place in the church. The authori­
tarian note in church government is made evident. In the
passage in Acts G, where we have the record of the appoint­
ment of the Seven, in the accepted text it is made clear
that the whole church had the right to make the selection
of those who were to serve. The note on this passage claims
that other authorities suggest that the Apostles made the

upon the results of the whole world of
Roman Catholic and Protestant alike.

selection and appointment. However, those other authorities
for such a variation are not given.

it is interesting to note the comment on Romans 6,
where Paul writes of baptism in terms of a death and burial.
No follower of the teachings of Alexander Campbell could
make a better statement on this theme: Baptism is not
separated from faith but goes with it, and gives it outward
expression by the operative symbolism of the baptismal cere­
monial For this reason Paul ascribes to faith and to bap­
tism the same effects. The sinner is immersed in water . . .
and thus buried with Christ.”

Bible scholars, and the general reador, will find much
in this volume to enjoy, provided they keep in mind that
it has been produced for R.C. readers in the main. How­
ever, it is very clear that the scholars who pioduced^this
volume have drawn
biblical scholarship:

MAN'S SEARCH FOR MEANING
By Viktor E. Frankl — 65 cents. Washington Square Press.

Often when a man is placed in a position of extreme
vulnerability deeper meaning comes to him. Viktor Frankl,
a Viennese psychiatrist and neurologist, suffered three grim
years at Auschwitz, the infamous prison camp, and other less
known but often equally iniquitous gaols.

During this time in prison he had an opportunity to
observe his fellow prisoners, and the way they reacted under
the terrible conditions. They were a “captive audience,” and
from them he learned much about the way a person acts and
reacts under pressure. They raised the question in his mind:
Why do some men survive in conditions such as they endured?
This became an important question, not only to prison life,
but to the whole of human existence.

Frankl came to see that survival depended on a future
goal that had meaning. This was the only reason in his
assessment that many survived while others were destroyed
under the terrible pressure. He saw the truth in Nietzsche’s
words, “He who has the ’why’ to live for, can bear almost
any ‘how.’ ” Frankl’s philosophy is not sheer escapism,
because he says himself, “We refused to minimize or alleviate
the camp’s tortures by ignoring them or harbouring false
illusions and entertaining artificial optimism.”

Frankl’s “search for meaning” breaks down the self-
centredness of the neurotic and gives meaning where the
main preoccupation is introspection. His approach is a
healthy corrective to some psychological thinking that only
looks to the past for meaning.

The sub-title of the book is called “A Study in Logo­
therapy,” a word which is derived from the Greek “logos,”
which is translated “meaning.” The therapy of meaning is
the message of our Lord, and while this book is not written
with any bias towards any particular historical religion, there
can be no doubt that it confirms the truth about Christ,
who is the logos.

The book is easy to read and does not require any previ­
ous background in psychology. The book clearly underlies
the obvious truth about man — that if he is to survive he
must have a sense of meaning which is even beyond himself.
—Charles Dow.

A young Frenchman left Alsace-Lor­
raine in 1911 and headed for the island
under the Southern Cross. His home
village nestled among the mountains.
The winters were cold, and the beauty
of it all could not fill many empty
stomachs. So he made the journey to
Australia to find a place for himself.

His start in this country was heart­
breaking. Little work offering around
Adelaide, he purchased a bicycle and
made for the north. He worked on scrub
country, ultimately securing land for
himself. There he built a humpy of
bags and iron, brought his young wife,
who cooked in the open, and together
they cleared the land and built a better
home. Three times the house changed,
until they had erected a stone house,
which possibly still stands. Jacob Guth-
leben found blessing through those years,
and three times since has returned to
liis native France.

About five miles from his village in
Alsace-Lorraine was the home of an-
nother man who was to write his name
forever in the annals of music, medicine,
theology and letters, named Albert
Schweitzer. In this village Jacob Guth-
leben’s brother built a tourist hotel,
which has become prominent through
the years. In this hotel Schweitzer
would stay on those occasions when he
visited his home from Africa.

During one of such visits Jacob was
home, and the two sons of France, from
the ends of the earth, met and talked.
The picture shows a scene in the kitchen
of the hotel as Dr. Schweitzer, Jacob
and his own nephew and wife sat and
talked.

Mr. Guthleben tells two little stories
of the great missionary which indicate
the character and outlook of the man.
The Queen of Sweden was visiting the
district, and was strolling in the garden
talking with a great man. The assem­
bled society ladies were filled with con­
sternation when the pair moved to a
gate into another part of the garden,
and the Doctor moved through first
without giving preference to the Queen.

Challenged by those who thought him
boorish and rude, he simply said, “All
people are the same to me.” Maybe this
showed, not his lack of courtesy to roy­
alty and the highborn, but his concept
of the human race, and that part of it
to which he ministered in Africa.

Jacob tells that a big dinner was
given at the hotel one night, and he
was one of the guests. Custom required
that as each course was completed plates
were quickly removed and another one
substituted. When the waitress came
to change the plate, the Doctor smilingly
said to her, “If you were on your own
would you use a clean plate for each
dish?” “No, Doctor,” she replied, to
which the old man said, “I don’t want
one either.” Lack of pretension in the
face of protocol was never far from
the Schweitzer manner.

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FROM “STANDARD.”
To the Editor,

As the editor of “Christian Standard”
I receive “The Australian Christian”
regularly, and read it with interest.
Naturally I found a special interest in
the “Open Forum” of May 13, with its
two letters dealing with the “Standard
Question.”

We are delighted, of course, that
brethren in New South Wales find
Standard Lesson materials helpful and
should wish to use them. This is the
only basis on which these materials are
offered — their own merit as being true
to the Bible, useful in teaching it, and
chosen by brethren who are free to make
their own choices. Standard has never
laid any claim to preferential treatment
or official status.

