Paul went to a great deal of trouble to argue that Christ is not divided.

It is important also to realise that the Holy Spi.it is not fragmented.
There is not one spirit of evangelism and another spirit of worship, and
then a spirit of service. There is one Spirit and he leads us into all of the
ministry of Christ.

When Jesus came back from the loneliness of the wilderness to the
crowds of troubled people, we read that he taught in the synagogues,
preached the gospel of the kingdom, and healed every disease and infirmity.
He was not three persons with three different tasks, he was one Person with
a redeeming compassion that expressed itself in every human experience.

The healing and the teaching were not things he was doing in addi­
tion to his preaching. The preaching, healing, and teaching were all part
of the one great mission. You can give priority to the proclamation of
the gospel if you like, 1 guess we all would, but you cannot separate the
preaching from the rest of the life and work of the kingdom.

The body needs air, food, and water. We may give priority to the
need for air, but food and water are also essential for life. In our mis­
sionary service there are essentials other than preaching, and to place evan­
gelism first is not to lessen the importance of the others. To preach well,
you must care a great deal. If you care at all, you must care for the
whole of life.

You will find this awareness of the total mission of Christ throughout
the pages of this journal which tell of the Aborigines Mission.

To feed and to clothe and to teach are not necessarily the preaching of
the whole gospel, but they do express genuine care. The hungry are fed,
not to induce people to listen to sermons, but because they are hungry.
Children and adults are being taught, not to equip folk for church, but
to equip them for the whole of life. The gospel is preached because the
Aborigine, like the rest of us, needs Christ.

Jesus came teaching: don’t miss reading about the teaching ministry
of Judy Simpson.

Jesus came healing: the setting and the equipment may not sound
like the New Testament, but when you read about the aero-dental clinic,
and the mobile polio unit, and the triple-certificated nurse, you may be
assured that the compassion is very much in the New Testament pattern.

Jesus came preaching: there is more preaching than ever being done
among the Old Australians, and the voices are not only those of white
Australians. The voices of men like Bob Williams and Sonny Graham
are sharing the gospel with their own people.

All in all — Aborigines’ Sunday is a pretty good investment for
Christ. Remember this on February 12.

REACHING
OUT

BY L. M. FISHER

This is the task of the church: “Go ye . . .”
Churches of Christ reached out 21 years ago as far as

Carnarvon. Children were cared for and brought to know
God through Jesus Christ. In later years, through the child­
ren, an avenue was afforded from which adults received Jesus
Christ as Lord and Saviour.

Through Bob Williams, God chose to reach out to tribal
Aborigines who have been unable to see Jesus Christ because
of the strict Law barrier.

January, 1966, Bob Williams stood in the midst of 160 law
men at Jigalong, their spears and boomerangs in readiness,
and had to answer an accusation. “You come to break down
our Law.” Bob replied, "You think again. I have not come
to break the Law, but to straighten it.”

Throughout these past two years 40,000 miles have been
travelled reaching out with the news of Jesus Christ. In
August, 1964, the Land-Rover which was a gift from South
Perth church, enabled us to commence with a 2,000 mile jour­
ney to the north of Carnarvon, visiting the centres where
large crowds gathered for the races. The Aboriginal people
gather for their own law talks, and to deal out their own
punishment.

We reached out, not knowing the plan which God had pre­
pared, but soon saw that each separate group had a desire
to be led out of the entangling law, but did not know how.

They leaned towards Bob Williams, and asked him to lead them.
This same area, bounded by Onslow, Roebourne, Hedland,

Marble Bar, Nullagine, Jigalong and Meekatharra, was visited
again in 1965, extending then to Leonora and Warburton
Ranges, then in ’66 also to Cundeelee. Bob Williams, being
an initiated tribal "man,” has been accepted in every area,
and permitted to talk with the "elders.” Now that these
places have been visited more than once, Bob is welcome,
even to the hardest tribal men, and has been invited to
make his "home" with them at any time.

In all places, and at all times, we have taken the oppor­
tunity of telling of Jesus by charts, films and tape recorder.
Many times we have had gatherings of several hundred, and
seen many wonderful conversions. When w'e meet these same
people, sometimes a year later, although they have had no
further teaching or fellowship, we find them still happy and
trusting in the Lord Jesus, of whom they say, “He is with
me all the time on the Station.”

Bob’s most important work, however, is to sit down with
the boss "men” to discuss the law and how Jesus can make
it straight. It was expected that there would be an accept­
ance of the Christian message by these tribal leaders this past
October at Meekatharra, but as yet this has not happened.

