CHILDREN IN PRISON
The children on our cover are some of the 1.400 residents who live

in 350 flats in one of Melbourne’s biggest experiments in high density
housing.

One speaker at the ANZAAS conference last week said that many
aspects of flat life were cruel. “Mothers, young children and the very
old were penalised particularly severely,” said Paul Ritter, Perth’s City
planner.

In trying to solve one problem, that of housing, we may be creating
another. Mothers say that there is lack of safe playing space. This is
especially the case in winter and on wet days. The traffic is a constant
threat. One boy was knocked down outside his “flat home” before
Christmas and spent four weeks in hospital. He has now been sent to
his grandmother in the country because the noise of traffic is too loud
for convalescents. But not all convalescents have grandmothers in the
country.

Parents on the estate said that their three-bedroom flats were well-
maintained, well-equipped and comfortable. But a home should not be
a prison for children.

CRACKS IN THE MONOLITH
Defections from the Roman Catholic Church have not been un­

common over the years, but there is a significance in the number and
quality of those who have left that church recently. The cases of Father
Charles Davis in England and Sister Jacqueline Grennan in the U.S.A.
highlight the restlessness among R.C. intellectuals at the slowness of the
church in responding to the pressures for change that were so evident at
the Second Vatican Council.

Although many R.C. leaders think that too little was being done too
slowly, the Pope was apparently influenced by conservative reactionaries
when he publicly criticised the liberal tendencies of the Society of Jesus
(the Jesuits) last November. The defection of Davis could have been,
at least in part, the defiant answer of one Jesuit.

Fr. Davis was England’s leading R.C. theologian. As editor, author
and professor, he was prominent at the Second Vatican Council, and his
defection came as a great shock to Roman Catholics around the world
and especially to those in England where he was held in high esteem. He
said that, “I do not think that the claim the church makes as an institu­
tion rests upon any adequate Biblical and historical basis. I don’t believe
that the church is absolute, and I don’t believe any more in papal in­
fallibility. There is concern for authority at the expense of truth.”

The exit of Fr. Davis is also a protest against the requirement of
celibacy for its priests. There is a growing protest against this restriction.
A survey conducted among 3,000 priests in the U.S.A, indicated that 62%
thought that they should have the right to marry if they desired to do so.
Celibacy also has no adequate Biblical support.

In the U.S.A, many nuns have left their orders because they claim
that they can serve Christ more effectively in secular life. They also
believe that the church is moving too slowly to give effect to changes
which are believed to be inevitable. In the Archdiocese of New York,
47 nuns left their convents in 1966, about twice as many as in 1965.
Unlike priests, who are ordained for life and are therefore almost obliged
to leave the church when they abandon the priesthood, the women are
often able to make their change without any such drastic step. Indeed,
they often have the blessing of their church.

Mary Louise Prendergast left the Sisters of Loretto after 20 years as
a nun but remains chairman of the science department of Missouri’s
Webster College, which is controlled by trustees on behalf of the Loretto
Sisters. Now it is reported that Sister Jacqueline Grennan, President of
Webster College, has also abandoned her convent life. But she has been
requested to remain as president of the college. The college itself will
be directed by a committee of laymen pending approval of the Vatican.
Miss Grennan said, “It is my personal conviction that the very nature of
higher education is opposed to juridical control by the church.”

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During the 31st Federal Conference
in Melbourne I was responsible for meet­
ing and welcoming people from inter­
state as they arrived by road, rail and
air. On the arrival of one late train
from interstate, one of our preachers
brought a very elderly lady to me. She
was completely deaf, and he thought
she might be one of our interstate
guests. She was burdened with two
large cloth carry-alls, which she had
made, apparently because they were
easier to handle than a suitcase. No
one on the train knew her. As she
could not hear one word I said, I sat
her on a railway seat until we had
despatched all the members of the dele­
gations.

Then she told me her story. She
was 89, and had been to visit her daugh­
ter in Sydney, and was coming home.
I tried to find out where she was going,
but she only told me again and again
details of her trip. Then she stunned
me: “I don’t know where I am going!”
And no matter what I said to her, be­
cause she couldn’t hear my questions,
she continued to tell me only about
her family and the trip. It looked as
if I had a homeless, 89-year-old lady
laden down with carry-alls to take
home for dinner. Then she said: “I
guess I shouldn’t be alone. I can man­
age if someone helps me,” and then a
sentence that brought hope — “I will
be all right; I have someone to meet
me here and to take me home.”

By this time most of the people had
left the station, but one lady came up
from the other end of the train, and,
looking alternately at the old lady and
me, asked if I knew her. I explained
that I didn’t, then she explained that
she was from the Travellers’ Aid Society
and had been requested to meet an old
lady from the express.

And so the little drama at Spencer
Street finished with the kindly lady
from Travellers’ Aid taking the dear
old soul down the ramp and off to her
home.

But I thought about what she had said:
“I don’t know where I am going. I
guess I shouldn’t be alone. I can man­
age if someone helps me. I will be all
right; I have someone to meet me and
to take me home.” As we enter the
New Year it seems that many of us
could say these same things about our
journey into another year.

