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"THE CHRISTIAN" GOES FORTNIGHTLY
Following the issue of “The Australian Christian” for March 4, the

national journal of Churches of Christ will be published fortnightly.
It is with great regret that this announcement is made, and the Board

of Management explored every means of continuing the “Christian” as a
weekly journal before reluctantly accepting the fact that there was no
possibility of meeting the financial obligations of a weekly paper.

Where other churches have some form of subsidy, “The Australian
Christian” has tried to exist on its income from subscriptions and adver­
tising alone. We have kept on attempting to do what no other church
has succeeded in doing. But this unequal struggle cannot continue. With
no possibility of gaining an effective subsidy, the only practical alterna­
tives were to increase the price of the weekly journal or reduce the cost
of production by publishing fortnightly. The latter decision was made
because it seemed that the interests of our brotherhood could best be
served in this way.
MORE PAGES, MORE FEATURES

The subscription rate for “The Australian Christian” fortnightly will
remain at $1 a quarter, or $4 a year. There will be eight extra pages
with a greater variety of reading. The regular popular features will be
retained and others will be added.

If our new move is to succeed we shall need to retain our present
number of subscribers. Indeed, a determined effort will be made to
increase the number of readers.

“The Australian Christian” has served the churches faithfully since
1898, but its unbroken history goes back much further than that. The
“A.C.” came into being through the merging of The Australian Christian
Standard and The Christian Pioneer. Earlier journals were the A.C.
Pioneer, the Advocate, Witness, and Watchman. Built upon this splendid
tradition of devotion to the Christian faith and journalistic skill and
scholarship, “The Australian Christian” has been a loyal servant of Christ,
committed to the New Testament church and its mission, and has always
sought to be true to an early motto: “In fundamentals, Unity; in inciden­
tals, Liberty; in all things, Love.”

Our church journal is an essential means of communication. Through
it we can talk to each other, inform, inspire, encourage, and, where neces­
sary, rebuke one another in Christian love. We need this journal to make
our witness and to promote all of the things of Christ at home and abroad.

The decision made by the Board of Management has been a crucial
one, aimed at survival. But it is not enough merely to survive, and it
would not be worth the effort if all that we gain is a few more years of
troubled existence. The journal must not only survive, it must be alive,
alert and active in its ministry.

This is true for the church itself. Sometimes it looks as though the
church also is struggling to survive in an age where many believe that
God is dead and that the Christian faith is an anachronism in an advanced
scientific age. It is not enough that the church should drag out an exist­
ence. The church, to be the church, must be strong in word and deed
to know, to show, and to do the will of God.

“The Australian Christian” is a part of the church and an essential
instrument in its mission. It, too, must be strong.

If it is to do its work, it must have the support of all the State and
Federal Conferences and their Departments, the support of all of the
churches, and the support of all of the members.

“The Australian Christian” has a right to expect such support.

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IffiW B som w keuk
(Berlin). Bishop Otto Dibelius, who

served as a President of the W.C.C.,
1954-1961, died on Jan. 31 at the age
of 86.

One of Germany’s most noted Pro­
testant churchmen. Bishop Dibelius had
frequently been in headlines for his
outspoken opposition to the restriction
of religious liberty in the German Demo­
cratic Republic (DDR).

Dr. Dibelius had been Evangelical
Bishop of Berlin-Bradenburg, 1945-1966.
He had also been chairman of the Coun­
cil of the Evangelical Church in Ger­
many (comprising 28 regional churches
in the two parts of the politically di­
vided Germany), 1949-1961.

Vitally interested in ecumenical de­
velopments, Dr. Dibelius took part in
the first Faith and Order conference
at Stockholm in 1925, and had been
present at every W C.C. assembly.

Bom in Berlin on May 15, 1889, Otto
Dibelius came to prominence as the
result of a sermon preached at Pots­
dam in 1933, in which he rebuked mem­

bers of the government for aspiring to
totalitarian rule. He was dismissed
from his post by the Nazi authorities.
Undeterred by frequent arrests and bans
on his preaching, he organised the
‘‘Confessing Church" movement’s resist­
ance to Nazi ideology in Berlin, in close
association with Dr. Martin Niemoller.

