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MISS8ONARIES FROM WITHIN
The missionary lady announced that from now on she would wear

the clothes of those she served. As she packed away her dresses, one of
her flock asked what would become of them. The missionary replied that
she would keep them to wear on visits to the city and on special occa­
sions. The sad question came, “Does that mean that you do not want
to be like us in the city or on special occasions?”

This story points to the difficulties experienced by those who try
to be missionaries from within.

Once upon a time, the appeal of the missionary sounded very much
like an appeal to accept western customs. The hymns of Victorian
England were exported to India, and trousers and skirts were sent to
Africa to cover the nakedness of the “natives”. Christ was an import
from missionary-sending countries and the church (with its divisions and
divisiveness) retained national and societal characteristics in a new land.

We have learned a lot since then. We know now that Indians,
Africans, and Islanders do not have to be British, American, or Austra­
lian before they can be Christian. On the other hand, an identity with
another people is not effected simply by wearing their clothes or eating
their food.

It has been established in many missionary lands that indigenous
movements tend to increase more rapidly than those which are controlled
through some external influence. The distant church can even be a
handicap to the gospel if it prevents local development and individual
expression.

Our missionaries, working with the established “partnership” churches
of India and the New Hebrides, and with the growing church in New
Guinea are very conscious of the need to be missionaries from within.
This does not mean making them like the missionaries, but to help them
be themselves, Christ’s men and women in their own land. The mis­
sionary’s task is to help the people find the Christ who is among them,
who has been there all the time. Christ, too, is indigenous.

Given time, there will be a steady development, in the size and
quality of the mission churches. But the missionary theme of this issue
is that time is a commodity in short supply. New difficulties, are present
in India, the pressures for self-determination in New Guinea are building
up and may bring adverse changes. In the New Hebrides, too, the clock
is moving faster than the church.

We haven’t any doubt that God has sent us into our mission areas.
We must be equally convinced of the need to make the best possible use
of our opportunities and resources now.

HELEN KELLER
She has gone from us, that great spirit who, while deaf and blind,

heard and saw so much more of our world than most of us who, having
ears and eyes, do not use them. With two-thirds of this century gone,
it is strange to remember that Mark Twain said “that the two most
interesting characters of the 19th century were Napoleon and Helen Keller.”

Miss Keller has been universally admired and justly honoured. It
would have been remarkable if she had but learned enough to endure
her handicaps, but with three senses instead of five she overcame every
obstacle, became an inspiration for thousands and made us redefine the
word “handicap”. There is no true handicap to a life which does not
accept defeat. Helen Keller refused to surrender to her difficulties and
all of human life took on a new meaning and dignity because of her
victory. She invested all that she had. Her all appeared to be little, but
few lives have found greater rewards.

She needed a key to the treasure house of knowledge and her key
was named Anne Sullivan. The hands and the love of Miss Sullivan opened
a mind that was joyous and enthusiastic. H

In her autobiography, Miss Keller wrote: “At the Cape of Good
Hope exhibit, I learned much about the processes of mining diamonds
Whenever it was possible, I touched the machinery while it was in motion
so as to get a clearer idea how the stones were weighed, cut and nolished’
I searched in the washings for a diamond and found it myself — the onlv
true diamond, they said, that was ever found in the United States ”

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CHANGES
IN

INDIA
By RAY VEAL

Towards the end of July last year the Government of
Assam ordered three American missionaries to quit the
country. The reason given by the Government to the Press
was that the missionaries were engaged in ‘‘objectionable,’’
meaning political activities. Since then we learn that all
of the 70 overseas missionaries working north of the Brah­
maputra in Assam will have to leave in a year as their
permits to stay will not be renewed. Early this year a mis­
sionary from Poona was given very short notice to quit India.
Another has boen given orders to quit by the end of this
month.

In some states where the Congress is out of power
certain parties are free to take steps against Christian
work. There are very definite steps being taken to restrict
the religious freedom of the individual. Such a step is the
Bill passed by the Orissa State legislature and awaiting the
President’s assent—called the Orissa Freedom of Religion
Bill. It prohibits ‘‘forcible conversion . . .by. the use of
force or inducement or by any fraudulent means." It defines
force as any “threat of divine displeasure" and “induce­
ment shall include . . . the offer of any benefit, pecuniary
or otherwise.”

As a Christian we could say “amsn” to these provi­
sions. We do not approve of conversions made on the threat
of divine displeasure or by the offer of inducements. But
what does concern us is that these provisions are vague
enough to be interpreted in any way a prejudiced Govern­
ment may desire. An individual who wishes to change his
faith out of genuine conviction may be harassed and pun­
ished with imprisonment up to one year and a fine of $600
or both.

These expulsion order's on missionaries working in cer­
tain parts of India, the restrictions imposed by the Govern­
ment on conversion, and the general change of climate of
missionary work is not a call for panic, yet there is appre­
hension. The policy of the Indian' Government regarding the
admission of missionaries into India was formulated in 1955.
It states, “foreign missionaries coming as additional mem­
bers of the mission or in replacement of the existing mis­
sionaries will be admitted provided they possess outstand­
ing qualifications or specialised experience." And provided

that suitable Indians are not available. The Government
also decided that missionaries from Commonwealth countries
should, like missionaries from other countries, be required
to obtain special endorsements before proceeding to India.
Since 1966 these endorsements are issued by the Home
Ministry in Delhi. (Previously they were issued by the In­
dian Embassy in the country of origin). Since then very
few missionaries have been given permission to enter India
—unless they have obtained a "no objection to return cer­
tificate” before leaving the country. Further regulations have
come into force since the end of April, 1967 which require
missionaries from Commonwealth countries to register with
the police and to obtain residential permits which have to
be renewed annually.

