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WHO CAN READ THE HEART ?
The focus of public attention upon Simon Townsend and other

conscientious objectors may persuade the authorities that a court of law
is not the most suitable instrument for judging whether or not a person’s
declared beliefs are genuine. There may be a better way.

It was only after many appeals that Townsend won exemption yet
his sincerity was evident to almost everyone except those who sat in
judgment on him. That he won exemption at last was probably due to
the influence of overwhelming public support from people of all kinds
of political persuasion and from every social stratum.

David Skewes, who recently resigned from the College of the Bible
at Glen Iris to begin a teacher-training course, has also been exempted.
In a Melbourne court Judge Frederico found that Mr. Skewes has a
genuine belief that war is against the teachings of Jesus Christ. This
young man had strong support in court from his church and former
college. His sincerity and consistency over a long period could hardly
be doubted.

Yet it is disturbing to reflect that other persons, equally genuine in
their beliefs, have not been able to produce such strong support, and
have failed in their claims. The onus of proof rests too heavily upon the
conscientious objector.

As such appeals are likely to increase it is to be hoped that a better
method will be devised for considering them — maybe a board of appeal
charged with this one task. It could include, among others, legal and
religious representatives. Such a board would have many advantages
over the present method, including that of relieving conscientious objectors
of the need to engage expensive counsel.

LET GEORGE DO IT
Some time ago at the airport at Essendon, we were given some clues

about the automatic pilot (named George for short). It, (or her), is a
fascinating device. Once the plane is upstairs and headed in the right
direction, the automatic pilot (or George) can be put into action. The
controls are set and the human pilot can relax while the A.P. (or
George) does the work.

Some people get the idea that they can make religion work like an
automatic pilot. They think that once they get started and headed in the
right direction, they can set the controls, relax, and let George do it!

It would be very convenient if we had some angelic automatic pilot
guide us to some heavenly city. But there is one fatal flaw about the
automatic pilot theory of life. It doesn’t work! There is nothing auto­
matic about our daily living. Every true advantage gained, any progress
achieved, any victory won — everything worthwhile in the building of
character is the result of effort.

This doesn’t mean that we cannot get help. We can. But it is not
automatic. It is a conscious and deliberate co-operation with the purposes
of God. We consider choices, make decisions, use any skill we may
possess, and use all our physical, mental, and spiritual resources. With
God guiding our lives, our progress is not automatic, but it is sure. If we
commit our way to him, he will bring us safely to our destiny.

NIGERIA'S AGONY
It is really Biafra’s agony, for that part of an apparently promising

democracy in Africa declared its independence, and the cost of its bid for
freedom has been terrible, and it has not yet been paid in full.

No one pretends that the new African States have made much of a
showing so far, nor can we shrug off the frightening events of the last ten
years simply as an awkward phase of growing up. But the nations which
have won or been given their independence may have had deep-seated area
hostilities, or regional industrial or mineral wealth to provoke greed, or
there may be strong religious antipathies. Behind the Nigerian dispute
are all of these factors. Indeed, the longer the Nigerian fighting lasts the
more we are reminded by African experts that there never was a genuine
hope of reconciling the country in a national unity.

Maybe the forces and reasons are different, but we may be seeing
the beginning of permanent division. To the two Koreas and the two
Vietnams will be added the two Nigerias.

TOE OPEN DOOR
By MARY DORNING

“The church can help delinquents”
was a leading article in the "Austra­
lian Christian” in 1960. Today, as this
problem has increased, every church
should sincerely ask: Can the church
help delinquents? In 1950 a group of
Christian women of differing denomi­
national beliefs met together to pray;
they had been burdened with the
delinquent girls and women of Mel­
bourne and met to consider how best
they could present the gospel and help
materially these women who are re­
jected by society. Since then many have
heard the claims of Christ on their
lives whilst serving time in Her Majes­
ty’s Prison—by film, song, testimony—
and humour, a relationship has been
built up; and it was interesting to hear
the Governor of Fairlea say, ‘‘You do
not have to do any more to show you
care, each one here knows that it is
only the Christians that they can rely
on.”

By serving these women we are ful­
filling our Lord’s command, “Go into
all the world and preach the Gospel."
The command of him who loved the
sinner and forgave her sin. 14 years ago
little was done to rehabilitate the
prisoner, (today every effort is put
forth to help them). This group of
women decided to obtain a house and
take in any who was desirous of help;
but before this house was opened we
were constrained to help women before
they entered prison. I testify to God’s
guidance and goodness. We had no dip­
loma of Social Studies, and very little
money, but we had and have a wonder­
ful Father! We relied on the promise
“Our God is able . . . and he will.”
A builder, who had recently been con­
verted, offered to build the house at
no profit to himself. He, too, acted in
faith, as he was fully aware of our
financial state, and he also knew that
we would not make any public appeal
for finance. At the opening, 10 months
later, a cheque was handed to him and
the deeds were ours—isn’t God wonder­
ful ? Also, the “Open Door Home for
Girls” was fully equipped with furni­
ture, Venetian blinds, preserves and
groceries—all that it takes to make a
house a home, and owing to the faith-

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ful giving of Christians, in 13 years we
have not closed our books in the red.

Six lively delinquents came to live
there, and, two young women in the
mid-twenties took over the responsibility
of training them for society, finding
them work and telling them of the one
who truly loves them. Doesn’t it sound
easy ? Surely the girls must love them,
and the opportunity of a lovely home !

The opposite was the case, they were
hated with a strong hatred.

A girl who has been rejected by her
parents pours out all her bitterness on
the one who represents that parent.

A girl who has known no moral
standard sneers because she believes
(and knows) that you do not under­
stand her temptation.

The writer has sat in a car with a
lass of 15 years, who is pleading for
strength to overcome the desires in her
—desires that have never been guided
or controlled—and the only answer we
know is to fill her life with other things
that she enjoys, such as swimming.
gardening, or something creative, and
pray that, in a small way, she will
learn of him who understands and
cares, and strengthens.

In 1964, at the time we commenced
the home, an eight-year-old girl was
being used by her father to satisfy his
own lusts. When it was reported to the
police—she was placed in a home
amongst delinquents—there was no other
place at this period, for her to go, and
at the age of 14 she was sent to rela­
tives and immediately had a baby; we
then took her into our care, and her
mother, who was a prostitute, recog­
nising that now she had a daughter,
applied to Welfare for her return, and
as the Government is sure that a girl
needs a parent she was returned, but
another baby was born ! Once again we
offered help and gladly she came back
to “The Open Door.”

Do you condemn her, you who pro­
fess to follow Jesus, who touched the
leper, the symbol or type of all that
is vile? That girl today is happily mar­
ried with a child of her own and is
"in her right mind” with a grateful
heart to God and his people. Not all
turn out like this;, but can we rob
them of the opportunity of knowing
that someone—through Jesus Christ—
cares? Patience Strong wrote these
words—“I believe in Miracle, breaking
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bud, and leafing tree, life and immor­
tality;” I believe there is a plan for
the destiny of man.

