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THE DUTCH DISCOVER MISSIONS
The heading is misleading. The Dutch have been supporting missions

to the extent of 20 million guilders a year. The Netherlands churches
have mission stations and missionaries in many lands.

What the Dutch have discovered is a new incentive for increasing
mission activity, and a new way of doing it.

After surveying world missions and their problems, and realising
that the missionary is a healer, teacher, and social worker as well as
evangelist, eleven Dutch churches sought the co-operation of service
organisations in a massive campaign. A fund raising committee invited
ten journalists and radio reporters to see the need at first hand and sent
them on a tour of mission fields in Africa, Asia, and Latin America.

The professional newsmen were impressed and the daily newspapers
printed long articles about mission stations and missionaries. Radio and
T-V stations presented hour-long programmes.

Plans were then made to visit the homes of the people on one special
night. A target of 20 million guilders was set. an amount equal to their
normal annual missionary offerings. When the night of giving arrived.
100,000 visitors called at the homes of Dutch Protestants. Before mid­
night. radio and T-V stations announced that the goal had been reached
and passed. The giving continued until nearly 30,000,000 guilders had
been received, nearly SAR.OOO.OOO.

The costs of the campaign were less than five per cent of the amount
received. It had been feared by some that a big response to this appeal
would reduce the amount of normal missionary giving. Instead, normal
mission giving is up by about 20%.

About half of the money will be used to meet the extraordinary
demands of the situation in Indonesia, where a great inflow of Christian
disciples requires pastors, buildings, hospitals, and training colleges.
Similar assistance will be given to other areas.

This result reminds us that we need not be timid in telling the
story of missions or in asking for sacrificial support. With the theological
turmoil inside the church, and the chaotic mess in the world outside, many
of us tend to think in terms of survival. If only we maintain what we
have we shall do well!

The early church would not have understood this attitude. It’s posi­
tion was much more precarious than ours. It did not think of survival
but of capturing the whole world for Christ. The Dutch have shown us
that daring advances are still possible.

UNUSUAL GRADUATION
On the A.B.C. radio programme. “A.M.". the other morning, it was

good to hear the familiar voice of Allan C. Male, the Director of Chris­
tian Education for our churches in Queensland.

He was being interviewed about the church and community pro­
gramme he is heading, and which is aimed at helping and restoring young
people who have been brought before the courts. Where the young people
were once sent to institutions or to an inadequate probation programme.
some of them are now obliged to attend a course which lasts for about
six months, but takes only a few hours a week.

The programme includes physical, social, and citizenship activities,
as well as personality developing sessions. It has the support and interest
of many competent leaders and influential organisations. It also has gov­
ernment financial support.

The occasion of the “A.M.” interview was the “graduation” of boys
at the conclusion of the first course. Mr. Male stated that so far there
had been a 100% response in that none of the boys had reverted to the
way of life that had brought them before the courts. “Of course ” he
added, “it may be that they haven't been caught!”

It is unlikely that this splendid achievement will be wholly main
tained but there is sufficient evidence to indicate that boys afo beitm won
over to a new set of values and a decent way of life. b

The Australian delegation, 20 strong,
were, characteristically enough, one of
the last to get themselves organised Into
ranks of four for the procession to the
Cathedral. The sun shone from a cloud­
less sky; the day was (for us) pleasantly
warm. If we stared a little at the range
of ecclesiastical drapery that swirled
around us kaleidoscopically, perhaps the
Father who remembers that we are dust
could smile at his children who, child­
like, still enjoy getting “all dressed up.”
As befitted representatives of those
“whose tradition is not to have a tradi­
tion,’’ Neil Gilmore and I wore the
uniform of the ministry of Churches of
Christ, the lounge suit, but in one case
at least, for this occasion, It had to be
a new one I

Just before 10 a.m. we set off, free-
step, to cover the several hundred yards
to the twin-spired red brick cathedral,
its entrance approached beneath a gold
and crimson canopy. Nearing the en­
trance there was a temporary pause
as a motorcade swept by, escorting King
Gustav VI Adolf to the service. As
Crown Prince, in 1925, King Gustav had
been a daily attender at the Stockholm
Life and Work Conference.

The procession had been marshalled
alphabetically by nations, so the Aus­
tralians were almost at its head. Every­
one except the official delegates were
already in their places, as we were
directed to our seats. Being among the
first, we were seated in the chancel,
in rows of chairs at right angles to the
altar. A modernistic composition for a
wind ensemble was played by musicians
garbed in a crimson gown, with bands
of yellow running from the shoulder.
To our left, and slightly behind us, was
the blue-robed choir. Facing us, in the
chancel aisle, and about 15 feet away,
sat the king, and to his left, and just
behind him were President Kenneth
Kaunda, of Zambia, and his lady, the
latter in national costume.

We followed our English order of ser­
vice as the O.T. lesson (Jer. 31: 31-34)
was read in German by Pastor Hans
Frei, the young international secretary
of the Old Catholics, a Swiss pastor
with whom I break my boiled egg every
morning at breakfast. A litany of thanks­
giving and supplication followed.

The service moved on. “Hear how, in
Jesus Christ, God’s new creation has
begun’’ introduced the N.T. lesson, the
Resurrection narrative, John 20: 1-23.
Then another hymn; the sermon; an­
them; the Apostles’ Creed; a prayer of
dedication for the Fourth Assembly
(“. . . Give us power to serve you in
this Assembly . . . Help us to see your
purpose for the world in which we
live . . . Remember for good the
churches from which we come ... re­
new in them a living confidence that
you can do more than we ask or think
. . .”); the Lord’s Prayer (each In his
native tongue); and a closing hymn.

The closing prayers had been led by
the Metropolitan Meliton of Chalcedon
in English; the Benediction pronounced
by Archbishop Josefson of Uppsala, in
Swedish; and the Postlude (Psalm 150,
the "Gloria in Excelsis’’ and “Veni
Creator Spiritus”) sung in Latin by the
choir.

Those who have heard Dr. D. T.
Niles, the Methodist leader from Cey­
lon, wifi not be surprised to hear that 

his address revealed his masterly exe-
getical gift. He used the passage Rev.
21: 5-6 as his text, in which appear the
words of promise which form the theme
of the Assembly, “I am making all
things new.” He spoke of the Divine
Promise. “That which is promised is the
complete and final fulfilment of what
is already available as present experi­
ence.” It is Christ who is now at work,
and it is Christ who wifi bring all things
to their appointed end. He selects whom
he wills as the “sign bearers’’ of his
mercy. We must discern what the Cross
makes possible. “We must be alert to
hear the cry, which rises from the
ground, of the blood which has been
shed of man by brother-man . . . and
hear the divine response to that cry.”
(Gen. 4: 10).

