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FEDERAL CONFERENCE, 1968
In a few days, members from our churches all over the Com­

monwealth will be heading for Sydney to take part in the 32nd
Federal Conference.

We shall meet at a time when many churches have falling
memberships and greater responsibilities. Burdens are resting more
heavily upon fewer workers.

There is a general feeling of unrest in the Christian churches.
Even those communions which seemed best able to control their
own destiny (and their members) are experiencing a wave of dis­
sent from their leaders and pressure is being exerted to make
their structures more democratic.

Our own churches have always been democratic, but this has
not eliminated difficulties. Indeed we are in danger of being so
absorbed in our internal problems that we shall have little to say
about the big issues that trouble our world.

Our internal concerns are greater today than at any time in
Federal Conference history. In 1966, after the 31st Conference
we said, “We would be less than honest with ourselves if we did
not admit that there have been tensions and misunderstandings
within our brotherhood, especially in the areas of ministerial
training, Christian unity, and Christian education.” (“A.C.,” Oct.
29, 1966).

In 1968 it is obvious that there has been a deterioration rather
than an improvement in our internal relationships. Our differ­
ences are plain to see. Our concern now must be to ensure that
our differences do not become divisions.

Once, we dared to say to others, that we had both a passion
for unity and a positive plan for the Christian church. It is iro­
nical that, when many would be prepared to listen to us, our
plan is not working for ourselves.

Sydney ’68 will be a time of severe testing. Unless we can
rediscover a sense of unity and purpose our evangelistic and mis­
sionary enterprises may be weakened. Much will depend upon
how willing we are to co-operate with one another. Decisions of
Federal Conference cannot be enforced, but they can be accepted
as the will of Christ for our brotherhood and acted upon with
goodwill.

It is readily conceded that we shall not always accept a
majority decision. A man may, and sometimes must, stand for
his view of the right against the whole world. On the other hand,
we must guard against taking too quickly an independent line
against the majority. By reasoning together, and walking in love
and trust, we could find the path of effective co-operation for
Christ; along which we could all travel.

We shall not gain anything if we make a further affirmation
of our faith in restoration principles, and then demonstrate our
failure to work them out. We could so easily lose the heritage for
which so many gave themselves.

The 3rd Federal Conference was the first to be reported in
this journal. The editor, A. B. Maston, said of it at the time, “In
the first and second Conferences there was at the close of them
a certain sense of failure. In regard to the 3rd Federal Conference,
the representatives from the various States have gone to their
homes with the feeling that the time and expense involved have
been well repaid.

“The Spirit of Christ was in our midst in these gatherings.
The local or parochial spirit was forgotten in the larger claims of
a united Commonwealth for Christ. In a sense it may be said that
for the first time in our history the brotherhood, in its representa­
tives, rose to the heights of Christian statesmanship. They took
large views of things. They saw the necessity of laying deep and
broad foundations for the future.” (May 3, 1906).

More than 60 years later, we can build something worthwhile
upon those foundations.
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Who has known heights, shall bear
forevermore

An incommunicable thing

missionaries when they first went Into
India, New Hebrides and New Guinea,
we may well wonder how any progress
could have been made In their situations,
but today we are encouraged by report#
of great victories.

Christ trained men to preach that good
news and then, after three years' pre­
paration, he sent them out, saying, "Go
ye into all the world and preach the
gospel to every creature.” They went,
they suffered, they succeeded. Will you
follow Jesus Christ? He is calling yon.
Are you ready to respond?

STUDENT PRESIDENT SPEAKS —
A Chinese definition of "crisis” is that

there is an opportunity in every danger.
If today the world is faced with extreme
danger, it also presents to the man of
God a great opportunity for service.

Since most of our troubles are due to
man’s inhumanity to man, they have
been with us from the days of man’s
fall into sin. There never has been a
time when the world was not faced with
danger, and therefore a time for service
for God. Each one of us may say that
for such a time as this he has been
bom. It is not much use lamenting and
wishing .we had been born at some other
period of history so all could go well
with our plans. At no period of history
have times been easy. If we can face
this fact squarely, then we .shall look
for some opportunity in the present
situation to do some good work for our
Lord. We shall make difficulty a spur
to action. Instead of sitting down and
complaining, we shall devise some plan
of action that will overcome our troubles.
Then we shall face up to our troubles
and not run away from them.

When Nehemiah found Jerusalem in
ruins and surrounded by enemies, he
did not despair, but he set before the
people a vision: it was a vision that
gripped the Imaginalon of the people
of that city. But Nehemiah also put
forward a plan, and by that plan, orga­
nised the people to work for their own
salvation. While the enemies laughed,
the work of reconstruction went on:
until the end was accomplished and the
victory won.

Anyone who studies the book of Acts
will soon grasp that Paul was a man
of vision and a master-organiser. He
had plans to spread the Christian faith
over the whole Roman Empire. He
planted churches In cities on Roman
highways and at other strategic centres
so that the gospel could be sounded out
from those places to the surrounding
areas. His master-plan was to make

the church at Rome the base from which
he could spread the gospel to Spain. In
addition to this, he called young men
to train under his leadership and to
assist him in this plan. None can deny
the dangers that existed In the world
of Paul’s day. But how wonderfully he
succeeded I

We may complain and lament about
the Immorality In modern society. We
have reasons to do so, but the state of
morals In the civilisation of Paul’s day
was very much worse. Man’s inhumanity
to man was then as bad as it could be.

But Paul’s plan worked. He was not
discouraged by dangers. Of course he
did not accomplish his purpose without
much pain and sacrifice. When we try
to imagine the problems that faced our

"Know thyself" was the injunction of
ancient Greek wisdom and while this
is admirable advice it is scarcely to be
compared with the cry of the Apostle
Paul, “That I may KNOW HIM.” Fol­
in coming to know Christ we inevitably
learn many things about ourselves.

KNOWING THE NEED is an import­
ant part of the training programme at
Woolwich. Yet, we only become aware of
the need through the Lord. His pre­
sence within highlights the plight of un­
regenerate man. Hence those who have
committed themselves in wholehearted
service to Christ through the discipline
of college life come face to face with
him in knowing his WORD, knowing his
WILL, knowing his PERSON, knowing
his PURPOSE.

To know God in Christ was the aim
of New Testament Christians as they
witnessed in the gospel and shared
Christ’s compassion for their fellows in
need. Thus Paul was able to say: “I
KNOW both how to be abased and I
KNOW how to abound ... to be
full and to be hungry . . . and to suffer
need” (Phil. 4: 12). This too must be
the experience of those who accept the
challenge and vision of the ministry
of the Word. It is comparatively easy
to know ABOUT Christ. It is much more
exacting to come to the place where we
KNOW' HIM, and see through his eyes
another's need.

Young people who hear Christ’s call
to this ministry must see their fellows
in the depth of their extremity through
the compassionate eyes of Jesus, and
this concern is heightened through the
spiritual experience of college life. And
because they have become increasingly
aware of this need it is important that
they be encouraged in their resolves as
they receive YOUR PRAYERFUL SUP­
PORT.

KNOWING THE LORD, however, is
the primary requirement at Woolwich.
Each student must go out of College
knowing that he is definitely com­
missioned by the Lord. “That I may
know him,” with all its implications, is
the highest aim. At Woolwich we do not
question God’s Word. We endeavour to
receive, accept and obey it. Our task is
to follow in the footsteps of the Old
Testament prophets and the faithful New
Testament Christians in this respect.
Like them, our concern is not with
speculation but with action, not with
hazy improbabilities but with the facts
of God’s Word. Far more important than
keeping up with the fads and fancies
of the theological Joneses is to know
Christ “Whom to know is life eternal.”
Christian faith finds expression not only

a submissive will bent in obedience to
the Risen Living Lord.

