The Federal Conference of Churches of Christ placed “The Austra­

lian Christian” into the hands of men representing the whole of the
Australian brotherhood. Because of the financial difficulties we faced, this
was not an easy responsibility. We are glad to say that, provided we can
increase our number of subscribers by a small percentage, we can look
forward to a reasonably secure future. Any drop in the number of
subscribers would naturally make our task more difficult.

Of course, we still require the assistance promised by the States to
pay off the accumulated deficit.

It is inevitable that changes will take place within the Board of
Management and from the original team we have lost the first Chairman,
Leonard J. Butler of Vic., and the first Treasurer, Walter W. McDowell
of Old. They gave splendid leadership during our most difficult days and
although pressures from their many church and other concerns have
forced them to withdraw from the Board of Management, we value their
present encouragement and support. Their places on the Board have been
taken by Neil L. Wickham, Vic., and Kevin W. Ludgater, Qld.

The present Board comprises: A. D. Pyne, W.A., Chairman; E. F.
Morris, N.S.W., Secretary; N. L. Wickham. Vic., Treasurer and Deputy
Chairman; I. J. Chivell. S.A.; G. J. Foot, Tas.; W. H. Leng, A.C.T.; and
K. W. Ludgater, Qld. In addition. Mrs. Alison Morris. F. Illingworth,
K. Jenner, and N. L. Wickham serve as an Advisory Committee in
Melbourne.

On the Editorial Panel there have also been changes. From the
original number, H. Sargent, Qld., and C. E. Bowser, N.S.W., were unable
to continue. Mr. Bowser was obliged to surrender this task when he
accepted the very heavy duties that accompanied the honour of being
President of N.S.W. Conference. 1965-66. Now, Reuben Boxhall, the
Tasmanian Associate Editor, has also withdrawn. He has served Tasma­
nia well. Our regret at losing him in no way dims our great joy in
welcoming Cecil J. Robinson, of Ulverstone. as our man in the Apple
State. The full editorial team is listed on this page.

The new accounting system, introduced for Vic., Tas., N.S.W., A.C.T.,
and Qld. in Jan.. 1968, is working well. Some “Christian” representatives
in the churches have already forwarded payment for all their subscribers
up to the end of 1968. This is most helpful, especially because we have
no capital. Payment in advance, the normal practice for journals, is a
greater necessity for the “Christian”. We would like to hear from those
church representatives who have not yet written to us since receiving the
1968 accounts. (W.A. and S.A. are now caring for their own accounts and
a form, listing all of the appropriate addresses for payment of accounts,
is on another page in this issue.)

The new system provided for an account form to be sent to the church
which each reader attends and the representative is also provided with a
receipt to hand to the subscriber when payment is made. We prefer pay­
ment to be made through the church representative, as this saves postage
and bookkeeping costs. However, provision is still made for subscribers
to make payment direct to the “Christian” office if they prefer to do so.

The change in accounting procedure does not affect the method of
distribution. The “Christian” is still posted direct to the subscriber’s
home address, so that he receives the paper as soon as possible.

In acknowledging our gratitude to “Christian” people we must also
recognise the subscriber himself. It is the reader who makes the journal
possible. We want you, too. to be a continuing member of the “Christian”
team.

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"It is finished” was not a meek, sub­
missive cry of defeat. It was a shout
of victory I When we couple together
“and Jesus uttered a loud cry and
breathed his last” from Mark, and
“. . . he said, ‘It is finished’; and he
bowed his head and gave up his spirit.”
of John, and consider that the Greek
word translated “It is finished” was
usually used as a cry of victory by the
ancient Greeks, we see that this was
no whimper of defeat, but a shout of
victory.

1. In the first place, it was God’s
victory. No matter how we interpret
the opening chapters of Genesis we
would all agree that it is God’s inten­
tion that we should be after his “like­
ness,” but man has fallen and the
likeness has been distorted. Instead of

being "a little less than God,” man has
become a little more than animal. The
newer sciences have shown that by and
large man’s civilised state is in reality
only a thin veneer giving a flimsy cov­
ering to the “animal" which lies just
under the surface, and whenever this
veneer is stripped off we see the naked
truth about human nature. One only
has to become a little conversant with
the atrocities in Vietnam, racialism in
multi-racial countries, our own callous
indifference toward the under-privileged,
the inhumanity of the mob, to see that
man is in reality little more than a
clever (or should we say cunning ?)
animal.

If we were God, no doubt we would'
be tempted to annihilate the human
race, to “rub it out and start again.”
But fortunately we are not the
Almighty. Nor is God made in our
image. God knows that we are intended
to be In his likeness, and that within
us still is the potential that enables
us to respond to and be lifted by his
grace and power. In responding to God
man can be lifted from the status of

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a clever animal to that of a child of
God, “It is finished,” was a shout of
victory, God’s victory, for God was in
Christ reconciling the world to him­
self.

2. But if God was reconciling the
world to himself in the life, death and
resurrection of Our Lord, then surely
it is also our victory.

For this victory was not won on behalf
of or confined to a privileged few. This
victory was on behalf of “the world.”
Jew and Gentile, male and female, cul­
tured and uncultured, educated and un­
educated, genius and simpleton, white
and coloured, haves and have nots. No
matter what our differences, Christ died
for us all; the victory is ours. We are
all lifted to the status of children of
God, once we have responded to God
in Christ. We are all recipients of the
same love and forgiveness, we are all
equal in God’s eyes.

