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THE GRAHAM CRUSADE, 1969
Now that the summer holiday season is over, there is quickening

of tempo in preparation and a building up of concern for the 1969 Graham
Crusades for those areas which missed out owing to the necessarily re­
stricted campaign last year.

In Victoria. 1,075 churches have enlisted in full support of the Cru­
sade. plus 105 other churches which are also participating. A target has
been set for 4.000 home and industrial prayer groups by March 1.

The unifying influence of evangelism is shown in that in 73 Victorian
country areas there are united committees promoting the Crusade. Many
country districts will be represented by delegations to Melbourne, ana
wide use will be made of the extensive landline provisions.

A Cessna plane has been regularly used in preparation for the Cru­
sade, and in February three light planes will be used for this service.

The Melbourne meetings will be held at the Myer Music Bowl where
additional seats will boost seated accommodation to 35.000. As in the
1959 Crusade, when 130.000 attended, the final Victorian meeting will
be held at the Melbourne Cricket Ground.

Mr. Graham's commitments are: Auckland. Feb. 23-March 2: Dune­
din, March 9: and Melbourne. March 14-23. He will be assisted by Cliff
Barrows and Geo. Beverley Shea.

Other leading evangelists taking part in the Crusades are Lane Adams
at Christchurch, Feb. 21-26; Launceston, March 5 to 9; and Canberra,
March 12 to 16: Grady Wilson will be at Bundaberg from Feb. 9 to 23;
and Ralph Bell will be at Darwin from March 5 to 9.

We commend these Crusades to the practical and prayerful support
of all our members.

A MAN LEAVES THE WHITE HOUSE
Probably no other U.S. President was hated so much whilst in office

as Lyndon Baines Johnson. Most of this hatred was the result of his leader­
ship of the war in Vietnam. Although at various stages of his presidency
the American people were overwhelmingly in support of the U.S. role,
there was a gradual erosion of confidence in the U.S. capacity to achieve
its declared aims. This change resulted in President Johnson losing much
of his earlier popularity and in March. 1968. he announced that, in the
interests of national unity and in hopes of peace for Asia he would not
stand for a further term of office, although he would probably have been
elected had he decided to stand.

Although some of his critics talked as though Vietnam was John­
son’s personal war, he had strong national support, at least until 1967.
At the time of the meeting of the leaders of seven allies at Manila in late
1966, U.S. pollsters estimated that 60% of the Senate and Congress sup­
ported the war, and that two-thirds of the American people approved the
President’s policy.

There had always been a significant opposition to U.S. armed forces
in Vietnam on moral grounds. It was said that the U.S. had no right to
be there at all. Such critics were eventually joined by many more who
wanted to end the war for other reasons—it was long, costly in men and
money, and damaging to the U.S. warriors who had previously won their
wars, but were unable to win this one.

It has been argued that if it were not for Vietnam Johnson would
have been a great President. But it is doubtful if greatness can be won from
the desk of the White House. The complex tasks of the President of the
USA at home and abroad are so many and demanding that it is prob­
able that achievement in one field will be balanced by failure in another.

Johnson has been charged with “pettiness and peevishness . . . dis­
plays of deceit and conceit.” These personal evaluations are beyond our
capacity to measure, but the weaknesses of any man are magnified by
his opponents and the real Johnson may not be known until the distance
of time permits a clearer assessment.

We don’t think that it is proven that he was obsessed with personal
power and ambition. We think "that he had two great visions which eluded
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1 want to be ever a child
I want to feel an eternal friendship

for the raindrops, the flowers,
the insects, the snowflakes.

I want to be keenly interested in every­
thing, with mind and muscle ever
alert, forgetting my troubles in the
next moment.

The stars and the sea, the ponds and the
trees, the birds and the animals,
are my comrades.

Though my muscles may stiffen, though
my skin may wrinkle,

May I never find myself yawning at life.

Few Australians have had the privi­
lege of meeting Dr. Karl Barth. I had
that privilege whilst studying at Geneva.
And now one of the foremost Protestant
theologians has passed from our earthly
scene—Emil Brunner, Hendrick Kraemer,
Karl Barth—I knew them all; each a
powerful force in the theological world,
each with their own schools of thought
often at variance with each other, and
each with the highest regard for one
another—these men are now dead.

In appreciation of Karl Barth, I dis­
covered whilst in Switzerland that the
majority of theological students had but
one great ambition, and that was to
climax their studies with a year under
Dr. Barth. Amongst my treasures I have
a card which I value greatly, and it reads,
‘‘Lieber Herr Caldicott, es freut mich
naturlich, Sie and Hire Freunde zu
sehen! Wurde Ihnen das ubemachste
week-end passen? . . . Signed, Karl
Barth.”

What memories that card recalls!
December 9, 1950! A station wagon set
off from Celigny, Geneva, for Basle. The
whole of Bossey was thrilled, for Barth
seldom granted an interview. He refused
a request for an interview by a repre­
sentative of the American Associated
Press (I gathered he had little time for
reporters), whom we smuggled into our
contingent, after consultation with Dr.
Kraemer, and only on condition that
not one word of the interview was to
hit American headlines.

