KEEPING
IN TOUCH

The life of Sir Thomas Beecham was discussed in a 1961 article in Time
Magazine. It revealed something of the personality of this great musician and
conductor. He was described as a person of ferocious public utterances and of
velvet irony in the handling of orchestras. What caught my eye was what was
written about his customary remark to an offending player. "We cannot expect
you to follow us all the time, but if you will have the kindness to keep in touch
with us occasionally . . .” That would put one in his place rather quickly!

A pastor sometimes feels out of touch with his people. He visits in the
homes, stands by hospital beds, and meets people at the church doors; but still
he feels somewhat out of touch.

Let's look at another application of the Time reference. Occasionally we hear
the complaint that the people do not know what is going on in the church. It
is said that the congregation in the local church, and the membership of the
entire Brotherhood is, generally speaking, out of touch with the thinking and the
movements within the church. That may be true, and surely the responsibility
would rest on both sides of the matter. However, there is always opportunity
for getting in touch with everybody and everything. That opportunity is the meet­
ing of the World Convention of the Churches of Christ, which will be held in
Adelaide, Australia, October 20-25, 1970. Judging from the fine fellowship,
information, and inspiration which have come from all such previous meetings,
we could easily wish that our world family could get together more frequently.
However, if we cannot have a whole loaf, we shall settle for a half loaf, rather
than none at all. We in the United States are greatly anticipating the coming
Convention. And judging by the enthusiasm evidenced in the large number of
pre-convention registrations that are already in, this promises to be one of the
greatest Conventions we have ever held. Three or four objectives should underlie
our Convention:

1. To become better acquainted with one another. We need to know and be
able to associate a face with the name as far as it is humanly possible. In any
event, we need to come together occasionally to remind each other that we
stand together, not alone, in a time that demands co-operative efforts as never
before. The times are too dark and stormy for any of us to be out alone. We
need each other.

2. To keep our membership informed about our church life. So often mis­
understandings arise and strength is dissipated because lines of communication
break down. We do not know the plans and the thoughts of each other.

3. To clarify and increase our faith. There is need for us to find ways of
sharing our faith with one another and witnessing to the faith that is in us. We
need to know what we believe as Christian Churches in this day, and how we
can best work together to make that witness and faith operative and vital.

4. To think together about our long-range strategy. It is my feeling that a
long-range strategy group should be commissioned to engage in serious study
of our entire church life. We should develop methods of pooling our resources
of mind and goods to lessen our chances of jumping on a horse and riding off
in all directions! In unity there is, indeed, strength.

Yes, we in the United States are greatly anticipating the World Convention
in Adelaide. Enthusiasm and plans for attending are running high. We shall listen
to the heartbeat of our Brotherhood throughout the world. Unquestionably we are
alive. Now, what shall we do with the life God has given us? We know you are
making great plans for the Convention, too. It would not be a proper orchestra
without you!
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Say among the nations, "The Lord reigns!
Yea, the world is established, it

TJSALM 96 has a majestic sweep. The psalmist had no geo-
•*- graphy of the earth. Nevertheless, he took everything
into his purview: the roaring seas, all of the nations, and
all nature. Not only was the whole earth to rejoice in the
Lord God—the source of justice and truth, but also were the
heavens to be glad.

The ancients did not have their heads buried in the
sand. Much of their learning was wonderful and many of
the artistic and technological achievements of the ancient
world are staggering in their conception and fulfilment.

The Hebrews, however, were not highly skilled in tech­
nical arts. Their neighbours—near and distant—left them far
behind in these things. The building of Solomon’s and of
Herod’s Temples and the city walls of Jerusalem were their
only great physical achievements—and these were destroyed.

It is not surprising that their buildings had to do with
worship and the preservation of their national life. Their

laws of cleanliness and jurisprudence and their worship of
the one God are unparalleled in the ancient world. Their
great contradiction was then’ isolationism and yet their
world-wide messianic hopes, their sense of ultimate destiny,
their inherent faith in the God of all the heavens and the
earth showed their awareness of unity and togetherness. The
practical paradox remains, but in the concept of the writers
of the Psalms I find complete affinity with today—the dawn
of the space age.

Space is exciting. Already the world’s systems of tele­
communications are revolutionised by the use of man-made
satellites. People around the world are able to witness the
drama of man’s first step onto the moon.

Many have been critical of the great cost of this pro­
ject and well the question might be raised. What develop­
mental programmes could be undertaken in backward coun­
tries for $24,000 million? But, at least, it is better to spend
it on space research than on war.

In spite of the cost, we cannot close the mind of man.
In fact, there is some value for money in space research.
The scientific value is already seen in technological and
mineral resources. The X-ray eyes of sensitive equipment
in space reveal hidden minerals under the earth and on the
sea-bed. Maybe such knowledge will provide an answer as
to how the world’s exploding population will be fed in the
year 2000.

