Following the above intimation, the
Conference officers recommended to Con­
ference Executive that an invitation be
extended to Stanton H. Wilson to suc­
ceed W. W. Saunders in the office of
Conference Secretary. Many will recall
that S. H. Wilson’s last ministry in Vic­
toria prior to removal to Great Britain
was with the Brighton church. At pre­
sent he is ministering with the church
at Troy, New York, U.S.A.

In support of their recommendation
the Conference officers stated that S. H.
Wilson has an intimate knowledge of the
Victorian - Tasmanian brotherhood; is
well known and accepted throughout the
brotherhood; has had valuable experi­
ence as secretary of the Federal Execu­
tive, in which sphere he acquitted him­
self with much credit; has proven him­
self an excellent organiser; and pos­
sesses the ability and qualities of leader­
ship which fit him for the office. The
recommendation of the Conference
officers was adopted unanimously and an
invitation was mailed promptly.

In his reply, S. H. Wilson, in accept­
ing the invitation, thanked Conference

Executive for the trust reposed in him
and pledged himself, by divine grace, to
be worthy at all times of that trust and
worthy, above all, of the Christ who, he
believes, is calling him to this particular
ministry. The new secretary will take up
his duties in November, 1970, after
attending Federal Conference and the
World Convention in Adelaide. The pre­
sent secretary will then enter a ministry
with the church at Balwyn.

Programme plans have been announced for the Eighth Assembly of the
World Convention of Churches of Christ to be held in Adelaide, South Australia,
October 20-25, 1970. The theme, "One Gospel — One World," will be presented
through the use of daily sub-themes. Addresses, sermons, symposiums, religious
drama, small study groups, and worship services are incorporated in the pro­
gramme plans.

Three well-known Christian leaders will deliver major addresses: D. T. Niles,
a President of the World Council of Churches of Ceylon; Philip Potter, Associate
General Secretary of the World Council of Churches of Geneva, Switzerland;
and R. S. Garfield Todd, former Prime Minister of Rhodesia. Dr. Niles will also
inaugurate at the Assembly the Jesse M. Bader Lectureship on Contemporary
Evangelism with the noon-tide lectures in the Adelaide City Hall.

Other speakers, representing the brotherhood in many different countries,
will appear on the programme. Their names will be announced later. Most ses-
Sl°ns of the Assembly will be held in Centennial Hall at the Adelaide Fair Grounds
which is located one mile from the heart of the city.

/'"'REAT things are happening here on the India field since
'J C.A.S.A. (Christian Agency for Social Action—the Relief
and Development arm of the National Christian Council of
India) sanctioned our “Agricultural Community Development
Project” to the tune of nearly £9,000 (Sterl.). This means
that the Famine Emergency of 1967 proved to be a "blessing
in disguise,” to quote the then Assistant Director of C.A.SA..,
Dr. Donald E. Rugh, for out of the emergency relief pro­
gramme evolved a project with enough potential to precipi­
tate nothing less than an agricultural and socio-economic
revolution. Already we are seeing crops such as have never
been seen before in this part of Surguja district, the direct
result of 335 relief and development schemes such as wells,
dams, tanks, canals, roads and field terracing, we have com­
pleted since Jan., 1967. Truly, “all things work together
for good . .

MISSIONS — in a new perspective.
While some refer to this project disparagingly as mere

“social work,” I prefer to think of it as one aspect of our
ministry—"priestly ministry”—if you like; but why not go a
step further? Let’s call it a “Liturgical Ministry”! Now I
can see some of you readers conjuring up in your minds a pic­
ture of us frocked in sacerdotal garb, tilling the fields like
so many medieval monks and chanting as we merrily turn
the sod. I know that such is easy to imagine in the light of
the church’s traditional concepts of her liturgical life and
I, personally, am physically so constituted that I could make
an ideal corpulent Friar Tuck. But, seriously speaking, today’s
new emphasis in Missions is to present Christ in terms of
practical loving service in incarnational person-to-person
relationships, “non-professional” (national or foreign) ‘lay”
missionaries being the medium.

WORSHIP — “in esse”
Liturgy relates to worship and concerning the latter, I

must say that it is about time we developed a more relevant
and satisfying concept. Here in our project a number of our
Christians, for the first time, are finding through this rural
development programme a purposeful involvement in the
sufferings of the community as a whole. Though they may
not be able to explain their experience in such theological
terms, it means that in a practical incarnate manner they
are becoming involved (partakers—“Koinonia”) in the suffer­
ings of Christ. This is THE Holy Communion in reality—
worship “in esse.” In consequence of this, from time to time,
a twinkle in the eye of a project colleague is enough to reveal
the development not only of new-found economic security
but also of inner spiritual resources, proved by the fact that
our staff has lately been on the dot every morning at 7 for
devotions, prayer and Bible Study. Truly, as we operate our
tractor and ploughs, seed our fish tanks, dig our wells and
irrigate our fields, in the fullest sense, we are sharing in
"Liturgical Worship.” THIS IS IT—and it’s been in the Bible
all along though veiled in a mystery (Col. 1: 27; Ephes. 3:
3) and only those who have fathomed the secret will see any
sense at all in this article.

“DIVINE SERVICES” — not enough.
Now let us get this next statement in clear perspective—

"Liturgical worship primarily has nothing to do with meet-

ings, hymn-and-prayer sessions, Sunday divine services and all
that sort of thing”—though such religious gatherings are not
necessarily lacking in worshipful liturgical content, even if
devoid of psalm-chanting, the recitation of creeds and partici­
pation by the congregation in Eucharistic functions and the
like. Please do not misunderstand me at this point; those
engaged in practical liturgical worship are so dynamically
drawn to their spiritual kith and kin that traditional meet­
ings are inevitable, as one Body in Christ they cannot help
but assemble themselves together in fellowship to rejoice
corporately in the Lord and to express in song and thanks­
giving what they are experiencing in reality.

“LITURGY” — can be living.
Somehow, we must break through the veil. As the physi­

cist, in the material realm, has split open the atom, we must
redeem the Church from the tomb of mere religion. Take the
word “Leltourgia,” for example. Our term “liturgy” is de­
rived from this rich word which is found six times in the
Greek New Testament. Though it is a word vibrant with
life and energy, not a few church liturgical worship services
are about as inspiring as an ancient funeral dirge. Though
the classical background of the word reveals that it was
associated with the sacerdotal ministrations of the Egyp­
tian priesthood, it should not be imagined that this is the
only connotation. In spite of this, however, we relate the
word primarily to "worship” or "divine services” but such a
limited usage does not do justice to the literal meaning of
the word, derived as it is from “Laos” (people, public, ‘laity’)
and “Ergon” (work). It would, of course, be a reasonable
usage if we understood what the Church’s “worship" and
“service” really are in the purposes of God. In the classical
Greek, the word is pregnant with a sense of dynamic public
activity—e.g., equipping of a ship of the fleet through public
subscription; the training of certain persons for the public
“games” and “festival dramas," etc. In most English trans­
lations of the New Testament, the word is rendered pre­
dominantly as "service,” “ministry” or "ministration” (Luke
1: 23; 2 Cor. 9: 12; Phil. 2: 17, 30) and in every case, that
which is called to mind is a graphic picture of a person in
human relationship doing "priestly service”—the down-to-
earth practical social work of every Christian who knows the
Lord.

MODERN “LITURGICAL” EXPERIMENTS
Ever since Geoffrey Beaumont burst onto the liturgical

scene with his 1955 “Folk Song Mass," there has been a steady
stream of sincere workers among young people who have
sought, through the use of popular music in liturgical wor­
ship, to stimulate youthful congregational participation. Hav­
ing tasted something of this modem liturgical emphasis,
where, in fact, I was one of a young people’s group in a
U.S. Vacation Bible School, I can say that the 20th Century
liturgy can have a dramatic appeal. Picture us in the most
up-to-date well-furnished common room of the Youth Centre,
reclining on cushions on a plush carpet “liturgically wor­
shipping” around a blazing log fire. I can truthfully say that
something got through to that delightful group of teen-agers,
not one of whom fell asleep and just to make the occasion

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even more conducive to worship, we had Julie Andrews on a
L.P. rendering "Don’t talk about love—show me.” That disc
prepared us for the message in “dialogue”—the prophets may
have talked about love but Jesus showed it. What could be
more appealing than a cozy log fire, and Julie Andrews with
coffee and cookies? BUT it wasn’t enough, for after it was all
over I found that that group was still hungry; they talked
of wanting to go even further than that. Unless such litur­
gical worship is followed up in practical service in com­
munity development or some form of social welfare, it only
whets the spiritual appetite and doesn’t satisfy.

