DEDICATED INERTIA
A man in the U.S. began in 1919 moves to introduce safety measures

for aircraft. It was not until the 1940’s that success came. When asked
recently why it was that the obstacles to progress took so long to remove,
he said that he ran up against “dedicated inertia.”

That’s a phrase to ponder! Dedicated Inertia! “Dedicated” means
devoted to some good or sacred cause. “Inertia” means sluggishness or
inactivity. “Dedicated inertia,” therefore, implies “a sacred commitment to
doing nothing.”

Dedicated inertia is probably a desirable thing when relaxing on
holidays. There is a need for rest and we should make time to take it easy
and part of our rest time Could well be a “sacred commitment to doing
nothing.” To the over-worked person the thought of resting up is the
pinnacle of bliss. As the old cleaning lady said at the close of her far
too busy life, “Don’t weep for me now, don’t weep for me never, I’m
going to do nothing for ever and ever.”

When dedicated inertia gets in the way of necessary reforms and
good causes, it can be worse than active opposition. History is crammed
with examples that the poor stayed poor, the oppressed remained down­
trodden, the women continued in degradation, the children were victi­
mised, and wrongs were not righted because, in the path of a better life,
were men who were sacredly committed to doing nothing.

Dedication is one of the church’s special words. Our concern is for
our members to be dedicated. Unhappily, the church has also practised
dedicated inertia. The heaviest judgment could well fall upon us for the
things that we have left undone. Sunday dedication, as Jesus pointed out,
can never be a substitute for welcoming the stranger, feeding the hungry,
clothing the naked, visiting the sick and imprisoned, caring for the father­
less, and loving our neighbours.

But perhaps it is in our organised work that dedicated inertia comes
to full flower. There was the case of Eastcote—not it’s real name—where
we had a few members meeting for communion in a home each week. It
was a growing community and the few folk wanted to be first in the area
with a church to win the children for Christ and to witness to the restora­
tion call to unity.

They asked for help from the brotherhood and a committee was set
up to look into the matter. The area and prospects were investigated and
a recommendation was made that the brotherhood should take action.
This investigation and recommendation took two years.

An architect was asked to prepare plans, which he did, and the
committee took another year to examine them, and they suggested modi­
fications. They brooded over the modifications for another year.

The next step was to get firm building costs and to explore ways of
raising the money. In the light of available finance and rising costs, the
architect was asked to do some more modifying.

At this point it was decided to survey the area again. When this
was done, it was discovered that Eastcote was now well served with
churches. The Methodists, Baptists, Presbyterians, and Anglicans were
all established in churches and the committee declared that we would
do better to go into an area where there was no church than to compete
with established causes.

Jack Harbison of Glen Waverley, Vic., has a child who
lives in Vietnam. Jack has never been outside of Australia and
he has never seen the child, but he has her photo, and she
even writes to him. The funny thing about this relationship is
that the little Vietnamese girl is Jack Harbison’s “daughter"
for just one month every year.

Behind Mr. Harbison’s 30-day role as a father there is the
story of many thousands of children, young people, and
adults, who have been caught up in the world’s turmoil of
war, revolution, famine, and flood.

There is so much suffering in the world today that we
need a computer to measure it. But all that our sophisticated
adding machines can do is to tell us the numbers of refu­
gees, injured, orphans and destitute from Taiwan to Viet­
nam, from Jordan to Biafra. As we flounder in a maze of
figures which assess increasing misery we may see our world
as a mathematical problem, that is beyond solution. But it
is also a human problem and something is being done to heal
it. Not as much as should be done, not as much as could be
done, but something is being done.

“The Australian Christian” had lunch the other day with
a man belonging to an organisation that is appalled by the
astronomical total of suffering, but refuses to reduce any
human being to a statistic. It tackles in the name of Christ
the problem of caring for God's neglected children.

Larry Ward is Overseas Director for World Vision Inter­
national, which began 19 years ago. Bob Pierce, an American
evangelist, was in Amoy, off the coast of China. A social
worker was admitting children into her orphanage. She had
already exceeded the capacity of the institution when another
child was brought in. She said, ‘‘I’m full up, you take her,”
and thrust the child into Pierce’s arms, and Pierce became
a most unexpected father. Bob Pierce found a family and
said that if they would care for the child he would send
money to meet the extra costs. Back in the U.S.A, in his
evangelistic meetings he told something of the need he had
witnessed. As an evangelist, Bob Pierce had a natural con­
cern for the spiritual welfare of people, now he was brought
face to face with another area of his Lord’s ministry. When
he spoke of these things in his meetings, unsolicited gifts
came in and were used to assist those in distressed areas,
particularly children.

World Vision grew and its Child Care programme now
cares for 30,000 children in 19 countries. There are 16,000
children being looked after in Korea alone.

The organisation does not send missionaries, but works
through Christians in the crisis areas. Buildings are bought
or built but are then handed over to local agencies in the
troubled communities. The work is administered by churches
or missionaries and there is continual financial support pour­
ing in from Christians all around the world.

