It'r praise God, too, for the witness being made by the
New Hebrides Churches in New Caledonia, a French
possession in the S.W. Pacific.

The Churches in India are accepting greater responsi­
bilities as missionary personnel are gradually reduced.

To maintain the present work and accept new oppor­
tunities, $167,000 is needed during the 1970/71 financial
year (see Page 3). Costs of maintaining the work con­
tinue to rise, and ii¥ therefore plead for an increase in
giving this year.

We need to examine our motives for rendering Chris­
tian service. Is it truly lor his sake, or for our own personal
aggrandisement and sell advantage? Ls it so that others will
think well of us, or because we enjoy being in a position of
authority? Why arc you an officer of your church or auxi­
liary? Why do you sing in church, or teach Bible School?
Why arc you a minister or a missionary' of the gospel? If it
is for any other reason than “for his sake,” you might well
wonder whether such service is acceptable to him.

Remembering that our service Is rendered “for his sake,”
will help us to keep on working when the going Ls hard and
the results and rewards are small. We remember that we
arc not working merely for the sake of our church auxi­
liary, or our local church, or even our brotherhood of
churches, but we are really doing our service "for his sake.”

3. And so, for his sake our sacrifices are made. Every
true Christian who would serve Christ, will be called upon
to make certain sacrifices, and some may consider we are
fools to make them. Again the apostle Paul reminds us, “We
arc fools for Christ’s sake.”

Taken from a purely human and worldly point of view, it
does seem foolish that people should make real sacrifices of
time, talent and treasure (not to mention home and comforts
and prosperity even) to serve Christ at home and abroad.

But when we remember that such sacrifices are actually
made “for his sake,” then the sacrifices become the offer­
ings of love, freely given in joyous abandon to the one who
has done so much for us.

Christ in our own land and overseas. Why else would they
py.1.

NEW HEBRIDES

I first saw this young man In 1962. He was teaching
school at Ndui Ndui, but had not been strong for some years.
When examined, it was evident that he had a diseased heart.

He was keen to do things. He helped whenever he could,
but his activity was severely limited. From the beginning he
was a leading member of the local scout troop. As with scouts
everywhere, some testing activities were often undertaken.
On one occasion they decided to climb the mountain to the
crater lake nearest this end of the island. This meant 5,000
feet of steep rough climbing, much of it through trackless
tropical rain forest. He asked to go, but wisely remained
behind though inwardly grieved over his physical incapacity.

Later, they went for a hike along fairly level ground for
a day nt a beach. From the beach on the return journey the
track went up a short, but fairly steep hill. It was too much
for him. He became breathless and began coughing up blood
and got home only with the assistance of his friends. It was
hard to hold back the tears. He had youth, he had ideas, he
had ability and he had faith, but he also had a sick heart
that held him bound.

He knew he needed help that could not be given here. A
heart operation was needed and needed soon. Help was quickly
offered by the Christian Hospital Trust in Auckland and he

was soon in that city, receiving the benefits of surgical treat­
ment from one of the finest heart units in the world.

Soon after leaving hospital he was running around a
football field filled with something new, strength and vigour.
August Ben has never stopped since. Next trip up the moun­
tain on his home island he was first to the top. Walking
along the road, he would suddenly run with the joy of physical
fitness. He was one of the first entrants to Banmatmat Bible
College, and had a lion’s share of the hard physical develop­
ment of that place. He is now in New Guinea, first missionary
from the New Hebrides, patrolling pagan villages away from
home days at a time, talking through the night to these
people of Christ’s love. The healing of August’s heart has led
to this and more that space docs not allow to tell.

Christ’s heart, broken for humanity, led to this healing,
and much more than one can ever know. His love in the
hearts of others has marked a new miracle that goes on to
greater things that never end.

It hurts to have one's heart broken, but we need to be a
broken-hearted people. It hurt Christ. Tills broke the dis­
ciples’ hearts, but this in turn led to strength and miracles
of achievement. From this same starting point we can. and
must see the same miracles of achievement.

Rosalyn, “What on earth do you do with all the thousands of
dollars we give you?”

We support approximately 60 missionaries (married couples
and single workers) and 100 national workers. In addition we
provide boarding allowance for up to six voluntary workers. We
maintain six hospitals, 13 schools (secondary, technical and
primary), three Children’s Homes and a Bible College. We arc
involved in sending Bible Correspondence lessons to students in
India, and S.E. Asia, the production of Radio Broadcast Pro­
grammes, printing of Christian Literature, translating the Scrip­
tures, giving aid to destitute and needy people, preaching the
gospel in towns and villages in India and the Pacific, etc. In
addition to salaries, there is the cost of travel for whole families,
sea and air freight and customs and all other handling charges.

There is the need to provide and maintain transmitting sets
for stations in New Guinea and New Hebrides, outboard motors,
river craft for New Guinea, sea craft for the New Hebrides
and motor transport for India. Buildings and all equipment
must be provided by the mission.

A business man, particularly if he is involved in main­
taining a staff and various departments of his business in several
countries overseas would realise that the question should not be
“What on earth do you do with all those thousands of dollars?”
but “How do you possibly manage on so little?”

“What on earth do you do with ALL the thousands of
dollars we send you?" cried a well-meaning Christian.

Let me tell you about a few of our continual experiences
here to show you where "all our thousands of dollars” go.

"Help! There isn’t any more kerosene left here at Bunapas!
We’ll have to ring up and order a supply of 44-gallon drums.”
This doesn’t mean picking up the phone and ringing through
to a firm and saying, “Please deliver to Bunapas Station a supply
of 44-gallon drums of kerosene. Many thanks,” and then wait
for a delivery van to bring it. Far from it. We have to charter
a SHIP! It has to come from Madang to
Ramu where we then pick it up in canoes.
costs much more than to ring for a delivery
goods to your front door. Much more!

We need Benzine to run our outboard.... — — ----------- motors. To keep
up our supply of this we have to charter a SHIP. For our
generator (power) we need Dicsclinc and to keep up with our
supply we have to charter a SHIP. The cost to charter a ship
is a couple of hundred dollars and we need a ship more ’
once a year.

"India Quebec from Fox Trot Bravo." __ ______  . ~~
Trot Bravo.” "Good morning Lauric. Can I go ahead with
Missionary Aviation Fellowship and give you Churches of Christ
Mission flight plan for today?” TTais is a conversation held
every fortnight as the MAF plane prepares to bring in a plane­
load of food and other necessities for all of our Missionaries.
The plane usually arrives about 9.00 a.m. and finishes our last
flight about 4.00 p.m. We use the plane for the whole day. It
often has to go to Madang to pick up our supplies. To charter
a plane once for the day, 26 times a year (we often have to
bring it in for other reasons as well, to take missionaries to
Madang, etc.) costs us thousands of dollars each year.

Our means of travel in New Guinea also is by river. Our
motors are always on the move. To reach other villages we
have to go up and down the Ramu. Therefore, we have to
keep up a good supply of Benzine. How we wish someone
would invent an outboard motor that doesn’t need to run on
Benzine! As the motors drink the Benzine they also drink our
"thousands of dollars.”

We do not ask you to support us financially so we can live
high, but we do ask you when we desperately need the money
to meet the Mission expenses.

Rosal) n Williams is Business Manager for our New Guinea
Mission. In this position she realises how difficult it is to
manage the mission on a yearly budget of $18,678.

Total estimated budget for New Guinea is $40,120; New
Hebrides $41,930; India $41,240; Capital Expenditure (all equip­
ment. buildings, etc.) $18,210; Home base expenses (including
salaries, travel for deputationists, printing, advertising, etc.)
$12,000; Preacher Provident Fund $1,500; Travel $12,000,
making a total of $167,000.

For the 1970-71 financial year, we arc asking the churches
to contribute $157,000. expecting that the balance needed will
come from Grants-in-Aid, Legacies and special gifts such as
the Annual contribution of approximately $2,000 from the New
Zealand Leper Trust.

