BEATITUDES FOR THE AGING
Blessed are they who understand
my faltering step and shaky hand;
Blessed are they who know that
my ears today must strain to
catch the things they say;
Blessed are they who seem to know
that my eyes are dim and my wits
are slow;

Blessed are they who looked away
when coffee spilled at table today;
Blessed are they with a cheery smile
who stop to chat for a little while:
Blessed are they who know the ways
to bring back memories of yesterdays;
Blessed are they who know I’m at a loss
to find the strength to carry the Cross;
Blessed are they who ease the days
on my journey home in loving ways.

J^LDERLY people arc individuals — and I emphasise the
word ‘‘individuals’’ — from different backgrounds with

varying needs, happy in a multitude of environments, each
with his own personal and emotional characteristics.

If they arc to be allowed the self-respect and indi­
viduality which they enjoyed while younger, they must be
regarded as individuals and not be suddenly grouped to­
gether as a mass and treated as a single problem.

For this reason, the Government regards its partner­
ship with churches of all denominations as vitally impor­
tant. Churches deal with individuals at the grass roots of
our society. They operate in the community throughout the
nation as an integral part of the daily life of most people.
They arc in daily communication with those in need — and
there arc needs other than financial which the churches arc
in a unique position to deal with.

Part of the role of the churches in dealing with the
aged is in providing accommodation.

Long before the Commonwealth Government became
involved, churches were building and operating aged per­
sons' homes. Since 1954 the Government has helped
churches, charitable, benevolent and service organisations
and, more recently, local government Councils build almost

750 homes for the aged, providing accommodation and
nursing facilities for almost 35,000.

Almost half of these homes have been built in colla­
boration with churches, with the Government paying up
to two-thirds of the capital cost of each project. Churches
of Christ in Australia have received fifty-seven grants total­
ling $2,064,759, to provide accommodation for almost 750
people. This is a highly commendable effort.

The people who live in aged persons’ homes are not
always those who, from a financial hardship viewpoint, have
the greatest need.

Some with assets arc prepared to put money into an
aged persons’ home and live there in security for the rest
of their lives. This form of self-help and provision for
others in the future should not be discouraged.

Others would like, and need, to move into an aged
persons’ home, even though they cannot make a financial
contribution. The churches have, I believe, a special respon­
sibility to see that these people are not excluded.

Some of our old people, particularly those in older
suburbs, arc wedded to the environment which has been
theirs for years. They won’t — and perhaps, can’t — change.
They stay put. Some may be persuaded to move into an
aged persons’ home in the same suburb. But often the
availability and the cost of land in these districts makes
building such homes impossible. Again the churches may
have a role of education and persuasion. There arc others
who fear that an aged persons’ home will segregate them
from younger people and the main stream of life.

For these and others, the church can help the Govern­
ment in ensuring that those people entitled to pensions and
other benefits do in fact receive them.

This applies equally to the home care services, a
field which the Government wants to see developed to a
point where meals on wheels, home help, home nursing
and a wide range of medical and personal services are
provided to those old people who arc happiest in their own
homes.

The role of the church in caring for the aged is one
of many facets. It docs its job well. The Government plays
its part, providing capital and some income for organisa­
tions and income and other benefits to individuals. Neither
could be successful without the co-operation and assistance
of the other.

The Government and the churches are in partnership.
It is a partnership which has achieved much, but which
still has much to achieve.
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MEETING

HUMAN NEED

HE^ is a phrase characteristic of our Living Lord.
When challenged to present his credentials to John’s

questioning disciples he refused to produce evidence of his
Divinity or Sovereignty. His simple and direct testimony
concerned people at the point of need, “Go tell John the
things you have seen and heard, how:

The blind see, the lame walk, lepers arc cleansed, the
deaf hear, the dead arc raised, to the poor the gospel is
preached.”—Luke 7: 22.

But the real challenge comes at the point of our per­
sonal witness. How thrilling it is to realise the King’s inter­
rogation at the Judgment of the Great White Throne (Mat­
thew 25: 35) will not be concerned with my ability to
defeat sin, or give attention to religious formulae, attend

services or spend hours in prayer (at which point many
of us would be caught short and some of us very short!)
but it is his own testimony that counts:

“I was an hungered, and ye gave me meat; . . . thirsty
and ye gave me drink; ... a stranger, and yc took me
in; . . . naked, and yc clothed me; . . . sick and ye visited
me; ... in prison and yc came unto me”; and meeting our
surprised “When . . .?” He will confidently reply: “Inas­
much as yc have done it unto one of the least of these
my brethren, yc have done it unto me.”

And woe betide any of the Christian Church who fails
the test!

Thus your Social Service Committee has a Divine
Patron who only makes one demand — namely — that we
"go about doing good,” in His Name.

Today’s tangled world offers ample opportunity. It is
here your Social Service Department strengthens the arm
of each individual Christian; lengthens that arm to reach
further, multiplies the ability to act in love.

As an individual Christian I may do well at one or
two points of the world’s need. But what can you accom­
plish even if you multiply yourself half-a-dozen times with
the family of the prisoner or the prisoner himself; the unwed
mother; the deserted wife; those addicted to alcohol or
drugs; the delinquent youth; that breaking marriage or the
impending divorce?

Let me be quick to say many of you do wonders; but
the whole sordid business is becoming so complex that at
least some expertise is called for.

It is at this point your Church Social Service Com­
mittee provides you with experience and consecration at
the point of need. Your department does not claim to have
all the answers nor do we meet with one hundred percent
success. If it is any encouragement neither did the Master
and HE KNEW ALL THE ANSWERS. We do have some
answers. We know where to find other answers or put those
in need in touch with the right people. We can at least
lend our encouragement and support and often place our
financial resources at their disposal, and all in the name of
the Divine Social Worker, our Lord himself.

What a strength it is to know that, as though he was
fully aware of 20th Century complex living (and He is) our
Lord set his people to work at this point of human need.
If we require further proof we elicit the evidence of our
Lord's own brother James, who was absolutely certain
that "pure religion and undefiled before God and the
father is to visit the fatherless and widows in their affliction
and keep (ourselves) unspotted from the world.”—James
1: 27.

- FACE THE FACTS -
“ A LCOHOL is a drug as dangerous as any of the other

drugs they talk about," says L. M. Wright, Juvenile
Court Magistrate.

In Pentridge Jail, a survey showed that 60 per cent of
prisoners serving more than three months had alcohol asso­
ciated with their crimes.

Forty-one per cent of rape cases; 35 per cent of indecent
assault; 45 per cent of indecent exposure, were committed
with alcohol having been consumed by the offender.

