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Roy first came to Mooroopna In 1915,
as assistant to the late Peter Harring­
ton, in running Mooroopna Power House,
for the Shire of Rodney, which later
became Mooroopna Water Trust and
Sewerage Authority. Roy was very active
in the early history of the Water Trust,
and was secretary for years, and only
retired in about 1965, after 50 years’
service to the community in his voca­
tion.

During this period he has been joint
secretary with Robert Curley for the
1930 Back to Mooroopna; secretary to
the committee which laid out the plan­
tation in the main street; secretary to
the State School Committee; secretary

of the Mechanics’ Institute; trustee of
the Public Hall; secretary of the Pro­
gress Association for many years, and
performed honorary service to the Shire
of Rodney during the depression, looking
after 50 men.

He was a member of Mooroopna Hos­
pital Board for 20 years, and lost his
seat in one of the very few elections
contested for this position, supporting
what he considered was right for the
hospital. The hospital has been for years
one of Roy’s many interests. His visits
to the hospital for years will be remem­
bered by the many patients whom he
visited every week.

He has been a Justice of the Peace
for about 20 years. He has been a mem­
ber of Shepparton Cemetery Trust for
15 years. He has been a member of
the Save the Children Fund since its
inception and is at present vice-president
of Shepparton branch.

Roy has worked amongst Aboriginal
people for well over 30 years; he has
acted as counsellor and helper during
these years, has helped many families,
and since his retirement has become
Honorary Minister of the Church of

Christ in Mooroopna where half the con­
gregation is Aboriginal.

He still continues to work in this way
amongst the children and teen-agers;
has two classes a week at his home, and
tutors the children to a higher stan­
dard in secular and religious studies.

The amount of work that Roy has
done amongst the Aboriginal people In
Mooroopna, nobody knows about because
he goes about it in his own quiet way.

He has also been an elder and local
preacher at Shepparton Church of
Christ for many years, and is still
actively interested in this work. He was
responsible for laying out the surround­
ings of the new Save the Children Fund
Centre, and still maintains the garden
all in an honorary capacity.

tens of thousands of emigrants to the world’s labour markets,
but is also a country of atomic power plants, phenomenal
industrial growth, is a leading member of the European
Economic Community, and a country where the third under­
ground railway has run into difficulties because It has struck
the ruins of Emperor Diocletian's baths of the third century?
Of course description is Impossible. It is possible, however, to
provide glimpses at some aspects of Italy rarely seen by the
average tourist.

II Tcrramonto (the earthquake)
The night of Jan. 15, 1968, was a sad and devastating

date in the history of Sicily. On that night, in the so-called
‘death-triangle’ towns with such mysterious names as Pogglo-
rcale and Montevago were totally destroyed or completely
paralysed. Fear and panic brought a total stop to all activity.
And the great tragedy in 1970 is that the effect of the calamity
has continued to paralyse much of the life in the area. A
local pastor writing a few days after the event could say,
"The Sicilian, always betrayed by the authorities, the church
and the society, had placed all his faith In his land, but now,
even his land has betrayed him."

Immediately after the situation became known the Euro­
pean and Italian churches responded with aid and assist­
ance. There was little official help. As one man bluntly put
it, "The Italian government promised to.plan, to build tem­
porary barracks within 40 days and to carry out the begin­
ning of the work of reconstruction within six months . . .
but now months have passed and promises arc far from
being kept and a veil of oblivion has fallen on the tragedy.”

Recently having visited some of these ’barrack villages’
erected as ’temporary measures’ nearly two years ago, and
seen the poverty and the destruction, one is overwhelmed by
the plight of so many who exist unknown and forgotten by
the rest of the world. As I write, the news of the calamitous
earthquakes in Peru are being featured In every newspaper
and the world is shocked by the extent of the tragedy. But,
in a month, a year, I wonder who will remember or who
will care.

