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The old truth that the Bible still easily tops the best-seller list
of all printed books often provokes a fatigued smile from the reader.
How many Bibles which are sold arc also read? As soon as Bibles are
not easily available, however, the other side of the story appears. Bibles
become cherished possessions for which people arc willing to pay
exorbitant prices.

The ecumenical movement has been an
important agent in the increase of the
use of the Bible. Not only have many
ecumenical action groups begun as Bible
study groups, but also in the R.C. and
Orthodox Churches the popularity of the
Bible lias increased since these communi­
ties have entered into contact with Pro­
testant churches.

These two elements, scarcity and ecu­
menical developments, have a direct
bearing on the situation In Eastern
European countries. Of all the socialist
countries only’ Albania has no Bible
work. In all other countries both trans­
lation and distribution are under way.
The trend in most other countries is
that the Bibles are either imported or
printed in increasing numbers.

In the German Democratic Republic
13 Bible societies are active. In 19G8
some 350,000 scriptures were produced.
In accord with the ecumenical develop­
ment a R.C. office for Bible work was
recently organised.

In Poland the Bible Society has been
at work for well over GO years. Some
123.000 Bibles were imported In 19G8
while a new translation is In progress.
In 19G6 the N.T. was completed while
the O.T. Is now going through its last
revisions.

Yugoslavia Is a mult 1-lingual country,
and in the evangelical bookshop in Sag-
rcb ample stocks of Bibles were avail­
able In 21 languages. In 19G7, 15,000 scrip­
tures were imported through a state
agency to the bookshops In Belgrade.
A new translation in the Slovenian lan­
guage was made by the Roman Catho­
lic scholars and seems to be acceptable
also to the Protestant churches. The
four Gospels translated Into Serbian will
soon be available. A state firm pro­
duced 100 000 copies of a new translation
In Serbo-Croat and the United Bible
Societies (U.B.S.) will try to help in the
production of the N.T. for the Protes­
tant communities. Production of the
gospels in Albanian is also under way.
A N.T. translated into the Macedonian
language was produced in one edition
but Is now being revised.

Hungary has produced and distributed
153,000 Bibles and 67,000 New Testa­
ments since 1949. In 1968 alone 19,000
Bibles and 20,000 New Testaments were
produced. The U.B.S. lias been donating
paper for these editions and paper has
also been made available by the Hun­

garian authorities. Production is in the
hands of the Press Department of the
Hungarian Reformed Church. Since there
are Hungarian-speaking churches in
Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia and Rum­
ania, the export of Bibles from Hungary
to two of these countries has been orga­
nised. A private translation of the N.T.
by the Hungarian scholar, Professor
Budai, sold 4,000 copies In Hungary while
3,200 were used for export.

In Czechoslovakia all churches belong
to the Czechoslovak Bible work orga­
nised in 1969, and a number of transla­
tion processes are under way. Two sec­
tions of the new translation of the
Czech O.T. were produced before the end
of 19G9. Two more sections are now being
produced. The N.T. in Slovak has been
finished and 30,000 copies are now being
produced. The whole translation will be
ready in 1974. 20,000 copies of the Czech
Bible were available In both 1968 and
19G9 as well as a private production of
30,000 copies In 19G9.

The Orthodox Church in Rumania dis­
tributed 100,000 Bibles printed at a state
printing press. Regular printings are en­
visaged for the future.

In Bulgaria the N.T. has been revised
by the Orthodox church. The R.C. and
Protestant minorities have access to the
translation commission so that the text
will be acceptable for all. At the request
of the Orthodox Church the U.B.S. has
promised to make paper available for
50,000 copies.

In Russia 20.000 Bibles were printed
In 1969. A re-edition of the N.T. is
planned in Latvian. The Armenian
Church in the U.S.S.R. will publish in
the near future 25,000 copies of the gos­
pels and the Acts of the Apostles in
modem Armenian.

The figures given indicate that in most
countries some activity with regard to
Bible translation, production and distri­
bution is going on. In some countries a
considerable programme is carried out.
In others, minimum needs arc hardly
met. UJ3.S. efforts have considerably in­
creased production possibilities, especially
by making paper available. Everywhere
hi Eastern Europe active concern is
shown for the need of new translations
of the Bible. Translation work and even
printing of Bibles has always been an
international element of Christian life
and a sign of the timeliness and efficacy
of the ecumenical movement.—E.P.S.

"Continue charging the rich."

Karl Marx would have leapt for joy If
he could have discovered Williams’ trans­
lation: “Continuo charging the rich.” At
long last somewhere in scripture there
was a good text for the Communist doc­
trine of economic progressl But Paul
isn’t indicating that we who are poor
should get by in life by using the credit
cards of the wealthy, attractive as that
may seem. Paul is writing to Timothy
and encouraging him to instruct people
to be content with a moderate provision
of food and clothes (verse 8). He men­
tions how the rich “expose themselves
to temptation and lay themselves open to
all sorts of silly and wicked desires”
(verse 9, J.B.P.). Our aim should bo good­
ness, in all that we do. He is to charge
those who are rich to be humble and
to use their riches in effective steward­
ship. Christians rich and poor alike
should seek to “take hold of life that is
Life indeed" (verse 19, R.S.V.).

