BEFORE WE TURN ASIDE . . .

IT is back to the desk, the kitchen, the office, the factory,
the shop and the pen, for the thousands who made the

pilgrimage to Adelaide: and, of course, for the thousands of
our brothers and sisters In the churches for whom Adelaide
is home. They spent years getting ready for our coming, and
days cleaning up after we left, but we trust that they were
also able to share with us the Inspiration of the six days of
great fellowship and great preaching.

Something of those days has been trapped in print and
picture, although the most significant moments of the 8‘h
Assembly of the World Convention were not to be measured

in remembering things seen and heard, in resolutions passed.
or even in the endurance test of sitting long and listening hard.

The true values of Adelaide. 1970, will be seen in the
rediscovery of the meaning of discipleship in our own place
and the ways in which we love the Lord, serve the world, and
unify the church at our desks, in our kitchens, offices, factories
and shops, and with the pen

But before we turn aside from those crowded and memor­
able days, let us share again with the congregation of 9,000
and photographer David Whyatt the high moments of the
Convention climax, lhe Communion Service.
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A MONG the many mistakes which the majority of us
•^Amake with painful regularity is that of falling prey to
the error of the otherwise. Blind to the nature of the imme­
diate moment, we constantly turn our thoughts and attention
In other directions: "If only I had lived at some other time
in some other placet If only I were more capable or in some
other situation! If only I had a different Job or were working
under another supervisor! If only my limitations were not so
numerous and my opportunities were not so few!" How
attractive it appears — this elusive land of elsewhere!

If anyone would seem to qualify for citizenship in that
popular place, it is the man whom we know as Moses. As we
encounter him in the Book of Exodus, he is an exile in a
foreign land, having fled there following an act of outright
murder. For 40 years he has tended the sheep of Jethro, his
father-in-law, rising before the sun and following the flocks
as they scatter over the parched, rock-strewn grazing lands.
Suddenly’, an angel of the Lord speaks to him from within
a flaming bush: “Put off your shoes from your feet, for the
place on which you are standing is holy ground." (3: 5).

Think of it. Not the place where you stood yesterday—
or where your forebears were a century or more ago. Not
the place where you hope to be tomorrow—or where your
descendants will be several generations down the line. But
the place where you are NOW. That is holy ground!

Like most of us, Moses undoubtedly cherished certain
treasured events from the past and clung to a handful of
dreams for the future. And like most of us, he seemed equally
certain about the present. It was ordinary, lacking in lustre,
practically' hopeless. After all, it was not exactly elevating
to spend one’s energies in the dull routine of tending another
man’s sheep. "If only I had lived at some other time, in an­
other place, and under different circumstances!” But God
saw things from an entirely different point of view. On that
common, unnoticed day — in a strange and distant land —
He reached out, got hold of a man, and turned his eyes from
the "otherwise" to the "herc-and-now.” And neither Moses,
nor the people of Israel, nor the history of the world was
ever the same again.

When God says that he is counting on us, we find It
difficult to believe him. "Who? Me?" we ask. Rather over­
come by the suggestion, we begin to make excuses, magnify
our problems, and underscore our limitations—and quickly
allow towering opportunities to slip by. It need not be thus,
especially if we understand some of the ways in which we
blindly glamorise the "otherwise." Moses’ ancient encounter
with God beside that burning bush on the plains of Midian
provides the framework on which we can conveniently arrange
our thoughts.

L
The error of the otherwise can be clearly observed in

our tendency to deprecate the present and glorify the past.
We do this despite the fact that God says, "The place on
which you arc standing (present tense) is holy ground.” As
a matter of fact there are not many of us who have even
the remotest sense of standing on sacred soil. The present
seems so impossible — so ordinary — so problem-filled. Only
in distant days did men feel the surging constraints of God
in their lives.

If only we could have been port of that valiant company’
which the Lord led out of Egypt! If only we could have been
Inspired by the prophets as they delivered their flaming mes­
sages! If only we could have been around when He sent
His Son to live and die on our behalf! If only we could have
experienced the outpouring of his Spirit on Pentecost!

It is nothing short of amazing to think how much of our
religion is expressed in the past tense. It is almost as if God
stopped working—and certainly stopped breaking through into
men’s lives—when the Bible went to press.

