Christmas was weeks away when the editor suggested I
write an article about Christmas. How can you be in the spirit
of Christmas in June, July, August or September?

IT had been a hard day's work. Even a Strang man like the
Carpenter of Nazareth had been exhausted by it. Far harder

than measuring planks, wielding a plane or making tables
and ploughs was the task of preaching to thousands of people.
day after day. They just would not leave him alone and he
would not lightly turn them away, for he loved them for
their eagerness. Sometimes, though, they were Just a bit too
eager — shoving and jostling, and barely leaving him enough
room to speak to them. This day on the shore of Lake Galilee
he had solved the problem by getting Into a fishing boat with
his disciples, and speaking from that. Even so, they pressed
close, and those with boats of their own got In them and
came as near as they could. They hung on his words, and
would not let him rest. At the end of the day he slumped
in his seat and said to his friends, “Men, I’m worn out.
Please row me to the other side." He had hardly’ said the
words before he had slipped down into the stern of the boat,
and with his head on the crude wooden scat as a pillow was
fast asleep. "No wonder,” said Peter, as he reached for the
oars, “What a day! Come on, boys. Let’s row him away from
the crowd as fast as we can." That was easier said than
done, for those in the other little boats set off after him,
determined not to lose contact with Jesus. But men like Peter,
James and John knew these waters well, and gradually they
pulled away from the pursuing boats. “Thank God,” said John,
easing his stroke a little. “Look at the Master, sleeping like
a little child."

Just then, out of a clear sky, came the first angry flashes
and mutterings of a swiftly advancing storm. The waves
mounted with a ferocity which took even skilled fishermen
like themselves unawares. But they were used to these grim
fights with the sea, for Galilee had an evil reputation for
sudden, violent storms. "We can handle it." they said. But
they had never encountered a storm of this ferocity. They
began to feel frustrated.
A SENSE OF FRUSTRATION

Here they were, fighting for their lives, and their Master
— how could he do it? — was still fast asleep in the stern.
They knew he was tired. They had taken him just as he
was, and in calm seas he could have slept as long as he liked
and they would not have cared. But to sleep now — this was
a bit too much! The less experienced of them were retching
by now and walling that their end was near. The men with
oars fought desperately, but any moment now they knew the
storm would win, and toss them and their little craft, spin­
ning out of control, to their doom. Resentment at his calm
sleep boiled up in them. “Wake him up,” they shouted.
“Doesn't he care what's happening? He’s our only hope." So
they shook him awake in their desperation, and, as the
Gospels tell the story, he calmly took control and the storm
was stilled.

Ever since, men caught in the storms of life have treasured
this story for what it teaches us about our own frustrations

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and fears, and need of faith. Like the disciples, many of us
have been happy to accept Jesus Christ into our lives as a
friend. He attracts us. He wins th? respect and admiration
of many who never go near a church. If at times h» seems
to be asleep In our experience of him, we don’t mind very
much. After all, awake he can say some disturbing things
and cxp.’ct quite a lot from his friends. But as a sleeping
partner in life he can be a prestige asset. “It’s all right. Lord,"
we say in effect. "Leave things to us. We thank you for what
you have done, and for what you have told us abcut God.
It’s nice to know that we have a Heavenly Father who cares
for us. But don’t worry. We can manage."

Then there are those who say they support the church,
though they rarely attend. So long as it slumbers on. and
doesn’t say or do anything disturbing, they like to see the
church buildings — they give tone to a place! Others go
further, and are so sure they have everything in control that
they don’t want any passengers in their lives with celestial
connections — asleep cr otherwise. God is dead, they say,
and the world is in the best of all possible hands — ours!

But what happens when things go seriously wrong? Resent­
ment builds up. The cries are heard, "Why-doesn’t the Church
say something about this?" “Why doesn’t God do something?”
We even resent others who for some reason have a sense of
peace that we have never known. In a modern novel an
American minister talks with biting honesty about his opinion
of other people. “Those who are a little better than I,” he
says, "I admire. Those who are a little worse I deplore. Those
who are much worse than myself, I denounce, and those who
are much better I detest." “Those who are much better I
detest." Is this one of the reasons why men crucified the pure
Son of God, why they resent ever feeling any need of God’s
help?

