Movement or Monument ?
As a member of that segment of the disciple brotherhood which does

not employ mechanical instruments in public and corporate praise to our l-athar,
I am thrilled to be able to send greetings to his children, and my broth ran,
who will be hosts to the World Convention during this year. While financial
circumstances make it impossible for me to attend, I will be with you in tpirit,
and will be fervently praying that yours will be a mountain-top experience.

I refuse to believe that the restoration ideal has lived out its day and
should now be interred in the cemetery of dead hopes without a tear being
shed. Instead, I hold that in this day of ecumenical discussion there Is a greater
need than ever for what Alexander Campball called, “A movement to unite me
Christians In all of the sects." Historically, we camo on the scene as a unity
movement when the religious world did not want unity, it would be a tragedy if
we legislated ourselves out of existence at the very time when that world was
clamoring for unanimity in the Spirit.

It is unfortunate that our carnality and immaturity led us into strife and
division, and it Is imperative that we bridge the chasms which have often grown
wider and deeper with the passing years. We can never accomplish this by
partisan debate. It can only be done by dialogue in love. Wo must begin with
a firm resolution that we will make nothing a test of fellowship which God has
not made a condition of salvation. I dare not require more of a man to be my
brother than the Father requires of him to be his child.

There are contributions which we are uniquely qualified to make to the
realm of contemporary Christendom. One of these is a working demonstration
of the royal priesthood of all believers and the universal ministry ot the saints.
We have often paid lipservice to this ideal without truly practising It. We
must find a means of implementing it so that we no longer think of ministry
as the exclusive function of a special caste, but the humble service of every
child of God. In our day, ministry behind a pulpit stand may be the least effec­
tive form we can render.

We must recapture a passion for souls which will drive us out of the
little worlds we have constructed through fear, and into the big one into which
ho calls us. Our meeting houses must become arsenals, not battlefields; filling
stations, not parking lots; launching pads, not resting places. If our hearts can
be kindled with the flame of evangelism we can again light the world with
that fire which bums but does not destroy. And that fire will make holy the
ground upon which we stand as did the bush on the slopes of Horeb. Let us
continue to be a movement and not become a monument!

At the heart of the gospel Is the mes­
sage of Jesus Christ crucified, risen and
glorified. Tills was the world shattering
news that trembled off the lips of the
early Christians. This was the "Word
of God” they had to proclaim.

The "Word of God" Is an expression
used In the New Testament to cover a
number of different things. The three
major entitles referred to as the "Word
of God" are, the scriptures, the message
of the Gospel, and Jesus himself. There
is no contradiction In each of these
three being referred to as "The Word of
God” for they neatly dovetail. The O.T.
scriptures point to, and evidence a pre­
paration being made for Christ. The
N.T. scriptures detail his life and teach­
ings and explain their significance. The
message of the gospel is the focal point
of the activity of God In Christ who as
the Word has been, from the beginning,
the medium of God’s self revelation.

Tile Spirit’s descent upon the early
disciples at Pentecost and his stimulat­
ing and empowering them to witness to
God's mightiest of all acts in Christ —
their preaching of the Word of God —
brought the Church into being. It was
through the preaching of the Word in
the power of the Holy Spirit that the
Church has continued to grow. As Barth
puts it, "the Church has born us by
means of the Word."

God builds the Church by building
individuals Into it. We become members
of the Church by being bom again —
as Jesus intimated to Nicodemus. The
question of the mechanics of being bom
again is answered by Peter who wrote,
when addressing himself to Christians,
"You have been bom anew, not of mortal
parentage, but of immortal, through the
living and enduring Word of God . . .
and this Word is the Word of the gos­
pel preached to you." The Word of God
is implanted within the womb of the
personality and when germinated by the
activity of the Holy Spirit triggers a
spiritual pregnancy that results in spiri­
tual birth.

