In my view the church is not a cathedral, a temple, a
mosque, a chapel, a synagogue, a church building, a physical
thing. These are simply buildings in which the church Is
housed for the time being. It is not in altars, or vestments,
or candles, or Incense, or equipment of any kind, however
useful it. may be. These are merely articles which are used
by men and women for various religious purposes. The
church is not even Bibles or prayer books or hymn books.

It is possible for a man or a woman to memorise the
whole of the Old Testament and the New Testament and
this may simply be proof that the person has a good mem­
ory. The spirit or essence of the books may completely elude
them.

If the church is not any of these material things, then
what is it? I think the clue to what the church really is
lies in a few words of the Lord Jesus—“where two or three
are gathered together In my name, there am I in the midst
of them.’’

The church is people. People in whom the spirit of the
Lord is active. If this is valid, what follows?

It follows necessarily that there are those who officially
represent the church in the State because they have been
ordained or set apart for the purposes of the founder of
their particular religion. They represent the “official” church
but they are in no way separate from, or apart from, the
church as a whole. It is simply that they are able to apply
their particular talents, full-time, to minister to the other
members of the church who make the special ministry pos­
sible by their financial contributions and support in various
other ways.

The church, comprising the minister and people, con­
gregate for special purposes ns expressed in different ser­
vices. But when the building is closed after such services, the
church walla out into the city and goes home, or to the
office, or to the playing fields, or to the thousand and one
other activities which corporately make up the life of the
city.

The organised church, with its specially trained and
ordained ministers and workers, is focused in a building
and can and does provide help and assistance to people in
need, both spiritual and emotional and physical.

The master of the Christian religion said, “I am come
that they might have life and have it more abundantly.”
This is a statement of pure fact but on looking around the
city the State, the world, one sees evidence, in all direc­
tions that people everywhere arc in need at one or more
of the levels of their being. All about us we see people
engaged in using substitutes for living—alcohol in large
Quantities, smoking, drug-taking, slaves to T.V. and radio,
to films and mass hysterias of various kinds, all of which
In one way or another, are substitutes for life as it should
be lived.

I think the church should be much more -mobile than
it is.

A church has for too long been regarded as a building
firmly anchored to a particular plot of ground, whether in

the city, the suburbs, or out in the country—a static place,
a fixed abode, to which the members walked or drove every
Sunday to worship.

In the Victorian era. the church and chapel certainly
were very much the centre of social life as well as of reli­
gious life. But in the atomic age, there are many other
competing interests to enjoy and to divert the people from
the old ways of worship.

The church's failure as a place of social entertainment
could be the best thing that has happened to it in this
generation. It has caused the church to re-examine its role
in the life of man.

Whether the church cares to admit it or not. it has
ceased to be a vital factor in the lives of most people. It
has become in the late 20th century very much as it was
in the early days of the Christian era—a minority movement.

Yet it is very painfully obvious that there never was a
time in the history of Christian man when the message of
its founder was more relevant—“Behold I make all things
new. If any man be in Christ, he is a new creature.”

Modern man squanders his inner personal resources for
a mess of sensations. The whole trend of the mass media
of advertising is the exploitation of the sensual side of man’s
nature.

Modern man is becoming satiated by the over-emphasis
on sex, on new taste sensations in food and drink and new-
colour sensations hi dress. Modern man. although he may

not know it, or admit it, is surfeited by sensation, by over­
emphasis on bodily comfort and pleasure.

The church of the 1970’s still has a gospel that’s rele­
vant to the times and for the needs of modern man. But it
needs to be taken to the people. It Is useless for you to sit
back and expect people to come to you. Take your mexage
to the people by all the means available to you. but mere
especially by the contagion of your own Christianity. To be
truly Christocentric in your thinking and feeling and acting
is the most attractive quality in the whole world.

The Christoccntric life is a transmuted life and it was
never so urgently and tragically needed as it is today. Wo
look to complicated formulae for reconciling tho differences
between man and man. labour and capital. < mpl.; and
employers. State paid Commonwealth, nation and nation.

There is only one thing needed—that v.e “love one an­
other.” Admittedly the simp!..', and me ll. 1 .. : \
happiness ever spoken. But tills Is the role of the church
in "tiie city—to teach by example that love is pauib’e and
this is the answer to the problems of the individual and
the problems of the world.

THE problem that the New Testament presents to us today
J- is that every communion In Christendom claims that It is
true to the New Testament, or that its beliefs, practices, and
ethics at least are not contrary to the New Testament. It
binds us all together into that one ecumenical fellowship
that Thomas Campbell referred to in Ills Address of 1809 as
“the Church of Christ upon earth." At the very same time,
It divides us into separate denominations. It Is both unltive
and divisive.

What the New Testament has been to Christians since
the end of the second century, the Old Testament was to
Jesus and his contemporaries at the beginning of the first
century. It was the central authority that made the Jews
Jews—and at the same time separated them into Pharisees,
Sadducees, Essenes, Zealots, and the non-aligned like Jesus
of Nazareth.

