\v/HAT are the points of greatest human need around the
world and what can the churches do about them?
I have been asked this question and the answer, obviously,

is not easy because the judgment as to what is a “greatest
need" is somewhat subjective. Also, I am conscious that the
judgment of all of us in these things is determined not so
much by the actual facts as by what we happen to know of
them — and. in turn, that is determined, not by the situation,
but by what appears on T.V. and in the newspapers.

But with all these caveats I still want to try to answer
the enquiry. I would give the following six points:

(1) Refugees in Indlx When seven to eight million people
flee In terror from their homes Into the poorest country in the
world—how can there be a greater agony than that? What
can the Churches do about it?

First they can remember, and keep remembering, that
these are people, people for whom Christ died. Then we can,
as Churches, stimulate our Government to respond to U Thant’s
appeal for a massive effort to help.

Secondly, we can give generously and sacriflcially for the
strategic programmes of the Indian Churches (through the
Australian Council of Church°s and the World Council of
Churches). The first stage of the Churches’ response will cost
$4 million.

Thirdly, we can pray.
(2) East Pakistan. The need is beyond our imagining.

Seventy-four million people, mostly illiterate and agonisingly
poor, terrorised and slaughtered by a ruthless army from
West Pakistan—and all this added to the fact that in any case
they were one of the poorest communities in the world.

What can we do? At tills moment, very little. Any goods
or money sent In will be confiscated by the enemy.

Relief is irrelevant—or even harmful. So we must exercise
any pressure we can on the Government of West Pakistan
to reach a compromise solution and be ready to help when
it Is possible to do so. Until then, we can also pray.

(3) Southern Africa. In Southern Africa there is also mas­
sive human misery caused by the suppression of the majority
of people by a powerful minority. The amount of misery is
hard to imagine. Even the highly educated black people not
only have no say In th°ir own government, but they are also
treated as third-rate citizens.

There is more imprisonment without trial, more beatings
and executions In South Africa than in any other country in
the Western World. Educated Africans, after eight or 10 years’
imprlsonm°nt for opposing the injustice of the GovemmQnt,
are released into small arid districts and forced to stay within
that area.

What can the Churches do? Of course, we can and must
continue to give aid to families of those imprisoned under the
race laws—and this we do. It Is a very Important service.

But, if in the spirit of Christ we want to be Identified with
the oppressed, we must do far more than that, We must
resist apartheid and racial Injustice wherever we meet them
—not least in our own attitudes.

And included in this we must give any support we can
to those who struggle against racism in human relations—
including in Southern Africa. The W.C.C. method of trying to
do that caused a world-wide debat®. But let those who criti­
cise that method suggest more effective methods, lest they
be found facing massive Injustice and being concerned only
to keep their own hands clean, with the result that nothing
is done.

Only when we are doing everything in our power is it
honest to say that we can pray.

(4) Vietnam and the Middle East I bracket these two
very different areas together because they both illustrate the
importance of a large programme of service on the one hand.
and the Inadequacy of such a programme by itself, on the
other.

In the Middle East the Churches, through WC.C. have
maintained a programme of service to Palestinian refugees (now
costing one million dollars a year) over the post 24 years.
Countless people have been helped through schools, vocational
training, infant care, and gifts of clothing, food and the rest.

But all the time the problem continues and gets bigger.
Onlv a political solution will bring an end. And a political
solution could be either good or bad! So the W.C.C. and its
member Churches have to understand the situation in depth,
and to work with all involved to press for those solutions which
might be constructive. This the W.C C. does through the Com­
mission on International Affairs—but every Church can share
in this situation within its own nation.

The same kind of challenge faces us in Vietnam. The
Churches maintain service programmes In both North and
South Vietnam—at a financial cost of over $1*6 million a
year. It Is a strategic and significant operation—but it will
not end the war! And only that will bring hope to the people
that there might eventually be real peace.

So Christians everywh°re have not onlv to give generously,
but also to be dissatisfied with only giving. All over the

world we must exercise what pressures we can to bring the
killing to an end. In fact, many Vietnamese thems®lvps tell
us that, unless we exercise such pressures. with understand­
ing, they are not too impressed with our programmes and
our consultations on what we will do "after the war." So,
with confession, we can also pray.

(5) Poverty everywhere! In every country there Is the
scandalous co-existence of wealth and poverty. There is
hunger in some cities of the U.SA. There Is wealth in India.
Yet it remains true that broadly speaking th«re ore rich
countries and poor countries. There are countries where the
average Income is less than $50 a year, and countries where
it is over $3,500.

That’s why we have to be concerned with the best possible
development of the potential resources of the world and try to

secure that os the world’s wealth Increases it is Justly shared.
It isn’t enough Just to produce more food if a minority of well
fed people are the only people able to buy it.

So once again the Churches have to be Involved on two
kinds of fronts. They must make their direct contribution
to developing the earth, but at the same time the Churches
have to be constantly alert to find ways of securing greater
Justice.

Aid is important, but it will never right the injustices of
the way we are now running the world. Most food arrange­
ments benefit only the rich. And we must each personally
feel the sting of the fact that we are well fed and comfort­
able and rich, and that to stay that way somebody else stays
poor.

The world does not have the resources for all mankind
to live at the level of most Australians—and if it did we
would all probably shortly die of the resulting pollution of the
atmosphere. At this point, also, we must both work and pray.

(6) Population Explosion. This certainly remains one of the
world’s greatest problems. The present world population will be
doubled in 20 years—and the number of people living In cities
will double in half that time.

