|N utter degradation a religious leader dies a malefactor's

death. His followers, common men and ordinary, with no
genius among them, are scattered, terrified and helpless. A
few weeks go by, and in the teeth of bitter persecution, they
are back at the scene of their defeat, transformed. They
assert with dauntless vigour that their Lord has risen. They
are believed although they produce no other witnesses. Per­
secution organises. The result is to scatter the fire. The sparks
of its strewn witness start a hundred new conflagrations.

Saul, the rabbi of Tarsus, falls victim to conviction. What
does this mean but that, within five or six years, or less, the
evidence, to an educated mind, was strong enough to over­
whelm the bitterest prejudice.

A century goes by, and up and down the world, from
mouth to mouth, the message has spread. It has travelled with
the legions from the Firth of Forth to the Persian Gulf and
touched the highest as well as the lowest ranks of society.
Round Rome stretch five hundred and eighty-seven miles of
catacombs. Graves dating from the first three hundred years of
the Christian era number four million. This is ten generations,
so the Christian population of Rome must have averaged
400,000 a generation.

The very existence of the early church is itself a strong

line of proof. Legend anu tradition a;? phenomena of moss-
like growth, and are quite inadequate explanations of the
outburst of spiritual vigour evidenced in the firs* eight diop­
ters of Acts. Any modem church can give an account of its
history for a past half-century. Tho memory of transforming
or traumatic experience can remain sharp and detailed over
the span of a lifetime, and di through the first century them
were those, like two who walked to Emmaus and told their
tale to Luke, who remembered in circumstancial and vivid
clarity the events of an outstanding week.

Presumably, since membership in tho church was often
bought at tho risk of life, men and women in a civilised con
munity examined the credentials of the faith they were called
upon to accept, and would not have accepted it. with its
obvious perils, without strong conviction. The Church had a
continuous history; Its members thought they v how they
originated, on what facts it was based, and c-:i wusrj testi­
mony.

If modern historical criticism had not yet been bom,
common sense was already several thousands of years old.
Only a tremendous event can explain the existence, the
strength, and endurance of the early Church.

THE OLD) TESTAMENT

FOR TO0AV

TTOW important Is the Old Testament for today? For a
people who have laid such great emphasis on the New

Testament that is a good question. It was asked, and answered,
In no uncertain manner before about 35 of our SA. ministers
who were in camp at Longwood for the annual Magarey
Lectureship.

For tile first time the near-new chapel was used as the
lecture room. In Its delightful setting with its tiered seating
and beautiful outlook across the rolling Adelaide hills. The
main theme of O.T. studies was supported by the presentation
of various papers on aspects of the sociology of religion, and
brotherhood concerns.

The guest lecturer was the Rev. Chris. McKaay BA..,
B.D., formerly a parish minister and teacher of biblical
exegesis in the Dutch city of Rotterdam. He emigrated to
Perth in 1958 to take up a post as lecturer In O.T. studies
to theological students, and about a year ago was appointed
Secretary of the S.A. Council of Churches.

THE FOURTH MAN
Under the general theme, Mr. McKaay began by remind­

ing us that we live in the world of Alfred Weber’s “fourth
man”, who finds the Christian faith totally irrelevant to life
because he is four generations removed from it. For the
church he is the “impossible creature”, and we are perplexed.
“Why should we do anything about him,” we ask. "In order
to save his soul,” is the usual reply. But what do we mean
by soul? Do we understand the biblical meaning of the word,
for there Is as much difference between “he has a soul” and
“he is a soul" as there is between “he has an ass” and "he
is an ass"l

Thus the stage was set for four most stimulating and
provocative lectures In which Mr. McKaay stressed the great
importance of correctly understanding the biblical meanings
of words if we are to proclaim the biblical message. This was
brought to a climax in the final lecture In which he treated
at length two O.T. concepts of “Torah" and “poor".

The noun "Torah", he said, is derived from a verb mean-
inging “to instruct" or “to direct", and like all Hebrew
nouns it retains the energy of the verb. So Yahweh continues
to instruct and direct his people through Torah. The error
of Judaism was that It allowed Torah to become static custom
or practice, as did the Septuagint by translating it with
“nomos" which has the sense of "rule" or "regulation".