John R. C. Wise closed his letter with
a question as to whether it is "still the
case” that the Standard Publishing
House is “a staunch supporter of the
Christian Churches (Disciples of Christ).”
Standard Publishing is still in fact, a
staunch supporter of what it has sup­
ported since the establishment of “Chris­
tian Standard” in 1866 — the “res­
toration of New Testament Christianity,
its doctrines, its ordinances, and its
fruits.”

Any changes in relationships that have
come in the ensuing 101 years have been
introduced by others. We do not sup­
port negative or doubtful approaches to
the Bible, and we do not support open
membership.

Except for some minor inaccuracies
(for example, Standard Publishing Foun­
dation was chartered as a not-for-profit
foundation by the State of Ohio), R. H.
Hillier recounted facts as they relate to
material ownership of buildings and
machinery in our plant. But a ministry
is not materially owned, and the prep­
aration of Standard Lesson material is
a ministry, conducted by writers and
editors who are without exception active,
faithful members of Christian churches.
Our editors also enjoy the counsel of a
publishing committee of fifteen ministers
of Christian churches all over the
country.

Australian churches might possibly
find some advantage in using materials
that do not "promote the educational
programme of the International Con­
vention of Christian Churches (Disciples
of Christ,” as Mr. Hillier says. Bible-
centred, rather than American-organisa­
tion-centred, study materials could pos­
sibly be more useful to brethren on the
other side of the world.

I am a bit concerned about Mr. Hil­
lier’s statement that “Churches of Christ
in Australia (and New Zealand) are
affiliated in the World Convention with
our American brethren designated
‘Christian Churches (Disciples of Christ)
in the U.SA.’ thus pointedly exclud­
ing Standard Publishing and all that
might be related to it.

Here at Standard Publishing we have
eagerly received and entertained brethren
from Australia and New Zealand whom
we met through the World Convention
of Churches of Christ. Personally, I 

was a participant in the programme of
the World Convention at San Juan,
and Mrs. Hayden and I, along with
many other like-minded Americans, are
looking forward to being at Adelaide
in 1970. If, however, our Australian
brethren really desire to limit their fel­
lowship to a particular segment of the
American brotherhood, we should not
wish to embarass them by coming.

It seems to me that it would be tragic
for Churches of Christ in Australia to
be limited and controlled, both in choice
of literature, and in acknowledgment of
Christian fellowship, by organisational
partitions "made in the U.S A.” If you
decide to do so, however, we shall
respect your decision.

Therefore, we do not think
it is a good thing for our church
schools to use any lesson materials but
those prepared for Australian Bible
Schools, and written by men from our
Australian brotherhood, and published
by a committee responsible to all our
churches.

If those lesson materials do not con­
form to the needs of the churches in
content or format, there is provision
through the Federal Board of Christian
Education for necessary changes to be
effected. The Federal Board of Chris­
tian Education represents all States, and
each Director of Christian Education has
a voice in the curriculum and the form
of the lessons.

If some of our churches in Australia
use Standard Lessons it will not make
much, if any, economic difference to the
Standard Publishing Co., but it could
mean the difference between life and
death for Australian Churches of Christ
Graded Lessons.

We are not large enough to endure
in competition with Standard, or with
any other international publishing com­
pany. It would be good if we were left
alone to set our own house in order
and to find our own way for Christ and
the church. We would welcome the
goodwill and fellowship of our Americanwe accept nun as a

brother in Christ.
The question we are facing in Australia

is not whether we are more like one
group than another. The fact is that
we are prepared to have fellowship with
all who are truly Christ’s.

Mr. Hayden writes: “It seems to me
that it would be tragic for Churches of
Christ in Australia to be limited or 

brethren, but we do not want then'
competition.

There is no necessity for Mr. Hayden
to affirm Standard’s attitude to the
Restoration Movement in the context
of this discussion. We would not pre­
sume to think, say or pen any criticism,
or to make any judgment of the Ameri­
can situation. It is simply not our
business.

TIME FOR A CHANGE.
To the Editor,

I suggest one of the reasons our
church numbers are down is that most
non-churchgoers haven’t sung since they
left school, and when they do occasion­
ally go to church with a friend they
can’t join in and only stand up and
sit down when we do. This isn’t help­
ful, especially in small church groups.
Why do we have four hymns in an
hour’s service? This is one way of wor­
ship, but by no means everyone’s way.

I would like to see churches open for
prayer and meditation every afternoon
and evening, with a qualified minister
available to those who come needing
advice with problems, etc. On Sundays
there could be three half-hour worship
services, with church announcements,
but no sermon and no night service

suitable place at all times, an occasional
very simple baptismal service for those
who feel the need to be baptized. This
way also, our ministers would have more
time to use their talents where they see
the need. Do other readers share these
views?

Our Queensland Conference recently
discussed the problem of many of our
churches using other lesson materials —
not Standard, but materials far re­
moved from our plea. N.S.W. Conference
should be given credit for sticking whole­
heartedly to the materials of our own
brethren.

Anyone can visit Standard, as many
of us have. It is a thrilling experience
to pass the many desks of office work­
ers with their Bibles open before them,
and to know that these people are heart
and soul with us in the Restoration
Movement. We at Margaret Street,
use Austral Lessons — I have never
been in a church where any others have
been used, but in all fairness don't dis­
parage a firm such as Standard.

No wonder we face a magnified prob­
lem of isolated brethren far removed
from any of the churches of our broth-

erhood. We are trying, however inade­
quately, to meet this problem in a
number of ways:

1. All churches have been asked for
names and (if possible) addresses of
those removed into isolation. Where
addresses are unknown, we try to locate
those concerned through a search of
electoral records and by inquiries at post
offices and police stations.