We are waiting prayerfully and expectantly for the Holy
Spirit to make Jesus Christ known to these tribal leaders.

A CHRISTIAN FAMILY
AT MEEKATHARRA.
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The minister of the church at North Sydney describes
the work of a consecrated school teacher among the
Aborigines, and questions whether

“EDUCATION IS THE KEY” was the
1966 slogan on the publicity presented
for the nation’s Aboriginal problems.
Most Christians have a deep respect
for education, but have reservations
about the statement that education is
the key. However, there is a way in
which education is the answer. This is
when the educator is a Christian who
loves the Lord and has learnt the art
of personal sacrifice.

Balladoran has been a scene of real
victories for Christ over this last year.
This has been directly attributable to
the faithfulness of Christian workers —
and particularly one — an educator —
the local Balladoran school teacher,
Judy Simpson.

Judy wanted to work with the Abor­
iginal children, and from Sydney applied
for a position at Balladoran, or near
by. The Education Department sent
her to Nyngan, which was over 100 miles
away. She was next transferred to
Dubbo, which was 41 miles from Gil-
gandra, but from there she became sup­
erintendent of the Balladoran Sunday
School, and with a team of workers
from Gilgandra began work. Judy had
to travel long distances to be at Sun­
day School each week.

The Education Department then trans­
ferred her to Tooraweenah, which was
28 miles from Gilgandra in another direc­
tion. This meant considerable hardship
for Judy, for she drove to Tooraweenah
each day, and as she had now estab­
lished, with June Mudford, a girls’ club
at Balladoran on a Tuesday night, as
well as the Sunday School, this meant
an extra 48 miles a week. Her little car
began to crack up.

A further time of crisis touched Judy
as her landlady died, and Judy was
forced to resume her long travelling
again. It wasn’t long before her car
needed major overhauling again, and the
biggest blow of all was that Judy's near­
est and dearest relation died.

Through a friend appealing directly to
the Education Department, Judy was
transferred to fill a vacancy which was
occurring at Balladoran, and after this
long time of dedicated service was able
daily to have contact with these children,
whom she loved, to win to the Saviour.

She has interested herself in not only

their school work, but has taken them
with her to camps, picnics, sports events
and church. One Aboriginal who lives
in Gilgandra (12 miles away) takes his
son to Balladoran each week so that he
can go to the school, because, he says,
“It is such a good school for Aborigin­
als.” Even the school inspector com­
mented that he had never seen the
children respond as they have been
doing under Miss Simpson’s leadership.

The personal relationships, the club,
the Sunday School, and all the other
activities have centred around the chal­
lenge of a personal relationship being
necessary for each one through the Lord
Jesus Christ.

These young people are very shy, but
some have now faced this issue, and
recently in a public meeting at Gilgan­
dra, three of our Balladoran teenage
girls made decisions for Christ in front
of hundreds of people. This is a real
victory for Christ. Some men and
women have also had their personal
encounter with Christ.

Would you say EDUCATION IS THE
ANSWER, or would you agree with me
that it should be THE EDUCATOR IS
THE ANSWER?

The children are all in a very good
state of health at the present time, and
from their laughing and shouting, seem
to be enjoying life to the full. At the
moment the crush is on "rounders.”

Their health is cared for by the peri­
odical visits by the areo-dental clinic,
mobile polio clinic, and also the pres­
ence of a triple certificated Nursing
Sister, for which we are very thankful.

We are most grateful to those respon­
sible for sending the Christmas clothing.
Most of the boxes have arrived, giving

us plenty of time to sort things out.
Our Lord’s people are truly wonderful
in their choice of clothing for the child­
ren and they should be well fitted out
for 1967. Some of the children are
appreciative, whilst others just take them
as a matter of course.

On the spiritual side there is much
cause for rejoicing, because of a real
break through as far as the children
are concerned. A fortnight ago we saw
two of the teenage children come for­
ward under deep conviction, one of

which has been a restraining influence
on the other children because of a dom­
ineering attitude toward them.

The following week saw three baptisms
at the beginning of the service, ten re­
dedications through the service, plus
another four baptisms after the service.

ings having received new coats of paint.

The garden is continuing to produce,
and the fowls and pigs are doing well.

Of course, we are still butchering our
own meat, and at present time are kill­
ing off the majority of the old ewes.

CHRISTIAN

During the past 14 months at Norseman we have indeed
been glad of the continued prayer support of our praying friends.

The work proved to be similar in some aspects to the
normal duties of a pastor. Meetings held during the week
are the same as in most churches. We hold an additional film
evening or social each Saturday night. Much time needs to
bo spent in prayer and preparation for these meetings.