THE
HAND OF GOD

1. "I Don't Know Where I
Am Going"

We enter this New Year full of un­
certainties about the days that lie ahead,
not knowing what will happen with our
employment, our homes, our marriages,
within our families, our churches or
our nation. So much has happened in
the past 365 days and so much can
happen in the next 365. In our uncer­
tainty we become anxious about tomor­
row and even fearful about the days
ahead.

Jesus said: "Don’t be anxious about
tomorrow, for tomorrow will be anxious
for itself. Let the day’s own trouble
be sufficient for the day.” Jesus had

complete certainty about the future be­
cause he knew where he was going,
because his whole life had been en­
trusted into the hand of God.

We too can only know the surety of
tomorrow if we live close to the way
Christ is going. "Thomas said to Jesus:
‘Lord, we do not know where you are
going and how can we know the way?’
Jesus said to him: ‘I am the way.’”
By living close to Christ and by placing
our lives into the hand of God, we can
know the way in the year ahead.

2, "I Guess I Shouldn't
Be Alone"

Old lady, you shouldn’t be alone! No
one should be alone, and yet loneliness
has become a great modern problem.
David Riesman described us as “The
Lonely Crowd.” J. A. Hutton said: "Mod­
em life has produced a new kind of
loneliness. We are more lonely than
our fathers were. In every nation, by
the very processes of civilisation our
souls are becoming more and more com­
plex and alone.”

Last year, when Dr. William String­
fellow was in Australia, he said: "Lone­
liness is as intimate and as common
to man as death. Loneliness doesn’t
respect persons, but afflicts all. There
is no man who doesn’t know loneliness.
yet there is no man who needs to be
alone.”

And that is the tragedy of it. For
while we feel so alone and so helpless
we have the promise of Jesus: "Lo, I
am with you always.” No matter where
we are in this year that lies ahead we
can always call on the presence of the
Master. When we entrust our lives into 

the hand of God we can always feel
underneath the strength of the ever­
lasting arms.

3. "I Can Manage If Someone
Helps me"

I was amazed at the size of the cloth
carry-alls that this old lady had, and
with the tremendous burdens she was,
carrying. But her greatest burdens were
not in the cloth carry-alls. She car­
ried the burdens of loneliness, old age,
deafness, separation from her family
and dependency on others.

Many of us enter the New Year with
burdens far greater than any we can
lift with our hands. There are burdens
of heart and mind and soul that become
too much for us alone, but we can man­
age if we have someone to help us.
Hezekiah could say: ‘O Lord, I am
oppressed; undertake for me.”

And when we enter the year oppressed
with burdens we have the assurance
that he will undertake. We need to
let go our burdens in order that he
may take them up for us. This is
what Paul meant by saying: “I can do
all things through him who strengthens
me.” Jesus promised: “If you ask any­
thing in my name, I will do it.”

4. "I Will Be All Right. I Have
Someone to Meet Me and To

Take Me Home"
Old lady, that is the loveliest thing

you have said. For amid your loneli­
ness and disabilities and burdens you
have the certainty that, no matter what
happens, you have someone to meet you
and to take you home.

And no greater strength can be ours
than to carry into the New Year,
with all its uncertainty and anxiety,
the knowledge that no matter what may
befall us, no matter what trouble, dis­
ability, burden, problem, Illness or suf­
fering. if we have placed ourselves into
the hand of God, we will always have
someone who will meet us at the point
of our need and take us home.

Aristides, the Greek Christian philo-o-
pher of the 2nd century, wrote of the
early Christians: ‘If any righteous man
among them passes from this world
they rejoice and offer thanks unto God
and they escort his bodv as if he were
setting out from this place to another
nearby.”

And indeed that is just what happens.
Jesus promised: T go to prepare a place

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“The Lord is gracious and full of
compassion; slow to anger, and of great
mercy.”—Psalm 145: 8.

The Psalmist expresses what we like
to believe is the true nature of God,
and what we believe as Christians is
made incarnate in the person of Christ,
who is recorded to have taught his dis­
ciples to "Love your enemies and pray
for your persecutors, only so can you
be the children of your Heavenly Father
who makes the sun to rise on good and
bad alike, and sends his rain on the hon­
est and the dishonest” (Matt. 5: 44-45).

These two passages can. be our points
of reference as we attempt to work out a
Christian attitude towards capital pun­
ishment. The bulk of the material pre­
sented here, however, is from an article
written by Mr. Justice Barry, of the
Supreme Court of Victoria (now Sir John
Barry), and published in the Sydney Law
Review, March, 1958. At that time, the
Honourable Mr. Justice Barry was also
Chairman of the Dept, of Criminology of
the University of Melbourne, and Chair­
man of the Parole Board of Victoria.

After stating that it is doubtful if
the subject of capital punishment, in
general, is capable of rational examina­
tion, Mr. Justice Barry divides the com­
munity roughly into three sections:
", . . those who by temperament feel
no distaste for it, and believe that
society is protected by its use, and
therefore consider that it should be

retained; those, compassionate by nature,
who feel that society is debased by re­
course to it and urge that it should be
abandoned; and between is the largest
section, composed of those who have no
strong feelings on the subject.”