ALL-BRITAIN CRUSADE, 1967
Twenty-six strategic centres are cur­

rently planning to participate in a
nation-wide Closed Circuit Television
Crusade, when Dr. Billy Graham returns
to Great Britain in June. The Evan­
gelist’s meetings will be transmitted live
from Earl’s Court Arena, London, June
23 to July 1, 1967.

Crusade officials in London have an­
nounced that the network of closed-cir­
cuit television relays will be carried to
more centres than any previous event
in Britain, including the Cooper-Clay
boxing match, which went to 22 cities.

Through this vast television link-up it

is expected that as many people will hear
Billy Graham in eight nights as it did
in the month-long London Crusade last
June. Total attendance then was 916,000.

The technical aspects of the television
relay scheme will be handled by Tele­
vision Advisors Ltd., the company of
which Wynford Vaughan-Thomas is Man­
aging Director.

MONITORING CHRISTIANS
(London). A group of Christians in

Great Britain has served notice that they
will be monitoring radio and television
programmes in coming months.

Hundreds of viewers and listeners in
all parts of Britain will send reports
to the Rev. Reginald Doncaster, in Not­
tinghamshire, on how programmes deal
with family life, womanhood, relation­
ships, authority, money, crime, violence
and religion. They will also note atti­
tudes towards excessive drinking and
drug-addiction.

On questions of religion they will in­
dicate whether particular programmes
show the Christian faith as true, rele­
vant, or out-moded, or provide misrep­
resentation. The National Viewers’Assn.
will tabulate results.—E.P.S.

SPAIN'S RELIGIOUS LIBERTY
LAW WILL TEST ALL PARTIES

(Geneva). Promulgation of the law
on religious liberty by the Spanish Gov­
ernment will be ‘‘a revolutionary,
strange and dangerous event,” accord­
ing to Pastor Humberto Capo, sec­
retary of the Spanish Evangelical Chinch
Council.

Pastor Capo made this statement in
an address delivered here Feb. 1. His
topic was "Spanish Protestantism on
the Eve of the Promulgation of the
Law on Religious Liberty.”

The event will be "revolutionary,” he
said, because the Roman Catholic Church
now finds itself challenged by the very
regime which had given the church
every opportunity to institute religious
uniformity as a bulwark of political
uniformity.

The law’s promulgation will be "strange”
because the law itself satisfies neither
the Government, the Catholics, nor the
Protestants.

Explaining that the Government had
been obliged to take the action due to
external pressures, Pastor Capo noted
that Catholics have great difficulty in
applying the decisions of the Second
Vatican Council.

Protestants, who were never consulted
on the matter, are uncertain how the
law will be applied.

Pastor Capo used the term “danger­
ous” because he said, “it is certain that
this freedom will be costly.”

“A new era is undoubtedly opening for
the Protestant minority (one out of every
1,900 citizens). It is an era full of
promise,” said the Evangelical chairman.

“Whatever the motives that dictated
the change, it should be welcomed, even
though we are well aware of all the dif­
ficulties that must be faced and sur­
mounted,” said Pastor Capo.—EJP.S.

CHARGES AGAINST CHILEAN
MINISTER OF EDUCATION

(Santiago). A Baptist minister, the
Rev. Jose Giordano Cavagnino, has pre­
sented to Chile’s Senate constitutional
charges against the Minister of Public
Education, Juan Gomez Millas.

Criticism was voiced of the latter’s
role in implementing a law passed last
May which makes Roman Catholic re­
ligious instruction compulsory in all
public schools. Pastor Giordano declared
that the law does untold moral dam­
age to "thousands and thousands of
children in whose homes a religion other
than the Roman Catholic is practised.”