These are signs of change. More and more frequently
reports are appearing in the Press not very flattering to
missionaries. At this stage there is no cause for undue fear
that the Indian Government will demand the wholesale dis­
missal of all missionaries. Nor is there cause for compla­
cency. To date no missionary has been refused entry to our
own work. But charges can arise against any missionary
out of some local officer’s misunderstanding or prejudice.
Or some local group may bring charges against missionaries
over some dispute, or out of sheer hostility. The situation in
India calls for the church to do some serious thinking. The
implementation of Government policy is making it difficult
for the church to plan her work in terms of personnel both
in short term and long term planning. The work of many
institutions throughout India is threatened. The church is
wondering whether she is to have the freedom to invite from
abroad those whom she wishes to serve with her. India still
needs all the help she can get from abroad. Educationally
she is far from self-sufficient. Medical progress is being
made but all too slowly. Illiteracy is still very high. Moral
and social uplift is as urgent as ever.

Above all, India needs the Gospel message which alone
has the power to transform a man's heart and his home
and his nature. We pray that the Indian Government will
allow the doors to remain open for missionaries to come
and go and to work to the end that Christ will be made
known to many.

“Son of man, I have made Thee a
watchman unto the house of Israel;
therefore hear the word of my mouth
and give them warning from Me.”

Ezekiel faced a tremendous challenge,

the Word of the Lord was before him,
he must do something about it. The
Lord’s Word required instant obedience,
a life dedicated to witness. Men every­
where today face tremendous challenges
for Christ. He calls for his disciples to
be up and about his business. His word
must be preached with conviction and
compassion.

Young men in the New Hebrides are
facing the challenge of Christ’s com­
mand to go, across the seas, into the
valleys, on the mountains and into the
villages to bring Christ to these people,
ignorant, afraid and bound by super­
stition, fear and custom. Recent letters
received tell how some of the new pas­
tors are accepting the challenge.

In the past three years the young
men of the college have conducted
preaching tours and extensive visitation
on Aoba in the three areas of Ndui
Ndui, Lombaha and Longana; at Maewo,
visiting every village and preaching
each night to the gathered villagers; at
North Pentecost, dividing into teams of
four and spreading out into all the
villages with final combined meetings
in the centrally located village.

Visits have been made continuously to
the heathen villages on the East Coast
of Pentecost. It is a wonderful experi­
ence to be with these young men when
they go on trek. Passing through a
heathen village is a time of opportunity
to witness in every way, spoken and
unspoken. There is a real burden on
the hearts of these young pastors for
the people of Bonlap, a village of 173
people living as their forefathers did,
in primitive village life, indescribably
filthy with pigs everywhere. In the
middle of all this a people held to­
gether by the forceful personality of
their chief, called Bong, a man arro­
gant and proud of his heathenism, yet
a man to be loved for Christ.

The situation in the New Hebrides
can be multiplied many times over,
around the world—people need a Sav­
iour—they need Christ, the only Way,
the only Truth and the only Life. There
is no time to wait, the need is now.
Where are the men and women of
action today, ready for today’s work, to
enter today’s open doors to meet the
needs of a lost humanity for Christ?

I have been asked to write about the
changes which have taken place in the
New Hebrides In the last decade.

One of the major changes is the
change of policy by both British and
French Administrations, and one that
was long overdue. This of course has
come about everywhere as a result of
the uplifting of peoples such as the
New Hebrideans, and in no small part
because of the work of British Pro­
testant Missions. Some of us have fought
very hard for the rights of the people.
The shocking things which went on
before would not be tolerated today. The
Churches of Christ. in Australia have
every reason to be glad in having
shared in the uplifting of the ongoing
church in our mission field here.

All of the changes which are notice­
able, may be attributed fundamentally
to a continuing desire to remain under
the influence of the gospel. Always
coupled with the desire to have the best,
is the problem of changing many lives to
fit into the conditions necessary to re­
ceive the best. Many of the older folk
have faced a revolution in this respect,
in their own thinking. Many have not
been able to adapt, and sometimes have
been a hindrance to progress. We do
not condemn them.

That small fire of spiritual growth
has continued throughout the years, but
not yet do we really see what we would
long to see. We believe it will come.
Many young men and women are try­
ing to walk closer to their Lord and
Master, and many are succeeding. They
find it very difficult to break with tradi-

tion. And many of us prefer to see this
small growth each year continuing, in­
stead of some explosion which would
soon fizzle out. There is no doubt that
the Church is moving onward today
because it refuses to be stampeded into
doing things which it does not under­
stand. Sometimes we may lose patience
and long for quicker growth, but we
strive for enduring growth.

This is one reason why the changes
which have come spiritually and physi­
cally have had the co-operation of the
Church. In our onward programme of
education, in village schools, in mis­
sion schools on mission stations and
also at Banmatmat, and also in our
onward programme in medical work, it
has been the Church which has wanted
these moves for progress. The desire 

to share with the Australian brother­
hood has been quickened. The ministry
of the Church is something which is
dawning upon the mission church to­
day and the desire to be a better
missionary church has been capturing
the minds of many. This has resulted
from a continuing interest in reaching
out to heathen in various places and
also in New Guinea.

Great days are ahead for the young
church here. These are days for action
now, because not yet has there been
any sign of a let-up in wanting the
brotherhood to help. When so many
nations are turning against the mis­
sionary church we should appreciate the
fact that the New Hebridean Church
wants us to share and help. Let us
seize the time now.

SERVING CHRIST AT RANWADI
What do we do at Ranwadl ? Well,

we teach boys and girls to read and
write, to play games. The girls are
taught to sew—make clothes for them­
selves as well as babies’ and children’s
clothes. We teach them elementary
hygiene—cleanliness in home and vil­
lage. They are taught baby care also
as many leave school to get married.
This however is not our prime task.
Our prime task is to introduce these
young people to the Saviour. There is
a wonderful opportunity — 150 young
people whom we see every day, to whom
we can speak both collectively and indi­
vidually of the Saviour and friend.