“I believe a human clod can become
a child of God.” Is this what you be­
lieve? If you do not, you limit the
power of God! We are always grate­
ful for his leading. We who were not
trained had decided to have a cottage
with six girls only, as we felt this was
the only way to meet their emotional
needs. You are all aware that 15 years
ago all institutions were large with a
great number of inmates, but today,
cottage systems are the accepted prin­
ciple, but God had led us to see that
many years ago. Truly he uses the weak
things of this world to confound the
mighty!

For a period we sheltered recom­
mended prisoners, and it was a time
of peace, as the prisoner is usually
charged with only one offence, and
often there is a simple answer, “such
as killing a husband." but she still has
to pay the price that the law demands,
but the young delinquent is torn with
emotions and complexes, and as we find
suitable employment we find in most
cases they do not want to work, they
are so afraid of life, and our Matron
needs much patience and LOVE. With­
out LOVE it is impossible to serve him
who loved us and gave himself for us.

P.S. “For sometime we have been con­
cerned about where to place the girls
as the time arrived to move them on,
and make room for another. We ap­
proached Youth Welfare for advice, as
we could see problems in our ideas
and yet we could see no other way. The
Government do all in their power to
help these girls and we felt if the
money was available to us, it would
be wrong not to use it, as it would not
be given to other Christian work. We
planned four self-contained units and a
shared lounge. Attached would be the
Superintendent’s quarters similar to a
motel unit. Each girl would care and
cook for herself, but in case of sick­
ness or need of guidance, the Super­
intendent would then step in. The
opportunities amongst the girls in the
older group would be tremendous.

“We praise the Lord for his guid­
ance as the Welfare Dept, have
alloted us over $11,000 to extend our
work and we are trusting him, who is
also to supply all our need, for the
remaining $6,000.”

WE

AND AUTHOR/ OF THE

OLD TESTAMENT TODAY
By Dr. JAMES H. JAUNCEY

I once heard of a little boy who
defined faith as “believing what you
know ain’t true just because it happens
to be good for you.” This kind of faith
is utterly useless in the world in which
we live today. It is absolutely necessary
to base the things on which we live
upon absolute fact.

In coming to this question of the
authority of the Old Testament, we can
put it on that basis. That is, we do
not believe in the Old T’estament merely
because it is good for us. We believe
in the Old Testament because it is true.

As a scientist I would say that if in
science we only accepted the things
which have been proved to be true, we
would not be able to accept very much.
A great deal in science has to be taken
on faith because the evidences show
that way. In Christianity we have some­
thing that has been tested down through
the years.

In the 18th century there was a
philosophy in Europe which was known
as the “Enlightenment.” It was not
quite as enlightening as the name im­
plies, because most of the people who
followed it, felt that they must give
over the things that had been accepted
by faith, and to imagine that God was
not active in the world. This was very
quickly applied to the Old Testament.
It was felt that the Old Testament
could not be true because it was a
human book. Gradually a deal of
theory was wrapped around this. Un­
fortunately, most of this was referred
to as historical science, and thereby
many people accepted it as true. It had
really two great bases which did a great
deal of damage. One of these was the
theory of evolution of religion and the
other one was the study of the liter­
ary qualities of the Old Testament.

What has happened is that both of
these ideas, used a couple of centuries
ago to discredit the Bible, have now
been abandoned by continuing research.
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The Bible is being increasingly vindi­
cated. Now I am not suggesting that
we should wait for the answer to
scholarship on many of these issues.
This can never be true for the Chris­
tian. The Christian is actually tied up
already. The Christian must accept the
authority of Christ, and Christ long ago
gave his authority and his seal to the
Old Testament. It is just as simple as
this. If the Old Testament could be
proved to be false, Christ would have
been proved to be false, and there­
fore he could not be the Son of God.
It means that we can have full confi­
dence in the Bible already. Long before
scholarship has been able to go through
all its channels, we have the truth
straight from Jesus Christ.

When I first went to the university
a generation ago, it was estimated in
America that about 8% of scientists
were believers in God. According to
figures which I saw a year or two ago,
it has now increased to 80%, an in­
crease of 72% on the part of scientists
in one generation. Now what has hap­
pened here, is that increasing informa­
tion coming in both science and reli­
gion has shown that many of the
things which used to be a problem have
disappeared.

It is very obvious that in this pro­
gression of science to find truth, it
will come occasionally upon false hypo­
theses and opinions which will later
be falsified by the facts. But when
these things occur and they seem, to
be contrary to something in the Bible
we need not give up our faith in the
Bible. All we need to do is to wait
and see where the truth ultimately will
come out. This is a very Important
principle, and a principle which scien­
tists themselves will recognise, i have
seen again and again, where a man
as a scientist, away from the labora
tory comes across a theory which mav
be contradictory to something he
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believes as a Christian, he does not
give up either religion or science, he
simply waits until greater truth comes
in to solve the problem.

There is one final point that I want
to mention with regard to the authority
of the Old Testament. I suppose that
the greatest reason for our confidence
in it comes not from scholarship. This
is just as well for those of you who do
not know the original languages or do
not have the other necessary disciplines.
You would never be able to have this
certainty. I think that mostly this cer­
tainty comes from personal recognition.
I believed in the Old Testament long
before I undertook the scholarship
which I have been referring to. And
the reason why I believed in the Old
Testament was because I came face to
face with God in the Old Testament
and still do. Phillips referred to the
fact that the Bible has the ring of
truth. This was something that warmed
my own heart, because it is the kind
of thing that happened years ago and
still happens to me now. When I go to
the Old Testament, I realise that I am
coming to the fountain of truth because
God speaks to me through it.

The prime purpose of the Bible is to
confront us with God. Go to the Bible
and ask God to speak. In this way, as
God gives the stories of the bad things
and the good things that people did
long ago, you wifi find that God will
be speaking to you in the same way.
The extent to which you are aware of
God in the Old Testament, to that
extent you will be aware of its truth.

If we go to these scriptures, God will
speak to us, God will reveal himself,
and as a result of this, we will be able
to bring him to a world which needs
him more badly now than ever before
in its history.

Ray Morf-
few that the home is “a knitted family.”
Substantial building improvements to
the home have been carried out in rec­
ent months made possible through a
State Government grant.

The Devonport Church Boys’ Brigade
gave a demonstration display of its acti­
vities on the Sunday afternoon whilst
the Women’s Conference met.
What was there about people in gen­

eral?
L. G. Cooke told us of the year’s

work with 30 families, representing 60
adults and 40 children, who were in­
volved in the February ’67 fires in
Southern Tasmania and of all that had
been possible because of the sympathy
and assistance given by so many right
throughout the Australian brotherhood.
Something like $23,700 was made avail­
able in money and there was also much
voluntary help and practical assistance.

It was not pleasant news to learn
that the church at Sandhill is in the
process of winding up its witness and

HAVE YOU REGISTERED? - IF NOT, DO IT NOW!

We had such great hopes for our
marriage but, after five years, some­
thing seems to have gone wrong. Is
it possible for a marriage to fail if
both partners are Christian ?
The answer is, Yes, it is possible, if

by “Christian” you mean an average
church member. If Christians are sel­
fish, immature, intolerant, unfaithful,
or unloving, then their marriages are
just as likely to break up as any others.
Perhaps more likely, because you would
have to add the ingredient of hypoc­
risy.