The divine promise produces The
Believing Community which is character­
ised by worship. “Is not formal worship,
some ask, an irrelevant waste of time ?
Perhaps it can be so construed. For
candles and flowers are as irrelevant as
the song of birds; hymn and chant are
as non-utilitarian as a lover’s kiss;
prayers and litanies are just words —
cheap as children’s smiles. And yet, that
is the whole point of it—that we who
are poor bring to God who lacks noth­
ing that which costs us nothing to bring,
but which expresses to him our faith and
devotion; and before the world, our
dependence . . . This service . . . rep­
resents the essential posture of this
Assembly.”

The story which the Bible tells is one
of God’s Universal Design . . . “the
story of the nations—the migration of
peoples, the rise and fall of empires, the
human community in its struggle for
peace and justice, societies in their
search for power and freedom . . . and
wedged within this story is the story of
Israel through which God makes him­
self known as the God of all people . . .
When Jesus arrives the story climbs to
its climax” in the universal com­
munity of the Church. But the end is

Uppsala Cathedral

The Australian Aborigines as they are
known today’, the original human in­
habitants of this continent, possibly mig­
rated here from South East Asia, be­
tween 10,000 and 20,000 years ago. It
was the husbands' duty to provide food,
which they obtained through their skill
as hunters. There was little time for
laziness and their tribal customs called
for strict discipline. They were a deeply
religious people.

In 1616, Dirk Hartog landed on the
West Coast of Australia. He was the
first known European to set foot here.
In later years, England began using

Australia as a convict settlement. Re­
ports regarding prison conditions in
Australia in 1770, state, because of the
scarcity of food, each prisoner received
only one meal per day and three
pints of water per day for all drinking
and washing requirements.

We only have to read English his­
tory of those days to know the ghastly
conditions of the English prisons. In
that civilised country with hundreds of
years’ tradition behind it, Mrs. Eliza­
beth Fry in 1813, still found 300 young
girls held because of minor crimes, and
hardened criminals, herded together and

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crammed Into windowless rooms. Many
had babies with them. The bedding con­
sisted of a little dirty straw and a few
rags.

Along with the advent of the white
man to Australia, came this so called
civilisation. In this same year of 1813,
Blaxland, Lawson and Wentworth found
their way across the Blue Mountains.
In 1844 and 1845, Captain Charles
Sturt and John McDouall Stuart ex­
plored the dry interior of Australia.
White men had begun settling, fenc­
ing, farming and shooting. The best
grazing lands were claimed by them.
The buffaloes, kangaroos and emus were
shot or driven further inland into more
arid areas where their physical condi­
tion deteriorated. To survive, the semi-
nomadic tribes had to follow them,
necessitating travelling long distances.
The only alternative was to become
dependent on the white man and his
way of life.

What has the European race done
for the Australian Aborigines’ It has
inter-bred with them so that the chil­
dren although still possessing many of
the instincts of the full blooded Abori­
gines, are torn between the desire of
a former way of life and a desire for
European living, liquor, tobacco, soft
foods, bright lights and laxity. Many
are three parts white and only one part
native, yet they are still classed as
"Aboriginal" but have to “conform” to
white men’s ideas.

The Europeans have helped the Abori­
gines with medical skill and medicines.
Due to the white influence, leprosy is
under control, but venereal disease and
influenza have increased amongst them.
They have been taught motor mecha­
nics and how to cultivate land, plant
crops, and shear sheep, but how many
can own their own property? The
Native Welfare Department and mis­
sions have instructed a percentage of
the Aboriginal women in hygiene, cook­
ing, sewing and housekeeping because
they now have to live in houses, sleep
in beds, sit on chairs and eat at tables
using knives and forks.

God does not differentiate between
the races, but men do, and unless men
overcome this prejudice Australia will
have the same racial problems the
U.S.A. is facing at this present time.

These people are being forced to live
in third-rate houses, amid squalor,
because there is nothing better and if
there was, they couldn’t live in it be­
cause the majority have not been edu­
cated to a higher standard of living.
It is only because we have been reared
in a home environment by our parents
and they by their parents and trained
in the efficient organising and caring
of a home, that we are capable of cop­
ing in that situation. Without this
education, people are unable to become
"homemakers’’ and fulfil the require­
ments of today’s standard. This does
not mean we all must have exactly
the same standard of living. A labourer
on his income, cannot afford the same
as a professional or business man, but
the living conditions must be adequate.
School education needs to be encour­
aged, opportunity for advancement mus
be given, and general education is essen­
tial for better living, as well as con­
ventional type housing made availabi
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POVERTY
By GEORGE SMITH

There is an old saying that “half the
world doesn’t know how the other half
lives.” One of the many studies being
undertaken by various service groups
during 1968, which has been nominated
as Human Rights Year, is the question
of poverty. Such studies will enable a
few, at least, to know their neighbours.
In point of fact responsible citizens will
want to know.

“Poverty,” my dictionary says, “is the
condition of having little or no wealth
or material possessions”: it implies
“need, indigence, deficiency, dearth,
scarcity, lack of means of subsistence.”

John Stubbs says: “Poverty can often
be seen in an expression. It is in a
mother’s face, careworn, prematurely
aged and lined, with a brave but
•slightly baffled look. Poverty can be seen
in the stooped shoulders of a middle-
aged labourer, in the thin legs of a
poorly nourished schoolboy. Poverty can
be a smell—of clothing that is washed
without hot water and soap; of food
where there is no refrigerator; in the
dingy house of an old, or sick person
who receives inadequate care; in the
rooms of a family which has no access
to an outside area sb that nappies and
other washing must be hung in already
crowded rooms.”

For many years my vocation has taken
me amongst people who live in condi­
tions which are unsatisfactory and in­
tolerable. Situations where men, women
and children are deprived of the basic
necessities of life, namely adequate food,
adequate accommodation, adequate cloth­
ing and adequate fuel. These people have
entered into a grey world. Their chief
prospect in life is the constant battle
for bodily survival ... a battle which
denies them the promise of birth,
growth and development. These are
thwarted and frustrated by poverty.

The welfare worker comes to grips
with poverty as he sees it afflicting
individuals. He attempts to break through
the walls of poverty to enable the indi­
vidual to find a way of escape and to
apply his or her inherent skills to society
and to find a rightful place in the wider

world. The worker goes into each situa­
tion with a conviction that there is a
way out. No situation is so bad that it
cannot be bettered. To a certain extent
there may be a manipulation of the
environment, but a far greater empha­
sis is placed in the individual’s co­
operation and active participation in the
solution. Many people, in society's "sub­
merged group,” cannot solve their prob­
lems unaided. Living below subsistence
or at poverty level, they look for some­
one who understands and appreciates
their level of existence, and someone
who will walk with them at least for
some of the way until they are out of
the maze. Many of these people are cap­
able of goal-directed behaviour. But they
need someone who knows both the goal
and the direction.