The world of today, in its impotence
and need, though it knows it not, is
waiting for men like Paul who can say,
“I KNOW WHOM I have believed, and
am persuaded that HE is able to keep
that which I have committed unto HIM
against that day” (2 Tim. 1: 12). The
man who believes he is called by the
Lord to serve in preaching and pastoral
care must have a clear vision of his
goal. He must first know the Lord and
then recognise that the role of a Chris­
tian is never one of appeasement or
accommodation. The Church today, even
as in the first century, can have no
room for compromise. The true follower
of Christ is not intimidated by the
opposition of the world.

In addition to his studies — Biblical,
Exegetical, Historical, Homiletical and
Pastoral—the student is also challenged
to grow in balanced outlook and under­
standing which is the work of the Holy
Spirit.

September in S.A. stands for Spring,
the Royal Show and State Conference,
and all of them, happen together. Spring
is about the most “chancy” of the
three, for the others are set from tradi­
tional times. This year Spring arrived
with much splendour, the Royal Show
massed up new records of attendance,
and Conference quietly appeared and
almost as quietly passed into the annals.
Attendances were not as large as other
years. Measured in terms of fellowship
and concerned thinking it was a good
Conference. Whilst debate was almost
non-existent, delegates were faced with
considerable food for thought.

* After many, many years of success­
ful and colourful attraction the unique
Conference Tea in Adelaide Town Hall
was discontinued. In its place came the
Delegates’ Tea when all from the
churches who were representative gath­
ered at the Y.M.C.A. for dinner. Over
180 attended. During the dinner C. L.
Smith gave an address on the matter of
authority in the brotherhood. It was
stimulating and provocative. One com­
ment has been on the hearts of a mul­
titude for a long time. He said, inter
alia, that our people have the happy
knack of setting up Departments of
Conference, giving them a mandate,
asking for detailed reports on their acti­
vities, and then seeing to it that they
became financially embarrassed and hard
pressed to fulfil the mandate. The Presi­
dent asked for a show of hands indi­
cating how many delegates would be
willing to return and give full discussion
to the points raised, and about two-
thirds expressed willingness.

The President, S. Neighbour, and
Mrs. Neighbour, greeted the delegates
and friends at the President’s Reception
in Grote St. afterwards. Mr. Neighbour
spoke to the theme, “Jesus Christ is
Lord” and set the tone for what was
to follow each night.

* The ranks of the Pioneers thin out
every so often, until another group
catches up. This year’s Pioneer after­
noon was the usual rich time of re­
newals, reminiscences and rejoicing by
those whose membership in the church
passes through 45 years.

* Gordon Stirling was in town, and
that is always a time of excitement, for
when G.R.S. is in full cry anything
can happen, or be said. And it usually
does and is! He failed us not! He spoke
to the Social Service Rally and the Fri­
day night rally. On both occasions the
listeners remained listeners, albeit dis­
turbed ones. His new appointment to
Glen Iris was widely acclaimed through­
out Conference, and the College Board
commended for its wisdom. Mr. Stirling 

threw down the challenge to the
churches to send the best men into the
ministry, and pleaded for complete
unity in our preparation for the ministry
of the church and the gospel.

★ Ministers’ Wives and Ministers
meet in separate sessions on the Wed­
nesday. At the Ministers’ Session a
teaching demonstration in “Team Teach­
ing” was ably presented by teachers and
young people from Brooklyn Park
church. It was full of thought, and as
the Dept, of Christian Educ. is sponsor­
ing this approach, the ministers learned
much.

★ Overseas work always pulls a good
audience. This year the Dept, simply

packed in a programme which covered
considerable territory. Greetings, record­
ed from mission fields and accompanied
by pictures was an innovation. Nails-
worth young people gave a splendid
play, and Dr. Thornley Thomas, home
from India with his wife and family,
brought a brief but direct word.

-A- Miss Erica Hammond has been a
Channing and active President of the
Women’s Conference. Sessions were
fairly well attended and the usual score
of work well done, service well given
and gifts well distributed was sounded.

★ The business of Conference was
well conducted by the President, but
he did not have a hard task as the
brethren were in a good mood! Several
notices of motion were adopted which
were moves in the right direction. The
re-appointment of the Hospital Chap­
lain, John Baker, was unanimous, as
was the request of the General Execu­
tive that Conference 1970 be not held
owing to the Federal Conference and

World Convention coming soon after­
wards. This was a wise move. A motion
to widen the accepted working of the
League of 2,000 was agreed, but only
after spirited opposition and a majority
of three votes.

★ The Year Book told its own story,
and we mention some interesting fig­
ures. There are 76 churches, served by
53 ministers in full-time service and 13
part-time ministries. The membership
showed a decrease again, with 41 less
than last year. The attendances at com­
munion were also down slightly. How­
ever, monies given for all purposes
showed a lift of $13,581, although this
was seen mainly in money raised for
local work. Money to brotherhood out­
reach was $1,500 less. There were more
baptisms this year and fewer removed
from the rolls. The statistics reveal that
the status quo has been maintained,
and this is possibly a breathing space
before a renewal and thrust. The two
directors of Home Missions and Chris­
tian Educ. are developing plans which
keep them working as a team, and this
impact as they go to local churches
could have a far-reaching effect. Talk­
ing of statistics, this is about the first
time in living memory that all churches
except one sent in returns!

★ One of the better things to happen
in recent years has been tlie forma­
tion of the Finance Committee which
advises the Departments, to whom the
Departments submit their budgets, and
who make recommendations regarding
stipends and allowances. Headed up by
Lyall Braddock, something of a genius
in the field of economics and account­
ancy, this Committee is worth every
support.

Highlights from reports indicate
that the Social Service Department in­
tends to increase the property at St.
George’s with an enlarged infirmary.
Maylands church is erecting its own
Rest Home adjacent to the church
building. The debt on the Brotherhood
Centre is now down to around $4,400.
The Book Dept, went out of business
during the year, feeling it could not
face the intense competition in that
section of the business world. Home
Missions has had a very busy year,
and some of its baby churches are show­
ing real health, whilst a few need extra
care. Finances, as ever, are an integral
part of the worries of the Dept. A
splendid service of assistance to churches
is offered by the teamwork of the two
departments. The aid given by churches
to smaller churches through Home Mis­
sions as an “extra” receives an honour­
able mention. The Building Extension
reports a very quiet year, with not one
building venture reported. Dept, of C.E.
reports a loss of 436 children from the
schools. Brighton Gardens school shows
474 enrolled and Blackwood 398—both
very healthy groups.

★ The President, esteemed Stan.
Neighbour, has been a gracious leader
and the brotherhood is indebted to him
and Dulwich church for sound leader­
ship. Mrs. Neighbour adds charm and
dignity to a fine year of service. Sick­
ness precluded her attendance at Con­
ference, and this was a real loss to
the richer fellowship.

CHERYL KOERNER (S.A.): The question of driving
age is, to me, a rather insignificant one in terms of
finding meaning and purpose for life. One cannot
speak in general terms about this topic—it cannot
be discussed in terms of chronological age only—
emotional maturity is just as important if one con­
siders the responsibility involved in driving.

In this column "For Youth, By Youth, About
Youth and Their World," if we are aiming to come
to terms with the real issues of life then we will fail
if the topics are limited to "side-track" issues such
as driving age. Rather, let us discuss real issues
which we, as responsible Christian individuals, must
face.
Ed.: You forgot to suggest a topic !