How slow we are to learn !
We do not look upon each other as

equals. If a group of leather-jacketed
young “toughs” attend our respectable
church, they are frozen out or pres­
sured Into conforming to our behaviour
patterns and style of speech and dress.
To be law abiding, moral disciples or
would-be disciples of Christ is not
enough. They must be “respectable” in
appearance and behaviour and act
"middle class.” If a simple uneducated,
low income family wanders into our
fellowship looking for acceptance and
love, they are quite likely to be ignored
by the educated well-to-do in our more
affluent congregations. If a liberally
minded Christian moves into a “con­
servative” stronghold, or vice-versa, the
odd man out is likely to meet with
suspicion if not hostility. And such
examples could be added to at length.

Even within the household of faith,
one can be too different; which being
interpreted means “inferior.” From our
behaviour and our attitudes it would
appear that there are first and second
class citizens even within the King­
dom of God.

Yet God so loved the world he gave
his only son. God was in Christ recon­
ciling the world to himself.

There appears to be a glaring need
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for us to let this victory of God’s
become our victory; to accept folk of
different education, intelligence, culture,
income, colour, and theological emphasis
as simply different, not inferior nor
superior. We must learn to accept all
as actual or potential children of God,
equal in his sight and ours.

3. However, before this victory Christ
has won can becomes ours, it must
first of all become mine (and yours).

The phrase "the world” in the con­
text we have been using it refers to
the human race organising itself, liv­
ing out its life on earth, without refer­
ence to God. Or, if you prefer, human
nature in its “fallen” condition.

What are some of the marks of this
fallen condition ? Paul lists a few in
Galatians.

“Anyone can see the kind of behaviour
that belongs to the lower nature: forni­
cation, Impurity and indecency; Idolatry
and sorcery; quarrels, a contentious
temper, envy, fits of rage, selfish ambi­
tions, dissensions, party intrigues, and
jealousies; drinking bouts, orgies, and
the like. I warn you, as I warned you
before, that those who behave in such
ways will never inherit the kingdom of
God.” Far too often quarrels, conten­
tious temper, envy, fits of rage, dis­
sensions, party intrigues and the like
are precisely the things we do find in
our churches—or to be more to the
point, we do find in ourselves. Certainly
we sometimes gloss them over with our
“spiritual” language and fervent wor­
ship, but could it be possible that our’
Christianity is somewhat like Western
civilisation, a thin veneer covering the
cunning animal underneath ?

God’s victory can only become our
victory when it becomes “my victory"
for you and me.

Until such time, we may have the
outward appearrmce, the “spiritual”
language, and the respectable behaviour
of the typical churchman, and yet fall
well below the mark of a child of God,
a citizen of the Kingdom.

“It is finished,” the shout of victory
from the lips of the crucified Lord must
mean something, indeed must mean
everything in our life, before it can
mean anything to the world, for which
God gave his Son at the first Easter.

AUDACIOUS
CHRIST

He affected the world as no other
man before or since. Such was the im­
pression he made in his journey through
life that millions down the years have
travelled across the world to retrace his
steps and walk where he walked.

L Audacious Actions:
Defying the vested interests

—He wielded a whip.
Defying the law of gravity

—He walked on water.
Defying the law of nature

—He stilled the storm.
Defying the laws of the Pharisee

—He crushed corn on the sabbath.
Defying the power of death

—He rose again the third day.
Let your Bible come alive with the

Christ who strides across the pages of
the New Testament and see him as a
teenager astonishing the lawyers with
his questions and answers. Hear the
outcry of the residents of his home town
of Nazareth—“Is not this the carpenter’s
son ?” “Are not his mother and sisters
here with us ?” “Whence hath this man
this wisdom ?” It was said of him
“Never man spoke like this man.”

In my previous ministries I have been
fortunate enough to enjoy the privilege
of being able to invite myself to meals
with the members. In the city I have
had breakfast with families—for this
often‘.provided the only opportunity to
meet the whole family. To the more
rural members a 'phone call a few days
before to ascertain if they would be
home on a certain day and a very
fruitful pastoral visit resulted. I’d been
doing this for quite a while and thought
it an original idea until one day this
facet of the age-old story of Zacchaeus
seemed to be written In flames—“Come
down, Zacchaeus, I’m gcing to your place
to eat.” It was out of that act of self­
invitation on behalf of the Christ that
Zacchaeus’ life was changed—never to be
the same again.

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Jesus issued his own invitation to eat
at’ the Jericho home and it appears that
he often dropped into the home of
Mary, Martha and Lazarus at Bethany.
Of course in those days it was a law
that the traveller was to be given hos­
pitality and in fact the requirements
for the “elder’’ of the N.T. is that he
be “given to hospitality.” 1 Tim. 3: 2.

On another occasion Jesus told his
disciples to go to an upper room and
there “make ready” the passover. It is
taken for granted that there would be
no dispute about its use. Here is the
Audacious Christ.

Again, when he used the colt of an.
ass on which to ride into Jerusalem,
the use is justified in the simple phrase,
“The Master has need of him.”

2. He uses what’s available (Luke 5:
1-11).

As the Master walked beside the sea
the crowd pressed upon him to hear his
every word. He used the empty boat
of Simon’s as a pulpit. "Getting into the
boat he asked Simon to put out from
the land.”

After the completion of his teaching
he told Simon to “Launch out into the
deep and let down his nets for a
catch.”

They’d been fishing all night, they
were tired and disappointed, as only a
fisherman can be at catching nothing.

This land-lubber has the audacity to
suggest to these fishermen where they
could catch fish. On another occasion
he told them to cast out the nets on
the other side and the haul of fish
astonished the experienced fishermen.

“Master, we’ve toiled all night and
caught nothing,” Peter complained and
with all the logic of a fisherman who
knows that fish feed at night and
early morning, he considered it a waste
of time. (At least I hope that’s what
he meant, otherwise I have wasted many
early hours on the assumption). But
this Carpenter seemed to know what
he was requesting and with a touch
of wonder Simon said, “nevertheless, at
your word I’ll let down the net.”