Kyaw Than of Burma, Dr. John Mid-
daugh, U.S.A., Admiral Rolf Johannesson,
Germany, Charles Hein, U.S.A., Dr.
Zerbst, Austria, myself and others made
up the contingent. The journey took some
four to five hours, but through glorious
scenery. We had pre-arranged our mid­
day meal, also paid a swift visit to the
S.C.M., of which Kyaw Than had much
to do, and then we called on the vener­
able Dr. Barth. The outside of his home
was unpretentious, humble, and reminded
me of No. 10 Downing Street in appear­
ance.

Inside Barth’s home the interior
seemed small and cramped with furni­
ture. We were ushered into the dining
room by his charming secretary, and
there we were seated about a large fam­
ily table, capable of seating a dozen.

Barth arrived. Fairly thickset, his hair
greying, he was attired comfortably as
any man about the house. Barth im­

pressed me as fatherly, one who was
growing old gracefully, but bearing the
marks of intense years of study. I later
met Emil Brunner, the refreshing, digni­
fied professor; no sign of wear. But of
the two Barth warmed the heart: we were
pastor and parishioners in a heart-to-
heart talk.

We had already sent a list of ques­
tions to Barth. They were: (a) What
were the circumstances that caused you
to write your widely-circulated thesis on
baptism ? (b) do you still hold the same
views as reported therein and would you
advocate rebaptism of those baptised as
infants ? (c) Why is eschatology so
strongly emphasised in European theo­
logy? (d) Is Communism a “sign of the
times”? (e) Is Communism a judgment
of God? (f) What are your views on
militarism? (g) What future has the
Ecumenical Movement? (h) Do you hold
with the literal inspiration of the Bible?

Barth at that time did not advocate
the rebaptism of adults who had pre­
viously submitted to infant baptism. He
argued that although immersion was the
more perfect and Scriptural baptism, yet
no one could reproduce the absolute
order, and hence immersion, whilst more
perfect, was not the absolute, and infant
baptism, whilst less perfect, was meant
for Christian baptism and hence was
valid.

When Dr. Barth expressed this view
I could contain myself no longer, and
reminded him that baptism involved faith
and obedience, not absolutes, but rather
a personal surrender and commitment to
Christ in the death, burial, and resurrec­
tion embodied in believer’s baptism by
immersion, and that in view of this, in­
fant baptism was a counterfeit, and
could in no way fulfil Scriptural condi­
tions required for church membership.

Barth was so impressed that he queried
my church background (he had never
heard of Churches of Christ, but light
dawned when Disciples were mentioned)
—he then demanded to know what we
believed regarding the second coming of
Christ. Barth said this of the second com­
ing of Christ, “We are in the waiting,
in the interim period. Like a chess game
we are in the end play, when the victor
is already certain of his checkmate
move. Or like the clock which has stopped
moving, but the pendulum is still swing­
ing.” You can’t get anything more funda­
mental in doctrine than that!—and he

added, “But this Lord of ours will really
come. ’He shall be seen in like manner,’
means that he shall be seen as the Lord
who showed himself in his resurrection
as Lord of his Church and of his disciples
and of the world. We cannot separate the
bodily and spiritual return.”

And so Dr. Karl Barth now passes into
eternity. Barth, after a tension-filled
pastorate at Safenwil, Switzerland, where
his family Commentary on Romans
sprang forth impetuously as a stream
from a rock of a soul in revolt—along
with other streams which later became
the large lake of Barth’s Dogmatics—
Switzerland lost Barth to Germany. He
was first called to the faculty at Goetin-
gen, then he went to Muenster, thence
to Bonn. Wherever Barth took hold,
sparks flew; a new grouping of minds,
and discharges, like those of a thunder­
storm, resulted. Barthian theology op­
posed the National-Socialists of Ger­
many. and he was forced to leave the
country returning to Switzerland, to the
University of Basle where he lectured
till last year—the same in which he died.

COMMON MARKET FOR
EVANGELISM

(Odense, Denmark). A Common Market
on different ways of evangelism was advo­
cated by the Swiss historian Dr. Walter
Hollenweger.

Dr. Hollenweger is secretary for evan­
gelism at the World Council of Churches’
headquarters in Geneva.

He told church experts, “The Common
Market would provide examples illustrat­
ing methods of evangelism around the
world.” “The idea that only fools are en­
gaged in church work is the sign of spiri­
tual despair,” the Reformed churchman
said. "This can be overcome,” he main­
tained, “by those who want to experi­
ment with different methods of evange­
lism and make a sincere, determined
effort to solve the peoples’ problems, meet
their needs and find together a new
challenge.”—E.P.S.
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Just as Christmas closed, the tragic news came to Mr. and Mrs. Edgar
Lawton, of Hawthorn, South Australia, that their daughter, Christina, had been
killed in a plane crash in Kenya, South Africa.