It is anticipated that satellites may be used for labora­
tory testing and for the preparation of commodities—much
more efficiently away from the atmosphere and earth’s gravi­
tational pull.

As I am speaking these words, three astronauts have
dropped into moon orbit and are preparing to land their
module. My reason for preaching this sermon is not only
that it is topical. I am preaching on “Adam and the Astro­
naut" because of a series of articles being published in our

newspapers. They are taken from a book published by
Souvenir Press entitled “The Chariots of Gods?” by Erich
von Daniken, a 34-year-old Swiss archeologist.

Von Daniken argues that many of the marvels of the
ancient world and many of its writings, including the Old
Testament, can be explained only by the visits of beings
from other planets to earth. He finds support in reports of
unidentified flying objects and evidences of nuclear explo­
sions before man's discovery of atomic power. His material
comes from places as wide apart as Egypt, Mexico, India,
and Easter Island. His thesis is typified by a stone relief
of an ancient god in Mexico.

A genuinely unprejudiced study of this picture would
make even the most die-hard sceptic stop and think.

There sits a human being, with the upper part of his body
bent forward like a racing motorcyclist.

Today any child would identify his vehicle as a rocket.
It is pointed at the front, then changes to strangely grooved
indentations like inlet ports, widens out and terminates at the
tail in a darting flame.

The crouching being himself is maniplating a number of
indefinable controls and has the heel of his left foot on a
kind of pedal. The complicated headgear is there, with the
usual indentations and tubes, and something like antennae
on top.

Our space traveller, he is clearly depicted as one, is not
only bent forward tensely, but is also looking intently at
apparatus hanging in front of him. The astronaut’s front
seat is separated by struts from the rear portion of the
vehicle in which symmetrically arranged boxes, circles and
spirals can be seen.

Does this relief have nothing to tell us? Is everything
that anyone links up with space travel a stupid figment of
the imagination?

Other evidence von Daniken presents includes a des­
cription of the earth in Sumerian literature which can only
fit that given by looking at the globe from a great height;
the pyramids whose construction defies description, and the
stone colossi of Easter Island which was called in ancient
times, “Land of the Birdmen.’’

Von Daniken refers to the geological accuracy of Genesis
1, and man’s being made in the image of God. He sees in
the story in Genesis 6 of the sons of God marrying the
daughters of men a reference to spacemen. He sees the
destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah as accomplished by a
nuclear blast. Lot’s wife turned to a pillar of salt because
she looked straight into the atomic sun. The death of Uzzah
was due to electrocution—the detailed instructions for making
the Ark of the Covenant show that it would be electrically
charged!

From all of this, von Daniken argues that there are
beings on other planets and that these beings have visited
earth and brought knowledge and power.

Two comments have to be made. One is that we have
to keep an open mind concerning life on other planets. Only
time will tell. It is possible such life exists, but the evidence
we have so far does not support its existence on the observ­
able planets.

The other significant thing about such books as “Chariots
of God?” is not the thesis on which they are based, but the
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reminder to the modern world of the significance of the
ancient world with its knowledge and wonders.

I believe that the destiny of man is very much wrapped
up with the origins of man, and that man was made in the
image of God. In these days when so much is said about the
evolution of man we too readily and too frequently ignore
the devolution or the fall of man from the glorious possi­
bilities that God has always presented man in every genera­
tion.

There is another point which needs emphasis. This con­
cerns the uniqueness of Jesus. After all, the real test of the
validity of the Christian faith wifi always depend on our
reaction to Jesus rather than "Genesis.”

While reading “Adam and the Astronaut’’ I was reminded
of the many times in ancient writings, and especially in Greek
and Roman mythology where deities were supposed to come
down from Mount Olympus to consort with the daughters of
men. In those mythologies the gods came to earth simply
for the gratification of their own desires and then went back
to their Olympus.

In all the ancient world and the contemporary space age
world Jesus is unique, convincing and satisfying. When he
came it was for no self-gratification. “Though Christ Jesus was
in the form of God, he did not count equality with God a

Before I write of our recent travels in Eastern Europe,
I simply must tell you about our "heat-wave.” It is top
priority in every conversation. Various places in England have
had maximum temperatures of 80 degrees on three successive
days. Well, that’s all there is to be said about our historic
heat-wave!

To come to my main theme: we visited Eastern Europe
as part of our summer vacation this year. We travelled to and
through seven different countries, re-crossing five of these a
second time, using seven different currencies in 15 days and
covering 2,500 miles in all. We visited Belgium, the Nether­
lands, West Germany, Austria, and behind the Iron Curtain—
East Germany, Czechoslovakia and Hungary. These facts are
enumerated at the outset simply to explain how impossible it
would be to give here little more than first Impressions.