Those of you who have worked with lively youth groups
know that to balance a keyed-up emotional experience we
must wear the kids out physically and this calls for a healthy
programme of games and recreation. But times have changed;
what I related happened way back in the year 1964. We are
now in a new era, calling for a new approach, using stimuli
of an altogether different nature to remove the dry and
austere elements of church services and to make worship
contemporary and more appealing to the 1969 Jet-set. By
way of liturgical participation, the present-day congregation
may suddenly be drawn into what could be likened to a psy­
chedelic experience accompanied by appropriate electronically
produced “spiritual” noises and colour lighting effects. Then
the ghastliness of sin impinges itself upon the mind as the
sanctuary is thrown into sudden and unexpected darkness to
reveal projected pictures of the horrible sufferings of hum­
anity, this portion of the liturgy culminating in a gradually
illuminated Cross.

Effective? Yes, most dramatically so and all this to the
antiphonal recital of appropriate scripture in colloquial
speech, accompanied by religious pop-music of the required
beat. I believe that those who are behind this modern litur­
gical movement are very sincere in their attempts to break
through into what is an almost impenetrable area of the
Church’s witness, BUT, it is not enough. The attraction is
there and it is quite possible that many young people may
be brought to the meetings through this emphasis. How­
ever, unless they really get "switched-on” for Christ the whole
effort is spurious. We sometimes underestimate just what it
is that young people want; how can we attract them? Jesus
made it quite plain—"I, if I be lifted up will draw” (John
12: 32). “But,” you say, “the Cross is faithfully preached every
Sunday and still our numbers are falling." When, however,
we analyse the claim of Jesus in the context of the whole
N.T. we may find that our concept of "preaching the Cross”
is anything but what our Lord meant in John 12: 32. Why
must we keep stopping short of the terminus—the uplifting
of the crucified and risen Christ in terms of present-day
incamational involvement of every Christian in his or her
workaday experience? This is the reality of the Liturgical
Ministry of which the worship service is the corollary—the
outward and corporate expression. The exercise of anything
less than tills in religious experience, however elaborate and
contemporary may be our “liturgy” is “just for kicks” and
nothing but an opiate—palliative but not curative.

FIRST THINGS FIRST
This brings to mind the conundrum of the chicken and

the egg; which comes first, the reality or the symbol? I
believe that if all of us could only get our religious concepts

into proper perspective, with first things first, we would see
the Gospel as it really is—utterly relevant to the space-age
in which we live and now, as ever before, the power of God
unto salvation. But, frankly speaking, if rational beings were
known to exist beyond our earthly realm and if it were felt
that an evangelistic probe should be launched in their direc­
tion, before we could blast off from the pad. our computers
would have worn themselves out while some theologians and
chin-chmen argued as to whether or not the outer plane-
tarians were, in fact, "fallen beings” and if so, whether they
qualify to hear the gospel which was proclaimed to OUR
planet.

During my 19 years in India I have seen so much suf­
fering, made totally unnecessary by reason of the Lord’s
dramatic intervention in the human struggle that my pat­
ience with the Church’s traditional methods is all but ex­
hausted. While our needy contemporaries are really going
places in their jets, we are still, as it were, theologically toy­
ing about with our penny-farthing bicycles.

A PUBLIC INVITATION — to real hard WORK
Now, in keeping with the latest trend in mission strategy,

with its demand for “non-professional” workers, let’s end on
a positive, challenging and, if I may say so, a Liturgical note.
I can’t guarantee that our project will have the same appeal
as that of Dr. MacLeod's Iona Community; certainly there’s
no cathedral to build, unless it’s a spiritual one, but we can
offer to all who come prepared to dirty their hands and
rub shoulders with common people, real hard work, to the
point of physical exhaustion, in sharing with Christ the
apparently hopeless condition of man struggling at the end
of his natural resources. This is the ministry that calls you,
male or female. Many who are reading this article may be
those who, from time to time, pass through India on busi­
ness or for other reasons. Some of you, like so many students
on vacation, may be free to travel like a number we had
to help us from U.K., U.S. and Australia, during the Famine
Relief Programme of ’67. People these days are on the move
and Calcutta international airport is only a brief hop from
Ranchi airport which is only a six-hour jeep ride (we’ll pick
you up) from where a challenging and rewarding working­
vacation awaits you.

If you are depressed in your Christian life and want to
get on with the Lord’s work in these desperate days, why
not throw off the shroud, get yourself a plane ticket and
drop in on us some time; you can stay for up to three
months on a tourist visa. If you love the Lord and have a
gracious concern for people, are prepared to support your­
self and “rough it,” there’s a stimulating job in rural deve­
lopment reserved for you. Here we have unity in purpose in
a diversity of ministries so you can make your choice of any
of the following fields: Agriculture, poultry, fish, pigs, cattle,
medicine/public health/leprosy or, if you are mechanically
minded—tractors, ploughs, vehicles, irrigation pumps, etc.
Then, for the indoor types, we can offer reams of office work
and accounting. Just to make sure that our concepts of wor­
ship and the Liturgical Ministry are considered not to be too
radical, we have Bible Study and begin each day’s work with
a fresh committal to Christ through prayer and hearty sing­
ing. Truly, the Lord is with us; why not you? Do come, won’t
you?

INDIA SOLUTION
(U.S.A.). A missionary who had headed

a major family-planning effort in India
said here recently that India is headed
toward “enforced sterilisation” if it is
unable to cope with its population prob­
lems through voluntary means.

Jerry M. Russell, reporting to the mis­
sion board of the Christian Church (Dis­
ciples of Christ), asserted that the Indian
Government may resort to sterilising
parents after they have had a certain
number of children.

He said that 2,400 persons are being
bom each hour in India, and that family
planning results there are but a “drop
in the bucket” compared to what is
needed to control the population.

DEVELOPMENT ISSUE STRESSED
A national conference of 100 Chris­

tian educationists, meeting in Sydney,
has declared its belief that the churches
must deal with the question of Austra­
lian responsibility to developing coun­
tries.

The conference, arranged by the Aus­
tralian Council of Churches’ Division of
Christian Education, included represen­
tatives of all major churches, including
the Roman Catholic Church.

Noting that “in countries close to Aus­
tralia, millions of people are striving to
change the conditions under which they
live,” the conference said, in an agreed
statement:
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"We do not expect to overcome the
effects of human sin and to eradicate
social ills by economic means alone, but
we know that the gospel requires of us
the liberation of men from all that dis­
figures their humanity.

"To turn from the need of our
brother is to neglect him and to im­
poverish ourselves.

"There are humanitarian reasons for
action, but we are concerned because of
our Christian faith. We must act, not to
force our way of life on others, but to
work with them in hope and to share
in the task of closing the growing gap
between the rich and poor nations.”

(Part II)

The truly evangelical representation of
the Christian faith is more acceptable
in America than it is in Australia. In
many respects the Americans are more
out-going people. They have fewer inhi­
bitions, therefore they make much better
"witnesses” to the gospel. In Los An­
geles, Cincinnati, Washington and New
York there are many more people, per
head of population, who are ready and
willing to talk "Christianity” than there
are in Sydney, Melbourne, Perth or Bris­
bane!

At least, that was how it appeared to
me. This willingness to become involved,
characteristic of so many Americans—
and which, in reality, is what our Res­
toration pioneers called the "frontier”
spirit—is possibly part of the reason why
an evangelical faith, with its accompany­
ing enthusiasm and eagerness for out­
reach, is likely to have a more lively
following in America.