It is only in crisis areas that World Vision works in its
Child Care programme, but there are enough such areas to

strain to the limit all of the resources of the Christian church.
World Vision is just one of the church’s instruments, but it
is making a real effort to be Christian where Christ is des­
perately needed.

It started with an evangelist, and it has not lost any
of its original evangelical impetus. Any child in a World
Vision-sponsored orphanage or hospital, has the opportunity
to have Bible lessons and attend church services. W.V. is
concerned with the body, soul, and spirit of the child in
obedience to the N.T. charter for the human race.

W.V. seeks to work in five areas: Evangelistic Outreach,
Christian Leadership and Development, Christian Social Wel­
fare Services, Emergency Aid and Missionary Challenge and
Direction. It Ignores church divisions and numbers on its
staff and supporters, members of the historical established
churches as well as modern evangelical missionaries. It seeks
to hand over to indigenous Christians the running of its
programmes in each area. It co-operates with on-the-spot
non-church organisations where such co-operation will give
maximum help. In this connection, W.V.’s relationship with
the Vietnamese Red Cross is particularly close and mutually
helpful.

Today, World Vision unashamedly solicits aid for its
ministry, particularly in its child sponsorship programme.
It costs $132 a year to maintain a child and about 27,500
children are being cared for in this way. A further 2,300
have already been taken in and are awaiting sponsors.

This is where Jack Harbison came in. He couldn’t afford
$132, but he can manage $11 in addition to his other church
commitments. The $11 he cheerfully gives will provide the
food, clothes, education, and health and other expenses for
one month. He has a photo of his “Daughter for a month,”
he knows how her parents were killed, and some of the
meagre facts that made her a victim of her world. He can
write to her, and he has received a letter (translated) from
his “daughter.”

The Australian branch of World Vision was opened in
1966. Its address is P.O. Box 399C, Melbourne, 3001. Already
there are 1,100 children with Australian sponsors. Some are
cared for by individuals for a whole year, others are on the
basis of one month a year. Some sponsorship is shared, as at
the McLeod High School, Vic., where the scholars look after
two children.

Every year, in the month of June, Jack Harbison has a
“daughter.” Father and child are both doing fine!

THE Victorian-Tasmanian Committee of the Federal Literature Depart­
ment has planned an exciting and vital experiment in preaching and dis­
cussion which will help ministers and churches.

"TORTURED FOR CHRIST" by Richard Wurmbrand.
(Hodder & Stoughton). 85c.
Rev. W. 'Stuart Harris, in the foreword, represents the

content and spirit of this remarkable book about the under­
ground church in Rumania. He says of Wurmbrand, “We had
seen the marks of torture in his body and had realised as
never before the appalling horrors of those times; and yet,
shining through the dark story of imprisonment and suffer­
ing there was the light of glory and love.” This is not only
the story of the power and love of Christ finding a surpris­
ing response in the midst of brutality and ugliness among
Russian occupation forces, but it is also a tribute to the

courageous, unusual and compassionate witness of a man
who could love his tormentors. Wurmbrand studied the Rus­
sians closely. Noting their fondness for children, their love
for watches, their interest in pictures of near relatives and
“heroes,” he exploited them all to witness Christ to these
“thirsty people.” Having distributed a pamphlet with pictures
of Karl Marx on the front, "the Communists competed with
each other to buy the "communist booklet.” Wurmbrand com­
ments, "By the time they reached page 10 and discovered it
was all about God and Jesus, we were very far away.” Here
is a book with a sermon illustration on almost every page.

"THE DAVIDSON AFFAIR" by Stuart B. Jackman.
(Faber & Faber). 85c.
This is a very readable book. It is the story of the Cruci­

fixion and Resurrection of Jesus Christ, told in novel form.
The author portrays the events of the greatest week in human
history—the people involved in it, and the purposes behind it
—in a most dramatic fashion. The character delineations, the
background information, and the narrative itself are given
with dignity and delicacy. The book has made a great appeal
to many who have read it, so that comments like these have
been made—"Once I had started to read it I could not put
it down” (The Bishop of Exeter), “. . . it has all the virtues
of a good thriller” (Kay Dick in "The Sunday Times.”). The
opinion of some is that it is a remarkable book. Stuart Jack­
man tells the story as though television was in use at the
time. He relates the experiences of the TV team who was
given the task of getting the “news behind the news.” This
is done with clarity and cleverness, and the reader often feels
he is an actual observer of the events recorded. There is no
distortion of facts, and the reader comes to the end of the
book feeling that it is a religious book with a difference.
This is a book well worth reading! It is published in paper­
back, at 85c, by Faber & Faber, and is available in church
book stores. The author is the minister of the Upminster
Congregational Church, near London, and has ministered in
New Zealand, Africa, India, Persia and Egypt, as well as to
churches in England. — R. V. Amos.

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"CHRISTIANITY AT THE CENTRE" by John Hick.
(S.C.M. Press Ltd.) 85c.
If you are concerned that Christianity should be seen

to be the truth and if you recognise that it is necessary to
do more than merely assert that it is true, to be adequate for
the modern reader, then you will enjoy reading this book.
The writer seeks to show that Christianity is a viable option
today.