LET US GO FORWARD into New Areas
"For Christ’s Sake and the Gospel's” let us go for­

ward into new areas. The amazing opportunities for us
to witness for Christ in the Kerani and Schrader Ranges
in New Guinea presents a great challenge. We share in
this new venture with our brethren in the New Hebrides.
Six missionaries now serve in this new area, but more are
needed to meet the challenge.

While doors are being closed in India, there are
challenging opportunities in Indonesia. Extensive investi­
gations have been made concerning these opportunities
and contacts established by Bren. Coventry and McLean
with churches in Indonesia. Further contacts were made
by Allan Webb, who conducted evangelistic meetings in
Java at the invitation of Stephanos Damaris, an itinerant
evangelist who met Mr. Webb at the Congress of Evangel­
ism in Singapore. Later this year, Rex Ellis who represents
Queensland on the Federal Overseas Mission Board, will
visit Indonesia and possibly Thailand. Travel expenses
are being met by the Camp Hill Church.

At Federal Conference in Adelaide next October a
Notice of Motion will be presented which, if approved,
will enable us to become actively involved in S.E. Asia.

However, we all know that a decision of Conference
does not mean very much unless the practical support is
forthcoming from the Churches. May we, if we are con­
vinced that God is opening the way for us to enter these
new areas, be prepared to give our practical and prayer
support for these new ventures.

The realization that the missionary’s time in India may
be restricted has brought about a re-appraisal of his role in
the Church. There is also the development of the use of
mass media, the knowledge that evangelising the villages must
be the responsibility of the local Church, and the growing
sense of nationalism in the Church. Missionaries are using
more and more of their time in the outreach of literature,
Bible Correspondence Schools and Radio. Our Indian Con­
ference has been moving in these areas for some time.

The Literature Department publishes, distributes and pro­
motes Christian Marathi books. It costs about $250 to print
2,000 copies of an 100-page book. This excludes salaries, travel,
translation and other costs which arc carried by the day-to-
day running costs of the Conference. However, a book pub­
lished Is not a book sold. Selling Christian books in India
is a losing concern — the costs of staff, premises, bookmobiles
all have to be heavily subsidised.

The Bible Correspondence Course mushroomed beyond all
expectation. Thousands of enquirers responded to advertise­
ments in doll)' papers. It spread into every State of India and
into Indian communities overseas. It grew into three lan­
guages and six courses. Staff has grown from the one con­
cerned missionary who, in faith, started the work without

any money from the Conference, to five regular workers In
a well-equipped office. Although there is no local Income for
this work staff, mail and printing costs are considerable.

More recent is the Radio work, started by one man with
technical ability, concern and a vision. Effective radio work
requires quality equipment, a studio, capable artists and hours
of painstaking production. But all this is made worthwhile
by the challenge evident in the number of radio shops in
the villages, the multitude of young people with their tran­
sistors, programmes broadcast over loud-speakers in villages.
crowded teashops with blaring radios.

Mass media must be used. But there are problems which
we in Australia can help overcome. Mass media require
skilled personnel, usually missionaries. The entry of new
missionaries is restricted. Untrained workers means less effec­
tive production. Pray for skilled staff — either in new entries
despite Government policy, the ability for old missionaries
to learn new techniques or national workers.

Mass media require added finance. Equipment is expensive,
needing dedicated and specific giving. The concerned Chris­
tian must put his money where his prayers arc.

Mass media are not enough in themselves, but depend cn
a committed and responsive National Church, able and ready
to hear the call of the Holy Spirit as he will lead to those
who have been stirred by the challenge of a magazine article,
a book, n Bible study or a radio programme. You are not
there to do this, but you can pray for the Church and for
committed Christians.

FOCUSING
By ROGER A. RYALL (India)

When we think of the Immense needs, physical and spiritual — of India’s 500 million
people, we may well ask: "Where can we begin?” There arc 700,000 villages, but to
accomplish anything effective, we must concentrate our attention on one of them, be
it Shrigonda or Borl.

If the question is raised: "In a day when the number of foreign missionaries Is
steadily decreasing, how can we train indigenous leaders for the future work of the
Indian Conference?” Part of the answer is that leadership training began many years
ago. Another aspect is that. In God’s view’, it will count now and in the future to train
one here and one there.

Jesus taught us to value every boy and girl, every man or woman for his own sake.
How slow we are to learn this — In the West and in the East. It will help if you
spend five minutes a day to pray for ONE young man who begins B.D. training at
Ycotmal, Maharashtra tills July. Can you measure the results if you send three dollars
a month to enable ONE ambulance from Dhond to do medico-evangelistic trips to
neighbouring villages?

It will be significant if you send one dollar per week to maintain ONE child in one
of our Christian Boardings — at Baramatl, Dhorja or Shrigonda. Can you assess the
Influence of ONE Christian book in Marathi if you will give $200 to publish it?

Do not be overwhelmed by the vastness of the needs to be met. Do not throw up
your hands in despair and say: "We cannot even begin to make an Impression.” Focus
your concern on ONE man, ONE child, ONE task, ONE group. Will you sacrifice to do
what God enables you to do?

Christ, Who promised to bless even the cup of cold water offered In his name, will
multiply and bless our best if wc will but yield it to him.

The task of missions is not only to bring mankind to
Christ as Saviour and Lord, but also to bring Christ as Friend
and Comforter to mankind. These are our imperatives today.
The Imperatives are “Go and Do.”

Tire imperative to “Do” for Christ’s sake in our New
Hebrides Mission Churches is enhanced by the nature of the
present situation in “our islands,” and in the world ns well.
Here are the apostle Paul’s churches over again, not much
older than some of his favourite churches at Rome, Ephesus,
Corinth and Colosse, when he wrote to them. Pray for the
young churches.

Second, the imperatives of our mission work in the New
Hebrides are strengthened by the success already achieved.
Many are beginning to open their mouths and tell how great

things the Lord has done for them. Young men and women
are accepting the responsibilities of preaching, teaching and
healing. It is a thrill to everyone in the Island Churches
to share with Mr. and Mrs. Ben, and Mr. and Mrs. Bull in
New Guinea, and Amos Waki in Noumea. Young people have
gone to Australia, New Zealand, Solomon Islands, and also
England to learn more and to be equipped to help their
brethren in the churches. These are dangerous years but
great years for the Kingdom of God.

Let us by prayer and giving and sacrificial efforts help
the churches through this present situation. It is not easy
for the mission staff, but with the help of the Brotherhood
in Australia, the mission personnel will do its best.

SAYS KAY WILLIAMS (New Hebrides)
At Ndui Ndul the wet season is almost over. Despite the regular rain, tanks are

not full as there is a great demand for water. At one section of the mission we have
six tanks available for three houses, the nurses’ home and the house-girls’ home.
There are eleven nurses and seven house-girls as well as five missionaries drawing
on this supply. Money is now available for building three new tanks and we do thank
all who have given towards these projects.

At Ndul Ndui Day School, with 240 children, there are no tanks as yet, and the
children get their drinking water from a nearby well —which, of course, is not
always very clean. Again we appreciate the assistance given by friends at home in
supplying the finance for a tank.

There is, however, a delay in making these concrete tanks. At the end of 19G8
we had huge seas during a cyclone just after the tank moulds were returned from
Pentecost and were still on the beach. Many pieces of the tank moulds were washed
away. New moulds were needed to replace them. Folk are working towards this
and we are looking forward to the time when these moulds will arrive.

Isn’t this a little like our Mission work and the work of the Gospel everywhere?
There are only a certain number of workers available and these are often unable
to supply the needs of bringing the Word of God to the whole community. More
workers are needed I

Our wet season lasts for approximately six months. After that there are six
months of dry weather with only an occasional shower to relieve the situation. Time
is running out for building tanks in this wet season.