"It is estimated that 1,500 people arc killed and 37,000
injured each year on /Australian roads because car drivers
have their abilities impaired by alcohol.”

And add to crime and the carnage on our roads, the
cost to industry of absenteeism and inferior work caused by
alcohol; the damaging effect on home and family often with
subsequent child neglect; the serious damage to health, both
physical and mental, it will be agreed that we are paying a
mighty high price for this widespread, respectable social
custom.

The Christian must always act with a sense of respon­
sibility for the lives and welfare of others. He always seeks
not his own good, but the good of his neighbour (1 Cor.
10: 24). He is not free to do as he pleases. He is free rather
to know and do the will of God in the upbuilding of one’s
fellowman.

The World is Hungry! - BO TOM CARE?
There is hunger in the world, but vari­

ous kinds of hunger.
There is first the physical hunger

caused by an '‘empty belly.” AH the poor
countries are suffering from this. We, in
our rich country, can hardly imagine
what it means to live on insufficient
energy.

In India, for instance, the vast majority

of the 511 million people arc living on
a daily ration of 1,500 calorics (we 3,000)
and 20 units of protein (we 80).

Today, 150.000 people died of hunger.

It ’ is not hard to imagine how those
people feel day after day, particularly
the ones who do physical work. And in
agriculture in these lands hardly any
work is done by machinery.

But there is another hunger, the one
which the Bible calls: "hunger for jus­
tice”. Since all people in the world be­
came more involved in world-communica­
tion. they know that their neighbours in
Australia and Europe and America live
a different way of life. They, at the bot­
tom of the scale of wealth look up at us
at the top, with envy. And there Is more
than envy’. The question is heard now,
louder and louder with the running of
time: "Is this fair?”

Is it fair that we have large Incomes,
technical aid, medical supplies, free edu­
cation up to secondary school level (and
many scholarships for high school and

university), industry and commerce on a
world-market?

There Is hunger for recognition. The
poor nations wish to be acknowledged as
fully qualified members of the family of
nations. They claim that as human
beings they are entitled to be treated
with the same dignity as we claim for
ourselves. They accuse us that we treat
them as beggars because they need help.
Is this fair?

What the poor countries need, and they
need it from us, is: technical assistance,
educational help, and the money and
capital for investment, without which all
the necessary changes cannot be imple­
mented.

Help as a hand-out can never be justi­
fied. Such kind of help degrades them
to beggars, abuses their human dignity.

The help they need is much bigger
than the Church members in the rich

countries are able to supply. Govern­
ments have to take up their responsibility
in this field. The Churches’ task is now
to appeal to the governments and the
people of the nations, by word and action.
If we speak only, without setting the ex­
ample. we act against our own words.
WE should teach the nations how to help
the poor countries by giving to such'a
degree that it cuts into our own home
budget and by spending the money in
the right way. So we commit ourselves
to this world-wide task by setting the
example.

Bill had been mentally sick and unknown to his wife, was obsessed with petty
thieving over which he had no control. At last he was apprehended and charged.
Ills wife called at the Church Welfare Office. Bill had been known by the church
for many years. What assistance can It give now? The best lawyer was engaged.
Character references were secured, psychiatric report obtained, representation made
at Court, and instead of a two-year prison sentence, a fine with a bond was imposed,
and with psychiatric treatment. Bill continued normal life.

Mrs. M. was referred to the Office by a neighbour. There was no food In the
house and father was unemployed. The rent due each week was $17. Income from
sickness benefit at the time was $22.

Misfortune and high rents had dogged their steps since arrival in Australia.
They had not saved a cent and now the children were hungry. Where could they
turn and who cared enough to help?

"My husband has been unfaithful to me. It has been going on for many years.
He always denied it. The children even felt I was too suspicious, but now they know.
They want me to leave him, but if I leave him, who will maintain me and the chil­
dren? They are my first concern. Can you help me to sec what is the right and best
thing to do?”

"I have been left with a family of sLx children,” a man said when he called at
the Church Office. "I am desperately in need of a housekeeper. A mother with a child
would be suitable if she could do the work. I hope you can help me.”

Bill and Mary had been married 12 months, but were finding adjustments diffi­
cult. Tilings were not as happy as they expected. They were concerned enough to
call at the church office and explain difficulties to a counsellor. Discussion enabled
them to understand each other better and paved the way for a happier relationship.

Mr. and Mrs. K. were Invalid pensioners. Doctor advised that their health would
be improved by the Queensland climate. They used their meagre savings to move
North. Housing to suit their family of five and their limited income was difficult to
find, and so disappointed and penniless, they returned—without furniture. They
were desperate and the whole family was divided until the Housing Trust provided
a house and C.F.A. paid the cost of releasing the furniture from Brisbane and return-

“Wo arc so glad to see you,” a migrant mother said as she
greeted the Migrant Chaplain of the Churches of Christ at the
station. “No one knows what it feels like arriving at your
destination and not knowing anyone. You will never know what
it meant to have you waiting there.”

This is the feeling most migrants have as they arrive in
their new homeland, and because people have cared and offered
their friendship and help, they have settled happily into their
new environment.

But so many have returned home again unhappy, dissatisfied.
It was not all that they expected. People were unfriendly, prices
high, and houses hard to obtain. The cause of their unpleasant
experience may have been in themselves, but then perhaps wc,
the Church, did not care enough.

A welcoming word, a handshake, an offer of help, an in­
vitation into your home may make all the difference to the
migrants when they arrive. It could completely change the im­
pression a migrant receives and it could make all the difference
to his future.

The church has helped many by caring. Can we care a
little more? Your Social Service Department is ready to assist
in this major task of integration. Ask how you may help. You
will be serving the migrant, the church, and the nation.

I WAS IN PRISON
Time to spend, time to waste, or read, or lie on your back

to stare at the ceiling. Seventeen hours out of each twenty-four
locked in a small stone cell. Hours to remember all of your life,
to try to remember where it all began.

I fell sure that my life was over, until I met the Prison
Chaplain who represented the church. His cheerful kindness
made me wonder about God and Jesus Christ. I’d had no need
of religion before, but perhaps it would help now. Carefully
chosen books by the Chaplain slowly drew my interest I began
to feel proud about never missing Divine Service. Then some of
the boys were allowed to bring their guitars and soon wc were
yelling out hymns to whanging accompaniment. Trouble and
need at home and the Chaplain immediately to the rescue.
Crisis averted al home and letters to advise of gifts of food and
clothing. How can I thank him? Revelations, dreams, or hal­
lucination? One morning I woke to know that Jesus Christ was
indeed alive! My whole altitude changed toward all the Officers
and my fellow Inmates. My life was far from over. My good
behaviour earned me many weeks of “time-off’. The day that I
was discharged, my friend and mentor, the Chaplain, had me
rigged out in good clothing and new shoes. He even showed
me how to tic a Windsor knot in the new tic he gave me. Then
he drove me home, and cleared out, as soon as he saw me in
the arms of my loved ones.