TENTION Italy or Sicily to most Australians and they
-'J-conjure up images ranging from coffee and catholics to
the maffia and migrants. To be sure, for those who have
travelled there is the Italy of Rome and Venice. For those
with an interest in art there is the Italy of Michelangelo and
mosaics, and, for those who's interest includes films or cars,
there is the Italy of Fellini and Fiat. But, for most Australians
the image of Italy and Sicily is built on half-formed, pre­
judicial ideas picked up from sensational newspaper head­
lines and the local greengrocer. The very fact that 13,000
Italians come to Australia every year — an average of some
250 each week — demands that there be some realistic attempt
to understand their history, traditions and culture.

Italy is both a fascination and a paradox.
How do you describe a country that drinks 42 million

cups of coffee a day, that has an army with over 500 generals,

La Noce (the suburb)
Palermo is a city of over 600,000 inhabitants. It supplies

large numbers of migrants to the industrial areas in the north
and overseas; its people have an average income of $600 a
year; while compulsory education is the law, some 10,000 chil­
dren under 12 years are either working or dodging school
(we asked one small lad of 14 who had struggled up four
flights of stairs with our gas cyclinder how long he had been
working; he said, ‘eight years!’).

It's a city with one of the most diverse histories of all
Italian cities. Founded by the Phoenicians, conquered by the
Romans, under the sway of the Saracens, then the Normans
and later the Spaniards, Palermo almost defies understanding
and comprehension. It is a city of much beauty, a city whose
rhythm of life is typically Mediterranean. During the early
summer it becomes a haven for northern European tourists,
but even the hardy tourist deserts the city in the high
humidity of the Sicilian summer.

However, no tourist guide outlines an itinerary of the
squalid sections of misery, hunger, unemployment, illiteracy,
delinquency and desperation. To follow this itinerary’ through
one such suburb, La Noce, is to be confronted with poverty
that has no equal in any Australian city. Here one will see
the family of 16 living in one room, the only toilet facilities
a hole in the ground; here the daily exodus of sehcol-agc
children going off to find work. Despite laws forbidding child
labour they are selling newspapers and blackmarket cigarettes,
pulling overloaded carts, loaded like donkeys with heavy baskets
on their arms or on their shoulders, sweating in the summer
and shivering in the winter.

In the open air markets you see a sheep being slaughtered
on the footpath, fish being cleaned, and a few feet above the
fruit stalls two or three hens sit contentedly watching the
world go by. A few streets further on three small children
sit with oversize clothes hanging from their pitiful bodies.
They chew from a crust of bread as their sad brown eyes
watch a small Australian two-year-old wander past licking
her ice-cream.

Of course there are plans for demolishing and rehousing
the people from such areas. But the maze of bureaucracy,
the power, control and fear of the maffia, the incredible de­
pendence on ‘clientclismo’, and the bewildering state of politics
almost makes it impossible to move with any certainty from
plans to action. Places like La Noce will be a part of Sicilian
life for many years to come.

La Chicsa (the church)
Sicily, with a population of nearly three million, has

only three thousand members linked with the Protestant
churches. Known as ’evangelical communities’, they consist
of the Waldcsian (related to the Presbyterians), Methodists,
Baptists, and Adventist churches, as well as the Church of
the Nazarcnc and Mennonitcs. Despite their size, the churches
of Sicily have performed and arc performing a meaningful
and exciting ministry in what first appears to be a discourag­
ing and depressing situation.

In Vita, for example, with the assistance of the European
churches, the Federation of Evangelical Churches in Italy
moved to supply relief immediately after the earthquake
struck the area in 1968. And outside the shattered gates of
a town called Life (for that Is the literal meaning of Vita)
h.e, rLvn 'Villa do Speranza’ (literally Hope Village!. It Is a
small village, with only twenty houses. However, it lies within
a stone’s throw of the ugly, :ad and monotonous constructions

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called barracks which were erected by the government as
temporary shelters. In May 1970 it is estimated that there
were tens of thousands living in these squalid humpy-llke
towns.