FOR TODAY:
While driving with my friend in his new

Bentley, I smugly remembered this verse:
"Continue charging the rich to stop being
haughty." But then I remembered two
things: this letter was written to a min­
ister and to one who wasn’t wealthyl
Paul's major concern is not for the proud
rich, but for their envious friends. It is
the desire for wealth that Is the root of
all evil. Godliness brings its own bene­
fits mainly because the godly man is
frequently honest, industrious and sober.

Yet when we look at wealthy Chris­
tians, frequently we are tempted to ques­
tion whether they aro good because it
pays them. Paul does say: "Of course
there is a big profit in religion if we are
satisfied." (Verse 6, Beck). But the pro­
fit is in non-material possessions. Rich
or poor, our material possessions becomo
to each of us not only a privilege, but
a peril, a responsibility and an oppor­
tunity. No wonder Jesus spoke more con­
cerning our gaining and use of posses­
sions than any single subject. Sixteen of
the thirty-eight parables deal with cur
stewardship. “Take care. You must bo
on your guard against every form of
greed. For even in the height of his
prosperity a man’s true Lifo doesn’t
depend on what ho has." (Luke 12: 15,
Goodspeed). His concern was primarily
for people and their real needs. In an
affluent society where advertising seduces
us to "relax! eat, drink, and have a good
time!" (Luke 12: 19, J.B.P.) each Chris­
tian, rich or poor, must bo concerned
first with tho needs of others and with
the way he gains and uses what he
possesses. V/o are to "do good, bo rich
in good deeds, liberal and generous . . .
taking hold of the life that Is Life in­
deed."—GORDON MOYES.
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BEHIND
THE RACETRACK

David Krucchcberg is a young Ameri­
can with a most unconventional ministry.
Fascinated with horses since Ills child­
hood, this 27-year-oId Chicagoan came
to realise that there is a human side
to horse-racing—in the stables and
related services there is approximately
one man to every horse, which means,
In the U.SA., some 8,000,000 people. As
a group in society they tend to be iso­
lated and often forgotten.

David Kruecheberg's mission is to
reach these men for Christ, and the
basic tool of his work Is the American
Bible Society's Today’s English Version
New Testament. “I wouldn't place any
other translation,” he says, "this has
meant so much to me. I never used to
read the New Testament until I got
‘Good News.’ Since then I have read it
all the time. It’s the greatest. The guys
think so, too, and really read it. I think
it is especially beautiful when they come
and ask me for a copy, which they do.”

David has a dream of placing T.E.V.
New Testaments in every track room in
the country, where the men on the horse­
racing circuit live. Cut off from ordinary
society, they often escape from boredom
in alcoholism, gambling and perversion.
They feel rejected by the world and the
church alike, and it is in this setting
that David Krucchcberg proclaims the
good news of Jesus Christ. He conducts
services, leads Bible studies and talks
personally, always on a highly Informal
basts and always with his "Good News
for Modern Man” ready for reference.

His childhood ambition was to be a
veterinary' surgeon, but during his final
year at High School he was led to Christ
through the ministry of Dr. Billy Gra­
ham, watching his television programme,
and decided right then and there that
the ministry was his vocation. Trained
in the Missouri Synod Lutheran Church,
he graduated in 1969 and then committed
himself to his race-track ministry.

NO PRAISE FOR CHURCH
To the Editor,

Does heaven bless the gods of conserva­
tism, action without prayer, hierarchical
doctrine, artificial precision, "it’s worked
like this before," and "She’ll be right"?
And does God have an opportunity to
work effectively through those who wor­
ship them?

I sincerely thank my living God that
I’m able to worship him amongst a
church who actively believe in faith,
Christian love and hospitality, prayer,
healing by the Spirit, experimentation,
tolerance, and that God can work
through them.

My church is not perfect, for it’s there
because sinners need the saving power
of Jesus. But whether old or young
each is able to greet another: the long­
haired, the shoeless, the long dressed,
hatless and suitless, the evangelical, the
Pentecostal, the liberal, together.

So what? I’m concerned that so many
people In the churches are blatantly
criticised, not tolerated, un-nurtured,
stubbornly resisted, and silenced legally
and so feel deserted and are desperate.

And the Church Is in fear and tremb­
ling . . . before men! The Church is in
need of more love, tolerance, "give it a
go," and an alive Holy Spirit.

I’m disappointed with many older
folk, who often sit ungodly in illgotten,
"fixed” scats and wield . . . God’s love?
Young people and the socially’ illiterate,
especially, arc crying out—in shame, in
loneliness, in poverty, in desperation, in
indecision . . . and in disbelief, for even
the Church closes her doors and doesn’t
hear, see or say. They search and don't
receive.

Oldies, especially, please read again
about Jesus, who he is, where he met
people, what he did for them (he even
talked with them), and what he can do
in us. Let’s share together our Living
God and what he’s doing for us. This will
bring us together.—I. C. Young (S.A.).