OTHEEMISE

I read somewhere that we ought to take a more realistic
look at yesterday’. If we did so, we would find that we have
unwittingly draped an aura of wistfulness and respectability
about people and events that are strangely’ contemporary.

Isaiah, for Instance, peers through the obscuring haze
of a thousand years, and says, concerning the exodus from
Egypt. "There was not a straggler in their ranks." (14: 31).
But thumb through the Book of Exodus, and you find a
different story: "The whole congregation of the people of
Israel murmured against Moses and against Aaron . . . and
said to them, ’Would that, we had died ... in the land of
Egypt.’" (16: 23). And then Isaiah has the gall to write,
"There was not a straggler in their ranks." Only about
600,000 of them—the whole congregation of the people of
Israel—that’s all 1

It is surprising, this practice of berating the present and
glamorising the past—of allowing fantasy to supplant fact. If
we study’ the matter carefully we will find that morals are
no worse now than they ever were, that governments are no
more corrupt than they have always been, that opportunities
arc no less than at other times across the years.

You see, the past was hardly ever a pageant of triumphs.
especially for anyone who was honest enough to set down
his experiences on paper. The exceptions are woefully’ few.

And the present is seldom the cheap and shabby thing
that we usually think it is. There have never been greater
opportunities for significant living and meaningful service
than right here in 1970. There has never been a greater
possibility for a shattered world to achieve its unity through
the gospel of our Lord than right now.

Obviously’ there is more than meets the eye in this word
from the burning bush: "The place where you are standing
now is holy ground." How senseless to play down the present
and glorify the past! The error of the otherwise!

This erroneous thinking can also be dLcemed in the

theory that denies meaning and purpose to the world and
our involvement in IL Moses could not see how the future
held promise cither for him or for his countrymen. He wasn’t
even a small cog in the machine, and his fellow' Israelites
were in bondage to Pharaoh. Soon the curtain would fall cn
their little lives, and other unknowns would move haltingly
across the world’s stage. They would all go through the motion
of playing their parts, but their dreams had neither signifi­
cance nor meaning..

Moses could not have been farther from the facts. Our
world L going somewhere. Life doesn’t ride off in all direc­
tions nt once. Neither docs it stumble aimlussly into tomorrow.
Admittedly, there are successes and failures, heights and
depths. But there are also certain ideas and motives that keep
recurring with sufficient regularity that the whole business
stems to be headed somewhere.

The verdicts of some pessimists notwithstanding, our exis­

tence is not a monotonous circle of nothingness. Life is not
as described by the Venerable Bede back in the Middle Ages
—“like a bird flying in from the darkness into a brilliantly
lit banquet hall, circling for a while, and then retreating to
the darkness once again."

Life is on the march, and there are many of us who think
we are now catching glimpses of the first cautious banners
of that new day when the spirit of man will stand tall and
claim his heritage — when a shattered world shall truly
experience its oneness in Christ.

There are glimpses of this in religion, in philosophy, and
in science. Here and there a shaft of light appears in the
valiant struggle for human rights—in the uneasy conscience
we feel concerning the world's dispossessed—in the restless­
ness of youth who are dissatisfied with life as it is and are
therefore committed to bringing in a brave new world of
righteousness and peace.

Birth pangs are never easy. They are discomforting, at
times even frightening. But the new life that appears soon
eclipses every pain that preceded it.

Some time ago, at the 300th anniversary of the founding
of their university, a group of freshmen arrived, bearing this
banner: This University has waited 300 years for us. It was
a fantastic idea, and likely the students planned it thus. But
there was truth in their proclamation. Those young people
were heirs to a high tradition; they were stewards of man­
kind's hopes; they were keepers of dreams. The university
was waiting for them.

So with ourselves. As someone has said, we are living
at a point where the wealth of mankind's yesterdays moves
in upon the promise of tomorrow—with God at work—wait­
ing his thousands of years for us, if there is to be any future
at all.

God called Moses because it was his world, and there was
his work to do. He also calls us intending that in our hands
the gospel shall transform his world, which is not spinning
aimlessly in space but going somewhere. "If only’ I were in
some other situation!" The error of the otherwise!

See this illustrated finally in the widespread temptation

to minimise the unlimited potential in each and every one
of us. Moses, for Instance, did not appear to be a likely can­
didate for greatness. He had a full measure of limitations,
with some to spare.