But help has got to come from somewhere. The realist
knows that. For all our boasted self-sufficiency we know, even
before the protest songs and marches tell us so, that our
world is in a mess. Never before has man known so much
about the human body; never before has he known co little
how to control the human spirit when it goes mad and bad.
Someone has got to save us from the crLis we face. It won’t
be done by adventures in space or fresh discoveries of earth’s
riches. We arc hitting panic buttons in our need. “God — are
you there? Are you awake? Or don't you care what your
creation is doing to itself?"

Yes. he cares, and the measure of his coring is the gift
of Ills Son as our Saviour. If this story of the Galilean storm
tells anything, it Is how swiftly Jesus responds to the call
for help’ The late Martin Luther King proved this for himself
back in January, 1956. The negro leader’s life had teen
threatened and his family attacked. One day in hL kitchen
he admitted to God that he liad come to the end cf h’s tether.
He said out loud, "I’ve come to the point where I can’t lace
it alone," and he seemed to hear a voice which replied. “Stand
up for righteousness, stand up for truth. God will be at your
side for ever." “My uncertainty dLappeared.” he said later.
"I was readv to face anything.” It’s as true for us as for
him — when Christ takes over, he has everything in control

VICTORY OVER OUR FEARS
Victory over our fears is not easily achieved. This story

of Jesus and his disciples In the storm says a lot to us about
fear. Jesus was the only man who was unafraid that day.
The others were terrified of the storm. Who can blame them?
They would have been fools not to have been afraid once
things got beyond them. They didn’t give up easily — strained
muscles and aching backs the next day were proof of that.
They put everything they had of courage and sheer, determined
grit into that situation. God expects that from us still — not
the weak folding of pious hands and the pseudo faith that
says, "God will act in his own good time." The Apostle Paul
was a fighter in a difficult world that often had him reeling
on the ropes, but he lived out his own advice to others, "Work
out your own salvation with fear and trembling." Salvation
is a precious gift, but it demands all that there is of a man,
including the facing of fear. It would be foolish to say that
any one of us Is free of fears. They come crowding in on us,
in all shapes and sizes. But the man of faith has the answer
to them. As the Psalmist so well put it, "He shall not be
afraid of bad news; his heart Is fixed, trusting in the Lord.”

One curious thing about the disciples' fears that day is
that they seemed even more afraid of the sudden calm that
followed the storm. They didn’t know how to handle it. This
was more than they had expected. It’s a strange thing about
human nature that we are often better when we have a
fight on our hands than we are at making the most of peace.
In a novel written just three years after the end of the
Second World War, Francis Stuart told of a Polish girl, freed
from a concentration camp who said, out of a vacuum of
pain and lostness in the so-called peace, "In the whole world
there is only pain . . . We living, we lost little band, wander
about over the face of the earth, full of hatred and fear, and
a few try to have what you call ’faith’. But only the fear
is true." By contrast with the pathos of that, how poorly we
have handled the affluence of recent years; how miserly has
been our response to the under-fed and under-privileged.
Problems of the so-called peace years have bred new fears
of their own. On the personal level, some of those fears are
destroying people’s lives today. What we all desperately need
is the inner peace that Christ came to give. "I am leaving you
with a gift," Jesus said. "Peace of mind and heart. And
the peace I give isn't fragile like the peace the world gives.
So don’t be troubled or afraid.” As John discovered in his
own experience, "Perfect love casts out fear."

Yet. strangely, in the calm that followed the storm, it
is obvious that the disciples looked at their Master with a
new sense of fear. "Who is this man?" they asked. Awe and
wonder gave them a new understanding of him. They were
beginning to learn the truth which Paul later expressed, "By
his mighty power at work In us he is able to do far more
than we would ever dare to ask or even dream of.”

WHATEVER HAS HAPPENED TO YOUR FAITH?
But notice that Jesus has something to say to these awed

and humble men, something he might well be saying to us
today: "Why are you so frightened? Whatever has happened
to your faith?"

Another translation phrases the second question this way,

"Are you still without faith?" He told them once what would
really happen in their lives If they had faith no bigger than
a grain of mustard-seed. Yet how slowly their faith grew, is
ours any stronger? Once Jesus said wistfully, looking down
the years, “When the Son of Man comes, will he find faith
on the earth?” This is the key to real religion — vigorous,
active faith in the Son of God to do things in and through
our lives and for the world that no one else can do.