If it was through the preaching of

the Word of God that God brought the
Church into being, if it is through the
continued presentation of the Word of
God that he is continuing its growth and
development, if it fa through the preach­
ing of the Word of God that men and
women Individually, through their being
born again, are built into the Church,
it fa surely evident that if the Church
fa to continue In existence, she must
continue to preach this Word.

To oust the Word of God from our
preaching, to so emasculate It that we are
left with an innocuous "dogoodfam," is
to prostitute our calling as Christians
and to fall our Lord. It fa imperative
that the Church preach the Word. As
Paul insistently put It when writing to
Timothy, "Preach the Word, be instant
in season, out of season."

To preach the Word—the Word of God
as it centres lix Christ, concerns His
death, burial and resurrection and fa
discovered in the entirety of its explica­
tion In the Bible—would seem at first
glance a simple straightforward matter.
In one sense it fa. The message fa simple
and clear. Yet when It comes to getting
this message across, particularly in the
preaching situation to people "en masse,"
a great difficulty arises.

There was a day when preachers could
be assured that the great majority of
those they were ever likely to address
had great respect for the authority of
the Bible, even if they did not wholly
accept that authority.

Today, wherever we stand to address
a large group of people, there are many
who do not accept the Bible as the
authoritative Word of God. There are
many, furthermore, who are unfamiliar
with its rich symbolism, even its basic
contents.

When preaching the Word of God in
our transitional age the preacher finds
himself In a dilemma.

Helmut Thielicke makes the point that
every preacher in preparing hfa message
should make sure that it fa intelligible
not only to church members but to Jolm
Doe outside the Church. To attempt this
fa almost an impossible task.

When we address church members we
are talking to people who share com­

mon thought patterns, to whom biblical
symbols mean something. To these the
Bible fa authoritative and when quoted
in the language of the Authorised Ver­
sion strikes a responsive note.

When we address those who are out­
side the Church, we arc talking to people
to whom the Bible fa not authoritative
and who have been taught to call in
question every’ "authoritative" state­
ment. To get through to these we need
to adopt a different approach. We need
to think as they do, and discovering the
concentrated essence of that aspect of
the Word of God that relates to their
experience, let this living Word, through
its own spiritual energy, have its effect
upon them and bring them to a dis­
covery of its authority.

To get through to these two groups
in one address fa almost an Impossibility.
Tire older Christians, familiar with the
Authorised Version, appreciate an appeal
to authority, a swathe of Bible verses,
and are lost when you set out to relate
the Word of God to secular man in the
latter’s idiom.

On the other hand, secular man fa
almost completely unable to understand
what you arc talking about if you con­
fine yourself to addressing your older
"authorised" members—and this fa not
wholly explained by Paul’s comment
about the "natural man" receiving not
the things of the Spirit.

In private conversation this difficulty
docs not arise, but when addressing a
group it docs. What ore we to do? Wc
have a responsibility to those church
members, who, when we deviate from
their set thought patterns, find us un­
intelligible. We also have a responsibility
for those who are hungering after Christ
but who feel with Muggcrldge that "the
Church’s presentation of Christ dis­
guises rather than reveals him."

We are aware that we must rely upen
the Holy Spirit. We are aware that
prayer for all our hearers fa of para­
mount importance. Yet admitting this
does not help us directly with the prob­
lem of how to construct the address
so as to facilitate the work of the Holy
Spirit.

A Strategy for Renewal
and Growth

The pioneers of the Restoration Movement believed that
the Church would accept their witness, and that then the
Movement would cheerfully die, to become part of the life
of the one Church of God. But whilst they were set to die,
they lived and grew with zest and purpose. They were the
most vigorous “terminal cases” in history. They had a job
to do before they died, and ns it required strength and
vitality, they lived with eager enthusiasm, determined that
when death did come, in the purpose of God, they would
die with their boots on.