Parenthetically, this last paragraph is an over-simplifica­
tion. What to the Christian is the “Old” Testament has
never been anything but "the Scripture" to the Jew. Further­
more, the Jews did not decide what for them would con­
stitute "the Scripture” until early In the second century A.D.

The Christian Association of Washington, formed in
1809 by Thomas Campbell and a handful of like-minded
friends, was meant to be only a voluntary’ society working
for reformation In and through the churches. The Associa­
tion said that It “by no means" considered Itself a Church
or assumed "the powers peculiar to” a Church. And it took
os Its motto, “Where the Scriptures speak, we speak; where
the Scriptures arc silent, we arc silent.”

1. The Restoration of New Testament Christianity
Where we have taken our stand on “Where the Scrip­

tures speak, we speak.” we have been strongly tempted to
make that sentence mean: "AU other understandings of the
Scriptures are partial and have been compromised by the
‘traditions of men,’ and ours, ours alone, is uncompromised
and unconditioned." Oscar Wilde once said that the only
way he knew to get rid of a temptation was to yield to it,
and we as a people have often handled this particular temp­
tation in the same way,

When we have yielded to it, we have insisted on making
a distinctive witness, being a peculiar people, justifying our
separateness, and keeping ourselves unspotted from the
"denominations” (especially the "Uberal” ones). To summon
up other favourite phrases from our past: we have asked
whether truth can have fellowship with error and whether
the sons of light can walk with the sons of darkness. The
disquieting aspect of this attitude is that a stance of unlquc-
nt.s, distinctiveness, exclusiveness, and separation is being
adopted in the name of Inclusiveness and of a Christianity
that is common to all. Theoretically, the end sought may
be unity; but practically, the means adopted to achieve that
end defeat their own purpose.

The problem with the Bible Is that it is a book of
words, and words are only symbols whose function is to carry
meanings.

There are many Christians who look upon the Bible as
a book that has been written at the dictation of God. Its
words are the very words of God and its authors were no
more than "secretaries to the Holy’ Spirit.” Tire theory pre­
sents many difficulties, only two of which can be pointed to
here. On the one hand, what H. Wheeler Robinson wrote
of the Old Testament and the Jews in the first century may
with equal force be said of the whole Bible and Christians
In succeeding centuries. He said: "Every religion that builds
on a book is compelled to devise means to reinterpret that
book so as to adapt its original meaning to the changing
needs of successive generations.” The Bible has always been
a book that has had to be Interpreted. On the other hand,
a book whose words and/or Ideas are regarded as infallible,
needs an Infallible mind to interpret it—or else its claimed
Infallibility Is irrelevant. We either have to have one big
“Roman Pope” speaking with unquestioned authority or ft
lot of little "restoration popes” speaking with unchallenge­
able authority, or, alternatively, we have to admit that there
are no infallible interpreters of the Bible.

The revelation of God Is divinely contrived: that by
definition. The receiving and recording, the interpreting and
applying of the revelation is always humanly conditioned:
that, too, after 1,900 years of the Church’s history, should
be by definition.

2. Where the Scriptures speak, we speak
"Where the Scriptures speak, we speak” may be one of

those slogans that claims too much for scripture and ourselves
and says too little about both scripture and ourselves. The
following arc but some of the questions that might be
raised:

1. Docs the New Testament speak with one voice on all
issues? If not, what guidance does it itself provide for
choosing between two or more alternatives?

For example, what Is the New Testament concept of
the Christian’s public obligation? There is Paul who wrote:
"He who resists the authorities resists what Gad has appoin­
ted, and those who resist will incur judgment.” (Rom. 13:
2). But then there are Peter and John. When they were
accused of contempt of court, calling in question a judicial
decision (Acts 5: 28), and threatening political stability, they
were openly defiant of the authorities and retorted:’ "We
must obey God rather than men.” (5: 29). Then again there
is the author of the Book of Revelation who looked upon
the civil authorities of his time as the very incarnation of
ev!! a??d thc archen?my of God. For him the Christian's
obligation was one of implacable opposition.

Which of these Scriptures we settle for as authoritative
n° /m!i1 dr!E?rSncc ,f thc ^UC k, say, acceptance or

of: *hc lhird Reich’s persecution of the Jews, the
Australian Government’s conscripting of men for service in
Vietnam or the Supreme Court’s order of desegregation in
public (State) schools in the United States.
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2. Thomas Campbell said In his Address that only that
should be “enjoined upon," "the consciences of Christians"
that Is “expressly taught ... in the word of God.” But are
there things expressly taught In the New Testament with
which, for conscience’ sake, wc take Issue?

For example, what do we do with the teaching on the
institution of slavery that Paul says he gave in all the
churches for which he accepted primary responsibility? (1
Cor. 7: 17)? “Were you a slave when you were called (to be
a Christian)? Do not let that trouble you; but if a chance
of liberty should come, take it. (Or but even If a chance of
liberty should come, choose rather to make good use of your
servitude.) . . . Each one ... is to remain before God In thc
condition In which he received his call.” (1 Cor. 7: 21, 24,
NEB).