At present rates, my newly-born grandson, at the age of
70, will see a world population over forty times that of today.
And of that increase, 90 per cent will be in the poorer coun­
tries.

Yet we cannot say that, therefore, population growth
doesn’t matter in the affluent countries. Actually, in terms of
using up limited resources, and of creating pollution (which
is a threat to human survival already) an increase of 100,000
people in the Australian population Is as serious a threat to
the world situation as an increase of ten million in Asia.

And what can the Churches do about all this? The answer
is not easy—though of course there are many obvious things
that they can do.

A few of these they are already doing, yet I make no
attempt to list them, because I confess that they all look co
infinitesimal beside the dimension of the problem.

But at least we can know the facts, and share them, and
take our share of responsibility for what the world will be
like for future generations. And assuredly we must pray.

As we face such needs, one of the values of the presence
of Jesus Christ with us, is that he enables us to destroy
indifference and to overcome despair. Praise be to him.

I fancy all
three. If the young people can do it again next year, then
the “powers that be’’ might accept this suggestion.

All praise to the youth of Croydon church who master­
minded the thing, those who helped them, and naturallv, that
wonderful Youth Choir. How many years? How many singers?
How many conductors and accompanists? And still mounting
up with verve and Inspiration.

President, Ken. Dawson, whom you met in a recent Issue
of the “Australian Christian.” Is as gracious a President as
could be found. In his President's Address he looked his own
people over in their local and wider witness. Among other
pertinent things he said, "An area that ought to have our
consideration is that of the quality and relevance of our
corporate worship.

“Our practice of lay leadership in our morning service
can be at once our strength and our dilemma. The quality
and the relevance of our worship depends to a marked extent
upon the quality of our morning presidents. Every president
ought to be a man keenly and prayerfully aware that his
task Is to lead the congregation in a deeply worshipful experi­
ence of the most sacred ordinance of the Christian church.

“I believe that every man who Is appointed to preside
should be prepared to submit himself to a course of instruc-

tlon and training and only after that—to take his place at
the Lord’s Table^-also that he should be formally recognised
and appointed by the church. (Ordained if you like). This is
not in order to exalt the man but to give due emphasis to
the Importance of the task itself.

“Whilst a warm devotion and sincerity Is essential in a
president—it Ls not enough. The president is not at the Lord’s
Table to display his own personal piety. His primary task is
to lead the worshipping community effectively in such a man­
ner that they will grow to a greater maturity in the life
in Christ. More care in the selection and training of our
presidents, readers and helpers would be reflected in the
quality of the worship in our churches. And then the Sermon!

“The sermon is a much maligned part of our church
life and far be it for me to add irresponsibly to this. The
sermon as proclamation of the ‘good news’ is not outmoded
and I believe there will always be an important place for it in
Christian worship. The sermon is an art form and that in
common with other art forms it can be a totally uplifting
experience when it is good and an intolerable bore when it
Is bad.”

Mr. Dawson leaves his office with credit to himself and
his wife, for they moved among the churches, and beyond
them, and brought dignity and grace to the office.

The new President is Walter Bartlett (Wally to his
friends, which means the whole brotherhood). He Is minister
of the Kensington Park church. He went there after a monu­
mental ministry of 20 years at Croydon.

The President-elect is Dr. Thornley Thomas but recently
returned from India where he was our missionary doctor for
some years.

Conference Secretary, I. J. Chiveil, has indicated that he
will retire from his position at the end of 1973. The Executive
Is already looking for a successor, and this will be no mean
task for Mr. Chiveil’s drive and enthusiasm will not be easily
matched.
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BUSINESS SESSIONS
This year all business was conducted at night, with the

exception of Saturday. The result was interesting. It is many
years since so many voting delegates were present: well over
200! The voting for Conference officers and Departments was
done by post. (Some churches returned their ballot papers
when Conference was all over!). This brought more of the
country brethren into the business and participation was
sometimes spirited (as it ought to be).

We continue to show a decline in numbers. Unfortunately
this year included a declining number at communion. Bible
Schools also told a similar story. And yet, several churches
show some health, and the overall picture isn’t as sad as
statistics suggest.

The truth is that we have lost some thousands of mem­
bers over a decade and this confronts us with meaning and
concern. A notice of motion submitted by the General Execu­
tive showed that some homework had been done, and some­
thing will be attempted. The fact that "it is happening to
everyone” should be a spur and not a refuge.

PERSONALS
The facile pen of IL IL Taylor is undaunted for he has

now written an account of the Magarey family Whilst not
a published effort in the usual sense, it is a document of real
worth. For 20 cents it can be in the hand of many.

Two men did not stand for re-election to the General
Executive. Donald K. Beiler, after 25 years, has an enviable
record of service. Conference applauded, and we believe, so
did the past, for great years. He remains on the Rest Home
Board. And Syd. IL Beck, for a decade gave the wise lead

of a financial expert. He remains on the Home Mission Dept.
Preachers at Conference were of a high order. Dr. Diem

Geard, head of the Department of Sociology at Salisbury
Teachers’ Training College, and a minister, gave a stimulating
address to ministers on "The Crisis of Identity."

Rev. Keith Seaman, the new incumbent at Central Metho­
dist, spoke to the Social Service Rally on “The Church
and Social Issues.” Miss Dorothy Ilowden, of New Guinea,
brought a breath of the mission field to the Overseas Missions
night. Bart. Enrtt, minister at Croydon, gave the Conference
Sermon on the theme, “That all our Joy was touched with
pain."