In discussing the “poor", Mr. McKaay said that this class
of people in the O.T. was not necessarily those who were
without possessions such as land, but those who were frus­
trated and oppressed by injustice. Thus “almsgiving", the
remedy for poverty, is no mere cold charity, but the tool for
righting wrong, the act of reconciliation. He applied this to
the work of Inter-Church Aid.

Under the heading “The Relevance of the O.T.", Mr.
McKaay said that In human terms the author of the Bible
is the whole people of God. Nowhere is this seen more clearly
than in the O.T. where so many sources have been gathered
together, worked over, edited and re-edited. Even Paul did
not write as an individual, but was indebted to the whole
people of God, both those of the church and those of the O.T.

THE NAME
Mr. McKaay went on to say that he could not see the

possibility of separating the human and divine elements of
the biblical message. The kernel and the husk are Inseparable,
and one cannot, for example, take the prophetic message
and separate from it the pure word of God. God's word is
moulded into the message of his prophet and into the history
of his people. Word Is event. Words are history.

Our lecturer stressed the Importance of understanding
the O.T. concept of the Name. God has not revealed his name
to men. He Is mystery, the God of the unknown name YHWH,
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By TOM R. MASON

and for this reason he is not controlled by men but controls
them. He is beyond man’s power. So when Moses asks his
name he replies, "I am who I am , or in less polite language,
"Mind your own business and get on with leading my people."
The whole understanding of the relevance of the O.T. and
the N.T. depends on the Name. Only in understanding the
Importance of the Name can we comprehend God’s revelation
to his people.

As we understand that revelation we find that the O.T.
is as down to earth as daily life. It shows how God is In­
volved in that life, penetrating every sphere of community,
family, national and international life.

In treating the relation of O.T. to N.T., Mr. McKaay
warned against looking for progression between the Testa­
ments or in the O.T. alone. Fulfilment there may be, but not
progression, for the latter term Implies the discarding of the
earlier revelation when the later Is given. But the O.T. is
not the burnt-out stage of a lunar rocket which falls away,
useless, from the space capsule. Rather it is the foundation
on which the walls and roof of the N.T. are built. "The unity
of the O.T. and N.T. is not vested in concepts, ancient and
modem, but in God, who revealed himself to his people, and
of which his people has testified." Our concept of progression
Is part of our Hegelian Inheritance and Is quite foreign to
our O.T. heritage.

As Mr. McKaay went on to speak about the relation be­
tween the covenants, someone remarked that had Alexander
Campbell been among us he would have had a major debate
on his hands I

TOOLS AND THE TASK
In the lecture "Preaching the Word" we were challenged

to enter the workshop of the tradesman. By an exegesis of
Isaiah 40: 1-5, 0-10 Mr. McKaay showed how necessary it is
for preachers to be familiar with Hebrew and Greek as well
as English, for so many subtle changes can take place during
translation. The preacher, then, needs the right tools — and
not little cheap ones either. He should study each main word
of the text with the aid of a comprehensive Bible dictionary
and commentary. Aided by archaeological research he must
understand the contemporary biblical culture, for it will not
do to think that Isaiah was a modern Western man. So the
preacher wrestles with the text, as Jacob did with the angel
of God, until It overcomes him and tells him its message.
So God speaks, for he is fully present in the text. The
preacher must then translate the message into the language
of his people. And here came the crunch. All this preparation,
said the lecturer, should occupy at least ten hours. Anything
less may please the palates of the people, but it can hardly
be acceptable to the Lord whom we serve.

Mr. McKaay was asked why he had not mentioned the
Holy Spirit at this point. He replied that he had, but not by
name, for the Holy Spirit operates as the preacher tolls. The
Spirit is no substitute for hard work. He told of Klaus Harms,
a preacher of the Enlightenment period, who was urged by
some of his congregation to spend less time in preparation
and to depend more on the Holy Spirit. After trying this
procedure and preaching the resultant sermon, he explained
to his people what he had done. "And,” he concluded, “the
Holy Spirit said to me, ‘Klaus, you have been very lazy this
week’."

New vistas of O.T. study were opened to us, and new
ground was broken as we came to grips with the message of
this man and the message of this book. Whatever the Hebrew
word for "lecture”, It must certainly retain the energy of
the verb and go on teaching us through the days to come.