2. To all known isolated folk, a newsy
paper of facts and devotional items
will shortly be sent as a monthly means
of contact. Already, a news-sheet, called
“The Northern Christian,” prepared by
Barry Reid (minister, Townsville) goes 

to all isolated contacts in the Far North.
3. Women in far-distant places are

kept in touch by correspondence through
Mrs. Hubbard, Correspondence Supt. of
the Women’s Conference. Other willing
persons are also writing, and the Gympie
C.W.F.  recently sent “cheerio packs” to
13 different women,

4. My wife and I travelled 4,000 miles
on a trip last year to make contact with
lonely brethren. Further contact will
be made this month.

5. Where members in a town are will­
ing to set up the Lord’s Table, we supply
free, a communion tray (made by Mr.
Wyeth, carpenter, in the Mackay church),
and communion glasses.

All this is little enough to try to
meet so great a problem. But there are
real dividends. By writing to known
families in Mt. Isa (1,200 miles from
Brisbane by the shortest route, and 500
miles from the nearest church at Char­
ters Towers), a cause was started there
in 1964 that has since continued.

Several weeks ago, two families known
to be in Charleville (480 miles west of
Brisbane) were put in touch with each
other by the committee, and now meet
alternately in their homes for the Lord’s
Supper.

Yes, it’s a challenging problem, but is
proving a fruitful venture!

and leaves every lady free to share and
enjoy conference to the fullest extent.

The afternoon Business Session was
streamlined down to the essential but
interesting matters, and ensured con­
clusion in good time for those whose
attendance had involved a long-distance
trip.

SCIENTISTS WARNED
(Fargo, N.D.). A theologian has urged

scientists to approach the use of DNA
chemistry w'ith a healthy dose of cau­
tion and reverence for human life.

DNA, short for deoxyribonucleic acid,
is the molecule-gene that contains "the
secret of life.” Some scientists claim it
offers man the key to perfecting the
human race, to eliminating hereditary
diseases, to changing man’s characteris­
tics permanently.

Dr. Roger L. Shinn, Professor of ap­
plied Christianity and Dean of instruc­
tion at Union Theological Seminary,
New York, said, “What social planners
can do with recalcitrant people is pretty
small stuff compared with what geneti­
cists may be able to do with the germ
plasm that cannot shout back and rebel
— or that if it does rebel, may do so
in unexpected and fateful ways. Most
geneticists do not need my warnings.

“If, as is often said. 99 out of 100
mutations are harmful, any humanly
sensitive scientists will be cautious about
genetic experimentation. In plant breed­
ing we can take 99 failures and 9,900
indifferent results for the sake of one
success. But with people we cannot create
many monsters for the sake of a few
supermen. We cannot even create a few
monsters for the sake of many supermen.

“Nothing I have said argues for a
prohibition of scientific effort. No biolo­
gists that I know7 anything about intend
to engage in indiscriminate experimen­
tation just to see what happens.”—EJP.S.

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METHODS OF EVANGELISTIC
APPEAL

Recent meetings of the N.S.W. Minis­
ters’ Fraternal have suggested that
greater attention be given to our meth­
ods of communicating the gospel and
our historic and traditional ways of
appealing for response to the message of
Christ. There is presently discussion
in Sydney on the effectiveness, or other­
wise, of so-called "Child Evangelism” and
its attendant dangers, and in view of re­
cent questions that have also been raised
by American Baptist leaders on "high
pressure methods,’’ and the related prob­
lem of how old a child must be in order
to make a responsible decision for con­
fession and baptism.

Tire whole matter of “Baptism” came
up for consideration in the April 14
issue of “Christianity Today,” in parallel
articles by Lutheran Professor David
Scaer, and Baptist theologian, Wayne
Ward. Ward alludes to Alexander Camp­
bell’s influence on the doctrine of Chris­
tian Baptism, and its effect upon Ken­
tucky Baptists of the 1830’s. His chief
concern, however, is that while the weight
of scholarly N.T. interpretation, including
Barth and Brunner, falls very heavily
on the side of Believer’s Baptism, a
balanced view must always be taken ot
very young “believers” seeking baptism
and responsible church membership.

Another
said that he previously thought that
Christian Unity meant compromise, but
after hearing the week’s addresses he
realised how wrong he had been in
his judgment. One of the oldest mem­
bers of the congregation further said
that “this was the greatest thing that
had happened at Maylands in his experi­
ence.”

The questions submitted proved beyond
doubt that people are interested and
anxious about the vital matter of Unity,
that as a brotherhood we have a lot to
contribute to Unity, and at the same
time there are many matters which must
be cleared up in the minds of our people.

Dr. Bowes was clear, forthright and
most convincing in his declarations
through his sermons. The church was
thrilled to hear his clear cut answers to
the many difficult questions, by his obvi­
ous sincerity and passion for a united
witness, and by his insistence that in
all unity discussions the emphasis must
be on the "given truth" rather than ■
tradition or compromise. It can be said
most definitely that the church at May­
lands, as well as the church in the
district has benefited by facing up to
facts through this Ecumenical Encounter.

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WOOLWICH COLLEGE, N.S.W.—

25th ANNIVERSARY APPEAL
BY DR. A. G. ELLIOTT

In 1942, despite the clouds of war that
then hung ominously over our land, men
of faith and fortitude, with a vision of
the victory of the message of the Mas­
ter, were led to establish the College
at Woolwich.

Since that day the brotherhood in
N.S.W. has never ceased to look back
with gratitude to God for the Bible
College that he raised up, for in every
department of the State-wide work, the
influence of Woolwich has been felt for
good; and in the larger sphere, beyond
the borders of the State, men and women
have carried the love of Christ so dearly
learned within the halls of Woolwich.