It is at this point that the work varies considerably. Last
year, a total of 32,000 miles was covered in the spread of the
gospel to outlying areas, and the visitation of isolated Christians.

Mrs. Stevenson conducts a fortnightly sewing class amongst
the native women. Many of these women had never used a
sewing machine previously, but are now able to make a com­
plete garment with supervision.

An education class for semi-literate and illiterate natives
has been in operation for the past six months at the Centre.
With the assistance of a State Education Department teacher,
many are now able to write their own names and read ele­
mentary books.

Upon our arrival at Norseman we were approached by
the Adult Probation Service to assist with the rehabilitation
of Adult Native offenders. Acting as an Honorary Officer of
this Department, we have had the joy of seeing two men
completely changed, as they have accepted Christ as Saviour
and Lord. They have lived with us in our home as one of
the family. Others have also been helped and encouraged.

A recent find of semi-precious Gemstone revealed the need
for further supervision, to avoid misdealing on the part of
some white men. It has also opened up an opportunity for
additional support for the work. Dedicated brethren, such as
Mr. and Mrs. Bingham, of Victoria, have taken up the chal­
lenge, and are preparing stones from rough stones supplied by
us for re-sale. The proceeds of this are to be given to
the work.

We praise God for the opportunity of the Radio Ministry.
Many hundreds of square miles are covered each Sunday after­
noon with the gospel message. Christians on outback Stations
are encouraged to “Go On” for their Lord.

The building of the New Christian Centre has proved to
be a very big task. We have been grateful for those who
have come from time to time to assist us in this work over
the past months.

God has led us into this great work, and we give him
the glory for those dear ones who have become “New Creatures”
in him.

sent his school, competing with almost
one hundred other State Schools in the
Championship sports in Perth.

From here have come those who are
now serving as teachers, office staff, nurs­
ing aides, transport drivers and messen­
gers of Christ to their own people. Now
this youth hopes to join the growing
ranks of others of his own people study­
ing at High School and University. He
has caught the vision, and Christ is at
the centre.

The beginning of such achievement
is something wre ought to understand.

In the hearts and minds of some, not
many years ago, there was the convic­
tion that something ought to be done by
our* brotherhood for these neglected peo­
ple. The beginning was small, the going
was hard, but the message of love
demonstrated and preached began to
break the hardest ground.

We ought to understand how this
has continued. A generous, missionary-
minded brotherhood has stood behind

To the field have come men and
women from many walks of life. Very
few have had theological training, for
the people have mostly been illiterate,
lost in the paths of sin. Yet each
worker who has come has had a suffi­
cient grounding in the Scriptures to fit
him to live and teach the Word. The
vision to them has been that the har­
vest is plenteous but the labourers few.

The versatility of the workers never
ceases to amaze. Builders, mechanics,
fitters, electricians, color consultants,
nurses, teachers, cooks, and each one
expected to turn his hands to anything.
The trained Sister may be found in the
laundry, or the kitchen, washing or
cooking for the whole mission; the fitter
may be fixing an engine, digging wells,
fixing fences, or milking cows, and it
isn’t any use saying, “I don’t know how,"
for one soon learns. And everything
that is undertaken has a spiritual con­
tent. It is done in the name of the
Lord Jesus and for the sake of a little
child.

accepted in Primary and High School
and Guides and Scouts, and as leaders.
The “Mission” stands in high regard
in the community.

Less than a mile from the centre of
Carnarvon town we have the Christian
Centre, and here we see wrought out
the truth “That God is no respecter of
persons,” for colored and white, learned
and illiterate, meet together. Every
child from this Mission is an ambassa­
dor for Christ to the parents and
friends to whom they go at holiday time.

There is outreach work today. Bob
Williams and Norman Thompson, and
scores of others, know Christ, and now
live for him because there was first of
all the "Mission” or Children’s Homes
from which the outreach work began.
So in my book at least, Children's
Homes must never be submerged, or
overshadowed by the larger work, for
while there are children here there will
be parents and friends further out to
win, and through Children’s Homes the
barriers are broken down.

"Do you find the adult Aboriginal

work as satisfying and rewarding as
that of the children?”

This is a question frequently put to
me by visitors to the Centre. Many
town folk frankly admitted that they

did not know what one did at a Chris­
tian Centre, and one of our Board mem­
bers “hoped I was finding plenty to do.”