It cannot be true, that a responsible
Christian will be found amongst those
"who have no strong feelings on the
subject.” When it means, as it does,
the death of a fellow human being, re­
sponsible Christians will either support
the retention of capital punishment or
work for its abolition.

Mr. Justice Barry lists only two argu­
ments for the abolition of capital pun­
ishment — those put forward by Sir
Samuel Romilly (1757-1818), who must
have been a contemporary of the Camp­
bells! The chief deterrent to crime
resides not in barbarous punishments,
but in certainty of detection and con­
viction; and that: cruel punishments
have an inevitable tendency to produce
cruelty in the people. To these we might
add a third: that as Christians believ­
ing that “we are cleansed from every
sin by the blood of Jesus," we cannot
believe that any man is beyond the
redemptive power of Christ — while
he lives.

Mr. Justice Barry sets out some major
contentions which he states are the
reasons usually advanced in favour of
the retention of capital punishment, and
then spends most of the article refuting
these claims.

It is interesting to note that most of
of the letters to the editor of the Mel­
bourne "Age” supporting the retention
of capital punishment, contain one or
more of these claims.
(1) Death as a punishment for murder

is unique in its deterrent effect.
Mr. Justice Barry’s answer is that the

awareness that one's life will be forfeit
does not operate effectively or univer­
sally as a restraining influence, for he
claims: "It is notorious that many
planned murders have been committed
by persons who felt sure their guilt
would not be detected.”

He claims that the argument also
implies that no lesser form of punish­
ment could be as effective, and that
“the theory requires that the crimin­
al^ social usefulness as a deterrent
example should be exploited to the full,
not only before death, but afterwards
as well," “that executions should be
publicly carried out and that the felons'
bodies should be exhibited to public
view” — this we would never do now,
but it was common practice once.

(2) Abolition of the death penalty for
murder would result in an increase
in murder, and attacks on police
officers.

Mr. Justice Barry reminds his read­
ers that last century there were over
200 crimes listed as capital offences,
and that the fear that the removal of
all but four of these from the list, over
the years, would bring about an increase
in those crimes, has not been realised.

The same, he says, is true in countries
which do not now execute murderers —
and here let us remember that some States
of America abolished capital punish­
ment over a hundred years ago, and
that Queensland did so in 1922. New

South Wales has done likewise in re­
cent years, and Great Britain, after a
Royal Commission, and two attempts,
did so two years ago.

(3) Death Is the appropriate penalty
for a human being who has unjus­
tifiably taken life.

Those who defend capital punish­
ment on this point are usually Chris­
tians who believe that this is the law
of God, given through Moses, and the
right and only course to adopt.

Justice Barry points out that if the
Mosaic law is to be rigidly enforced,
then we must advocate, not only a life
for a life, but also “eye for eye, tooth
for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot,
burning for burning, wound for wound,
stripe for stripe” (Exod. 21: 23-25).

How would the careless driver fare
under this law, if, by his negligence,
a passenger or pedestrian were to lose
an eye or a leg in an accident? To
enforce this law of Moses could also
mean that if a farmer’s bull gored and
killed a neighbour, he, as well as his
bull, would have to be shot! (Exod.
21: 29).

Our civil law is not intended for acts
of revenge, but justice; it does not per­
mit the execution of the Mosaic law
of a life for a life. Charges of man­
slaughter, and a plea of insanity or
provocation many times remove the
accused from the possibility of capital
punishment, and as has been the case
in Victoria since 1951 — in more than
50 cases — the actual death sentence
has been commuted to life imprisonment.

We cannot rest easy with the know­
ledge that only every now and then
the "very worst criminal" will be hung,
while 50 other convicted murderers live
on. Who is to decide which one in 50
alone deserves to die, and on what
grounds? Christian conscience will not
allow us to be silent about such a
shoddy scheme as this, for it is hard
to believe that justice can always pre­
vail when such an uncertain method
as commutation for all but the worst
is used. Why force our judges to pro­
nounce the horrible words: “. . . sent­
enced to hang by the neck until dead,”
if in most cases the sentence is not
carried out?

(4-5) There is no satisfactory alterna­
tive to the death penalty, and
public opinion requires that it be
carried out.

Mr. Justice Barry warns that a society
outraged by a vicious crime of some
monstrous criminal must stop short of
denying that man’s humanity. “If he
acts like a mad dog, he should be shot
like one,” argued a correspondent to
the Melbourne "Age” recently. Hitler’s
Germany, with its gas chambers and
death camps, reminds us what the denial
of human dignity can lead to.

Mi-; Justice Barry quotes John Bright.
as saying;- “A deep reverence for human
life is ■ worth more than a thousand
executions in the prevention of murder;
it is, in fact, the great security of human
life” (2).

It was such a deep reverence for all
life that made Albert Schweitzer uni­
versally admired by Christian and non­
Christian alike. Mr. Justice Barry dis­
misses the claim that public opinion
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demands capital punishment with these
words: “If public opinion has no cer­
tain, meaning, It may refer to the
prejudice or- preconceptions of the class
in .which' the speaker moves, or to
'unctasidered .'utterances collected by
‘opinion poll’ interviewers from a rough
sample of the community affected. He
goes on to say: “The real question, it
is submitted, is not whether a popular
demand exists . . . but whether it is
effective for the social purpose which
it is claimed to achieve.”