SPAIN'S UNITY WEEK MARKED
BY ANGLO-CATHOLIC SERVICE

(Madrid). A historic Anglican-Roman
Catholic prayer service was held in the
Anglican Church of St. George here on
the first day of the Week of Prayer
for Christian Unity.

The service was conducted in English
by Archdeacon Basil Ney, chaplain at
the church, and Jesuit Father Angel
Rovlra, Director of St. Ignatius of Loy­
ola College. Permission for Catholic
participation had been granted by Arch­
bishop Casimiro Morclllo Gonzalez, of
Madrid.

Among the 350 worshippers were Sir
Alan William, British Ambassador to
Spain, and W. W. Walker, counsellor
at the U5. Embassy, who represented
Ambassador Angler Biddle Duke.

Noting the “real spirit of reform in
the Roman Catholic Church today,” the
Archdeacon said, “it would be a great
mistake on our part as Anglicans if
we believed there was not room for
reform and change within our branch of
the Catholic church.” Father Rovira
emphasised the growing necessity for an
ecumenical spirit’and unity among Chris­
tians of all denominations.—E.P.S.

ALAN WALKER CRITICAL OF
NEGATIVE PREACHERS

(Dallas). Ministers and theologians
who express negative and despondent
opinions about the church should “keep
quiet, get into the front line of the
struggle where God is working or resign
and join the honest atheists.”

In the closing session of the National
Evangelistic Assoc, of the Christian Chur­
ches, Dr. Alan Walker, superintendent
of Sydney’s Central Methodist Mission,
lambasted his colleagues around the
world who throw out “sombre phrases
of betrayal — 'post-Christian era,’ ‘the
suburban church is finished,’ 'the day of
preaching is done,’ and the most fatuous
of them all, ‘God is dead.’

“The defeatist factory is working over­
time," Dr. Walker declared.

"Christianity," he said, "is centred in
a person, the person of Jesus; in him
is seen the kind of life every man and
woman would like to be able to live,
and the whole world must constantly
be reminded to remember Jesus.

“God is regrouping and reorganising
his church for the next thrust forward
of the Kingdom of God . . . within
the church is the renaissance of the
laity,” Dr. Walker assured the evangel­
istic association.—"The Christian.”

QUESTING
WITH

A. E. WHITE

Why do preachers preach on what
they preach about? How and why do
they choose their subjects?

There must be a hundred and one
different answers to this question. I
can only give one.

The subjects of sermons are chosen
largely on the basis of what God wants
the minister to say and on what the
people need to hear.

Where there are two services every
Sunday it is the general practice to
preach on the suggested morning reading.
This almost certainly ensures that God’s
will and the people's need will meet in
the message. It is almost as great a
certainty that there will be variety in
topics and methods of dealing with them.
(Not always, of course, I heard of one
minister who preached on the same
theme in the same way, no matter what
his starting point may have been!)

Following the morning reading also
helps us to keep the mighty acts of
God and the great words of the Chris­
tian faith before the congregation.
Ministers should keep a record of what
they preach, to ensure that no essential
area of the story of God and man is
left out of our preaching. One minis­
ter was shocked to find that for three
years he had not preached one sermon
about the ministry of the Holy Spirit.

We should have no hesitation in de­
parting from the suggested morning
reading, if it is desirable to do so. To
speak adequately for God and to man
is far more important than to follow
a suggested scripture reading plan.

It is also necessary for the minister
to keep the church informed about the
church’s mission of today. Our sermons
must reflect the activity of the church
at home and abroad.

The work of the brotherhood depart­
ments is our work, an extension of our
own commitment and service, and our
church must know about it.

As more and more churches use the
budget system in the stewardship of
money, rather than the special offering
days, it is possible for the story of our
conference departments to remain untold.
It would be a shame if this happened,
for that story tells excitingly of lives
won for Christ, boys and girls equipped
for discipleship, young men trained for
the ministry, the care of the aged, the
young, and the in-betweens, the build­
ing and strengthening of our churches.
All are vital themes to be shared with
the church and there is no excuse for
one dull sermon about our outreach.