Here we have the opportunity to
teach the Word of God. There are not
many places where one can teach young
people to love and revere the Word of
God. To them we can say, "Here we
find the way to Christ, come follow,’’
and many do.

Living in such a close community, we
are able to teach Christian living by

living Christ—by setting an example.
This is one of the most difficult tasks
we have and it is only by moment-by-
moment trust in Christ himself that we
are able to do this.

We are able to show them how to
teach in Sunday School—each Sunday

eight of the senior scholars teach classes
at our Bible School. During the week
the teachers gather together for teacher
training classes, where they can talk over
any problems they have and can be
helped with teaching methods. This
gives them experience and preparation
for the time when they return to their
villages.

Mary was a pupil here last year. She
is 23 years old, from Ndui Ndui, and
up until 1965 was at school there. Early
last year she indicated a desire for
Bible training. Up until this time there 

was no thought of having women stu­
dents at Banmatmat and yet Mary is
there now because God opened the way.
She is the only woman student and is,
I think, a little lonely. The study is
difficult but she said to me, “I know
you are all praying for me, so it’s all
right." We hope Mary won't be the
last woman student at Banmatmat, for
there is a wonderful ministry they
can render to the village women.

Judith was a pupil here two years
ago and went to Vila to train to be a
teacher. She found it very difficult at
first, away from home and friends, and
being a Christian is not easy in such
a place. Yet Judith stood firm, trusting
the Saviour, and suffering certain p°r-
secutlons from fellow students. This
year she was honoured by being made
senior girl prefect at the College.

It gives us joy to see these young
people growing up into Christ and w'e
know that it is NOW we must tell
them. Later may be too late.

Mr. and Mrs. ROGER RYALL, serving Baramati Boys’ Home, India.We are so pleased to tell you that ■
on Easter Sunday, five of our boarding
boys were baptized. One of these was
Dinker. He has been in the Baramati
Boys’ Home for 10 years, and came to
us from St. Crispin’s Home in Poona.
This is mainly a home for girls, so the
boys usually come to us when they turn
six years of age. Dinker and his half
brother, Shanker, have grown up in
our boarding. Shanker also is a Chris­
tian and has just sat for his matricula­
tion exam. Their father was a Hindu
of the low Mahar caste. He is a leper
and had two wives (also lepers). The
“family” lived in a hut on the lep­
rosy compound at Miraj. They are des­
titute and live by begging. Our rec­
ords show that, at first, Dinker wasn’t
very bright at school, but he has slowly
improved and in his last exam he
gained thirteenth place in a class of
52 in Sth standard High School.

When I first met Dinker, I was told
he was the “clown” of the Boys'
Home. He still is a real “actor,” but we
see signs of his growing up. I was
moved as I watched the serious look
on this young lad’s face at his bap­
tism and welcome into the church.

From a destitute leper home—to the
start of technical training (June 1968).
This is what has been accomplished!
Do you think it is worthwhile?

We have another Dinker in the Boys’
Home. He has been with us only for
one year. He is short for his age but
plump, with an engaging smile, the
kind of boy everyone would like to
spoil! His mother is dead. When he
fell ill his father had him admitted
to a hospital in Poona and left him
there. He never visited him and noth­

ing has been heard of him since. All
efforts to trace him have failed. The
boy spent several years in St. Cris­
pin’s Home before he was committed
to our care. Dinker was second in his
class in the last school exams.

Daniel also came to us along with
little Dinker. His father died when he
was two years old. Soon after, his
mother became blind and she died in
1964. Daniel had to be kept in a Shola-
pur hospital after he was bom because
he was a weak child and had a club
foot. His foot was successfully operated
on, and he attended St. Crispin’s Home
before he came to us last year. Daniel
isn’t very bright at school, but watch­
ing him play in the Boys’ Home one
would never know he had been a sickly
child. He can get up to all the mis­
chief young boys usually find to do.

Since work commenced in the Pater­

noster Memorial Hospital at Bunapas
our medical work as far as inpatients
is concerned hasn’t looked back. In Aug­
ust 1967, a section of the General Ward
accommodating 18 beds, was completed
by the Victorian work party.

We are finding that people are com­
ing in fairly readily from many of the
river villages and they continue to
come from the inland villages. An im­
proved inland road will make the hos­
pital more accessible to these people.

Occasionally our number of patients
drops, but never for long. With the
airstrip open much anxiety has been
relieved when we have seriously ill
patients as they can readily be sent to
Madang or Wewak.

Dr. Stanhope has been continuing his
six monthly visits to the area. He has
been able to give us valuable advice
and help with minor surgery.

Only yesterday, a six weeks old baby
arrived seriously ill with pneumonia. It
is too ill to be moved to Madang but
thanks to the new hospital and better
equipment we are able to give it a 

chance of survival. 18 months ago this
would have been practically impossible.

Our hearts sometimes fail us when we
think of how much there is to do and
teach. We are still unable to do a lot
of midwifery as we haven't sufficient
staff. Ignorance, fear, and often filth
seem to prevail.

A man, physically well and healthy
after a thorough medical examination, is
dying in his village. He believes some­
one has “poisoned” or worked sorcery
on him. This man’s great need is for
liberating faith in Jesus Christ which
would overcome these fears.

Slowly but surely some people are
learning the value of medicine. There
is definite goodwill built up among suc­
cessfully treated people.

Our medical orderlies can often be
heard comforting, reassuring a worried
parent. Frequently we hear them ex­
plaining a sickness or treatment. Here
is real hope for here is a “black man”
saying that life is possible for a “black­
skin” as well as white.

So much stiff to do. The goodwill
produced is good soil for the gospel
seeds sown. Young men are being
trained and enlightened. More and more
there is a feeling that our time in
New Guinea is limited. Help us to make
the most of it now.

A TOUJNTAW WOMED

IN NEW GUINEA

Some of my most satisfying experi­
ences have been those casual contacts
with the people where one learns to
think and feel things from the indi­
genes’ point of view. It could be sitt­
ing around a cooking-pot with a group
of women, or sharing news with a
wrinkled village elder. Or it may be
sitting on an upturned canoe, singing
favourite choruses with children.