This does not mean that I think
that yours is failing. I don’t know
enough about it, and if I knew a lot
more my long distance opinion would
not be worth nearly as much as your
own close-up view.

It is important for you to see your
minister about your difficulties. I know
that it is a common practice to pre­
tend to ministers that there is nothing
wrong with members of the church, but

it is a very poor practice. Believe me,
he ought to know. Maybe he suspects,
anyhow. It is not so easy as many
think for personal troubles to go un­
noticed.

Your minister may recommend you
to see a marriage counsellor. If so,
accept his advice. Most ministers engage
in counselling but sometimes they
recommend persons to a specialist coun­
sellor—there could be medical, psychia­
tric, or even legal matters beyond the
minister’s resources, but most probably
he himself will be able to help you.

I cannot give much assistance through
this column and if I make comments
it will only be to strengthen the sug­
gestion that you talk to your pastor.
I take it for granted that you have
shared your concerns with your hus­
band. If not, this is one of the first
things you will be asked to do. Coun­
sellors seldom help Individuals, only
partners.

You mention that you have no chil­
dren and that there is tension because
of this. You do not indicate whether it
is by choice that there is no family.
It is therefore impossible to say
whether an answer may be found in
medical or psychiatric help, or in adop­
tion.

I note that you have continued in
employment since your marriage. Many
wives do this because of economic pres­
sures. Is there a relationship between
your job and the empty cradle? I have
heard of couples delaying a family until
they have everything they need and
find that they never do have every­
thing. Babies, too, have a right to some
kind of priority.

O HOSPITAL VISITOR

& MFWRY OF PETER
Not so very long ago, a small boy

named Peter, came to the Royal Chil­
dren’s Hospital and after several months
of serious illness, went to live with
Jesus.

In the months that followed, his
mother busied herself making toys for
the Churches of Christ hospital visitors
to use, and on occasions when visitors
were ill, she, too, would go and visit
the children—even to the very ward in
which her son had been.

For her, this was no easy task, and
often she would be seen in some corner
regaining her composure so that she
might go back into the ward again.
Her courage was noted by the staff and
she became a real inspiration to all the
visitors.

In February of this year, Peter’s sis­
ter joined the Reservoir West Girl
Guides, and among her tests were those
for earning a toy-maker’s badge.

The Captain of the group decided to
challenge the girls to greater efforts,
and offered points for each toy or scrap
book made. Peter’s mother was called
upon to teach the girls to sew, and to
assist in the provision of materials, fil­
ling and patterns. And it was at her
suggestion that the girls decided to don­
ate the toys they made to our hospital
committee with the proviso that they

be used at the Royal Children’s Hos­
pital.

On May 7, two members of our com­
mittee were invited to the Guide meet­
ing to receive the toys the girls had
made. At this meeting were the Dis­
trict Commissioner of Guides, a neigh­
bouring Commissioner, together with
parents and families of the girls.

The Guides presided over the meet­
ing and presented the amazing total of
1,300 soft toys which the 17 girls had
made in less than three months. Many,
many hours of loving and patient work
had gone in to these beautifully made
toys.

Today Peter’s memory lives on in the
hearts of those who knew and loved
him. And today, because of Peter,
Guides are learning to become more
helpful citizens, whilst 400 sick girls
and boys are made happier each week
as they receive lovely gifts through the
channels of the Churches of Christ Hos­
pital Visitation Committee.

The Presbyterian church at Captain's

Flat in N.S.W. has disappeared—just van­
ished!

We can be quite sure that it was not
taken by a congregation in search of a
building, no matter how hard up they
were. It is an axiom that church people
do not steal churches.

It was some time before the church
was missed. In fact, its loss was known
only when the police reported the dan­
gerous state of the chimney which was
left behind by the thieves.

The delay in missing it, and in fact
the knavery itself, was possible only be­
cause the town is practically deserted.

Nevertheless, the disappearance of a
church makes one think. Could it happen
to your church and mine? It would be
even worse if the thieves took the church
people and left the church building.

Maybe, the folk in the community
might not even notice that the church
was gone. The police would be aware of
it at once for, of course, it would leave
behind a dangerous void.

Have a good look next Sunday, to see
if your church is still there—being the
church !

The protests against the Vietnam War
moved into a new phase with the pamph­
let, "How not to join the Army." The
pamphlet gives do-it-yourself directions
for starting fires, wrecking radar installa­
tions, silencing radio stations, destroying
motor vehicles, and even putting aircraft
out of action.

This sort of thing will wreck more
than the Army. It will wreck democracy
itself because it rejects the basic demo­
cratic principle of debate and agreement.
It is advocating the very thing against
which most protests have so far been
directed—the misuse of power.

The new stage follows the trend in
Europe and America where students and
others have started smashing and burn­
ing things.

I looked at and listened to the young
international protesters brought together
on a recent BBC programme, and almost
every week we have our own young dis­
senters on radio and TV. I got the mes­
sage loud and clear that they don't like
things as they are (who does?), but no
matter how hard I concentrated I couldn't
get a clue as to what they want in place
of what there is.

It is not to be expected that they show
us the blue print for the perfect society,
but it is stupid to smash and burn when
they have no clear idea of what they
want.

I did hear the phrase "participatory
democracy" a few times, but the explana­
tion of it seemed more like a description
of anarchy. Obviously, the students think
that they should be participants in some
new expression of society, but they won't
earn that right by violence.

He tells that when he was married,
in 1914 to Susan Shields, on a Laun­
ceston Show Day, they went for their
honeymoon to Georgetown by river
ferry, which became fogbound all night.
To add to their discomfort, J.P. deve­
loped a bilious attack. But this was
only a minor handicap that J.P. over­
came to serve his Lord. Peritonitis left
him with a limp that never keeps him
from the Table of the Lord, and he
overcame a serious speech impediment
to be one of the most acceptable presi­
dents at the Lord’s Table. Many have
been deeply moved by his words of deep
devotion to Christ.

Dr. James Black tells of an absent­
minded minister who was given a packet
of nasturtium seeds to plant in his gar­
den. He carried that packet around for
so long, the seeds broke loose and
wherever he went he left behind him
a splash of colour in his parish. A good
man, it is said, does more for the
Kingdom of Heaven by having a hole
in his pocket through which seeds of
unconscious blessing may fall to bring
brightness to other lives, than preach­
ing. Most of us have been, consciously
or unconsciously influenced by the ex­
ample of good men. “The perfume of
holiness travels even against the
wind.”

James Portrey Foot, of Launceston,
is a man with holes in his pocket. He
was already something of a legend when
the writer first made his acquaintance
10 years ago. Many ministers had
spoken affectionately of him as a be­
loved elder of the church at Margaret
Street, Launceston. At the age of 78 he
is still an active and honoured servant
of Jesus Christ.

James Foot was baptized in 1908 in
an independent mission church, now a
Baptist church in Launceston. He be­
came associated with the Churches of
Christ during the Griffiths Mission in
that city at which more than 200 con­
verts were added to the congregation in
1913.

He never sought honours, yet he was
destined to serve the Tasmanian
brotherhood in many capacities, filling
almost every executive office in the
State Conference, president, secretary,

LIBERAL PARTY DEATH KNELL
(London). The death knell for the

Liberal Party in South Africa is ex­
pected within the next two weeks when
the Prohibition of Improper Interfer­
ence becomes law.