Poverty is not only a matter of
material need. There are other areas
in man’s make-up which suffer depriva­
tion. Man is a tri-une being. He has a
body . . . but he does not live by bread
alone.

It is highly conceivable that having
accumulated as much wealth as . is
humanly possible, a man may be bank­
rupt in the more essential things of the
mind and of the spirit. J. D. Rockefeller
put it this way: “The poorest man I
know is the man who has nothing but
money."

What then is the answer to man’s
poverty of spirit ? Or perhaps it would
be better to ask: “Who then, is the
answer?” Is there one who is able to
break through the walls of poverty
within us and lead us out to take our
rightful place in God's economy ?

In Paul’s second letter to the Corin­
thians, chapter 8, verse 9, he says: “For
you know the grace of our Lord Jesus
Christ, that though he was rich, yet for
your sakes he became poor, so that by
his poverty you might become rich.”

I find this utterance totally inspiring.
Here was one who cared for our need,
our indigence, our deficiency. One whose
will and determination knew no bounds
to break through the walls of our
poverty that we in turn might find our­
selves, and apply ourselves to the highest
and the best.

The extent of this grace, of which
Paul speaks, and of our Lord's step from
what He was, and who He was and

where He was ... to what we are and
where we are ... is brought out in
Philipplans chapter 2 . . . “who, though
he was in the form of God, did not
count equality with God a thing to be
grasped, but emptied himself, taking
the form of a servant, being born in the
likeness of men. And being found in
human form he humbled himself and
became obedient unto death, even death
on a cross.”

Jesus said some remarkable things.
One which has challenged our thinking
is the beatitude of Luke 6: 20 . . .
“Blessed are ye poor, for yours is the
Kingdom of God.” Goodspeed translates
this verse: “Blessed are those who feel
their spiritual need.”

How difficult it is for men to measure
poverty in the realm of the spiritual.
Many feel they can get along quite well
without God. Human pride is a declara­
tion of independence of God. How hope­
less a position a man is in when he
declares there is nothing wrong with
him.

On some occasions I have had people
who lack nothing in this world's goods
admit how empty their lives are. Christ
came to lead us out of our emptiness
into a realm in which God rules.

AUSTRALIAN PRINCIPAL OF
RHODESIAN COLLEGE

The United College of Education, Bulu-
wayo, Rhodesia, has opened in tempor­
ary premises with Mr. W. G. McD.
Partridge of Adelaide as its first prin­
cipal. Mr. Partridge was formerly Prin­
cipal of the Hope Foundation Institution.
He went to Rhodesia from Australia
in 1946 under the auspices of the Con­
gregational Council for World Mission.

He has been responsible for significant
developments in African education.

The United College has come into
being through the co-operation of
churches in Rhodesia, the Rhodesian
Government and churches around the
world.

A building programme to the value of
$1,900,000 will begin shortly. Of this
amount $1,300,000 have been contributed
by churches overseas.

The Anglican, Roman Catholic, Luth­
eran, Methodist and Congregational
churched in Rhodesia are supporting the
college as well as the Church of Christ
and the Salvation Army.

GREEK CHURCH SENDS
DELEGATES TO UPPSALA

(Geneva). Dr. Eugene Carson Blake
and Prof. Nikos A. Nissiotis, general
secretary and associate general secretary
respectively of the W.C.C., conferred
in Athens with Archbishop Hieronymos,
Primate of Greece, concerning participa­
tion of the Church of Greece in the
Fourth Assembly of the World Council
at Uppsala, Sweden.

On June 14, the Holy Synod of the
Greek Church voted to modify its ear­
lier decision not to send delegates to
the Assembly. It appointed four of the
17 delegates to which it was entitled.

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OPENIWG AT UPPSALA (continued)
not yet. There is a sifting and a judg­
ment to take place. Christ, God’s "new”
event, will make even the "new com­
munity” new, as the parable of the
wheat’ and the tares suggests.

"Not only is it impossible (for us)
to say who are wheat and who are
tares, but also we do not know who
will be wheat and who will be tares on
the day of harvest. The possibility of
conversion is the heart of the gospel.
Hence the warning that we give up
attempting to distinguish between wheat
and tares, and simply put all our ener­
gies into tending the field.” God’s "new”
is an Eschatological Event.

But it is also a matter of Contem­
porary Obedience. "Only as we watch
can we serve a living God . . . Oh for
the eyes to see what God is doing and
how he is doing it. Oh for the courage
to move ...” Only as we allow our
very selves to be swept into the stream
which in God’s purpose will be tomor­
row’s flood” shall we find the way.

The eternal city, Dr. Niles reminded
us, is a secular city, with no Temple—
no one place specifically set aside for
worship. But we haven’t arrived there
yet! In our cities God is remembered
and forgotten, acknowledged and den­
ied. We must therefore maintain “the
testimony to God as God which is essen­

tial to the health of human living,”
Dr. Niles concluded.

“Should Jesus ask us now what we
would have him do for us (cf. Luke 12:
13) what would we ask ? Justice among
men I Yes. Freedom for all from fear
and want ! Yes. Peace between peoples
and reconciliation between individuals !
Yes. The unity of the Church and the
renewal of its mission! Yes.

But above all, would we not ask for
that which is the direct need of the
human heart, and which he alone can
supply ?

“Show us the Father, and we shall be
satisfied.”—H.F.G.

YOUTH POWER
The remark was made to me by one

of the other Australian delegates that
it is one of the sources of apprehen­
sion that so many men re-appear regu­
larly at Assembly after Assembly of
the World Council of Churches and its
major conferences for various purposes.

Wally Kusay was born at Mundubbtra,
Qld., in 1926, 15 years after his parents
arrived from Germany. As part of the
migration scheme his parents selected
“O Bil Bil.”

After some formal schooling. Wally
Kusay worked at bridge and dam con­
struction in the Dawson Valley and
Northern N.S.W. During his wandering
days he met May Wright and they were
married in Newcastle.

The Superintendent of the Georgetown
church. Will Fraser, wh're May had
been brought up in the Church of Christ,
had a large bearing on the life of this
couple.

With typical large heartedness and
singleness of purpose in serving Christ,
May was Superintendent of the Metho­
dist Church S.S. at Mundubbera and
Wai. was a teacher for three years.