CATHI CLELLAND (N.S.W.): In licensing young men
of 17, are we merely giving them access to a lethal
weapon with which to end their own lives as well
as those of other people? There is justification for
this question in the number of accidents involving
young drivers. The fault lies in that the present
licensing system can test ability only and not, more
important, responsibility.

Is there any merit, however, in raising the licens­
ing age, when at 18, a young man may enter the
Army and officially learn to kill, and, at 20, can

apply this knowledge in warfare?
The existing age limit, for girls at least, seems

to provide fewer problems and keep more people
happy. Regardless of age, there are some people who
should never become drivers.

PETER MOIGNARD (A.C.T.): Age, in itself, is not an
important factor in this question. The granting of
a licence should require an assessment of the quali­
ties that make for a safe and reliable driver. These
must include training to a common standard, with
rigid tests and some evidence of emotional maturity.
Ability to act safely under stress should also be
demonstrated.

Young men in today's society prize a car as a
determinant of status and adequacy—the car be­
comes a symbol of achievement. The emotionally
immature man, when he feels inadequate, may use
his car as a dangerous ego-booster. Girls don't seem
to have this problem.

The "Age" editorial referring to
George Wallace’s candidacy for the
Presidency comments upon his "passio­
nate appeal to the frightened, the angry
and the bewildered is evidence of the
reactionary mood now gripping much
of the American electorate,” and to his
programme as “law enforcement” (rather
than justice) at home, and mindless
patriotism (rather than patience and
flexibility) abroad, aims his appeal at
The Folks. Hitler used to say it In Ger­
man.

The pollsters credit Richard Nixon
with a commanding lead. But there Is
small comfort In this for those who
believe that tolerance and imagination

are the two qualities most needed if the
problems of the ghettos and Vietnam
are ever to be solved.

Mr. Nixon is responsible and Intelli­
gent, but he is riding the same conser­
vative tide as Mr. Wallace. He is the
mainstream while Mr. Wallace cavorts
among the breakers. Mr. Nixon has no
answer to the more fundamental ques­
tions of how to remove the poverty and
Inequality which contributes to lawless­
ness and disorder. He simply denies that
they are two sides of the same coin.
Similarly, the Republican has failed to
declare himself clearly on Vietnam. In­
sofar as he has a policy on ending the
war, it seems to be “All the way with
L.B.J.”—and them some.—

ISRAEL PAYS DAMAGES
(Jerusalem). Agreement has been

reached between Israel and seven reli­
gious groups on compensation for war
damage sustained during the Arab-
Israeli conflicts of 1948 and 1967.

The agreements cover 32 church or
church-owned sites; the repair costs total
$1,500,000.

Earlier agreements signed last May
called for the repair of property of the
Greek Orthodox Patriarchate, the Arm­
enian Patriachate, and the Franciscan
Custody of the Holy Land.—E.P.S.

Churches Conference and other subjects.

THE HAYES CONFERENCE CENTRE, DERBYSHIRE

The 122nd Annual Conference of our
churches concluded recently at "The
Hayes,” Swanwick, Derbyshire. This
world-famous conference centre, in a
very beautiful part of England, is com­
pletely self-contained. More precisely, it
has 225 single bedrooms, 60 double bed­
rooms, a conference hall seating 350
along with a lovely chapel and a dining­
room of the same capacity. In addition,
there are 12 public rooms, a conference
book sales room, office and committee
room. The building is centrally heated
throughout. These impressive buildings
stand in an estate of 30 acres in the
grounds of which are a putting green,
tennis courts, swimming pool and spa­
cious lawns and extensive gardens.

In this ideal setting slightly less than
300 persons assembled in a residential
conference under the theme: “One
Church Renewed for Mission.” confer­
ence in Great Britain is not a delegate
conference. All members of Churches of
Christ in the Association, and present
at Conference, have the right to partici­
pate in any discussion and to vote on
any issue and for any appointment.

The sessions were presided over by
John E. Francis, B.D., formerly of Man­
chester, but now the fifth Principal of
Overdale College—the theological col­
lege of our churches in Great Britain.
STATISTICS:

There are (E. and O.E.) 103 churches in
the Association in Great Britain com­
bining to give a total membership of
5,619 which represents a decrease of nine
churches and 489 members. However,
the total enrolled membership does not
give a true indication of the actual and
effective membership; for example, one
church reports 169 on the roll but only
has an average of 39 at the Lord’s
Table each week. Over against a “book
membership” of 5,619, it appears that
the overall average weekly attendance at
the Lord’s Table is 2,583. This serves as
a more realistic figure for representing
the churches’ numerical strength.

WIDER FELLOWSHIP
We were made aware of the church’s

wider fellowship as greetings were read
from around the world. There were,
8 (524)

once again, no State or Federal greet­
ings from Australia, although we cur­
rently have both ministers and mis­
sionaries as living links of fellowship
in the work of our British churches.
In the British Isles were the homes of
many of our forebears—and some contem­
poraries—who migrated to Australia and
enriched our churches throughout the
Commonwealth with their fellowship and
dedication.

The International Convention of
Disciples sent greetings and were further
represented by Mr. and Mrs. Hofrichter
as fraternal delegates from our churches
in the U.S.A, and Canada. The British
churches in turn have appointed Mr.
and Mrs. Oakden as British fraternal
delegates to the International Conven­
tion this year.

It was good that Dr. L. V. Kirkpatrick,
the Secretary of the World Convention,
was able to attend and to read a mes­
sage from Sir Philip Messent on behalf
of the World Convention Committee in
Australia.

Although Central Council “has decided
with regret that no official representa­
tive should be sent to this assembly
believing that the expense involved
would not be responsible stewardship in
the present financial situation,” a num­
ber indicated to Dr. Kirkpatrick their
interest in being in Adelaide in 1970
It seems important to maintain public
relations, or should I rather say “Chris­
tian fellowship”? Kenneth Simpkin a
minister from Glasgow, was appointed
promoter in Great Britain for the 1970
World Convention to be held in Ade­
laide.

ABERFAN:
The Aberfan church, through its min­

ister, Derek Nuttall, expressed its appre­
ciation for all the help received. Their
building is now unsafe for public use
They plan to sell this and have delib­
erately decided not to re-build, believ
ing that Aberfan already has too manv
denominational structures. The congre­
gation uses other church properties and
regularly holds combined services with
some. Mi’. Nuttall serves in a team
ministry in the village along with other
ministers and social workers.

OVERDALE COLLEGE:
Principal Francis will have the assist­

ance of his wife as warden of the col­
lege. He outlined to Conference his pro­
posals for getting the college more
closely related to the life and work of
the churches. He suggested “College
week-ends” in various districts, refresher
courses for ministers and short courses
for church leaders. It was anticipated
that the college would be filled to capa­
city with students next term, including
some ministerial students and students
from certain Continental missionary
societies. At present Churches of Christ
have one theological student at “Over­
dale” training for the Christian ministry
and due to graduate in 1970.

CHRISTIAN UNIONS
Churches of Christ are observers at the

continuing Presbyterian - Congregational
negotiations. There has been corres­
pondence and discussion with the Bap­
tists over a long period of time, without
any real progress. The Christian Union
Committee keeps in close touch with
its “opposite number” in New Zealand.
In Scotland our people are involved hr
multi-lateral conversations with the
Church of Scotland. The fact that this
denomination is the national church in
that country presents difficulties at the
ecumenical level.