Note that it was the same body of

water, the same boat, the same nets,
the same fishermen and apparently the
wrong time of the day; but the catch
was sufficient to fill two boats to sink­
ing point.

What made the difference ?
Deeper water and the directions of the

Master. Launch out with your life and
he’ll direct you to fruitful witness and
service.

You say, I have not much to give
him, my poor little insignificant con­
tribution wouldn't make any difference.
That’s not true ! For the “touch of the
Master’s hand” can create wonders with
your life.

The Audacious Christ once con­
founded his followers who were con­
cerned about the catering arrange­
ments. The time was late, there was a
great crowd and all the food that was
available was a lad’s small lunch. From
a small surrender a great banquet re­
sulted. Your life surrendered to Christ
can be a great blessing to many.

3. Jesus intrudes into your life.
As he invited himself to the house

of Zacchaeus so the Master comes to
your life and mine and knocks and
seeks admission.

But this Jesus is a gentleman, he will
at times appear to show divine indif­
ference to you. Consider that story found
in Luke 24. Jesus had been walking
and talking with Cleopas and his
friend discussing with them the events
of his crucifixion and resurrection, but
they did not recognise him.

As the three approach the village of
Emmaus he intends to go on farther.
He has shared with them how “the
Christ must suffer these things,” but
they do not seem to understand. The
Audacious Christ is only prepared to
spend a certain amount of time in some
circumstances. He must needs go to
other cities and there is a time when
delay can be fatal in not accepting
him.

“He appears to be going on farther,
but they constrain him.” He enters the
home, and, “in the breaking of the
bread, he is made known to them.”
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The Audacious Christ (cont.)
Perhaps his robe fell back as he took
the plate, and they noticed the wounds
of his hands. Perhaps It was a charac­
teristic way of his in breaking the
bread; whatever it was, in the fellow­
ship of the meal he was recognised
by them.

This is Jesus who will walk by if
we are too slow to believe; but this
same Jesus will come in if we are will­
ing to receive him.

Holman Hunt gave to the world the
masterpiece “Light of the World.” It
depicts the Saviour standing at the
door with the lantern held high shin­
ing on the face of the Master. The
door is closed and the bolt is on the
inside.

The significance of this is that he
may knock but you only can unlock
the door and let him in.

Rev. 3: 20 says of him, “Behold I
stand at the door and knock: if any
man hear my voice and open the door
I will come in and meet with him.”

But you must open the door tq his
invitation.

4. Jesus knows the Word.
Lest I leave the wrong impression

with you we must also emphasise that
Jesus’ audacity arose from his very
rich appreciation of human nature. His
approach was always kind and cour­
teous but firm and deliberate. He’ll do
the unexpected—he’ll challenge you in
ways no one else will.

He’ll tell you what your best friend
would be reluctant to reveal to you
for fear of hurting you.

Outside the village of Sychar, Jesus
rested beside the well. When the dis­
ciples returned from buying food from
the village they found him talking with
“a woman.” The audacity of it all. Not
only had he travelled through Sam­
aria, when all other Jews skirted the
borders of the despised state, to avoid
contamination, but here he was talking
with a woman.

The sheer effrontery of this must have
shocked the disciples. For in those days
there were men known as the “bleed­
ing Pharisees.” They walked around
with their eyes closed for fear that
they looked at a woman and conse­
quently ran into trees and buildings
and suffered lacerations. These were

days when men debated whether women
had souls. It was the day and age
when no man spoke in public to a
woman. But Jesus did.

The Audacious Christ broke the back
of unnatural segregation and elevated
woman to her rightful position.

He talked with her even though any
discerning person could have guessed
her trade. She carried the water pitcher
to the well in the heat of the day,
to avoid the gossiping women. Jesus
knew her for what she was, but he had
a compassion for her for what she
could become.

This same audacious Christ knows
all about you too. But let me assure
you that he loves you all the same.

The hymn says, “Jesus knows all
about our troubles,” he knows the ten­
sions, and the strains, the heartache,
the heart-searching of your life—the
good and the bad; but he loves you
still in spite of it all.

Let the Audacious Christ, who knows
you better than anyone else, into your
life as he seeks admission. He’ll use
whatever you are prepared to make
available to him

CHURCHES BUY TENTS
(Amman, Jordan). To help in meet­

ing the needs of the latest flood of
Arab refugees into Jordan, the Near
East Council of Churches will join other
church organisations here in purchas­
ing 500 tents locally.

The Council will contribute $15,000,
which covers the cost of 150 tents. Al­
ready 500 tents bought in Pakistan and
flown to Jordan in a joint operation
undertaken by the government and the
N.E.C.C. are in position at Baka’a, the
largest of the new refugee camps.

Other church organisations taking part
in the new project are the Lutheran
World Federation, the Mennonite Cen­
tral Committee, and Catholic Relief
Services.

The N.E.C.C.’s work for Arab refugees
is supported out of funds contributed
to the World Council of Churches’
emergency appeal for $2,000,000 to help
war victims in the Middle East.—E.P.S.

AUST. COUNCIL OF CHURCHES
APPROVES PROPOSAL TO END
WAR

(Sydney). The Australian Council of
Churches has approved a five-point
plan for ending the war in Vietnam
and has voted to send a deputation of
churchmen to Prime Minister J. G.
Gorton for discussions of the Vietnam
problem.