Tina was known throughout Australia as a singer of folk songs, and had
appeared regularly in T.V., had made recordings, and gave her services at church
functions. She had been engaged by the U.S. Army and visited frontline areas
in Vietnam. When the tragedy struck she was in her second year at Glasgow
University where she was doing an arts course. She flew out to Kenya for a
holiday with friends, and the light aircraft which was taking her to their desti­
nation, crashed into a mountain, burst into flames and all four on the plane
were killed instantly.

News came through to the Federal Government, which in turn broke the
news to the Lawtons. Mrs. Lawton is well-known as the World President of the
C.W.F. of Churches of Christ.

On the Tuesday following the news a service was held at the home, to
which relatives and friends attended. The only son, Dr. John Lawton, spoke
briefly on behalf of the family, Max Meyers of M.A.F., a son-in-law, read the
Scripture, and the minister at Unley church, R. V. Holmes, led in prayer. The
writer spoke and his message is included here at the request of the family.

The faith of this wonderful family has made an impact upon a great circle.
From many quarters throughout the nation words of sympathy have been pour­
ing into Hilda Terrace. Mr. and Mrs. Lawton, Dr. John Lawton, Jo (Mrs. Max
Meyers), Nan (Mrs. Philip Messent), Lindy (Mrs. Peter Lawrie, resident in Eng­
land) and Julie are well aware of the concern and loving feelings of their many
friends, and thank God for a life well lived and spent so unselfishly.

Tina sang a song, some words of which
went thus—

“She stepped away from me
And moved through the fair;
So fondly I watched her
Move here and there.
And then she went homeward . .

My tribute then, to use the song’s title,
is to a girl who "Moved through the
Fair”—the fair of life with its happi­
ness, and sadness, its bright attractions
and pathetic fronts; its make-believe and
stark reality.

We are all dreamers, and in a life well
circumscribed, we fly on unseen wings
to realms of fantasy, doing in dreams
those things which mean adventure, rom­
ance and living free as a bird.

Then bursts upon us a young life which
has done all the things we would have
wished for ourselves. In one personality
seems centred everything we feel, yet
never attain.

Such a one was Tina—how did she
cram so much into so short a time?
From the world of spotlights, through
the battle areas, into a Greek monastery,
across far off lakes in midnight boats,
wandering streets of ancient and mod­
ern cities, university and college ... all
were part of the chapters of her brief
life. Truly she was a bird in flight! But
not escaping, for the joy of living was
in every spread of her wings; she was
soaring into the currents of life which
4

would take her into changing scenes and
patterns, where other pilgrims of her
atmosphere would pass swiftly on their
own flight. And then, it seemed, this
flight, strange though we see it now, came
to a halt, and she fluttered from our
view.

But what joy she brought! Only her
loved ones knew any inner concern—all
others absorbed the liveliness of her
music, the friendliness with which she
lavishly parcelled out her life. And as she
went she left behind her an ever length­
ening line of those whom she touched
and who felt better because she had been
there. She did the things, went to the
places, which few, if any of us will know
—but be not fooled, she carried within
her a guerdon of strength which to me,
accounts for what she was and what she
did.

You see, Tina was a girl of faith in her
Father and her Saviour. I might preach
about it, you might ponder it in silent
moments, but she sang it, and in the
sheer joy of living and being, made it as
obvious. So she endeared herself to those
who knew her best.

It was my privilege to talk with her
now and then, and to know that she
was constantly seeking—like a multitude
of others, she had not attained (and re­
member that the Apostle Paul, in his late
years, could tell that he, too, was still
searching for ultimate knowledge) but
she knew something, because she knew
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Someone. Let us remember that those who
constantly seek and search are those who
will not be satisfied with what appears to
be the last word—there is always a word
beyond, as yet unspoken. And because
she was young she went on looking for
the Gardens of God; and she found them
where she could lift a hand to help an­
other—for she believed like her Master,
that the "cup of cold water” was the
symbol of a heart of gold. Of all things,
Tina had a heart of gold.

As she moved through the Fair, the
laughter and joy were a little stronger
and meaningful because she was there!

Now, about her faith—it came first to
her in this home—never in this house!
This home, where a multitude have moved
through ever-cpen doors, and it could
never have come through preaching! It
came to her out of the hearts and ex­
ample of the two people to whom God
had given her. Thus it had eternal im­
plications. Worship became natural, but
it did not always express itself in my
ways, or maybe, yours. For too long we
have asked that others follow the pat­
terns of our thought and ways. And this
can never be—God and Christ come to
mean a relationship which is personal
and meaningful. I am quite convinced
that Tina found this to be so.

Therefore, those basic elements which
are the glory of revealed religion in Jesus
Christ were as real to her as they were
to any other, and possibly more so in
some areas of her life. I’m convinced that
she never travelled in her myriad roads
without an awareness that the Compan­
ion of all trusting travellers was with her.