We travelled in a coach (motor-bus) with a capacity for
42 but there were only 17 passengers on board: two Irish, two
Indians, two English, two Mexicans and nine Australians
(bless ’em all). The crew consisted of a Belgian driver, a
Swiss courier and an assistant courier from Lancashire. Of
course, in each Communist country a local and well-indoctri­
nated guide took over for the entire duration of our stay in
their country.

Some countries I will pass over in a word, which, though
unfair is inevitable: Belgium prosperous and Industrious; West
Germany, very prosperous and very industrious. West Berlin
is an incredible island of Capitalism in a sea of Communism.
There is something very deliberate (sort of “there's mud in

your eye") about its sophistication. On the famous Kerfur-
stendam we saw a fashion-house window with a three times
life-size pencil portrait of the Queen with her hair in rollers;
the Archbishop of Canterbury in an athletic singlet, the Pope
wrestling with a plate of spaghetti and the Duke of Edinburgh
using a bottle of hair restorer. It all betrayed the tensions
in the lives of Berliners and the spirit of bravado to live in
a free city land-locked by Communist territory. Yet, here in
this context, “free” is a patently relative word. The Berliners
seemed to me, for all their vaunted freedom, to be in bondage
to rampant materialism. Church work wouldn’t be easy in
West Berlin—but then, tell me where it is easy!

BERLIN WALL
We looked over the Berlin Wall from the very dais where

President Nixon had stood several weeks earlier. We looked
and looked and our faces grew pale. Tears were held back.
The sombre silence was broken only by expressions of com­
passion for those on the other side, and of gratitude, on our
part that the lines had fallen to us in pleasant places. It is
a moving experience to stand where you can point in one
direction and say: “There millions are free” and pointing
in another direction, say: "There millions are not free.’’ It
is altogether different from visiting a prison, where, usually
the people deprived are responsible for the loss of their liberty.
But here in Berlin the line which marks off those who are

those who are free 13 a concrete wall built over­
night, through the heart of a city, following the line of
military victory with blatant disregard of streets, parks, boule-
vardes, communications, public amenities, employment or family
ties. To me, the Berlin Wall stands as the most senseless abro­
gation of those values which life holds dear and for this 
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reason, too, it epitomises man’s deliberate defiance of God
himself.

Which reminds me: from almost anywhere in West Ber­
lin now, one can see the new tower which the East Germans
have erected near “the wall.” It was opened last May Day.
It is an impressive land mark and is used as a radio tower.
Near the top, it bulges onion-like into a fibre-glass spherical
observation room and cafe. When the sun shines, it presents
on the sphere a luminous and perfectly proportioned tradi­
tional Christian cross for all to see for miles around. God
will not be outwitted! He makes the wrath of men to praise
him! Said our West German guide: “That cross is a bit of
an embarrassment to the East Germans because over there
they’re not too keen on that sort of thing.” I considered that
the understatement of the week. Our contemplation of East
Germany, East Berlin and “the wall" was full of foreboding,
to be there was an experience full of pathos. In parts of East
Germany, especially in the once beautiful city of Dresden
one would think that time had stood still for more than two
decades. Thistles and thorns grew waist-high in ruins now
mellowed with age, but otherwise now standing as they did
the morning after the air raids. To us, West Germany spoke of
"recovery”; East Germany of “defeat”—once from the West
and now from the East. The people seemed to have lost heart
and to be sad. “Where there is no vision, the people perish.”

JAN PALYK, OF PRAGUE
Czechoslovakia was an altogether different story. It is a

very beautiful and fertile country. Yet none of its obvious
agricultural prosperity was reflected either in the property
or the persons of the Czech people themselves—and certainly
not in their shops. I wonder where all the wealth of its soil
and its toil goes. Your guess would be as good as mine. Un­
like the East Germans, the Czech people have hope. The
Czechs are clever, witty, very likeable with a lively sense of
humour. The names of Svboda and Dubceck were white­
washed on innumerable walls throughout the land. For once
I found myself condoning as commendable patriotism what I
had always denigrated as sheer vandalism.

One sunny morning we went to Prague’s famous Wenceslas
Square and stood at the foot of the statue of “good King
Wenceslas.” With lumps in our throats and too overcome
to speak, we paid our silent tribute to the aspirations of Jan
Palyk, the young Czech student who on that spot made him­
self a burning torch as a protest against the Communist
armies which occupied his native land unbidden and under
cover of that dark August night in 1968.

Prague is one of the most charming cities it has been
our privilege to visit. We fell in love with Czechoslovakia and
its vivacious people and their wonderful “old-world” capital
Prague—but most of all we sympathised with their longing
for freedom.