CHRISTIAN CENTRES:
In spite of the fact that the Ameri­

cans can’t spell “centre”—they have
plenty of them! Opportunity was afforded
me to visit many Christian centres, and
to share in various ventures of an inter­
denominational character. In New York,
I saw something of the famous church
and work of Norman Vincent Peale, as
well as Calvary Baptist Church where
Dr. Stephen Olford, one of the foremost
expository preachers of our day, is wield­
ing such a mighty influence. The great
Riverside Church, adjacent to Inter­
church Center, where Dr. Lawrence V.
Kirkpatrick conducts the office of the
World Convention of Churches of Christ,
and also the New York headquarters of
the American Bible Society, directed by
Dr. Laton Holmgren, a minister of Chris­
tian Churches, were also places of con­
siderable interest, as was the Hebrew
University of New York.

I looked in on Madison Square Gar­
dens during the week the Billy Graham
Organisation was taking over in prepara­
tion for the Greater New York Crusade;
in Boston, visiting Harvard Divinity
School, I saw the Park Street Chapel,
made famous in a former generation by
the preaching of Lyman Beecher and
today by the splendid, penetratingly con­
servative ministry of Dr. Harold Ock-
enga.

In California I saw at first-hand some
of the activities of "Campus Crusade”—
or "Lay Institute For Evangelism”—with
its main centre at San Bernadlno; but
perhaps one of the most satisfying
experiences was the few days spent at
"Glen Eyrie,” Colorado Springs, at the
“Navigators'’ headquarters. I met Lome
Sanny, LeRoy Eims, and other leaders
of this movement, and saw N.T. Chris­
tianity in action in simple, vital, per­
sonal evangelism. I realised why Billy
Graham Insists on using the "Naviga­
tor” teams to spearhead all his coun-
1969

selling-preparation programmes, and to
lead in all the Crusade "follow-up”
teaching.

At the Air Force Academy, Colorado
Springs, and again at the University of
Maryland, I saw the "Navigator” groups
in action in a tremendous ministry of
personal evangelism.

CHALLENGE:
My experience of America was not

unlike that of most folk who visit for
a limited time, and are prevailed upon
to see as much as possible! Maybe I was
fortunate in resisting this—in that, be­
cause my task specifically concerned it­
self with colleges and universities, I saw
many of the same kinds of things being
carried out in daily practice though often
from slightly different viewpoints. This
gave me a better opportunity of gaining
a balanced impression of American
ministerial and missionary education,
particularly at its practical levels.

One thing that stands out in the
American scene is the widespread sense
of history. The original chapel of Barton
Stone, at Cane Ridge, near Lexington,
is a place of great historic interest as
well as natural charm for members of
Disciple and Christian Churches alike.
Similarly the interest surrounding Beth­
any College with its special features, in­
cluding the Campbell Mansion, the octa­
gonal Study of Alexander Campbell, and
the Campbell Burial Ground. Dr. Perry
Gresham has done much over the years
to give this part of the countryside real
significance for members of all streams
of the Restoration Movement. The whole
area is full of history. I shared with
members of the Bethany professorial
staff in a delightful dinner served on the
historic Campbell board in the old home­
stead now occupied by Dr. Chester Sil-
lars.

Other examples of this historic con­
cern may be seen at Hopwood Memorial
Chapel, beside the Buffalo Creek, on the
edge of the campus at Milligan College,
and also at Park Avenue Christian
Church, New York, as well as the many
interesting associations in and around
Cincinnati which relate to Isaac Errett
and the early days of the "Christian
Standard.”

Not the least important aspect of the -
preservation of these landmarks of his­
tory has been the splendid contribution
of the Phillips family, and in particular,
B. D. and Mrs. Mildred Welshimer Phil­
lips.

A further outstanding feature is the
zeal of those responsible for leadership.
In so many of the smaller churches, as
well as in the larger ones, an active
publicity programme extends the in­
fluence of the gospel in the community.
Every training course is highlighted
through the church papers and periodi­
cals as well as in specially prepared
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literature designed to acquaint prospec­
tive students with the possibilities of
adequate means of equipping themselves
for greater service. Among the large
colleges the Music Departments organise
choir tours, television and radio pro­
grammes as a common feature in pro­
motional activities among the churches.
CONCLUSIONS:

In Atlanta, Georgia, I visited Marietta,
where the Jumbo Jets are being made
and assembled. These are enormous air­
craft. The tail-fln alone is equal in height
to a five-storey departmental store! This,
among other things, is an illustration of
the American passion for "size.” Yet,
they do endeavour to match it in their
faithful stewardship and their response
to Christian ventures.

Christian work in North America, and
specifically among churches stemming
from the Restoration Movement, presents
a picture of thriving competence and
spiritual growth. This appears to be even
more marked among congregations and
colleges of the Christian Churches than
among Disciples. The reason seems to
be that the former are much more
single-minded in their presentation of
the historic N.T. message, originated in
the Apostolic Church of the First Cen­
tury, and restored in doctrine, worship
and life in the 19th Century by such
men as Thomas and Alexander Camp­
bell, Barton Stone and Walter Scott, and
exemplified over the years by such stal­
warts as Isaac Errett, Robert Milligan
and J. W. McGarvey.

The Disciples, on the other hand, have
been more inclusive in their fellowship
and have been inclined to dissipate their
early strength and resources in areas of
co-operation with the more theologically
liberal denominational groups in the
North American religious scene.

The result has been rather obvious.
The Disciples are a diminishing force,
numerically and spiritually. The Chris­
tian Churches are an evangelistically
fervent force, showing numerical growth
in churches, membership, and mis­
sionaries serving in overseas fields—and
giving patent evidence in every depart­
ment of genuine spiritual development.

The Disciple-sponsored International
Convention is generally attended by some
2,500 people. The North American Chris­
tian Convention, the main preaching
convention of the Christian Churches,
has had recorded attendances of dele­
gates in excess of 10,000 for the last
five years. Incidentally, too, though the
number of missionaries supported by the
re-structure geared United Christian
Missionary Society of the Disciples,
located in Indianapolis, is approximately
250—the missionary outreach among
Christian Churches, mainly through the
method of "direct support,” but also
under the direction of the recently-

formed Christian Missionary Fellowship,
exceeds 1,100.

We can profit by much that the
American churches are doing. We should
be measuring up to their zeal, their
stewardship, their practical outreach,
their spiritual penetration. We, too, as
they, must avail ourselves more and more
of the resources of the Spirit.

What is the solution? I talked with
Dr. Dean Walker, author of “Adventur­
ing for Christian Unity,” formerly at
Butler, and the real spiritual architect,

WRIGHT
THINKING

A distracted mother of adolescents
said the other day, “I try to be a good
mother, but the more I try, the more I
seem to fail. So often I just do not know
what to do for the best.” Teenage chil­
dren today often seem to be a problem
to their parents. Ministers, doctors,
teachers, social workers, are sometimes
too ready to point their fingers accu­
singly at parents for their failures, and
heap upon them responsibility for the
teenage problem. Confused by the task
of being parents, it is not hard to con­
vince them they are a miserable lot who
ought to know better. Of course, par­
ents have done their own finger point­
ing—they have blamed the schools for
what is happening to youngsters, and
they have complained that the church
is doing little to help young people grow
up in this confused and confusing age.

It is easy, of course, to see where
things have gone wrong, but not so easy
to see what we ought to do. There is
often a big gap between wanting to do
the right thing and being able to do it.
I am sure most parents, and most
churches, want to do the right thing with
the adolescents, but are puzzled about
where to begin.

Here are a few suggestions: First: We
should increase our knowledge and under­
standing of adolescents. Have you noticed
that parents are often keen to study the
care and feeding of infants and children,
but when the children become adoles­
cents, we often fail to bring the same
studious concern to the nature and prob­
lems of the teenager. More and more
books are appearing on this subject,
popular magazines carry more articles,
and there is more help available.

The problem may lie deeper. We may
not want to face the adolescent and his
problems because they all too often
activate our own. Our attempt to under­
stand and help teenagers faces us with
the need to know and understand our­
selves. Some of our unfaced and un­
resolved problems appear again. Our
own lack of insight and maturity results
in our becoming emotionally involved
with them rather than in being able to
help them. So we protect ourselves by

humanly speaking, of the wonderful new
Emmanuel School of Religion. I talked
also with Dr. Toyozo Nakarai, also form­
erly at Butler and now at Emmanuel,
and regarded as one of the foremost
Hebrew scholars and Old Testament
specialists in North America. I talked
further with Professor Rupert Foster, of
Cincinnati, now in his 84th year, and
still lecturing vigorously in New Testa­
ment at the Seminary. I talked with
others, too: and the only solution is the
simple message of our Movement—the
“restoration” of the total New Testa­
ment message, in teaching and in liv­

ing, in the power of the Lord Jesus
Christ.