“Christianity at the Centre” is the first of a series of
study books in the S.C.M. Book Club. John Hick looks at the
central affirmations of Christianity and writes for the un­
trained but thinking reader. He looks at the question of
whether religious faith is a valid means to knowledge. After
a careful discussion of faith and the reasonableness of belief in
God he pertinently asks what practical difference faith makes
in life.

Christians face some major intellectual problems today
and the writer treats these in a helpful way. There is the
challenge of evil. How can God allow it? There is the alleged
conflict between religion and science. How are the two com­
patible? There are the attacks made on religious belief by
modern philosophy. How do we know that religious language
is not just nonsense? This book recognises that there are no
ready-made answers to the ultimate mysteries of our exist­
ence. Nevertheless it will help you "give some reasons for the
hope that is in you.” — K.J.C.

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D. J, RYLE (S.A.).: The first question which comes to mind is
how could life begin without some great Power behind it?
To me it seems implausible that this universe could exist
without Someone behind the symmetry of it all (e.g., the
seasons and climatic conditions of cur earth, the plan of our
solar system). Science has found and proved many wonderful
and marvellous things; it has even been able to reproduce life
in a test-tube, but when will it be able to create life from
the simple elements, as has God? Science can be looked at
as a revelation of part of God's creation.

G. L. B. (Qld.): I should listen to all viewpoints and utilise all
capabilities to understand the origin of life. Both Bible Class
and science teachers have much to offer. I should discuss
with each, noting carefully what each says; examine their
qualifications to speak with authority on their particular area
of concern, and with God-guided insight, decide on the
issues involved. It is likely I will find the appropriately quali­
fied science teacher teaching me the intricate design termed
life. But where there is a design, there must be a designer—
so appropriately I turn to the Bible School teacher for teaching.

RON. SAUNDERS (S.A.): You should believe your science teacher
unless your Sunday School teacher is a qualified biologist.
The Bible isn't a biology text book, of course, the biology
books aren't spiritual or moral texts either. Actually this should
be qualified. You don't believe what the biology teacher says
unless he can justify his statements with sufficient scientific
evidence. But you can't reject scientific and factual evidence,
e.g., fossils, just because they don't fit in with somebody's
interpretation of Genesis. Neither can you expect the Sunday
School teacher to prove scientifically that which falls outside
the bounds of science.

GREG. SHAW (Vic.): There is no doubt about the origin of life.
God created the world. Since the creation, however, scientists
have endeavoured to discover how it was done. The Bible

Class teacher states that the earth and life on it was created
in seven days. Scientists employ physical and chemical laws,
evolution theories, archaeology, etc., to explain what has been
done. They still have a long way to go! So the Bible Class
teacher and the school science teacher can both be trusted!
The answer to the origin of life is faith in the ultimate
creator, science adds a factual explanation for us to under­
stand.

DAVID G. LEE (Vic.): Science should be looked at in light of
Bible teaching. I believe that science today is the true Revela­
tion of God's. Creation. The Book of Genesis is Hebrew folk­
lore and therefore cannot be taken literally in all things.
Whether or not God created all life in seven days is irrele­
vant, the important thing is that IN THE BEGINNING GOD
CREATED THE UNIVERSE. That is all things that ever were,
are, or shall be are following a set ordered plan, governed
by physical laws that God built into the universe IN THE
BEGINNING and which man is discovering and/or controlling
by the grace of God.

RICHARD WATSON (A.C.T.): The question of the origin of life
can be approached from more than one angle. The scientist
can give a logically complete answer in terms of the con­
cepts of chemistry and biology. There are deeper questions,
however, such as the ultimate purpose of life, which he is
quite unable to tackle. It is questions of this kind which the
Bible seeks to answer. In doing so, it often makes use of
allegory. There need be no conflict between scientist and
Bible Class teacher if each realises the limitations of his own
viewpoint.

Partner for Bible Societies?
The Rev. Fr. Walter M. Abbott, S.J.,

an American priest, with special responsi­
bilities at the Vatican, is planning to
visit Australia in May. Father Abbott has
been prominently associated with the
many approaches and contacts between
the Roman Catholic Church, other
churches and the Bible Societies in
recent years.

Among the questions being faced by
all the missionary churches around the
world in this decade is that of Roman
Catholic participation in the translation
and distribution of the scriptures. In the
past there has been little distribution of
the Bible among Roman Catholics and
most of the missionary translations that
exist have been prepared by Protestants.

The R.C. Church is now zealously ex­
horting its members to become Bible
readers. There is a new emphasis upon
the use of local languages; even where
liturgy is the first thought, scripture
translations are required. Thus a very
large potential readership is opening up.
There have already been some spectacular
distribution projects in France, Africa

and South America among Roman Catho­
lics, who show an eagerness to possess
the Bible.