Time is also running out for sending workers to various parts of the world. Who
knows when time will run out in other areas where the doors are now wide open
Help is needed NOW. Can you help — by prayer, by giving or by going? If so. don’t
wait until It E too late. DO IT NOW!

OWN THINGS MT TO BT RIGHT!
An engagement is a formal declaration of an intention to marry, with the

emphasis on the word "formal.” A couple may have been "going steady” for
years, or there may havo been an "understanding” between them, but the en­
gagement makes it formal and official.

There are good reasons for a period of engagement. Even if the wedding
is to be fairly quiet, there are still many things to bo done. If there is to be a
big wedding with a large number of relations and friends involved, there is even
more need for plenty of time to make adequate arrangements and carry them
out. Some reception centres are booked for as much as twelve months in
advance, and this in itself is often a determining factor in the timing of an
engagement. Psychologically, there are also good reasons for an engagement.
Both families are given an opportunity to get used to the idea, and the engaged
couple will also bo wise to use the engagement as a further opportunity to think
oven more deeply about their commitment to each other.

Before an announcement is made it Is conventional for tho man to formally
ask tho girl’s father for her hand in marriage. Somo conventions aro stuffy and
are rightly being discarded, but there is a lot of sense in keeping those which
enshrine consideration for others and make for better relationships, and this
ono does. Technically, an official engagement requires tho consent of the girl’s
parents. If she is under ago their legal consent is essential. It scorns a good
thing for tho man planning marriage to go to tho girl's father and formally
ask his permission. The blessing and goodwill of tho parents will bo of great
value to the couple as they set up thoir own homo.

Very often the parents are drawn into tho plans of tho young people long
before the time for a formal engagement. Tho young man’s job, his prospects, his
plans for tho place to live—all may havo boon discussod. If thoso things havo
not been spoken of before they should be at tho timo of the engagement. It
is natural for a father to want to have somo knowledge of the man his daughter
is to marry and just prior to the announcement of tho engagement is tho
time for him to bo approached. The interview is fairly painless as tho girl and
her mother usually instruct father what to do and sayl

It is characteristic of man and man's societies to answer
the question, "Who am I?” by referring to the past: either
the more distant or the more recent past.

This was so for the People of God in the Old Testament
who, in order to understand themselves, reached back to, for
example, faithful Abraham and his kinsmen, and Moses and
the tribes accepting a new teaching. It was so for the People
of God in the New Testament, whose self-understanding was
almost completely defined in Old Testament terms. It has
been so for that People of God who have called themselves not
the "only Christians" but “Christians only": the Restoration
Movement.

One problem in doing this is that individuals and societies
are never carbon copies of their ancestors. Marked similarities
there may be: complete identity there is not. The words may
be the same but have changed in meaning; the forms may
outwardly appear alike but may inwardly serve different
functions. Some elements from the past may persist un­
changed and some continue only somewhat altered; others
may be dropped altogether and others again added. And so,
any Individual, group or socelty has a shape, a wholeness,
an Individuality that is all his or its own.

This Is one of the reasons why Alexander Campbell had
difficulty excluding Christians from fellowship merely on the
basis that their baptism had not been by Immersion (immer­
sion being a carbon copy, so it was thought, of a first-century
practice). He could not single out from the New Testament
one criterion by which to judge a Christian, unless It were
the Intangible "Image of Christ." It was the Individual in his
unique wholeness (his "general devotion to the whole truth
as far as known") who should be evaluated. If some of
Campbell's followers are today less sure of themselves and
less judgmental of others than many of their ancestors were,
tills may be gain rather than loss, a sure sign of growing
honesty rather than of declining spirituality.

This is one of the reasons, too, why comparisons of Chris­
tian communions are such a dubious undertaking. In making
a comparison, the first task is to define what is being meas­
ured; the second is- to define what it is being measured
against; the third is to measure the immeasurablcs; If what
the Lord requires is the doing of justice, the loving of kind­
ness, and the walking humbly with himself (Micah 6:8), on
what basis do we decide that one communion loves kindness
more, or is more humble before God, than another? Such a
passing of Judgment calls for something approaching divine
qualities on the part of the evaluator!

1. The People of God in the Old Testament
Speaking about the quality of Israelite religion, Walther

Elchrodt, of Basel, has said that what we find In the Old
Testament is “both a stock of spiritual values firmly estab­
lished at the outset and also an Incessant process of growth
which is continually enriching the religion by drawing into
its sphere new content from without. At the same time the
internal shape of the religion becomes increasingly well-
defined." Furthermore, says Elchrodt, throughout the Old
Testament, when the religion seems to become static and to
harden into a rigid system, there also occurs "a powerful and
purposive movement," a "forward drive" that breaks through
again and again.

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A basic stock that is open to incessant growth and subject
to continual redefinition; a forward thrust: what this suggests
is that that People of God is truest to the Old Testament
whose life is characterized by words like "dynamic," “growth,"
“development," and "process.” Insofar as Eichrodt’s reading
of Israelite religion is true, change is one of the marks of
the People of God.

2. The People of God in the New Testament
Either in introduction, prologue, salutation, or point of

departure, bj’ far the greater number of New Testament
authors are at pains to establish the Church’s continuity with
Ancient Israel. Cyprian’s third century maxim, "outside the
Church there is no salvation,” could have been phrased by
the Church of the first century as, “outside Israel there is no
salvation." However, being continuous with Israel did not
prevent the Church from being highly selective in its appro­
priation of its past. Two examples must suffice.

First, there is what constitutes the canon within the canon
for Christian and Jew respectively. When New Israel first
identified itself with the Old Testament (which at the time
was the only Scripture that both Christian and Jew had),
the focus of its interest was not the same as Judaism’s. For
Judaism, it was the five books of the law (Torah), which were
regarded then as now as the core of revelation and the precious
token of Israel's chosen status. For the early Church, how­
ever, the centre of the Old Testament was found, in its pro­
phecies and promises and those parts of the books of the Law
in which promises are found. The one was Torah centred;
the other prophecy centred. What this means is that when
the Church defined itself in terms of the Old Testament, it
did so from a new perspective in order to justify, explain, and
defend the new and distinctive thing that in fact the Church
was.

Second, and in line with this, there is the use that the
Church made of the term "Messiah" to interpret the mean­
ing of the one who today is best known as "Jesus Christ."
Some of what Jews regarded as Messianic in the Old Testa­
ment the Church saw as being fulfilled in Jesus. Much of
what Jews regarded as Messianic was ignored or rejected by
both Jesus and the Church. Some of what the Church claimed
in the Old Testament to be Messianic was never so regarded
by Judaism. The Jews searched the Scripture and in con­
sequence looked for a Messiah still to come; the early Church
searched the same Scripture and as a result confessed a
Messiah who had come (John 5:39) — but what Christians
were affirming was not what Jews were denying.

Even when the Church of the first century viewed itself
as in some significant sense the continuation of Israel, its
recapitulation of the past assumed some noteworthy new and
different features. Such, it may be suggested, is the ambiguity
that is always involved in walking the "old paths" and restor­
ing any "ancient order of things.”

3, The People of God known as "Christians only"
a I P,cntral to an understanding of the New Testament is its
thinking about the "Last Things": the Second Advent, the
Resurrection of the Dead, the Last Judgment, etc.

GosPel tliat gives greatest prominence to
Lq L , T 1 „ BS’, Jesus twice voices the expectation that the
. of x wU1 come in thc very near future, say, in the
niithn (AD): “you [disciples] will not have pone through
all the towns of Israel, before the Son of man comes"; and
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“there arc some [disciples] standing here who will not taste
death before they see thc Son of man coming in his kingdom."
(10:23; 1G: 28) To be sure, speaking to the Disciples of the
End, in Mark Jesus says: "of that day or that hour no one
knows, not even the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only
the Father” (13:32), but in context there is nonetheless thc
expectation of an imminent End (v. 30).