I now attend church every Sunday. I have a good job,
everything in my world is going well.

In my moments of silent prayer, I give praise and thanks
to God, for revealing to me the love of Jesus, who is my daily
companion.

I look at my friend the Chaplain, and think, “I was
prison — and you cared." God grant that he can continue
show others the way.

CHAPTER CLOSES

WILL n. CLAY, ALB.E.

A significant chapter on evangelism
and social concern closed on July 24, 1970,
when God called into his presence a great
stalwart, Will H. Clay, in his 96th year.

W. H. Clay was bom in Birmingham,
England, on March 4, 1875. At the nge
of two he migrated with his parents to
Australia in a sailing vessel. A home was
established on the outskirts of Sydney.
Boyhood days weaved into the texture of
his being stalwart, physical, mental and
spiritual qualities. In early manhood a
depression period in Industry accounted
for a toughening, testing seafaring ex­
perience. He arrived in England desti­
tute, being shipwrecked off the coast of
France. Fortune favoured him in securing
a room in a house next door to the
church in which a tablet testified that
C. H. Spurgeon made his confession in
this building. He made frequent visits to
the church and was overtaken by a wist­
ful longing that God would do through
him the kind of work he had done
through Spurgeon.

After his return to Australia an amal­
gam of personal experiences — evangel­
istic work, study of the scriptures, asso­
ciation with members of Churches of
Christ advocating a Biblical approach to
unity — resulted in strong convictions
and a desire to give himself wholly to
the Lord’s work in full-time ministry’.
The gateway to the fulfilment of such
desires was flung wide open. The Vic­
torian Home Mission Committee invited
him to serve as a song leader in evangel­
istic work. His association as song evan­
gelist with Thomas Hagger and Gilbert
Chandler lives In the memory of thou­
sands. His outstanding resident ministries
were nt Subiaco, W.A., and South Mel­
bourne, Chelsea and Ormond, Vic. In
three years at South Melbourne he bap­
tised nearly 300, built a youth choir of
40 voices and used It as a fluent evangel­
istic aid. His proclamation of the gospel
was always positive in character. He
preached for public decision. His appeal
was to the will rather than to the emo­
tion and the intellect.

Tiie beginnings of Social Service in
Churches of Christ In Victoria were
largely concerned with the question of
Temperance.

Di 1923 the character of the work was
broadened and became known as the
Social Service Committee. In 1926 W. H.
Clay was appointed part-time secretary
and later full-time secretary. He quickly
proved himself a capable organiser and
administrator. Depression followed World
War I. Benevolent work of some magni­
tude was demanded and the committee’s
side lines became mainlines. His broad
sympathies became fashioned into sane
policies and enterprises. Ideas that used
him were the Christian Guest Home at
Oakleigh, Emmaus Rest Home at Mur-
rumbeena, Will H. Clay Nursing Home at
Murrumbeena and the Christian Fellow­
ship Association. Notwithstanding the
pressures of his responsibilities as Direc­
tor of Churches of Christ Social Service,
he was conspicuous by his activities in
many and varied public services. He dis­
tinguished himself at one stage as an
advocate of the mentally ill. In recog­
nition of such services he was appointed
in 1956 as a Member of the Most Dis­
tinguished Order of the British Empire
(M.BK).

His spiritual insights made him a wise
counsellor. As counsellor he never de­
scended to “hand-out” tactics to escape
attention of the real personal problem.
He sent many away empty handed but
buoyant with the knowledge of the divine
resources available. Those granted an in­
timate friendship with W. H. Clay know
his personal qualities, such as tenacity of
purpose, a sense of humour, songs in the
heart, freshness of memory, a durable,
simple faith and a Good Samaritan-like
application of that faith.

Life’s autumn for him had much of
the loveliness that God gives to that sea­
son. The loveliness of his wedding day
was relived seventy times when on Dec.
17, 1968, he and Ills wife celebrated their
70th wedding day anniversary. To the
very last day of ids life he had ids wife
at his side befriending him. He never
tired expressing his gratitude for so great
a providential favour.

He made it known to his son, Dr. Leslie
Clay, that he desired a private cremation.
This wish was fulfilled. T. V. Weir,
minister of the Oakleigh church, and
O. J. Lord, minister of the Burwood East

church, officiated at the mortuary chapel
and at the crematorium.

Mr. and Mrs. Clay went into residence
in Oct., 1969, at the Christian Guest
Home, Oakleigh, where Matron E. A. Gall
and stall are still tenderly caring for
Mrs. Clay in her advancing years. Mr.
Clay is also survived by his son, Dr.
Leslie Clay and his wife, two grand­
daughters, and eight great-grandchildren.

NEWLY-ELECTED ARCHBISHOP
DIES

Canon Coaldrakc, for 13 years Chair­
man of the Anglican Australian Beard of
Missions, had been elected Archbishop of
Brisbane and Metropolitan of Queensland
only 12 days before he died.

He was a member of the national
Executive of the Australian Council of
Churches and of the Executive of the
Council’s Division of Mission.

Frank Coaldrake was bom in Brisbane
in 1912, a member of a family of six
children. A trained teacher, he was an
honours graduate of the Univ, of Qld.
before serving as a Travelling Secretary
of the Australian Student Christian
Movement.

Ordained at the ago of 30, he served
first with the Brotherhood of St. Laur­
ence in the inner suburban Melbourne
parish of Fit^roy and was warden cf a
hostel for working boys and single men.

Readily idvntiflylng himself with the
needs of his parishioners, he became
known as a champion of human rights
and on one occa. ion drew public atten­
tion to the inequities of current practice
in regard to rents by squatting for several
weeks on a verandah ta prevent an evic­
tion.

His conscience was revolted by war. A
pacifist during World War II, he went
to Japan after the war and for ten years
served in rural areas practising a minis­
try of reconciliation.

Essentially a man of Gcd. ids faith led
him to strongly laid conviction.. on social
questions and to a pa._ir.n;V.c cor.um for
i vangelLm.—A.C.C.