Confronted by bureaucratic difficulties with local and pro­
vincial governments, Inflated land prices, everything — sewer­
age, water, lighting — carried out by the churches, Hope
Village is a miracle in itself. It stands between the earth­
quake city and the barrack slum as a reminder to an
apathetic public administration that new hope and new life
are possible.

In Palermo, the provincial capital city of Sicily are two
further ministries of the churches that perhaps could be men­
tioned. The Waldeslan Church has under its sponsorship the
Servizio Cristiano (literally the Christian Service Centre)
which as well as carrying out a number of social service
functions operates a children’s home and a school for some
two hundred children. Support for these services comes not
only from the rest of the churches In Italy but also from
churches in Germany, England and Switzerland. The other
project Is a joint project of the Italian churches and the World
Council of Churches being carried out within the Methodist
Church of Palermo. This project Is a centre to serve Sicilians
who, because of the economic and labour situation, are being
forced to emigrate either to the northern industrial cities
of Italy or abroad to such countries as America or Australia.

Tills centre, known as the ’Centro Emigrazionc Sicilians
in Europa’, is in the course of establishing its social work
assistance, its preparation and information courses, ns well as
its study programme of the whole phenomenon of migration
as it relates to Sicily. The Centre hopes to be able to meet
some of the needs arising from the alarming numbers of the
work force migrating — the dramatic implications for family
relationships.

The churches of Sicily arc small and financially impover­
ished: nevertheless, their spirit is perhaps reflected in the
words that are inscribed on a plaque in the dining room of
the children’s home. The words are those of Dietrich Bon-
hoeffer:

“The starving man needs bread,
the homeless a refuge,
the poor justice,
and the lonesome community.
To permit the starving to be left
without bread, is to slander God and man.
If the starving do not come to faith,
it is our guilt finally,
we, who have refused to give bread.
To care for bread is to direct
the way of grace.”

“As a man thinks, so is he." Our lives
and activities are so often a reflection
of our minds. But how often do we re­
member that our lives can also reflect
the mind of Christ? We must surely be
challenged by the words of Paul when
he says to the Phllipplans, "Let this
mind be in you which was also in Christ
Jesus." This Is a staggering thought.
The same apostle tells the Corinthians
that we, who profess to be the Lord’s
followers, “have the mind of Christ."

The man from Tarsus really meant
that to have the "mind” of Christ In us
—Is to be prepared to go all the way,
as Christ did. To be of the same mind
as our Lord we must be ready to sacri­
fice all. and to face death itself, in com­
plete obedience, if necessary, because
of our allegiance to him. But are we,
as 20th Century disciples, willing to
accept this challenge? Have we arrived,
in our Christian maturity, at a confron­
tation point with Jesus of Nazareth
where we realise that he is calling us
all. in this generation, to greater sacri­
fices than ever before if his Word, his
message of life, Is to reach the mosses
and the millions?
COMPROMISE?

Most of us arc very smug In our glib-
tongued mouthing of our faith—but on
the almost terrifying background of the
rapid expansion of Communism and
Mohammedanism — and blatant Secu­
larism — In our world today — our pue­
rile efforts nt witnessing to the power

of the gospel go almost unnoticed. But
why is this? What is really wrong with
so-called Christianity? To what degree
are we, for all our vaunted profession,
actually in step with or out of step
with the vigorous witness of First Cen­
tury believers? The real issue is clear.
We must admit that there is very little
that distinguishes Christians from non-
Chrlstlans, that divides believers from
pagans. Believers scarcely believe enough
even to appear different from those who
openly boast that they believe nothing.

In reality it is a matter of commit­
ment. We are either committed to Christ
or Satan. In the end we will either go
to the Lord or to the Devil. The issue
was clear cut In the days of the apostles.
It is equally well defined today.