THE "LAST THINGS’’
To the Editor,

I would like to respond to only one
subject raised by Messrs. Turriff, Geyer
and Wright in their Open Forum letter
of July 25, namely, the doctrine of the
"Last Things.”

First, historically the doctrine has in­
cluded a number of related, though
somewhat distinguishable, subjects. I
have long thought it would help if those
of us who speak about the Kingdom of
God and the Second Advent were to
define our terms. I understand the term
Kingdom of God to refer to: (1) the
everlasting sovereignty of God, (2) the
manifestation of that sovereignty upon
earth ns it is accepted by’ men, and (3)
the consummation of that sovereignty to
be expected and hoped for in the future.
Presumably the Second Advent has to
do with the last mentioned and there­
fore cannot always be differentiated
from the Kingdom of God.

Second, I am not aware that any
passage cited in my June 13 article can
be construed as referring to the per­
secution of the Jews in A.D. 70.

Third, for at least three reasons 1
Cor. 7: 26 is more likely to refer to the
"End” than to impending Roman per­
secution: (1) the whole tenor of 1 Cor.
7: 17-35, perhaps especially vv. 29 and
31; (2) the fact that nowhere else in
Paul’s writings do w’e find an expectation
of, much less Christian practice based
upon the expectation of, Roman perse­
cution; and (3) the Lukan account in
Acts, which sets forth the early
Church’s expectation of Roman support
against Jewish persecution.

Fourth, when Jesus is reported to have
said to the Twelve. "You will not have
gone through all the towns of Israel,
before the Son of man comes” (Matt.
10: 23b), the more natural sense of the
saying would seem to be that it has a
future, rather than a present, reference.
To label the natural sense liberal and
then dismiss It on that account does not
shed much light on the saying.

Each flag was carried by an
attractive girl dressed in white and
wearing a gold scarf. Accompanying
each girl was a citizen, a missionary,
or a representative of that country.
After the flags were massed in the
front of the stadium, each was
placed in its stand by the national
representative as the roll was called
of the countries involved in our
world wide fellowship. The flags
will remain in the front of the
stadium during the remainder of
the World Convention sessions.

These symbols of the nations in
this globe circling brotherhood gave
visual proof of the validity of the
convention theme, "One Gospel —

May God grant that as we
descend into the valley of normal life we may not lose any of the exhilaration, the
enthusiasm, the joy of sharing Christ's Gospel with others.

Representatives from 35
countries were present. The U.S. President and
Mrs Herbert Hoover received the delegates on
the White House lawn There were 7,500
representatives The Convention President was
Dr. Jesse M. Bader. Speakers included Dr. John
R. Mott and Dr. Daniel Poling.

o The second World Convention was held at
Leicester in August 1935 The President

was J. Wychff Black There were 1.968
representatives Among the speakers were Dr.
Robert M. Hopkins and Dr. Edgar De Witt
Jones.

3 The third World Convention planned for
Toronto in 1940 was postponed because

of World War II No. 3 instead was held at
Buffalo U.S.A . in August 1947 with Canadian
sponsorship and Canadian Geo. E. Stewart as
President. E. Stanley Jones stood in for U.S.
President Harry S Truman. T. Z. Koo also
spoke.

/] Australia was host to the World
Brotherhood in Melbourne in August

1952. It was to have been held in 1950 but
transport problems caused a postponement.
Reg Ennis was President and Alan Walker and
James Gray were speakers.

R Toronto at last had its Convention in
GJ August 1955 with Edgar G. Burton as
President. A feature was the "Children's
Convention” for which 435 children under 14
years of age registered. Dr. Robt. J. McCracken,
R. S. Garfield Todd and the Hon. Lester B.
Pearson were featured speakers.

At Edinburgh in 1960 at the opening
session 33 young people carried 33 flags

from the 33 nations represented. Charles K.
Green was President and those who gave
addresses included Dr. Geo. MacLeod, R. S.
Garfield Todd and Murdo McDonald.

7 For its seventh Assembly, the World
Convention in August, 1965, moved to a

"Mission land”, Puerto Rico. This was the first
assembly without Dr. Jesse M. Bader who had
for so long been its inspiration and symbol of
unity. The 7th Assembly unanimously
appointed Dr. L. V. Kirkpatrick as World
Secretary. Dr. Florentino Santana was World
President. Dr. Martin Niemoller and Dr. Martin
Luther King gave addresses.

SHere in Adelaide, with Sir Phillip Mcsscnt
as President, we are now carving

Adelaide's name among the famous cities which
have hosted the Convention.

(A forerunner of the World Conventions of
Churches of Christ was the great 1909
Centennial Convention in Pittsburgh, USA,
which celebrated the first 100 years of the
Restoration Movement. The communion service
associated with the Convention was attended
by about 27.000. Fifteen Australian Australians
were there as well as at least 40 American
Australians — the latter being permanent US
residents, or temporarily serving there).

Friday's convention thoughts
focusing upon "The World in
Need” were fittingly concluded
by the Honorable R.S. Garfield
Todd. Dr. Todd, a former
Christian Missionary from New
Zealand and former Prime
Minister of Southern Rhodesia,
was the featured speaker at
Apollo Stadium.