He had fled Egypt after killing an overseer who had mis­
treated two of his fellow Hebrews, but he was a murderer
nonetheless. He had spent 40 years in a foreign land, tending
sheep that were not even his own. Day after dreary day was
clouded by the hopelessness of a situation from which there
appeared to be no escape; and yet, God said, "The place on
which you are standing is holy ground."

Moses’ protest was understandable. "Who am I that I
should go to Pharaoh and bring the sons of Israel out of
Egypt?" "But I will be with you," God replied, (cf. 3: 1011).
Never underestimate the potential of a man whose life has
become an instrument in the hands of God.

More than a century ago, an Irish evangelist sat on a
park bench in Dublin and told a teenage boy that the world
had yet to see what could happen if a person would dedicate
his life fully to Christ. And Dwight L. Moody got up from
that bench to become the Instrument by which a world was
brought to its knees. The potential was there; it simply
awaited his willingness.

It is quite fashionable these days to take a rather dim
view of human nature — to look at the mess we are in and to
conclude that there Is little hope for any of us. With typical
cynicism, old George Bernard Shaw once wrote, "The longer
I live, the more I am inclined to believe that this earth Is
used by other planets as a lunatic asylum.” The mood is wide­
spread: "Nothing makes much sense. The cards are stacked
against me. Things are in a mess, and I’m not the man to
set them straight."

On the other hand, you and I are all that God has. Des­
pite our limitations and wilfulness, he "makes it" with us,
or not at all. God continues to believe in us, even when we
cease believing In ourselves, just as he never lost faith in
Moses.

Fortunately, there are times when he breaks through into
certain lives, and then we fairly marvel at the wonder of
what takes place.

A fugitive from justice meets the power of Egypt head-
on and leads God’s people out of a crippling bondage. A ruth­
less Pharisee, committed to persecuting every Christian who
crossed hie path, becomes the incarnation of the greatest
hymn of love ever written. An ordinary monk writes what, In
our day, was a simple "letter to the editor," and the Protes­
tant Reformation is launched. An unknown seamstress in
Montgomery, Alabama, refuses to stand at the rear of a bus
and suddenly sparks the modem civil rights movement.

Somehow God works best in comers—in ordinary situa­
tions and with run-of-the-mill people from whom not much
is expected. He seldom concerns himself with what we think
is important. He has other ideas. He uses common things and
ordinary people in out-of-the-way places—often so unob­
trusively that the world is hardly aware of it.

But the possibilities arc there—in lives such as yours and
mine—along streets that you know well—behind doors that
have swung open many times, perhaps at your very touch.
"The place on which you arc standing is holy ground."

Never err at the point of selling yourself short—of saying,
"If only my limitations weren’t so great! If only the circum­
stances were different!” The error of the otherwise!

CONCLUSION
During a period of prolonged convalescence, the late Presi­

dent John F. Kennedy wrote a little volume titled Profiles in
Courage. It is not a profound book, but it ably chronicles
the lives of certain people like John Quincy Adams, Daniel
Webster, Sam Houston, and other figures in our nation’s his­
tory who will not soon be forgotten. They were ordinary
mortals like you and me, but they had the courage to believe
In themselves and In the significance of one solitary life in an
ordinary situation. The "otherwise" did not concern them.
The "here and now" was of crucial consequence. Acting In
the light of that conviction, they rose to the occasion, and
what they did tipped the scales of eternity.

One gospel, making possible one world! Somehow God
won’t settle for less. In places we know well, amid situations
we encounter again and again, he still singles out common
people like you and me: "The place where you are standing
is holy ground." We take it from there!

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THE COMMUNITY

IS THE PATIENT
A CHILD conics into a clinic with pneumonia, hookworm producing anemia and

general malnutrition. It is clear that he needs penicillin and perhaps sulpha tablets
for the pneumonia, anthelmintics for the worm infection and vitamins, iron and
powdered milk for malnutrition. In all likelihood this treatment will prove success­
ful and the case can be marked "closed.”

But when the same child conics back to the health centre some months later
again suffering from hookworm and this time more severely malnourished, it is
obvious that his personal disease Is really a symptom of a wider social disease
affecting his family and the community.

Bad hygienic conditions and hazardous
customs lead to hookworm infection; eat­
ing habits and inadequate agricultural
production form the background for mal­
nutrition.

Any health care action limited to the
individual pathology of this child, how­
ever necessary it may be, will not touch
the roots of the problem.