This story says a number of things about the kind of faith
we need. First, accept the gift of himself into your life. Accept
him as he is, on his terms and not on yours. Jesus said, "If
a man loves me, he will keep my word and my Father will
love him. and we will come to him and make our home with
him.” In storm or calm, you need never be alone again.

I do not pretend that this is easy. In our pride we insist
on going it alone, even sometimes when we pay lip-service
to his mastery. Some genuine seekers for truth find his words
too good to be true. As John Rowland puts it. recalling his
own boyhood up-bringing and denial of th? faith: “I can
remember many a time when some eloquent preacher was
thundering away in the pulpit, in a good old-fashioned manner,
thinking to myself, T should like to believe all this. It. would
be very comforting to believe it. But I just can’t.' " Later in
life he did, but it was a long journey to faith.

Then, secondly, this story reassures us that God’s pur­
poses cannot be thwarted. He is not asleep. Jesus said that
his Father is actively at work. He has a saving purpose for
the world and he is working it out, sometimes through seem­
ing tragedies like the Crucifixion. However dark our world scene
may become, there is no ultimate despair for Christian faith.
Tills is real on a personal level, too, as a survivor from a ship­
wreck discovered for himself. He had saved a few precious
things from the wreck, and these he kept in the hut which
he built on his island. He prayed desperately to God for help,
but none camo, and when he returned one day from foraging
for food to discover that his hut had caught fire and every­
thing in it had been destroyed, he fill that surely there was
no God. But soon he saw a ship steaming towards the island.
He was rescued and the captain told him, “We saw the smoke
from your fire, or we would never have known anyone was
there.” What had seemed a tragedy was the cause of his
rescue.

Finally, learn with the disciples in this story that Christ
is bigger end more wonderful than you have ever known. In
his presence we want to say, as they did once, "Lord, increase
our faith." No matter how long you have known him, he will
go on surprising you with what he can do in your life, if
you really believe in him. And if you are just discovering him,
you may feel a little like Malcolm Muggerldge, the well-
known B.B.C. commentator, who had the honesty’ to publish
last year a book called, “Jesus Rediscovered.” His views on
many things are far from orthodox, but that something real
has happened to him there is no doubt. Addressing Jesus, he
says about his own life, "However far and fast I’ve run, still
over my shoulder I’d catch a glimpse of you on the horizon,
and then run faster and farther than ever . . . But there
\ou. .wer®’ coming after me . . . You came as light into the
world, that whoever believed in you should not remain in
darkness. The promise stands for ever.”

He is right. In storm or calm, Christ is there. With him,
frustrations and fears give way to faith. Give yourself to
him, with nothing held back. This is living!

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TALK

No. 18 — Galatians 3: 27 (J.B.P.)

It is with great shame that we are forcing upon the Aborigines
of Gove Peninsular a hotel that will further destroy this once fine race
of people. If left alone they could have a positive contribution to make
to our nation.

This action is being taken by the Federal Government which
considers itself "enlightened'*  in i
The Methodist Board of Missions,

which has oversight of the Reserve, some
time ago gave to the Aborigines of the
Yirrkala Aboriginal Reserve full self-
determination in their own affairs. In
May of this year Walkabout Holdings
Ltd. (a Western Australian based com­
pany) applied for a hotel licence within
20 miles of the reserve. The Aborigines,
who number 750, raised enough money
and successfully opposed the hotel lic­
ence.

Following this success by the Tribal
Council of Yirrkala and the refusal of
the Darwin Licensing Magistrate to grant
a hotel licence to the company, the
Minister for the Interior, Mr. Nixon,
overruled the magistrate and brought on
a serious Cabinet clash between himself
and Mr. Wentworth, the Minister for
Aboriginal Affairs. Mr. Nixon is said to
have argued that with the increasing
demand for accommodation of visitors
to the mining town the hotel would not
be a business proposition unless a liquor
licence were granted. Mr. Wentworth Is
said to have pointed out that the Yirr­
kala Aborigines strongly opposed an open
licence but would not object to a club
licence, which would prevent Indiscrimi­
nate use of alcohol by those outside the
town area.

The president of Yirrkala Village
Council of eleven tribes, Roy Marika,
said, ". . . my people are not used to
alcohol. Very few of us drink. But we
know that many would be tempted to
drink if there was a hotel . . In

s approach to the Aborigines.
October another application was made
by the same company. The Darwin magis­
trate, on the grounds that there were
Insufficient police in the area, again re­
fused the licence. However, the Police
Commissioner of Northern Territory
gave a guarantee to the magistrate that
sixteen police would be available by
July, 1971. The magistrate then hod no
option but to grant the licence.