If we, their descendants, believe that our witness to the
whole Church is sufficiently important to warrant a separate
existence, we likewise must make our witness as a strong,
purposeful, ongoing Movement.

THIS WILL REQUIRE A STRATEGY FOR RENEWAL
AND GROWTH. Some suggestions are offered, not ns a final
word, but to stimulate our thinking at grass roots levels.

behind the accretions to basic Christianity . . . we should
be able to display to the world a relevant, streamlined,
lively, powerful, essential Christianity. Tills would of
course involve chipping off our own accretions and mak­
ing up our minds about what this New Testament Chris­
tianity is that we aim to restore.

II. But Strength Requires Growth.
It is obvious that the witness of a declining, dispirited,

debilitated community will be ineffective. Strength compels
attention, gives the impression that the witness 1s validly
life-producing, and commands respect for convictions behind
it. There is no strength in either the status quo nor in
decline and retrenchment. A witness from strength demands
vigorous growth.

WHAT DOES GROWTH INVOLVE?

I. A Strategy of Witness from Strength.
1. Strong local congregations.
2. New churches.

1. AMONGST OURSELVES.
This involves vigorous outreach and development together
with a strong witness to our convictions, not in competi­
tion with other churches, but for the sake of the whole
Church.

2. IN THE ECUMENICAL MOVEMENT.
This involves three things:
L A clear understanding by all of our people of the

unique offering we have to make to the Christian
Church.

il. A clear witness from strength in inter-church councils
to our convictions.

ill. A humble willingness to listen to the convictions, and
to observe the practices of others, convictions and
practices which they likewise believe to be essential
to the whole Church.

3. IN POSSIBLE UNION NEGOTIATIONS.
We should be willing to sit down with others in discus­
sion and negotiations, WITHOUT PANIC. Panic may be
of two kinds: 1. That of eager beavers who at first sniff
of negotiations think that soon we will be in the big
comfortable united church and all our troubles will be
over; 2. That of those whose habit is to react fearfully
to any new situation, and who say when negotiation is
mentioned, “Look out, they are going to sell us down
(he drain!” We should be adult enough to bring our
convictions to the table, and adult enough to withdraw
from the table if it seemed necessary to do this in order
to maintain our witness to truth.

If there Ls anything at all in the idea that we
preached for nearly 200 years . . . that of getting
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WORD TALK
No. 7 MARK 10: 32 RSV.

Just think of that! Jesus, we are told,
“was walking ahead” of his disciples.
What was so unusual about that? Is there
some deep significance in the words?

At first sight that might seem only to
refer to the physical presence of Jesus,
and nothing more. Here was a little band
of mon, walking along a dusty country
road, as they made their way towards
the city of Jerusalem. They had been
chatting together, when suddenly they
realised that their Master was no longer
in their midst, and that in simple fact
“Jesus was walking on ahead” of them.
(Jerusalem Bible).

Now, there would probably be In their
minds no doubt that this v/as rightfully
his proper place, for ho was their lord
and leader, and as such, they recognised
that It was right for him to be “leading
them on.“ (Norlie’s translation). They
knew that the first place really belonged
to him, for they were coming to see In
him God's eternal son, and the Saviour
of the world. In this they anticipated
Paul, that veteran crusader of the cross,
who later on said that Jesus Christ should
stand first In everything (Col. 1: 18).

So, they would not be terribly sur­
prised when Jesus stepped out in front
of them, and adopted this privileged posi­
tion, so that “he was leading the way.”
(N.E.B.). They had come, by and largo,

“Jesus was walking ahead of them.”

to expect this sort of thing from him—
his gifts, his power, his teaching, and
his character had all marked him out
as the one who was worthy of leader­
ship.