One may choose to defend Paul on the ground that the
Church of his day was in no position to challenge the insti­
tution of slavery, but that is a judgment about political
expediency. One may side with him on the basis that he
was convinced that the Second Advent was just over the
horizon. But almost two millennia have gone by since then
and his adventist expectation has been shown to have been
in error, so that at this point in time we can only rescue
his social ethics at the expense of his doctrine of "The Last
Things.” Or one may find It passible to live with his Corin­
thian injunction by claiming that the attitude he took to­
ward the runaway slave, Onesimus, whom he returned to
his master, Philemon—though a slave he is "a beloved
brother”—was the "seed that finally split the rock of slaver}’,"
but this smacks of too great complacency in the face of
entrenched evil.

The fact is that many who have taken the Scriptures
very seriously have confronted head-on social Institutions,
such os slaver}’, that have warped, inhibited, and crushed thc
spirit of man. They have done so in the name of the God
of the prophets if not the God of the apostles, in the name
of Jesus if not of Paul.

3. Docs the New Testament provide equal guidance, or
is it equally authoritative, for all that constitutes thc life
of thc Church? For polity and structure ns well fts basic
beliefs? For its relation to culture as well as Its Internal
relationships? For its pattern of public worship as well ns its
style of personal life?

For example, we have made much of the Book of Acts
and found in it—or thought we have found in it—substantial
guidelines for Church polity. However, our stance is one
that has not gone unchallenged.

For one thing. In the United States we long tended to
see little more in Acts than "independent," autonomous local
congregations. This we could do only if we Ignored: (1) the
authority claimed, and In some measure exercised, by tho
Church in Jerusalem; (2) thc regard paid to the Church in
Jerusalem ns "mother Church”; (3) the authority asserted by
thc ecumenical council at Jerusalem; and (4) thc authority
wielded by Peter, Paul, James, Barnabas and Silos.

For another, it Is notoriously difficult to discover from
Acts who precisely did what, when and how. The fact that
Catholic. Episcopalian, Presbyterian, and Congregatlonallst
can each find in Acts nt least some justification for his
Church’s polity may, more than anything else, support thc
Lutheran view that polity and structure arc in the realm
of “adiaphora” (that Is, "things indifferent” to the Chris­
tian gospel).

We, like many but by no means all others, have made
polity co-ordinate with doctrine and have dene so, in part,
because of our interpretation of Acts. In contrast to this, a
strong case can be made for reading Acts to mean that, what
Luke set his hand to do was to show how the Spirit kept
on bursting the seams of structure, calling in question
accepted mores, and unsettling static ways of thinking co
that the Word might be carried from outlying Jewish Jeru­
salem to the Eternal City of Rome. This, we may conclude,
was what Luke judged to be essential; all else was in the
realm of the non-essential. Spirit Is primary, form Is nt
best secondary; and that is the best trellis on which the
vines bear the greatest fruit.

3. Where the Scriptures are silent
“Where the Scriptures are silent . . we may do cue

or both of two things: we may be silent and/or wc may
speak! Some followers of Campbell have claimed that what
the Scriptures are silent about is prohibited, others per­
mitted. The Scriptures themselves, be it noted, give no guid­
ance for the resolution of the issue. Moreover, it is likely
that a close study of our history’ would reveal that these
two divergent elements in our movement, which account for co
many of our differences, have both spoken and kept silent
on thc Scriptures many silences. The only difference between
them Is that they pick their own pct "silences"!

If, with respect to this question, an overview of the
movements that stemmed from the Campbells and Stone
were permitted, it would include thc following: (1) We have
rejected bishops (although the Church of the first century
had them) and substituted for them religious periodicals
(which the early Church did not have), some of whose
editors have functioned as archbishops and ecumenical
councils, defining orthodoxy, ferreting out heresy, and
anathematising heretics. (2) We have denounced personal
mores such as dancing, card playing, and smoking (about
all of which the New Testament is silent) and yet gene
asoldlerlng at will in behalf of empire, nation, and race
(about which the New Testament might have something
inferentially to say). (3) We have used the New Testament
to debate organ or piano, instrumental or ncn-instrumental
worship, one cup or many, grape juice or wine, sitting or
standing for public prayer (we have always been kind to our
knees), women with head covering or without (m view of
changing fashions, a nice point indeed), and men and women
separated hi public worship or “all in together girls." Many
of these possibilities receive no mention in the New Testa­
ment. If Thomas Campbell meant wnat he said in his ad­
dress, he would probably put them all in the category’ of
"the tilings in which the Kingdom of Gcd does not con­
sist." What Paul wrote about circumcision—"circumcision or
uncircumcision Is neither here nor there” (1 Cor. 7: 19,
NEB)—might be made to apply to them all. Hie tragedy is
that at the grass roots level of churclimamhlp it Is issues
like these that have divided and bedeviled us. And this
in the name of restoring the Church of the New Testament!