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION
Two years ago RJ. in the State Schools ground to a halt

because of dissatisfaction with methods and material Since
then the schools have, in the main, been without the weekly
visit of ministers and others. Many ministers breathed a sigh
of relief from the boredom of the sessions, others felt that
it was a precious opportunity wasted. The churches have
sought a better way. Conferences between church Christian
Education leaders and the State Education Department hay?
been held, and now it seems that something may now be
looming on the horizon. It Is anticipated that ILL will be
given only in the higher grade; at State Schools and in the
High and Technical schools. Also, that only trained per­
sonnel will be used, and that presentation will undergo dras­
tic revision. Just when this will Lake effect will be determined
by the working of the plans now submitted. It is possible that
R.I. will occupy time of ministers from somewhere in the
coming school year 1972.

TVTOT to the sport (?) of greyhound racing, which is enjoying
’ a mild boom in Victoria, but to a meeting called by the

Council for the Defence of Government Schools to do some­
thing about State Aid. At this meeting the DOGS announced
that a legal challenge will be made to have existing State
aid to schools in Australia declared unconstitutional. Over
900 of us were present In the Dallas Brookes Hall to hear an
authority on church and state relationships, the Rev. C.
Stanley Lowell.

We met Mr. Lowell the night before at a dinner given by
the Protestant Federation. He is a UH. Methodist minister
and editor of “Church and State” magazine, the organ of
“Americans United for the Separation of Church and State."
A.U.  has 100,000 members whose sole purpose is to maintain the
separation of church and state, a separation which is safe­
guarded by the 1st Amendment to the UH. Constitution.

At the DOGS meeting, Mr. Lowell gave the background
to the 1st Amendment debate which reached Its climax this
year in a judgment by the UH. Supreme Court

Two hundred years ago there were no public schools in
America, only church schools. Education was for those who
could afford it. The high concept of compulsory education
was introduced and it was decreed that Governments should
pay for it. All of the churches, except one, gave up their
schools. The Roman Catholics alone Insisted on having a
separate educational system for the purposes of religious
development, religious indoctrination, and recruitment of
clergy. The R.C. school system was financed by the church.

Low paid teaching orders within the church made the
system feasible until fairly recently. Now the church finds it
impossible to maintain Its schools without massive government
aid. Since I960, the already considerable pressures were in­
creased and attempts were made to get round the 1st Amend­
ment. For political reasons these attempts were supported by
most politicians and, in particular, by President Nixon.

Mr. Lowell spearheaded a challenge in the Supreme Court
of the UH. against the use of public funds for church schools,
and in June, 1971, the Supreme Court gave on 8 to 1 judg­

ment for the opponents of State Aid and ruled that all such
aid offended the provisions of the 1st Amendment. Refcnda
in Michigan and Nebraska also overwhelmingly defeated
State aid proposals. Mr. Lowell was at the forefront of all
of the action and his experience and counsel hm been warmly
welcomed in Australia.

There are very close parallels between the UH. and Aus­
tralia in this matter. The very wording of the 1st Amrr.dmrnh
was written into the Australian Constitution as Section 116,
and the discussion which took place at the Constitution Con­
vention in 1893 showed that the intention was the rw; to
prevent Government aid for any kind of religious purposes.
For many years tills was the understanding of governments
and their leaders. In recent years, however, thr-re have been
many attempts to evade the clear intention of Section 11G.
These, too, followed similar evasive tactics employed in the
UH. The main principle of evasion was to seek aid for the
child or the parent rather than the school cr the church which
operated the school. It was argued that the government aid
being given was solely for secular tuition, c.g^ science blocks.
This argument did not Impress the UH. Supreme Court. They
were unanimous in saying that it doesn’t matter into what
area the aid is given. If it is to on institution owned and
operated by the church, then it is ruled out by the 1st Amend­
ment Lowell’s illustration was that if you give a man seme
money. It doesn’t matter what pocket he puts it in!

Mr. Lowell denies the charge that he and his organIsatian
are antl-Roman Catholic. He says that there are many Catho­
lics in Americans United, and that there ore even Catholics
on his staff. He pointed out that he actively supported the
R.C. Archbishop of Oregon, when the Catholics there were
pressing for the establishment of a church school. No subsidy
for the school was being asked, the Catholics declared that
they could finance it themselves. Lowell firmly upholds the
right of churches to establish their own schools if they wish
to do so and to support them. It is the use of public money
for such purposes that is strongly opposed and Lowell points
out that the one Roman Catholic President, John F. Kr nnrdy,
also opposed State aid of any kind for church schools.

Whether the High Court of Australia will regard Section
11G in the same way that the UH. Supreme Court regarded
the 1st Amendment remains to be seen. We cannot even be
sure that the case will get that far. Now that the DOGS have
committed themselves to legal action, a long and expensive
road has to be travelled. They know that they will have to rely
upon the common people for support and for funds. They
will get little help from ether sources. The Liberal Party
introduced State aid, the Australian Labor Party is ccm-

I believe that the acceptance of each other, with all our faults
and peculiarities, is a healing ministry—a ministry which engenders encouragement,
expectation and unity, drawing people together. In all honesty, how genuine are we and
how sincere are our motives when it comes to differences within the fellowship?

Exercising ready acceptance of people is a discipline of life and we need to work
on it. The discipline which we undertake to apply to ourselves, surely indicates just
how mature our commitment is to Christ. It is an Index of whether we are growing, or
suffering from arrested development.