Our daughter is getting married and
we arc informed that the long list of
toasts we had at our own wedding recep­
tion Is out. What is the present custom,
and what is the usual wedding reception
programme?

If there Is a book of rules for wed­
ding receptions (they used to call them
breakfasts!) there is plenty of latitude
for most people to do what they will.

Custom does exercise an influence and
the present custom is to have fewer toasts
and less talk about the few they have.

It is good to ask the bride and groom
for their views on how many and what
kind of toasts they would like. But, as
they are unlikely to have had the experi­
ence of being married before, they might
like a few suggestions. Maybe the best
way to tackle the question Is to suggest
a programme and to ask the bride and
groom if it is acceptable.

If there are professional caterers caring
for the reception they will arrange for
the seating of guests and the entrance
of the bridal party, at which stage the
master of ceremonies (or toastmaster)
will assume responsibility.

I. The M.C. gives a welcome to the
guests on behalf of the host and hostess,
usually the bride's parents.

2. Grace is offered, cither by a minister,
or by the M.C., and the meal begins.

3. The Loyal TXJast Is not essential,
but it is customary. Soft drink is quite
acceptable for honouring this or any
other toast. “Cyder" Is often used for
toasts, as distinct from the soft drink
used with the meal. Usually (I cannot say
always), "cyder" is a non-alcoholic apple

drink, "cider” is the fermented, alcoholic
variety. There is no speech associated
with the Loyal Toast, simply the an­
nouncement. The glasses arc not clinked!
The national anthem is often sung, but
it is enough for it to be played.

•I. The Loyal Toast usually comes after
the first course, and when it has been
honoured, guests who may desire to
smoke may do so. They should wait until
the M.C. gives them permission, but usu­
ally they smoke at their pleasure.

5. The other toasts are offered at times
agreed upon by the M.C. end the caterer.
Sometimes they are in between courses
but, nowadays when there are so few,
they are usually offered after sweets have
been served.

G. The toast to the bride and groom
Is proposed bj’ a friend who knows them
both, or who knows one of them par­
ticularly’ well. When the toast is drunk,
the glasses arc clinked and the guests
usually sing “FREEZA”. Again, the latter
is not essential, but it is customary.

7. The bridegroom responds to the main
toast, then proposes the toast to the
bridesmaids to which the best man
responds.

8. The best man then reads the tele­
grams of greeting. If there are many of
these, and there is a groomsman, the best
man and groomsman read alternately.

9. The cutting of the wedding cake is
often the last of the formal acts at the
reception, although the caterer may ask
for this to be done earlier if he needs
the extra time to cut and wrap the cake
Into small “put-under-plllow" pieces.

10. If the bride and groom are to leave
shortly after the last toast, the M.C. will
announce what is to happen and approxi­
mately how long it will be before the
bride and groom depart. It is good not
to have the guests In the dark about
the programme plans. If there is a social
evening after the meal, there is often a
separate M.C. for this section.

11. A wedding reception should be as
friendly and informal as circumstances
permit, and rules and customs should help
to this end. If rules and customs get in
the way of the general happiness and
goodwill of the company it is time for
a few of the rules to be broken, or at
least bent.

No. 24—ROMANS 5: 1 (Moff.).
“Enjoy the Peace.”

In the Bible "peace" has a variety of
meanings. In the Old Testament “peace"
was used of military and economic calm,
of the state of spiritual health that was
brought to the nation through its covenant
relationship with God. Trust (Isa. 26:6)
and righteousness (Isa. 32:17) led to
peace within the individual. This was tho
result of God’s salvation. Hence the com­
mon greeting grew up wishing God's sal­
vation for persons — "shalom". In the
New Testament, these meanings were In­
cluded, but the New Testament concept
of peace went beyond both that of the
Old Testament and of the classical Greek
usage. "Peace" was seen as the result
of the reconciliation that Jesus brought
to tho strife between Jew and Gentile
(Ephesians 2:14-17). to the strife in do­
mestic situations (1 Cor. 7:15) and was
seen as the true result of tho work of
the sons of God (Matt. 5:9). This peace
was not an emotion. It came as a result
of our right relationships with God. From
our alienation we aro now reconciled to
God and justified by our faith (Rom. 5:1).
We have peace through tho blood of tho
cross (Eph. 2:15). As a result of this
wholeness in our relationships with God,
ourselves and His created world, wo have
a peace of mind independent of the cir­
cumstances about us. This was the dis­
tinctively Christian concept of inner peace.
it camo as the fruit of tho Holy Spirit, it
was evidence of tho mind of tho Spirit
(Rom. 8: 6) within us. God’s peace (Phil.
4: 7) consequently kept guard over our
hearts and minds.