To mark the 25 years of service of
the College in N.S.W., the Board of
Management, with the approval and
good wishes of the State Conference
Executive, has organised an “Appeal” to
the brotherhood for further assistance
and support, by prayer and by practical
effort. This “25th Anniversary Appeal
of the College” has as its chief con­
cern the raising of sufficient finance to
cover the very necessary and worthy
expenditure on the extensions to make
provision of suitable accommodation in
flats for married students and their wives.

The trend today is for more married
men of mature years and outlook to de­
sire to enter the ministry in total com­
mittal of the whole life to Christ. It
has been felt to be of great importance
that we give these men every opportunity
to acquit themselves satisfactorily in
their period of training. For this reason,
comfortable married quarters, adequate
for the needs of these students and
their wives, are being made available.

In addition to this structural work,
however, there are also many other ways
in which the influence of the effective­
ness of Woolwich may be extended
throughout our brotherhood. The College
at Woolwich not only serves the churches
in N.S.W., but over the years there has
been an increasing demand for Woolwich
men in other States — and for workers
trained at Woolwich to be used in our
Federal Overseas Missions work, and
among our Aborigines in the Federal'
sphere of service.

Woolwich Graduates are serving, then,
not only In N.S.W., but in Western Aus­
tralia, South Australia, Victoria, Tas­

mania and Queensland. In addition,
Woolwich men and women are being used
increasingly in missionary activity over­
seas.

Thus, in India, John Main, Richard
Powell and Sister Dorothy Holstein are
serving faithfully. In New Guinea,
Sister Noeia Mobbs is a worthy repre­
sentative. In the New Hebrides, David
Eagling is doing a tremendous pioneer­
ing work at the Banmatmat Bible Col­
lege, while Kay Williams is carrying out
a commendable task as a teacher.

And, of course, we never forget our
two beloved young men, Samuel Bule
and Japheth Karae, who spent three
happy years at Woolwich to prepare
them to return to take up active leader­
ship among their own people.

Among the Aborigines Mission workers
also, at the present moment Woolwich
College has representatives in Edna Lin­
coln, of Carnarvon, Garry Croot, of
Norseman, and Gail Thornton, who is
serving at “Fairhaven," Esperance.

If this work is to continue — there
must be development. In every depart­
ment of our training activity, and at
every level there is a pressing need for
more folk, fitted effectively for the task,
to be thrust forth into the “harvest
field.” In the academic field, the
wherewithal must be provided for more
efficient and effective research. In the
domestic realm, where the advantages
of living and eating together as a Col­
lege family are so important in develop­
ing character and personality, the means
must always be provided so that such
helpful conditions may prevail to the
best possible advantage of all members
of the student body.

Above all, in the spiritual sphere,
where, through the emphasis on regular
prayer and Bible study — and the oppor­
tunity for a deepening of spiritual con­
sciousness and devotion to Christ —
there must be a growing evidence of
brotherhood concern and responsibility.

Quite often the telephone will ring in the Home Mis­
sion office with a request to speak to one of our Field
Officers, Allan Avery or Kevin Harvey.

Reasons are many, a minister arranging a special ser­
vice, enquiring about recent evangelistic work or a prayer
workshop. Or it might well be a church officer wanting
information about planned giving, or an evangelism and
membership conservation consultation. Sometimes it will
be an adult or youth group wanting a speaker or leader.
Often enough it is a call from someone interstate visiting
Melbourne, or a country member who met our staff on a
programme or a friend from a previous pastorate.

Only occasionally can we connect the caller direct,
because our men, as their title implies, are truly "Field
Officers." Their task is to be working in the churches
and encouraging them to be the church in the place
where God has set them.

Reports:
To share in a Department monthly meeting and hear

their reports is to catch something of the achievement. A
consultation in Tasmania, review planned giving programmes

with increases up to 30 per cent, participation in discus­
sions and lectures and evangelistic programmes being set up.

The next report tells of a country church with a 110
per cent increase for an initial planned giving programme,
decisions made and a congregation involved in continuing
evangelistic enterprise. Or again, a trip interstate, a round
of talks, planning sessions and preaching in the interests
of evangelism. A talk with a distinguished church leader
of another denomination, who has travelled many miles to
share our thinking and experience of stewardship.

It is a hectic life, with great demands upon mental
and spiritual energy. But to begin to see the fruit of
five years' work is to thrill to the fact that change can
come that churches can think big and beyond themselves,
and that people are being won to Christ.

This is one part of the Home Mission story. But it
is an increasingly important part as local congregations seek
to grapple with the challenge of evangelism in their own
stark missionary situation. The members around the meet­
ing table listen, discuss and ask their questions. Here is
the shaping of strategy for* the conflict, and this is a story
of the Department in action.

Fathers in the Family
National Marriage and Family Week,

1967, was launched at the Kew Town Hall,
Vic., on Wednesday, May 11, in the
presence of the Lady Mayoress of
Melbourne, Lady Beaurepaire, and a
representative gathering of members of
churches and other community organ­
isations. The chairman was Dr. C. J.
Wright.

Harder to be a Man.
The chief speaker was Dr. Richard

Ball, a Melbourne University phychia-
trist. Declaring that it is more difficult
to learn to be a man than to learn to
be a woman, Dr. Ball pointed to the
initiation ceremonies 'and rites and
rituals of all kinds that are common
in every culture in connection with
the education of boys.

People are more anxious about little
boys growing up to be men, than about
little girls growing up to be women, he
said, and a boy actually has a more
difficult, task in making his male iden­
tification than a girl has in making the
female identification. It is a fact that
there are far more sex deviations
amongst men than amongst women.