People of many nationalities are find­
ing the Centre a “haven,” and come
seeking to know more of Jesus, the
Way. This is a result of hospital and
gaol visitation, religious instruction in
both schools, visitation in camps along
the river and humpies on the sandhills,
working alongside the tradesmen on the
Centre building, making contacts in the
various social town activities and the
witnessing of the church among the
Aboriginal people. This church once
met in the Reserve.

Doors of opportunity are opening each
day in talking to the many who come
into the Centre for a shower, a bed,
clothes, and a meal "to tide them over”
until they regain a job. Others come
for a clean up and a hair cut, or to
use the reading, writing and recreation
facilities. Many a tired mother uses it
as a half-way resting house, walking to
and from the town, carrying a baby, and
several little ones tagging along behind.
Many ask for advice on sewing prob­
lems, and use the sewing machines.
Baby can be "minded" safely whilst
mother attends hospital or dental clinic.

Several of the Reserve Christian
women, feeling the burden of their
homes, have told me recently how they
came just “to sit at the Centre to be
made well.” They have obviously en­
joyed the peace and the quiet talk
together. Others love to gather in the
garage building to buy clothes. Several
have remarked, “I like to come here.
There’s always somebody I meet here.
It’s a happy place.” The garage itself
is not so when they leave. When seven
or eight at a time, with as many babies
and children, spend the entire after­
noon talking and laughing together, as
they hold their own mannequin parade
and leave with 2/- worth of clothing,
there is a lot to be done to straighten
up the garage afterwards.

Six years ago, when I arrived here,
I did not expect great things from God.
However, I did not expect the challenge 

or envisage such a vast ever-increasing
evangelistic field as is before us now.
During the stabilisation period of mis­
sion activity, and the growth of public
conscience, we still need to go forward
and assess the possibility of our God­
given task — that of proclaiming life’s
real purpose of knowing God and feel­
ing right at home with him. If we
cannot achieve this, nothing else is
really worth while.

The Carnarvon Christian Centre must
continue to provide intelligible services
of worship, constructive and attractive
youth clubs, efficient and interesting
Sunday School classes and an atmos­
phere of friendship in which all may
grow towards maturity. The Centre
shows every possiblity for the establish­
ment of an "all-age Bible School” with
its average attendance of well over 200
at all services, and containing a num­
ber of trained and experienced Chris­
tian folk, with Christian experience,
attending from the town.

The Women’s Fellowship needs to
review its programme for the coming
year to help each woman to develop in
Christian living, in worship, in study,
and in Christian service and stewardship.
With such a wide range of interests,
and the various social, educational and
spiritual levels in our women’s groups
at the Centre, every eSort needs to be
made to allow each woman to become
an active sharer in the total programme.
Each in turn, with single-heartedness
and joy, is then able to take the fellow­
ship to women outside the church, and
"give out" again in service for others.

Do we quail before the challenge? Do
we see only problems, limited resources,
and service costing time, sacrifice, in­
convenience, and personal discipline? Do
we tremble when our faith confronts us
with a choice, and involves us in a risk?
No, we dare not stand still, knowing that
with Christ’s power within us “we are
more than conquerors through him that
loved us.” Because we obediently seek
his guidance, and stand within his will.
we willingly obey him. It is as we prove
him that we move.

Home-cooked
cake, of good quality, is coming on to
the menu more often as this part of
their training bears fruit.

Three of the teachers from Esperance
High School, at the invitation of the
girls, came to Fairhaven for Sunday
tea and stayed on for the evening ser­
vice. This kind thought and action
helped the girls in a very big way.

Most of the students are now working
one half-day weekly in some of the local
homes, thus furthering their training and 

at the same time allowing us to judge
better their capabilities in actual service.

A trip to Norseman by bus was a
highlight in experience. Fairhaven had
a part in the programme with singing
items at two of the services.

A further visit to Norseman by the
students encouraged them as they
cheered one of their number to victory
as she became Open Champion of the
inter-school sports for Norseman-Esper­
ance district.

Gifts of clothing from various places,
a clock, a Mixmaster, and a tea tray and
setting have been among much appre­
ciated gifts. What a thrill it is to both
girls and staff as we share in these
wonderful gifts from God’s people.

We rejoice with one of our ex-stud-
ents and her husband, as Elsie and
Les Walker have welcomed a daughter
to their home. They are acquiring a
developmental farm in the district and
doing a worthwhile job of mighty pro­
portions.

Josie Rose, a boarder and one of last

year’s students at Fairhaven, has an­
nounced her engagement to Fred Mc­
Arthur, a boarder and worker from the
A.A.E.M. Hostel. They are a fine Chris­
tian couple and will set up a home in
the district with Christ as the head.
This surely is an example of the high­
est results for which this Home exists.
Two young native people, having re­
ceived years of training in Christian
living, are now ready to embark on life
together and to their friends as they
prove to themselves how real is their
Saviour and ours.