How then are we to protect ourselves?
Barry has this comment to make: “An
honest and efficient police force, and a
legal administration that ensures prompt
and impartial trial, are obviously more
likely to restrain potential wrongdoers
than brutal punishments sporadically
and capriciously administered.”

Justice Barry also reminds his read­
ers of the sober facts that innocent
men have been hung for crimes they did
not commit, and bids us remember that:
‘Fallibility is the mark of human insti­
tutions. Is it not then better to have
to pay to keep a thousand “lifers” in
prison than to support a system that
cannot guarantee that innocent men
will not hang in the future.”

WHAT CAUSES MURDER?
Finally, what makes a man a mur­

derer, and how can murders be pre­
vented? Barry claims that scientifically
conceived research into the factors
that result in homicides is badly needed.
He goes on to say: “What society wants
to know is not what is an effective
deterrent at the moment of execution,
but what is an effective deterrent at
the moment of murder.”

Barry quotes the conclusions reached
by Prof. A. Morris, who did considerable
research on these questions, as con­
cluding that: “Generally murder is an
impulsive, unplanned act ... it tends
to be non-repetitive ... it tends
to be chiefly an offence whose imme­
diate victims are relatives, friends and
acquaintances rather than strangers ...
it is not generally the crime of the
so-called criminal classes, but in most
cases rather an incident in miserable
lives in which disputes, quarrels, angry
words and blows are common . . . the
great majority of murderers are men,
and the majority of victims are women,
most of them wives, mistresses or sweet­
hearts; more murders were committed

on Saturday than any other day, and
nearly half the murders were committed
between 8 p.m. and 2 a.m.;j and most-
murders were committed . ih'< densely
populated urban areas.”

Mr. Justice Barry ends'-1 his article'
with a- renewed plea for rese'afch' into
the factors that give rise to homicide
with these words: “A sociological in­
vestigation, competently organised and
conducted, should provide facts that may
illuminate many dark places, both with
regard to aberrant human behaviour
and to firmly cherished misconceptions
about criminal punishment. It might
supply us, too, with validated informa­
tion for use in efforts to achieve what
should be the primary objective of a
sound criminal law administration, the
prevention of crime.”

Should not the churches support such
a move? in the same way as we have
in the field of alcoholism? And ought
not there be uniformity of procedure
throughout the whole of Australia? We
have seen the necessity for this with
our marriage laws, and in the field of
censorship. One might hang for a
murder committed at Yarrawonga, but
not if it Were to be committed across
the Murray at Mulwala, N.S.W.

Let us petition for a Royal Com­
mission with the hope that it will lead
to similar research, as mentioned above,
and to an enlightened and humane
practice of dealing with convicted'mur­
derers.

Sir Ernest Gowers, the chairman of
the British Royal Commission, wrote
this: “Before serving on the Royal
Commission, I, like most other people,
had given no great thought to the
problem. If I had been asked for my
opinion, I should probably have said
that I was in favour of the death pen­
alty, and disposed to regard abolition­
ists as people whose hearts were bigger
than their heads. Four years of close
study gradually dispelled that feeling.
In the end I became convinced that
abolitionists were right in their con­
clusions — though I could not agree
with all their arguments — and that
so far from the sentimental approach
leading into their camp, and the rational
one into that of the supporters, it was
the other way about."

For us, as Christians, the words of
the Apostle Paul should do “. . . do
not let evil conquer you, but use good
to defeat evil” (Rom. 12: 17-21).

INTO THE HAND OF GOD

for you, I will come again and will
take you to myself, that where I am
you may be also.’.’

She was just an uncertain old lady, and
yet as we enter' this year many of us
share her uncertainties, for we are un­
certain of where we are going, of who
comes with us, or who can help us, or
of who. can take us home.

Yet as Christians we have the prom­
ises of Jesus that if we entrust our­
selves into the hand of God we will

have him to guide us, to be our com­
panion, to help us and in the end to
lead us safely home.

As King George VI said, in those
cloud-enshrouded days of New Year 1939:
“I said to the man who stood at the
gate of the year, ‘Give me a light that
I might tread safely into the unknown.’
And he replied: ‘Go out into the dark­
ness and put your hand into the hand
of God and that shall be to you better
than a light and safer than a known
way.' ’’

YOUTH HOLIDAY
CAMP AIDS ABORIGINES

Thirty-three young people spent three
weeks of their holidays to improve facili­
ties at the Aborigines Welfare Board's
Settlement at Framllngham, near Warr-
nambool, Vic. The Work Camp was
organised jointly by the Vic. Christian
Youth Council and the Warmambool-
based Framllngham Welfare Committee.

The campers ranged In ages from 18
to 30 from eight churches. Some were
students and others were professionally
employed. Half of the party were girls.
Accommodation had been arranged by
converting the halls of the farming
settlement of Wangoom into dormi-
orles. There was no difference in the
work-schedule as far as sex was con­
cerned' said the leader, Peter Chapman.
The girls shared such work as digging,
painting and fence construction.