These are some of the reasons why
sermons should be planned well ahead.

Feb. 4, where Christians of the Method­
ist Church in S.A., in two instances, had
been convicted of the truth of believers’
baptism, and that the baptisteries of our
churches were gladly made available
for the candidates. This is as it should
be, with every encouragement given to
any committed Christians to obey the
Lord in this command.

It was also good to read in the press,
in 1966, that two Anglican ministers in
England declared they would not, in
future, sprinkle infants as Christian
baptism, declaring that there was no
Bible authority for so doing.

It was also good reading in the “A.C."
that happy fellowship took place during
the Christmas period with the Baptist
minister and people at Gatton in Qld.,
and also in other States within the
various groups of Lord’s people.

This truly is sowing the seed for a
greater unity of Christ’s Church. Jesus
prayed that we all may be one, and we
all have room to grow in the knowledge
of the will of God and should be willing
to absorb any truth that applies to our
generation, for the sake of the Kingdom
of Heaven and the glory of God.

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT.

In reply to A. J. Ludbrook’s letter,
“AC.” 11/2/67, p. 18, the references to
“self-styled Christians” (suggesting our
brother has a monoply on truth and
understanding) and “louder-mouthed
clergy of other communions” are, to
say the least, not very charitable.

Secondly, I think he has demonstrated
a failure to understand his subject —
the majority of voices raised on the
Ryan question were not, as I under­
stand, in defence of the man, but of a
principle.

Anyone in their right mind must, of
course, be filled with abhorrence at
the displays of violence listed, but my
main point of disagreement with Mr.
Ludbrook concerns the attitude to be
shown to the “sinners” concerned.

The Master said the first command­
ment was to love God with all one’s
heart, soul, mind and strength, and that
the second was like unto it — to love
one’s neighbour as one’s self (Matt.
12: 30). Now should a person find
difficulty in fitting another into the
category of “neighbour,” there is also
the Master’s injunction to “love your
enemies” (Matt. 5: 44).

Again, as I understand the gospel
story, Christ’s purpose in coming into
the world was to save sinners. Is any­
one of us competent to determine when
in point of time another human being
is beyond redemption’s point?

Or to put it another way, is it to be
suggested that we are competent to
determine the day beyond which Christ’s
redemptive power ceases to be effective?
Such reasoning is to. attribute Divine
omniscience to man and to deny omni­
potence to God.

CAESAR AND GOD.
To the Editor,

Even though I think that you are
simpler, and more naive in the way
you "accept” the Governments today
than the New Testament gives warrant,
my purpose is rather to deal with my
Lord’s message in Luke 20 : 24. I joined
the church at Warragul, Vic., in 1912,
and later spent 18 months at Glen Iris,
yet I have never read one proper appli­
cation of those verses.

It is usually said that as our Lord
told the Jews to “render unto Caesar
the things that are Caesar’s” we must,
therefore, give our Governments those
services they demand of us. Except, of
course, where such demands are not
right in God’s light. We differ over
military service — some accepting it as
justified, others not.

We also drag in Romans 13: 1, which
gives us the reason why they are or-
.dained, and not the bare fact that they
are ordained. When we study Luke
20: 24 we find that it is not the Jewish
political set-up and the religious rule
that are in question. Caesar was a
foreign power, and somewhat oppressive.
The nearest analogy would be for us
to be under Japan or China. John 17:
14-16 tells us that the disciples are not
of this world; even as our Lord Jesus
was not. We are not subject to any
demands which we say had no appli­
cation to him.

The powers ordained of God do not
necessarily belong to all who grasp
them! And even when truthfully in­
formed, the voice of the people is not
the voice of God.

GOES FORTNIGHTLY
From MARCH 4, 1967
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Churches in Emergency.
I went to Hobart to see what part

the churches were playing and, in the
weeks ahead, could play in the emer­
gency. One thing was quickly clear.
Church members had thrown their full
weight into the general community relief
operation with thought only for those
who were suffering. Hundreds were giv­
ing selfless service.