But the most uplifting times have
been those connected with straightout
evangelistic work. In my first experience
of a Pidgin Prayer meeting at Grengabu,
as we prayed together, I knew more
vividly than ever before that “in
Christ there is neither Jew nor Greek
. . . BLACK NOR WHITE ... but we
are all one in Christ Jesus.” Likewise,
the Lord’s Supper seems to take on a
fresh meaning as we remember Christ’s
sacrifice using the emblems of sago­
bread and coconut-milk.

Another day, at Pakingabu, our con­
gregation included several dogs, chickens
and even a pig. But later, listening to
Oga, local evangelist, simply and sin­
cerely telling them about the Parable
of the Sower, I praised God for these
“new babes” who are so willing to share
Christ with others. A fortnight later
I returned there to give my first Pid­
gin sermon. It is humbling to know
that God can use such stumbling efforts.

Quite recently the New Guinea elec­
tions were held. Watching our people
vote, I began to wonder about the
future of Christian Missions in New
Guinea, Will we always enjoy such free­
dom? Will the Government always be so
willing to support us? Or will the day
come when foreign missionaries are
forced to leave, as in other places?

I don’t know the answers to these
questions, but this I do know: Christ
commanded us to “go out and make
disciples of all nations . . .” We can all
share in this task wherever we are,
but how glad I am that God has sent
me up here for a year. With the
psalmist I say: “I will give thanks to
the Lord with my whole heart; I will
tell of all thy wonderful deeds. I will
be glad and exult in Thee, I will sing
praise to Thy Name O Most High.”

A Roman Catholic sister comes to
you and says she has been watching
what we have been doing and asks to
see what else we have in our cases.

Sister-in-charge asks for some cloth­
ing for a little boy whose body is mis­
shapen and whose mind is troubled
through ill-treatment at home, and we
give the assurance that this can be
supplied.

It doesn’t always end happily—as
when Cherie asked for daffodils when
they are first beginning to flower, and
after begging or buying them you go
back to find that Cherie isn’t there for 

God in his love or mercy has taken
her to be with him.

Or a little boy named Peter who has
known more suffering than many adults
ever know, looks angrily into your case
and says, “Don’t your helpers know
there’s boys in this hospital, too ?
You’ve just got nothing for boys.”

How does a hospital visitor feel when
some church members ask if it is neces­
sary to go each week and give away
all those toys to just anybody. She
feels sorry for the persons who have
never experienced the feeling of being
so needed, for the wonderful oppor­
tunity of witnessing to doctors and
nurses and some parents of the 400
children in the hospital. Most weeks
there is a new group of children —
a new congregation to whom the visitor
can minister.

She feels grateful for the oppor­
tunity, and deep down in her heart there
is a warm feeling of happiness and
gratitude that God is using her in this
way. And her prayer ?—why, that one
day, not only will there be weekly
visits, but a full-time Churches of
Christ deaconess will be on hand at the
Royal Children’s Hospital.

Our youth group is having troubles.
Half of the youth are gone and the
half that is left is only half con­
verted. Is there any future for youth
work ?’
Youth work is a fairly modern acti­

vity of the church. Organised youth
activities such as Scouts, Boys’ Brigades,
and Christian Endeavour were all begun
in the 19th century.

We have grown up in an era that
saw the Sunday School as a vital neces­
sity for the church. Yet, the church
managed to sustain itself for more
than 1,600 years without any kind of
Sunday school, and it will not be until
1980 that we shall celebrate the 200th
anniversary of Robert Raikes.

In my youth, boys and girls were
strictly segregated in the church, then
the mixed youth group claimed its
place. Camping has had a tremendous
impact upon church life and leader­
ship, yet many of us can remember
the first camps.

These observations are made to em­
phasise the fact that there will always
be change in the needs of youth and
the ways in which those needs are met.

We may be sentimental about 'the
vehicles of inspiration and service that
seemed so Important to our day but, If
there is one thing certain about the
uncertain future of youth work, It is
that there will be more and more
change.

This may not be a bad thing. Almost
every significant youth programme or
organisation had to win its way through
opposition. The Sunday Schools and
Christian Youth Fellowships were
roundly condemned at their beginnings.
Perhaps out of the turmoil in which
we now find ourselves, there will come
some equally helpful answer to the
undefined but real needs of youth.

Organisationally, the answer may be
different from anything we have known,
In fact, the findings of a recent sur­
vey in England suggest that “the cul­
ture in which we now live is one that
requires “functional groups” and not
"organisational ones.”

I am sure that there is plenty of
future for youth work, but success will
not just happen. Any advance will be
in relation to our consecration, our
motives, the quality of our leadership,
our imaginativeness, our daring, and our
willingness to spend our resources for a
grand purpose. We must also be ready
to risk some humiliating mistakes.

There is nothing I can say about
your own youth group and its troubles.
These may be due to the general cul­
tural disturbances or to specific area
problems. I suggest that your church
consult the Director for Christian Edu­
cation in your State.

Finally, I don’t know how you mea­
sured the conversion quality of your
young people, but be careful not to rely
on superficial differences. The fact that
youth may reject a local church orga­
nisation and its leaders, does not neces­
sarily mean that they are also rejecting
Christ.

FIRE VICTIM AIDS WAR
SUFFERERS

One of the most energetic supporters
of the "Austcare” appeal for refugees
has been Miss Jean Tice of Tasmania.

Miss Tice lives alone with scores of
dogs and cats at her Shamrock Holi­
day Home for animals at Ridgeway.

She lost most of her buildings and
stock in the bush fires last year, and
claims she could not have survived if
it had not been for the assistance she
received from others.

With the help of fire relief organisa­
tions, she has now re-established her
boarding kennels, and again can make
her living.