In a letter to "The Times,” Alan
Paton, the distinguished novelist who
is national president of the party, ex­
plains that it can no longer continue
as a political organisation of people of
different race groups. It will also be an
offence for any person to address a
political meeting if the majority of
those present belong to a race other
than his own.

According to Mr. Paton, the Liberal
Party was based on "the principle of
non-racialism ... Its membership was
fully representative of all the people
of South Africa, and equally represen­
tative were its committees, from the
lowest to the highest, and during these
15 years there was never any division of
opinion on racial lines.”—E.P.S.

A piece of homely philosophy enjoins
us not to withhold approbation from
any man until he lies with snowy lilacs
on his brow, because he cannot read
his tombstone when he is dead. So we
take pleasure in paying this tribute to
one of God’s good men who has a
hole in his pocket through which
seeds of blessing sometimes fall. But J.
P. Foot is neither absentminded nor in­
active. May he live long to enjoy the
tributes of grateful ministers.—C.J.R.

OPEN FORUM
THE CHURCHES OF CHRIST

AND BAPTISM
To the Editor,

A note on the back page of pamph­
let Nos. 156-157, states “that the opi­
nions expressed are the author’s.” In
view of this, what has been stated by
the writer, M. J. Savage, may, or may
not be, the .teachings of the Church
of Christ on baptism, even supposing
that body to be, as the author seems to
regard it, a denomination (page 12).

The whole question should be decided
by what those who were especially
ordained spoke with authority.

We shall find a unity in their teach­
ings, and no suggestion of “fluidity or
flexibility” as Mr. Savage says existed
in the New Testament period.

Paul, writing to Christians at Cor­
inth, urged them to "all speak the
same thing—perfected together in the
same mind and judgment.” He asserts
in Galatians that what he preached
was essentially the same as the other
apostles.

He informed the Ephesian Christians
that certain gifts had been given to
various men for the specific purposes.
(4: 12-16).

The writer to the Hebrew Christians
refers them to the instructions given
to Moses when about to build the taber­
nacle, implying the same attention to
detail in the substance as was required
in the shadow, and Heb. 13: 8 excludes
any suggestion of change over the
years.

As we accept the writings of the
N.T. as a reliable source of informa­
tion, are we inferior to those early
disciples that we cannot “grow in grace
and knowledge” as they did ?

The writer of the pamphlet mentions 
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that in a book on baptism of some 400
pages, the author Alexander Campbell,
only devotes about 22 pages to a study
of the design of baptism. (Not a small
allocation when we consider Mr. Sav­
age deals with the whole subject in
14 pages 1). However, Campbell concludes
the first chapter on the design of bap­
tism with these words: “From the ex­
press authority and evidence of apostles
and evangelists, without any inferential
reasoning, we feel constrained to con­
clude that the baptisms of this New
Testament, both of John and Jesus,
were for the true, real, and formal
remission of sins through faith in the
Messiah and a genuine repentance to­
ward God.” Is this the teaching of the
Church of Christ (N.T.) regarding the
Christian ordinance of baptism ?

TELEVISION PROGRAMMES
The Honorable Mr. A. S. Hulme,
Postmaster General,
Parliament House,
Canberra.

The Board of Officers of this church
express grave concern at the low moral
and ethical standard of many TV pro­
grammes being introduced into such a
vast number of. homes in the com­
munity through the A.B.C.

Much of the objectional material.
seems to come from English sources
either as complete programmes and
series or as plays. A particular example
of the former is the series “Till Death
Us Do Part.”

Recent episodes have featured as their
theme sex before marriage, and whether
God would take time off from creat­
ing the universe to help paper a living
room. The great Australian (?) adjec­
tive is used liberally to tie each epi­
sode together. An example of the other
type of. play is summed up by the
“plug” of the hostess, following a spicy
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trailer, we quote—"Adultery is Adult
Comedy.’’

It will be argued that these pro­
grammes have some merit in that they
provide evidence of the causes of a
“sick society,” and life as it is lived
as a result. However, it is the opinion
of this board that its introduction into
Australia, particularly over such a wide
medium, is far more dangerous to the
Australian way of life than, say, Foot
and Mouth disease. A country can
recover from an outbreak of this dis­
ease, but only history will tell whether
a nation can recover or survive when
suffering from moral and spiritual decay
of which this type of programme is a
symptom.

We feel that it is the responsibility
of Governments, national cultural and
educational institutions (including the
A.B.C.  and commercial radio/T.V.) along
with the Church, to recognise the symp­
toms of moral and spiritual diseases
In other places and to prevent them
damaging the Australian way of life.

It is possible that you are not fami­
liar with these programmes thus would
you please have them investigated and
let us have your opinion on their suit­
ability.

We look to our national leaders to
protect our society from this danger
and pledge our support for any pre­
ventive programme they may intro­
duce.

BOOKS
“FEELING KIND OF TEMPORARY"

By Frank Edmund See (Fleming H. Revell, New
York). S. John Bacon, Melbourne, Aust.).
Popular preachers usually come up with books of ser­

mons. Then comes one who passes up the sermons and
writes essays, and makes one wish for some of his sermons
also ! This is such a book from the pen of the Senior Minis­
ter of the First Christian Church, Tulsa, Oklahoma, U.S.A.
It is his first book and, we hope, the beginning of many
more.

Frank See has rare gifts of putting sentences together.
He opens every chapter with a vivid description of some­
thing he has seen in his travels abroad including his jour­
ney to American Forces abroad. As for the titles, one, simply
has to read the essay- to see what it could possibly be all
about ! Dr. See does not try to cover up when he confronts
his American people with the world situation, particularly
where starvation confronts the affluent society in so many
places. In one place he says, “We have humanised God and
made him an ardent supporter of the American way of
life.”

The book is fich in story and apt quotations from a mind
stocked with a literary appreciation. Frank See does not try
to explain away things, for instance in “Hero in a Bed­
stead” he looks at human suffering and shows how to
handle it with courage and faith. He writes to the famous
and blithely asks for their favourite text of scripture, tells
their story, and then preaches from the text!

This is a book for ministers who want to read the work
of a craftsman; and it is for the average reader who is will­
ing to be disturbed in confrontation with a world which
can never be viewed through rose coloured glasses. It is a
book which gives the reader a sense of the rocklike realities
which make up faith in God and Christ.

It was a privilege to visit the great 3500-member church
at Tulsa, and to learn to love and appreciate Frank See.
He is a tireless pastor, a preacher of outstanding ability,
and a man with a message.

That title deserves a word. Frank See believes that man
is as eternal as the God who made him, but -the wretched­
ness of man’s inability to cope with himself suggests that

at best he is pretty "temporary” in the place where God
has placed him.

This is a good book, and it’s worth buying; in fact, any
church board will do their minister a favour in purchasing
it for him !—E. P. C. Hollard.

NO GRAVEN IMAGE
By Elizabeth Elliott (Hodder & Stoughton). $2.30.
Elizabeth Elliott is the author of “Through Gates of

Splendour,” the story of the death of the five missionaries
who were murdered by the Auca Indians in Ecuador. One
of these men was her husband. I have just read Mrs. Elliott’s
first novel “No Graven Image” and I find it provocative.