During a visit to the Kusay’s farm
for only three days the impact of Will
Fraser’s personal witness was such that
Wai. felt a certain lack of his own
commitment. He was baptized in Mary­
borough in 1958.

For five years he was mainly respon­
sible for the total worship services at
Eidsvold, where Churches of Christ now
have a witness in the town. Eidsvold has 
6 (390)

a population of 1.000, with its main
support coming from the timber and
cattle industries. The services are
attended by about 14 in the morning and
30 at the evening. The church became
affiliated three years ago. All of the con­
gregation except th? Kusay and the
Morris families are dark folk.

Th? Federal Aborigines’ Board sub­
sidised the work and great things are
expected now that Lyle and Hazel Mor­
ris have commenced their ministry.
There is a great need for a mans? and
a hostel Prayer requests are made for
their facilities to be provided in the
n-ar future.

The Kusay family consist of Wally,
May. Ann, Jill, Chris and Steve. Their
whole approach and attitude to the
Kingdom of God is summed up in an
anonymous poem that Wai. claims is
one that has helped him greatly.

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point of view, and to plan how to get
it across to the delegates. A small
minority, mainly Europeans, advocated
"direct action,” but it would seem that
more moderate councils are still prevail­
ing.

Many of them marched behind the
official procession on the opening day,
and later issued a statement to all dele­
gates, which said, “We are making our
way to worship as we are, without the
trappings of grandeur. By participating
in the act of worship we recognise the
value of it, but we cannot happily
accept the structures which produce the
subsequent procession.”

On the floor of the Assembly there
was a successful move to seat two
"youth” representatives on the Nomina­
tions Committee, even though, constitu­
tionally, they must be found from
among official delegates. Vai Brown, the
secretary of the A.C.C. is encouraging
the delegates from Australia to meet our
own youth unofficially, to exchange
views, and to become informed of
youths’ outlook.

Miss J. Lawrence, a Negress from
Georgia, U.S.A., represented youth on the
panel which discussed, on the opening
evening, how God is to be seen at work
today. If Governor George Wallace can
feel that his brutal repression has God’s
blessing (she spoke calmly, but her own
brother had been killed by police who
did not stop to ask questions), surely
her generation, she claimed, could be
understood for believing that God might
be at work in and through situations
where violence does occur inevitably
(whatever the original intention may
have been), as the depressed groups of
the world struggle for equality and jus­
tice.

In his exciting address “The Mandate
of the Ecumenical Movement,” for
which he received a standing ovation,
Dr. Visser t’Hooft said, “However
vague the aspirations of this new gene­
ration may be the questions they raise
are real questions. Youth rightly ex­
pects answers . . . Behind it all there
lies the issue of the total orientation
of our civilisation. Youth performs its
historical mission of confronting us
brutally with the question of the mean­
ing of our common life . . . We did
not plan that this Assembly on the God-
given renewal of all things should be
held in the very year of explosive dem­
ands for radical renewal of society. But
now that without our doing, but not
without higher guidance, we are in that
unprecedented situation, we are bound
to make clear that He who will make
all things new at the end of time has
a word of hope and direction for all
those who look for renewal in the pre­
sent.”

Young people are performing many of
the lowly, but necessary tasks at the
Assembly, including those of hosts and
hostesses in the residential quarters, and
stewards for the meetings. Dr. Visser t
Hooft reminded us that Dag Hammar-
skjold was a steward at “Life and
Work,” Stockholm, 1925.

Over tire past 50 years, there has been
a remarkable increase in human know­
ledge. The late John F. Kennedy wrote,
“Condense, if you will, the fifty thousand
years of man’s recorded history into
half a century . . . About ten years
ago man emerged from his cave . . .
five years ago man learned to write.
Last month, electric lights and tele­
phones and automobiles and airplanes.
Only last week, nuclear power. And now
if America’s new spacecraft succeeds in
reaching Venus, we will have literally
reached the stars by midnight tonight.”

DISCIPLES AKE LEARNERS
Man has learned a great deal, and it

would seem there is no limit to his
accelerating capacity to learn. He is a
born disciple, for the word means “a
learner,” “a pupil.” He is a disciple of
science and technology. He is a disciple
of materialism and progress. He is a
disciple of culture and economics. He is
a disciple within the sphere of a hun­
dred and one things—but, with all his
learning, he still remains strangely ig­
norant in the school of spiritual values.
He is at one and the same time an
intellectual genius and a spiritual ignor­
amus. He is a fool. In 1863 an inventory
of basic social problems numbered 22,
beginning, alphabetically, with abolition
and ending with slavery. 50 years later
they numbered 26, beginning with admi­
nistration of public institutions for the
dependant and ending with urban
problems. Today they' number 90, begin­
ning with accidents and ending with
war. Albert Einstein once asked, “Why
does this magnificent applied science,
which saves work and makes life easier
bring us so little happiness?" The pro­
phet Jeremiah said of his people, “they
are wise to do evil, but to do good they
have no knowledge." (Jeremiah 4: 22).

Centuries later his words are still
tragically true of the human race.

What is the answer? How are we to
learn? We must recognise at once the
need for men to become disciples of
Christ. “Take my yoke upon you and

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learn of me . . . and ye shall find, rest
unto your souls.” (Matt. 11: 29). The
law is the “schoolmaster” by which we
are made aware of our sin problem, but
for the solution we need to graduate to
Christ. Jesus said, “I am the Truth.”
(John 14: 6). Christian discipleship is in
learning to know that Truth.

COST OF DISCIPLESHIP
But what of the cost? What is in­

volved? Where do we begin? One of
the things we are forced to accept today
is the fact that education is costly.
There is a price to pay, not only in
dollars and cents, but in time, in
energy, in devotion, and in consecrated
effort. It is a long hard road, and for
learning to be at all effective it must
be translated into experience. Should we
expect, then, that Christian discipleship
will involve none of these? On the con­
trary, Jesus makes it very plain that to
be his disciples involves self-denial and
complete renunciation. “Jesus said unto
his disciples, If any man will come
after me, let him deny himself, and
take up his cross, and. follow me”
(Matt. 16: 24). This involves the total
abandonment of life. To hold back a
part for yourself is disaster, for Jesus
goes on to say in the next verse, “for
whosover will save his life shall lose
it; and whosoever will lose his life for
my sake shall find it.”