PAPAL ENCYCLICAL:
It happened quite by coincidence (I

presume) that during the week of Con­
ference the Pope decided to release his
long awaited encyclical on birth con­
trol. Up to the last day, not a word
was mentioned about it in Conference,
until literally in the closing minutes of
Conference, a 16-year-old lad stood up
and raised the matter in the form of a
motion expressing sharp disagreement
with the contents of the Papal Ency­
clical as reported in the Press. Confer­
ence had an animated and exciting fin­
ish—even if the lad was told that as he
(and presumably no one else in Con­
ference) had actually read the full text
of the Encyclical, it was better to refer
the matter to Central Council and to
the Social Questions Committee "for
appropriate' comment.” This procedure
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was adopted by a very small majority
and so we await some wise and fatherly
word from these two duly constituted
bodies when their respective members
have read the full text of the Papal
Encyclical and have had time to deliber­
ate thereupon.

ANOTHER ENCYCLICAL:
But this is, as they would say in cer­

tain refined equestrian circles, "a horse
of another colour.” Let me explain. For
the third successive year now, a “Pas­
toral Letter” has been prepared towards
the close of Conference, read to and
endorsed by Conference and sent out
“to be read throughout all the churches”
in the Association. This, where prac­
ticable, seems to the writer, to be an
admirable custom. The letter indicates
the major decisions of Conference and
conveys something of the rich fellow­
ship of the occasion as the following
extracts may serve to show:

From this great family gathering, in
the beauty and quietness of the
Derbyshire countryside, we send affec­
tionate greetings, and good wishes to
all the churches, for during this week
you have been constantly in our
thoughts and prayers . . .

Although we cannot adequately con­
vey the thrills and the deep joys that
have been ours, we have tried in this
letter to give you some glimpse of the
exhilaration and encouragement that
have come to us at Swanwick during
the few days we have spent here.
Working, thinking and praying to­
gether, we yet found time to relax, in
outdoor pastimes and informal conver­
sations, and as always, our business
sessions were lightened and enlivened
by flashes of humour and the relation
of anecdotes, some supposedly gen­
uine, others patently apochryphal . . .

Our love and concern for you reaches
out into all the churches where this
letter will be read or circulated and
we assure you of our earnest prayers
on your behalf.

IN THE HEADLINES:
Australians in Britain have come in

for considerable publicity of late. Accord­
ing to security men, goods worth hun­
dreds of thousands of pounds are being
stolen in Britain every year by a highly
organised gang of about 70 persons
mainly Australians, operating in large
stores in London and other big cities.

If several are arrested, those who are
getting too well known, go home and
other people come back in their. places.

The Australian shop-lifting gang are
well-known to Scotland Yard. Photos of
a number have been circulated in “The
Police Gazette.” The gang are said to
Include people sought for questioning
about other crimes including bank rob­
beries. One difficulty confronting the
police is that these people appear well
supplied with forged passports and
travel documents. The Australian popu­
lation in London tends to be “float­
ing” and there is no strict immigra­
tion control on visitors coming from
Australia.

The foregoing is a condensation from
a 3-column front-page article in a
reputable and widely distributed British
newspaper. It is not re-served here in
these columns to publicise, even for
“home consumption” something of which
we, as true Australians feel ashamed,
but to make a point which needs to be
made. When you read articles in the
Australian press (including “The Aus­
tralian Christian”) about the excessive
crime figures in Great Britain and the
low standard of morals in England, it
is well to remember in all honesty and
humility that both these lamented facts
are contributed to by Australians (and
others) who come to this country and
accept its hospitality and dismally betray
the trust which the British Government
in all good faith reposes in them. The
average Australian in this country is
still respected, among other things, for
his sense of “fair-play.” It is a reputa­
tion to be cherished. Let us be fair to
Britain!

AND FINALLY:
I had thought this time to write of

other subjects — our grand tour of
Spain last April, a month’s holiday, just
concluded, in the heart of the High­
lands in Autumn, but these will serve
as subjects for writing when the snow
is on the ground! Then as I write to
you, I'll bask, in reverie, in the sun­
shine of Spain and the heather-clad
mountains and moors of “Bonnie Scot­
land” . . . which reminds me. When
we were in Edinburgh recently we read
in “The Scotsman” a news item headed
"Clanger.” Here it is:

“Hundreds of paid-up gas consumers
in Cheltenham yesterday received final­
demand notices, warning them that sup­
plies would be cut off unless they paid
within seven days the sum of no pounds,
no shillings and no pence. A computer
fault was said to have been to blame.’’

I can appreciate that the editor rea­
lised that that item would have a special
appeal to his Scottish readers!

To the Editor,
As a Disciples minister of many years

standing I am concerned about the mis­
understanding in this country about our
sister denomination in the U.S. I want
to explain that "the Christian Churches
(Disciples of Christ)’’ is no monolithic
structure dictating liberalism to slave
churches.

Until now the degree of centralisation
has been much less than in Australia.
I have never known a church’s auto­
nomy to be interfered with. The num­
ber of open-membership churches is
quite small. Some of our ministers are
far out in theology but most would be
similar to the ministry in Australia in
range of theological interpretation. I
have always been a convinced conserva­
tive yet my ministry has always been
welcomed and my writings published
without question.

The Disciple’s Movement does have
serious problems. There is considerable
divergence in many quarters from the
historic Campbellite tradition and growth
is slow, but let’s not be so unfair as to
tar all with the same brush. Surely
each church and each minister should
be considered on individual merits.

The restructure this year into "The
Christian Church” will increase centra­
lisation to a point beyond the Austra­
lian parallel but there will still be little
interference with church autonomy ex­
cept in interdenominational relations.
Personally I don’t like the move but it
will be carried by a large majority and
I must respect that. The biggest prob­
lem as I see it is that many of our

Disciples leaders seem to be relying on
re-organisation to stop the membership
drop rather than spiritual renewal. Lets
pray for them.—James H. Jauncey (Qld.)

LOCAL MINISTER

Like Mr. Matheson, “A.C.," Sept. 7, I
am concerned for the ministry but one
of the things which concerns me most
of all is the negative approach of Mr.
Matheson. Having read his letter I am
ready to “leave the ministry" myself,
that is, I would be ready to give the
game away if my vision was limited to
the negative peephole with which I find
myself confronted.

There
was a time when we talked about the
“call of God” in relation to the ministry
and I am still naive enough to feel this
a personal reality and still believe that
God can call a man to a ministry be­
yond the bounds of a parish and even
that God can call a man out of the
ministry if that be in the interests of
all concerned.

When they all go to heaven, as I am sure they will, I do hope
that they will like God . . . otherwise it will be hell for them.

fields other than parish' ministry who
are performing a much better ministry
than they ever did in the parish.

I will be everlastingly grateful for one
particular insight which came to me
during a consultation on the Academy
Movement in Europe. Our leaders were
drawn from the foremost academies of
Europe and the consultation director was
Mark Gibbs, co-author of “God’s Frozen
People.” Prior to this course I was vic­
tim of a deal of brainwashing to the
effect that the parish church was fin­
ished and should be quickly finished off.
Imagine my surprise to find that the
emphasis of the consultation lay on re­
newal through the parish church. I
challenged the leader with the prevalent
thought from Australia that the parish
church is finished and received the
reply, “That’s what we were saying 10
years ago at this course when certain
Australians were here with us, but we
now realise that renewal must come
through the parish church!” The un­
fortunate thing is that it will take an­
other 10 years for Australia to catch up
with this newer and positive emphasis.

If we are concerned about the min­
istry and the numbers entering the ranks
of the ministry we will give away both
negativism and pessimism and give some
virile leadership to encourage young
men to hear the call of God, without
which no ministry can be a ministry.

We used to say: “If you have a prob­
lem, form a committee.’’ These days
we have progressed. We now say, “If
you have a problem, do some research."