The points are: Cessation of bomb­
ing in the North; recognition of the
National Liberation Front (political arm
of the Viet Cong) as a party in peace
negotiations; limitation of the ground
war to the holding of secure areas until
a military agreement for withdrawal of
all foreign troops can be settled; explo­
ration of all areas of negotiation to
facilitate such troop withdrawals; the
holding of elections under United
Nations supervision—E.P.S.

ASIAN REGIONAL CONGRESS
ON EVANGELISM

The Executive Committee of the
Asia-South Pacific Congress on Evan­
gelism met on March 12 to plan for the
Regional Congress on Evangelism held in
the 1,000-seat Singapore Conference
Hall, NOV. 5 to 13, 1968.

Dr. Kyung Chik Han of South Korea
who was elected chairman of the
Executive Committee, said that “Asia
is going through a dangerous age, but
our task is to witness for Christ. This
task,” he explained, “must be under­
scored in the coming Congress.”

Members of the Congress Executive
Committee are Dr. Kyung Chik Han,
chairman; the Rt. Rev. Dr. Chandu
Ray of Pakistan, vice-chairman; Bishop
Onofre Fonceca of the Philippines, Dr.
Akira Hatori, of Japan, Mr. Wuyung
of the Republic of China, Rev. Philip
Teng of Hong Kong, Rev. Subodn Sahu
of India, and Dr. Khoo Slaw Hua of
Singapore.

GREEK CHURCH WITHDRAWS
FROM UPPSALA

(Athens). The Church of Greece has
announced that its representatives will
not attend the Assembly of the World
Council of Churches to be held this
summer in Uppsala, Sweden, according
to a bulletin from Agence France
Presse.

The announcement was made by His
Beatitude Hieronymos, Archbishop of
Athens and Primate of Greece, during
a press conference on March 13.

He stated that “the Church of
Greece did not wish to go to Sweden,
a country whose attitude to Greece is
hostile, and where we are not even
assured of our security. Another reason
is the interference by the W.C.C. in the
internal affairs of Greece,” the Arch­
bishop declared.—E.P.S.

METHODIST CHURCH IN CUBA
(Havana). A new Methodist Church

came into being in Havana on Feb.
2-4 with the formation of the auto­
nomous Methodist Church of Cuba.

The new church was constituted from
the former Cuba Annual Conference of
the Methodist Church. It has about
9,000 members, and is served by 54
pastors. Though it has severed its orga­
nic link with American Methodism
(the Cuba Conference was formerly part
of the Florida Area of Bishop James
W. Henley), Cuban Methodism still has
ties with the U.S. church through an
affiliated autonomous relationship.

ANGOLA MISSIONARIES
WITHDRAWN

(New York). The majority of mis­
sionaries of the United Church of
Canada and the United Church of
Christ (U.S.A.) are to be withdrawn from
Angola.

Dr. Alford Carleton, executive vice-
president of the U.S. church’s Board for
World Ministries, said the joint action
was being taken because the Portuguese
Government has a policy “apparently
intended to extinguish Protestant mis­
sionary activity in Angola.”

Sixteen missionaries are expected to
be affected. Six are members of the
U.C.C. and 10 of the Canadian church.
All missionaries due or overdue to
receive furloughs were directed to come
home by June 30. In the past, the gov­
ernment has not permitted re-entry
when furloughs were taken. Three mis­
sionaries will be left, the remnant of
a staff which numbered 45 in 1960.

Dr. Carleton said that the two boards
have supported 30 schools, hospitals,
leprosy and tuberculosis clinics and dis­
pensaries in Angola.—EFS.

FIRST NATIONAL MINISTERS' SEMINAR: From Tues­
day lunch time to Thursday lunch time will be held an Aus­
tralian ministers' seminar at "Naamaroo" Conference Centre,
Lane Cove National Park, seven miles from Sydney. They
will share in the Town Hall closing rally on Tuesday even­

ing. The theme will be Evangelism and the lecturer Dr.
Larry V. Kirkpatrick of U.S.A., Secretary of World Conven­
tion of Churches of Christ. The Chairman is Roy M. Wilson
of Sydney and the Chaplain is Dr. James Jauncey of Ken­
more.

Churches around Australia may well consider sending
their ministers or assisting them to attend.

PRESIDENT'S RECEPTION: The opening night of Con­
ference cannot be held at the Town Hall. Conference will
commence with a dinner at the Trocadero, for which un­
fortunately we shall have to pass on the cost of $3.00 each.
There were no suitable alternative arrangements available
fcr the number we anticipate.

An informal programme will follow concluding by 9
p.m. Provision will be made for those who wish to enter
into this fellowship but do not find it convenient to come
to the dinner. The caterers at the Trocadero can accom­
modate up to 1,000 people. We commend this evening as
a very happy occasion to inaugurate the 32nd Federal Con­
ference.

BOOKS
"ETERNAL WAR"

The Why of Conscientious Objec­
tion by John D. Knox

Price 85 cents (Post & Pack 10c). 94 pp.
(ill ust).

John D. Knox introduces himself with
reproduction of a newspaper clipping of
his successful application, during World
War H, for registration as a conscien­
tious objector. In his court defence he
asserted that he had embraced the
Christian faith and claimed that the
Christian faith was incompatible with
war. It is the reasoning behind this
sweeping claim that forms the theme
of the author’s book.

The argument is not against the in­
evitability of wars, but that the Chris­
tian's cognisance of God’s overall plan
and Christ’s example and instruction
in non-resistance brings him into a dif­
ferent camp to the rest of the world.

The opening and closing chapters deal
specifically with Christian conscientious
objection. The main body of the book,
however, is a discourse on the eternal
and spiritual war in which Our Lord
as Captain of our Salvation leaves an
example for his followers to serve as
Soldiers of the Cross. The author main­
tains that full committal in this warfare
precludes from involvement in any other.