To her loved ones—what shall we say
that they do not already know? Do you
recall that story in the life of King
David, when his child was taken from
him, and the time came for service? How
the king said, “He cannot come to me,
but I can go to him.” Because you believe
in the transcendent power of God, be­
cause you believe that in his good time
all things will be made clear. “Now we
see through a glass darkly, but then, face
to face . . .” The Lawton family, and
all of us who believe in Christ and have
our memories, will understand the full
import of this—A woman once came up
to Ralph Waldo Emerson and said, “Mr.
Emerson, do you know that the end of
the world is coming next Friday at mid­
night?” to which the great man replied,
“Oh well, let it come. We can get along
without it.”

This family can get along without the
end of the world. The one to come is by
far brighter and more desirable, for in
it are those we have loved and lost awhile.
But there is a blessed now about it all!
Did not John conclude his Gospel with
this, “These things I have written unto
you, that you may know that you have
eternal life . . .”? You have it now! It
is something we have now.or we never
have it at all. It is a present possession
or a false dream. We live in this world as
those who are in heaven, or we have no
hope, no assurance of an immortal life.

Jesus said, “I am the resurrection and
the life. He that believeth on me, though
he were dead, yet shall he live, and who­
soever liveth and believeth in me shall
never die.” This is so true of Edgar and
Kath., John, Nan, Jo., Lindy, Julie, as
it was, and is, of Tina.

LAY INSTITUTE FOR EVANGELISM
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What is a Lay Institute for Evange­
lism ? It is a series of lectures and train­
ing sessions which help Christians to
experience consistently the abundant life
which Jesus Christ came to give (“I am
come that they might have life, and
that they might have it more abun­
dantly,” John 10: 10) and to share it
with others in the power of the Holy
Spirit. It teaches how to begin talking
with others about Jesus Christ and en­
ables us to present the Gospel of Jesus
Christ simply and clearly to those we
meet in our ordinary everyday lives.

I first attended a Lay Institute in July,
1967 because two Christians I knew had
been to one and were excited about it.
Although I had been a Christian for
many years I would not have described
the Christian life as “exciting.” I had
felt for some time that something was

lacking in my own Christian experience
but did not really know what it was nor
what I could do about it. I discovered
what was missing in my life—I was not
witnessing to others as I should because
sin in my life was preventing the Holy
Spirit from filling me and so giving me
the necessary power for witnessing. I
could talk to people about anything except
my wonderful Saviour and their relation­
ship to him and what he meant to me.

At the Lay Institute I learned how to
share with others a little booklet called
“Have You Heard of the Four Spiritual
Laws?” which is a simple and brief pre­
sentation of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

When we were first asked to share this
with another person I thought of a long
list of reasons why I could not. I did
not know enough about the Bible and
people would be sure to ask me questions
which I could not answer; they would
become annoyed that I should talk to
them about Jesus Christ; they would
laugh at me; and a host of other
excuses. I realised, without a doubt, that
I could not do this in my own strength
and it could only be done as I was will­
ing to rid my life of sin; sins like un­
belief, impatience, irritability and lack
of love. I also discovered that this was
not something I should do every day, but
was as continual a process as breathing.
We have been commanded “be ye filled
with the Holy Spirit," the correct trans­
lation being "be ye being filled with
the Holy Spirit”—a moment by moment
process.

Then one day I decided to ask God for
an opportunity to share the four-laws

booklet with someone, and as I was
spending the whole day at home, he
would have to send someone to my front
door. This he did, and shaking from head
to foot, and in a voice I scarcely recog­
nised as my own, when it finally came,
I read through the booklet with a young
salesman. By the time I had read a few
lines my shaking had stopped, my voice
had become normal, and I experienced
a power and joy I had never known
before. I was not laughed at, asked any
difficult questions, nor did I experience
any of the things I had thought would
happen. In fact, we had a very interest­
ing discussion and the young man took
the booklet with him when he left and
said he would think about the things we
had discussed. As I came inside I experi­
enced a joy and thrill which I cannot
express in words—never before had I
explained to anyone how to become a
Christian.

I have done this many times since,
with neighbours, as the opportunity has
arisen, and people who have called at
the front door to talk to me about some­
thing they are interested in. I used to get
rid of callers as quickly as possible, but
now I listen to them, and when they have
finished talking, use the opportunity of
talking to them about something I am
interested in, the wonderful saving and
keeping power of the Lord Jesus Christ,
and tell them the difference he has made
to my life. I do not argue or persuade,
just witness, which means to tell what
I know. I have the joy of knowing I
am obeying one of Christ’s commands
when he said: "Go . . . tell” and what I
saw may be the link in a chain of events
which either starts a person thinking of
Christ for the first time, or perhaps starts
them thinking again about eternal things,
or the final link which helps them to decide
they want Christ as their Saviour and
Lord, too. I carry the little “Four Laws”
book in my pocket or purse wherever I
go so that I will not miss an opportunity
if it arises.

No matter how often I do this, I do not
find it easy; I feel weak and sick, but as
soon as I commence speaking I experi­
ence God’s power and a joy which is
indescribable, and this is what I would
call the abundant life that Jesus came
to give. I have found it makes life excit­
ing and stimulating. God is full of under­
standing, compassion, patience, forgive­
ness and love, he never rebukes and says
“You’ve let me down twice this week,
I’m finished with you,” but forgives and
“remembers my sin no more,” (Heb. 8:
12) and continues to love me with an
everlasting love.