Nowhere more than in Prague did we feel the weight of
Patrick Henry’s words spoken at the Virginia Convention of
1775—“give me liberty or give me death.” Wenceslas Square
is oblong—if I may be Irish. At one end is the statue of King
Wenceslas in the foreground of a freshly bullet-scarred mus­
eum. Who knows, one day they may put a statue at the other
end and it might even be of a freedom loving youth who in
life, as in death, epitomised the determination of Czecho­
slovakia to be free. Whether Jan Palyk is commemorated in
bronze or not, Czechoslovakia and the Free World will never
forget him.

In Prague, I said to our Communist guide: “Your country
is occupied by soldiers from Russia and the countries of the
Potsdam Alliance, how is it that we do not see any of these
soldiers?” "Oh,” she replied, “they are here in the parks
(reserves). They are only provocative if we are provocative.
And, by the way,” she added, with a neutral expression, "we
don’t speak of our country as ‘occupied’ because they believe
they are helping us."

I reflected on that neutral expression and that bit “they
believe . . .” and took fresh heart. Perhaps one day, I thought,
Czechoslovakia will be free.

AUSTRIA AND HUNGARY
It was an interesting way to see Eastern Europe, dodging

in and out from behind the Iron Curtain. We greeted Austria
like the dawn after an oppressive night. Vienna is lovely
beyond description. Schonbrunn Palace vies with Versailles for
impressive loveliness. The view from Belvedere Palace over­
looking Vienna and the Danube across to the Vienna Woods
is unforgettable. It was in Austria that we visited Lake St.

Wolfgang and saw the famous “Whitehorse Inn” which like
the Vienna Woods recalled gay and lilting melodies. The
Austrians are courtly and gallant. In Austria, you are a per­
son and you matter. For this reason—and not for tourism—
you receive attention and unfailing courtesy.

Crossing into Hungary, we did not sense this high regard
for the worth and dignity of human personality. We saw
women prematurely old, wrinkled and weather-beaten tolling
in the fields in the hot sun, hoeing, digging trenches and
even pulling single-furrow ploughs. Not only was agriculture
not mechanised, it was crude and primitive. Yet our Hun­
garian guide when questioned about these women and their
burdensome toil, blandly referred to them as women of good­
will “just lending a helping hand!” I saw real poverty three
summers ago among the destitute Arabs of Jordan when I
travelled between Jerusalem and Amman and I had not
seen anything comparable with that, not even in Harlem or
Puerto Rico, until we drove through the poverty stricken
peasant villages of Northern Hungary.

Budapest (formerly two towns, Buda and Pest) is a city
quite different from any of the other great cities of Eastern
Europe. It also is a "divided city”—not politically divided—
but divided by the lovely River Danube. We cruised for three
hours on the Danube one summer Sunday afternoon. On the
left bank is the venerable and legendary city of old Buda.
It is residential and leisurely, crowned with the imposing
Buda Palace once occupied by the Turks for more than 150
years. Pest is on the right bank and is flat and congested,
bustling and noisy. Its buildings are bulky, its architecture
heavy and drab. Its statues are enormous and its heroes are
Invariably represented two or three times life-size. Imagine
how delighted we were to come unexpectedly upon a city
green In the heart of Pest in which stood a charming statu­
ette of a gentle shepherd boy kneeling and playing his
flute to a flock of tranquil sheep! Nearby, on the cool banks
of the Danube stood the Hungarian Parliament building—one of
the largest legislative buildings in the world. Its cupolas and
ecclesiastical minarets belied its function. It looked more
like a temple or a cathedral than the bulwark of a one-party
parliament. The towering masonry on one facade was pep­
pered with bullet marks—shades of the terrible Hungarian
uprising of October, 1956. That was the second bullet-scarred
public building we had seen in a Communist country.

The East Germans seemed thoroughly depressed; the
Czechs seemed like restless children threatened with a beating
—but still determined. The Hungarians conducted themselves
like children who had had one good hiding and didn't want
another. But under the spell of music one could mistake
them for romantic Spaniards or amorous Italians. The Mon­
golian influence is clearly noticeable in Hungary and the
strong gipsy element is marked in their music. Hungarian
orchestras play with joyful melodious abandon and with a
rapport between the players which is delightful. Hungarian
dancing is largely Interpretive and, like Czech puppetry, world
famous.

This seems a good note on which to conclude, even though,
at this stage we haven’t even begun to turn our heads towards
home. We did arrive home safely, in time to re-pack our bags
and fly to Paris to spend a few days there; but that's another
story!

SUPPLIERS OF NIGERIA-BIAFRA ARMS RAPPED
(Bonn). Spokesmen for Germany's major Protes­

tant and Roman Catholic relief agencies made state­
ments criticising European governments and indus­
trial groups which are supplying arms to the comba­
tants in the Nigeria-Biafra conflict.