But what is our solution, here in Aus­
tralia? Import Americans? No. They
have their job to do. Make Australians
into Americans? No. We can only be our­
selves. The secret: in the many places
where the life is so evident and mani-
fest—they have waited upon the Lord.
The same Lord who has blessed and used
these American churches and colleges is
our Lord too.

Let us wait upon him—that he may
bless and use us also.

evading any deeper knowledge of under­
standing of our adolescents.

Another deterrent in helping adoles­
cents is that sometimes we are afraid of
them and their attitude to us. We don’t
like being called “old fogeys” and
“fuddie-duddies”—or even worse names.

The answer to this dilemna is to com­
mit ourselves to a serious study of the
teenagers and ourselves. Our willingness
to accept the pain of self-knowledge for
the sake of insight will help us to achieve
a sound relationship with them.

Second: We must keep our relationship
with them open at all costs. The worst
thing that can happen between the
church and teenagers, between parents
and their children, is for them to become
so alienated from each other that they
can no longer communicate. A father and
son quarrelled. The son in anger toward
his father, drove off and wrecked the
family car. After the first emotional
reaction had passed, the father remem­
bered that, serious as the boy’s action
was, their relationship to one another
was even more important. In order to
help his son with the real issue, namely
his feelings toward him, he had to accept
the wrecked car as only a symptom of
what was wrong and not as the main
point. In the end, the growth of the
relationship between the father and son
put the issue of the wrecked car in the
right perspective. It is not hard to be a
parent when things go well, the real test
comes when our children get into trouble.
Wrecked cars can be mended, but it is
hard to restore relationship with one’s
son once the alienation has gone beyond
a certain point. Nothing justifies the
breaking of the relationship—that must
be kept at all costs.

Third: Parents need to help their
adolescents arrive at the values by which
they shall live. The modern teenager is
much more concerned about religion,
morals and values than we sometimes
think. He is not as careless and indiffer­
ent as he may seem. “What is important
in life? What does one 'go for’?” he
asks. Some parents have difficulty here
because they do not know what their
own values are. As a result they con-
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fuse, rather than help their adolescents.
This is a time when, if they have not
done so before, they should seek a church
and spiritual guide for themselves and
their young people. Young people respect
adults who are really seeking the truth.

Recently I asked classes in high
schools for religious instruction a num­
ber of questions about religion and the
church. “Are you interested in religion?
Do you attend church? What do you
think is wrong with the church?” and
so on. They were able to be quite frank
with their answers because I told them
not to write their names on their
papers. The great majority of them
affirmed their interest in religion, the
number who attended church or Sunday
School was greater than those who
didn’t, but the majority by far of the
parents were non-attenders.

Finally, let us who are parents remem­
ber that salvation comes from God and
not from ourselves. Some parents are
made anxious by the idea they must do
all things perfectly for their children.
We parents are only frail human beings,
like our children. We have many imper­
fections and make lots of mistakes, and
our teenagers soon come to realise this.
Parents and children both must turn and
look to God from whom all hope and
love come. I must give God the chance to
do for my children and my home what
I could never do by myself.

W.C.C. DEVELOPMENT
CONFERENCE

(Geneva). A World Consultation on
Ecumenical Assistance for Development
Projects will draw 100 church leaders
and experts in development to Geneva
for Jan. 26 to 31, 1970. One-half will
come from the industrialised nations
around the North Atlantic, and an equal
number will represent the develdping
countries.

Mr. Charles D. Sherman, former sec­
retary of the treasury of Liberia and
now financial consultant to the Presi­
dent, will serve as chairman of the con­
sultation. He is vice-chairman of the
Division of Inter-Church Aid, Refugee
and World Service of the World Coun­
cil of Churches.

The Uppsala Assembly in 1968 had
asked every church to make a propor­
tion of its income available for develop­
ment aid. The World Council continues
to receive requests for funds from
churches in developing countries, and at
the same time churches in the developed
world are seeking help in the proper
utilisation of growing amounts of church
money.—E.P.S.

We are losing our full-time minister
and are thinking of a part-time minis­
try. What needs to be considered to
make sure that we get the best out of
the change?
Let me tell you of the response by three

different churches to this situation:
First. This church chose three mem­

bers with capacities for counselling and
paid for their training by professionals.
They also brought In teaching, public
speaking, and practical church work
specialists, and paid for their services
also in training members. These profes­
sional training services cost no more than
it would have cost the church for a part-
time preacher and they developed a team
able to give a good account of itself.

Second. Another church went into
partnership with a nearby church which
was having a struggle in maintaining a
full ministry. By a rearrangement of time­
tables and combining in some areas (e.g.,
in women’s work) both churches are able
to maintain an effective service.

Third. This church paid for a full-
time secretary to assist a minister in a
neighbouring church. A good minister
can care for about 400 persons (if he is
not cluttered up with a thousand routine
tasks which a good secretary could
handle). This arrangement made It pos­
sible for the minister to serve two
churches in the areas for which he was
competent — preaching, counselling and
teaching. His secretarial assistance made
it easier to organise and use lay people
for other activities.

Unfortunately, these are not actual
cases, although the second solution is
often attempted. What usually happens
is that a part-time preacher is employed
to look after the pulpit ministry, but
the rest of the minister’s services are
not given the same priorities.

It may be easier to face up to the
important implications of your question
if we ask what are the services provided
by the ministry of the church and if we
keep in mind that the minister is only
one (although a very important one) of
those who serve.

In its ministry the church seeks (i) ■
to preach the gospel, (ii) to help all
members to grow in discipleship, (iii) to
teach the children of the church, (iv) to
teach the children of the community, (v)
to meet the crises of pastoral care, e.g.,
in sickness, funerals, weddings, (vi) to
counsel church members and non­
members in all kinds of personal and
social situations, (vii) to speak for and
represent the church in the community,
(viii) to develop and maintain brother­
hood and inter-church relationships.

This is a formidable list and a full-
time minister usually wishes he had
much more time to do what is required.
A part-time minister could not possibly
care adequately for every area. This is
not to detract from the splendid way
in which so many use their gifts to fill
the gaps or meet emergencies, but it
does recognise their limitations in time
and opportunity.

I want to make the point strongly
that in the event of a church losing its
full-time minister and in seeking some
assistance, it is important to consider
much more than the pulpit. All of the
church’s ministry must be taken into
account and care taken to ensure that
attention is given to all of the services
which are rightfully the responsibility
of the church.

O TABLE SETTING

w wre
THING! but do it right!

A sound piece of advice about manners is — when in doubt do the natural
thing, for most of the rules are aimed at making life easier and pleasanter.

This is seen in table settings which can bother young people when they
attend a formal dinner for the first time. Quite simply, the table silver is used
from the outside to the inside. Set it the other way around and then try extricat­
ing the soup spoon from it’s position against the plate and it will be clear that
the obvious place for it is on the outside. If needed, the bread and butter plate
is placed on left of setting with bread and butter knife resting on it or placed
between soup spoon and large knife on the right.

Home settings with fewer courses do not present such an array of silver,
but it is desirable to follow the same principle of setting at all times. You may
wonder about dessert spoon and fork sometimes put across the top of the
arrangement. This may be done, but it is preferable to place them on the
inside of the setting. Always place a fork as well for the present tendency to
provide spoon only can cause embarrassment when eating some sweets. If the
sweet Is a small fruit salad, omit the spoon and fork from setting and place a
small spoon on the underplate on which the small sweet dish is placed. The
same procedure may be followed with the fruit or other appetizer at beginning
of meal.Even with rules to guide us, we have to be clever sometimes. There will
be settings and implements which we have not met before so do not be hasty.
Notice what the hostess does as it is her arrangement be it right or wrong.

Formally, the dinner table is clothed with a white cloth, and second choice
is with mats on a polished surface. A coloured cloth may be used for informal
parties. Linen napkins are in best taste but, less formally, good paper ones will
do. A centre piece is charming if there Is room, but do not make it high, for
guests do not want to be peering at one another through a mass of greenery.
Place drinking glasses at top of right-hand table silver, and table napkins either
in centre of settings or on plates if provided. Fancy folding of table napkins
is now out of date. Today they are simply folded square or again to an oblong
shape according to the size.