In mission situations, where staff is
generally short, it has become increas­
ingly clear that the waste of manpower
involved in producing both Protestant
and R.C. versions of the Bible in many
hundreds of languages is wrong. The
Roman Catholic Church has in recent
years requested permission to circulate
some Bible Society translations among
its people, and this permission has
usually been granted. But the various
Protestant missions and the local
churches in many countries, including
Africa and New Guinea, are more and
more willing to join in forming transla­
tion committees which are fully repre­
sentative. Thus Protestant and Roman
Catholic missionary scholars may work
side by side in the preparation of trans­
lations.

Many Roman Catholic missionaries are
now engaging in translation of scripture
passages for their week-to-week needs.
This sometimes applies to languages in

which Protestant missions show little
activity.

These developments have obvious rele­
vance to the Bible Societies. Where all
the churches in an area agree in the
translation and production of the scrip­
tures, the Bible Society responsible in
that part of the world finds itself in
possession of a manuscript in which there
has been a wider collaboration than ever
before. Because the Bible Societies have
always represented the non-Roman
Churches, there is something new in this
situation, and decisions have to be made.

This background to its own responsi­
bilities and interests has moved the Bible
Society in Australia to take advantage
of the opportunity of Father Abbott’s
visit to. enter into informal discussions.
Talks will take place in various States
at which problems will be frankly faced.
No decision will be taken that will bind
the Bible Society or the Protestant
churches. Any such decisions are com­
pletely within the province of Bible
Societies and churches in their own situa­
tions.

The Bible Society would humbly call
on all Christian people to pray that God’s
will may be recognised and that his
people may follow it and grasp all oppor­
tunities for the wider distribution of the
Holy Scriptures.

Are the sons and daughters of minis­
ters at a disadvantage compared with
other children?
The easy answer is: Some are, some are

not.
Once upon a time it was an accepted

fact that the minister's children suf­
fered from economic disadvantages from
their parent’s profession. This is no
longer the case. Although the ministry
is far from being a highly remunera­
tive profession, ministers now enjoy a
standard of living at least comparable
with the average in their congregations,
and they are able to provide adequate
educational opportunities for their chil­
dren.

Disadvantages of other kinds may still
persist. Sometimes, the difficulties con­
fronting every parent are aggravated by
the minister’s position in the community
and his relationship with persons in the
church. The natural consideration ex­
tended to the minister by members can
result in over-kindness to his family.

Some ministers have found that
teachers and counsellors give their chil­
dren preferential treatment by assuming
that they know everything and that they
don’t need the counselling care that
other children need and get.

The difficulties are often added to by
the attitudes of persons to the children.
As a preacher, the minister is regularly
presenting the high ideals and the
strong demands of Christianity, and is
often obliged to speak about conduct
in the home and society. It is not fair,
however, for a State school teacher to
say, "I certainly didn’t expect this kind
of behaviour from a minister’s son!” Or
at Sunday School a teacher may remark,
"Seeing that your father is the minis­
ter, I expected you to support me in
the class discussion."

Of course, ministers and other parents
hope that their sons and daughters will
act responsibly and helpfully at all
times, but it is a bit rough when a
father’s position is used as a moral incen­
tive.

The reaction of the children is predic­
table. They step up their minor mis­
demeanors into something like rebellion
in order to prove to themselves and to
others that they are not different. They
resent the application of a higher stan­
dard to their- conduct. They demonstrate
that they are not tied to their father’s
pulpit strings.

The minister and his wife may seek
to redress the balance by playing down
at home the very things they encourage
others to stress. They avoid talking about
the church and Christian conduct In the 

family circle. They tend to be less> ^tric
tlve so that they can th t
living in the manse need not spoil 11
fun. They are perhaps oversensitive about
being thought pious.

We live in an age that is difficult and
dangerous for any children. Being in
manse gives no built-in protection against
physical and moral hazards which con
front all young people. The children of
ministers can wreck their lives as com­
pletely as others can. On the other hand,
ministers’ children have also equalled the
splendid discipleship which is seen in
other church families. It is doubtful
whether statistics show either a disad­
vantage or advantage in the achieve­
ments of Christian living.

Of course, it does not follow that a
minister is naturally full of parental wis-
dom and possesses all of the virtues neces­
sary for success as a father. A minister
needs a full measure of the resources
he offers to his congregation: love,
faith, patience, long-suffering, etc.

I wish that I could pass on some sure­
fire tips for bringing up children.

Unfortunately, I am not an expert in
this field. There was a time when I was
an expert, but I stopped being an expert
about the same time that I started being
a father.

However, provided that they are not
used against me, I hesitatingly offer a
few suggestions:

1. Be a real father. Don’t act like a
house-guest bedded down in the study.
Go places and do things at home with
your family.

2. Don’t think of the manse simply as
a place where you prepare for the work
you do at church. Make the home a true
family fellowship and have fun!

3. Take a good look at the last three
sermons you gave on the home and
family and practise what you preached!

4. Involve the whole family in talking
over matters which affect everyone. Even
benevolent dictators are dictators!

5. When some kind of sacrifice is called
for (when the family gives up something
in order to help others) remember that
a sacrifice is a personal commitment.
Children are not really committed to a
family act if their part in it is due
simply to accepting a parental edict.

6. Make worship and any other splri-
tual exercise a natural expression of the
family’s shared faith, and don’t overdo
the religious diet.