When Paul first preached to the Thessalonians, he seems
to have done so in such unequivocal terms that his hearers
were concerned that some of their number had died before
thc Second Advent. He had to write to reassure them that
the “dead in Christ" would not be at a disadvantage in com­
parison to those (including himself) who would still be living
at “the coming of thc Lord." (1 Thess. 1:13-18) However,
some of Paul’s readers thereupon understood that what he
had to say about the Last Things meant that "the day of the
Lord" had already come. (2 Thess. 2:4) A few years later,
Paul still seems to think that he and at least some of his
converts will be alive when the great day of the "resurrection
of the dead” takes place: "the dead will be raised imperish­
able, and ice shall be changed." (1 Cor. 15:52, the "dead"
and "we" are contrasted in the Greek.) He is still convinced
that “the appointed time has grown very short" (1 Cor.’7: 29):
the Advent, apparently, will occur within the reasonable
expectation of Paul’s lifetime.

What do we do with this anticipation by Jesus and Paul
that the End would come very soon — in their respective life­
times? Those who would restore the Church of the first
century must deal with a conviction that was central to the
faith. It is not for nothing that Alexander Campbell called
his magazine “The Millennial Harbinger," that the Churches
of Christ (non-instrumental) have long regarded themselves
as the movement that has been truest to Campbell's millcn-
nialism, and that all major evangelistic campaigns by Aus­
tralian Churches of Christ, whether led by American or
Australian evangelists, have made much of the Second Com­
ing. But what does a Restoration Movement do with the End
that did not come, for we can no longer hold that the Second
Advent (in terms of Jesus’ and Paul’s anticipation of it) will
come i7i thc first century?

First, the position may be taken that predictions of a
Second Advent during thc ministry of Jesus, or immediately
after Jesus’ death (John 14:3), or in the lifetime of Jesus'
hearers are all of them read back into the days of the
ministry by the later Church: they represent the mind of
the Church rather than the mind of Jesus. But such an
understanding of the Gospels would call upon the Restoration
Movement to walk a new path; something which by definition
it has been unwilling to do.

Second, we may say that the Gospels, particularly John,
present other viewpoints; that Acts looks forward to the open-
ended missionary age of the Church; and that there are other
emphases than this in Paul’s letters. Then we may, of course,
choose one Gospel statement rather than another, or Acts
in preference to Paul. But if we do that, we cannot at the
same time say that all parts of the New Testament are equally
authoritative, and the Restoration Movement is having to
approve some Scripture and reject other, and do so on bases
that are not themselves supplied by the New Testament. And
this, be it noted, with respect to a pivotal, not a peripheral,
New Testament idea.

Third, we may say that Paul’s epistles give evidence of
marked development from imminent Second Adventism to
"Christ mysticism," but that represents no small shift. It
affects one’s stance toward life, history, and the world. If the
Advent is expected within a few months or years, that is one
thing. All the privileges and responsibilities of the present life
then become provisional, and the mind is set on the glories
to come. But if the Advent is deferred to an indefinite future,
that is another thing altogether. The present by comparison
then gains immeasurably in significance. If we follow Paul
in this shift (as most of us existentially have long since done),
the Restoration Movement is no longer simply reproducing
a Xerox copy of the New Testament from cover to cover.

Fourth, we may decide that Jesus was wrong in thinking
that the Kingdom and the Son of man would come in Ills
lifetime and that Paul was similarly mistaken in believing
that the resurrection of the dead would occur in his lifetime
(although we may, perhaps, go on to concede that they were
right about other aspects of the forward thrust of the Chris­
tian movement). But it is no light thing for a Restoration
Movement to make that decision.

Fifth, we may conclude that Jesus and Paul were right in
their expectation of an imminent End, but then, of necessity,
transpose that End from the first century to the twentieth.
However, that is not restoring the Christian expectation as it
was first lived by. No Restoration Movement can now do that.

Even where we take this last option, in all honesty we
must admit that what we say with our lips we almost all of
us deny with our lives. We do not —no matter what we say,
we do not — live os though the world is provisional in the
way in which Paul thought it was. To take but one example —
a crucial one at that: we do not follow Paul when he counsels
about marriage: “I think that in view’ of the impending dis­
tress" (he is speaking of the great catastrophe of the End)
"it is well for a person to remain as he is” and not marry.
(1 Cor. 7:26).

There is no exact retracing the old paths, even when we
set out to, and no precise restoring the ancient order of things,
even when we try to.

* * *
Our study has focused on only one question raised by

taking the New Testament seriously and attempting to restore
the early Church in all its essentials. But we have dealt with
something tliat is central to the New Testament Church and
its faith, and there are many other Issues like tills one. It
would be a step forward if the Restoration Movement were to
see that all restorations, of necessity, restore only in part.
There may be a basic stock (although determining what it is
calls for openness, humility, skill, and tolerance); it certainly
is subject to adaptation and continual redefinition. Change
has always been one of the constituent marks of the People
of God.

Once upon a time Alexander Campbell and his first fol­
lowers preferred to call themselves Reformers. It is a good
word. Our past would have been more attractive and cur
future would be more promising had we continued to be a
Reformation, rather than a Restoration, Movement. For at
the heart of a biblically informed reformation there Is con­
tinuing reformation.

APPRECIATION FROM KOREA
Mr. Soongook Choi, of the Korean

Churches of Christ, recently wrote ex­
pressing appreciation for gifts of cloth­
ing and finance sent to Korea last year
to aid thc Korean brethren who were
suffering as a result of famine.

The total amount given and forwarded
to thc Korean brethren from our Aus­
tralian Churches of Christ was $2,204.

Mr. Choi is now in the U.S.A, and will
commence studies next October for his
Ph.D. From Illinois, he writes: "Let me
quickly assure you that the sum of $800
Aust, (remitted in 1969) was properly
received by our mission and shared in
conjunction with the National Ministers’
Fellowship Executive Board, for which
I served as President for two terms, for 

those needy Christian people particularly
in the South-Western Region where
famine and drought have been quite
damaging.

"The relief goods also, received from
brethren in Australia through the aid
of UB. Chaplains’ Office, and from
American Christian Churches and breth­
ren who reside in cities in Korea, were
properly distributed to aid the needy. As
originally Intended, we concluded the
relief projects by summer of 1969, and
it’ was then reported to the brotherhood
in Korea nt the time of Annual Conven­
tion of the Ministers’ Fellowship in Aug­
ust, 1969.

"May I state that the assistance given
bj’ brethren particularly from the

churches in Australia did a tremendous
job. The prayers and kind gifts encour­
aged our dispirited brethren faster than
anything else. As I mentioned when we
concluded the relief project by the sum­
mer of 1969, the wound of famine to a
large degree was gone from the faces
of our brethren in that part of the
country.

"For quite sometime we were think­
ing of attending the World Convention
of Churches of Christ, but eventually
the need of the mission and situations
around us became so demanding, we see
na way possible to attend the Conven­
tion.

"May the Lord be with you. and
please, accept our apology and gratitude.
Remember us when you take yourself to
thc Lord In prayer. We are yours in
Christ—Soongook Choi.”

And I've had a mental block about Vocation ever
since: that is until the other night. The speaker gave us another slant
on Vocation.

He said it was living as a Christian all'^thc lime in every place.
He talked about Vocation at home, at church, in the community. Then
he went on to talk about Vocation at work. "Here we go!" I thought.
"Same old be-a-good-cog-in-the-machine line!" But I was wrong. This
speaker said that sometimes Vocation would mean standing against
management in the interests of justice, and that sometimes it would
mean trying to get fellow unionists looking at the boss’ problems.
He even said that sometimes Vocation would mean striking and picket­
ing if there was no other way of getting a fair deal. But he went on
to say that always Vocation means working for belter relations between
labour and management, even at the risk of being misunderstood by
both sides. He ended by saying that Jesus didn’t leave his Vocation
to become an itinerant preacher. He simply changed the direction of
his Vocation until it was fulfilled on the cross. He suggested that when
Jesus said, "Take up your cross and follow me," he was calling us to
Vocation.