Dame Annabelle Rankin, D.B.E., Minister for Housing
in the Federal Parliament, ofllcially opened the Anniversary
Garden Party and Site Dedication that marked the function
and Mrs. M. Carey unveiled the memorial plaque. Eleven
units will be built in the Cecil Carey Memorial Court and
these will be available at low rental to residents of the Gold
Coast or Albert Shire who qualify for residence on a "need”
basis.

In addition to the Carey Memorial Court the Queensland
Social Service Committee will erect 14 additional self-con­
tained units built on the donor-endowment principle. These
should be ready for occupation by March next year. These
units will bring the residential strength of the Village to
90 people.

(2) State Cabinet officially sanctions Family Group
Home

The seventh day of the seventh month, 1970, will be
remembered by our churches as the day we officially moved
Into the realm of Child Care. On this day we received official
permission to proceed with the erection of the first of our
"Family Group Homes" for Children.

The idea is to give guidance at the point of credit, finan­
cial budgeting, and planning on the family income. This
need is evident not only for low income brackets but middle
and upper income groups find it equally profitable to discuss
their financial difficulties.

After initial counselling a programme is mapped out
to enable spending to be controlled and the support of the
requisite firms, lending authorities, and banks, is sought to
alleviate distress where the burden is too great.

It is determined to maintain the spiritual emphasis of
the counselling and to this end a meeting has been set up
on Tuesday evenings where both counsellors and shepherds
can mingle with the counselled and share their Christian
experience.

It is interesting to see Protestants and Roman Catholics
finding a common need met for them at the Saviour's feet.
No one is asked to stifle one iota of their faith and the
mere fact that in the group were at least six people who
declared they had no faith whatsoever gives an outreach
any church would be proud to have.

One of the leading members of the committee happens
to be the Deputy Director of Taxation for Queensland. Know­
ing the need for finance he happened to mention this to a
group in one quarter and immediately an offer of $5,000 was
forthcoming with the promise that if tills counselling group
could prove their wortii over the next years the gift could
easily become an annual one. Plans are already in hand for
the setting up of similar groups in both Toowoomba and
Maryborough.—E. T. HART.

. Planned for Maryborough the home will be built right
under the shadow of the Baddow church and will be a modem
brick structure to accommodate 10 children plus the House
Parents.

This new adventure is the forerunner of some eight or
ten of these homes spread across the State in the foreseeable
future. Maryborough is to be congratulated on catching the
vision to build the first of these homes. The Lions Clubs of
Maryborough have subscribed $8,000 toward a total of
$11,500 os our share of the project. The State Government
provides a similar sum os a 50;o subsidy. It is expected that
the home will be ready for occupation by Christmas of this
year. The appointment of "parents” is still open and anyone
interested should write to the Director of the Social Service
Committee, 363 Gregory Terrace, Brisbane, Qld., 4000, for
information ns to the appointment.

(3) Christian Consumer Credit Counselling:
For many years the Social Service Committee has been

concerned nt the malicious damage uncontrolled credit avail­
ability does to homes both Christian and otherwise. The same
concern was evinced by Vic. Davis, a retired bank manager
who works with “Life Line” In Brisbane. Hearing of our in­
terest he invited us to join a group to work under the um­
brella of Life Line but to comprise representative's of all
church groups. Over the past six months efforts have been
made to get this off the ground. The group is now function­
ing ns an entity with more than 00 "accounts” to care for
already.

“RADICAL SOLUTION" FOR
LATIN AMERICA

A Colombian R.C. Priest, Father Rene
Garcia, said there seems no answer to
the poverty and exploitation of Latin
America’s masses short of "a totally
radical solution.”

Father Garcia, who works in a slum
outside Bogota and is a spokesman for
the radical Golconda Movement of
Colombian priests, addressed the World
Encounter of Lutheran Youth at Thonon,
France, on: "Towards a More Human
World.”

Father Garcia said that foreign im­
perialism is tlie major obstacle to the
development of Latin America, and ad­
vocated the overthrow of those govern­
ments that profit from under-develop­
ment.

In Latin America, Father Garcia was
particularly critical of several North
American companies which he said "get
all the riches.”—EJ»JS.

(Geneva). Dr. D. T. Niles, a president of the World Council of Churches and
chairman of the East Asia Christian Conference, died in Vellore, Indio, on July 17,
after a short but serious illness. Dr. Niles, or "D.T.” as he was known to his friends
and colleagues throughout the world, was born in Jaffna, North Ceylon in 1908. He
was trained for the Methodist ministry in Bangalore, South India and read philosophy
at the University of London.

He joined the World Y.M.C.A. staff in Geneva as evangelism secretary and in
that capacity lectured extensively at universities in the United States. He became
well known for his Bible studies and the study of Christianity in relation to non-
Christion religions.

Although D. T. Niles had an abiding commitment to the global work of the
church, he was devoted, too, to his own Methodist communion and the continent
from which he came. He served Ills own church in Ceylon as Principal of Jaffna
Central College, a Methodist school, and was also pastor of a Methodist church there.
When the East Aslan Christian Conference was formed in 1957 it was inevitable
that D.T. should be invited to become its first General Secretary, a post he filled
with great distinction and energy until his retirement in 1968.

At the World Council of Churches' Fourth Assembly In Uppsala, Sweden, 1968,
it was D. T. Niles who was selected in the place of Martin Luther King Jr. to preach
the opening sermon. Later at that meeting he was elected a President of the World
Council and attended the last meeting of the Central Committee in Canterbury,
England in 1969.

Dr. Eugene Carson Blake, General Secretary of the World Council of Churches,
on hearing of the death of Dr. Niles said that the loss of D. T. Niles Is the loss of
the whole Church. “For many years he had been one of the great creative leaders
of the Methodist Communion but his influence, beginning with his Student Chris­
tian Movement days had been exerted upon the leadership of all the churches. He
remained to the end one of the most progressive and creative minds and spirits.
We shall sorely miss his leadership."

At the World Convention in Adelaide in October this year, Dr. Niles was to
have inaugurated the Jesse M. Bader Lectureship on Contemporary Evangelism and
also planned to deliver one of the major evening addresses of the Convention.—EJP.S.

U.N. TOLD TO SET OBJECTIVES
(Geneva). The World Council of

Churches has told the Economic and
Social Commission of the U.N. that the
World Council endorsed the demands for
a more "wholehearted sharing of world
resources," but suggested that the inter­
national community should define what
it regards as "minimal social objectives"
to be achieved for all men by 1985. The
Council said it saw the launching of the
Second Development Decade as a sign of
hope, but even if the most ambitious
proposals arc implemented there will re­
main "a terrifying burden of poverty,
wretchedness and despair in the poorer
countries.”