The Holy Spirit said through John —
“Love not the world ... If any man
love the world, the love of the Father
is not in him." Just how far is it pos­
sible In this day and age for practising
Christians to be "in the world but not
of the world”? So many professing fol­
lowers of Christ desire to be popular
In the eyes of unbelievers. This, too, is
surely quite commendable. There Is
really nothing wrong with being well
thought of and well received. But it Is
certainly going too far when we are pre­
pared to do almost anything in order
to "keep in" with the community. Too
often, those who do not keep pace with
the unchurched community are charged
with what has been called the gcncra-

tion gap — but which perhaps more
correctly should be dubbed the re­
generation gap.
CONFORMITY?

Paul certainly urges us to be "all
things to all men"; but he also says,
"Be not conformed to this world, but
be ye transformed by the renewing of
your mind"! Doubtless the best and most
realistic way to renew our minds Is to
follow the apostle’s very practical ad­
vice to the Phllipplans — "Let this mind
be in you which was also in Christ Jesus
. . pointing the way to sacrificial
service — at whatever the cost. The
sheer raw toughness of the Communist
and the Moslem, prepared to face up .to
any demand should surely be sufficient
to shame us into the realisation that
nothing matters so much as our devo­
tion to our Lord.

Have 20th Century Christians lost the
sense of sacrifice? If so, then our great
need Is undoubted!}' to have the mind
of Christ. All our problems in the field
of communication, the so-called gap be­
tween the generations, the apparently
irreconcilable lack of unity among
Christ’s followers, the failure to repro­
duce, practically, the life and witness
of the New Testament fellowship — all
of those would find a solution if only
we really reflected “the mind of Christ."

To what extent in these days do we
allow the world to impose Its “mind”
upon us? To what degree do we com-
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placently allow “this present age’’ to
plant its false, Satanically-lnspircd values
into our thinking—and squeeze us into
its mould? Radio, television, and in fact,
all kinds of mass media in the hands
of irresponsible, unregenerate operators,
combine to brainwash us. Modern adver­
tising, with every form of demonic
device, literally dragged up from the
slime and gutter of existence, is foisted
upon us even within the supposed sanc­
tity of our own home, in an effort to
way-lay us with every new fad and
notion!

COMMITMENT!
Having the mind of Christ means, if

it means anything at all to us, com­
plete and utter commitment to Christ,
in the Pauline sense of being "in

Christ,” in the Johannine sense of
"abiding in Him." Moreover this also
Involves being sent by Christ—going
everywhere "gossiping the gospel," living
in the power of the Name that is above
every Name.

Pastor Wurmbrand and Watchman
Nee, with their sense of complete devo­
tion to Christ as LORD, virtually shame
us, In our "Australian way of life," with
our cushioned, comfortable, conformable
Christianity.

We don’t begin to know the meaning
of sacrificial service or absolute alle­
giance to the Lord Jesus Christ until
he is invited to leave the outer peri­
phery of our Ilves—and come right into
the very centre of our experience, 24
hours of every day, seven days of every
week.

Jesus said a strange but infinitely
compelling thing concerning Satan, the
arch tempter—"He has nothing in me."
But, as we ponder over the incredible
activity and subtilty of this one who is so
significantly named in scripture as “The
Prince of this world’’—or of “this age"
—we must all recognise to our shame
that he has a great deal in us.

There is only one answer to our prob­
lem.

World Vision of Australia will provide 50 emergency housing
units in Cambodia. Each unit will

Tlie Director of World Vision of Aus­
tralia. Graeme Irvine, said in Melbourne
that the Australian contribution Ls part
of a World Vision International project
to build a refugee village near Phnom
Penh.

This action followed a first hand
assessment by the organisation’s World
President, Dr. W. S. Mooneyham. Follow­
ing visits to many devastated areas, Dr.
Mooneyham met with Cambodian leader.
General Lon Nol, and other cabinet
ministers.

In a cable to World Vision's Austra­
lian office. Dr. Mooneyham reported that
9,000 refugees were jammed into . 15
schools in Phnom Penh. These people
would have to be re-located by Septem­
ber when schools re-open. Thousands
more were crowded into private quar­
ters.