Earlier in the day, the world's
needs were graphically
delineated in Latin America by
Mrs. Luis Parrilla; in India by
Peter Solomon, and in Africa by
Paul Elonda. Dr. Spencer
Austin, substituting for the
Honorable Edith Green, U.S.
Congresswoman, objectified
these into a Christian
perspective. Todd asserted that
the world and its needs rest in
essence in brutality, injustice
and greed — in man’s sin.

In the statesmanship manner
which has characterised his
Christian witness. Dr. Todd
frequently pricked the
conscience with such questions
as "What does the church have
to offer7 . .. What hope can the
Christian Church give the world
today?... What is the
programme of your
church? . . . What is our reaction
to the needs of men? ..."

The easy optimism of the
19th century liberals who
believed the world could
gradually evolve to perfection
was exposed by World War II.

Communism, Todd asserted,
believes the real problems are in

production, distribution and
communications and can be
solved by man's scientific
knowledge.

Two generations ago many
church people held that
enlightened political policies
could establish the Kingdom of
God in their generation.

"I fear that many people.”
continued Todd, "hove little
respect for the church . .. too
often our record has been
uninspiring ... too little of the
lump has been effected.”

Christ calls his disciples to
continue his work on earth, to
do more than just keep the
church alive, but to leaven the
community and make our own
nation a Christian fora? for
worldwide brotherhood.

The world's ultimate need is
for faith and hope in face of
death. Only Christ has the
message of ultimate victory
which gives purpose to Id.’
Man’s ultimate need is met only
by God.

"The medium is the message." says a prophet of the mass media. If that is true, what sort of message
do we sense as each of us responds to that medium: the Eighth World Convention?

Warmth is felt keenly. People greet each other here with genuine joy and with enthusiasm and
affection. Community comes through clearly. People are sharing — sharing home, ideas, taxis,
backgrounds, meals, feelings, news and hopes (yes, and even seats at the Apollo). Concern also
radiates. It is a beautiful experience to encounter people who really care. Don't underestimate the
power of five thousand people who travel hundreds, even thousands of miles because they care deeply
about unity and freedom, about faith and commitment, about human need and suffering, and about
modern man's response to Jesus Christ. Dedicated action is obvious too. Able men and women are
working to make good things happen.

Supposedly, the plagues of apathy and alienation have descended upon Western Man. If so, most of
the five thousand people here have an antidote — they have been immunized with care, hope and love,
three four-letter words we would like to see more of.

Oh, the typical weaknesses of conventions are evident. Take bureaucracy for example: the Mexico
City travel exhibit popped up even before the Time and Place Committee met. Then, of course, the
poverty of verbosity must always be with us. Despite editor White's pointed and poignant p!ea
charging a wordy church to communicate in ways suitable for a visually oriented world, we talked on
and on.

At a time when film art is being used with telling force and great sensitivity, we used no films (we
could learn from the skilful use of films at such meetings as the Fourth General Assembly of the WCC
and the World Congress on Evangelism). The opening service could have been prepared more distinctly
as a visual medium for the telecast. Probably the Thursday night young people's service should get the
World Convention Oscar as the visual winner of the week.

Thankfully, the weaknesses have been few. Those who planned and carried out the program created
and shared a vital experience with us all, and they shared it competently and lovingly. We hope they
feel the sincerity ol our gratitude and the depth of our admiration.

But let’s remember their hope for us, that we return to our homes and jobs and churches with a new
sense of purpose, faithfulness, and service. The message of the medium can be put in one sentence:
The One Gospel will reach the One World only if we care enough.

"There are 20 million people in Congo and but one doctor for
each one half million Communism thrives where there is death,
where there is a vacuum. Let the church take note."

Peter Solomon from India called for a stable government.
population control, more land and a primary need to lx* secure
in one's own person and property. Kidnapping, robbery,
housebreaking, drinking and gambling have become away of Ide
for many in India to the point one doesnot feel sale in going out
at night.

Speaking of the need for education, Mr. Solomon called for
education with the purpose of character budding citing his own
education in the U.S. particularly.

Speaking first, Mrs. Luis Parrilla of Argentina cited the periods
of development in Latin America and especially referred to the
period since 1945, as the new generation of economic, social and
cultural revolution. She called upon the church to share the
sufferings of the people, to give prophetic leadership and lead in
supplying and developing universal human resources.

Perhaps there is nothing new in conventions - surely need is
not new — but the urgency to meet it is. And Christians better
hear and heed. That is what went on at Mayville Friday morning.

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! ABRAHAM LINCOLN'S SOUTH SEA MISSION j
Here's a question for you!

What did Abraham Lincoln
have to do with starting a
Church of Christ mission in
the South Seas?

Answer: He helped to start a
civil war in the United Sates of
America.

Maybe that is stretching the
connection a bit beyond
breaking point, but the two
events were not entirely
unrelated.

While the North and South
were fighting it out in the
States, their cotton exports,
on which the mills of England
depended, were suspended.
Down here in Australia, the
Queenslanders quickly moved
to fill the economic gap. They
took to growing cotton.