This diagnosis of the underlying prob­
lem of health care in the developing world
has led the Christian Medical Commis­
sion (CMC.) of the World Council of
Churches to conclude: "The community
is the patient.” To treat this patient it
prescribes a comprehensive programme
based as much on promoting health and
wholeness as on treating symptoms.

But who is qualified to administer tills
treatment? Christian medical workers
manning church hospitals around the
world, national churches which have in­
herited many of these hospitals from
Western-based mission agencies, and
finally those agencies remaining in the
field plus the service arms of the denomi­
nations which are increasingly called on
to support medical work.

Thus far C.M.C. has worked primarily
with the first group. Not having the
power of the purse, it has sought to
provide a forum where these workers
could get an overall picture of the com­
munity’s health needs and see how they
might co-opcrate with government and
other voluntary agencies to treat the
patient.

At the annual meeting of CM.C. in
early September, Dr. Sophia Kruyt, M.D.,
director of the Mardl Santosa Hospital
for Mother and Child Care in Surabaja,
Indonesia, gave on answer to the ques­
tion who can treat the community. She
said: "The only feasible way of produc­
ing dramatic 'improvements in health
practices, including nutrition and family
planning, is by persuading church mem-
bers to act ns missionaries for public
health in their own societies." For this
role they must be given the necessary
information and be convinced of the
importance of proper health practices.
But most of all, they must be willing
to spend time and effort on their neigh­
bours, Dr. Kruyt said. "The battle can
be won, but it will be long and hard."

The educational potential of the church
was stressed also by Father Anthony A.
D’Souza a Roman Catholic who directs
the Indian Social Institute in New
Delhi. He pleaded for raising the age
of marriage.

"How can a girl of 13 have the emo­
tional, psychological and physical matur­

ity to take such an important step?" he
asked. If women were more mature when
they married, the fertility pattern would
be affected. Equally any improvement
in the status of women, particularly
their educational and economic status,
would have an impact on family size,
he maintained.

One commission member thought fam­
ily size should not be the main criterion
of population policy. Dr. David Morley,
of London, put major emphasis on the
interval between births. "In some cases
the interval is as short as 1G months,”
he reported. “You can imagine what that
means in terms of strain on the mother
and the psychological shock to the chil­
dren continually displaced by the arrival
of another baby."

Dr. Charles Elliott, an economist with
experience in Africa, condemned what he
called "the stethoscope syndrome.” He
called on the churches to challenge gov­
ernments on the ethics of spending the
health budget on luxury facilities for the
urban elite. “The churches should be
primarily concerned with the under­
privileged, the dispossessed, the power­
less,” he said. "It is they who arc robbed
of even minimal preventive medicine
when the government insists on building
totally inappropriate teaching hospitals
and medical schools in the capital city.”

CHURCH PROTESTS ANTI-STRIKE
BILL

(Hong Kong). Protestant and Roman
Catholic clergymen in this British colony
have defied the Governor and entered
the political fray to protest against a
draft Bill that would virtually outlaw
strike action in Industrial disputes.

The churches say the Bill is an
affront to social justice and would cause
deep resentment among the workers.

The attack on the Government’s plans
to curb strikers’ rights followed a
workers’ seminar attended by both
Catholic and Protestant clergymen.

This is the first occasion here on
which the Church lias taken such a
strong public stand against the Govern­
ment.

Already the colony’s 300.000 Catholics
have been told by their church leaders
to defy the Bill If it becomes law.

The churches which organise almost
all of Hong Kong’s social welfare work
were earlier this year warned by the
Governor, Sir David Trench, not to get
involved In politics.—EPS.

TALK

No. 16—LUKE 12: 29 (Weymouth)

"Between Hope and Fear."

Driving to tho World Convention I
stopped at a country garage and noticed
a sign proclaiming tho owner’s faith: "In
God we trust: all others cash." It was tho
first part of this verse that Jesus sought
to promote in men. Absolute trust in God
underlay all His teaching. Our trouble Is
that we want to safeguard our trust in
God by an equal trust in our material
possessions. Yet Jesus stressed the pro­
vidential care of tho Father. In the most
beautiful way Ho said: "Consider the
ravens . . . consider the lilies . . . how
much more will He clothe you, O men of
little faith!" (verso 28).