The Rev. Gordon Symonds, of the
Methodist Mission of Yirrkala, states the
position clearly, “It seems to me that
we should listen very carefully to this
strong request from the Aborigines. All
too often we have promised to listen to
them, but where our opinion differs from
theirs on any Issue that we consider
vital we have gone our own way."

Together with the Methodist Board of
Missions, Individuals have a responsibility
to press for Indigenous decision and to
oppose Government pressure to make the
Aboriginal population to conform to our
will. I am of the opinion that if Gov­
ernment pressure can veto the magis­
trate’s original decision not to grant a
licence, we also have the freedom to
challenge the magistrate to reverse his
decision and once again veto the hotel
licence.

The most positive action one can take
is to write a personal letter to the Prime
Minister opposing this outrageous action
by his Government.

The Bib'e frequently speaks of men
who are used by God as being enveloped
by God. The prophets knew of God's
power and guidance overwhelmingly. The
New Testament frequently uses the word
"clothed" for this experience. It means
that the recipient is invested with spiritual
grace. Jesus said that the disciples would
be "c'othed with power from on high."
Luke 24:49. Paul tells us to "put on the
Lord Jesus Christ.” Frequently in the
epist'es this is stressed: "Clothe your­
selves with Christ" — "Take on the
character of Christ.” Moffat: — "Take
upon yourselves the qualities of Christ,"
T.E.V. Galatians 3:27.

Perhaos the nearest expression to what
it is with which we must clothe ourselves
is found in J. 0. Phillip's translation: "Put
on the family likeness." Galatians 3:27.

FOR TODAY:
We can always pick the family likeness

with some people. They are like "peas
in a pod.” Something about their appear­
ance or temper or character or ability In­
dicates that one generation continues the
obvious from the previous generation. This
fami'y likeness is sometimes inherited, but
more frequently acquired through a close­
ness to the older generation.

In Botany and Biology the family like­
ness enables scientific classification.
Christians arc to "put on the family like­
ness" as Sons of God. What does this
mean in practice? Obviously it does not
require that all Christian men should be
bachelor carpenters! Jesus gives us the
c'ue. We are to clothe ourselves with
child-like spirit (Matthew 18:1-4) and
show in our characters the trust, the
humility and the wonder of a child. Vie
are to clothe ourselves with a forgiving
spirit (Matthew 6: 15, 18. 23-35) so that
we might understand other people, forget
injuries and love even thoso we don't
like. We aro to clothe ourselves with a
serving spirit (Matthew 20:20-28) so that
both men and God are helped and not
hindered by our lives.

This was the whole point of the incar­
nation — that we might inherit the family
likeness. As Augustine put it: “The Sen
of God became a son of man that we
sons of men might become Sons of God.”

In the little town of Paletwa, in Wes­
tern Burma, a group of Christian lay­
men need $3,000 to set up a three-year
agricultural training and farm manage­
ment course for peasant farmers.

In India, the Ludhiana Medical Col­
lege and Hospital needs $1,000 to train
laboratory technicians.

In the Philippines, six social welfare
agencies helping care for tribal minority
groups need $3,000 to print handbooks
for a literacy campaign.

In Nigeria, the National Council of
Churches needs $18,000 for post-war
reconstruction of agricultural communi­
ties and village enterprises.

And that Is just the beginning of the
list. The list? Yes, this is a small part
of the list of Inter-Church Aid projects
which the Australian Council of Churches
has been asked to help In 1971.

The Council seeks money for them
from its member churches through the
Christmas Bowl appeal in December.

And the list of 1971 projects, which
includes operations in every continent, is
also a list of what Christian communi­
ties around the world are endeavouring
to do in service to their fellow man.

The choice of what goes on the list
and what is left off rests with the
churches In the countries where the pro­
jects are being carried out. They know
that the amount of funds likely to be
available are severely limited. They have
carefully, painstakingly chosen the few
projects for which they will seek out­
side help.

These are the projects that came, via
the World Council of Churches, to the
Australian Council of Churches. When
they share in the Christmas Bowl, mem­
bers of local churches throughout Aus­
tralia are really sharing in the work
of churches around the world.