When we look carefully, therefore, at
those words—“Jesus was walking ahead
of them," v/o can sense that what seems
to be a simple action was really a pro-
photic practice. When Mark pictured
Jesus loading the way, ho was surely
indicating his supremacy. Dov/n the
years Jesus has always been ahead of
tho Church, in spirit and in practice,
showing his people tho v/ay, sotting be­
fore thorn an example, and providing
them with insight. That Is his place—out
there, ahead of his people, the great
filo loader of lifol So, when, ho steppod
out before his friends this was a hint
of the true position ho would always
v/ant to occupy.

FOR TODAY: In tho llfo of tho church,
and of the Christian, this is the position
that he eagerly walls to accept. It is his
place! Ho wants to pioneer tho path,
to show the way, sotting the pattern, out­
lining tho purpose, and providing the
power. In “tho difficult business of Chris­
tian living," as Dick Shepherd used to
call it, Jesus alv/ays walks before us
showing tho way, and teaching us to live
life as it ought to bo lived, with resolu­
tion, dedication, and joy.—R. V. AMOS.

O TELEPHONE MANNERS

TO TOW
BUT DO IT RIGHT!

You have heard it said that some otherwise quite charming people change
character at tho wheel of a car. True indeed. Since tho telephone has become
just as indispensable as a car, tho samo can bo said of some Individuals with
a telephone in their hands.

Who has not suffered at the hands of a brow-beating tolophoner? Having
got your ear, some callers go all out to say all they want to say regardless of
anything you, tho unfortunate called one, may want to utter. It Is tho same
story as that of the monopoliser of conversation, only worse. The monopoliser
seems to bo influenced by the fact that his audience is unseen. Ho cannot see
tho expression on your face so assumes that It Is eager and interested, while
all tho time it is the strained look of one yearning for release.

I remember that I used to think my father quite eccentric in his habit of
thinking first what he had to say, then dialling, saying it and ringing off. Now,
after suffering at the hands of many poor callers, I am Inclined to his method.

However, whether we favour the concise method or prefer to bo oxpansivo
on the telephone. Good Manners require that wo bo considerate. An unneces­
sarily long call when others are wailing for tho telephone, either public or
private, is unforgivable, it is also most inconsiderate to embark on a lengthy
chat to a friend v/ithout first enquiring whether It Is convenient. In fact, it should
be a general rule, after greeting, to enquire whether this Is a suitable time
to talk, bearing in mind that the called one may bo engaged with visitors, just
about to leave for a dentist appointment or very busy In some other way. Re­
member that the telephone call Is the great intruder of all times. It is no re­
specter of time or persons. For Instance, you would not go bursting into a per­
son’s houso for a friendly call at odd and late hours. Why do it on tho telephone?
If you must, at least make sure that It is convenient.

OPEN FORUM
NOT WINE

To the Editor,
It Is embarrassing to hear the use of

the word "wine" in relation to the
Lord’s Supper.

I hear it from the platform and I find
it in a number of hymns in our hymn
book, but in all the scripture references
to the Lord’s Supper I fall to find the
word "wine” used. Could that be merely
a coincidence or were the writers or the
translators of the scriptures all biased
teetotallers?

The drink used in the Last Supper and
by the N.T. Church is referred to as "a
cup," "the cup," "this cup.” "the fruit
of the vine,” “the cup of blessing” and
"the cup of the Lord." In 1 Cor. 10:
21 we read: "You cannot drink the cup
of the Lord and the cup of devils.”

Docs any one suggest that the "wine"
used in the Communion is not alcoholic?
In that case it is not wine for wine is
essentially a fermented juice.

Jewish priests were forbidden the use
of wine when on their course of duty
(Lev. 10: 19). Arc we to presume that
Jesus, our High Priest, would choose to
flout tire law of God when exercising
Ids priestly office in initiating the Com­
munion service?
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What is the meaning of Ex. 12:
15 and 12: 19 which referring to the
Passover period says, "Seven days shall
there be no leaven found in your
houses." Is not this a prohibition against
fermenting or fermented material at
this period? If so there could not have
been any wine present at the feast of
the Passover when Jesus set up the Lord’s
Supper.