In order to “rightly handle the word of truth” (2 Tim.
2: 15), many gifts arc needed: the questing heart, the obed­
ient will, the sensitive conscience, the opin and informed
mind, and not least, the tolerant spirit. In speaking where
thc Scriptures speak, tolerance is probably the most under­
rated Christian virtue.___________________________________

Reviewing the work of the various

C.P.C. departments during the last
year, he termed 19C9 a year of "bless­
ings because thc member churches re­
appraised thc council and showed a
growing desire to support and maintain
it by prayer and financial help, despite
their own poverty.”

Co-operation of Roman Catholics, Pro­
testants and Klmbangulsts in the Bible
Society of thc Congo marks the begin­
ning of a new era of fraternal and
ecclesiastical coexistence, Mr. Bokclcale
maintained. Ho expressed satisfaction at
the admission of tho Kimbangulst
Church to thc World Council of
Churches as evidence that It was draw­
ing closer to other churches.—EKS.

observance of "Earth Day" cn April 22.

To the Editor,

The minister is the only one in our church who seems to have
any success with evangelism. His preaching wouldn’t win anyone. He
just goes after people and somehow he gets them.

Some of us arc spiritual. Those of us who arc spiritual arc
very keen on evangelism. We make a point of witnessing to every­
one we possibly can. But we don't seem to have much success. We
arc not very close to many outsiders. To be quite honest we don't
like their disgusting drinking and smoking and blaspheming habits.
1 suppose this sticks out a hit when we witness to them. IVe cer­
tainly wouldn't be seen dead in the places they go to. And their
ideas about the new morality and a lot of other things are hope­
less, and in all honesty you have to tell them so. You've got to take
a stand somewhere. It's one thing to save their souls, it's quite another
thing to have them as our best friends.

And some of us in our church are worldly. Those of us who
are worldly are not much interested in evangelism. We wouldn't be
caught dead talking to a man about his soul. We know lots of out­
siders because we golf, and dance, and go to the club and the lodge
with them, and entertain them on our expense accounts. They are
such interesting people that we don’t notice their habits; and after
all if a man wants to smoke and drink and swear, surely it’s his
business. We go to the places they go to; you have to for business, and
golf, and bowls and other things. They’re not bad places. You don't
have to do what the others do. They have queer ideas about morals,
some of them, but they have the right to their opinions, and leave
us with the right to ours. No we don’t seem to get round to saving
their souls; that would spoil some very good friendships. We don't
talk politics and religion.

spiritual, we would do better at evangelism.

It is unfair to classify these people
in either of the above categories; per­
haps the problem can be solved by call­
ing them “secular Christians!’’—If it 1$
legitimate to classify people at all.

So if anyone has the courage to
answer Mr. Chapman’s question, “What
is the answer to all this?" possibly some
suggestions for reaching group three
could be Incorporated.

CHURCH UNION! WHAT OF THE
SEVENTIES?

To the Editor,
Many Churches of Christ members are

very unsettled in their hearts about
Church Unity. Strong teachings of
Christian Unity must have a place in
our movement. However, many other
Christian churches teach and practise
beliefs that are not in the Holy Scrip­
tures. How then, can we as a movement
ever become united or even involved
in the World Council of Churches?

Discussion upon Church Unity, by
anyone, of any denomination, is doomed
to miserable failure unless each person
accepts and abides by the authoritative
work and worship of the first Christian
Church, as recorded plainly and in de­
tail in the book of Acts. In chapter 17,
verse 2, it says, “And Paul, as his man­
ner was . . . reasoned with them, OUT
OF THE SCRIPTURES.”

The continuing step towards Christian
Union is then, first restoration, and
that which follows would naturally be
a personal belief and confession of faith
in Jesus the Christ as a Personal Sav­
iour, thus showing the Spiritual and
physical true Christian Unity.

I associate with the Churches of
Christ because I know of no other
denomination nearer the true meaning
of the Christian Church. We have the
union with God through ChrEt as taught
in the scriptures. Why then do some
amongst us seek a union other than
this?

While the Churches of Christ stand
on a hill like a beacon in the darkest
night saying, “Here we stand. Come up
and Join us,” the beam shines brightly.
However, if we come down from the
hill and mingle and talk too much with
others who are not of our faith, our
beacon will become dull and guidcless.
Souls will not be saved and the Holy
Spirit of God will be grieved. In fact,
it appears as if this is already happening
in our churches. I ask that we keep our­
selves above compromise with teachings
not based on the scriptures and dis­
sociate ourselves from the World Coun­
cil of Churches. As we enter the
seventies may we set ourselves to the
saving of souls of mankind by living
faith in Jesus Christ as a Personal Sav­
iour with the word of God ns the Sword
of HLs Holy Spirit.