Christ accepted both Jews and Gentiles with their separate prejudices and so
should we, being patient with one another, and in a spirit of Christian helpfulness.

No matter whether we possess all the acknowledged qualities to have a success­
ful walk along life’s pathway, the plain fact is that we need to have an awareness that
the people with whom we rub shoulders within and without tho Church fellowship have
different points of view from ours.

So If wo have an unresolved difference of opinion, let us agree to disagree, but
don't break the fellowship. As the Church fulfils its role and as it displays its readiness
to accept men as they are, Christians in particular should show the world what inte­
gration really means.

Paul said, "Care as much about each other as about yourselves . . . accept one
another as Christ accepted us, to the Glory of God."

THE DOGS (continued from page 5)
mltted to it, and the Democratic Labor
Party (drawing most of its membership
and support from Roman Catholics) will
continue to press for more aid. There
will be powerful church and commercial
Interests in support of present aid, and
even an increase to such aid. Eminent
Queen’s Counsel have given their opinion
that the present State aid programme
cannot be stopped.

The position seems hopeless. Yet all of
these discouraging factors were present
In tlie UJS. The DOGS may draw some
6 (434)

comfort from the fact Mr. Lowell and his
team won against odds that were just
as great.

One thing Is certain, Section 116 will
be a common topic of conversation from
this time on. Thousands of copies of the
1898 constitutional debate have been
printed by the Vic. Protestant Federation,
and forgotten men will again have their
day In court. The president of DOGS
said, in making an appeal for funds, "It Is
time to 'Cry havoc, and let loose the dogs
of war.’” Let legal battle commence!

No. 37—HEBREWS 10: 14
(ROTHERHAM)

Being mado Holy
In tho early 1920's tho R.C. scholar

Ronald Knox began to write a book on
Protestant “Saints" liko Wesley and Booth
as "a kind of rogues' gallery," but as he
camo to understand them they became
less rogueliko and moro saintlike. In
Hebrews 10: 14 the sacrifice of Christ
both saves men and works to make thorn
holy. All living Christians aro "being made
holy" where they allow God to continue
to work in them. The grammar of this
sentence indicates that holiness is not
our achievement but we are sanctified by
God’s grace and then expected to con­
tinue to grow in holiness. Tho word for
“being mado holy" is variously translated
as “to separate for God’s use," “to con­
secrate," "cleanse," “purify," “sanctify."

In the O.T. holiness was a powerful In­
dwelling potency in any thing or person
separated by God for divine use. The Ark
of the Covenant had a powerful "charge
of holiness," garments, vessels, places.
the Temple, priests and even sacred pros­
titutes in the Canaanite Fertility Rites
were revered as holy. Thon the children
of Israel because they were separated
for God's use “were to bo holy as God
is holy." (Lev. 19: 2). In the N.T. holy is
predicated to things, men, scripture, sac­
rifices, and members of the Christian
Church. (Acts 9: 13, 32). Holy people
were called saints. It was the work of
the Holy Spirit to make saints ("Sanctify"
—26 times in N.T.). Sanctification is tho
process of making people holy. Sanctifi­
cation pre-supposes justification and indi­
cates what should take place In the Chris­
tian’s life between the time of conversion
and the time of Christian perfection when
we have become mature in Christ (Eph.
4: 16) usually after death.

FOR TODAY:
A saint is often tho wife of one who

thinks he is! The Church has always had
problems with its saints. Some like St.
Jerome were canonised for their service
to the Church rather than for any quality
of character they may have possessed.
In most religions thoro is a desire by
men for holiness. Christians believe they
havo already been made holy by tho
sacrifice of Christ on their behalf (1 Cor.
6: 11). Nevertheless we are expected
to grow in holiness.

But growth In holiness is not character
achievement in place of personal service
in an unholy world. Grace before God and
service towards man must go hand in
hand. "Saints alive!" is not just Grandma’s
expression on hearing the news of a new
grandson, but a vital need for the 20th
century Church. Personal holiness Is best
achieved through personal involvement In
Christ’s work In the world.

In Romans 12: 1-2 Paul declared that
our worship consists of presenting our­
selves "holy and acceptable to God."
November 1—All Saints’ Day—is not a
bad day for us to take up his suggestion.

South African Leader Bans W.C.C.
Prime Minister John Vorster has told

representatives of the nine South African
churches belonging to the World Council
of Churches that he is not now prepared
to let a W.C.C. delegation enter the
country under any conditions.

(Last June a scheduled consultation
between a W.C.C. delegation and repre­
sentatives of the South African churches
was postponed indefinite!}’ by the W.C.C.
after Mr. Vorster had imposed certain
conditions which were termed "totally
unacceptable" by the World Council of
Churches.)

A delegation from the South African
Council of Churches called on Mr. Vor­
ster on September 10 to re-open the ques­
tion of the visit. In the course of a two- 

hour conference the Prime Minister
warned that if the South African churches
retained their links with the W.C.C., the
Government would not allow any funds
to be sent from South Africa to the
world body.

Tlie World Council of Churches has re­
ceived a letter from the Secretary-
General of the United Nations, the Hon.
U Thant, in which he expressed grati­
tude for the allocation of “a further
$200,000 for humanitarian purposes such
as legal aid, and social, health and edu­
cational services to certain organisations
of oppressed racial groups combatting
white racism and organisations support­
ing victims of racial injustice."—E.P.S.