A member showed me a cartoon sketch­
ed in a Japanese prisoner-of-war camp. It
showed a thin Digger reading a letter
from his wife in Sydney that was full of
complaints about food rationing and tho
behaviour of the Americans. The weary
Digger said: "I wish she would let mo
enjoy this bloomin’ war in peace."

The inner peace that Christ brings Is
not dependent upon our outer stresses.
Paul moved in times of troubles without
and fears within (2 Cor. 7:5-6), yet he
could claim he was kept in God's peace.
Jesus offered peace to His disciples (John
16) but no insulation from this world's
troubles. We enjoy His peace because our
relationship with God even in trouble
helps us have endurance, character and
hope (Rom. 5:1-5). Tho difference this
sort of peace can have upon our lives is
affirmed by a British psychologist who
said. “With this peaco in his soul, a man
can face any experience whatever."

This inner peace cannot be achieved
by the mechanics of attitude encouraged
by self-help psychology. It is a gift given
from God. It Is a relationship with Him
maintained by our faith, but effective upon
our attitudes.

That is why Moffatt translates this verse
as ' Let us enjoy tho peace v.j have with
God." Wo already possess it. He provided
it for us through our redemption. In spite
of troubles, end fears about us. we can
enjoy peace. We trust in Him and we are
kept tn His peace.

of South Australia’s new congregations.

The Church at Mile End
and then more recently the Church at
Blackwood have helped the Home Mis­
sion Department support this work.

Two years ago Graeme Smith became
the minister of the congregation. His
initial engagement because of studies was
on a three-quarter time basis. Late in
1970 the ministry was lifted to full-time
status and the Church entered 1971 with:

(1) A Planned Giving Programme;
(2) An Intensification of the total pro­

gramme of the Church to the rapidly
developing southern suburbs.

The Planned Giving Programme has
just been completed. For the Church at
Christies Beach it has been an exciting
and challenging event which in many
ways rates as a "High” in the life of
this young Church.

The amount In actual pledges exceeds
the average offering of 1970 by 82%.
The offerings since the programme have
increased by more than 100%. Far more
Important than the money, however, is
what this has meant to the congregation.
It has been a spiritual experience in
every sense of the word and the stage is
set for exciting developments ns this
Church moves into its programme in the
southern development.

Keith Horne (H.M. Dept.) led the pro­
gramme and Kevin Harvey (Minister of
Brighton Gardens Church) shared in
several important aspects of the pro­
gramme; his experience was invaluable.

"I have been impressed with the will­
ing co-operation and involvement of
almost the whole membership of the
Church. Challenged with a complete sur­
render of self to Christ, the response
has been evidenced not only in the in­
creased commitment of TREASURE, but
also of TIME and TALENTS."

Graeme Smith, minister, said:
"These last few weeks have offered a

unique opportunity for all people to share
their faith in Christ at the level of total
commitment to him."

C. A. Jones, Secretary, said:
"There is a greater spiritual bond and

understanding among us because of a
new relationship with Jesus Christ."

There is much more that could be said
but at this point it is best to let results
speak for themselves. The Planned Giv­
ing Programme will mean that the
Church at Christies Beach, will be able
to move forward with confidence into
the second stage of its 1971 programme.

Already an extensive programme in
this year has been developed by the
minister. This will include: several short­
term study fellowships in members’
homes on vital subjects related to Faith:
a series of five Coffee Fellowships for
women in April-May: four mid-winter
4.30 p.m. services, featuring experimental
worship, with Kevin Harvey (Brighton
Gardens); Group Leader training sessions
with Gerald Rose (Dept. Christian Educ.);
and later, four Guest Services with
Keith Home (HM. Dept.)