All babies begin life in close associa­
tion with their mothers, their first
object of love. Girls can continue this
close identification with their mothers
and thus slip easily into the feminine
role. But a boy must make a transfer
to a male object and begin to learn to
identify with the male role. How can
he do this if there is no loved, re­
spected and well known male available
with whom he can identify? Unfortu­
nately, in our society, fathers are fre­
quently away from home, and even
when present, often seem uncertain of
the role they should be playing.

Both men and women have responsi­
bility to see that father’s place in
family life is played up in every pos­
sible way. When father is unavoidably
absent, through illness or death or
occupation, a father substitute is essen­
tial. Sometimes, as in Norwegian fish­
ing villages, the whole male community
accepts this responsibility for the sons
of fishermen.

Girls also need their fathers throughout
their childhood, for their relationship
with him will do much to determine
how they are later able to relate to
a husband.

Now or Later.
Dr. Wright expressed the hope that

all organisations represented on the
Council would do their part in helping
members think about the place of fath­
ers in the family. Meetings could be
arranged, quite apart from the National
Week.

It sometimes seems that the whole of

nature is on a quest. It may manifest
itself in various ways, but there are
indications of an urge, a restlessness,
a sense of incompleteness. There is a
seeming discontent or a reaching forward.

Even in plant life,, we can sense it.
If you have a climber in your garden
and you place a support on a fence or
a well, the plant will send out tendrils
until it reaches that support. Then it
will go on reaching out for something
higher up.

The same principle is at work in bird
life. A swallow will build her nest in
some sheltered spot of some old church
in England. When it feels the days
are getting colder, it will fly off to the
warmer climate of some sunny southern
country. At the change of the seasons,
it will fly back to the very same nest
in England. If the nest has been broken,
it will set to work to rebuild it in
exactly the same place. It comes straight
back to its unfinished task. It feels
some kind of urge within.

When we consider mankind, we find
that the urge or quest is more compell­
ing and sweeps through every part of
his nature. We see it in his physical
nature. Should he cut his arm, at once
every part of the physical organism
seeks to restore the injury and make
once more for physical harmony.

The same principle is at work in
man’s mentality. All instincts demand
some kind of expression in which to
realise her purpose. The mind of man
is on a quest to find an outlet in
activity. What an imporant quest this
is, and how much depends on its direc­
tion and destinyl

If these instincts are entirely repressed
they will make themselves felt in some
unpleasant way. He who mishandles his
mental life will have a sense of incom­
pleteness as real as a pain or a wound,
telling him that something is wrong.

When we come to the deepest part of
human nature, man’s spiritual impulses
and ideals, we are surely getting to the
heart of our quest. We find that there
is a universal craving for God. Augus­
tine said, “Thou hast made us for thy­
self and our hearts are restless until
they And rest in thee.”

Sometimes the quest is not clearly
defined, and then, as in the case of
the heathen, who bows to his images
of wood and stone, it is but crudely ex­
pressed. Time and time again, in the
Bible, men were led to speak of this
search for God. The Psalmist said, "My
heart and my flesh crieth out for the
living God.”

Paul said to unbelievers at Athens that
they “Should seek the Lord if haply
they might feel after him and find him,
though he be not far from everyone
of us. Later Paul prayed, “O that I

might know him.” Jesus, in his Ser­
mon on the Mount, said, “Blessed are
they that hunger and thirst after right­
eousness.”

This is the divine urge. It emanates
from the Spirit of God.

But before it can be successful, there
must be definite co-operation on the
part of man. God seeks us, but we
must seek him. The human spirit must
be brought into harmony with the divine
Spirit. The spirit of man must co­
operate with the Spirit of God. We
do not go against nature in her heal­
ing processes. More than ever today, we
are realising the importance of our
mental life, realising that the primal
urge must be respected and directed into
outlets for the good of the community
and for the good of the higher self.

Yet in religion, we so often go against
our spiritual nature hardly realising that
the urge so manifest to body and mind
is most urgent of all in the things of
tire spirit. Here it reaches to its high­
est and is none other than the quest
of the soul for God.

We often pay a closer loyalty to the
urge when we call it nature, than when
we call it God. Where a man will at
once respond on the levels of body and
mind to that sense of disharmony that
alerts him to his perils, when the soul
is sick, he seems so slow to respond, so
reluctant to understand that his whole
nature is crying out for God.

We yield to the social instinct and
seek fellowship, but it seems so much
harder sometimes for people to define
this restlessness of spirit, this unrest of
soul.

If a man’s body is out of harmony,
we say he is ill. If a man’s mind is

Others
with widely human sympathies, hear the
call of the divine Spirit to their human
spirit in ;“The still sad music of
humanity and the needs of the world
become to them the challenge of God.

To some the call comes in the fierce­
ness of the struggle, and to others it
makes itself felt in the still small voices
of nature. To many thousands, the
discovery of the truth of these heart
yearnings has come in the house of God.

Human love, human suffering, human
sorrow, human sympathy in the home,
or in work among children, has led many
to a sense of direction. In a thousand
ways, God is trying to break through
to give us true life and true harmony.

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• NEW TESTAMENT TRAIL—IV.

"Lead me to the Rock that is higher
than I.”—Psalm 61: 2.

One of our most exciting travel ex­
periences was the journey to the ancient,
half-forgotten, rock-city of Petra, hidden
away for long centuries in guant, encir­
cling mountains and craggy pinnacles
beyond the Dead Sea in the southern
wastes of Jordan.