THINKING

Is there a God behind all that hap­
pens to us in this life — a God who
is caring for us and our world, guiding
us toward a destination he has planned
for us? What evidence is there of God’s
providence and purpose?

There are three things to be said, and
the first is: have you noticed how often
disappointment and misfortune turn out
for the best? Life can deal us some
pretty hard knocks, and when we look
through the columns of the morning
papers, and at the seemingly senseless
happenings in our own experience there
doesn’t seem to be much evidence of
providence or purpose.

But then we come across this word
from Robert Rainey, “There have been
many happenings in my experience which
I did not understand as I came along.
Yet when I look back over my life I
can see them working together accord­
ing to something like a plan, which was
above and beyond ■ my own designing."

You remember when Peter Marshall
died, his wife wrote the story of his life
in “A Man Called Peter.” She says
that after the death of his father, and
the remarriage of his mother, Peter
Marshall was unhappy at home and
felt a consuming desire to escape to sea.
At the time the British Navy signed on
boys at 15 years and 9 months. Peter was
only 14, but he decided he would age a
year and 9 months overnight.

For a year he had been exercising to
stretch himself to the proper height. So
he said good-bye to his friends at school,
and next day, at dawn, left home and
went to the recruiting station, giving
his age as 15. But after only two days
his true age was discovered, his parents
refused to consent to a naval career,
and he was right back where he started.

He was so bitterly disappointed that
he cried himself to sleep that night. Yet
in the years that followed he looked
back to see that It was providence that
had kept him out of the navy, and
brought him to America, where he found
the opportunity to prepare for and carry
out his great life’s work.

When you look Into the Bible, you find
a man like Joseph, who was sold into
slavery by his brothers, lied about by
his master’s wife, and thrown Into gaol.
Life seemed to be just a series of injus­
tices and misfortunes. Yet as a result
of being in gaol, he was able to do a
unique service for Pharaoh, became Prime
Minister, and saved Egypt in a time of
national crisis. “Ye thought evil against
me,” said Joseph to his treacherous
brothers, “but God meant it unto good.’

When Paul wrote his letter to the
Romans he said, “All things work to­
gether for good to them that love God.”
Paul had taken plenty of hard knocks
in life — frustration, grief, dlsappoint-

ment, shattered dreams were no stranger
to him, but looking back on his life he
could see that even in these experiences
God was leading on with a definite plan
for his life.

Note, in the second place, how often
there seems to 'be Someone ahead of us
In life, preparing the way. You may
remember in "Pilgrim’s Progress,” when
Christian was nearing the Palace Beau­
tiful, he was dismayed to find the en­
trance guarded by two lions whose roar­
ing so terrified him that he started back
and would have fled. But Watchful, the
porter, bade him go boldly forward
keeping to the middle of the path, and
when he did so, and got right up to the
lions, he found they were firmly chained
and could not reach him.

So often we are fearful of the future
— that new job, that fresh responsi­
bility — we lose sleep at the prospect
of it. We worry ourselves into nervous
wrecks. And yet, that interview we face
with dread, that responsibility that seems
too great for us, that cross that seems
too heavy to bear — when we actually
get to it, we find it all so different.
Someone has been there before, prepar­
ing the way.

Thirdly, it seems to me, that in order­
ing our lives, God seldom makes per­
fectly plain all the path that lies ahead.
Rather, he makes plain just that little
bit of the path which lies immediately
ahead. He guides just one day at a
time, one step at a time, one problem
at a time, and faith is the art of being
content to walk just one step at a time,
not always peering anxiously ahead, not
all the time worrying about what might
happen, but confident that whatever
might happen, God will provide the
strength and guidance as we need it.

Finally, when we face death and what
lies beyond, remember Someone is ahead
of us preparing the way. “Let not your
heart be troubled,” said Jesus, “in my
Father’s house are many mansions. I
go to prepare a place for you.”

Dr. John Baillie tells of a man who
knew his end was very near, asking his
devotedly Christian doctor if he had any
firm conviction as to what awaited him
in the life beyond. The doctor thought
for a moment, and then there was
heard a scratching at the door, and his
answer was given to him. "Do you hear
that?” he asked his patient. "That is
my dog. I left him downstairs, but he
has grown impatient and has come up
and hears my voice. He has no notion
what is inside this bedroom door, but
he knows I am here. Now is it not
the same with you? You do not know
what lies beyond the door, but you know
your Master is there.”