Twelve houses were being improved
by the group under the supervision of
a professional builder provided by the
Aborigines Welfare Board. Facilities
such as external toilets, laundries, bath­
rooms and water tanks were being in­
stalled, and the buildings were being
painted.

Mr. Chapman said that the purpose
of the camp was more than to provide
amenities for the Aboriginal Group: it
was an opportunity of discovering their
way of life and attitude to the white
Australian community.

Activities included social evenings with
the Settlement people and discussion with
them. Some campers were planning
continued . contact with the Settlement
through 1967.

Mr. Chapman paid a tribute to the
help being given the Work Camp by
the farming community of Wangoom.
They had made their homes available for
showers, provided food and cooking uten­
sils, and had been of general support.

Her main objection to her order was that “under the1 vow of obedi­
ence, I had given someone else the authority to limit of veto my decisions.

We are far too realistic to imagine that these cracks in the giant
structure of Roman Catholicism indicate anything like an internal col­
lapse, but they do suggest that many other R.C. doctrines and attitudes
which do not rest “upon any adequate and historical basis” will be ques­
tioned more and more by responsible Catholic leaders and laymen.

Should ministers be perfect?
I shortened your question, which really

asked: Has a minister any right to call
his congregation to a life of perfection,
if he himself cannot achieve it? For
example? our minister recently told us
how to run our homes and families, but
everyone knows that he can’t run his
own home properly.

A couple of years ago I read about
the divorce of a prominent marriage
counsellor. Then, too, doctors get sick.
A magistrate last year was fined for
breaking a traffic law.

We don’t expect marriage counsellors
to have perfect marriages, because it
takes at least two to achieve this kind
of success. We don’t discard a doctor
because he falls a victim to the com­
plaints for which he prescribes. So far
as I know, the magistrate is still sit­
ting in judgment on others.

Perhaps your question should read:
"Are ministers human?” and the answer
is Yes! very human! They are not
ministers because they are angels, or
because they have achieved perfection
in their personal life and domestic rela­
tionships. They are ministers because
they are men who have experienced the
calling and the sending of God; Paul
was a pretty good minister, and it is
safe to say that he would be acceptable
in any church. But Paul said, "I do
not do the good I want, but the evil I
do not want is what I do.”

Being human, ministers sometimes
think, say, or do the things that are
unbecoming, or undesirable, or even
downright un-Christian. Sometimes they
may even bring shame to their church
as well as dishonor to themselves.

I am not suggesting that it doesn’t
matter how a minister lives. It matters
a gre^t deal, and n;ost ministers are so.
conscious of the./importance -of-.Chvls-
tian living that any failure- sears- thefr
conscience.

Having said that, I feel that we have
good reason to be proud of the witness
of our ministers to the Lord of the gos­
pel, both in their words and their deeds.

I know nothing about the particular
situation which prompted you to write,
but a minister can easily find justifica­
tion in pointing to an ideal even if he
has not reached it himself. It is even
possible that his very failure may enable
him to help others to succeed.

The gracious offer of the Overseas Mis­
sion Board to send relief foods simply
overwhelms us. We have been much in
prayer, particularly with regard to the
Sarguja, M.P. section of our field. Over
the State border from where we live, the
Bihar Govt, authorities have been most
anxious to make use of the relief pro­
grammes that our mission, along with
other societies, has offered to conduct
to avert starvation.

Ours is the worst hit famine zone in
all of India, and as Contact Person for
CORAGS (Committee on Relief and Gift
Supplies) in this Palamau-Sarguja field,
I have reams of correspondence, records
and red tape to entangle one, but in
spite of it all, it is a wonderful privil­
ege to be able to share in such relief.
Where we live, in Sarguja, M.P., six
miles further into the interior, beyond
the State border, the situation is even
more tragic — it is pathetic, for while
the Bihar authorities are speedily pro­
viding ration-shop facilities, folk here in
this more backward and isolated jungle
region, remain hungry. At least the
jungle dwellers are able to keep warm,
but we hear that in some parts of
Palamau, with insufficient firewood, some
have died of the cold.

We offered to conduct relief pro­
grammes similar to those in Palamau, but
it seems that the authorities are en­
trusting such projects only to the secu­
lar organisations, such as C-A.R.E. We
are conducting a regular food relief
programme, through our clinic, and
CORAGS is meeting the needs of our
324 leprosy patients. We have proposed,
and CORAGS has agreed, that the con­
signment you send, should be allocated
to the needs of our leprosy patients’
family members and dependants, along
with pregnant and nursing mothers, T.B.
sufferers and the many who come to
our clinic suffering from malnutrition.
'■ We could use all the food that you
can send, but our transportation and
storage facilities . in this remote place
are -very 'inadequate; 10'•tons of "wheat
along with'2%" tons-Of milk powder, and
any*^available vitamins,-- is-.- about the

limit that we could handle. Whatever
you can send will assure that none will
starve.