In the four days since an avalanche
of flame had hurtled across Southern
Tasmania, Hobart had turned from a
stunned community into a seeming bee­
hive of compassion.

On Feb. 7, the bushfire’s torrents of
raging flame had, within 12 hours, des­
troyed 54 lives, 800 homes, thousands of
livestock, more than 100 motor vehicles,
orchards, crops. Property loss is esti-

mated at 20,000,000 dollars. Twenty­
eight churches were no more.

In Hobart itself the flames had licked
away whole streets of homes, not only
on the outskirts, but near the heart of
the city itself. One Baptist minister
described it as “like an Apocalyptic
event,” with the skies dark at midday,
the sun a weird orange glow, streets
and homes dense with smoke and pul­
sating heat and eerie light from the
surrounding hills.

No one could see what was happening.
Afterwards, no one could believe what
had.
Army of Relief Workers.

But as realisation of the disaster grew,
on Wednesday and Thursday churches
went into action. The Salvation Army,
St. Vincent de Paul, Wesley Church —

the three centres best equipped for such
an emergency — opened their doors to
the homeless, prepared thousands of
meals for the mounting army of relief
workers, found shelter and bed and
food. Anglican, Methodist and Presby­
terian churches in the suburbs that had
escaped became receiving and sorting
depots for needed material.

The Red Cross, equipped for emergency
action, and skilled at coping with
the problems of such disasters, distri­
buted supplies, enrolled workers. By
Friday the various relief operations were
co-ordinated under its guidance. Cen­
tral depots were operating and church
activities were readily channelled into
this one overall operation.

Leaders of all the churches announced
their backing for the general community
operation and appeals for funds for the
Governor’s Bushfire Appeal were an­
nounced for all churches on Sunday.
Many Churches Destroyed.

Many of the churches destroyed will
not be rebuilt, and it seems certain that
some will go up again to be used jointly
by two or more denominations.

The Anglican Church lost 12 church
buildings, two halls, a youth centre; the
Methodist Church lost three churches,
a Sunday School, a parsonage; the Con­
gregation! Church lost two churches; the
Baptist Church, one; the Salvation Army,
three halls and a home; the Presby­
terian Church, part of a youth camp;
the Roman Catholic Church, four chur­
ches and a school severely damaged.
In all it represents at least 100,000 dol­
lars’ worth of property.

In the year ahead many budgets will
certainly go unmet, as many church
members struggle to re-establish them­
selves and their families.

But for the moment these concerns
for church property are far from the
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minds of Southern Tasmania’s church
leaders and public alike.

What matters is that those 3,000 peo­
ple who lost so much and have endured
such horror in the bushfires of last
week should be helped back to their
places in the life of the community.

DEAF TO "CHRIST'S
INSTRUCTION"

(Johannesburg). The "vast majority of
ministers of the three Afrikaans Chur­
ches,” were criticised by Dr. W. B. de
Villiers, a member of the Christian Insti­
tute, for maintaining that the time is
not yet ripe for Christian action in
the country because it could endanger
the “traditional way of life.”

Dr. de Villiers’ statement was con­
tained in the magazine “Pro Veritate,”
published by the Institute.

Nowhere in the Gospel, particularly
in the New Testament, is tradition ever
elevated to something divine, he stated.
Nor is adherence to tradition ever des­
cribed as a Christian virtue, according
to the writer.

“The levelling of the officially deter­
mined barriers between the races, even
in the purely religious sphere of Joint
worship, represent an incalculable risk
and holds immeasurable danger for the
comfort and security of the numerically
inferior white population,” Dr. de Vil­
liers noted.

For this reason, he said, the vast
majority of ministers of the Afrikaans
churches “prefer to close their eyes and
ears to the clear instruction of Christ
in this regard. They let things go their
course a little longer and soothe their
moral conscience with all kinds of theo­
logical casuistry and rationalisation.”