Recently she took time off from her
work to deliver an “Austcare” envelope
containing her contribution for “Aust­
care.” Miss Tice said she thought she
would like to reciprocate and help other
unfortunate people just as she had been
helped.

When the going gets hard, there is a

temptation to look for an easier path.
The Anglicans in North Queensland, faced
with financial difficulty, found their
easier path in an endorsement of gamb­
ling to augment church funds.

Anglicans in Tasmania reported similar
money shortages. But all churches have
the same problem, if not to the same
degree. Gambling is not the answer.

It is a bad thing when the church
gives approval to a national disease. It
turns upside down the motivation for sac­
rificial giving and makes gifts to God on
a level with the losing end of an art
union.

The announcement said that actors and
T.V. stars would add their influence and
talents to support an anti-Vietnam plea^
sant Sunday afternoon at Melbourne's
Princess Theatre.

Because we take seriously protests
which have the blessing of church leaders
and world statesmen of integrity, we
went along to learn some more. Unfor­
tunately, we were in time only for Ray
Taylor's one-man show.

Mr. Taylor gave a perfect pig-sty of a
performance—he left no filthy stone un­
turned in a lewd crawl through sexuality,
homosexuality, and personal innuendo
which lost none of its ugliness because it
was supposed to be funny.

His efforts were quite irrelevant to the
purposes of the afternoon and the further
he went the more embarrassed became
the parents who had brought young chil­
dren for a Sunday outing. His contribu­
tion would have an effect the reverse of
that desired by the sponsoring commit­
tee. People might start to measure the
value of the crusade by the stature of
the wrong-way crusader on stage.

A very odd thing about the performance
was that some applause was given to Tay­
lor's un-subtle attack on Victoria's censor­
ship laws. The fact is that any State
which permits Ray Taylor is too permis­
sive rather than too restrictive. These may
seem strong words in a Christian journal,
but the provocation could not have been
greater.

Corinne Kerby closed the show when
Taylor left the stage—she should have
closed it before he went on.

When the nation learned of conscien­
tious objector Townsend's torture treat­
ment at Holsworthy military prison there
was widespread indignation that such
things could happen in this land.

Politicians on both sides of the House,
newspapers without exception, academics,
psychiatrists, medicos, and professional
men on every hand condemned what had
been done. The Army authorities took
immediate action to end this kind of
treatment for any detainees.

In fact there was such universal re­
action against the cruelty, that one must
ask why it was that the only persons
apparently insensitive to the torture were
those who were inflicting it.

HELEN KELLER (Contd.)
With the senses of touch and smell, Helen Keller found treasures

everywhere, in field and forest, in museums and art galleries, m books
(she read widely in English, French, and German knew much of
Shakespeare by heart, and loved the Bible — “How shall I speak of the
glories I have since discovered in the Bible? ), in sport (she loved
cycling — tandem — and sailing), and in people, especially people. My
friends have made the story of my life. In a thousand ways they have
turned my limitations into privileges, and enabled me to walk serene
and happy in the shadow cast by my deprivation.

She did rely on people. So do we all, and we are greatly indebted
to Miss Keller for a great life. Mark Twain is entitled to his opinion.
Our vote is for Helen Keller in both centuries.

It is useless to look for a reasoned motive in the assassination of

Robert Kennedy. It was a deed of irrational violence. It may be that
the young Jordanian saw his act as some kind of protest against the
sufferings of his native land. If so, he wounded even the cause of the
country he professed to love.

A revolver in the hand of a representative of the world's poverty
can destroy the symbol of the world’s wealthiest nation, but it does not
lessen the poverty of the one nor diminish the stature of the other.

The killer would not have been able to foresee the consequences of
his crime. To a nation already struggling to justify a place of moral
leadership in the world it brought even deeper guilt-ridden questioning
of its acts and attitudes. To a people not knowing where to go it brought
a great fear it might have lost the man who could have guided them. To
a close-knit family whose wealth had served to multiply its grief, it
brought a world wave of sharing sorrow.

One can admire the Kennedys without worshipping them, and ap­
plaud their achievements without thinking them infallible. But there
was a spiritual strength and motivation in the brothers. Of the two who
died so close together, in the same arena, and from the same kind of
unreason, one, the late President John Kennedy, had achieved true great­
ness, and the other, Senator Robert Kennedy, showed the promise of it.
The remaining brother, Edward, could well be a third.

Edward Kennedy’s tribute in the Cathedral will pass into the world’s
treasury of unforgettable words: “My brother need not be idealised, or
enlarged in death beyond what he was in life, to be remembered simply
as a good and decent man, who saw wrong and tried to right it, saw
suffering and tried to heal it, saw war and tried to stop it.

‘Those of us who loved him and who take him to his rest today,
pray that what he was to us, and what he wished for others, will some
day come to pass for all the world.”

BIAFRAN YOUTH ASK BRITAIN
TO STOP AIDING NIGERIA

(Aba). Five Christian youth and stud­
ent groups in Biafra have called on
Great Britain to stop sending military
aid to the Federal Republic of Nigeria.

The Anglican Youth Fellowship, Bap­
tist Youth Fellowship, Y.M.C.A., Y.W.C.A.
and the Student Christian Movement
cited a recent statement by Biafra’s
Commissioner for Information, Dr. Ife-
gwu Eke, to the effect that Britain had

supplied several hundred non-commis­
sioned officers and 150 armoured cars to
Nigeria in January and February.

Journalists were told that Britain
cannot justify her claim to be a
mediator between the contending par­
ties if she continues sending military
personnel to Nigeria. He called on
churchmen in Britain to respond to the
joint call for peace by the World
Council of Churches and the Vatican
Council by bringing pressure to bear on
Britain to stop supporting the Federal
Republic.—E.P.S.

(Washington, D.C.). Churches, syna­

gogues and convents here are providing
food and accommodation for the thou­
sands of poor people now in the
nation’s capital in response to a call
issued by the late Dr. Martin Luther
King.—E.P.S.