“No Graven Image” is an excellent novel based on the
experience of a single lady missionary in her first term
amongst the Indian village people of the high Andes. It
is an excellent story of her courage, perseverance, earnest­
ness, disappointment and rediscovery of her task as a mis­
sionary. It discusses the dangers of putting people into cate­
gories, of writing home letters which people want to read
(rather than the truth), and the shallowness which is pos­
sible even at a conference of Christian workers. Essentially
the book describes a struggle for Miss Sparhawk to separate
the romantic side of missionary life from reality. She not
only had to rid herself of the romance of adventure, suc­
cess and victory; she also had to see that there was danger
in romanticising hardship, tragedies and disappointments.

To my mind, one of the advantages of the book, is that
although as a novel it is complete, the questions raised are
not all neatly answered. There are always unanswered ques­
tions and problems in the life of any Christian worker.
Whether he is in Australia or a primitive missionary situa­
tion, there will be trials and triumphs, disappointments and
victories. The successes do not usually outnumber the fail­
ures. Hence it is important to know what is our purpose in
seeking souls for God as Christian workers. Is each con­
version or transformed family to be an encouragement to
us, a triumph which will inspire us to do great things for
God ? What if there are no successes? What if we preach
and no one listens? Do we pack up and move to another
more fruitful scene? The book suggests that success is only
one of the graven images that a Christian worker may
worship.

This is a book which can be quickly read, but not
easily forgotten once it is finished. I found it a shattering
experience. It should be compulsory reading for every Chris­
tian worker.—Barry Jenkins (India).

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• N.S.W. CONFERENCE SERMON
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By MAURIE H. A. PIEPER

It was Easter Sunday in the year
1906. Like many other ministers in the
city of San Francisco, Charles Reynolds
Brown preached that day to crowded
congregations. Years later, speaking of
that particular Sunday, as he lectured
at Yale University, he said: “How dif­
ferently I would have preached, if I
had only known that many of those
who listened to me that day were hear­
ing their last message from God’s
Word !” History records that the great
San Francisco earthquake and fire on
the following Wednesday ushered hun­
dreds into eternity without another
chance of hearing the gospel message.

Such an experience underlines the
urgency and challenge of the Word
of God for every one of us I
It is imperative that Christians live

each day as though it were their last
opportunity to declare their faith in
Jesus Christ. Christian, live fully for
him now ! You have no mortgage on
time I

The urgency and challenge of his
Word for Christian and sinner alike in
this hour is gathered up in the testi­
mony of the apostle Paul to the people
of Rome when he declared: "I am not
ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it
is the power of God unto salvation
to every one that believeth.’’ (Rom. 1:
16).

1. JESUS CHRIST—THE GREATEST
PERSON WE CAN EVER KNOW
It is clear that Paul meant it when

he said that he was not ashamed of
Christ. He had preached Christ in Tar­
sus, the city of his own birth and edu­
cation; in Jerusalem, the world’s holy
city; in Damascus, one of the world’s
most ancient cities; in Ephesus, the
great temple city of the goddess Diana;
in Athens, the city of the philosophers;
in Corinth, the corrupt city. And now,
as he gives his testimony, he looks
across the blue waters of the Ionian
Sea eagerly anticipating the time when
he will preach Christ in Rome, the city
of the Caesars. Paul’s consuming passion
is to preach Christ!
(A) CHRIST IS THE LORD OF

ETERNITY
This is the Lord of whom Paul says

in his letter to the Christians of Colos-
sae that, "he is before all things” (Col.

(Mr. Pieper is minister at Gatton,
Old., and is President of Queensland
Conference).
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1: 17), and of whom it is testified in
the letter to the Hebrews that he is
“the same yesterday, today and for
ever.’’ (Heb. 13: 8).

(B) JESUS IS THE CREATOR AND
SUSTAINER OF THE UNIVERSE

He is there in the opening sentence
of scripture when we read in Genesis
1: 1 that “In the beginning God
created.” He is the One of whom the
Holy Spirit declares that “by him were
all things created, that are in heaven,
and that are in earth, visible and in­
visible, whether they be thrones, or
dominions, or principalities, or powers:
all things were created by him, and for
him.” (Col. 1: 16).

There is no room for the theory of
evolution here! No suggestion of a single
cell of life coming up out of the pri­
meval ooze and changing from one form
of life to another until at last man
emerges !

(C) CHRIST IS KING OF AN
EVERLASTING KINGDOM
Almost 150 years ago one of the

greatest conquerors of all time, stand­
ing on his rock prison in the mid­
Atlantic and contemplating his
approaching end, declared: “I die before
my time. My body will be given back
to the earth to be done with as men
please, and to become the food of
worms. Such will be the fate of him
who has been called the Great Napo­
leon ! What an abyss there is between
my deep misery and the eternal king­
dom of Christ.”

(D) JESUS IS GOD REVEALED IN THE
FLESH

This One who spans eternity also
stands in the stream of time and human
history. The apostle John declares that
"the Word was God” (John 1; 1) and
that "the Word was made flesh.” (John
1: 14). Here is the grandest and most
glorious truth of all about Jesus Christ
who is the centre of God's revelation
to us and the greatest person you can
ever know! God coming in the form
of our flesh to rescue us from the con­
demnation of sin and give us eternal
life.

2. THE MESSAGE OF THE GOSPEL
JESUS CHRIST—THE GREATEST
MESSAGE WE WILL EVER HEAR

(A) This message tells us of the great
miracle by which Christ came into
the world.
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I believe as the Bible says that Jesus
Christ was conceived by the power of
the Holy Spirit in the virgin Mary and
was born of her. That in this fashion
God became flesh and dwelt among
men, being tempted and tried in every
way as we are, yet remaining pure and
without sin.

(B) This message tells us of the great
miracles wrought by Jesus Christ
during his earthly ministry.

It tells how he walked on the turbu­
lent sea and commanded it to be still.
It tells how he fed the 5,000 with five
barley loaves and two small fish; how
he gave sight to the blind, cast out
demons, made the deaf hear, the lame
walk, cleansed the lepers, and raised
the dead to life again !

And the Holy Spirit says through the
apostle John that these miracles are
recorded that our faith in Jesus Christ
as the Son of God should be confirmed
and that believing we might have life
through his name.

(C) This message tells of the authori­
tative teachings of Jesus Christ.

The systems and schemes and philoso­
phies of men have blossomed and with­
ered and disappeared like the leaves
of the forests, but in the words of
Jesus are evergreen ! He never wrote a
line—save on one occasion in the dust
—yet the words that he spoke have
brought more hope and joy and right­
eousness into the world than all the
sayings of all the wise men of all the
ages.

There is no saying of Jesus which is
obsolete! There is no word of Jesus
which needs revision ! Even his enemies
had to admit that, “never man spake
like this man.” (John 7: 46). And Jesus
himself declared, “my words shall not
pass away.” (Matt. 24: 35).

(D) This message tells us that Jesus
Christ died on the Cross of Cal­
vary, that he was buried in a tomb,
and that he rose again.