At the end of the 14th chapter of
Luke’s Gospel, Jesus uses the vivid stories
of the man building the tower, and the
king going to war, to illustrate the
foolishness of not counting the cost
before entering into Christian disciple­
ship. In this passage the phrase “can­
not be my disciple” appears three times.
In verse 26—“If any man come to me
and hate not his father, and mother’
and wife, and children, and brethren’
and sisters, yea, and his own life also’
he cannot be my disciple,” in verse 27
—“And whosoever doth not bear his
cross, and come after me, cannot be mv
disciple,” and verse 33-“So likewise
whosoever he be of you that forsaketh
not all that he hath, he cannot be my
disciple.” Jesus leaves us in no donhtas to the cost. To be a disciple o
Christ you must lose yourself in him.

DISCIPLES OF CHRIST
But, the cost of discipleship is more

than self-denial, cross-bearing, and
renunciation. It also involves steadfast­
ness, and fruitfulness. In John 8: 31,
Jesus said to those Jews which believed
on him, “If ye continue in my word,
then are ye my disciples indeed.” We
need to go on learning. As more is
revealed to us by Christ, so we stead­
fastly endure. As we learn, so more is
expected of us, and as we continue to
learn, so the fruit is borne. “Herein is
my Father glorified, that ye bear much
fruit; so shall ye be my disciples” (John
15: 8).

"This I say therefore . . . that ye
henceforth walk not as other Gentiles
walk in the vanity of their mind, having
the understanding darkened, being alien­
ated from the life of God through the
ignorance that is in them . . . but ye
have not so learned Christ; if so be
that ye have heard him, and have been
taught by him, as the truth is in
Jesus.” (Ephesians 4: 17-21).

Yes, in these days, perhaps more than
ever before, the world needs disciples
of Christ. As Paul wrote to Timothy (2
Tim. 3: 1-7) we are in perilous days,
when men are “ever learning and never
able to come to the knowledge of the
truth.”

Dark, deep and complex are the
passions of human beings. Africans
generally have the reputation of being
happy, friendly, easy-going people, yet
not long ago in the Congo, and now
in Nigeria, senseless and cruel slaughter
is taking place.

Self-government and democracy did
not come easily to Africa. In nearly
every state democracy has broken down.
A glance at Africa reminds us that
democracy is a sophisticated system of
government, dependent more than we
tend to remember upon mutual trust
and toleration, and respect for order.
It can hardly endure when emotions take
charge.

Over most of Africa mutual suspi­
cions, bottled up for many years by
colonial rule, have been too deep and
strong. The detribalised coastal African
against the tribal African of the in­
terior; the educated, ambitious young
men against the bewildered, fearful
elders; language group against lan­
guage group. And the pickings of graft
and demagoguery have lain too ready
for the taking. (Some writers have
pointed out that democracy has never

worked successfully yet where there was
no middle-class).

The tensions have long been building
up in Nigeria. When the British left,
they had great difficulty in designing a
federal constitution that had a chance
of holding the country together. If made
too strong at the centre, it would be
likely to blow itself apart; if too decen­
tralised, it would disintegrate, the Bri­
tish feared, from centrifugal forces.
They compromised, but still have been
unsuccessful.

The Moslems of the northern region,
proud and conservative descendants of
Semetic peoples who came out of the
Sahara and imposed their emirates on the
negroes, have suspected the easy going
but radical Yoruba of the West—who
live in large cities and for centuries have
traded up and down the African coast.
Both have hated and resented the
Ibos—a vigorous, thrusting people who
came out of the jungles of the Eastern
Region with nothing to lose and every­
thing to gain by penetrating the society
of the West and North. In recent
years Ibos have advanced everywhere,
into positions in the civil service, the
police, the army and commerce. Their
political party even won seats in the
West.

Now the floodgates have burst. Im­
patient at the resentment against them,
the Ibos formed Biafra and tried to
break away from their neighbours.
Fierce and bitter civil war has resulted.

It is not for us to sneer: it is not
so many years ago in history that the
European Crusaders, on their holy mis­
sion, sacked cities and countrysides that
refused to be denuded of food. Is blind,
vengeful anger in Nigeria worse than
unfeeling cruelty in Vietnam? Or than
the systematic annihilation of the Jews,
or the cynical murders of Stalinism?

The African states have to grow into
stable political communities; and we
shall have to hope and pray that there
will not be too many Congos or Biafras
in the process. The more quickly the
African states become prosperous the
sooner they will be stable; but let us
hope they will develop into more sensi­
tive political communities than ours.
Meanwhile those of us who are in edu­
cation (and possibly many others) fre­
quently meet Africans touring Australia,
diligently seeking better to equip them­
selves for the devoted, difficult, conscien­
tious work they do in their homelands.
To meet them is to learn that not all
Africans are bitter and belligerent.

NEW WORK TEAM FOR NEW GUINEA
The Christian Men’s Fellowship of

Vic. and Tas. have announced plans for
the sending of a work team to our
mission area in New Guinea, probably
in June, 1969. It is expected that it
will have similar aims to the team of
young men from the Victorian C.Y.F.
and C.E. which went to the mission in
1967 and carried out much urgently
needed building work and construction
of airstrips, etc.

Sharing in the work and life of the
mission can be a great blessing to those
who go as well as an encouragement to 

the missionary. It also frees the mis­
sionary for the much more Important
task of winning souls.

Final details of projects to be tackled
are at present being worked out be­
tween the fellowship and the Overseas
Mission Board. As soon as finality is
reached on these matters a call for
volunteers will be made. Any further

NEW FAMILY CENTRE AT
ESSENDON

At least 12 years of waiting and plan­
ning came to fruition on June 30 when
the Mayor of Essendon, Cr. John Wil­
liams declared the Family Centre open.
Mr. Williams said that he was pleased
that this was to be called a Family
Centre as the basis of a good community
is a good family and anything which
would help to build families as a unit
is worthwhile.

The building was designed by R.
Drayton, of Drayton and Coleman, and
built by A. R. & N. R. Taylor and Sons
at a cost of $28,000. The centre was
planned so that it could be used for
many different purposes which will be
necessary in the on going church. With­
out very much effort the Centre can
be changed from a complete Bible School
unit to a Centre which will cater for
elderly citizens for meals, handcraft,
reading and community singing and the
like. Many cupboards have been built
into the Centre so that chairs and tables
can be stored away so that the main
hall can be used by boys’ and girls'
clubs without the nuisance of having
chairs in the way.

The Christian Youth Fellowship is
paying for the sound system which has
been installed throughout the Centre
and the Christian Men’s Fellowship is
donating the hall curtains. The C.WF.
have bought new crockery and equip­
ment for the new kitchen.

V. Quayle, immediate past minister
of Essendon, led the church in the
Centre’s dedication and after the decla­
ration by the Mayor. Mrs. B. J. Kemp,
the member of longest standing, opened
the door and about 300 people joined
in the inspection of the Centre and
afternoon tea.