Research is dangerous on two counts:
(1) We might never do anything; (2) it
might produce some facts that we
would rather have not known about.

But as a church it would be tremen­
dously helpful to know whether what
we are doing really achieves our aims,
and what more needs to be done as
part of our service for God and our
fellow men.

So Australian Frontier held a confer­
ence on Sociological Research, and
brought together in an almost-perfect
conference room at the Australian
National University, in Canberra, some
of Australia’s leading sociologists and
concerned churchmen from four States.

Dr. Hans Mol, who is in charge of
the A.N.U. Sociology Dept., and was for­
merly on the staff of Union Theological
Seminary in the U.S.A., has been doing
extensive work in the sociology of reli­
gion in Australia. He read a paper in
which he said that sociological research
could help religious institutions in three
areas:

(1) In the local congregation, how
many children are likely to come to Sun­
day School? What will the populations
be like in 10 years’ time? How can
youth work be improved? What do
people in the area think of the Church?

(2) On a broader basis, how do our
religious beliefs tie in with our ethical
attitudes? Why are under-privileged
people attracted to the sects? What
effect does the peer group have on
teenagers and their religion? What
effect does denominational schooling
have on pupils? What is the attitude
of ministers to their work? What is the
attitude of the public to ministers?

(3) Are the church’s structures out of
date, as some people are saying? If the
church’s aim is to effect social change,
what structure does it need? If its aim
is to help people how can it best do
this? If it is to provide satisfactory
worship, or to preach the gospel, how
can it best do this? It is not always
the commonsense answer which is right.
For instance, it is obvious that in think­
ing about church union the people most
against it are those who express their
loyalty to their- denomination by regular
church-going. But Dr. Mol’s recent sur­
vey showed that 75% of Protestants
who are against church union hardly,
if ever, go to church!

Discussion showed that delegates were
keen to see more research done on the
nature of our society, and the relevance
of the churches to this society. Research
is needed into people’s needs in the
various types of communities and in the
various age groups.

How are these needs related to the
work of the Church? What do people
12 (528)

expect to get from the Church? What
about the growing conflict in the roles
of the minister? Frequently our minis­
ters are coming to grief because they
have one idea as to their role, and their
congregation or their departments have
another idea.

Secondly, we need to gather the in­
formation which is at our disposal, but
largely untapped, so that research can
be more easily done. Take the Sunday
School as an example. How much do
you know about the background of the
scholars of your Sunday school? How
many have left your Sunday School
over the past five years? Why did they
leave?

Thirdly, we might ask what effect the
various kinds of church government
and worship have. Are changes in wor­
ship services being planned by church
leaders without much regard for the
effect on their congregations? Will the
coming together of the churches tend
to standardise our worship, regardless
of the fact that different types of wor­
ship may serve different personality
types as they come to God?

Fourthly, who is going to do all this
research? And provide the money? Is it
going to be our central departments?
Or the Australian Council of Churches?
Or Australian Frontier? Which are the
priorities for concentrated research?

The Conference is asking central
church bodies to seriously examine these
questions. It also asked the Research
Committee of Australian Frontier to pro­
vide a clearing-house for information,
allocate priorities to the various areas
needing research, and pass it on to those
wishing to undertake the research.

Churches of Christ delegates at the
Conference were Mrs. M. Bubb (Red
Cross social worker in Canberra), Rich­
ard Lawton (one of our Canberra min­
isters), and R. P. Morris (Brighton, Vic.)
who attended as a member of the Aus­
tralian Frontier Commission.

CHRIST AT EXPO '70
“Eyes of Faith and Hands That

Serve—the Rediscovery of Humanity’’
will be the theme of the Christian Pavi­
lion at Expo ’70 to be held in Osaka,
japan. Sub-themes are (1) harmony by
reconciliation and (2) progress by crea­
tion. In a statement of intention, the
committee says, “The Christian Pavilion
will be the ‘eyes’ for the whole exposi­
tion—for that huge ‘body’ which will
show the progress and harmony of man­
kind. The eyes are eyes of faith, eyes
of hope, eyes of love. It will also symbo­
lise Christianity as ‘the hands’ that
serve and pray for mankind—hands
lifted in prayer for justice, hands ex­
tended in service, hands joined in recon­
ciliation.”

PROPOSAL TO GOVT.
A main item on the agenda of the

assembly of the Finnish Evangelical
Lutheran Church to be held in October
at Turku, will be a proposal that the
Finnish Government levy a 1% tax on
the country’s gross national product to
aid developing countries.—E.P.S.

CHURCH DAY CANCELLED
The meeting of the Kirchentag

(Church Day) in East Berlin, planned
for Sept. 27-29, has been cancelled.
According to the Evangelical Press Ser­
vice, authorities in East Berlin raised
strong objections to It, saying the poli­
tical situation in Berlin is extremely
tense.—E.P.S.

ONE DAY'S PAY
A resolution calling for all Methodists

In Great Britain to give a day’s earn­
ings for the relief of world poverty next
Good Friday was passed by the Con­
ference of the British Methodist Church
recently. The money will be channelled
through Christian Aid, relief agency of
the British Council of Churches.—E.P.S.

75 MILLION LUTHERANS
An increase of nearly 600.000 baptised

members of Lutheran churches around
the world in the last year has pushed
the total number of Lutherans over the
75-milIion mark. While there were mem­
bership losses in some areas, the global
increase offset a slight loss the year
before.—E.P.S.

MISSIONS
By Dr. LLOYD JONES,

MINISTER SWANSTON ST. CHURCH
OF CHRIST, MELBOURNE

You don’t have to leave home to obey
the Great Commission! That doesn’t
mean you shouldn’t. There is more urg­
ent need today for young people with
dedicated skills to offer themselves for
missionary service abroad than at any
other time in the church’s history. Nor
does it • mean that if you can’t your­
self go you shouldn’t be responsible for
sending somebody else. Again, the need
for consecrated giving of enabling re­
sources is more urgent than ever before.
The principle still stands and always
will: “Why should anybody hear the
gospel twice before everybody has heard
it once?” But you don’t have to leave
home to obey the Great Commission.

A piece of missionary strategy that is
new to our brotherhood and, we be­
lieve, unique among our city churches
is being developed at our Swanston St.
church in Melbourne. At a time when
our churches are exercised about future
patterns of ministry in India and the
possibilities of moving into new mission
areas of the world, we believe some
flexibility in strategy might well be over­
due. This comment in no way criticises
our present missionary outreach. There
will still be critical need, for genera­

tions to come, of a “sending” ministry.
But for future development at least,
what we are doing in our city church
could provide guidelines for thought.

If there can be any recognised resi­
dential area for a church in the heart
of a city the size of Melbourne it must
consist of nurses and college and uni­
versity students. These would be within
a radius of about three miles of the
church. Over the last few years many
have been drawn to worship in our
church. Among them are significant
numbers of Asian young people. They
have no ties with Churches of Christ
as such, as we just aren’t represented
in their countries. Nor do our clearly
defined denominational boundaries mean
very much to them. The Christians who
come to us may be described as of
strong evangelical persuasion. They are
pretty vital. Often they don’t find a suit­
able fellowship within Australian churches
matching their denominational associa­
tion back home. We are glad to say
that as a result we profit from their
fellowship. At present we have at least
60 Asians regularly in touch and quite
a few more on the fringe. They aren’t
all committed Christians. Many have
come to us, brought by their friends,
but knowing nothing but Buddhism and
ancestor-worship. They are “ripe” for
the presentation of Jesus Christ as Lord
and Saviour. Many have responded and
been baptized, becoming part of the

church. At present we have 15 in active
membership.