If Mr. Knox’s style is a little pon­
derous by present-day standards, it is
largely offset by the attractive format
and general presentation. Printed by
New Life Publications, it is well illus­
trated for a booklet in this price range.
An appendix gives answers to a few of
the many questions that must arise on
a subject of this nature.

Pamphlet' Club No. 153
If you wonder about the future of the

Church when you look at young people
—then you must read this.

If you have a narrow view of what
is the concern of Departments of Chris­
tian Education—then you must read this.

There is a freshness about this
pamphlet. You catch something of the
excitement of people discovering for
themselves what missionary work is like.
The authors have you in no doubt
that something significant was achieved.

“Young People Building Mission" tells
the story of the work party of young
people who last year went to help on
our New Guinea Mission field.

Guinea Field Council at the time, con­
cludes with an estimate of the worth
of the party’s work.

"CHRISTIAN MATRIMONIAL
AGENTS" CONFER

(Tokyo). "Hunting for husbands is a
difficult task for Christian girls,” com­
mented an experienced matchmaker in
Japan, as members of the Family Life
Committee of the National Christian
Council (Kyodan) conferred with
"Christian matrimonial agents" from
various denominations.

The committee, which is concerned
with the education of young adults who
want to establish Christian homes,
knows the problems young people face
in finding Christian partners and rea­
lises the need to make effective use
of these "agents," who are mainly
volunteers from among church women.

In almost every Japanese denomina­
tion, there are a few small committees
for this purpose. The Kyodan has a
committee in each district. In the
Episcopal Church there are "Isaac and

Rebecca” groups. The Evangelical Luth­
eran Church deals with the problem in
its department of social welfare.

These committees make out a card
for each client and arrange a meeting
date. Yet most committees are now un­
able to make adequate arrangements
because they have more girls than boys
—the rate being as high as six to one.

"Generally speaking, Christian girls
want to marry Christians, but Christian
boys do not necessarily want Christian
girls because they are optimistic about
the possibility of their partners becom­
ing Christians," was one observation.

THE RESURRECTION
To the Editor,

E. S. Sander’s letter prompts me to
try to make some evaluation of Bult-
man’s claim that a literal resurrection
could not have happened.

1. How did this myth of the resur­
rection originate if Christ did not truly
rise from the dead ? An added diffi­
culty is that the myth must have been
there only a few days after the cruci­
fixion, and such as to work a profound
change in the disciples. Herman Ridder-
bos in his book “Bultmann” writes: “To
think of this (resurrection) as the
mythical formation of the significance
which the disciples abruptly ascribed to
Jesus’ crucifixion without any new fact
as its basis, a fact which originated out­
side of themselves, is a postulate which
is dictated by Bultmann’s concept of
reality but which is at the same time
absolutely unintelligible from an his­
torical point of view. It is especially in­
comprehensible if one remembers that
this eye witness, in the primary sense
of an eye witness (cf. Acts 1: 21, 22ff)
was the starting point and the centre
of the Christian proclamation and
formed the foundation of Christian
certainty.”

2. Having in mind Bultmann’s com­
parative-religion method one would ex­
pect the Jews to have had a Picture
of a dying and rising again Christ.
The current Jews had no such doc­
trine.

3 There was a tremendous change in
the disciples. This raises a profound
psychological problem for Bultmann. If
Jesus had not risen how did the faith
take this form of belief in a resur­
rection ? How does one account psycho­
logically for the belief of the Church
in the resurrection if no actual resur­
rection took place? The early Church

certainly preached the resurrection as
a matter of fact, an event of history.

4. The faith of the early church could
not have existed if those first Chris­
tians knew that what they proclaimed
was not really as they claimed it to
be.

A central question concerning Bult­
mann is that of the ultimate authority
of scripture. Bultmann held firmly an
existential philosophy, and one wonders
if his de-mythologislng was very much
an attempt to fit scripture into the
framework of his philosophy.

Our experience of the living Christ
to which E. S. Sanders refers so feelingly
has its birth within the Church which
proclaims the life, death, resurrection and
ascension of Christ and the coming of
the Holy Spirit. Give these doctrines
away and there is the danger of making
Christ but a symbol of our own exis­
tential experiences.—T. T. Robinson. Vic.

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INGROWING
Worse than just being in the dold­

So long as we think in terms of
church reunion rather than of Chris­
tian unity, so long as we concentrate
on problems of organisation, or nice
points of theology, on exegetical inter­
pretation of proof texts, so long as
these things are so, the ecumenical
movement will be more and more an
ingrowing affair of ecclesiastical poli­
tics. As this happens the movement will
become less and less relevant to the
needs of space-age man.

SEVEN MINUTES TO MIDNIGHT ?
Is the world drawing closer to the

midnight of nuclear holocaust ? 'The
editors of the "Bulletin of the Atomic
Scientists” believe it is. On the cover
of their January issue they moved for­
ward the hands of the doomsday clock
to seven minutes to midnight—five
minutes closer than its previous setting
in 1963 and the first move forward
(rather than backward) since 1953. Only
twice before had the hands been set
closer; at three minutes to midnight 

in 1949, when Russia exploded its first
bomb, and at two minutes to mid­
night in 1953, when both the Soviet
Union and the United States produced
hydrogen bombs.

Bulletin editor Dr. Eugene Rabino-
witch said the latest movement was
necessitated by the "dismal world
record” of the past five years, during
which nations have been "drifting back
to pre-atomic pursuits of their narrow
national interests, with power politics
again replacing attempts to build a
stable, peaceful world.” As evidence of
deteriorating conditions he noted the
development of atomic weapons by
France and Red China, the Arab-
Israeli and Indo-Pakistani wars, escala­
tion of the Vietnam war, and competi­
tion between America and Russia to
produce an anti-ballistic missile.