I learnt that it is not my ability God
wants, but my availability—the rest is up
to him because the abundant life is not
man's responsibility, but man’s response
to God’s ability.

W.C.C. APPEALS TO ISRAEL
Dr. Eugene Carson Blake, General Sec­

retary of the World Council of Churches,
has urged the Israeli Government to “re­
spond to urgent appeals made in the
United Nations” and permit the imme­
diate return of refugees and displaced
persons to their homes on the west
bank of the Jordan. At the same time
he strongly supported efforts of the
U.N.’s Special Representative, Mr. Jar­
ring, to bring a successful conclusion to
mediation efforts.

Dr. Blake acted on the basis of two
resolutions passed by the W.C.C.’s Divi­
sional Committee on Inter-Church Aid,
Refugee and World Service.

The resolutions were transmitted imme-
diately to the W.C.C. office in New York
which gave them to U.N. Secretary Gen­
eral U Thant; to Israel’s Permanent Dele­
gate to the U.N., Yoses Tekoah; and to
Laurence Michelmore, Commissioner Gen­
eral of the U.N. Relief and Works Agency
for Palestine Refugees.

ISRAELIS ON LUTHERAN LAND
(Geneva). Reports of an apparent

Israeli military construction project on
property owned by the Lutheran World
Federation in Jerusalem are a "cause for
concern and investigation,” Dr. Andre
Appel, general secretary of the L.W.F.,
has stated.

The Federation is "waiting for a full
explanation” of the incident which re­
portedly involved the firing of rifle bursts
into the ground.

In New York, Paul Empie, chairman
of the L.WF.’s Commission on World
Service, said "the matter is under dis­
cussion through official channels.”—E.P.S.

"The Man Born to be King"
Twenty-five years ago the physical por­

trayal of Christ was generally frowned
upon: the presence of Christ was usually
indicated by a shaft of light or a shadow.
This impression of unreality extended to
other characters in the gospels, with the
result that biblical people were felt to be
quite different from ordinary human
beings.

It was Dorothy Sayers’ belief that this
was damaging to the ordinary man’s con­
ception of Christianity and, when the
BB.C. invited her to write a series of
plays, it seemed to her that radio offered
the ideal medium through which to break
down the conception. In the event her
break with convention did what she anti­
cipated: it roused a storm of outrage
and controversy.

Today it is hard to Imagine what all
the fuss was about. But the quality of
what she wrote remains, and the AB.C.
now offers listeners in 1969 an opportunity
of judging for themselves how well her
writing has stood the test of time.

VIRGIN BIRTH

To the Editor,
My letters seem to have given, the im­

pression that doubt concerning the Vir­
gin Birth is something new which I have
tried to promote.

This, of course, is not the case. I am
simply a seeker after truth—persistent
enough to refuse to be fobbed off with
inadequate “explanations” and scriptural
quotations which beg the question. It
is pointless to quote the obvious “proof”
—Matt. 1: 18-23 and Luke 1: 27-35—and
completely overlook passages like Heb.
2: 17. Until someone answers the hard
ones, I have no option but to keep an
open mind.

Regarding Isaiah 7: 14, am I not justi­
fied in pointing out that this verse
teaches no more than that the Messiah
would be a first-born and verses 15 and
16 certainly throw doubts on the idea that
he was born the son of God. Many pas­
sages of scripture support rather than
contradict my statement.

Jesus called himself by various names
but “the Word made flesh” was never
one of them.

To the average layman Heb. 1 does
not teach the Virgin Birth at all—quite
the contrary. Verse 5 states “Thou art
my beloved son, this day have I begotten
thee.” If this is intended to convey the
impression of God speaking to Jesus, why
the use of the term "this day” ? Obviously
John 1 and 1 John 2 and 3 come under the
heading of scriptural passages which beg
the question.

I find it equally incredible that Joseph
and Mary would not have understood
(Luke 2: 50) if Jesus was claiming to
have been born the Son of God.

Why should Mary have said, "Thy
father and I have sought thee sorrow­
ing” (Luke 2: 43). In Matt. 13: 55 local
people said “Is not this the carpenter’s
son?”, and if they were wrong, why did
not Jesus put them right? Had he no
concern for them or was it of little
consequence?

If these incidents are instances of the
Bible speaking surely we should all admit
frankly that the evidence is far from
overwhelming either way.

VIRGIN BIRTH
To the Editor,

It is surprising that there could be any
doubt about the manner of the birth of
Jesus. It is very clearly set out in Matt.
1: 18-25, and there is no need for verifi­
cation elsewhere, nor is there likely to
be any contradiction anywhere in the
Bible.

The trouble seems to be that some
people are afraid to accept the unusual
things in the Bible literally as they are
described, for fear that they will be said
to be rather fanciful in their thinking,
and that there is a more "rational”
explanation for such happenings.