The two agencies represented in the statement
were the Protestant organisation, Diakonisches Hilfs-
werk, and the Catholic organisation, Caritas, which
co-sponsor German religious participation in the
Biafra airlift.

Ludwig Geissel of the Protestant agency said that
such arms shipments are the only factor which make
the continuation of the war possible. He blamed
European powers for the fact that efforts by the
churches to bring about a cease-fire have failed so
far.—"The Christian."
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CAROL APPS (Vic.): Sure Christ was a trouble-maker; he was
a real stirrer. He made trouble for those in the temple who
made that holy place a "den of robbers" (Mark 11: 15-18).
He made them aware of the insatiable greed of men and their
lowliness in front of God. Maybe Christ was a hippy, but in
a different sense, it was God's love he offered. He gave to
men the will to live, and a creed by which to live in the Ten
Commandments. He was not afraid to associate with the
despised, he was no "society snob," it was the Pharisees who
did not love their neighbours (Matt. 23: 13).
(He sounds almost like a "typical" uni. student). From one
of them.

GRAHAM BOXHALL (Qld.) : Christ was a revolutionary in the
sense that he challenged the existing economic, political, and
social order. As the Son of God he actively condemned the
abortion of his Father's patterns of interpersonal relationships.
We worship Christ because he is the Son of God. But do we
know God's view of our contemporary economic, political and
social order? If we do, sincere worship of His Son prescribes
our active condemnation of contemporary deviations from
divinely-inspired and sustained interpersonal relationships.
For Christ, involvement provoked his being identified with
degraded images. Our sincere worship of him may result in
similar situations.

M.G. (Qld.): Anyone who experiences a close relationship with
his or her Lord and has studied the Word of God knows that
Christ is love and that he respects all men as equal. He lived

amongst the people °f his daY desPite th1eir s,tatus,in life. He
came to bring peace on earth—not disorder. It was the
oriests and rulers who caused the agitating. Christ knew he
was of God but he told Pilate that his kingdom was not of
this world (John 18: 36). Indeed we worship him—him who
died and rose again, now interceding in heaven for us.

BARBARA FLETT (A.C.T.): Instead of dismissing this descrip­
tion as ridiculous or blasphemous, I feel it provides us with
a different approach to Christ. Why was this insignificant
lower-class carpenter from the provinces the founder of a

new religion? Was he just fortunate that his philosophy just
happened to catch on? Is the success of Christianity due more
to the zeal and determination of his followers than to divine
inspiration? And finally, if Christ was just an ordinary man,
could he have had such an effect on the world? Thus by
comparing Christ to other men we can perhaps see his divinity.

"Christ was a long-haired vagrant and a professional
u' ,„;»,for He had unrealistic visionary ideas, and
16 advocated anarchy. He associated with wharfies,

sluts from the slums, migrants. He thought he was
God, a common form of schizophrenia. And we WOR.
SHIP him!" (Comment).

J.B. (S.A.): Certainly Christ associated with "socially undesir­
able" classes—the only way to help them. He did not advo­
cate anarchy, but obedience to the will of God and doubtless
all men of his time had long hair. Christ was either mad,
bad, or what he claimed to be. The Church, which he founded,
has lasted for 2,000 years despite all that man could do to
stamp it out. Many have tried to discredit it, it has been
abused from within and without yet the "unrealistic mis­
sionary ideas" persist, practised by the believers in this man,
sane people who see that his is the only way. Christ a mad
man? What we need is more "madmen" like him!-

WITH

A. E. WHITE

Our sermon recently was on the text
"This one thing I do” but in our
church the practice is more like "These
20 things we argue about.” We often
talk about having a common mind and
purpose but it seems that we hardly
agree on anything. If this is true
locally, isn’t it impossible to find com­
mon cause among all of the churches?
I hope that you are exaggerating; but

it could appear on occasions that there
are more differences than agreements in
the local church. This is also true of
families, and of nations, and of groups
of nations. The disagreements may be
deep and have disastrous consequences,
but at other times they may be noisy
disputes about relatively unimportant
matters and in the background there are
large areas of common agreement.

A husband and wife may quarrel about
the affairs of one day •without jeopardis­
ing their genuine love for each other, or
their shared concern for each other’s
happiness. And in the local church it is
often a difference over ways and means
rather than on ends and objects.

This does not minimise the importance
of such divisions. Doubtless there have
been great wars built upon petty griev­
ances and tragic divisions have come to
church over trivial issues. A church can
be gravely hurt by a minor problem
that is magnified far beyond its value.