Coffee cups and saucers are not placed on dinner tables. Have them ready
on a tray to serve coffee later In the sitting room or at the table if you wish.

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A united church in New Zealand took

a great step nearer reality with the
release of the Plan of Union. Special
services throughout the country were
held in every centre to publicise the plan
and give hearers the chance to ask ques­
tions about its provisions.

Until its release the contents were a
closely guarded secret, known only to the
top theologians involved in the prepara­
tion. To most people therefore the con­
tents came with a shock of surprise.
Several interesting and hopeful proposals
broke new ground.

For our own church the big surprise
was the naming of the church. Accord­
ing to the plan, the uniting bodies will
be known as “The Church of Christ in
New Zealand.” This remarkable deci­
sion was made by all members of the
Joint Commission on Church Union but
must have owed something to the in­
fluence of the “Camphellites” in the
negotiations. This is the first Western­
nation Plan of Union in which the
Churches of Christ have been involved
and the deference shown by numerically
larger churches to our own peculiar plea
has been a happy experience.

Meanwhile our own members have to
endure some good-natured jokes from
their Presbyterian, Methodist and Ang­
lican neighbours who want to know how
we managed to "convert” almost two
million people to the Church of Christ
in such a subtle manner.

CHURCH MINISTRY
Another interesting development is the

decision to call the ministers "presby­
ters." This is a step in restoring New
Testament nomenclature which the Res­
toration Movement appeared to miss.
There will be three offices of ministry
in the new Church of Christ; bishops,
presbyters and deacons.

Bishops will ensure continuity with
the historic church and will have general
pastoral oversight in each of the 18
dioceses in the country. The office of
bishop will essentially be teaching. Cer­
tain administrative functions such as the
authorisation of presbyters will also be
performed.

Presbyters are essentially the ordained
clergy who minister the Word and the
Sacraments. To fit in with the beliefs of
our own churches some laymen will be
ordained to the presbyterate and thus be
able to administer communion.

Deacons will be lay persons who re­
main in secular occupations or in the
employ of the church. Also those who
are accepted for the ministry of Word
and Sacraments. All three ministers will
normally retire at the age of 65.

CHURCH GOVERNMENT
In the church there will be three areas

of council.
At the local level, parishes will have

their usual responsibility for arranging
services of worship, giving pastoral
oversight and financial administration. A
Parish Council will give this leadership.

Diocesan synods will give a wider geo­
graphic coverage, and will meet four
times a year. As a forum to consider and
initiate the Church’s mission and out­
reach it has an intermediate function
between the local church and the
national church.

A National Assembly will be the final
legislative body. It will meet annually
and set up all the usual committees and
departments for the smooth running of
the Church.

CHURCH SACRAMENTS
Sacraments of Baptism and Holy

Communion are at the heart of the
Church’s worship. Within them both one
finds a concern for our brotherhood
position which can only be received with
deep humility.

Both forms of baptism will be practised
with provision for those ministers who
hold believers’ baptism to call in another
minister to perform infant baptism.
Several pages in the Plan are given to
explaining our particular position.

Holy Communion will be the central
act of worship in the Church. It will
normally be administered by presbyters,
but a special dispensation is given to
our churches to select laymen to be cele­
brants at the table.

THE FUTURE OF THE CHURCH
Many of the decisions about the life

of the Church will have to be made
after union is consummated. A settling
down period will be needed before there
emerges a new and more vital church
to serve the community.

A basic question is how long it will
be before the Church of Christ in New
Zealand becomes a reality? it appears
there will be two years or more before
amendments can be received from the
church courts. A vote could then be
taken on the finalised plan.

After this, although many local unions
can proceed, the legal ends will need
to be tied up. Estimates vary but it
could take up to four years before all
the relevant Acts can be passed by Par­
liament. This takes us to approximately
1976-77.

A sense of excitement has now emerged
in the New Zealand churches as they
see unity emerging. The Plan of Union
tells us: “The United Church win bring
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together different strands of tradition, so
that each wifi enrich the others, (it
will) be the kind of Church in which
all regardless of race or colour, may be
able to say ‘This is my Church.’ ”

We ask for your prayers as we move
into the 1970’s with the promise of a
renewed Church of Christ in New Zea­
land.

N.Z. CHURCHES UNITE
(N.Z.). Nineteen of the 25 churches in

New Zealand’s Congregational Union
have voted to unite with the Presbyterian
Church of New Zealand. The remaining
six churches, which represent 10% of
all Congregationalists, have voted to
form a new Congregational Union. They
say they will continue to participate in
negotiations currently going on in New
Zealand among Congregationalists, Pres­
byterians, Methodists, Anglicans and the
Associated Churches of Christ.

The union will take place at the Pres­
byterian General Assembly in November.
The Presbyterians will receive 19 ord­
ained Congregational ministers and
3,000 church members.—E.P.S.

COMMON ARABIC BIBLE
(Beirut). A truly ecumenical effort to

produce a new Arabic translation of the
Bible for all Christians got under way
at Buummana outside Beirut. Bishops,
pastors, priests, professors and writers
were among the nearly 50 persons of
Roman Catholic, Protestant and Ortho­
dox confession attending the seminar for
translators sponsored by the United Bible
Societies. They came from various parts
of the Arab world.

Lectures were given by staff of the
Bible Societies who do translation work
in Europe, Asia and Africa. These were
designed to familiarise the participants
with the most up-to-date techniques of
Bible translation and to help them work
towards a common understanding of the
character of the new Arabic translation.
Particular attention was paid to finding
a vocabulary acceptable alike to people
from Syria and Sudan, from Morocco and
Iraq.

At the end of the seminar plans were
laid for establishing small translation
teams in different parts of the Arab
world. A central committee will co-
ordinate their work. Translation will
begin simultaneously on the Old and
New Testaments. It is hoped that por-

L3 of ^le New Testament will be pub­
lished even before the whole appears.

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WORD TALK
Some sections of the Bible were written

under great spiritual stress or ecstasy
and the writers were sometimes not fully
aware of the meaning of the things they
wrote. As 2 Peter 1: 21 says, “It was not
through any human whim that men pro­
phesied of old; men they were, but, im­
pelled by the Holy Spirit, they spoke the
words of God.” (N.E.B.).

Not all of scripture is of this kind.
Take Mark’s Gospel, for example. It Is
generally accepted that Mark simply
wrote down the things that Peter told
him of the story of Jesus. Papias, Irena­
eus, Clement of Alexandria, and Tertul-
lian, all refer to Peter's influence upon
Mark. A later commentary said of the
gospel, “It is the unique record, objec­
tively stated, of an eye-witness, an inti­
mate companion of the Lord.” (Turner in
Gore’s Commentary). Mark does not fall
into this category, but Peter does.

If we accept the view that Mark wrote
Peter’s story, we are soon brought to
see that Peter was an objective reporter
who told what he saw and heard and
did not try to make it sound better or
more complete by adding the experiences
of others.

A good example of this Is In the
account of the crucifixion which, in Mark,
is not so full as in the other gospels.
Mark's narrative (i.e., Peter’s) is presented
as though the witness was some distance
from the cross. Peter (frightened by a
maid-servant the night before) is too

scared to get near the cross but stays
on the roadway where he is able to hear
the words of the "passers-by" and those
of the chief priests and doctors of the
law who would have found It beneath
their dignity to get too close to the
crosses of criminals. The visual impres­
sions are reported adequately—the offer
of the drugged wine, the nailing to the
cross, the inscription above the cross, the
soldiers gambling—but little of what was
said reached the fringe of the crowd.

Jesus spoke seven times from the
cross, but Peter heard only one, and that
was a familiar Bible verse called out
loudly. Later, Peter would surely have
enquired and treasured every detail of
the crucifixion and would have learned
of all that Jesus said, but for the sake
of the gospel which Mark was to write,
his task was to report only what he saw
and heard.

We need the other accounts to round
out the story, but as we stand with an
honest eye-witness of the life and death
of Jesus we gain a new appreciation of
one man's share of the gospel.