7. Don’t keep all your charm and wit
for your parishioners, share some with
the kids at home.

8. T'reat your children as persons
dependent as you are dependent, and
independent in some areas as you are
independent. Your respect for them is
the best way to hold their respect for
you and what you stand for.

9. Don’t worry too much if your chil­
dren cannot match your intellectual
greatness. One genius in the family is
probably enough—if you are one. Let the
children be themselves and help them
to develop their own capacities.

10. Remember that you don't have to
do it all by yourself. The lady of the
manse is an equal partner with you in
the business of raising a family, and we
have the promise of the Lord’s help.
Above all, don’t forget him!

GRAHAM AS SPECIALIST
To the Editor,

May I voice my appreciation of your
editorial “A Crusade Closes” ("A.C.,”
5/4/69), and expand a little on your
"parable of the medical specialist.”

In addition to my work In clinical
pathology at the Institute of Medical
and Veterinary Science, Adelaide, I hold
part-time appointments in the Depart­
ment of Pathology, and the Post-
Graduate Committee in Medicine, in the
University of Adelaide, as a lecturer and
tutor in pathology (the study of disease).

These latter appointments are made by
virtue of the fact that one’s personal
experience in a particular field, qualifies
one to teach it with a degree of moral
authority. Sound knowledge of pathology
is essential to the clinical doctor, if he
is to make a correct diagnosis and define
adequate treatment. By way of illustra­
tion, as a pathologist, I may lecture on
lung cancer; its causes, complications,
mode of spread and natural history. How­
ever, I do not presume to instruct the
thoracic surgeon on how to tie surgical
knots inside the chest, as he removes the
diseased organ.

In the field of human pathology, I
can speak to some degree as an expert;
outside that field my moral authority
diminishes accordingly. Nevertheless, if
the actual tactics employed by the clini­
cian, by way of preventive or curative
treatment, are to be accompanied by any
measure of success, they will have as
their basis the information which the
pathologist has given him.

Dr. Graham is an acknowledged specia­
list evangelist. No doubt he has intelli­
gent and enlightened opinions on a wide

range of subjects, and would be prepared
to discuss these in confidence with his
friends. In public, however, he limits him­
self, wisely and probably deliberately, to
that area where he speaks with obvious
moral authority, that is as an evangelist
confronting man with the Gospel of
Christ.

For the continued and very reasonable
success in this field, extending to num­
erous continents and varied cultures, for
many years, I can offer no other explana­
tion than that this man has been
anointed of God for a particular pur­
pose. I may differ from Dr. Graham on
the way he “ties surgical knots," but
then neither of us is an expert in that
field. I am convinced, however, that his
understanding of the "basic pathology”
of the human situation is sound.

THE RIDDLE
OF MARCH

By C. E. BOWSER, B.A , Dip. Ed.
This is the assessment we may fairly give of the recent

Conference which began and finished our ventures into early
March as a Conference date. One of the few decisive votes
that was taken was the decision to hold Conference in future
in the first week in May. It was obvious to all who had the
arranging of Conference that the March date was far too
early to prepare for and adequately advertise the gathering.
Perhaps this was the reason that many felt that the Confer­
ence was lacking a certain “something.”

Also, after Conferences in recent years when a number of
controversial issues had to be faced, this was decidedly a
“tame one” with no really decisive issues before us. This
naturally tended to make for a quieter gathering, and one
which tended to fire the imagination less. This perhaps would
lead one to a first conclusion that the whole session was not
terribly efiective. However, here lies the contradiction! The
whole gathering was begun by the Youth Conference and
D.C.E. session and this could not by any means be called a
session without life. In many of the later gatherings there
was this same degree of contrast which left one wondering
just how to assess the whole Conference and hence the title
—The Riddle of March.

The statistics which were available at Conference showed
that while we may not boast any spectacular increase, at least
the seeming decline of a few years ago has been arrested
and we are moving forward. At a time when many are show­
ing a decline in membership, it is at least a cause for thanks
that this is not now our experience. In his report, the retiring

, wnmirt rone said, “Without trying to either over-president Hai h&nd or tQ understate it on the
other *1 beheve I have discerned among ministers and people
other, I believe growth ” It is of interest that this is
exactTthe Cessment of all the recent presidents after mov-
ing widely among our churches.

The cause for concern, I believe, is that there are not more
of our membership taking an active part in the business of
Conference and contributing to the co-operative work we do
7nr the extension of Christ’s kingdom. The only business ses-
s?on which seemed to have sustained interest and continuingaudience paSation in discussion and questions was the
Saturday afternoon session. Here the work of Overseas Mis-K Home Missions and Christian Unity provoked consider-
able helpful discussion. It was obvious from the discussion
that there is a real desire to expand the scope of our mission
work both at home and overseas and to maintain a strong
Restoration witness. If the whole brotherhood takes up this
challenge great things can be accomplished in the year ahead.
Each one of the committee reports indicated faithful steward-

It was encouraging to have our Dr. Lloyd Jones with us
a^ain and he brought considerable inspiration and challenge
to us The Witness Service in the Town Hall was probably
the best attended for many years and provided inspiration in
itself. He spoke on the subject of “What is wrong with the
Church?” Briefly he indicated that the thing wrong with the
Church is the people who are in it—because it is made up
of imperfect people. It is by very nature a rescue society and
a school for learners—hence its imperfection. The other thing
wrong with the Church is the people who are not in it;
hence there is much capacity which God could use if men
were surrendered to him.