Well at least it's another way of looking at it!
I suppose even editor-ing is a Vocation.

OPEN FORUM
SCRIPTURES SPEAK

To tne Editor,
There is much more common sense In

the words “where the Scriptures speak,
we speak; where the Scriptures are
silent, we are silent,’’ than Professor
Graham is prepared to admit (“A.C.,"
May 1G). Many of his dogmatic state­
ments are open to question.

It was not the O.T, ns such that made
divisions, e.g., Pharisees, Sadducees.
Essenes, Zealots, but Rabbinical (and
other) interpretations added to it. Jesus
indicated the true unified meaning.

The same thing has happened to the
New Testament for the same reasons —
preconceptions have been introduced that
were not In the minds of the authors.

Tire professor begins from two pre­
suppositions that are not derived from
Scripture but from modern reason.
Therefore he does not arrive at the
writer’s meaning (including Thomas
Campbell as well). These are (1) that
the Bible needs extrinsic interpretation
in every generation, and (2) its state­
ments are not reliable. To place Paul
(Rom. 13: 2) over against Peter and
John (Acts 5: 28, 29) is quite an hilar­
ious mistake. Even I can see through
that one. Paul was referring to obeying
the government, while Peter and John
were resisting religious leaders whom
Christ had Indicated as suspect. Paul
and Peter and John would agree in both
instances.

The arrogant criticism of Paul's refer­
ences to slavery are also criticism:; of
Christ for he also was silent on that
question. It shows a lack of judgment
sometimes found in a specialist trying
to defend a position.

The Scripture is reliable when rightly
handled (2 Tim. 2: 15) l.e., read with 

its intrinsic presuppositions and the
Infallible Interpreter, the Holy Spirit

FROM A COUNTRY MINISTER
To the Editor,

Mr. Warry, in “A:C:” 16/5/70, has some
hard things to say about Conference and
ministers. Mr. Warry believes ministers
should preach the gospel. To the best of
their ability ministers preach the gospel
in the country and I believe in the cities
also, and by the grace of God some are
saved. I know of many who are greatly
moved in spirit for the uncommitted to
Christ, but this does not mean that we
must have a “weep” session in confer­
ence.

In the country we often reach the
point of weeping because those whom we
have had some part in winning for Christ
are compelled to leave their home church,
their families, and often must pull up
their homes to follow or seek employ­
ment in the cities. As I understand
preaching the gospel it also implies that
we build up converts in the faith. I know
of a good many converts who have not
been built up because of removal from
the suitable environment, and who as far
as we can tell have become lost to Christ
in the crowds of our cities.

I know of Churches whose strength,
in the shape of key workers and the
cream of youth, are annually drained
from country churches by the exodus to
the city. In my understanding of the
faith and our brotherhood, city churches
should show a pastoral concern for their
brethren in the country and their mis­
fortunes. I believe that conference can
and ought to attack the problem at its
root cause, and that Is a lack of real de­
centralisation to which the government
has only given lip service. It Is the con­
viction of many of us that the govern­
ment has been slow to sec the need of a

more human interest in the problems of
the country. It just may be that the
urgings of conference may enlighten the
government concerning this need.

The concern many of us share is not
unscriptural. Jesus was concerned about
all such human problems. Jesus was
moved by the need of the moment at
a wedding feast. The first century
church of which we read in the N.T. dele­
gated the helping of those in distress to
capable men. The same Lord who said
“Go" — “Make disciples’’ must have also
got across to his followers that they
should, “bear one another’s burdens and
so fulfil the law of Christ.” I know coun­
try churches who are carrying heavy
burdens and the gospel, I believe, is for
the whole man and not only his soul.

If I had a chance to have Mr. Warry
in any number of country churches for
just 12 months he would weep not only
for the unsaved but also for those who
toil in country churches with a heavy
heart and against great odds.

E.U.
To the churches of Sydney,

It has been the concern of my com­
mittee and myself that many criticisms
have been reaching us concerning the
Evangelical Union at Sydney University.
Wliile many of the criticisms may be jus­
tified from time to time, these weak­
nesses are common to almost every con­
gregation.

A society like the E.U. endeavours to
contact up to 16.500 people on an unde­
nominational basis in an intensely criti­
cal environment with young non­
professional staff working in spare time
only and on a very limited budget.

Within the E.U., young Christians
organise a programme of broadsheets,
public lectures, films, missions, sym­
posia and study groups through which
the presence of Christians on campus
begins to make itself evident.

However, it is the individual witness
of fellow students through active involve­
ment in university life which is the
aim of the E.U. But this individual wit­
ness cannot be separated from the
existence of the union as a community
of Christians.

Some shortcomings may be evident but
rather than evoke criticism one would
rather hope that they should evoke sup­
port in prayer, constructive suggestions
and, where interest is greater, a share in
the finances of the ministry of the
gospel In the university.

I appeal to church councils to en­
courage their university students to par­
ticipate In the organised Christian wit­
ness on campus and to ask them at regu­
lar intervals to report to the congre­
gation of the progress and problems fac­
ing students on their campus.

The university is the situation in
which Gcd has placed us to serve him.
We cordially invite you to the annual
public meeting of the Evangelical Union
in Stephen Roberts Lecture Theatre at
8 p.m. on June 25. Professor Edwin Judge
will speak on “The Gospel and Social
Change.” Professor Judge is Professor

The Challenge of

Planned Giving
By E. C. KEATING, L.Th., Dip.R.E.

PLANNED GIVING seeks to restore the spirit of the New
Testament practice 'and motives of giving.
As we plough through the centuries of the history of

giving to the church we start with the deep offering bags
and little manllla envelopes that encourage secret and token
giving. Pew rentals, bazaars, fairs, lotteries and compulsory
taxation lead to the Middle Ages where the motive of giving
was “pay up or bum up.” Through the Dark Ages the church
lapsed Into selling ecclesiastical positions and favours, indul­
gences and freedom from future eternal punishment.

All this is in absolute contrast to the New Testament.
The New Testament teaches that giving should be planned,
proportionate, regular, and the responsibility of all. The motive
of giving was a response to the love of Christ, willingness
to relieve poverty and support apostles and missionaries.
There is no evidence of secret giving in the New Testament
Rather the converse seems to be the case. (Refer to 1 Corin­
thians 16: 2; 2 Corinthians 8: 8; Acts 4: 31).

Planned giving seeks to renew these very principles.

Which Churches need Planned Giving?
The answer is simple. Every church. Let us analyse the

giving of a few random samples of non-planned giving
churches.
Church A. 119 envelope users gave $146 on one Sunday.

$95 was given by 35.
$50 was given by 84.
54 of the 119 envelope users gave less than $1.
29% of envelope users gave 65% of the offering
contained in envelopes.

Church B. The sample was taken over three Sundays and in­
cludes brotherhood giving.
$36 was given by 14.
$24 was given by 36.
27 of the 50 envelope users gave less than $1.
28% of the 50 envelope users gave 60% of the
offering contained in envelopes.

Church C. The sample was taken over four Sundays.
$115 was given by 18.
$45 was given by 38.
32% of the 56 envelope users gave 72% of the
offering contained in envelopes.

What conclusions can be drawn from these figures?
1. Obviously a minority is giving the majority of the

churches’ income. Many churches that are "paying their
way” only because of the commitment of a few.

2. Tithing is a forgotten standard. If the three churches
quoted are typical of a giving pattern of our Australian
churches it would be safe to assume that the people of our
brotherhood give a percentage of 1-3% of the national aver­
age wage. Many argue that tithing is unreasonable (most
ministers seem to be able to manage it) but even more un­
reasonable is such a low standard of giving by affluent Chris­
tians, especially in the light of Romans 12: 1-2.