The Council said it feared the speed
of change will be slow as long as it is 

determined by the interest of the power­
ful. The rich and militarily strong
nations, it said, will continue to pay scant
regard to the interests of the relatively
poor and powerless nations. And ruling
oligarchies will not fashion a develop­
ment policy that will meet the needs cf
the people while they are free to Ignore
those needs."

It called for an international policy
that will demand a much faster develop­
ment of common markets, regional group­
ings and federal relationships and there­
fore pave the way for a world conunu­
nity.

It added that a “drastic reduction” in
arms budgets would help the development
programmes of many nations.—EPS.

SCIENCE AND RELIGION
(Geneva). Scientists prodded church­

men into fresh thinking on the major
ethical problems resulting from modern
biological discoveries, at a conference
sponsored by the W.C.C. Led by Prof.
Charles Birch, a biologist from the Uni­
versity of Sydney, they said they were
somewhat disappointed when the theo­
logians present could not come up with
ready-made answers.

The conference on “the future of man
and society in a world of science-based
technology” did, however, begin a dia­
logue between natural and social scien­
tists, tc-chnologlsts and theologians that
could signal the end of a long and
generally sterile conflict between science
and religion.

The demand that the Church should
offer at least ethical guidelines has al­
ready opened up new ways of working
together in the interest of human wel­
fare.—EF-S.

A.V.A. COMMENDED
The Minister for External Affairs, Mr.

McMahon, jiut returned from Asia, has
commended the Australian Volunteers
Abroad (A.VA.) programme with a call
for Australian youth to take part.

“I am truly proud of the work done
by these volunteers," he said. "In the
ultimate, foreign relations depend on
people. People who are prepared to be­
come involved In the every-day life of
the lr fellow-men In other lands; people
who, through their understanding, can
interpret one culture for the other,” he
added.

“The young Australians who under the
Australian Volunteers Abroad pro­
gramme serve in Papua and New Guinea
and in the countries of Asia, the Paci­
fic and Africa—do just this."

A.VJL Volunteers have worked in 14
countries. They are provided with return
air fares, accommodation and living
allowances. They serve for one or two
year terms.

During this year a vigorous Australia-
wlde campaign has sought, to interest
teachers, nurses, tradesmen and other
skilled Australians in Joining the 1C3
volunteers currently serving overseas.

AFFAIRS IN ULSTER
To the Editor,

Under the heading of “The Stirrers'’
(A.C. 25/7/70), Mrs. V. Daniels made cer­
tain statements that should be corrected
regarding affairs In Ireland, and which
could bring in irrelevant matters.

The three per cent of Protestants In
Eire is nearer 30 per cent and they are
still there. I have made several visits to
and did live a little while in Eire. I have
also similarly visited Ulster. I have also
made some study of Irish history. The
Protestants of the South are somewhat
pampered politically, being granted equal
rights in representation. I found no
bigotry, particularly towards church­
going Protestants. As for political Pro­
testants (Orangemen) that may be a
different story.

The I.R.A. Is not involved in Ulster.
They are ruthlessly efficient and their
methods of warfare clear-cut, and the
acknowledgment of their acts one of
their greatest weapons. All this is absent.
The riots in Ulster follow the same grim
and horrible pattern since the 1830s, long
before the origin of the LRA. There is
unlikely to be any significant southern
influence at all in the material sense.

For those who want to understand

these riots, read Andrew Boyd's “Holy
War in Belfast" (Anvil Books).

If petrol bombs were the most danger­
ous things used in these riots there would
be a lot less maiming and killing than
there is. As far as I know, no one has
been burnt to death with them or suffer­
ed injury comparable to the use of bricks
or bullets. Regrettably, the most casual­
ties have always been caused by police
bullets.

The real culprits are the Orange Lodges
and evil ranters like Paisley. But the real
trouble stems from the fact that Ulster
was "planted" with "Protestants" to root
out the native Irish who happened to be
Catholic and after three centuries they
have not succeeded. If they cannot live
in peace with the native Irish then the
solution will be for them to leave.

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• PLANNED GIVING

THE RESISTERS
By E. C. KEATING

Whenever the leaders of a church
seek to lead Its members Into some new
experience there will be Inevitable resist­
ance from some quarters. The positive
challenge of a planned giving programme
will be no different and a church em­
barking -on such an adventure should
not be surprised when resistance begins
to manifest Itself.

It Is stressed that if a person objects
to planned giving and refuses to partici­
pate, his objection is respected and no
pressure will be put on him to partici­
pate.

Resistance to a planned giving pro­
gramme is an interesting phenomenon
and shows Itself in varying forms. There
is the quiet refusal to participate in such
a programme but an acceptance of the
right of others to make up their own
mind according to their own conscience.
This is in contrast to the occasionally
militant resistant groups that will make
emotional outbursts in private and public
meetings that will Include threats of
leaving the church or giving their money
elsewhere. On rare occasions such groups
have been known to resort to petitions,
gross misrepresentations of the principles
of planned giving or an organised visit­
ation of the membership prior to the pro­
gramme. A general heading for such re­
actions could be “pressure tactics."

Such a reaction is not common, but
when it does arise, it need not be feared.
Generally an obvious resistance serves to
strengthen the church in what it is seek­
ing to do and is a quickly forgotten factor
after the programme. The overall benefits
minimize the results of resistance.

It is not a cynical comment to say that
most who resist a planned giving pro­
gramme are fearful of their token giving
habits being revealed, r say most as it
MUST be recognised that among the
objectors there are some who genuinely
believe the principles of planned giving
arc contrary to their understanding of
the Scriptures or are ignorant of the
principles of planned giving. On the other
hand, it is a fact that the pledged giver
will average an amount 2 to 3 times
greater than the non-pledgcd giver. It
can safely be anticipated that the 60%
of active member families in a church
will pledge and give 80%-90% of the
offering. It is an unavoidable fact that
the non-pledgcd giver will average a
nominal rate of giving.

(Mr. Keating Is Field Officer for the
Vlc.-Tas.

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Very few objectors will be convinced
of the validity of planned giving by argu­
ment. Some may change their mind when
they see that many of their fears are
unfounded and see the spiritual and
material blessings of a programme. It is
of interest, however, to detail some of the
usual objections and to sec if they can-
be answered.