The World Vision team found that the
refugee problems had little relation to
the recent offensive by American and
Vietnamese troops to seize North Viet­
namese sanctuaries in south-eastern
Cambodia.

The Vlctcong and the North Vietna­
mese had been engaged in military

TO KEEP THE CHILDREN
There was once an island off the

English coast where there was no school.
Thc children had to be sent away for
schooling and they grew up away from
their homes. Most of them did not re­
turn and the island people grew older
with no families to follow in thc trades
of fishing nnd farming. So thc Islanders
built their own school and they fought
for a teacher to live among them. They
taught their children on their own Island
and most now staved on to follow thc
crafts of their families.

When we first ’came to Milleara Road
East Kcllor church, we remarked on the
absence of children. There had been
200 of them bursting the seams of thc
Sunday School, but they had streamed
home to leave the church service to the
usual few church families.

Last Sunday was Girls’ Sunday, so we
built a church school in the midst of
our Family Church. The children took
part. Indeed it was their service. They
shared with a leader In making up the
church prayer, thc hymns were theirs,
and instead of a sermon the minister
nnd girls discussed their club, its fellow­
ship, Its badge, its purpose.

It was a bit noisy and It was a bit
disjointed, but it was a real sharing and
the adults probably learned a lot more
from the girls than the girls would have
learned from the traditional "oldies"
service.

Maybe if we keep trying, we shall
keep most of those bright young faces
around with us for years to come. In­
stead of having them go away and never
come back we want to build a school
and a church home that will be really
theirs—and ours.—M.S.

activity against Cambodia months before
this campaign.

World Vision is one of the few agen­
cies through which Australians and New
Zealanders can assist the distressed in
Cambodia. The organisation began assis­
ting early this year by distributing anti-
malarla medicines during an epidemic
in northern Cambodia.

Two shipments of relief supplies were
later sent in; one by air valued at
$25,000: another by truck from Saigon
valued at $40 000. Dr. Mooneyham per­
sonally accompanied the second ship­
ment and assisted in its distribution.

In conference with the Cambodian
leaders, Dr. Mooneyham established
careful procedures to ensure that the
refugee housing project was not subject
to graft or corruption. He will make
further personal visits as the work pro­
ceeds.

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EDITORIALS
WILL H. CLAY
JJILL CLAY was a special kind of person and when he

died at the age of 95 a lot of memories were stirred
to reflect upon his long life and his many achievements.
If you missed the tribute by Will Hibburt in the last issue,
you should read it.

If you are too young to have known Mr. Clay, and
you could well be too young for he was born in 1875, re­
joice in your youth, but allow us to inform you that you
missed someone and something worthwhile. Life was never
dull with Bill around and even State Conferences were
likely to take a boisterous if slightly unconstitutional turn
when he was running strong on behalf of the underprivi­
leged.

He had a strong sense of right and justice which
showed up in the most unlikely places. At one time, the
police in Melbourne were ordered to act severely against
“jay-walkers” — pedestrians who crossed the city’s busy
streets at an angle and at other than prescribed crossings.
The police gave up eventually but when the crusade was at
its height a Superintendent of Police, resplendent in the
uniform of his high office, stepped off the curb in Russell
St. and walked diagonally across to Police Headquarters.
Mr. Clay walked just behind him, also diagonally, and on
the other side he tapped the Superintendent on the shoulder
and asked, “Do you know what you have just done? You
jay-walked!” The Superintendent, red-faced and flustered,
searched for his dignity and spluttered, “Er . . . oh . . .
well, you know how it is, I was thinking about a serious
problem and . . .1” Bill Clay said sharply, “You don’t admit
that excuse for the ones your men catch!”