For their cotton plantations
they needed cheap labour, so
they borrowed another U.S.
idea. They brought in slaves
from the islands.

They didn’t call them slaves.
They had fancy names like
"indentured labour," but the
islanders wouldn’t know the
difference. They were offered
short term jobs and then kept
away from their homes for
years, or they were enticed.

cajoled, lied to, coerced by the
killing of their fellows, and
kidnapped. These men who
slaved, first on cotton and
later on sugar plantations were
called Kanakas.

The white men who brought
the Kanakas to Queensland
were known as "Blackbird­
ers," an appropriate name for
the human vultures who
swooped on to the defenceless
men (and women) of the
Solomons, the New Hebrides,
the Sandwich and the Torres
Strait islands.

In forty years the
Blackbirders brought 60,000
of them to Australia, mostly
by foul means. Fear drove the
islanders into the bush when
they saw a ship approaching
their shores, but the
Blackbirders were diabolically
cunning and deceitful.

They disguised themselves as
Missionaries and their vessel as
a Mission ship, enticed
islanders on board and took
them prisoners. Bishop
Patteson, a beloved
missionary, was killed in
mistaken revenge for such
deeds.

Meanwhile, back in

Queensland, there were a few
who were ashamed of what
was being done and did their
best to help the Kanakas. One
of them was John Thompson.
He became much concerned
about the islanders working on
the plantations in the
Bundaberg district. He began
holding Christian services for
them. He visited the various
plantations to preach and
teach. There was a splendid
response, and many were won
for Christ. As our churches
learned of the work, support
came for Mr. Thompson from
all over Australia and New
Zealand. From 1886 to 1895,
925 were baptised.

One night on the Dooley
plantation, Thompson had a
much smaller meeting than
usual in the old grass hut
meeting place which was
falling into ruin. He went
looking for his congregation
and found some of them
working by moonlight on the
frame of a building much
larger than was customary for
such people. He asked what
they were doing and a
spokesman replied: '"Old fella
grass house he small fella, too
mush when we go longa skull
(school) longa old fella grass

house he full up, finish
everytime altogether, we fella
stop outside longa grass. More
better, we make em big fella
skull, then altogether man he
come inside, he hear more
better bine by when he say
more longa Jesus, might he
come Chishen, that very
good." (The old grass hut is
too small. If we built a larger
place, all the men will be able
to come inside to hear about
Jesus and become Christians).

These Kanakas worked from
daylight to dark for their
owners. Only at night, when
there was a moon, could they
express their love for Christ
and their loyalty to his
servant, John Thompson, in
the building of a church.

The Government at last
caught up with the
Blackbirders, hanged some,
imprisoned others, and
stopped their trade. Political
changes, such as the White
Australia Policy were
introduced, and the islanders
were gradually sent home.
That is, those who were left,
for many thousands died in
Queensland. Those who did
return to their homes carried
with them the gospel. One of

them was Tabymancon a
daring adventurer for Christ

The interest of the
Australian churches went back
with the islanders. They sent
John Thompson across to the
New Hebrides and he stayed
there for six months in 1903
The pressure was now strong
for the establishment of
mission schools and churches
and in 1908 Frank Filmer
went out to Pentecost as our
missionary.

When does a missionary
church become of age?
Answer: when it sends out
missionaries as well as receives
them. The New Hebridean
church has grown up for it has
now sent missionaries to work
alongside Australians in New
Guinea.

At this World Convention
there is a New Hebridean,
Elder Abel Barm. Abel's father
was one of the Kanakas who
was "blackbirded” by an
unscrupulous sea captain and
forcibly taken to work on the
cane fields in Maryborough,
Queensland. He was one of the
islanders who took the Gospel
back to their homeland and
helped to build our mission in
the New Hebrides.

GUEST EDBTORIAL

“I got the Spirit”

In my suburban church in Sydney, the World Convention really came alive on Sunday,
October 11, when the first overseas visitors, en route to the Eighth Assembly in Adelaide, came'
to worship with us. After the service, that charming lady from Buenos Aires,Mrs Luis Parrilla
(newly-elected President, W.C.W.F.), explained that she couldn't understand all that was said,
but added with a warm smile, *T got the spirit."

This is exactly how I feel about this Eighth Assembly, obvious from the start when
Florentino Santana, immediate Past President prayed in Spanish for Sir Philip Messent. I did
not understand one word, but I certainly "got the spirit."

Walking around the Convention Halls and lobbies is a fascinating though frustrating revelation
of what the Tower of Babel did to Mankind. It reminds me of my experience in one American
church during a pre-Convention preaching tour in 1955. I was sure the Minister had announced
a "pigeon dinner" and approached the meal apprehensively.

Faced with delectable hot dishes, I discovered it was wfiat he called a "pitch in" dinner! But
that tour convinced me - and this Convention reinforces the impression - that even if we do
not always understand one another, we share a wonderful sense of one-ness. Calvary has
cancelled out Babel — in Christ we arc most truly one.