"Why are you anxious?" (verse 26).
This becomes the key question when w©
consider our lack of trust in God. His
answer was that faithful seeking of God’s
Kingdom would overcome our anxiety.

FOR TODAY:
Even the football headlines after the

V.F.L.’s grand final proclaimed tho teach­
ing of Jesus: "Carlton won because it
played in hope; Collingwood lost because
it feared it would." Many people live at
worry level. They are losers because their
life is dominated by tholr fear of losing.
Many "rise up early and go late to rest,
eating the bread of anxious toll." (Psalm
127: 2).

Fear today robs, defeats and limits the
lives of many. Hopo inspires, endues and
sustains for others. But tho rest "waver
between hope and fear." (Verse 26). It
is this uncertainty that is anxiety. Liko
some uncertain car driver, we rev. our
engines constantly with the clutch in —
great noise and fuming, but it gets us
nowhere! Wavering between fear and hopo
destroys us in anxiety. "Therefore I tell
you, do not bo anxious about your life
. . . instead seek His Kingdom." (verso
31).

When Paul wrote his great chapter on
the indwelling peace of God, (Phil. 4.) ho
started it with this simple prescription for
overcoming anxiety, "Stand firm in tho
Lord." (v. 1). Standing firm In tho Lord
overcomes anxiety, for it stops us "wav­
ering between hopo and fear." It sets us
steadfastly seeking His Kingdom instead.

John and Evelyn Friebel, after com­
pleting the slx-month administration
course In Teacher Training In Pt. Mores­
by, are settling into the work on our
mission station at Chungrlbu. John is a
graduate of Kenmore Christian College,
and Evelyn Is a nurse.

In a recent letter the Friebels give
some of their first Impressions: “We
made it. Our trip was uneventful al­
though the start was very hot as the
Fokker had been waiting in the sun
all morning with no air conditioning
until the engines start. It was almost
unbearable and we wondered how Helen,
the baby, would take it. But things soon
cooled down and Helen slept.

At Lae we went on across the rich
Markham River valley to Madang. The
airport was practically deserted, so we
were pleased to see Geoff and Marie
Harrison from our mission who were in
Madang awaiting the arrival of their
new baby. (Now safely here—a boy. They
now have a girl and boy I).

We spent Wednesday in Madang shop­
ping and opening accounts, under the

guidance of Geoff and Marie. On Thurs­
day lunch-time Geoff took us out to the
airport again where we boarded our
M.A.F. Cessna 205. My size (6’ 4’A”)
made things difficult, but I managed to
twist around and sit down beside the
pilot.

In about half an horn* we surveyed
the Ramu and Chungrlbu after a good
flight which revealed even more of the
ruggedness and jungle of New Guinea.
This ruggedness has to be seen to be
comprehended, as GO to 80 degree slopes
abound.

Back at Chungribu on the Ramu low­
lands, our M.AT. plant* landed. Flics
and heat abounded as we met our fellow
workers, Noela Mobbs and Diana Catts.
After a cool drink we started unpacking
our goods into our ‘new’ house which
is so much bigger than we have been
used to. Evelyn was pleased to see the
gas stove, a replacement for the old
wood stove.

As anticipated, mosquitoes were bad
but will be worse in the wet season —
this is still the dry.

Three distinguished scholars from the

United States brotherhood gave a series
of lectures at the College of the Bible
in September-October. Students were
joined by city and country ministers in
the sessions.

Dr. Dean Walker of Emmanuel Col­
lege lectured on the Lordship of Christ
and its significance to the Church and
world of today. Affirming the "Restora­
tion Principle,” he saw it as restoring
man to his true nature, in Christ,
the church to its true nature under the

Lordship of Christ,
the world to the reign of God,
the universe to the knowledge of God,
the kingdom to faith in the Lordship of

Christ.
Dr. Stephen England, emeritus pro­

fessor of Phillips University, carried his
75 years lightly enough to endear him­
self to students and the small children
of students. Stephen England Is a gnnius
at gathering together New Testament
passages throwing light on the great
doctrines of the faith. He chose to lec­
ture on the New Testament doctrine of
the Church.

Dr. Joyce emphasised the
past, present and future Implications of
baptism and the Lord’s Supper. They pro­
claim the historic events of the gospel.