Place an empty bowl on your
meal table at the beginning of the
holiday season. Leave it there until
every member of the family has an
opportunity to make his or her
contribution to the Bowl as an act
of thanksgiving and dedication.
Then take your gifts to your local
church or send direct to your State
Inter-Church Aid office.

PAKBKI
The Australian Council of Churches

has made an emergency grant of $5,000
(its entire reserve fund), for relief opera­
tions in East Pakistan and will help
long-term rehabilitation of the cyclone
victims.

The Director of the Council’s aid divi­
sion (the Rev. E. H. Arblaster, of Syd­
ney) said the funds already given on
behalf of member churches were being
used to purchase medical supplies.

Donations are being received from
member churches and more are expected.
The largest individual donation received
has been $1,000 from the Anglican Arch­
bishop of Sydney, the Most Rev. Dr. M.
L. Loane.

Mr. Kentaro Burna, the Director of the
Japanese churches' aid operations, was
in Dacca, East Pakistan’s capital, repre­
senting the World Council of Churches.

The East Pakistan Christian Council,
through which most church aid is being
channelled, has already used funds made
available to it to purchase blankets and
temporary housing materials. In co­
operation with the Pakistan Government,
the Christian Council is planning a long­
term rehabilitation programme for cyc­
lone victims. It has already arranged
for the importation of quick growing seed
rice which will be distributed to farmers
to enable food production in the country
to be restored at the earliest possible
time.

Emergency relief supplies now arriving
in Dacca from church aid agencies are
being distributed in co-operation with
the Red Cross and government relief
efforts.

Conference Exe­
cutive and the Dept, of Christian Unity
submit the following statement:

Within the World Council of Churches,
which Is a significant but not the only
expression of ecumenicity, fellowship Is
based on the unity of all who "confess
the Lord Jesus Christ as God and
Saviour according to the Scriptures."

While there is recognition of real dif­
ferences this fellowship Is expressed in
worshipping, working, serving, witness­
ing, consulting and studying together.

Convictions are shared not compro-

mlsed. There is no Idea of one group
going over to another.

With a concern for mission, restora­
tion and unity Churches of Christ anti­
cipated the modem ecumenical move­
ment. An original appeal was to “our
dear brethren of all denominations" and
a guideline was given In the further
words of Thomas Campbell: "Until you
associate, consult, and advise together;
and in a friendly and Christian manner
explore the subject; nothing can be
done."

To Christians Is given the ministry of
reconciliation (II Cor. 5: 18). This calls
for personal encounter between people
who differ from one another.

All know that there are points at which
we see errors in one another's "tradi­
tions." On our part we are not blind
to the errors of Rome and others but
the situation can be handled only by a
positive attitude, not by neeatlon; and
only In relationship, not In Isolation.

The courtesies of fellowship do not
mean compromise provided there Is proner
understanding on all sides of the dlHer-
ences as well as the unities.

We recognise that In the matter of
participation In the ecumenical move­
ment there are differences among Chris­
tians. As some are opposed to partlclpa-

NOT TO DIVIDE
To the Editor,

At the recent Federal Conference, dur­
ing discussion on the report of the Dept.
of Christian Union one speaker stated
that some leaders have spoken of divid­
ing the brotherhood and that the D.C.U.
is in some way to blame. Three com­
ments can be made in reply.

1. There are differences within the
brotherhood now. In a brotherhood which
demands no crecdal statement and
accepts liberty In non-essentials we will
have quite marked differences. It Is time
for us to accept that in our family we
have such differences because when we
do we will have a greater depth of Chris­
tian understanding and a greater deve­
lopment of Christian maturity.

2. These differences need not lead to
division. The gospel of Christ is the gos­
pel of reconciliation. It unites us in spite
of differences.

If however we believe our differences
to be irreconcilable, even despite the
leconclllng power of Christ, we need to
be very careful of any step we may
take to bring about division from our
fellow Christians. We must always re­
member the warning, "Those whom God
has Joined together” (in this case through
the reconciling grace of Christ) "let no
man put asunder.”

3. The D.C.U. has long recognised these
differences and has sought to face them
honestly. Far from causing division it is,
to my knowledge, the only group within
our brotherhood which has done any­
thing to bring together those with differ­
ences of opinion. The result of a series
of consultations for this purpose has been
the pamphlet "What Churches of Christ
Can Say Together.”