Would anyone say, "Why should we
worry about trifles like this?" Surely
one does not need to be told that the
use of wine by some churches is much
quoted by advocates of the liquor trade
and by devotees of Bacchus, to justify
indulgence. Such churches are putting
a stumbling block in the way of salva­
tion, as also are we in our careless use
of the word.

In 1 Cor. 8: 13 we read, "If meat make
my brother to offend I will eat no meat
while the world standeth lest I make
my brother to offend.”

Jesus said (Luke 17: 1): "It is Impos­
sible but that offences will come; but
woe unto him through whom they
come.” — E. L. Button (NJS.W.).

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NEW ENGLISH
BIBLE By Dr. A. G. ELLIOTT

In addition to a special service In West­
minster Abbey, London, there were
similar gatherings of “Thanksgiving”
held In many parts of the English-
speaking world on March 16, to mark
the occasion of the release of THE NEW
ENGLISH BIBLE, published for the first
time In this modern translation as a
whole. The Oxford and Cambridge
University Presses, in conjunction with
the British and Foreign Bible Society,
produced the New Testament in 1961,
and are together again in this new ven­
ture.

Since it is common knowledge that
there are varied opinions as to the
authority of the books of the Apocrypha.
the standard edition has been prepared
so that it is available either with or with­
out the Apocryphal writings. Originally,
going back some twenty-odd years, three
panels of translators were appointed, to
effectively carry out the work on the New
Testament, the Old Testament, and the
Apocrypha. In addition, a fourth panel
was created, together with a number of
subsidiary committees of researchers and
consultants, to be responsible for the
elucidation of questions arising in theo­
logical, literary, linguistic and stylistic
areas.

Professor C. H. Dodd, In addition to
being the general director of the project,
also served as convener of the N.T. panel.
The O.T. panel, which had a much longer
task, because of the greater amount of
material to cover, was convened by Pro­
fessor G. R. Driver, while the group
working on the Apocryphal documents
was led by Professor W. D. MacHardy.
The various committees of consultants
in associated fields of Biblical scholarship
worked chiefly under the direction of
Professor G. D. Kilpatrick and it was
largely as a result of the efforts of these
groups that tlie latest edition of the
B. & F. B. S.’s Greek Text, with revised

The Overseas Service Bureau has

critical apparatus, was published in 1958.
Much of this preliminary work, in trans­
lation, revision and interpretation, which
was also the outcome of earlier collabora­
tion of Dr. Kilpatrick with the great
German scholar, Dr. Erwin Nestle, was
used as a basis for the first part of the
production of the New English Bible,
the New Testament (NE.B.) in 1961.

As has been expressly stated, this Bible
is Intended to be entirely free from “any
denominational or doctrinal bios." Fur­
thermore, It Is not in any sense a revision
of the Authorised Version, produced in
1611 by the King James translators on
the basis of the earlier work of William
Tyndale. Neither is it intended to replace
It. While the earlier version is still prob­
ably more suitable for sophisticated
readers, this latest publication is designed
especially for every-day use, and couched
In “market-place English” finds a more
ready acceptance by the common man.
The N.EJ3. translators have deliberately
departed from the tradition of “Biblical
English,” persisting for more than four
hundred years, from Tyndale, through
the A.V. and the R.V. of 1881 to the RJ5.V.
of 1952.

For the Old Testament In particular,
which now completes the N.E.B., ancient
versions, such as the Greek Septuagint,
the Latin Vulgate and the Syriac Pes-
hltta have been employed to give greater
clarity to the Hebrew Text. Moreover, the
recent discoveries at Qumran of the Dead
Sea Scrolls have made the task of accu­
rate translation much easier.

Tlie result therefore is “authority”
coupled with “communication.” Conse­
quently, with this new translation open
before them, readers will know at least
two things: first, they are reading the
Word of God — and God is speaking to
them: and secondly, they can understand
what he is saying.