We are working on a long-range
plan for our church and some are
troubled as to whether evangelism or
conservation should have first priority.
We haven't very many men and there
is strong pressure on them to give
their time to evangelistic visiting. The
same men were also being sought for
our under-shepherd plan. Which should
take first place?

If we are ever really faced with an
elther-or response in respect to evange­
lism or conservation then we shall really
be in trouble. A part of this conflict of
interests is due to the fact that we
think and speak of evangelism as bring­
ing people to an initial declaration of
faith In Christ and we think and speak
of conservation as holding what has
been won. Evangelism is concerned with
winning to Christ and conservation is
concerned with growing In Christ.

But people are people and there are
as many different kinds of Christians as

there are church members. Some ol
them have a much deeper understand­
ing of Christ and a much closer rela­
tionship to him at the time of their
declaration of faith than others may
achieve in years. There are those who
appear to be grasped by Christ in an
unshakable hold, but they drift very
quickly. The parable of the sower, the
seed, and the soils, shows that this has
always been the cose.

Most evangelists are aware that it
takes much more effort to hold Chris­
tians than it does to win them initially
and many evangelists are as careful with
their follow-up programme as they are
with the preparation and evangelistic
call for commitment.

I don’t believe that we shall ever be
in the position where we have to make
a clear choice between evangelism and
conservation. For me they are but two
aspects of the one task of winning
people. If we don’t hold them then we
haven't won them. The church should
care for people enough to try to win
them for Christ. But it is surely a sign of
lack of care for those same people if
the church does not properly care for
them. If a church is not shepherding the
members effectively it could be because
there are too many members or too
few workers.

If you have a look at the State hand­
books for our churches one gets the
impression that our conservation pro­
gramme is much less successful than our
evangelistic work, and the latter is far
from perfect. In one State, over a period
of five years there were 2,961 additions
through faith and baptism. During the

DO YOUR
OWN THING! but do it right:

For tho guest tho first rule Is to bo considerate, and secondly happy and
Interested In what has been planned. And, above all, fit In with tho routine of
the household. Never bo guilty of saying, "Oh, but wo do this or that," or "Wo
don’t do It that way." Even if other people’s ways seem odd to you, remember
that you aro a guest and, anyway, anything new and different Is a form of
adventure so just enjoy It.

Ask permission for doing oven 'small
things such as putting the light on, turning tho television off and using the
telephone.

It Is a charming thought to tako a gilt to the hostess. Sweets and flowers
aro always acceptable, but It Is rather nice to use your Imagination about some­
thing different. Sometimes, after a longer stay, a gift may bo sent from homo
on return—something you have judged would be acceptable whilst staying.

As soon as possible alter you get homo write and thank your hostess.

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same period there was a decrease in
total active membership of 1,023. G92 of
these losses were through death. This
means that while we were busy winning
2,961 we were busier (???) losing 3.2921
One church showed gains of 44, nearly
twice the average, but losses of 62.

It would be unfair to say that the
churches are not worried about our los­
ing trend, but it is fair to say that wc
are much more impressed with the posi­
tive clicking of the turnstiles at the
front of the church than we are de­
pressed by the negative clicking of the
turnstiles at the rear.

Let me repeat, we are not faced with
an eithcr-or choice, but if there is to
be any priority then Jet us use the best
of the available members we have to
hold firmly those we have won for
Christ. The more of them we hold, the
more there will be available for the
other frontier of evangelism. Every
Christian should be evangelistic in atti­
tude and, where possible, in action.

Our heavy losses show us that we are
not holding those we win. they may also
be showing us that there is some­
thing wrong with the way we are win­
ning them in the first place. In learning
how to hold them, we may learn better
how to win them.

CHURCHES AND TECHNOLOGY
(Geneva). Issues of theological and

ethical significance in the debate on
environment, population and biological
experimentation will be pinpointed in
the exploratory conference on ‘‘The
Future of Man and Society in a World
of Science-based Technology" scheduled
for Geneva, June 28 to July 4.

The group of about 100 will include
physicists, computer experts, biologists
and biochemists. Demographers will come
from India, Ghana, Indonesia and Swe­
den.

The Rev. Paul Abrecht, director of
the Department of Church and Soc­
iety, which is sponsoring the con­
sultation, said, "Only in 19GG did we begin
to take seriously the human conse­
quences of the technological revolution,
and start a discussion with scientists and
technologists. The temptation now is to
look for quick solutions without exam­
ining the basic assumptions underlying
modem scientific technology.”

Among the problems that need exa­
mination. according to Mr. Abrecht, are
the conflicts about human values, and
the control of technological, economic
and political power in the interests of
human welfare.

One contribution the World Council
of Churches can make is to put the
debate about technology in a world per­
spective and bring in the voices of
people from the Third World, he noted.
Up to this point, the whole discussion
has focused on the concerns of the
industrially advanced nations. But the
problem of Western domination through
technological power is very real for the
countries in the Southern Hemisphere.
"The issues of environment, Industrial
productivity and urban development look
very different to people in the Third
World," said Mr. Abrecht.—EP.S.