HYMN BOOKS
To the Editor,

Merle Watson’s letter (“A.C.,” Aug. 21)
and your comment opens up the question
of the new hymnbook. True, there is
considerable justification for a new book
and we have tried the patience of our
organists to the last mile with a multip­
licity of tune books . . . but there are
other considerations.

Like the starving millions, like the
threat of cutback In New Guinea mis­
sions (“A.C.,” Sept. 4), like local churches
in trouble servicing debts, like the post­
poned rise in ministerial salaries in Vlc.-
Tas. because the churches cannot afford
it—but we go ahead with a project which,
if it is to be economically feasible, must
Involve most of our congregations and
must Involve outlay of a huge sum of
money If taken In toto and must be
expensive in the light of the restricted
constituency of Churches of Christ In
Australia.

Are we unaware that the Uniting
Church of Australia partners have fin­
ished their first draft of their new hymn-
book and are now giving opportunity for
requests for specific Inclusions in the
final draft? Due for publication In two
to three years to serve a much wider
constituency the U.C.A. hymnbook is
surely a more economic proposition and
I cannot see why it would not be suited
to our needs (with a "supplement” If you
like—we are used to supplements!).

History has overtaken us and it is time
that the terms of reference of the Fed­
eral Hymnbook Committee were altered
to meet the changing church situation
of Australia—they have done good work
and we should appreciate that, but now
Is not the time to go It alone in a new
hymn book.—R. N. Gilmore (Vic.).

[As the "final draft" referred to is as
yet only a list of hymns and tunes—to
be available in a few weeks—full com­
ment is impassible. However, Methodist
and Presbyterian lists of 1968 were closely
examined and we reported to Federal
Conference that comparisons of these
with our own showed "a surprisingly
small amount of agreement . . . despite
our striving to maintain an ecumenical
outlook.” We cannot assume any signi­
ficant change In the new list and, even
given an extensive supplement, usages
would be the rock on which possibility
of a combined work would founder. Never­
theless, the list Is awaited with Interest.
This committee has been constantly open
to the will of Conference (which indeed
initiated the plan for a new' book) and
equally conscious of costs, but has
repeatedly been given "the green light”
to proceed. Capital outlay, when related
to the "working life” of a book, is not
excessive—in 40 years nearly 100,000
copies of the present book have been
sold.

Quite frankly
we don’t feel Christians were ever meant
to have it so good.

Let us write to our local M.P. demand­
ing Government-increased aid to these
desperate people even if it does hit our
pockets—we must accept a lower stan­
dard of living in order to share our
abundance of this world’s goods, help in
mass education for family planning in
less fortunate countries, because from a
purely selfish viewpoint, over population,
the pollution western countries are caus­
ing through Increasing industrial develop­
ment could eventually destroy us all.

STEPS DOWN

Doug. Nicholls came from Cnmmerajnnga, near Echnca, Vic. He was the son of
full-blooded Aborigines, and in sixty-one years he came a long way. Last week he
announced his retirement

He feels frustrated and dissatisfied, but
no other is so well known as a champion
of his people, and no one has worked
harder for the cause of Aboriginal free­
dom, equality, and Justice.

As a youngster he was fanatically keen
on Australian Rules football and offered
himself to the Carlton, Vic., Club. He was
only 5’ 2" in height and they turned him
down. Doug, was nothing if not persistent.
He fought his way Into the Northcote
Association side, then into the Fitzroy
League team, and was selected six times
to play for Victoria. In addition he was
a fine sprinter and a good boxer.

Joining the Church of Christ, he became
a minister and served with the Aborigines
Mission Board, and won acceptance as a
forceful and sincere leader of his people.
He knew Prime Ministers, dined with the
Queen, was awarded the M.B.E., became
a JJP., told off politicians and kept up a
relentless pressure on behalf of Aborigi­
nals everywhere. The Gladys Nicholls
Hostel and the Doug. Nicholls Recreation
Centre in Northcote are tributes to the
work of Doug, and his wife.

At his retirement Doug, was said to be
depressed, bitter, and “fed-up.” “Yes,”
he said, *Tve got a lot of friends—all
colours, but I honestly don’t know If I’ve
accomplished anything."

Mr. McBride is a member of our
church in Ballarat and is Secretary of the
Ballarat Branch of the A_AL. He recalls
that Doug. Nicholls shared in the found­
ing of the League.

“At that time Aborigines in this State
had no leader, no voice to express their
agony, were living in city slums or in
humpies on the banks of rivers. They
had no vote, no Social Services, in short,
they had no hope. They were not even
counted in the National Census.

"What changes have been mode can be
traced to the organisation he helped to
found. The Victorian State Government
has adopted as policy virtually all the
aims and principles which were formerly
denounced by the Aborigines Welfare
Board, and which are set out in the Con­
stitution of the Aborigines Advancement
League. Aborigines are consulted in their
own affairs, and are given priority in
housing and education. They have a vote,
receive Social Welfare, and are counted
in the Census. Without the political
lobbying of the League and its national
organisation and progeny the Federal
Council for the Advancement of Abori­
gines and Torres Strait Islanders, I doubt
whether even these advances would have
been made.

“He has indeed built an empire,
founded on the regenerated pride and
spirit of many Aborigines. Others take
on his work, using different methods. The
militancy he speaks of is being grafted
onto his organisation by young Abori­
gines. This is their way, and only time
will tell what it will achieve.

“That Pastor Nicholls has been disap­
pointed In the failure of his vision Is not
his fault. The blame lies on all Austra­
lians, the whites who would not hear him,
and the Aborigines who did not respond
to his call.