How strange It is then for us to read
of Alan Walker’s startling new idea in
his book, ’’Now For Newness!” This Idea
he claims will revolutionise church life
and the church’s evangelistic programme.
What is this startling new idea? A Sun­
day night gospel service, with an appeal!

Mr. Walker claims that Sunday night
is more suitable for the “outsider” in
our temperate climate. He says that to
be successful the Sunday night service
should be different from and not a “re­
hash" of the morning service. He says
Sunday morning should be for the nur­
ture of Christians and Sunday night for
preaching the gospel to all-comers, "to
win people to Christ." He even claims
that the early church had these two dif­
ferent forms of gathering.

He says that the gospel service is the
time for experimentation, informality,
simplicity, directness, testimony, modern
instruments, fast-rhythm hymns, and
preaching for a verdict. A sentence from
the book says, “If I had the power, I
would call the whole Church in Austra­
lia to reclaim Sunday night for evange­
lism!"

Poor Mr. Walker! Shouldn’t some one 

tell him that he won’t get church people
to support this sort of thing? Perhaps
Methodists are different!

THE CROSSES OF CALVARY (2) There were three crosses on Calvary. On the
second cross was the impenitent thief. Of the three, this was the wrong cross.
He is seen as going into death with curses on his lips against our Lord. We
should not make too much of his curses. When a man is in the extremity of
pain, ne should not be accountable for his words. Nor should we assume
too readily that this man had committed a heinous crime. He had been sentenced
to death, but the man on the centre cross was also sentenced to death, and he
had committed no crime at all. Then, too, up till quite recent times, men have
been executed for trivial offences, even in Christian England. Let us be
thankful that we do not have to judge this man, and also be thankful that
other men have no right to judge us.
In spite of his curses, this man can still arouse our compassion, as he surely
had the compassion of Jesus. “Forgive them," said Jesus, and the prayer
would have included the thief as well as the soldiers and the crowd.
Apart from his colleague's word that the two thieves were justly condemned, we
know nothing of this man. We don't know his name, whether he had a family,
if his crime was from greed or from politics. One thing we may add: this was
one of God's many prodigal sons. He may have had little money—but there
are other gifts from God and life, and he appears to have squandered what Gcd
had given him. The father of all prodigal sons would have received him home.
God had three sons on Calvary: Jesus in his unique divine-human relationship,
the penitent thief who found grace at the eleventh hour, and the impenitent
prodigal, who was also loved by the father.
CHAIN LETTERS The correspondence in Open Forum on this subject is only one
of several to express concern over “chain letters" being received by our ministers
inviting them to be part of an “honest effort" that will bo rewarded by each
minister receiving $7,000 to $8,000 within four weeks. Other churches have
also reported the circulation of similar letters. The recipient is asked to send
$1 to the name and address at the head of a list of four, then send out twenty
copies of the letter to "twenty other deserving" ministers, removing the top
name (the one who got the dollar) and placing his own name in the fourth
position. In four weeks his name will move to the top of the list and, hopefully,
will receive $1 from each of 8,000 other recipients.
The Crown Law Department, Police Headquarters, and the P.M.G.'s Department
have assured us that there is nothing illegal about such letters. One has only to
look at the names of the ministers involved to be sure also that there is no
question of fraud or misrepresentation, although they may have been naive.
However, the practice has nothing to commend it. At the best it is time-wasting
and impossible of success (there are only about 400 ministers in our churches
and even if one of them were to receive a dollar blessing from each of the
others, it would not enlarge his ministry very much!). At the worst, the practice
is open to misunderstanding, it is a distraction from sacrificial stewardship, and
its endorsement by ministers could encourage others to use the system for
unworthy motives.
Since we are often late in catching up with what is happening, it is probable that
the letters have already ceased. If not, they should be discontinued immediately.

Lindsay R. G. Smith was bom In

They worked with the Ballarat churches
of Dawson and Peel Streets, set up the
Lord’s Table in a picture theatre at Won-
thaggl, and at Stawell again he served
as preacher while the church was await­

ing a minister. In Ballarat he helped to
commence a church in a shop in Dove­
ton St. and he was also S3. Supt. at
Mt. Clear. At Swan Hill, Mr. Smith was
again active in preaching and Mrs. Smith
led the S3. He next went to Dandenong
as headmaster and his final promotion
with the Department brought the Smiths
to Ashburton and they linked up with
the Hartwell church, labouring there for
23 years.