After a long drive from Amman, the
Jordanian capital, passing beyond his­
toric Mount Nebo and Madaba, through
the barren, rugged hills of Moab, down
the eastern side of the Dead Sea, our
party came upon the dry, drear Wadi
Musa (Valley of Moses) right at the
mouth of the Slq, the narrow, rocky
defile which is the only entrance into
Petra.

Petra! Why, the very name means
“rock.” As we entered, on horse-back,
through the cavernous cleft, we could
not help feeling something of the sense of
awe with which the Psalmist must have
given expression to those words, “Lead
me to the Rock that is higher than I.”

It is thought that for possibly more
than five hundred years before Christ,
the Nabateans, a group of people closely
allied with the Arabs, had lived in this
mountain fastness and had laboriously
carved their gleaming city from the
living rock face of the surrounding high­
lands. Moreover, these same Nabateans,
early in their history, and certainly prior
to 300 B.C., had become the protectors
of caravans travelling north from the
Arabian desert to the Mediterranean.

They were clever traders and skilful
“agricultural engineers,” engaged in sink.
ing wells, building cisterns, and terracing
arid areas of the barren wilderness to
persuade it to produce crops of grain
and vegetables. In addition, they used
their strategic position and their cara­
van wealth to embellish their rock-carved
city and make it a thing of beauty and
of wonder in the ancient world.

During the first century B.C., when
Antipater was governor of Idumea, he
induced Hyrcanus to seek refuge in Petra
and to secure the aid of the Nabatean
prince, Aretas, in regaining the throne
of Judea from his brother, Aristobulus.
This, however, abruptly terminated the
Maccabean era, for these events resulted
in the intervention of Rome and the
ultimate conquest of Palestine by Pom­
pey in 63 B.C. However, the Nabatean
kingdom held out against the Roman
Empire for some time, and Petra was
not annexed as a Roman province until
A.D. 106, during the reign of Trajan.

Many fine buildings were added dur­
ing the Roman period of occupation, in-

eluding a colonnaded street, a temple,
and a rock-carved amphitheatre which
can still be seen today.

About the time of the conversion of
Saul of Tarsus, at Damascus, and during
the period of his sojurn in "Arabia”
(2 Cor. 11: 32; Acts 9: 23-35; Gal. 1:17)
the Nabatean kingdom was ruled over
by Aretas IV., and stretched from the
northernmost extremity of the area of
the Decapolis right down to beyond the
south of Petra. But the story of ancient
Petra goes back even beyond the Nab­
atean era to the days of the Edomites,
the descendants of Esau, and the dwell­
ers in the parched widemess area of
Mount Selr, often also known as Idumea
(Gen. 25: 30; 36: 1, 8-9; Ezek. 35: 15).
This city had originally been the capi­
tal of Edom. Throughout O.T. history the
Edomites had been among the bitterest
and most fierce enemies of the Israelites.
It was the Edomites who first used the
High Places in the mountains of Petra
for sacrifices, mainly of sheep, but later,
the Nabateans employed these same
heights to sacrifice human victims.

These southern mountain fastnesses
were by no means unknown to the
Hebrew people. In fact, many of the
great men of the Old Testament, the
the prophets and seers, especially chosen
by the Lord God, learned much about
the Deity as they drew near to him in
these solitary places. Men of the calibre
of Moses, Elijah and Jeremiah, knew
full well the experience of being alone
with the Lord on the bleak mountain
side. The Psalmist, too, was right when
he felt overwhelmed by the wonder and
majesty of the massive rocky declevity,
so that he pleaded:

“Hear my cry, O God; attend unto
my prayer. From the end of the earth I
will cry unto thee, when my heart is
overwhelmed: lead me to the Rock that
is higher I.” Psalm 61: 1-2.

Furthermore, the towering immensity
of the craggy summits, with their accom­
panying overhanging brows, gave com­
fort, strength and security to those
ancient men of God. God was ever with
them, and for them the very mountain
shelters were the Lord’s provis'on of
sure safety. Hence the seer could gladly
assert that

"He that dwelleth in the secret place
of the Most High shall abide under the
shadow of the Almighty. I will say of
the Lord, he is my refuge and my fort­
ress; my God; in him will I trust.”—
Psalm 91: 1-2.

However, the Inevitable changes in
the trade routes eventually adversely
affected the fortunes of Petra so that 

her revenues and her strategic import­
ance gradually declined and her people
fell into obscurity. Hence, the site of
this ancient city, though it had been
well known to the Crusaders of the 12th
and 13th centuries, was completely lost
to the world until the year 1812, when
the Swiss archaeologist, Johann Ludwig
Burkhardt, disguised as an Arab, and
under the pretence of seeking the tomb
of Aaron, was led to the forgotten city
by Bedouin tribesmen. This was a city
carved out of the living rock, "A rose-
red city, half as old as time,” as Burgon
described it in his familiar sonnet.

Since this time much valuable work
has been done in this area. In 1900,
the explorer and archaeologist, George
L. Robinson, re-discovered the Nabatean
High Places in Petra, and Nelson Glueck
followed up these investigations in his
enlightening expeditions in the late
1930’s.

Today, Petra stands as a monument
to the tenacity and ingenuity of man.
Rock stairways lead up and down to
rock-chiselled streets, fronting on pal­
aces, temples, tombs and high places —
vast ruins poised perilously on the
sheer faces of brilliantly colored moun­
tain sides. Rugged as the everlasting
hills, these temples, palaces and awful
altars of sacrifice still retain something
of their original grandeur, and with the
rising of the early morning sun still
glow in splendour with Petra’s uncanny
rose-red tint.