Always, in life and in death, Someone
is before us preparing the way for those
who love God, all things work together
for their ultimate good.

Both the High School and the
Primary School are regarded very highly in the Poona District, and through the
influence of these mission schools many non-Christians have been reached and
barriers broken down. For many years Mr. Bairagi served as Principal of the
High School. He served on the Committee of Management for the Conference of
Churches of Christ and in 1958 was elected Chairman. He took an active part
in the establishment of the Friendship Centre at Baramati and took a keen interest
in this work.

Mr. Bairagi served with Mr. S. P. Hiwale on the Marathi Bible Revision Com­
mittee. He diligently studied the Word of God and his ability to expound the
word was appreciated by all.

John Bairagi visited Australia in 1952 when he attended the World Convention
in Melbourne.

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Word Studies in the New Testament
No. 38 — LOVE :::

The English noun “love" is a translation of a Greek word
agape, which has oeen the occasion of a great deal of research
aw^!nTtance ofCfhiarS' J?U1 qulte recently the claim that no
cl.ar instance of the word from a pagan source could be found
was justified, but Arndt and Gingrich cite a definite example
a™1 re/er ot,her Pyobabte instances from late Greek. In
Biblical and ecclesiastical writings it is common. In the Sep-
tuagint, agape was used about twenty times, mostly of human
love, twice in 2 Samuel (1: 26; 13: 15), several times in Can­
ticles, Ecclesiastes and the Apocrypha. In Jer. 2‘ 2 a higher
sense of the word may be discerned.

In the New Testament agape is found only twice in the
Synoptics (Matt. 24: 12; Luke 11: 42), not at all in Mark, Acts
and James, but is common in the writings of John and Paul.
Distinction is made between agape and philia, friendship (Jas.
4: 4), storge, natural affection (found in a compound form
in Rom. 1: 31; 2 Tim. 3: 3). The Greek word for sexual love,
eros, is not found in the New Testament, its place being taken
by epithumia, desire.

Compounds begining with phil- are numerous, and appear
in the Authorised Version combined with "love”: love of breth­
ren, children, God, good men, hospitality, husbands, man, money,
pleasures, pre-eminence, self.

In the Authorised Version of the New Testament, agape
is also translated "charity,” “charitably,” “feasts of charity,”
"while they feast.” In view of the fact that in( current Eng­
lish “charity” tends to the narrow meaning "almsgiving,” the
question may be raised, Why did the translators use the two
words, "charity” and “love,” to represent agape? Probably
the answer is to be found in the Latin Vulgate, which uses
caritas for the Greek agape. It may be noted that the transla­
tion “charity” is used only in relation to man, but in a much
wider sense than almsgiving.

RANDALL T. PITTMAN
In the "Concise Bible Commentary,” W. K. Lowther Clarke

wrote: “In spite of its specialised meaning in modern English,
’charity’ is a hotter rendering of the Greek agape than the
wide term ‘love.’ Agape is not strictly a human quality, for,
like the Father’s love in Matt. 5: 45, it is bestowed on human
beings irrespective of their merits or likeableness." Of course,
Clarke was writing of the word in its high New Testament sense.

As Cremer says in his Lexicon, “it really denotes a love
practically unknown outside the range of Scripture, a love
possessing a character all its own, to express which terms in
ordinary use must have been looked upon as quite inadequate.
Think only of love commanded, of love freely choosing its
object, of love in certain circumstances putting itself in oppo­
sition to passion or feeling."

In the phrase "feasts of charity” agape is used in the
plural. See Jude 12. In 2 Pet. 2: 13 some Texts read agape,
others apate, deceit.

A study of “lova” in the New Testament must include con­
sideration of (1) human love — (a) to one another; (b) to
God. Sometimes to decide whether the phrase “love of God”
means man’s love to God or God's love to man must be a
matter of careful study. Compare 2 Thess. 3: 5 for the former,
and 1 John 4: 9 for the latter. (2) Divine love — (a) God’s
love to men; (b) God’s love to Christ (John 17: 26); (c)
Christ’s love to men (Rom. 8: 35).

This article must conclude with quotations from recent
literature. Commenting on 1 Cor. 13. G. S. G. Williams, of
Oxford, writes, “Without the gift of God’s essence, self-giving
Love, Paul maintains that any Christian sacrifice is value­
less." C. K. Barrett says that John “more than any other
writer, develops the conception of love as the nature of God
himself and as the means by which the divine life, the rela­
tion of the Father and the Son, is perpetuated and demon­
strated within the community.”