May God richly bless you all through
this concern that you have shown for
India’s desperate needs.

RETURNED TO AUSTRALIA
Miss Jennifer Smith, from New Guinea,

and Sister Valerie Crowte, from the
New Hebrides, have returned to Aus­
tralia for health reasons. Please remem­
ber these workers in prayer as they
receive medical attention.

Teachers and nurses are urgently re­
quired on our mission fields, and the
Overseas Mission Board will welcome
enquiries from qualified persons who
are willing to answer the challenge.

Over 35 people have indicated their
willingness to support a new missionary
on the field. Please pray that workers
will be found so that situations where
missionaries are over-burdened will be
relieved. We must find workers to re­
place those returning due to ill-health,
as well as additional workers.

Mrs. Catherine Young.

Mrs. Catherine Young quietly passed
from this life in the Royal Melbourne
Hospital. Born in the Daylesford, Vic.,
district some 84 years ago, Mrs. Young
was one of a family of eleven. She died
on Dec. 30, and Ern Moody, of the
Malvern church, is now the sole sur­
viving member.

After schooldays, Mi's. Young came to
work in Melbourne, and was soon ac­
tively associated with the church at
Prahran, where she was baptized by the
late Joseph Pittman. Mrs. Young soon
found an expression for Christian ser­
vice, and for many years was the Kin­
dergarten superintendent of 200 children.
In Dec., 1917, she was married to Charles
Young, by Gifford Gordon, and for
almost half a century graciously adorned
her husband’s ministry in the churches
at Burnley, Maryborough, Dawson St.,
Ballarat, Ipswich, Annerley and Preston.

For almost 20 years Mrs. Young has
been behind the scenes encouraging her
husband in the magnificent work he
has been able to do as a Hospital Chap­
lain. Truly she was given to hospi­
tality. Her home was an open house
and she served thousands of meals to
lonely people who sought Mr. Young’s
advice in his wide-reaching service for
Christ.

In later years those who visited her
home at Christmas time will not easily
forget the sight of the wonderful toys
presented with such love by the Good
Companions of our Victorian churches
for the work of their beloved "Uncle
Charlie.”

Mi's. Young found herself near to
God’s heart in a garden, and when
her favorite hymn was sung, it was
easy to recognise in it two references
that thrilled her soul. First the garden
with the morning dew on the roses,
and then the rich relationship that
enhanced her life.

CHRISTMAS AT BARAMATI
BY ROGER RY ALL.

Christmas in the Boys’ Boarding has
been both a busy and a happy time.
While on vacation many- Primary and
High School boys stayed with relatives.
Those who stayed in the Boarding
would have had at least as happy, if
not a happier time than those who went
“away.” Usually the Baramati church
has a series of dramas — one presented
each night between Christmas and New
Year.

Some of the older girls presented a
play on Dec. 27, and the Boarding boys
presented a Christmas drama on Christ­
mas Eve, commencing about 9 pan.
Under the supervision of Chundrakant
Powar, our carpentry teacher and odd­
job man in the Boarding, some of the
boys had built two very large stars —
each on a framework of sticks, covered
with paper (colored), but hollowed out
in the middle so as to take an electric
light globe. The larger star was sus­
pended about 40 ft. in the air above
the famous cedar tree which marks the
spot where Mr. Strutton first pitched
his tent in 1905. This star could be
seen from all over Baramati.

The smaller one was raised over this
bungalow. The boys had also strung
long lines of colored paper “pennants”
across the whole width of the compound,
and in several places at that. On Dec.
25, I had the privilege of preaching on
the meaning of Christmas to a crowded
church. It was a baptismal service, the
candidates being three girls and three
boys.

Dr. Peter Miller came to Baramati on
Christmas morning in time for church:
this was his third visit since his arrival
in India. I asked him to "officiate” as
Father Christmas, the first time being
at 11.30 a.m. for the Boarding boys, and
again at 4.30 p.m. for the children of
the Baramati congregation. Peter was
only too happy to oblige. On Sunday
evening we had 12 sit down to tea here
Including Dorothy Holstein and two
friends (from Kalimpong, just east of
Darjeeling), John Bairagl (his last visit
to this bungalow; he passed away on

Jan. 2), and Mrs. Maddie Fienberg (an
American Jewess, who, with her hus­
band, is working as a Peace Corps
volunteer). It was a very happy meal
for Christmas night. During the day
people of the congregation, and other
friends, kept calling in to bring and.
receive a Christmas gift.

You will be glad to know that amongst
the young people who made decision for
Christ at our Conference youth camp
in November, four of them were Board­
ing boys. After the camp I called them
in order to pray with them, to talk
briefly about being a Christian, and to
make some suggestions about their daily
prayer and Bible reading. A few days
ago I received the 1967 Scripture Union
cards for distribution.

Last Sunday I resumed my Bible study.
group (English medium). It comprises
eight young people, i.e., one graduate
and seven College (Univ.) undergradu­
ates. We are using the Aust. Federal
Board of Christian Education lesson.

Will F. Newham.

When Will Newham died, after a long
illness, on Jan. 13, the church at Surrey
Hills. Vic., lost one of her most devoted
and beloved members.