BROTHERHOOD SUNDAY
For a considerable time, the orga­

nisers in South Australia have dis­
cussed the wisdom of having one Sun­
day in the year when in all our
churches, the attention of our brethren
is concentrated upon what we are doing
together as a Brotherhood. This is being
done on June 16, this year.

We have prepared an order of ser­
vice for the morning worship which we
have asked all the churches to use. Each
two months, we print a Brotherhood
Digest, a four-page sheet of up-to-date
news of our work, which is distributed
to our membership. The issue for June
carries this order of service on the back
page. Hymns have been chosen, suitable
scripture readings, scripture passages
and a responsive reading to introduce
the Communion, prayers of thanks to
be prayed in unison and directed
prayers for our Brotherhood work to
be led by the minister.

We have requested that the digest
be given to the worshippers as they
enter the service so that the prepared
order will be in their hands, and the
minister can take the news items
printed in it as a basis for his address
in which he will elaborate upon all
aspects of our departmental work and
Conference involvements.

The purpose of this special day is
threefold.

(1) To increase our awareness that we
are a Brotherhood.

To read the same scripture, sing the
same hymns, pray the same prayers,
approach the same act of communion
repeating the same words of scripture,
and to think together about the work
we are doing together, will surely dee­
pen our sense of oneness as a Brother­
hood.

(2) It is to be used as a means of edu­
cation.

We need to know what we are doing
in overseas and aborigines' work. We

need to think of the ministers being
maintained in our smaller churches only
because we have joined our hands as
a Brotherhood. It Is important to learn
of what we are doing to help those in
need, and of our care for the aged
amongst us. Most of our additions are
coming from our young people and it
is extremely important to learn of
what is being done at this level. In
these days of deep concern for the
unity of the Church, we need to hear
of our involvement in what is taking
place. Basic in all our work is the
training of our ministers and missio­
naries in our Federal College. In short,
there are many amongst us who have
seldom looked over their community
fence. It has been my experience that
when you get them to peep over at
the wider Brotherhood fields, they are
pleasantly surprised by what they see.
Finance is not our primary concern, but
to inform our people of what their
money is enabling us to do in the
name of Christ.

(3) It will enrich our individual Chris­
tian experience.

We are made for each other. Fellow­
ship is a deep need in every life. We
find fellowship in the local church. We
cramp our souls if we stop there. It
is enriching to share with our breth­
ren by visiting other congregations, in
conference gatherings, through our
national journal and by learning to­
gether about the work to which we
have committed ourselves as a group of
churches. Brotherhood Sunday will
deepen our sense of belonging, with a
warm consciousness, to a great fellow­
ship which extends through city and
country areas in this State, to our
Aboriginal Mission fields, to our three
Overseas Mission fields and to the many
countries overseas where our brethren
are to be found. We will understand a
little more clearly what Peter means
when he writes “Love the Brotherhood.”

CHRISTIANITY IW SCHOOLS -
PRESENT OK ABSEWT?

Religious instruction in schools is
currently becoming one of the great live
issues in our churches. Is it achieving
the results we want ? Do we really
have that right of entry ? Is it ethical
anyway ? These are just some of the
questions being asked.

While this questioning has been going
on, the Australian Student Christian
Movement in Schools has been develop­
ing a new approach to this vexed prob­
lem of promoting an effective Chris­
tian presence in our schools. For 70
years the A.S.C.M. have maintained
S.C.M. groups in some schools, mostly
independent, but these groups have some­
times been on the fringe of the school’s
life, and therefore of doubtful value.
Something new was needed.

It all began in the Camberwell area
in Melbourne in 1963. Following a pat­
tern already successfully pioneered by
the S.C.M. in England, the A.S.C.M. in
Schools approached the headmasters of
several schools in Camberwell, both in­
dependent and State High Schools. The
idea was to organise a half-day confer­
ence in school hours, at which matri­
culation students of the participating
schools would be given the opportunity
to listen to an expert speaker and ex­
plore the issues raised in discussion
groups.

Since the success of that first pilot
scheme, the A.S.C.M. in Schools has
promoted matriculation conferences
throughout the Melbourne metropolitan
area as well as in other States. Only
limited A.S.C.M.S. resources have pre­
vented more conferences becoming
established. Last year over 50 schools
took part in matriculation conferences.
This year the number could be 65.

What do we hope to achieve by these
conferences ? The immediate aim is not
obviously evangelistic; on the other
hand we would hope that the confer­
ence would leave students with a more
enquiring mind towards Christianity.
The aim is to confront the whole stud­
ent population, not just a small group
on the fringe of student activity, not
just a restless captive audience, but the
whole spectrum of students with some
vital issue. A Christian approach to this
issue is put in an authoritative fashion

which compels the students respect and
demands serious attention. So often the
faith which has been contemptuously
dismissed as hog wash and so remote
that it doesn’t matter anyway, suddenly
appears as meriting attention, relevant,
even academically respectable.

Most educationists welcome the con­
ferences as a means of providing badly
needed diversity. Some hesitate to over­
load an already overloaded matriculation
timetable.

R. B. Garner, Deputy Headmaster of
Ivanhoe Grammar School, has this to
say: “I hold the view very strongly
that all sixth formers from all schools
should be given the opportunity to lis­
ten to and to participate actively in
conferences related either directly or in­
directly to specific problems which arise
in society. The teaching of religious
education in sixth forms can only be
presented by using a very high quality
of speaker, and the student must be
able to respect the intellectual stan­
dard of dialogue being used.”

In addition to matriculation confer­
ences special projects are being devised
in many centres to meet specific needs,
whether- student leadership camps, a new
project for early school leavers on car­
eers, a weekend conference on the
deeper issues inherent in novels stud­
ied in English subjects, and so on.