Jesus Christ shed his blood on the
Cross for our sin. He paid the price
of sin for every one of us. He became
sin for us. And his resurrection from
the dead is the sign and seal of his
power to give us everlasting life.

It is fashionable these days for some
theologians and others to discount and
discredit the teachings concerning the
virgin birth, the miracles, the power of
the Saviour’s shed blood, and his physi­
cal resurrection. The facts of the gos­
pel are measured by the puny minds of
men and rejected because they are too
great to be absorbed by human reason

. alone.
Just recently I was reading the com­

ments of one writer who obviously did
not believe in the bodily or physical
resurrection of Jesus. He claimed that
our eternal life does not depend on
various doctrines including that of the
resurrection but rather on the forgiving
grace and loving purpose of God.

But if the doctrines of the virgin
birth, the blood of Christ, the bodily
resurrection, and others are dispensed
with then the whole framework of our
faith falls, for it is through these that

OUTREACH CHURCHES
THREE DIRECTORS FOR A.C.C.
DIVISION

The Australian Council of Churches
has appointed three directors to handle
the work of its Division of Inter-Church
Aid, Refugee and World Service.

The division is responsible for an
overseas aid programme of about
$750,000 annually and the bringing to
Australia of refugees and needy mig­
rants.

Each of the directors will have over­
all national responsibility for an area
of work.

The Rev. E. H. Arblaster has been
named Director of Inter-Church Aid;
Dr. Laszlo Benyei as Director of Re­
settlement; and Miss Elsie Needham as
Director of Integration.

The appointments follow a review of
work by the Division.

The Rev. Harvey L. Perkins, who
has been the division’s secretary since
1965, resigned at the beginning of May.
He is now full-time Secretary for Inter­
Church Aid and Mission for the East
Asia Christian Conference, a regional
ecumenical organisation. For the pre­
sent he will work from Sydney.

UNUSUAL OFFERING GETS
RING(ING) ENDORSEMENT

(Chicago, HI.). What does a church do
when a diamond ring appears in the
offering plate one Sunday morning ?

That was the quandary faced by the
board at Villa Park Christian Church,
southwest of Chicago. The decision was
to advertise the item in their church
newsletter and in the local newspaper.

When no one claimed the ring th-y
decided to place it in the church safe
deposit box for a year.

The year ended and still no one had
inquired about the ring. So this month
it was sold for $85 and the money
added to general church funds.

Richard King, the pastor, told the
final chapter of the story in the news­
letter and inquired, “Anyone else have
any valuable jewellery for the offering
plate?”

WHERE THE ACTION IS
(St. Louis, Mo.). Christian women

ought to be where the action is —
participating with men in all aspects of
church life and attacking social prob­
lems head-on.

More “involvement” of women—not as
females but as competent and con­
cerned persons—emerged as a clear ob­
jective in a Consultation on Women
in the Church by the Christian Churches
(Disciples of Christ).

(Indianapolis, Ind.). The United Chris­
tian Missionary Society has spent nearly
half a million dollars this decade in
establishing new churches outside the
United States.

The major agency of the Christian
Churches (Disciples of Christ) reports
the spending of $486,390 since 1960, over
half of it in Puerto Rico. Assistance has
also been given to Hong Kong, the
Congo, Jamaica, Mexico, India, the
Philippines, Japan, Okinawa, Thailand,
Argentina, and Paraguay.

FORMER MISSIONARY FASTS
(London). The Rev. Merfyn Temple,

former Methodist missionary in Zambia
who is now secretary of the country’s
Land Settlement Board, began a fast
on May 21 in Westminster Abbey to
protest against the wealth of the
Church in the face of world poverty.

“I don’t know how long I can hang
on, but I hope it will be a week or
10 days on water and orange juice,”
he said.

“In a world in which the rich get
richer and the poor get poorer, I have
come to believe that all the money
raised in the churches for the world’s
poor is worth nothing unless at the same
time the Church declares its intention
to sell all that it has and give it to the
poor,” he said.

He advocated “melting down of gol­
den candlesticks and silver plate and
using the money from their sale to
send pig breeders to assist the poor in
Zambia, and rat catchers to Bihar, and
guerrilla priests to Guatemala.”

During his current stay in Britain
Mr. Temple has chaired the group
which produced the recent Haslemere
Declaration, a radical approach to the
problem of world poverty.

Appointed a Methodist missionary to
Northern Rhodesia in 1943. Mr. Temple
taught at the Kafue School, established
the first rural training centre in North­
ern Rhodesia, and worked at the Chris­
tian Literature Society before he was
asked by President Kenneth Kaunda to
become deputy director of the Zambia
Youth Service in 1964.—E.P.S.

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FUND FOR ABORIGINES
The secretary of the A.C.C. Division

of Mission (the Rev. F. G. Engel) has
advocated creation of a national fund
of at least $200,000,000 to compensate
Aborigines for land taken from them.

Addressing the Federal Council for
the Advancement of Aborigines and
Torres Strait Islanders. Mr. Engel made
a strong plea for Aborigines to be recog­
nised as people entitled to their own
land, culture and customs.

Mr. Engel said the national land fund
should be established to break down
widespread paternalism of whites and
the dependency of Aborigines.

Describing the taking of the Abori­
gines' land as “the greatest act of
piracy,” he said it was now possible to
assess exactly how much the lands
taken from them should be valued at.

Mr. Engel said the $200 million fund
would indicate clearly to the Aborigines
and the world that Australians were no
longer prepared to imagine that the
comforts of civilisation or access to
social welfare benefits or maintenance on
a government settlement were adequate
compensation for a continent, and the
disruption of a total, stable way of life.

“Such a fund would be used to pro­
vide finance for the education of every
Aboriginal child, recognising that with­
out adequate financial support their
families cannot afford to keep them at
school long enough, nor let them pro­
ceed to higher education,” he said.

He said the fund should be estab­
lished by Federal Government action
and administered by trustees or a
grants commission, the membership of
which would be Aborigines, or include a
majority of Aborigines.

and loving purpose of God. I believe
that if you will come to grips with the
truths of the gospel message through
the power of the Holy Spirit then they
will grip you and you will know that

You may remember the story of
General Lew Wallace. He was at one
time an unbeliever. On one occasion
he was travelling in a train -with the
noted infidel, Colonel Ingersoll. Said
General Wallace to Colonel Ingersoll, “I
think an interesting romance could be
written about Jesus Christ.” "Yes,”
Ingersoll replied, "and you are just the
man to write it. Pull down the prevail­
ing sentiment as to his divine nature
and paint him as he was—just a man
among men.” In the process of writ­
ing, General Wallace found himself
facing an unaccountable man. The more
he studied the life of Jesus, the more
he was gripped by him until at length
fully persuaded of Christ’s deity he was
constrained to cry like Thomas of old,
"My Lord and my God.”

The book that Wallace gave to the
world was none other than the glorious
account of Christ under the title of
"Ben Hur.”