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CHRISTIAN-MARXIST DIALOGUE
To the Editor,

Your A.C.C. report. (“A.C.,” May 18,
1968) of a “Christian-Marxist Dialogue”
raises the very important question of
what we mean by “Marxist.” The general
assumption that even this article be­
trays is that “Marxist” equals “Com­
munist” and this unfortunate assump­
tion must necessarily cloud any attempt
at a dialogue. The Communist Party
subscribes to the economic theories of
Marx which are grounded on the mis­
conceptions of Ricardo and Adam Smith
who prophesied a progressive worsening
of the condition of the working classes.
These theories are generally refuted by
modern economists.

Economics, however, are only one
aspect of Marx’s voluminous writings. In
the 1930’s Marx’s hitherto unknown
“1844 Manuscripts” were published.
These writings express Marx’s theories
of man’s alienation from his fellow man
and man’s alienation from himself. It
is these writings which have commanded
a vast following over the last 30 years
and which are pointedly ignored by tra­
ditional Communists. These are the
ideas of Marx which may profitably be
compared and contrasted with Christian
teachings. It is only if we limit our
term “Marxist" to exclude “Marxian
Economics” and “Marxian Politics" that
there will be any point to a “Chris­
tian-Marxist Dialogue.”

FROM THE BOWL
To the Editor,

I utterly deplore the attack on Mr.
H. C. Wheat accusing him of sectaria­
nism foreign to the Churches of Christ.
Those of us who know' Mr. Wheat know
that he is a true “Restoration” preacher,
who holds dear the principles of New
Testament Christianity. Unfortunately
there are too few like him. Furthermore
he is not alone in his query as to the
allocation of funds from the Christmas
Bowl Appeal. There are more of us who
are not content to applaud any act just
because it is done in the name of the
World Council of Churches. It is quite
immaterial whether 0.5% or 99.5% has
been given to our Orthodox "brethren”
(?). In past years allocations have also
been a cause of concern to many of us,
because over the years these “small"
portions amount to a large sum of
money. The advertisement each Christ­
mas extolling the Christmas Bowl Appeal
shows a hungry child with an empty
plate, and it is difficult to reconcile the
actual allocation with this advertise­
ment.

The criticisms of Mr. Wheat accuse
him of disregard for the sorry plight
of a "bleeding world.” This is both un­
christian and unfair. At Kingaroy we
have long had our reservations about
the Christmas Bowl Appeal. Therefore,
each year at Christmas we have our own
Christmas Bowl Appeal, and all pro­
ceeds are sent to our own overseas mis­
sionaries to help the needy and the
hungry. At least we know that 100%
of these donations are applied to the 

purposes for which they were intended.
In fact, such an appeal meets with a
readier response than the W.C.C. appeal.
It is a most deplorable criticism to
brand Mi'. Wheat or any of his sup­
porters as “uncharitable" because they
question the allocations of funds from
the Christmas Bowl. Rather I would
brand as “uncharitable” much of the
criticism so readily aimed at Mr. Wheat.

bursed for Christian service around the
world (this in addition to the small
amount of $3,500 which he mentions
went to Orthodox projects) ?

Why did he call the source of funds
“the (W.C.C.) Christmas Bowl 1967”?
In fact, the brochure he refers to is a
publication of the Division of Inter­
Church Aid, Refugee and World Service
of the Australian Council of Churches
(not the W.C.C.). Its sources of funds
are not only the Australian Christmas
Bowl Appeal but also the Freedom from
Hunger Campaign $50,000, the Inter­
national Refugee Year Campaign $80,906,
the Milk for India Appeal $25,108, the
Australian Council for Aid to Refugees
$1,000, and Community Aid Abroad $315.
Perhaps the paltry $3,500 came from
one or other of these sources!

Why did he not mention that Aus­
tralian Churches of Christ have an
understanding with the Australian
Council of Churches that no funds don­
ated by Churches of Christ are to go to
Orthodox projects?

Does he know' that our Western Indian
Churches of Christ (our mission field)
receive aid from other parts of the
world in similar inter-church Christian
aid programmes?

As the distribution of the Australian

Inter-Church Aid funds is a task of
the Australian churches through the
A.C.C.,  why did he not enquire of our
Federal Conference Executive on the
point of aid to the Orthodox, instead
of trying to score a point in the “A.C. ?

In the light of the above, I think it
is very difficult for Mr. Wheat to sustain
the propositions that “we openly sup­
port even to a small degree an institu­
tion such as the Orthodox Church” and
that people cannot be Christian who give
to the Christmas Bowl Appeal. Thous­
ands of us claim to be both Christian
and contributors to the Christmas Bowl
Appeal.—K. J. Patterson (W.A.).

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FOCUS ON BETHESDA HOSPITAL, W.A.

Bethesda Hospital is a 52-bed hospital, of Christian
emphasis and influence, located in delightful surroundings
and commanding lovely river views in Claremont, W.A. This
institution is run under the auspices of the Churches of
Christ in W.A. by a Board of Management made up of mem­
bers of the W.A. brotherhood serving in an honorary capa­
city.

It is financially self-supporting and is endeavouring to
provide a ministry of healing, combined with the preaching
of the gospel through its dedicated staff. Matron Hill, who
has been with the hospital 25 years has given sterling Chris­
tian service during this time and is a source of encourage­
ment and inspiration to all who come in contact with the
hospital.

In 1966 a new wing was completed and this modern
building is much in demand as patients appreciate the
rooms which look out over the broad expanses of the Swan
River. The hospital has modern up-to-date equipment and
has over the past two years maintained an average bed occu­
pancy of over 85%. Approximately 2,500 in-patients pass
through it's walls annually and over 1,600 operations are

performed in the theatres.
Just recently a Sanctuary has been added and this

little Chapel is available for any who care to meditate and
pray in a quiet worshipful atmosphere. Further property
adjoining has also been acquired and the Board of Manage­
ment has visions of one day erecting a multi-storey hospital
on this excellent site.

One of the features of the daily life of this hospital
is the broadcast of a Christian message by Matron every
day and all patients have the opportunity to tune in to
these moments of worship and meditation. Many have testi­
fied to the blessings received through this service.

Churches of Christ in W.A. are proud of their hospital,
which started some 25 years ago through the faith and
vision of one or two humble Christians who were able to
inspire others to bring their dreams to reality.

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(A special meeting of the Federal
Board of Christian Education, at which
all State Directors were present, was
held at Blackburn (Vic.), June 26-28.
The Board met to assess the position
in each State regarding the Federal
Board, Joint Board proposals on curri­
culum; to make decision regarding the
immediate future of the Board; to con­
sider their approach to Federal Confer­
ence in October and give thought to the
future structure and staffing of the
Board.