Of course each year some return to
their countries. Eight more will be bap­
tized on October 6 and with others al­
ready active Christians, will be welcomed
into the church. These Aslan Christians
share in the conduct of our worship
services; they read, sing, teach and half
our Youth Council consists of Asians.
There is no difference between Asian
and Australian. We love them and be­
lieve they love us. (They even call me
“father.” No, not in that sense!).

Then they will go back home, in a
year, two years, maybe six. But they
will go back home. And this is the oppor­
tunity. Let it be quite clearly seen, they
will go back home. And this is the whole
point around which our strategy is being
built. They will go back as doctors, den­
tists, architects, accountants, teachers,
nurses, secretaries. But they recognise
that they will also go back and be
expected to lead the churches and spear­
head missionary activity. It will be
assumed that they have not only
learned a skill to do a job back home
but that they have learned the “know­
how” of Christian witness and leader­
ship.

In view of such a challenging oppor­
tunity it is our task to see they go
back equipped. We don’t have to teach
them a language as we do our Austra­
lian missionaries. We don’t have to teach
them a culture, nor build bridges of
friendship or methods of communica­
tion. These they have in a way we
could never teach them. But we do have
to bring them to Christ, a vital life­
changing experience. There can be no
half measures here. They must be
thoroughly converted. Then we must
teach them clearly and again without
any equivocation the doctrines of the
faith and the social implications of the
gospel. We must offer them training in
speaking, leading, Bible School teaching,
open-air witness, singing and a host of
other techniques.

We must take into account that
they are doing full-time studies and
any qualifications they pick up must
be sandwiched in between. To this
end, and at this time, our long-
range planning must envisage some kind
of hostel or institution which will help
to solve housing problems to start with
but which would also streamline such
a training programme as we have out­
lined. At present we must move within
the limits of one congregation's re­
sources. But to do nothing when con­
fronted by such an obvious way of ful­
filling the Great Commission would be
sheer tragedy. Millions in South-East
Asia will not hear the Gospel unless
they hear it from these young people
who have come to us and need our
ministry and training.

Our ministry at Swanston St. is in­
creasingly being geared to this exciting
situation. Could it be that our brother­
hood might find here also one of the
most challenging opportunities and one
of the most fruitful areas of outreach
that have ever been presented? The
spadework has already been done. But
it's going to need a lot more than
spadework to make this missionary stra­
tegy significant. We don't HAVE to leave
home to obey the Great Commission.

BADL UP !
Ministers are well aware that it could happen and ministers’

wives may he scared that it will happen, but it did happen to
Captain King, a Salvation Army officer.

The captain stood bail for a man accused of a crime—$1,000,
with a further $1,000 surety—and the man did not appear in
court!

A spokesman for the courts said that the forfeiture of the
ball may not be enforced in the circumstances. This will make
us all glad for Captain King’s sake, but it would defeat the whole
principle of ball as a guarantee of turning up in court if Chris­
tian workers are treated differently from others. We cannot expect
to be exempt from responsibility if our man does not appear.

When Captain King did something good for a man without
resources and without other friends, he did on a larger scale
something which many of us have done in a smaller way. It
would be a shame if the Captains and the Reverends and Misters
(that’s us!) were discouraged from helping the underprivileged
and distressed. That is the church’s business. It is a Christian
affirmation in faith that man is redeemable—despite the evidence
to the contrary. God knows more of the evidence than we do and
in a court case known as the Crucifixion he went bail for us all.

Captain King was right to stand by the man in the dock. All
that remains is for the rest of us to stand by Captain King if he
needs us.

RHODESIA SANCTIONS
The Australian Council of Churches

has issued the following statement:
"The Executive Committee of the Aus­

tralian Council of Churches notes with
approval that the Australian Govern­
ment proposes to act In accordance with
the United Nations resolution calling for
the imposition of economic and political
sanctions against Rhodesia.

"In doing so, we are mindful of the
efforts over many years by the churches
of Rhodesia to achieve within their
country a constitution and policy which
would lead to full and equal participa­
tion in the Government of that nation
by all the people, both black and white.

"The Christian Council of Rhodesia
and the Roman Catholic Bishops of
that country have repeatedly repudiated
the present course of the country, not­
ing ‘that intimidation of both black and
white Is increasing in many insidious
ways.’ ”—A.O.C.

GRAHAM CRUSADE NEAR
Leonard E. Buck, Prayer Chairman of

the Billy Graham Crusade (Vic.), re­
viewing the prospects of the Crusade,
1969, calls for a fresh appreciation of
the privilege of a Crusade; an honest look
at the present level of our prayer par­
ticipation, and an "all In” committal
of ourselves—Individuals and churches—
to the vital work of prayer.

We unquestionably accept as an axiom
the fact—biblically taught and experi­
mentally proved—that the amount of
blessing is in almost exact proportion to
the amount of praying. We may not
like to accept the implications of this,
and prefer to believe that God is not
bound up to our obedience, but he him­
self has made it so.

God has made determination to pray,
readiness to believe, and willingness to
receive, a condition of blessing. “He
worketh for them that wait for him.”
It is not difficult to find divinely wise
reasons for this.

It is tragically possible to let an oppor­
tunity pass us by, that will never come
our way again. God has anointed and

sent a man—for our day and genera­
tion—who is preaching the whole coun­
sel of God, and sinners are being
arrested and converted.

It is entirely possible that this may
be the last Crusade of this kind, at
least through Dr. Graham.

What Is the level of our individual
commitment to God in the light of the
coming Crusade? Really, what are we
expecting God to do in our circle of
friends, business, family, church, etc.?
How many of us are asking God the
Holy Spirit to save (through us as
channels) the neighbours and fellow
workmates we long to see brought to
Christ?

A tide of conviction of sin, longing
for deliverance, freedom to know and
to do the divine will and witness to the
divine Word, will come to individuals
and to us as fellowships, in answer to
prayer. And the spirit of prayer needs
to be felt in our churches, and in the
community, if our State is to be shaken
by the breath of the Holy Spirit. The
spirit of prayer comes through the obe­
dience of prayer.

the United States, respectively, under
separate scholarship awards.

Ralph left Australia in Dec., 1966, to
study in Canada under a Rotary Inter­
national technical training award at the
British Columbia Institute of Tech­
nology.

Beris won an American Field Service
Scholarship and left Australia in July
of last year. She furthered her studies
at Colusa (California) Union High
School.

They are the son and daughter of
Police Sergeant and Mrs. G. Gwynne, of
Mundingburra, formerly of Wynnum,
Queensland.

Ralph has resumed work with the
Northern Electric Authority, and Beris
will seek employment in Townsville until
the beginning of the 1969 academic year
at the Townsville University College,
where she will take an Arts course under
a Commonwealth open scholarship.

While in Canada, Ralph studied
instrumentation and control technology.

MANY FRIENDS
Friends had taken him to Colusa, in

the Sacramento Valley, to be united
with his sister during the vacation. On
his return to the Vancouver institute, 
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he had studied until last Christmas,
and during the holiday break had again
been taken by friends to visit his sister.

Ralph sat for his final examination
at the institute in Vancouver on May
31 last, and received his diploma in
convocation exercises on June 14.

The term of Ralph’s Rotary Inter­
national scholarship expired after 12
months and for the past eight months,
he has spent in Canada at his own
expense with, as he put it, "a great
deal of greatly appreciated help from
Mum and Dad.” While in Vancouver,
Ralph was hosted by various Rotary
clubs there, and addressed meetings of
about 30 clubs, besides attending sev­
eral district conferences.

He said it had been a wonderful
experience for him to be accepted read­
ily by all the people he met in Canada
and the United States.