The clock is ticking. The hands are
moving toward the midnight hour. The
"Bulletin of the Atomic Scientists”
warns men of nuclear doomsday. The
Bible warns men of a greater doom
—the judgment of Almighty God. It
calls them to prepare for that hour by
trusting in Jesus Christ, so that his
coming will mean not wrath but salva­
tion.—"Christianity Today.”

WHO WILL WIN?
It will be interesting to see whether

God or man wins the struggle for sur­
vival in the Communist world. For one
who is supposed not to exist at all,
God surely claims a lot of attention.
And over there, as we understand it,
there’s none of this “God is Dead”
stuff. They claim he has never been
alive. They have tried everything_
purges, prisons, ridicule, substitute philo­
sophies—but the dumb (?) people still
go to great lengths to continue their
worship of God.

According to the news of the cen­
tennial celebration, held August 18-28,
1967, there are 5,000 congregations with
540,000 members and at least 6,000
people took part in the three anni­
versary worship services in Moscow.

Even Adolph Hitler wasn’t able to
conquer God. In fact, the godless socie­
ties attracted a minimum of the Ger­
man people in the 1930’s. Hitler was

CHRISTIAN INFILTRATORS
A year ago the government of Egypt

was advertising for technical and pro­
fessional assistants in certain of Its
departments. It was willing to take
them from abroad. A missionary of the
Church Missionary Society wrote to
London, inquiring: “Could not some
committed Christians from elsewhere
come to Egypt to these educational (or
industrial) posts which are available
to people with the right qualifications ?
Could we not put this challenge to some
of the Christians in Britain ?”

Have we Christian infiltrators who are
prepared to move in ?

When it comes to the forms of
Christian witness, new ground must be
broken, new entries made, new chances
taken.

Too long have Christians in African
and Asian countries given the impres­
sion that they are an island of piety,
scarcely washed by the seas of the
nation’s surrounding life and action.
Foreignness can never be completely
disclaimed by the expatriates from
Europe and North America, but some­
thing can be done to lift this stigma
from the Christian community in mis­
sion lands. Perhaps infiltration in the
spheres of business and government is
one way of doing it.

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Belonging to Churches of Christ for
over half a century, actively engaged
in inter-church co-operation and com­
munity committees, Mrs. Potter stands
as a rare example of dynamic leader­
ship.

BROTHERHOOD
Her grandfather was a minister, W.

T. Clapham, who was Instrumental in
purchasing the Ann St. Chapel from
the Methodist Church. Her husband,
Conference Executive Treasurer, Eric
Potter, has an equally impressive back­
ground: His grandfather was one of
the first six members of the Ann St.
church.

Baptised at the age of 15, Dorothy
Clapham went on to teach kindergarten
Sunday School and became Supt. at
Ann St. When Hawthorne was short of
teaching staff it was Dorothy who heard
the call to help and for many years
was Supt. of that Sunday School.

From 1926 to 1935 she held the posi­
tion of secretary of the Youth Depart­
ment which was then known as the
Queensland Bible School and Young
People’s Union Committee. In this
capacity she helped organise the first
Queensland Youth Camp which was held
at Fingal, N.S.W., in December, 1930.

This experience is vividly recalled by
her because she rose at 5 a.m. and
together ''with “Uncle” Keith Gerrand
(now of Hartwell, Vic.) prepared the
newsletter for the day which was dis­
tributed at breakfast. Copies of these
papers are held by C. R. Burdeu for
the Historical Society.

As secretary of the Women’s Fellow­
ship of Ann St. for four years Dorothy
actively supported the on-going work
of the State and then became presi­
dent. History repeated Itself when the
Ann St. women conducted a programme
of visitation in the Rocklea area of
the city and Dorothy became president
of this Women’s FeUowship for many
years. This link still exists in regular
Sunday morning visits to the church
where Eric is organist. You guessed it I
—Rocklea’s service is earlier than Ann
St., and both are included in the Pot­
ter’s Sunday diary.

Mrs. W. T. Clapham, a grandmother,
formed the first Women’s Conference
in Queensland and her footsteps
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Dorothy followed to become president
in 1951 after being vice-president dur­
ing 1949-1951, as well as Home Mis­
sions Supt. for the Women’s Conference.

When Federal Conference was held
in Brisbane in 1954, Dorothy Potter
was the logical Federal Women’s Con­
ference president and as such had a
great deal to do with the planning of
the Conference. In 1964 with Federal
Conference again being held in Bris­
bane, Dorothy was to be seen as Asst.
Secretary of the Conference Arrange­
ments Committee and in charge of the
overall office facilities.

When the Book Room first com­
menced Dorothy used her spare time as
asst, manager of that facility.

INTER-CHURCH AND COMMUNITY
CO-OPERATION

With an outlook as deep and as wide
as the Potters one would naturally
expect their interests to be larger
than the local work. In outside brother­
hood concerns her record is just as im­
pressive and significant.