This attitude can be very upsetting,
particularly for those who are new in
the faith, since they would be at a loss
to know what to accept and what not to
accept in the scriptures.

It is essential then to remove this
doubt from our minds by accepting every­
thing recorded in the scriptures, as
though they had happened in the way
described. This will be easy to do if we
remember that Jesus gave a lot of mes-
sages in parables which can convey the
spiritual significance of various things
more vividly than if they were described
in technical terms. The Bible is not a
technical book, and most of the people
who read it are not technically minded
enough to understand some of the things
if described exactly as they happened.

To know exactly what happened in
obscure cases is a good theological exer­
cise which would benefit our spiritual
growth but is not necessary for salva­
tion.

However, the manner of Jesus’ birth
is by no means obscure when read from
Matt. 1: 18-25. In other words, God was
the father of Mary’s son Jesus; and, for
the sake of Jesus’ material welfare,
Joseph married Mary and adopted Jesus
as his own son.

Here we can see that Jesus is in fact
the Son of God—begotten by God—“the
only begotten Son of God.”

The bond of adoption is so strong that
the ancestry of Jesus was traced back
through Joseph as though Jesus were
Joseph’s son. When we hear Paul say
in Romans 8 that we are sons of God
by adoption, we can see from Jesus’ ex­
ample that this means that we have all
the benefits of real sons, that we are
“joint heirs with Christ.”

To the Editor,

It is too late in the day to contest
the incontrovertible inspired facts of the
virgin conception and birth of Jesus
Christ by conjectural innuendo of defi­

ciencies and aberrations in the canons of
the Hebrew consonantal text and the
Greek Koine (dialect) for these texts in
fact contain alone “every Word of God”
and nowhere in them is it written .that
Joseph was the father of Jesus. Every­
where throughout them, Jesus is revealed
as the only begotten and beloved Son of
the Heavenly Father.

Father has delegated "all power in
heaven and in earth.” He is the sum and
substance of The Law ritually expressed
as “The Tabernacle which the LORD
pitched and not man” (Heb. 8: 1-2), its
altar (Heb. 10: 10), the veil of the
Temple (Heb. 10: 20), its Holy of Holies
(Heb. 9: 24), the Passover and the New
Covenant. But, High Priest for ever after
the Order of Melchlzedek (Heb. 6: 20),
“King of Kings, and Lord of Lords”
(Rev. 19: 16), having “the key of David”
(Rev. 3:7). “Great is the mystery of god­
liness” in Him (1 Tim. 3: 16), attested in
audible Voice of His Father from Heaven
anointed by The Holy Spirit at his bap­
tism. “What shall I say more? Time would
fail me?” “This is my beloved Son, in
whom I am well pleased. Hear ye Him.”
God and not Joseph was the Heavenly

But in these days I wonder if we shouldn’t
be trying to find modern and colloquial words and phrases to describe
Bible things. The Holy Spirit did this on the day of Pentecost when
he saw to it that everyone heard the good news "each in his own
language."

Jf it is good enough for the New Pidgin English Bible to change
a word like justification into "God 'e say ’im alright," it must be good
enough for us to translate the language of the Bible into the language
of the pub, or as Saltbush Bill would say, "put 'er in dinkum Aussie
lingo."

Something happened to people in New Testament days that needs
to happen again. Maybe it will if we can find a way of describing it
that doesn’t sound too religious and too Elizabethan. I suggest I’m a
heretic.

W CHRISTMAS IN MEW GUINEA
(Mr. and Mrs. August Ben, first New Hebridean missionaries to New

Guinea, give first impressions of their new field of service).

We are very happy. Mr. Beale took me
out to see some of the new villages. Their
Pidgin English is a little different from
our New Hebridean, but we can still
understand what they are saying and we
believe it won’t take long before we can
fully converse with them.

We had the Christmas service in
Tsumba for all the villages in the area.
This is our first Christmas in New Gui­
nea. It was not like Christmas in the New
Hebrides with decorations, singing, the
people well dressed and feasts. The people
here are simply dressed. They are not
very good singers. They came to worship
just as they are, sinners saved by Christ.

It’s a joy for us to share this Christ-.
mas with them. These people are far away
from the civilised part of New Guinea,

but they have now found the true mean­
ing of Christmas, and what it means to
their souls. They have been able to share
"the great joy” which the angel an­
nounced to the shepherds on the first
Christmas day.

We’re leaving Tsumba tomorrow for
Tung, and we will stay there until Miss
Draney returns in February. Then we will
go to a new place called Mui to start work
there among seven villages in the Keram
River area. At the moment no house is
built for us, but Mr. Beale is organising
this with the people.

Greetings to all our friends in Aus­
tralia. We send our love to all in the
name of our Lord who promised that he
will be with us to the end of time.

WORLD MISSION CONFERENCE
FOR '71-‘72

(Odense, Denmark). A conference orga­
nised by the Commission on World Mis­
sion and Evangelism (C.W.M.E.) will be
held in 1971 or 1972.