One way of finding greater agreement
in the local church is to talk more with
one another. This may have the imme­
diate result of making the differences
appear greater and the obstacles more
numerous. But if the discussions are
based upon mutual respect and a recog­
nition that each is seeking a Christian
answer then a common purpose will
usually be found.

There is often not enough discussion
about programmes and activities in the
church. There may be sermons preached
about them, or committee pronounce­
ments made about them, without realis­
ing that in the membership there is not
sufficient support for the programme. It
is too much to expect unanimity, but un­
less there is a substantial majority a
church is inviting trouble if it proceeds
More discussion is obviously needed'

If there are differences, they must not
be ignored. We must not pretend that
we have strong support if there is only
a slender majority. Where we are un­
certain and can speak only with a divided
voice it is better to admit it.

The last thing we need is the fellow
who says, "What is right for me, is
right for the church,” instead we need
more readiness to accept the will of the
church as the way for us. The church
should seek the mind of Christ and the
way of our Lord is almost certain not
to be easy. It can be found: in the local
church and in the wider fellowship of
churches.

She stepped into the presidency of our
C.W.F. at the Easter service 1968, and
immediately brought with her a smart­
ness and efficiency that made us positively
grin with anticipation. With glasses well
down on the nose so that she could both
read and watch the congregation with a
forbidding look that became so well
known at Council meetings, she began her
year of remarkable leadership.

Laura comes from the Lombaha area
on Aoba which is about 2% hours’ travel­
ling in a small dinghy up the coast from
Ndui Ndui or a long and difficult walking
distance. In the three years since our
Aoban Council began there has hardly
been a month when Laura has missed
bringing her Lombaha women with her
through all kinds of seas or along the
precipitous coast road to join in the
combined Council meetings mostly held
at Ndui Ndui. Her constancy has been a
lesson to many local village women.

In her own area she has led fellow­
ship meetings, conducted sewing classes
and been a missionary to hill villages.
Women from Longana around the other
side of the island, have also benefited
from her leadership. As president, she
took an interest in all the villages on
the island moving from one to another
for meetings and staying for a week or
more in the Ndui Ndui area in order to
spend time with the hill women. Just
before Christmas she even hired a launch
to take her across to Maewo for meet­
ings in the villages there.

Never was she known to be late for
meetings (quite a phenomenon in this
land) and Committee meetings were full
of lively discussion and new ideas. I have

more than once been summoned from
bed at an earlier than intended hour to
discuss plans for meetings or projects
when Laura was anxious to get on with
preparations. As a chairman, her voice
was clear and commanding and agendas
were dealt with promptly (another
phenomenon). She has also represented
our C.W.F. at Government courses in
Vila.

With the approach of Easter we lis­
tened to Laura’s forceful messages and
felt sad that a president’s term was not
for two years. Then an idea was con­
ceived to both honour’ this woman and
give her authority to remain active in
a sphere larger than her own village
concerns. It was decided to create deaco­
ness positions in our C.W.F.

A special Council Committee meeting
was called together with representatives
from as many villages as possible and
our first deaconesses were nominated.
Three women were appointed:

Isabel Toka—who has for long years
been a leader of women’s work at Ndui
Ndui and president of C.WF. in 1967-68.

Rachel Sese—an older woman, mem­
ber of the Committee, who is always
faithful in attendance at meetings, hos­
pital visitation and visiting other villages
to help with meetings.

Laura Daniel—President of C.W.F. in
1968-69.

These women were set apart for then-
new work by Abel Bani at the general
service on Easter Sunday morning. We
pray God's blessing on them and confi­
dently look forward to the fruit of their
labours.

WILL THE "CHRISTIAN LIFE CURRI­
CULUM" BE EVANGELISTIC?

• The Christian Life Curriculum is
simply a tool for presenting the way
of Christ to people. Its whole objec­
tive is evangelistic however narrowly
or broadly you define the term.

• The point of the Christian Life
Curriculum is to enable people to
understand what the Christian gospel
is about and how they may work
out its implications for their daily
living. It is Gospel-centred, Christ-
centred and person-centred. Its
evangelistic nature can be taken for
granted.

• The Curriculum does not see evan­
gelism as the sporadic activity of
Christian people but as a continuing
involvement. It can serve to keep
the local church focused on its
fundamental purposes. Instead of
intermittent onslaughts of evange­
listic activity, it promotes a whole­
some week in and week out dedica­
tion to the Gospel commission.

O Because the Christian Life Curricu­
lum is related to daily living and
the vita! issues with which people
are dealing all the time, it does not
see "decisions for Christ" being
made in a vacuum. Commitment to
Christ is grounded in service of our
brethren and neighbours and applied
to the day to day tasks, relation­
ships, attitudes, decisions, crises,
etc., that make up life. We cannot
get away with a vague, spiritual
decision for Christ that does not
measure up to the stern demands
of the One who said, "1 tell you,
indeed, whenever you did this for
one of these poorest brothers of
mine, you did it for me." (Matt.
25: 40—T.E.V.).