FOR TODAY. Honest reporters are
needed today. You can draw on the
experiences of others if you like, and
they may help and inspire you. But your
own adventure of faith needs to be told
also, without padding. You have to add
your account of the gospel, no one else
can know it as you do.

WHO RUNS THE COUNTRY?
To the Editor,

"White Papers” in "A.C.,” 1/11/69
says: “If the first past the post system
were operating in Australia (as it does
in the UK. and N.Z.) the A.L.P. would
have won 73 seats compared with the
Coalition’s 52.”

This statement ignores the fact that
if the "first past the post” system were
operating the electors would have voted
differently, and they would not have
been able to give the Government a well-
deserved rap on the knuckles and leave
them in office. There are enough people
who understand the preferential system
to use it to good effect. It does do to a
great extent what it is designed to do,
furnish a more correct reflection of the
will of the elector than the outmoded
“first past the post” system.

But we agree that the system is not
perfect. Fundamently it is faulty in not
having all the preferences counted. At
present only enough preferences are
counted to ensure a majority for one
candidate, that is, the candidate is re­
turned by the preferences of the candi­
date with the least votes.

Secondly, stemming largely though not
wholly from this is the present mani­
pulation of second preferences by the
(in the main) D.L.P. The "first past
the post” system would merely make
this take a different form. Counting all
preferences would make manipulation
more difficult but not impossible. Pro­
portional representation would merely
shift the electional arena to Parliament
and give scope for different and more
dubious forms of electoral practice. The
adoption of the Swiss system would iron
out all these unfortunate characters but
can we trust our women to stay home
and do the work while we men run the
country!—John J. Alderson (Vic.).

ELECTORAL METHODS
To the Editor,

“White Papers” in "A.C.” for Nov. 1
appears to favor the first-past-the-post
system of voting. This would produce
even more distorted results than the
present system.

Single-member electorates in State and
Commonwealth elections frequently pro­
duce results which are the direct oppo­
site of those desired by the majority of
the voters. This is largely the result of
the gerrymandering of electoral boun­
daries by the party in power.

With first-past-the-post in Britain the
present Government, with 12 million sup­
porters and 15 million opposing it, came
into power. Other elections have put the
Conservatives in power when a substan­
tial majority of the voters favoured their
opponents.

Faulty electoral methods have pro­
duced some dire consequences. In the
188O's home rule for Ireland won the

support of a significant majority, but
the Gladstone government was defeated
by the first-past-the-post system. How
different the subsequent relations of Ire­
land with Britain could have been! In
Greece in 1921 an unpopular government
came to power by the same system, and
embarked on a disastrous escapade
against Turkey. The Malan government
in South Africa came to power in spite
of a huge majority of the electors oppos­
ing it, and once in power it was able
still further to whittle away the demo­
cratic rights of its opponents.

"One man, one vote” is not sufficient.
The ideal is “one man, one vote, one
value,” and this ideal can only be
approached by having multi-member
electorates, with quota-counting of the
preferential votes. This system, known as
proportional representation, has operated
for 60 years in Tasmania, and has pro­
duced consistently democratic results.

Britain wrote proportional representa­
tion into the constitution of the Irish
Free State and into that of Northern
Ireland. The former has retained it to
this day, and it has been described by
Canon Luce as “a healing force.” On the
other hand the parliament of Northern
Ireland promptly rejected proportional
representation; hence the bitterness to­
day of the frustrated minority, and the
use of bullets because ballots are in­
effective.—L. E. Stevens (Vic.).

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When I visited them, Aunty Rose was
getting ready to go out for a tour of the
city in cars provided by the local Apex-
ians.

Her favourite text is Peter’s advice,
“Grow in grace and in the knowledge
of our Lord Jesus Christ.’’ Bunyan’s clas­
sic allegory '‘Pilgrim’s Progress” is her
favourite book.

You’ll find them in Unit 1, “Fair­
haven,” Queen St., Baddow, Marybor­
ough. This is the Churches of Christ
in Queensland’s Home for the Aged
situated in this coastal city.

Uncle Charlie and Aunty Rose are
well known throughout the State. Pio­
neers of our movement are loved and
remembered by the Hamanns. As one con­
verses with them, names like Potter,
Payne, Bernoth, Cole and Rosenberg and
a host of other faithfuls bring smiles of
reminiscence to their faces.

Charlie: Bom in Maryborough in 1896,
he followed his father’s trade of butcher­
ing in the Childers district. His mother,
a Baptist, attended the only church ser­
vice being conducted, at the local Metho­
dist Chapel.

He married Rose Pitt in 1919 and
attained the status of a steward in the
Methodist Church as well as lay preacher
and S.S. teacher. Through study of the
scriptures he came under conviction that
N.T. baptism was by immersion. It was
some years before his relatives in the
Bundaberg Church of Christ—the Las-
sigs and Wissmans—persuaded him to
attend a service conducted on Restora­
tion principles.

The minister, J. R. Combridge, gave
him a copy of the book, “On the Rock,”
and the conviction about baptism was
overwhelming. He became an active
worker and elder in the Churches of
Christ in Bundaberg. In 1928 he was
called to the ministry at Ma Ma Creek,
a name which does not do justice to the
virile, concerned and capable leaders who
have been given to our brotherhood from
this country fellowship.

After four years he returned to the
dairying and cane district of Childers
because a voice defect began to trouble
him.

During the war he was accepted as a

Padre but as Churches of Christ were
reported to be "over-represented” he
had to take a non-combatant task. He
served with the 1st Australian Garrison
Battalion and moved between Mary­
borough and Brisbane. On a tour of duty
in Maryborough he worshipped with the
Church of Christ, in the old wooden
building opposite the Roman Catholic
Church. During his garrison duties he
and a mate began fashioning wooden
walking sticks, as a jest, to serve them
in their old age. Strangely enough, that
which was spoken in jest came true, as
these sticks serve their intended purpose
in Charlie’s old age.

His previous ministerial training is
being well used as he counsels the lonely
folk at "Fairhaven.” “Life Line” also
finds a place for him and Aunty Rose
in times of emergency.

Favourite text is Romans 8: 28, “All
things work together . . .” and his fav­
ourite book, apart from the Bible, is
“This Faith We Live By” by Dr. Jaun-
cey.

Aunt Rose: Born in the Childers area
she attended the Methodist Church al­
though her mother was a Baptist.

She was influenced in her early days
by Missionary Thompson who ministered
in the cane-fields of the area. Thomp­
son felt a special call to serve the Kan­
akas who had been cruelly “black-
birded” and forced to work the cane for
the white land-owners.

She married Charlie Hamann at the
diminutive Methodist Chapel at Apple
Tree Creek on Dec. 17, 1919.

Her truly lovable nature is reflected
by her concern for Charlie’s complete
recovery following a car accident
recently. He received six stitches in his
head, but apart from a worry about his
balance appears to be quite satisfac­
tory.

IRISH CHURCHES LOSE TOUCH, SAYS ECUMENICAL SECRETARY
(Dublin). The churches in Ireland have

lost touch with a sizeable section of the
community, the Rev. Norman Taggart
told a recent meeting of the Dublin
Council of Churches here.

Mr. Taggart, who is secretary of the
Irish Council of Churches, said both the
Roman Catholic and Protestant churches
have "clearly lost touch with political
extremists.” He continued, "An increasing
number of ordinary people are indifferent
to the Church, no longer feeling the need
of the support it once provided.”

"More serious,” Mr. Taggart said, “we
are in danger of losing contact with a 

growing number of discerning young
people who are increasingly critical of
the institutional church.”

"These young people see the Church
as a stout defender of the status quo
at a time when they believe that society
is crying out for radical re-structuring.
At the moment many are still more or
less within reach of the institutional
church, but they are seldom made to
feel at home in it. Unless we learn
quickly to grapple with the real issues of
the day we may lose them and the valu­
able contribution that they have to
make.”—E.P.S.

When asked about recent developments
in science they replied, "We are not
meant to go there—all that money!”

Uncle Charlie replied, “It’s
a wonderful age—it is no desecration to
step on the moon—tears of joy came to
my eyes as Buzz Aldrin read Psalm 8
on their way down.”

“You see,” said Aunty Rose, "we are
not a 'yes man-yes woman,’ in fact, we
often vote differently at church meet­
ings.”