To sum up the whole situation, the Conference left me
with the feeling that we have faced many difficult problems
over the years and have come through them safely with,
essentially, a good spirit of unity in the brotherhood. It is now
time for us to make the most of our opportunities in preach­
ing the message of the New Testament.

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The Lord Jesus in his teachings iden­
tifies Satan as a person, and recognises
him as an enemy of the Kingdom of God.
Our Saviour represents him as one who
is persistently opposed to the progress
of the gospel. The work of Christ is the
establishment of the Kingdom of God
in the world, and the work of Satan is
a desperate attempt to prevent the suc­
cess of that work. In the course of this
great conflict, one of the strategies of
the Deceiver is to steal away the word
of God from the hearts of men. When
Jesus was explaining the Parable of the
Sower to his disciples, he referred to this
type of theft. He said, “Then cometh the
Devil and taketh away the word from

the hearts of men" (Luke 8: 12). In
referring to an act of sabotage when the
tares were sown among the wheat, our
Lord says, ‘‘The enemy that sowed them
is the Devil’’ (Matthew 13: 39). The
simple meaning of the word “Satan” is
“Adversary,” and in the teachings of
Jesus there is a clear conception that
the adversary is an evil person who is
at war with the purposes of God.

Total War
Historically, another of the strategies

of Satan was to prevent Jesus from going
to the cross. The sacrificial death of
Christ on the cross is the whole spinal
column of the Christian plan of redemp­
tion, and Satan did everything in his
power to persuade Jesus to avoid it. That
was the meaning of our Lord’s sharp
rejoinder to Peter, “Get thee behind me
Satan,” for in Peter’s remark there had
been a suggestion that Jesus might gain
the crown without the cross (Matthew
16: 22, 23). Out in the wilderness at the
time of the Temptation, Satan had him- •
self appeared in a personal encounter
with Christ, but here the old Serpent
relies on a clever device. He does not
make a personal appearance but he
works through the foremost of the dis­
ciples in an endeavour to have Jesus
escape the cross. Thus it would appear
that any so called gospel today which
denies the vicarious character of the
atonement of Christ, is of Satanic
origin.

Another of Satan’s clever plans is to
cause people to regard him lightly and

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casually. We must counteract his plan
by being constantly aware of him and
his evil power. Just as Satan makes war
upon the kingdom of God, so we must
make war on the kingdom of Satan. In
fact, it is the appointed task of the
Church to make war upon the evil one.
When Christ appeared to Saul at Damas­
cus, he sent him forth to preach the
gospel, and he defined his work for him.
It was to “open, their eyes and to turn
them from darkness to light, and from
the power of Satan unto God” (Acts 26:
18). When mankind makes war upon
mankind it is vital to be thinking con­
stantly of the enemy in an effort to out­
wit him both offensively and defensively.
We must act in a similar way in this
great battle against our arch-enemy as
we are led by Christ through the Holy
Spirit.

The Devices of Satan
We must be alert to foil the plans of

Satan by being vigilant. Paul recognised
Satan as an untiring enemy of Christ
and the soul and he said, “We are not
ignorant of his devices.” Unfortunately,
today, many Christian believers are not
only ignorant of his devices but they
appear to be ignorant even of his exist­
ence. It is tragic and extraordinary that
many of the Lord’s followers lack the
consciousness of being soldiers in a life­
long battle against a powerful enemy.
Often he carries out his assaults with­
out being observed. Like a colony of
white ants he works in the dark, but
the collapse is inevitable and sudden.

We must be on guard in our own
interests, but we must warn others also.
We should feel it our duty to write, pray,
and speak against this powerful general
whose armies we are fighting, and whom
the Apostle Peter describes as our "adver­
sary, the devil as a roaring lion walketh
about seeking whom he may devour ”
(I Peter 5: 8).

In warning others of the danger, we
are simply following the example of
Jesus who said to Peter, “Satan hath

desired to have you that he might sift
you as wheat” (Luke 22: 31). We should
warn our fellow-Christians especially
those who are young in the faith, that
Satan desires to “have,” that is, to "gain
possession of” their souls.

Continued warnings of this character
are evident right through the teachings
of Christ. In his message to the church
at Thyatira, for example, he warned the
believers that they did not know "the
depths of Satan” (Rev. 2: 24). It is
tragically true that Satan has used his
great ingenuity to blind the eyes of the
majority of people, even Christians liv­
ing in this enlightened age, to the fact
that we have a personal enemy full of
booby-traps and deceptions, so as to
“gain advantage of us” as Paul puts it
in 2 Cor. 2: 11. Therefore if we are to
speak where the Bible speaks, we must
teach, expose, and denounce Satan. He
is not a creature of primitive imagina­
tion, he is not a mythical personage.