Another inescapable fact is that churches give accord­
ing to their local needs. The statistics of a State where few
Churches of Christ use planned giving indicate that smaller
churches give at a much higher level than larger churches.
Sound stewardship would be to give because we need to give
for our own spiritual development and out of our gratitude
to God. We should not give to pay the bills!

The church that is "paying Its way” cannot rest content
that its members do not need the stewardship education
that a planned giving programme will bring. A quick ana­
lysis will show the token giving habits of the majority of your
congregation.

Some Frequent Questions
1. What increase in giving will a planned giving programme

bring? The average increase is 80% In initial programmes
conducted by the Vic.-Tas. Dept, of Home Missions and
Evangelism. Many churches have been lifted from a pov­
erty level of giving to a position where they have been
able to plan aggreslvely for the Kingdom of God and
support the wider Church.

2. Is there a significant drop-away? Normally not. An aver­
age decrease in giving for an initial programme would be
10% over three years. Review programmes have proved
to be even more stable.

3. How many Churches of Christ operate on a planned giving
scheme? 1970 will bring the number of Churches of Christ
in Victoria-Tasmania using planned giving to 73. It is
progressively being introduced into other States.

4. Is the programme run with a spiritual basis? Certainly.
The principles outlined in the second paragraph of this
article are continually stressed. The stress is not on the
needs of the church but on the need of the giver to give
for his spiritual development. "Giving is not God’s way
of raising money but God’s way of raising men’’ is a
thought that forms the basis of planned giving.

5. Does planned giving solve all the problems of steward­
ship? Unfortunately it docs not solve them all. Even
with the significant average increase of 80% in giving many
will continue to give nt a nominal rate. (It makes you
shudder to think of the previous giving). Planned giving
with its three yearly review plan provides an opportunity
for gradual and progressive education of good giving habits.

6. Is there a follow up? Yes, this is a necessary feature of
planned giving. People have the right to be thanked for
their participation and be informed of where the giver is
with his giving as well as be informed of what the church
is doing with the money. Another value of planned giving
is that the follow-up gives an Insight Into the pastoral
needs of the congregation. The follow-up is based on the
principle that people are more Important than their money.

According to Laurence V. Kirkpatrick,
general secretary of the World Conven­
tion. "Tite seminar is being planned as
a live-in experience for a limited num­
ber of ministers from throughout the
world brotherhood. It Is designed for
those who desire to have a closer
fellowship and deeper theological discus-

slon with colleagues in the ministry who
come not only from widely’ scattered
parts of the world, but also from quite
diverse backgrounds.”

The seminar will begin on Monday
morning, Oct. 26, immediately following
the close of the W.C.C.C. Assembly on
Sunday night. It will continue until
lunch on Tuesday, Oct. 27. Participants
will stay at the Conference Centre and
eat their meals there.

WOMEN SILENCED
(Newport. Eng.). Cyril J. Starling,

Anglican rector of Holy Trinity Church
here, fed up with the continual gossip­
ing of women in church, aired his feel­
ings in the weekly parish newsletter.

He referred first to the "babble” that
greeted him whenever he entered church
to conduct a service and th?n quoted
the "fighting words” of Paul from 1
Corinthians, chapter 14:

For or Against. A daily newspaper
in Vic. suggested that the churches
against union (Roman Catholic, High
Anglican. Churches of Christ, Ply­
mouth Brethren, Quaker and Salva­
tion Army) should present six chap­
ters of a book along with six supplied
by the churches favouring union
(Methodist, Presbyterian, Congre­
gationalism Low Anglican, Broad Bap­
tist, and Unattached). The "A.C.
editorial said, "We are at a loss to
understand why the Argus should
have grouped us with churches
against union! That such a statement
could be made in all seriousness by
a not unsympathetic writer in one
of our great newspapers may perhaps
be taken as an indictment against us.
It ought to be the case that every
man in the country knows that to
plead for union is part of the very
reason for our existence. Perhaps
we are too lackadaisical, too half­
hearted in our advocacy of our dis­
tinctive position.”
Dearer "Christian.” Because of con­
tinued advances of wages, paper, etc.,
it is necessary to Increase the price
of the journal. The brotherhood owes
a debt of gratitude to the Austral
Co. For a long time the paper has
been run at a loss. The new rates
are not to make a profit but that the
paper may pay its way.
Held by Brigands. The U.S. State
Department has received word from
Peking that Dr. Shelton, head of the
Mission of Disciples of Christ In
Tibet, is being held in captivity by
bandits In South-Western China.
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Decline in U.S. Membership. 1919
was the worst year, numerically, for
at least a generation. Eleven major
churches reported a loss of 196 000
members for the year. Reasons given
were: The war, excessive deaths
through the infiuenza epidemic, efforts
to raise enormous funds for post-war
church work reduced the rate of in­
crease of members.

"As in all the churches of the saints,
the women should keep silence . . . For
they are not permitted to speak . . .
For it is shameful for a woman to spsak
in church ... all things should be
done decently and in order.”

The next time he went to church Mr.
Starling, os he said later, found every­
thing "very quiet.”

EDITORIAL -
WHERE—FROM HERE?
,,rpHE AUSTRALIAN CHRISTIAN” has printed eleven

articles this year on the Restoration Movement, its
origins, its emphases, and its present role among the
churches.

Gordon Stirling wrote eight of them. G.R.S. is a bit
of a stirrer. Sometimes we get a bit mad at him because of
the things he says and more because of the way he says
them. This time, in his articles, he told us the way to have
an easy painless death—if we want to die! He doesn’t, and
he doesn’t want the Restoration Movement to die either,
but if we are not to die then we have to find a way of life.
Our strategy for living "involves vigorous outreach and
development together with a strong witness to our convic­
tions, not in competition with other churches, but for the
sake of the whole Church.” He then went on to suggest
some things that we might do, not only to survive but to
grow.

Professor Ronald Graham also wrote five, two of
which are yet to be published. He is Professor of New Tes­
tament at Lexington Theological Seminary'. Once upon a
time we served neighbouring churches in Melbourne and

we actually met one day, each riding a push-bike making
pastoral calls!

This is no longer the push-bike era for ministers, nor
is it the rural circuit-riding era for the Restoration Move­
ment. Our world is very' different from that of the Camp­
bells, Stones, Scotts, and Magareys. There is urgent need
for us to find our dwn vehicle for the seventies. Dr.
Graham helps us to do this re-examining the statements
and attitudes, the agreements and differences (and the
slogans) of our fathers in the faith.

Whether or not we agree with the viewpoint of Gra­
ham or the programme of Stirling doesn’t matter. What
matters is that we use the material and spiritual resources
God has given us in order to be faithful disciples in our day.

SUNBURNT SIBERIA So now it is proposed by Mr. Sneddon to have camps
with severe hard labour as an alternative for National Service conscripts who
refuse to serve in Vietnam! Some Government members dislike Mr. Sneddon's
proposal because they believe that National Service men who wen't fight ought
to go to gaol.
Of course, any talk of the labour camp as an alternative to National Service
is nonsense. It is plainly an alternative to prison and all of the arguments against
the gaol sentences arc equally valid against the labour camp. The same
principles of freedom and justice arc equally violated.
Compulsory overseas National Service in an undeclared war is an injustice. It is an
act of tyranny against votelcss young men who arc forced to interrupt or
abandon their careers or interests, temporarily or permanently impair their
family and personal relationships, and even hazard their lives—and all of this
without any attempt to make even moderate demands upon the rest of the young
men who escaped the call-up or upon the voters who approved it.
And it is all so unnecessary. If the rewards for fighting in Vietnam were as
remuneratively attractive as these for skilled or risk-taking jobs at home, there
would be more than enough volunteers for our small army. It might even be
cheaper in the long run. It certainly would sit far more easily upon our
consciences than some Siberian equivalent in the Northern Territory.