1. “Identifiable giving is contrary to
Scripture." (Usual text — “Don’t let your
right hand know what your left hand is
doing.” Matt. 6:3). The spirit of the
passage is to warn against boasting and
outward show in relation to acts of
charity. Actually, our secret systems of
giving are contrary to the spirit of scrip­
ture. The Jew certainly did not try to
hide his tithes of wheat and oxen in an
offering envelope. There are incidents
in the New Testament where it is- obvious
that giving was Identifiable. (Acts 4:37,
Acts 5:1-2, Mark 12:41-44). The spirit
of the New Testament teaching is giving
that Is regular, planned, proportionate
and the responsibility of all — 1 Cor.
16: 2. Planned giving certainly emphasises
these points.

2. “if people were dedicated, there
would be no need to ask them to give.”
Experience has shown a definite need of
education in stewardship, even among
the most dedicated. In some of our
churches where personal commitment to
Christ Is more strongly stressed the in­
crease in giving has been the same as
other churches. Planned giving empha­
sises the need of total dedication to
Christ.

3. “Nobody is going to tell me what
to give" One of the myths of planned
giving. The visitor will help the person
arrive at a reasonable figure If his help
is required, but will not tell a person
what he should give.

4. "Too much pressure." The word
pressure" Is ombltmous. If pressure

means the same os the objection above
the point Is already nnswered. It It means’
challenge to fuller Christian llvlnrr, then
It Is the essence of a planned fflvlnc nro-
gramme. *

7. “Why pledge cards?” Pledge cards
are a means of helping a person make
a meaningful decision as well as an in­
dication to the church of anticipated in­
come. The meaningful decision can be
a contrast to “giving what I can afford”
which can often mean "giving what is
left over ..." It is a statement that you
will “try to give" and is not legally bind­
ing. Decision cards are used in other
areas of Christian living (e.g. abstinence,
Christian Endeavour promises).

8. “Some churches send out bills.”
Churches are encouraged to send a quar­
terly letter to all givers indicating the
financial progress of the church and
thanking them for their support. The
letter gives an indication as to the pro­
gress of the individual’s giving so that
the giver might know his own position.
Such a letter is not a bill.

9. “The church should have faith.”
It certainly should, but what do you
mean by faith? “Faith” does not mean
stepping blindly into the unknown, but
obedience and trust in Christ. Faith is
not irregular and token commitment to
the stewardship of possessions, but obedi­
ence to the demand to present ourselves
as “living sacrifices.” We as individual
Christians appreciate the regular weekly
Income to meet our financial commit­
ments. Surely the church can act with
more faith where she has the same bene­
fits that we enjoy.

10. “The church has no need of more
money, (a) If the church is to be the
true church, i.c. in continuous mission
for Christ, her needs are never met; (b)
We do not give according to the needs
of the church. We give as an expression
of our gratitude to Christ and to demon­
strate the reality of our faith.

CONCLUSION:
We do not apologise for planned giving.

Its principles have a strong validity that
has stimulated and blessed many of our
churches. If our courage falls when re­
sistance rises, then we can prune our
principles and make our faith a "faith
of the cushion and not of the Cross.”
God forbid that we degenerate to the
type of faith that knows little of chal­
lenge and progress.

1,000 YOUNG PEOPLE IN
SERVICE PROJECTS

(Geneva). Some 41 voluntary projects
in 22 countries are expected to involve
more than 1,000 young volunteers, accord­
ing to the Ecumenical Youth Service
office, in the Youth Department of the
world Council of Churches.

Almost one-half dozen projects will
take teams of volunteers usually number­
ing around 20, to live and work in racially
mixed communities in Great Britain to
seek to reconcile various factions and
groups.

Development schemes will be assisted
by young volunteers working in India
(irrigation projects) Korea (urban and

community organization) and the
Pacific Islands (building construction) •
The programme in Africa ranges from
construction of schools to village resettle­
ment, operations. In Congo-Kinshasa the
youth will help on a pilot farm.—E.P.S.

it, advertise it, and sell It—it’s just a natural catastrophe,
like cancer.

If such a premise is correct and alcoholism is actually
a disease then someone should immediately ring the bells,
sound the alarm, and alert the nation. Public health officials
should be told that a disease is being produced on the
assembly lines and being shipped to every town and city of
our country and that it is being sold, in bottled form, in
hundreds of stores throughout the land.

If alcoholism is a disease, the question should be asked.
“Why is tiffs particular disease being promoted among our
people?”

All-out efforts are being made to stamp out all other
diseases, moss inoculations are given, research centres are
established. Why, then, is the spread of this disease being
encouraged throughout the breadth of the land and why are
our young people, through the media of advertising, being
encouraged to become its victims?

If alcoholism is a disease, why doesn’t some smart, enter­
prising young fellow start exploiting the other diseases? Just
think how the advertising agencies could glamourise typhoid.
cancer, syphlllls, and heart disease. Imagine the full page
coloured ads. that our magazines could run—“Men of distinc­
tion recommend that rising young executives buy’ heart
trouble”; “Typhoid Mary heartily endorses this product";
and "Arc you having more ’flu and enjoying it less?" Think
what enormous profits could be made, if we could persuade
the majority of citizens that it was as smart and glamorous
to catch the other diseases as it Is smart and glamorous to
drink alcohol.

If alcohol is a disease, why is It the only disease In the
history of mankind that men profit from because they foster
its growth?

CHANGES FOR THE MINISTRY
Ilic trickle of clergymen leaving the ministry soon will

become a growing stream unless “great changes” are made
soon, said Gerald J. Jud. general secretary for evangelism,
United Church of Christ.

“Hundreds of ministers will leave the ministry unless great
changes are made soon," he said. “One of the fearsome
tilings is that in all likelihood the wrong men will quit — the
most imaginative, those with a hook on the future, those who
are aware of change and the need for it.

“We must put pressure on the ‘system’ to change and
make room for the most imaginative people.”

Dr. Jud spoke of a study he made of 370 men who hod left
the United Church ministry over five years, and an equal
number of clergymen still active in the ministry, chosen at
random. The answers were alarmingly alike, he warned.

He grouped the reasons given to him for leaving the
ministry under three main categories.

3 Lack of skills, which he called “most important of all.”
“Bath ministers and former ministers say they did not

get adequate training for the Job.” he said. “They don’t have
skills needed for th£lr work today. The main skills they
need ta know, but don't, arc secular — knowledge of how
people change and how institutions change."

o Failure of support systems. By tills he means superiors.
fellow ministers and wives, to whom a minister looks for moral
support when he is "in trouble.”

Usually superiors and fellow ministers forsake a man. and
the burden is too great for hLs wife alone. Dr. Jud said. Some­
times marital relations are strained in such a case, he noted.