On another occasion Mr. Clay was travelling on a
suburban train when a man entered the train, sat down
and lit a cigarette. Clay said, “This happens to be a non­
smoking compartment.” “Oh, is it?" said the man, “I didn’t
notice. Oh, well, I’ll finish it now I’ve started." He smoked
on. A little later, he started on a second cigarette. Bill Clay
reached over, took it out of his mouth and threw it out of
the window. “You can’t say you didn’t notice this time,"
he said. Most of us might wish to do something like that,
but would be scared of getting a punch on the nose. But
Clay didn’t scare easily, and it might not have been an easy
thing to throw a punch at him and get away with it!

Mr. Clay was as indifferent to courtroom etiquette as
he was to conference constitutional niceties. He was con­
cerned only with seeing that right was done and if the
law had to be pushed around a bit, he was just the man
to do it. So he phoned a magistrate the night before a young
lad was to come before him on a police charge. As Bill
told the magistrate what he ought to know and what he
ought to do, the man of law said it was an outrageous thing
to approach a magistrate before a ease! “I know,” said Bill,
“but how will you know how to do the right thing unless
I tell you?” Face to face, or ear to car, Clay had a charm
that usually saw him through. For others it might have
been contempt of the court, for Clay it was a favour to
the magistrate.

Husband, father, friend, evangelist, song leader, pastor,
servant of society, supporter of the weak and stirrer of the
privileged — Will H. Clay was a man of many parts. Not
one of them was dull.

THE PROTECTED BANDITS Following our comment last issue under the
heading of the "One-Armed Bandit" (dealing with Australia's facilities for
gambling), we came across this statement by R. G. Kitchcnn, President of the
Victorian Council of School Organisations: "There is, of course, a shortage of
money in this impoverished community. Yet it puzzles me why it is that the
community's agencies for intellectual and physical health—our schools and
hospitals—should be so dependent on the clanking charity tin and the selling
of home-made cakes and jam in the streets, while the community's agency
fcr gambling—the T.A.B. network—and the community's agency for killing
foreigners—the armed services—have no such handicaps."

"THE NEW ENGLISH BIBLE"
(Oxford and Cambridge University Presses). Stan­
dard Edition $4.70 (without Apocrypha).
The King James or “Authorised’’ Version of the Bible

was a remarkable achievement of translators who spent only
four years on their work. The translators of the New Eng­
lish Bible, on the other hand, have been engaged for 25
years in producing the new translation. The K.J.V. had to
face a lot of criticism and only gradually won its way to
acceptance as qveryman’s Bible; and only time will show
whether the N.E.B. can become the text for the people. It
certainly should be given its chance and although the N.EU.
is within the price range of most families, a first step could
be to ensure that each church library possesses a copy so that
it could be inspected by the members and available to the
church school.

One of the criticisms of modern versions is that the
poetic majesty of the K.J.V. is lost. While reading the N.E.B.
for review purposes, however, I heard a series of readings
from the Book of Job in this version on the A.B.C. radio.

Both father and mother, insists the author, must under­
stand the necessity of talking much together. To read such
a book as this will provide plenty of conversation-starters.
Such talks should never fall to the level of captious criticism;
should be carried on when they feel most warmly towards
each other.

In dealing specifically with teen-agers, Dr. Waterink
emphasises the deadly seriousness of parents making mistakes
with teens. If they err with younger children, these are still
young enough for the process to be reversed. But by the time
children are fifteen, sixteen, or seventeen it may be quite a
different matter. Life is hardening into its more permanent
form.

Pain comes to parents when their teen-agers break the
tenuous contact and leave home to live by themselves, but
parents must do their best to understand. There is also a
tendency for the young to make themselves out to be older
than their years. There is an inner loneliness in teen-agers
which causes them to draw away from their parents and give
their heart to the first young person to show them any atten­
tion.—J.E.B. .
"WHY PRAY?"