That feeling has deepened as the Convention has continued with such highlights as Sonny
Graham's simple, strong statement as an Australian Aboriginal minister, followed by Kosuke
Koyama's Wednesday night sermon, rich in scripture, strong in theology spiced with humour.
Then, during the Thursday morning symposium on "Being Christian in our Time," came a clear
word from Kingsley Dube, Convention Vice-President. Listening to these and other speakers
made me understand what Paul meant when he wrote to the Philippians, "If the Spirit has
really created a fellowship ... be of the same mind." (2:1)

Here we are at an Assembly involving many people different in thought and action. But if we
have the spirit, "if the spirit has really created a Fellowship" then this Assembly will have vital
meaning for our World Brotherhood. As Wayne Greene well put H on Thursday morning, "If we
would only open our hearts fully to God and go forward under conviction, there is no knowing
what God could do through us."

This was the theme of the
men's session in the Regency
Ballroom, and the symposium
members, A. E. White,
Kingsley Dube and John
Speck took an analytical look
at man in the presence of
modern social pressures, mass
media, and automation. Each
one emphasised the
de-personalisation of human
life and the demand to do
more things in less time. Man
cannot live in satisfying
relationships with his
neighbour unless he takes
seriously the Christian faith
with regard to the infinite
worth of the individual.

The evil present in
technological advance is that it
is not used primarily to
improve the living conditions
of human life. Our human

concerns have not kept pace
with our technological
advance.

Mr. White emphasised the
world-wide concern and
message of the church and the
ability of mass media to
deliver that message, but he
raised the question, “Will the
church use this media?" Frank
See of Tulsa, Oklahoma,
brought the morning sermon
to the effect that man is in
search of God-like
achievement in science but he
does not know who he is. He
has an identity crisis, in which
the Christian faith alone can
speak to him as a whole and
declare him to be the creation
of God.

It is a much needed point,
made by the preacher, that
there was a time when dust
was no longer dust and man
became a living soul. He hit
the same theme as the
symposium members, saying
that man is the master of
things but a slave to himself.
His wonderful conclusion
needs to be repeated often,
namely, God has disclosed
man's identity in the person of
Jesus Christ.

Approving The
Impossible—

"The impossible requires a little more time!” The first full day of
the Eighth Assembly of the World Convention of Churches of Christ
reminded us of this admission attributed to some enterprising
businessman.

If Christianity requires that our reach exceed our grasp, this
Convention qualifies. And if the old slogan, "Nothing attempted.
nothing attained,” is valid, this convention affords a demonstration.
I think that something very important is attained through this
approach to the impossible.

Consider logistics and facilities. Adelaide simply can't feed, house
and accommodate a gathering of this size on the schedule
attempted. That was demonstrated Tuesday night when shuttle
buses arrived late at the Apollo Stadium and some of us didn't get
inside. But 5,200 brethren report a thrillingly helpful occasion.

You can't get 2,400 weary conventioners out at 8.00 a.m. to
study sessions; but on Wednesday morning an excellent proportion
of that number were present for enthusiastic serious conversation.
In fifty minutes a dozen or twenty people can't begin to express
their thoughts on the kind of topics assigned; but a great proportion
of them made stimulating and helpful comments. With the wide
diversity of viewpoints present on such basic elements as the place
of Scripture in Christian thought and life, you can't arrive at any
substantial consensus or conclusion; but we can, and did, gain on
approach to understandings that could not be achieved in a less
courageous attack on the impossible.

Consider the morning session at Wayville. Meaningful worship and
hymn singing are impossible in a vast echoing arena, when words,
accents, and tunes are unfamiliar to a large proportion of those
present. Or are they? We found ourselves interested and inspired,
especially by a husky Oklahoman's interpretation of Australia's plain
and thoughtful hymns of praise. And preaching? How can four
speakers serve in one session, especially when the final, featured
sermon begins uncomfortably close to the announced time of
conclusion? A good many folk had departed, physically and perhaps
mentally, before Indiana's Douglas A. Dickey brought his sermon
to its climax, but we have a notion that he still did more for his
audience than most of us preachers do tn our solo sermonizings on
Sunday morning.

The evening session at Apollo Stadium with its bright and
excellent choir, and with Kosuke Koyama's serious Scriptural and
sprightly sermon so carefully presented that none need miss a word
of it (the simultaneous turning of manuscript paces in four thousand
hands was a great tribute to the speaker) faced fewer obstacles.
Judiciously spaced uprisings to sing relieved even cramped seating.

No occasional convention can really bridge the strangenesses and
the estrangements we suffer as brothers in Christ and perhaps
cousins in common Campbell-stone heritage, but who can say that
we are not greatly helped by the World Convention’s approach to
even this impossibility?

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ADELAIDE IS A
CAMPBELL TOWN
The Remarkable Re-Discovery of the Campbell Documents

The story of the finding of the Campbell documents in Adelaide is a dramatic chapter
of The Restoration Movement and is a mine of treasure that will enrich the work of all
future historians.

Some of the material was with Alexander Campbell when he sailed from Ireland to
America in 1808, and was salvaged from the wreck which nearly took his life. As new
materials were added to the Campbell collection, new hazards came. All of it was nearly
lost in an Australian bushfire and, near the end, it was almost sent to a garbage dump by
those who did not know it's value.