They are a means of grace as they are
observed by persons of faith. They reach
into the future . . . the Lord’s Supper
being a means of grace "until he come”
and baptism a continuing sign of the
action of the risen Lord in the church.
Speaking of evangelism Dr. Joyce re­
called Christ’s invitation to all who would
follow’ him to "take up the cross.” Christ
took the cross because of his will to give
himself in love to all men. The Chris­
tian’s cross means no less. Evangelism
involves no less.

TOURING PARTIES
The College was also pleased to enter­

tain overseas touring parties of dele­
gates on the way to and from World Con­
vention. On Sunday, Oct. 18 Just under
400 Americans were joined by GO New
Zealanders together with their Austra­
lian hosts and their families, for an after­
noon at the College.

Margaret Horne, a nurse from
N.S.W. and new missionary, came with
her. Bett, Graeme and John Sonsle, with
Graeme’s brother, Neil, and wife Judy
from Broken Hill, have also paid a visit.

So far we have been very busy. There
is so much to learn, so many new’ things
to learn about, customs, culture, and lan­
guage.

FEDERAL
CONFERENCE

Shortened to give emphasis to the 8th
World Convention the 33rd Federal Con­
ference in Adelaide was well supported
and significant. It opened with a relaxed
President’s Reception at the Regency
Ballroom at Wayville. Items were given
by a male trio, a duet, and the "Mes­
sengers.” Greetings came from leaders of
State delegations and overseas, civic and
inter-church representatives. Dr. Theo.
Fisher, of Albuquerque, New Mexico,
climaxed the evening with a devotional
segment. The programme ended with
supper and the inevitable conversation
when the Australian brotherhood gathers.

One hundred West Australians, strand­
ed in Perth by a 24-hour lightning rail
strike missed the evening and the first
day of Conference, including Women’s •
Conference.

BUSINESS
Business sessions were confined to

Friday morning, afternoon, and evening.
The representative basis for all States
was broadened and the maximum num­
ber of representatives was raised from
30 to 50.

Conference endorsed the policy of the
Overseas Mission Board in giving first
priority hi expansion to a response to
invitations for missionaries to villages
along the Keram River and in the
Schrader Ranges of New Guinea. Pro­
posals Involving increased expenditure,
such as possible involvement in Indonesia
in various ways, were required to be
referred to State Conference Executives
and approved by a majority of them.

It was decided to take no action at
this time to establish a Church of Christ
in Darwin. The invitation by the United
Church in North Australia and the Ter­
ritories was accepted enabling us to have
recognition of our members In fellowship
with its congregations. Federal Confer­
ence was instructed to keep the situa­
tion under review in the light of chang­
ing circumstances.

Motions presented by the Social Ques­
tions and Services Board recognised the
futility of war and urged the Federal
Government to expedite the withdrawal
of Australian troops from the Vietnam
War and to actively seek a Just peace.
Expressing concern about the road toll
Conference called for a uniform traffic
code for Australia, special endorsement
for drivers licensed to drive vehicles
capable of high speeds, Increased regis­
tration costs for such vehicles, compul­
sory fitting and use of safety belts for
all seats, immediate automatic cancelling
of licence for drivers exceeding the
.05% blood alcohol content and an ade­
quate bitumen width for two cars to pass
on all sealed pavements. Support was
given also to the "Pensioners' Little
Budget Campaign” calling for a $1 in­
crease to all persons on pensions and

a public inquiry on various forms of
post-retirement provisions.

The Constitution of the Preachers'
Provident Fund was altered to allow the
appointment of on Investment Manage­
ment Service to provide for the wisest
investments of that fund.

Conference recorded its appreciation of
22 years of faithful and efficient service
given by L. J. Butler ns Assistant Sec­
retary. Mr. Butler was elected the Fed­
eral Vice-President for Victoria.

CONSULTATIONS
An increasingly significant part of

recent Federal Conferences has been the
meeting of departmental bodies. This
Conference capitalised on the presence of
overseas specialists for Sectional Confer­
ences. Overseas consultants were present
nt open sessions for all day on Overseas
Missions and for half days for Chris­
tian Education, Christian Union and
Literature. Closed sessions were held for
interstate sectional discussions on Social
Service and Aborigines’ Missions. At
other times Directors of Departments of
Home Missions and Evangelism and mem­
bers of the Federal Board of Christian
Education met — both separately and
then in a common consultation chaired
by the Federal Secretary. In all about
500 people were engaged in Sectional
Conferences on Saturday.