This of course should be our attitude
not only within our brotherhood but in
our meetings with all Christians. We
should seek to find the faith we affirm
in common and thus honour our Lord
and Saviour.—T. A. Banks (Vic.).

ODD MAN OUT Australian Volunteers Abroad is a programme which recruits
and enables qualified Australians of many professions and trades to spend one
or two years, often without salary, in serving the developing countries of Asia,
Africa and the Pacific. Some of our own church young people have accepted
this challenging opportunity for sharing our skills and techniques with less
fortunate peoples.
One would think that our Governments would encourage such sacrificial gestures
and even be glad of the overseas experience which would make the Volunteers
even more competent when they returned to their homeland. Most Governments
do adopt an enlightened attitude. For example, teachers from W.A., S.A., Tas.,
N.S.W., and Commonwealth Education Departments grant leave of absence.
Victoria is the odd man out. Teachers in that State who wish to serve with
A.V.A. have to resign from their Department and, of course, lose the rights
and privileges of continuous service. It is estimated that Victoria loses the services
of about twenty fully qualified and experienced teachers each year through
this short-sighted action. When the teachers come back from their A.V.A. term
they tend not to return to the State Education Department but to offer their
services to employers who value overseas experience, such as industry and private
schools.
The situation is made even more ludicrous by the way the Victorian Department
publicly extols its desire to foster Asian studies while at the same time closes
its doors to qualified teachers who have worked with A.V.A. in Asia.

WHO IS REJECTED? In "The Day the Summer Ended" (reviewed on page 25)
Betty Nesbit, a victim of Multiple Sclerosis, says that she doesn't believe in God.
It makes very sad reading when she says that she rejected God because of the
terrible state the world is in, and because of the times when she is terribly
alone. "Where then, is God? Not with me." That was on page 30. By the
time she got to page 76 she had forgotten page 30 for she writes, "Gcd bless
the inventor, Alexander Graham Bell, of . . . the telephone." Or, maybe,
she had to invent someone to thank.
But how can people in desperate need find God? Surely it will be through
those who have already found him. Are these so few that those who arc desperate
for meaning and help, like Betty Nesbit, cannot see him at work in those of
us who arc Christian? Perhaps Christians arc too busy at church to spend much
time with multiple sclerosis victims.

Time is surely part of the answer for, when Mrs. Nesbit is talking about various
gifts that have brought some measure of richness to her reduced life, she said,
"the best gift of all is the time another spends with me, just talking."
We may not win people simply by spending time with them, but we shall
certainly not win them unless we do. Maybe folk reject God because they feel
rejected by those who represent him.

A TRIBUTE TO

ALBERT
ANDERSON

By R. S. A. McLEAN

Albert Anderson of South Australia,
who for over forty years served with
Churches of Christ Overseas Missions,
died on Nov. 3.

As well as serving with Overseas Mis­
sions, Mr. Anderson was actively Involved
in many Brotherhood activities. In 1956
he was appointed President of Federal
Conference. He served on various Depart­
ments of the S.A. Conference, including
the Overseas Mission Committee and
Preacher Placement and Advisory Board.

Mr. Anderson had his church member­
ship at Maylands, S.A., and participated
in the activities of the church, serving
particularly on the Officers’ Board.

For many years he was a member of
the S.A. Council of the Bible Society and
the Missionary Council of SA.

At the funeral sendee at the Maylands
Church on Nov. 6, words of tribute were
spoken by A. J. Ingham, life-long friend
of Mr. Anderson, and R. S. A. McLean,
who succeeded Mr. Anderson to the posi­
tion of Federal Secretary for Overseas
Missions.

Mr. Ingham said, "With the passing of
Albert Anderson there went from us a
brother with a great capacity for friend­
ship. Our friendship commenced 56 years
ago at Glen Iris. From College we went
very widely apart, Albert and his wife
Eva to South-West China, and I west­
ward to Perth, but the distance did not
diminish the friendship. On his return
from China we again came close, he as
Federal Overseas Secretary and I as Vic­
torian State Secretary and later as SA.
Overseas Secretary. Subsequently It was
my privilege to enter with him as his
assistant In the Federal office, and then
later Mrs. Ingham served as bookkeeper.