NEW AID REQUEST
Australian member churches of the

World Council of Churches have re­
ceived a request from the Council’s
Executive Committee to give not less than
2 per cent of their total income for
development aid.

Australian member churches are the
Anglican, Methodist, Presbyterian, Con­
gregational Churches and the Churches
of Christ. The Salvation Army and the
Greek Orthodox Church are members
through their world bodies.

The request is contained in a letter
from the World Council’s General Sec­
retary, Dr. Eugene Carson Blake.

Wlxile the 2 per cent appeal is ex­
pressed in financial terms, Dr. Blake’s
letter said it implied “a radically new
understanding and commitment by the
churches and their members.” He re­
ferred to the recognition that giving
money is not the only obligation;
churches need to educate their members
to press for change In unjust structures
at national and International levels.

In Australia, the World Council’s 2 per
cent request is expected to go first to
the Christian Union departments.—A.C.C.

MORATORIUM A moratorium is an act cr decree authorising a delay in
payment of a debt or an obligation. It is not quite clear why the word was chosen
for the May 8-10 demonstration against Australian involvement in the Vietnam
war. In some ways, the holding of such a demonstration on such a large scale
(the organisers hope it will be large!) is a bit puzzling. It is fairly obvious that
the U.S. and Australia would both like to opt out of Vietnam and will take the
first opportunity to do so.
If people wish to demonstrate that is their right, but the call by Dr. Jim Cairns
for general stop-work and stop-study by workers and students seems irresponsible.
It is not hard to imagine how Dr. Cairns would react if the Prime Minister
requested commerce, industry, and the schools to close for one day to demonstrate
our solidarity with the U S. in the sad Vietnam business.
The action by the Moratorium Committee could create a climate in which violence
could easily occur. If the demonstrators interfere with the rights of other
citizens and the police acted to protect those citizens, or if the police protected
the demonstrators against the others, resentment could easily spill over into
violence. Dr. Cairns and the organisers sincerely deplore violence but their genuine
desire for a peaceful demonstration will not absolve them from responsibility
if their words and actions provoke violence.
And is not this provocative? A statement was drawn up by the Vietnam
Moratorium Committee, and sponsors were invited to sign it. The Sponsors'
Statement included the following section, “We further request, in agreement
with the aims of this campaign, that all actions taken be of a peaceful, non­
violent nature.'' Many copies were distributed and signed before February 2,
1970, when a further meeting of the Victorian Campaign Committee passed
a resolution to delete the passage in question. Why was this done?
As no satisfactory answer was forthcoming, the Inter-Church Committee on
Peace withdrew from the Moratorium the support it had previously pledged.
The Victorian Trades Hall Council has also decided not to support the Moratorium.
It is hard to escape the view that moderating influences have been provoked into
withdrawal. If so, we may well ask who will be led by Dr. Cairns on May 9.

W.C.C. ON VIETNAM
As six months have passed and no

discernible progress in the Paris offi­
cial conversations has emerged, nor has
the danger of a possible re-escalation
disappeared, the Executive Committee of
the W.C.C. addresses the following
appeals to all the parties involved:

1. We welcome and support the appeal
of the U.N. Secretary-General for "the
emergence of a broad-based national
government in Saigon that has the con­
fidence and allegiance of most factions
in South Vietnam” and commend It to
all the parties concerned.

2. We also urge that accelerated steps
be taken which will create conditions
that would lay the foundations of peace
by and for the Vietnamese in their
country. Such steps as a minimum,
should Include, a determined stand
against the re-escalation of the military
activities and against acts that could
lead to it, and against any actions that
might spread or widen war activities in
adjacent countries (such as is the cose
presently in Laos).

SPECIFIC APPEALS TO THE
DIFFERENT PARTIES

Besides the general appeals we also

address the following specific appeals to
the four parties involved:

I. To the U.S.A. To refrain from
methods of warfare which by long-term
damage to the soil and vegetation
further endanger the life of human
beings, and from destruction of villages
and "search and destroy” missions.