VI. Another Look at Church Services

1. MORNING SERVICES:
Is 11 a.m. the best time?
Arc the lay helpers adequately trained?
Are the sermons too long? (Average span of attention

Is 17 minutes, according to the experts!).
Is the balance between liveliness and dignity being kept?
Or Is there dreary solemnity on one hand, or a light­

hearted flippancy on the other?
Arc the planned readings satisfactory?
Is there anything in the idea of tho whole family wor­

shipping for 50 minutes and then all breaking up into Chris­
tian education classes—Instead of separate Sunday School
and church?

2. EVENING SERVICES:
Where there are good lively gospel services, or even where

there are viable smaller ones work needs to be done to keep
them effective. We hear very many complaints of ministers
preaching far too long on Sunday nights. We do not live in
a listening age any more. These days people are not used to
listening to anything unless there is a picture with it, or
music in the background. The absolute maximum for a Sun­
day night sermon should be 20 minutes. Every Sunday night
service should include an attractive programme feature:

i. Community hymn singing—in the middle of the service.
ii. Singing or instrumental group—live or six numbers all

at once if they are good.
iii. Finals of Sunday School or youth group essay, quiz or

project contest.
iv. Talk back — minister and panel.
v. Role plays.
vL Question time.

vii. Testimony of noted people who can do it without sound­
ing sanctimonious or too good to be true.

viii. Films and audio-visuals.
ix. Interviews with visiting Christians, missionaries, Asian

students, community workers.
x. An act of worship or devotion prepared by and con­

ducted by a church family.
xi. Learning 20th Century hymns.
xii. Panel discussion.

xiiL Pew by pew discussion of the meaning and message of
the Bible passage as a prelude to the sermon.

In those places where the "gospel service" has all but
disappeared could there be each Sunday night what might
be called a "Church Night." Some ways of observing it
would be:

i. Family night of community hymn singing and fellowship
in the hall.

h Family smorgasbord dinner with suitable service at the
table—5JO to 7 pan.

UL Series of gospel guest nights, with special speakers, music
and special visitation beforehand.

iv. All church-night gatherings at 5 p.m. in the winter.
v. Meeting for the evening meal and breaking up into study

groups for all ages.
vl. Meeting at the church for worship for 30 minutes, and

adjourning to homes for study groups.
vii Specially prepared sendees with song and drama and

audience participation for the big days of the church
year. Extensive visitation, letter writing and phone call­
ing in preparation for these.

vilL Nights conducted by church auxiliaries. Youth rally
nights. Laymen's nights.

ix. Education Sunday. School choir. Christian teachers share
service. Other community celebrations likewise.

x. Amongst all of these run a number of special well orga­
nised Commitment Services that go for direct decision.
For these go for full support of the whole congregation.
(They will do it for specials). In holiday areas have
these during the summer.
NOTE: While the above are not as directly evangelistic os

traditional gospel sendees, they will get os many or more
evangelistic results if backed up by constant visitation of
and Involvement of "fringe people." (See the S.A. Home
Mission Department's booklet on Sunday Church Nights.)

VII. Prayer.
Prayer has gone out of fashion among us for a number

of reasons . . .
1. We have discovered that God doesn’t bless our laziness

and do for us what we ought to be doing ourselves (e.g., "Lord
send people along to the service.”)

2. Many who have rc-octcd against new ideas, methods
and programmes have used prayer as an excuse. ("Why don’t
we Just pray about it?").

Yet intercessory prayer is essential to outreach, evange­
lism and pastoral care. Intercessory prayer Is the prayer for
others. It is prayer prayed In love and concern because
we know them by name and circumstances. It is not prayer
for humanity—but for a human being in need. It is not
prayer for souls In general, but for Jack Jones n-’xt door
who is a soul. It is prayer that makes us sense that “power
has gone out of us." It sometimes involves "agony and
sweat and strong crying . . .’’ and doing something about it
ourselves.

We can cither pray for people because we ore concerned
for them ... or we can pray for them because we are not
concerned for them, and are content to use prayer as the
easy way out. rather than going to them in their need.

VIII. A Strategy for Brotherhood Unity
If our witness to the Christian Church is to be effective,

and If we are to grow, we can no longer afford tho luxury
of sniping at one another across theological. district State
and departmental boundaries. The genius of Churches of
Christ with our slogan. “No creed but Christ” is that as
followers of Christ, committed to him. there can be wide
differences of view points, practices and theologies amongst
us. Those who haven’t understood this yet haven't undTstocd
our Movement and its message. Other denominations and
some "evangelical” croups have wanted to insist on the
acceptance of certain rigid interpretations of scripture and
theology. Unwittingly some fine people have brought from
these denominations and groups a desire for unlfcnni'v in
the brotherhood. We need to realise again that we have
alwavs pleaded for lib’-tv and diversity and love amongst
the followers of Jesus Christ. Let us not be trapped by those
who in all good faith would divide us up ln*o theological
schools of thought, or into separate camps on the basis of co
called spirituality, methods of evangelism. methods of teach­
ing. and attitudes to interchurch co-operation.