“The many who have been stirred out
of their shameful apathy by the great
Australian can only thank him. For them
his achievement has been worthwhile.”

WOMEN IN THE MINISTRY Although we all know that if the women withdrew
their support from the churches the whole structure would probably collapse, the
ministry has been so much lhe special domain of men, that even in these liberated
days it is still very difficult for a woman to fulfil a strong call to the ministry
of the church.
Many of us firmly believe that the apparent restrictions placed by the New
Testament upon women in the church reflected current social attitudes and were
not a divinely ordained division of service. Although barriers to the ministry are
gradually breaking down, we are still far from readily accepting men and women
on the same basis.
Even when women are admitted there are still difficulties. At the annual meeting
in London of the Society for the Ministry of Women in the Church, a Lutheran
lady minister who is serving in Manchester, Eng., declared that while only average
men arc frequently accepted for the ministry, women must be above average.
She said, “Women are treated as a symbol and must not only be well qualified,
but charming, sweet, sympathetic, well dressed and attractive. Men get away with
a standard which is far less near perfection.
Mrs. Forester, M.A., B.D., young, attractive, is highly qualified. She received
her training in Edinburgh in the same way as men and as the wife of a missionary
in the church of South India, was a lecturer in a theological college. She had had
more preaching calls than she could meet, but she has not received the ordination
she has been seeking for many years.
Most women ministers find that congregations and colleagues are at first opposed
to the idea of a woman pastor but soon grow to appreciate and champion her,
and become enthusiastic supporters for women in the ministry.
Recently there was a Consultation on the Ordination of Women, organised by the
W.C.C. in Madras. Among the resolutions passed were these: that the W.C.C.
recruit more women staff members and thereby set an example, that an educational
film be made showing how churches can make better use of their women, that
more scholarships be given to women, and that more women be appointed to
theological colleges.
Women are much nearer to equality in the church lhan they have ever been,
but there will probably be a few last ditch stands by men before Galatians 3: 28
is applied to the ministry.

DEATHS CAN BE CHECKED We are fairly used to politicians making promises
which they don't or can't keep. It is rare for a politician to resign because he
was unable to keep his word. Dr. Abbot has kept his word. He has tendered his
resignation as Tasmania's Health and Road Safety Minister as he pledged to do
if the road death toll in his State was not reduced within a reasonable time.
In most Australian States the toll this year has been lowered, but in Tasmania the
number of lives lost on the roads in 1971 is slightly more than at this time
last year.

He has not been idle in his efforts to make the roads safer. He is firmly convinced
that the road safety problem can be solved, but the measures he has advocated
have so far been unacceptable to his Parliamentary colleagues. These measures
include:
1. The removal of the alcohol impaired driver from the road.
2. Removal of the irresponsible driver by a points demerit system.
3. Annual tests of vehicles to ensure roadworthiness.
4. Greater use of scat-belts.
5. Improved driver education.

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CREATION
By DON. E. STEWART

The opening words of the Bible, “In
the beginning God created the Heavens
and the earth," is basic to the Jewish
and the Cliristian faiths. This is an
affirmation that the universe, with an
expanse that makes earth a tiny space­
ship amidst the millions of distant suns
and numberless circling planets—galaxies
upon galaxies, Is not a meaningless mass
of cosmic dust whirling about In nothing­
ness. It Is an affirmation that behind
It all Is the Creator-God who was revealed
in Jesus Christ.

A theory called evolution Is an alterna­
tive explanation as to how the universe
came Into being. But evolution Is not a
single concept, but rather a family of
theories. One theory states that the
whole universe is a meaningless con­
glomeration of haphazard permeations
and combinations. History Is going
nowhere and anyone who seeks to see in
history a concept of meaning Is off his
rocker. Life Is Just a meaningless glob
in the midst of the whole puzzling mess.
This atheistic theory has little to offer
to mankind. It spells out nothing but
hopeless despair.

Another variety of the theory, and one
which is embraced by a large number
of sincere Christians, is an account of
world development where God brings
about the progressive changes. It is a
belief that the creative activity of God
did not cease with a primitive world, but
that his creative activity is still continu­
ing today. Change and adaptation arc all
Involved In God’s creative activity today.

With any theory of evolution there are
tremendous areas of uncertainty. How
can we know, really know, what has
happened over the millions of years, if
scientific assessment is right that there
were millions of years? Even the fossil
record is too scattered and scanty to
enable anyone to speak with authority
as to how it all happened.

Our problem often lies In that we ask
the wrong questions. If we ask, how did
all tills come about?—we are asking a
scientific question. It is a question that
needs research—a stepping back Into the
pattern of cause and effect, testing each
step as we go, tracking down the func­
tion of the universe.

It cannot be denied that research has
revealed some very interesting results.
Take the nature of matter. We know
now that It Is not solid os we once
thought, but Is mostly space and whirl­
ing atoms—and atoms are spoken of in
terms of protons, electrons, neutrons,
alpha, beta and gamma particles. They
are being spoken of as charged particles,
tiny bundles of energy. It all makes
sense of Einstein's equation. He equated
mass and energy—said they were the

same things in different forms. Some
would say that the creation of the
material world can thus be reduced to
a simple mathematical formula E^MC3
(where E = Energy, M = Mass and C is
a constant). Such people could say how
simple a thing then is creation, for God,
the Almighty, to use a little of his energy
and convert it into matter and thus the
worlds were bom.