His sight began to fail, so that much of
the work he loved had to be relin­
quished.

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REVIEWS
A NEW PILGRIM'S PROGRESS

By Geoffrey T. Bull (Hodder & Stoughton). $3.55.
The author of this book, like Bunyan, went to prison for

his faith, and like Bunyan he sees life as a pilgrimage from
the City of Destruction to the Celestial City. And he has the
strong conviction that the Christian warfare, of Bunyan's own
life and as reflected in his writings, has to be fought again
today. In the prologue Bull says, “Maybe the hearts of many
in Eastern Europe beat nearer to Bunyan’s than our own. . . .
People ... in Russia are being sent to restrictive camps for
preaching Christ from an open Bible; and some . . . have
already been robbed of their children. The battle of Bunyan’s
day must be fought in every generation.”

Bull uses Bunjan’s weapon of the Pilgrim’s Progress. The
names are the same, Christian, Obstinate, Pliable, Talkative,
Faithful, Giant Despair, etc. but the environment has changed
to post-Hiroshima. Vanity Fair is now called Sexpo of the
province of Supersex. The pilgrims travel in cars, capsules,
and planes. The Interpreter has equipment that Improves on
closed-circuit television and the Motel Magnificent offers its
comforts.

TO ENRICH EACH DAY
By Chester E. Swor and Jerry Merriman. (Fleming H. Revell).

Very many Christians would own their indebtedness to
the use of books of daily devotional messages. These two
American ministers produced a book of dally devotions.

Each day’s message is preceded by a reference to a Bible
passage, to supplement a more comprehensive Bible study.
Then comes the dally message, each of which is a challenge
to ’’consistent Christian Living!" This is thrust home by a
series of questions that probe the soul.

The authors’ wish for their readers is a noble one: “That
the year end will find that the world within you has been
brought to a happier order and that the world around you
has come to be held in clearer perspective and a more com­
passionate understanding."—JEJB.

FINDING A PURPOSE
By Dudley Hydo (C.LC. Adult Study). 20c.

Vital and happy? OR frustrated, bored and miserable?
The key to the contrast is said to be "Purpose,” and

these three studies are an attempt to discover how the Chris­
tian faith helps us to find a purpose in life.

The first study considers "our need for purpose.” Most
of us who are dissatisfied with simply drifting along in life
would agree that we have this need. But where do we find
such a purpose? The study’ points to the plan of God as he
comes to us in Jesus Christ.

The second study considers people who found purpose—
Moses, Elijah, Paul and Martin Luther King.

The third study’ comes to grips more seriously with the
way In which we can find purpose.

Maori Farewell to Avery and Moyes
On April 16. Allan Avery leaves for

During his week with each
district Mr. Moyes will speak at Rotary
meetings. High School assemblies, lunch-
hour meetings, on radio and television.
Mr. Avery will fly back from Auckland
to Wellington to speak on radio in a
nation-wide broadcast. The men will meet
In each centre on the Friday to review
the previous programme before Mr. Avery
moves on to the next centre.

Over the past 12 months since Mr.
Avery’s initial visit, the N.Z. churches

have been conducting guest services,
compiling a master list of names of al!
those associated with all the churches
in each district, and making preparations
for the meetings that will eventuate dur­
ing the next few weeks.

There has been a great response from
the churches for this programme as each
of the churches in each district has
planned, prayed and worked for this ven­
ture.

Last year Mr. Avery and Mr. Moyes
prepared an audio-visual of the work
they are doing in Australia and this has
been shown to all the participating
churches.

Whilst they are absent from their
churches, Ken. J. Clinton will conduct
an interim ministry at Dandenong and
Gordon Stirling and Richard Lawton
will conduct an interim ministry at Chel­
tenham. Both Mrs. Moyes and Mrs.
Avery will join their husbands in Auck­
land for the concluding days of the pro­
gramme.

Both these men would appreciate
prayer support in Victoria and through­
out Australia.