Petra’s most beautiful building is prob­
ably H Khazneh, the Treasury. Orna­
mented with delightfully chiselled col­
umns, figures in niches, and decorative
floral pediments, it is finally sur­
mounted by a rock urn. Other fine
buildings include Ed-Delr, or Mon­
astery, a gigantic structure carved high
over a precipitous cliff, the Palace Tomb,
the Urn Tomb, opening into an imposing
paved courtyard, and the Roman amphi­
theatre. Both the Ed-Deir and the Um
Tomb give evidence, by means of crosses
and other designs of religious signifi­
cance, that they were used as Christian
churches, presumably between the 3rd
and 5th centuries. In fact, a Greek In­
scription in the Um Tomb states that
it was a place of Christian worship
in AD. 447.

If only these rocks could cry out and
tell their story! How much of good and
how much of ill they must have wit­
nessed. Cruelty, fear, superstition are
all graven into the annals of this strange
city. But so also are adoration, aspira­
tion, assurance — confidence in God
the Rock of Ages. This hidden
valley of Petra is indeed, a "Cleft
in the Rock” that can never be
forgotten by those who have once set
eyes upon it. The hymn writer wrote
even better than he knew —

"The Lord’s our Rock, in him we hide;
A shelter in the time of storm!

Secure whatever ill betide:
A shelter in the time of storm!”

In such a place had Elijah stood. In
a like predicament Jeremiah had learned
to trust in God. Had we never really
known it before, we knew it now, as
the eternal troth. With the massive,
cavernous, flinty, vaulting grandeur all
about us, we knew that it was true.

“I will say of the Lord, he is my
Refuge and my Fortress; my GOD; in
him will I trust”

is an oak tree seventy-seven metres high,
and in the same proportion there is a
little onion plant growing by its side
six inches high — this is the Protestant
Church.”

Let us consider the growth of this
little “onion plant” in Colombia since
then. In 1936, the total Protestant com­
munity in Colombia had less than 3,000
members; by 1953, there were 11,958
members; by 1960, there were 33,166;
and by 1966 it had 63,810.

(From "The Australian Christian,” May 31 and June 7,1917).

CAPT. FRANCIS HENRY DUNN, M.C. Son of the late
F. G. Dunn, a former editor of “The Australian Chris­
tian.” He joined the church at Swanston St., Melb. He
enlisted in the A.I.F. in 1915 and, during his initial nine
weeks’ training gained his sergeant’s stripes. He sailed
from Aust, in May, 1915, and saw four months’ service in
the Gallipoli campaign, during which he was promoted to
Second Lieutenant. After the evacuation he returned to
Egypt and was made First Lieutenant on May 1, 1916.
He was transferred to the Western Front, and again pro­
moted in Aug., 1916, to the rank of Captain. He subse­
quently won the Military Cross. He was killed in action
on May 3, 1917, aged twenty-four years.

J. T. CLARK. He was a student at the College of
the Bible. He enlisted in Aug., 1915, in the AM.C. Be­
cause he felt the need for men was great he transferred
to the artillery. He was killed in action at the'age of 23.

The following is a note of appreciation
sent by Mr. Keith Skillicorn, after re­
ceiving the first consignment of food
from the Australian Churches of Christ
through the Overseas Mission Board.
Mr. Skillicorn is serving with the Brit­
ish churches of Christ at Sarguja, in
Bihar, and this has been declared as
one of the worst famine areas in India.

‘‘Good news. Your first consignment
has come — lovely stuff — the best­
looking wheat we have so far seen in
the district, and I mean it. By compari­
son the U.S. wheat looks very poor.
The Aust, grains are full and white. I
have no chance of counting the bags,
but there is a sizeable pile in a huge
mound with other consignments. The
boxes of Nestles Sunshine Full Cream
Milk occupies the full verandah space.
This is the real thing, not just skimmed
milk! We are most grateful. There are
157 cases of milk.

“Newspaper reporters are at last get­
ting through to our remote Sarguja, and
on 18/5/67 we hit the front page head­
lines of the ‘Times of India.’ This is
the report: ‘LAKHS OF TRIBALS (1
lakh = 100,000) on brink of despair in
East Madya Pradesh area, Ambikapur
(Sarguja). Unkind nature, and a long
period of neglect, have helped to push
a million tribals to the brink of des­
pair in Sarguja District, in the eastern­
most region of Madya Pradesh. Efforts
are now afoot to pull them literally out
of the jaws of death.’

"I am most grateful to hear that a
further 40 tons have been sent, and we
praise God for answered prayer. At pres­
ent I am not able to write more than
a very brief note, for I have only just
returned home after being on the move
since April 16, travelling several thous­
and miles by jeep, plane, train, bus, car
in relation to the critical famine con­
ditions that prevail here in Sarguja,
adjacent to Bihar. I have felt all along
the Sarguja is worse affected than any­
thing to be seen in Bihar, and others
are also expressing the same feeling in
the press.

"The Madya Pradesh Govt, has called
me in to advise in relation to the Sar­
guja relief, and I was invited to meetings
in Bhophal, the provincial capital, to
meet with representatives of UNICEF,
G.A.R.E., Red Cross, Catholic Relief,
World-Good, AFPRO, U.S.-Aid, etc., to
see if some solution can be found. Time
has run out, for it takes at least six
weeks for supplies to start moving from
the docks after they arrive, and the
monsoon is five weeks away. In spite
of all the relief grain that we are pour­
ing into this place — 500 bags of wheat
per week into each of the two dis­
tricts of Palamau and Sarguja (1,000 

bags total through CORAGS in this
programme of feeding 60,000 through
‘Food for Work’ projects), we cannot
provide for all, and some I feel will
have to die. It is going to be terrible,
and we are trying to steel ourselves for
the bitter days that lie ahead.