AUSTRALIAN ANGLICANS
SEEK ADMISSION TO UNION
NEGOTIATIONS

(Brisbane). The new Anglican Primate
of Australia, Archbishop Philip Strong,
of Brisbane, has formally asked the
Presbyterian, Methodist and Congrega­
tional Churches of Australia to admit
the Anglican Church to union negotia­
tions already in progress.

If consummated, the resulting united
church would have more than six million
members in a country of 11 million peo­
ple.

These negotiations, current for more
than 10 years, are advancing to the stage
where amendments to the proposed basis
of union are being collated. A revised
document, more in accord with the mind
of the churches at congregational level,
will be re-submitted for final approval.
This process may take some years.

Observers think the Presbyterians,
Methodist and Congregational Churches
may press on with a three-way merger,
allowing the Anglicans to merge later,
rather than imperil the present nego­
tiations. For the present, the Anglicans
are likely to sit in on the negotiations
as non-voting partners.—E.P3.

All the recent discussion of Vietnam
in "The Christian,” and elsewhere,
prompts this response from one who has
never been there, but who has lived in
another part of Asia. I have tried to
understand what is going on through
magazines, books, newspapers and TV,
but I cannot claim this makes me an
expert. However, as many groups tell
us, you don’t need expertise to discuss
a complex issue, only the desire for
dialogue!

Just now there are those in the church
who clearly feel that unless you are
opposed to the war in Vietnam you are
either ignorant or blatantlj’ sub-Chris-
tian. For example, we are told that the
war is legally and morally wrong be­
cause, it has changed character and
escalated in the past year; because we
cannot trust President Johnson’s motives
in the peace offensive; because it is
said the Administration doesn’t under­
stand history; because of the alleged
paranoid fear of communism; and be­
cause we have too often supported the
wrong interests in Asia and Africa.

Most of the people with whom I have
discussed this issue would reject these
over-simplifications as sheer propaganda-
calculated to support decisions already
made. Whenever men are murdered,
Christians are in agony, but they realise
this is part of the Cross. They don’t
like it. They wish it would stop.

Yet would the killing cease if America
stopped bombing? Or would only the
names of the victims be changed? Has
it stopped in Indonesia? Malaysia?
Laos? and Korea? Or even in enlight­
ened India and Pakistan? — not to
mention Ghana, or the Congo, or Ti­
bet? Can China be trusted not to invade
South-east Asia once the Americans, and'
the Australians, and other forces, have
gone home? Is she so disinterested in
rice that she will give up her "historic"
effort to claim this rich land?

Sin has not been made obsolete by
cybernetics, nor the thrust of the 20th 

century. Men are still bound by the
chains of hate and fear and racialism,
as well as by the hope for power. Given
the situation in Vietnam, and assuming
that the Vietcong could rule, is it un­
reasonable to suspect that those who
fought them would be first on the purge
list? The "ins” have murdered the
"outs” in every generation.

Perhaps the symbol of the United
States and Australia as policemen is
the best. I think we know we are not
the saviours of the world and, like all
policemen, we will not be liked or re­
spected for using force. Few servicemen
enjoy killing. It is a dirty job. But
what do you do when you face an
enemy who doesn’t want to talk, maybe
doesn’t know how, and seems bent on
murder as the path to power? What
is our doctrine for handling real par­
anoids?

It would be wrong to say we have
uncritically become a part of consen­
sus. We do it because it is the respon­
sibility of people with great power to
use that power with restraint, and to
use that force for good as God gives
us grace to see the good. We are
not deluded to the point where we see
this as a noble endeavour, but only as
a necessary effort until that time when
men will come to the table to talk.
If that is sub-Christian, then let God
forgive us, and somehow let him show
us a better way!

We must recognise that pious moans
of protest, emotionalism and withdrawal
are no substitutes for specific, construc­
tive alternatives, no matter what the
issue may be.

Frederick James Sherriff.
On Oct. 29, our highly esteemed brother,

Fred Sherriff, died. The place of his
death was an indication of the life
this man of God lived — active in the
work of the Lord.

iWTH EDGELL SETTLES IN
I write this newsletter after having

been here ten weeks. In some ways it
seems as though I have been here much
longer. I had a nightmare of a trip
out. Not being able to speak French at
Noumea and Vila caused a lot of the
nightmare. One of my cases was lost
for over a fortnight after I arrived.
Finally it was found at Santo — where
it had no right to be in the first place.