Will Newham was baptized in 1919,
by Charles Young, in the old Burnley
chapel. Some time later Will transferred
his membership to the North Richmond
church. Over 40 years ago he began
to lead a boys’ club at Surrey Hills, and
a little later became a member of the
Surrey Hills church, where he was to
remain for the rest of his active and
dedicated life.

In the local church Will began to
play an increasingly vital part. Right
from the start he showed a great
concern for young people.

The break-up party of the club, in Dec.,
1966, was the only occasion he missed
this function since the club began, and
this was due to his illness. For many
years he was B.S. supt. and also served
as a teacher. In fact, he remained a
teacher right through, for in recent
days he has been the leader of our C.Y.F.

His interests were many and varied.
For over 30 years he was an officer
at Surrey Hills, first as a deacon, and
latterly as an elder, a position he 

greatly valued, and which he graced
with his presence.

He loved to sing, and he used his
voice to the glory of God. His singing
teacher had advised him that if he was
willing to concentrate on his singing
career, he would have had great suc­
cess. But being a man of God, who
loved the church, he felt his service was
to be found in other fields. However,
he delighted to sing, and to lead others
in singing, and this was a ministry he
always cherished.

His work outside the church made
big demands, which he freely and gladly
accepted. For more than 30 years he
was a Life Governor of the Burwood
Boys’ Home, where apart from serving
on the Committee, he spent a great
deal of time teaching the boys gym­
nastics. He served the community well,
being a Justice of the Peace for over
15 years.

He was delighted when he was in­
vited, in 1966, to become President-
Elect for the brotherhood which he
loved so well, and served so devotedly.
For many years he had been associated
with the Explorer Movement. He first
made contact with this movement in
1940, and in 1942 became Chief explorer,
a position he held for 18 years. In the
field of boys’ work he will be long
remembered and respected. For many
years he served on the Youth Dept.,
now called the Dept, of Christian Educ.

Even though he was not able to ful­
fil his dream by serving as Conference
President, he left behind some notes

dealing with his intentions. The theme
he suggested was: “Keep the Gospel
Bells Ringing.

To the Editor,
There must still be a few of your

readers who have vivid memories of the
people and events which you bring to
life again in your quotations from the
“A.C.” of “50 Years Ago." I know it
is not possible for you to go back in
the same manner to “100 Years Ago.”
If that were possible you might choose
to tell us of the arrival in Australia,
on February 19, 1867, of T. J. Gore
and G. L. Surber. T. J. Gore made
South Australia his new home, and con­
tinued there for the rest of his long
life. On March 3, 1867, he commenced
his ministry in Adelaide. He gave 25
years of his successful life, in two minis­
tries, to the church in Grote Street,
Adelaide. He served many years at
Unley. He formed churches at Glenelg
and Beverly. He concluded his full-
time ministry with the church at Hen­
ley Beach. It is not usual or a man
to commence a new work at the age of
73 years.

T. J. Gore not only did this at Hen­
ley Beach, but he remained with the
church there for almost four years. Dur­
ing his ministry there, at an advanced
age, he visited every member, then the
homes of all the parents of Sunday
School scholars. After completing that
task he began house to house visitation,
walking from one end of Henley Beach
to the other. In addition, he visited
Lockleys and Fulham. T. J. Gore was
a great scholar and teacher. He was
also an editor and writer of great ability.
Those who remember him today will
recall his great work as leader of tjhe
Adelaide Bible Students’ Training Class
which he taught for more than fifty
years. At 75 years of age nothing but
extreme illness could keep him away
from his Tuesday night class. Few men
have been a better example of what a
preacher and pastor should be. He
went out of his way many times to help 

and encourage young preachers. There
are still some of us who could bear
witness to this. Thank God again for
the man who came to us from “his old
Kentucky Home” just 100 years ago.

Australian Churches of Christ, through
the Overseas Missions Board, are send­
ing a consignment of wheat and Milk
to the Palamau District in the Bihar
State of India, where Keith Skillicorn,
an- Australian missionary serving with
the British Churches of Christ, is work­
ing.

The Overseas Mission Board heard of
the desperate plight of the people in
this area, and wrote to Mr. Skillicorn
offering assistance. He advised that
every grain of wheat we could send
would be welcome. It would be used
particularly amongst the families of 324
leper patients. The Committee on Relief
and Gift Supplies in New Delhi is able
to provide wheat and milk for leprosy
patients, but not for their families and
dependants.

From the Wheat for India Fund, the
Overseas Board is sending 290 cases of
Sunshine milk (plus 24 cases donated
by Nestles) and 10 tons of bagged wheat.
A larger quantity could have been sent,
but Mr. Skillicorn advised that. this is
the most he could handle, due to trans­
port and storage problems.

We know that the brotherhood will
fully endorse the decision to send food
to these destitute people. Because the
famine in India “waxes sore in the
land” the Overseas Mission Board has
not closed the Wheat for India appeal,
and will continue to forward food sup­
plies as finance is made available.