We believe that we have a tremen­
dously significant Christian approach to
secondary school students. We are in
constant need, however, of manpower
and financial resources.—A.S.C.M. in
Schools, 57 Swanston Street, Melbourne,
3000.

The Co-operating Churches of Chur­

"GOOD NEWS," by J. B. Phillips.
The name of J. B. Phillips is linked, in the minds of most

people, with his popular and well known Bible translations.
However, in addition, he has been the author of a large
number of worthwhile religious books. In 1963 there was pub­
lished a volume entitled “Good News” of which it was said.

here J. B. Phillips has collected the best of his writings,
broadcasts and sermons, basing them on New Testament
passages.’ (E. H. Robertson). The author gives as a sub­
title ‘Thoughts on God and Man.” The book itself covers
five areas — The Purpose of God, Faith, Hope, Love, and the
Christian Year. Each of these themes is dealt with taste­
fully , and with charm and insight. It is very pleasing,
therefore, that at the present moment a paper-back edition
of this book, published by Pyramid Press (U.S.A.), is being
released at the cost of 65c. This thoughtful book makes for
very good reading. It is filled with wise and helpful sayings
Here, for example, is one—“The only solvent that I know
for dissolving pride is to receive more and more of the love
of God and to give more and more love to other people.”
If the reader takes time to read carefully, he will find these
pages to be most thought-provoking. Here is a book to
read, and to share with others.—R.V.A.

"THE LORD'S SUPPER," by William Barclay (S.C.M.
Press).

Dr. Barclay has once again placed us all in his debt by
this exhaustive, yet most readable treatment, of the central
act of all Christian worship. We, of the Churches of Christ,
who have placed the communion so much at the very heart
of our discipleship should be particularly anxious and will­
ing to read all we can find on the sacrament in relation to
its origin, history and relevance for this present age.

Commencing with a chapter on need to understand the
place of the sacraments, and in particular that of the Lord’s
Supper, in the life of the Church, Dr. Barclay proceeds
through problems associated with date, differing accounts
in the scriptures, to more theological matters associated with

what “takes place” in the observance of the Supper and its
history and treatment in the Reformed Churches.

The final chapter, “The Meaning for Today,” is espe­
cially helpful in that not only is the relevance of the Supper
for modern Christian worship maintained, but in that also
readers will find much of a more devotional nature that will
considerably assist them in their own personal keeping of
the feast. The book concludes with an Order for a Com­
munion Service (this contains most useful prayers and read­
ings), a bibliography, and a threefold index of biblical
references, names and subjects.

All who share in the Lord’s Supper as worshippers will
benefit, from reading this little book, and as for those amongst
us who preside at the Table this ought to be required pre­
paration for them 1—M.J.S.

"GOD'S CHOSEN PEOPLE," by Ronald Clements,
S.C.M. Press Ltd., London, 1968. 119 pages.

The sub-title of this book is "A Theological Interpreta­
tion of the Book of Deuteronomy.” Don’t let the word
"theological” put you off this book.

Dr. Clements writes at a popular level for readers who
want an understanding of the nature of the faith of ancient
Israel.

Deuteronomy was written at a time when Israel needed
a comprehensive reform in its religious life or it was doomed
to perish. It sought to call Israel back to its true nature
as a holy people devoted to the worship of God, both in the
Temple at Jerusalem and in its activities of daily life.

It does this through the medium of sermons by Moses,
which give a consistent theological interpretation of the faith
of Israel as a whole.

Questions were being raised in that day which are being
raised today. How are we to relate the absolute moral
demands which God makes on us with a belief in a God
who freely gives without conditions ? What is the proper
relationship between our formal acts of worship and our daily
behaviour ? How can the old story of what God did for
us long ago have any relevance for us now ? Dr. Clements
shows how Deuteronomy deals with such questions as these
and so underlines the fact that the Old Testament still has
importance for the life of faith of the 20th century Chris­
tian.—K.J.C.

Rockdale church was born in 1887, dur­
ing a time of change. Only three years
earlier a seven-mile rail link with Syd­
ney was opened, whilst the first public
school in the area commenced a year
later. Early “church records” show the
gradual advance of literacy and with
frank humour interspersed. A rubber
stamp and pad was needed, but the
scribe of the day recorded "much talk
but no action.”

There followed ups and downs, asso­
ciation with Conference and with­
drawals. The Chandler-Clay Tent Mis­
sion in 1919 revived and consolidated the
small church and in four years it out­
grew hired halls and opened its own
chapel on an ideal site opposite the
future Town Hall and Civic Centre. J.
Clydesdale was the minister.

During the lean years of the 1930’s
the church received several "applica­
tions” from would-be ministers, even
though the general fund was in the
red.

Better times followed, and ministers
who had assiduously visited the flock
on foot moved up through bicycle and
motorcycle to car. A manse was bought
and gradually paid for. Then, realising
that the old multi-purpose chapel was
inadequate, the mind of our architect,
Keith Sawdy, was enlisted. Meanwhile,
the Copley family with many helpers
conducted wayside stalls and raised
$12,000—half the cost of the new chapel.

In 1959 this attractive building was
opened for service and many modem
ideas were incorporated—from a parque­
try floor on a concrete slab, to the
aluminium roof supported on straight
steel joists rising from exterior concrete
pads. Featured too is a garden beside
the open baptistery. Of special interest 

is the symbol of the Christian Church:
the empty cross—designed by Robin
Norling as an aid to worship. He also
made, on the outer wall, the mosaic
of Jesus and his fishermen disciples.

More recently, the old hall was re­
placed by a modern kitchen and hall.
The whole area is made beautiful by
well-kept gardens. Deliberately planned
to belong to the community, these pre­
mises are intended to attract folk. The
chapel is open through the day—an
oasis where it is easy to meet God.
Adjacent is the minister’s office with
its busy ’phone. Usually just more than
100 meet the Master around his Com­
munion Table. The fellowship is en­
riched by visitors and there have been
many non-Christians present at every
gospel service. A most successful inno­
vation is the after-church "Christian
Cafe.”