3. The experience of new life in Christ—
the greatest experience you will ever
have.
“I am not ashamed of the gospel of

Christ: for it IS the power of God unto
salvation to every one that believeth I”

On one occasion the famous preacher,
Dr. Harry Ironside, noticed a man in
his congregation writing a message on
a slip of paper. A little later the note
was presented to Dr. Ironside by one
of the ushers. It was then that Iron­
side discovered that the man who penned
it was an agnostic named Arthur
Lewis. The note contained a challenge

to a debate on "Agnosticism v. Chris­
tianity.” The preacher read the note
aloud to his audience and then said,
“I will accept on these conditions. Mr.
Lewis must bring with him one man
who was an outcast of society but
who is now wonderfully changed by the
message of unbelief. And he must also
bring one woman who was a stranger
to purity but is now living a pure and
holy life as a result of the message of
agnosticism. And I will bring one hun­
dred men and women who were just
such lost souls, but who have been
marvellously transformed by the gos­
pel of Jesus Christ and have found new
life and joy in him.”

This was too much for the agnostic
who made a quick and silent depart­
ure 1

The final proof of the gospel’s reality
as it is centred in Jesus Christ is its
power to transform your life. Christian,
are you living in the power of Christ ?
The first Christians when called in ques­
tion concerning their faith declared,
"we are his witnesses of these things;
and so also is the Holy Spirit, whom
God hath given to them that obey
him.” (Acts 5: 32).

A boat was leaving for a distant land.
On board was a group of soldiers going
to fight a war in that land. They stood
at one end of the deck leaning over
the rail as a great crowd gathered
below to bid them farewell. On the
other end of the deck, and also look­
ing down on the wharf was the lone
figure of a young man going as a mis­
sionary to that same country. Only one
man, his father, stood below him on
the wharf. As the crowd waved to the
soldiers they cried, "Give them hell,
boys, give them hell!” The father of
that missionary looked up into his son’s
face and said, “My son, you give them
Jesus Christ; you give them Jesus
Christ!”

DEATH OF DR. FRY
(Geneva). The World Council of

Churches lost one of its top elected
officials with the death of Dr. Franklin
Clark Fry, 67, chairman of i:s 100-
member Central Committee. He died in
New Rochelle, New York, on June 6.

He had entered hospital on May 22.
When he learned that he was “gravely
ill,” he offered his resignation as presi­
dent of the 3.2 million-member Luth­
eran Church in America, largest Luther­
an body in the U.S.

Dr. Fry’s death is a serious blow to
the World Council of Churches, since
he was to preside at many business
sessions of the Fourth Assembly, which
opens in Uppsala, Sweden, on July 4.
He was preparing an address to the
Assembly at the time of his death.

Dr. Eugene Carson Blake, W.C.C.
general secretary, said: “Few church
presidents or bishops have had so great
an influence over so long a period as
had Franklin Clark Fry. He was elected
president of the United Lutheran Church
in 1945. Since 1954 he had been the
chief officer of the Central and Execu­
tive Committees of the W.C.C. His
leadership was widely appreciated by
churchmen in all our member churches;
and it is difficult to contemplate going
into the next period lacking his experi­
ence, his wisdom, his presence, and his
personal commitment and generous
loyalty to all the concerns of the W.C.C.
and the ecumenical movement as a
whole.”

MISSIONARIES TO U.S. SOUGHT
(New York). Approximately 70 Ameri­

can missionaries and leaders of churches
around the world are being sought to
work in U.S. ghetto and suburban areas
during the next seven months.

At the request of the United Pres­
byterian Church’s Council on Evange­
lism, a call has gone out for personnel
willing to take special temporary assign­
ments in America’s cities beginning in
June. The overseas churchmen will help
give a world perspective to interpreta­
tion of the report of the National Advi­
sory Commission on Civil Disorders,
which singled out white racism as the
major cause of racial unrest.—E.P.S.

FOR PAKISTANI FARMERS
(S.A.). The Australian Freedom From

Hunger Campaign is paying for a
Farmer Training Scheme at Baradl, East
Pakistan, in which more than 400 young
farmers and extension workers will be’
trained this year, said the chairman of
the Country Division (David Cowell) of
the S.A. Committee.

The campaign has provided $95,528 to
equip the training centre and to pay
for courses for the next three years.

The training scheme is part of an
irrigation project using waters from the
Ganges to re-settle 20,000 farmers on
productive farms.

MILLION DOLLAR CHRISTMAS
BOWL

"We make no apology for asking fcr
a million dollar Christmas Bowl,” said
the Rev. Edmund H. Arblaster, newly
appointed A.C.C. Director of Inter­
Church Aid, commenting on the recently
announced target of $1,000,000 for the
1968 Christmas Bowl to service the 1969
programme of World Christian Action
through Inter-Church Aid.

In figures published in "A Factual
Study of Asia,” Rycroft & Clemmer,
1963, Australia was reckoned to have
one hospital bed per 90 inhabitants of
the country; Hong Kong one bed per
500; Indonesia one per 1,300; Thailand
one per 1,580; India one per 3,060. These
figures, based on a U.N. report will not
be up to date now, but the proportions
have not changed radically. How can
we fail to be moved by the need in
these other countries?—A.C.C.

WEEK OF COMPASSION SPENT ON SOUP DIET
(Modesto, Calif.). No solid food for a

week: This was the pledge undertaken
by some members of First Chris’ian
Church here who were concerned by
the world hunger situation vividly
depicted prior to the “Week of Com­
passion.”

SOUTH AFRICA OUSTS ANGLICAN BISHOP
(Capetown). Anglican Bishop Robert

H. Mize of Damaraland, is being forced
by the government of South Africa to
leave the country.

A native of the United States, he is
the second Anglican bishop to be
expelled during the past year. Bishop C.
Edward Crowther, formerly of Kimber­
ley and Kuruman, was expelled in 1967.

Bishop Mize has headed the diocese,
one of the largest in the Anglican
Church, since 1960. For eight years his
residence in South Africa has depended
on temporary permits which ranged in

duration from three to six months. He
was informed by the Ministry of the
Interior early this year that his permit
would not be renewed after July 1,
when he is scheduled to leave South
Africa to attend the Lambeth Confer­
ence in London.

The Minister gave no explanation for
the expulsion but pointed out that the
Immigrants Selection Board had turned
down Bishop Mize’s application for per­
manent residence “and the department
cannot continue to allow you to sojourn
in Southwest Africa on a temporary
basis.”—E.P.S.

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ASIAN METHODIST REPLACES M.
(Geneva). A widely-known Asian

Christian leader who preached at the
First Assembly of the World Council of
Churches 20 years ago will give the
opening sermon of the Fourth Assembly
this summer, replacing the late Dr. Mar­
tin Luther King, Jnr., the assassinated
U.S. civil rights leader and minister.

The word “stewardship” has served a
useful purpose in stressing the Chris­
tian’s responsibility for the use of his
money, and especially for devoting a
reasonable part of it to supporting the
work of the Church.

This is a part of stewardship, but
only a. part, and not the basic part.
Actually, evangelism is a much more
fundamental aspect of stewardship than
finances are.

The parable of the talents, in which
certain servants (referred to as “stew­
ards”) are entrusted by their master
with varying sums of money for invest­
ment, is no more a parable especially
about money, than the parable of the
ninety-and-nine is a parable about
sheep.

Faithful stewardship of course in­
cludes the responsible use of money and
of everything else that we receive in
trust, but we should not shrink from the
meaning of that noble word by making
it apply only or chiefly to money.