AS A CONSEQUENCE OF:
1. A careful analysis of the position

in each State revealing that whilst
there is a significant dissent to co­
operation in curriculum production with
the Joint Board of Christian Education.
the great majority of schools and
churches across Australia favoured such
partnership;

2. A re-examination of the possible
alternatives in curriculum production,
which included a re-appraisal of Stan­
dard Lesson Materials, the possibility
Of producing materials on our own and
the factors for and against co-operation
with the Joint Board;

3. The impossibility of continuing as
an economic entity with rising costs of
production and declining sales, together
with the staff requirements to produce
curriculum on our own;

THE FEDERAL BOARD DECIDED:
1. To re-affirm its decision taken at

the annual meeting in 1967, that “this
conference re-affirms the policy of the

Federal Board of Christian Education
producing lesson materials which reflect
tlie main stream of the theological
thinking of our Australian brother­
hood. We acknowledge that this mater­
ial does not meet with full acceptance
in every church and State Department.
We regret any departure from federally-
produced materials, at the same time
recognising the right of any church or
Department to use other materials.”

2. To present two motions to Federal
Conference; one seeking the approval
of conference to make an official
approach to the Joint Board of Chris­
tian Education to become a partner in
the Joint Board in the production of
curriculum materials, believing that edi­
torial rights within such a venture will
ensure the preservation of our own dis­
tinctive witness; and, secondly, affirm­
ing the necessity for the continuance
of the Federal Board of Christian Edu­
cation as a separate entity within the
brotherhood.
EDITORSHIP

Consideration was given to the future
shape and functioning of the Federal
Board in the light of possible co­
operation with the Joint Board in the
production of curriculum materials and
this led to certain changes being made.
A unanimous invitation was extended to
Dr. G. A. Whiting to become editor
of the Federal Board of Christian Edu­
cation. The board deeply regrets that
Dr. Whiting has subsequently indicated
that he is unable to accept the invita­
tion. It is expected that he will termi­
nate his ministry in January, 1969,

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OR FOE ? Christianity's

Last Chance?
The two hundred or more television

and radio men and women who met in
Oslo for a week to seek ways of mak­
ing religious broadcasting match up to
the mood of present-day society heard
a saintly Norwegian bishop tell them
that broadcasting gave the Church its
greatest, and possibly its last chance to
put the Christian message to the world
as the answer to life’s problems.
Theirs, he said, was the greatest pulpit
of all time. No-one could fault him on
either point, and his words gave the
assembled producers, to say nothing of
the Church leaders who were there as
well, plenty to think about as they
showed one another their pet pro­
grammes.

In what is euphemistically known as
a plural society — words often bandied
about here as a polite term for a society
little interested in religion—or worse-
indifferent—some of their problems
seemed to border on the insuperable.
But they showed courage. They formed
a new world-wide organisation of Pro­
testant broadcasters to be known as the
World Association for Christian Com­
munication. This was done by amalga­
mating the five-year-old World Associa­
tion for Christian Broadcasting—based
in London — with its American-based
opposite number—the international Co­
ordinating Committee for Christian
Broadcasting. They now have greater
strength and more money—a closer
marriage of studio and church, but with
what degree of harmony no-one can yet
tell.

Their problems remain. The pews
become emptier and emptier in so many
places, a clear indication that the tra­
ditional formula of pulpit, prayer desk
and lectern have little or no meaning
for the new generation and are losing
much of what they had for their elders,
too. Broadcasters know, too, that Euro­
pean forms of religious expression find
little favour in the emerging nations of
Africa and Asia. And all the time there
is that nagging challenge to overcome
audience resistance. They must match
their message to the thinking and sym­
bols and social patterns of the secular
world, and at the same time not lose
the Christian essentials. They must use
Mammon yet not serve him. And they
must overcome the resistance of profes­
sional colleagues with their eye on mass
audiences, and who think of religious
broadcasting as the biggest switch-off of
all, and something to be relegated to
non-peak periods of viewing and listen­
ing.

But having said all these things,
there’s no doubt that this conference
1068’

has awakened religious broadcasters as
never before to the dangers, to the prob­
lems, of using secular forms of commu­
nication to convey the Christian chal­
lenge. This is their cleft stick. You
abandon old ways, but the new ways go
sour on you. This was driven home hard
enough by the American-made film for
the Fourth Assembly of the World
Council of Churches at Uppsala—“An­
other Pilgrim.” A young Protestant
minister is tormented by secular sym­
bols as he conducts his morning service
in a big American city. The congrega­
tion and the pattern of the service are
familiar enough. He raises his hands as
he calls the congregation to prayer;
we cut to a ballet dancer raising her
hands in the dance. Scenes of sex and
drugs and violence are cut in at an
alarming speed. In the end the minister
starts to take off his clothes and there
he is—naked as the day he was born.

It was a brave attempt to convey—
presumably — the starkness of self­
examination; the nakedness of man in
the sight of God. The director, surely,
must be a worshipper at the shrine of
Sweden’s Ingmar Bergman, but dis­
ciples and masters are not the same
thing. Be that as it may, this film will
be one of Uppsala’s talking points. Some
will doubtless see it as a challenge, some
as slightly ridiculous, some perhaps as
blasphemous. But no-one will ignore it.
And there could be no greater justifi­
cation for making it.

Symbolism in Christian worship is one
thing; symbolism in Christian television
another. When does symbolism become
so abstract that it distracts?- This led to
endless discussion after the showing of
a brilliantly shot contribution from
Sweden. What are the values of sym­
bols if they are not easily compre­
hended ?

No less a personage than Eugene
Carson Blake, American general secre­
tary of the World Council of Churches,
came down strongly in favour of the

think-and-talk type of programme. Many
must have gone all the way with him
after hearing the unrehearsed, un­
scripted radio interview with the presi­
dent of Zambia, Dr. Kenneth Kaunda,
on his brand of Christian humanism.
The weight of the man and his think­
ing, his sincerity and his easy applica­
tion of Christian principles to the prob­
lems of an emerging nation were all
brought out in a magnificent half-hour
of questions and answers.

The simplicity and thoughtfulness of
the main BBC television contribution—
"A Life of Christ”—underlined the point
that was made so often. There is no
place for the well-meaning amateur in
Christian broadcasting. Here was pro­
fessionalism of the highest order. Mal­
colm Muggeridge, an English journalist
and broadcaster lately turned seer, once
an atheist and now Christian, goes to
what we used to call Palestine and tells
in words and pictures what his feelings
are at being there. ’ He manages to
avoid the ghastliness in that tormented
land and finds things enduring and
meaningful—Bethlehem removed from
touts and guides. A quiet stretch of the
Jordan with meditative discourse on
John the Baptist and the baptism of
Christ. It fortified and revived.