He said that after he had obtained
his diploma, Rotary District 504, Van­
couver had organised a special tour
for him of Washington State, the
coastal areas of British Columbia, and
Alaska.

He had gained the impression, though,
that most northern Americans believed
that Australia was populated mainly by
kangaroos, emus and koala bears, rather
than white people.

Canada, he said, appeared to have a 
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similar problem to Australia — vast
wealth in untapped raw materials, but
insufficient population.
WAGES HIGHER

The average Canadian worker seemed
to be paid a higher wage than his
counterpart in Australia, said Ralph. The
Canadian appeared to have more left
out of his pay packet for spending on
luxuries.

During her 12 months in the United
States, Beris stayed with Mr. and Mrs.
Jack Arnfield, and their three daugh­
ters, at their home at Colusa, in the
heart of the United States’ largest single
rice producing area.

Beris said that about 3,080 Field Ser­
vice students go to the U.S. each year
from about 60 different countries. There
were 98 Australians in the last group
to visit the U.S.A.

“Living with a private family is one
of the conditions of the scholarship, and
it has been one of the most rewarding
experiences of my life,” she said.

Beris matriculated from the Pimlico
High School in 1966. While in Colusa,
she was a member of the Student Coun­
cil.—A.C.M.

T.V. FILM ON CHAPLAINS
“Army Chaplains and Recruits” on

Monday, Oct. 7, 1968 at approx. 10.15
p.m., as part of the training programme
of young recruits in Australia’s Army
is a Moral Guidance Course.

Chaplains from several churches as
commissioned Army officers lead the
course. “Dialogue" shows on film some
aspects of the course and discusses
religion in the Army, the work of Chap­
lains and the effects of the Moral Guid­
ance Course on the young soldier.

Those taking part include a Chaplain,
a pacifist, and a spokesman for the
Army.

GRAHAM ON UNION
Evangelist Billy Graham, acknowledg­

ing the support Roman Catholics have
given to his crusades, declared recently
that Catholics and Protestants are not
prepared for “organic union.”

At a press conference, Dr. Graham
said, “There is a new climate of under­
standing and dialogue between Protes­
tants and Catholics. I am much closer
to Catholic theology than I am to the
extreme liberal theology of some Pro­
testants. But from opinions that I hear
expressed during my travels, I’d say that
Catholics are not ready for organic
union and neither are we. And when I
say we, I mean Protestants.”
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IRAN EARTHQUAKE VICTIMS
(Geneva). The World Council of

Churches appealed in Sept, for $100,000
from its member churches and their
related agencies to finance a share in a
relief programme for victims of the
recent earthquake in Iran.

It is proposed that the churches’
share in the comprehensive rehabilita­
tion programme now taking shape should
be in the form of at least three fully-
equipped clinics. In addition, cooking
equipment, which can be bought in
Iran, is urgently needed by families who
have lost everything in the disaster. For
this a minimum of $10,000 is needed.

INDONESIAN AT CONGRESS
(Singapore). A high-ranking official of

the Indonesian Government is co-
chairman of an evangelism conference
to be held here Nov. 5-13 this year.
Dr. A. M. Tambunan, Minister of Social
Affairs of Indonesia, is one of 10 promi­
nent Asians who' compose the Execu­
tive Committee of the Asia-South Pacific
Congress on Evangelism—a unique gath­
ering of more than 1,000 carefully-
selected church and lay leaders from
more than 24 countries in Asia and the
South Pacific.

The other members of the Congress
Executive Committee who also serve as
co-chairmen of the conference are Dr.
Kyung Chik Han of Korea, the Rt. Rev.
Dr. Chandu Ray of Pakistan, Bishop
Onofre G. Fonceca of the Philippines,
the Rt. Rev. A. J. Dain of Australia,
the Rev. Akira Hatori of Japan, the
Rev. Philip Teng of Hong Kong, and
Elder Wu Yung of the Republic of
China.

LAOS NEEDS CRITICAL
(Bangkok). Between 16% and 25% of

the 3 million people of Laos are refu­
gees, according to a survey completed
Aug. 23 by a team sent to the area by
the East Asia Christian Conf.

The government has encouraged refu­
gees to move in groups with their head­
men and village chiefs so that the
social organisation remains intact. Be­
cause these groups are widely scattered
and badly in need of medical attention,
the survey team has suggested that
E.A.C.C. teams be sent to she different
areas. Each would contain medical per­
sonnel, social workers and agricultural
extension workers.

Other factors contributing to Laos’s
difficulties include an inadequate trans­
portation system which makes it almost
impossible to realise income from the
abundant natural resources. Also the
presence of insurgents in most of the
eastern areas makes the situation espe­
cially critical.—E.P.S.

SOVIET ACTION "TRAGIC"
(Prague). A leading Czech Christian

who holds the Lenin Prize of Inter­
national Friendship and Peace, has noti­
fied the Soviet Union that its occupation
of his country has produced in him “a
feeling of disappointment, regret and
shame.”

“In my long life I do not know of
a greater tragedy,” wrote Dr. Joseph
L. Hromadka, professor at the Comenius
Faculty in Prague and president of the
Christian (Prague) Peace Conference.

Dr. Hromadka’s feelings were expressed
in a note, dated Aug. 22, handed to the
Soviet Ambassador in Prague.—E.P.S.

POST-WAR NEEDS
(Geneva). Damage to hospitals, schools,

farms and the entire social and eco­
nomic life of Nigeria and Biafra by the
civil war is to be surveyed by experts
sent to areas where the conflict has
raged by the World Council of Churches.
There experts will work with the All
Africa Conference of Churches and with
other regional and national organisa­
tions.

The purpose of the survey is to ascer­
tain post-war needs for rehabilitating
millions of people on both sides of the
conflict and, after full consultations
with church and governmental authori­
ties in the different areas, to make
recommendations that the member
churches of the World Council will be
asked to finance.—W.C.C.

PASSPORT WITHDRAWN
(Capetown). A Methodist minister who

had planned to go to the U.S. to accept
a two-year post-doctoral scholarship was
informed by security police here that
his passport had been withdrawn.

No reason for the action was given
to the Rev. Basil Moore, but he believes
it is linked to his leadership of the
University Christian Movement (U.C.M.)
of Southern Africa. The movement has
been the subject of criticism recently by
South Africa’s Premier, John Vorster.

Loss of his passport, Mr. Moore said,
means he will have to cancel his
American scholarship which required his
return to South Africa on completion
of his studies.

The U.C.M. is interdenominational and
inter-racial. It has received the backing
of the Methodist, Anglican, United Con­
gregational, Roman Catholic and Presby­
terian churches.—EP.S.

Church Chuckles by CARTWRIGHT

''All my life, your Reverence, I've drifted along
humbly resigned to His Will!"

The young man all but fell into my
room when I opened the door to answer
his knock.

“Padre. I’ve been a fool,” he blurted
out. And he went on to tell me the
whole story, stopping now and then
because he was choked with emotion.

That was not an isolated instance
either. It was one of many opportuni­
ties which Army Chaplains have to help
men and to say something about the
Christian life.

As far as I can discover, the word
"chaplain” has its roots in a Latin
word, which was given to the person
who held the cloak of Martin, Bishop
of Tours, in the 4th century.

A similar word was also used to
describe the tent or canopy which the
French kings threw over a mound of
stones to make an altar for the soldiers
in the field. The word “chaplain” came
to mean “one who conducted a service
of worship.”

In Britain, Army Chaplains were per­
mitted by an Act of Parliament in 1868.
The same Act also permitted the hold­
ing of religious services amongst ser­
vicemen.