President of the Women’s Inter­
church Council during 1953-1955, she
visited Mt. Macedon for a Civil Defence
school; President of the National Coun­
cil of Women which had 107 affiliated
organisations, vice-president of the
Mothercraft Association; a member of
the Health Organisation; a member of
the Queensland Centenary Committee;
a member of the Appeals and
Publicity Committee for Y.W.C.A.; a
member of the Girls’ Hostel Y.W.C.A.
at Newmarket; a member of the
Queensland Council for Children’s Films
and Television, vice-chairman of World
Refugee Year Committee (United
Nations). A member of the Executive
of the Women’s Christian Temperance
Union 1953-55, Dorothy served effectively
as Supt. of the committee investigating
gambling. Queensland president of the
Old People’s Welfare Committee 1963-
66 and for two years Australian vice-
president and still a member of the
Australian Executive, add to this nine
years as treasurer of the Margate Bap­
tist Women’s Guild when the Potters
lived at Redcllffe and one begins to see
the capacity and courage of a tireless
worker of which Queensland is justi­
fiably proud.
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THRICE PRESENTED TO ROYALTY
As president of the Inter-Church

Council of Women Dorothy was pre­
sented to Queen Elizabeth during her
Australian tour and was privileged to
present a bouquet to Her Majesty.

As president of National Council of
Women, Dorothy presented an Address
of Welcome to the Queen Mother on
behalf of all Australian women.

When Princess Alexandra visited Aus­
tralia, Dorothy was presented to her.

In vice-regal functions she has
played a prominent part—arranging a
farewell to Lady Lavarack and a wel­
come to Lady May Abel Smith.

STILL IN THE "FRONT-LINE’’
Even today, Dorothy is found actively

engaged and productively involved in
the life of the brotherhood and the
larger work of Christ’s kingdom in the
city of Brisbane.

Since 1955 she has been Asst. Secre­
tary of the Queensland Conference and
is a familiar figure "up front” at Ann
St., who quickly relays the actual word­
ing of the Motions of Conference upon
request. Eric remains as Conf. Treas.,
a position he has held for many years.

A Home Missions Committee mem­
ber, Historical Society member, a mem­
ber of the Fortitude Club Brisbane His­
torical Organisation; secretary of the
Women’s Conference and organiser of
each of the Women’s Camps and Con­
ventions to be held in recent years.
At the moment her eyes are set on
arranging a Women’s Camp at Rock­
hampton—no mere metropolitan con­
vention, but a weekend to involve women
of Central Queensland and to be con­
ducted 400 miles away. Last year with
two other ladles, Mrs. Baker and Mrs.
Chapman, Dorothy Potter travelled by
Combi-Van north to Charters Towers,
meeting with women’s groups en-route.

Queensland salutes a great warrior
of the faith and many friends around
Australia will rejoice to read of this
article of grateful recognition of an
extremely worthwhile contribution to our
brotherhood.

REPORT ON U.S. RIOTS
(New York). The report of President

Johnson’s National Advisory Commis­
sion on Civil Disorders, blaming “white
racism” for the city riots of recent
summers, has been warmly praised by
several church leaders and has gal­
vanised three major denominations Into
action.

Dr. Arthur S. Flemming, president of
the National Council of Churches, wel­
comed the "courageous” report. He said
the N.C.C. would prepare and issue
materials on the report in a nation­
wide programme.

Dr. Fredrik A. Schlotz, head of the
American Lutheran Church and the
Lutheran World Federation, stated:
“Without legislative intent we are on
the way to becoming a pseudo­
apartheid nation. The Commission says
if this trend Is to be arrested, it will
require from every American ’new atti­
tudes, a new understanding, and above
all, new will.’”

The Rev. Martin Luther King said the
Commission members "deserved the
gratitude of the nation because they
had both the wisdom to perceive the
truth and the courage to state "it.”

Episcopal Bishop Anson Phelps Stokes
Jr., of Boston, chairman of the com­
mission on Church and Race of the
Massachusetts Council of Churches,
urged the report as “required reading”
for Lent.

“Our spiritual reading need not be out
of the Bible,” he said. "Lent Is a time
to look at moral and spiritual issues,
and there is no more tremendous moral 

and spiritual issue before our country
than this one of race.”

The government’s 11-member Com­
mission, Including a governor, a mayor,
two Senators, two Congressmen and a
police chief, warned that the nation
is moving towards two societies, one
black and one white. The movement can
be stopped, the report said, but the
hour is late. The nation must press
simultaneously for “enrichment” of the
slums and for racial integration, the
report recommended.—E.P.S.

CHRISTIAN-MOSLEM TENSION
(Djakarta). Indonesian government

officials here are increasing a campaign
of appeals for religious tolerance be­
tween the nation’s Moslems (90 per cent
of the population) and its Christian
communities.

Clashes between Moslems and Chris­
tians have been occurring with growing
frequency since October 1967. The first
incident reportedly took place in Makas­
sar, Southern Celebes, where Moslems
attacked Protestant and Roman Catho­
lic churches following a report that
a Christian school teacher had said
that Mohammed committed adultery.

Later, a Christian cemetery in Pad-
ang, Central Sumatra, was damaged and
coffins dug up. Elsewhere churches have
been damaged and Christian clergymen
have been stoned.—E.P.S.

ARCHBISHOP ATTACKS
IMMIGRATION BILL

(London). Great Britain’s new Com­
monwealth Immigrants Bill has been
strongly attacked by Dr. Michael Ram­
sey, Archbishop of Canterbury, as a
piece of legislation which “involves the
country in breaking its word.”

The Anglican leader was among
several churchmen voicing protests to
the measure. His stand, presented in a
statement on behalf of the National
Committee for Commonwealth Immig­
rants, which he serves as chairman,
was quickly seconded by John Cardinal
Heenan, Archbishop of Westminster.

The new legislation placed restraints
on citizens of the United Kingdom and
colonies who hold British passports and
want to come to live in Britain. The
Bill is aimed particularly at the situa­
tion concerning the approximately
200,000 Asians who now reside in East
Africa.

The National Committee’s protest
declared: "As the proposals of the new
Bill concerning Asians in East Africa
bear considerably upon race relations
within this country the committee
grievously regrets that there was not
consultation about certain effects of the
Bill upon the work with which it> is
charged.”

The committee called for alteration
of the measure on several points, in­
cluding lifting of permitted entry num­
bers and removing a clause which was
attacked as placing a racial classifica­
tion in British law for the first time.

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WHO SHOULD)
CELEBRATE
THE COMMUNION?
by I. J. CHIVELL

There are two replies which I can
anticipate to this question. There will
be some who say it can only be cele­
brated by those who have been ordained
for the ministry of the Word and Sac­
raments. I cannot recall the New Testa­
ment using the expression, “Word and
Sacraments.” Others will say, any one
who is a Christian has the right to
administer the Communion. Again, I
cannot recall the New Testament saying
this.

We had better turn to the New Testa­
ment to see if it says anything at all
about the celebrant. In Matthew, Mark
and Luke we have the record of Jesus
presiding at the Passover Feast and
following it with this new feast. He was
the celebrant. In 1 Corinthians 11, Paul
says “I delivered unto you that which
I also received,” and follows with a
description of the institution of Com­
munion. “I delivered unto you,” is
sometimes taken to mean that Paul not
only taught them about the Commu­
nion as he had received it from Christ,
but that he himself celebrated it for
them in the way Jesus did in the
Upper Room. He delivered it in word
and in act. If this is so, then Paul
celebrated Communion. Jesus did and
Paul did. Who else ? No one specifically
as far as I can discover. The New
Testament is silent. The Communion
was kept but we are not told who led
it. Have we any right to insist it must
be an ordained person, or that the un­
ordained can also celebrate it ? What
right have we to be insistent at all ?
If this church says only our ordained
minister must celebrate Communion for
us, and another church says we appoint
two, three, ten, fifteen men from
amongst our number to lead us in our
Communion, who can argue with either
church ? Surely the important thing 

is that we keep what Jesus asked us
to keep. The unimportant thing is who
leads us, where we have it in the ser­
vice, the colour of the wine, the type of
bread, etc.

Let me ask another question ? Who
administers baptism ? — which is the
other appointment our Lord made ? I
can remember “lay-men” doing so, but
not these days. We have grown beyond
that. It is invariably the minister who
baptizes. Surely the same arguments, if
there are any, could apply to the Com­
munion.

This bothers me because in our dis­
cussions with other Christian bodies
regarding unity, this question of “lay”
administration of the Communion al­
ways arises. Have we any New Testa­
ment authority to say it is the privi­
lege of the “lay-man”? No more than
our religious neighbours have New
Testament authority to say it is to be
the sole privilege of the “ordained.” Let
me further ask—if this is a matter of
expediency, and not of New Testament
requirement, have we any right in main­
taining a separate existence over such
a question ?

I come back to my original ques­
tion—who should celebrate the Com­
munion in the light of the New Testa­
ment teaching ? I expect some of the
Brotherhood machine guns to be heavily
loaded with texts and directed at me.
I am willing to consider every text
that you can bring to my attention,
but have the feeling that when all have
been fired, I will still be asking—Does
the New Testament say who is to cele­
brate the Communion ?

P.S. I have just received the recent
publication "In Christ’s Place, Christian
Ministry in Today’s World,” by Dr. R.

E. Osborn, Dean of the Christian Theo­
logical Seminary, Indianapolis (Bethany
Press). In an appendix entitled “Minis­
ters and Eucharist in the New Testa­
ment,” he begins, “Does the New Testa­
ment provide evidence indicating that
the public ministers of the Church pre­
sided over or served the Eucharist?”
After examining New Testament passages,
the Greek words used, historical refer­
ences, etc., he concludes, "The virtually
universal practice within historic Chris­
tendom of restricting the celebration of
the Eucharist to the ordained ministry
is to be justified (or repudiated) as a
rule of order, for the sake of cor­
porate faithfulness to the gospel, rather
than as obedience to scriptural injunc­
tion.”

The
coffee hours will be the “life-cells”
where Christ and life will be talked
about in the informal atmosphere.

2. CHRISTIAN EDUCATION
The first venture of this committee

was the conduct of a book stall dur­
ing the Education Week of 1967. Great
interest was built up in the field of
Christian literature for the family. Over
8120 worth of Bibles and books were
sold.

The success of the book stall has led
the committee to plan for a church
lending library. Members are invited to
lend books to the library so that they
may be available for others to read.

Working in co-operation with the
Committee for Evangelism and Out­
reach the Christian Education Commit­
tee organised and conducted a Church
Family Camp for March 1 to 3. Whole
families lived in at the Methodist camp
site at Narrawong. In fellowship and
study members were preparing them­
selves for the programme of Outreach
and Development to be conducted over
the next three months. Over 30 people

were in camp and many others came
for part of the time. The studies on
"The Church” were a challenge to all.

3. WORSHIP
This committee is responsible for the

orderliness of worship and has already
made valuable contributions relating to
music, quietness in the sanctuary before
and after worship services, ushering,
hymn-book maintenance. A “learn-in”
was conducted to give assistance to
presidents and readers in the perform­
ance of their duties in the worship ser­
vice. The committee also has the over­
sight of the service plan and the
church preparation roster.

The positive functioning of these
committees has relieved the board of

much of its work in programming the
church life. More is being considered
and accomplished than could be dealt
with by the Board. Committees report
to the Board before any action can be
taken by them. The Board delegates
back to the committees the responsi­
bility for approved activities.

Members of the committees are enter­
ing enthusiastically into their areas of
responsibility and so the work of the
church is being shared by a greater
number of the members.

Having successfully introduced the
functional system in these three areas,
the church is planning to increase the
number of committees in 1969.