Planned as a world mission confer­
ence, it will Include the results of a study
on "Salvation Today” currently being
undertaken by the staff of the division.

The committee reaffirmed the purpose
of C.W.M.E. whose aim is "to further the
proclamation to the whole world of the
Gospel of Jesus Christ to the end that
all men may believe in Him and be
saved.”—E.P.S.

MORE AID TO NIGERIA/BIAFRA
(Geneva). The World Council of

Churches has given $U.S.150,000 to the
International Committee of the Red
Cross (I.C.R.C.) to help finance the con­
tinuation of the Nigeria/Biafra airlift.

The council’s decision followed a plea

by Ambassador Auguste Lindt, the Com­
missioner General for the I.C.R.C., for
Nigeria/Biafra over the past two weeks
when it became evident that more cash
was immediately required.

In August the World Council of
Churches donated $U.S.37,715 to the
International Red Cross towards financ­
ing the emergency airlift.—E.P.S.

CHICAGO POLICE SUED
(Chicago). The City of Chicago, its

mayor and the police department are
being sued for $1% million by a Presby­
terian theological student, Roy L. Ries,
Jnr., of Levittown, Pennsylvania, who
has made a charge of police brutality dur­
ing the Democratic National Convention.

Mr. Ries said he was clubbed twice
by unidentified policemen on Aug. 26
while urging demonstrators to follow
police orders to clear Lincoln Park. He
spent 12 days in hospital and was treated
for skull fracture, cuts, temporary loss
of sight in one eye and double vision.

him; prosperity for all at home, and peace in the world especially in
that Dart of the world where the President inherited a special U.S. interest,
which moved from the Philippines to Japan, from Japan to Korea, and
from Korea to Vietnam. In his speech which closed his era, Johnson an­
nounced that we are closer to peace now than at any previous time in the
Vietnam war, but it remains to be seen whether others are better peace­
makers than he.

The other great goal was that of the Great Society. In civil rights,.
education, and welfare, he recorded legislation achievements unmatched
by any other President. He did not do nearly as much as he planned—he
did not solve the civil rights problem, but no one else has solved it either,.
and Johnson took longer steps in the direction of a solution than any
president since Lincoln.

Already, there has been great praise offered for what Johnson has
done to further education, effect full employment, and give better medical
care for all.

Johnson tried, but he did not reach the unreachable stars of peace
abroad and prosperity at home. His tragedy is not so much one of per­
sonal failure to complete a task, but that all men everywhere lack the will
for peace and a genuine concern for their brothers’ welfare.

Million Dollar Programme
A milllon-dollar programme of over­

seas aid for 1969 was announced by the
Australian Council of Churches for both
long-term development aid and more
immediate relief needs.

It is an Increase of about $250,000 on
the programme being carried out by the
Council this year.

Largest allocation In the new pro­
gramme will go to the Asian projects,
which will receive $358,992 and a major
proportion of the $294,000 ear-marked
for internationally-controlled operations.

Projects in Africa will receive $89,500;
in the Pacific $46,886; in the Americas
$23,000; in the Middle East $44,000 and
in depressed areas in Europe $42,122.

A total of $101,500 will be spent in Aus­
tralia, covering the costs of sending Aus­
tralian volunteers to serve abroad and
refugee welfare services in Australia.

SPECIFIC PROJECTS:
Projects to be supported include:
o $25,000 for an irrigation dam in My­

sore State, India;
o $15 000 for education scholarships for

Indonesian students;
o $20,000 for rural extension work in

the Philippines;

• $25,000 for refugee service teams in
Vietnam;

• $10,000 for a teachers' college in
Papua-New Guinea;

• $30,000 for refugee rehabilitation pro­
grammes in the Middle East.

The programme includes projects in
some 60 countries and covers refugee
care, agricultural production, emergency
aid, health and social welfare pro­
grammes, education, technical assistance
and missionary work.

REFUGEES FACE BLEAK WINTER
(Geneva). The first shipment of 400

prefabricated shelters for Jordanian refu­
gees purchased through the World Coun­
cil of Churches arrived at Souf Camp
near Jerash, north-east of Amman, on
Nov. 17, and erection started several days
later.

An additional 400 shelters left Great
Britain on Nov. 19 and are due at the
camp this week, according to Richard
Butler, Near East emergency secretary
of the W.C.C.

As a result of a $100,000 contribution
from the German Protestant relief cam­
paign, “Bread for the World,” the W.C.C.
has been able to complete an order for
1,600  shelters, all of which will be erected
by mid-January, Mr. Butler estimates.
Other agencies contributing to the cost
of the shelters were Church World Ser­
vice and Mennonite Central Committee
(U.SA.), the Canadian churches, Chris­
tian Aid and Oxfam (Great Britain).

The camp population in Jordan is
growing as cold weather approaches, Mr.
Butler reported. People who had found
some shelter in cities and towns during
the summer are moving to the camps
in the expectation that some provision
will be made for them there.—E.P.S.

"THE AUSTRALIAN CHRISTIAN"

50 YEARS AGO
(From “The Australian Christian,” January, 1919)

“A.C.’s” Majority. With the close of 1918, the "Australian
Christian” completed the 21st year of its existence. It was
a splendid advance in the history of our Australian journa­
lism when our two papers made way for one. The "Stan­
dard” and "Pioneer” did excellent service; but it was rightly
felt that one paper would have a better chance of ade­
quate support, and would have the effect of cementing
the brotherhood more closely together.

Three Editors. In its first 21 years the “A.C.” had three
editors. J. E. Thomas, a regular contributor said of them:
A. B. Maston—He did not spend much time arguing with
those who differed with him. He simply went right on. He
regretted that people differed, and if they did he believed
that they were wrong. F. G. Dunn—He was not so demon­
strative or aggressive as a writer and speaker. He belonged
to the quiet, contemplative men, whose company is a bene­
diction. A. R. Main is a writer of the philosophical type,
and his suggestive spiritual articles have been most help­
ful ... It is not an easy task to be an editor. The task of
trying to please everybody is a most thankless one.

Sunday School Teacher Training
Roger Ryall reports that the Youth

Committee of the Conference are taking
up this work. He says, “So far we have
visited one group of teachers; their en­
thusiasm and eagerness to receive new
ideas has been very encouraging. It indi­
cates something of the real need for
training of Sunday School teachers. More
visits are planned for 1969. There is a
graded curriculum of S.S. lessons in use
widely throughout Maharashtra. Gener­
ally speaking, this curriculum is used by
S.S. within our Conference. However,
many teachers do not yet appreciate the
principles which underly such a continu­
ous plan of Christian teaching. Hence
the need for training and motivating
teachers concerning their important task
for the church in this sphere.”

Roger also reported on meetings among
the boys of the home led by Pastor
Bhonsle. “Pastor Bhonsle of our Bom­
bay church came to take special meet­
ings in September at the Boys’ Board
Home. We are sure that many boys have
come into a closer relationship with
Christ because of his talks to them at
the morning and evening devotional
sessions.”

Now that the new flat has been pur­
chased in Bombay in the same building
where Pastor Bhonsle is residing he will
have the added responsibility of caring
for the young men who will take up resi­
dence there. Prayer is called for as this
will be no light task. In a city so over­
crowded there are always those who are
out to take advantage of the slightest
sign of leniency in the administration.
Then pray that this will be a vital centre
of Christian witness. It certainly will
assure some of our young men in Bom­
bay of congenial accommodation, free
from the unhygienic overcrowding to
which some of them have been subjected.

After a long period of opposition to­
wards the use of motorcycles on our mis­
sion field, largely due to the roads being
so poor, it has finally been decided to
provide one or two. One has been pur­
chased for Pastor Bhonsle in Bombay
the gift from an anonymous donor, and
another for the Shrigonda area. The one
which is under the control of Mr. Veal
for the Shrigonda area was purchased
in November. This was provided by the
Warracknabeal and Ballarat churches,
and is a Jawa.

Reports already to hand indicate that
they are both proving exceedingly useful,
and managing so far the very rough
roads. They certainly will be much
cheaper to run on urgent village work
than the motor car, and much less ex­
hausting than the cycle.

Early in 1969 both the Mains and
Powells were due for furlough. The
Powells have been asked to remain as
long as they could without their return
to Australia Interfering too much with
the children’s school terms here. They
therefore have agreed to remain until
mid to late March in the post as tem-

(India)
porary administrator at the Dhond Hos­
pital, a position from which Dr. Gaikwad
is receiving much help as he is relieved
of many of the small tasks that normally
have fallen to the one in charge there.
Then the Mains have been asked to re­
main on for several months to under­
take a special teaching ministry to the
churches of the Conference. They will
now be returning home late in 1969.

Voluntary Workers (New Hebrides)
Mr. and Mrs. P. Strawbridge with their

three children arrived in the New Heb­
rides at the end of Nov. to serve as
voluntary workers. They are members of
the Annesbrook Church of Christ in New
Zealand. Mr. Strawbridge is a carpenter
and Mrs. Strawbridge a nurse.

Two years ago Dr. Peter Miller from
W.A., served for several months as a
voluntary worker in India. Dr. Miller has
again offered to serve in a voluntary
capacity, and this time will go to the
New Hebrides. He left Perth on Jan. 5.
Dr. Miller will return from the New Heb­
rides in March. We are most grateful
for the willingness of these brethren to
serve in this way.

Relief Assistance (Korea)
Due to generous giving by individuals

and churches, the Overseas Mission Board
has sent a second remittance, this time
$800 to assist needy people in Korea. The
gift has been sent to Mr. Soongook Choi,
President of the Korean Churches of
Christ to assist destitute people in the
South-Western provinces. Several weeks
ago $500 was sent and Mr. Choi wrote
expressing his deep appreciation to our
Australian brotherhood. He advised that
this amount would sustain over 70 fami­
lies for a week. We are grateful that we
were able to send the second gift prior
to Christmas.