• The evangelistic thrust of the Cur­
riculum goes beyond the transforma­
tion of individuals, important as that
is, to the renewal of society. Sec­
tions on "Living in God's World,"
"Living With Others," and "Living
as a Person," will enable partici­
pants to explore the whole social
dimension in which their Christian
faith is to be lived out. It is one
thing to change men individually. It
is another to permeate society with
the way of Christ. The Christian
Life Curriculum will not let us for­
get that this also is part of our
Christian engagement.

• The Curriculum has come to be
because we believe that the Gospel
is for the world, not a treasure to
be hoarded. For those who use it
freely and creatively the Christian
Life Curriculum will become an
indispensable evangelistic agent.

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A CHRISTIAN PRESENCE IN THE A.N.U

UNIVERSITY subjects have been taught in Can­
berra since about 1930, and. the Australian

National University has been in existence for about
20 years. In all that time the Church has only been
marginally represented, if at all. The Roman Catho­
lics have had a full-time chaplain on the campus
these last few years, and only this year the first
full-time chaplain was appointed to represent the
other churches.

This virtual relegation of the Church to the
periphery, with its implied reinforcement of the
popular academic idea that religion is irrelevant, was
a matter of deep concern to some people in the
churches and the A.N.U. A means was sought of
creating an effective focus for Christian activity
within the university.

This resulted, by the end of 1966, in the Federal
Assemblies of six churches, Anglican, Baptist,
Churches of Christ, Congregational, Methodist, and
Presbyterian officially approving a plan to found an
inter-church residential college, and appointing
official delegates to the College Council.

It was decided to name the establishment Burg-
mann College, because Bishop Burgmann was a
pioneer in establishing a Christian presence in the
A.N.U., both in the academic and administrative
fields.

The college will ultimately provide accommoda­
tion for 500 students, and building of the first stage
of 300 rooms is expected to begin later this year.
The cost will exceed $1,000,000 of which the Council
must raise at least $300,000.

The Victorian Churches of Christ have responded
splendidly to this challenge and have so far pro­
mised $9,000. As a result, the college library will
bear the name of A. R. Main, the senior common

room the name of Campbell Edwards, and a student
room the name of R. P. Morris, names distinguished
among Churches of Christ in Australia, both in
academic and Christian leadership.

Half the enrolments in the A.N.U. are from out­
side Canberra. Our own young people have come from
every State in Australia to the A.N.U. in the last 10
years. At present students from our churches in
Victoria and W.A. as well as Canberra are enrolled.
Burgmann College will help the young people who.
come by providing a Christian atmosphere and a
guidance, and the College is our opportunity to estab­
lish a Christian witness right on the campus of the
university that will determine, perhaps more than
any other university, the future of Australia’s poli­
tical and social thinking and strategy.

G. R. Stirling, vice-principal of the College of
the Bible, represented Churches of Christ on the
Burgmann College Council for several years, and the
present representative is C. H. J. Wright. G. R.
Stirling and J. E. Gough, Director of University
Counselling in the A.N.U. and a member of Canberra
Churches of Christ, are members of the Committee
charged with the task of choosing a Master for the
College.

ULSTER SHAME Religious divisions go deeper and last longer than most other
things men quarrel about, and the Irish have the reputation about being
willing to fight about anything, even peace. Therefore, when Irishmen (and
women) fight each other about religion there is little hope for an appeal to reason,
the best we can expect is a truce through exhaustion. The non-lrish cannot
even understand the events which are staining 1969, let alone solve them. If
individuals are to be singled out for special responsibility then Protestantism's
Rev. Ian Paisley and Roman Catholicism's Bernadette Devlin, M.P., would probably
head such a doubtful honours list. The Government—dominantly Protestant—
has also been at fault. They acknowledged that there is some substance in the
charges of discrimination against Roman Catholics in political and economic areas
and promised reforms, but action was too long delayed. There are news reports
that the police tend to treat the Catholics as rioters and the Protestants as righteous,
although both are throwing rocks and petrol bombs. The Government also
invited the tragedy that'came last week when they permitted the Apprentice Boys
to march in the annual parade celebrating a famous Protestant victory in 1689.
The death toll as of last weekend was eight. It is small comfort to recall the
greater disasters of the past—e.g., in 1922, 232 were killed and over 1,000
injured—for 1969's civil war is not yet over. It may be a very old fashioned
question for an editor to ask, but one cannot help asking, "For which side would
the Christ be throwing petrol bombs?" In denying the Lord of the other side,
the Protestants and the Catholics may be betraying their own.

RATES AND CHURCH PROPERTIES More and more Christians are questioning
whether churches are justified in being exempt from the rates which other
property owners pay. Speaking to 400 editors at a Church Press convention in 'he
U.S., Clarence Jordon said, "Churches should stop accepting tax exemption on
their properties. Until they do, they should pay an equivalent amount into a
fund for humanity. We ought to spend at least as much to put a roof over the heads
of our brothers whom we have seen, as to put a roof over the head of God whom
we have not seen."

GOOD GRIEF! In "Izvestia" (Soviet Govt, newspaper) V. Zaitsev, a philologist,
was quoted as saying that the star of Bethlehem was really a space-ship and
that Jesus Christ was a visitor from another planet. He did not offer any evidence,
but suggested that we replace the word "God" with a new term, "Cosmonaut ’
Jesus Christ."

N.S.W. D.C.E. DIRECTOR
Plans are in hand for the director to

begin a permanent ministry at Belmore
where he is now conducting an interim.
However, he will retain the directorship
of the D.C.E. until the end of 1971 on a
part-time basis. This new arrangement
does not begin until August, 1970. His
main area of work will be the increasing
work of Australian Standard.

NEW CAMPING VENTURE
(N.S.W.). August/September school

vacation sees the introduction of two
new camps—both co-ed.—a Senior High
four-day camp, and a Junior High six-
day camp.

Fifty representatives of Vic.-Tas. Home
Mission-assisted churches met for a buf­
fet dinner at the Brotherhood Centre on
Aug. 8, 1969. This group represented 21
churches. The dinner gave opportunity
for Department members and church
representatives to talk together. Repre­
sentatives came from churches as widely
separated as Dareton, Traralgon and
Ulverstone.

Strategy Review
The chairman, L. C. Withers, indicated

that such a conference had not been
previously attempted on such a scale. It
represented a part of the Department’s
concern to relate to the churches, to
have them appreciate each other and the
overall Department programme in which
they were involved.

In a review of the strategy of the
1960’s, D. H. Smith, the director, out­
lined developments of significance. These
included 15 churches attaining self-
support and 11 new projects in the past
five years. Subsidy expenditure had more
than doubled from $182 per week in 1959
to a projected $384 per week in 1970.
Assistance was currently being given to
1 in 6 churches in the Conference. The

field officer work was recognised as among
the most significant work attempted in
many decades. Proposed new projects at
Mulgrave, Burwood Highway, Springvale
South and Westernport area were noted.
Attention was also directed to the overall
situation in respect to church member­
ship.

Church Programming
Under the leadership of E. C. Keating,

the Department field officer, and K. J.
Clinton, the President-elect of Confer­
ence, the need for adequate programme
planning was presented. Representatives
of local churches including D. E. Stew­
art, Traralgon; G. S. Cameron, Robin­
vale; and E. W. Heard, Mitcham, made
contributions on various aspects of pro­
gramme planning. R. C. McKenzie of the
Dept, of Christian Educ., spoke on the
Christian Life Curriculum. The churches
have been challenged to accept planning
goals for 1970 over a wide range of
church life. Church boards are now con­
sidering their response and it is expected
that the formulation of a church pro­
gramme will be undertaken prior to the
end of 1969.

If you drive along the mountainous roads of Norway you come to one par-
ticular point which can almost be regarded by the Norwegians as hallowed ground,
because here during the war years a deed of tremendous heroism took place. When
the British forces attacked the coast of Norway, the German High Command mis­
interpreted their intentions, and thought it was a prelude to a full-scale assault,
so hurriedly called a top level conference of all the German commanders in the
field. They arrived by various modes of transport to one assembly point, and from
there to be conveyed by bus to a luxurious mountain top hotel which was to be
the venue for their conference.

Everything went according to plan, but what the Germans did not know was
that the Norwegian bus driver was a dedicated underground fighter who not only
volunteered to drive the bus, but also volunteered to make certain not one of the
German commanders reached his destination.

As you travel along this road you come to one place where the road takes
a sharp right hand bend, for to continue straight on would be to take you to certain
death thousands of feet on the valley floor below, and this is exactly what this
courageous bus driver did, instead of slowing down at the fateful corner, he acceler­
ated and crashed through the barricade and plunged together with his valuable
cargo of German commanders to death.

Can you imagine the thoughts of this brave man when he set out on this
last journey, knowing full well he was going to sacrifice his life in this way in the
service of his country?

Around this table of remembrance we often make reference to the word
sacrifice in relation to Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ travelled along a similar road
as he laboured under the weight of his Cross, making his way to Calvary where
he knew he was going to suffer a painful and humiliating death and yet not for
one minute did he flinch from what lay in store for him.