Congratulations to you both. May you
continue to enjoy this loving relation­
ship in the serenity and security of your
“Fairhaven.”

The brotherhood acknowledges your
significant contribution to its life and
your cheerful encouragement of young
people who are rising up to fill the places
you have vacated.—A.CM.

L!DJ5E „REy S,TED ■ °we Of th,e drivin9 m0,ives fcr the U.S.A, (and Australia)
continuing the war in Vietnam has been the fear of savage reprisals against
the South Vietnamese ,f North Vietnam takes over in.the south following a U.S.
withdrawal Such fears are supported when set against the horrible aftermath of
the et offensive at Hue. Mass graves are still being found. In September one
containing zbU victims was discovered and just last week another with 100 bodies
was located. This brings the total to 1,500 dead in one monstrous act. Also,
recent news reports quoted a North Vietnamese Army defector (Col. Le Xuan
Chuey) as saying that as many as 3,000,000 South Vietnamese names are on a
N.V. blood debt list.” It is understandable that there is a reluctance for Allied
forces to withdraw if such withdrawal would further endanger those who have relied
upon the U.S. for protection. Now there have been charges that the 11th Infantry
Brigade of the U.S. Army has itself been guilty of the massacre of old men,
women and children in the village of Soong My. The number given varies from
100 to nearly 600. The South Vietnamese have denied that such a massacre took
place and it would be irresponsible to act as though the charges have been
substantiated. Even if the charges are proved it does not necessarily mean that
U.S. motives and policies are to be judged by such an act. It does mean, how­
ever, that the moral position of the U.S. will be harder to defend, for the
U.S. has declared that it is in South Vietnam to protect folk like the Soong My
villagers. It is essential therefore that the grave charges be dealt with openly
and at once. Any attempt to evade an enquiry because of so-called "political
damage" will not be tolerated by a world whose conscience is already raw with
anguish over Vietnam. A few weeks ago a top level U.S. gag was applied to the
"Green Beret" affair. This must not happen again. If a hideous act of murder
was committed at Soong My then it is a time for punishment for those responsible
and a time for penance by us all.

SMOKE SIGNALS The South Australian and Victorian Governments are both
producing legislation which will require cigarette packets to be marked with a
warning such as "Smoking is a health hazard." This legislation will provide some
overtime fcr the back-room lawyers and take up a lot of time in Parliament,
and it will be completely useless. The cigarette makers will heave a sigh of.
relief if all they have to do is to print a notice (which no one will read) knowing
that the communications media will continue to present men of distinction,
women of charm, and youth of action equating smoking with success and pleasure.
If governments have really got the message about cigarettes and health they
should legislate fcr equal time on radio and T.V. and equal space in newspapers
and journals to ensure that cigarette ads are followed immediately by a presen­
tation of the factual consequences of smoking. The Marlboro Country ad. could
be followed by a look at the Marlboro lung cancer ward, or the T.V. cameras
could join the Escort Club in the throat cancer clinic. A really effective education
programme could be devised, naturally at the tobacco industry's expense.

DROP-OUTS The Roman Catholic Church is conducting an enquiry into the
reason for the relatively large number of drop-outs from the seminaries of priests
in training. Two of these young men were interviewed on ABC radio last week
and both said that they were unable to reconcile the traditional role of the
priest with the new and disturbing unheavals in society. Young men in all
churches are facing this problem. What the minister is and what he is required
to do are questions which must be asked by and for each generation. If Paul
were to write to today's churches his letters would be far different from the
letters of the first century, but his basic convictions would be exactly the same.
The issues confronted today would have no relationship to many of the social
and political problems of N.T. times, but the problems of the human mind and
heart have not changed, and would be met with the same resources.

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BOOKS
"WHAT'S NEW IN RELIGION?"

By Kenneth Hamilton. (Paternoster Press, Emu
Book Agencies). $1.30 Aust.
The Paternoster Press is issuing a new series called “The

Christian Students’ Library.” Number 4 is “a Critical Study
of New Theology, New Morality, and Secular Christianity.”
The author is Kenneth Hamilton, Professor of Systematic
Theology in the Theological Faculty in Winnipeg, Manitoba.

He points out that “newness” is greatly over-valued in
our day, and this, together with the “generation gap” in­
flated the importance of the whole movement.

Bishop John Robinson himself has admitted how amazed
he was by the immediate and enthusiastic reaction to his
book, “Honest to God.” For his leading ideas Robinson had
gone to three already famous theologians, Dietrich Bonhoeffer,
Rudolf Bultmann and Paul Tillich. But he gave the wrong
impression that these three were consistent with each other,
which was far from being so.

Bonhoeffer protested against a “churchiness,” shut in upon
itself, and advocated a “religionless” or “worldly” Christia­
nity. Further, with the great development in all fields of cul­
ture, man has now “come of age,” and is no longer depen­
dent upon God. In Christ as "the man for others,” Bonn-
hoeffer saw release from self-centredness.

Kenneth Hamilton says that the prevailing fashion of
using some of Bonhoeffer’s phrases (especially out of the
context of his total faith) as the final word on our present
situation is totally misleading.

Bultmann, with a missionary concern to make the gospel
acceptable to modern man, cut away the miraculous wherever
he could. But Robinson reacted to Bultmann for inclusion
of too many of his own “highly debatable personal opinions.”

Radicals like William Hamilton initiated “Christian
Atheism" and kept the catch-word, “God is dead.” This
phrase at first seemed shocking enough to carry, the day. It
failed because it proved an extremely difficult one to explain
in terms that more than a few academically-minded persons
could connect with their own experience.

"The Secular Meaning of the Gospel” by Paul van Buren,
greatly influenced Bishop Robinson. He declared that we
should no longer speak about God at all. Henceforth, Chris­
tian faith must be rooted in what we knew about the human
figure of Jesus and his influence upon us.

Harvey Cox’s book, "The Secular City,” denies the exist­
ence of God, but strangely, used Biblical language to justify
a contemporary secular society. Of this, Kenneth Hamilton
says, “This identification of the secular city with the King-
dom of God looks like a fantastic joke.”

With the discovery of a New Theology, there swiftly
follows a New Morality. The readiness of the New Morality
to relax the traditional Christian veto on extra-marital acts
has focused on this, which has been named “The New Im­
morality.” But the movement is determined, as well, to
grapple with Christian decisions of all kinds, such as race
relations and war.

The New Morality raises the deep question of whether
rules are vital for a healthy morality. Bishop Robinson has
said, "Nothing can of itself always be labelled as ‘Wrong’
. . . the only intrinsic evil is lack of love.”

In his “Situation Ethics” Joseph Fletcher has shown how
very far from simple this is. In one area of concern, namely

in person to person dealings, the strategy of love must pre­
vail In this area rules do not count, and principles have to
be used simply as guide-lines, to allow us to assess how we
are to treat the unique situation.

Kenneth Hamilton has given us a most helpful book to
guide us through the confusion caused by the premature pub­
lication of some very heady theories.

In a fine summary the author says: “Our great mistake
today in almost every sphere of life is that we are trying
to tear the new from the old. The result is all around us:
increasing confusion, alienation, discouragement, apathy, and
superficial optimism covering a depth of despair. The secular
without the sacred will not satisfy us or heal us. Faith with­
out God will not give us a gospel to proclaim. Love without
law will not direct us to our true end. Earth without heaven
is the grave of our hopes without an Easter light of resur­
rection to turn the night of weeping into a morning of joy.”

"CAMEOS — Women Fashioned by God."
By Helen W. Kooiman. (Tyndale House & Cover­
dale Publishers). $2.20 Aust.
These are stories of 15 women and of their conversion

and subsequent Christian service. Although many of the
names are unknown to us in Australia this does not matter.
The emphasis is upon the reality of life-changing. There are
some familiar names, however. These include Dale Evans
Rogers, Millie Dienert (who was out here earlier this year
with the Billy Graham team), and Marj. Saint van der Puy
(she was the widow of Nate Saint, one of the five martyrs
of the Auca Indians in 1956). Some of the 15 cameos start
from pretty low down before reaching up to peaks of Chris­
tian experience and service.

"FLYING DOCTOR UNDER THE DESERT"
by Michael Noonan (Hodder & Stoughton). $A2.30.
This is another of the Flying Doctor books, brilliantly

written by Michael Noonan, internationally known writer of
plays, children’s bocks and T.V. scripts. The book starts at
the end of a half-yearly medical clinic, when the Flying
Doctor learns of the sighting of an U.F.O. by Tommy Tomor­
row, an Aboriginal stockman. While this is happening, how­
ever, Joe Olsen, an American, falls in a cave and breaks a
leg, and his wife seeks help.

Meanwhile, back at Mustard Creek, mysterious Morse
Code messages are coming over the wireless.

Then the U.F.O. is sighted again, this time by Bill Hen­
derson, and June Olsen, Joe’s wife, asks Bill to assist her.
The emergency is soon discovered, and the Flying Doctor
is soon at the Olsen’s camp, having picked up June en route.
Two unsuccessful searches are made, but Joe’s haversack is
found during the second. The haversack contains a camera
with pictures on the film taken during the disastrous journey.
The film is taken to Henderson’s Corner, where Bill develops
it while the rain pours down and prevents the plane from
taking off. Then the U.F.O., a hovercraft, relieves the situa-
tron and takes Bill to the camp with the developed film. Old
maps are used to guide the rescuers down the caves and Joe
rs rescued.

This book is thrilling and exciting from the start to the
finish, and does not bore you at any stage. The wording is
not complicated and the plot is excellent. The book is recom­
mended for boys and girls from 9-12.

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$1 MILLION FOR BLACK PEOPLE
(Boston). The sum of $1 million is

being sought by the Massachusetts Con­
ference of the United Church of Christ
to support programmes of the Massa­
chusetts Black Ecumenical Commission to
meet the needs of black people.

Most of the money is expected to
come from the invested assets of the
conference, which now total $4 million.

Some significant cutbacks in its
operating budget and a re-definition of
programme priorities of the conference
will have to be made in the next two
years if the $1 million goal is to be
attained.—E.P.S.

MIDDLE EAST REFUGEES
Churches’ programmes of relief and

rehabilitation for Middle East refugees
needed to be backed by a more deter­
mined search for a just solution to the
problem, the Australian Director of
Inter-Church Aid, the Rev. E. H. Arb-
laster, said on his return from a world
consultation of the Palestine refugee
problem, held in Cyprus. The meeting
was organised by churches in the-Middle
East and by the World Council of
Churches.

Relief and rehabilitation programmes
by themselves, “are not an adequate
Christian response to the injustice and
misery under which the great majority
of the Palestinian, Arab refugees con­
tinue to suffer,” Mr. Arblaster said.

This did not mean that relief and
rehabilitation were not important, but
that they needed to be matched by
churches using their- influence in the
cause of peace.—A.C.C.

BAPTISTS WARNED BY SOVIET
(Moscow). The Soviet Government in

the newspaper “Izvestia,” has warned
dissident Baptists to cease provocative
activities and obey the law on religious
organisations or face continued tough
action in the courts.

It was one of the toughest and broad­
est attacks seen here on the group known
as Initiative Baptists, which broke away
from the officially recognised Evangelical
Christian Baptist Church in 1961. Under
Soviet law, which guarantees a certain
amount of religious freedom, all religious
organisations must be given state per­
mission to conduct their affairs.

The newspaper charged that the
Initiative Baptists "are trying to stop
believers from registering their organisa­
tions with state organs, and frightening
regular Baptists by telling them that
registration of religious organisations
leads straight to hell.”

Such activity was in direct contraven­
tion of Soviet law, and its perpetrators
were being brought to order by the
courts.—E.P.S.

ONE DAY'S PAY
(Edinburgh). Church of Scotland mem­

bers are being asked to give a day’s pay
on November 30, St. Andrew's Day, as
an "emergency contribution” towards
world development. Money raised will go
to a series of projects in developing
countries through Christian Aid, the
British Council of Churches’ relief and
development agency.

The request for "a day's pay” came
from this year’s General Assembly which
had the claims of the developing coun­
tries strongly brought to its attention
through committee reports and, more
dramatically, through a petition from
three young people in Arbroath, led by
Mrs. Mary McKelvie, a housewife and
mother of three children.—EKS.

WORSHIP IN A SECULAR AGE
(Geneva). A four-day consultation on

"Worship in a Secular Age” saw the
underlying issue in the discussion on
the crisis in worship in a secular age
was “how to speak of God today.”

The consultation, organised by the
Faith and Order Secretariat of the
World Council of Churches, brought to­
gether 32 priests, scholars and laymen.
■ After listening to two papers on each
sub-theme followed by hours of intensive
discussion participants defined the issues
for further debate as including:

—the nature of the crisis of worship to­
day,

—do you start from the Bible, experi­
ence or an analysis of cultural trends?

—the possibilities and risks in liturgical
reform,

—how are forms of worship adequately
judged?

—what is the relationship of worship to
the mission of the Church, the patterns
of Church government and discipline
and membership in the Church?
The papers on the sub-themes will be

published.—EKS.

New Guinea 'Flu Epidemic
The ’flu epidemic which has caused the

death of hundreds of people in New
Guinea is prevalent in our mission area.

Miss Draney reports that villages along
the Lower Ramu have been badly hit and
practically everyone in Tung village has
had the ’flu. Mrs. Bolton writing from
Bunam in the Keram River area reports,
“The ’flu has hit all stations, we’ve had
a busy time here. I have had to start
the aid-post at 7.15 a.m. so that I can
get some time to give Mark his corres­
pondence lessons.”

Prior to the outbreak of the epidemic,
Dr. Roger Martin from Lae had offered
to do extensive medical patrols in our
mission area for several weeks. He
arrived at Bunapas on Oct. 9 and we are
indeed grateful for his presence.

Emergencies such as this epidemic
must be coped with and this means not
only additional work for our depleted
missionary staff, but extra financial
assistance. We are most thankful that
we have a relief fund from which we
can draw for this purpose. The Overseas
Mission Board expresses sincere appre­
ciation to our Australian churches for
continued regular contributions towards
this fund which enables us not only to
meet emergencies, but to regularly assist
the sick and destitute in other lands.

DEATH OF MISS RUTH EDGELL
Miss Ruth Edgell, missionary from the

New Hebrides, passed away in hospital
in Melbourne on October 27.

Miss Edgell, a trained teacher and
graduate of the College of the Bible,
Glen Iris, was appointed to the New
Hebrides in Sept., 1966, where she com­
menced duties at the Nasawa Technical
School on Maewo Island.

In March, 1967, Miss Edgell returned
to Australia on medical advice and
underwent surgery at the Peter McCal­
lum Clinic in Melbourne. After surgery
and several months convalescence she
was allowed to return to the New Heb­
rides, arriving there mid-October, 1967.

Miss Edgell maintained good health until
January, 1969 when again she returned
to Australia on medical advice.

At first she appeared to respond to
treatment and hoped to return again to
the New Hebrides. However, in August
her general condition worsened and she
was re-admitted to hospital. On Oct. 27,
Miss Edgell lapsed into unconciousness,
and died soon after.

Although she was only permitted to
serve in the New Hebrides for a brief
time, we are thankful for her love and
zeal. Despite her sickness in 1967, she
was eager to return to the work she
loved as soon as possible, and was over­
joyed when a medical clearance was
received. She gave herself entirely to the
work, and will be sadly missed not only
by those who knew her in Australia,
but by the people amongst whom she
laboured in the islands.

LAND PURCHASED IN BOMBAY
Pastor B. C. Bhonsle, our Bombay pas­

tor, advised the Overseas Mission Board
that a suitable plot of land for the
erection of our planned Bombay Chris­
tian Centre, was available at a reason­
able price. The land was recently re­
claimed for building purposes and is part
of the rapidly expanding suburban area.
It is approximately half a mile from our
existing flat properties and within a few
minutes of both rail and bus transport.

The land was valued at Rs 62,000
(Aust. $7,444) and $7,510 remained in the
Bombay Fund.

From the original Bombay Fund, we
have spent $16,068 for purchase of flats
for the pastor and some young men
under his care. These will now be sold
to provide finance for the erection of
buildings originally planned for the Bom­
bay Christian Centre. Erection of these
buildings was delayed due to unavaila­
bility of land in a suitable area.

We praise God for this development
which is a step nearer the fulfilment of
the original plan for the Bombay work.