Satan: A Grim Reality
His power and range is so great that

he even dared to tempt our Lord. Mat­
thew reports as follows: “Then was
Jesus led up of the spirit into the wilder­
ness to be tempted of the Devil” (Mat­
thew 4: 1). “Men don’t believe in the
Devil now as their fathers used to do.”
Very rarely is he preached about, written
about or prayed about, despite the
inspired warnings of the Bible which
denounce this arch-enemy from the first
to the last. It is true that Satan will
be defeated finally, for Christ came into
the world to destroy the works of the
Devil (1 John: 3, 8). An account of the
overthrow of this evil person is found
in Revelation 12: 10, "And I heard a
loud voice saying in heaven, 'now is come
salvation and strength, and the kingdom
of our God and the power of his Christ,
for the accuser of our brethren is cast
down, which accused them before our God
day and night.’ ” But in the meantime,
Satan is still intensely active. There­
fore, believing as we do, that forewarned
is forearmed we exhort all to be watch­
ful.

As a famous writer points out, Satan
has tripped up many notable persons,
“Moses through anger, David through
lust, Ananias through the love of money,
and Peter through fear.” Finally breth­
ren, in the words of Paul to the Ephe­
sians, “Put on the whole armour of God
that ye may be able to stand against the
wiles of the Devil. For we wrestle not
against flesh and blood, but against prin­
cipalities, against powers, against rulers
of darkness in this world, against spiri­
tual wickedness in high places.”

The Executive Committee of the Aus­

tralian Council of Churches has endorsed
preliminary planning for large-scale con­
sideration of economic development,
mission and unity in the next five years.

Linking the three-element plan will
be an overall inquiry into the spiritual
and material conditions required for full
human development.

The Initial project, to carry through
the next 18 months, will aim at a critical
assessment of Australia’s contribution to
human development throughout Asia.

Through specialist study groups, re­
search and a national conference in
1970, the Council will endeavour to frame

$375,000 FOR CHURCH AID
Payment of more than $375,000 to

overseas aid projects was announced by
the Director of Inter-Church Aid in the
Australian Council of Churches, the Rev.
Edmund Arblaster.

The payments were to refugee rehabili­
tation, food production, education and
health projects, mainly in Asia and
Africa.

Money to finance the projects was
raised through the Council’s Christmas
Bowl Appeal in December and January.

Mr. Arblaster said it was hoped final
receipts from the appeal would reach
$1,000,000. Money was still being received.

Included in the payment was support
for Inter-Church Aid's refugee service
team members in South Vietnam and
Nigerla/Biafra.—A.C.C.

CATHOLICS APPROVE N.T.
(New York). Cardinal Richard Cush­

ing, Archbishop of Boston, has given his
official approval to "Today’s English Ver­
sion" of the New Testament, published
by the American Bible Society, popularly
known as “Good News for Modem Man.”

More than 14.9 million copies of this
best-selling New Testament have been
put into circulation since its appearance
in Sept., 1966.

According to Dr. Laton E. Holmgren,
Bible Society general secretary, "some
editions of the T.E.V. New Testament
will now bear the imprimatur, but there
will be no changes in the text or aids to
the reader. The first printing of an edi­
tion of 100,000 copies with the imprima­
tur is expected to be off the press in
three or four months.”—E.P.S.

BRITISH BAPTISTS AND UNION
(London). British Baptists support con-

tinuod membership in the British and
World Councils of Churches, but indi­
cate opposition to the idea of organic
union with other British churches.

A report on local reactions to unity
moves endorsed by the Baptist Union
council here showed divisions of opinion
on both issues, however. The council’s
report will go before the full annual
Assembly of the Baptist Union, begin­
ning April 28.

The report said the decision whether
Baptists should join ecumenical experi­
ments or share church buildings should
be decided by the local congregation or
association. "We must maintain our free­
dom in the Lord,” it declared.—E.P.S.

Dr. COLIN WILLIAMS FOR YALE
(New Haven). Dr. Colin Williams, 48,

director of the Doctor of Ministry Pro­
gramme at the University of Chicago
Divinity School, will become dean of
Yale Divinity School.

Dr. Williams was chosen by a Divinity
School committee to succeed Dean Rob­
ert C. Johnson.

He was formerly chairman of the
W.C.C.’s Department on Studies in Mis­
sion and Evangelism.

A Methodist clergyman from Australia,
Dr. Williams has gained a considerable
reputation as an author, evangelism
specialist, and preacher.

Educated at Melbourne University,
where he taught for seven years, Dr.

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O EVANGELISTS FROM ASIA

The 1968 South-East Asia Congress of Evange­

lism brought together many of that continent's
outstanding Christians to grapple with problems
concerning the message and methods of evange­
lism for today. In this series, Allan Avery, of the
Vic.-Tas. Dept, of H.M. and Evang., introduces
some of these evangelists and their contributions
to the Congress.

CHUA WEE HIAN of Hong Kong is a brilliant young
Asian who spoke on the theme “The Challenge of Asia’s
Youth.”

He reminded the Congress of the words of U. Thant, the
Burmese Secretary-General of the United Nations, who said
that Asia is an old continent that is growing phenomenally
young. Today, our continent of old cultures, history and reli­
gions is inhabited by 1,000 million Asians who are under 21

years of age. In a demographic comparison the youth popu-
lation of Asia is greater than the combined population of
North America. Europe and the Soviet Union.

Asia’s youth is a challenge to politicians, economists,
educators, parents but not the Church. The Church is only
touching a very small percentage of this vast number.

It is interesting to note that the Church of Christ (Non­
Instrumental) has approximately 500 members in Singapore
but 90% of the congregation is between 13 to 16 years of age
and as soon as they get to this age they leave the church.

The youfhof Asia is experiencing the same fermenting
spirit as in other parts of the world. With increased literacy,
the influences of mass communication and scientific progress,
they no longer regard their elders’ word as law. The ferment­
ing spirit of bitterness and rebellion is just as prevalent in
the East as it is in the West. The youth of Asia seek learn­
ing and jobs, and desire to be free from the feudalism of
their fathers. They seek a voice in the moulding of their
destiny.

Many young people of Asia reject Christianity because
they see it as a Western religion. The young seeker is brought
into the fellowship. On the walls he sees pictures of an Italian
Christ, he sings choruses or hymns that have strange Western
overtones, he hears a Western missionary speak with a Texas
drawl. There is an urgent need to encourage the Asian Chris­
tian to develop his own strategy of evangelism and to com­
municate the gospel in the thought patterns and culture
forms of his own nation.

—WHAT DESTRUCTION AND LOSS

At 10 a.m. April 1, another hot Indian
summer day, the internal heat in the
rotting waste at the Sansar Sugar Fac­
tory, 5 miles from Baramati, burst into
flames. This was no new occurrence, but
the difference was in the inability of the
staff to control a bigger-than-usual out­
break.

Seasonal workers descend upon these
sugar factories, and there are a number
in the area, in mid-October-November
each year and spend up to six months
there in work. For many it is a case of
save all they can so that on return to
their homes they will have enough to tide
them over while they seek for other
casual employment for the next six
months. Many of these workers come
from the Ahmednagai- District, some
from the area where we have our Shri-
gonda work. These casual labourers work
both inside and outside the factory.
Those outside are employed in the cut­
ting and carting of the sugar cane.

Miss Vawser takes up the story. “At
about 4 p.m. the wind was so strong that
the flames swept across the roadway and
destroyed the entire area of small tem­
porary homes leaving 7,000 people home­
less. In another area the accommodation
of a further 3,000 staff members was
completely destroyed leaving in all at
least 10,000 homeless. The factory had
been erecting a block of 90 good shops
which were not quite complete, but were
nevertheless full of stock and records.
These were completely destroyed also.
It leaves the shopkeepers with no records
of the number or amounts of their
debtors.

“An area of over 40 acres was totally
burnt out, and the fire destroyed some
sugar cane as far away as 1% miles,
not far from Bori. Most of the workers
were away in the fields with the result
that the temporary huts were not occu­
pied. As far as is known only two chil­
dren were burned to death. Fire fighters
were called from Baramati, and the one
and only vehicle worked for 14 hours
straight but it took so long to fill the
tank and return to the fire that it seemed
useless. A fire engine from the very large
sugar factory at Walchandnagar was
called but became caught in the fire
and had to be abandoned.

“Many of the labourers had been
working since last September, and April
is the last month for this season’s work.
They had saved for five months and

most of them had buried their savings
in the ground under their huts, and they
lost it all. Some of them had saved up
to Rs. 1,000-1,200, equal to between $100
to $150. Carts were standing laden with
cut sugar cane to be delivered to the
factory, in cases like this, carts, sugar
cane and bullocks all perished in the
flames.

“One remarkable thing was that the
factory itself and the approx. 4 million
dollar’s worth of refined sugar did not
catch fire. The fire came very close to
this but it was not damaged.

“The greatest need for the moment
is for food and clothing. Immediately on
return from the scene Miss Skuce con­
tacted the director of the Christian
Agency for Social Action, Mr. Tansen
Dongre, one of our own young men.
Although he was not in Bombay at the
moment, this was an extreme emergency
and a truck load of food provisions was
despatched from the stores held for this
agency in Baramati. There are over
10,000 people to help immediately, and
this help will need to go on for many
of them for at least a month, and for
some, even longer. This truck load of
provisions that has been sent to the fac­
tory today is given because of the love
people have for the Lord Jesus Christ.
These gifts have come in for use in his
name, because of all he did in love for
mankind. Truly the work of this orga­
nisation ‘Christian Agency for Social
Action’ is able to play a vital role in
his name at times of emergency like
this.

“We have a Sunday School class in
Sansar, and our Indian leaders visit it
frequently. There are also several Chris­
tian families living there. Please remem­
ber these people in their emotionally
upset condition, their severe financial
loss, and their need for assistance in the
near future. The factory management
itself sent the truck to carry the first
load of help to the distressed. They are
tremendously grateful for the help of our
Baramati folk.”