PERU'S AGONY It is estimated that 50,000 people died in the great earthquake
in Peru. Many times that number arc homeless in one of the worst disasters in
this century. Nations throughout the world are pouring in material aid. Australia's
response is a gift of $15,000!
When Tasmania became a victim to terrible bushfires in 1968, $5,000,000 came
quickly from overseas nations ready to help. Because of what we received, but more
because of what we have, our gift to Peru will shame us among the nations.

TWO ANGLES ON FOUR CORNERS We have a couple of modest suggestions
to assist the A.B.C. in implementing the $500,000 cut in its budget. No. 1 —
cut out the wild music sessions and the race broadcasts which are fully covered
by commercial stations. No. 2—eliminate the day broadcasts from Federal
Parliament, Canberra. The latter could also increase productivity by removing
the temptation for workers to stay home to listen to the scintillating parliamentary
debates.

BIG STEP BACKWARDS In the "A.C." for Feb. 21, 1970, we had an item in
this column called "Another Small Step for Mankind." It offered a measure
of praise for President Nixon's renunciation of biological weapons of war and
also the first use of chemical weapons.
President Nixon doesn't receive many kind words and we were glad to give
commendation where it was due. Now, we wonder if we were premature with
our praise. The American Friends' Service Committee in the U.S. has been doing
some work on this question and they state that only those biological v capons
which had been determined to be unfeasible were being banned, and the rest
had been redefined as chemical weapons. As a result cf A.F.S.C/s report there
was a subsequent White House statement that toxins as offensive weapons had
also been renounced. The notice in this column recognised this second
development without our knowing that it was announced cnly after the A.F.S.C.
had exposed the weakness of the first.
Exempted from the ban arc incendiary agents such as napalm and defoliants such as
one herbicide which is suspected of causing birth defects in Vietnam. That
herbicide is accordingly banned from use in the U.S.A, but is still legal for use
in Vietnam.
So we arc not sure whether we have made a small step forward in outlawing
genocidal weapons or one step backward to fool the people.
Until we know more we are withdrawing cur praise for the President.

The World Council cf Churches called

on Christians to encourage their govern­
ments to condemn the oppressive action
of the Smith regime In Rhodesia.

A prepared statement said they de­
plored the increasing erosion of human
rights in Rhodesia. “Tlie new Republic
and Land Tenure Acts are the corner­
stone of what has become an apartheid
state.”

The officers cf the Council called on all
congregations of member churches to
support the courageous stand taken by
the church leaders in RhodcsLi when
they defied the government on the new
Act.

“Precisely because the regime claims to
be Christian, to uphold Christian civil­
ization, it must be condemned for violat­
ing basic human rights,” the statement
added. The Smith regime is foit1._ • the
Africans to “resort to extreme means to
assert their human dignity.”

The Land Tenure Act was passed by
the Rhodesian Parliament last Novem­
ber to enable the white minority govern­
ment to control the people and economy
on lines similar to the apartheid system
of South Africa.— (EPJS.)

THE (MM'S HTOLVEMO
(Geneva). — In the book Line and

Plummet — the Churches and Develop­
ment, Richard Dickinson, states: "It is
estimated that between $250 and $300
million are spent annually by the
churches (Roman Catholic, Protestant
and Orthodox) on social service activities
in the developing countries." He con­
cludes: "Therefore the churches have
been and are a major source of private
development assistance with a signifi­
cantly larger sen-ice budget than most
of the United Nations development agen­
cies combined."

If this figure is accurate, one would
expect to find the results of such activity
writ large on the face of a country such
as India. Fortunately it is now possible
to assess the extent of the churches’ in­
volvement—particularly in medical work,
education and industrial and rural de­
velopment. Many of the facts have been
brought together in a report entitled
"The Churches as Agents of Socio-Eco­
nomic Development in India,” written by
Yngve Frykholm, one-time missionary in
South India and the first executive direc­
tor of AFPRO (Action for Food Produc­
tion) .

In 1967 India had about 320,000 hospital
beds of which 46,439 or 14.5 per cent were
in institutions operated by Christian
churches. These hospitals and dispen­
saries treated a total of 22,600,000 people
at a cost of $75 million. As the state
assumes more and more responsibility for
medical work in India the churches,
which pioneered these services in many
parts of the sub-continent, are beginning

to re-think their own involvement to see
what changes are needed in their patterns
of work.

In education, the churches have played
a dominant role, at least in Western-style
academic education. Now the churches
have more than 130 colleges, larger num­
bers of high schools and probably thou­
sands of primary schools.

In this field, too, the primary respon­
sibility is seen to rest with the state, and
the role of specifically Christian institu­
tions is in question. Christian colleges
have a record of providing high-quality
education. They are prized for moral and
spiritual values and sense of discipline
they inculcate. Nevertheless, they arc
admittedly often cut off from the com­
munity as a whole.

This self-questioning process among
church medical and educational institu­
tions has led to the establishment of all­
India organizations through which prob­
lems and insights may be shared and new
solutions found. At the end of 1969 a Co­
ordinating Agency for Health Planning
was set up jointly by the National Chris­
tian Council and the Catholic Bishops’
Conference of India. Faced with dwind­
ling financial resources and the increas­
ing need to rebuild and renew large
numbers of medical institutions, this
board will set guidelines and criteria by
which Christian medical work should be
tested.

A National Board for Christian Higher
Education has also been set up — again
jointly by Roman Catholic and non­
Catholic churches.—EPJS.

RELIGION IN THE U.S.A.
The 1970 Yearbook of American

Churches gives the following member­
ship for religious groups: Protestant
70,396,454; Roman Catholic 47,873,238;
Jewish 5,780,000; Eastern Orthodox
3 526,069; Old Catholic, Polish National
and Armenian 793,876; and Buddhist
100,000.

One Gallup Poll survey indicated that
church attendance declined from on
overall 49% in 1958 to 43% in 1968.

160,000 attended the first three meet­

ings and a three-day total of 3,447 per­
sons answered the call to a public com­
mitment to Christ at the Billy Graham
East Tennessee Crusade. The Crusade
is being held in Neyland Stadium on
the campus of the University of Ten­
nessee in Knoxville. A 5,500-volce choir
sang und-r the direction of Cliff Bar-
rov.s. Setting the mood for the Graham
sermons were solos by Ethel Waters,
George •‘Bev" Shea, and special guest
Johnny Cash.

Sixty-two thousand people sat in Sun­
day’s sweltering sunshine to listen to the
entertainer from Nashville. In his intro­
duction of Cush. Billy Graham said that
th* 1 country singer was making his first
public appearance at a Crusade, but
that Johnny Cash had attended a Gra­
ham Crusade in Australia 11 years ago.

Before singing, Cash described his
appearance at the Crusade as "the pin­
nacle of my career." The nation’s top
country singer challenged youth to
avoid the use of drugs, saying, "Take it
from a guy who’s been there, it ain’t
worth it." Accompanied by the musi­
cians who appear on his T.V. show,
Johnny Cash sang four selections in­
cluding "What is Truth?" and "Were
You There?"

From the beginning he
was encouraged to be a witness for Christ
and following a visit to Queensland by

"MY LIFE WITH MARTIN LUTHER KING, JNR."
By Corctta Scott King. (Hodder & Stoughton).
$5.10 Aust.
Tills Is Corctta King’s own story of her life with her

famous husband. It was written close to his death and her
sorrow and, accordingly, there is not a great deal about the
real happiness they found in each other and in their family.
Tills is understandable. There is much less about Coretta
than about Martin, but they were very close in all the
things that mattered. "Martin and I never had serious differ­
ences of opinion about racial matters or economics, or the
difficult, and terrible and glorious things that so unexpectedly
befell us.”

Il is easy to look upon Martin as a martyr. He was moti­
vated by a strong Christian faith and a formidable Christian
conscience. But he did not die for preaching the gospel. He
died because he practised it. The gospel for him meant a
conservative Biblically based message of personal salvation
and a life in fellowship with Christ. But the gospel had to be
worked out and instead of protecting the modest affluence
and professional status his outstanding ability made certain,
the urge to seek justice for others and love for all caused
him to hazard his own prospects and eventually give his life.
He could not say no to the spiritual and moral forces that
impelled to the forefront of the civil rights movement. He
often had a premonition of death, although he certainly did
not seek it. He simply accepted the possibility as the cost of
serving the cause that grasped him. He said, “I hope to
subpoena the conscience of the nation to the judgment seat
of morality.”

There arc many parallels to be drawn between Martin
Luther King and Gandhi who influenced him strongly. His­
tory will surely condemn our century for the stupid slaughter
of its good men.

There are appendices dealing with the most significant
factors of the four cults: The Bool: of Mormon, the sabbath
in Seventh Day Adventism; attitudes to the Person of Christ,
and life after death.

"IN GOD'S UNDERGROUND."
By Richard Wurmbrand. (Hcdder & Stoughton).
90c. Aust.
While he was in Australia, Mr. Wurmbrand misbehaved

himself a bit whilst taking part in TV interviews and radio
programmes. Since he returned to Europe some of ills judg­
ments of other Christians have been questioned. A reading
of this book will enable us to undc-rstar.d something of ills
scepticism of communist claims of religious tolerance and for
his insistence on an open stand for Christ even in the face
of possible martyrdom. We still think that some of his
generalisations are too general and his condemnations too
severe, but his personal sufferings at the hands o' communists
were so extreme that some excessive reactions are under­
standable. His book, however, Is concerned only with his years
of prison and torture.

He was a Lutheran minister and spent more than fourteen
years in Rumanian prisons. He underwent physical torture
and years of brainwashing and maintained his faith. In fact,
his faith was strengthened, in spite of the disappointments
and apparently hopeless future. The prisoners one day were
given postcards to invite their families to come to visit them
and bring parcels. When the special day came, Wurmbrjr.d
was given a shave and a clean shirt — then he waited. But
no one came. It was just a trick used on stubborn prisoners.
The cards of invitation were never sent. Then the loud­
speakers announced over and over again. •‘Nobody loves you
now . . . they don’t want to know you anymore.”

This is another book that will make you sick cf man’s
Inhumanity to man.

Although the present leaders of the Negro civil rights
movement may not possess King’s ability (or even perhaps the
fullness of his compassion) his life and death will continue
to influence the course of that movement. His stirring "Letter
from a Birmingham Jail’’ will find an enduring place among
the words of men which inspire and ennoble.

There will be many more books about M.L.K. Tills is
from one who was closest to him when it all happened.
Destiny had placed King as minister in a Baptist church
in Montgomery’ and it was on a Montgomery bus that Mrs.
Rosa Parks refused to give her seat to a white man. She
had planned no protest. She said, “I was just plain tired.
and my feet hurt.” But the Movement began that day and
Martin Luther King became its symbol and its strength
until the day of mourning when even Ills enemies were
shamed into silence. This is Coretta’s story of King’s pilgri­
mage for freedom.

"THE FOUR MAJOR CULTS."
By Anthony A. Hockcma (Paternoster Press/Emu
Book Agencies). $2.35 Aust.
In this one volume there Is a survey of the four main

''competitors” of the more orthodox churches: Mormonism,
Seventh Day Adventism, Christian Science, and Jehovah's
Witnesses. Each of them is considered from the standpoint
of its history, its source of authority, and its doctrines. The
doctrines are measured against conservative orthodox stand­
ards, and'there is an exhaustive and helpful treatment of all
of the main doctrinal differences. There are nearly’ 450 pages
nnd there is a much longer treatment than is usually given
in the omnibus books we usually rely on to inform us about
the off-centre sects. Dr. Hockcma calls them cults rather
than sects and devotes a chapter to tills distinction. The cult
uses an extra-scriptural source of authority, denies Justifica­
tion by grace alone, and devaluates Christ. Because the two
terms are in some ways synonymous it Is not possible to give
short exclusive definitions. Pharisees and Sadducees were
called sects of Judaism whilst still a part of Judaism. Roman
Catholics might consider Protestant churches as sects of the
R.C. Church. Such sects are unorthodox, but in a cult there
is the added suggestion of the spurious. E.g., orthodox
Christians regard the Book of Mormon as spurious.

Dr. L. V. Kirkpatrick, World Convention General Secre­
tary, who seemed to be everywhere and to see everyone on his
short flying visit, brought a greeting to the United Witness
and was also speaker at the Ministers’ and Secretaries’ Tea.

The Women’s Conference at St. Kllda Town Hall was
presided over by Mrs. L. Muller on April 29. A report of tills
conference appeared in the "A.O.” for May 30. Dr. Kirkpatrick
was there, too.

Tile business sessions of Conference were held in Nicho­
las Hall on April 27, 28 and 30, and May 1. Dr. E. R. Kill-
mler was President; W. W. Saunders, Secretary; and John
Alabaster, Treasurer.

Some of the business meetings were very’ well attended,
but they are not so popular today as once they were. Con­
ference Departments report to Conference every second year,
but the shortened business sessions are so crowded with
routine matters that some felt the frustrations of being kept
from dealing with items of current interest and controversy.

However, the socalled "routine” business Is essential for
the ongoing work of the churches. The programmes of the
departments are the programmes of the churches and the
churches must have the opportunity to consider them in order
to approve, amend, or reject. As they are approved by con­
ference, the reports and proposals become the mission of the
churches which is, or should be, re-energised through educa­
tion, ministry and service.

The ministers’ Conference (a shortened replacement for
the usual camp-seminar, because of later World Convention
commitments) featured stimulating theological and practical
sessions.

The C.M.F. Tea on May 1 was not so strong in number,
nor did It last so long as the C.W.F. Conference, but it had
much of Interest from Cyril Minns and Frank Richards, and
plenty of laughs.

DECENTRALISATION: The Conference requested the

Federal and Victorian State Governments to encourage sec­
ondary industry and processing of primary products in coun­
try areas and that primary producers be assisted by being
given long term, low interest bank loans; that teachers’ col­
leges and university colleges, etc., be established outside the
Melbourne area; that Government departments be decentra­
lised to the areas they deal with; that cultural, recreational,
and entertainment amenities be provided for country areas,
and that the announced regional development plans for
Latrobe Valley, Wodonga, Bendigo, Ballarat, and Portland
be more vigorously promoted.

MELBOURNE HOSTEL: It was resolved that the ques­
tion of a hostel for country young people be further investi­
gated by the Dept, of Social Service and Conf. Executive.

MINISTERS’ CAR ALLOWANCE: It was recommended
that the ministers’ car allowance of $10 per week be In­
creased by $2 to $12 per week.

ABORTION: To clarify the Victorian laws on abortion
a legal and medical practitioners’ committee should be set
up. Tlie State Government was supported in its refusal to
legislate for abortion on demand or on socio-economic
grounds. Abortion was approved for registered hospitals if
pregnancy endangered the life, physical or mental health
of the woman, if the foetus manifested defects or abnormali­
ties, or where the foetus Is the result of rape or Incest.

FAMILY PLANNING AND WELFARE: Conference recom­
mended Government subsidised agencies to give medical ad­
vice and Instruction on contraception and family planning
as prevention against abortion, that community aids and ser­
vices be provided to relieve the effects of inadequate hous­
ing, economic stringencies, and over-working of mothers
all of which may provoke abortions, and that mass media
and education through senior schools and colleges highlight
the tragic risks of abortion.