• Role confusion, by which he means that a minister
“has a different picture in his mind about hi; job from the
picture the lav people have in their heads about what Ids
jab is.

“Tiie main disagreement is about the public er private
nature of religion.” the evangelism executive said. — “The
Christian."

PAPERS ON LIFE AND FAITH

THE ONE-ARMED BANDIT Following the recent meeting of State and Com­
monwealth leaders to negotiate State cash needs, Victoria, as usual, complained
that it was unjustly treated. There was a suggestion that Victoria might have
to introduce poker machines to help overcome its financial difficulties. Sir
Henry Bolte, Victoria's Premier, reacted strongly against the idea.
Of course, there were seme who said sharply that Sir Henry's stance was simply
a reflection of the old-fashicncd Victorian way of life—trams, dull week-ends, and
the kill-joy philosophy of the non-swingers.
But Sir Henry has had time enough to look at the advantages and disadvantages
of poker machines in N.S.W. and he has quite properly reached the ccnclusicn
that the cost would be greater than the gain. Even the apparent economic
adv.mt.igcs may be more than offset by hidden economic losses.
“Australian Retailer'' is a journal that is not directly concerned with moral and
spiritual issues, but it is directly concerned with economic matters. In its
editorial for June, 1970, it surveyed gambling in the State of N.S.W.
The editorial declared that people in N.S.W. in 1968-69 lost SI28.3 million cn
poker machines. This estimate is based cn poker machine supplementary tax
receipts of $19.3 million, 15% of the net takings. This loss represents $48 27
for every person in N.S.W. over 21. (Under 21-year-olds are forbidden to play
the machines). Since hundreds of thousands do not gamble in this way, the
average losses of those who do must be frighteningly large.
Poker machines account for more than half the total gambling losses of the
State. Poker machines—$128 million; lotteries—$19 million; T.A.B.—$25.8
million; cn-course tote—$6 million; on-course bookmaking—$42.3 million;—
Total $221 4 million. Such gambling losses represent over 3% of the State's
disposable income and is increasing every year.
The magnitude of the gambling business in N.S.W. is evident when measured
against amounts spent on goods—furniture and floor covering—$160 million;
electrical goods—$172 million; chemists' supplies—$179 million. It is easy to
agree with “Australian Retailer" that "the implications are indeed staggering."
The States which arc so far spared the poker machine disease would do well to
keep it cut.
The churches will be strengthened in their opposition to increased facilities for
gambling—not because they arc spoil sports, but because gambling itself is the
real kill-joy—gambling increases all of the ills it is alleged to cure.

CHURCH WITH T.V. Cohu Electronics, Inc., San Diego, Cal., U.S.A., have sent
us information on setting up a T.V. station in the local church. Photographs
show Mississippi's Parkview Baptist Church where, each Sunday, the service
conducted by the Rev. Rolfe E. Dorsey, is seen and heard by an estimated
300,000 people. There arc two separate crows of seven men each who arc all
church members and give their services voluntarily. The telecast director is vice-
president of a bank, a forestry worker and a safety official arc the cameramen.
They arc assisted by a local football star and a service station operator. A
pharmaceutical salesman is the announcer and an electrician handles the
•lighting. There are two studio-type cameras, one is mobile with a zoom lens,
and the other is stationary with a telescopic lens. A local commercial T.V.
station picks up the telecast by microwave and sends it out over its transmitter.
A Melbourne T.V. firm estimates that the cost of setting up your church as a
T.V. station would bo about $18,500, plus, of course, the charges by the
commercial station to pick up and transmit the telecasts. If your church has
that kind of money there would still be the Australian Broadcasting Control
Board In the way. I am told that it Is much harder to get on the sight and
sound waves here than it is in the U.S.A.

THE NAME OF THE GAME The name of the game could be trade, it, certainly
isn't cricket. The British Labour Government of a few weeks ago wouldn't even
play cricket with the South Africans, r.ow the new Conservative Government
has announced that the existing ban on the sale of arms will be lifted. It was
pointed out that Britain doesn't love apartheid and that the arms are to be
used for external defence only. Both points were greeted with mocking laughter
all over what is left cf the Commonwealth. In fact, the immediate result is likely
to be the withdrawal of Tanzania and Uganda from the Commonwealth Kenya,
Canada, India, and Nigeria are also likely to react strongly. Britain will also come
under strong attack in the United Nations. In the face of all this loss of
friends and prestige, what are Britain's gains?
We await with some fear, Australia's reaction. Among the nations, we arc more
and more being counted as the friends of the e who have denied the principle
of fair play—South Africa, Portugal and Rhodesia.

Frank Laubach, known as the “apostle

to the illiterates,” died on June 11, at
the age of 85. Death was attributed to
acute leukemia.

Through his “each one teach one”
approach to literacy, untold millions of
persons around the world learned to read.
His last book, Forty Years With the
Silent Billions, was due oil the press ten
days after his death.

Dr. Laubach was one of the best-
known missionary figures of the 20th cen­
tury. He went to the Philippines in 1915.
His literacy work took on major propor­

tions in 1930, and in 1935 he founded the
World Literacj' Committee.

The techniques of the Laubach method,
involving word-syllable charts, has been
utilized by scores of projects and organ­
izations, including the Peace Corps and
the Agency for international Development
(AID).

Missionaries by the thousands, of every
denomination, have used or studied his
books and literacy material.

Dr. Laubach never retired. He was
active in Laubach Literacy, Inc., with
headquarters in Syracuse, up to the time
of his death.

CHRISTIAN EDUCATION IN
SCHOOLS

(TAS.). Members of the Protestant
churches in Tasmania are rejoicing ovet
the breakthrough In Christian Education
In schools. At a recent meeting of Heads
of Churches, the R.C. Church, the Church
of England, and the free churches agreed
In principle to a new approach to Scrip­
ture instruction in schools. Henceforth,
teaching will be on n class-basis using an
agreed syllabus, and pupils will be taught
by staff members and/or visiting instruc­
tors who will be approved by the Educa­
tion Dept, and church leaders.

"CRUSADING DOWN UNDER"
By Alan Nichols and Warwick Olson. (Worldwide
Publications, Minnesota). $1.00 (postage 25c).
During the 1968-69 Graham Crusades in Australia and

New Zealand the team’s evangelists spoke directly to 1,084 540
people apart from the millions they reached through T.V.,
radio and landline. 44,453 responded publicly to the invitation
to commit themselves to Christ. This book is a record in
word and picture of those Crusades.

There are over 320 photos as well as objective reporting
and informed comment by Alan Nichols and Warwick Olson.
The photos indicate the wide impact of Graham. There are
plenty of V.I.P.’s, State Governors, Archbishops, and leading
laymen, and there are many pictures of ordinary people.

As two-thirds of the population of Australia and New
Zealand is crowded into cities and suburbia, it was in the
crowded places where they had most of the action, but
there was a wide outreach. One of the team members (Ralph
Bell, called “yulnu” meaning black brother), is photographed
at Elcho Island, Groote Eylandt, Warrlbrl Mission and Dar­
win (the city with “the highest alcohol consumption, the
highest road accident rate, and the highest divorce rate in
Australia). Team members also went into prisons, universi­
ties, shopping complexes, indoor and outdoor stadia.

There arc many pictures of the large crowds which
attended the Crusades. If you were there it is possible that
you arc also in the book.

■ The design of the book by Graham Wade is attractive
and professional. There is fine type on good art paper. The
book is well worth $1 to have this record of the Graham
Crusades down under.

"AN EVANGELICAL THEOLOGY OF MISSIONS"
By Harold Lindscll (Zondervan). $2.75.
This was originally published in 1949 under the title

of “A Christian Philosophy of Missions,” and this edition
is said to have been revised. However, there is little evi­
dence of revision. The author has been recently appointed as
editor of the influential evangelical “Christianity Today" and
this appointment has doubtless renewed interest in Lindscll’s
earlier writings.

There was a lot of controversy over missions in the 1940's
due to the controversial "Rethinking Missions" of 1932 and
the subsequent Madras Conference of 1938. The reaction to
these was delayed because of the Second World War. “Re­
thinking Missions" was the published report of the Laymen’s
Foreign Mission Enquiry. It was regarded as a surrender
of the position of uniqueness and absoluteness which Justi­
fied the whole programme of missionary outreach by the
churches. It had liberal and humanistic attitudes which were
partly corrected by the Madras Conference. But many felt
that there had to be a clear call to a new missionary com­
mitment.

Modem means of travel had put within the grasp of the
church the means of evangelising the world and what was
needed was to relight the fires of missionary’ enthusiasm.
Llndsell's book was one of many which spoke for evangelical
Christianity. Its chapter headings Include: The Word of
God, the Gospel, the Inadequacy of the Non-Chrlstlan Reli­
gions, and the Holy Spirit and Missions.

"ON THE OTHER SIDE " An Evangelical Report.
(Scripture Union, Emu Book Agencies). $1.20.
The National Assembly’ of Evangelicals in the United

Kingdom set up a Commission on Evangelism to consider
the best ways of reaching unchurched people at national.
local, and personal levels. This is the report of that Com­
mission. A survey was first made and although it was limited
to England, many of its findings are suggestive of the situa­
tion in our country. There are also many valuable clues
to our own evangelistic directions.

The book looks at the sociological environment in which

the church witnesses to the gospel. the many changes that
have taken place, the effects of urbanisation and mass media,
the Influence of migration to England. Different methods
of evangelism are presented and evaluated. An important

.section deals with the biblical basis for evangelism, its mean­
ing, its purpose, its targets, and its practitioners.

"LIFT-OFF!"
By James C. Heflcy. (Zondervan). $4.40.
This book talks about the faith and religious views of

those who pioneered the U.S. space programme and how the
scientific discoveries affect their Christian convictions and
attitudes. Some of the big names of space flight are here:
Wemhcr von Braun. John Glenn, Ed. White, Commander
Frank Borman and many others. There is plenty of excite­
ment here as we live through John Glenn’s epic flight with
a loo.'C heat shield that threatened disaster at his re-entry,
as we walk with Ed. White in space only 20 months before
he, Gus Grissom, and Roger Chaffee, died while testing
in an Apollo spacecraft, as we move with Apollo 8 across
the boundary’ between the earth and the moon. John Glenn
said, “Space travel is ju.-.t another step in man’s exploration
of the environment which Gcd gave him.” This Look is
about the men on the way to the moon, man’s first great
step out there.

"LIFE IS TREMENDOUS"
By Chas. E. Jones. (Coverdale House, Emu Book
Agencies). $2.20.
A happy book on leadership by a salesman who became

converted and started to sell Chrl-tianity with enthusiasm.
Tremendous Jones says that reading these pages will be
one of tile most profitable tilings you have ever done.

TOW DO CHILDREN W©»IP?

By RICHARD LAWTON

There is an important trend in Chris­
tian education today to go beyond the
teaching of facts about God and Chris­
tianity into the field of Involving the
students in experiences which lead them
closer to God himself. Tills is one of
the reasons why the place of worship
is considered important in the Chris­
tian Life Curriculum materials. Schools
are encouraged to link their teaching
with worship in the class situation, so
that what the children learn is taken
up in worship experience which will
bring them nearer to God. Schools are
also encouraged to Involve children as
much as possible in the worship of the
whole congregation.

In the past, our idea of worship for
children has often been a 5 to 30 min­
ute general assembly for the whole Sun­
day school. The children of church-going
parents have then worshipped with the
whole congregation.

But questions naturally arise with any
new approach. Does the school lose some­
thing if it abandons the traditional,
general "worship” assembly? If it re­
tains the assembly, how can the
assembly best be used?

If the worship is going to take place
in the class, what happens? How can
it be most effective? How can the
teacher prevent the inevitable shambles

which takes place when Johnny pro­
duces his pet lizard in the middle of the
worship segment?

The Teacher Training Kit on Worship,
recently published as part of the Chris­
tian Life Curriculum resources, provides
for three sessions with teachers in local
schools. It contains posters, resource
papers, the book “Worshipping To­
gether,” and a leader’s guide.

Step by step help is provided so that
the teachers can come to grips with the
purpose of worship, its place in Chris­
tian education, the part played by the
teacher, and the part played by the stu­
dents.

The kit will be extremely useful for
all schools using Christian Life Curri­
culum materials, and helpful for other
schools as well. The price is $1.25 (pos­
tage 25c). It is available from the Federal
Board of Christian Education, 217 Lons­
dale St., Melbourne, Vic., 3000.

Other useful worship resources avail­
able are “Worshipping Together” (30c),
a book of worship resources: "Towards
More Significant Worship" (60c), a guide
to leaders of worship; “Worship Today"
(30c), an adult study book for five ses­
sions; “Children in the Church” (10c>,
a pamphlet on the participation of chil­
dren in worship; and relevant chapters
in the Planner's Manual and Grade
Manuals.