By Mark Gibbard (S-.C.M., 1970).
How many of us hear the regular encouragement from

the pulpit for more prayer and Bible study? How many of us
nod our heads in silent assent (if not for some other reason*,
but never get around to doing anything about it? The prin­
ciple of the thing Is all right, but the practice is quite a
different matter. Perhaps we can go along with prayers of
thanksgiving, adoration and confession. But intercession? Can
our prayers really affect what happens? What about all the
instances we know where what has been prayed for has not
happened? Which, of course, brings up the question of the
very nature of God. Not only are all these questions con­
sidered in Mark Gibbard’s “Why Pray?’’ but some decent and
self-respecting answers are given.

This is a most stimulating. Inspiring, and mind-stretching
book. It sends the mind off on a new voyage of discovery
as far as basic theology is concerned. It makes faith more
exciting, and prayer an adventure. It puts fascination into
meeting with other people. More than this, it is written in
the simple, straight-forward language which rarely accom­
panies such worth-while and thought-provoking material. In
other words, you can understand it. Very highly recommended,
indeed.—R.WX.

••Readings from the Bible,” and I was deeply impressed.
Seme of this was possibly due to the capacity of the reader
to communicate effectively; but one felt that the prophets
and psalms; etc., in the N.EB. can stand comparison with
any version.

Tlie N.EJB. New Testament has been around since 1961
and its place in the churches and community is already firmly
established. This is demonstrated by the widespread use of
the N.E.B. in church services. Even where the pulpit Bible
is the K.J.V. or the R.S.V., ministers often use the N.EJ3.
for the text of their sermons.

We need a Bible for the people; the ordinary people, and
not only for a specially educated or conditioned elite. The
K.J.V., while appreciating its tremendous value and the place
it won for itself in the hearts of worshippers the world over.
Is not in the language of today. Because of its long and
strong hold there was tendency to think of it as a first rather
than a 17th century translation and that any departure from
it was a kind of betrayal of the Word of God itself. Happily
that day is past and we no longer think that the Holy Spirit
spoke finally through the translators of the K.J.V. Dedicated
scholarship is still able to communicate the word and the
will of God, and the equipment and facilities for translation
are better than ever before. For their present work the trans­
lators were able to use the oldest and mast reliable texts
and documents. Some of them, like the Dead Sea Scrolls,
were unknown to King James’ men.

The Apocrypha (those books which did not merit selec­
tion in the Old Testament) has been included as optional
in the N.E.B. Most of us will not require them, and the edi­
tion without them is cheaper. It is interesting to reflect.
however, that the first edition of the K.J.V. also Included the
Apocrypha.

We have known the N.T. in the N.E.B. for years and we
have found it to be a fresh, up-to-date, and down to earth
version of the scriptures. The O.T. is equally reliable and the
whole book has Justifiably been a best-seller and at the top
of the book lists.

We surely need the Word of God to come alive and
speak the eternal word with today’s accent. The N.E.B. does
this. It is the first real attempt at a completely new version
(even the K.J.V. was partly a revision of earlier translations!)
and it shouid be given it’s chance to prove itself. (Sec also
the “A.C.” for April 4, 1970).

"GUIDING TEEN-AGERS TO MATURITY"
By J. H. Waterink (Zondervan Publishing House).
$3.50.
Dr Jan Waterink was an Internationally known educator

and psychologist, and author ot many books. For 35 years he
occupied the chair as Professor of Education and Psychology
at the Free University of Amsterdam, and was the Founder
and Director of Its famed Psychological Institute, which ren­
dered great service to the schools and Industries ot Holland.

The first half of the book deals with parents, and this Is
right, for parents themselves produce the teen-agers. Instead
of Joining In the chorus of condemnation when teen-agers
go wrong, parents should be ready to take their full share
ot responsibility.

“Wc would like to tell you something

about New Guinea. We are still staying
at Mui which is 10 hours’ walk from
Gokto. The work we are doing is going
on patrols, helping the sick people, teach­
ing the Sunday Schools, going to dif­
ferent villages for Sunday morning ser­
vices, and doing some extra jobs. On
patrols I often go up to Gokto area
which takes me a whole week to cover.
Soon we will be going from Mui to Gokto
even though our house is not yet fin­
ished.

“We have spent about five montlis
here and were doing some preparatory
work in the first few weeks. We enjoy
ourselves very much and are learning
quite a lot about the people, the Mis­
sion work and its means of contact with
people. Talking was not easy as the
pidgin of the New Hebrides is quite dif­
ferent from the pidgin of New Guinea.
For sermons to be fully effective August
helped me a lot in the way of interpret-

as we can understand the New Guinea
pidgin and can speak it.

“There are many other things I came
to realise, one being that it is very im­
portant to try to take time to just talk
to people and share one’s life, faith and
experiences with them and listen to their
problems, difficulties and joys which is
something that is not easy to do when
one is very busy.

“Wc will be living in Gokto village,
one of the villages along the Schrader
Ranges, which appealed to us directly
as Churches of Christ to send missiona­
ries to them. In our area we are work­
ing among nine villages including Gokto.
Many more villages arc crying out to
hear the gospel of Jesus Christ but we
will only be spreading our ministry so
thinly that we will be of little help to
anyone so there is still a Macedonian
call today in this new area that is open­
ing up along the Keram and Schrader
Ranges. Acts 16: 9 says this. ’And a vision
appeared to Paul in the night, there
stood a man of Macedonia and prayed
him, saying. “Come over Into Macedonia
and help us.’” We do not have visions
today such as Pau) had, but we do have
the Macedonia call ringing continually
in our cars saying, 'Come over to New
Guinea and help us.’ We can’t look
people straight in the eye and refuse
point blank to Iwlp them so let us pray
that the Lord of the harvest will send
forth labourers into his harvest.

“Let us pray that God will raise up
more missionaries like Paul who when
he heard the call he went. Men and
women, who will say with Isaiah, ’Here
am I. send me.’ What thrills us most
of all about these last souls is their
deep desire to follow Jesus and to hear
1970 

his words. Why do we hear the gospel
twice when there are others who have
not heard it once?

“These people really want to hear the
gospel and can run themselves into the
ground, tramping through mud, swamps
and rivers which for some it is four days'
walk, all to hear the gospel message.

“After the visits from Frank Beale
and others of our missionaries to Gokto
area four churches were built in faith,
in four different villages. Now that they
can hear the gospel, villagers are gradu­
ally coming to the Churches of Christ
Mission because they want to hear the
Bible, the inspired Word of God. Some
villages are being divided but let us
pray that they will all come to know
the Lord and accept him into their
hearts.”

SOCKS FOR LEPERS: There has been
a good response to the appeal for socks
for leprosy patients in New Guinea, and
Mr. Bolton advises that the supply is
now more than adequate. We wish to
thank all who forwarded socks to New
Guinea.

If people wish to assist the leprosy
patients, Mr. Bolton advises that ban­
dages would be appreciated. These could
be made from old linen and would need
to be about 3 inches in width. Please for­

BOTTLES FOR NEW HEBRIDES: On
behalf of our medical missionaries in
the New Hebrides, wc express sincere
appreciation to all who have collected
medicine bottles and forwarded them to
State Overseas Mission committees to be
forwarded to the New Hebrides. As there
has been a good response to this appeal,
no more bottles are being forwarded to
the Islands for the present.

MISSION BOXES: During the last
financial year, it cost the mission over
$16,000 for freight, customs, and all
charges related to landing goods in the
New Hebrides. Due to limited finances,
the mission is only able to meet the
expenses involved in sending out essen­
tial goods. We must therefore request
that people wishing to send mission box
goods to either New Guinea or the New
Hebrides, do so by sending them by par­
cel post, surface mail. Parcel post is the
most economical way of sending small
quantities of goods and if mission box
goods are forwarded in this way instead
of by sending to State committees to be
freighted out, there will be a considerable
reduction in our shipping expenditure.