Valuable, indeed priceless, the documents proved to be. Some of them were from the
pen of the young Alexander Campbell. There was a diary, there were study and reading
notes, essays and poems. There is a list (with dates and places) of the 106 sermons
Alexander delivered in his first year as a preacher.

Churches of Christ came to Australia, not from America, but first from England, via
New Zealand, when Thomas Magarey came to Adelaide in 1845. He married Elizabeth
Verco and two of their sons were Sylvanus and Alexander. Alexander Magarey followed
his interest in the Restoration Movement as far as the Campbell country in the United
States and there he met and married Virginia, Alexander Campbell's grand daughter. He
brought his bride back to Australia but the Campbell documents did not come with them.

It was Decima Campbell, Alexander Campbell's daughter, who had taken possession
of many of her father's books and papers. She married Judson Barclay, a son of Dr. James
Barclay, the first overseas missionary of the Movement. Decima's son, Julian, came to
Australia and married Mary (or Mamie), the daughter of Alexander and Virginia Magarey
and Julian brought with him the old Campbell records.

They were left in old sheds, lost sight of, and forgotten and after many moves they
were in an old soap box about to be thrown out as junk, when their latest owner Audine
(daughter of Julian and Mamie), decided to refer them first to Kathleen Magarey, a
grand-daughter of Sylvanus Magarey. Kathleen is known to us as Mrs. E. V. Lawton,
President of the World Christian Women's Fellowship at Adelaide's 8th Assembly.

The Lawtons were immediately aware of the value of the treasure so unexpectedly
put into their hands and at once brought into the story a group of Adelaide churchmen, I.
J. Chivel, E. P. C. Hollard, H. R. Taylor and David Whyatt. With the help and
encouragement of the families, concerned, steps were taken to share the discovery with
the brotherhood.

The documents were first microfilmed and then presented to the Disciples of Christ
Historical Society by Mrs. Lawton at the 7th Assembly at Puerto Rico in 1965.

There are still some original documents here in Adelaide. One that is of great interest
is a long, closely written four page letter from Thomas Campbell to Alexander. It is
reproduced in part here. It begins:

Bethany, April 29th, 1835
My Dear Son, It becomes my painful duty to inform you of the decease of your

worthy and beloved mother. She departed this life on Tuesday, the 25th inst. about 5
o’clock in the afternoon, aged 71 years and 8 months. . .

/ remain, my dear Son, your affectionate father,
Thomas Campbell

Speaking each year at one of our World Day
of Prayer meetings, sharing in World Fellowship
Day, World Community Day, and the work of
our Australian Church Women's organisation —
with particular emphasis on the Fellowship of
the Least Coin - I have sensed continually this
desire of Christian Women to come closer in
understanding to each other and to women
throughout the world.

One of our 'mutual joys' was experienced
when Doreen Strack, our dedicated W.C.W.F.
representative, was among those chosen to
represent Australia at the Asian Christian
Women's Conference in Djkarta.

I express my sincere thanks to all women
everywhere who have extended to me their love
and friendship in so many ways.

I can never adequately express my thanks to
all who have worked so tirelessly to make this
Convention a success, giving of their time,
talents and energies in so many ways.

It has been said of another great gathering
such as this that "our responsibility does not
end with the programme — it On*V
commences.” How true this is! For each one of
us must leave this "hill top” experience and go
back to our appointed place, to face again our
own particular difficulties and challenges,
knowing that "it is God that worketh in us to
will and to do His good pleasure," and that
"Christ asks only one thing of us — our
faithfulness.”

The highlight of the Wednesday evening
session of the church Convention was the
address (better yet, the sermon) by Dr
Koyama. This observation is not intended to
minimize several other brilliant features, but
rather is intended to focus on the single
purpose of this Convention, "preaching the
word".

Dr. Koyama intentionally and deliberately
presented to a near capacity audience the Christ
who "Though He was sick.

At this point in the address the
question was asked "But is This Amazing
Exchange Confirmed?

"yes" was given in response to these questions.
"It is validated by the resurrection of Christ."

Dr. Koyama made reference to the fact that
God has moved with "oxcart speed" to effect
the "exchange". "In His divine slowness” God

reveals the mystery of His efficient salvation.”
A generous applause gave approval to the

proclamation of the Christ by the personable
spokesman.

The spotlight was focused on Mr. Sonny
Graham, a young Aborigmai preacher, who
applauded the work of the Churches of Christ
among his people. Other voices are calling for
the attention of the Aboriginals, including
Communism and Black Power. He emphasized
the fact that there is only one voice to which
his beloved people must listen, and that is the
voice of Christ who calls "Come unto Me all of
you who labor and are heaven laden and I will
give you rest.” His brief testimony of the power
of Christ sent a thrill through the vast audience.

And what can be said of Mr. Shaw and his
ability to provoke the congregation to singing,
that has not already been said. The Multivoice
Choir adds color and support to the congregat­
ion in addition to its own contribution to the
worship through the Anthems.

They
were the greatest foreign missionary church of all times One in ten of their number
was sent as a foreign missionary, and one tenth of every member s income went to
foreign missions. They had missionaries on every world frontier.

Today there are no Moravian missionaries and hardly any Moravian church. The
article says that the home church was bled white of money and leadership. It
quietly weakened and left the missionaries stranded. The goose that laid the golden
egg died of malnutrition.

I began to wonder if we are letting that happen in Australia. We hear a lot
about going into new areas overseas. I haven t heard much about us starvng a new
church in Australia for a long time.

In fact they've just closed one down a couple of suburbs away from here. It
was a church in a foreign missionary situation too. Over half the population <n the
district are foreigners. And a few other churches not far from here that used to be
big churches don't have ministers any more.

A few Sundays ago our Minister was on to us to give generously to overseas
missions, and rightly so. He told us that church giving to foreign missions has been
going down.

I wonder if we need to check the goose that lays the golden eggs, to see if
maybe its ribs are sticking through under its fine feathers. It may need some urgent
force-feeding to get it back into laying condition! TEHTIUS



McCallister sets tme tiheme

“ONE GOSPEL-ONE WORLD”
By Granville Walker.

Speaking on the subject, "The
Gospel and World Unrest" Dr.
Raymond McCallister of St. Louis,
Ms.. set for the audience
overflowing Apollo Stadium on
opening night the theme of the 8th
World Convention of Churches of
Christ • "The Gospel, One World."

Dr. McCallister declared that the
world is under divine judgement —
a fact reflected in the unrest, the
belligerence, the mistrust and
suspicion rampant everywhere. The
stock explanations of this
condition, he averred, do not go far
enough for they leave out the moral
factor — the fact that man is
suffering not merely from a
population explosion — and its
attendant miseries or from
technological advances which have

caught him unprepared, or from the
rise of the Third World — but from
his sins. Accordingly the real state
of affairs is not viewed "within the
framework of command and
disobedience. judgement and
grace."

Dr. McCallister suggested two
things which, beginning, with
ourselves, we might do in response
to the worlds' unrest.

Said he, "We must shift from
noisy confusion to the composure
of the contemplative life." We must
shift from talking to listening; we
must discover the "Margin of
tranquility".

The world needs men of deep
understanding who can penetrate
sham and distinguish between truth
and half truth. Such men, declared
Dr. McCallister, are not born in

confusion but emerge from the
soul's quietness.

Dr. McCallister's second appeal
was that we must shift from
membership to discipleship,
contending that we have come to
equate membership in the church
with discipleship to Jesus Christ —
but the one does not necessarily
follow from the other."Membership
nails us down; discipleship pulls us
loose, membership draws us in;
discipleship sends us out." The
Church is to go wherever there is
human need — for the Church
means people with a mission. Jesus
frequently sent his disciples out to
do something — and the word "go"
was often used by him to send his
followers on meaningful missions-
"Go preach, go sell, go work, go
into the highways, go into the next

town, go into the streets, go to my
brethren, go to the lost sheep, go
make it right with your brother,
arise and go1"

That is good counsel for the
Church as well as for individuals,
said Dr. McCallister. "Here, there
are two aims of a revolution that is
going on in the Church today To
explore the silence beyond the
noisy confusion, and to develop
discipleship beyond mere
membership."

This he declared, is the call of
faith, a call to the unknown — "Let
us arise and go!"

(Dr. Walker is Senior Minister,
University Christian Church, Fort
Worth, Texas and a former
president of the International
Convention.)

Mercer Shaw is a big man with a big voice,
and he makes music in a big way.

In the USA he is Minister of Music and
Drama at a big church in Oklahoma City where
he leads five choirs. When he produces oratorios
such as "The Messiah” and "The Seven Last
Words" the programme packs an auditorium of
1500 seats for three nights in a row.

He regularly leads the congregational singing

in his church and is actively engaged in radio
and T.V. work.

He has some strong ideas about the main
target in church music. The most important
thing, he argues, is not the organ, the soloists,
or the choir. It is congregational singing.
Everything else may be used to help him reach
that target, but church music has failed in it's
job if the congregation doesn't sing.

We asked him how the Convention
congregation was singing. He replied, "Fine!
fine!" but he added, "of course, they'll get
better every day." And he will see that we do.

Young people, says Mr. Shaw, will also sing
if we give them the right songs. But we'll never
win them with traditional hymns only. We shall
have to add contemporary songs.

Mercer Shaw is married and has six children.
He is a cheerful bloke and wants everyone to
share his happiness. If any service this week is
dull, it won't be any fault of his.

Garfield Todd is a New Zealander as well as
a Rhodesian, but he hasn't been to New
Zealand lately, and people change.

At the Apollo Stadium he was told where
his sister-in-law Ivy Todd, was sitting and he
went over and gave her a big brotherly kiss.

Unfortunately, it wasn't Ivy Todd at all, but
Ivy Haigh, another New Zealander. The second
Ivy didn't mind a bit.

(This sort of thing does happen — one of
our reporters made the same mistake seven
times with the pretty flag-bearers).