SUNDAY PROGRAMME
Sunday afternoon concluded and clim­

axed the 33rd Federal Conference. More
than 1.000 people filled the Maughan
Memorial Church and Way Hull was
filled for an overflow meeting of 400.
Some took up the intervening spaces
not served by amplification, and a few
returned home to listen in to the ser­

vice as broadcast by 5KA as its regular
"Sunday Focus” programme.

The Federal President, S. R. Beck,
shared the leadership of the service with
the ministers of the Central Methodist
Mission. The preacher was the Hon. R.
S. Garfield Todd of Rhodesia. He spoke
with strong convictions on "God and the
Nation." In a following interview with
the Rev. Keith Seaman he answered
with frankness and Insight questions on
racial and other public issues.

Following the broadcast period Confer­
ence concluded with recognitions to the
President, S. R. Beck, by the new Presi­
dent, A. II. Walkington, of Perth, and
to the Secretary, R. S. McLean, and
members of the 33rd Federal Conference
Committee. The trustees of the Maughan
Memorial Church were thanked for the
generous use of their buildings for our
Conference.—E. W. Roffey, Fed. Sec.

The Eaomeraofl Service
The Ecumenical Service of Prayer for

Christian Unity during the Pope’s visit
to Australia, arranged by the Australian
Council of Churches and the Roman
Catholic Church, will be held in the
Sydney Town Hall at 8 p.m., Wednesday.
Dec. 2.

About 2,500 people from all churches
in Australia will be invited to attend the
service.

An anthem by a combined choir will
be followed by addresses by the Presi­
dent of the Australian Council of
Churches (the Rt. Rev. David Garnsey,
Bishop of Glppsland) and by Pope Paul.

Others taking part will be Cardinal
Sir Norman Gilroy, a R.C. student, Pas­
tor Doug Nicholls of Churches of Christ,
Rt. Rev. F. McKay, Moderator-General
of the Presbyterian Church of Australia,
Archbishop Ezekiel of the Greek Ortho­
dox Church, and the Primate of the
Anglican Church, or his representative.
The congregation will say the Lord’s
Prayer, led by Pope Paul.

In announcing details of the service.
Bishop Garnsey said that the details as
proposed to the Roman Catholic Church
and the A.C.C. Executive had been
approved unchanged by both bodies. The
entire service will be In English.

[The Australian Council of Churches
believes this ecumenical service will be
significant, not only ns a sign that the
Churches have a will to pray to God for
a renewed spirit of love and trust among

Christians, but also as a sign that the
Church has a God-given ministry of
ieconciliation among all men (11 Cor.
5: 18-19).

It Is for the sake of Jesus Christ and
his gospel that Churches join together as
members of the Council. Ecum.nL-m does
not mean that theological differences
are unimportant or unreal If they were,
Christian unity would have been realised
long ago. It means, on the contrary, that
differences must be taken seriously. The
Council bases its work on the assump­
tion that constant prayer and study are
necessary so that disunity may be over­
come by the truth and love of God.
Prayer is essential because unity Is a
gift of God and not the invention of
man. The substance of such prayer is
that the Holy Spirit will bring us closer
together even ns we arc renewed accord­
ing to the will and purpose of God (cf.
Rom. 12: 2).

In the Australian Council of Churches,
Christians from traditions as diverse as
the Eastern Orthodox and the Salva­
tion Army work together. No Church,
when it Joins the Council, undertakes
either to accept the doctrinal formula­
tions or oss^rtions of any other member
or to compromise its own beliefs or
standards. Ecumenism Is impossible with­
out honesty and frankness. There are
differ’nt views even on the crucial ques­
tion of how Christian unity can be re­
stored, but we do hold a common start­
ing point: that true unity is found in
Christ himself.]

SCRIPTURE SPEAKS

Dr. Killmler’s letter (Oct. 17) gives
away his whole position.

SHORTAGE OF MINISTERS Our colleges are attracting comparatively large
numbers of students for the ministry and the Anglicans have a steady supply
of men. Some churches arc not so well off. The Congrcgationalists, Methodists,
and Roman Catholic Churches arc all short of recruits. The R.C. Church has
been placing large advertisements in their journals without much result. The
reasons for the shortage of candidates for the ministry are many and varied.
These include: (a) our affluent society offers many financial rewards. Young people
tend to marry earlier and couples are not so ready to surrender financial security.
(b) the church has suffered from the revolutions in society and in the church,
the relevance of Gcd to daily life is challenged and in the general uncertainty
many young men are deterred from offering themselves, (c) the traditional
pastoral role of the minister is also being questioned.

MISSING EDITOR Francis James, former editor of "The Anglican," disappeared
in China more than a year ago and his fate is a mystery. Despite the efforts by
churchmen and the Governments of Australia and Britain, the Chinese will
neither confirm n?r deny that James is held by them. The absence of the worst
news gives continued hope that he is alive. Mr. James was a radical type of
journalist (whatever that may mean) who wrote provocatively about the church's
■ ole in the world. His journal ceased publication after his disappearance but
was later revived by a more conservative editorial group. While the paper
moved a little to the right, it plunged deeply into the red and after a few issues
again ceased publication.

FOUR MEN AND A CAT When so many modern adventures arc smothered
with hullaballoo and financed daily progress reports, it was refreshing to have
the South American raft La Balsa sneak up on us so modestly last week. With
it's very existence being denied by senior maritime officials, the last days of the
voyage of the little craft also brought new honour to amateur radio men who
pinpointed its position and ensured its safe arrival in Queensland.

BOOKS
"CHRIST AND THE WORLD'S RELIGIONS"

By Dr. Arnold D. Hunt (Joint Board) 1970. $1.50.
“What is wrong with the other major religions?1* "Why

is Cliristlanlty the only true religion?” "Aren’t they all just
different paths leading to the same place?” This kind of
question is repeatedly asked of the high school Christian
Education teacher, and it is also asked or felt by many
other people within our community, perhaps even by many
Christians.

If the adherents of these other religions outnumber
Christians then it is an understandable question, and it is
an important one. After all, who wants to be regarded as a
bigot?

We live in a fest moving, modern, secular world. Masses
of Muslims and Buddhists live only a few hours’ flight from
us. How do we, os Christians, see these people and their
religions?

Dr. Arnold Hunt, former missionary to India and now
Principal of an Adelaide Theological College, has written
an excellent book setting out the important tenets of Hindu­
ism, Buddhism, Confucianism, Shinto, Islam and Judaism,
and discussing the Christian attitude to these religions. He
is a Christian but attempts to be fair to those who are not.

The book is very readable, written for young people as
well as adults, but this reviewer has not seen a better book
on the subject.

It contains a built-in study guide for 10 sessions for
adult and youth groups, or for personal reading.

Many teachers of Christian Education nt secondary schools

are starved for materials and guidance. This book by a teacher
in charge of religious education at an English secondary
school, is an attempt to fill the gap for teachers working
with 13-17 year olds.

It covers money and wealth; work and pleasure; love,
marriage, sex and the family; group relations—race, colour
and class; crime and punishment; war and the use of force;
.suffering and evil; prayer and worship; death and eternity;
God.

Then comes the “Rapture” at Christ's Second Coming,
and all Christians are "caught up” to meet their Lcrd.
Meanwhile there is a time of great Tribulation: but out cl
this, through the conversion and witness of the Jewish
people, the way is prepared for Christ’s advent to the earth
and his millennium reign.

A subsidiary human story is of Paul, a champion of the
Jewish cause, Tanya who marries him, and of Lilah her
rival, a counter-spy. As the war with evil rages over Pales­
tine, the refugees escape to "the lost city Petra,’’ “the ro. e-
red city half as old as time.”

To those who hold the prcmillcnial theory of Christ’s
Second Coming this story will make a strong appeal. And
even with those who cannot accept that theory, this human
story’ of piety and courage will be well worth reading.—J.E.B.

"THEN AM I STRONG "

The central figure in this novel is JoAnne, a near-sighted

orphan who lives in constant terrifying fear of darkness and
loneliness. Another orphan, Nona, three years older, be­
friends her, until she is taken by tuberculosis.

Dave, an executive of the firm where they work, fills the
gap and marries JoAnne. Under intensive treatment, she is
utterly dependent upon Dave.

A further test comes when Dave’s feet are crushed in
an accident at work, and his ordeal threatens to rob him
of faith in God.

After a long and painful spell in a distant hospital, Dave
comes home with feet made whole. Both he and JoAnne
find, transcending their dependence upon each ether, a strong
trust in God which makes them able to meet with courage
all life’s tragedies and needs.—J.E.B.