"Of these years many very precious
recollections remain to us. He and I had
talked of many trips and days spent In
fishing that we, and our wives, would
enjoy after his retirement in 1961. Only
one such day was enjoyed — then the
deteriorating health of Mrs. Anderson
made further outings impossible. In these
closing years when his wife did not even
recognise him because of her state of
health, our friendship seemed to be a very
20 (596)

real comfort to him. Now he has gone
to be with the greatest Friend of all,
leaving behind scores, probably hundreds,
who treasure his memory as a friend,
beloved and precious."

Mr. McLean said, “I speak particular!}’
on behalf of many missionaries past and
present, and our churches in India and
the New Hebrides who today, with us, pay
tribute to our friend, brother and leader.
Albert Anderson.

"When it was decided that Australian
Churches of Christ should commence
their own missionary work In China, Mr.
and Mrs. Anderson were appointed as
pioneer missionaries and left for the field
in Nov. 1920. In 1921 Mr. Anderson and
a C.I.M. Missionary went on a 66-day
tour of the Huclli-Nlngyuenfu area and
as a result of this survey, It was decided
that our mission should commence work
at Hucili. The Andersons worked in China
until 1934 when it was decided that the
Australian workers should withdraw from
the field.

"Mr. Anderson had seen from the be­
ginning the Australian Churches of Christ
work In China and had the satisfaction
of leaving behind an established work In
the capable hands of the Chinese Home
Mission Society.

"In 1934 Mr. Anderson became Federal
Secretary for Overseas Missions, and he
served In this capacity until 1961. He
gave himself whole-heartedly to this
ministry. He travelled extensively
throughout Australia encouraging the
churches in their support of Overseas
Missions. He made three visits to the New
Hebridean mission field, one prior to
World War II when Mr. Sandells was
serving In New Hebrides, one in 1950, and
the last visit in 1959. These visits did
much to encourage the missionaries and
Island churches. They referred to him
as the Committee and honoured him
wherever he went. World War n pre­
vented him from visiting India until
1946 and his second visit was made in
1953 when the Indian Mission of the
Australian Churches of Christ Foreign
Mission Board went out of existence, and
was replaced by the Conference of
Churches of Christ In Western India. The
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Conference approved of a plan for Indian-
Isation, and Mr. Anderson's presence at
these crucial meetings was appreciated
by the entire field. His contribution during
these meetings placed a seal on the suc­
cess of the plan. In 1955 Mr. Anderson
made his last visit to India and was guest
speaker at the Golden Jubilee of the com­
mencement of the work.

“Two years later in 1957, Mr. Anderson
led a survey team to New Guinea, and
as a result of the survey, it was decided
that we should send missionaries to serve
in the Bogia District which is about mid­
way between Madang and Wewak on the
northern New Guinea coastline. Mr. An­
derson lived to see this work develop in
a most remarkable way.

“After his retirement as Secretary of
the Mission Board, Mr. Anderson remain­
ed a member until 1968. He was there­
fore actively associated with overseas
missions for a period of 48 years.

"Albert Anderson gave his life in whole­
hearted, dedicated missionary service for
Christ's sake and the Gospel's. He was a
missionary statesman and an expert as
far as missionary strategy is concerned,
and we can say without hesitation that
he served with distinction the Australian
Churches of Christ in the sphere of Over­
seas Missions.

“The Overseas Mission Board on behalf
of the Brotherhood pays tribute to a life
wholly committed to Christ and full of
missionary zeal.

"We extend deepest sympathy to all
members of the family."

W.C.C. & POLISH GOVERNMENT
A unique arrangement between the

World Council of Churches and an East
European government has been reached.
Representatives of the Division of Inter­
church Aid, Refugee and World Service
and Jan Slekluckl, director of the inter­
national Relations Office of the Polish
Ministry of Health and Social Welfare,
signed an agreement for an ecumenical
project.

The project, to be implemented by the
Polish Ecumenical Council in co-oper­
ation with the Ministry, consists of a
three-ycar programme for the provision
of the following:

One hundred additional places a year
for chronically sick old people in state
and church institutions: audio-visual aids
for training nurses and social workers;
medical apparatus essential for research
work; food supplies of high caloric value
and other material aid available to the
W.C.C.

The W.C.C.'s contribution the first year
amounts to $252,000 which will be sought
from member churches and their related
agencies. For its part, the Polish Govern­
ment will supply $80,000 capital costs and
their entire institutional running costs.
All material aid will be allowed to enter
Poland duty free and free transport will
bo provided within the country.

Some 10,000 chronically sick old people
await admission to nursing homes in
Poland. Member churches of the Polish
Ecumenical Council operate 18 homes
caring for some 300 people.—E.P.S.

"THE DAY THE SUMMER ENDED."

By Betty Nesbit (Hodder & Stoughton). $1.50.
Betty Nesbit was fiction editor on “The Australian Women’s

Weekly" when she contracted the crippling, limiting disease,
“Multiple Sclerosis,” once called “the creeping paralysis.”

This is a brave, even defiant "I-don’t-want-your-
sympathy” sort of book. The author talks about the mystery
and the misery of this disease which strikes without warning
and robs young adults, mainly in the 20 to 40 age range, of
much of life’s meaning. She tells of the wisdom of some and
the folly of other doctors, the care and efficiency and some­
times the stupidity in our hospitals, and the irrelevance of
God. She discusses symptoms, alleged “cures." and partial
relief. We are also instructed in the way our society places
additional difficulties in the way of the already handicapped,
but we are introduced, too, to some of the devices and gad­
gets of concern which help them to cope with life In modern
society.

This book will trouble and disturb os well as help us to
understand and appreciate the significance of M.S. in our
midst. But there is no encouragement here to sentimentalism.
It Is a book of courage, and search for meaning.

a carpenter, "The carpenter theory is inherently improbable
because it is not the way that great ideas can be expected
to come." The last words of Jesus are also suspect, "Because
of difficulty of breathing, the victim could not have spoken
distinctly on the Cross and the last words of Jesus, as
recorded in the gospels, must be allowed ritual rather than
historical significance." Paul also gets the treatment. He
is declared by Cross to be the second founder of Christianity.
But Cross argues that Paul did not regard Jesus as God.
"Any such idea was impossible for a Jew. There is just one
passage which implies that Jesus was divine, but this Is almost
certainly a later interpolation." The author apparently refers
to Philippians 2: 6-11. We can only suppose that if Cross
knew about Colosslans 1: 15-20, he would regard that os an
interpolation also.

It will amuse students of scripture who have come to rely
more and more upon the historical integrity of Luke to come
across the following: "The writer of Luke knew . . . that
Joseph and Mary belonged to Nazareth but it was essential
to fulfil tiie prophecy that Jesus was bom In Bethlehem . . .
Accordingly he adopts the strange device of Joseph and Mary
travelling to Bethlehem for an imperial census ... It Is sur­
prising that Luke could get away with this." Colin Cross
doesn’t get away with his pseudo journalistic account either.

of Indonesia under an Australian Council of Churches youth pro­
gramme. The winners were selected from 10,000 young Australians
who took part in the Council's "Destination Indonesia" programme
this year.

The six winners — one from each State
will leave Sydney on Dec. 28 and visit

10 different parks of Indonesia before
returning In January.

They will visit Djakarta, Ambon, Mak­
assar, Toradja, Surabaja. Semarang,
Jogja, Bandung and Menado.

In Indonesia their study tour is being
arranged by the National Council of
Churches. During their stay In the coun­
try they will meet leaders of Indonesian
youth groups and be taken to govern­
ment and community development pro­
jects.

Participants In the Destination Indo­
nesia programme studied Indonesian his­
tory. culture, politics and customs. Win­
ners were selected on their knowledge of
Indonesia and their ability to represent
young Australians.

Participants in the programme also
raised funds for development aid pro­
jects in Indonesia. The A.C.C. Youth
Secretary, David Parker, said that youth
groups have given $30,000 under the pro­
gramme. The money would be used to
establish a vocational training institute In
Sumatra to provide university scholar­
ships for Indonesian students and to ex­
tend public health services in regional
areas.

Study tour winners will fly to and from
Indonesia by Garuda Indonesian Airways.
Within Australia they will fly by T.A.A.

Mr. Parker said that Destination Indo­
nesia was an Australia-Asia youth par-
nership programme, designed to foster
understanding and contact between young
people in South-East Asia.

A similar programme last year was
related to India.

In 1971 the Council will conduct a
Destination Philippines programme for
Australian youth groups.

$10,000 FOR CHOLERA VICTIMS
The Division of Intcr-church Aid,

Refugee and World Service of the W.C.C.
has released an initial $10,000 for glucose
saline to treat victims of cholera in
Ethiopia.

Eight hundred and fifty cases have
been admitted by the Ethiopian Govern­
ment.