2. To South Vietnam. To provide Im­
mediately for fuller political and reli­
gious freedom and ensure that prisoners
are treated with due regard to inter­
nationally established standards.

3. To the Provisional Revolutionary
Government. To refrain from acts oi
reprisal and bombings against the civi­
lian population.

4. To the Democratic Republic of Viet­
nam. To release lists of U.S. and allied
prisoners and show to the satisfaction
of world conscience that it acts towards
them in accordance with international
standards of humanitarian law’.

The Executive Committee of the World
Council of Churches also appeals to all
peoples to exert their influence on their
governments to seek, in all possible
ways, peace in Vietnam.’’—A.C.C.

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BOOKS
"SUSANNA, MOTHER OF THE WESLEYS"

By Rebecca Lamar Harmon (Hodder and Stough­
ton). $3.55.

A large part of the debt owed by the Christian world to
John and Charles Wesley must be acknowledged through their
mother, Susanna Wesley. She had nineteen children. Twelve
of them (seven died In infancy) were brought up In conditions
of extreme poverty. She was their spiritual counsellor and
teacher as well as mother and this book about her shows
what can be accomplished through dedication, patience, and
love.

The parsonage at Epworth became the most celebrated
in English history and Susanna Wesley was the main in­
fluence in making it so. It was in a dreary part of Lincon-
shire with a scattering of village dwellings, set In low-lying
land that was regularly flooded by rivers. Her husband's
parishioners were oafish folk whose ''backwardness was due
in large measure to their environment. They had little con­
tact with the outside world, had no education, were suspicious
of new people or fresh ideas. The community had no news­
paper, no library, and a once a week mail.

Mrs. Harmon is kinder to Samuel Wesley than many
biographers of the famous family have been, but Susanna
well merits the special treatment and the high praise she
gives her in this book. The Wesley boys were kept In school
at great sacrifice by their parents, but this meant that there
was even less than a fair average for the girls. Most of the
girls had Inherited the good looks of their mother’s family
and they had good minds. They had, however, little chance
to meet men of intellectual or any other quality and there
is a great deal of sorrow in their marriage relationships.
“With minds stored with the music of Homer, and hands work­
ing to the pageantry of Milton’s verse, they were condemned
to be hen-girls and swine-herds on the filth of the water­
logged fiats of Lincolnshire.” In another age they would
have enriched their world; as it was they were victims of it. In
a letter to her brother In 1721, Susanna wrote . . . “My second
daughter. Sukey, a pretty woman, and worthy of a better
fate, when bi’ your last unkind letters, she perceived that all
her hopes in you were frustrated, rashly threw herself upon
a man (if a man he may be called, who is little Inferior
to the apostate angels in wickedness) that is not only her
plague, but a constant afflllctlon to the family . . . Happy I
thrice happy arc you, happy is my sister, that burled your
children In infancy! secure from temptation, secure from
guilt, secure from want and shame, or loss of friends! . . .
Believe me. sir, it is better to mourn ten children dead than
one living; and I have buried many . . .”

It cost a great deal to warm the heart of John Wesley
and to make the soul of Charles sing. Much of the cost was
paid by their mother and their sisters.

Rebecca Lamar Harmon has written a warmly human
story of the Wesleys which is good reading and well worth
a place on your bookshelf and in the church library.

The passage in John 9 of the man bom blind Is explained,
and employed to sweep away erroneous thoughts, such as the
Christian Scientist's denial of suffering, and those like Job's
"comforters," who assert that people who suffer must have
sinned. Mr. Moyes gives this a resounding denial. '‘This is
unsound psychology and untrue genetics, as well as being un­
christian theology."

After several telling stories from today's experience he
closes with some practical steps on how to use suffering, he
turns the reader's eyes to Christ, and again tlvusts home the
truth with another epigram: "Only in Him can you wear the
thorns . ’. . like a crown." — J.E.B.

First published in 1964, this story’ about a witchdoctor of

the Amazon who became a missionary’ to the jungle reads like
a novel. It tells from with! . the way in which faith come to
Elka and his people in the Jungles of British Guiana. How
Christ was able tu transform the lives of these primitive folk is
one of the best stories of missionary adventures.

It is a moonlight night—the moon
: killing silver on the coconut palms. The
village houses are dark silent shadows
and there Is an atmosphere of quietness
ana peace. As the missionary watches,
crlnking in tlie beauty and solitude,
.••.mailer shadows detach themselves from
t iic houses—they make their way to the
hcji.e where the missionaries are stay­
ing their grotesque shapes suggesting
th-’ they are carrying something. Here
and there is a red glow. As so often
happens in New Guinea It is impossible
to remain outside for too long—the mos­
quitoes tend to destroy any peace. The
missionary leaves the beauty and peace
of the night to the mosquitoes and goes
inside.

Almost the entire village has gathered
and the sight of many small children
(some already asleep), pots of food,
bedding, large supplies of betel nut and
tobacco and glowing pieces of firewood
indicate that they have come to stay
for a considerable time. The missionar­
ies’ hearts sink slightly—haven’t they
spent the whole day cither walking or
sitting in an uncomfortable dug-out
canoe visiting another village? Aren’t
they due for a rest? Aren't their eyes
already heavy?

The old Luluai (headman) seats him­
self in a good position to hear all that
is said so he can interpret what is said
by both sides. Then the talking begins.
“Give us some food from God’s Word.”
One missionary tells them of God’s love
and begins to explain the way of salva­
tion—she finishes, the old man repeats
it In their language. After a bit of dis­
cussion and a few questions someone
says, "We understand now, tell us
more." So the other missionary continues
the story of God’s love for man and so
it goes on. The children all sleep, the
betel nut and tobacco supplies dwindle
but still the talking goes on, each per­
son intently listening to what God has
to say. After five hours, most eyes begin
to droop and it is decided rather regret­
fully to break up the meeting.

Seeing this, Alleen Draney and I rea­
lised afresh the urgent need there Is for
literacy. The people In this village pro­
duced a New Testament, obviously well

handled and, from their questions, well
read. The Holy Spirit Is their real
teacher as he Is the one who produces
the fruit, and no one else has been there
to help them. They realise that they are
very much lacking in the basic tool of
reading with comprehension and long to
have someone to help them understand
more fully God's way.

In some 40 villages along the Keram
we discussed the possibility of their send­
ing some men to Asau to begin some
training in teaching so that they could
go back to their villages and teach, both
adults and children, in Pidgin. At that
time we were given some 20 names and
other villages said they wanted to talk
it over more first, before suggesting a
name. Since returning from the patrol
ether names have been added to the list.
These men have been chosen by the
villages who will support them and ore
coming without any promise of remunera­
tion in any’ way since we have no money
available. We have told them that we
can give them the knowledge but they
must be willing to accept the responsi­
bility of supporting these men with food,
whilst they are at school and then later
when they are teaching.

The Asau people have said that they
will build a large house to house these
men and have made land available for
gardens. The course is due to begin In
March and for the Initial course num­
bers will be limited to 12, because of
responsibilities Involved in conducting
a normal English school as well as
usual station work. It is hard to know
whom to choose from all the names that
have been submitted so that we will be
able to reach into some of these rela­
tively untouched areas.

Besides learning how to teach, every
possible opportunity’ will be taken to give
the Word of God to these men who can,
in turn, take It back to their villages.

We are looking to you for prayer sup­
port in this venture, and also for any
practical assistance you may be able to
give. Some finance will Inevitably be in­
volved and later on some assistance will
probably be needed to clothe these men
and their families.