We must ccme to the place where we recognise that
each of our brethren stands where he stands because before
God he can do no other. Wo must recognise more than ever
the value of meeting one another and discussing our differ­
ences and agreements—In love. Let us speak strongly. but
never let us insinuate that the brother who differs Is a fool.
a heretic, dishonest. obscurantist, or unfaithful to the pka,
the Movement, or the “message that made us a pcopl?.’’
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ON LIFE AND FAITH
Wc are all very thankful that the Vietnam

Moratorium was a peaceful affair (we can afford to ignore the minor troubles
of Adelaide and Brisbane), and as we had charged Dr. Cairns with irresponsibility,
we must now commend the organisers of the Moratorium for the care and calm
and competence with which they handled the vast crowds.
It was an impressive demonstration. Wc didn't care for the dominance of red
flags—there was not one Australian flag to be scent Wc didn't care for the
"Ho, Ho, Ho" chant—to oppose involvement of the U.S.A, and Australia in
South Vietnam is surely not the same thing as approving the presence of the
North Vietnamese there! We didn't care much for the picture of Stalin among
the patron saints of the Moratorium—the past misdeeds of Stalin and the
present oppression of Czechoslovakia make Russia a doubtful blessing for any good
cause. These are seme of the factors which could have provoked some of Bourke
Street's audible dissent from the dissenters. However, since the Moratorium
was open to everyone, it would be unfair to expect the organisers to screen
all who participated.
We still think it was irresponsible. There are plenty of places where an effective
demonstration could have been made without breaking the law which, let it be
said, was suspended along with the traffic. Wc are pleased there was no violence.
Wc always arc pleased when an exercise in brinkmanship passes without
disaster, but this does not make brinkmanship desirable. We hold that the
method itself is wrong.
Dr. Cairns himself has said that the Moratorium did not and will not change
the Vietnam situation. He says that the only way to do this is to change the
government. To change the government means that the people will have to be
persuaded and the kind of stoppage wc had on May 8 is not the best means of
persuasion.
It is irresponsible to encourage the people (including children) to take to the
streets in defiance of the law, even in a good cause. Once the method is accepted,
many people will be urged to do the same for not-so-good causes, and as violence
has flared up in similar U.S. and U.K. demonstrations, it would be naive to suppose
that violence could be kept out of all future Australian demonstrations. It will
not merely be a question of who is to blame. In the present instance both
"sides" announced in advance that if there were violence it would be the
"others" who started it. When large groups of people take to the streets to oppose
each other for political, racial, or even religious cause, violence is inevitable.
Two Federal elections were fought on the issue of Vietnam and the government
won both of them. There is no guarantee that the government would be defeated
if it again faced the voters. On Moratorium Day, the other great moratorium
issue, National Service, was the subject of a public opinion poll, and a majority
was recorded as still In favour of that.
The people will have to be persuaded, this is the way of democracy. If so many
care so much about Vietnam, It should not be difficult to have 50,000 people
donate $5 each to back their cause. Many of them lost more than that in wages
in order to march. With such a fund, it would be easy to buy prime T.V. and
radio time to set about the real business of persuasion.
We are not against demonstrations. The people have a right to make their
protests and to stand up and be counted for the causes they support. They can
do it more effectively away from the tram and bus routes.
GOOD GRIEF! Dr. Joseph Murphy has written a book about prayer, "Your
Infinite Pcwer to be Rich." There are spiritual riches to be gained from prayer
but Dr. Murphy does not seem to mean these. An advertisement for the book
says that results can bo achieved "not in a year—not in a month—not in a
week—but immediately." Among the claims made by users of the doctor's
techniques arc marvellous results of a certain formula for paying bills, a man
who tripled his income with a 28-word prayer that takes only ten seconds
Io repeat, and a boy of 10 who constantly received gifts of money wherever
he went!!

"THE ZONDERVAN TOPICAL BIBLE."
(Zondervan Publishing House). $9.95 Aust.
This massive 1,114-page volume contains thousands of

entries in alphabetical order giving exhaustive Information
of peoples (including definitions of proper names), places,
things, and events of the Bible. The uncountable references
are given In the Authorised Version.

Although the book gives helpful Information on archaeo­
logy and other Bible-related subjects, the subject is un­
ashamedly the Bible Itself. It Is not concerned with his­
torically related persons and incidents or general history,
but rather quotes in full, as well as giving chapter and verse,
the scripture passages affecting each entry. It’s emphasis
can be deduced from the 18 lines given to the summary of
the Epistle to the Galatians and the 1,400 and 800 lines given
respectively to Salvation and Gentiles.

Usually at the end of each item there are references to
other listings bearing on the subject, giving a valuable cross
reference. For example, at the end of Homicide, we are
referred to Instances of the Punishment for Murderers; dur­
ing the section on Doctrines we are pointed to Ministers,
False, Schism. Teachers False. Under Prophecy there are two
lists; one giving the O.T. prophecies concerning the Messiah,
and the other giving the N.T. passages of fulfilment.

The volume is a useful and comprehensive aid to Bible
study.

Dr. Augsburger signally succeeds—where so many others

The 73rd Western Australian Confer­
ence was held from April 7 to 12 under
the leadership of the President, George
Powell, minister of the church at May­
lands.

The Conference began with the now
recognised President’s Reception at
which representatives of almost all the
other communions were present as in­
vited guests. The reception was followed
by a "Forum on Evangelism,” introduc­
tory messages being given by J. K. Bond,
G. B. Carslake, L.Th.. and A. H. Walking­
ton, B.A., B.Sc„ M.Ed. An honoured
guest at the opening rally was the Rt.
Honourable the Lord Mayor of Perth,
Mr. T. E. Wardle, who presented a brief
message on the place of the church in
the city (see page 3).

On Wednesday, Conference assembled
early in order to have group discussions
on evangelism, prior to the evening
rally.

Thursday found the women of the
churches sharing in their 65th Confer­
ence under the presidency of Mrs. A. H.
Walkington.

Business sessions were conducted on
Friday night and all day Saturday with
good attendances of church delegates.

At the Sunday afternoon Conference
Sermon Session recognition was given
to previous Presidents of State Confer­
ence who were seated at the front of
the Auditorium, the senior being A. Hut­
son who was President in 1931. The in­
coming President, H. Heyhoe, B.A., Dip.
Ed., of South Perth, was introduced and
the usual recognition of the outgoing
President was made by presentation of
a copy of the scriptures.

Points of interest from reports were:
o A decrease of 67 in the active

membership, the first reported decrease
for a number of years. The total now
stands at 3,540.

• Aggregate membership decreased by
42, although this was more than
accounted for by the removal of 76
names by adjustment of the isolated
membership figure.

o Baptisms totalled 212 as against
304 in the previous year.

o B.S. teachers increased although
enrolment of scholars showed a decline.

• Offerings for all purposes were a
new record of $283,740, an increase of
$34,000 over 1968.

o Aged Persons’ Homes Board reported
commencement of large extensions at
Bunbury.

• Home Missions Committee making

active surveys and firm plans in several
new areas.

o The Christian Centre debt had been
reduced by $14,000 to $58,000. Money still
to come from a special drive should re­
duce this to around $30,000 and the alm
is to be out of debt by Federal Confer­
ence 1972.

A senior Australian bank officer and
prominent Church of Christ layman has
been appointed to the staff of the Aus­
tralian Council of Churches.

He is Fredrick James Stephenson,
Deputy Manager of the Bank of N.S.W.,
Savings Bank.

Mr. Stephenson will join the staff of
(he Council’s Division of Inter-Church
Aid, Refugee and World Service in June.

He will be responsible for the Divi­
sion's finances and some areas of aid
policy development. The Division oper­
ates an overseas aid programme of about
$1,000,000 annually and also administers
large international funds in bringing to
Australia and providing care for refu­
gees and needy migrants.

The position, which is a new one. fol­
lows the Council's appointment of the
Rev. Edmund H. Arblaster as secretary
of the Division, with overall responsi­
bility for the Council’s aid programme,
its refugee resettlement and its migrant
welfare operations. These tasks had pre­
viously been operated by three separate
departments. Mr. Arblaster was head of
the aid department.

Mr. Stephenson is the first member
of the Churches of Christ to hold a
full-time executive position in the Coun­
cil.

He was born in W.A. and educated
there. He Is a member and elder of the
Chatswood Church of Christ and has
been active for many years in local.

Stephenson, former principal of the
Churches of Christ Bible College, Syd­
ney.

He has worked with the Bank of
NS.W. since 1930 and the position which
he now leaves Is one of national respon­
sibility In Savings Bank operations. He
is an Associate of the Australian Society
of Accountants and of the Bankers' In­
stitute of Australia.

Lteatoe Coifeerace Break-Through
Sponsored by the Asia Evangelical

Literature Fellowship, the Conference in
Singapore, April 6-11, accomplished sev­
eral major breakthroughs for evangelical
literature movements cast of Israel.

Under the Conference theme of "For­
ward Through Dynamic Christian Lit­
erature’’ its announced purpose was to
develop strategy for new breakthrough
in Asia with Christian literature in the
seventies.

Ninety-seven representatives of Chris­
tian literature agencies in 15 countries
of Asia and 20 official observers declared
unanimously by their decisive actions on

the final day that the purpose of the
Conference was realised.

As a climax to the conference a
declaration was officially adopted. In
part it said: "We declare that we recog­
nise Christian literature as a special tool
of the Church, and will seek by every
means to relate our literature minis­
tries fully to the ongoing work of the
Church.

“We therefore urge the churches and
Christians of Asia to become more
deeply involved in communicating the
gospel through the printed page, includ­
ing the increased assignment of per­
sonnel and finance to this ministry.”