The great question that Christianity
answers is not the question of how the
world as we know It came to be, but
something far more fundamental: Why
is there anything at all?

The only answer that has ever been
seriously proposed to that question is the
one given in the opening words of the
Bible, "In the beginning God created
the heavens and the earth."

In creation God certainly used some
process, that there is an explanation for
the way creation was performed. But
that is not the issue. The way of creation
is basically irrelevant to the Christian
testimony that God is the Creator.

The only way to test the answer to
our question of why there Is anything,
is by looking at the evidence of our
world, and attempting to sec if the
world makes sense as creation by the
God of the Bible.

Certainly it includes the evidence of
science. Science is concerned with what
can be measured and the striking com­
plexities of precision patterns has caused
many a scientist to describe this world
as a mathematical world. To see this,

one has only to look at the fascinating
patterns of chemical combinations that
the chemist has built up, or to look at
an advanced text book on physics, to
see a book of mathematics. Even in the
biological sciences, mathematics is play­
ing an increasing role in theory and
research. Our world is a world of pat­
terns, everything functions in patterns.
How well that evidence fits in with a
world made by God for a purpose.

But even science has to admit that
there is more to tills world than it can
measure: love, affection, kindness, hate,
Joy, beauty. These immeasurcables arc the
real stuff of life. This pattern and one
revealed in the Bible is part of the
way that life is lived at its best. John,
speaking of Jesus, said, “In him was life,
and the life was the light of men." (John
1: 4). Almost 2,000 years of Christian
testimony backs up this statement, for
Christians have found that faith in God
is life, it fills life with meaning, it gives
direction and purpose, it creates increased
sensitivity to life, it provides a way
through the turmoil of life.

It doesn't finish there either. As one
adventures in the Cliristian faith, there
are to be considered the “mysterious”
workings of God. Tilings like prayer,
healing and guidance; people strangely
changed. It may not be possible to spell
out the chain of cause and effect from
the utterance of a prayer to the bring­
ing about of the thing prayed for, but
the number of answered prayers go
beyond the realms of chance.

The meaning of God the creator of
the heavens and the earth Is that crea­
tion functions within the will of God.
Our universe is not a meaningless
jumble. Even though we deny God, he
is still faithful, though we seek to des­
troy the knowledge of God, he still
awaits our response in love, so that he
can recreate us to serve his will, and
in so doing find the way, find life as it
ought to be, find the truth, for Christ
says, "I am the way, the Truth and the
life. No one comes to the Father but
by me."

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REVIEWS
ROMANS: Atonement and Justification

By D. Martin Lloyd-Jones. (Zondcrvan).
The author is a well-known British preacher with a high

reputation for expouitory sermons. This book is the first of
several which reproduce the addresses given at Westminster
Chapel, London, on Friday evenings, from 1955 to 1968!
Although he preached from 1: 1, this book commences at
3: 20, because in print he wanted to get to the heart of Paul's
teaching ns quickly as possible.

This first volume covers 3: 20 to 4: 25, and the 17 ser­
mons are fine examples of a great expositor’s craft. This
epistle is regarded by many great scholars to be the most
significant from Paul's pen. Dr. Lloyd-Jones shows how all
of its great truths are embedded In God’s revealed concern
for man throughout the Old Testament and he stresses the
internal consistency of the epistle and how it meshes with
the rest of the New Testament. This book will deepen respect
for the Word of God.

THE WORLD ON TRIAL (Studies in Romans)
By Richard W. De Haan (Zondcrvan). $4.85

Like some great passages in the Old Testament, Paul’s
Epistle to the Romans is couched in terms of a courtroom
scene in which the whole human race Is arraigned before
God, the Righteous Judge.

The solemn charges, the testimony of many witnesses, the
searching cross-examination, hold the reader in suspense.
Finally, the Judge pronounces the verdict, “Guilty” or “Not
guilty,” of breaking God's laws.

In the glorious climax of the eighth chapter, the Apostle
exults, “There is now no condemnation for those who are
in Christ Jesus.” “Who shall bring any charge against God’s
elect?” The case is dismissed.

Some may find Romans rather heavy reading, but Mr.
De Haan’s book, written in a clear style, will help us to fuller
understanding. And not only is its reasoning cogent. It sounds
the deep note of personal experience.

Not all of us will be able to agree with everything in these
studies. The author occasionally emphasises the point of view
of his particular “school.” For example, there is the doctrine
of “Once saved, Always saved.”

“The Bible teaches that one who receives Christ is Justi­
fied or declared righteous, and thereby given perfect position
or standing . . . This takes place at the moment a person
receives Christ, and needs never to be repeated. Tills standing
In the place of grace and favour is permanent and unaffected
bv anything the believer might do. Even when a Christian
sins he does not lose his position, which God has given him
once for all.”

One scents danger here. Does Paul really say that? But,
in the book as a whole, and in the personal challenge with
which he closes each chapter there is no mistaking the authen­
tic note of the Gospel.—J.EB.

Editor, Dr. Bruce Shelley. (Zondcrvan). $5.95.

Eleven evangelical scholars of the "Conservative" Baptist
Theological Seminary (no more precise location given), have

Many liberally Inclined churches are preoccupied with
social activism, and others of a more conservative character
are Identified with the American cult of outward success.

But Dr Shelley states emphatically, "they can only be offered
by those who arc truly Christian, and that means constant

Prophets); “Giving First Place to the Kingdom” (Piety in the
Teachings of Christ); “Living Sacrifices" (Piety in the
Epistles).

Such a book is needful and heartily to be welcomed. Far
from "a desire to put devotion on display," it stands for true
devoutness, reverence for God, and a style in harmony with
sincere worship.—J.EB.

OUR CHILDREN ARE OUR BEST FRIENDS
By Mark M. Lee. (Zcndervan). $5.95.

One of life’s greatest problems is the stress and strain
between the generations in our homes. “The adolescent needs
his parents, even while he finds himself rejecting them. This
blockage is most obvious in matters of sex." The author says,
“The fault for the failure to communicate seems to rest with
both sides. Absolutely basic to understanding is that true love
is the love of ’no motive,’ God’s kind of love, who loves us
for no reason at all outside of himself.” He makes this point:
"In no time in life are we more guilty of the things we criticise
in others than when we are young. Children are less forgiving
of their parents than their parents are of them.” Discipline
is needed, on both sides, and the author declares: “Discipline,
fairly administered, inspires obedience. And obedience is the
virtue through which integrity is learned. Integrity is the inner
motivation to be obedient to oneself." Wise parents, of course,
know that the time comes when children's discipline must
become “less physical and more sophisticated in nature."

Adolescents are impatient of delay. Dr. Lee advises young
people not to “date” the same person twice in a row. That
seems a stringent note. The reason: It is "largely agreed that
steady dating leads to a considerable amount of sexual experi­
mentation for a youthful couple.”

Our author has some wise suggestions for steadying youth
in these surging days—develop better relationship with groups;
confide in an adult of high ideals; finding at least one impor­
tant friend your own age whom you consider better than your­
self; fill the time of youth with constructive work.

It is not surprising that this volume of ten speeches and
sermons, delivered on various occasions should have brought
the request for their publication. “Our Children arc our Best
Friends," is the title merely ironical? At least, if we cannot
say, “Our children arc our best friends" must wc not say, “Our
children should be, and could be, our best friends." They
can help us by forcing us to face our responsibility and to
seek those resources of character without which we cannot
be the sort of people they need us to be.—J.EB.

N PEACEFUL SURROUNDINGS

D. E. Pritchard, W. L. Brune
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After spending eight weeks in the New
Hebrides visiting mission stations and
churches on Aoba, Moewo, Pentecost,
Santo and adjacent Islands, I flew to New
Guinea via the Solomon Islands.

I have been in New Guinea for two
weeks and most of this time has been
spent with New Hebrideans who are study­
ing, or serving as missionaries In this
country.

In Port Moresby I was met by Edward
Tamblsarl from Pentecost Island in the
New Hebrides, who Is a first year medical
student at the University of Papua and
New Guinea. During his first year of
study Edward has been Jointly sponsored
by the Overseas Mission Board and the
New Zealand Lepers’ Trust Board. If he
is successful in his studies then the
Lepers' Trust Board will provide 90$o of
the expenses involved for the remainder
of the five-year course.

Edward showed me over the University
and it was encouraging to see the pro­
gress being made and the availability
of tertiary education for the people of
Papua and New Guinea.

Moving on to our mission area, I spent
a night at Chungribu and the next day
went up the Ramu River to Annanberg.
Here I was met by Bill Bull, our New
Hebridean missionary from Pentecost
Island, and we walked for six hours to
Gokto, where Bill and Janet are working.

I was deeply Impressed with the zeal
that Bill and Janet have to spread the
gospel not only at Gokto but to numer­
ous villages In the Schrader Ranges. To
reach these villages, Bill has to walk
through the rugged Jungle trails, some of
the villages being a two days’ walk from
Gokto. He is often away for a week or
more, and during this time Janet is left
in charge of this lonely station.

The site chosen for the mission at
Gokto is In thick jungle country. Dozens
of huge trees have had to be cut down
and these are now scattered over several
acres of land around the unfinished mis­

sion house. There is much hard work
ahead clearing the area to make way
for more mission buildings and the
planting of lawns and shrubs to make the
mission station attractive.

Bill, a graduate of the Banmatmat
Bible College Is kept busy In addition to
building a new mission station, preach­
ing and teaching scares of people In the
area, the Word of God. The gospel is new
to many and they are eager to hear the
Word of God explained. Some, often called
the "Mountain People," have never heard
the gospel of Jesus Christ.

Janet trained as a nurse at the Ndui
Ndul Hospital, and she is kept busy treat­
ing the sick as well as looking after her
small son. Every morning there is a long
line of patients waiting to see Janet
and ns a result of her ministry, paln-
wrackcd bodies are healed, lives are saved.
and people are helped in their under­
standing of Christian love and concern.

To go to Gokto and see the pioneering
work of this young New Hebridean
couple, was an inspiring experience. Their
willingness to work cheerfully in this most
Isolated area is an indication of their
faith, zeal and courage which must en­
courage and inspire us all. (I could write
similarly concerning August and Macline
Ben, our other New Hebridean missionar­
ies who serve at Mui in New Guinea.
whom I visited after leaving Gokto).

During the several days that I spent
with BUI and Janet, the thought that
often came to my mind was, "they de­
serve a medal for what they are doing.”
But this is the last thing they want.
What they, and aU our missionaries need
as they serve In Isolated areas, and trek
through the Jungles (sometimes walking
for hours because the budget at times is
inadequate for them to travel by boat)
to reach more villages for Christ, is not
medals, but the earnest and faithful sup­
port of the churches at home and the
assurance that the home churches are
behind (not too far we trust!) them.