“Some folk just can’t take solid food,
they have reached the point of no re­
turn. I doubt if we can save all of them.
Dr. Dungan’s consignment of ‘Emertone’
will be reserved for these. About 15
deaths have been reported from our
area near to us. We are on our- 102nd
relief project, 45 are now completed,
and we have 5,000 labourers engaged.
Please convey to the churches our- deep­
est appreciation.

WORK TEAM FOR NEW
GUINEA

A team of nine men sponsored by
the Department of Christian Education,
C.Y.F. and C.E. Committees in Victoria,
leave for New Guinea on July 1 to erect
the Hermann Memorial Hospital at
Chungribu. The Queensland churches
some years ago provided finance for the
erection of this small hospital, which
will render a valuable service in the
area and provide better working facilities
for the nurses. At present they are
working in buildings constructed from
native material.

The men will work as a team in New
Guinea for six weeks, but some mem­
bers have offered to stay for a longer
period.

If the Chungribu project is completed
the men will be engaged on other pro­
jects, such as the erection of school
buildings and completion of the Pater­
noster Memorial Hospital. All finance
given for this project has been spent,
but $1,000 is to be advanced from con­
tingencies so that building materials
can be made available while the team
is in New Guinea.

This money must be returned to con­
tingencies, and we commend this worthy
project to our interested friends. Dona­
tions given for New Guinea Hospital
Buildings, or School Buildings, may be
listed as deductions on Income Tax re­
turns, provided the approved receipt is
issued by the Overseas Mission Board,
or State Overseas Mission Committee.

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o PRISON CHAPLAIN ABROAD

There are three famous names in
prisons in the U.S.A.— Sing Sing, Alca­
traz, and San Quentin. We were invited
to visit San Quentin, situated on the
outskirts of San Francisco. The first
place visited was the gas chamber, which
is a huge glass bowl with two chairs
in the centre, where the condemned are
strapped.

We then moved round the prison to
view the landscape gardens, workshops,
dining room, large exercising yard under
shelter, huge auditorium and class room;.
This place seemed to us like a huge
industry.

There are 18 vocational training pro­
grammes, including cotton and textile
mill employing 600, clothing factory and
furniture, and the usual run of work­
shops. For their work the men receive
from $3.25 a month, according to skill.
In the dining room the men sit four
at a table. The walls are covered with
beautiful murals depicting the history of
California, work undertaken by the
inmates.

Two very beautiful chapels have been
built (for Roman Catholic and Protest­
ant) to accommodate 500 each, and are
filled on special occasions (such as Easter)
when inmates are permitted to invite

relatives to worship with them. Al­
though services are voluntary, 200 inmates
attend regularly, with communion ser­
vices held monthly, and weekly meetings
for Bible study and prayer and yoke
fellows meetings. The choir wear robes
(a gift from Tennessee Ernie Ford, who
had the help of the choir in producing a
record) and on the occasion of our
visit, presented a very fine programme
of religious music, Including Negro spir­
ituals, to the accompaniment of the
electronic organ.

The visiting room consists of benches
set in a large room, and visitors and
inmates sit on either side as they talk
together. A feature of this prison is
the beautiful gardens within the walls.
We felt that the inmates, who never saw
the outside for years, would have a
further reminder of the Creator in
addition to the blue sky above them.

Here, as in Haney prison, there is a
large display of craft work, which is
available for purchase to any who visit.
proceeds benefit the men who had made
the articles in their leisure time.

There are four full-time chaplains to
serve this huge population of 3,749. They
have the help of ten theological stud­
ents and visiting ministers who assist

SOUTH AUSTRALIA'S NEW CAMP
The new "Camp and Conference Cen­

tre’’ was opened at Point Sturt by the
Southern Districts Churches Conf. (S.A.).
The ceremony, attended by over 300 peo­
ple, on May 6, was the climax of more
than two years of careful planning, giv­
ing and voluntary work.

The S.A. brotherhood is indebted to
the Southern Districts for the addition
of this latest property to the brother­
hood’s Camping Centres. The SA. chur­
ches now have sufficient properties to
meet all the needs of the brotherhood.

The camp is in the grounds of the
Point Sturt church, one of the oldest
churches of our Australian brotherhood.
The pretty little 106-year-old chapel of
the church will serve the new camp as
a worship centre. Nearby is the fore­
shore of Lake Alexandrina.

There are five buildings. A Besser
brick assembly hall, toilet and ablutions
block, and three dormitory buildings.
Voluntary work and generous giving of
members reduced the cost to less than
$10,000. The final debt will be little
more than $2,000. The facilities provide
for groups of up to 50 persons, and the
whole property is most attractive. The
300 people who attended the opening
were amazed that so much could be
erected for such a small capital outlay.

A fellowship tea and camp concert were
featured in the opening function. In
this camp, children, young people and
adults will come to grips with the
"faith of the fathers” in a setting only
a camp can provide. The camp is avail­
able for hire and bookings may be
made through the South Australian
Department of Christian Education.

in services, group prayer meetings and
counselling — all under the supervision
of the senior chaplain.

Public relations tours are conducted
every Saturday evening during the sum­
mer months, concluding with a concert
by the inmates. The programme of the
prison is fully explained, and so the
public are aware of the work undertaken
by the prisons department, and all they
are doing to help the men.

San Quentin, commenced in 1852, to­
day is built to accommodate 2.800. With
two or more in a cell they have had as
many as 6,000 imprisoned there. Today’s
population was 3,749. Of these 54 per cent
are white, 30 per cent Negro, and 17 per
cent Mexican. Each day these men will
follow a regular routine, designed more
or less to help them become law-abiding
citizens.

Prisons have a tremendous responsi­
bility to society and to the men they
hold. They fulfil their responsibility to
both as their programme of training and
treatment fit the men to return to take
their rightful place in society.