OUR VILLAGE. — Nasawa is a small
village on the west coast of Maewo
Island. Maewo is about 15 or 16 degrees
south of the Equator. From our living
room we look out across the sea. The
setting is really tropical — plenty of
jungle undergrowth, pawpaw, mangoe and
coconut trees all around. Most of the
village houses are made of wood and
bamboo frames, with woven bamboo walls
and pandanas leaf roofs. The floors
are either cement or coral. They make
mats out of coconut palms or woven
bamboo for their floors and they put
their sleeping mats on them.

SCHOOL. — At present the Technical
School consists of Grades 6, 7, 8 and 9,
of which I teach mainly Grades 6 and
7, giving a little help to the others if
Mr. Combridge is not around, which isn’t
very often, thank goodness! Teaching
these grades is vastly different from
teaching Grades 1 to 3 at home.

The young men in the school range
from 17 to 24 years of age. The disci­
pline is very good, and the students
really seem to enjoy school life. Of
course, like everywhere else, you get those
who are bright, and those who are not,
and those who work well all the time,
and those who need to be encouraged
to stick to it.

We have just finished the Senior Prim­
ary exams., and are now awaiting the
results. This is an external exam.,
which determines whether or not the
students are to go on to do higher edu­
cation. The students conduct their own
devotional services morning and evening.

SCHOOL BUILDING. — Our new
school building is progressing well. The
bricks have been made by the boys and
they are doing the building of the school
under the supervision of Mr. Combridge.
A couple of the rooms will have no
desks or seats for a while — until the

Lord’s people are moved to supply more
finance! At present we have school in
the carpentry shop and are using the
benches as desks. The seats are trunks
from local trees, most uncomfortable to
sit on, I can assure you.

Jenny Doye teaches Grades 4, 5 and 7
in the village school. She has seven
students. Two girls in Grade 4, and two
boys, one girl in Grade 5, and two in
Grade 7.

PLANE CRASH. — You may have
heard of the dreadful plane crash we
had here recently. The pilot and seven
passengers were all killed. There was
mail on the plane for these northern
islands. If any of you have written to
any of the missionaries here in the New
Hebrides, and you don’t get replies, it
could well be that your letters were on
that plane. We don’t know yet if they
managed to salvage any mail or not.

The verse, 1 Cor. 3: 9, printed above,

hangs on the wall of my bedroom, and
is a continual reminder of the fact that
here in the New Hebrides, the people
and the missionaries work together with
God, to present the gospel of Jesus
Christ to those who do not know him.
We are here to advise and help, al­
though some of the native pastors have
had far more practice in preaching than
I will ever have. The Field Council
has native and missionary representa­
tives, and the local church councils are
entirely native, with a male missionary
as advisor.

The medical work, teaching, etc., is
all planned towards a time when the
people here will be able to take full
control, although this will probably not
be for some time yet.

You may have heard over the news
about the drought in New Hebrides.
This year is the worst for about 30 years.
In some places the people have to pad­
dle canoes to other islands every day
for drinking water, and the coconut
palms are dying from lack of water.
Maewo is the wettest island in the New
Hebrides, so we don’t have those prob­
lems.

However, this is not the worst part of
the situation. The staple diet of most
of the New Hebrides is water taro, a
root vegetable which grows in water,
much the same as the rice does. Because
of the lack of water, the taros are rot­
ting in the ground. This means that
for the next six months there will
probably be a food shortage and the
people will have to buy rice. A taro
takes 9 to 18 months to grow, but the
situation will improve in May when the
yams are ready for digging. Here on
Maewo we still have enough water in
the creek to run a hydro-electricity
plant, but the big waterfall has dried up.

The work goes on as usual. The hos­
pital has been busy lately, as there has
been a ’flu epidemic, but that has fin­
ished now. I am mainly involved with
delivering babies, giving triple antigen
injections, and dressing sores, with an
occasional cut to stitch, or tooth to pull,
to relieve the “monotony.”

My work with the women has been at
a standstill lately, due to the fact that
the "Grace” and the dinghy have been
out of order for some time, but the
dinghy outboard engine is working again
now. I did walk to Bytora a month
ago, but never again, I hope. Half the
journey is by climbing over slippery
rocks with the sea lapping at our ankles.
At one stage we had to walk through
a cave with almost vertical walls, and
only a narrow ledge for our feet, and
holes in the coral to grip with our hands.

I had malaria last week, despite taking
my anti-malarial tablets regularly. The
actual attack lasts only a few hours, but
it left me feeling tired, listless, depressed
and nauseated for about three days. I
hope that it never happens again. Ruth
Edgell has been here two months now and
is settling in well. She seems to manage
the schoolboys with no trouble.