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DR. ALLAN B. McDIARMID
(A tribute from a colleague at Drake University)

The death of Allan McDiarmid, Associate Professor of
Religion, is an enormous loss to Drake and to the world.
Regardless of the names of his courses, his subject was life
itself. From Dr. McDee, as students caUed him, we learned
how to live. He was himself intensely in love with life;
hundreds of people were in love with him.

Above all he loved his wife and daughters. His response
to the news that his illness was terminal was grief that he
could no longer take care of them. Tears came especially
when he knew of their immediate problems and could give
no help.

In milder tones, he felt the same way about students,
faculty colleagues, and church members in his many parishes.
He took great pains to make sure that his students were
treated as persons. Dean Woods reports that Allan was
almost alone in the distinction of never having had a student
complain that he had been unfair. A line which he used to
describe a fellow-pastor fitted Dr. McDee himself: “He had
his arm around the congregation.” Especially with fresh­
men, he could scarcely bear to give a failing grade. How he
would struggle to enable the student in difficulty to succeed.

His real talent for making people feel at ease led them
to confide in him and to work out their personal problems
in his presence. He had personal relationships in depth with
a wide variety of people.

Allan’s love of life made him a multi-faceted person. In
addition to being a lover and a counsellor-teacher, he was a
scholar, a churchman, a pastor, a leader, and an athlete.
These roles he held together with a fascinating combination
of winsome tenderness, tough-minded rigor, sparkling humor,
and almost childlike confidence in the God of life. He
thought of himself as a simple mail resting his life on a few
simple certitudes.

A line of Samuel Rutherford’s describes him well: “He
kept his heart in port, but his mind sailed the seas.” His
scholarship centred on the scientific study of the psychology
of religion. He served on the editorial board of a profes­
sional journal. He often disagreed with trends in both

psychology and religion. No matter how often he disagreed,
however, he would never condemn. Before writing off the
other position as wrong, he would conclude that he needed
more study. Such eagerness to learn kept him in schools
most of his life. He told his students regularly that he learned
more from them than he taught.

The vigor of his mind was matched by the power of his
body. In his youth, he excelled in sports. As a fifty-year-
old, he still delighted in demonstrating to friends how he
could make his stomach muscles ripple. As an ardent basket­
ball fan at Drake, he often spun stories about favorite ath­
letes whom he had had in class. The shock of his cancer
was all the greater because he had rarely been ill.

It was a perplexing experience to visit him after he knew
that his death was certain. In those intervals between pain
and sleep when drugs made him comfortable enough to talk,
he ministered to his visitors. They came to comfort him;
he ended up comforting them — with his courage, his confi­
dence, his humor.

Allan McDiarmid had every right to be the Biblical Job,
shaking his fist in God’s face, saying, “Why me?” He was
an eminently good man, not deserving to be cut down in
his prime. His response waa an intense drive to do what he
could and a calm willingness to leave the rest up to God. His
wife’s words, accompanied with a radiant smile, said it well,
“Yes, old boy, you’ve really given It a fight!”

But that is not to be the last word. The passion of his
love for life made him sensitive to everything green and
growing, in nature and in man. His realism acquainted him
with the tragedies of human existence, but also alerted him
to the genuine triumphs of Christian faith. That is the life
he lived and taught. Near the end he quite often summar­
ised his faith in the single line from Paul: “Nothing in all
creation can separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus
our Lord."

I.C.A.  HELPS IN NEW INDIAN
FAMINE CRISIS

(New Delhi). Because of the help given
by churches around the world in response
to the W.C.C.’s India famine appeal
earlier this year, immediate measures
could be taken to help meet a new emer­
gency in the State of Bihar.

Well-drilling equipment — bought with
funds from the W.C.C.’s special appeal—
is being redeployed to work temporarily
in the drought affected parts of Bihar. It
will be manned by three of the chur­
ches’ specialists, two workers from the
Indian Social Institute’s extension ser­
vice, and a number of volunteers.

Emergency feeding programmes and
food-for-work projects have also been
started.

Bihar has a population of more than
50,000,000. At least 20 million of these
people now face acute hunger and star­
vation. A mass migration appears to
have begun from the affected areas, with
an estimated 3,000 persons leaving every
day for Calcutta.

The “Hindustan Times” New Delhi,.
says, “Bihar is facing one of the worst
droughts of decades. Fields which are
irrigated by the Lilagan irrigation scheme 

are dry. Children are eating the pulp
from a palm tree trunk. In Bahera
village people are living on salt and
water.”—E.P.S.

A further description of the desper­
ate plight of the inhabitants of Bihar is
given in this extract from a letter from
Keith Skillicorn:—

“Some folk around us are surviving,
somehow, on grass seeds — but there
isn’t much grass left. Almost total fail­
ure of rice crop . . . Millions of cattle

faced with death through thirst, if not
hunger. The situation is beyond critical,
even catastrophic — it is frightening.
. . . Two rail wagons of US. wheat are
due and National Christian Council . . .
is willing to finance an armed guard.
Judging by the desperate plight of the
people I reckon that we’ll need a pla­
toon. We have 318 school children,
nursing mothers, leprosy patients, TLB.
cases, widows, ew. Brothers and sis­
ters, pray for us!”