It is interesting to note that most
of the Bible School scholars come from
homes of non-members.

Co-operation with other communions
is evident in combined "Holy Week”
services—this year in our own chapel.
Also there is mounting united parti­
cipation in the Billy Graham Crusade.

During her 80 years, many have gone
into full-time ministries and allied ser­
vice. The present minister, C. J. Mac­
kenzie, commenced when the new
chapel was opened. He has twice been
"lent” to serve as chaplain on mig­
rant ships. Mrs. Mackenzie was recently
honoured as State President of the
Christian Women’s Fellowship.

The church was born in a time of
change and lives in a time of change.
The outreach of the future may well
need to centre on senior citizens and
youth, social service and counselling.

It’s grand when such consistency is
rewarded in such a practical way. And
it is fitting that a tribute should be
paid to all past and present members.
It is a worthy and a practical thought
when Miss Draney was given the honour
of opening the building on behalf of
the pioneers and the present members.
We thank her sincerely, and those whom
she represents for their great work.

VISION
It was said of old time, “Where there

is no vision the people perish.” And in
that vision of the future, the vision of
youth and the future church at work,
th° vision of growing needs of a people
still needing a Saviour and his love,
you have implemented, in part, that
vision into a reality by erecting a
structure and providing a place wherein
to work, teach, and witness to the gos­
pel of Christ.

In part, because much more than a
building is required. For it will stand as
a monument of success and glory to
God, or to failure, according to how it
is used for the future. And so the
question—

Who builds the Church? Each child
and man,

Who lends name and talent to the
whole,

All blended to achieve his plan,
All fruiting in a Gothic soul . . .

God builds the Church from all the
skills

Of human minds and human wills,
From stalwart brawn and brilliant

The records of history serve as a

timely reminder of the heritage which
is ours. We who are Christ’s ought to
be ■willing to share his life with others.
Hence Christ’s message must be sent
forth today with no uncertain voice.

The world is in a state of confusion.
There are wars and rumours of wars.
There are riots and rebellions. There
are broken homes, and probably worst
of all “utter indifference to Christ,”—
men scorning God.

And whilst there is no real peace, no
confidence between nations, the condi­
tion of mind among men seeir- to rival

the international atmosphere. In other
words man’s mind is confused. Yet I
believe that underneath all this confu­
sion there is abroad a spiritual hunger.
There is evidence of the longings of
people even though they live under sup­
pression. And this need must be met
by the Christian Church, for Govern­
ments do not fulfil that need. Govern­
ments are but machines and Christians
should operate them with humanitar­
ianism and love.

Our responsibility as Christians is to
get men into the kingdom of God and
get the kingdom of God into men. A
confused world without hope is lost un­
less we impart to them the hope that is
in Christ Jesus.

One purpose for which this Centre
will be used, will certainly be the youth
work. This is so vital, since more and
more youth is claiming leadership. And
when that occurs we would have them
worthy of the responsibility they seek
to accept.

Youth can have so many associations,
many partnerships — Youth and the
World, Youth and Sin, Youth and Plea­
sure, Youth and Wealth, Youth and Sel­
fishness, Youth and Crime, Youth and
Satan,—and not one of these associa­
tions would be complimentary to youth.
Yet much of youth today is linking up
its powers, its thoughts, its interests
with some of these aspects.

Youth and Christ should be com­
panions. Christ is the link with God.
These other evils separate from God.
A link with Christ will save youth from
a dangerous state of mind. The fellow­
ship that will be engendered in this
Toowoomba Centre will be designed to
create a partnership between youth and
Christ.

LIBERTY
We have a freedom today which we

term democracy. Freedom to elect our
governments with equal rights to all,
and to protect the rights of all. Free­
dom to worship. We may speak as we
desire, choose our own vocation. But is
this a limitless liberty? No, you cannot
slander another or harm him, or steal,
or destroy his property. Thus we have 

laws to define what we can or cannot
do. But man wants no restraint . . .
"This is a free country. Why can’t I
do as I like,” he says. In many ways
he challenges restraint. I give an ex­
ample in the liquor trade: A man drinks
his soul, his home, his loved ones to
degradation. He says It’s his right, and
professes love to his own, yet destroys
their happiness. He claims the right to
haunt the roads with death, when he
can control neither himself nor the
vehicle he is driving. Man also destroys
another’s character in infamous ways—
destroys his livelihood by false pre­
tences. And he, in this material age
calls this liberty.

Peter has a word to say on this,
"While they promise them liberty they
themselves are the servants of corrup­
tion; for of whom a man is overcome,
of the same is he brought in bondage.”
(2 Peter 2: 19).

Similarly, nationally and internation­
ally we have the picture reproduced—
nations enslaved in the name of free­
dom, men’s minds twisted, home life and
love destroyed, worship forbidden.

Faith in God is primary to freedom.
History has recorded the downfall of
civilisations, and in all cases, it has
been moral decay—with godless people
at. the base of this d’cay. You cannot
hope to build, or to fulfil a spiritual
mission, by erecting a material Utopia.

As the architect and the builder of
this hall would make certain that the
foundation of this structure was sure
and satisfactory, so the Church, not
the building, but the Church which
Christ established must, too, build upon
the right foundation, “For other foun­
dation can no man lay than that is
laid, which is Christ Jesus.”

We come to dedicate this building in
the spirit of the Christ of the Church
to the work of God. In the course of
years may we see fellowship experi­
enced, love practised, truth be wit­
nessed to, an influence exerted such as
would bring men to Christ, and God
be glorified within its walls.

The need today is spiritual, and we
applaud the building of this Centre
because it will be used for spiritual pur­
poses. May every exercise herein bring
home to young and old alike, and em­
phasise again and again, the fact that
the one hope of degenerate man is still
the resurrected Christ. To the work of
proclaiming that Christ is the way,
the truth, and the life, we dedicate
this building.