What, then, is the greatest treasure
that has been entrusted to Christians
and of which they are the trustees
or stewards?

It is the gospel itself in all the full­
ness and richness of its meaning. This 

is the gift of God to men, for their
benefit, for use and application in all
their relationships, and for their sow­
ing at home and abroad.

MERGING TRAFFIC
Driving along our modern super­

highways at 50-60-70 m.p.h., we cannot
but be amazed at what the freeway
engineers have accomplished in speed­
ing up traffic and reducing hazards.
One striking phenomenon is the ease
with which cars come into the main
stream. No stoplights or slowing down
on the main flow, just a warning sign
MERGING TRAFFIC, and the oncomers,
biding their time in a parallel lane,
enter quickly and continue as part of
the procession.

There is another superhighway of
great significance, on which engineers
in Christian statesmanship have worked
devotedly for some time and now with
substantial accomplishment. We might
call it the Freeway of Ecumenicity. Many
of us can recall when each community
boasted of rival churches which graced
the cornel's of every intersection. Any
gestures of friendliness were like the
handclasps of boxers before the main
bout.

Crossing traffic was hazardous and
working into a main stream of unity
required infinite patience and forbear­
ance.

But just as we have adjusted from
the meandering dirt road to the one-
way limited access highway, so we are,
perhaps more reluctantly, accepting the
Council of Churches’ concept which
spells our Merging Traffic. Yes, we are
doing things together that as separate
denominations we were not equipped
to do. As yet we may not go all out
to help each other, but very little effort
is longer spent in decrying the beliefs
and practices of those we once thought
were lost souls.

JAPAN: THE TIMID GIANT
Now this “timid*’ giant is being en­

couraged to be conscious of his great­
ness. President Lyndon B. Johnson
stressed a “responsibility in partner­
ship” in speaking to Prime Minister
Sato of Japan when Mr. Sato visited
Washington, D.C., last fall. President
Johnson referred to our responsibility
as a powerful nation in the Far East.

What happened, then ? Mr. Sato re­
turned to Japan with an emphatic
appeal for the cause of national defence
and patriotism. Very important is the
fact that he did not and would not
call it a need for the defence of
liberty and democracy. He translated it
to the need for love of the land. Mr.
Sato’s government now' moves to streng­
then a reviving Japanese nationalism.

I am on the Social Work Committee
of the United Church of Japan (the
Kyodan) and take part in the formu­
lation of the social policy of the Kyo­
dan. From this standpoint, I would like
to tell you frankly of a serious prob­
lem we face in Japan. Very embarrass­
ing is the fact that America, whom we
acknowledge as the defender of demo­
cracy, is giving a helping hand to the
revival of a Japanese nationalism that
would erode the spiritual basis of demo­
cracy in our country.

WHAT IT MEANS TO BE LOVED
George F. MacLeod has said: "I simply argue that the cross be -raised

again at the centre of the market place as well as on the steeple of the church
. . . Jesus was not crucified in a cathedral between two candles, but on a cross
between two thieves; on the town garbage heap; at a crossroad so cosmopolitan
that they had to write his title in Hebrew and in Latin and in Greek (or shall
we say in English, in Bantu and in Afrikaans ?); at the kind of place where
cynics talk smut, and thieves curse, and soldiers gamble. Because that is where
he died. And that is what he died about. And that is where churchmen should
be and what churchmen should be about."

And if we do all this, what then ? Will it solve the problems that have
led to so many voices crying in the wilderness of despair and poverty?

I don't know. But I believe we are called, not to success necessarily, but
to faithfulness. I know, for example, that some years ago a minister brought
Negro and white young people together for a number of inter-racial camping
experiences. This minister, in his warmly human way, put his arms around many
a young person in a gesture of Christian love. During the Watts riots some of
those Negro young people, now a bit older, said they could not harm a white
person because in the face of every white person they met they could see the face
of that minister and those young people who a few years ago accepted them as
fellow Christians. One of them said, "Someone put his arms arcund me and I
knew for the first time what is meant to be loved."-^(United Church Herald.)

We have now been established at Pir

for the last five months and although
we have not witnessed any great
change in that time we have been gradu­
ally settling in to what promises to be
a rewarding work.

There are many difficulties. We minis­
ter to three villages comprising about
500 people in all. Situated in hilly
country, the outlying villages of Tem-
nung and Minung are only accessible
after a stiff walk over a slippery muddy
track. Like most new Guineans, the
people are friendly and happy in the
main, but overshadowed by fears and
taboos which inhibit normal life as we
know it. There is a mixed attitude to­
wards the gospel. In some quarters real
coldness is evident while in others there
seems to be a real interest growing.
Many of the young men and women
seem to be particularly reachable and
we look forward to being sufficiently
conversant with “pidgin” to launch a
discipleship class.

Rhonda has a vital contact with the
young women through a meeting held
after school on Friday afternoons. Some
of the younger mothers are showing the
influence of the mission upon their

He’s vitally with us today, what a
glorious truth. How dare we glibly make
vows to him and then fail to fulfill
them.

We have just seen the successful con­
clusion of a convention held at Asau.
The time was one of spiritual refresh­
ment for indigine and missionary alike.
At times such as these missionaries are
able to share in their mutual plans and
objectives and gain insight for the work
that lies ahead in the future. The indi-
gines learn to share with others of
differing tribal background and realise

Pir, Bunapas and Asau. The emphasis
was on the disciplined Christian life—
including the daily observance of dis­
ciplined life of prayer and Bible study.
Discussion was held on man’s attitude
to God and his fellows in the course
of which several of the indigines
showed a keen awareness of the im­
plications of the gospel.

There are reports that the B. & F.B.S.’s
production of the New Testament in
pidgin English is ready for press and
should be in our hands sometime this
year. While we have had the gospels
and some N.T. letters in separate vol­
umes this now means a complete N.T.
in one volume which will be most
eagerly received by all of us here.

thinking as evidenced by the careful
mothercraft they exercise even in con­
ditions that we would not consider alto­
gether hygienic. There are plans for the
men to get together to make bush tim­
ber playground equipment. These are
opportunities afforded us at this early
stage of having contact with them in
a real way even though faced with an
imperfect communication situation.

We just received a new supply of
mission box clothes and various odd­
ments that the people prize so much.
In a situation such as we face here.
it is always a great help where the
people have little money, to be able
to make available some needed article
of clothing, a bar of soap, or some
such necessity. We warmly and sin­
cerely thank all those who participate
in getting together these mission boxes.

We are feeling the need of utter and
selfless consecration to the Lord so that
we might redeem the time yet available
to us for our Master.

I particularly like the words of Han­
nah W. Smith, “I suppose that if when
we made our acts of consecration, we
could actually see him (our Lord) pre­
sent with us we should feel it to be a
very real thing, and would realise that
we had given our word to him. and
could not dare to take it back. Such
a transaction would have to us the
binding power that a spoken promise
always has to a man of honour. What
we need therefore is to see that God’s
presence is a certain fact always, and
that every word spoken in prayer is as
really spoken to him as if our eyes
could see him, and our hands could
touch him.”

How real our Saviour is to us and
yet how often we his people live as
If he were still in that garden tomb.