So we come to the crux—the church
in the modern world. One of Britain’s
independent companies gave us the Sal­
vation Army and called it “The War­
mongers.” It was uncomplicated and
direct. The sequences and dialogues were
essays in sincerity. The slightly comic side
of “The Army” wasn’t glossed over—the
mock martial posturing was there as
well as the massive concern for people.

But what seemed to me to matter
was the way the director and his team
bent their skills to bring out over and
over again the compassion and love of
these Christian soldiers for the dejected,
lonely, underprivileged and defeated.
And when that happens, surely, Chris­
tian broadcasters have done what they
should.

With eyesight and/or speech, and/or
touch sense, and/or mobility, and/or
bladder, and/or bowels, etc., either indi­
vidually or collectively partly or com­
pletely paralysed one can only become
a vegetable.

A group of Multiple Sclerotics formed
A.L.A.R.M.S.—Association Leading to Aid
and Relief for Multiple Sclerotics, for
there is no such help to be found in
Victoria and the Association aims to
set-up such aid and relief as can be
afforded to the unfortunate victims of
Multiple Sclerosis. Outings and amuse­
ments are not enough: a Centre is
needed where Multiple Sclerotics can
learn to live with what can be now
described as a living death. Ladies’
Auxiliaries would be most helpful to
raise funds, provide motor transport,
man facilities and help in innumerable
ways. There are about 3,500 cases in Vic­
toria.

EDGAR G. BURTON DIES
(Toronto, Canada). Edgar G. Burton,

64, prominent Canadian Disciple, died
May 8. Memorial services were held at
Hillcrest Christian Church. He was
president of the World Convention of
Churches of Christ when the conven­
tion met in Toronto in 1955.

One of Canada’s most prominent
industrialists, he was awarded the
honorary doctor of laws degree by Beth­
any College in 1956. Dr. Burton was
president of the Robert Simpson Com­
pany and its subsidiary companies, dir­
ector of the Toronto General Trusts
Corporation, the London Life Insurance
Co., Brazilian Traction, Light and Power
Co. Ltd., Bank of Canada, and associated
with many other industrial groups.

FREEDOM IN THAILAND
(Bangkok). Religious freedom is guar­

anteed under the new constitution which
has been promulgated in Thailand.

This freedom is restricted only by a
proviso that a man’s right to worship
as he pleases must not clash with his
duties as a citizen or with the demands
of public order or good morals. The
new constitution restores some freedoms
which have been suspended during the
past 10 years of military rule.—E.P.S.

BAPTISM UNDER FIRE
(Nashville, U.S.A.). Faced with a lack

of baptistries in the chapels and
churches of Vietnam, Southern Baptist
missionaries and chaplains are turning
to the seas and swimming pools to bap­
tize new converts.

Capt. Jack S. McMichael, a former
S.S. superintendent in Daleville, Ala., 

reported in a letter to Baptist head­
quarters here, the unique way the
clergymen have met the problem.

“Braced against the pounding surf of
the South China Sea at Da Nang,” Capt.
McMichael wrote, Chaplain William K.
Bagnal baptized two new converts while
a lifeguard "stood by as protection
against the treacherous undertow which
prevails during the winter months.

“The actual words of the service were
lost in the noises of the sea, guns and
airplanes, but the chaplain’s uplifted
hand signaled the baptismal proclama­
tion.”

SALVATION ARMY IN VIETNAM
The South Vietnamese Government re­

quested the Salvation Army in Hong
Kong to help with its refugee problems.
In response, a five-member team has
been sent for at least six months. The
Salvation Army in the U.S.A, is provid­
ing the finance and the team includes
a doctor, a nurse and three social
workers.

THE CHURCH IN SIBERIA
The existence of at least one million

Lutherans living in Siberia was disclosed
by the Russia Institute of Munich, Ger­
many. According to letters received,
these Lutherans have started to reorgan­
ise their church life. Most of them were
deported from Estonia, Latvia, and Li­
thuania.

They have no pastors or church build­
ings. Their total religious life centres
around their homes where they hold
Bible classes and services. Small groups
gather nightly for prayer meetings. On
Sundays groups gather in homes to read
the Bible, pray, and sing.

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Vacation driving can be a lot less nerve-wracking

and a lot safer if you become a bird watcher.
There are, as any experienced driver knows, many

strange birds on the highway. Here are a few you
might encounter:

The Red-eyed Veerer —
Is he drunk or tired? You can’t be sure; but this bird, usually spotted late

in the day, meanders from lane to lane in an erratic manner. He may be travelling
much in excess of 01 much below the posted limit, A nodding head motion may
be the tip-off when you approach him. Pass with care.

The Grey-tufted Dowager —
This dainty little bird is usually found perched in a huge chrome-festooned

nest out of which she can barely see through the spokes of the steering wheel
She may be accompanied by a species of the Garbled Chatterer which distracts her
attention. From the rear, these birds can be spotted by constant wing motions
which accompany their chirping and by the way they constantly look at each
other to make sure the other is still there. Watch out for them for they may not
be watching out for you.

The Scarlet Teenager —
Most youthful drivers accept the adult responsibility that driving entails, but

there are a few who see every other car on the road the way Don Quixote saw
windmills: for some reason they have to prove their cars and their driving abili­
ties are better. They may react unpredictably to real or imagined slights from other
drivers, turning scarlet and stomping on the accelerator. May be accompanied by
a Snuggling Chick which may give the occupants the appearance of a two-headed
bird due to her close roosting. If so, beware that the driver may not be aware.

The Great-horned Grouch —
This bird sounds a blaring call as he perches on your back bumper. The

best, thing to do is not to speed up (he will, too), but maintain your speed, signal
that you will pull over and let him fly by — hopefully into the arms of the Gold-
crested Speeder-catcher.

The Dim-bulbed Fender-nicker —
This bird is a mobile slob. You can spot it by broken or burned-out tail

lights, headlights and turn signals as well as a dull plumage often mottled with
battle scars and rust. His flight is as sloppy as his appearance, and physically he
may be suffering from bald tyres, loose steering or bad brakes.

The Homing Pigeon —
This bird could be you returning to the nest with your flock after a long

vacation drive. Don’t let the fledglings, the cooing mate or 'the other birds ruffle
your feathers. Of all the creatures in the aviary, this is the one you most often
have to watch like a hawk. — (VW’s “Small World.”)