In Australia, Chaplains belong to the
Royal Australian Army Chaplains’ Dept.,
and this is responsible for all aspects
of religion in the Army and for the
conduct of character training courses.
There are five denominational groups,
each with a Chaplain General who meet
in conference to discuss and decide
policies. The five groups are Roman
Catholic, Church of England, Metho­
dist, Presbyterian, United Churches,
which includes Baptists, Churches of
Christ, Lutheran, Salvation Army, etc.
There is also a senior Jewish Chap­
lain in each State.

The Army recognises the need for
spiritual development. A Military Board
Instruction reads, “When young men
enter the Army, they are separated from
the influence of home and local church
with which they have been associated.
It is important therefore to both the
soldier and the service that ample
opportunity be given in the Army for
spiritual development,” and again, "Reli­
gious faith cannot be satisfactorily deve­
loped without religious worship.”
WHAT DOES A CHAPLAIN DO ?

In one sense the work of a chaplain
is an extension of the normal pastoral

work undertaken in the ministry, but
with a number of important things
added. Regardless of what we think of
war, or conscription, we have to admit
•that soldiers are men, and we have
the same obligation and the same privi­
lege to serve them as we have in serv­
ing any group in any community. The
task of caring for the moral and spiri­
tual welfare of men in the Army is a
big one. Because of the National Ser­
vice system, we are finding an increas­
ing number of men from our churches
(both conscripts and volunteers) who
are joining the Army. These men will
need all the services and the care of
the Christian Church.
CHURCH PARADES

These are never compulsory. The ser­
vice is a simple one and includes
hymns, prayers, readings and a short
talk. In some camps, Chaplains have
found that a week night is the best
time to hold such a service, rather than
on a Sunday. Provision is made for
communion services and chapels are
equipped and furnished for these pur­
poses. A service would also be held in
most areas on Sundays for soldiers who
are in camp over the weekend and for
families who live near the camp. Occa­
sional religious services such as wed­
dings and baptisms are the responsi­
bility of the Chaplain also. United ser­
vices Involving all denominations are
held on special occasions.
C.O.’s HOURS

This is a period of time set aside by
the Commanding Officer of the unit, and
is given to the Chaplains for the moral
instruction and welfare of the soldiers.
This is not a time of instruction in
religion, although it is obvious that the
two overlap quite often. The methods
used will vary with each Chaplain, but
often includes discussion groups, ques­
tion times, lectures, films, etc.

The topics covered are designed to
help men discover real meaning in life
and to think about important moral
issues. z

This is one of the highlights of the
Chaplain’s work. The men join in
freely, they can argue and discuss a
matter with great vigor, with the Chap­
lain often having to state his own faith
and beliefs In simple and frank terms
On recruitment, Chaplains conduct
character guidance courses and refresher
courses are held before embarkation for
overseas service.
PERSONAL PROBLEMS

Personal counselling and the explora­
tion of soldiers’ problems is a vital part 

of the work. It may be that a soldier
is contacted whilst on exercises or a
soldier may ask to see the chaplain
(he has unrestricted access to the chap­
lain) or he may be referred to us by
his platoon or company commander.

There are, of course, many different
kinds of problems. Marriage and family
problems, personality problems, and
sickness, are only a few of them. The
chaplain is the consultant of the Com­
manding Officer in all matters relating
to religion and morality, and as such
his advice in these fields is taken into
account.

The soldier’s family is also the
responsibility of the Chaplain. Many
soldiers have wives and children living
in homes provided by the Army and
these are visited. Families of men at
present overseas are cared for, and
when the need arises, a chaplain is
called upon to notify the next of kin
of casualties or death.

CHAPLAINS TRY TO PREPARE MEN
FOR WAR

This is a hard fact to realise. Yet it
Is a fact. Chaplains try to prepare men
to meet the rigors of war by giving
spiritual guidance, trying to give some
knowledge of conditions in other coun­
tries, customs and dangers; but above
all, to endeavour to reinforce a man’s
already held belief in God, and to try
to awaken this belief in those who do
not have it. The Padre will try to re­
inforce a sense of values and responsi­
bilities in the soldier, to his comrades,
his friends, his loved ones, his country
and his enemies.

When a man is faced with the reali­
ties of overseas service, he may be
more ready to talk and listen at depth
about life and God. Christians have
always believed that there is a battle
going on for men’s minds, and they
need to know where they stand.

SOME OBSERVATIONS
1. All Chaplains would appreciate

knowing when a young man from our
churches enters the Army. A letter from
his minister or parents would greatly
assist the Chaplain.

2. Some national list of men in the
services could be kept so that contact
with men would not be lost. Some other
denominations have this and periodicals
and church news would help to keep the
contact.

3. The churches which make use of
the confessional have a ministry which
is extremely valuable. A study which
could go deeper into this important area
of human life would benefit many
ministers.

Relief Assistance for Korea

By R. S. A. McLEAN

The Overseas Mission Board has re­
ceived a request from the Korean
Churches of Christ for assistance, as
members of 40 churches in the South­
ern Provinces in Korea are in desperate
need. An article in the October-November
issue of "Missionary News” explains how
the need of these churches was brought
to the attention of the board.

Our Korean brethren are facing hard­
ship due to 100% loss in food produc­
tion during the past two years. Mr.
Soongook Choi, president of the Korea
Christian College, says that everything
may be described in one word, “misery."
Mr. Choi advises that as the people face
another long, cold winter any help we
can give will be appreciated.

While not directly associated with our
mission, as are our churches in India,
New Guinea and the New Hebrides, these
needy people are our brethren in Christ,
and as the church at Antioch "deter­
mined to send relief unto the brethren
which dwelt in Judea.”—Acts 11: 29, so
we feel challenged to send relief to our
brethren in Korea.

There are three ways that Mr. Choi
has suggested we can help:

(a) By sending finance. The Overseas
Mission Board has already remitted $500
from its Relief Fund. Other remittances
will be sent if finance is made avail­
able.

(b) By sending food parcels. The fol­
lowing items are needed: Powdered milk
(either full cream or skimmed), fat
(canned fat for eating and cooking),
tinned meat, sugar (would need to be
packed in tin or plastic container with
screw-top lid — not glass), flour (packets
would need to be sewn in calico).

(c) By sending parcels of clothes. Both
winter and summer, new and used cloth­
ing for adults and children. Make cer­
tain that clothing is clean and mended.
Do not send shoes as they have difficul­
ties in fitting them.

How to send goods: After making full
enquiries, the most convenient method
will be to send goods by parcel post.
A 22 lb. parcel can be sent from any­
where in Australia for approx. $2.50.
Make sure that the parcel does not
weigh more than 22 lb. when wrapped.

The Korean Welfare Branch of the
Chaplain Section, Eighth U.S. Army, is
prepared to handle parcels for us. A
Korean supervisor accepts the parcels
and informs the agency that they are
ready to be picked up.

The Chaplain Administrator has ad­
vised that parcels should not be sent
direct to Mr. Choi, but to the Korean
Welfare Branch of the 8th Army, as
parcels sent this way are exempt cus­
toms duty.

It is essential therefore that parcels
are addressed as follows:

1. On the carton or box before putting
on final outside wrapping, put the follow­
ing address:

Seoul, Korea.
A list of contents should also be

attached to this inner wrapping.
2. Put final wrapping on the parcel and

address as follows:
Chaplain Section,
H.Q.  Eighth U.S. Army,
Attn.: Korean Welfare Branch,
A.P.O. 96301.
Seoul. Korea.
For Korea Evangelistic Mission. .
A general statement of the contents

and value should suffice on the outside
label which the Post Office will ask you
to complete:
